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Plans Started in 1969 
For Lord Mayor Visit I

Although the City of 

Manchester, England knew 
four years ago that its Lord 
Mayor and Lady Mayoress 
w ouid  be g u e s ts  of 
Manchester, Conn, the week 
of its  Sesquicentennial 
Celebration, it didn’t 
know untii a month ago who 
the Lord Mayor and Lord 
Lady Mayoress would be.

The English city’s 132- 
member council elects a 
Lord Mayor each year — for 
only a one-year term. This 
year it elected Kenneth 
Collis, on the City Council 
since 1951 and an alderman 
since 1971.

Back in 1969, when plans 
were being started for this 
year’s Sesquicentennial, 
Nathan Agostinelli, then 
mayor here, wrote to the 
Manchester, England City 
Council and issued an invita­
tion to the Lord Mayor and 
Lady Mayoress to attend.

Authorised Visit 
The City Council voted to 

authorise the 1973 visit. It voted 
also to authorize the visit of the 
town clerk or his agent. Town 
Cierk G. C. Ogden couldn’t 
arrange the trip for himself and 
he designated Leslie Board- 
man, one of his five assistant 
town clerks, to represent him.

A town clerk in Manchester, 
England is not a town clerk as 
we know him in Manchester, 
Conn. The English version is, in 
effect, a town manager as we 
know him here.

Ogden, in addition to having 
five assistants, has a deputy 
cierk aiso. Each of the five 
assistants have special respon­
sibilities — not aione as ad­
ministrators, but aiso as legal 
counsel to the City Council.

Boardman, a solicitor of the 
Supreme Court of Justice, is 
assigned the special respon­
sibilities of housing, planning 
and properties. His appoint­
ment to his position is for life, 
except that he must retire at 
age 65. He is 45 now, is married, 
and has two sons — 15 and 9.

Lord Mayor Collis, a member 
of the Labour P arty , must 
serve his one-year term on a 
s tr ic tly  neu tra l a n d . non­
p o litica l basis. The Lord 
M ayor’s d u tie s  a r e  only 
ceremonial and he nnay take no 
part in political affairs or 
meetings. He may not express a 
political opinion.

He is regarded as the first 
citizen of Manchester, England. 
He greets and entertains all 
delegations visiting his city, 
and represents it a t local func­
tions.

Hef and h is fam ily  a re  
required to move into the Town 
Hall, where the living quarters 
include five bedrooms.

The Lord Mayor and his wife 
have two daughters—21 and 16.

Lord Mayor Collis was in the 
United States once before — a 
few weeks ago, when he spent 
four days in New York on 
b eh a lf of BOAC (B ritish  
O v e r s e a s  A ir l in e s  C o r­
poration). This is the first visit 
for his wife.

Misses Work 
Although thd Lord Mayor is 

elected to a one-year term only, 
there are, a t present, only 12 
living former Lord Mayors.

Lord Mayor Collis said he 
en joys h is p o sitio n  as  a 
welcome relief from the hustle 
and bustle of politics. What he 
does miss, he said, is his en­
forced year’s absence from his 
work. He is a m echanical 
e n g in e e r ,  e m p lo y e d  by 
AEIGES, an engineering firm 
in Stratford.

The 13!^member City Coun­
cil, whicn elected him Lord 
Mayor, consists of 99 councilors 
(3 from each of 33 wards and 
elected by the people) and 33 , 
aldermen (1 from each ward 
and elected by the councilors). 
The 99 councilors serve for 
three years and the 33 aldermen 
for six. Lord Mayor Collis, 
when his one-year term is up,, 
will return to his duties as 
alderman.

Incidentally, he didn’t bring, 
his official robes, chain of of­
fice and coat of arms to the 
United States. He said he may 
wear them only when an of­
ficially designate attendant is 
with him.

Relaxing Here 
Mayor Collis said at a Sunday 

morning press conference, “It 
is very pleasant, very relaxing, 
to be here, after the busy life 
we lead in our city. Our City 
Council considered it of utmost 
importance that its Lord Mayor 
attend your Sesquicentennial 
C e le b r a t io n .  W e, in  
Manchester, England, consider 
it an important event. We’re 
proud that you took the name of 
our city for your own.’’

His city, he said, has about 
32,000 municipal employes, for 
a population of about 547,000, 
and a yearly budget of about 
3210 m illion  In A m erican 
currency.

In mentioning American 
currency, he said also he’d 
welcome the stabilization of the 
American dollar “as soon as 
possible.”

“ It effects our economy, 
too,” he sa{d.

He and Boardman agreed 
th a t  th e  g o v e rn m e n t of 
M anchester, England “ is, 
possibly, the purest form of 
council-manager government 
known.” The City Council, in

addition to adopting budgets 
and making policy, ctmsists of 
the various agencies and com­
m issions req u ired  in c ity  
government. The town clerk 
and his assistants, in addition to 
administrating the city govern­
ment, have a great role in 
recommending programs to the 
council.

Population Drops
Boardman said the population 

of what is known as the City has 
dropped almost 200,000 in re­
cent years, because of a low- 
cost, low-incom e housing 
redevelopment program under­
taken in the area. The housing 
is being constructed in the sub­
urbs, under government loans.

He said the average, monthly 
rental for the hosulng Is |60, the 
same ratio to wages as low-cost 
American housing bears to 
American wages.

He wasn’t asked about the 
W a te r g a te  a f f a i r  b u t 
volunteered the observation, 
“Politically, the opinion is that, 
if it had happened in England, 
the government would have 
fallen.”

He said there has been little 
reaction to Watergate among 
the  g en e ra l population  in 
England.

B oardm an, com m enting 
further on the low-cost housing 
program in the Manchester, 
England area, said there was 
much opposition to it among the 
suburban towns. He said the 
program, before it began, had 
to be approved by the local 
governments and had to be sold 
to the area people.

Parade Impresses
Lord Mayor Collis said he is 

im pressed  w ith  the  m any 
English names given to towps 
in the Manchester, Conn. a r ^ .  
Geographically, he said, names 
like Bolton, Andover and the 
like are about as close to the 
Connecticut. Manchester as to 
the English Manchester.

The Lord Mayor was im­
pressed at the nugnitude of 
Saturday's parade. He said he 
witnessed a parade in England 
re c e n tly  and " I t  w a sn ’t, 
anywhere as big as yours was.”

" I  n e v e r  knew  of th e  
Republican elephant and the 
Democratic donkey untU the 
parade,” he said. “I only knew 
that one has a long memory and 
the other is stubborn.”

An amazing man for his age 
(he’s past 90), Mr. Childs com­
mutes to his office in New York 
every day from his home in 
Brooklyn Heights by subway. 
He has to change subwayd each 
way. He says his office is com­
municating with over 2,000 
towns in the country a t present, 
on the town manager form of 
government which he founded.

He says he still travels, and 
lectures to town groups am  un- 
iversitites on his favorite sub­
ject, town government.

For a man who broke his hip 
three years ago, his vigor and 
enthusiasm don’t seem to wane. 
“When you’ve got a tiger by the 
tail,” he said, “it’s hard to 
stop.”

Mr. Boardm an, who was 
fighting sleep due to the time 
zone change in his trans- 
Atlantic flight the previous day, 
was very impressed with the 
p a ra d e . They don ’t  have 
parades like that in England, he 
said, not since World War H. 
Parades they did have were 
called “carnivals,” he said.

’The Lady Mayoress was es­
pecially impressed with the 
pipe bands. She confessed that 
althou^ the Lord Mayor has 
the knack of taking refreshing 
little cat naps vdienever he gets 
the chance, she can’t do that 
and she, too, felt the need of 
catching up on her normal rest 
routine.

’The Lord Mayor, who in 
private life is an industrial 
engineer, seemed very spry for 
having survived an exhausting 
day plus travel fatigue. He was 
anticipating touring our town 
and some of the businesses and 
institutions.

He expressed in te rest in 
touring The Herald and seeing 
the new method of publication, 
and Sunday afternoon he and

Mrs. Collis visited The Herald, 
took that tour, and saw editorial 
s ta ff m em bers putting the 
finishing touches to the pictures 
pages that appear in today’s 
Herald.

Crowded Craft Fair 
Earns $11,047 Gross

M ore  ‘ ‘l o o k e r s ’ ’ th a n  
“buyers” viewed the “fair on 
the green” crafts exhibition 
Saturday and Sunday, but the 
estimated crowd of 15,000 to 20,- 
000 people resulted in a gross 
p ro f i t  of 311,047 fo r the  
Sesquicentennial event, accor­
ding to fa ir  co-chairm an 
Richard Carter.

Gathering under a green and 
w h ite  s t r ip e d  p a v i l l io n ,  
craftsmen from Connecticut, 
Massachusetts and New York 
displayed a diversity of wares 
c re a te d  from  the typ ical 
leather and wood iten^  to more 
unusual objects such as jewelry 
fashined from antique spoons, 
wooden lawn ornaments or 
beards made from recycled 
paper.

Each booth was labeled by an 
appropriate sign, which served 
as a trademark for several 
exhibitions, “flowers Cast to 
Last,” flowers preserved in a 
liquid resin mold, or “Give a 
Hoot,” owl figures made from 
wood and cloth, numbered

among them the more unusual 
crafts which seemed to stretch 
the meaning of a crafts fair to 
any type of handmadd good 
exhibition.

Gay napkin holders adver­
tised as “use napkin rings, save 
a tree” was one of the many 
crafts which served the dual 
purpose of decoration and con­
se rv a tio n  a t  the two-day 
festival. “ Ecology Beads,” 
beads rolled rom strips of 
newspaper and layered with 
varnish, and patchwork items 
sewn from scraps of cloth, 
reminded spectators of a sim­
ple and imaginative way of con­
tributing to environmental con­
cern.

A pair of rings made from an­
tique spoons was purchased as 
w ading rings by a couple, who 
seemed to desire a perpetual 
reminder of bnpendlng domestic 
chores as well as eternal bliss. 
“ The Spoon Couple” from 
Hyannis, Mass., who created 
their own wedding rings from a 
set of sterling silver spoons, 
were enthusiastic about the

Childs Marvels' 
At Long Parade

To 92-year-old Richard S. 
Childs, vdio left his hometown 
of Manchester to 1892, “when it 
was a cattle town,” and who 
returned Saturday to par­
ticipate to a celebration of a 
town “now grown up,” the 
marvel of the long parade was 
“the remarkable popular and 
volunteer turqout of the peq>le.

" I t  w as a d e l ig h tf u l  
experience for an oldtimer like 
me, back to my hometown after 
so many years,” he said while 
watching the parade from the 
reviewing stand. “I’ve never 
seen anytotog like it. I saw one 
other parade as big as this in 
Moscow, but never before to an 
American town.”

Mr. Childs was to Moscow to 
view the 50th Anniversary 
celebration of the Russian 
Revolution.

“Sure they had a big parade,” 
he said. “But, for someone like 
me who’s people-oriented, 
there’s no comparison. Their 
parade was put on by the 
government — at it’s expense. 
Here, the people were involved 
— they planned it, they par­
tic ip a te  to it and they spent 
money on it. It was an extraor­
dinary exhibition.”

Mr. Childs said he was im­
pressed by the horses — “not 
m a n y  of th e m  a ro u n d  
anymore.”

M r. C hilds, recogn ized  
nationwide as the father of the 
council-m anager form  of 
government, has written a 
series of a rtic les  for The 
Manchester Herald, entitled, 
“A Manchester Boy to the 
1880’s.”

He rode in the parade to a car 
with his name shown on the 
sides and he remarked at the 
applause he received along the 
line of march.

“I was surprised at the many 
people who recognized the 
name, Childs,” he said. “It’s a 
delightful thing for an author to 
be recognized to public. I’ve 
written several books. Tliis is 
the first time I was recognized 
in a parade.”

Mr. Childs, former president, 
then executive director, and 
now e x e c u tiv e  d i r e c to r  
em eritu s  of the N ational 
Municipal League, has been 
r e t i r e d J f o r  m any y e a rs . 
Howevdr, he still works full­
time in the League’s New York 
o ffic e  — as a v o lu n te e r 
researcher.

He was in Manchester in 
1947, to speak a t the installa­
tion of the town’s first Board of 
Directors. He returned a few 
years later to visit the late

Tolland

Richard Martin, then town 
manager. He brought his two 
daughters on that ^ i t .

He has the two daughters, 
five grandchildren, five great- i  
grandchildren and, “a t last * 
count, four or five great-great- 
grandchildren.”

His wife the former Grace 
Hatch, died 11 years ago. Mr. 
Childs lives to an apartment to 
Brooklyn Heights, N. Y. which 
overlooks the East River. A 
housekeeper assists him.

This year, he received an 
honorary degree of Doctor of 
Laws from Lehigh University.

Mr. Childs said he is proud he 
had something to do with 
placing the council-manager 
form of government in over 2,- 
300 cities and towns.

“Towns have given it up and 
returned to it,” he said. “They 
have changed their forms of 
government because they dis­
agreed with individuals ad­
ministrating the government. 
Tliey found they were wrong, 
and they returned. I can say 
categorically that the council- 
manager government is the 
best toere is. I should know. 
I’ve lived with it more years 
than anyone else.”

M. Childs was hosted by Mr. 
and Mrs. Thomas Monahan 
while to Manchester, Saturday 
and Sunday. M onahan is 
Manchester building inspector. 
Mrs. Monahfh’s father, the late 
Robert S. Binkerd, was to toe 
Yale University class of 1904 
with Mr. Childs.

Mr. Childs requested copies 
of The Herald containing toe ar­
ticles he wrote for it.

“After all,” he said with a 
chuckle, “ I have a ll this 
progeny and 1 have; to show 
them I’m somebody.”

W. Dean 111 testified today that 
he believes White House aides 
probably relayed to President 
Nixon information about the 
Watergate wiretapping and im­
mediate cover-up.

The ousted White House 
counsel clearly labeled that as 
an opinion, and claimed no 
firsthand knowledge that the 
President knew in advance of 
toe Watergate operation.

And la te r Dean told the 
Senate’s televised Watergate 
hearings that he thought it un­
fair to ask him for opinions on 
such matters.

N o n e th e le s s ,  u n d e r  
questioning by com m ittee 
counsel Sam uel D ash, he 
offered them.

Dean testified that Gordon 
S tra c h a n , a id e  to  H. R. 
Haldeman, the former White 
House chief of staff, knew what 
was going on at the Committee 
for toe Re-election of the Presi-

d en t in. connection  w ith 
Watergate.

“My opiiiion is that he would 
report everything he knew in 
some form to Mr. Haldeman,” 
Dean said.

Dash then asked whether 
Haldeman would have reported 
word of th e  w ire tap  and 
coverup. to'toe President.

“I believe he probably would 
have re p o rte d  i t , ’’ 'D e an  
replied.

After accusing Nixon and his 
top aides of covering i!|) toe 
Watergate wiretapping affair. 
Dean returned to the witness 
chair to answer questions about 
toe 245-page statement he read 
to toe ^ n a te  panel Monday.

Pressed about his own role in 
the cover-up of campaign in­
volvement in toe wiretapping at 
Democratic headquarters, toe 
former presidential lawyer said 
that operation was under way 
within two days of the burglary 
on June 17, 1972.

Without telling the President or 
his former chief aides H.R. 
H a l d e m a n  and J o h n  D. 
Ehrlichman, the President’s 
lawyer “ began to unfold 
everything I knew about the 
case,” in a series of meetings 
with the Watergate prosecutors 
he had successfully deceived 
for months.

In his account to the Senate 
panel. Dean set the stagl by 
outlining' a pre-campaign at­
mosphere of a White House 
staff which worried constantly 
a b o u t  a n t i - N i x o n
demonstrators, hired spies to 
tall political opponents and con­
templated plans to break the 
law in search of information.

As his story unfolded, he im­
plicated in the cover-up the 
P r e s i d e n t ,  H a l d e m a n ,  
Ehrlichman, former Atty. Gen. 
J o j^  N. Mitchell ,  special 
presidential counsel Richard A. 
M o o r e ,  f o r m e r  s p e c i a l  
presidential counsel Charles W. 
Colson, ex-acting F edera l 
Bureau of Investigation Direc­
tor L. Patrick Gray III and a 
host of aides and assistants.

A Manchester 
In The 1880s

(Seventh In A Series)

R ichard S. Childs

My father and my uncle, 
when they married, slept with a 
loaded revolver on the floor un­
der the bed.

Otherwise,  the law was 
represented by the constable, a 
bulky man equipped with a tiny 
little brick jail.

I lost my bbylsh awe of him 
when I watched my grandfather 
stop him on Depot Square and 
inquire sharply as to what he 
was doing last Saturday night 
when there was a rumpus out­
side the saloon? Grandfather 
explained to him that the town 
paid him money for being on 
guard, and the constable shifted 
from one foot to another unhap­
pily, and, in effect, promised to 
do better next time.

That was how I learned that 
police a re  servants of the 
citizens.

Accordingly, when the con­
stable drove past the school 
yard in his sleigh on a day when 
the stiow was abundant and 
good packing, toe other boys 
suspended battle, but I threw a 
snowball after him and hit him 
on the shoulder.

He stopped sharply, and all 
the boys identified me im­
mediately by looking at me. To 
my amazement, he merely 
threatened to tell my father on 
me.

If he had threatened to tell 
my mother, I might have been 
alarmed, but my father had 
never laid hands on me.

I listened to his vain th re a t. 
without reply, and he drove on, 
whereupon I threw another 
snowball after him, and to my

own amazement, hit him again, 
whereupon he stopped and 
repeated the admonition and 
went on, leaving me for a mo­
ment the pround hero of my 
schoolmates.

My paternal grandfather, 
Gordon Hicks Childs, dwelt in 
the white painted brick cube on 
Oakland St., which still stands. 
He owned the valley bottom 
behind the house, back to the 
school yard, a charming grassy 
vale.

Alongside the house ran a 
canal connected under the road 
from the pond on the other side 
and leading to a gristmill and a 
waterfall. The spillway from 
the pond was under the bridge 
where the brook still flows, 
providingi^ copious waterfall, 
and the V tre a m  wandered 
across the valley bottom 
beyond my youthful horizon to 
Union Pond.

A gravel bar in the stream 
provided for a group of us boys 
an ideal playground, for, in 
bare feet and with trowels, we 
could divert part of toe stream 
through our little area of land 
and make our own watery 
landscape, including a'^pool, a 
wate rfa l l ,  and a spinning 
waterwheel.

We called ourselves “The 
Company” and collected there 
on our way home from ^hool in 
the afternoon.

In recent years, by way of my 
daughter in Canada, I relayed 
the joy we found in having a 
living brook as a playgound, and 
at toe World’s Fair of Montreal, 
she procured the provision of a

running brook, diverted from 
the St. Lawrence River, across 
the stretch of the playground 

'that was provided for children 
of the visitors to the Fair, 
enabling the children to put 
together sailboats and float 
boats down the stream.

A small pond was provided 
with a sailing dory on it with 
operating sails and a tipsy dis­
position.

A real mud! i
One day as we came to our 

waterworks, we beheld dis­
aster. Boys in our absence had 
stoned the scene, destroyed the 
clay pipe and the spinning mill 
wheel and drained our little 
lake. One of our own members 
was suspected of having par­
ticipated in the vandalism, and 
our discussion developed noisy 
heat.

The oldest boy, John Fitch, 
secured order and said: “This 
is very serious. We must have a 
court.”

At the age of eight, we hardly 
knew what a court was, but he 
went on: “ I will be judge, 
because I am the oldest.”

He named a prosecutor, and 
the' other three of us became 
the jury. The alleged culprit 
was brought to trial, and with a 
slow solemnity that would have 
graced the Supreme Court, the 
suspect was slowly reduced to 
tears and confession.

The penalty doomed him to 
repair the damage, but soon we 
were all helping him doing it, 
ending in peace and amity.

I treasure the memory as my 
first lesson in law.

Religious Growth Recalled 
During Interfaith Service Court Cases

An aura of bright hope for the 
growth of brotherhood in the 
coming years  seemed to 
e m a n a t e  f r o m  C e n t e r  
Congregational Oiurch Sunday 
night as people of all faiths 
looked back through the years 
to the days when ecumenism 
might have been a word but not 
a practice.

Over 350 people filled the 
Center Church sanctuary and 
narthex for an inter-faith com­
munity ce lebra t ion co m ­
memorating 150 years of 
religious growth in Manchester.

Before the service, the Salva­
tion Army Brass Ensemble 
presented a concert of favorite 
hymns on the lawn of the 
church.

Threaded through the early 
history of Manchester chuKhes 
as told by Mrs. H ar^ Mald- 
ment, historian o f' Center 
Church, and the Rt. Rev. Msgr. 
Eldward J .  Reardon, pastor of 
St. Jam es Church, was the 
munificence of the Cheney 
family gifts to new struggling 
ch u rc he s  providing the  
churches with both land and 
financial aid.

Msg. Reardon noting the 
“marvelous generosity’’ of the 
Cheney  f a m i l y  to the  
Manchester churches, said that 
‘ ‘ In th i s  y e a r  of  the  
Sesquicentennial, we should 
mark their devotion in some 
significant way.”

Mrs. Maidment, who spoke of 
th e  f i r s t  50 y e a r s  of  
Manchester’s religious life, 
took the audience back to "the 
times when there were just 
trees and woods, meadows and 
brooks, with the Indians as thd 
only inhabitants" of what we 
today know as Manchester.

‘ ‘During 1636, Thomas 
Hooker left Cambridge, Mass., 
with a small group of people 
and followed Indian tra ils  
through this area, perhaps 
taking one of the three great 
trails through here,” she said. 
"The great trail would have 
taken them through Bolton to 
E . Middle Tpke., to E. Center

St. and eventually to Spencer 
St. and then on to the river and 
aross,” she continued.

She spoke of the first settler 
in the 200 acres, which was 
bought by John Gilbert from the 
(^neral Assembly, and of the 
first house of worship which 
was fitted up in 1762. It was in 
May of 1792 that the G en ia l 
Assembly granted that this 
area could be called Orford 
Parish ^ d , Mrs. Maidment 
said, " If  we had kept the name 
of Orford, we would have 
celebrated our 200th anniver­
sary last year.”

She told of the history of 
Center Cliurch from the day it 
was established in July 1779 as 
the Church of Christ, and of tbd 
other churches which were 
organized during the first 50 
y e a r s  of M a n c h e s t e r ’ s 
existence. ’They included the 
South and North Methodist 
C h u r c h e s ,  Se co nd
Congregational Church, St. 
Mary’s Episcopal Church, St. 
Bridget Church, the first Bap­
tist society which was dis­
banded a few years later, and 
Trinity Covenant Church, which 
in the beginning was called the 
Swedish Evangelical Mission 
□lurch and later the Swedish 
Congregational diurch.

Msg. Reardon spoke of the 
churches formed during the 
next 50 years. ’They included St. 
James Church, the ikivation 
Army, Concordia and Emanuel 
Lutheran Churches, the Church 
of the Nazarene, St. John’a 
Pol ish Nat ional  Cathol ic  
Church, and Temple Beth 
Sholom.

T h e l a s t  50 y e a r s *  of 
Manchester’s religious growth 
was told by M rs. Roland 
Chirico, a member of one of 
Manchester’s newest religious 
groups, the Unitarian Univer- 
salist Society. She told of the 
growth of the First Church of 
Christ, Scientist, the Latvian 
Lutheran Church, the Com­
munity Baptist Church, the 
Church of the Assumption, St. 
B a r t h o l o m e w ’ s Church,  
Calvary Church, Church of 
Chris t ,  the P re sb yte r ia n

Church, the United Pentecostal 
Church, and , the Church of 
.Jesus Christ of Latter-day 
Saints and the U nitarian 
Universaliat Society.

Among those attending Sun­
day n i^ t’s service were the 
Lord Mayor Koineth CoUis of 
Manchester, England, accom­
panied by the Lord Mayoress, 
and the assistant town cleric, 
Leslie Boardman.

McQoskey charged that the 
President had violated his oath 
to uphold the Constitution by 
authorizing a burglary and 
wiretap plan in 1970.

Sesquicentennial Guest Editorial

A Time For Pride
Editor’s Note: Today’s special 

Manchester Sesquicentennial guest 
editorial is by Dr. William E. 
Buckley, author of A New England 
Pattern: A Story of Manchester, 
Conn.

There was an unusual and in­
te re s tin g  adv e rtisem en t in the 
Manchester Evening Herald, a few 
days ago. Manchester’s Sesquicenten­
nial, it concluded, "is a time to reflect 
on the beginnings, take pride in the 
present and plan ahead for the 
future.”

This is excellent advice. Our an­
niversary should be a time to honor 
the sturdy first settlers of Manchester 
whose great concern, after the bare 
necessities of simple living had been 
won laboriously from Connecticut 
wilderness, was to provide for the 
worship of God and the education of 
their children. It is a time to pay 
tribute to the Cheney family who built 
here a great industry and with it a 
model community. It gives us an oc­
casion to express appreciation of the 
labor and sacrifices of thousands of 
m en and wom en who w anted  
Manchester to be a good place in 
which to raise their children and who 
worked to make it that.

We can take pride in the present day 
Manchester with its excellent schools, 
its  Community College and its 
Memorial Hospital, both accepted 
leaders in their fields, its strong 
religious organizations, its well-kept 
homes, its efficient government and 
all its other amenities, including the 
week of celebrations which we are 
now enjoying.

As to planning for the future, here 
we enter a completely different and 
debatable field. Let us give first 
priority to the renaissance of Main 
Street. Surely we cannot afford to per­
mit further deterioration there. Next 
comes a recognition of what our real 
problems are, problems which involve 
a whole philosophy of community life. 
Most Americans have wisely aban­
doned the idea that population in­
crease is a standard for measuring 
the progress of a town, have come to 
realize that much of what we once 
called progress has. been merely

change, often in a wrong direction. 
For this abandoned standard we have 
substituted improvement in the quali­
ty of life in the community. Specifical­
ly, what does this mean for our town?

We a r e  on th e  f r in g e  of a 
metropolitan district which w il l ' 
quickly swallow us into an un­
distinguished urban sprawl if we per­
mit it to do so. Will our successors on 
the next birthday in 2023 have a com­
munity life, an identity as a City of 
Village Charm? What can we do to 
prevent such a disaster of loss of Iden­
tity? Physically we can expand our 
green belt, of which we have the 
beginnings In the golf course and Nike 
area to the south, Wickham Park on 
the west and the two watersheds to 
the east. Shouldn’t we take every op­
portunity to enlarge that open space? 
Shouldn’t we buy not only Case Moun­
tain but any other undeveloped land on 
the edges of the town? As a m atter of 
pimple economics, it will be chieaper 
to do this than to permit development 
and then build new schools and sewer 
facilities and expand our water 
system.

Shouldn’t we face the fact that pop­
ulation growth much beyond our pre­
sent size almost certainly brings 
deterioration of the quality of life 
here? Isn’t the best plan for our future 
to emphasize the development as a 
community of homes in a ^ ttin g  
which makes possible good family life 
— a community of homes, not of gar­
den or high-rise apartments, shopping 
centers and the other features of poor­
ly regulated development?

As for regionalism, so much talked 
of just now, shouldn’t  we consider 
such proposals, not with unreasoning 
opposition or uninformed welcome, 
but with the question: Is this a m(we- 
ment toward the elimination of |Uie 
small unit of government? |

Of a ll these questions, m ore 
hereafter. Just now we are engaged in 
a grand birthday celebration which is 
providing a great stimulus to our com­
munity ^plrit.^ Let us enjoy the 
festivities and give hearty thanks to 
those who have worked long and hard 
to provide them. I^e^t week we’ll get 
down to the painful process of 
thinking about the years ahead.

The Cost of Drugs
Andrea- Tally

WASHINGTON -  It happens 
at least once in every session of 
C o n g re s s .  S om e a u g u s t  
member takes the floor and 
charges that drug manufac­
turers are a bunch of greedy 
crooks who are robbing the 
public blind.

The issue is the relative cost 
of brand-name drugs and those 
sold under their generic, or 
chemical, names. Brand-name 
drugs cost more, because the 
drug boys spend $l-billion a 
year in mostly tasteless adver­
tising to promote them. Yet, 
practically every independent 
expert has te s tif^  that there is 
no difference in quality or 
effectiveness between Joe’s 
Super Heart Attack Pills and 
p i l l s  so ld  u n d e r  u n ­
p ro n o u n c e a b le  c h e m ic a l  
names.

Now Sen. Gaylord Nelson, D- 
Wis., has taken up the cause of 
sick folks who would like to 
treat their illpess without going 
into hock to some loan shark. 
Nelson, whose voice is one of 
the few heard on Capitol Hill on 
behalf of the wretched con­
sumer, has accused the drug in­
dustry of “fleecing the people,” 
especially “the aged and the 
poor.”

In a speech inserted in the 
Congressional Record which 
went largely unnoticed. Nelson 
once again called attention to 
the “great disparity” between 
the retail price of a drug sold 
under a brand name and that 
sold by its chemical name. For 
the record, the late Sen. Estes 
Kefauver first revealed such 
comparative data 'way back in 
1959.

N e v e rth e le ss , N e lso n ’s 
speech was important because 
Congress in its lack of wisdom 
has done absolutely nothing 

. about this scandalous situation. 
I suppose it’s because the drug 
industry is generous with cam­
paign contributions. Whatever, 
there is a horrible fascination in 
being reminded once more that

patients are being taken by 
their friendly doctors and drug 
dealers,^^

Thefe is a product called 
vasodilator, used for heart 
patients. Vasodilator is sold to 
pharmacists bŷ  its manufac­
turer for $36 per 1,(XI0 tablets 
under its brand name. The 
same manufacturer sells the 
samq»drug under its generic 
name for $1.75 per 1,00Q tablets.

Read Nelson’s data and weep. 
An anti-hypertensive drug is 
sold wholesale under its brand 
nam e for $39.50 per 1,000 
tablets, and for only $1.35 under 
its generic name. Wholesale, a 
heart drug under its brand 
name costs $27 but $1.65 under 
its generic name. The druggist 
gets 100 capsules of a brand- 
name antibiotic for $20.48, and 
for $1.95 under its generic 
name.

Off Congress’s record, the 
suggestion th a t it will do 
anything about this state of af­
fairs seems preposterous, but 
let’s throw in the opinion of an 
expert just for kicks. Dr. Harry 
Simmons, former director of 
the Food and Drug Administra­
tion, has written that “ Based on 
many years of experience with 
a testing program we are confi­
dent there is no significant 
difference between so-called 
generic and brand-name an­
t ib io tic  p ro d u c ts  on the 
American market...we cannot 
conclude there is a significant 
difference in quality between 
the generic and brand-name 
products tested.”

The drug industry is playing 
on the patient’s fear. ’Ilirough 
high-powered and expensive 
advertising, it persuades doc­
tors and, through the doctors, 
their patients, that brand-name 
drugs are more reliable than 
the generic-name medicines. If 
a guy has cancer, he’s not going 
to argue with ^ doctor who 
prescribe a band-name drug, 
and it’s hard to.blame him.

Yet the cure for high drug 
prices lies with the patient. 
He’Jl continue to be fleeced by 
the;industry’s fat cats until he 
stands up on h ^  hind legs and 
dem ands th a t  h is d o c to r 
prescribe medicine under its 
generic name. The evidence 
from disinterested experts tells 
him this policy not only is less 
costly, but buys him drugs of 
equal quality and effectiveness. 
And, after all, these experts 
have personally tested those 
drugs, the average doctor has 
not.

Nixon’s Expedient Freeze
WASHINGTON -  In picking 

his new anti-inflation program. 
President Nixon re je c t^  ad­
vice from political activists to 
take the inflation issue across 
the country in a daring series of 
stump speeches which would 
highlight his personal concern 
and dramatize his his personal 
involvement.

Instead, Mr. Nixon chose an 
across-the-board price freeze. 
He hoped the drama of the 
freeze announcement by itself 
would restore the credibility of 
his leadership, now staggering 
under Watergate.
- r^ u t the concept of a price 

% eeze in a swollen economy 
had been brutally and repeated­
ly opposed by his economic ad­
visers, both the academicians 
like Secretary fo the Treasury 
G e o rg e  S h u ltz  an d  th e  
politicians like part-time White 
House adviser John B. Cdnnal- 
ly. When the freeze came it was 
im m ed ia te ly  a ttac k ed  by 
business, labor and m ost 
e c o n o m is ts .  As fo r  th e  
politicians, they saw it as 
strictly a delaying action, a 
postponement of the. really 
tough and meaningful decision 
to come later in the still un­
known Phase IV.

That was not what Connally 
and other political activists ad­
vising Mr. Nixon had in mind.

In a White House session in 
the end of. May, Connally made 
a cool' blit highly persuasive 
case that the Resident should 
im m ediately em bark' on a 
national speaking tour, spelling 
out a workable, mandatory, 
wage-and-price control system 
in major cities (specifically 
named were Pittsburgh, Los 
Angeles, Detroit and Chicago).

Connally’s pitch; inflation 
was one issue the President 
c o u ld  u se  to  b r in g  a l l  
A m ericans into his ten t. 
H an d led  w ise ly , such  a 
nationw ide stum ping tour 
explaining the new, mandatory 
program  might take voter 
minds off Watergate and create 
a new following for the em- 
baitled President.

Dunlop and White House 
foreign economic aide Peter 
Flanigan. Of these, at least four 
opposed any freeze.

In the face of that strong anti­
freeze sentiment, Mr. Nixon 
nevertheless invoked his freeSe. 
He clearly wanifed to side with 
the activists, but his aides in 
the White House would not let 
him go as far as the activists 
w a n t e d ;  A nation-wide 
speaking tour explaining a 
tough but sensible controls 
program.

Now he has the nastiest 
problem of all — coming up 
with a credible Phase IV 
following a 60-day freeze that 
smacked of expediency.

In the interest of maintaining 
and continuing the cooperation 
and good will built up over the 
p as t decade betw een our 
P ro testan t, Episcopal and 
Roman Catholic coiiununities, 
the Board of Directors of the 
Manchester Area Conference of 
Churches unanimously ap­
proved at its June meeting the 
mailing of this letter concer­
ning recent statements made 
by the National Council of 
Giurches.

The Board of Directors o( 
MACC fu r th e r  w ishes to  
express its regret over the un­
fortunate series of events that 
resulted in the initial statement 
made to the House Committee 
on Ways and Means of the 
House of R^ireseiitativet in 
Washington and will urge the 
council to follow through its 
plan to reconcile the damage 
done to the spirit and work of 
ecumenism on the national

level, and indirectly, on the 
local level.

T he M a n c h e s te r  A re a  
Conference of Churches in A rti-. 
cle I, Section III, of its by-laws 
read, “No statement vrtll be 
forthcoming from the con­
ference which ^ i l  speak con­
trary  to the conscience or 
policy of any member church.” 
MACC Board members are par­
tic u la r ly  m indfu l of the 
d i f f e r e n c e s  arnong^ th e  
denominations which make it 
necessary to act always with

Windmill Provides Juice 
For Maine Homestead

NORTH ORLAND, Maine 
(AP) — When the lights go on, 
the television hums and the 
electric blender whirrs, Henry 
M. Clews knows the winds have 
been working.

Power generated by a pair of 
foreign-made windmills does 
the job of the electric company 
at the Clews homestead, a  50- 
acre farm here.

The 28-year-old aeronautical 
engineer’s interest in wind 
power was spurred last year 
when the local electricity utili­
ty told him it would cost 83,000 
to extend'its power lines to his 
new home.

Instead, he spent 82,790 for an 
A ustralian wind generator 
mounted atop a 40-foot tower. 
Ih e  rig catches the wind and 
c o n v e r ts  i t  in to  enough  
kilowatts to meet the electrical 
needs of Clews, bis wife and 
their two children.

In the past few months, the 
affable young man has acquired 
a larger, Swiss-made windmill, 
negotiated U.S. distribution 
rights with both m anufac­
turers, and started what might 
become a fulltime wind power 
business.

It began when Clews, dis­
enchanted with a high school 
teach ing  job in P o rtlan d , 
purchased acreage in this 
sparsely populated easte rn  
Maine township to see if he and 
his family could live off the 
land.

While opting for a simple

lifestyle in line with his en­
vironmentalist beliefs, he had 
no desire to give up the benefits 
of electricity, but balked when 
Bangor Hydro-Electric. Co. es­
timated the costs of service.

"That’s what started us into 
this windmill thing,’’ he said. 
"We found that for under 83,000 
we could put in a complete 
w in d -p o w e re d  e l e c t r i c  
system.”

Although he first thoiight he’d 
have to design his own system. 
Clews found that an Australian 
firm has been making wind 
generators for years for use in 
that nation’s rugged outback.

Clews ordered one, and its 
trouble-free performance has 
made him an enthusiastic ad­
vocate of wind power.

Besides being nonpolluting, 
he says his rig is noiseless, con­
sumes no irrepiacable natural 
resources and except for a 
change of oil in the gearbox

once every five years, i t ’s 
maintenance-free.

The basic operation of Qews’ 
windplant is simple. The wind 
turns, a propeller, powering a 
generator that feeds electricity 
through a control panel similar 
to the voltage regulator of a 
car.

When his television, stereo or 
other appliances are turned on, 
they get the current generated 
by the wind. At other times, the 
electricity is fed into a set olf 
storage cells, which provide 
power when the wind isn’t 
blowing.

The storage cells — which 
look like auto batteries — can 
hold sufficient power to la s t | 
through three or four windiest 
days.

Clews doesn’t  expect utility 
customers to cancel their ser­
vice and install windmills in 
their backyards because it isn’t 
economically sound and the

ascustomer would not have 
much power as before.

At present, the demand is 
limited to dedicated ecologists, 
well-heeled gadget collectors 
and back-to-the-land home­
steaders who are more likely to 
find cheap acreage in areas 
beyond the reach of power com­
panies.

Supreme Court Rulings 
Favor Alien Rights 
To Employment

WASHINGTON (AP) -  In a 
pair of decisions Monday, the 
Supreme Court sharply reduced 
the power of states to ban resi­
dent aliens from employment.

In a 7-2 ruling, the h i ^  court 
struck down as unconstitutional 
a Connecticut requirement that 
lawyers be citizens of the 
United States before they can 
be admitted to the bar for prac­
tice in the state.

At the same time, the court 
iq>held by 8-1 a lower court 
ru lin g  w h ich  found  u n ­
constitutional a New York law 
under which only U.S. citizens 
could hold permanent positions 
in the com]Mtitive class of state 
civil servants.

The Connecticut ruling came 
on an appeal by Fre Le Poole 
G riffiths, a citizen of the 
Netherlands who was refused 
permission to take the bar 
examination in New Haven. 
Writing for the m ajority . 
Justice Lewis F. Powell Jr. 
noted that |^resident aliens, like 
citizens, pay taxes, support the 
economy, serve in the armed 
forces, and con tribu te  in 
myriad other ways to our 
society."

While recognizing a state’s 
interests in the qualificatiot^ of 
persons licensed to practice law 
Powell concluded that dis­
qualification solely on the basis 
of citizenship violated the equal 
protection clause of the 14th 
amendment.

The New York case stems 
from a class action suit brought 
by four resident aliens who 
were discharged from their 
jobs with New York Cityis 
Human Resources Division in 
1971.

In his m ajority  opinion. 
Justice Harry A. Blackmun af­
firmed a lower court ruling 
which found that the New York 
law violated the 14th amend­
m en t. B lacknun  re je c te d  
arguments filed on behalf of 
Jule M. Sugarman, head of New 
York’s Human Resources A4^ 
ministration, that the s ta tu te  
was a necessary means of 
determining an rainlqyes un^ 
divided loyalty to the state.

J u s t i c e  W i l l i a m  H. 
Rehnquist, who dissented in 
both cases, argued that the high 
court’s ruling struck down toe 
distinction between citizen and 
an alien.
- Dissenting in toe Connecticut 
case. Chief Justice Warren E, 
Burger suggested that states 
could follow a reciprocal ap­
proach admitting only those 
applicants to toe bar whose 
native countries perm itted  
American citizens to practice.

RESEARCH AN ESSENTIAL
NEW YORK (AP) -  The 

sem iannual meeting of the 
Manufacturing Chemists Assn, 
here heard Dr. Earle B. Barn­
es, president of Dow Chemical 
U.S.A. say:

"Research is not an option 
open to us, like white sidewall 
tires. It is a necessary com­
ponent of our business, as in­
tegral to our operations as the 
wheels or axles are to an auto­
mobile."

Dr. Barnes said that Dow’s 
worldwide research expendi­
tures, which were $51 million in 
1961, grew to 895 million in 1971 
and exceeded 8100 million in 
1972.

Food Rationing 
Said Unlikely

Project Funds Sought]
WASHINGTON (A P) -  

Secrqtliry of Agriculture Earl 
L. Buts has predicted shortages 
of meat a ^  poultry in the 
U nited S ta te s , but o th e r 
economic officials say the 
possibility of food r a t i o i ^  is 
“extremely unlikely.’’

Bntz told the Senate Banking 
Committee Mcmday that Presi­
dent Nixon needs standby 
authority to reduce agriculture 
exports to solve the shortage 
problem.

He said the squeeze between 
high feed prices and the price 
freeze is hurting  poultry 
raisers, forcing bog producers 
to sell off breeding stock, and 
causing cattlemen to keep beef 
off the market.

Meanvdiile, the Pre^dent’s 
Council of Economic Advisers 
said it was concerned about 
shortages, but that rationing 
within the next year is unlikely. 
The council said the freeze on 
some food, including broiler 
chickens, may have to be eased.

Butz said that the granting of 
the export control authority 
would prompt producers to ex­
pand since they would have 
government assurance that 
their feed would be sufficient 
and a t lower prices in the 
future.

Economic council chairman 
Herbert Stein said his group has 
read “lota of horror stories’’ 
ab o u t p ro d u c e rs  k illin g  
chickens because they are too 
expensive to raise. He said the 
council also was concerned 
about shortages of eggs, 
tomatoes and oOier products.

Turning to gaaolim prices, 
Stein said some 1,106 service 
stations have had to roll back 
prices as a result of consumer 
complaints that the stations 
were violating the freeze.

’The overcharges averaged 
two cents a gallon at 741 in­
dependent and 385 company- 
owned stations, the council 
said.

Stein said the administration 
still hopes to have an official 
announcement on Phase 4 con­
trols by mid-July.

One-half of the costs of both 
projects are reimbursable by 
State Department of Education 
grants.

The renovation of Memorial 
F ie ld ,  p ro v id e d  fo r  in 
Manchester’s 1973-1974 capital 
improvements budget, will in­
clude irrigation, regrading, sod­
ding, and seeding of the football 
field. ’The practice field and 
soccer field will also be 
regraded and seeded.

There have been indications 
that use of the football field will 
be restricted after the complete 
renovation is completed. Actual

football games, graduation 
ceremonies, and other light 
uses have b ^ n  recommended.

The emergency lighting plans 
call for installation of ad­
ditional battery-operated l i^ ts  
in the high school. The li^ ts , 
which are supposed to go on 
automatically when there is a 
power outage, will be placed in 
stairwells and at exits in the 
high school’s cliassroom areas.

D r. J a m e s  K ennedy , 
superintendent of schools, 
explained Monday night that 
there is already emergency 
lighting in community-use 
areas of the high school — the 
a u d ito r iu m , pool a r e a ,  
cafeteria, etc. — but there are 
no such lights in the classroom 
areas, which are being used

more and more by townspeople.
Plans for additional lighting 

were apparently prompted by a 
“blackout” earlier this year, 
Kennedy said, when adult 
evening school classes were 
meeting in the high sdiool. 
Town Fire Chief John Rivosa, 
who is responsible for enforcing 
e m e rg e n c y  lig h tin g  
regulations, was among the

William D. Brewer, 51, of 
Ridgefield, currently U.S. am­
bassador to Mauritius, a tiny 
island nation off toe coast of 
Africa in the Indian Ocean, was 
nominate(j jmonday by Presi­
dent Nixon to succeed Geo A. 
Noel Jr., as ambassador to the 
Sudan. Noel was taken hostage 
and killed March 2 by guerrillas 
who occupied the Saudi Arabian 
Embassy in Khartoum.

"Mr. Noel was a close friend 
of mine and I ’m looking 
forward very much to carrying 
on the types of programs he had 
begun,” Brewer said. "I have 
ho fears of any kind. I think the 
President has made his position 
very clear on this point, namely, 
that we will not submit to 
blackmail of any kind.”

Brewer said he had not known 
about his nomination prior to 
being contacted Monday by 
ra d io , s ta t io n  W INE In 
Brookfield. He said he just 
arrived back in Mauritius from 
a visit to the United States to 
attend his I7-year-old daughter 
Priscilla’s graduation from 
National Gttoedral School In 
Washington. During toe trip. 
Brewer and his t^ e ,  Alice,

visited with his parents, Mr. 
and Mrs. Arnold Brewer of 
Ridgefield.

Brewer, 6-feet tall and with 
traces of grey beginning to 
show in his dark brown hair, 
was named the first U.S. am­
bassador to Mauritius in 1970.

But he is no stranger to toe 
problems of the Middle East, 
his father noted. He has served 
in various diplomatic missions 
throughout toe Middle East and 
Africa, including Lebanon, 
Saudi Aradia, Syria, the Arab 
Republic and Afghanistan.

"He told us when he was 10- 
years-old he would go into toe 
foreign service and he never 
swerved,” his mother said.

Mrs. Arnold Brewer added 
that she did not share her son’s 
confidence and lack of fear over 
the new assignment.

“ I’m not tickled about It 
because of what happened to 
Mr. Noel,” she said, adding,

Nixon, Dean Differ 
In Four Key Areas

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Four 
key statements by President 
Nixon have been contradicted 
flatly by his former counsel, 
John W. Dean HI.

Testifying Monday before the 
S e n a t e ’ s W a te r g a te  in ­
vestigating . committee, Dean 
swore Nixon knew of the 
coverup, knew of payments to 
defendants and admitted twice 
that he lUscussed an offer of 
clemency.''And he said Nixon 
persisted in the cover-up this 
spring despite Nixon’s state­
ment that he was trying to get 
all the facts.

Here is a comparison of what 
i îxon said and what Dean said: 

COVER-UP: The President, 
in a statement issued Mi«y 22, 
said, “I took no part in, nor was 
I aware of, any ... efforts that 
may have been made to cover 
up the Watergate.”

Dean testified that he told 
Nixon Sept. 15,1972, that he had 
assisted in keeping the case 
from reaching the White House. 
Tliat was the day seven men 
were indicted, none higher in 
the Nixon re-election campaign 
than G. Gordon Liddy, the 
finance com m ittee’s chief 
lawyer.

Nixon and Dean met in the 
Oval Office, with presidential 
chief of staff H.R. Haldeman 
present. Dean said.

“The President told me I had 
done a good job and he ap­
preciated how difficult a task it 
had been and the President was 
pleased that the case had 
stopped with Liddy,” Dean 
said.

“I responded that I could not 
take credit because others had 
done much more difficult things 
than I had done. As the Presi­
dent discussed the present 
status of the situation I told him 
that all that I had been able to 
do was to contain the case and 
assist in keeping it out of the 
White House. I  also told him 
that 1 thought that there was a 
long way to go before this 
matter would end and that I 
c e r ta in ly  could m ake no 
assurances that the day would 
not come when this matter 
would start to unravel.” 

CLEMEN(]Y: Nixon also said 
May 22: “At no time did I 
authorize any offer of executive 
clemency for the Watergate 
defendants, nor did I know of 
any such offer.”

Dean said Nixon told him on 
March 1 3 ^ d  again on April 15 
that he had talked to former 
domestic adviser John D. 
E h r lic h m a n  and fo rm e r 
presidential counselor Charles 
W. Colson about an offer of 
clemency that Dean said was 
made to E . Howard Hunt, one 
of the men convicted in the 
case.

Haldeman was at the March 
IS meeting in the Oval Office, 
Dean said. “The President ... 
referred to the fact that Hunt 
had been promised executive 
clemency. He said that he had 
d iscu ss^  this m atter with 
Ehrlichnuu and ... that Colson 
also discussed it with him later. 
He expressed some annoyance

I

at the fact that Ck>lson had also 
discussed this m atter with 
him.”

On April IS Dean Said he met 
with Nixon in his office in the 
Executive Office Building and 
advised Nixon he had begun to 
t e l l  h is s to ry  to fe d e ra l 
prosecutors. "He got up out of 
his chair, went beMnd his chair 
to the comer ... and in a barely 
audible tone said to me, he was 
probably foojish to have dis­
cussed Hunt’s clemency with 
Colson.”

PAYOFFS: The President 
said May 22; “I did not know, 
until the time of my own in­
vestigation, of any effort to 
provide the Watergate defen­
dants with funds.”

Nixon’s own investigation, 
according to a statement he 
made Apfil 17, began March 21. 
But Dean said he told Nixon 
about payoffs at their March 13 
meeting.

Dean said he told Nixon and 
Haldeman that demands for 
money were increasing. “I told 
the President about the fact 
that there was no money to pay 
these individuals to meet their 
demands. He asked me how 
much it would cost. I told him 
that I could only make an es­
timate that it might be as high 
as a million dollars or more. He

The Manchester Board of 
Education Monday night took 
financial steps which will 
hopefully reduce the school 
system’s cafeteria program 
deficit.

HARTFORD (AP) -  In light 
of Monday’s U S Supreme ciourt 
ruling which struck down state 
attempts to provide financial 
aid to non-public schools, 
C o n n e c t ic u t 's  p ro p o se d  
parochaid law will be ruled un- 
c o n s t i tu t io n a l ,  sa y s  the  
executive d ireettfr of the 
Connecticut Civil Liberties 
Union (CCLU).

William jolds, referring to a 
CCLU suit against the law, 
said, "Both sides recognize it 
as a formality.”

The Connecticut plan would 
provide aid to parents who send 
th e ir  children  to p rivate  
schools. A previous plan in 
Connecticut was ruled un­
constitutional by the U.S.

"rhe Supreme Court decision 
directly concerned similar laws 
in New York State and Penn­
sylvania.

Hartford Roman Catholic 
Archbishop John F. Whealon 
said, “As a result of this deci­
sion, we have apparently come 
to a dead end. This ends years 
of effort to obtain governmen­
tal help tor secular education in 
our schools. This is a sad day 
fo r  m a n y  p a r e n ts  and 
students.”

Whealon said he "looked 
forward to fighting a rear guard 
action, to seeing more and 
m ore non-public schools 
gradually close.

"Some, however, can and will 
survive. We look for hope now 
not to the government, but only 
to the Catholic parents aiid 
parishes on whom the future 
depends.”

HARTFORD (AP) -  The 
Connecticut Commission tor 
Higher Education’s standing 
committee on accreditation 
recommended Monday that two 
community colleges lose their 
accreditation June 30, 1974 un­
less their physical facilities are 
improved.

Neither school. Greater Hart­
ford Community and Asnuntuck 
Community In Enfield, has a 
permanent campus.

Connecticut Chancellor for 
Higher Education Warren Q. 
Hill unveiled at Monday’s com­
mission meeting new criteria 
that will be used to determine 
the residency status of students 
at state colleges and univer­
sities.

The new regulations became 
necessary  a f te r  the U.S. 
Supreme Court struck down 
Connecticut’s former residency 
policy which was used to deter­
mine tuition fees.

Hill said the following would 
be considered in determining a 
student’s status: year-round 
residency, vofer registration, 
place of filing tax returns, 
property ownership, drivers 
license, c a r  reg is tra tion , 
marital status, place of vaca­
tion employment and sources of 
financial assistance.

The commission also denied 
an application for accreditation 
of the Wethersfield School of 
Law, proposed by a private 
group seeking to establish a 
new law school.

The application was rejected 
because of inadequate facilities 
as listed in current proposals.

State May 
Shelve 1-84 
Extension

HARTFORD (AP) -  Gov. 
Thomas J. Meskill Monday said 
the state might shelve plans for 
extending In tersta te  84 to 
Rhode Island because of Rhode 
Island's expressed lack’ of in­
terest in' the highway and en­
vironmental reasons.

"It is obvious there is con­
siderable doubt in Rhode Island 
about the need for an interstate 
highway from Hartford to 
Providence,” Meskill said.

Furthermore, there is data to 
indicate that the section of 
eastern Connecticut where the 
highway would go "is really not 
suitable for the kind of residen­
tial and commercial buildup 
that a superhighway usually 
carries with it,” he said.

The highut^y ends just east of 
Manchester, "with a section 
between Manchester and East 
Hartford uncompleted.

Government officials were 
not immediately available for 
comment on the feed grain 
price situation.

Some east Texas farm ers 
have drowned hundreds of 
thousands of chickens. While no 
other food-producers in the 
South and West have yet taken 
such drastic action, many are 
cutting back on output. ’They 
cite losses of 4 cents per dozen 
on eggs and up to 6 cents per 
pound on broilers because of 
skyrocketing feed prices.

One poultryman said soybean 
feed that cost $92.50 per ton last 
fall is in  the $400 range now.

Feed mills — which buy the 
raw grain on the unfrozen 
market and must sell most of 
their processed product at 
frozen prices — are faring little 
better. Spokesmen, for the Los 
Angeles Grain Exchange es­
timated mills were losing $6 for 
every ton of processed feed 
sold. Mills that were paying 
$3.41 per bushel for soybeans in 
May 1972 paid $8.50 this May. 
Com ju m p ^  from $1.41 to $1.75 
per bushel between March and 
May.

Food industry spokesmen 
said the cutbacks in flocks and 
herds could show up at the 
superm arket in eight to 10 
weeks. Most agreed shortages 
and higher prices would depend 
on government action and the 
grain export situation.

Watergate special prosecutor’s 
office is debating whether to 
u se  Jo h n  W. D ean I l l ’s 
testimony as a springboard into 
an investigation of political sur­
veillance during Democratic 
administrations, according to 
informed sources.

A s p o k e sm a n  fo r  th e  
prosecutor said Tuesday that he 
could  not “ com m ent on 
testimony in progress or on 
what matters might become the 
subject of investigation.”

But sources close to the 
prosecutor’s office said the 
staff was closely monitoring 
Dean’s testimony, examining 
references to purported FBI 
political activity in previous ad­
m inistrations and debating 
whether they fall within the 
m andate given prosecutor 
Archibald Cox.

D ean  to ld  th e  S e n a te  
Watergate committee Monday 
th a t W illiam C. Sullivan, 
former associate director of the 
FBI, had told him the bureau 
had been used “for political 
p u rp o s e s  by p a s t  a d ­
ministrations.” -

The form er White House 
counsel quoted President Nixon 
as telling him “he was con­
vinced  that*"he had been 
wiretapped in 1968.”

Dean testified that he pressed 
Sullivan for examples of FBI 
political activity and Sullivan 
sent him a memorandum. ’The 
Washington Star-News said the 
memorandum described an in­
vestigation conducted after the 
1968 election of Vice President­
elect Spiro T. Agnew.

Sullivan said the investiga­
tion was ordered by President 
Lyndon B. Johnson and nothing 
adverse was found, according 
to the newspaper.

Guidelines given Cox by Atty. 
Gen. E lliot L. Richardson 
authorize him to investigate 
and prosecute all offenses 
arising out of the 1972 election, 
including “all allegations in­
v o lv in g  th e  P r e s id e n t ,  
members of the White House 
s ta f f  or p re s id e n tia l a p ­
pointees.” ,

’The sources said that, if Cox’s 
office looks into political use of 
the FBI or other government in­
vestigative and law enforce­
ment agencies, such as the 
Internal Revenue Service, the 
probe probably would not be 
d irec ted  tow ard crim inal 
prosecution.

An investigation more likely 
would be aimed at disclosure 
with the results included in one 
of the periodic reports Cox has 
said he might issue, the sources 
said.

Dean told the committee that 
the matter of FBI surveillance 
came up during a discussion 
with the President at the time 
of the Senate hearings on the 
nomination of L. Patrick Gray 
III to be director of the FBI.

“The President told me he 
was reading a book at that time 
called ‘The 13 Mistakes of 
Kennedy,’ and he told me that I 
should read the chapter regar­
ding Kennedy’s use of the FBI.

“He also told me I should 
gather any material I could 
regal-ding the uses and abuses 
of the FBI by previous ad­
ministrations so that we could 
shpw we had not abused the FBI 
for political.purposes.”

White House 
Submits 

Questions
WASHINGTON (AP) -  

Ousted presidential counsel 
John W. Dean III today read 
documents to support his 
charges that the White House 
kept an “enemies list” T»f 
politicians, newsmen, union of­
ficials and businessmen.

’The White House challenged 
Dean to say whether he leaked 
s e c r e t  t e s t i m o n y  abou t  
Watergate as pact of a strategy 
se ek i ng  Im m un i t y  f rom  
prosecution for his own role in 
the case.

That question was not put to 
Dean immediately.

Dean gave the S enate’s 
Watergate com m ittee one 
memorandum, dated June 12, 
1972, in which then presidential 
counselor Charles W. Colson 
said a tax audit should be 
ordered against H arohH r-Q j^  
bons, a vice president of tST—  
Teamsters Union whom Ckilson 
considered an all-out Nixon 
enemy.

Others marked by the White 
House as enemies, Dean said. 
Included columnlsUack Ander­
son, former NBC newsman 
Chet Huntley, Democratic par­
ty chairman Robert Strauu, 
who was then party treaiurer, 
and  Co l u m b u s ,  I n d . ,  
businessman J. Erwin Miller, a 
liberal Republican campaign 
donor.

In one of the memoranda, 
dated Nov. 17,1072, Colson said 
he had information from an in­
former that Anderson had be^n 
in a room with wiretap equip­
ment in connection irith the 
columnist’s investigations of 
the late Sen. ’Thomas J. Dodd, 
D-Conn.

In his third day of televised 
testimony. Dean was asked 
questions aimed at testing the 
truthfulness of bis accusations 
that President Nixon lied about 
Watergate and collaborated ' 
with his top aides in covering up 
the bugging plot.

Sen. Edwanl J. Gurney, R- 
Fla., probed with a series of 
questions about the extent of 
Dean’s own involvement in the 
planning of the W atergate 
wiretapping.

Gurney asked why Dean 
hadn’t reported to the Presi­
dent when G. Gordon Llddy 
first proposed a $l-milllon 
scheme to use wiretapping, 
prostitution, kidnaping and 
mugging as  p a r t  of the 
President’s re-election cam­
paign.

Dean said he had objected to 
the plan, assumed it would die a 
natural death because it was so 
outlandish, and reported the - 
whole affair to Nixon’s chief of 
staff, H. R. Haldeman. He said 
he didn’t have access to the 
President, and his "reporting 
c h a n n e l ’’ was  th ro ug h  
Haldeman.

In The 1880s

(Eighth In A Series)

In my time in Manchester, 
our North Congregational 
(Jhurch was the beloved white 
New England staridard edifice 
with Greek columns across the 
front, steeple, and a bell. The 
auditorium was on the second 
floor, reached by a broad stair­
case. The sermons were too 
long and seemed to a child both 
incomprehensible and inter­
minable.

The bell was rung to summon 
the paiishloners with a code that
began, I think, with single tolls, 
followed by the ringing of two 
bells close together which sum­
moned the parson to the pulpit 
and warned the approaching 
laggards to quicken their steps, 
ending with four bells in close

succession which notified the 
minister, in his black frockcoat, 
to rise and begin the services.

Emergence from the service 
at last, with a session in Sunday 
School on the floor below just 
ahead, was enlightened by my 
opportunity to maneuver so 
that I could get near enough to 
Mrs. Pulsifier to run my hand 
unobserved' up and down the 
back of her sealskin coat. In 
those days, the black and lovely 
sealskin was, I think, the prin­
cipal fur in use, and the coats 
were supplemented with muffs 
and matching fur.

To the congregation, which 
constituted our main social cir­
cle, faith in the Holy Bible was

im plicit, lite ra l, and un­
questioning, but when Flossie
