Senate War
Critics To
Try Again

WASHINGTON (AR) — The Senate appears headed
toward giving President Nixon a choice between stopping
the bombing and stopping federal paychecks.

Senate war critics
Wednesday began immediate
efforts to force the issue after
Nixon vetoed a bill that fn-
cluded a stop-the-bombing
amendment. The House upheld
the veto,

Sen. Thomas F. Eagleton,
DMo., chief sponsor of the an-
tibombing provision in the
vetoed $3.4-billion supplemen-
tary money bill, immediately
won'its inclusion in'a bill exten-
ding the federal debt ceiling,
where its fate was uncertain.

The amendment also was in-
cluded in a third bill, the con-
tinuing resolution to provide
funding for federal agencies
after Saturday night, when the
current fiscal year ends.
Congress has not approved
regular appropriations for the
fiscal year beginning July 1,
and government agencies need
the continuing resolution if they
are to have funds to operate.

The appropriations bill
probably will come before the
Senate Appropriations Com-
mittee today, and seems cer-
tain to reach the President,
with the anti-bombing amend-
ment, before the week ends.

As passed sby the House
Tuesday, the amendment bars
funds, both already provided
and those appropriated by the
resolution, to be used for any
US. combat activities in or
over Cambodia or Laos or off
the shores of Cambodia or
Laos,

Unlike the vetoed supplemen-
{al money measure, the debt
ceiling bill and continuing
resolution must become law by
midnight Saturday for the
government to continue to meet
its financial obligations,

With a majority of the Senate
clearly determined at this point
to insist on a halt in bombing,
the choice for Nixon could come
down to a choice between the
continued bombing of Cam-
bodia or funds for federal
operations, warned Eagleton
and Democratic Leader Mike
Mansfield.

"“If the President doesn't want
to stop the bombing and wants
instead to stop the government
from functioning, that is the
President's, responsibility,"
Mansfield shouted,

The fate of the first vehicle
for the anti-bombing amend-
ment was never in doubt,
despite a statement Tuesday by
Sen. John G. Tower, R-Tex.,
that Nixon might accept it.

A veto message was being
drafted within hours of its final
approval.

Answering a series of White
House questions posed through
Sen. Daniel K. Inouye, D-
Hawaii, Dean sald he did not
want documents recording his
presidential meetings because
the White House had a problem
with information becoming
public.

Pressed for his recollection
of a key meeting with Nixon on
Sept, 15, 1972, Dean said he
could not repeat the exact
words used by Nixon, but said
his mind “certainly perceives
the message being given.”

Dean sald conversations in
the meetings included dis-
cussions of such matters as
clemency for E. Howard Hunt
and payoffs for convicted
Watergate defendants, all men-
tioned earlier during his
previous three days of
testimony,

In response to White House
questions about how Dean was
able to remember what had
happened several months or a
year ago, Dean said he had kept
a file of newspaper stories that
often acted ag a "'trigger" to his
memory.

Dean testified he has no
knowledge that John D,
Ehrlichman, Nixon's former
top domestic aide, had prior
knowledge of the Watergate
break-in,

Inouye was posing a series of
questions prepared by J. Fred
Buzhardt, special counsel to the
White House,

The questions followed up on
a complex White House memo
read by Inouye Wednesday
which accused Dean of being a
man ready to sacrifice the

President to save himself from

Jail, and which also abandoned
any White House support for
former attorney general and
Nixon campalgn chief John N,
Mitchell.

Dean has steadlly refused
since pregenting his six-hour
case Monday to recant his story
that Nixon and his chief aides,
particularly Ehrlichman and
H.R. Haldeman, were fully
aware of the lengthy and
elaborate cover-up,

He Insisted he was always
the messenger and never the
master of a conspiracy to con-
ceal 'the truth.

The ousted White House
counsel replied to the ad-

' "

ministration counterattack
with a new offensive of his own
before the Senate Watergate
committee Wednesday.

He produced what he sald
was the officlal White House
black list of the President's
enemles in Congress and in
polities, business, labor, jour-
nalism, the universities and the
theater.

And Dean supplied the com-
mittee with coples of White
House memos t indicated
preparations were belng made
two years ago to “use the
avallable federal machinery to
screw our political enemles.

Meanwhile, In a surprise
move, Frederick C, LaRue, a
former Nixon campaign aide
and White House consultant,
was permitted to plead guilty in
U.S. District Court to a single
conspiracy charge in exchange
for his promise to testify
against others involved in the
Watergale scandal. In return,
prosecutors had agreed not to
press any other charges against
hirm.

In San Clemente, -Calif., a
White House spokesman again
refused to predict the President
might comment on Dean's
testimony. Deéputy Press
Seeretary Gerald L. Warren
sald Nixon did not want to res-
pond “in a fragmentary way''
and that comments “while the
hearings are in progress would
not be beneficfal to the com-
mittee,"

It was learned that when that
process Is compleled, Inouye
plans. to ask Dean another
series of questions—on Dean's
knowledge of the complicated
financial transactions that
enabled the President to buy his
ocean-side estate at San
Clemente, Calif.

It was understood Dean has
new Information about the deal,
and was willing to talk about it
with the committee.

Jebb, now Lord Gladwyn,
reminisced with a group recent-
ly ‘about the golden age of in-
terest in the United Nations
when television coverage of its
main performers rivaled that
given actors and athletes,

Few persons today can quick-
ly name the just-retired British
ambassador, Sir Colin Crowe,
much less his successor, Sir
Donald Maitland. Nor does the
name of the American

| delegate, John A, Scali, come

quickly to mind,

It is not necessarily a
downgrading of mission heads,
but it clearly is a different
scene,

Gone are personalities like
Henry Cabot Lodge, Adlai E.
Stevenson, Lester B. Pearson of
Canada, Andrei Vishinsky of
Russia, Paul-Henri Spaak of
Belgium, V. K. Krishna Menon
of India. The Soviet am-
bassador, Jacob Mallk, 66, is a
lone link with the glamorous
past. In a way, he symbolizes
the transformation of the
United Nations.

In 1950, Malik was absent

. from the historic meeting of the

Security Council that approved
the dispatch of troops to counter
the North Korean invasion of
South Korea, The Soviet Union
was boycotting the council in a
huff over Russian failure to get
Red China seated. With no
Soviet veto to stand in the way,
the council was able to act
quickly when the Korean War
broke.out in June.

As Jebb recalls it, “Malik
came back in August and tried
to undo everything we had
done....Well, there was a
hideous row, and it was the first
time there was a national
hookup, as they called it then,
on television in America and it
was the first time everybody
saw what was happening at the
Security Council and there was
great excitement."

Visiting the United Nations a
few months ago after 18 years
absence, Jebb said: *‘I must say
it seems to me to be a rather

Today, it has
plans for expanded housing for
its big staff in the Riverdale
section of New York as, among
other things, it carries on In-
tense propaganda warfare with
its former friends, the Chinese,

“In 1945, the United Nation's
membership was 51, now it is
132" Mallk told a group of
American editors. *'The NATO
countries headed by the United
States have irretrievably lost
their former domineering posi-
tion. The United Nations has
become more democratic.

"“The United States is pur-
suing a course for depoliticizing

the United Nations contrary to
its charter and its primary goal
of saving mankind from the
horrors of war. The US. in-
terest in the United Nations has
been narrowed down to matters
such as drugs; pollution of the
environment, population cofi-
trol, terrorism, hijackings and
so forth ..

"“Those who are inclined to
have the United Nations deal
only with this kind of question
are, In facl, trying to turn the
United Nations into yet another
specialized technical and
economic agency. That is to
say: to depoliticize it."

Summit Hopes

The summit talks between Presi-
dent*Richard Nixon and Soviet leader
Leonid Brezhnev appear to have been
extremely successful, on paper at
least.

The series of agreements to
collaborate in tackling some thorny in-
ternational problems in Europe and
Asia are of particular importance to
both nations but perhaps more so for
the United States.

* Any lessening hostility and distrust

between the world's two major
powers is to be welcomed for it is only
in this way that the counter produc-
tive drains for national defense, arms
expenditures, and defense-related
foreign aid, can be reduced.

The cost to ‘the United States in
maintaining a strong military posture
has been necessary in the past mainly
because of the “‘arms race' with the
Soviet: Union. The result, in one
extreme case, has been the
stockpiling by both countries of
enough nuclear weaponry to wipe out
the world.

[

Now we are not foolish enough to
expect the so-called detente to
become a fixed and permanent reality
overnight. But we think the attitudes
of the two leaders and the apparent

support both haveé for these moves
toward a practical and mutually
beneficial co-existence could be the
real beginning of a much more certain
peace.

There will be problems to be solved
as the mechanics of the broad desires
of the two nations are implemented.
But given half a chance, we can for
the first time in many years, look
forward to constructive alternatives
to power politics based on military
deterence. ~

The decisions needed to accomplish
these goals will require many
adjustments in our economic and
social goals. Any reduction in our
military force, for example, will
mean cutbacks in more military in-
stallations at home and abroad and
less demand on our industrial capaci-
ty and federal tax resources. How
these adjustments can be brought
about with a minimum of dislocation
will be a factor affecting Connecticut,
New England, and other industrial
areas of the nation.

The summit was successful and we
can not only hope that its implementa-
tion will be successful also; not
because the United States and the
Soviet Union want it to succeed but
because mankind needs it to succeed,

The Selling Of The Government

Sale of the United States
Government to the giant Inter-
national Peanuts & Popcorn
conglomerate was announced
on July 4, 1973, by President
Nixon.

“I'have long held,” Mr. Nixon
declared, "“that the private sec-
tor can do the job better. Now
we will prove it."

Sale of the faltering Govern-
ment had long been rumored.
Debt-ridden, it had gone into
the red virtually every year for
several decades. Recent scan-
dals at top-management levels,
coupled with unsound fiscal
policjes, had sent its stock
tumbling to record lows on the
international financial market.

The new venture was called
“The Conglomerated State of
America, Inc.,'" with its
products and services
marketed under the catchy
brand name, ‘"Con America."

As is customary in such
cases, Mr, Nixon was retained
as President of the Government
division of Con America. But
otherwise, conglomerate of-
ficials moved swiftly to inject
modern managerial techniques
in an effort to save the shaky
enterprise,

As a first step, the J. Walter
Thompson men who had been
running White House affairs
were fired and the account
given to a new advertising
agency, Buttons, Buttons, But-
tons & Osborne.

They recommended replacing
the American eagle as a trade
mark with the dove of peace,
clutching a $100 bill — “to put
across the image of Peace with
Profit,'" And their company
slogan was an all-around
winner: ‘‘For Confidence — Con
America!"

Top-level efficlency experts
grere called in to revitalize
management techniques, The
unwieldy and highly-inefficient
Congress was replaced by a 12-
man Policy Advisory Council
compased of the senlor
Congressional leaders,

Wasteful poverty programs
were cul on the grounds of,
*What's poverty ever done for
America?"' Corporate profits
were increased ''to help the lit-
tle man." And the Department
of Health, Education & Welfare
were replaced by a Sunshine
Club of directors' wives who
brought comfort and cheer to
the sick, the illiterate and the

needy.

Presidential press conferences
were, of course, cancelled. But
the President was required to
deliver an annual State of the
Conglomerate message to the
annual stackholders meeting.

being the majority
stockholders, naturally con-

trolled these meetings. But it

seemed only fair that those who
had the most stock had the most
say,

Abroad, Con-America did a
vigorous job selling wheat and
machinery’to the Russians and
Chinese and arms to every little
starving country that could af-
ford supersonic jet fighters.

Inevitably, however, the deal
was challéenged on the grounds
it was illegal, un-Constitutional
and a violation of the Sherman
Anti-Trust Act.,

But the distinguished Wall
Street law firm of Midge,
Mudge & Mitchell, which bad
replaced the Supreme Court,
ruled: (1) Presidents had long
sold out to conglomorates; (2)
no American could claim the
loss of his Congressman if he
couldn't remember his name,
and (3) other countries offered
compelition and if you didn't
like Con America you could
take your business elsewhere.

So Con America struggled
along with big unions, big
business, senile Congressmen
and a silent President advised
by advertising men running
things. And, oddly enough,
hardly anyone noticed the
difference.

Draws Fire

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Congressman Robert H. Stegle
says President Nixon's veto of a
bill cutting off all funds for
Cambpodian bombing has
precipitated a confrontation
between Congress and the
Executive Branch that won't
easily be resolved.

“There's no question that
over this issue a major conflict
with the President Iis
developing. Both sides appear
adamant lonight," the Connec-
ticut Republican said
Wednesday evening.

Nixon veloed legislation
Wednesday to hait US. bom-
bing in Cambodia: An attempt
by anti-war congressmen in the
House to override the veto fell
35 votes short of the two-thirds
required, with 241 wvoting to
override and 173 against,

“The will of the people and
the will of Congress is to end
this war. I agreed with the
majority of my colleagues,'
Steele said, explaining his vote
1o override the veto.

Steele sald members of the
House appeared determined to
legislate an end to the bombing.

But he added Nixon seemed
equally determined to veto
future funding cutoff measures,
and it was unlikely anti-war
congressmen would be able to
marshal the two-thirds strength
necessary to override future
velos,

“It's unlikely the 35 who
voted to sustain the veto will
change their minds. We've all

been in a pressure cooker and 1
don’t see more pressure
changing those voles," he sald.

Steele said the only solution
would be some sort of com-
promise. But he said he "‘has no
idea what this compromise
might be."

All six Connecticul con-
gressmen voted to override
Nixon's veto.

Ella T. Grasso, D-Conn,, also
said the two branches of
government had been drawn
closer to a serious confronta-
tion,

"It is obvious that the Presi-
dent is more concerned with
continuing the bombing in Cam-
bodia than with continuing ser-
vice to the American people,"
Mrs. Grasso sald Wednesday.
‘'Hig veto today will provide a
further test of the legislative
brinksmanship this action has
Initiated.

Rep. Robert N. Giaimo, D-
Conn., said Nixon's action had
shocked him because the bill
containing the anti-war
measure also provided funds
for the National Institutes of
Health, child nutrition and
velerans programs, vocational
rehabilitation and other essen-
tial programs.

"The President's recent call
for cooperation with Congress
rings hollow in the face of this
veto," Giaimo sald. “This Is
truly shocking, since the funds
which are contained in this bill
have, in many cases, already
been committed."

DOT Gets One
Bid For Turnpike
Gas Franchises

HARTFORD (AP) — The
state Department of Transpor-
tation has received a bid from
only one oil company to operate
gasoline stations on the Connec-
ticut Turnpike; forcing DOT to
extend operator contracts for 60
days, officials say.

DOT spokesman Willlam
Kelsh said the five-year con-
tracts for operation of the 10
turnplke service areas include a
clause enabling the state to ex-
tend the agreement for a two-
month period to ensure con-
tinuation of service.

WHITE HOUSE — A White
House statement submitted by
special counsel J. Fred
Buzhardt asserted that fired
presidential counsel John W.

Texaco has informed
operators at its four turnpike
service stations, two stations
for each direction of the
highway, they will receive
adequate gasoline supplies if
they adhere to the current limit
of 10 gallons for each customer,
dealers sald.

Edward Wallin, operator of
the Fairfield facility, said In:
itially his customers resented
the 10-gallon limit. "'But now
everybody seems to .be pleased
with 10 gallons," he said.

Soybean Embargo Imposed

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Nixon administration, alarmed
at soaring livestock feed costs
has ordered an immediate em-
bargo on further exports of
high-protein soybeans and other
ollseed products.

“This is a drastic action,”
Agriculture Secretary Earl L,
Butz told a news conference
Wednesday. "It was not taken
lightly.”

Butz sald, however, that the
embargo—directed mainly at
soybeans—would not reduce
their exports greatly. He es-
timated that about 30 million
bushels of soybeans probably
would be saved by the embargo,
a quantity he said might be
worth $300 million at current
prices,

One official sald that a
savings of 30 million bushels of
soybeans represents less than a
two weeks supply for U.S.
users,

Sales to foreign markets from
the 1972 soybean crop were
roughly 450 million bushels,

The order was issued by

Commerce Secretary
Frederick B. Dent, who said
that the embargo would last at
least until new crops of
soybeans and cottonseed, also
cos{ered, are harvested next
fall.

Farmers, particularly
poultry men, have complained
that soybean meal, a prime In-
gredient in feed preparation, is
80 costly that they have had to
cut back on production.

Cost of Living Council direc-
tor John T. Dunlop called the
embargo a move by the ad-
ministration to put American
consumers ahead of foreign
trade,

George B. Watts, president of
the National Broller Council,
told a reporter that the em-
bargo effect might be slow in
coming,

“We'll have to wait and see,"”
Watts said, “It may provide
relief; especially to those who
are out of meal and can buy
more if the price goes down.

News Gathering Film Tonight

NEW YORK (AP) — There's
a lively media show you might
want {o catch tonight on CBS-
TV, particularly if you're
among those who think network
news departments are filled
with rascals, buffoons and
poltroons.

The show, “Anatomy of a
News Story,” doesn't spill any
beans in that respect, but it
doesg offer a reasonably
thorotigh, behind-the-lines look
at the way a major network
covers a major story.

The story was the 1972 GOP
National Convention in Miami
Beach. CBS News sent a
documentary team, headed by
produ¢er-reporter John Shar-
nick, to' cover the way CBS'
newsmen handled the
proceedings,

Special emphasis was put on
the way they reported
demopstrations; as you'll
recall, the networks came un-
der heavy criticism for the way
they covered the violent street
battlés that accompanied the
1968 Democratic Natlonal
Convention in Chicago.

The Soviet press has created

an aura of triumph for Leonid I.
Brezhnev on his return from his
prospecting trip to the gold-
fields of capitalism. The enor-
mMous press ooverage suggests
to Russians that their chief's
summilry was the biggest thing
since the Bolshevik revolution,

That could leave many a Rus-
sian puzzied. It should present
some mysteries for
knowledgeable Americans as
well.

"As you know, two years ago
the 24th Congress of our ruling
party, the Communist party of
the Soviet Union, approved the
Soviet peace program, which is
a concrete embodiment of the
policy of peaceful coexistence
in modern conditions," sald
Brezhnev on U.S. television.

He likely was aware few
Americans knew anything of
the sort, »

But If Americans take his
word for it, that the long center-
plece report Brezhnev laid
down at that Congress was the
source of this whole peace
offensive, it makes for some in-
teresting reflections about
Brezhnev 1871 and Brezhnev
1973. Just a few examples:
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Summit Afterthoughis

Brezhnev industriously
courted ‘every US. capitalist
within reach in his U.S. week,
admiring the American
system's efficlency and know-
how and expressing hopes of
concluding big deals. What did
he have to say about the U.S.
system in 1871 when, according
to him, his current foreign
policy was being drawn up?

‘“The general crisis of
capitalism has continued to
deepen,” he said In the report
that was the basis of his current
program. ‘‘Eveén the most
developed capitalist states ape
not free from grave economit
upheavals. The U.S.A., for
example, has been floundering
in one of its economic crises for
almost two years,"

Brezhnev told the American
public that patience and un-
derstanding are needed to
promote peace; What sort of un-
derstanding of the U.S,
“imperialists’’ did he display in
that 1971 program speech?

“The imperialists are
prepared to commit any crime
in their efforts to preserve and
restore their domination of
peoples in ... countries that are
escaping from the grip of
capitalist exploitation...,"

Brezhnev told the Americans
the cold war was over, Does
this suggest calling it quits in
the war of ideology?

In that same ‘'program''
speech of 1971, Brezhnev said
Soviet policies meant “fresh
prospects have opened up for
the triumph of sociallsm all
over the world.

“The full triumph of the
soclalist cause all over the
world is inevitable," he said,
“And we shall not spare

ourselves in the fight for this
triumph."!

Kabobs, or brochettes are an
easy, enjoyable way to combine
meat and vegetable for a main
dish, says Janina Crajkowskl,
Extension nutritilonist at The
University of Connecticut, They
are great for grilling over
glowing coals of an outdoor life,
Or if outdoor cooking Is not for
you, broil or roast kabobs in the
oven.

To make a kabob, slip several
bite-size pieces of meat and
vegelables alternately onlo a
metal skewer or long green
stick. If you make your own

green wood
that does not have a pithy

-center or a bitter taste,

Hold the stick or skewer over
the fire and tum it frequently so
that everything cooks
thoroughly and browns on all
sldes, Allow wwzsmm&t:.gr
cooking, depending on t
the fire Is, what food 8 are used
and how well done you like your
kababs. Barbecue sauce,
marinade or French dressing
may be used to baste kabobs
before and during cooking.

To broil in the oven, place
kabobs on a cookle sheet or
broiling pan. Broll kabobs about
5 inches from broller for 10 to 20
minutes. Turn at least once for
even cooking.

Kabobs may also be roasted
in the oven at 400 degrees F., for
about the same length of time.

You can use any kind of meat,
alone or combination — one-
inch cubes of beef, lamb, ham
or liver, pleces of frankfurters
or small hamburger balls, Less
tender cuts of meat may be
marinated for several hours in
a spicy vinegar and oil
marinade before cooking.

Onions, tomatoes, eggplant,
celery, green pepper and
mushrooms are good

vegetables to use® Cul large
onions in thick rings or
quarters, eggplant in cubes,
celery and green pepper in inch
pleces, tomatoes’in quarters or
use small whole ones.
Mushrooms may be speared
whole. Potatoes and whole
onions may be cooked until just
tender before grilling,

Miss Czajkowski offers
several suggestions for kabobs:

—Small hamburger ball,
green pepper and onion.

~Two-inch frankfurter
pleces, cheese cubes and
tomato,

—One-inch cubes of ham,
small cooked sweel polatoes
and pineapple chunks.

—One-inch cubes of sirloin
steak, mushrooms caps and
onions (bruth with melted
butter and lemon juice,)

~One-inch cubes of lamb

(soaked in garlic French
dressing), tomato wedges and
pleces of bacon.

Serve with whole grain or
enriched bread or rolls, cole
slaw and fruit for dessert. For
heartier appetites, serve a side
dish or baked beans.or Spanish
rice,

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Ice cream, in one form or
another has been around for a
long time. It became popular in
the United Slates during the
early half of the 18th century —
the period in which the Town of
Manchester was incorporated.

As early as 335 B.C.,
Alexander the Great of
Macedonia enjoyed chilled con-
coctions of fruit juices, milk
and honey. Emperor Nero of
Rome, who supposedly fiddled
while Rome burned, kept a
special corps of couriers whose
duty it was to go into the motin-
tains for snow to be used for
dessert.

From the time that the
Roman Empire fell, we find no
historical records concerning
iced desserts until Marco Polo,
the explorer, brought a Chinese
recipe back to Italy, Served in
Venice, it was made of milk,
Ice cream went to France from
Italy and then on to England,
When the colonists came to
America, they brought the idea
with them.

It is believed that the name
‘‘ice cream' |s strictly
American. The Europeans first
called it ‘“‘cream ice! or
“butter ice."" Both here and
abroad, ice cream was con-
sidered a rare treat, a delicacy
for the aristocracy,

About 1750, ice cream hegan
to take hold. Of course, in those
days, there was no refrigera-
tion or electrical makers. It
wasn't.until 1846 that an
American housewife named
Nancy Johnson had gears and a
crank attached to a small tub.

The rise in popularity of ice
cream during the first half of
the 19th century may at-
tributed to Jacob who
opened the first commercial ice
cream plant in the country in
Baltimore, Md, It was such a
success that in 1856 he opened a
second plant in Washington
D.C. Next, he went to Boston in
1862, then to New York City in
1864

The first ice cream soda was
served in Philadelphia. Some
historians list 1825 as the year,
some give other reports. It
seems logical that the date of
1874 brought it to popularity. It
was in that year that the Semi-
Centennial Celebration at
Franklin Institute was held.
The soda was introduced to the
publie there.

The ice cream cone had a
great deal to do with the growth
of the ice cream business, Sold
at the St. Louis World's Fair of
1904, it was truly an overnight
sensation.

There are conflicting reports
as' to where the sundae was
born. Evanston, Iil. is first
choice, though some say
Pittsburgh, Pa. All agree on the
reason for the name. It seems
that a law was passed banning
the sale of ice cream sodas on
Sunday. One enterprising shop
owner hit upon the idea of
making an ice cream soda
without the soda, thereby com-'
plying with the law. Only the
ice cream and the syrup were
served. It was known as the
Sunday soda. When people
objected to the use of the Sab-

bath day, the spelling was
changed to sundae.

Today, ice cream can be
bought in Manchester in in-
numerable establishments. Ice
cream can be purchased in
shops other than those devoted
primarily to the cold sweet.
Drug stores, grocery stores,
some department stores also
have some form available.

One of the popular spots in
town is Shady Glen with its
main store at 840 E, Middle
Tpke. and a second location at
the Manchester Parkade.
Devoted to the making and ser-
ving of good old-fashioned ice
cream, Shady Glen is the
brainchild of John and Bernice
Rieg. Anyone who knows them
well always mentions their
name in unison. My mother
always said,”” comments Ber-
nice, “John would take one
breath and Bernice had to take
the other."”

The Rieg ventures began with
their milk business. John had
grown up on the farm where
Shady Glen is now located.

A beef about beef:
We eat too much

By GAYNOR MADDOX

About beef — the favorite
food of millions upon millions
of Americans — today we are
eating far more of It than we
need for our health.

Dr. David Call. professor of
Food Economics at Corpell
University, warns:

“*People loday are on a
‘beel kick.” Their demands for
beef have gone way bevond
the physical needs of their
bodies. This won't necessarily
harm them bul it is definitely
harming their budgéts.”

He adds: *'On an average
we eal 100 grams of protein &
day. We need only around 50
grams. Some of our protein
should come from whole grain
or restored cereals, frult and
vegelables. But we eal 50
much beel there is hardly
room for them, So that’s what
I mean when 1 refer to the
‘heef kick.

The average American cals
200 pounds of meat a yeur. Of
those 200 pounds, beel takes
up 100, pork 60 and chicken 40
pounds.

*I do nol suggest that any-
one cut oul meat. Or stop cal-
ing It as regularly ids he now
does but I do suggest that he
citl smaller portions, |

General Electric Co. (GE) has
proposed utilizing 17 refuse
processing plants and 18 regional
sanitary landfills as the basis
for implementing Connecticut's
new statewide solid waste dis-
posal system by 1085,

In plans submitted to the
Resources Recovery Authority
which will bulld and manage
the system, GE has suggested
construction of 10 solid-waste
separation centers and seven
pyrolysis plants.

The GE plan is scheduled to
be unveiled July 11 after a
review by state officials, but
The Hartford Courant reported
today that seven towns have
been chosen as the sites for
both separation stations and
pyrolysis plants, y include
Middletown, Norwalk, Mont-
ville, Danbury, East Windsor,
Hartford and New Haven:

Those towns listed as poten-
tial sites for separation stations
only include New Britain, An-
sonia and Bridgeport.

The Bridgeport facility would
be built first and completed in
June 1976, according to the GE
plan. The last plant on the list—
the East Wl.ndv\r facility —
would be opera cyﬂl I June
1584,

This Is a change from the
original concept which en-
visioned a single reclamation
center in Wallingford to
stockpile and distribute glass,
metal and other recyclable
materials collected throughout
the state.

GE engineers say transporta-
tion costs could be reduced by

establishing small reclamation.

centers near the 10 proposed
separation centers where glass
and metals would be isolated
from bulk rufuse and combusti-
ble materials processed for use
as power plant fuels, The
pyrolysis plants will “cook" the
remaining refuse to extract
gases and low-sulphur oil that
can be sold to private industry.

be allowed to reopen this fall
unless the septic system is cor-
rected.

Dr. MacKenzie reported to
the Board of Education that he
has asked that all septic tanks
in the school system be pumped
this week and that the Middle
School system was found to be
in "'bad condition’ when
cleaned out last week, He
stated that his action was
prompted by the serious condi-
tion of the three lower schools.

On May 23, at the suggestion
of board member Robert Dean,
a study committee of Carol
Duncan: and Dean was ap-
pointed to look into reporied
sewage problems at Hicks,
Meadowbrook, and Middle
Schools.

The problem was brought to
light on April 2'when Planning
and Zoning Commission alter-
nate Clifford Williams
recommended that approval of
the Middle School addition
plans be denied until tests were
done on the septic system.
Willlams, former PZC chair-
man, has objected to the
system since it was installed in
1960, He has claimed that
sewage from the school is going
into the brook which flows into
Crandall’s Pond and had op-
posed the purthase of Cran-
dall's Park in 1970 for that

reason.

Although Middle School
Building Committee chalrman
Robert Smith presented the
PZC with a letter from the
State Board of Health cer-
tifying that the present system
15 adequate for serving the ad-

tests were completed by
Griswold & Fuss engineers on
April 4 and 5, the PZC gave a
conditional approval for the ad-
dition in time for the April 6
town meeting to approve the
$1.8 million building project.

The subsequent ten-page
report was sent to town of-
ficials by Griswold & Fuss in
April. However the report, in
entirety, was made public only
since schools have closed for
summer recess, One of the
engineers has said that the
original tests could not be con-
clusive due to the time element
they were given,

Based on the study made
nearly three months ago on the
Middle Schiool system, some of
the conclusions made by
Griswold & Fuss are:

1. The leaching field is not
recelving an even distribution
of septic tank effluent.

2. The pressure condition at
the lower end of the field
represents a potential for
sewage to surface on the side
slope along Old Post Rd, The
only thing preventing this so far
ia the impervious mantel of soil
covering the leaching field.

3. The seepage rates indicate
the fill has poor “leachability"
characteristics.

4. The high variance in
seepage rates indlcates
different soll types and den-
sities throughout the area.

5. The negative results of
water sampling data indicates
that the leaching fleld was not
contaminating the adjacent
brook at the time of sampling,

Griswold & Fuss
recommended that the septic
tank and dosing chamber be
located and manholes be raised

to ground level, and that
regular pumping be performed.
Also that the distribution boxes
be dug up and checked to see
whether some were clogged up,
causing the uneven distribution.

Dr. MacKenzie noted last
night that they were '‘really in
trouble” at the Middle School,
while Dean added that the field
Is “'shot'" and something ‘'very
expensive’ will have to be
done, :

Dean said that more recent
testing by the engineers shows
that only half the Middle School
system is functioning. He
staled that the engineers'
report on the second testing
should be forthcoming in 7 to 10
days, Discrepancies have been
found in the original plans, one
of which is a dosing chamber
roughly three times smaller
than called for.

Dean noted that the catch
basin at the back entrance of
the Middle ‘School used for
pouring things like paint and
solvents, will go directly into
the brook.

It is hoped that pumping
Hicks and Meadowbrook will
solve the sewage drainage
problems at those schools.

Meadowbrook's system is
located above the Middle School
system and in the same general
area. It will be worked on when
the Middle School work is

finished.

When questioned by other
board members as fo why a
regular pumping maintenance
plan was not carried out, Dean
and Mrs, Duncan safd the
previous superintendent of
maintenance “didn’t believe in
pumping" and thought that put-
ting chemicals in the system
would take care of it.

Williams, on the recommen-
dation of the Middle School
Building Committee, has been
hired by Griswold & Fuss for
backhoe work now being done.
Although Williams has said he
is being accused of “‘conflict of
interest, or interior motives,"
an engineer on the job stated
that he felt hiring Willlams Is in
the best interest of the town as
he not only knows where tlie
tanks and distribution boxes are
located, but he is charging a
lesser rate per hour than was
paid for the digging done in
April.

Board member Robert
Dubeau questioned the wisdom
of purchasing equipment which
becomes obsolete so fast. He
said the board would only be
saving about $1,052 a year.

Business manager Charles
Brisson said that the computer
is used for billing, payroll,
scheduling and instruction
among many other things. He
said the town is considering
using the equipment for sewer
assessment billing. He said
"We don't change as fast as in-
dustry, our applications are
pretty stable.' He said he [eels
the board should get into a
lease-purchase agreement so it
can build up equity.

It was also explained that
there s always the possibility
that the rental cost could go up
but a lease-purchase agreement
would be firm.

Dubeau said NCR pays the
town about $200 in taxes on the
equipment and stood by his
belief that the board will get
more for its dollar by renting
the equipment. The decision
will be made at a future
meeting after the board attains
further information.

The Planning and Zoning
Commission voted in executive
session Tuesday evening to
change minimum house size
requirements in a one-acre zone
to 950 square feet for four
rooms or less, plus bath, and
140 square feet for each ad-
ditional room.

BOSTON (AP) — As many as
10,000 persons may be victims
of fireworks accidents this
Fourth of July period, the
National Fire Protection
Association has predicted.
«Charles S. Morgan, president
of the international fire safety
organization, said bootleggers
are making it easy for unwary
Americans to observe the
holiday with ‘‘toys'’ capable of
burning, blinding, maiming and
even killing.

“*Despite legislation in many
states which limits
pyrotéchnics to licensed public
displays, sale of fireworks is
widespread through vigorous
aclivity by persons molivated
by profit rather than concern
for public safety,'' Morgan
said.

As many as half of fireworks
accident viclims are children
under age 11, the association

Morgan said sparklers, es-
pecially popular with small
children, can reach a
temperaturé of 2,000 degrees,
remain very hot long afterthey
$top sparking, and In an instant
can ignite clothing and hair.

McKenney, Sﬁperintendent
Of Colchester Schools

“The needs of people —
whether they're in the city or
they're in Colchester — are
basically the same," says
Edward J. McKenney, who
recently left a position with the
Hartford public schools to
become superintendent of
schools for the Town of
Colchester.

McKenney, a resident of
Manchester for nearly 11 years,
says he's happy to be in
Colchester — "‘a less crowded
environment'' — after having
worked in Hartford schools for
more than 10 years.

McKenney assumed his
duties as school superintendent
in Colchester June 4, filling an
administrative vacancy in that
town which had existed since
last November,

He said he isn't facing any
major problems in Colchester,
but is spending a lot of time
assessing Colchester and orien-
ting himself to the new school
gystem,

"I came in June 4 and I
haven't had a day off yet "
McKenney said today.

One of the apparent problems
in adjusting to Colchester,
McKenney mentioned, 1s the
fact that the town had been
without a school superintendent
for almost the entire 1972-1973
school year. :

The last top school ad-
ministrator in Colchester —
Warren H, Pressley Jr. —
resigned aftar three-and-a-half
years to take a post at the
University of Maine, Three
months ago, a New Jersey
educator was named (o the
Colchester Job, but he failed to
gain State iof Connecticut cer-
tification.

The Colchester school system
has about 2,000 students in three
schools — a high school, middle
school, and elementary school

S

* Edward J. McKenn;y

— which are all in one area of
town.

This “‘educational park con-
cept,” with all schools in one
complex, appears to be a good
system, McKenney says. "It
combines all the resources in
one area,” he says, '‘and the
number of youngsters doesn't
present any problem."

"“The educational climate Is
here,” McKenney sald
about Colchester, adding that
he hopes to continue to foster
the good climate.

Before taking the Colchester
post, McKenney was title aid
director for a school dropout
prevention program in Hart-
ford. The federally funded
program — Project MAS (More
Alternatives for Students) —
served children In Hartford
Public High School and two
middle schools in Hartford.

McKenney had been director
of Project MAS since 19871. The
program has been credited by
Hartford school officials ‘with

chopping the dropout rate at
Hartford High School from 12

per cent to nine per cent.

But the federal allocation for
Project MAS was reduced from
a promised $600,000 to $288,000
this year, & tremendous cut-
back and a *'real concern,” ac-

cording to McKenney.

"It wasn't a happy situation,"
McKenney commented, admit-
ting that the program cutback
was one of the reasons he chose
to leave Hartford. "There were
many other factors, though,"
he said.

McKenney, 47, joined the
Hartford school system In 1862
as an English teacher at Hart-
ford High School. He was
named & team leader for the
Higher Horizons compensatory
edupation program in 1064 and
became vice principal of the
high school in 1968,

Before coming to Hartford,
McKenney taught English and
served as principal of high
schools in TIowa. During World
War I1 and the Korean War he
served with the U.S. Army in
the South Pacific.

He completed his un-
dergraduate work at Yankton
College, received his master's
degree In school administration
from the University of South
Dakota, and has a professional
diploma in education (sixth
year program) from Central
Connecticut State College.

McKenney is a member of the
University of Connecticut
chapter of Phl Delta Kappa,
and he is a member of the
Connecticut and National
Education Associations.

He lives at 197 Gardner St, in
Manchester. He and his wife,
Janet, have five children —
Edward (22), Keith (21), David
(17), Neal (18), and Marian
(13).

Meskill Vetoes Bill
To Defer Property Tax

HARTFORD (AP) — Gov.
Thomas J. Meskill Monday
vetoed bills that would have
allowed senlor citizens to defer
real property taxes and utilities
to impose rate Increases
without court approval.

The former bill would have
enabled a Connecticut
homeowner 85 and older who
earned less than $12,000 a year
to defer up to $2,000 in taxes
each year until his death. After
that, municipalities would be
able to collect from the per-
son’'s estate.

Meskill sald few persons took
advantage of a similar bill

passed in 1085 and repealed two
years later,

“Very few senior cltiyens
wanted to give towns and cities
a priority lien against their es-
tate, I doubt that they have

thelr minds,"" he sald,

Meukill also said the bill dis-
criminated against
homeowners under 65 who
“have as great or greater
demands on their income as
those 65 and over."

The Connecticut Conference
of Mayors had urged Meskill to
veto the bill because of the red
tape involved in collecting back
taxes after a person’s death and
because cities and towns v‘onld

Mclintyre Bill
Seeks Break Up

WASHINGTON (AP) — War-
ning that the petrdleum in-
dustry Is on' the verge of
monopoly, Sen. Thomas J.
Mclntyre, D-N.H., has in-
trodiiced legislation that would
force major oil producers to
give up [their retail-marketing
operations.

In a Wednesday speech on the
Senate floor, McIntyre, sald,
‘'If Congress does not act swift-
ly, the wholesaling and
retailing functions of our
domesti¢ petroleum :industry
will become completely
dominated by a relatively small
number of . . oil companies.”

His Petroleum Marketing
Divorcement Act would make it
unlawful for any person
engaged in the marketing of
any refined petroleum product
to produce, refine or transport
oil. Violators would be punished
by a fine of up to $100,000 for

In addition to mergers and
acquisitions, Mclntyre pointed
to "a number of marketing
realignments'" in which he said
companies like Gulf, Exxon and
Sun Oil have concentrated in
Iocalized marketing territories,
dividing' the retail market
among a small number of
strong regional companies,

have been denied revenue while
the persons were alive.

The utilities bill would have
abolished an existing law which
provides for an automatic stay
against rate increases granted
by the Public Utilities Commis-
slon (PUC) pending court
appeals,

“Inflation and dramatic. in-
creases in the cost of living are
serious problems for the
homeowner and consumer, far
too serious to be intensified by
changes in the law favoring
higher prices," Meskill said.

“This bill would shiff the

burden of proof to the parties -

opposing a utility rate increase.
(PUC) procedures already
seem to favor the utility com-
panies over the public, and I do
not favor any additional tipping
of the scales in that direction,"
he sald,

Meanwhile, Meskill signed
bills to:

—Include on the 1974 ballot a
proposed state constitutional
amendment to have justices of
the peace appointed rather than
elected.

—Shift the state Health
Department's narcotics tontrol
section to the Consumer
Protection Department's new
drug division.

—Exempt landowners f{rom
liability for accidents to per-
sons who operate minl-bikes
and mini-cycles on their proper-
ty.
—Require more revealing
packaging of meat.

To date, Meskill has signi
$815 bills and vetoed six.

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| Watergate ’sw Court Rules Pregnant

: s Women Entitled To
Co nnecticut Unemplpyment Benefits

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
still unfolding tale of political
espionage and sabolage known
a¢ “The Watergate affair"”
might well have been titled
“the Connecticut connection.”

The cast of characters reads
like a Connecticut telephone
directory.

It starts in the "“Bs" with
Alfred Baldwin III, of North
Haven, Conn., confessed
monitor of bugged telephow.*
and ends in the '“Ws" with Sen.
Lowell P. Weicker, R-Conn.,
the state's junior senator and a
member of the Senate
Watergate commitiee,

In between are Barker,
Bishop, Bush, Chapin, Gray,
Gonzalez, Haldeman, Hunt,
Liddy, MacGregor, Marginez,
McCord, Sheketoff, Shure,
Sirica, and Sturgis —all with a
stake in Watergale and all with
a Connecticut listing in their
past, present or future.

Some of the listings are not
‘by choice. Five of the
Watergate burglars—E.
Howard Hunt, Bernard L.
Barker, Frank Sturgis, Eugenio
R. Martinez and Virgilio B.
Gonzalez— are serving time in
the federal corrections institute
at Danbury Conn., where they
are under-going extensive psy-
chiatric testing.

G. Gordon Liddy, the man
who allegedly dreamed up the
whole bizarre affair in the first
place is slated to serve six to 20
years at Danbury after he
finishes an 8 to 18-month term
in the District of Columbla jail
for refusing to answer a grand
jury’s questions.

The " last of the Watergate
Seven, James McCord, has not
been sentenced, but he, too,
may go to Danbury. That
sentence, like all the others,
will be handed down by Judge
John J. Sirica, .a native of
Waterbury, Conn,, and the one
man President Nixon personal-
ly cited in his April 30 speech as
responsible for bringing the
scheme to light,

Alfred Baldwin, who watched
the abortive break-in attempt
from his listening post across
the street from the Watergate
complex, agreed to cooperate
with the Federal Bureau of
Investigation and will not have
to move from his homein North
Haven to the less fashionable
Danbury address,

Baldwin's confession and
Sirica's perserverence were two
of many factors that ultimately
led to the resignation of men
like acting FBI Director L,

Patrick Gray I1I, White House
chief of staff H.R. Haldeman,
and presidential appointments
secretary Dwight Chapin.

Facelifts

Gray, undone by the revela-
tion thut he had carried out
Haldeman's orders to burn
documents forged by Hunt, has
retreated to his home in
Stonington, Conn.

Haldeman once lived in
Riverside, Conn., while he was
climbing the corporate ladder
of the New York-based adver-
tising firm, J. Walter Thomson.
Chapin commuted to the J.
Wallter offices from his home in
Cos Cob, Conn.

During the time Chapin was
living in Cas Cob, Weicker was
mayor of nearby Greenwich.
Weicker, anxious to make the
point that Watergate was a
White House and not 8 GOP af-
fair, says that as mayor he
knew every Republican around
but never heard of Chapin.

“If these were such hot
Republicans, you would have at
least come across the name,"
he says.

Weicker, who thanks to
Watergate is probably the beat
known freshman senator since
the late Robert F. Kennedy,
made a lot of Republicans hot
under the collar by being one of
the first in either party to call
for Haldeman’s resignation,

One of the hottest undoubted-
ly was Clark MacGregor, who
replaced former Alty. Gen,
John N. Mitchell as head of the
Committee for the Re-election
of the President.

Mac@&regor, one of the most
forceful denouncers of news
reports linking Watergate to
the White House, has since gone
to work in the Washington of-
fices of United Aircraft Cor-
poration, the largest employer
in Connecticut. If he ever gets
promoted to the front office in
East Hartford, MacGregor
would join Gray and Baldwin as
Weicker's constituents,

When Welcker was appointed
to the Senate Watergate com-
mittee, he named William
Shure, a New Haven lawyer, as
his man on the committee staff.
The Democrats on the com-
mittee hired Wayne H. Bishop
of Old Lyme, a [ormer state
police captain, as a senior in-
yestigator. Emily S, Sheketoff
of Fairfield got the job of
research assistant on the
strength of her resume.

After Weicker and corpany
have done their best to pick
apart the bugging and sabotage
conspiracy, the man faced with
the job of putting the
Republican party back together
again will be another Connec-
ticut native, George Bush, son
of the late Prescott Bush of
Greenwich, graduate of Yale

University and now GOP:

NEWHAVEN (AP) — A
federal” judge has ruled
that Connectlcut may no longer
refuse to pay unemployment
benefits to a woman two
months before and after she
bears a child if she remains
able to work,

The state also must pay
Jobless assistance to all women
whom It denied this payment
gince Jan. 1, 1871, because of
pregnancy, U.S. District Court
Judge Robert C. Zampano said,
That amount could amount to
more thian §2 million, according
to a lawyer in the case.

The order Involves women
who were forced to leave their
jobs earlier than two months
before giving birth and were
prevented from returning to
work until two months after the
birth but had been denied un-
employment compensation by
the state.

The sult was brought by
Sabine Jordan, a former
teacher at Connecticut College
who now lives in Loveland,
Colo,

The woman. whose class-
action sult resulted in the ruling
said she hoped the order would
eliminate similar laws in other
states. Altorney Eugene N.
Sosnoff, who represented her,
said he believed the ruling was
the [irst of its Kind in a federal
court.

The Connecticut general
assembly passed a law earller
this year which gill repeal the
section of the state's unemploy-
ment compensation law per-
taining to claims during
pregnancy. The repeal lakes
effect Oct. 1, but it does not
provide back payments as the
Judge's order does,

Zampano ruled that ''no
woman can be denled benefits
Just because she ls pregnant,

‘‘So long as a pregnant
woman is able and available for
work she i3 eligible for benefits
the same as anyone else,” he
sald in a statement. "'The same
rule holds after childbirth."

Sosnoff salid his client already
had been paid the benefits she
claimed. He based hig estimate
for the total repayment on a
figure mentioned in the court

-hearing of 1,600 denled clalms

from pregnant Connecticut
women per year who would
have recelved an average week-
ly benefit of $60. He estimated
each was able to work 10 weeks
of the two-month period before
and after childbirth.

That would total $2.5 million.
But some of the women
probably would not seek past
benefits and others will not
qualcfy for 10 weeks of
payments, Sosnoff sald.

Mrs. Jordan’s suit was funded
by the Women's Law Fund,
Inc;, of Cleveland, Ohio.

The court order directs the
Connecticut Labor Department
to notify bynmail all women
denied jobless benefcts because
of pregnancysince the begin-
ning of 1971,

Ten per cent of the
repayments will be withheld for
ohe Women's Law Fund and
Sosnoff, Cooper & Whitney, the
law firm that represented Mrs.
Jordan, Sosnoff said.

Women seeking jobless
benefits whech they were
denied must apply to tme state
in person or by mall, They must
be able to show they were
capable of working during the
period for which they claim
benefits and were actively
seeking work during that time.

Zampano directed the labor
department to mall notices
within 80 days to all of the
women whose claims have been
rejected since Feb. 14,

Between his terms as the
city's chief fiscal officer,
Beame won the Democratic
nomination for mayor in 1965
but was defedted by John V.
Lindsay, then a Republican.

Born In London to immigrant
Jewish parents who had fled
from Poland, Beame became a
naturalized U.S, citizen in 1914
and grew up on this city's

teeming lower Eal‘i Side.

Nicknamed *'Spunky," the
youth graduated from City
College of New York with a
degree imaccounting and later
entered-"politics through the
regular Democratic organiza-
lion,

Mayor Robert F, Wagner
named him budget diréctor in
1952 ‘and Beame won his first
term as comptroller in 1961,

campaign for the Democratic
mayoral nomination, Beame
called himself “‘the only one
who could get the job done’im-
mediately in turning the city
around—not after two years of
on-the-job training."

“I'm more relaxed at the plate now,"” Blair said after
driving in two runs with a homer and a double as the
Orioles’ whipped the New York Yankees 40 Wednesday
night behind the 10-hit shutout pitching of Dave McNally,

In his last 12 games; Blair has collected 24 hits in 46
trips, including six doubles, a triple and three homers,
driven in 10 runs and scored 11 more, Batting .218 on May
29, he is now among the league leaders at ,321.

“I'll never forget I was beaned," Blair said. “'I still want
to be aware of the danger. But the difference now is that I
have confidence that I can get out of the way of the ball."

Blair was cut down on May 30, 1970, by a Ken Tatum
pitch which nearly ended his career, He suffered serious
eye and facial injuries, and his batting average declined
steadily each year since, dipping to .233 last season.

Artificial Turf
Stays in NFL

NEW YORK (AP) — Artificial turf may not be all'it’s
cracked up to be—but it's not the villain that the National
Football League Players Association says it is.

The NFLPA asked Com-
missioner Pete Rozelle last
weekend for a moratorium on
the installation of artificial
turf, contending that it may be
the cause of increased and
more severe injuries.

But on Wednesday, Rozelle
sald there won't be any
moratorium and released a
study by the Stanford Research
Institute which says that, when
it comes to causing major in-
juries, there's no difference
between artificial turf and the
real thing,

But the lack of a constantly
cleared “buffer zone" along the
sidelines, the lack of proper
warmup time after halftime
and the improper use of equip-
ment came In for some blame
and the NFL is taking steps to
correct those problems, Rozelle
sald at the league's annual
owners meetong, expected to
wind up early today.

There was no immediate
comment on the study from Ed
Garvey, executive director of
the NFLPA, who said he
received it about the same time
it was released Wednesday,

Teams will have a few more
minutes beyond the usual
I5minute halftime break for
more extensive warmups,
Rozelle sald. And each team
will be subject to fines if it fails
to keep its buffer zone clear of
all its own personnel and
players and anyone else along
its sideline,

Quarterbacks and running
backs—the men who usually
carry the ball-are subject to
greater injuries than the men in
“the pit," the linemen, said the
study, which noted that linemen
are capable of playing with
more injuries than the ball-
handlers,

“I am asking out officials to
be especially alert for fouls
committed against running
backs and quarterbacks,"
Rozelle sald in his statement,
“It's only natural that action
centers on these two positions,
because they have the football
most of the time. But we want
to determine if the higher in-
jury rate Is a function of being
the focus of action or if these
players are the victims of un-
necessary violations."

Problem

Reported in NBA

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Commissioner Walter Kennedy
of the National Basketball Assoclation says the league has
no drug abuse problem and would interveng if a team tries

to “whitewash’' a violation.

Kennedy submitted a report
on drugs to the NBA Board of
Governors that opened a
threeday meeting Wednesday
at the Beverly Hills Hotel. The
report carried no recommenda-
tion and, Kennedy said, brought
no noteworthy response from
club officials and owners,

“"Actually,'" the com-
missloner said, *'the drug abuse
program we have now s an
ongoing one. We will enlarge on
it to some degree. In what
direction, I don't know."

Should & problem with drugs
develop, Kennedy said,""Our of-
fice would be involved from the
start. I don't think there'll ever
be a whitewash."

Staggers of
West Birginia, chairman of a
special House subcommiltee

probing alleged use of drugs in
professional sports, Kennedy
told club owners that the league
already had met “‘several' of
Staggers' request, which were
made to all pro spris. He sald
he pledged to Staggers the
cooperation of the league and
its players.

But he said neither the
owners nor the players have
slated a position on Staggers'
proposed urinalysis program to
detect drug usage during the
season and periodically during
the off-season.

“This matter will be dis-
cussed and further discussed,'
said Kennedy, declining to give
his opinion. He said he did not
ask for comment on his report

Communists Advance

PHNOM PENH, Cambodia
(AP) - Communist forces rolled
along embattled Highway 6
Thursday night and drove
government troops from
another town 27 miles north of
Phnom Penh, the government
said today.

In South Vietnam, the Cana-
dian peacekeeping delegation
said the Viet Cong are holding
two of its officers in a
Communist-controlled zone 35
miles northeast of Saigon and
urged their early release. The
men have been missing since
Thursday.

Mark Revalued

BONN, Germany (AP) —
West Germany revalued its
mark upward by 5% per cent
against seven other European
countries today. The U.S.
dollar, rated by experts as un-
derpriced, plunged to all-time
lows on major European
exchanges, then gained slightly
on some.

The West German move
came 4% months after the 10
per cent devaluation of the
dollar in February and a 3 per
cent upward revaluation of the
mark in March, Since then,
major European currencies
have been allowed lo float
against the dollar, with the
strong German money pushing
ypward in value and the dollar
drifting ever lower.

WASHINGTON (AR) —
James R. Schlesinger, a pipe-
puffing former analyst for a
government-nurtured think
tank and the nation's onetime
top spymaster, has been con-
firmed by the Senate as
secrelary of defense.

He was confirmed Thursday.

Schlesinger. #4, a Harvard
trained economist, follows
Elliot L. Richardson, who spent
only four months in the post
before moving on Lo become at-
torney general,

ChileanRebels
Attack Palace

' SANTIAGO, Ghile (AP) —

Army troops backed by tanks
opened fire with machine guns
on the palace of Marxist Presi-
dent Salvador Allende in down-
town Santiago today.

Allende said in a nationwide
broadcast that '‘a seditious sec-
tor' of the Chilean army was
Involyed.

Allende spoke shortly after

the attack on Moneda Palace in

downtown Santiago began
during the rush hour. People
fled the scene in panic.

The president spoke on the
radio from hizs home in a
residential section of the city.

He said: "In these difficult
moments the working class
should combat the rebel troops.

“Loyal forces should support
the workers: They shuld not be
mistaken in their duty. Only one

armored regiment has rebelled.
The rest of the troops are loyal
to the government."

The Chilean armed forces
traditionally have remained out
of politics.

Allende took office Nov. 3,
1670, for & six-year term.

His administration was
formed of a coalition of Com-
munists and Sociallsts and his
announced aim at inauguration
was to make Chile a Socialist
state.

Since Allende has been at the
head of the government, prices
have risen and food and other
essential commodities have run
short.

This sparked demonstrations
by anti-Marxists from time to
time. Allende supporters have
held counterdemonstrations.

Last week, hall of Chile's 10

million people were hit by
general strikes called by
Allende opponents and those
who support him.

The anti-Marxists were
protesting Allende's policies as
well a8 supporting 12,000 copper
miners wha had been on strike
for nearly two months to en-
force their demands for 41 per
cent wage Increases to meet a
record Increase in the cost of
living.

On Thursday, Gen. Marilo
Sepulveda, commander of the
Santiago military garrison, sald
military intelligence had un-
covered a plot Tuesday by
several civillang and low-
ranking army officers, ;

Sepulveda did not give any
detalls other than to say that
several persons had been
arrested.

Nixon Affidavit
Wanted By Baker

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Ousted presidential counsel
John W. Dean III told the
Senate Watergate hearings
today that he knows of no legal
work done at the White House
concerning subpoenaing of the
President by Congress.

Shortly before Dean began his
fifth day of testimony, Sen.
Howard H, Baker Jr., R-Tenn|,
the committee vice chairman,
appealed to President Nixon to
give a sworn account of his
meetings with his accuser,
Dean, but said he believes the
Constitution bars the com-
mittee from compelling the
President to testify.

Sen. Joseph M. Montoya, D-
N.M., the Jirst questioner of
Dean today, asked about legal
work performed by White
House lawyers on separation of
powers and executive privilege.

Dean said neither he nor
anyone else he knew of had
worked on stich matters in rela-
tion to any subpoena of Nixon.
Montoya did not directly
suggest that Nixon be sub-
poenaed,

The committee heard
Thursday that the President
suggested through an aide last
March that his attorney general
publicly attack a charge by Sen.
Lowell P: Weicker Jr., R-Conn.,
that top. White House aldes
knew of or condoned political
espionage.

Nixon Expected
To Announce
Energy Program

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Nixon was expected to
call today for a § per cent reduction in personal consump-
tion of energy, led by government efforts to cut energy use

by 7 per cent.

The President also was
ekxpected to propose a major
government reorganization to
collect energy and resource
management programs in a
proposed new department built
around the present Interior
Department,

Atomic energy development
activities were to be divorced
from the Atomic Energy Com-
mission and wed lo Interior's
fossil-fuel research programs
under a new Energy Research
and Development Administra-
tion

Energy policy-making and
program coordination was to be
focused through a new White
House ''energy czar'' —
Colorado’s Gov. John A. Love—
to be named assistant to the
President and director of a new
White House Energy Polliey Of-
fice.

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The administration also was
known to be considering con-
version of Its voluntary gasoline
and oil allocation program into
a4 mandatory program, to
assure fair distribution of short
fuel supplies.

But that measure was not in-
cluded in the President's
energy message, according to a
detalled description obtained by
the Associated Press,

The President called for
these steps that would affect
consumers: ;

—A slowing down of cars on
the highways to save gas,

—An easing up on summer
air-conditioning to save elec-
tricity.

—And a turning down of
heater thermostats in the
winter to congerve fuel.
