Manchester-Hartford
Monorail Proposed

A Bloomfield firm is
proposing a monorall line which
would link Hartford to
Manchester and would replace
a Connecticut Department of
Transportation (DOT) plan to
build a '‘busway’'’' along
existing railroad tracks.

The- Hartford-to-Manchester
link is one of three monorail
lines being proposed by the
Connecticut Mass Transit Corp.
of Bloomfield, a subsidiary of
Bross Utilities Service Corp.

Peter G. Olson, president of
the Connecticut Mass Transit
Corp,, said his firm has
engineered a plan for a
monorail to be constructed
above railroad tracks between
Hartford's Union Station and
Burr Corners in Manchester.

Four one-car monorail trains
would run on the Hartford-to-
Manchester route, Olson said.

Details on the engineering
plans have not yet been
released by the Bloomfield

First U.S. Post Card
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The design of a replica which
commemorates the 100th an-
niversary of the issuance of the
first U.S. Postal Card was un-
veiled by the U.S. Postal Ser-
vice recently at a meeting of
the Manchester Philatelic
Society.

The paper for the first U.S,
Postal Card was manufactured
in Manchester and printed in
Springfield, Mass. The first day
of use was May 12, 1873.

The design of the Postal Ser-
vice replica was unveiled by
Edward H. Sauter, postmaster
at Manchester.

The card, which is 3-%x5-%
inches in size, was designed by
Bradbury Thompson. It differs
from the actual first U.S. postal
card in that its denomination is
six cents and it was deliberate-
ly printed magenta in calor,
rather than the original brown
on buff,

The first day of issue for the
Postal Service Centennial card
will be Sept, 14, in Washington,
D.C. in conjunction with the an-
nual meeting of the United
Postal Stationery Society at
NAPEX, the National
Philatelic Exhibition.

The lower left hand corner of
the card bears the inscription
“First U.S. Postal Card
Adapted to Commemorate Its
100th Anniversary 1873-1973."
The card will not be
precancelled.

Requests for first day
cancellations should be ad-
dressed to ‘‘Centennial Postal
Card, Postmaster, Washington,
D.C. 20013,"” enclosing proper
remittance and with requests
postmarked no later than
September 14. If more than one
card is desired, either a
stamped addressed envelope or
a stick-on mailing label should
be included.

Protection of the environment
is a prominent concern now of
most of the nations in the
world. Since postage stamps re-
flect the concerns of the people,
a number of stamps publicizing
environmental problems are
being issued.

West Germany has issued
four new stamps on ‘“‘Inter-
national Environment Protec-
tion,” with the new symbol of
the First International Confer-
ence on the Environment, held
in .

Second Term Flops

Shortly before the Watergate
revelations cast doubt on whether he
would serve out his constitutionally
and electorally alloted “‘four more
years,” President Nixon suggested to
Congress that it might favorably con-
sider an amendment limiting future
presidents to a single term of six
years.

There is at least one group still ac-
tively campaigning for repeal of the
22nd Amendment, which limits a
president ot two four-year terms (or
one term if he served more than two
years of the term of some other per-
son who had been elected president).

It has been charged that the 22nd
Amendment was passed by a
Republican Congress in 1947 as a sort

of postmortem revenge on Frapklin-

D. Roosevelt, the only man to have
been elected president more than
twice. 1
* In the light of history since then, it
may not be unreasonable to suggest
that FDR’'s successors, both
Democratic and Republican, as well
as the nation itself, might have been
better served had Congress seen fit to
limit each president to just one tour of
duty — either the four years to which
he was elected in his own right or, if
he succeeded from the vice-
presidency, to the remaining term of
his predecessor.

With the exception of John F,
Kennedy, who did not live to run for
re-election,. every president since
FDR scored his greatest successes in
his first term, whether it was of
shorter or longer length, only to see
his second term blighted in one way or
another.

First was Harry S. Truman, who
between 1945 and 1948 presided over
the conclusion of World War II, the
rebuilding of Europe through the
Marshall Plan and the thwarting of a
Communist takeover in Greece. Then

came the.Berlin Blockade, Russia’s
explosion of an atom bomb, influence
peddling scandals in Washington and
allegations of high-level treason, the
dismal war in Korea and its accom-

panying inflation. .
The second term of the immensely

popular Dwight D. Eisenhower was
pretty much four blah years, and
when he retired to make way for his
successor, it was after a campaign.in
which the Democrats hammered on
the theme that the country had fallen
behind in everything from missles to
space exploration to education to
racial progress to economic growth.

Both Lyndon B. Johnson and

Richard M. Nixon achieved historic
accomplishments in their early
presidential years, the one on the
domestic front, the other in inter-
national affairs. The woes that later
befell both are too fresh in memory to
need recapitulation.

The really interesting thing is that
Truman, Eisenhower, Johnson and
Nixon were all either elected or re-
elected by impressive margins and
that, in fact, the greater their elec-
toral victories, the more precipitious
their subsequent fall from popularity
and effectiveness.

It is as if events conspire against a
man after he, as we say, receives a
“mandate’’ from the people and that
crises he avoided or surmounted
before suddenly accumulate beyond
his ability to resolve them.

It is also as if we very quickly
weary of the man whom we have
given our mandate and impatiently
speculate about a possible successor
while the incumbent’'s body is till
flushed with life.

Since World War II at any rate, it

seems to be a peculiar perversity of
history that the more we like a presi-

dent at the height of his career, the
happier we are when he leaves office.

Nixon Justice

WASHINGTON — Before the
Watergate scandal broke open
this spring, the Justice
Department’s investigation of
Nixon “dirty tricks"
in the 1972 Florida presidential
primary either ignored or sup-
pressed a key FBI report —
possibilities under study by
forthcoming Senate and federal
probes of Nixon administration
prosecution, or lack of it, of il-
legal political espionage.

. On March 5, 1973, U.S. Atty.
John L. Briggs of Jacksonville,
Fla., wrote Sen. Henry M.
Jackson that an investigation of
a surrilous letter about him had
been cg{mpleted without
success, Yet, a to high
FBI officials, gco;&l:go' 1973,
FBI report provided enough in-
formation to lead to in-
dictments, Indeed, once the
Watergate scandal cracked,
Nixon political espionage chief
Donald Segretti was indicted in
Florida May 5.

The Feb. 6 FBI report Is now
in the hands of special
Watergate prosecutor
Archibald Cox. Moreover, Sen.
Sam Ervin's Watergate com-
mittee plans autumn
into the Segretti operation.
Inevitably, both inquiries will
judge political slanting of law
enforcement.

The Florida case involves a
spurious March 1972 letter on
the campaign létterhead of Sen,

Edmund S, Muskie, falsely ac-
cusing two Florida primary op-
ponents, Jackson and Sen.
Hubert H. Humphrey, of illicit
sexual acts. A Florida Jackson
supporter promptly supplied a
(;iopy to the U.S. Attorney’s of-
ce.

But Briggs, an ardent
Republican, did not re§uest an
FBI investigation until last Oc-
tober when a column by Jack
Anderson revealed Jackson's
request. Even then, Briggs
declared it “‘absurd’’ to connect
the letter with Republicans or
the Nixon: administration (a
judgment he now admits was
based on no facts).

On Feb. 8, Jackson wrote
Briggs jogging him about the
investigation. Briggs' original
reply was 80 insulting, accor-
ding to Justice Department

,sources, that it was “cleaned

up”’ in-Washington before
delivery to the Senator. The
sanitized version, dated March
5, informed Jackson the in-
vestigation ‘‘has now been com-
pleted and we have been unable
to establish the identities of”
who wrote the letter.

An enclosed eight-paragraph
investigative dealt
mostly with Brigg’s inability to
pin the letter on a right-wing
extremist. After disposing’ of
this red herring in seven
paragraphs, Briggs' eighth
paragraph asserted that

Patricia Griffin, a Muskie
headquarters employe, was
questioned and ‘‘denied any
knowledge’’ of the letter,

But strangely, as Watergate
unraveled. Briggs's office
stepped up prosecution of the
Florida case so successfully
that on May 5 a grand jury in-
dicted Segretti and another
man. Two Nixon operatives
directly involved, Miss Griffin
and Young Republican leader
Robert Benz of Tampa,
testified before the grand jury
(Benz under immunity) and
were not indicted.

In fact, high FBI officials
have informed us their in-
vestigation, begun Oct. 21, 1872,

was essentially completed in*

late January. The ‘‘final”
report was dated Feb. 26, 1973,
although there were later
supplementary reports. Accor-
ding to these sources, the
report by itself did not provide
sufficient evidence for in-
dictments but did give any self-
respecting prosecuting attorney
obvious paths to follow. :

The FBI report contained
much material about Benz and
Miss Griffin. The implication,
according to FBI sources, was
that if these two young people
were summoned before a grand
jury, they probably would tell
all. Indeed; most details of the
case were reported in
newspapers the previous Oc-

tober — duly noted in the FBI
report. But none of this was in
Briggs's report®o Jackson. Nor
did Briggs reveal that Miss
Griffin, on advice of counsel,
refused to answer FBI agents'
questions.

Justice Department sources
told us they “believe’’ the FBI
sent its report to Briggs.
However, FBI sources told the
Bureau sent it to the Justice
Department's criminal divi-
sion, headed by Assistant Atty.
Gen. Henry Petersen, but not to
Briggs. A source close to
Briggs denied that Briggs has
seen the Feb. 6 report — or any
“final” FBI report — to this
very day. ,

This leaves two possibilities:
Briggs saw the Feb. 6 report
and ignored it until Watergate
erupted; or he never saw it at
all. In either event, the Justice
Department, which deleted
rough language from Briggs's
March 5 letter, went along with
his barren investigative sum-
mary, omitting vital informa-
tion developed by the FBIL

This one aspect of the Justice
Department’s investigation of
Segretti’s nationwide
operations suggests maay
things: blind partisanship, stun-
ning incompetence, a possible
cover-up. The story of how the
Nixon administration enforced
the law is still unfolding.

Attractive Nuisances

When children come to visit,
chances are you feel a sense of
responsibility for their safety.
But suppose a child comes onto
your premises without permis-
sion—or, perhaps, when you are
not even home. Could you be
held legally liable in case he gets
hurt?

Indeed you can, under the
“attractive nuisance doctrine”
now in force in most states. This
doctrine says you may be re-
sponsible for having something
hazardous on your property that
a child is not likely to see and
avoid.

As the name implies, the haz-
ard must be one which young-
sters would ordinarily find af-
tractive,

One case involved a tree house
in a family's back yard, where
neighboring children often came
10 play. The trec house was wob-
bly, and one day & youthful
climber lost his footing and suf-
fered a bad [all.

Even though the parents were
not home at the time of the ac-
cident, a court subsequently held
them liable. The court said they
should have realized, with a haz-
ard so alluring to children, that
they were inviting trouble.

Furthermore, the thing must
be not only attractive but also a
nuisance—that is, faulty in some
way. )

In another case, a boy was in-
jured when he fell off an old
couch in a neighbor's garage. But
there was nothing wrong with
the couch. It was therefore not
an altractive nuisance, a court
ruled later, and the householder
did not have to pay damages.

Of course, the age of the vic-
tim is an important element in
the' situation. Courts have fre-
quently turned down claims of
children over 12, saying they
were old enough to have recog-
nized and avoided the particular
hazard that brought them to
grief.

Nor does the law expect a
home owner to spend major sums
of money to clear away minor
dangers. It is not his duty, as

one judge put it, to "mlkc his

premises “child proof.

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The hot dog is another item
that became popular about the
time that Manchester was in-
corporated as a town.

The hot dog had its beginning
in Germany where it was called
frankfurter after the city of
Frankfurt. It was the first
made during the Middle Ages.

While the frankfurter was
born elsewhere, the name "‘hot
dog'' is strictly American.
Mencken in his history ‘‘The
American Language” includes
the expression ‘‘hot dog' with
other equally picturesque com-
pound words that are typical of
our country. He lists ‘hot dog"
as circa 1900.

Actually, the name is ac-
credited to a New York car-
toonist, Ted Dorgan. He used
“hot dogs" in his drawings
giving them little speeches. It
seems that the similarity in the
shape of the frankfurter
sausage and the dashshund dog
led to another American
expression ‘‘dashshund
sausages.” Mr. Dorgan found
dachshund difficult to spell, so
he came up with the one expres-
sion that stuck. Other U.S.
expressions include “‘red hots"’,

‘wienies"’ or ‘wieners”, the
latter two coming from the
wienerwurst sausage which
was often confused with the
frankfurter.

As with most other foods,
history disagrees with the date
of introduction. It is most
generally accepted that a man
named Antoine Feuchtwanger,
a sausage peddler of Bavarian
origin, introduced the sausage
about 1883 in the city of St.
Louis.

Mr. F. served his sausages
right of the fire. To protect the
hands of his customers, he
loaned them white gloves. Soon,
his profits were suffering as
many people walked off with
the gloves. The enterprising
vendor put the sausage in a roll
which supposedly was the first
hot dog.

New York's Coney Island is
greatly associated with the hot
dog where the term “‘red hots"
was used. Historians disagree
as to whether the hot dog was
first sold in New York at Coney
Island about 1869 or in the Polo
Grounds (baseball park) in
1900

The hot dog is still
American'’s favorite meat food.
Although it has many rivals in
the hamburger, fried chicken
and pizza, it is still number one
in the meat department. The
Gallup - Organization claims
that pizza is number one in the
snack department, at least with
the age level 21-M4.

Personally, I am a pureist
when it comes to hot dogs
preferring them from a char-
coal grill on"a bun with just
mustard and maybe a little
relish. If I do them in the house,
I like them split and heated
slowly in a frying pan with a lit-
tle butter,

My husband likes old-
fashioned beans and hot dogs
with brown bread in the New
England custom. Sometimes,
the family likes the dogs split,
filled with American cheese,
wrapped in bacon and done un-
der the broiler,

Miniature hot dogs have been
served for many, many years
as cocktall appetizers with a
variety of sauces. An extremely
simple dip for tiny dogs, kept
warm in the chafing dish over
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the hot water pan, is a mixture
of hot catsup, diablo mustard
and horseradish mixed to your
taste.

Here is an easy recipe which
you might like to try for a
cookout or keep for a winter

or you can serve the macaroni
as an accompaniment to your
grilled frankfurters over the
Fourth of July holiday.

potential for some kind of
cancer.”

She remembers the events
leading to Aug. 11, 1971, when
she was told she has leukemia,

She and a friend left on a
camping trip that summer, "'to
see the United States,”

She started to get headaches,
but thought nothing of it. In
Mexico, however, she began to
get bad headaches, mostly in
the back of the head, her vison
became blurred and, at times,
she couldn't lift her head.

““The headaches went away in
about four hours and I couldn’t
be bothered seeing a doctor,”
she says now.

In California, the headaches
got bad again, accompanied by
vomiting, but we continued our
trip,” she says.

However, while visiting
Yosemite Park, the headaches
got bad again and Kathy was
admitted to the park hospital.
The attendants thought she had
encephalomyelitis . However,
to make certain, they took a
spinal tap. They discharged her
and told her to check with them
in 2 week to learn the test
results.

That same day, Kathy got
very sick again and decided to

return home. Only one airline
would sell her a ticket
(Eastern). The others were
afraid she'd get sick on the
plane,

She returned to Manchester
and saw her family physician,
who had her admitted to
Manchester Memorial
Hospital. After many tests, her
sickness was diagnosed as
leukemia and she was
transferred to Hartford
Hospital.

‘“That first year,” she says,
“'I was in and out of the hospital
12 times. The Leukemia Society
was wonderful. It paid for all
the drugs and the lab work and
for a blood test every week.”

During her first year with
leukemia, Kathy lost all her
hair. Remembering that and
remembering the countless
pills she has to take, she says,
‘"Sometimes the side effects of
having leukemia are worse than
the sickness.

While her hair was out; Kathy
wore a wig. Her hair grew
back, however, and today it's
long again.

Says Kathy, who should
know, “I've had days when I
thought the sun would never
shine again, but it did and

All the adults but
one, a German, are from the
United States and Canada, and
eight are children, five of them
born in Israel.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Postal employes are carting
away at bargain prices fur-
niture ‘and office equipment
declared surplus by the U.S,
Postal Service and put up for
sale to its employes.

Among the bargains are used
electric typewriters worth up to
$400 new selling for $45.

Postal officials said the gale
was arranged because the ser-
vice is moving from its huge,
ornate office building on Penn-
sylvania Avenue to a new $30-
million headquarters purchased
in the L’Enfant Plaza complex
across from the Mall.

"By selling to the employes
we may not only possibly give
employes a bargain but we are
saving the expense of having
the equipment moved,’ a postal
spokesman said. ‘‘The articles
are not of sufficient quantity or
condition to warrant formal
competitive disposition by GSA
(General Services Ad-
ministration),” he said.

The Postal Service is not
bound by. regulations that
require most government agen-
cies to turn disposable property
over to GSA. That agency then
makes the items available to
other government

~ Spirit Of 1976 Doesn t Stir Americans

WASHINGTON CROSS-
ING, N.J.—(NEA)—When
the United States celebrated
its 100th birthday, in 1876,
a Boston newspaperman
wrote: “The Centennial
closed in November, not too
soon for the many who had
found much of it so faddish
and tiresome that the word
Centennial was repulsive.
How had it stared at us

hundred years, its Blcenten-
nial, and the citizens of this
historic spot couldn’t care
less. For many, it seems, the
hundred years rest hasn’t
been long enough.

“Bicentennial?"’ says a
man in the Tally Ho bar,
hard by the Delaware River.
“What's that? Oh, yeah, I
know. Baloney, that's what
it is, baloney. Naw, I don't
care anything about it. Gim-
me another beer, huh.”

The opinion, minus barley
breath, is echoed throughout
this tmy settlement. An of-
ficial in the township (Hope-
well) municipal building
says he hasn’'t “heard word
one about 1976 A man
driving a road repair truck
says he has “other things to
worry about than that stuff.”
Several people queried, ac-
tually, respond that they do
not even know what Bicen-
tennial means.

The apathy is both odd
and at the same time under-
standable. Odd because of
the knee-jerk interest in
history here (this is where,
on Christmas night, 17786,
George Washington led his
military across the Delawaré
to fight the critical Battle
of Trenton); understandable
because to date the long
planned, 1 ubled, long
ignored U.S. Bicentennial
commemoration has not
caught a twit of the public
fancy.

Public fancy? The Bicen-
tennial in some quarters is
a public joke, Some citizens
grump that the celebration
should be moved up a year
or two, “before the Indians
take the country back.”
Others complain that all the
money spent is in vain be-
cause ‘'people won't have

enough gas to go-to see it.”
Still more wonder, morosely,
what with Watergate and
corruption, “if there'll be a
nation left by “then to
honor.”

§ The cynicism should be
expected. In the seven years
since Congress first man-
dated the observation of the
nation's 200th anniversary,
not only has there been mal-
functions in the nation but
in the anniversary planning
as well.

Superpatriots first tried to
capture planning power,
then superpoliticians (inter
cepted secret messages sug-
gest the Republican admini-
stration once saw 1976 as an
opportunity to strengthen
the party). A world's fair
was planned, and rejected.
Leaders of major participat-
ing cities argued ideas to
death.

Even now, most slates
have only rudimentary plans
for the Bicentennial; Con-
gress has rejected the top
priority Bicentennial propos-
al (national parks in all 50
states); and politicos are de-
bating whether to change
the 50-member federal plan-
ning board (The American
Revolutional Bicentennial
Commission) to one-man
rule,

Small wonder the average
citizen is yawning. In New
Jersey, as example, the state
has not even named its
commemoration commission.
Anybody interested in 1976
cannot find a Bicentennial
number in the phone book.
One guy connected with the
ho-hum task of organizing
some action here says, “We
think we're going to build
a Liberty Park on the New
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Jersey side of the Statue of
Liberty, but . . .”

Buf, indeed. Time is run-
ning out. Says one state
newsman: “What I'm going
to do in 1876 is take my kids
to Union City and let them
smell what has happened in
two centuries.”

To some extent, of course,
the official confusion and
public inertia is a natural
byproduct of an activity so
immense and, until recently.
so far away. Says an ARBC
official in Washington: “How
can you get 210 million peo-
ple interested, much less in
agreement, on something
like this?”

You can't. Students. for
example, according to Chip
Burlei of the College Press
Service, “think the whole
thing is ludicrous.” Other
segments of the society
agree. Indians, because the
land to be commemorated is
land stolen from them;
Blacks because at the time
of the revolution many of
their ancestors were slaves.
Even entire states of people
feel no overwhelming pride
for the Bicentennial; Alaska,
for examole, was part of
Russia in 1776.

Yet beyond these examples
of natural torpidity, there is
also evidence that Bicenten-
nial planners have not

opened the doors to public
interest. Except for some
exceptional states (such. as
Massachusetts), many peogle
are disinterested merely

cause they've not been asked
to be interested. Too often
the desﬁ:lated planners have
held their own meetings and
formulated their own ideas,
Here at Washington Cross-
ing, the township has not

even formed a citizens Bl-
centennial committee; all
work to commemorate the
anniversary is being handled
by state parks personnel and
historical interest groups.

" There are some who feel
the absence of citizen parti-
cipation in the anniversary
planning is deliberate. The
People’s Bicentennial Com-
mission, - a counterculture
gremlin group in Washing-
ton, feels the 1976 commem-
oration has ‘“been taken
over by bureaucrats, Ameri-
can Legion soldiers and the
Daughters of the American
Revolution.” Thus the charge
that “real people” have no
say, no enthusiasm, nor no
g;tett‘est in the Dbirthday

as

But whatever the reason,
deliberate or not, the lack
of grass roots support for
the Bicentennial is presentl
serious. No doubt there will
be a 1976 celebration, no
doubt it will be big; but
without the zeal of the
people it won't be signifi-
cant. As the guy in the Tally
Ho bar puts it

“You know a lot of
money's being spent on that
thing — I wonder who's
getting it” If that's the
spirit of 1976, we might as
well forget the whole thing.

LAKEWOOD Colo, (AP)
Male teachers could
one night a week if they
attended church regularly, but
women teachers were not to
keep company with men at all,

These were two of the
regulations in Samuel M. Bar-
biero’s contract when he began
teaching school in 1927 in the
now-vanished community of
Mount Harris near Steamboat
Springs in the Colorado
Rockies.

Barbiero, who recently
retired as supervisor of ‘the
pupil personnel department of
the Jefferson County Public
Schools, found a copy of his
first contract while sorting
mementos. of his 47 years in
teaching.

Here are some of the con-
tract’s provisions:

“Women teachers are not to
keep company with men and
agree to be at home between
the hours of 8 p.m. and 6 a.m.
unless attending a school func-
tion.

“Women teachers agree not
to get married. This contract
becomes null and void im-
mediately if a woman teacher
marries,

*'All school employes are not
to leave town at any time
without the permission of the
chairman of the school board.

*‘(The teacher) agrees not to
smoke cigarettes.

‘“This contract becomes null
and void immediately if the
employe is found drinking
aleoholic beverages.

‘““Women teachers are to
dress .and conduct themselves
im_a puritanical manner as
follows: not to dress in bright
colors; not to dye her hair; to
wear at least two pettlcoats
not to wear dresses more than
two inches above the ankle; not
to use face powder, mascara or
paint the lips.

‘“‘Men teachers may take one
evening a week for courting
purposes, providing they attend
church regularly or teach a
Sunday school class.

*(The teacher agrees) to
keep the classroom clean, to
sweep the classroom floor at
least once daily, to serub the
classroom floor once a week
with hot water and soap, to
clean the blackboards at least

daily and to start the fire

Investor Protection

Better But Not 100%

Editor's Note: This is the
first in a series of columns on
the problemas faced by investors
when their brokers go out of
business,

NEW YORK (AP) — Protec-
tion for stock market investors
has been improved since the
broker-dealer collapses of 1968-
1970, but a rising curve of
liquidations is still tying up
millions of dollars of customer
assets.

Moreover, there appears to
be little assurance that the
shakeout” won't continue if
trading volume remains low.
Depressed income and-
overhead, especially for eléc--.
fronic equipment, has many
brokers on shaky financial

These conclusions emerge
from a study of various govern-
ment and Industry measures
developed during the past three
years to protect the in-
vestments of the nation's 81.7
million stockholders when their
brokers go out of business.

It was made at a time when
forced liquidations and mergers
are again rising. A government-
industry corporation is now
lquidating 87 firms, and the

Exchange has
68 members under surveillance
because of finances,

Nevertheless, the study
shows that while brokerage
houses are being forced out of

business by poor bookkeeping,

misconduct, higher operating
costs and mismanagement, it is
far less likely that:

1. The collapses will occur so
suddenly as to catch regulatory
officials unaware.

2. The liquidations will bring
a recurrence of the confusion
that accompanied the collapse
of broker-dealers in the 1968-
1970 period.

Customers still may have to
wait many weeks for return of
assets left with liquidated
brokers. The earliest com-
pleted liquidation by the
Securities Industry Protection
Corp. took 70 days, and in some
instances the proceedings have
lasted well over a year.

This does not mean all
customers had to wait that
long. Some received their
money and gecurities in a few
weeks, . T .

While customer 138ses were
uncommon even before SIPC,
there was no assurance of reim-

bursement other than the .

bankruptey laws, which make

general creditors of customers,
and the inc reluctant

SIPC, pronounced sipic, is
widely considered to be the
chief improvement in customer
protection since the debacles of
1968-1970.

Exchanges have tightened
their own regulations, although
a New York Stock Exchange
spokesman conceded that its
own surveillance is only as good
as the records provided to it by
members.

Science Trying
To Outwit

Gypsy Moths

NEW HAVEN (AP) — Scien-
tists are trying to duplicate
nature to confuse the mating in-
stincts of the gypsy moth, the
leaf-gating bug that defoliated
thousands of acres of the
Northeast last year.

Drs. Charles Doan and Ring
Carde will conduct a test using
a deriviative of an artificial
chemical similar to the natural
one the female moth emits to
attract the male for mating.

But the researchers will be
using a chemical that inhibits,
rather than stimulates, the
mating instinct of male moths,

Doane/and Carde will conduct
a large test of the inhibitor this
month to see if mating is efec-
tively blocked.

““We will put about 10 virgin
females on open stakes in a grid
pattern over about one-eighth of
an acre,”" he said.

““The Inhibitor will be
yed in the area, peﬂnuwt:
air and hopefully cause

males to fly away immediately
without mating,” he said, ad-
ding that females that don't
mate soon die.

Doane said that if this experi-
ment works, he and Carde will
try over an area of at least 10
acres next summer.

Schaffer Gets Prison Term
In Slaying of His Wife

A Hartford man, convicted in
the shooting death of his 17-
year-old wife, by a three-judge
panel in Tolland County
Superior Court, was :enzeucedm

Kenneth Schaffer was con-
victed of murder in the death of
his wife, Mildred, whose nude
last July 4ina

Schaffer told the court that he
knew his wife was a drug addict
and a prostitute when he
married her, but thought he

could reform her. He insisted
that he did not kill his wife,
However, Judges Joseph F.
Dannehy, Jay E. Rubinow and
William P. Barber, found him
guilty of the. slaying after a
week-long trall held in March in
Tolland County Superior Court.
Schaffer, shortly after, ap-
parently attempted to commit
suicide in his cell of the Hart-
ford jail where he jumped off a
third row cell tier and broke his
back, his feet and a hand and
lost the sight in one eye.
Schaffer told the court he had
been working six days a week
as a dry wall construction
worker and building superinten-
dent in the building where he
lived, to support himself,

Mildred and several of her
relatives. He said he had hoped
to save enough money to take
Mildred away from Hartford
and away ‘from drugs and
prostitution.

Manager Eddie Kasko of the Boston Red Sox said before
Wednesday's second game of the five-game set against
New York,

“Our pitching has been good. I don't know where all
those stories originate from that say our pitching hasn’t
been good. Our pitching and Orlando (Cepeda) have been
holding us together. That Cepeda has really been amazing.
I don’t know where we would be without him.”

The big Cuban refugee from the National League,
Boston's No. 1 designated hitter, has personally accounted
for the winning run in 10 of Boston's first 73 games this
season.

Kasko got excellent pitching Tuesday from Marty Pat-
tin, despite a 3-1 defeat. He made just one bad pitch, Ron
Blomberg depositing the ball over 400-feet into the upper
rightfield deck with two mates on base. He allowed just
three other harmless singles,

In the series opener Monday night, John Curtis was
brilliant in hurling a 1-0 shutout.

Pitching was the key again yesterday as first Ray Culp,
with ninth inning help from Bob Veale, and Rogelio Moret
stopped the Yanks in two great efforts by 2-1 and 10

counts.

The pitching did the job, more than the hitting, just as
Kasko said, as the Red Sox cut the Yankees' first place
margin in the American League East to just two games.

Following Tuesday's Yankee success, it gave the club a
4% bulge, the biggest lead in 10 years, or the last time a
New York club went on to win a championship.

Trail By Four Games

Going into today’s series finale, Boston is just four
games behind the Yankees and only one game in the lost
column, New York having played six more games.

“Last year we were 6% games behind in mid-August,”

Boston writers have been clamoring for Kasko's scalp
but all that's needed is for the club to win a few more
games and climb in the standings to get a more favorable
press, Strange as it may sem seem, the Red Sox are no
longer almost invincible at Fenway. The club has only a 22-
18 in wins and losses at home and a surprising 17-18 mark
on the road.

Now if the batters come alive, and the good pitching con-
tinues, watch out - the Red Sox are not dead yet.

Penn Central
Struggles
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PHILADELPHIA (AP) —
The Penn Central railroad's
parent firm is fighting a
proposal by the railroad’s
trustees to liquidate the
nation's largest railroad.

The Penn Central Co. an-
nounced completion of its own
plan on Wednesday and said it
was pushing for legal moves to
stop the court-ordered liquida-
tion plan from being forwarded
to the Interstate Commerce
Commission.

David Berger, attorney for
Penn Central Co., declined to go
into details of the parent firm's
reorganization plan immediate-
ly. But he said the plan, f
adopted “‘will assure continued
passenger service over the
Penn Central line."

Berger did say that the

rent company's reorganiza-
ﬂaon plan is linked to hopes that
Congress will approve financial
help for the railroad. The line
serves 16 states and two Cana-
dian provinces with 20,000 miles
of track.

Berger said the Penn Central
Co. is "'diametrically opposed"'
to liquidation.

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‘Draft Evasion Investigations Will Continue

- Experts Explain Cause
Of Wet Basements

By BARBARA RICHMOND
(Herald Reporter)

Why is your basement wet? Not en-
tirely because of all of the rain falling

in this area.

The Tolland County Extension Ser-
vice has been receiving a number of
calls regarding wet basements and
has an explanation for the problem.

During the summer

sub-surface - ground temperature in
Connecticut seldom goes above 60
degrees, Cora Webb, extension home
economist said. She explained that
this means that basement walls and
floors which are in intimate contact
with the soil, remain cool. When
warm humid air comes in contact
with these surfaces, the moisture con-
denses on the walls and floors just as
it condenses on the surface of a glass
containing a cold drink.

Miss Webb said many people
automatically assume that basement
moisture is coming through the walls
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and open the windows and doors to try
to dry it up. This, she said, makes the
problem more severe as it allows
more moist air to come into the area.

Miss Webb said there are two

satisfactory solutions to the problem.

months, the

Webb said.

One is to raise the surface
temperature of the walls and floors to
the point where condensation will not
occur. This can be accomplished by
applying an insulating material to the
inside surface of the basement, Miss

The second method is to remove the
moisture from the air in the base-
ment. This may be done by installing
a dehumidifier or by hanging calcium
chloride in a bag with a plastic pail or
enamel pan under it to catch the drip-
pings and pour them out. Calcium
chloride can be purchased at a
hardware or lumber store.

Miss Webb said with either method,
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the basement should be kept closed as
tightly as possible during periods of
high humidity.

Employment Set
At 84.7 Million

WASHINGTON (AP) — The nation's uemployment rate;
finally responding to the economic boom, fell in June
below 5 per cent for the first time in three years, the

government said today,

The Bureau of Labor Statistics said the Jjobless rate
edged down from § per cent of the work force to 4.8 per

cent last month.

Al the same time, total
employment rose by 650,000 to a
seasanally adjusted level of 84,7
million.

The job report indicated the
expanding economy has ab-
sorbed the increase in the labor
force and brought unemploy-
ment down as well. It gives
hope to the Nixon administra-
tion of achieving Its goal of
bringing the unemployment
rate down to 4.5 per cent by the
end of the year. .

During most of Nixon's 4%
years in office the unemploy-
ment rate has been over 5 per
cent and at times was above 6
per cent. The last time it fell
below the 5 per cent mark was
in June 1970 when it hit 4.9 per
cent.

Since last November the
jobless rate has hovered around
5 per cent, leading some
economists to believe that it
had reached its low point.

The number of persons out of
work usually Increases sharply
from May to June as youngsters

Join the labor market at the end
of the school year. But this
June, the Labor Department
said, the unemployment in-
crease was less than
seasonally so that both the
seasonally adjusted level of un-
employment and rate of un-
employment edged down slight-
ly at 4.3 million and 4.8 per cent
respectively.

Teen-agers accounted for
most of the decline, with their
unemployment rate dropping
from 15.4 to 13.3 per cent in
June. But the jobless rate for
adult women rose from 4.6 to
4.9 per cent.

Price Index advanced by 2.4 per
cent In June, just below the 2.5
per cent recorded in January
1051 during the Korean War In-
fationary boom. With adjust-
ment for seasonal price
changes, the rise was almost as
bad, 2.3 per cent.

The seasonally adjusted in-
crease matched the March ad-
vance In wholesale prices,
which was also the highest
since January 1981.

While the price report was
bad, the bureau reported that

June 1970 that the rate has been
below 6 per cent.

The wholesale price report

was gathered by the govern-
ment a day before President
Nixon froze all wholesale, retall
and manufacturing prices for 60
days.

Only the first sale of raw
agricultural products at the
farm Is exempt from the
President’s price freeze. The
June wholesale price report
means that many processors
and companies will have to
swallow price Increases from
thelr suppliers until the freeze
Is over.

The report sald that prices of
farm products and processed
foods and feeds combined went
up 5.8 per cent last month and 5
per cent after seasonal pricing
patterns were subtracted. Both
rates were the highest since
December 1672.

Prices of Industrial com-
modities, regarded by
economists as rellable
barometers of inflation, rose
nine-tenths of one per cent on
an unadjusted basis and one per
cent on an adjusted basis.
Although these are high rates of
increase, they were not as bad
as the Increases in May.

For consumer foods —
basically what supermarkets
pay to get their commodities —
prices rose 2.2 per cent,
Adjusted for seasonal in-
fluences, the advance was 1.7
per cent.
