GAO Pegs High 
Prices To 
Wheat Exports

WASHINGTON (AP) — Last year’s massive sale of U.S. 
wheat to the Soviet Union nearly doubled the domestic 
price of the grain and caused U.S. food prices to rise, ac­
cording to a report to Congress.

The General Accounting Office (GAO) said Monday the 
wheat sale increased prices for bread and other flour- 
based products, and beef, pork, poultry, eggs and dairy 
products, because it caused higher feed grain costs.

In an efforj to accomplish in 
one meeting what usually takes 
it two, the Manchester Board of 
Directors is meeting one hour 
early tonight.

... A request for a $12,000 
allocation from the CapiM Im­
provement Reserve Fund (to 
placed there by an equivalent 
transfer from the contingent 
fund), for plumbing imr 
provements to Lincoln School, 
unused since the summer of 
1972 and turned over to the town 
for its use.

’The $12,000 request is in addi­
tion to $TC,000 from revenue­
sharing funds allocated by the 
directors in June.

KINSHASA, Zaire (AP) — 
More than 100 members of the 
U.S. Peace (forps rested today 
in the capital of Zaire after 
being held for 51 hours in Ugan­
da.

A chattered flight brought the 
111 Americans here Monday 
night after President Mobutu 
Sese Seko vouched for them and 
Uganda’s President Idi Amin 
let them go. Amin said he 
thought they might be 
mercenaries on their way to 
fight in Burundi’s tribal war or 
Israeli agents.

After an uncomfortable 
Saturday night in the Entebbe, 
Uganda, air terminal, the 48 
young women and 63 young men 
spent the rest of their detention 
in a hotel beside Lake Victoria.

“ Another day or two here 
would be fine with us,” said 
Ken Beck, 25, of Walla Walla, 
Wash., before leaving.

A U.S. Embassy spokesman 
in Kinshasa said all the 
Americans appeared to be “ in 
good health and spirits.”

They were expected to leave 
today for a Peace Corps 
training center at Bukavu in 
eastern Zaire. After training in 
local conditions, they will teach 
in various areas of the former 
Belgian Congo.

Dollar Stronger
LONDON (AP) -  The U.S. 

dollar opened
significantly'stronger on 
Europe’s foreign exchange 
markets today after a rally in 
the closing hours of trading 
Monday.

The dollar gained in London, 
Paris, Frankfurt, Brussels and 
Zurich, but the mood of the 
markets remained uncertain.

Dealers pointed out that the 
dollar rose Monday when the 
markets opened, fell during the 
day, then climbed again on the 
strength of indications that the 
U.S. government was using 
some of its foreign reserves to i 
support its currency abroad.

Washington denied this, but 
the belief persisted among 
European dealers today.

Milk Price 
Increase 
Sought

SYRACUSE, N.Y. (AP) -  Of­
ficials of the Eastern Milk 
Producers Cooperative 
Association are campaigning 
for a nickel-a-quart increase in 
the retail price of milk to ease 
what they say is dwindling 
production in the Northeast.

Howard Merrill of Walton, 
president of the 9,000-member 
bargaining coK>p, and General 
Manager John C. York an­
nounced the “ stabilization and 
expansion incentive price plan” 
after an emergency meeting of 
Eastern’s executive oonunittee 
Monday.
. York said a five-cent boost in 

the consumer’s price would 
mean about $1 more to the 
farmer for each 100 pounds, or 
46.5 quarts, of milk he markets.

The price boost, he said, 
would help dairymen meet the 
rising costs of their fuel, feed, 
machinery and equipment, 
reduce the exodus of farmers 
from agriculture and halt a 
steady decline in milk produc­
tion.

“Eastern will attempt to ob­
tain favorable federal and state 
action concerning the plan”  
from agricultural agencies and 
Congress, York said. 
“ However, if this fails, direct 
negotiations with milk- 
distributing companies (to in­
crease the farm price) will be 
stepped up,” he said.

An E ast^  spokesman said 
the initial effort would be to get 
the five-cent increase approved 
under the federal government’s 
upcoming Phase IV economic 
controls. ,

York said he envisioned a 50- 
cent quart of milk in the nottoo- 
distant future as production 
costs continue to rise.

‘”rhere is no free lunch in 
business,”  he said. “ Farmers, 
therefore, can no longer afford 
to feed the American people 
without proper compensation.”

pie using the town’s rec 
facilities,” he said.

Janenda took exception to 
Weiss’ report of supervision 
and police patrol. '

“Tlie place was opened up to 
this huge throng and, yet, there 
was only one person there from 
the rec department staff and, 
contrary to what the manager 
said, no police patrol.”

Janenda said he 'was dis- 
atisfied, also, because the 
board had not been consulted.

That statement by Weiss is a 
whitewash,”  said Janenda. 
“ I’m insulted his remark 
that the Nike Site was opened to 
the graduates for visiting and 
for exchanging autograifos. The 
owners of Case Mountain knew 
what could happen, and they 
asked that the graduates be 
kept from their property.

Hawaii, questioned Mitchell 
anew about the meetings of 
Jan. 27, Feb. 4 and March 30, 
1972, at which wiretap and spy 
proposals drafted by Watergate 
conspirator G. Gordon Liddy 
were discussed.

Disputing earlier testimony, 
Mitchell has said he never ap­
proved the proposal, and ac­
tually rejected it.

In fact, Mitchell said that at 
the first session, he told Liddy 
to go out and bum the plans.

He said he Intended that 
order to eliminate in­
criminating documents and 
“also to abandon any concept 
that such activities would be 
part of the reelection campaign 
of the President.”

Mitchell said he did nt advise 
other participants in the three 
meetings. Including former 
campaign deputy Jeb Stuart̂  
Magnider and former White

HI, that the proposals involved

them in a conspiracy to commit 
crimes.

Mitchell said he did not tell 
Nixon of the proposals ad­
vanced at the three meetings 
because “ I presumed and had 
every reason to believe that 
these matters were over and 
done with, were through, and 
that was the end of them.

“The matter had not been ap­
proved, it was not going to be 
approved, and that was the end 
of it,” he said.

The Watergate conunittee 
was to have met behind closed 
doors prior to the televised 
hearing, to discuss the possible 
issuance of subpoenas for some 
White House documents.

The President has said he will 
not provide the documents to 
the investigating committee.

That session was put off until 
Thursday because l^n. Howard 
H. Baker Jr., R-Tenn., the vice 
chairman, didn’t get there. He 
said he was late because of a 
news interview.

Baker said Richard Moore, a 
White House aide, will be the 
committee’s next witness.

Mitchell spent a full day in 
the witness chair Tuesday.

Mitchell denied he approved 
the Watergate wiretapping,

New Zeland’s philatelic trib­
ute to its once-proud steam lo­
comotives — now rapidly dis­
appearing from the trans­
portation scene — is a welcome 
addition to the railroad buff or 
collector.

Gass locomotive, which first 
came on the scene in 1915.

On the 10 cent value appro­
priately appears a “ JA”  Gass 
engine, the last steam engine to 
be built by New Zealand Rail­
ways. Ihe one pictured on the 
stamp (No. 274) was the last of 
the 35 in this class.

Purnell Project 
Kept Off Agenda

By a 4 to 4 tie vote Tuesday 
night that crossed party lines, 
the Manchester Board of Direc­
tors rejected a proposal to 
au th orize  Tow n M an ager 
Robert Weiss to advertise for 
b ids fo r  P u rn e ll PI. im ­
provements estimated to cost 
about $50,000.

The item was not on the agen­
da and the vote, actually, was 
on a request by Weiss to place it 
there for consideration. The 
request came at the end of the 
board’s meeting — after its 
regular business was finish^, 
after the public was permitted 
to speak on any subject within 
the board’s jurisdic(ion, and 
after the public had left the 
hearing room.

Republican Charles McKen­
zie joined Democrats John 
Thompson, Pascal Ifrignano 
and Jon Norris in voting to 
place the item on the agenda.

Democrats Phyllis Jackston 
an d  J o h n  T a n i jo in e d  
Republicans Vivian Ferguson 
and Jam es Farr in voting 
against it.

T he P u r n e l l  P I . Im ­
provements, as explained by 
Weiss and Assistant Town 
Manager John Harkins, would 
con s ist o f  re lo ca tin g  the 
sidewalk (from the east side to 
the west side), for l ift in g , and 
fo r  e lim in a t in g  d ra in a g e  
problems. They would not hi- 
clude work on the privately 
owned parking lot, they said.

The plan and the cost es­
timate was prepared by the 
town engineering department. 
The proposal to go out for bid, 
explain^ Weiss and Harkins, is 
backed by a subcommittee of 
the Mayor’s Downtown Action 
Committee (made at its 3:30 
p.m. meeting Thesday), by the 
consultant hirod by the Down­
tow n  c o m m it te e , and by 
merchants whose businesses 
abut Purnell PI. (in a peUtion 
received  by the d irectors 
Thesday night).

Weiss said that if the bidding 
were authorized, he could, 
possibly, identify for the direc­
tors the source of the $50,000.

“ T h e  p la n n e d  im ­
provem ents,”  said Harkins, 
“ would permit better traffic 
flow, w t^ d  correct drainage 
problems, and would create a 
better-oriented parking plan.”

He and W eiss sa id  the 
rationale for the plan includes 
the fact that Purnell PI. is a 
public street and, as such, is en­
titled to improvements a f­
forded other public streets.

Mrs. Ferguson wanted to 
know, “ Why wasn’t this on the 
agenda in time for the meeting? 
Why should we suddenly give 
the manager authority to go out 
for bid?”

She warned, “ The public will 
think w e ’ re trying to put 
simething over on them utd, 
the way this was done, it looks 
that way.”

M c K e n z ie ,  r e m a r k e d ,  
“ There’s no harm in getting 
bids now. In fact, this way we 
can get a firm figure and, if the 
cost has been underestimated, 
w e ’ ll know it. We needn’ t 
accept the bids and we needn’t 
allocate any money for the 
p ro ject until the proposed 
allocation appears on the agen­
da.”

Replied Mrs. Ferguson, ‘ "The 
minute you go out to bid, you’re 
involved. The no-committment 
theory doesn’t hold true.”  

McKenzie and Mrs. Ferguson 
spent a few minutes discussing 
privately the philosophy of the 
proposal. V

“ What bothers m e,”  com­
mented Farr, “ is that the down­
town problem is being attacked 
piecemeal. This won’t satisfy 
the merchants at the other end 
of Main St. I’d like to see the 
whole picture before I vote.”  

Harkins replied, “ The plan 
evolved after meetings with the 
Main St. Guild, the Parking 
Authority, town personnel, the 
Downtown Action Cfonunittee 
and the consultant retained by 
it. All agreed it would fit in with 
an over-all Downtown plan.”  

He continued, “ It’s a town 
prob lem . P urnell P I. has 
always been a sore spot with 
the merchants. It’s an integral 
part o f downtown. Its problems 
will never go away.”  

Commented Norris, “ What’s 
missing is continuity. It’s a lit­
tle scary to m e to do something 
this year, possibly changing it 
next year, and so on.”  

FoUowing the tie vote, Weiss 
said the item will be placed on 
the board’s Aug. 7 agenda. He 
said he will have a f i m  cost es­
timate at that time.

The Vo-Ag building, com ­
pleted in 1959, was the second 
such building constructed in the 
state and has not been updated 
since that time. It presently 
serves about 110 students from 
area towns.

It instructs the students in the 
areas of plant science, animal 
s c ie n c e  and a g r icu ltu r a l 
mechanics. The students are 
grouped by grade level and are 
scheduled in double periods.

The Vo-Ag facility consists 
now of two classrooms which 
are divided by a movable parti­
tion, an office, a shop, an out­
side storage area, a small 
greenhouse, potting room and 
hothouse, plus sp a ce  for  
nursery stock.

In a rqjort on the facility, in 
connection with evaluation of 
the high school, the evaluation 
team commended the progi-am 
in several areas but made 
recommendations for expan­
sion in others.

The p rogram  w as c o m ­
mended for: Having a sequen­
tial curriculum which includes 
required and elective units; 
having a modular schedule

a llow in g  tw o co n se cu tiv e  
p e r io d s  o f  I n s t r u c t io n ;  
excellent balance of classroom 
instruction; involvement of 
each student in a self-oriented 
o c cu p a t io n a l e x p e r ie n c e  
program; the availability of the 
area to students as a resource 
center; the departments in­
volvement in Vo-Ag and Future 
Farmers of America activities; 
its skilled and dedicated staff; 
the involvement of the com­
munity as a resou rce for  
tea ch i^ ; and the student cem- 
t r ib u t io n  to  c u r r ic u lu m  
development.

In its recommendations the 
committee suggested expansion 
of the program and to imple­
ment such an expansion, the ad­
d ition  o f one m ore  s ta ff 
member and the additional 
facilities the Board o f Educa­
tion is pursuing.

T h e  c o m m i t t e e  a l s o  
recommends increasing the 
consumable su^ily budget to a 
reasonable amount to reflect 
changes in enrollment; installa­
tion of an adequate exhaust 
system over '(he arc welding 
area; provision of custodial ser­
vices on a half-day basis, all 
y e a r ; and m ore  adequate 
secretarial service.

Flood Loss 
To Farmers 
Assessed

HARTFORD (AP) -  Flood 
waters that recenOy cascaded 
onto farmland in the Connec­
ticut River Valley brought 
farmers “ a good million dollar 
loss,”  a federal agriculture of­
ficial said Tuesday.

“ What we found ydsterday 
was heavy crop damage and not 
e x c e s s iv e  e r o s io n , ’ ’ sa id  
T h e o d o r e  L it w in , s t a t e  
executive director for the U.S. 
A g r icu ltu re  D e p a rtm e n t . 
Lutw in sa id  the h eav iest 
damage was to field com  and 
hay, two basic components of 
animal feed.

More than 1,000 acres in Hart­
ford and Middlesex counties 
were affected by flooding in the 
past two weeks, according to 
dairy farmers and growers^. 
Crops affected by ttie swirling 
waters and silt buildups in­
cluded vegetables as well as 
hay and corn.

Litwin estimated about50 per 
cent of the affected crops wU 
mature if they are replanted.

D r. Stew art Johnson , a 
professor of agriculture and 
economics at the University of 
Connecticut, said the floods 
could force some dairy farmers 
out o f  business.

“ Tlie high feed price has been 
discouraging enough to the 
dairy farmers and if you put the 
flood on top of it. I ’m fearful 
many will feel this is the last 
straw and quit the business,” 1ie 
said.

He said a local shortage in 
milk products could appear by 
the fall.

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Canada Cool 
Toward Yankees

A border is a border is a border, so 
it once seemed, with the notable 
exception  o f the United States- 
Canadian version.

For 4,000 unfortified miles (actually 
5,500, counting Alaska in), it has long 
been among nations a monument to 
peaceful continental coexistence and, 
for individuals, largely a formality.

Unhindered access to each other’s 
domains, involving little more than a 
courtesy slowing at customs posts, 
has been taken for granted by citizens 
of both the United States and Canada.

Mostly the more numerous form er. 
Visitors from  the south pour millions 
of tourist dollars into the Canadian 
economy annually. Many have stayed 
on to invest in Canadian business, 
buy Canadian property and, in in­
creasing numbera in recent years, set­
tle in Canada.

But times do indeed change. From 
the Canadian side, the border is 
becoming much more a legal reality. 
Tourists from  the south are still 
acceptable — dollar devaluation and 
balance of payments problems so far 
notwithstanding.

But Americans intending to make 
new homes in Canada have been fin­
ding to their surprise that it is no 
longer alm ost as easy to move to 
Toronto or Vancouver as to Atlanta or 
San Diego. Entry requirements have 
been stiffened. Many unprepared 
w ould-be im m igrants have been 
stopped or have experienced lengthy 
delays at the border.

On another front, several Canadian 
provinces have been m oving to 
restrict land sales to U.S. citizens.

The issue in Canadian eyes is jmore 
than s e lf-in te r e s t , it  is  s e lf-  
preservation. A problem with U.S. im­
migrants is that they run heavily to 
w hite-collar professionals whose 
skills are not in short supply in an 
economy where the unemployment 
rate is .generally higher than in the 
United States. On the contrary, new­
com ers tend to settle in the larger 
c itie s  and com pete w ith native 
(Canadians for not-so-numerous jobs.

And land, as Canada’s prim e asset, 
sh ou ld  be re se rv e d  f ir s t  fo r  
Canadians. Americans, however, in 
increasing numbers have been buying 
choice sites for recreation and invest­
ment. Prices in preferred areas such 
as Ontario’s hill and lake country have 
been forced up too rapidly, often 
beyond the reach o f Canadians 
themselves.

There is nothing new in Canada’s 
apprehension of the over-whelming 
econom ic power of its neighbor to the 
south. Needing the capital but fearful 
o f forfe itin g  con trol o f its own 
economy, Canada has long carefully 
monitored and specially taxed U.S. in­
vestment in Canadian enterprises.

But 'to many alarmed Canadians, 
actual physical possession o f the land, 
particularly for speculative purposes, 
is something else again.

It has not yet com e to “ American Go 
H om e!’ ’ And in any case that would 
be nothing new to Americans after all 
the experiences o f the postw ar 
decades of superpower.

But what makes this situation 
special is that it is so very close to 
home.

Open Forum

Two Choices

President Nixon has recently 
said he will not appear per­
sonally in front of the Senate 
C o m m it te e  r e g a r d in g  
Watergate. He feels this would 
be a blow to the wparation of 
powers doctrine? Has not the 
separation of powers doctrine 
already been severely abused by 
the executive branch. Serious 
charges have been levelled at 
that White House that range 
from domestic use of the CIA to 
illegal soliciting of campaign 
funds from major corporations. 
It seems the White House has 
used every trick they could 
think of and have now been 
caught.

All of a sudden the U.S. 
Constitution has to be strictly 
adhered to and separation of 
powers is a big issue. The 
separation of powers issue was 
raised, and is still being raised 
by many prominent Americans 
in regard to our past and con­
tinuing miUtary activities in 
South East Asia. All previous 
attempts to raise this issue of 
separation o f powers have been 
IgMred by the White House. It 
seems the only time our Presi- 
do it will bother to worry about 
our Constitution is vdien it will 
help him to protect himself 
from the American public.

At the present time we have a 
President vriio was elected by a 
resounding majority less than a 
year ago but now is scared to 
face the American public.

He has said that he will com ­
ment on the Watergate Affair in

an “ appropiate forum’ ’ after 
the Senate C om m ittee has 
finished its investigation. In 
this position President Nixon 
can see exactly how much of 
the truth has com e to the sur­
face, and he can then prepare a 
safety worded statement that 
will keep his “ good name’ ’ in­
tact.

Our biggest supporters of the 
President will talk about all his 
efforts to bring peace all across

Nixon’s Grave Warning
WASHINGTON -  An oblique, 

but unmistakable warning by 
President Nixon to the 
American Jewish community 
not to jeopardize detente with 
thip Soviet Union has been taken 
with utmost seriousness by 
Jewish leaders worried by the 
political passion that continues 
to grow around the issue of 
Soviet Jewish emigration.

The warning, unpublished un­
til now, was given by the Presi­
dent at his most recent meeting 
w ith  the b ip a r t is a n  c o n ­
gressional leaders on June 22.

In that cabinet room session, 
just before he moved to San 
Clemente, Mr. Nixon displayed 
a cool, unemotional but inflexi­
ble reso lve  not to let the 
keystone o f his foreign policy— 
an unprecedented w orking 
re la tion sh ip  with M oscow  
centered on trade— collapse on 
the question of internal Soviet 
emigration policy.

Mr. Nixon briefed the leaders 
on the results of his talks with 
Soviet leader Leonid Brezhnev.

Coming to the transcendent 
is su e  o f  h is  p r o m is e  to 
Brezhnev that the U.S. would 
grant m ost favored  nation 
treatment (that is, tariff equali­
ty) and Export-Import Bank 
credits to the Soviet Union, Mr. 
Nixon fiicst appealed to the con­
gressional leaders not to let 
anything interfere with fulfill­
ment of that pledge. Then, 
pointedly, he added: the U.S. 
cannot make its policy hostage 
to any one group. To do so, he 
went on, would be bad for the 
country — and bad for that 
group.

Translated, the President 
was saying that passage of the 
Jackson amendment. Which 
would deny both credits and 
tariff equality to Moscow un­
less all restrictions on Jewish 
emigration are lifted, would 
jeopardize detente. In turn, that 
could stir up anti-Jewish reac­
tions inside the U.S. by other 
citizen groups more interested 
in detente than in Soviet Jewish 
emigration to Israel.

After Mr. Nixon finished, 
Henry Kissinger, him self a 
German-born Jew, strongly 
supported the President in 
private conversations taking 
direct issue with a thesis of 
D em ocratic Sen. Henry M, 
Jackson of Washington, author 
and highly successful promoter 
of the Jackson amendment.

Even if Jackson is right, said 
Kissinger, that Moscow needs 
U.S. aid and credits so badly it 
will permit the U.S. Congress to 
dictate its emigration policy, 
the U.S. should extract con­
cessions affecting the entire 
U.S., not one favored group or 
foreign country.

With a ll th is , h ow ever, 
Jackson continues to hold a 
prohibitive balance of power in 
both the Senate and House on 
his amendment to the trade bill.

Hence, despite President 
Nixon’s genuine fear that that 
amendment carries seeds of 
destruction  for U .S.-Soviet 
detente, and could backlash 
against the American Jewish 
community, nothing on the 
horizon seems likely to avoid a 
head-on collision.

Stock Markets 
Seek Return Of 
Small Investors

NEW YORK (AP) -  Wall 
Street’s billion-dollar question 
is: When will snnall individual 
investors return?

But some Wall Street insiders 
are asking an even m ore basic 
question: Will those investors 
ever return?

Their reasoning is that there 
has been a fundamental change 
in the market; that it is now 
dominated by institutions and 
that the small and in^vidual in­
vestors have been permanently 
alienated.

Paul Kolton, chairman of the 
Am erican Stock E xchange 
warned in a speech recently 
that without those small and in- 
d i v i d u a l  i n v e s t o r s ,  th e  
American stock market would 
become as dead and “ Illiquid”  
as their European counter­
parts.

Although institutions may 
buy and sell in huge blocks of 
shares he said, frequently at the 
other end o f the transaction are 
numy small investors with their 
100 shares or odd-lot amounts.

James J. Needham, head of 
the New York Stock Exchange, 
has made similar statements 
and the exchange has launched 
pro^am s to woo back the in­
dividual investor.

It’s obvious that those efforts 
to date have failed.

But those who say the market 
will never be the same again re­
main in the minority.

Most Wall Streeter’s  still 
believe the small individual will 
come back.

First, however, the market 
must show signs of a clear and 
fundamental shift away from 
the present bear market.

“ The individual investor is no 
dummy,”  said Larry Wacthel, 
analysts with Bache & Co. 
“ He’s not going to get his feet 
wet a g ^  until he’s sure the 
storm warnings have passed 
and it’s clear sailing again.”

A recent survey of investors 
indicates just what Wachtel and 
numy other analysts are saying.' 
Small investors said in the sur­
vey that they were anxious to 
get back into the market, but 
were awaiting the r i^ t  signs.

Also awaiting some signs of 
significant changes in the 
nuuket are numy larger in­
vestors, such as pension funds 
and universities, which are now 
heavily in cash positions.

Heath blames rocketing food 
prices on world shortages. 
Maverick Tory Enoch Powell 
says they are due to a govern­
ment policy of over spending 
and o v e r  in f la t in g .  The 
Laborites attribute them to 
Britain's joining the European 
Common Market, with its farm 
policy favoring the French and 
West German farmers, and to 
government mismanagement.

Heath’s aides offer several 
reasons for his government’s 
failure so far to check inflation 
and strengthen the slowly 
sinking pound.

One is a spillover from  
W atergate. The scandal in 
Washington is preventing Presi­
dent Nixon from dealing effec­
tively with the dollar’s troubles 
and from providing the political 
and financial leadership the 
world so badly needs from its 
most powerful nation, they say.

The fate of the pound is bound 
up with that of the dollar, they 
argue. If the dollar were to perk 
up, the pound also  would 
strengthen.

But the state of the pound and 
rocketing prices are only part 
of Heath’s problem. Powerful 
union leaders have warned of a 
fight to the finish if, in Phase 3 
of the government’s incomes 
and prices policy, Heath does 
nothing more to help the lower 
paid and to stabilize things.

Those threats have further

depressed an already weak 
strak market.

There also have been dis­
closures suggesting corruption 
and worse in some of Britain’s 
city administrations.

Britons’ confidence in some 
of their political and business 
leaders already has been

shaken by other developments 
jn rraent months.

These things have con ­
tributed to the. buildup of a 
climate of mistrust, c ^ c is m  
and disenchantm ent with 
Britain’s leaders that could 
have devastating consequences.

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Aillon Jury 
Hears Report 
Of Pathologist

NEW HAVEN (A P) -  
Medical testimony about the 
stabbing deaths of a North 
Haven couple and their 
daughter was scheduled to con­
tinue today in the trial of 
Guillermo Aillon.

Yale Prof. Kishore Thakur, a 
pathologist, told the jury 
Tuesday his autopsy showed 
that J. George Montano died 
after being cut and stabbed 21 
times by a knife-like weapon.

The'bodies of Montano, his 
wife, Bernice, and their 
daughter, Barbara Monaano 
Aillon, were found last Aug. 14 
in the montano’s 11-room 
house.

Mrs. Aillon, wife of the defen­
dant, was staying with her 
parents when &e three were 
killed.

Thakor said medical evidence 
showed that Montano was killed 
with a sharp-edged instrument 
but he could not further 
describe the weapon.

The question of the murder 
weapon presents one of the 
puzzling elements of the trial, 
which opened Thursday with 
testimony.

The state has introduced a 
large butcher-type knife which 
several witnesses said was in 
plain view in Aillon’s car late Ih 
the morning of Aug. 14, when 
the bodies were found.

Three North Haven 
policemen said they saw a 
different knife with a serrated

blade in Aillon’s car when it 
was stopped for a minor motor- 
vehicle violation early Aug. 14, 
before the slayings 'were 
reported.

The policemen testified last 
Friday that the knife in­
troduce in court was not tbe 
one they saw in the car.

Aillon claimed the serrated 
knife was used earlier in the 
evening to cut meat at a picnic, 
the police said. He was allowed 
to keep it after the police 
questioned him and permitted 
him to proceed. The location of 
that knife has not been dis­
closed.

Tliakur told the jury that the 
first of the nine potentially fatal 
wounds dealt to Montano 
pierced his diaphram and liver. 
Photographic slides presented 
to the jury Tuesday showed that 
Montano also was stabbed 
seven other times in a crescent 
pattern in the area of his heart.

He probably died within five 
or ten minutes of the first 
wound, Thakur said.

The autopsy suggested that 
Montano received hand cuts 
while struggling to ward off the 
attack, Thakur said.

The autopsy did not indicate 
whether the victim was at­
tacked by one or more than one 
person, nor could it be deter­
mined from the autopsy 
whether all the wounds were in­
flicted by the same weapon, he 
added.

state agencies.

State Senate Minority Leader 
Charles T. Alfano, D-Suf- 
field, and House Minority Leadei 
Carl R. Ajello, D-Ansonia, said 
the Budget Division has given 
several departments only 10 per 
cent of their appropriations for 
the 1973-74 fiscal year, which 
began July 1. Appropriations 
normally are allotted for one 
quarter of the year at a time.

The legislators said the ac­
tion involved the departments 
of Health, Education and Men­
tal Health, the Office of Mental 
Retardation, the University of 
Connecticut and all state, 
technical and community 
colleges.

Response from the Depart­
ment of Finance and Control 
wasn’t immediately available.

A separate complaint was

lodged by state auditors Henry 
Becker Jr., and Leo V. 
Donohue, who said they also 
received only 10 per cent of the 
1973-74 appropriation. They 
added that a specific statute 
exempts their appropriation 
from executive control.

Ilie auditors said they met 
this week with Meskill, who 
promised to look into the 
matter.

Donohue accused the 
executive department of 
harassment. “ The ability of the 
auditors of public accounts to 
examine the books and records 
of executive branch agencies 
should not be subject to control 
of the governor or his ap­
pointee,” he said.

Section 4-85 of the state 
statutes prohibits the 
withholding of appropriated 
funds unless the governor con­
cludes that the expenditure will 
produce a deficit. Section 4-63 
exempts the auditors from that 
section.

UConn Professor 
Urges Reforms 
In The Congress

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Congressional conunittees are 
often more vehement in op­
posing reorganization attempts 
in the executive branch than Uie 
administration because of a 
feared loss of authority, a 
University of Connecticut 
professor told a congressional 
committee today.

“The Congress has been far 
less aggressive in protecting 
and defending its institutional 
interests than it has been in 
fighting reorganizations which 
threaten committee jurisdic­
tions,” said Dr. Harold Seid- 
man.

“ What may appear to be 
structural eccentricities and 
anomalies within the executive 
branch are often nothing but 
mirror images of jurisdictional 
conflicts within the Congress.”

Seidman said in the remarks 
prepared for the House Select 
Conunittee on Conunittees that 
the interests of the Congress 
and of individual conunittees 
are not necessarily the same 
and may conflict.

Congress can benefit, he said, 
by bolstering those executive 
agencies which cart offer a 
national perspective on national 
issues.

“ Otherwise, the (Congress is 
almost entirely dependent In its 
legislative and |tolicy-making 
role on the recommendations 
and information of executive

agencies representing con­
stituencies and speaking for 
special group,” he said.

Seidman, who was an official 
in the U.S. Bureau of the 
Budget before coming to the un- 
iversity, offered several 
suggestions to organize the 
House of Representatives.

He said the status of com­
mittees which have general 
jurisdictions should be up­
graded, while the number of 
sub-conunittoes, particularly 
those with narrow, single pur­
poses, should be r^uc^.

Yellow Homes Only
Develiqiers o f a new suburban 

neighborhood thought it would 
look nice if all the houses were 
painted yellow. Accordingly, in 
selling lots, they included a “ yel­
low only”  requirement in each 
deed.

But after a number o f homes 
had gone up, one incoming fam­
ily decided they liked green bet­
ter. The developers refused to al­
low any deviation, and, in due 
course, the dispute landed in the 
courtroom.

“ This kind o f restriction,”  the 
family argued, “ is an unlawful 
interference with our personal 
liberty. We have a right to fol­
low our own tastes.”

, f

However, the court held they 
would have to stay with yellow 
whether they liked it or not. The 
court said the requirement was a 
reasonable means to a reason­
able end—to benefit the com­
munity as a whole.

It is common, in developing a 
neighborhood, to impose deed re­
strictions of one kind or another. 
They may cover anything from 
the size o f houses to the height 
o f hedges, from the style of archi­
tecture to the type of fencing.

And, by and large, the law will 
enforce these restrictions. Al­
though they reduce the rights of 
the purchaser, they do so on the 
basis of a lawful contract, freely 
entered into, at the time of orig­
inal sale.

True, some restrictions may be 
unenforceable for reasons o f ov­
erriding public, policy. The lead­
ing example is the racial restric­
tion, now outlawed everywhere.

Furthermore, a restriction valid 
at first may gradually lose its 
validity as the neighborhood 
changes. Say a dozen home own­
ers in the “ yellow only”  neigh­
borhood had been allowed to get 
away with different colors. At 
that point, even if the developers 
suddenly decided to crack down, 
a court would probably refuse to 
enforce the restriction. As one 
judge put it:

“ Restrictions will not be en­
forced where the character of the 
neighborhood hgs so changed as 
to defeat the original purpose of 
the plan.”

Correctional Institute, Somers. 
During this time, he became in­
volved in “ a small group of 
guys who helped each other.”  
He worked his way up to staff 
coordinator of the group, and 
then worked for the State of 
Connecticut Department of 
Corrections at Enfield and 
Cheshire.

’There he met Breitenfeld, a 
graduate of the University of 
Conn^ticut and a major in 
sociology. Speller, who feels he 
works best in group situtions, 
seem s to com plem ent his 
partner who functions best in 
individualized counseling 
sessions.

As plans for fall programs 
a re  b e in g  fo r m u la te d , 
Breitenfeld and his staff 
struggle with the “ image”  
problem of the center.

“ It shouldn’t be a teen center, 
yet it should be open,”  he said.

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Working within two-foot grids marked off by string, Jane 
Lehrer and Linda Brady, students from Eastern Connec­
ticut State College, scrape soil and preep contents into

dustpans for screening to recover items from the old 
woolen mill at Gay City State Park.

Buttons and bones, hooks and 
eyes, Pitkin glass, fabrics, 
nails, clay pipes and even a pair 
of old spmtacles are few of the 
items a group of archeologists 
and students from Eastern 
Connecticut State College have 
uncovered among the deserted 
ruins of three buildings in Gay 
City State Park, Hebron.

The deserted settlement, con­
sisting of over a dozen cellar 
holes and mill dams as well as 
the substantial ruins of a woolen 
mill built sometime at the 
beginning of the last century, is 
being carefully screened by the 
g ro u p  in an  e f f o r t  to

reconstruct a picture o f. 
everyday life 150 years ago.

H eadi^ the “expedition” is 
M rs. M a rlo n  M e.ek, an 
archeologist and assistan t 
professor of history at Eastern. 
She is being assisted by Robert 
Gradie, an archeologist from 
Sturbridge Village.

Representatives from Stur­
bridge Village have visited the 
site to try to get some ideas for 
a mill village that is planned for 
Sturbridge.

The group is working on only 
three of the buildings now—the 
woolen mill, a private house 
and stables.

Each area is marked off in 
eight-foot squares using the 
remaining stone foundations as 
dimensions. Some of these 
stones weight at least one ton 
and it is presumed they were 
moved by ox-drawn sleds.

In some of the sections a 
further breakdown of two-foot 
grids has been made and it is in 
these sections at the woolen 
mill that the group Is now 
digging, scraping and sifting.

The back wall of the mill still 
stands, revealing where the 
canal came In to turn the water 
wheel and work the machinery, 
and then proceeded out through 
the front of the mill.

Also easily seen is the pit 
where the m achinery was 
housed, and in the pit is an old 
sp r in g  fro m  one of the  
machines.

Work a t  the m ill a rea , 
although > o n ly  h a v in g  
progr^sed about two inches 
helow the present ground level.

has already revealed evidence 
of burnt soil verifying that the 
mill did bum.

The upper section of the area 
above the water wheel and 
where the m achinery was 
housed was reached ^  an old 
road, s t i l l  recognizeable, 
leading to the entrance of the 
mill. According to Mrs. Meek, 
this was used as “dump area” 
but known by the people of the 
town as “the Button Factory.”

However, the archeologists 
have found dozens of scraps of 
cloth, including netting and 
v e ilin g , hooks and eyes, 
buckles, food bones, and but­
tons of glass, wood and metal 
bearing marks from London, 
Paris and Calcutta. Mrs. Meek 
assumes that perhaps a tailor 
worked in this area.

Other finds included two or 
three hats similar to the kind 
worn 100 years ago by all 
workmen. The commonest 
finds have been nails, some of 
them handmade, but the timbers 
of the mill and houses have long 
since rotted our burnt.

The mill was built, according 
to records, by the Gay family in 
the early 1800’s. However, 
during the War of 1812, it failed. 
Shortly thereafter it was con­
verted under the name of 
Lafeyette Manufacturing Com­
pany to a satinette mill (a satin 
imitation of-wool and cotton) 
and in 1830 it burned to the 
ground and was never rebuilt.

The ruins of the house which 
was chosen by the archeologists 
consist mainly of the foundation 
stones and the basement area 
which is approximately five 
feet below ground area.

In this area, three boys from 
Bolton, Glen Kawam, Stephen 
Casalino and Dane Ward, have 
started to unearth the brick 
chimney.

It was in the basement of this 
house that some pieces of 
pottery, Pitkin glass, clam 
shells and cartridge caps were 
found.

Surrounding these ruins are 
apple trees, rhubarb plants, 
domestic strawberry plants 
(which now are growing wild)

Production Behind Demand
ATLANTA (A P) -  The 

failure of food production to 
keep pace with consumer de­
mand leaves little hope that 
food prices will drop or even re­
main stable in the near future, 
the director of the Cost of 
Living Council says.

“Given the fundm ental facts 
of our economy, some food 
prices may even rise,” Dr.

face of greater demand.”

Dunlop was in Atlanta to hear 
suggestions from businessmen 
on what course of action Presi­
dent Nixon should take when 
the present price freeze ends in 
mid-August.

He said the next phase. Phase 
4, probably will place strong 
controls on food prices, but he 
refused to rule out price in­
creases.

“It’s a matter of how much 
and over what period of time,” 
he said.

Archeologists Explore Gay City
and red current berry bushes.

As for the stable area, which 
is located closely to the house, 
Mrs. Meek claims it was “very 
cleanly kept” as most of the 
finds have been found in the 
walls rather than on the ground.

She also claims t ^ t ,  once 
they started digging in this 
area, there was a smell of 
manure as the top layers of 
earth were removed.

The “expedition” has been 
working on very “ lim ited 
funds,” according to Mrs. Meek 
and the group will not be 
working much longer this year 
in the area.

However, plans call to spend 
more time next year and the 
following years in a project that 
could take as long as ten years.

Pettit also said, “This suit is 
not an attack on price or cost 
control, but ra tb ^  on the ar­
bitrary and unreasonable s ts^  
dards recently issued by the, 
Ck)st of Living CouncU.” 

Edward M. Kenney, ad­
m inistrator of Manchester 
Memorial Hospital, said, “We 
feel there .are gross inequities 
that need some clarificaUon, 
and we want to get them 
cleared up before it’s too late.”

LUCY: THE BITTERSWEET 
U FE OF LUCILLE BALL. By 
Joe Morelia and Edward Z. Ep­
stein. Lyle Stuart Inc. 281 
Pages. 17.95.

We all love Lucy. We must. 
Lucille Ball is as much a part 
of American television — in­
deed, our lives — as Milton 
Berle or Ed Sullivan, or any of 
the early entrancing entertain­
ers who took over our homes 
and our hearts on the “ mir­
acle”  small screen.

Yet, Uncle Miltie is no longer 
on the air, nor is Smiling Ed. 
But Lucy is.

Anyone with that kind of 
staying power in the unpredic­
table, unreliable, weird world 
of television is worth a book. 
Joe Morelia and Edward Z. Ep­
stein, whose previous works on 
Hollywood idols include “ Judy”  
(Garland) and “ Lana”  (Turn­
er), have written “ Lucy”  with 
an eye toward reporting rather 
than revealing. It is neither 
sensational nor particularly 
scintillating, but a straight­
forward story of the life and 
times of a television (her mov­
ies were minor) personality 
with whom most of us grew up 
and we watched her family 
grow up as well, on “ I Love 
Lucy.”

The book spans her life from 
her birth in upstate New York 
through roles as an extra and 
bit player, to B-picture actress, 
TV star and movie executive — 
a career spanning 40 years and 
still running! Best p i ^ ,  to be 
expected, are those which re­
call those days of phenomenal 
attention TV viewers gave Lucy 
and her children. Don’t forget, 
Desi Jr. was “ born”  on tele­
vision.

THE MAKING OF MODERN 
ENGLISH SOCIETY FROM 
1850. By Janet Roebuck. Scrib­
ner’s. 198 Pages. $8.95.

This unduly slender book is 
part of a series on the develop­
ment of English society from 
Anglo-Saxon times to Elizabeth 
II. The series is intended for 
the general reader, and in this 
volume Dr. Roebuck provides 
an almost breathless survey of 
the highly complex period be­
tween 1850 and 1970.

In the preface, readers are 
forewarned that the book em­
phasizes “ tremendous improve­
ments, both material and cul­
tural, in the standard of living 
of the great nnass of the 
people.”  The constant reitera­
tion of this theme throughout 
the book, however, sometimes 
tempts the reader to parrot in 
Dr. Coue’s manner, “ Every 
day, in every way, England is 
becoming better and better.”

Much of the problem here is 
due to unnecessary com­
pression of material. The dec­
ades between 1870 and A e 
death of Victoria in 1901 fly 
past in 30 pages. Some pas­
sages seem little more than 
name dropping of authors or 
public figures, and some state­
ments cry out for some argu­
mentative support foom exam­
ples, contemporary connment or 
other sources.

When Dr. Roebuck chooses to 
spend more time on a topic, 
however, she writes per­
suasively, with a keen sense of 
the proper use of detail and a 
surprising amount of apt irony. 
Her chapters on the two world 
wars are excellent.

HADLEY: H ie First Mrs. 
Hemingway. By Alice Hunt 
Sokoloff. Dodd, Mead. 102 
Pages. $6.95.

Many Americans have a 
vague idea of Hadley as Ernest 
Hemingway’s first of four 
wives, for whom he maintained 
a nostalgic affection.

You can finish this book and 
be left with exactly the same 
vague idea. Seldom does a bi­
ography tell so little.

It is based on more than 100 
letters from Hadley to Ernest 
Hemingway; his to her have 
been lost. Also it is “ the recol­
lections of Hadley Hemingway 
Mowrer given to the author in 
many dozen personal inter­
views over a period of nearly 
two years.”

Some article writers can 
make a subject, interviewed 
once, come alive for the reader 
in 2,000 words. Miss Sokoloff 
hasn’t made Hadley come 
alive. And what a dis­
appointment. There is interest 
in her because of Hemingway. 
One reads the book with a 
growing irritation at the au­
thor. She SHOULD have done a 
better job.

During the courtship, much 
of it by letter, Hadley can only 
be dimly perceived as a person­
ality by the reader. Hemingway 
is entirely a phantom. Later, 
after they are married, con­
crete statements of where they 
lived and when they moved 
help a lot.

And there are some passages 
in which Hadley reveals how 
well she knew her husband, l^e 
says, in one telling paragraph, 
that he was sensitive and dichi’t 
want to show it, that she some­
times hurt his feelings wiUiout 
meaning to. Also, most people 
thought he was very sure of 
himself. Sometimes he had the 
“ nerve of a brass monkey,”  
which embarrassed her. He 
meant to be mean sometimes 
and did not give up easily on 
dislike. She had little success 
combatting what she thought 
were some unreasonable dis­
likes. She thought he had a 
great inferiority complex.

One wishes, still, to know the 
first Mrs. Hemingway.

OXFORD WORLD ATLAS. 
Geographic Editor Saul B. Co­
hen. Orford University Press. 
190 Pages. $14.95.

An exciting atlas? It seems 
unlikely, but Oxford, after sev­
en years of preparation, has 
come up with it.

The publishers analyze their 
scheme as having four main 
elements: what they consider a 
really innovative group of maps 
dealing with the environment of 
the whole world and treating 
both physical and human geog­
raphy; the more conventional 
topographic maps of the most 
populated areas; urban land- 
use maps of selected major 
cities of the world; and “ the­
matic,”  or special-topic, maps 
showing physical, economic, de­
mographic, and political as­
pect?.

The ocean maps are particu­
larly enlightening. They make 
us realize that in proportion to 
the earth’s diameter, the seas 
are mere films of water be­
neath which are individual 
mountains and chains of ridges, 
extending for thousands of 
miles in some cases.

The Idnd maps show the 
main geologic features of the 
principal areas, the population 
concentration, the elevations, 
the differing types of forest 
cover, the land use including 
such special factors as power 
production, volcanic activity, 
and communications by road, 
rail, and air.

In the political portion, the 
new countries are shown, and a 
special listing gives both the 
old and new names for these di-

Fredo'ick II of Hohenstaufen, 
Holy R onan emperor and king 
of Sicily early in the 13th centu­
ry, was undoubtedly one of the 
most remarkable monarchs in 
history. And his giffo were so 
varied he g en er^ y  has won 
the admiration of people of 
imagination.

Frederick was bom  to a situ­
ation virtually impossible for 
him to handle effectively, or 
even to survive. Only 3 when 
his father, Emperor Henry VI, 
died and with his future very 
uncertain at both extremities of 
his family’s power — SicUy and 
Germany — Frederick never­
theless achieved wonders for 
decades. In fact, some called 
him the “ Wonder of the 
World,”  others “ Transformer 
of the World.”

And while he was fighting 
what he considered papal en­
croachments, rebellion by his 
subordinates, and opponents in 
a Holy Land crusade, he also 
patronized the arts and scien­
ces enthusiastically and with 
understanding.

His struggle against severe 
politically active popes who re­
garded fte  church as superior 
to the state even in temporal 
affairs was the greatest battle 
of his life. While he ultimately 
lost this fight, in the sense that 
he was unable to leave his 
heirs assured succession, his 
cause had echoes 300 years lat­
er in the Reformation.

Frederick’s story is told with 
interest and authority. The pub­
lishers call it the first biogra­
phy of Frederick in over 40 
years. It is a sign of maturing 
American historiography that it 
can produce such a thorough 
study in a field long dominated 
by Europeans.

NEW YORK (AP) -  For au­
thor Robert Kimmel Smith, 39 
is a lucky number.

Smith, a relaxed, talkative, 
42-year-old, recalls that despite 
a successful career in advertis­
ing he decided the year he 
turned 39, “ This is it.

TROON, Scotlpd (AP) —, Tom Weiskopf, the “ third 
man” of the $125,000 British Open Golf Championship, set 
out today in a bid to beat the course he has come to lute.

“ I don’t like this course at all,” said the tall yopgster 
from the United States, before he took on the 7,064-yard, 
p p  72 Troon layout on Scotlpd’s blustery west coast.

Weiskopf was third in the UOS. Open last month, he’s 
third in the list of top money winners on the U.S. circuit, 
and he’s the third favorite in the betting for the British 
Open.

British bookmakers have rated Weiskopf a 10-1 shot to 
win this 102nd British Open. That made him the third 
choice behind favorite Jack Nicklaus and defending cham­
pion Lee Trevino.

Nicklaus was a 7-2 shot and ’Trevino, bidding for his third 
straight British Open, was 81 in the 153-man field that in­
cludes 20 golfers from the United States.

Weiskopf, who has earned $171,027 on the 1973 U.S. tour, 
was paired with Britain’s Tony Jacklin against Americans 
Bert Yancey and lanny Wadkins in a final practice session 
Tuesday.

Troon’s frequently troublesome westerly wind was fair­
ly dormant during the round, and Wadkins, the top money­
winning rookie last year, was putting like a master, 
scoring seven birdies. Weiskopf, however, was in all sorts 
of trouble, not putting well and frequently pulling his 
drives into the rough.

Fred Corcoran, veteran firector of the International Golf 
Association, said it was a good sign for Weiskopf that Tom 
disliked the course.

‘"That will make him more determined than ever,” said 
Corcoran. “ Just watch Weiskopf go-if he makes a good 
start.”

Asked who he thought would win, Corcoran, said: "I 
would say Nicklaus, and then take a deep breath and say 
Trevino.

Dear Dr. Lamb — In my 

local paper there was an arti­
cle describing how to make 
substitute cream products and 
other recipes that you sug­
gested. Among the ingredients 
mentioned is salt. I am 87 
years old and on a salt-free 
diet because of an eight-year- 
old heart condition and 
congestive heart failure. Do 
you consider the salt substi­
tutes on the m arket safe to 
use? I am referring to those 
containing potassium chloride, 
monopotassium glutamate, 
glutamic acid and tri-calcium 
phosphate. As my diet is rath­
er restricted , your advice 
woold be highly appreciated..

Dear Reader— Yes, these 
salt substitutes are quite sat­
isfactory as far as your health 
is concerned. The reason salt 
is restricted is to eliminate 
the sodium. Ordinary table 
salt is sodium chloride. The 
salt substitutes literally .sub­
stitute potassium for sodium.

In the pre.sence of heart fail­
ure and conditions where fluid 
accumulates, the body hangs 
on to sodium and thereby re­
tains fluid. You could make 
these same recipes, or use 
any other recipes that call for 
salt, and use the salt substi­
tute in its place. It will taste 
different.

Sodium is in a lot of our 
natural foods. This includes 
ordinary milk and dry milk 
powder. Many animal prod­
ucts. including beef, poultry 
and fish normally contain so­
dium. Doctors often compro­
mise on how severe the so­
dium restriction of the diet 
has to be and use water pills, 
which literally eliminate so­
dium through the kidneys to 
help control the problem, if 
the condition warrants it.

any salt in their food prepara-
very well by just not adding

tion or by using a salt substi­
tute, such as you haVe men­
tioned. If this and the medica­
tions the doctor prescribes

still won't handle the problem, 
then it may be necessary to 
consider eliminating a number 
of foods that normally contain 
sodium. It's preferable not to 
have to go this route unless 
it’s necessary because it elim­
inates so many important nu­
trients that the body needs.

Dear Dr. Lamb — Please 
explain what peritonitis is and 
what causes it.

Dear Reader— The ending 
"itis" is used in medicine to 
mean inflammation. The peri­
toneum is the clear-like lining 
of the abdominal cavity. You 
can think of it as a thin sheet 
of plastic wrapping paper 
that's spread all over the in­
ner surface of the abdominal 
cavity and coats the outer 
walls of the abdominal or­
gans. It is made up of special­
ized cells. When it becomes 
inflammed, one has peritoni­
tis.

A common cause for in­
flammation of this membrane 
is a rupture of an organ with­

in the abdominal cavity, for 
example, a rupTUr^appendix. 
The infected m at^ial inside 
the appendix can be spread 
over the lining of the abdomi­
nal cavity and cause the in­
flammation. Perforation of an 
ulcer, or any other event 
which allows material from 
the digestive tract to get into 
the abdominal cavity can 
cause it. When the appendix is 
first inflammed, the infected 
area may touch the peritoneal 
lining of the inner abdominal 
wall and cause a localized in­
flammation. This contributes 
to the tenderness and eventu­
ally even the stiffness or rig; 
idity caused by muscle guard­
ing over the appendix region.

Inouye asked what strong ac­

tion Nixon took after he did find 
out.

“ I think he has done so by the 
appointm ent o f  a sp ecia l 
prosecutor, removing the peo­
ple from the White House that 
were involved in the activities 

Mitchell said.
Inouye said that except in the 

case of Dean, fired on April 30, 
Nixon did not appear to have 
reacted strongly.

White House aides H .R. 
H a id e m a n  and Joh n  D . 
Ehrlichm an resigned frolhl 
Nixon’s staff the same day, but 
Inouye noted that the President 
had said he regretted that and 
considered them fine public 
servants.

“ Is this lowering the boom?”

The White House had resisted 
appointment of the special 
prosecutor, finally authorizing 
the step on April 30.

It was Mitchell’s third day of 
testimony and for the third day, 
his wife, Martha, was not on 
hand.

As for presidential action to 
get rid of aides involved in 
Watergate, Mitchell cited the 
cases of Jeb Stuart Magruder 
and Egii Krogh.

Krogh, a former White House 
aide, resigned May 9 as un­
dersecretary of transportation.

Magruder quit April 28 as 
p o l i c y  d i r e c t o r  at th e  
Commerce Department.

At the end of a long and acid 
exchange Wednesday with Sen. 
Lowell P. Weicker Jr., R-Ctonn., 
Mitchell had acknowl^ged that 
he probably ignored his legal 
duty as a lawyer and former at­
torney general in the cover-up 
of wrongdoing he called "White 
House horrors.'’

Mitchell, once director of the 
Nixon re-election campaign, 
concluded that day of testimony 
with one, half-muttered last 
remark: “ It’s a great trial 
they’re conducting up here, 
isn’t it?”

unhappy,”  said the official, who 
asked not to be identified.

Treasury Secretary George 
P. Shultz postponed a scheduled 
trip to Japan this weekend to be 
on hand for final decisions.
