Battered Farm

Bill Before

WASHINGTON (AP) — A battered farm bill, the Alaska *
pipeline,, a minimum wage increase and historic legisla-
tion to curb presidential war powers are up for action in

Congress this week.

Firstupwasanothertrylntheﬂousetoputoutalann
bill called off the floor last week because it appeared
headed for President Nixon's veto.

Secretary of Agriculture Earl
L. Butz huddled with House
leaders Friday to try to work
out a compromise.

The administration's main
objection to the bill was a cost-
of-production target price es-
calator that it said would add
more than $12 billion to the cost
of the farm program.

The Senate scheduled a vote
Tuesday on authorizing con-
struction of the controversial
789-mile Alaska pipeline—after
rejecting environmentalists’ ef-
forts last week to block or delay
the project.

The pipeline would-carry oil
from the new Prudhoe Bay

fields on Alaska’s North Slope
south to the port of Valdez.

One amendment offered to
the pipeline measure was
designed to break up the major
oil companies.

Sponsored by Sen. Frank E.
Moss, D-Utah, it would forbid a
company from engaging in
more than one key operation—
producing, refining, transpor-
ting and marketing petroleum
products.

The Senate rejected 61 to 29
Friday an effort to delay con-
struction of the pipeline for a
study on routing it instead
through Canada.

Canadians Tell
Of Treatment
By VC Captors

SAIGON (AP) — Two Canadian officers released by the
Viet Cong after 17 days in captivity sald today that they
were marched through a jungle bound hand and neck.

They said that at times they were interrogated without
sleep in efforts to force from them a confession of spying.

Capt, Ian Patten of Toronto
and Capt. Fletcher Thomson of
Ottawa told a news conference
they successfully resisted. The
two members of the Inter-
national Commission of Control
and Supervision were released
Sunday In the Xuan Loc area 45
miles east of Saigon, where
they fell into Viet Cong hands
June 28, |

“On the whole we were
treated humanely, with
respect,’” said Patten. “But
there were certain per-
sonalities...that did at times
make life uncomfortable,

““We were bound on a number
of occasions, particularly on

the march. And on the oc-.

casions we did without a great
deal of sleep In other words we
had no sleep. After an eight-
hour march on one occasion we
spent over five hours going
through what I will call a con-
versation.

1 was rifle-butted on a cou-
ple of occasions. I was pushed
around a little bit. That's
basically the thing. Mentally, I
was hurt more with the treat-
ment that was given to the Viet-
namese people that were with
us, I don't mean physical treat-

ment; I just mean the whole
harassment they were getting.
That bothered me more than
anything."”

The two Vietnamese, an in-
terpreter and a driver, were
released with Patten and Thom-
son, All four were with the ICC8
at Xuan Loc.

Patten said they were asked
repeatedly to sign a document
stating they had entered the
Viet Cong area ‘“‘illegally,
without prior notice, without a
liaison officer, without the
other three members of the
commission,' and that they
entered the area with “‘articles
of war'' — their jeep, two radios
provided by the ICCS, a com-
pass and cameras. Patten sald
their captors provided them
with whatever they had in the
way of food and other essen-
tials,

""We lived in very uncomfor-
table conditions on numerous
occasions, but so did they," he
said. "'In the jungle we were on
occasion under a thatch style
roof and no walls, of course,
But on the whole we were
beneath a sheet of plastic about
4 feet by 12 feet in a ham-
mock."

‘T'railer’
Session
Begins

HARTFORD (AP) — Six bills
vetoed during the regular 1973
legislative session are to be
reconsidered today when the
General Assembly meets to
hold the ‘‘trailer session"
required by state law.

But it's unlikely Republican
majorities in the House and
Senate will give any of the
vetoed measures the two-thirds
vote need for passage.

One of six bills rejected by
Gov. Thomas J. Yeskill would
allow Connecticut residents 65
and older who earn less than
$12,000 annually to defer up to
$2,000 a year In local property
taxes. The deferred taxes would

be ecollecied ~when the.

homeowner died, in effect
gi towns a lien against the
property.

Meskill said he vetoed the bill
because it discriminated
against homeowners who
weren't 65 years old. The
Connecticut Conference of
Mayors opposed the measure
saying it would create more red
tape for community tax collec-
tors.

A second measure turned
down by Meskill would allow
utilities to raise rates while
court appeals were pending. In-
creases now granted by the
Public Utilities Commission
(PUC) cannot be implemeénted
until the appeal process is com-
plete.

PUC procedures ‘‘already
seem Lo favor the utilities over
the public and I do not favor any
additional tipping of the scales
in that direction,” Meskill said
in vetoing the bill.

The governor recently has
been fighting rate increases
requested by Connecticut Light
& Power Co. and Hartford
Electric Light.

Democratic lawmakers had
urged Meskill to call a special
sesslon to run concurrently
with the trailer session. They
wanted to amend state election
laws. And the Democratls
wanted to reduce the state sales
tax on utility bills.

Kalmbach Admits
Raising Funds
For Defendants

WASHINGTON (AP) — Herbert W. Kalmbach, Presi-
dent Nixon's former personal lawyer, acknowledged today
he raised funds to pay the original seven Watergate defen-
dants but denled any prior knowledge of the Watergate
break-in or its later cover-up.

Kalmbach's prepared
testimony was made public
while White House aide
Richard A. Moore faced con-
tinued questioning at the
Senate's televised Watergate
investigation. Kalmbach wa to
follow him to the witness stand.

“My actions in the period im-
mediately following the break-
in which involved the raising of
funds to provide for the legal
defense of the Watergate defen-
dants and for the support of
their familles were prompted in
the belief that it was proper and
necéssary to discharge what I
assumed to be a moral obliga-
tion that had arisen in some
manner unknown to me by
reason of earlier events,"
Kalmbach said. ;

“The fact that I had been
directed to undertake these ac-

Kalmbach's prepared state-
ment did not identify by name

Kalmbach was a trustee from
January of 1969 to early
February 1072 of an estimated
$1.6 million in surplus funds
from Nixon’s 1968 campaign.

Quoting Richard M. Nixon on
the function of congressional in-
vestigatings, the chalrman of
the Watergate committee
defended its inquiry as "‘crucial
to the welfare of the nation."

Sen. Sam J. Ervin Jr., D-
N.C., said some havé raised
questions about the Watergate
investigation and its functions,
and sought to answer them in a
statement prefacing the
seventh week of hearings,

Ervin said he knew of no
better statement on con-
gressional investigations than
that in President Nixon's 1962

. book "Six Crises,”

In it, Nixon dealt with his own
role as a congressman In in-
‘vestigating the Alger Hiss case.

Nixon wrote that the 1048 in-
vestigation of alleged Com-
munist activities in government
was essential to the national in-
terest and to the future effec-
tiveness of all congressional in-
vestigations,

Moore's testimony has been
to the effect that Nixon knew
nothing about the Watergate
break-in and cover-up until told
about it on March 21 by former
White House counsel John W.
Dean IIIL .

In his book Nixon wrote of the
functions of congressional in-
vestigating committees as out-
lined by Woodrow Wilson; to
determine what laws should be
enacted, serve as a watchdog
on the executive branch, and in-
form the nation on great issues.

Picked on by birds, rained on
by heavy thundershowers, Max
managed to survive his five day
ordeal lodged in the crotch of a
towering tree,

Max, a white cat owned by
Jody Stratton of 87 Seaman Cir-
cle, had climbed up a tree in a
neighbor's backyard
Wednesday night, and was un-
able to climb down.

And for five nights and five
days, Max squalled, screamed
and starved about 75 feet from
the ground.

Jerry Hollls, a neighbor,
falled to bring Max down to
earth. “Look at the scratches
on my arm,"” Hollis said. He
had scrambled up the tree to a
helght of about 50 feet, but was
unable to reach the frightened
animal.

Despite attempts by the local
fire department and the Hart-
ford Electric Light Co.
(HELCO), Max seemed to
prefer the security of a-tree to

the risk of retrieval. a

The Strattons finally con-
tacted the Connecticut Humane
Society at Newington,
Following their attempts to
retrieve *Max, the Carrier
Brothers Tree Service of
Newington was called in.

Young Mike Carrier mounted
a rope weighted with a hook
(they had forgotten to bring a
chair seat) and was tied to the
weight.

““He's got him!"" young Jody
yelled, as Mike grabbed Max by
the scruff of his neck and
snuggled him in his arms.

President Nixon, in his fourth
day at Bethesda Naval Medlical
Center for treatment of viral
pneumonia, is showing "'con-
siderable Improvement,” his
doctors reported today. ’

They said the chief
executlve's chest congestion
“had lessened and he had a
minimum of pain,

The President slept soundly
Sunday night, the doctors
reported in their early morning
medical bulletin,

Nixon has been making slow
but steady progress since he
was hospitalized Thursday
night.

His four-a-day chest therapy
treatments have poduced the
improvement in the lung con-
gestion and chest discomfort,
doctors said.

However, they sald the
treatments result in fatigue ‘‘to
the point that he has been given
mild analgesics for relief."

Nixon was reported to have
had "‘a good day on Sunday,"
during which he had a
minimum of business to con-
duct and enjoyed a visit from
his family.

Sunday dinner for the
hospitalized President featured
seafood.

The four presidential doctors
reported Sunday that Nixon was
showing ‘'good improvement,"
with less chest pain then and
lower fever.

As of today, 17 of the 29 towns
in the Capitol Region have ap-
proved the merger — just one
short of the number required to
make the merger fact. The 17th
town was East Hartford, where
the approval action took only
five minutes last Wednesday.
Mayor Richard Blackstone' of
East Hartford is chairman of
the merged organization, wh'lch
will retain the name, Capitol
Region Council of
Governments. .

A local ordinance approving
the merger and Manchester's
membership became effective
July 7. Manchester had been a
member of CRCOG and CRPA
since they.were created.

Mayor John Thompson, who
arranged tonight's seminar,
explained, It became apparent
during the town's approval of
joining the merged
organizations that there was a

lack of understanding by the
public of the role that both the
Council of Governments and the
Regional Planning Agency
were playing in the area, This
informal session should answer
most of the questions being
asked."

Under the merger, each of 28
towns in the region, should they
decide to join, will have one
voting member on the new
council of governments. The
City of Hartford, the 29th town
in the region, will have four
voting members.

The council will have a plan-
ning sub-agency, which will
assume the role of the present
regional planning agency.

In addition, there will be a
mechanism for citizen imput
into the operations of the
regional council and of the plan-
ning sub-agency.

Declarer led a trump, and
West took the ace of hearts and
cashed a club trick.

South wondered who had the
king of diamonds and the mis-
sing high spades. “Wouldn't it
be pleasant,” he thought, “if
East' had the king of
diamonds."

On the basis of this wishful
thinking, South got to dummy
with a trump and returned a
low diamond. He hopefully put
up the queen of diamonds from
his hand and lost to the king.

West returned a diamond,
and the defenders were now
sure to get two diamonds, one
trump, one club and one spade.
This was just enough to defeat
the contract.

that the Connecticut Yankee
Atomic plant, which was taken
out of service on July 7
“because of excess vibration in
one section of the low:
turbine,” would be shut down
for several weeks.

“Inspection of the turbine
revealed that additional blades
had broken in the same section
in which broken blades were
discovered in June,”” the
spokesman said. ‘“Replacement
blades are being obtained and
will be installed during the
shutdown period, which .is
presently expected to extend to
mid-August.”

The Millstone plant was shut
down for the first phase of a
planned inspection program to
confirm that effects of the
leakage on Sept. 1, 1972 had
been corrected, the spokesman
said.

""The inspection did confirm
this fact and that Millstone Unit
1 could be operated at full
power," the spokesman said.

But he added that the inspec-
tion also revealed another, un-
related problem.

“‘Cracks in the new feedwater
distribution pipes, or
‘spargers,’ were again found,”
he said. The spargers had been
installed to replace the original
ones.

““The cracks in both instances
were due to vibration of the
pipes during plant operation
and did not affect the safe
operation of the plant,” the
spokesman said.

"Replacement piping of a
modified design has been in-
stalled with additional support
brackets to eliminate the
possibility of any further
vibration-caused cracking.
Each step of the installation
procedure was reviewed by
engineers from General Elec-
tric, Northeast Utilities and the
Atomic Energy Commission. In
addition, sensors have been in-
stalled In each pipe to monitor
the conditions imposed on the
spargers during actual
operation."”

The secretaries of the Army
and Navy have been announced that
all charges have been dropped against
five soldiers and two Marines charged
by Air Force Col. Theodore Guy with
collaborating with the enemy during
their imprisonment in a prison camp
in North Vietnam, called *“The Plan-

tation."

An eighth Marine accused by Col.
Guy, Abel Kavanaugh, killed himself
in Denver. His widow, two months
pregnant, has charged the accusations
were fictitious and has filed suit
against both Guy and the Navy.

The charges were dropped on the
basis that there was insufficient
evidence to support and prosecute
them and also as being contrary to the
established policy of not prosecuting
returned prisoners of war because of
alleged propaganda statements,

We think the decision will meet with
approval of the American public.
There is a special sympathy for
returned prisoners of war — as there
should be, These men were captured
in 1967 and 1968. Thus at the time of
their return, they had been im-
prisoned five or six years under con-
ditions that were extremely difficult

to bear.

It is notable that Col. Guy, the senior
ranking officer in ‘“The Plantation,"”
was Air Force rather than Army or
Marine Corps. This may have been a
factor in the antagonism that

developed.

None of us, certainly, can make a
valid decision about the charges
levelled by Guy. To do that, we also
would have had to have been prisoners
at '“The Plantation’ and have un-
dergone the stresses which these men
did. What would have been our reac-
tions jailed in a foreign land, far from

home and friends, and very uncertain

decision,

of éver being liberated, or for that
matter, ever leaving the camp alive?

We cannot reconstruct, nor would it
be easy for a military court, the
relationship which existed between
Guy and the other men in the camp.

We do feel, however, that we cor-
rectly judge the temper of the
American people on this issue. We
think they will approve the decision of
the secretaries and approve the drop-
ping of charges.

Kavanaugh. It is pitiful that a man
survived the rigors of enemy captivity
and then saw fit to take his own life.

In his unprecedented joint
public outing in Decatur with
the now-paralyzed Wallace,

was graciously and
warmly received by a festive
crowd held to modest propor-
tions by intermittent down-
pours.
He gave a speech generally
felt to the tough-fibered, which
stuck populist themes against
high taxation and interest rates
in the very vein Wallace
himself has so often mined
successfully in Alabama and
beyond. He hammered on
Watergate, though in oc-
casionally elliptical language,
to strike the distrust-
government key that once again
has been a winning note for
Wallace,

But the seasoned appraisers

argue that Kennedy's visit,
even though it was also
recognized a a mission of sym-
pathy and compassion for the
crippled governor, would do
him no long-range political
good at all.
* In their view, the old, favored
populist themes will not be
decisive with Alabama voters
picking a president in 1976.
They see that race as certain to
be weighed here as a contest of
personalities. And they see no
way in which a Kennedy, and
especially a Kennedy flawed by
the persisting memory of Chap-
paquiddick, can triumph in such
a test,

One Tennessee appraiser who
happened onto the “Spirit of
America'" July 4th scene said
Kennedy might have a
“fighting chance" in his state.
Yet he didn't sound hopeful,
either.

None of this means Kennedy
Is not popular with some
Alabama citizens, particularly
the younger ones, But it does
suggest that his eye-catching
gesture toward George Wallace
is a thing of passing value,
carrying little or no promise for
the future if the senator decides
to make a 1976 presidential bid.

stances of tyranny. They had to
be resisted, he felt, even if the
tree of liberty had to be
watered by the blood of
patriots. We no longer use such
sanguinary language about
tyrannies and patriots, but we
are witness today to the
tottering careers and the
wrecked ambitions of those who
sought to turn the government
into one of men, not laws.
Tyrants and tyrannies no
longer come conveniently
packaged and labeled as such.
What, we get instead are
national blunders and disasters,
triggered by individuals 'but
with much of the explosive
charge provided by the society.
In early American history the
Alien and Sedition Acts were
such a disaster. So were the
land grabs and land frauds
which drenched the 19th cen-
tury in corruption, So was the
policy toward the Indians, So
was the institution of slavery.
So was the Mexican War, so
was the Reconstruction after
the Civil War. So was the rifling
and rape of a continent, for
which we are still paying,
Alexis de Tocqueville saw
that Americans made plenty of
blunders, but when he reflected
on the meaning of the total
American experience he
recognized a trait that not
many foreigners have given
Americans credit for. He spoke
of the self-corrective capacity
of the American people.
Americans have been aware
of their blunders and

* repressions, all the way from

the Alien and Sedition Acts
through the scandals of the
guilded age, through the
postwar repressions and Teapot
Dome, through the McCarthy
era, through the Bay of Pigs.
through the Vietnamese War
and My Lai to the excesses of
inner violence in the '60s — and
now Watergate, To Fiorello La
Guardia's confessional, **When
I make a mistake, it's a beaut."
the American people would
have to say amen.

But having once seized the
enormity of their acts. the
Americans have tried hard to
correct them — to hem them in
and effect closure on them.
Sometimes they thought there
was a special providential
guidance in the way they
transcended their national sins
and survived their grossest
blunders. Perhaps so, if I were
allowed to add that providence

Self-Corrective Capacity
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works in this case with what
men learn from their
experience with free in-
stitutions, learning to correct
themselves after they have all
but destroyed themselves.

This is the. self-corréctive
capacity of the Americans.
Like the blunders themselves,
it seems to go with the territory
of a free soclety.

I've been meeting again, as |
have in past summers, with the
President’s Institute — a group
of 40 newly installed ,college
presidents and their spouses
(in one case, where the president
was a woman, her spouse took
part in the wives' program).

We talked of the ordeal and
promise of the university. But,
of course, it can't be separated
from the ordeal and promise of
the whole civilization.

During the latter 1960s the
college president was less
executive and leader than
target and martyr. The con-
vulsions on the campus
threatened not only the college
but the country. Today
Watergate, engineered by emp-
ly men with distorted values,
not only-savages the country
but raises questions about
where we went wrong with an
educational system that
produced these paragons of
emptinéss and distortion.

The consoling fact is that
there was inner limits placed
around the convulsions of the
1960s. by resistances which’
came from within the classes
and ethnic groups. In the end,
the colleges, rather tardily,
Joined these resistances when
students and teachers dis-
covered that, amidst the
tumult. education was being
forgotten. Thus the '60s ended.

We are now correcting
Watergate, too, more rapidly
and dramatically — correcting
it through the courts, the press,
the TV, the Senate inquiry, the
remorseless light beating on
the President and the Presiden-
cy. Thus America has shown it
can limit and contain hoth kinds
of excesses — those flowing
from torrential revolutionary
changes and those flowing from
unbridled centralized power, °

If this makes the institutions
of America more credible to
the young — as seems to be the
case — there may be a
purgative upwelling of affirma-
tion. In that case. we may, after
all, have something to
celebrate.

Repairs Beihg Madé
To Old East School

The Board of Education
expects to have mandated
repairs made at the East School
beforé it re-opens in
September, An amount of $15,-
000 was held back from past
year's budget, for the work
which was ordered done by the
office of the state fire marshal.

Building A of the East School
is one of the oldest school
buildings in town. An inspection
of the building made by Vernon
Fire Marshal William Johnson
assisted by a representative of
the state fire marshal, revealed
many violations.

Some of the violations have
already been corrected but
several involved. major con-
structional items so they had to
be referred to the Building
Commiltee and engineers.

The Board of Education was
ordered to have all stairways
and stairtowers throughout the
three-story building enclosed at
each story level, with materials
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having not less than 30 minutes
fire rating,

Portions of the project
referred to the building com-
mittee included an order to
enlarge egress passageways so
that they are not less than 36 in-
ches in' unobstructed width,
segregation of both interior
stairways, all interior doors for
stairway enclosures must be 30-
minute rated firedoors with
self-closing and positive
latching with schoolhouse-type
hardware, and the main
stairway must be segregated at
the first story level,

A class for special education
conducted on the third story of
the building has already been
moved to a lower level. The fire
marshal ordered the move as
there was no sprinkler system.

This was accomplished
during the spring vacation week
along with the enclosure of
some metal ducts eminating
from the first and second story
levels. The fire marshal said

White and Rose Wines
Add Zest to Summer

More and more Americans
are discovering that white and
rose wines provide a cooling re-
freshment and give a lift to
dishes they prepare at summer
picnics, barbecues and clam-
bakes.

Well-chilled, these spritely
wines give added zest to
weekend outings. If you really
want to cool it, try a spritzer, a
couple of inches of white or rose
in a tall glass with some ice and
a twist of lemon or lime. The
French add a dollop of Cassis, a
liqgueur made from currants, to
a white Burgunday and call it

Kir,

I had a chat the other day
with Andre Crispin of Houston,
Tex., head of a large wine im-
porting company and he offered
these suggestions for summer
wines.

Crispin agreed that both roses
and whites are good candidates
for most summer festivities
because they are light and
refreshing. An added plus
for roses is that they go as well
with red meats as with poultry
and seafood. A rose is a handy
thing to have at a picnic that
features a variety of beef,
chicken and shellfish sand-
wiches.

"“Rose D'Alsace, a very origi-

nal tasting wine, is great with
barbecues,” Crispin said. ““And
there is Tavel from Cotes du
Rhone, one of the most famous
of France.
_"If you're at a seashore, out-
ing, try a rose from Cotes de
Provence,” Crispin went on.
"“It's as much at home at Cape
Cod as it is in Cannes. Another
perfect seaside wine is Entre-
Deux-Mers, a dry white Bor-
deaux that goes well with
shellfish. Or try a fruity white
chablis.”

Also recommended was a
Macon Blane, an elegant white
burgundy which comes from

the French region extending
from Dijon to Lyon.

White wine is an excellent aid
to cooking, whether it be meat,
fish or fowl. And speaking of
fish, the French do wonderful
things with sole, or flounder,
which is more reasonable in
America, Larousse Gastrono-
mique, the bible of French
cookery, lists more than 140
g:hssic recipes for this noble

One of my favorite sole dish-
es, which Is excellent for a
summer luncheon on the patio,
is Filets de Sole Corsaire, a-su-
perb combination of the livers
of goose and othe;lroultry plus
spice and generally, truffles.
White wine is a key ingredient
of this dish and a crackling
cold white wine should accom-

pany it at the table. Here is the -

recipe.
8 filets of sole or flourider
Salt and Paprika

Ys cup butter
1-3rd cup chopped shallots

2 tablespoons chopped dill

2tablespoons minced parsley

% cup chopped celery

1 can (4-ounce) pate de fole
d'ole

2 cups biscotte crumbs

(French rusk)

1 cup dry white wine

Y4 cup melted butter,

Sprinkle fillets with salt and
paprika. Melt butter and saute
shallots until golden. Stir in
dill, parsley, celery, pate and
biscotte crumbs. Stir together.
Place four fillets on shallow
greased baking pan. Spread
with stuffing mixture. Top with
remaining filets, Mix wine and
butter and spoon over fish,
Bake in pre-heated moderate
oven (350 degrees) for 40 min-

TOKYO (AP) — Kiyoko
Sato, 23, wasn't as happy
as a bride-to-be should be
as her wedding day approached.
The reason: parental insistence
that she and Keiichi Nakajima,
her 24-year-old fiance, don for-
mal kimono and go through a
traditional Shinto wedding cer-
emony.

The young couple said all
they wanted was a small, west-
am style wedding with only a
few of their close friends as
guests, not a big “'two-family"
alfair,

Although Kiyoko and Keiichi
have been courting for five
years, the fiance had to take his
parents and a matchmaker to
Kiyoko's home a few months
ago to give her an engagement
ring and 300,000 yen(ahout 1,000
dollars). Kiyoko termed that
another compromise with old
fashioned wedding ways.

The problem faced by the
couple still Is a common one in
economically booming Japa_n. a
country that has swung into

some western ways with enthu-
siagm.

Bunji Toki, a marriage coun-
sellor-researcher in Tokyo, said
about 80 per cent of the one,
million couples expected to
marry in Japan this year will
have chogen their mates on the
basis of their own feelings rath-
er than through the old match-
maker system.

But many of them will find
themselves going through the
age old ceremonies on their
wedding day.

"It will take a long time for
this country to institute wed-
ding ceremonies free of tradi-
tional bonds which the youth of
today dislike,"" Toki said. *'Last
year, 73 per cent of all married
couples had to choose a Shinto
wedding ritual because their
parents insisted on tradition."

vestors are likely to benefit
from the prospective return to
power In Argentina of former
dictator Juan D. Peron.

The former president may
succeed in curbing the kid-
napers and other terrorists who
have hampered business
operations.

He also Is thought to be op-
posed to legislation to raise
taxes and limit credits for
foreign investors.

But some Ammmm,
principally Chase tan,
Morgan Guaranty Trust and
First National City, still may
lose their holdings in Argentine
banks.

A pending law would buy out
their Interests and those of two
Spanish banks and a German
one—with compensation. Peron
is not expected to object,

U.S. officials never doubted
that Campora was simply &
stand-in for Peron, But they did
not think the onetime dentist
would resign so swiftly, on his
50th day in office.

Secretary of State William P.
Rogers found Campora to be a
forceful figure in his own right

when the two met in Buenos
Aires last May after Campora's
inauguration.

"I don't suppose we'll have
any serlous problems,” Rogers
told newsmen then. And none
have developed between the
two governments.

Still, Washington is not un-
happy that Peron I8 replacing
Campora so soon, although
there is some question about
the health and vigor of the 77-
year-old former president.

Campora is considered to the
left politically of Peron. He at-
tracted several young radicals
to his government that Peron
probably would not have taken
on and will drop.

Under Campora, the
prospects appeared good for
passage of the bill to restrict
forelgn investment, Mining, in-
surance, communications and
some other Industries would
have been off-limits to com-
panies owned entirely or
predominantly by foreign In-
terests, including Amerlcan
firms,

Those already in such enter-
prises would have been forced
to sell out.

Without Peron's support the
bill is likely to fail.

NEW PASS MINE, Nev. —
(NEA) — Listen. Hear it?
When the air is quiet one can
almost feel the days of used-
to-be,

It was late in the 1800s.
Gold Rush. Tinhorns and hur-
dy-gurdies, And this mine, on
the slopes of the Desatoya
Mountains, sizzling in the sun,
was thriving. One thousand
men scratched the earth for
ore; dozens of sleep shacks
leaned against the wind amid
the scrub and scorpions; bar-
keeps and whores sat at their
windows waiting for eventide.
There was a post office, a
general slore, a sawbones —
and of course gold.

Gold, gold, gold, gold

Bright and yellow, hard and
cold.

Gold, gold, gold, gold
%ood and evil, meek and
Id.

Today much of the frontier
flavor of New Pass is long
gone. The population has been
reduced to one small family
— Donald Jung, his wife, two
children and three dogs —
most of the shacks have given
up to the elements, the booze,
the babes and the other amen-
ities are merely anecdotes of
another time.

But the gold? Ah, the gold.
It's still here as before,

And how, says Donald Jung.
As present owner of the New
Pass mine he believes mil-
lions of dollars in gold is still
locked in the rocks of these
hills. He believes a couple of
men, working steady, can haul
out $800-$1,000 worth of ore a
day. To prove it for visitors,
he picks up a random handful
of milled dirt, puts it in a pan
of water, shakes the mixture
into separation — and: *'See,
there it is, pure gold!""

Doubtless, New Pass is well
endowed. The chief reason the
century-old mine was aban-
doned in the past is that the
world price of the metal did
not allow profitable extrac-
tion. For decades the world
price of gold was officially $35
a lroy ounce, Increases in
recent years, to the current
$45.22, have been minimal.
Even the unofficial open mar-
ket price has, in the past,
most of the time, been dis-
couraging to miners. But now.

says Don Jung, “'the dam has
busted.”” The market price of
gold has been over §100 for
two months, has bloated to
$125 on occceasion, and some
say $150 may be reached even-
tually.

The price rise, to be sure, is
the motivation behind Jung's
mining operation. No roman-
tic he, no dreamer either. he

was until recently a comtorta-
ble member of the routine
middle class. A mining engi-
neer, working for a Nevada
mercury mining corporation,
he had no intention of grab-
bing aFPick and shovel of his
own. Prospecting, he says,
was oo risky,

But he did have a feeling
about New Pass. During col-
lege he had studied some
rocks from the mine and
thought them to be “promis-
ing.”" So, as he explains it,
when the price of gold began

to elimb, he decided to take
the plunge. He leased
hundreds of acres of New
Pass and talked the govern-
ment out of a $50,000 prospect-
ing loan (if he fails here, re-
paﬁmem of the loan is voided;
if he strikes ore he must re-
ﬁay at a rate of 5 per cent of
is annual [indings). Now, a
year and a half into his ven-
ture, Jung says he hasn't
made a dime — “But as soon
as we get to the rich vein |
know we will make it big.*

Optimism is of course both
the cause and the curse of
prospectors. Bul Jung is not
the only one salted with it

these days. Evidently, he is
just one of many equally en-
thusiastic Americans working
at or at least thinking ahout
what is being called
(exaggeratedly) the “'space-
age gold rush.”

Indeed. there is considera-

ble activity. The U. S. Bureau
of Mines estimates there are
at least 80 million ounces of
gold left in American soil.

No wonder then that gold
panning clinics have started in
some Western states. Sales of
metal and mining equipment
is brisk. Applications. for gov-
ernment prospecting loans
have increased dramatically.
Says Paul Gemmill, executive
secrelary of the Nevada Min-
ing Association: ‘“*The hills
are crawlinF with weekenders
looking for fortunes.”

The fortunes are not likely
to be found, for weekenders
anyway. Notwithstanding the
Californian who last year
found a 28-ounce nugget in the
High Sierras, gold these days
is simply not lying around for
the taking. Don Jung's opera-
tion at New Pass, for exam-
ple, is a combination of hard
money, hard work and intelli-
gence. Anything less is a
wasle of time,

HARTFORD (AP) -
Northeast Utilities has an-
nounced that it would comply
with a state order and remove
several 345-kilovolt transmis-
sion lines which cross the
Connecticut River at Scovill
Rock In Middletown, Conn.

However, Northeast Presi-
dent and Chairman Lelan F.
Sillin Jr. said the company
would appeal an order directing
removal of lines across the
river at nearby Bodkin Rock. It
also said it would appeal some
conditions of the Scovill
project.

On June 29, the state Depart-
ment of Environmental Protec-
tion (DEP) ordered the lines
taken down. The order reaf-
firmed a 1966 state Water

Commission order,

Sillin said Northeast believes
the DEP does not have the
authority to direct the specific
type of construction and loca-

tion of the terminal points for

the lines, as it did in the order.

Relocation of the lines would

cost $1 million, Sillin said.

Wiese sald he made the dis-
covery in preparing for a new
state law on prescription drugs
which goes into effect Aug. 27.

Required by the law to
prepare the list of the top-
selling drugs, Wiese sald the
only practical way to do so was
to consult the prescription
audit.

“New Hampshire's prescrip-
tion habits are no different
from anyone else’s,” Wiese
said, “'so the national audit is a
pretty good guide for us."

Proponents of the bill argued
that it would mean big savings
for the elderly, who frequently
must take drugs as
“maintenance medication”
over a long period of time. But
even if the discoveries of the
drugs old people tend to take oc-
curred more than 17 years ago
0 that there is now competi-
tion, the different versions of
the generic drugs are not
always available in drug stores.

‘“Many pharmacies don't
carry generic drugs because
they don't know them," Wiese
said.

A spot check of drug stores
showed this to be true.

“We try to carry generic
drugs by a reputable manufac-
turer at a reasonable price,”
one pharmacist said. '‘You
probably could get some of
these drugs for next to nothing.

“But we don't carry them
because we don't know the
manufacturer, Some of them
are just repackagers anyway,
and you don’t know what you've
got.”
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"'Gold,”" says Jun;. “is
usually invisible.”

"It's not easy,” he says.

Pawnshop Offers

Unusual Array

MEXICO CITY (AP)
— Little did Aztec em-
peror Montezuma dream
the site of his magnificent pal-
ace in Tenochititlan would one
day be a pawnshop.

But it is and has grown to be
Mexico’s Nacional Monte de
Piedad, or npational charity
fund, with 28 branches en-
compassing all sorts of social
services for the needy as well
as functioning as a pawnshop.

The Monte de Piedad is pa-
tronized by tourist and Mexican
alike in need of money or in
search of a bargain, Middle and
lower class bureaucrats make
use of the Monte to pick up
some quick cash to pay for a
short holiday, or pawn an item
when returning from a vacation
to get money to live on until

p.l'y’?u;ded in 1775, the head of-
fice of the Monte de Piedad isa
grandiose colonial structure
built by Hernan Cortes after his
conquistadores seized the Aztec
empire. The cavernous building
is full of new and used mer-
chandise, its high ceilinged,
narrow corridors gloomily lit
by bare lights and serving also
as temporary storage for some
of the bigger items.

A walk through Monte re-
veals its pawnshop-department

interest is not in accumulating
money or in its customers, but
in the poor it serves. National
pawnshops got their start in
Persia in 1450 and were im-
ported to Italy by Lorenzo de
Medici's son, Pope Leo X, 75
years later. Their use was then,
ag now, to provide a way for the
poor to take out loans without
having to go to usurious money
lenders.

Spanish Count Don Pedro Ro-
mero de Terreros, who made
his fortune in a Mexican silver
mine, founded the present-day
Monte with a capital of $24,000.

According to Director of In-
formation Antonio Mora, the
enterprise now boasts some $36
million capital witp an average
of $1,600 in loans made daily.
Owners of pawned items are
given up to 10 months to pay
back their debts, paying a two
per cent monthly interest on

Mexico, where interest rates
are generally high.

Monte has no limits on what
is accepted. Anything and ev-
erything, Mora said, excluding
perishables, can be pawned, In
1971, Monte accepted a precious
stone worth over a quarter of a
million dollars, giving its owner
an $80,000 loan.

+ NEW YORK (AP) — There
were more signs this past week

“of continued bad times on Wall

Street, where brokers and
exchanges are struggling
against a profit squeeze and a
sluggish bear market.

Merrill Lynch, Pierce,
Fenner & Smith, Inc,, the coun-
try’s biggest brokerage house,
disclosed that about 140 of its
top officers were taking pay
cuts of 10 to 20 per cent.

And relations between the
nation’s two biggest stock
exchanges took a bad turn when
the New York Stock Exchange
announced a plan which might
bolster its sagging profits at the
expense of the American Stock
Exchange, where times have
been particularly tough.

Merrill Lynch, like
all other brokers, has been
trying to cut costs to.compen-
sate for profit declines brought
on by slow trading. The giant
firm reported profits of $10.82
million for the first quarter this
year, down from $23.25 million
a year before, Its second-
quarter figures are due next
week and aren't expected to
show major gains.

The pay cuts extended from

Chairman Donald ‘T. Regan
down to regional directors and

more
than $60,000 a year. The firm
said the action was
‘‘continuous lowering of
profits."

The New York Stock
Exchange, In an effort to in-
crease |ts own sagging volume
of trading, proposed a |
of listing standards for
warrants— certificates which
give holders the right to buy
common stock at a set price
within a set period. Only 13
warrants are now traded on the
NYSE, but about 80 are listed
on the Ame&lycsaéz Stock
Exchange. The proposal
could draw some of those issues
away from the Amex.

Chairman Paul Kolton of the
Amex described the NYSE
proposal as '‘ill conceived" and
hinted that the move threatened
the viability of his exchange.

Big Board profits for the first
quarter were only $947,000,
down from $5.29 million a year
earlier. Trading volume at the
end of June came to 1.94 billion
shares, down from 2.18 billion a
year before. Of that, 23.16
million was in warrants, down
23 per cent from a year before.

NEW BRITAIN (AP) —
Surgery is being limited to
urgent and emergency cases at
New Britain General Hospital
because of a suspected out-
break of dysentery, a
spokesman said.

Dr. Bliss B. Clark, the
hospital's executive director,
said today that tests had found
the shigella organism, which
causes amebic dysentery, in
two or three hospital employes.

Dr. Clark said that since
Friday about 45 employes and
four patients had complained of
abdominal pains and diarrhea,
the dysentery symptoms, All of
the employes with the sym
toms had been sent home, he
said. i

None of the patients who
complained were in serious
condition, he added.

Because most of the symp-
toms had appeared among
employes who ate in the
cafeteria, Dr. Clark suspected
the disease may have been
transmitted by a cafeteria
employe.

“It has been decided that

temporarily certain activities
in the hospital will be curtailed
for the protection of the
patients, employes, and general
public,” Clark said after con-
ferring with state health of-
ficials.
. Although there have been no
new cases reported since
Friday it is suggested that
visitors to patients be limited to
close family members.

The shigella organism is
transmitted by food, water or
contaminated dishes. Officials
said that tests Friday of food
handlers had proved negative,
and first results of tests made
Saturday were negative.

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California Mine Produces
Benitoite, Rarest of Gems

By WILLIAM SCHIFFMANN
Associated Press Writer

COALINGA, Calif. (AP) —
More than 4500 feet up in an
arid treeless purt of the San
Benito Mountams in Central
Californla an openface mine
produces the rarest gem in the
world: benitoite.

If rarity set the price of gems
rather than demand benitoite
would probably be worth mare
than diamonds.

Beniloite is a delicate corn-

- flower blue crystal found only
in the San DBenito Mountains
range north of here.

The stone, currently mined
by two Fresno men, was math-
ematically determined to exist
long before it was found in na-
ture. Because of its solitary lo-
cation, it might have remained
forever an equation if a pros-
pector searching for mercury
near the San Benito River
headwaters in the early 19003
hadn’t stumbled across the vein
of white silica in which the
brilliant blue stones are em-
bedded.

At first the stones were be-
lieved to be sapphires, and
many were sold as such, Final-
ly in 1907 a San Francisco jew-
eler ran a series of lests on the
stones, and a new gem find was
announced.

The major disadvantage of a
benitoite is its softness, Rated

compared to 10 for a dlamond
the fragile benitoite can
chipped or broken by an acci
dental bump. This softness
makes it a poor risk for mount-
ing in a ring.

“But for any other use,
where it won't get bumped, it

makes'a beautiful jewel,” says
William Forrest, one of the
miners who pulls the blue
stones from the earth. He and
his partner, Elvis ‘‘Buz”
Gray, are patiently reworking
the mine using a bulldozer to
open the ground and then care-
fully blasting the stones out.

Ever since its disco 85
years ago, the mine has
worked spasmodically by vari-
ous men, none of whom made a
fortune,

Forrest and Gray, both ex-
rert gemologists, took over the

case about six years ago and
spend only a part of their time
there searching for the stones.

“The stone is so rare that"
most people just don’t know
about it, so there isn't much de-
mand _excepl as collector's
items,” Forrest said. “And
even if there was a demand the
quantity just isn't there to an-
swer it."

The fire and dispersion of
benitoite is very close to that of
a diamond, masked only
slightly by the blue color.

McDowell at Best
In Yankee Uniform

NEW YORK (AP) — The Yankees
acquired fireballer Sam McDowell
from the Giants June 7. But thai
wasn’t the end of te trade.

On Sunday the Yankees learned thai
a pitcher also had been thrown in on
the deal — Sam McDowell.

“That’s the best I've seen him

pitch,” said Ralph Houk, relishing the '

word ‘‘pitch” after McDowell went
eight strong innings in New York's 2-0
victory over the Kansas City Royals.

"He's a better pitcher now than 1
when he threw against us with
Cleveland. It used to be pop-
..pop...pop..., but if we waited til he
changed up or went offspeed, we could
get him. Now he mixes his pitches
better."”

McDowell agrees that the days
when he had three speeds and one
pitch — a fastball, a faster ball and,
yes, a fastest ball — are over. But the
learning process came — pick one —
slowly, very slowly, not at all.

"I learned by getting my brains
beat out," he said. “The days when 1
just reared back and threw are over. I
lost too many times.

“I really didn't throw that hard,”
McDowell added. “In fact, Jerry
Moses knew early that I didn't have a
good fastball so we went to the
breaking stuff. I had real good control
of the curve ball and slider.”

But some things never change.
Despite McDowell's new role as a
pitcher, he still gives American
League umpires plenty of chances to
count to four. "1 don't think he'll ever
be a control pitcher,” concedes Houk.

McDowell walked seven and struck
out the same number, throwing 134
pitches in eight innings before Sparky
Lyle took his Sunday afternoon drive
in the bullpen car to nail down his 24th
save,

McDowell, pitching for the first
time since July 3 when he injured his
ankle on an escalator, pleased Houk
by going eight innings.

Now, Dr. Walter R. Tkach, an
Air Force brigadier general,
says he will try again “in very
positive terms' to get the
message across to his VIP
patient.

From being the command

It wasn't surprising though,
that Nixon called Tkach just two
days after his election in
November 1968, to offer him the
job.

Tkach, of LaBelle, Pa., had
served as an assistant White
House doctor during the
Eisenhower administration and
had traveled with then Vice
President Nixon around the
world In 1956 and on the historic
Nixon trip to the Soviet Union in
1959.

Until last week, Dr. Tkach’s
Job of caring for the President
and his family had been
relatively uneventful. Nixon
never gave him more trouble

The gypsy moth, with its in-
satiable appetite- for vegeta-
tion, has encountered little
trouble while eating its way
across large areas of Penn-
sylvania, according to state of-
ficials,

Although official figures are
not yet in, state forestry of-
ficials say the insect could
defoliate more than a million
acres, Last year's loss, 404,000
acres, was a record.

“We keep trying to tell
people," lamented Sydney
Kurtz, assistant district
forester for a hard-hit four
county area of eastern Penn-
sylvania.

“‘But it's like everything else.
Until it comes, nobody cares
about it."

Lack of funds has hampered
the battle against the gypsy
moth, officials report.

Operating on a $300,000
budget, funded by federal, state
and county authorities, Penn-
sylvania pest control officials
this year were able to spray
some 40,000 acres with a tem-
porarily effective substance

called Dylo.

“If we treated all the In-
festations that exist, it would
run $3 million to $4 million,”
said Jim Michols, chief of
forest pest management for the
Pennsylvania Department of
Environmental Resources.

With a $200,000 research fund,
the state is working toward
developing parasite insects, the
only form of control considered
environmentally sound. This
summer, five varieties of
wasps and flies were released.
The results now are being
evaluated.

Until it was banned in 1963 for
environmental reasons, DDT
was successful In preventing
the spread of the moth,

Over the weekend, Sen. Hugh
Scott urged approval of an ad-
ditional $500,000 to stop the
scourge of the forests.

The moth was first imported
from Europe to Massachusetts
in 1869 for silk producing pur-
poses. Now it is chewing
southeastward across Penn-
sylvania at an average pace of
six miles a year. It has been
spotted in every county in the
state.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Herbert W. Kalmbach testified
today that in enlisting him to
raise money for the seven
original Watergate defendants,
former White House counsel
John W. Dean I did not tell
him that the case could lead to
trouble for President Nixon.

Kalmbach returned to the
Senate's televised Watergate
hearings before an in-
vestigating committee
preparing to ask for tape recor-
dings of Nixon's conversations
with key figures in the scandal,

Kalmbach, Nixon’s former
personal lawyer, differed with
Dean’s account of the way he
was recruited to raise money
for the Watergate defendants.

Sen. Joseph M. Montoya, D-
N.M., read Dean's earlier
testimony, in which the former
White House lawyer said he had
told Kalmbach on June 29, 1672,
virtually everything he knew
about the origins of the
Watergate wiretapping. Dean
had testified that he expressed
concern “'this could lead right
to the President.”

Kalmbach said he did not
recall It that way. “'My
recollection of that conversa-
tion was simply that he in-
dicated that he wished me, he
used the word again ‘we,’ I was
being asked to raise funds for
the legal defense of these peo-
ple and for the support of the
families,” he testified.

Kalmbach also said he saw
nothing illegal about his fund-
raising at the time. But he said

Senate Showdow

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Senate today faced a showdown
on whether to permit en-
vironmentalists to continue
their lawsuit blocking construc-
tion of the proposed Alaskan ofl
pipeline,

The confrontation was over
an amendment declaring the
federal government has
adequately reviewed the
project and that it complies
with the provisions of the
National Environmental Policy
Act.

Environmentalists, stilk
smarting from a defeat last
week on a move to delay con-
struction of the pipeline for a
year, have been lobbying inten-
sively against the proposal.

Asked whether the measure

would pass, Sen. Ted Stevens,
R-Alaska, a co-sponsor, said,
“We were fairly confident last
week but now I'm not so sure.”

Stevens credited lobbying by
the Wilderness Sociéty and
Sierra Club with reducing from
57 to 42 the number of “‘solid
votes” for passage.

Stevens said the amendment
would permit Congress to sub-
stitute its judgment for that of
the courts in deciding whether
the.federal government met its
legal obligations in considering
alternative pipeline routes for
an environmental impact state-
ment.

It was said that traffic on
Tolland Tpke. would be greatly
increased by such activity and
create an “‘extremely hazar-
dous situation.”

Kalmbach said he didn't
know what those assignments
were, even though others have
testified that Kalmbach's law
office handled Ulasewicz's

salary.

Kalmbach said that although
he saw nothing improper about
the fund-raising at the time, ‘‘in
retrospact ... I feel it was
something I should not have
been involved in."

Kalmbach, who says he had
only four or five telephone con-
versations with Nixon since
1869, said under questioning
that he had a direct telephone

line to the President from his
California home,

“I probably have talked to
him on that phone once or
twice,” he said.

He said he had the direct line
in 1970 or 1971.

Kalmbach, a Californian,
testified Monday that at the
request of Dean and former
White House aide John D.
Ehrlichman, he raised some
$220,000 in cash for the
Watergate defendants in the
three months after the June 17,
1972, break-in at Democratic
Party headquarters.

But Kalmbach’s testimony
linking one of Nixon's closest
aides to the cover-up scheme
was overshadowed even before
the lawyer took the stand by the
tantalizing revelation that tape
recorders might be able to
answer the committee’s ul-
timate questions:

What did the President know,
and when did he know it?

Capitol Region Council
Functions Discussed

The advisory powers of the
newly merged Capitol Region
Council of Governments
(CRCOG) and the Capitol
Region Planning Agency
(CRPA) and the extent of
citizen participation In this
council was questioned by 27
Maschester residents at Mon-
day night's informal seminar
explaining the operation of the
merger of the councils.

Most present represented in-
terest groups.

A panel of four represen-
tatives of CRCOG (the name
Capitol Region Council of
Governments has been
retained) answered probes by
citizens concerning the
autonomy of Manchester and
the representative power of an
individual against CRCOG,

Chairing the panel was Dana
Hanson, executive director of
CRCOG, who briefed those pre-
sent .on the mechanism of the
newly merged organization.

Other members of the panel
were David Soule, assistant
director of CRCOG; Val
Lubans, criminal justice
planner for CRCOG; and
Leonard Tolisano, chief
regional planner for CRCOG,

Hanson said that the merger
was based on a ‘‘need for
cooperative activity’” among

various towns in the Capitol
Region. A “flexible, feasable
approach to area problems'' by
such a council which is advisory
in nature would serve to
“enhance the capabilities of
governments on a multi-town
hasis."

Under the merger, each of
the 28 towns in the region would
have one voting member on the
new council of governments.
Hartford would have four
voting members.

Mayor John Thompson, who
arranged the seminar, said that
he would be responsible for the
appointment of elected officials
representing Manchester. The
appointments would be subject
to the Board of Director's ap-
proval. R

In order to allow for direct
citizen input, Hanson said that a
citizens forum appointed for
towns on a proportional basis
would also be created.

Town Manager Robert Weiss
initiated the question and
answer portion by asking Han-
son to explain the implication
that Hartford is ““trying to put
its problems on the suburbs."

Hanson replied that the
majority of activity from the
council seems to emanate from
selectmen and mayors of
various suburbs. Hartford is
merely a ‘‘pilot city,' he
stated.

""Because of the way one man
votes, does the whole town have
to go through with it?"* Mrs. Vi-
vian Ferguson, a member of the
Board of Directors, inquired.

Hanson claimed that the chief
responsibility of the elected of-
ficials is to "‘vote the way their
constituency would like them to
vote.”” He also stressed that the
regional body functions only as
an advisory branch of the
region, and does not have any
legislative powers.

Mrs. Virginia Butterfield of
Bolton maintained that Hart-
ford Process, ‘‘which
represents no one other than big
business and development
profits,” is an integral part of
the CRCOG mechanism, “It is
exactly this type of organiza-
tion that CRCOG is supposed to
represent the citizen’s interest
against,"" she said.

Hanson countered Mrs.
Butterfield's ‘“conflict of in-
terest” remark by maintaining
that Process does not control or
participate in council activities.
“Only their expertise" is called
upon, he said.

Mrs. Butterfield then refered
to a statement made by Mayor
Richard Blackstone of East
Hartford, the chairman of
CRCOG, which she said"
denounced the concept of the

Economists Cheered
By New Statistics

WASHINGTON (AP) — Ad-
ministration economists are
cheered by new government
statistics that show the heat
may be out of the U.S. business
boom, which could make it
easier to slow inflation.

The latest cause of optimism
was the three-tenths of one per
cent increase in the nation’s in-
dustrial production in June,
down from a seven-tenths of
one per cent increase in May.

The Federal Reserve Board,
which released the production
index Monday, noted that
production of consumer goods
declined by seven-tenths of one
per cent during the month.

“It's clear that a slowdown in
growth has started,”” said
Edgar R. Fiedler, assistant
secretary of the treasury for
economic policy.

The declining growth rate, if
sustained, may help the ad-
ministration’s Phase 4 anti-
inflation program, expected to
be announced later this week,

f

President Nixon scheduled a
meeting with Secretary of the
Treasury George P. Shultz at
Bethesda Naval Hospital today
to discuss the Phase 4 program.

Shultz said Monday the
program lacked only final deci-
sion and approval by the Presi-
dent, ‘

Shultz also cited evidence the
growth rate of the economy is
slowing and indicated this could
help ease inflationary pressures
by reducing demand for raw
materials. .

Shultz said the second quarter
report on the country’s Gross
National Product, due
Thursday, should show a
decline in real economic
growth.

The first quarter GNP—the
nation’s total output of goods
and services—showed the
economy increased at a real
rate of about 8 per cent in the
first quarter, which brought
expressions of concern from
economists who warned the

economy might be overheating.

The administration’s goal is
for a more moderate growth
rate of 4 per cent.

In a telephone interview,
Fiedler noted that the slow-
down in growth is particularly
concentrated in the consumer
sector, where retail sales also
have been leveling off in the
past few months,

He said that while a slow-
down in growth has started,
“we never want to read one
month ... as something to base
the broad conclusion on." He
also said the growth slowdown
should not be interpreted as a
decline in economic activity.

As for the impact of the slow-
down on inflation, Fiedler said,
‘it doesn't mean the problem is
solved but it certainly Is an
economic picture more con-
ducive to getting prices under
control than the case three
months ago when we were
looking at an 8 per cent growth.
rate.”
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
