WASHINGTON (AP) —
Herbert W. Kalmbach testified
today that in enlisting him to
raise money for the seven
original Watergate defendants,
former White House counsel
John W. Dean I did not tell
him that the case could lead to
trouble for President Nixon.

Kalmbach returned to the
Senate's televised Watergate
hearings before an in-
vestigating committee
preparing to ask for tape recor-
dings of Nixon's conversations
with key figures in the scandal,

Kalmbach, Nixon’s former
personal lawyer, differed with
Dean’s account of the way he
was recruited to raise money
for the Watergate defendants.

Sen. Joseph M. Montoya, D-
N.M., read Dean's earlier
testimony, in which the former
White House lawyer said he had
told Kalmbach on June 29, 1672,
virtually everything he knew
about the origins of the
Watergate wiretapping. Dean
had testified that he expressed
concern “'this could lead right
to the President.”

Kalmbach said he did not
recall It that way. “'My
recollection of that conversa-
tion was simply that he in-
dicated that he wished me, he
used the word again ‘we,’ I was
being asked to raise funds for
the legal defense of these peo-
ple and for the support of the
families,” he testified.

Kalmbach also said he saw
nothing illegal about his fund-
raising at the time. But he said

Senate Showdow
Near On Pipeline

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Senate today faced a showdown
on whether to permit en-
vironmentalists to continue
their lawsuit blocking construc-
tion of the proposed Alaskan ofl
pipeline,

The confrontation was over
an amendment declaring the
federal government has
adequately reviewed the
project and that it complies
with the provisions of the
National Environmental Policy
Act.

Environmentalists, stilk
smarting from a defeat last
week on a move to delay con-
struction of the pipeline for a
year, have been lobbying inten-
sively against the proposal.

Asked whether the measure

would pass, Sen. Ted Stevens,
R-Alaska, a co-sponsor, said,
“We were fairly confident last
week but now I'm not so sure.”

Stevens credited lobbying by
the Wilderness Sociéty and
Sierra Club with reducing from
57 to 42 the number of “‘solid
votes” for passage.

Stevens said the amendment
would permit Congress to sub-
stitute its judgment for that of
the courts in deciding whether
the.federal government met its
legal obligations in considering
alternative pipeline routes for
an environmental impact state-
ment.

Capitol Region Council
Functions Discussed

The advisory powers of the
newly merged Capitol Region
Council of Governments
(CRCOG) and the Capitol
Region Planning Agency
(CRPA) and the extent of
citizen participation In this
council was questioned by 27
Maschester residents at Mon-
day night's informal seminar
explaining the operation of the
merger of the councils.

Most present represented in-
terest groups.

A panel of four represen-
tatives of CRCOG (the name
Capitol Region Council of
Governments has been
retained) answered probes by
citizens concerning the
autonomy of Manchester and
the representative power of an
individual against CRCOG,

Chairing the panel was Dana
Hanson, executive director of
CRCOG, who briefed those pre-
sent .on the mechanism of the
newly merged organization.

Other members of the panel
were David Soule, assistant
director of CRCOG; Val
Lubans, criminal justice
planner for CRCOG; and
Leonard Tolisano, chief
regional planner for CRCOG,

Hanson said that the merger
was based on a ‘‘need for
cooperative activity’” among

various towns in the Capitol
Region. A “flexible, feasable
approach to area problems'' by
such a council which is advisory
in nature would serve to
“enhance the capabilities of
governments on a multi-town
hasis."

Under the merger, each of
the 28 towns in the region would
have one voting member on the
new council of governments.
Hartford would have four
voting members.

Mayor John Thompson, who
arranged the seminar, said that
he would be responsible for the
appointment of elected officials
representing Manchester. The
appointments would be subject
to the Board of Director's ap-
proval. R

In order to allow for direct
citizen input, Hanson said that a
citizens forum appointed for
towns on a proportional basis
would also be created.

Town Manager Robert Weiss
initiated the question and
answer portion by asking Han-
son to explain the implication
that Hartford is ““trying to put
its problems on the suburbs."

Hanson replied that the
majority of activity from the
council seems to emanate from
selectmen and mayors of
various suburbs. Hartford is
merely a ‘‘pilot city,' he
stated.

""Because of the way one man
votes, does the whole town have
to go through with it?"* Mrs. Vi-
vian Ferguson, a member of the
Board of Directors, inquired.

Hanson claimed that the chief
responsibility of the elected of-
ficials is to "‘vote the way their
constituency would like them to
vote.”” He also stressed that the
regional body functions only as
an advisory branch of the
region, and does not have any
legislative powers.

Mrs. Virginia Butterfield of
Bolton maintained that Hart-
ford Process, ‘‘which
represents no one other than big
business and development
profits,” is an integral part of
the CRCOG mechanism, “It is
exactly this type of organiza-
tion that CRCOG is supposed to
represent the citizen’s interest
against,"" she said.

Hanson countered Mrs.
Butterfield's ‘“conflict of in-
terest” remark by maintaining
that Process does not control or
participate in council activities.
“Only their expertise" is called
upon, he said.

Mrs. Butterfield then refered
to a statement made by Mayor
Richard Blackstone of East
Hartford, the chairman of
CRCOG, which she said"
denounced the concept of the

Economists Cheered
By New Statistics

WASHINGTON (AP) — Ad-
ministration economists are
cheered by new government
statistics that show the heat
may be out of the U.S. business
boom, which could make it
easier to slow inflation.

The latest cause of optimism
was the three-tenths of one per
cent increase in the nation’s in-
dustrial production in June,
down from a seven-tenths of
one per cent increase in May.

The Federal Reserve Board,
which released the production
index Monday, noted that
production of consumer goods
declined by seven-tenths of one
per cent during the month.

“It's clear that a slowdown in
growth has started,”” said
Edgar R. Fiedler, assistant
secretary of the treasury for
economic policy.

The declining growth rate, if
sustained, may help the ad-
ministration’s Phase 4 anti-
inflation program, expected to
be announced later this week,

f

President Nixon scheduled a
meeting with Secretary of the
Treasury George P. Shultz at
Bethesda Naval Hospital today
to discuss the Phase 4 program.

Shultz said Monday the
program lacked only final deci-
sion and approval by the Presi-
dent, ‘

Shultz also cited evidence the
growth rate of the economy is
slowing and indicated this could
help ease inflationary pressures
by reducing demand for raw
materials. .

Shultz said the second quarter
report on the country’s Gross
National Product, due
Thursday, should show a
decline in real economic
growth.

The first quarter GNP—the
nation’s total output of goods
and services—showed the
economy increased at a real
rate of about 8 per cent in the
first quarter, which brought
expressions of concern from
economists who warned the

economy might be overheating.

The administration’s goal is
for a more moderate growth
rate of 4 per cent.

In a telephone interview,
Fiedler noted that the slow-
down in growth is particularly
concentrated in the consumer
sector, where retail sales also
have been leveling off in the
past few months,

He said that while a slow-
down in growth has started,
“we never want to read one
month ... as something to base
the broad conclusion on." He
also said the growth slowdown
should not be interpreted as a
decline in economic activity.

As for the impact of the slow-
down on inflation, Fiedler said,
‘it doesn't mean the problem is
solved but it certainly Is an
economic picture more con-
ducive to getting prices under
control than the case three
months ago when we were
looking at an 8 per cent growth.

TO AVERT DEFEAT
By Alfred Sheinwold
When an obvious singleton
has been led against you, the
contract may depend on
beclouding the obvious. You
must be ready to execute a
deceptive play without any

clumsy pause for thought. The

idea is to flimflam your right-
hand opponent into shifting to a
different suit,

East-West vulnerable

Opening lead — Four of
Diamonds

Suppose the four of diamonds
is led. You know it is a
singleton. If East also
recognizes that fact he will take
the ace of diamonds and return
the eight. This high card asks
for a high suit (hearts rather
than clubs) as a return lead.

West will ruff the eight of
diamonds and return a heart.
East takes the ace of hearts and
leads another diamond. And
down you go.

You can’t expect to fool East
by dropping the jack of
diamonds from your hand at the
first trick, If the jack is an
honest card, West has led the
unlikely four of diamonds from
9-4-2. However, the jack of
diamonds may work well
against the sort of opponent
who doesn't think.

Workable Swindles

If East thinks, play a low dia-
mond from dummy and drop
the nine from your own hand.
This conceals the whereabouts
of the deuce of diamonds. From
East's point of view, his
partner might have opened the
four from the doubleton 4-2 of
diamonds.

Better still, put up the king of
diamonds from the dummy at
the first trick and drop the
deuce from -your hand. This
creates the impression that you
don’t have the jack. East may
well think that his partner
opened the four from J-94 of

* diamonds.

If you cook up swindles of this
kind in your spare time, you
should be able to execute them
smoothly and quickly at the
bridge table. If you try to im-
provise a swindle at the table,
your opponents will probably
see through it,

The Tolland Planning and
Zoning Commission last night
was requested to adopt a policy
of filing agendas with the town
clerk one ‘week prior to its
meetings.

Robert Bass, chairman of the
Conservation Commission,
presented a list of recommen-
dations to the PZC including the
agenda which, he suggests, be
strictly adhered to and include
new Items, old items to be dis-
cussed, and items on which
decisions will probably be
made,

Bass, responding to a recent
PZC charge that people should
attend its meetings said if an
agenda is publicized, interested
persons might be encouraged to
attend.

Colleges’
Budget Up

HARTFORD (AP) — A
pfojected rise in enrollment
and decreased teacher loads
were given as two reasons Mon-
day for an increased 1974-75
budget request for the state’s 12
regional community colleges.

He said that ‘“the
future of Tolland rests more
with PZC than any other board
in town,” and that its job is
easier when people, "let us
know how they feel.”

King, commenting on the
petition, said he thought it un-
constitutional to suspend local
and state laws like this. He said
that other towns have
experienced the same situation
but the outcomes are “‘foggy,"”
and the matter has never come
up in the courts.

Frey asked King to determine
the legality of the petition, and
to quote what statutes would
allow or disallow enforcement.

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Watergate And Fairness

Soap opera fans and unquenchable
Nixon Republicans aren't the only
ones who are not completely
enchanted with the Senate Watergate
hearings.

A relatively disinterested observer,
columnist Bernard Levin of the Times
of London, wrote recently that the in-
quiry “is just about the most scan-
dalous violation of every standard of
justice to take place in a free society
since the Southern gentry abandoned
lynching as their favourite outdoor
sport.”

Overstated though it may be,
Levin’s observation comes at an ap-
propriate time. For as he points out,
tinges of MecCarthyist inquisition
have crept into the hearings and they
threaten at times to become a more
than acceptable substitute for reruns
of the old Perry Mason series.

Inevitably, the Select Committee
chairman, Sen. San Ervin, D-N.C. and
its vice chairman, Sen. Howard
Baker, R-Tenn., have been thrust into
the starring roles, without any
noticeable kicking and screaming on
their parts.

Ervin gives the impression of
wallowing in the spotlight, playing the

kindly but stern grandfather ‘with a
folksy anecdote for all occasions (and *

some anecdotes that do not fit any oc-
casion but are too good not to use).
Baker, cool and suave, visions of 1976
nominations no doubt dancing in his
head, is the picture of fairness.
Thomas Jefferson unwigged, asking
80 many questions about morality that
one begins to look for a halo lurking
around his head.

The situation is high drama, of
course, and ripe for this sort of thing.
A playwright's touch is needed in the
hearings — minor witnesses coming
first to lay down a structure that the
Big Boys will have to cope with later.

The question is, after all, the extent
of involvement of President Nixon in
a stupid, unmitigated scandal.

Do we need, as Levin comments,
Ervin and Baker going through
saccharine post-testimony
ceremonies of congratulations to
cooperative witnesses? Can we take
seriously the self-righteousness of
committee members who solemnly
compliment men like Hugh Sloan,
Herbert Porter, Jeb Magruder (whose
middle name, ““Stuart,” is always men-
tioned, as if to damn him indelibly as
a rebel) and John Dean for their
honesty?

How are we to interpret Ervin's
badgering of Maurice Stans, who may
well have been involved in the
Watergate business but could hardly
be held responsible for every ethical
shortcoming of the American political
system?

The nature of the case demands a
skeptical attitude toward everybody
involved. There are so many self-
interests running around like headless
chickens that nothing anybody says at
the hearings can really be taken for
granted.

But that attitude should be applied
equally to everyone.

For to all practical purposes, Presi-
dent Nixon and his associates are
being tried in absentia in these
Jhearings, without the benefit of the
'legal'protecuons usually offered.

That is to say that the hearings

should not have been held. It appears
that they may succeed in revealing
the depths of truth that might
otherwise have remained suspicion.
And whatever that truth is, it must be
found and studied and understood.
* So the imperative importance of
maintaining a scrupolous fairness in
the hearings should be stressed to the
committee members and staff.

It is imperative because it is the
right and fair thing. It is imperative
because the committee’s findings
must not be clouded by suspicions of
partisanship or hedged by hints that
the facts became lost in the show
business trappings.

Minnesota Congressman put in
charge of CREEP July 1, 1972,
with the sudden post-Watergate
resignation of John N. Mitchell,
flatly denied Ehlichman’s ac-
cusation. Moreover,
MacGregor told us, the only

For many areas
of life, justice was indeed a
blindfolded woman.

The seeds for reform that
were strewn in the Sixties fell
on fertile ground; the women's
movement has matured very
quickly since then. One sure
sign of its growing sophistica-
tion is that it has learned how to
use the law, how to go to court,

“In the last year, under the

Equal Pay Act, over $52-million
was awarded in back pay to
women who had been dis-
criminated against by
prevailing employment prac-
tices,

Now corporations, service
organizations, political parties,
and the government are
evaluating and reforming, The
federal government, through an
executive order, now
all companies with federal con-
tracts to file affirmative action
programs to ensure éequal
placement and promotion op-
portunities for women. And
since early this year, the White

House has had an office that

deals exclusively with the mul-
tifaceted question of the
emerging role of women in
America. Scarcely a women's
group in America has not had a
meeting or even a year devoted
to the general idea that women
are yearning for fulfillment and
the full expression of thei

potential, - 3

Anyone with even the thinnest]

patina of Iife's can
see, looking back or even
around, a subtle mosaic of
legal, economic, and political
discriminations against
women. I have never believed
this was caused by a male
chauvinist conspiracy, It seems
more likely that it was a result
of cultural and tradition, educa-
tion and apathy,

Surely no one with a clear
view can look around and not
recognize the renewed effort of
many within the government
and the establishment ¢o
provide equal justice at last for
men and women. Laws are
being enforced which will
change behavior, and a
in behavior will lead at last to a
change of attitude.

The ultimate winner will be

society, which will at last fulfill
its promise of equal opportunity

for all its citizens.

Housewife Questions Disability

Insurance: Can She Have It?

WAXHAW, N.C. (AP) —
Willa Brown, housewife and
mother of two growing boys,
has posed a question that has
set' half a dozen major insur-
ance companies . She
hopes.

It’s a simple enough question,
logical and, so far, unanswer-
able: why shouldn’t housewives
be allowed disibility insurance?

“T know that if I were to be
disabled for several years, it
could bankrupt us to hire some-
one to do the work for me,”

Recently her husband Reggie
applied for disability insurance
with the family’s company and
Mrs. Brown asked then if she,
too, could be covered.

"I started thinking about
what a drain on our finances it
would be if I were to be strick-
en with a long-term illness like
cancer and we had to hire a
maid and a nurse.

“Major medical insurance

will cover you for only so long
a time. When 1 had an oper-
ation about five years ago and
was sent home to recuperate
for six weeks, we hired a maid,
But I felt rushed to get out of
bed probably sooner than I
should have because we just
couldn't afford that extra $50 a
week." ’

Not content with only one

question, Mrs. Brown called
five other large insurance com-
panies.

“Really and truly,” she said,
“I couldn't find anyone that I
could just walk into and say I
was a housewife and-wanted to
be insured. There was one that
said I could, but only through
my husband, as a rider on his

Trial

Resumes

NEW HAVEN (AP) —
Despite a growing amount of in-
direct evidence, Guillermo
Alllon’s defense attorney main-
tains that his client did not try
to hide anything from pollce in-
vestigating the slayings of his
wife and her parents,

Aillon’s Superior Court trial
on murder charges stemming
from the stabbing deaths of

Barbara Montano Aillon and

Mr. and Mrs. J. George Mon-
tano last August was scheduled
to enter its seventh day today.

Since the trial began July 5,
defense attorney Howard
Jacobs has continued to note
during cross-examination that
Aillon permitted police to
search his belongings and has
answered their questions.

During the first six days of
testimony State's Atty. Arnold
Markle introduced more than
200 items and photographs on
which to build his case.

Much of the evidence came
from Aillon's Wallingford apart-
ment on his car, but Markle has
not yet tried to link it directly
with the slayings.

Markle has introduced
photographs showing cuts and
bruises on the defendant's
hands, arm and legs, samples of
his hair and fingernails, and a
knife taken from his car.

Jacobs underscored
testimdny that the knife was in
plain sight on the floor behind
the driver's seat, Police claim
that a different knife seen in
Aillon's car early that morning
was not there later in the day.

While questioning policemen
whom Markle called to the
stand, Jacobs elicited
acknowledgement that Aillon
had readily admitted he and his
wife were separated and that he
had been near her parents’
house but had not gone in the
nt;ght the three apparently died

ere.

Aillon was outside the house
on the morning of Aug. 14 when
Donald Montano went Inside
and found the bodies of his
brother, sister-in-law and Mrs,
Aillon.

Montano also testified that
Aillon had said he had driven
the road leading to the house at
about 12:30 a.m. that
but had been afraid to go in
becaus his wife's .father had
told him to stay away.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Senate may consider going
beyond new Nixon administra-
tlon curbs on no-knock nar-
cotics raids by outlawing them
completely.

The ,Drug Enforcement Ad-
ministration has admonished
its 2,200 agents to rush into
private homes only sparingly
and with proper authorization
and full regard for individual
rights.

Despite the new rules issued
Monday, some senators
questioned whether ‘anything
short of repealing the no-knock
law can guarantee what the
Constitution describes as ‘“‘the
right of the people to be secure
In their persons, houses, papers
and effects, against un-

Seeks Funds
To Combat
Diabetes

WASHINGTON (AP) — Rep.
. Robert H. Steele, R-Conn.,

Monday introduced legislation
to provide $20 million in federal
funds to fight diabetes,

Over 5 million young
Americans are known to be
diabetic, while an estimated 5
million more go undetected, ac-
cording to Steele. The disease
can lead to blindness, kidney
failure, and in some cases am-
putation of limbs, he said.

Steele said in the
field believe a federal input of
$20 million could develop a cure
for diabetes in a year. *“Com-
pared to the amount the disease
is now draining from the
economy — as well as the pain
and suffering of the disease —
this sum will be repaid many
times over,"” he added.

According to Steele, the
current yearly cost of the socie-
ty for the diagnosis and treat-
ment of diabetes is $4.5 billion.
He estimated the federal
allocation of the program to
combat diabetes during the
current year as $7.1 million,

will be ... I can make it patentiy
clear that the misuse of that
badge, the misuse of that gun
will be dealt with as sternly as
possible as quickly as
possible,”

Bartels said the preparation
of a concise search-and-arrest
policy separate from the
voluminous agents’ manual,
and his order sending a senior
official to brief each agent on
the importance of
constitutional rights
demonstrate ‘‘a shift in
emphasis’’ within the ad-
ministration.

Another change requires
agents to obtain authorization
from Bartels or his deputy
before proceeding with any no-
knock raid.

The policy says nothing
specifically about the mistaken
raids that gave rise to the
current debate.

In Collinsville, IIl., last April
narcotics agents broke into two
homes, both wrong addresses.
Both families have filed
damage suits.

Similar incidents have led to
damage suits in other states. In
other cases, the agents have
raided the address they were
given but their informants ap-
parently were mistaken and no
drugs were found.

Weicker Wants White

House Tape Recordings

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen.
Lowell Weicker says President
Nixon should give the Senate
Watergate committee recor-
dings of conversations Nixon
had with John Dean and others
Involved in the Watergate scan-
dal.

Alexander P. Butterfield,
aide to former White House
Chief of Staff H:R. Haldeman,
told the committee Monday
nearly all White House
meetings and telephone conver-
sations with Nixon have been
automatically recorded for at
least the past two years.

Weicker, junior GOP
member of the Senate panel,
sald the committee should ask
Nixon for those recordings.

“*All pertinent tapes should be -
made available immediately to
the committee," Weicker said.

Dean, Nixon's former

counsel, has testified that
during White House meetings
with Nixon he told the Presi-
dent about White House in-
volvement in the Watergate af-
falr.

Under questioning from
Weicker, Butterfield told the
senators that only conver-
sations with the President were
recorded.

Weicker asked the witness if
he knew of any instance “‘of a
taping of a conversation in the
Cabinet room without the
President present?"

"'No sir,”" Butterfield replied.
“As a matter of fact, on a
number occasions at Cabinet
meetings...the President would

Assemblyman’s
Right To Serve

Challenged

HARTFORD (AP) — The
General Assembly overrode a
governor's veto and the
secretary of state called for the
regignation of a state represen-
tative when Connecticut law-
makers return to the capitol for
a one-day session Monday.

The session, mandated by the
constitution, lasted slightly
more than an hour and gave the
legislators a chance to recon-
sider bills vetoed by Gov.
Thomas J. Meskill after the
1973 regular session. 2

The debate and action on
legislation, however, was
overshadowed by controversy
surrounding the appearance of
Rep. Morton J. Blumenthal, R-
Danielson, on the house floor.

Last month, Blumenthal
received a nine-month
suspended sentence after
pleading guilty to perjury
charges stemming from the
handling of a deed.

State law requires convicted
felons to sacrifice their voting
rights and the state constitution
prohibits non-electors from ser-
ving in the House of Represen-
tatives. The situation led
Secretary of State Gloria
Schaffer to ask for
Blumenthal's resignation while
the House was in session.

Mrs. Schaffer said her timing
wasn't intended to embarass
anyone. She said she made the
request—in a hand-delivered
letter to House Speaker Francis
J. Collins, R-Brookfield—as
soon as she learned of the
problem.

Collins then asked
Blumenthal to leave the
chamber for the remander of
the session. Blumenthal had
taken part in one floor vote at
the time.

Collins sald he would meet
with the representative later
this week to discuss the sitva-
tion and decide whether
Blumenthal would be allowed to
retain his seat.

The question, Collins said, is
whether the law requires a per-
son to be an elector during his

_ entire term or only at the time

he is elected. He sald he might
ask the attorney general for
help in interpreting the law.

Meanwhile, the House and
Senate unanimously re-passed a
bill that would extend state
workmen's compensation
protection to police and
firemen at Bradley Inter-
national Alrport. Meskill had
vetoed the bill as dis-
criminating against persons
holding similar jobs who didn't
recejve protection.

The Senate passed 18-15 a bill
that would allow elderly
homeowners to defer to $2,100
annually in local taxes if their
incomes were below $12,000 a
year. The vote, however, fell
short of the two-thirds approval
needed to override a veto.

The only other bill considered
Monday to grant supoena power
to the state Human Rights and
Opportunities Com-
mission—was defeated 71-67 in
the House.

Ford Executive
Criticizes
Clean Air Law

HARTFORD (AP) — A Ford
Motor Company executive said
today that the emission control
standards set in 1070 Federal
Clean Air Act are ‘‘unrealistic,
and will prove to be un-
necessarily costly to the con-
sumer and will not be justified
by need.”

Dr. W. Dale Compton,
executive director of Ford's
scientific research staff, said
there is an “‘urgent need to re-
examine the emission stan-
dards as spelled out in the act.”

Compton said the law's
requirements are excessive. He
told a meeting of local civic and
business leaders that under the
act, “more hydrocarbons will
escape into the air through
evaporation when you have
your gas tank filled than your
car would emit while using up
the whole tankful on the road.”

“Ford is not asking for a
stand-pat attitude on emission
control, we are asking for a
reasonable balance between
further emission reductions and
the cost of achieving them," he
said.

Compton noted that signifi-
cant progress already has been
made toward reducing the
three main pollutants —
hydrocarbons, carbon
monoxide and notrogen oxides.
But, he said, it is ““in the public
Interest to see just how much of
the last few percentage points
of improvement really need to
be achieved.”

"‘At the very least, we should
look at the new evidence that
has accumulated since the
amendments were first enacted
two and a -half years ago,” he
said.

Compton said the only feas-
ble approach for the current
standards is the addition of a
catalytic converter system to a
conventional engine already
modified to minimize
emissions,

However, he said, Ford is
working on alternate power
sources, including the Wankel,
stratified charge, gas turbine,
Rankine cycle (Steam) and

Stirling cycle engines.
He also noted that Ford has

Nixon gave his approval
Tuesday for the Phase 4
economic controls that are to
be announced later today and he
got word from his doctors that
he can leave the hospital
Friday.

Nixon's vieitors Tuesday In-
cluded Vice President Spiro T.
Agnew and Senate leaders Mike
Mansfield and Hugh Scott. They
reported finding him relaxed,
alert and in good spirits.

The doctors reported Nixon
free of lung congestion for the
first time, with a normal
temperature and so much im-
proved that they let him in-
crease his work schedule,

It also was announced Nixon
will go to Camp David, Md.,
Friday to begin his recupera-
tion over the weekend.

Nixon held meetings in-
volving seven of his top aldes,
including an hour’s session with
Treasury Secretary George P.
Shultz and counselors Melvin R.
Laird and Bryce Harlow.

Nixon also met with White
House lawyers Leonard Gar-
ment and J. Fred Buzhardt,
who handle Watergate matters
for him. But there were no com-
ments and no answers to
questions on Watergate from
Press Secretary Ronald L.
Ziegler.

Senate Majority Leader
Mansfield, D-Mont., and
Minority Leader Scott, R-Pa.,
paying a get-well visit, said
they talked about everything
from food prices to Phase 4 and
‘‘spring flowers” with the
President.

When asked If Watergate
matters came up, Mansfield
explained: ‘‘We were in-
terested in his health,”

Shultz, readied an announce-
ment on Phase 4 wage-price
controls to follow the freeze,

President Nixon remained in
Bethesda Naval Medical Center
recovering from viral

* pneumonia, The White House
said Nixon planned to take no
part in the announcement,

“Food will be center stage,"
one source said of the Phase 4
unveiling. The food industry
says it has been hurt by the
freeze. Processors have com-
plained of a profit squeeze,
some farmers are withholding
supplies from the market and
the industry has predicted some
spot shortages.

Meanwhile, a former gover-
nor of the Chicago Mercantile
Exchange said higher food
prices were largely caused by
insiders who are manipulating
the commodity futures market.

Harry H. Fortes told a House
Judiciary subcommlittee
studying food prices that a re-
cent jump in soybean prices
from $3.31 a bushel to $12.00
could not have happened
without manipulation,

Fortes, a Chicago lawyer who
left the exchange in 1970,
recommended that the Justice
Department investigate the
futures' market for possible an-
titrust violations,

The administration has
hinted broadly that the freeze,
due to expire Aug. 12, will be
lifted in stages, remaining the
full 80 days In some industries
and coming off early in others.

John T. Dunlop, director of
the Cost of Living Council, told
newsmen that the new controls

program will be “fairly tough."

A congressional source said it
would allow processors and
middlemen to raise their
prices, on a dollar-to-dollar
basis, to recover such costs as
wage increases and higher
prices for raw materials,

But wages were to be subject
to roughly the same rules on the
books now. Generally, this
means that pay boosts are to be
held to 5.5 per cent a year.

Anne Armstrong, a presiden-
tial adviser and a member of the
Cost of Living Council, said she
does not think there will be any
additional wage constraints.
The administration has said
repeatedly that Phase 4 will be
tougher and more comprehen-
sive than elther the mandatory
wage-price control system
known as Phase 2 or the largely
voluntary system of Phase 3.

They said the nation should
expect closer monitoring of
price increases by the Internal
Revenue Service, tougher en-
forcement and a larger staff of
IRS agents to do the job.
Currently, about 3,000 agents
are charged with nationwide
enforcement of price controls.
