HARTFORD (AP) — Connec-
ticut’s 1972 birth rate of 12.8 per
1,000 people was the lowest
since the state began keeping
records in 1848, state Health
Commissioner Franklin M.

A total of 39,477 bables were
born in Connecticut last year—
6,156 fewer than in 1971, when
the birth rate was 14.9,

Foote said the hirth rate has
been declining generally since
1957. The highest birth rate on
record—28.8—occurred in the
state in 1917.

King Says Contractor
Must Pay Permit Fee

Town Counsel Robert King
told the Middle School Building
Committee last night that the
contractor for the Middle
School addition, J. 8. Nasin of
Willimantic, must pay the full
amount of the building permit
fee under the building code.

Based on $5 per $1,000, the fee
would be $7,625 on the construc-
tion contract of $1,525,000.

WASHINGTON (AP) — An almost certain presidential
veto awaits the compromise version of Senate and House
bills to limit the war-making powers of a president.

The Senate measure passed
Friday would allow a president
to commit U.S. troops for 30
days without congressional ap-
proval in case of enemy attack
or to forestall one.

Before going to the White
House it must be reconciled
with the House version, which
would make that period 120
days and would narrow con-
ditions under which the presi-
dent can act.

The outcome of the long bat-
tle to enact such legislation
m now to depend ’oln

Congress, particularly
the House, can muster the two-
thirds vote to override the veto
President Nixon threatened
earlier in the week,

The Senate passage of the
measure was 71 to 18, or 11

votes more than the two-thirds
Senate leaders are confident
they will be able to muster to
override.

First, however, if the bill is
vetoed, it will go to the House,
Its margin on passage
Wednesday was 244 to 170, or 32
short of two-thirds.

Some negative voles were
cast by liberal Democrats who
feared the bill could give a
president war-making powers
he doesn’t have under the
Constitution. Some of them
might switch sides and oppose
the expected Nixon veto.

On the other hand,
Republicans who supported the
bill will be unde&lmg
pressure to uphold t i-
dent, so the outcome remains
doubt. .

Grain Dealers
Say USDA Knew
Of Wheat Deals

WASHINGTON (AP) — Four grain dealers have dis-
puted testimony by Agriculture Secretary Earl L. Butz
that his department did not know last summer the extent
of the impending $1 billion wheat sale to the Soviet Union.

The senior vice president of
Continental Grain Co., the
world’s largest, said he per-
sonally notified the Agriculture
Department of the salé on July
3, 1972—three days before it was
consummated.

Butz declined comment after
the dispute arose Friday during
hearings before the Senate in-
vestigations subcommittee. He
is scheduled to testify Monday.

Sen. Henry M. Jackson, D-
Wash., chairman of the sub-
committee, has questioned
whether the Agriculture
Department knew or suspected
that the Soviet Union, because
of crop failures, would seek to
buy wheat from American com-

panies,

The issue is a key one in the
investigation. American
farmers could have made
millions of dollars had they
known that exports would in-
crease both the demand and
price for wheat,

The issue was raised last
Sept. 14 when Butz appeared
before a House Agriculture sub-
committee.

“lI emphaize that nobody
knew then (during the first
week of July)—neither the
Department of Agriculture nor
the trade—just how much the
Russians would buy,'" Butz
testified. But Bernard
Steinweg, the Continental
senlor vice president, testified
Friday that on July 3, he met
with Carroll G. Brunthaver,
assistant secretary of
agriculture and told him about
the deal.

“I told him we had been con-
tacted by the Russians, told
him the specific amounts of
wheat (4.5 million tons) they
wished to purchase from us,

and told him they wished to
purchase (3 million tons of)
corn from us ..,"" Steinweg
said.

Steinweg sald he telephoned
Brunthaver on July 6 to inform
him that the sale of four million
tons of wheat had been consum-
mated. =

Brunthaver is on vacation and
could not be reached for com-
ment on Steinweg’s statement,
He is scheduled to testify Mon-
day.

In testimony before a House
Agriculture subcommittee last
September, Brunthaver said he
received phone calls from four
grain companies ‘‘sometime
after the Russian agreement
was announced on July 8"

In affidavits submitted to the
Senate subcommittee:

—Patrick J. Gardner Jr., vice
president of Louis Dreyfus
Corp., said he met personally
with Brunthaver on July 8, and
said it was apparent that “the
Russians were interested in
buying a large quantity of
wheat.""

—Carl C. Brasmer, vice
president of Bunge Corpora-
tion, said that on July 7 he
talked with William K.
Rosacker of the Agriculture
Department.

“I explained to him that I was
calling from the Russians' hotel
suite in New York City and that
they had expressed an interest
in buying wheat. 1 further
stated that the quantity would
be large ...,"" Brasmer said.

—Melvin H. Middents, vice
president -of Cargill, Inc., said
he consuited wi}h Bnmthlave;
while Cargill’s July 10 sale o
wheat was being negotiated

Some Western
Stores Limit
Bacon Sales

Western shoppers are finding some rationing of bacon
and the possibility that there might be only one chicken in

the pot.
And there were scattered

reports across the country

Friday of rising prices and heavier buying at super-
markets two days after President Nixon announced he was

unfreezing food prices.

Various divisions of Safeway
Stores, Inc., which operates
about 2,200 stores as the
natlon's second largest retail
chain, and an Arizona grocery
chain have announced rationing
of bacon, fryers or eggs. But
other chains have reported no
rationing yet.

Dale Peterson, California
division manager of Associated
Food Stores, Inc., sald the
association isn't rationing
bacon to its 2,500 stores in the
West but "‘allocation eventually
is a distinct possibility."'

William Gross, director of
public relations for Safeway's
San Francisco division, sald a
two-pound limit per customer
on bacon went into effect
Friday because of a ‘'tem-
porary shortage." His division
intludes Northern California
and Hawaii.

In Arizona, Safeway an-
nounced a similar bacon ration
and rationing of eggs to two
dozen per customer and fryers
to one per customer. And Fry's
Markets, which has about a
dozen stores in the greater
Phoenix area, announced a
limit of two fryers per
customer.

John Wells, retail operations
manager for Safeway's
Oklahoma City division, said
customers there were subject
to the bacon ration and added
that the limit was expected to
end in a week to 10 days.

A Safeway spokesman in
Seattle said stores have been

Safeway stores in Missouri
and Kansas also began limiting
bacon purchases after
recelving instructions from
company headquarters.

‘but said they were not rationing
items.

A Safeway store In Jefferson
City, Mo., reported the com-
pany action came after some
customers started buying $100
worth of bacon at a time from
some of the chain's stores.

In Boston, food prices were
reported up from Wednesday,
when President Nixon unveiled
his Phase 4 economic policles.

In Cleveland, Ohie, a
spokesman for the Heinen
supermarket chain said prices
have risen on poultry and some
meats but said he did not have
any specific rates,

And the public affairs direc-
tor for Cleveland's Fisher-
Fazio-Costa Foods sald prices
would be increased Monday.

Meanwhile, a Boston
shopper, Karen Steinberg, said
she had rented a trailer and
planned to buy enough of
anything that won’t go bad to
last for at least three months.

Dubal police reported that
the hijackers claimed to be
Ecuadorian nationals, but of-
ficers sald all negotiations were
conducted In Arabic. During the
flight over Europe, the
hijackers indicated that they
were fighting for the Palesti-
nian cause.

They first tried to have the
big jet land at Beirut, but per-
mission was refused. Then they
flew to Basra, in southeast
Iraq, but the runway was too
short. At Bahrain on the Per-
sian Gulf, they again were
refused landing permission and
flew to Dubal.

It also
serves as the corporate
headquarters of the Gavlick
Corporation, which rebuilds
heavy factory machinery and
equipment.

Both businesses were
reported totally destroyed, the
two-story brick, stone and steel
structure gutted by fire.

Rhode Island
Court Rejects
Patriarca Appeal

PROVIDENCE, R.I. (AP) —
The ‘Rhode Island Supreme
Court refused Friday to over-
turn a 1970 conviction and
10-year jall sentence for Ray-
mond L.S, Patriarca, reputed
boss of organized crime in New
England.

The decisioh camie In a
48-page opinion by Chlef Justice
Thomas H. Roberts, who
rejected all 11 main points
argued by Patriarca’s counsel.

Patriarca, along with four
other men, was convicted in
Superior Court here in March,
1970, of conspiracy to murder
Rudolph Marfeo. Marfeo and
Anthony Melei were shot to
death in a Pocasset Avenue
grocery store in 1088,

One of his attorneys’ rain
arguments was that Patriarca
could not' get a fair trial in
Rhode Island because of
pretrial publicity about his
alleged criminal activities.

Roberts said the publicity
was not generated as a result of
Patriarca’s trial for con-
spiracy.

‘It had accrued over a period
of years as a natural con-
sequence of the notoriety
acquired by defendant because
of his purported participation in
the activities of an leadership in
organized crime in New
England,” the opinion said.

“Nothing in the record dis-
closes that it was initiated by
the prosecution or the news
media just prior to or during
the trial in a design to flood the
community with rumors of
defendant's” alleged connec-
tion with crime, it added.

The court also rejected other
appeal arguments based on the
denial of Patriarca’s motion
that he be tried separately from
the other defendants, that the
presence of federal marshals in
the courtroom prejudiced his

First came soy beans and then algae
and now it's cotton-seed science tells
us may be the world's salvation from
threatened protein famine.

Yes cottonseed, which has long been
widely used as an inexpensive feed for
livestock but contains a substance,
gossypol, which does not agree with
one-stomach animals or the human
type.

But now, according to a New York
Times report, the Agriculture
Department’'s Southern Regional
Research Center in New Orleans has
developed a process to remove the
gossypol and produce a palatable cot-
tonseed flour 60 to 70 per cent pure
protein, far rich than expensive meat
and fish (16 to 20 per cent) and even
topping currently scarce soybean
flour (50 per cent).

In addition to being so protein rich,
researchers say, cottonseed flour has
the added advantage of a bland taste
that should make it more acceptable

than soybeans and other familiar sub-
stitutes.

At first, cottonseed is likely to edge
into diets as an additive to other foods
— baked goods, ground meats, soft
drinks and the like. But in the not too
distant future it is expected to appear
in the supermarkets, packaged for
home use.

An especially advantageous
characteristic is that cotton is a crop
common to much of the world, so that
cottonseed is readily available in
those parts — Southern Asia, Africa
and part of Latin American— that are
most immediately confronted with
mass hunger.

It may well be, then, that cot-
tongeed biscuits will soon be a popular
addition to American menus and a
new staff of life for much of the rest of
the world.

But somehow we wish science
wouldn't rush these things too much.
We were just getting used to soybeans
and algae.

Soul Searching

The press, which has been wrestling
with problems of ethical standards
and regulation of the profession since
well before Vice President Agnew, is
going to have to make room on its
worry bench for newcomers.

It is being joined by, of all
professions, the law.

In the fallout from Watergate, the
legal profession has been doing some
soul-searching at seeing so many of
its own, including a former attorney
general, involved in the affair, some
admitting to or charged with actual
criminal acts.

The new president of the American
Bar Association, Chesterfield Smith,
is calling for a tightening of
professional discipline, including es-
tablishment of a national watchdog

unit. And it is likely that overhauling
of disciplinary machinery in most
states initiated by a 1970 Supreme
Court study of the problem will be
accepted.

But the questions of how and how
much to regulate are not easily
answered, legal spokesmen pointed
out. Law, although a public interest, is
practiced by private individuals.
Regulation can impinge upon such
basic constitutional rights as due
process and free speech, on sacred
traditions such as confidentiality and
freedom of choice, and numerous
other considerations peculiar to the
profession, the importance of which
often may be fully understood only by
those within it.

Capital Fare

Campaign Immorality

Campaign immorality can't
simply be legislated away. But
a start has to be made to end
election campaign abuses in
this contry and the right way to
begin is for a bi-partisan com-
mission to draw up tougher
laws than exist now,

There are areas, particularly
through reporting or disclosure,
where malfeasance can be
eliminated or reduced. Tougher
criminal penalties may help to
find some of the answers to stop
vote frauds, illegal wiretapping
and many of the so-called “‘dir-
ty tricks" of political cam-
paigning.

Besides legislation, a
scrupulous adherence to princi-
ple on the part of officeholders
is needed, The way to get the
best people interested in
politics and elected to office is
to have fair and honest cam-
paigns and elections,

A troubling aspect presently
is the apparent belief among
Americans, independent of par-
ty, that politicians are corrupt
as a group. Based on my
experience as a former
member of Congress, I remain
convinced that the
overwhelming majority of
House and Senate members are
honorable men. They. are not
for sale when they accept cam-
paign donations. Most persons
who give contributions don't

expect special favors. They
might expect a philosphy from
a Congressman that they can
support, but they aren’t trying
to buy something.

The small donor, the con-
tributor who is the lifeblood of
the Republican National Com-
mittee, gives us 80 per cent of
our operating funds, These con-
tributors aren’t seeking special
favors. Chances are they have
little or no personal contact
with the candidates
themselves, They believe in the
two-party system and they are
contributing to the party which
best exemplifies their beliefs.

Private individual financial
support and volunteer work are
mainstays of the American
electoral system. Any
proposals that would legislate
these out of existence would
weaken the two-party system
and destroy a freewill backing
of candidates and philosophies
of a voter's choice. Voters
could no longer help on a per-
sonal, intimate basis those can-
didates for whom they wish to
fight.

There is a key role for con-
tfibutory participation. It is a
morally honest and open role for
a democratic society. The
strength of the American
political system comes from
people participating through
energy and money. Any
reforms must maintain the
principle of voluntary par-
ticipation.

One idea being discussed is an
absolute limit on contributions
to candidates for national office
and spending by those can-
didates, I do not have a closed

mind on the idea of fixed limits
on spending and contributions.
But I do not want to see private
participation eliminated from
campaigns, whether it's finan-
cial support or voluntary work.

There is danger also in the
suggestion that Presidental
campaigns be underwritten
solely through special tax
writeoffs by the public.

ATLANTA (AP) — Faith-
healers and assorted other
mystics and oracles once
were as common in the South as
barbecue stands. Their ranks
have been thinned by dis-
believing law officers and ex-
pensive business licenses — but
still they endure,

*'A few years back we passed
an ordinance requiring a $6,000
annual business license for for-
tune-tellers because they
seemed (o be on every corner,”
said a Fulton County (Atlanta)
official. “'But the next day, two
showed up and bought licens-
u "

*‘We'd like to have some kind
of law against freelance faith-
healers,” sald a deputy sheriff
in Alabama. “But that would
seem to get in the way of a
person’s freedom of religion. So
we try to be as inhospitable to
them as we can and check them
out real carefully."”

Law enforcement officers

™ »

have become increasingly will-
ing to make an arrest if a
“patient” fares badly after a
faith-healing experience. An
itinerant Alabama faith-healer,
whose treatment allegedly in-
cluded voodoo medicine, was
arrested in Lowndes County,
Ala., last December after a 10-
year-old girl died in his care.

A Natchez, Miss., woman and
a faith-healer were arrested on
manslaughter charges in Janu-
ary after the woman allegedly

allowed her 11-year-old diabetic -

daughter to be withdrawn from
insulin at the suggestion of the
self-styled minister.

.+ "‘We're always on the lookout
for these le,"" said Police
Capt. Frank Rickard of Natch-
ez. “If something happens,
we file charges. I think this is
pretty general ardumd the South
now. One result is you don't see
as much fnith~bea{ing here to-
day. It isn't nearly ms wide-

spread as it was."

VA Record Center
Fire To Affect
Few Veterans

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Veterans Administration says it
expects relatively few
applications for veterans'
benefits to be affected by the
fire at the military record
center near St. Louis because it
has backup records.

And Chairméan Vance Hartke,
D-Ind., of the Senate Com-
mittee on Veteran Affairs,
said: “We will take whatever
steps are necessary to assure
that American veterans are not
adversely affected by the
tragedy.”

“I am confident the Senate
will pass any necessary legisla-
tion introduced to make certain
that any veteran whose records
have been permanently
destroyed will recefve every
benefit to which he or she is en-
titled,”" Hartke said.

He asked his committee staff
to investigate immediately the
extent of problems resulting
from the fire,

The fire is certain to delay
processing of applicatjons for
such things as reserve
retirements and for replace-
ment of lost discharge papers.
Workers at the center have
been on administrative leave
since the fire a week ago. Their
leave ends July 25.

The regional administrator
for the General Services Ad-
ministration, which has charge
of the block-long structure, said
he didn't know exactly when
work will resume.

“That won't come until after
a detailed assessment of the
building's structure,” said Jef-
frey Hillelson.

The fire that took three da
to put out was confined to
top floor of the six-floor struc-
ture containing 56 million
former service personnel

records. Other floors, especial-
ly the fifth, suffered water
damages, GSA odficials said.

The top floor contained
records of 20 million Army and
Air Force personnel who served
before 1960, GSA estimated that
about 75 per cent were
destroyed or badly ;

The fifth floor contains
records of Navy Reservists
whoiserved before 1060. The
Navy said ‘‘sensitive’’ files of
important persons like the late
Presidents John F. Kennedy
and Lyndon B, Johnson who
were Naval officers, are usual-
ly transferred to Washington
for safekeeping.

Walter W. Stender, assistant
national archivist, toured the
sixth floor Wednesday and said
damage was ‘‘extensive.” He
said there will be a “major
reconstruction job'' on

the files.

VA Administrator Donald E,
Johnson said the big problem
will be with veterans who apply
for service-connected disability
compensation since military
medical records usually are
needed in such cases.

But Johnson said even if there
are no backup medical records
the VA would have other ways

of processing claims.

Five years later, we
coaxed my brother, Will, to
come out from New York."”

Karl's son, Dr. Robert Men-
ninger, began his residency in
1953 and joined the foundation
staff in 1957, while Will's two
sons, Dr. Roy Menninger and
Dr. Walter Menninger, joined
in 1061 and 1064, respectively.

Prisoner
Allegations
Disputed

SOMERS (AP)— Somers
State Prison Warden Carl
Robinson Friday disputed
claims that 20 inmates in a
segregation unit have been on a
protest hunger strike for two
weeks

Inmate Edward McZeal, who
is awaiting trial on charges of
kidnapping, robbery and es-
cape, sald in a statement
smuggled out of the prison this
week that black inmates were
"‘attacked" by guards on July 4
and "locked up like caged
animals' for wearing their hair
in braids.

McZeal, reportedly an
organizer of a prisoners’ union,
said the inmates have been ona
hunger strike to protest “‘acts
of repression and injustice'" by
prison authorities.

The letter was sent to the
Connecticut NAACP and
forwarded to the Hartford
Courant.

“I don't see it as a hunger
strike in that the men are
eating parts of their meal and
you have a group who are also
alternating between meals,"
Robinson said.

State Correction Com-
missioner John R. Manson said
the alleged incident never took
place. Manson said no inmates
wore their hair in braids that
day, there was no attack by
guards and no Inmates were
placed in the segregation unit.

Manson sald the hunger
strike by inmates in the
prison’s segregation unit con-
sists of different inmates
refusing one or two meals a
day. He said no inmate has
refused to eat for the entire two
weeks.

McZeal also said that he was
locked in the segregation unit at
the prison for ‘‘conspiring" to
organize a prisoners union.

He sald he was put in
segregation July 3 after dis-
cussing with guards certain
demands of the prisoners union,
which included increased
wages for work in prison in-
dustries and increased
academic and vocational
training programs,

Manson said McZeal was
placed in the segregation unit
for conspiring to use un-
authorized material to print
and distribute leaflets and for
possession of contraband. The
contraband consisted of
mimeograph paper.

The commissioner said
McZeal is not being punished
for discussing the prisoners un-
fon with guards or other in-
mates.

About 100 Inmates collective-
ly filed a writ of habeas corpus
in Hartford Superior Court
several weeks ago charging
that their constitutional rights
had been violated because
Correction Department of-
ficlals refused to recognize a
prisoners' union.

Blumenthal, who has been un-
available all week for com-
ment, couldn't be reached
Friday.

Collins said he hadn’t
attempted to influence the deci-
slon and had offered to seek an
opinion from the state attorney
general regarding
Blumenthal's rights.

Blumenthal had indicated
before last Monday that he
wanted time to think over the
situation, Collins said. Monday,
Blumenthal said he would reach
a decision by the end of the
week, the speaker added.

Collins said he would send
Blumenthal a letter on behalf of
the House thanking him for his
service as Chairman of the
State and Urban Development
Committee and as a Represen-
tative of the 50th District.

“1 wish Mort well in his
future endeavors," Collins said.
He said he hadn't thought about
who would be named to replace
Blumenthal as the committee's
chairman.

Testifying on the 10th day of
Aillon’s jury trial, Paper-
master pointed out wounds on
photographic slides projected
on a screen in the semidark
courtroom,

Aillon, dressed in a dark suit,
shirt and tie, appeared agitated
as he watched the photographs
of his wife's body from one side
of the courtroom.

Under cross-examination, the
Yale Medical School
pathologist said he could not
place the time of death or givea
specific description of the
weapon used in the killing.

Another pathologist made a
similar courtroom report from
his autopsy on the body of Mon-
tano.

Papermaster said three of
the stabs were made with

enough force to cut through the
ribs of the victim.

One chest stab pierced the
heart, and the shoulder and
other chest wounds pierced a
lung. Death resulted from inter-
nal bleeding, he said.

The trial is scheduled to

Rate Hikes
Blamed On
Nuclear Woes

HARTFORD (AP) — One of
the youngest witnesses ever to
appear before the Connecticut
Public Utilities Commission
(PUC) said Friday that the pre-
sent rate requests of two major
utilities were a result of
problems at the Millstone
Nuclear Power Plant,

John Bigos, 17, of Enfield said
Millstone's existing generator
had been shut down more than
400 days since it opened in
December, 1870. The cost of the
clogings, including the cost of
replacing lost power, exceeds
$20 million, he said,

Bigos, who graduated this
year from Suffield Academy,
appeared as an intervenor op-
posing rate increase requests of
the Connecticut Light and
Power Co. and the Hartford
Electric Light Co, The com-
panies are subsidiaries of the
Northeast Utilities Co., which
owns the Millstone plant.

Bigos gained an insight into
Millstone's costs and problems
when he made them the subject
of a research paper last
semester.

His interest in Millstone was
sparked last summer when he
helped clean up after a massive
fish-kill caused by thermal
pollution from the plant.

Since Northeast Utilities
opened the Millstone plant it
has experienced 64 failures in

safety equipment, Bigos said,
Yet the company is building a
second generating unit and has
plans for a third, he said.

Bigos said Northeast should
concentrate on correcting
problems in the first unit before
it builds additional generators
that might have the same
problems.

Meanwhile, the problems are
costly to consumers, he said.

It is significant that Connec-
ticut Light and Power's 7.6 per
cent rate increase last October
and the pending request both
came after Northeast began
experimenting with nuclear
power, he said.

But Strachan said all he
received was a brief, general
notice that made no mention of
electronic surveillance. ‘‘He
told me, and I am repeating his
words rather precisely, ‘a
sophisticated political in-

“Unfortunately, he neither
gave me, nor did I ask for any
further details about the sub-
ject,” Strachan said.

Teams To Seek

Andrea Doria Treasures

FAIRHAVEN, Mass, (AP) —
A specially built diving tank is
the key that a team of Califor-
nia divers believe will enable
them to reach the reputed $4
million in cash and valuables on
the sunken liner Andrea Doria.

Don Rodocker and Chris
Delucchi, both of San Diego,
were to leave today with a sup-
port crew of 10 men aboard a
fishing trawler for the site of
the sinking 45 miles off Nan-
tucket Island.

The 687-foot liner sank in 225
feet of water July 25, 1956, after
colliding with the Swedish ship
Stockholm. Fifty persons lost
their lives.

Rodocker and Delucchi plan
to lower their 12-foot diving
tank into the ocean, and live in
it for 10 days while they make
forays into the Andrea Doria.

Rodocker, an instructor in un-
derwater diving, said the diving
tank will be connected to the
trawler on the surface which
will pump air and water to it.

He said the tank will serve as
a decompression chamber
when he and Delucchi return to
the surface.

Their target is an extimated
$1 million cash, another $1
million in negotiable bonds, and
jewelry, art treasurers and
other valuables believed on
board.

Rodocker said some of the
valuables are in two purser’s
offices and in the ship’s two
banks.

He said the group has studied
blueprints of the Itallan ship
and believe they know where
the valuables are located.

Highway Bill
Deadlock Ends

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
three-year $20 billion federal
highway bill that would permit
Highway Trust Fund money to
be used for city bus and rail
lines in the third year has been
recommended by a House-
Senate conference.

The conference had
deadlocked for 2% months
before approving the com-
promise bill Friday. Rep.
James C. Wright, D-Tex., the
conference chairman,
predicted the bill would pass
both houses.

The deadlock resulted from a
dispute over whether the trust
fund should be opened up for
non-highway mass transit
projects.

The compromise would keep
the trust fund intact for one:
more year before gradually
opening it up to expenditures on
bus and rail lines.

The legislation also includes
funds for the nation’s interstate
highway system.

The bill would allow cities to
spend $200 million from the

trust fund on buses in fiscal
year 1075, which begins next
July 1. In fiscal 1976, the entire
$800 million earmarked for ur-
ban rolls could be spent on
either bus or rail lines.

During the fiscal year which
began July 1, states wishing to
build rails instead of roads
would be required to turn back
their highway funds and receive
an equal amount of general tax
revenues in return.

The original Senate bill called
for spending trust fund dollars
on mass transit over the entire
three years of the bill. The
House bill limited the fund to
highway uses.

At one time, during the 1930’s, movie thea-
ters showing only news (or newsreels as they
were called) were popular, Viewers can see
some_ of these famous newsreels in a theater
next to the exhibit.

These
include the telegraph, wireless, camera, tele-
type, typewriter and steam engine (to power
the presses).
