Plan Recommends More 
Community College Funds

HARTFORD (AP) -  More 
money for community colleges 
and a two-year moratorium on 
new institutions were among 
recom m endations of the 
Connecticut Commission for 
l^igher Education today as it 
Unveiled half of its preliminary 
five-year master plan.

The plan also calls for ad­
ditional graduate courses at 
U niversity of Connecticut 
(UConn) branch campuses, a 
greater emphasis on non- 
traditional learning methods 
and an over-all increase in per- 
student expenditures through 
1978.

Additional recommendations 
will be discussed Aug. 14 and 
the entire preliminary draft 
will be presented to the com­
mission in September.

Following a series of public 
meetings, the final plan will be 
submitted for approval by the 
commission and passed on to 
the 1974 General Assembly.

Guiding Policy 
: If accepted by the legislature 
and Gov. Thomas J. Meskill, it 
will become the guiding policy 
statement for future decisions 
pertaining to higher education. 
The plan will be updated 
periodically.

One of the key recommen­
dations released today was that 
the state should provide im­
mediate money for the com­
munity colleges to acquire per­
manent facilities. Inadequate

Blue Angels’ 
Jets Crash; 
Three Die
LAKEHURST, N.J. (AP) -  

Three airmen were killed and a 
fourth hospitalized when two 
F4J Phantom jets of the Navy’s 
Blue Angels precision flying 
team crashed a short distance 
from here.

The crash Thursday Ignited 
numerous brush fires in a 
wooded area a short distance 
from the Lakehurst Naval Air 
Station.

The accident was witnessed 
by 200 Navy League members 
and their wives attending a par­
ty at the station in honor of the 
Blue Angels.

The team flew up from Pen­
sacola, Fla., for a performance 
at a Saturday air show at the 
Naval Station, site of the 1937 
crash of the German dirigible 
Hindenburg.

Killed were the pilots. Navy 
Lt. Cmdr. Skip Umstead, 30, of 
Detroit; Marine Capt. Mike 
Murphy, 29, of San Antonio, 
Tex., and Navy Petty Officer 1C 
Ronald Thomas, 30, of Ponca 
City, Okla. Injured was Navy 
POT.C. Gerald Harvey, 37, of 
Sweeney, Tex.

—Allowing state colleges to 
p ro v id e  u n d e rg ra d u a te  
professional training as well as 
teacher training and liberal 
arts.

—Authorizing ^tate colleges 
in cooperation with UConn to 
provide courses leading to a 
doctorate degree.

At their meeting Wednesday, 
members of the UConn Board 
of Trustees objected to the first 
and last of these recommen­
dations. J^ey  said the Carnegie 
Commission on Higher Educa­
tion was against new graduate 
programs and noted that UConn 
was the only institution current­
ly permitted to grant doctorate 
degrees.

Pilot Projects
The plan recommends that 

the commission be authorized 
and given funds to contract with 
any post-secondary institution 
for pilot projects using non- 
traditionai instruction methods.

In many cases such instruc­
tion involves the use of cable 
television, video cassettes, 
computers and other forms of 

« *

modern technology.
The plan also calls for the 

c o m m iss io n  to is su e  
regulations for having non- 
trad itional undergraduate 
degree programs accredited.

The plan recommends that 
the state reverse the present 
“ downward trend” in per- 
student appropriations through 
annual increments to a per- 
student level of $2,327 by 1978.

This assumes a 4 per cent an­
nual increase in the Consumer 
Price Index and would repre­
sent 7.1 per cent of the an­
ticipated total state budget for 
1978. L ast yea r, ne t ap­
propriations for higher educa­
tion accounted for 6.7 per cent 
of all state spending.

The figure is closer to 10 per 
cent when expenditures for the 
cominission and UConn health 
center are included plus tuition 
payments, which are dianneled 
through the general fund.

New Student Aid
The plan calls for a totally 

new student aid program that 
would assure access to higher 
education for anyone who wants 
it. The program would be 
designed so th a t g ran ts  
wouldn’t end abruptly once a 
family exceeded a certain in­
come level.

Once an a d e q u a te  aid  
program is develops, tuition at 
UConn and the state colleges 
should be set to equal ap­
proximately one-third of per- 
student instructional costs 
while tuition at the community

colleges and state technical 
colleges shouldnot exceed $100, 
the plan recommends.

The plan calls for retaining 
the present governing structure 
for higher education. The setup 
includes separate boards of 
trustees for UConn, the four 
s ta te  co lleges, the four 
technical colleges and the 12 
community colleges plus the 
commission, which serves as a 
coordinating and planning agen­
cy.

The plan recom m ends, 
however, that a new board of 
trustees be established for the 
technical colleges. Presently, 
the state Board of Education 
serves as tru stee  for the 
technical schools.

O ther Suggestions
Additional recommendations 

include:
—Having an alumni trustee 

on the boards that govern the 
state, community and technical 
colleges.

—Adding a representative of 
the Connecticut Association of 
Private Schools to the commis­
sion. „

i —Having appropriate com­
mittees develop guidelines for 
accrediting programs offered 
by the sta te 's  proprietary 
schools.

—Having the commission and 
the four governing boards 
provide the governor with a 
description of the kind of person 
needed to fill vacancies on each 
board.

Allende Aide 
Assassinated

SANTIAGO, Chile (AP) — President Salvador Allende’s 
chief military aide, navy Capt. Arturo Araya Peters, was 
assassinated this morning, police reported.

The police said Araya, 45, was shot at his home by a 
group of men who had not been identified so far.

The captain was chief of the 
p r e s i d e n t i a l  m i l i t a r y  
household.

Watergate Hearing

Committee Told 
Of Spying On
Sen. Muskie

WASHINGTON (AP) — John D. Ehrlichman said today 
he was told that a Nixon campaign spy worked as the per­
sonal driver for Sen. Edmund S. Muskie last year.

He said he was told the spy became a personal friend of 
the Maine Democrat during the presidential campaign, 
and once had dinner at Muskie’s home.

The spy, not named, carried
M u sk ie ' s  mai l  and 
photographed it for the Nixon 
campaign, the former aide to 
President Nixon said.

Ehrlichman, testifying for 
the fourth straight day before 
the Senate Watergate com­
mittee, said he was told the 
story by a lawyer, Paul O’Brien, 
who heard it from former cam- 
paign deputy Jeb Stuart  
Magruder.

‘‘Bear in mind this is hearsay 
twice removed,” Ehrlichman 
said. “This is Magruder, telling 
O’Brien, telling me.” 

Ehrlichman said he heard the 
story from O’Brien last April 5. 
He said at the time he was con­
ducting an inquiry for the Presi- 
den t  into what  ac tual ly  
happened in the Watergate 
wiretapping.

It had been revealed in 
previous testimony from cam­
paign aide Herbert L. Porter 
tha t  Mu ski e’s mai l  was 
photographed and sent to 
Magruder. But Ehrlichman's 
account was the first Indication 
of how deeply the Nixon agent 
had penetrated the Muskie 
campaign.

Ehrlichman said he was told 
the spy was a cab driver 
recruit^ by a friend of Ken 
Reitz, who was youth director 
for the Nixon capaign. Reitz 
resigned from a post at the 
Republican National Com­
mittee earlier this year when 
the Watergate case blew up, 
denying printed allegations that 
he had run a "kiddie spy corps” 
for the President’s re-election 
effort.

Ehrlichman said the Senate 
committee should have little 
trouble finding the identity of 
the spy, because the man was 
offered a job on the com­

mittee’s staff earlier this year, 
and turned it down.

Ehrlichman said Thursday 
t h a t  the White House 
"plumbers” unit operated in at 
least one area so .sensitive it 
must remain secret. Invoking 
executive privilege for the first 
t ime in the com m it t ee ’s 
hearings, he said national 
security would be endangered if 
censored portions of a White 
House memo were disclosed.

“ Are you allowed to toss a 

c o in ,”  asks correspondent, 
“ when your play of a hand 
defends on a sheer guess? I do 
this whenever I can’t make up 
my mind, because then I eaa 
blam e the coin  instead o f 
myself when I guess wrong. Is 
this a good Idea?”

Anything that gives a player 
peace of mind is a good idea, 
but there are few  absolute 
guesses in bridge. Put the coin 
away and try to find the best 
play.

West dealer 
North-South Vulnerable 
Opening lead — Eight of 

Diamonds
The defenders take the ace 

and king of diamonds, then shift 
to clubs. You win a club trick, 
draw two rounds of trumps with 
the king and ace and then 
wonder .what to do about the 
spades.

If West has the queen of 
spades, you can lead a low 
spade from  your hand and 
finesse with dummy’s jack. If 
East has the queen of spades, 
you can lead a low spade from 
dummy and finesse with the ten 
from your own hand. It all 
depends on who has the queen.

One way to solve the problem 
is to toss a coin. You will be 
r igh t h a lf o f  the tim e in 
situations of this kind.

A slightly better way is to 
remember that West’s opening 
bid shows a very long d im ond  
suit and probably <shortness in 
the other suits. The odds are 
about 2 to 1 that he does not hold 
the queen of spades. If you 
fo llow  this princip le often 
enough, you will be right two- 
thirds of the time.

Sure T hing Best 
The best bet of aU is to toss a 

coin and say: “ Heads I win, 
tails you lose.”  After drawing 
two rounds o f trumps, take the 
rest o f your clubs. Then give up 
a trump trick. You don’t care

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Congressional Pay Raise
In 1965 congressional salaries were 

raised from $22,500 to $30,000 — and 
four years ago there was a 41 per cent 
jump to 142,500.

Now a measure is halfway through 
Congress that will speed up a new pay 
boost (reported In excess of | 10,000) 
and similar increases for the federal 
judiciary, cabinet members, and 
other high government officials.

The rising cost of living affects 
those officials as it does everyone 
else. But are such massive salary in­
creases justified? Are they consistent 
with the new Phase 4 guidelines and 
appeals for non-inflationary labor con­
tracts? What would be their effect 
upon wage schedules in the private 
sector . . .  and upon the inflationary 
spirit in general?

If the present bi-partisan effort in 
Congress succeeds, the new pay boost 
will be approved this year, reportedly 
to avoid political embarrassment in 
the election year of 1974 when it nor­
mally would come up for action.

The stepup already has been ap­
proved by the Senate; it is almost cer­
tain to pass the House also, but with 
opposition spearheaded by Rep. 
H.R. Gross (R-Iowa) and others.

The plan, with a “ back door” 
feature built into the procedure since 
1967 eliminating the necessity of a 
record roll call, works like this:

1. The report of the nine-member 
C o m m i s s i o n  on E x e c u t i v e ,  
Legislative, and Judicial Salaries 
(submitted June 30 but still kept 
secret) would be acted upon by the 
President in January in connection 
with his budget for fiscal 1975.

2. But the leg isla tion  now in 
Congress — sponsored by Sens. Gale 
McGee (D-Wyo.) and Hiram Fong (R- 
Hawaii) would speed the President’s 
recommendation to Aug. 31 of this 
year and require future salary com­
mission proposals every two years in­
stead of four.

3. The “back door” provision of no 
required Congress vote would be 
retained. After the P resident’s 
recommendations are in. Congress 
has 30 days to act — or rather, not to 
act. If the solons sit tight and do 
nothing, the pay raises go into effect. 
To reject the boost, the Senate and 
House must specifically pass a bill 
turning it down. Under the McGee- 
Fong bill’s timetable. Congress would 
have until Oct. 1 (a month subsequent 
to the President’s recommendations) 
to reject any raise — or allow it to 
take effect.

We believe pay raises of the dimen­
sion proposed by the salary commis­
sion are ill-advised at this time when 
Americans are being asked to tighten 
their belts. We suggest also:

— That the salary commission’s 
report be made public at once, with 
all its recommenc^tions.

— That President Nixon weigh the 
board’s proposals carefully in the 
light of inflationary implications 
before making his own recommen­
dations.

— And that steps be initiated to 
eliminate the “back door” maneuver 
in favor of full debate and a record 
roll call. As Rep. Gross, who would 
like to force a roll call as h e , did once 
before, said: “ If m em b ers  of 
Congress want a pay raise they should 
stand up and be counted.”

As for moving the salary question to 
non-election years, we don’t see why 
solons should worry if proposed raises 
are moderate and justified.

We must expect to pay our senators, 
representatives and other high of­
ficials adequately, of course. But 
raises should be accomplished in a 
highly public way with opportunity for 
citizen input; on a scale that the coun­
try can afford; and in keeping with 
non-inflationary policies. In the prac­
tice of sound economics, Congress 
should set the example.

The Haig White House

W ASHINGTON -  The 
Watergate crisis transforma­
tion of President Nixon’s White 
House staff has signalled a 
c h a n g e  fro m  th e  to ta l  
Haldeman-Ehrlichman domina­
tion at the top into a loose 
federation of division heads un­
der Gen. Alexander Haig’s 
overall direction and growhig 
influence.

But while power at the White 
House has been fragmented, 
Mr. Nixon shows signs of 
sticking to old habits in facing 
this historic crisis in goveni- 
ment. He obviously prefers to 
spend more time with chief of 
staff Haig and press secretary 
Ron Ziegler, both new to high 
national politics, than the 
seasoned Melvin R. Laird and 
B ryce Harlow'. Haig and 
Ziegier, though lacking the 
Haldeman-Ehrlichman power 
monopoly, resemble those 
departed lieutenants in being 
far less likely than Laird to con­
front the President with unplea­
sant recommendations.

’The new arrangement, wholly 
unique in Richard Nixon’s 
presidency, was clearly evident 
in the condition of employment 
laid down by Laird when he

reluctantly agreed to join the 
White House staff as domestic 
counsellor. In conversations 
with Haig, Laird rejected in­
volvement in Watergate.

It is unlikely Laird intended 
his self-imposed limit as a 
signai he wanted to steer clear 
of the Oval Office except on 
domestic policy legislative 
questions. Yet, Laird has not 
been given any th ing  ap­
proaching the access to kfr. 
N ixon  e n jo y e d  by h is  
predecessor as domestic chief, 
John D. Ehrlichman.

In short, Laird has become 
the operating divisional head 
for domestic policy, period. 
Whereas Ehrlichman’s role as 
intimate presidential adviser 
spreadeagled all political and 
ideological issues, Laird’s 
scope is strictly limited.

This lim it on Laird has 
enhanced the role of Haig, just 
transferred from the Pentagon 
with concepts of a brilliant staff 
officer carrying out the wishes 
of his chief. By steering clear of 
Laird, Mr. Nixon will avoid the 
kind of blunt advice that has 
always irritated him. Indeed, 
M r. N ixon r e je c te d  key 
recommendations from Laird

High Crimes

The high crimes and mis­
demeanors revealed to the 
American people over the past 
weeks boggle the mind. ’They 
are too much to absorb, even 
for a citizen who watches the 
Senate hearings and reads the 
Watergate stories in the daily 
newspapers.

But consider only a few of the 
choicer items:

’The President of the United 
States approved a secret plan 
for "dom estic intelligence 
gathering”  th a t included 
burglary and opening of first- 
class mail, although he was 
warned, in writing, that such 
actions were “clearly illegal.”

’The President and his top 
assistant for national security, 
Henry Kissinger, approved a 
program of wiretaps on White 
House aides and newspaper 
reporters.

’The Attorney General of the 
United States, John Mitchell, 
while the nation’s chief law- 
enforcement officer, sat and 
listened to a plan that included 
kidnapping American citizens 
and spiriting them away to

Mexico, and se ttin g 'u p  a 
floating bordello to ensnare 
Democrats—at least according 
to the testimony of Jeb Stuart 
Magruder.

With White House complicity, 
a former CIA agent, Watergate 
conspirator E. Howard Hunt Jr. 
forged U.S. government cables 
to implicate President Kennedy 
in the murder of President of 
South Vietnam.

According to the No. 2 official 
of the Central Intelligence 
Agency, the President’s'chief 
assistant, H.R. Haldeman, 
ordered the CIA to block the 
FBI in v estig a tio n  of the 
burglary of the Democrats’ 
Watergate headquarters. Con­
trary to the reams of news copy 
indicating otherwise, the depu­
ty director of CIA marched 
right over to the FBI and tried 
to get the investigation stopped. 
Only later did the CIA decide 
not to play.

’The Watergate team broke 
into the office of Daniei 
Ellsberg’s psychiatrist and 
then, if we are to believe 
Charles W. Colson, former 
special counsel to the Presi­
dent, attempted to conceai that 
crime by ^ving it a security 
classification — “classifying” a 
burglary.

’Ihe then head of the FBI, L. 
Patrick Gray, 3rd, burned key 
legal evidence about Watergate 
on White House orders.

How could it happen? One 
answer is rooted in the growth

of a huge national security and 
intelligence apparatus since 
W orld W ar II . Now the 
techniques of espionage and 
c la n d e s tin e  in te llig e n c e  
operations have spilled over 
into our domestic politics. ’The 
Committee to Re-elect the 
President, the Democrats were 
the new enemy. And so were 
those who dissented too loudly 
fro m  th e  N ixon a d ­
ministration’s policies.

Jeb Magruder, a clean-cut 
young man who used to‘sell 
cosmetics, tried to tell the Er­
vin com m ittee how it had 
happened. Antiwar dissidents 
were preaching civil dis­
obedience and breaking the 
law, he said, so why not employ 
the same methods in reelecting 
the President?

’There is, of course, a major 
difference between an in­
dividual practicing civil dis­
obedience, or breaking the law, 
and government breaking the 
law. ’The state is responsible for 
enforcing the law, not breaking 
it.

Under both Democratic and 
Republican '’administrations, 
government deception, sup­
ported by a pervasive system of 
official secrecy, has M  us in­
evitably down the road to 
Watergate. A democracy rests 
on the consent of the governed. 
The people cannot give their 
consent if they are misled by 
their elected leaders.

during  his f ir s t  days as 
domestic chief. Old Nixon- 
watchers feel that even in this 
crisis the President is main­
taining his antipathy toward ad­
visers who actually give advice.

In any event, there is no doubt 
of the accretion of power in 
each of the major White House 
operational divisions.

’The President’s new legal 
staff, headed by ex-law partner 
Leonard Garment, now has in­
dependent authority John W. 
Dean IH liever had. Likewise, 
William Timmons, chief White 
House lobbyist, enjoys a new 
autonomy, l^ y  Ash, head of the 
Office of Management and 
Budget, has also, in words of 
one White House insider, “been 
expanding his perimeter”—and 
may soon bump into Laird’s 
operation.

While power has thus been 
scattered in the White House, 
Ziegler has been jockeying to 
replace Haldeman, not in power 
but as the White House aide 
closer than all others to Mr. 
Nixon. “Ron doesn’t'care about 
the power of being close to the 
President,” one presidential 
aide told us. “He waifts the 
form of Oval Office entree, not 
the substance.”

Ziegler alone of the old Nixon 
s ta ff  em erged from  the 
W atergate  scanda ls with 
prestige publicly enhanced by 
the President (who elevated 
him to “ A ssistant to the 
President” ).

With his two most intimate 
aides gone, Mr. Nixon has taken 
to spending literally hours with 
Ziegler, whom he treats like a 
son. When Laird publicly 
suggested Ziegler’s standing 
with the press was so low he 
should be removed as the 
President’s spokesman, Mr. 
Nixon personally authorized a 
f la t  co n trad ic tio n  in the 
President’s name.

But while Ziegler has the in­
timacy, it is Haig who now 
appears to be the most for­
midable influence with the 
President. Haig reminds old 
friends that he didn’t give up his 
brilliant military career to 
"shuffle papers” as chief ad­
m inistrative officer in the 
White House.

Haig ended a potential 
struggle over control of White 
House personnel on his ’own 
term s, rejecting proposals 
from I^ird and others that all 
Watergate-touched aides be dis­
missed in the President’s in­
terest, whether directly guilty 
or not. Haig has ruled out the 
firing of these old Haldeman- 
fi^hrlichman aides, so long as 
they perform well, as a "moral 
issue,” and the I^esident has 
clearly backed him all the way. 
Ziegler, too, is protected on the 
“moral issue” basis.

Clearly, the man to watch in 
the dangerous aftermath of 
Watergate is not Laird and cer­
tainly not Ziegler but A1 Haig. 
While Haig does not even seek 
to concentrate power in the 
Haldeman' - Ehrlichman
manner, the question not yet 
answer^ is whether his advice 
to the President wiil be better 
than theirs.
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G Q D O n A T IO N S
It seems to be most natural 

for hunters and sport fishermen 
to consider an excursion into 
the out-back country successful 
only if they can bring home a 
mess of fish or game. They tell 
only about their “successful” 
hunts.

’The fact is more likely true 
that more times they return 
“skunked.”

At least O.C. learned he could 
not expect to have a "flush- 
day” every time he went out, so 
was not discouraged if his hun­
ting coat was not heavy at 
night. It might even be a 
blessing if he had six or eight 
miles to walk home.

It was rewarding to be able to 
spend a day alone or with one 
companion away from all else 
but wild animals, birds, fish, 
etc. and trees and brooks and 
rocks, and sun, and wind, and 
have time to stop anywhere to 
observe and explore. That was 
something that stayed with you 
far better than meat.

Perhaps it might be in­
teresting to hear about some 
hunts that would be considered 
failures by most people.

In Ohio, fo u r fe llo w s  
arranged for a rabbit hunt 
(O.C.’s experience is that more 
than two is too many). The 
m orn ing  looked fin e  a t 
daybreak, but before we 
reached the chosen farm there 
was rain on the windshield.

Nothing daunted, we started 
out, not clothed for rain. Soon 
we were thoroughly wet, but it 
was not cold. Rabbits just were 
not moving.

’The rain continued all day. 
No one fired a shot all day.

O.C. saw a rabbit start out 
from under another fellow’s 
feet and duck into a hole at the 
base of a half uprooted tree 
leaning over a creek. O.C. 
reached up in. the hole, pulled 
out the bunny, dressed it and 
put it in his coat.

By noon two of the fellows 
had enough (not game) and 
headed back to the farm house 
to get dry. Soon after that O.C. 
saw a rabbit crouched under a 
tuft of bog grass and was able to 
put his foot on it before it 
jumped.. That one was also 
dressed on the spot and loaded 
in with the other.

^ n  after that we alt went 
home. Four men, all day, 
soaking wet, no shots fired, two 
rabbits to take home.

If each man had shot three or 
four rabbits before we went 
home dry and comfortable, the 
trip would probably have been 
forgotten among the many 
more like it. But that one has 
been recalled and enjoyed 
many times over the years.

invention,” that’s why someone 
sa id  "A  lo a f  b o re  a 
locomotive.”

In Connecticut, a fellow 
didn’t mind walking home with 
a couple of rabbits in his coat, 
but it was different in Ohio. Six 
or more bunnies could be a 
load, so his friends in Ohio 
taught him the solution to the 
problem. It’s easy and simple 
to eliminate at least half the 
load, maybe more.

When you first pick up a rab­
bit, dead or alive, strike a quick 
chop on the back of the neck 
with the side of your hand. The 
head twists off easy as pulling a 
cork. No need of a knife 
because the belly skin and 
membrane are so tender they 
can be opened with the fingers.

A quick jerk and shake and all 
the entrails fall out. The car- ' 
cass then folds up fur side out 
into a small bundle weighing 
not more than one half the 
original mount. O.C. never 
heard of that trick in Connec­
ticut.

O.C. had been hunting for par­
tridge alone and without a dog 
and hadn’t had a shot. It was 
after sunset when he was 
almost out of the woods toward 
home. It would have been too 
dark to shoot anyway except 
toward the lighter sky.

A partridge zoomed up into 
the light and was hit. O.C. noted 
where the bird seemed to have 
fallen and went to retrieve it. 
When about where he thought 
was the right place he thought 
he noticed a little movement 
under a bush so grabbed at it.

Imagine the sensation when 
he expected to grab feathers 
and instead had a handful of 
fur.

ZBA Allows Dente

’The Zoning Board of Appeals 
(ZBA) unanimously granted a 
special permit to Eugene and 
Stella Dente of Rt.

Nutmeg Village Allowed 
Additional 148 Units

BARBARA RICHMOND
(Herald Reporter)

The developers of Nutmeg Village, a 
new luxury apartment complex on Rt. 83, 
Vernon, have been granted permission by 
the Zoning Commission to build an ad­
ditional 148 units in the same complex.

Permission was granted Thursday night 
following a public hearing at which only 
two persons voiced any objection to the 
additional units. Dr. Joseph Kristan, Ver­
non’s health officer, criticized the manner 
in which the town is being developed.

Dr. Kristan cautioned that the ad­
ditional apartments will mean additional 
cars even if the road is widened.

He said, "The impact of noxious fumes 
in this low-lying area will be most un­
healthy. You are turning a small town into 
a very disorganized town and I vehement­
ly oppose it. I think there should be ab­
solutely no more houses there,’’ he said.

The health officer expressed amaze­
ment that the voice of the people was not 
heard because people did not show up to 
object.

Also voicing objection to the additional 
units was James O’Neill of Wellwood Cir­
cle who dlsb cited the additional traffic as 
his main objection. ■

Melvin Steinman, developer, referred to 
one of the main concerns mentioned by the 
Zoning Commission, that the building 
might be in the flood plain area of the 
land. Steinman assured the commission 
that none of the buildings will go into that 
area.

Concerning traffic and the extra sewage 
the additional units will create, it was 
explained that the state is planning to 
start widening Rt. 83, from Vernon Circle 
to past the apartments. Plans are to widen 
the highway to four moving lanes of traffic 
and the work is to start next month.

The state has ordered the town to update 
the sew age tre a tm e n t p lan t and 
preliminary plans for this project are now 
in the works.

The new apartment units will be of 
similar design to the ones now under con­
struction. Steinman said plans are to start

the new units in March and to have them 
finished by Christmas. '

The commission also granted Valentino 
Piano permission to construct a Ramada 
Inn on property he owns on Rt. 30. No 
objections were voiced at the hearing.

Plans to build a 150-unit motel were 
dropped because of the condition of the 
market right now, and Piano only sought 
permission to build 80 units. The area is 
zoned commercial and will have city 
water and city sewers.

Prom the Rt. 30 side, which will be the 
front, the motel will have two levels. 
Prom the 1-86 side there will be three 
levels due to the sloping of the land. ’The 
complex will have a dining area, reception 
room and lounge plus a deck and a pool.

The town’s fire marshal, William John­
son, in a letter to the commission, 
cautioned that the Vernon department’s 
highest ladder is only 24 feet and therefore 
the highest point of the building should not 
be higher than that. The three levels would 
be, according to plans, about 1.5 feet over 
that figure but the conunission noted the 
Rockville Pire Department has an aerial 
ladder and a Squirt apparatus which is 
shared with Vernon. It was also noted that 
there are other buildings in the Vernon 
area that are higher than 24 feet.

Edward Masker, chairman of the com­
mission, conunented that the zoning laws 
allow buildings up to 35 feet high.

Permission was also granted for another 
motel in the Talcottville section of Vernon 
in conjunction with the Steak Out 
Restaurant already in the area. ’This will 
be constructed by the Talcottville 
Development Corp. on land already con­
taining, besides the restaurant, two 
theaters, a driving range, a par three golf 
course and go-cart track.

No one objected to this proposal and 
Robert ’Tucker who owns a home and a 
business in the inunediate area expressed 
hope that the commission would permit 
the building of the motel. He said it was 
the feeling of other businessmen in the 
area that such a facility will improve their 
business.

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Father-Son Team Keeps Tower Clocks 
Ticking Despite Bees, Bats, Hornets

WALTHAM, Mass. (AP) -  
The Archambaults are in a line 
of work that has unusual 
hazards-bees, hornets, bats, 
pigeons and over-protective 
mother starlings.

They repair and maintain the 
tower clocks of New England.

The Archambaults-father 
Edward, 66, and son William, 
41—o pera te  Tower Clock 
Specialists in Waltham, a two- 
man company set up to service 
New England’s approximately 
800 tower clocks.

" I  w ouldn’t ca ll i t  a 
dangerous profession, but there 
are some hazards,’’ William 
said. ‘Tve been attacked by a 
starling that was protecting her 
nest. And then there are 
pigeons. They’re a special 
menace, especially for clocks. 
The pigeon white mixes with 
the clock oil. One pigeon can 
ruin a clock.’’ "And bats,” said 
Edward. "There are not as 
many as there used to be in the 
old days, but they’re there. You 
have to ignore them. I mean, if 
there’s a bunch of bats there, 
you walk right in and let them 
peep all they want.”

The Archambaults see main­
taining these often qncient time 
pieces high in the towers of 
mills, churches, libraries, town 
halls and schools as a commit­
ment to preserve “one of the 
few links that we have with the 
past that are still in actual, 
working use today.”

“They are one of the things 
that we have left in New 
England that has anything to do 
with our' heritage,” he said. 
"The hitching post is gone, the 
ice truck is gone, the vegetoble 
vendor coming through the 
s t r e e ts ,  h e ’s gone. The 
lamplights are gone.”

"What I’m looking for is to 
try to preserve as much of this 
New England heritage as I 
can,” he said.

The Archambaults make ser­
vice calls all over the region at 
prices ranging from $30 for a 
simple inspection to more than 
$1,000 for conversion of a 
mechanical clock to an electric 
clock.

Since no one is manufacturing 
mechanical tower clocks any 
more, the Archambaults main­
tain their own machine shop to 
make equipment they can no 
longer buy. Many of the clocks 
have up to 2,000 parts, many of 
them handmade scores of years 
ago.

Most of the clocks they ser­
vice are 35 to 120 years old, 
William said. ’The oldest is the 
212-year-old clock at the old 
South Meeting House in Boston.

"It’s still in its original condi­
tion and it’s still operating,” 
William said. "It’s a beautiful 
thing. The gears are made of 
apple wood because they didn’t

know how to machine cut metal 
in those days.”

"Almost all of these clocks 
are keeping very good time,” 
William said.

"Many of the towns have a 
big investment in these clocks, 
and they don’t even know It,” 
Edward said. "Today you 
couldn’t buy one of these 
clocks, but if you could it would 
probably cost you $3,000 or 
more.” ^

“We tell some of the town of­
ficials this,” he said, "and they 
say, ‘Gee, if it’s worth that 
much, then let’s get it cleaned 
up.’ In many ca^s, they don’t 
even have the clock insured.”

About half the tower clocks in 
America are in New England, 
thanks to sea captains who pop­
ularized the practice in the last 
century.

“These captains would come 
home after years at sea, saving 
all that money, and the first 
thing they’d see would be the 
tower of the church or meeting 
hall in their port town,’’ 
Edward said.

"So, naturally, since they had 
the money, they decided to put 
something in that tower that 
they could see when they came 
home, as a sort of personal 
m em orial to themselves.

A diet and coronary heart 

d isease research  study was 
established in 1956 in New 
York by Dr. Norman Jolliffe, 
an expert in public health nu­
trition. Only one factor was to 
be investigated; the relation­
ship of diet to coronary heart 
disease. Now, 14 years later, 
the final report is being made 
ready.

Iva Bennett, home econom­
ics and health education spe­
cialist, worked with Dr. Jol­
liffe from the beginning. She 
continued with Dr. George J. 
Christakis, now with Mt. Sinai 
(N .Y .)  M edical School, and 
also with two other m edical 
supervisors.

On advice of leading medi­
cal people she and an asso­
ciate have written the entire 
program in terms under­
standable to the layman. 
Their book, “ The Prudent 
D iet,’ ’ explains a m edically  
based diet using very good 
food. Martha Simon, also a 
splendid cook, co-authored the 
book. ( “ The Prudent Diet”  by 
Iva Bennett and M artha'Si­
mon; David White publisher, 
$7.95.)

“ The word ‘prudent’ in the 
diet means sensible or wise. It 
is designed to prolong the vig­
orous span of life,”  Mrs. Ben­
nett says.

“ It curtails excessive eating 
of fat m eats, high-fat dairy 
products, eggs, hydrogenated 
shortenings and foods contain­
ing any of these ingredients. 
It encourages eating more fish 
and certain Shellfish, substi­
tuting polyunsaturated vegeta­
ble oils  and m argarine for 
butter, iard and hydrogenated 
shortenings and other saturat­
ed fats. Note the diet does not 
advocate excessive use or 
complete omission of any one 
fo o d .”

The diet fulfills all require­
ments of the Food and Nutri­
tion Board of the National 
Research Council.

It is based on the knowledge 
that saturated fats revise the 
cholesterol level of the blood. 
Some examples of sources of 
saturated fats are beef, lard 
and pork, whole milk, butter 
and egg yolks. On the other 
hand, polyunsaturated fats 
low er the cholesterol level. 
Som e polyunsaturated foods 
are fish, certain shellfish, liq­
uid vegetable o ils  and whole 
grain foods.

Here are two suggested 
fam ily  dinners: 1.) R oast 
chicken, sw eet potato and 
apple cassero le , Boston let­

tuce, French dressing, fruit 
gelatin. 2.) Lemon-broilecl 
sw ordfish, tartar sauce, 
broiled tomatoes, corn-on-cob, 
cantaloupe.

Mrs. Bennett's special din­
ner menus include: melon, 
lean lamb and vegetables in 
casserole , romaine lettuce 
salad, hot blueberry tarts.

For hot weather she gives, 
this Prudent Diet menu: wat­
ercress and potato soup, cold 
poached salmon with mayon­
naise, avocado and tomato 
sa lad ,, fresh fruit, Italian 
macaroons.

Eating in a restaurant and 
staying on a diet can be diffi­
cu lt but not so with the Pru­
dent Diet. Appetizers permit­
ted include oysters or clams, 
sm oked salmon, caviar or 
sturgeon. Soups include Man­
hattan clam  chowder, clam  
broth, gaspacho. Among the 
entrees are roast veal, broiled 
fille t o f beef, Londojj- broil, 
fish or shellfish broiled, baked 
or poached. ' '

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Liberated Scientist Juggles Two 
Jobs and Home at the World’s End

By JOSEPHINE DE LORENZO
BARBERTON FARM, Argen­

tina (AP) — Women’s liber­
ation has at least one advocate 
on the southern tip of the South 
American continent.

Here in Herra del Fuego — 
Fireland, as it was nam ^ by 
explorer Ferdinand Magellan — 
lives a U.S. woman who 
manages to juggle a career as a 
scientist, writer and housewife 
in an area so remote it is ac- 
c ^ ib le  only by a 20 minute 
flight from Ushuaia, the nearest 
town.

Natalie Prosser de Goodall, 
35, came as a tourist to Barber­
ton, the first sheep farm estab­
lished on the island, some 10 
years ago following a teaching 
tour in Venezuela.

At Barberton she met the 
farm’s manager, Thomas Goo- 
dall, a great-great-grandson of 
the Rev. Thomas Bridges who 
settled by the Beagle Channel 
in 1871 to teach the now extinct 
Indians of Tierra del Fuego.

“ I meant to visit Barberton 
for one day and stayed for one 
month, Mrs. Goodall recalled. 
Six months after their first 
meeting, Tom Goodall traveled 
to the States to marry Natalie 
and bring her back to Harber- 
ton as his wife.

Country life came naturally
to Natalie Goodall who grew up 
on a farm near Lexington, 
Ohio, but even by U.S. stand­
ards, Barberton is an enormous 
piece of land.

The sheep farm has 40,0(XI 
acres of land with four moun­
tains, 48 lakes and 9,000 sheep.

WMe her husband managed 
the farm, Mrs. Goodall, who 
graduated in biology and art 
from Kent State University, be­
gan exploring the archipelago’s 
plant and wild life, history and 
geography.

In the past decade she has 
become an acknowledged ex­
pert on Tierra del Fuego, pub­
lishing a book on the island 
which she wrote and illus­
trated. Her research has been 
backed by grants from the Na­
tional Geographic Foundation 
and her next publication will be 
a field guide to the plants of 
Tierra del Fuego.

Mrs. Goodall, a shy woman

with blue eyes and gray-flecked 
black hair, explained how she 
feels about living so far re­
moved from telephones, news­
papers and television.

“ I’ve never been much inter­
ested in politics or world events 
so I don’t feel left out of the 
news. At first I did miss life in 
the states, but not so much any 
longer. We have been back to 
Ohio every three years or so.

“ I get an idea of what’s hap­
pening in the states from vis­
itors who come here,’ ’ she 
added, The farm and guest 
house at Harberton are mag­
nets for visitors.

Anyone who becom es in­
terested in bonsai plants and 
expects ever to take a day off 
during the summer season, 
much less a vacation away 
from home, must be sure he has 
a reliable plant sitter. These 
purposefully dw arfed little 
trees with their shallow roots 
con fin ed  in pots must be 
watered every day, unless it 
rains.

Bob Linton’s wife, June, is his 
first-string helper with the 
watering chores. When both of 
them are away from their home 
at 20 White St., Vernon, one of 
their children has so far been 
available and willing to take 
over the responsibility.

There are strict and detailed 
rules for developing a bonsai 
plant, established over cen­
turies by the Japanese, who 
may bequeath a fine plant from 
one generation to the next so 
that some of those in existence 
are hundreds of years old.

Starting just five years ago. 
Bob Linton regards himself as a 
beginner in this horticultural 
specialty. He thinks of his 
plants also as in their primary 
stage of development, needing 
both m ore tim e and m ore 
carefu l shaping. Bonsai is 
regarded as a combination of 
horticulture and art, and Bob 
loaned me a book he has found 
valuable, “ Bonsai-Indoors and 
Out,”  by Jerald P. Stowell (D. 
van Nostrand Co., Princeton) 
which gives this definition: “ In 
maturity, a bonsai is something 
of nature evoked in miniature. 
It is to be appreciated in the 
home or garden like a piece of 
sculpture, which indeed it is.”  

Native M aterials 
Most American bonsai plants 

start their liv e s  in lo ca l 
nurseries and many of them are 
species of Oriental origin, but 
^ b  Linton is attracted by Mr. 
Stowell’s notion that there 
might well be an American 
style of bonsai, based on the 
Japanese style but using native 
American materials.

This week, he and June were 
planning a hiking trip in the 
northern New York mountains 
where they would look for 
potential bonsai plants. I can 
imagine them making slow 
progress over a mountain trail, 
while they-examine the under­
brush on both sides for just the 
right small tree. It would then 
have to be carefully dug to 
preserve the small feeder roots 
and kept moist somehow in a 
back pack.

Some remarkable finds have 
been made by local bonsai 
enthusiasts. We wrote in this 
column last year about an arbor 
vitae found on a small island, 
mostly rock, in Lake George by 
Dr. Robert M. Fitch of Coven­
try. He thought it was then 25 
years old and he had kept it for 
15 years. The large roots that 
are exposed on the surface of 
the rock as the plant sought 
moisture added to its value.

Bob Linton says his interest 
began with a bonsai exhibit at 
the Plaza Garden Fair in Hart­
ford in 1968 and I remember 
two plants from  that show 
becau se  o f th eir unusual 
history. One was a hemlock 
found growing on top of a small 
stump and the exhibitor had dug 
it, stump and al^ The other was 
a nursery-grown evergreen 
with a curiously bent and 
twisted trunk. It had been run 
over by a truck and the nursery 
was glad to give it away.

N atural R o c k  C on ta in er  
A bent trunk is a requirement 

for one kind of bonsai, the 
cascade form , which must 
droop over the side of the pot, 
and some plants grow naturally 
in this shape.

Bob Linton has a prostrate 
juniper purchased at a rtursery, 
still in its first season as a bon­
sai, which he has planted in a 
natural depression on top of a 
chunk of rock he picked up on 
the coast of Maine. The rock 
and the juniper are naturally 
suited to each other, he thinks.

Referrring to Reggie Pinto’s 
picture, the small Mugo pine 
was placed in its small pot this 
past spring and is still in its in­
fancy as a bonsai. It has a 
natural bend in the trunk and 
Bob will work with it perhaps 
for several years, at intervals, 
twisting copper wire around a 
branch to bend it into the 
desired position or clipping out 
foliage that he doesn’t want.

’The rule calls for the bottom 
third of a bonsai plant to be 
bare trunk, and a thick trunk, 
indicating age, is desired. The 
middle third of the plant should 
have branches and foliage, but 
not so dense that the trunk can­
not still be seen. The top third 
should be dense foliage. A bon­
sai grower studies his plant 
from all angles and uses his 
pruning shears with delicate 
precision to achieve this effect.

The Mugo pine is a Swiss 
plant originally, although this 
specim en grew  in a loca l 
nursery. The Hinoki cypress is 
of Japanese origin, but also 
grown locally and attractive for 
its fan-shap^ foliage in two 
shades of dark and light green. 
It has been moved once, from a 
larger pot to a smaller one, to 
slow down its growth.

Tlie thread-leaf Japanese red 
maple is about as large a bonsai 
plant as Bob intends to grow. 
He bought it from  a local 
nursery in the fall of 1971, kept 
it in the garden over the winter

G row th  M ust B e S low  
Any pruning on the maple will 

be done in the spring, not later 
than Memorial Day. TTie tree 
now is about two feet tall and 
and potted it the following 
spring. It has a pretty leaf 
which stays red all summer, 
but drops in the fall like those of 
other maples.

about two feet wide and these 
are considered satisfactory 
proportions. If allowed to grow 
naturally in the open ground it 
could reach a height of 15 feet, 
but its roots have been pruned 
as well as its branches and the 
objective is to keep it alive and 
healthy, but growing very slow­
ly-

In the fall, all of these trees, 
both evergreen and deciduous, 
will be placed in a deep cold 
frame at the back of the garden 
and, during cold weather, will 
be c o v e r e d  w ith  p la s t ic  
stretched over hardware cloth 
on a wooden frame. The plastic 
aione would not be strong 
enough to bear the weight of 
winter rain and snow.

Plants in the cold frame are 
w a te re d  .o c c a s io n a lly  by 
placing snow around their 
stems on the surface of the pots 
where it will melt slowly. Bob 
found that if he soaked the soil 
with water from the hose in the 
winter some of the pots would 
be  c r a c k e d  w h en  th e  
tem perature of the water- 
soaked soil got below freezing. 
While the plants are outdoors 
he uses the garden hose, with a 
nozzle that breaks the water 
into a soft spray.

Like any gardener, he has to 
protect his plants against in­
sects and uses an insecticide 
spray when necessary. Indoor 
bonsai, which include an azalea 
and a dwarf citrus, are tended 
like other house plants. The 
azalea seems to be confused by 
the lack of any seasonal dor­
mant period and blooms three 
times a year.

The Nike Complex: 
A Big Potential

On Mav 1,1970, the Town of Manchester acquired a sec­
tion of land formerly owned by the United States Govern­
ment called the Nike Site.

The Nike Site is located in the South West Comer of 
Manchester at the end of Garden Grove St. which is off 
Keeney St. This area cost Manchester |50,000 with the 
promise to develop it into a recreation area within five 
years.

The 36.80 acres have great potential as a recreation 
center. Eight buildings, originally, barracks, are being 
restored. The recreation department headquarters 
building has been in operation for the past two years along 
with the teen center which has been running for the past 
year.

The latest addition to completed buildings is the new Ri­
fle Range which will be used by the h i^  school’s rifle 
teams and the police department.

The other buildings will eventually contain a Cultural 
Center (music, sculpture, painting, arts and crafts and 
theater), a Community (Center (live stage and theater, 
child day-care center and assembly hall). Theatrical

Workshop and Equipment Storage Shed.
With Manchester’s population of 48,000 there is only five 

acres per 1,000 people of open spaces and park areas. ’The 
CRPA (Connecticut Recreation and Park Association) 
recommends 15 acres per 1,000 people which leaves 
Manchester at a low pointi' The Nike Site will add 36.80 
acres to Manchester of undeveloped land.

Along with the basketball court which was left from the 
government and the recently completed softball field 
(dedicated July 24); Manchester will eventually have 
archery, camping, picnic areas, model airplane flying, 
kite flying, nature trails and horseback riding. The cam­
ping areas will be the next step in the development of the 
Nike Site.

'The Nike Site has an elevation of about 400 feet above 
sea level, one of highest points in Manchester. ’This view 
point is a nice place for the picnics and camping with 
views as far away as Hartford.

Eventually the Nike Site will be the recreational center 
of Manchester with entertainment for the young and old.

V oters  T h ursday  night 
re je c te d  a Town Council 
recommendation favoring the 
town’s purchase of the Zollo 
property on Daly Rd. and Rt. 
31. The vote was 39 in favor and 
71 against the purchase of the 
1.4 acres at a cost of 358,000.

Almost no one at the meeting 
spoke in favor of the proposal, 
and the purchase price of the 
parcel, plus another $56,000, the 
estimated cost of repairs to 
bring the building up to building 
code standards, seemed to be 
the overriding consideration of 
those voting against. Another 
factor was the lack of a definite 
plan of use for the building.

There was confusion as well 
over a right-of-way that goes 
through the property  and 
whether or not this would give 
townspeople, should the proper­
ty be purchased, the right to use 
lakefront property owned by 
the W a te r fr o n t  H e ig h ts  
Association.

The Planning and Zoning 
C om m ission  had fa v o re d  
purchase of the property if use 
of the lakefront were deemed 
possible, but when it appeared 
that this was not the case, the 
PZC withdrew its support.

Still another factor in the 
defeat of the proposal was that

negotiations between the Town 
Council and the Waterfront 
Heights Association concerning 
possible town takeover of the 
association beach, Jn exchange 
for town acceptance of the 
association roads, are not at a 
point where an outcome can be 
predicted.

The town ownership of that 
beach would have tied in with 
the Zollo property, giving a con­
tinuous piece of land with 
lakefront property.

Town Councilmen Robert 
Keller and Jesse Brainard, who 
had v o t e d  in f a v o r  o f  
recommending purchase of the 
Z ollo  property  to a town 
meeting, voted against the 
proposal Thursday night.

suffered staph infections while 
playing on artificial turf.

He says good research is 
lacking on whether such infec­
tions are more likely to occur 
on artificial or natural tiirf.

There have been laboratory 
t e s t s  on w h e th e r  m ore  
microorganisms exist in ar­
tificial or natural turf,” be 
added. Makers of toe synthetic 
surfaces say their tests show 
fewer micro-organisms In their 
p ro d u c t ,  a c c o rd in g  to 
Nedwidek.

But, he said tha t some 
microorganisms help fight in­
fection and their presence 
would be welcome. He also said 
little research has been done 
under actual game conditions.

During an interview prior to 
toe opening Thursday of the 
loth Conference on toe Medical 
Aspect of Sports a t URI, 
Nedwidek .outlined some of his 
plans to fill that gap.

He said he’s looking for a day 
next fall when the Harvard and 
Boston College football teams 
both are playing at home. After 
toe games, he would take a 
sample of Harvard’s natural 
turf and DC’s synthetic surface 
and count and analyze the 
micro-organisms in each.

The experiment would be 
semi-controlled, he said, since 
toe stadiums are about eight 

I miles apart and toe games will 
have b ^ n  played at about the 
same time with roughly toe 
same number of players.

The object, then, would be to 
find which field has the more 
dangerous micro-organisms.

Nedwidek said it generally is 
agreed that synthetic turf is 
inore abrasive than the natural 
kind. "Every time you have an 
an abrasion, there’s always the 
possibility of an infection,” be 
said.

The danger could be com­
pounded, he said, if toe syn­
thetic surface also contained 
more harmful micro-organisms 
than the natural turf.

But he stressed that there are 
several kinds of artificial and 
natural turf and more research 
is essential before any conclu­
sion can be reached on the in­
fection potential of the various 
playing surfaces.

Dear Dr. U m b -  This is a 

very hard question to ask. 1 
have asked different people 
and they all say to ask you. I 
had to have an operation so I 
can t have children. My hus­
band and I are very much in 
love and would give anything 
to have one. We have heard 
that you could go to a hospital 
up north and have a test tube 
baby. Is this true? If so. 
please let us know how to get 
the information.

Dear Reader — No, you 
won t be able to go anywhere 
and have a test tube baby. It 
is true that an early fertilized 
egg and early development 
has been produced within a 
test tube as a laboratory pro­
cedure. No one has, however 
carried the test tube baby to 
normal maturity. Many scien­
tists feel that the experiments 
shouldn't even be done. I sus­
pect it will be though since 
most things which can be done 
eventually are done.

Your basic problem is that 
you would like to have a baby, 
which is quite understandable. 
You didn’t elaborate on what 
kind of an operation you ’ve 
had, but if you’ re talking 
about having had an operation 
on your tubes, sometimes this 
can be reversed so that a 
woman can become pregnant. 
To find out anything about 
this you would need to see a 
good gynecologist, a specialist 
in wom en’s problems. Of 
course, if you have had an 
operation because you 
couldn’t have children for 
health reasons, then this 
wouldn’ t be helpful for you. 
The next best thing would be 
adoption.

Dear Dr, Lamb — Recently 
you discussed in your column 
about the value of high protein 
food.

About one year ago I dis­
covered the value and import­
ance of protein and now I am 
much better physically. I am 
an elderly man and now 1 find 
I can do more and harder 
work since I have switched to 
soybean cereals and wheat 
pprm foods. I do not care for 

ots of any kind now be­

cause I really never get hun­
gry like I did before.

There is one thing that irks 
me. other people tell me the 
dangers of eating high protein 
food.

So, the question is, just how 
harmful is high protein food 
when used in generous por­
tions?

Dear Reader —  You are " 
probably doing a lot better 
than many other older people 
who shift their diet to eating 
large amounts of sweets and 
disregard the proper intake of 
proteins. There are all kinds 
of proteins and I prefer to see 
people get their protein from 
a variety of sources. This 
should include lean meat, cer­
eals, fish, poultry and fortified 
nonfat milk.

There is no danger in eating 
too many proteins as long as 
you are not eating too many 
calories and getting over­
weight. The only people who 
have a problem of this type 
are those who have serious 
liver or kidney disease. If you 
like your soybean cereals and 
wheat germ foods there isn’t 
any reason why you shouldn’t 
eat them and they probably 
are very good for you. I do 
hope however, that you are 
getting some lean meat and 
some fortified skim milk in 
your diet. You need calcium. 
You’ ll get some in soybeans 
but it’s hard for most people 
to get sufficient calcium un­
less they are including an ade­
quate amount of milk prod­
ucts such as fortified nonfat 
milk or uncreamed cottage 
cheese in sufficient quantities 
in their diet.

Excess amounts of proteins 
are converted by the liver to 
carbohydrates. In the process 
the nitrogen that makes the 
chemical compound a protein 
is simply stripped off and 
eliminated in the urine.

The alleged telephone conver­
sation took place on March 7 or 
8, a few days after Senate 
hearings began on Nixon’s 
nomination of Gray to head the 
FBI, the newspaper reported. It 
said Ehrlichman made tapes of 
telephone conversations with 
Dean and Gray which have been- 
given to the committee.

U.S. Sen. Lowell P. Weicker, 
R -C onn ., q u e s tio n e d  
Ehrlichman Thursday ubout a 
quotes from a conversation 
with Dean that occurred after 
Gray’s nomination ran into 
trouble in the Senate Judiciary 
Committee.

The q u o te s  in d ic a te d  
Ehrlichman was irritated by 
the disclosures Gray was 
making before the committee 
and favored allowing Gray’s 
nomination to be rejected.

“Let’s let him (Gray) hang 
there...I think we ought to let 
him hang there. Let him twist 
slowly, slowly in the wind,’’ he 
was quoted as telling Dean.

Dean’s reply was; “That’s 
right and I was in with the boss 
this morning and that is exactly 
where he was coming out. He 
said T m  not sure Gray is smart 
enough to run the bureau (FBI) 
th e  way he is h an d ling  
himself’.’’

The Courant quoted com­
mittee sources as saying they 
believed the “boss” referred to 
in the Dean quote was Nixon.

Dean had testified that during 
meetings with Nixon on March 
7 and 8 “the President was very 
unhappy with Gray’s perfor­
mance.” However, Dean had 
not made reference to Nixon’s 
loss of faith in Gray’s ability to 
handle the FBI directorship.

Gray had submitted papers to 
the Judiciary  Committee 
March 7 that linked Nixon’s 
former personal lawyer, Her­
bert Kalmbach, with payments 
to politcal saboteur Donald 
Segretti.

Nixon w ithdrew  G ray ’s 
nomination April 5 and Gray 
resigned as acting FBI director 
22 days later after Weicker 
revealed that Gray had burned 
’’p o lit ic a lly  s e n s i t iv e ”  
docum ents given him  by 
Ehrlichman and Dean.

Gray has returned to his 
private law practice in New 
London.

Town Manager Robert Weiss 
said Friday that HUD (the 
Federal Department of Housing 
and Urban Development) has 
reaffirmed its promise of a 
year ago, to allocate $296,953 as 
its SO per cent share toward the 
purchase of 212 acres of Cast Mt. 
open-space land.

He said HUD has ai^roved 
two appraisals of the l a ^ —one 
made for the town by Alfred 
W erbner, M anchester ap­
praiser, the other made for the 
state by Peter Marsele, Town 
of Bloomfield assessor.

Weiss also announced that 
Wells C. Dennison and Robert 
C. Dennison, owners of the 
property, have offered to 
donate an access from Spring 
St. into Case Mt. Under an 
agreement dating back to 
February 1971, it was un­
derstood by the Dennisons and 
the town that access from 
Spring St. wouldn’t  be part of 
the sales condition. The town 
was told it would have to seek a 
right-of-way from Birch Mt. 
Rd., from property owners 
there.

Weiss said the Dennisons, 
aware of the difficulties the 
town would have in acquiring 
an access road, will donate a 
900-foot-long, 60-foot-wide 
access from Spring St., to the 
west of the H i^land Park 
spring. The spring isn’t part of 
the package. It will be retained

by the Dennisons.
Weiss explained that the two 

appraisals approved by HUD 
were for about 230 acres of Case 
Mt. land — about 18 acres more 
than the 212-acre orig inal- 
proposal and at about |M,000 
more than the $597,906 original 
cost.

He said HUD, although it ap­
proved the appraisals for the 
higher acreage, is sticking to its 
original $298,953 grant • 50 per 
cent of the original $597,906 es­
timated cost.

HUD’s 50 per cent grant is 
predicated on the condiUon that 
the state and the town will con­
tribute 25 per cent each.

Weiss said the $50,000 added 
cost for the Case Mt. parcel will 
have to be paid by the state and 
town — $25,000 each — in addi­
tion to about $150,000 each for 
the original acreage.

A spokesman for the state 
said the state’s land-acquisition 
unit still must act on the ap­
p r a i s a l s  and  m ak e  i t s  
recommendation for a state 
g r a n t ,  w hich  m u s t be 
authorized for payment by the 
State Bonding Commission.

Estimates are that the State 
Bonding (Commission will not 
receive the proposal until its 
O ctober m eeting , a t the 
earliest.

Weiss explained that the 
original estimate of 212 acres 
was just that — an estimate — 
and that a survey showed the 
parcel actually contained 230 
acres.

Linkup of the two space 
vehicles was scheduled for 3:41 
p.m. EDT, 271 miles above the 
Pacific.

The mission will be tlie most 
rigorous test yet of man’s abili­

ty to withstand the physical and 
psychological stresses of 
prolonged space travel. The 
medical results will have a 
bearing on whether astronauts 
one day will embark on long 
voyages to other planets.

Oil Company Break-Up 
Could Add To Shortage

WASHINGTON (AP) -  In the 
first administration response to 
antitrust action against major 
oil producers, a Treasury 
Department official has warned 
that breaking up'the giant com­
panies could aggravate the gas­
oline shortage.

William E. Simon, who heads 
the administration’s petroleum 
allocation  p rogram , said 
Friday that a shortage of 
refinery capacity is “one of the 
m ain. problems today.” He 
added, “I believe that this shor­
tage could be made worse by 
divestiture.”

’The Federal Trade Commis­
sion, an independent regulatory 
agency, last week filed the an­
t i t r u s t  a c t i o n  wi th ou t  
specifying its proposed relief.

But the agency’s top antitrust

staffer said he couldn’t imagine 
relief which does not include 
significant divestiture by the 
nation’s eight major oil com­
panies, which dominate all 
phases of the industry.

Simon, a deputy secretary of 
the treasury, estimated it will 
cost about $15 billion in new 
refinery capacity over the next 
12 years to keep up with 
petroleum demand.

“Who has the ability to build 
these refineries? For the most 
part, the, integrated oil com­
panies,” he told the Senate sub­
committee on antitrust and 
monopoly.

“If a major suit were under­
taken to separate these com­
panies from their refineries, I 
have serious reservations about 
whether the capital could be at­

tracted for expansion of the in­
dustry,” said Simon, a deputy 
secretary of the treasury.

'The industry has denied the 
FTC’s allegations that the 
majors inflicted the heaviest 
burden of the petroleum shor­
tage on independents through 
alleged anti-competitive prac­
tices.

Sen. Edward M. Kennedy, D- 
Mass., who chaired the subcom­
mittee hearings, said, “Only 
the consumers and the in­
dependents suffered from the 
shortage.”

Kennedy said the major com­
panies reaped windfall profits, 
citing recent earnings reports 
showing profits up 24 per cent 
for Phillips Petroleum and 54 
per cent for Exxon, the nation’s 
largest oil company.

Police, Troops Poised 
At Riot-Torn Prison

McALESTER. Okla. (AP) -  
Rioting Oklahoma State Prison 
convicts today released four of 
the 19 hostages they were 
holding after Gov. David Hall 
made contact with the rioters.

Police and National Guard 
troops marched into the prison 
moments earlier to subdue the 
convicts but were halted when 
the governor apparently in­
itiated negotiations. They 
remained poised to storm the 
prison if necessary.

Two inmates were killed 
during rioting Friday and at 
least a dozen buildings were 
destroyed by fires set by the in­
surgents, prison officials said. 
Two guards suffered stab 
wounds.

National Guard troops and 
other law enforcement officers 
from around the state ringed 
the prison, where fires raged 
through more buildings this 
morning.

Officials said the hostages 
were not being held at one spot 
in the prison but were spread 
throughout the complex making 
it more difficult to attempt a 
rescue.

A prison doctor said one of 
the dead inmates apparently 
had been stabbed to death by 
fellow prisoners. It was not 
known how the other was killed. 
His body was still lying in a 
prison yard under the control of 
the rioters.

The physician, Dr. Rafael 
Cott, said he treated 12 other 
prisoners for injuries but had 
not been allowed to examine the 
hostages.

Of the number of prisoners in­
volved in the riot. Associate 
Warden Paul Graham told 
newsmen Friday night, "We 
believe there are no more than 
250 of them, but there could be 
as many as 1,000.”

Two of 21 original hostages, 
both guards, were released, ap­
parently because they suffered 
heart conditions, Graham said.

He said a list of demands 
issued by the convicts apparent­
ly asked for changes that were 
only recently instituted.

Gov. David Hall sent word to 
the convicts he would not meet 
with them until all hostages 
were released and the inmates 
returned to their cells.

Graham said officials had a

plan ready to fight Into the 
prison if the hostages’ lives 
appeared to be in danger. He 
would not disclose details. The 
convicts apparently have no 
guns.

Graham said officers en­
circling the prison and those in­
side the walls were under 
orders to shoot only under 
“extreme circumstances.”

He said some of the prison’s 
1,750 inmates were moved to 
local jails.

Corrections Department of­
ficials continued to talk with 
the b a r r ic aded  convict s  
periodically into the night.

The facility was ringed by of­
ficers and by National Guard 
military police in battle gear. 
Joining prison guards and the 
MPs were state highway patrol 
officers and police from 
McAlester.

'The riot, the worst in the 
prison’s history, began at 
midafternoon Friday when five 
unarmed inmates attacked two 
guards, Lt. ’Thomas Payne and 
Capt. C.C. Smith, in the mess 
hall, Graham said.
