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Skylab Crew 
Repairs Leak, 
Rests Again

SPACE CENTER, Houston 
fA P )  — The S k y la b  2 
astronauts, hoping to shake the 
effects of motion sickness with 
a slow and easy day, intemiped 
their sleep today to track down 
and stop a tiny leak in their or­
biting station.

Then, with an indication they 
were feeling better, they went 
back to bed until midmoming 
on the third day of their planned 
59-days in space.

“ Sorry you were so rudely 
awakened,”  Mission Control 
told Alan L. Bean, Dr. Owen K. 
Garriott and Jack R. Lousma 
after the leak was stopped. 
“ Hope you’re feeling better.”

“ I think so,”  replied Garriott. 
“ But we’re going back to bed 
for awhile. We got to bed late 
last night and only have had 
about six hours rest. So we’ll 
probably get a couple more.”

Flight surgeons said Sunday 
they e x p e c te d  a l l  th ree  
astronauts to recover today 
from the seasickness-like il­
ln e s s  a s  th ey  a d a p t  to 
weightlessness.

T he i l l n e s s ,  m a in ly  
queas|nes8 of the stomach, has 
delayed activation of the space 
station and postponed a space 
walk from  Tuesday until 
Wednesday.

Mission Control detected a 
slight leak in the nitrogen

oxygen gas pressurization 
system in the station about 2 
a.m. EDT. It was not serious 
enough to wake the crew and 
the ground controlled it by 
remotely feeding new gas into 
the system. But about 7 a.m., 
Lousma reported he had been 
wakened by the sound of the 
new gas being fed into the 
system. All three men got up 
and started a systematic leak 
check. Then Bean remembered 
that about the time the ground 
reported detecting the leak, he 
had dumped something through 
an airlock module into a large 
trash container.

He checked and found that 
the handle oti the trash airlock 
was not properly closed.

“ When I put my ear to it I can 
hear it hissing,”  Bean reported. 
“ I must have left it open or ac­
cidentally kicked it as I went 
by.”

He turned the handle to 
properly seal the hatch and the 
leak stopped.

“ We’re  feeling a little  
better,”  conunander Alan L. 
Bean reported Sunday night. 
“ But we need some slack time 
to get squared away. Just don’t 
wake us up tomorrow. When w e' 
get up on our ovrn we’ll start 
working.”

Senate Certain 
To Vote Reforms 
Ijfi Elections
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 

Senate appears headed for 
overwhelming approval of a 
massive election reform bill 
today after voting to tighten 
further its limits on individual 
political gifts and overall cam­
paign E n d in g .

A vote on passage of the bill 
w as sch edu led  fo r  mid- 
afternoon, sending it to an un­
certain fate in the House.

The House, meanwhile, was 
scheduled to launch the year’s 
first floor debate cm whether to 
cut the 600,000 tJ.S. ground 
troops in Europe and elsewhere 
arotind the world.

A vote on a proposed 50 per 
cfflt cut is likely on ’Tuesday as 
the House acts on a $21.4 biUion 
m il i t a r y  p ro c u re m e n t  
authorizaUoQ.

Both houses planned busy 
schedules, including several ap­
propriations bills, in the last 
week before adjourning Friday 
for a  month-long August recess.

With the U.S. bombing of 
Cambodia due to end in the mid­
dle of the recess, Aug. 15, the 
House Was expected to finish 
action this week on a un­
precedented resolution" gran­
ting leaders the power to call 
Congress back from vacation, if 
necessary.

The Senate passed the resolu­
tion Saturday. These were 
Saturday’s  major decisions:

—By a vote of 70 to 11, it ap­
proved an amendment by Sen. 
Thomas F. Eagleton, D-Mo., 
cutting the proposed spending 
limits for House, Senate and 
presidential elections to 10 
cents per voter in primaries

and 15 cents per voter in 
general elections. Set figures 
remain, however,^ for smaller 
stairt.

—By voice vote, it-approved 
an amendment hy Sen. Adldi E. 
Stevenson m , D-ni., further 
reducing the amount presiden­
tial candidates can spend in 
general elections to 75 per cent 
of the amount permitted ip each 
state for Senate candidates.

The net effect of the two 
amendments was to limit 1976 
presidential candidates to about 
129.5 milUon.

—By voice vote, the Senate 
approved an admendment by 
Sens. Stevenson and Charles 
McC. M athias J r . ,  R-Md., 
reducing the amount a  person 
can give in one year to all 
federal campaigns from |100,- 
000 to 125,000.

—By a vote of 73 to 8, it ap­
proved an amendment by Sen. 
Bob Packwood, R-Ore., exten­
ding the 13,000 ceiling on con­
tributions by (Hie person to a 
candidate to also include con­
tributions from a political com­
mittee.

—By voice vote, it an>roved 
an amendment by Sen. i^ank 
Church, D-Idaho, requiring full 
disclosure of income and assets 
by members of Congress and 
candidates. A move ^  Sen. 
Howard Cannon, D-Nev., to 
table and thus kill the amend­
ment was rejected 64 to 16.

Earlier Saturday, the Senate 
passed a  transportation ap­
propriation totaling nearly ^  
billion, much of it for highway 
construction. It now goes to 
conference with enactment 
possible this week.

(AP) -  
While 600,000 young people con­
verged on a rural western New 
York village for a rock music 
festival over the weekend, folks 
in central Illinois were leaving 
their farms for the conununity 
of Shelbyville to hear some 
fiddling.

More than 1,100 farmers, 
farmer’s  wives and country 
music lovers paid |1 each 
Saturday night to sit in the 
folding chairs and wooden 
stands in the gymnasium where 
the Shelbyville Rams play their 
high scluiol basketball.

In Watkins Glen, N.Y., the 
music was provid^ by three 
rock groups, one with the 
macabre name of the Grateful 
Dead.

WASHINGTON (AP) - Presi­
dent Nixon asked eight times, 
between September and March 
for complete reports on the 
Watergate affair and never 
received satisfac tio n , his 
former top domestic adviser, 
John D. Ehrlichman, testified 
today.

Beginning a record^ualling 
fifth day of testimony to the 
Senate Watergate committee, 
Ehrlichman said he was kept in 
the dark about Watergate plan­
ning sessions until April. But he 
said he notified the I^esident of 
the meetings within an hour 
after learning of them.

Ehrlichman said, however, 
he did not notify the President 
about the break-in to the office 
of Daniel E llsb e rg ’s p sy­
chiatrist because “ there was 
nothing the President could do 
about it or was called to do 
about it.”

As senators’ limited their 
questions in an effort to speed 
up the lengthy proceedings, 
Sen. Daniel K. Inouye, D- 
Hawaii, asked Ehrlichman if 
Nixon ever asked, prior to 
March of this year, for informa­
tion of ex ac tly  how the 
W atergate break-in cam e 
about.

“ Yes sir,” said Ehrlichman.

“ On repeated occasions the 
President asked that a com­
plete and definitive statement 
of the whole Watergate matter, 
how it was planned, how it was 
executed, the whole picture be 
s e t  down on p ap er and 
released.”

Q. Did the President 
receive satisfaction?

A. No sir.

—Did the same Dec. 11 and 
said he wanted that statement 
by Christmas.

Crews Intensify 
Tolland Search

TOLLAND, Conn. (AP) — 
“ We have to keep searching 
because we don’t have anything 
else to go on,”  a state trooper 

' said as plans Jnere mapped tor 
the fifth day of the hunt for 7- 
year-old Janice Pockett.

Navy volunteers from the 
U.S. submarine base at Groton 
were expected to join 75 to 100 
police and firemen in combing 
several areas of swampy, thick 
underbrush in the w o^s near 
the youngster’s home.

Last night, 20 State Police 
cars were parked along roads in 
the area, in hope that the girl 
would see the lights from them.

The sites chosen for a concen­
trated sweep today had been 
given a cursory search Satur­
day when more than 800 people 
roamed over a 6 square mile 
area in hopes of turning up 
som e clue to the child ’ s 
whereabouts.

J a n i c e  d i s s a p p e a r e d  
Thursday afternoon after  
telling her mother she was 
going to find a butterfly she left 
under a rock on Rhodes Road 
about a tenth of a mile from the 
Pockett home. Mrs. Roland 
Pockett said that when the 
child didn’t return, she went 
looking for her and found her

daughter’s bicycle beside the 
road.

Police have Investigated but 
say they have no evidence to in­
dicate the blonde, blue-eyed lit­
tle girl was abducted. “ It’s a 
possibility, certainly,”  said one 
state police officer.

“ But the child is in good 
health and the weather has been 
w arm  so we c a n ’ t stop  
searching the woods until we’re 
convinced that she’s not out 
there,” he added. “ The areas 
were looking at now are some 
that hadn’t been thoroughly 
covered during the earlier 
sweeps.”

Police made a check of the 
woods 'Thursday night after the 
P()cketts reported Janice mis­
sing. The search began in 
earnest Friday with nearly 500 
persons joining the effort. It 
was broadened Saturday, but on 
Sunday police asked volunteers 
to stay away so that they could 
make a coordinated sweep of 
specific areas.

Lt. William Kneeland, troop 
commander of the state police 
at, Stafford Springs, said foot­
prints were found that could 
have been made by a child, but 
they have not been identifi^ as

On Thursday and Friday, the 
trickle became a tide, engulfing 
nearly Ul roads in the Watkins 
Glen vimnity.

When me Grateful Dead band

opened the concert with "Sweet 
Magnolia’ ’ Saturday noon, 
about 600,000 persons had 
managed to reach the track 
area. Most of them pressed to 
get within at least hearing dis­
tance of the performers.

Finkel. 28, of New York City, 
who with partner Jim'KopIik, 
23, started organizing the con­
cert in February, called the 
jam a tremendous success.

” We think things went in­
credibly well in terms of all the 
e x t r a  p eo p le  we n ev er 
expected,”  he said.

Asked why the turnout was 
three tim es what he an­
ticipated, Finkel credited it to 
the drawing power of the 
groups — the E>ead. The Band 
and the Allman Brothers.

West opened the king of 

hearts, and South took the trick 
in dummy with the ace. He then 
made his first mistake by retur­
ning a heart from dummy.

West won with the queen of 
hearts and shifted to the nine of 
clubs. Declarer won in dummy 
with the ace of clubs and made 
a second mistake by leading 
dummy’s jack of hearts. East 
ruffed with the eight of spades 
and South made his t ^  mis­
take by bvemiffing with the 
nine of spades. He thoui^t his 
trumps were stnmg enough to 
stand the stra in , but they 
weren’t.

South next led out the ace and 
king of trumps and used the 
jack to force out West’s queen. 
West led another club to his 
partner and back came a third 
club. South had the 104-4 of 
trumps and couldn’t prevent 
West from winning a trick with 
the seven of trumps.

Three Correct Play* 
A fter taking the ace of 

hearts. South should lead out 
the ace and king of trumps 
before knocking out the queen 
of hearts.

When South actually led 
hearts too soon, he was still 
safe. Take the ace of clubs and
cash two top trumps. ’Then get 
to dummy with a hi(di diamond 
and lead the jack of hearts. 
South gets rid of a club and still 
makes 11 tricks.

South had a third chance 
when he led the jack of hearts 
from dummy. Let East take the 
trick with the eight of spades. 
South can get rid of his losing 
club. Then he will lose only one 
trump trick, making his con­
tract.

The Really Perfect Crime

Ehrlichman’s Fact-Shredder

Washington -  Feb. 23,
1985 — Ever since newly- 
elected President Winston 
Princeton did his wife in at his 
Inauguration last month the na­
tion has been in a tizzy.

“Am I really now the Presi­
dent of The United States?” 
Princeton inquired the moment 
he was sworn in.

“Yes, you are, sir,” replied 
the (3iief Justice.

“Good,” said Mr. Princeton. 
He then carefully unhooked the 
heavy Presidential seal from 
the front of the lectern and, 
after taking three practice 
swings, fatally conked the 
beaming Mrs. Princeton.

In the brief Inaugural Ad­
dress that followed. President 
Princeton said: "My fellow 
Americans. That woman really 
had it coming. She’s been 
nagging me to death ifor 38 
years. I did it and I’m glad. 
Glad, GLAD!”

The question about the foul 
deed that has the nation in a tiz­
zy is, of course, what recourse 
to take. For as Princeton was 
quick to point out, a President’s 
right to bop his wife over the 
head is clearly by the Doctrine 
of Executive Privilege.

As the crime had been com­
mitted in plain sight of both 
houses of C ongress, the 
Supreme Court and 100 million 
television viewers, the public 
mistakenly assumed the Presi­
dent would promptly be in­
dicted, tried and convicted.

But 10 years earlier, the 
courts had upheld the White 
House position that a President 
couldn’t even be subpoenaed. 
Thus for the Judicial Branch to 
indict him was out of the ques­
tion.

In th is  hour of c r is is . 
Congress acted swiftly as it 
always acte in hours of crisis. It 
swiftly appointed a committee 
to investigate the matter and 
report back sometime. The 
com m ittee chairm an, not 
knowing what else to do, 
respectfully requested the 
President to write a confession 
“for the record.”

“I would be delighted to write 
a confession,” replied the 
President. “But, unfortunately, 
it  would then becom e a 
Presidential Paper. And it is 
my sworn duty under the 
Constitutional Separation of 
P o w ers  to w ith h o ld  a ll 
Presidential Papers or other 
evidence of Presidential crimes 
from the Legislative Branch. 
Sorry about that.”

There was angry talk in 
Congress of impeachment — on 
th e . grounds th a t fa ta lly  
clobbering one’s wife in public 
was, if not a high crime, at the 
very least a misdemeanor.

B ut m e m b e rs  of th e  
President’s party didn’t wish to 
appear disloyal. And the opposi- 
tion much p re fe rred  the 
prospect of running against 
President Princeton four years 
hence than h is would-be 
successor. Vice President Silas

Sludge. “No question about it, 
said an opposition leader happi­
ly, “ P rin ce to n ’s lost the 
woman’s vote.”

Under the D octrines of 
E x ecu tiv e  P riv ile g e  and 
Separation of Powers, the only 
solution now appears to be for 
the President to kill himself. 
But this seems unlikely.

“I’ve committed the perfect 
crime,” Princeton, his feet on 
his desk, cheerfully told a White 
House visitor. “Now I’ll spend 
the next four years playing golf 
and doing a little fishing.”

“But don’t you plan to ac­
c o m p lish  a n y th in g  a s  
President?” he was ask^ .

“Good heavens, man, don’t 
you see?” said Princeton with 
sur.prise. “ I ’ve alreadj^ ac­
complished everything I set out 
to accom plish when tha t 
woman first nagged me into 
running for President.”

W ASHINGTON -  The 
rationale for burglarizing the 
office of Daniel Ellsberg’s psy­
chiatrist given by John D. 
Elhrlichman’s sworn testimony 
is shredded by one fact not dis­
closed until now: a 1971 secret 
meeting between G. (lordon 
Liddy and FBI officials.

Liddy asked whether the FBI 
whs seriously investigating 
Ellsberg’s disclosure of the 
Pentagon Papers. The answer 
was an unequivocal yes. Indeed, 
facts not revealed previously 
repudiate  suggestions by 
Ehrlichman — and President 
Nixon himself — that the FBI 
was restrained from probing 
Ellsberg by J. Edgar Hoover’s 
non-cooperation.

Ehrlichman and the Presi­
dent were either given false in­
formation, or distorted the 
truth. ’The result was an illegal 
a c t ,  now d e fe n d e d  by 
Ehrlichman as a proper exer­
cise of presidential power, 
which never would have been 
entertained by the FBI. As

elsewhere in Watergate, the 
Ellsberg burglary can be traced 
to one of two sources; presiden­
tial complicity or presidential 
confusion.

The dispute stems from 
Ehrlichman's testimony that 
his lieutenant, Egil (Bud) 
Krogh (head of the new 
“Plumbers” unit), told him 
that “I am having real trouble 
getting the FBI to move on this 
(the Ellsberg case).’’

In fact, a key plumber, Liddy, 
visited FBI headquarters in the 
summer of 1971 after the pen­
tagon Papers were leaked and 
published. He told a'> Hoover 
lieutenant that a secret White 
House unit had been formed un­
der Krogh’s leadership to plug 
leaks of security information— 
the first the FBI heard of the 
Plumbers. Liddy was told the 
FBI had plugged the leaks 
itself.

When Liddy next asked about 
the Ellsberg investigation, he 
was taken to the FBI officials in 
charge of the case. ’This official

Free Information 
Flow Essential

On Feb. 7,1973, by a vote of 77 

to 0, the United States Senate 
passed Senate Resolution 60, 
“to establish a select com­
mittee of the Senate to conduct 
an investigation and study of 
the extent, if any, to which il­
legal, improper, or unethical 
activities were engaged in by 
any persons, acting individualiy 
or in combination with others, 
in the Presidential election of 
1972, or any campaign, canvass, 
or other activity related to it.”

The complete disclosure of 
the facts in the so-called 
"Watergate Affair,” and the ul­
tim ate disposition of this 
matter before the public by this 
investigation and the judiciary 
is absolutely essential for the 
re-establishment of the integri­
ty of the political process by 
w hich  we ch o o se  o u r 
Presidents.

In the dawning hours of the 
Watergate affair, there was but 
a trickle of information and 
facts to the American public. It 
was due to a vigorous and 
tireless American free press, 
as envisioned by our Founding 
Fathers, that the truth began to 
be known, and so it is in large 
measure due to the press that 
we now have this opportunity 
and incumbency to restore the 
respect of the American people 
for their political processes, 
their government, and their 
Presidency.

’The performance of the press 
in its probe of this matter again 
a ttests the wisdom of the 
framers of the Constitution in 
the First Amerfidment prohibi­
tion against abridgment of 
freedom of the press. That 
wisdom has been demonstrated 
often In our 200-yrar history and 
is testified to by the strength of 
this country in both prosperity 
and adversity. We have nothing 
to fear from a robust, vigorous 
press.

On the contrary, it is only 
through the press that the 
public will be informed.

’The efforts of the press in 
pursuit of the whoe truth about 
the Watergate affair merit 
special commendation, es­
pecially in view of evidence 
which has been presented 
during the course of the 
Senate’s investigation. It has 
been testified that there have 
been concerted attempts to 
hinder the press by means of 
surveillance and other types of 
harassment.

The White House allegedly 
compiled a list of political 
enemies against whom the 
m achinery of the federal 
government could be employed. 
This list included the names of 
a number of media represen­
tatives, whose only offense was 
pursuit of truth and com­
munication of information to 
the American people. The use 
of the resources of the federal 
g o v e r n m e n t  to h a r a s s  
newsmen, or any citizens, is an 
abominable affront to every 
American.

Although siich harassment

constitutes one of the most 
direct and drastic attempts to 
intimidate the press by the 
government since the passage 
of the Alien and Sedition Act, it 
is but another example of this 
adm inistration’s animosity 
towards the press and its func­
tion. ' Administration officials 
have made severe public at­
tacks on the press, and the 
government has increasingly 
sought to subpoena newsmen 
and their files in grand jury 
proceedings, which has the 
e f f e c t  of “ d r y in g  u p ’’ 
governmental and other con­
fidential sources of information 
which reporters need to inform 
the public.

This controversy was the sub­
je c t  of extensive Senate 
h e a r i n g s  b e f o r e  the  
Constitutional Rights Subcom­
mittee. which I am pivileged to 
chair, in 1971, 1972, and 1973. 
The testimony and evidence 
presented during the coarse of 
these hearings led me to 
propose a limited "newsman's 
privilege■■ bill which would 
e x c u s e  n e w s m e n  f rom 
revealing confidential sources 
of information exceot when 
they were eyewitnesses to the 
commission of a crime.

I believe in this way the in­
terests of a free-functioning 
press can be baianced with the 
interests of government and 
justice. The free flow of infor­
mation is an essential in­
gredient of a Republic and qiust 
be zealously guarded. Obstnic- 
tion of the free flow of informa­
tion would signal the end of 
government by the people.

told Liddy the Ellsberg probe 
was, in FBI parlance, “ a 
special,” with a separate staff, 
and that “we are going all out.” 
Liddy did not dispute this.

In truth, nearly double' the 
agents working bn the Berrigan 
case, then Hoover’s favorite 
cause, were assigned to the 
E l l sb e rg  uni t .  Al though 
Hoover’s bureaucratic red tape 
probably hampered the in­
vestigation, nobody at the FBI 
g iv es  any c r e d e n c e  to 
Ehrlichman’s testimony — 
previously .attributed to Mr. 
Nixon — that Hoover smothered 
the Ellsberg probe.

Ehrlichman testified that 
then Atty. Gen. John Mitchell 
told him “we have a very tough 
problem” because Hoover 
prohibited an FBI interview of 
millionaire toy manufacturer 
Louis Marx, Ellsberg’s father- 
in-law and Hoover’s close 
friend. Moreover, testifying 
earlier before the Ervin com­
mittee,  presidential aide 
Richard Moore said Mr. Nixon 
told him this year the White 
House itself investigated the 
Ellsberg case because of 
Hoover’s friendship with Marx.

The facts are that Marx was 
interviewed by the FBI. A 
proposed interview had been 
disapproved by Hoover, but the 
official running the Ellsberg in­
vestigation inadvertently 
overlooked Hoover's disap­
proval and authorized the inter­
view (which turned out to be un­
productive). Marx told the FBI 
a g e n t  he d i s a g r e e d  
philosophically with his super- 
dovish son-in-law and did not 
even know his whereabouts.

When he learned this, an out­
raged Hoover banished the of­
ficial to a field office (a 
transfer overruled by Mitchell, 
as Ehrlichman testified). The 
bizarre case reveals the petty 
tyranny common in Hoover's 
later years. But even Hoover's 
toughest critics could not claim 
it remote ly  a ffected in­
vestigating the Ellsberg case.

Nor would those FBI officials 
critical of Hoover's latter-day 
c a u t i o n  have  d r e a m e d  
recommending a burglary of 
the psychiatrist's office. On 
July 20, 1971, Ellsberg's psy­
chiatrist. Dr. Lewis J. Fielding, 
refused to talk to FBI agents 
because of the doctor-patient 
reiationship. Under long­
standing procedures, when 
refused the doctor s records, 
the FBI dropped the matter.

A cc o rd in g ly .  when 
Ehrlichman initialed the Aug.
11 memorandum authorizing a 
"covert operation." he was 
taking action impermissible in 
the FBI no matter what Direc­
tor Hoover’s attitude. The FBI 
learned of the Sept. 3 break-in 
this past spring.

Some FBI officials feel that 
the Plumbers were running out 
of business and concocted the 
Fielding bag job as busy work. 
Whether they did or not, the 
Nixon-Ehrlichman explanation 
for taking over FBI duties had 
no basis in fact. The occurrence 
of this distortion of truth and 
the crime that resulted from it 
is one more severe indictment 
o f . Richard M. Nixon's ad­
ministration.

Town Seeks Bids 
For Globe Fence

The permit fees will be increased in ali 
areas. The permit for a zoning regulation 
of district change will jump from $35 to

$50. The filing of a detailed plan of 
development will cost $50 where previous­
ly the amount was $35.

A special permit wiil go frotn $35 to $40. 
An exception permit wiil go from $15 to 
$25 and a variance from $15 to ̂ . Permit 
for a gas station wiil go from $35 to ̂  as 
will a permit for a repairer’s license.

The Zoning Conunission also reviewed 
preliminary plans for a shopping center to 
go up at Dart Hill Rd. and Rt. 83. The 
proposal was made by Vernon Plaza Inc. 
Construction Co. which is headed by David 
Chase.

The center will be occupied by Food 
Mart as its prime store with plans to have 
seven smaller stores built around it. Tbe 
site contains about two acres and the 
builder said he plans to leave as many 
trees as possible.

Town A ttorney Abbott Schwebel 
cautioned the bulider that he will have to 
show plans for the entire plot and would 
have to agree that no other development 
would go on the site other than what is 
shown in the original plan.

The stores will cover about 16,000 square 
feet. The builder also has to have approval 
of the state concerning the curb cut before 
the pians are finally considered.

•Coventry- Voter Enrollment Session

The registrars of voters will 

hold an enrollment session on 
Aug. 3 from noon to 3 p.m. in 
the registrars room of the Town 
Hail for voters in the First 
District and a t the Porter 
Library for those in the Second 
District

Purpose of this session is for 
enrolling persons who are 
already voters, but who are not 
affiliated with any party, and 
for correcting the enrollmient 
lists.

Unaffiliated voters who apply 
for affiliation with a party at

this enrollment session will im­
mediately gain party privilege. 
Those unaffilia ted  voters 
applying for affiliation at any 
other time do not acquire the 
privileges of enrollment until 
their names are actually added 

‘to the enrollment list at the 
next enrollment session of the 
registrars. ’The next such ses­
sion will be in January 1974.

An a ffilia ted  vo ter who 
wishes to transfer his affiliation 
to another party, or who applied 
for erasure, should do so at the 
Aug. 3 session. ’Those changing 
party affiliation must wait six 
months before gaining all party 
privileges.

Voters who apply for erasure 
and w ith in  s ix  m o n th s  
thereafter apply for enrollment 
in the same party or another do 
not acquire the privileges of 
enrollment until their names 
are added to the enrollment 
lists pursuant to the law, and 
until the expiration of six 
months from the tim e of 
application for erasure.

Applications for admission as 
electors will also be received at 
the Friday session. An appli­
cant for enrollment in a party 
acquires the privileges of

enrollment immediately, if he 
applies to the admitting official 
at the time he is admitted as an 
elector.

An applicant for admission as 
an elector must be 18 years of 
age or over, a citizen of the 
United States and a bona fide 
resident in the town in which 
the enrollment is being made.

All voters who have had a 
change of address since the last 
election are asked to notify the 
registrars of voters of their new 
addresses within the town, so 
that corrections may be made.

PARIS — (NEA) — B o t h  

plain a m a t e u r  cooks and 
would-be gourmets who have 
taken courses in French cui­
sine at the famous Cordon 
Bleu school in Paris often 
have been disappointed, once 
back in their modern kitch­
ens, that the blanquette de 
veau, souffle, or crepes su- 
zette they learned to make 
successfully “over there” did 
not taste the same “over 
here.”

“N o t h i n g  surprising in 
that,” points out Michel Oli­
ver and Alain Sanderens, 
owners of two well-known 
Paris restaurants frequented 
by the je t set. “ It is simply 
b ^a u se  basic American in­
gredients have a different 
taste which upsets the origi­
nal recipe. Ingredients like, 
flour, salt, e g p , wine, car­
rots, cream ( s w e e t e r  and 
thinner respectively) are dis­
tinctly different.”

It was about a year ago 
when the idea of starting a 
cooking school—with a dif­
ference—^was put up to these 
two young men who are in 
their 30s. They decided then 
and there to set up an all- 
American operation—f r o m  
the stove, the various uten­
sils, pots and pans and, more 
important still, to use all- 
American products.

Consequently, both Oliver 
and Sanderens set off to do 
their shopping in New York. 
They came back with around 
800 pounds of food—a mini­
supermarket. They also had 
to a d a p t  certain French 
recipes.

“For example,” says Oli­
ver, “it is i m p o s s i b l e  to 
achieve & good veal stock in 
America. There, veal is taste­
less, so we replaced it with 
a combination of oxtail and 
chicken. The same applies to 
lobster and other fish. To a 
French palate they are taste­
less. Prime beef is very ten­
der but it has to be treated, 
too. Then we had to remem­
ber that everything, but ev- 
e r y t h i n g ,  comes out of a 
deep freeze, so the method 
of preparation has to be to­
tally different. Some of the 
recipes had to be tried out 
five or six times before we 
r e a c h e d  the r e s u l t s  we 
wanted.”

First things come first, 
they both pointed out. Practi­
cally all meat and fowl have 
to be taken out of the refrig­
erator — thawed and then 
marinated—immersed in a

mixture of olive oil, vinegar, 
wine and herbs, a t least 24 
hours and preferably 48, be­
fore cooking.

The two associates have 
worked on 25 basic recipes 
which represent the funda­
mentals of good bourgeois 
c o o k i n g .  These, they pro­
claim, can be translated into 
at least 100 variations. For 
e x a m p l e ,  a “coq au vin” 
(fowl cooked in wine) can 
be replaced by beef. They 
had trouble with roast duck 
a I’orange, a great party dish 
for French family gather­
ings. “American ducks are 
much fatter than the French, 
so we had to start by drain­
ing off the e x c e s s  fat to 
make them palatable. As a 
m atter of fact, we found a 
Chinese recipe which turned 
out very well."

What, e x a c t l y ,  is their 
aim? It is to teach Ameri­
cans the elements of “cui­
sine bourgeois” (home cook­
ing) not too complicated, but

sufficiently sophisticated 
make a cook-hostess

with pride.
The school opened late in

four-hour lessons costs $200, 
including w ritten and taped 
recipes (all in English) Mi­
chel Oliver does the record­
ing.

“A recipe,” points out Oli­
ver, “is a minor play in three 
acts. What comes out of the 
oven eventually is the cli­
max. And it’s all there, even 
the suspense.”

While they are naturally 
i n t e r e s t e d  in the dishes 
which have made French 
cooking appreciated abroad, 
both stressed the fact that 
the simplest are sometimes 
the most difficult to achieve 
successfuily.

To begin 
with, too-large an omelette 
loses much of its savor.

Rubble Remains SAM Movies at JSebo 
From Prison Riot
McALESTER, Okla. (AP) -  

An observer looked around at 
the rubble that was once the 
Oklahoma * State Penitentiary 
and muttered: " I t ’s a hell of a 
way-to get a new prison.”

A weekend riot saw 23 per­
sons held hostage, at least two 
convicts killed, 17 inmates and 
three guards injured and the 
prison all but totally destroyed. 
Damage from fires set by the 
insurgents was estimated to be 
between |20 million and $30 
million.

National Guardsmen and 
police gained complete control 
of the prison by Sunday after­
noon, and o ffic ia ls  found 
them selves faced with the 
problem of where to put the 1,- 
750 inm ates in what little  
remains of the institution.

Security was a major concern 
because the inmates destroyed 
the cell block locking system.

Since the only structures left 
relatively intact were the ad­
ministration building and cell 
blocks, a military field mess 
was brought in to feed the in-, 
mates.

Meanwhile, the search con­
tinued through the rubble for 
any additional dead or injured.

The damage to the cell blocks 
was minor, mostly trash and 
garbage strewn about. But once 
in the prison yard, the destruc­
tion resembled a bombed-out 
city.

Empty shells of buildings, 
some four stories high, stood 
amid the ruins on the ground. 
Most were still smoldering Sun­
day night from fires that had

burned since the uprising 
started Friday.

The rioting prisoners made 
four central demands during 
the uprising:

— T o t a l  a m n e s ty  fo r  
ringleaders.

—Formation of a popularly 
elected inmate council to repre­
sent the inmates in dealing with 
the prison administration.

—A ccess to U .S. Ju stice  
Department attorneys and at­
torneys for the American Civil 
Liberties Union.

—Suspension of a long-time 
prison employe who they said 
hated the prisoners.

O ff ic ia ls  said  the r io t 
stemmed in part from the in­
mates’ being unaware of recent 
policy changes.

Officials said they can repair 
the cell blocks sufficiently to 
house the inmates temporarily. 
But when asked if the cell 
blocks could be used per­
manently, Ed Hardy, press 
secretary for Gov. David Hall, 
shook his head and said, “No 
w ay.” Hall has asked the 
federal government about the 
possibility of housing some in 
federal insitutions and may 
have to ask other states to take 
some.

Gov. Hall said on Sunday that 
U .S . House Speaker C arl 
Albert, D-Okla., promised to 
try to get federal funds to help 
re b u ild  th e  p r is o n . T he 
Oklahoma Crime Commission 
will hold an emergency meeting 
Tuesday to determine if they 
can use some of the federal 
grants already in hand.

Crew Blasts Office Building
HARTFORD (AP) -  It was 

over in 10 seconds. Three 
muffled blasts echoed in the 
Sunday stillness « f  downtown 
H artford  as 92 explosive 
charges were detonated, a 
cloud of thick concrete dust 
rose out of the ground around 
its foundations and the nine- 
story office building that stood 
at 75 Pearl Street was a pile of 
rubble 15 feet high.

News media representatives, 
city officials and a few curious 
passersby joined work crews 
for Manafort Brothers Inc. of 
New Britain and 19 policemen 
as the only witnesses to the 
demise of the 117-foot-tall Judd 
Building. The public had not 
been told when the demolition 
would take place because of the 
danger involved if large crowds 
gathered at the scene.

Jack E . Brown, a demolitions 
expert fo r Welex In c. of 
Houston, Texas, handled the 
placing of explosives in tAe 50- 
year-old building Saturday 
night and turned the switch at 
6:30 a.m. Sunday that setoff the 
blast.

The building, described by 
Brown as “ a ch a llen g e” 
because of its odd shape and no 
two sides with the same dimen­
sions, rotated slightly counter­
clockwise as the charges ripped 
apart it already weakened 
skeleton and then it collapsed in 
a cloud of dust.

“ P e r fe c t ,”  one workman 
shouted as the cloud of fine 
gray dust drifted over the down­
town area and the pile of debris 
became visable.

Brown, who had slipped 
Saturday night on the layer of 
dirt piled around the building as 
a cushion for the blasts and suf­
fered a fractured right arm, 
said he was pleased that the 
demolition went off without a 
hitch.

O 'f ic ia ls  said  a d ja c e n t 
buildings, including the United 
Bank and .Trust Co. only 25 feet 
away, appeared undamaged 
after the blast.

Work crews moved in heavy 
equipment to begin clearing 
away the tangle of wood, steel, 
plaster, concrete and bricks, a 
task Jam es Manafort indicated 
would take two or three weeks.

The building was owned by

C o n n e c t ic u t  F i n a n c ia l  
Associates and was razed to 
make way for a parking lot that 
will serve the firm’s new office 
building at the comer of Main 
and Pearl streets.

Manafort said it was the first 
time this type of demolition had 
been tried in Connecticut but 
that the success of the project 
probably would mean it would 
be used again. He said that 
future jobs, however, should be 
cheaper than the estimated 
$75,000 cost of demolishing the 
Judd Building.

Now that the procedure has 
been proven safe, he said, the 
$10 million insurance protection 
demanded by city officials 
probably could be cut in half.

Handyman 
Shakes Up 
Policemen

OAKLAND, Calif. (AP) -  
Frank Bruner, a Salvation 
Army handyman, walked into 
police headquarters with a bot­
tle of nitroglycerine.

The temperature was in the 
90s. The highly explosive 
chemical becomes unstable at 
78 degrees.

B ru n er found the bottle  
labeled “Nitroglycerine” in the 
Salvation Army’s basement. He 
took it out of the cool basement 
and walked four blocks through 
th e  afte^rnoon h e a t  to  
headquarters.

Policemen initiated emergen­
cy bomb plans and summoned a 
bomb disposal expert.

The e x ^ rt took the explosive 
into the country and detonated 
it, blowing a six-foot crater in 
the ground.

After reviewing the weekly film series in Center Park, 
town officials and SAM staff have decided to shift the loca­
tion of the event to Mt. Nebo.

Rick Gowen, SAM coordinator, said that the site offered 
more advantages than the location at Center Park. These 
are increased safety provisions (lighting and fencing), im­
proved service facilities (restrooms, concession stand), 
improved parking facilities eliminating parking on narrow 
residential roads and a lack of nearby liquor es­
tablishments.

The area, which is still within walking distance from the 
Main St. area via a lighted walkway under 1-86, is the sapie 
site used for SAM concerts.

The presence of adults is one factor which can assist in 
the control of the patrons at SAM events, Gowen said. He 
urged parents to accompany young children to the films, 
not only as a “stabilizing influence” but also as a means of 
creating a “family atmosphere.”

Tomorrow night’s film, which will begin at about 9, is 
“Snoopy Come Home,” a cartoon feature for both adults 
and teen-agers. The film will be shown at Mt. Nebo.

The show is open to Manchester residents only.

Bar Probe 
Of Nixon 
Reported

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) -  
P resid en t Nixon and five 
California lawyers will be told 
today that the State Bar of 
California will investigate them 
because of the Watergate scan­
dal, a newspaper reports.

The San I^ancisco Examiner 
reported in Sunday editions that 
the bar’s board of governors 
voted here Friday “by a slim 
majority” to initiate formal 
proceedings against the six, 
starting with the investigation. 
Details of the board’s resolu­
tion were unavailable, but the 
paper said it learned from un­
identified sources the resolu­
tion dealt extensively with 
Watergate.

The newspaper reported that 
the sources said Nixon and the 
others would be notified by 
special delivery letter today.

The E xam in er said B ar 
President Leonard S. Janofsky 
of Los Angeles denied the 
report as “absolutely absurd.” 
He declined to say whether the 
matter was discussed during 
the board’s three-day meeting 
here.

B o ard  m e m b er Jo a n n e  
Garvey of San Francisco said 
she could “neither confirm nor 
deny” the report.

The state bar has the power 
to investigate cases of alleged 
criminal or ethical misconduct. 
It can recommend penalties up 
to.and including disbarment to 
the s ta te  Suprem e Court. 
Disciplinary matters usually 
rem ain confid ential until 
p u n it iv e  a c t io n  is  
recommended.

The story identified the five 
other California attorneys as 
John D. Ehrlichman, Nixon’s 
former chief domestic adviser; 
Herbert W. Kalmbach, Nixon’s 
form er personal attorney; 
Donald H. Segretti, former 
Treasury Department lawyer 
under indictment for alleged 
misconduct during the 1972 
Florida presidential primary; 
Gordon Strachan, former aide 
to resigned White House chief 
of staff H. R. Haldeman; and 
Robert C. Mardian, former of­
ficial of the Committee for the 
Re-Election of the President.

The newspaper said the vote 
to take action against the six 
followed a bitter debate among 
the board members, mainly 
over inclusion of the I^esident. 
It said 14 of the 15 board 
members were present.

S c h a e d e l  s a y s  tw o 
experienced detectives were 
bilked out of $8,000 while trying 
to set a trap for two con men.

The two men met the detec­
tives in a car at an Indianapolis 
motel, took the money from the 
detectives, counted it and put it 
in a green bag, Schaedel said. 
They then handed what looked 
like the same bag back to the 
detectives.

'The men left, presumably to 
get the other half of the deal^ 
40,000 capsules of a narcotic.

But the men never returned, 
and the detectives later opened 
the bag to find the men had 
switched bags and taken off 
with the 80 $100 bills, Schaedel 
said.

Price May Rise 
For Tomatoes

HARTFORD (AP) -  The 
premium prices being charged 
for meats, potatoes and eggs 
may soon be applied to native 
tomatoes in Connecticut, accor­
ding to s ta te  A gricu ltu re 
Department spokesmen.

Poor weather, including a 
wet spring and humid con­
ditions, has interferred with 
pollination and delayed the first 
crop which normally reaches 
the marketplace in early July, 
the department experts say.

Prices for native tomatoes 
are reported as much as 20 
cents a pound higher than last 
year’s averages.

This assistance is offered by 
INFOLINE, a free, confidential 
referral service, which tries to 
find answers to the problems of 
the residents of the greater 
Hartford area 24 hours a day 
and seven days a week.

I N F O L I N E  i s  the  i n ­
termediary, not a provider of 
services, according to Michael 
Speciale, assistant coordinator 
of the referral service.

“It’s staff knows how to get 
through the system, and it just 
tries to find the answers,” he 
said.

What kind of ca lls  are  
received by INFOLINE?

A woman who has purchased 
some rotten meat at a super­
market called a town health 
department to register a com­
plaint, and was told to contact 
the State Health Department. 
When she called the state 
department, she was told to 
contact the town health depart­
ment. She called INFOLINE.

A 76-year-old man who lived 
alone and receives old age 
assistance was robbed after 
cashing, his check and advised 
by the Welfare Department 
that it cannot replace the stolen 
cash.

A 25 - .year -o ld  man is 
traveling through Hartford, has 
no place to sleep and has run 
out of money.

A parent feels horror on fin­
ding her senior high son has 

i b̂een found pushing drugs.
A 30-year-old man decides 

suicide is the only solution for 
the conflicts he finds in his 
situation.

These are a few of the types 
of calls the service receives 
which were included in the an­
nual report of INFOLINE.

“Some calls are off beat, yet 
of vital importance to the - 
caller,” Mrs. Helen Fisher, 
coordinator of INFOLINE,

said. She told of the agency’s 
unsuccessful attempt to-help a 
handicapped woman who 
needed someone to help her 
transport herself and her piano 
to a site where she had been 
promised a job as pianist—if 
she could get there.

According to the annual 
report, if you live in Hartford, 
financial and transportation 
problems would plague you 
m ore than your suburban 
counterpart. But if you live in 
the suburbs, you are more in 
need of advice regarding legal 
assistance, mental health care 
and family problems.

"Fam ily breakup problems, 
as presented to INFOLINE, are 
three times as prevalent in the 
suburban towns as they are in 
Hartford,” says the report. 
With t ran sp or t a t i on ,  the 
reverse is true.

Of the 372 calls INFOLINE 
received from the Manchester 
area last year, 186 came from 
Manchester, 85 from Vernon, 12 
from Bolton, 54 from South 
Windsor,9 from Tolland, 11 
from Hebron, 6 from Andover, 
and 9 from Ellington.

There are times that the 
referral service is unable to 
meet a caller’s needs. Mrs. 
Fisher said that many of the un­
met needs concern established 
programs that are unable to 
meet current demands. They 
include the Big B ro th ers 
program, day-care facilities, 
a d o p t i o n  p r o g r a m s  and 
Homemaker Service.

She said many parents are 
looking for money to help their 
children com plete college. 
“ The federal cut-backs on 
college loans is playing havoc 
with the lives of many students 
e n r o l l e d  un der  g r a n t  
programs,” said Mrs. Fisher.

Another common need, since 
the institution of the flat grant, 
is the welfare recipient’s in­
ability to pay utility bills or buy 
furniture.

"We are still getting calls for 
help because a recipient’s gas 
has been shut off, or a basic 

-item such as a refrigerator or 
stove is needed,” Mrs. Fisher 
said.

“ When a person calls us, it’s 
because he has exhausted all 
possible sources known to 
h i m , ”  Mrs,  F i s h e r  said.  
“Somehow our social service 
programs must become more 
flexible, if we are to meet these 
real needs,” she added.

, NEW YORK (AP) -  There’s 
more than one kind of money 
circulating today, as most 
workers are well aware. They 
may be paid in cash or check, 
and that’s money; and they 
might receive some of their pay 
in benefits, and that’s another 
kind.

In fact, some companies per­
mit their executives to choose 
the type of nioney in which they 
are paid, offering them what is 
ca ll^  cafeteria compensation, 
or the opportunity to pick and 
choose their own combinations 
of cash and benefits.

You can also easily dis- 
tinquish between current 
money and future money. Your 
take-home pay is current, but 
the money that goes into your 
pension or insurance program 
is future money, and might be 
worth less or more.

After-tax money is substan­
tially different than before-tax 
money, a fact familiar to all, 
esp ecia lly  those who are 
lacking in deductions or who 
failed to find tax shelters.

There is also money that 
comes without instruction on 
how to use it, and that which 
coipes with advise on how to in- 
v e s t ,  how to l i m i t  t ax  
payments, how to build an es­
tate— ,in short, money that 
begets money.

It is this latter kind that in the 
past year has become, accor­
ding to the Conference Board, 
the most popular new fringe 
benefit , for executives of large 
corporations, partly because of 
complex tax laws.

Of 269 companies that  
responded to a survey, 80 said 
they have adopted a plan and 24 
are actively considering doing 
so, almost half of them because 
they believe key executives will 
be able to devote more time to 
business.

NEW YORK (AP) -  The 
stock market surged ahead 
again this past week, concen­
t r a t i n g  on p o s i t i v e  
developments such as good se­
cond quarter corporate profits 
and ignoring negatives such, as 
rising interest rates.

The Dow Jones average of 30 
i n d u s t r i a l s ,  a l e ad i n g  
barometer of stock market ac­
tivity, had a net gain of 25.81 
points on the week and closed at 
936.71. Its 10-day string of ad­
vances gave the blue chip in­
dicator a gain of moro than 50 
points since July 13.

Analysts attr ibuted the 
market’s gains to a brightening 
in investor psychology, set off 
in part by the stream of fat se­
cond quarter earnings.

“We have a hot market,” said 
Martin I. Goodfriend of Bruns, 
Nordeman & Co. “The psy­
chology, for the moment at 
least, has clearly  turned. 
Investors are focusing on the

positives and ignoring the 
negatives that perhaps have 
been overdone.”

The Dow rose 2.25 points on 
Monday, 5.57 points on Tuesday 
and surged ahead 14.30 points 
on Wednesday.

“ The market’s having an 
explosion on the upside,” said 
Eldon A. Grimm of DuPont- 
Walston & Co. of the midweek 
rally.

Investors tried to nail down 
their profits Thursday, but the 
Dow still managed to advance 

,1.41 points. It ddded 2.18 points 
more on Friday, although some 
analysts were skeptical about 
the prospects for a continued 
upswing.

They noted that banks raised 
their prime lending rates to an 
historic high of 8% per cent and 
that nonfarm productivity had 
fallen last month.

“ I t ’s dif f icult  to see a 
prolonged rally in the face of 
rising interest rates,” com­
mented Ronald Cooper of W.E. 
Hutton & Co.

Other analysts, however, 
predicted the Dow would rise to 
the 950-960 level before falling 
back.

The market advance was 
hearteningly broad,  and 
^tended beyond the blue chip 
issues on the Dow. Advances 
outnumbered declines by 1,066 
to 739 among the 1,983 issues 
traded on the New York Stock 
Exchange.

There were only 84 new year­
ly highs compared to 167 new 
yearly lows, however.

Big Board volume rose to 
85.40 million shares, up' from 
83.63 million the week before. 
The heaviest trading in more 
than five months occurred 
during the Wednesday buying 
spree, when volume totaled 
22.22 million shares.

Of the 25 most active stocks 
on the Big Board, 20 posted 
price increases while five 
declined. The volume leader 
was ITT, recovering from its 
long decline as a result of

adverse publicity, which rose 
1% to 34.

B o i se  C as cad e ,  which 
reported a second quarter 
profit turnaround, added IV4 to 
13.

Texas Gulf, which was the 
subject of a $290 million tender 
offer from an arm of the Cana­
dian government rose 3Vi to 27. 
Louisiana Paci f ic ,  which 
reported higher net and 
declared its first dividend, 
added to 36.

Automotives were stronger, 
paced by Ford which announcecl 
higher second quarter net and 
rose 2V2 to 57.

On the American Stock 
Exchange, the price-change in­
dex rose .36 points to 23.54. 
while advances topped declines 
784 to 385 among the 1,344 issues 
traded.

The five most actively traded 
Amex issues were McCulloch 
Oil ,  of f  % to 6%;  TWA 
warrants, up % to 7‘/4; Ayntex, 
up % to 101V2; Bowmar Instru­

ment, up % to 37% ; and Cana­
dian Javelin, up 2Vi to 13%.

In over-the-counter trading, 
the NASDAQ composite index 
rose 1.68 to close the week at 
109.36. The Associated Press 60 
stock average rose 1.9 points to 
finish at 293.7, while Standard 
Poor’s 500-stock average added 
2.45 points to reach 109.59.

Many, however, said the 
ad op t i on  of  such  p l ans  
demonstrates their concern for 
the well-being of executives, 
and while not rendering other 
reasons any less true, this 
answer could be the more perti­
nent response.

T he f a c t  is  t h a t  two 
executives earning relatively 
similar salaries year after year 
might build up estates whose 
values differ by multiples of six 
figures because of the wisdom 
or lack of wisdom with which 
the money was invested.

Knowing  t h i s ,  m any  
executives believe that com­
pensation acedmpanied by 
expert advice is worth a lot 
more than money without any 
instructions or assistance on 
usage .  I t  is co ns id ere d  
premium money.

The study found that the 
m a j o r i t y ,  of  the  m o re  
successful plans are limited to 
officers earning more than $60,- 
000 a year and that most of 
them emphasize estate plan­
ning and investing strategy and 
include preparation of income 
tax returns.

Financial planning has long 
been one of the skills of cor­
poration, and financial advice 
has long been one of the needs 
of executives, but many com­
panies haye been reluctant to 
enter the area.

According to the Conference 
Board, an education and 
research organization sup- 
poroed iViainly by business*, 
many companies still fear 
being blamed- by the executive 
f(ir misguided investments.

Nevertheless, the growing 
complexity of wise money 
management, and the obvious 
advantages of financial advise 
versus none at all, is clearly 
causing resistance to break 
down.

Electric Rate Hearings May

HARTFORD (AP) -  The 

latest round of electric rate 
hearings before the Connecticut 
Public Utilities Commission 
(PUC) may produce legislation 
that will benefit the public in 
future rate cases.

T h e  h e a r in g s  w e r e  
highlighted by the two un­
p r e ce d e n te d  a p p e a ra n ce s  
b e fo r e  the PUC by G ov . 
Thohias J. Meskili, but there 
are differing opinions on what 
M eskili contributed to the 
procedings.

The governor said in a recent 
interview that he would ask the 
1974 General Assembly to make 
changes in the current PUC 
proc^ures.

One change M eskili ad­
vocates would eliminate the 
ISO-day deadline under which 
the PUC must rule on a rate in­
crease or have it take affect 
automatically.

Another would be to allow 
consum ers to appeal PUC 
decisions they consider unfair. 
Presently, only utilities may 
appeal decisions to the courts, 
Meskili said.

The governor appeared twice 
at the combined hearings in­
volving rate increases sought 
by the Connecticut Light and 
Power Co. (CL&P) and the 
Hartford Electric Light Co. 
(HELCO). He cross-examined 
one witness for the companies 
and later appeared as an in­
tervener testifying against the 
rate increase proposals.

A HELCO official questioned 
why Meskili never involved 
himself in previous rate cases. 
He said it appeared Pie gover­
nor zeroed in on the current 
case because it came at a time 
when he needed an issue to help 
bolster a sagging public image.

Meskili agreed that he picked 
this case b^ause it was con­
venient but not for the reason 
cited by the HELCO official.

He said he thought it was 
time somebody took a stand 
against the utilities or they 
would be back before the com ­
mission each year for more 
inoDey. He said he didn’t oppoM 
prwious HELCO and CL&P in­
creases because he felt they

were justified. “ But greed has 
replaced need,”  he said.

One utility o ffic ia l said 
Meskill’s involvement caused 
"so m e  late night strategy 
sessions”  because the com ­
panies didn’t know just what 
Meskili was planning, he said. 
But he added that in the end, 
M eskili did very little  to 
damage the companies’ case.

Several people said they 
thought the three PUC com­
missioners, two of whom are 
Meskili appointees, were under 
unusual pressure b^ause of the 
govemnor’s role in the case. 
Meskili said this wpsn’t so.

“ I never called and said, 
'H ow ard , (PU C cha irm an  
Howard E. Hausman), you’ve 
got to do this because I’ve got a 
political problem.’ ’They’re not 
the kind of men who would suc­
cumb to pressure,”  he said.

A PUC staff member said he 
th ou g h t the c o m m is s io n  
allowed Meskili great leeway in 
his cross-examination.

Another observer said the 
subject of Meskill’s interroga­
tion, L. Sanford Reis, a New 
York financial consultant, exer­
c ise d  g re a t  r e s tr a in t  in 
answ ering the g o v e rn o r ’ s 
questions. The observer, who 
had heard Reis testify in other 
cases, said, “ If anyone else had 
come as unprepared as Meskili, 
R eis would have torn him 
apart.”

M esk ili, flanked by his 
economic advisors, questioned 
how the rate of return on CL&P 
and HELCO com m on stock 
compared with other utilities, 
particularly other subsidiaries 
of Northeast Utilities.

Reis answered M eskill’ s 
questions, but said later they 
really weren’t relevant to the 
case.

S o m e  p e o p le  fo u n d  
signifigance in the fact that 
Meskili cross-examined Reis, 
who is not from Connecticut, 
claiming the governor wanted 
to avoid  o f fe n d in g 'u t i l it y  
executives, including his per­
sonal friend, CL&P President 
Anthony Wallace.

Meskili said that Reis, an 
expert on corporate earnings 
and the cost of capital, was the 
most important witness in a

BOSTON (AP) -  The Boston 
Bruins are preapring for their 
50th season in the National 
Hockey League, but a study of 
the home schedule makes the 
club look more like a stepchild 
than a senior partner.

The Bruins formally an­
nounced their Golden Anniver­
sary  schedule for Boston 
Garden during the weekend.

The re lease  noted with 
justified pride that the Bruins 
were founded in 1924 and made 
their NHL debut at home, 
beating the old M ontreal 
Maroons 2-1 at the Arena on a 
goal by one Carson Cooper.

The Bruins also noted that 19

also are a dozen Thursday ni{^t 
games, one each on a Tues&y 
and Wednesday and six on 
Saturdays.

Ignor^ in the release was the 
fact that two of the Bruins’ 
oldest rivals-the New York 
Rangers and the Chicago Black 
Hawks—will make only two 
visits each to Boston during the 
regular season.

The Rangers will play in the 
Garden on Nov. 15 and on 
March 17, a national television 
afternoon date. Chicago will 
visit the Bruins twice within 
two weeks in January, on the 
10th and 24th.

The th r e e  o th e r  p re -  
expansion team s-the Montreal 
Canadians, the Detroit Red

Leafs—will invade Boston three 
times each.

Butter 
IS a natural fat with vitamins 
and an incom parable flavor. 
Margarine is a hydrogenated 
fat with artificia l color  and 
flavor. Readers who have 
been advised against the use 
of saturated fats should stay 
with corn or safflow er oil 
only.

Dear Reader — I'm  sorrv 
but it sounds to me like 
you’ve gotten some misinfor­
mation. Your statement might 
have been correct for margar­
ine made 30 years ago. Fiftv- 
six per cent of the fat in but­
ter is saturated fat, 33 per 
cent is monounsaturated fat. 
and only 2 5 per cent is po­
lyunsaturated fat.

One of the typical leading

com m ercial m argarines is 
only 16 per cent saturated fat. 
and it has 26 per cent polyun­
saturated fat. This is m ore 
than 10 times as much polyun­
saturated fat as butter and 
less than a third as much satu­
rated fat. These are the facts 
of the situation, regardless of 
how you might feel about it.

. Many of the other commercial 
m argarines are of the same 
relative values. These figures 
are from the U.S. Department 
of Agriculture.

In general, the margarines 
that are packaged in tubs, and 
tend to be soft, contain more 
polyunsaturated fat and less 
saturated fat than those that 
are in stick form or more sol­
id. While solid fats tend to be 
saturated fats, this is not en­
tirely true. Coconut oil is 
liquid, and it s 86 per cent 
saturated fat, a much higher 
percentage than you would 
find in butter, lard or beef tal­
low.

Margarines made of vegetable 
fats contain no cholesterol 
since vegetables don't contain 
cholesterol. Butter, however 
does -  about 250 milligrams 
in 100 gram s-(3 and one-half 
ounces). One stick or quarter 
pound of butter then contains 
about the same amount of 
cholesterol that you'll find in 
one egg yolk. Because of the 
tendency to fortify milk, but­
ter and margarine contain 
--pproxim ately the same 
amounts of vitamins.

Having straightened out the 
facts, let me say that I would 
agree with the idea that, 
where possible, individuals 
would be better off using corn 
oil or safflow er oil if they 
want to decrease the saturat­
ed fat intake in their diet. For 
cooking purposes you can use 
these, and if you want a but­
tery flavor you can add artifi­
cial butter flavoring or butter 
salt where they can be used.

In the interest of improving 
the ratio o f polyunsaturated 
fat to saturated fat in com ­
m ercial m argarine, you can 
use a trick I've found satisfac­
tory. Use two tubs of margar­
ine with one tub of safflower 
oil. Whip them well in a mix­
er. and of course you’ll have a 
softer mix when you ’ re 
through. Store it in the refrig­
erator. If you like it harder, 
store it in the freezing com ­
partment. It is still Spreada­
ble, but a great deal softer, 
which some people may like. 
Dilution of the margarine with 
one-third safflower oil greatly 
improves the ratio, since saf­
flower oil is only eight per 
cent saturated fat and is 72 
per cent polyunsaturated fat.

Saturday, the contest’s chief

judge, Earl Wilson, shook his 
head in disgust at some of what, 
he heard.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  

Former presidential chief of 
s ta f f  H.R.  Haldeman 
tesUfied today that he ap­
proved a J90,000 campaign 

■ budget for “black projects” 
prior to the Republican 
national convention last 
year. He said he didn’t know 
what the projects were.

Haldeman began answering 
ques t ions  of the  Senate 
Watergate committee after 
testifying Monday that he 
listened to two White House 
tapes he said refute John W. 
Dean Ill’s testimony about two 
key meetings with President 
Nixon.

Haldeman acknowledged that 
he had approved a memoran­
dum, dated Feb. 3,1972, seeking 
campaign funds for White 
House political projects, such 
as presidential travel and

mailings to special-interest 
groups. Among toe items was 
|90,()()0 for “black projects” to 
be carried out by Charles W. 
Colson, another White House 
adviser.

Asked what the projects 
were, Haldeman said, *Tm not 
sure.” He said he didn’t think 
they had anything to do with 
previously disclosed “black ad­
vance” work, because Qilson 
wasn’t an advance man.

F o rm e r  campaign  aide 
Robert C. Mardian testified 
earlier that he was tod the 
Nixon re-election campaign had 
an extensive budget for “bladi 
advance” work, which he 
described as political sabotage.

Haldeman said the budget 
memo only covered campaign 
funds that would be needed 
through Aug. 20,1972, the time 
of the Republican coavmtion.

An early morning fire gutted 
one unit and seriously damaged 
another at the Falconridge 
Apartments, 184 New State Rd., 
according to Town Deputy Fire 
Chief William D. Griffin.

The fire which apparently 
started in the bedroom of the 
apartment of Richard Dougher­
ty, 184 New State Rd., apart­
ment 32, was brought under 
control approximately half an 
hour after toe call was logged, 
Griffin said.

Dougherty , who was away at 
toe time of the fire, said that he 
lost most of his possessions in 
the blaze and had no insurance.

Police attribute the swift 
evacuation of the apartments to 
Glenn Moreau, 17, of Glaston­
bury, who smelled smoke and 
alerted police and fire officials.

HARTFORD (AP) -  It’s up 
to toe people and toe towns to 
make Connecticut’s multi­
million dollar garbage disposal 
plan work, officials of toe state 
Department of Environmental 
Protection and the General 
Electric (]o. agree.

Together they unveiled at a 
press conference Monday 
details of toe plan G.E. has 
designed to salvage and sell 
reuseable materials and con- 
verf, most of Connecticut’s 
remaining solid waste into fuel.

“No plan of itself can be a 
solution to a problem. The solu­
tion can come only with im­
plementation and implementa­
tion can only be accomplished 
through a tremendous amount 
of hard work, dedication and 
cooperation in the future,” said 
Auttar M. Bueche, G.E. Vice 
president for research and 
development.

“We must not imply to the 
people of (Connecticut that as of 
today al l  of thei r  t rash 
problems are solved,” he said.

The 1973 (3eneral Assembly 
established a state Resources 
Recovery Authority to imple­
ment toe statewide plan. Alost 
of toe members of the board 
that will run the authority, 
however, have yet to be ap­
pointed.

Acting Environmental Com­
missioner Douglas M. (Costle 
said the  p la n ’s success 
depended on toe willingness of 
towns to contract with the 
authority for garbage disposal 
and on toe authority’s ability to 
find a market for its salvage 
product.

i

Costle noted that while the 
authority will have broad 
powers to build and operate the 
recovery system it could not 
force any town to become a par­
ty of it.

However, toe acting com­
missioner said he thought towns 
would cooperate because toe 
system would be cheaper than 
alternate disposal methods.

Landfill sites are in short 
supply and toe only other way 
to (Uspose of solid waste is with 
incinerators at a cost of $17-^ 
a ton, he said. By contrast toe 
recovery system is expected to 
cost only $10^12 per ton, he 
said.

The plan calls fgr building 
recovery plants and a network 
of 45 collection centers. G.E. 
estimates it will cost $295 
million to biiild the system over 
toe next 20 years.

The authority has toe power 
to sell $100 million in bonds 
between now and 1977 and an 
additional $150 million after 
that.

Because toe plants will be 
built one at a time, the authori­
ty will begin charging fees and 
earning revenue from th ^  sale 
of recovered materials before 
toe entire system is in opera­
tion. Obce the system is com­
pleted G.E. estimates the an­
nual operating cost will be $50 
million.

The system is designed to be 
self-sustaining but the state will 
be responsible for any expenses 
toe authority is unable to meet.

The construction timetable 
would have the first plant in 
operation in Bridgeport by 1978. 
Ctae additional plant would be

' built each year according to the 
following scheduled: New 
Haven, Itortford, New Britain, 
toe southwest section, Mont- 
ville, Waterbury, Valley, Dan­
bury and East Windsor.

The first plant will produce 
day fuel that the Northeast 
Utilities Co. has agreed to 
purchase for its Devon station 
generator near Alilford. Later 
plants will produce gas and oil 
fuels.

By 1985, toe state hopes to ob­
tain enough fuel from toe plants 
to generate 10 per cent of its 
needed energy. In addition it 
expects to recover annually 
enough iron and steel to build 
200,000 automobiles, enough 
glass to make 450 million 
bottles and enou^ aluminum to 
make siding for 50,000 homes.

G.E. estimates that 60 per 
cent of ail solid waste can be 
recovered. Less than 5 per cent 
is being recovered in Connec­
ticut at toe present time.

Aluch of toe equipment toe 
system will use still is being 
tested in other states. The 
federal Environmental Protec­
tion Agency said Connecticut is 
toe first state to propose using 
it on such a large scale.

Bridgeport was chosen for 
the initial plant because of its 
volume of garbage and shortage 
of available landfill sites.

Some waste material still 
will be buried and the system 
calls for developing 18 new 
landfills. But the ampunt of 
land required for burying each 
year will be reduced from near­
ly 200 acres a year to less than 
80, officials say.
