Haldeman acknowledged that 
he had approved a memoran­
dum, dated Feb. 3,1972, seeking

be carried out by Charles W. 
Colson, another White House 
adviser.

Asked what the projects 
were, Haldeman said, *Tm not 
sure.” He said he didn’t think 
they had anything to do with 
previously disclosed “black ad­
vance” work, because Qilson 
wasn’t an advance man.

F o rm e r  campaign  aide 
Robert C. Mardian testified 
earlier that he was tod the 
Nixon re-election campaign had 
an extensive budget for “bladi 
advance” work, which he 
described as political sabotage.

Haldeman said the budget 
memo only covered campaign 
funds that would be needed 
through Aug. 20,1972, the time 
of the Republican coavmtion.

An early morning fire gutted 
one unit and seriously damaged 
another at the Falconridge 
Apartments, 184 New State Rd., 
according to Town Deputy Fire 
Chief William D. Griffin.

The fire which apparently 
started in the bedroom of the 
apartment of Richard Dougher­
ty, 184 New State Rd., apart­
ment 32, was brought under 
control approximately half an 
hour after toe call was logged, 
Griffin said.

No one was injured in toe 
fire, but Kelly Totonis, proper­
ty manager of K.L.I. Associates 
of Blast Hartford, the company 
which owns the apartments, es­
timated the damage to be ap­
proximately $15,000.

Fire units had finished mop- 
up operations by 8 a.m. in the 
fire, wbicji was logged at 4:38 
a.m.

Dougherty , who was away at 
toe time of the fire, said that he 
lost most of his possessions in 
the blaze and had no insurance.

Police attribute the swift 
evacuation of the apartments to 
Glenn Moreau, 17, of Glaston­
bury, who smelled smoke and 
alerted police and fire officials. 
Moreau, who was staying with 
his sister is in the apartment 
directly above Dougherty’s, 
then alerted other residents of 
the building, police said.

In all, fire officials estimate 
that eight to ten units were 
damaged by smoke.

Totonis attributed toe con­
finement of the fire to the fast 
actions of the fire departments 
and to fire walls, made of con­
crete, which separate the units 
of the luxury apartments.

Totonis said that the building 
would be repaired quickly ; “In 
two days you won’t  be able to 

, tell that there was even a fire 
here.”

Police and fire officials are 
still investigating into the cause 
of the fire’ which at this time is 
logged as undetermined.

HARTFORD (AP) -  It’s up 
to toe people and toe towns to 
make Connecticut’s multi­
million dollar garbage disposal 
plan work, officials of toe state 
Department of Environmental 
Protection and the General 
Electric (]o. agree.

Together they unveiled at a 
press conference Monday 
details of toe plan G.E. has 
designed to salvage and sell 
reuseable materials and con- 
verf, most of Connecticut’s 
remaining solid waste into fuel.

“No plan of itself can be a 
solution to a problem. The solu­
tion can come only with im­
plementation and implementa­
tion can only be accomplished 
through a tremendous amount 
of hard work, dedication and 
cooperation in the future,” said 
Auttar M. Bueche, G.E. Vice 
president for research and 
development.

“We must not imply to the 
people of (Connecticut that as of 
today al l  of thei r  t rash 
problems are solved,” he said.

The 1973 (3eneral Assembly 
established a state Resources 
Recovery Authority to imple­
ment toe statewide plan. Alost 
of toe members of the board 
that will run the authority, 
however, have yet to be ap­
pointed.

Acting Environmental Com­
missioner Douglas M. (Costle 
said the  p la n ’s success 
depended on toe willingness of 
towns to contract with the 
authority for garbage disposal 
and on toe authority’s ability to 
find a market for its salvage 
product.

i

Costle noted that while the 
authority will have broad 
powers to build and operate the 
recovery system it could not 
force any town to become a par­
ty of it.

However, toe acting com­
missioner said he thought towns 
would cooperate because toe 
system would be cheaper than 
alternate disposal methods.

Landfill sites are in short 
supply and toe only other way 
to (Uspose of solid waste is with 
incinerators at a cost of $17-^ 
a ton, he said. By contrast toe 
recovery system is expected to 
cost only $10^12 per ton, he 
said.

The plan calls fgr building 
recovery plants and a network 
of 45 collection centers. G.E. 
estimates it will cost $295 
million to biiild the system over 
toe next 20 years.

The authority has toe power 
to sell $100 million in bonds 
between now and 1977 and an 
additional $150 million after 
that.

Because toe plants will be 
built one at a time, the authori­
ty will begin charging fees and 
earning revenue from th ^  sale 
of recovered materials before 
toe entire system is in opera­
tion. Obce the system is com­
pleted G.E. estimates the an­
nual operating cost will be $50 
million.

The system is designed to be 
self-sustaining but the state will 
be responsible for any expenses 
toe authority is unable to meet.

The construction timetable 
would have the first plant in 
operation in Bridgeport by 1978. 
Ctae additional plant would be

' built each year according to the 
following scheduled: New 
Haven, Itortford, New Britain, 
toe southwest section, Mont- 
ville, Waterbury, Valley, Dan­
bury and East Windsor.

The first plant will produce 
day fuel that the Northeast 
Utilities Co. has agreed to 
purchase for its Devon station 
generator near Alilford. Later 
plants will produce gas and oil 
fuels.

By 1985, toe state hopes to ob­
tain enough fuel from toe plants 
to generate 10 per cent of its 
needed energy. In addition it 
expects to recover annually 
enough iron and steel to build 
200,000 automobiles, enough 
glass to make 450 million 
bottles and enou^ aluminum to 
make siding for 50,000 homes.

G.E. estimates that 60 per 
cent of ail solid waste can be 
recovered. Less than 5 per cent 
is being recovered in Connec­
ticut at toe present time.

Aluch of toe equipment toe 
system will use still is being 
tested in other states. The 
federal Environmental Protec­
tion Agency said Connecticut is 
toe first state to propose using 
it on such a large scale.

Bridgeport was chosen for 
the initial plant because of its 
volume of garbage and shortage 
of available landfill sites.

Some waste material still 
will be buried and the system 
calls for developing 18 new 
landfills. But the ampunt of 
land required for burying each 
year will be reduced from near­
ly 200 acres a year to less than 
80, officials say.

Janice’s mother and 6-year 
old sister, Mary Jane, went out 
to look for her when she failed 
to return home after an hour. 
They found the bike parked on 
the side of the road, but no sign 
of Janice..

Although the search  was 
suspended at dark a rescue 
truck with lights remained in 
the area throughout the night.

Littell, who is search director

Volunteers were sought on 
Friday and a 4-mile area was 
covered by nearly 500 persons 
including horsemen, motor­
cyclists, firemen, and sailors 
from the Groton submarine 
base.

T h urberites last, night at 
Theatre III. For all thoM who 
like the humor of James Grover 
Thurber, that is.

“ A Thurber Carnival”  was 
complete with tho steam toots 
of the calliope music played for 
the prelude and during the in­
termission. It was a panorama 
of vignettes portraying the 
satires and fantasies o f which 
Thurber was so adept.

T h e  T h u r b e r  h u m o r , 
however, is not for everyone. 
As popular as his creations 
were from the 1930s to the 1960s 
when they were carried in The 
New Yorker Magazine, there 
were those who never did "get 
on the bandw agon .”  The 
Thurber cartoons were the one- 
line draw ings fam ou s fo r  
expressing an attitude in a 
ridiculous style. His stories are 
done in the same style —one 
line of thought ridiculing‘ the 
sane situation, whatever that 
may be.

It is said that when one sense 
is impaii'ed, the other senses 
become more acute. Thurber 
was blinded in one eye when a 
boy, and in later life lost the 
sight of his other eye. Perhaps 
the loss of his eyesight gave 
him a keener insight into the 
implausible events of his fellow 
man.

“ Carnival”  opens with a 
scene familiar to “ Laugh In”  
viewers — a stage full of wild 
dancers who stop w6en the 
music stops suddenly, and any 
two characters indulge in a free 
two- or three-line com edy 
dialogue. The scene is called 
“ Word Dance.”

The entire “ Carnival”  is 
composed of individual scenes, 
sixteen in all. The carnival at­
mosphere was hackneyed in 
places, but the idea seemed to 
be for the players to have fun 
with it and go along with it, no 
matter what happened. In fact,
I think the whole play was more 
fun fo r  the p la yers than 
anybody else.

Lake Residents Told 
Of Nutrients Build-Up

Roy Ferguson, chairman of 
the Lake Study Committee, 
reported to the Columbia Lake 
Association that there is no im­
mediate pollution emergency 
on Columbia Lake <but “ it is 
tim e lake area residen ts 
become concerned with the 
nutrient build-up in the lake.”

Ferguson reported to the 
association on a survey done by 
E.A. Wells, a summer resident, 
who compiled the sujrvey which 
took 18 months in conjunction 
with obtaining his master’s 
degree at the University of 
Connecticut. It cost the tdWn 
$1,500 for the study.

According to Henry Beck, 
study com m ittee m em ber, 
“ T here is no m eaningful 
bacteria count that would cause 
pollution but there may be a 
condition where the old age of 
the lake is speeding up.”

Wells’ report found there 
were more nutrients than peo­
ple might believe. The bottom 
o f the lake is heavy with 
m acroph yte  (g reen  grass 
weed). Macrophyte feeds on 
nutrients and as the nutrients 
build up the weed growth larger 
and algae will develop. l%is 
will shuttle oxygen to the bot­
tom of the lake and in the end 
the problem will be hard to 
reverse.

Wells said it is imperative 
that nutrient input into (Colum­
bia Lake be controlled. Rigid 
septic tank standards should be 
established and enforced.

Garden and lawn fertilizer 
must be limited and the use of 
only low nutrient detergents be 
encouraged, he added.

Trws and plants which take

up nutrients and retard the 
leaching of nutrients into the 
lake should not (be cut down: 
however, leaves and cut grass 
should be prevented from  
entering the lake, according to 
his report.

Wells sai4 much sand has 
been dumped into the lake to 
create beaches. He said this 
practice is environmentally 
devastating and may be illegal. 
He recommended that the study 
committee take action to stop 
the situation.

He sa id  since  nutrients 
appear to be taken up by 
macrophytes early in their 
g r o w in g  s e a s o n ,  th e  
macrophytes can be harvested 
and r e m o v e d  f r o m  th e  
watershed.

He proposed a community 
project each June and July 
utilizing boats towing weighted 
brooms, rakes and grapples, 
but be added, im m edia te  
results should not be expected.

The study will be tu m ^  over 
to the selectmen.

Are you aware that when you 
launder your child’s flame 
resistant (FR) pajamas, you 
must wash them with care? 
Unless you follow the manufac­
turer’s directions, you may 
damage the flame resistant 
finish in the fabric — making 
the fabric less likely to be 
flame resistant.
. FR (flame resistant) cottons, 

for instance, should be washed 
w ith  p h o s p h a t e -b a s e d  
detergents or an effective sub­
stitute. But they should not be 
washed with soaps and non­
phosphate detergents, which 
build up a film on the fabric 
that masks the chemicals used 
to make the fabric flame- 
resistant, causing the fabric to 
lose its resistance to flame.

P h o sp h a te  d e te r g e n ts ,  
how ever, are considered a 
cause of water pollution, and 
some states have banned the 
sale of phosphate detergents for 
that reason. Connecticut has 
not.

So you face  a dilemma. 
Should you use phosphate 
detergents for safe washing or 
FR fabrics and possibly con­
tribute to water pollution? Or 
should you use non-phosphate 
detergents for the sake of your 
w ater supply but take the 
chance that your children’s 
sleepwear will no longer be 
flame resistant?

Fortunately, there appears to 
be another choice — non­
phosphate heavy-duty liquid 
laundry detergent. This is the 
solution being suggested by the 
National Burequ of Standards, 
Consum er Products Safety 
C o m m is s io n  and so m e  
detergent industry represen­
tatives.

These detergents are being 
put out under brand names and 
also may be available under 
your superm arket’ s house 
brand name. However, always 
read  the label care fu lly , 
checking for the words “ heavy- 
duty liqu id”  and “ citrate 
based.”

Here are some more basic 
rules to follow in laundering FR 
fabrics:

— Try to select children’s FR 
garments made of synthetic 
fabrics — there is less chance 
that FR synthetics, will, lose, 
their built-in protection when 
laundered because they must be 
tr e a te d  w ith  c h e m ic a ls  
different from those used for 
FR cottons;

— Dd not use bleach;
— Do not use soap or soap 

powder;
— Do not use hot water;
— Use soft water, if possible;
— Read and fo llo w  the 

washing and drying directions 
on the “ care”  label of each gar­
ment (certa in  FR  fabrics 
require specialized attention).

Here’s one more reason for 
reading clothing hang-tags and 
labels carefully: You can’ t 
assum e that all ch ildren 's 
sleepwear now on the market is 
flame resistant. Until July 29, 
1973, sleepwear of untreated 
fab rics  provided that they 
clearly labeled the garment as 
not being flam e resistant. 
These may still be sold: Before 
July 1972, no caution had to 
a p p e a r  on  f la m m a b le  
sleepwear. Some of these may 
still be on store shelves. If you 
have any doubts about un­
labeled sleepwear, be sure to 
ask the salesperson when it was 
made. If you don 't get a 
satisfactory answer, don't buy.

H ow ever, a ll ch ild ren 's  
robes, pajamas and nightgowns 
— in sizes 0 to 6x — manufac­
tured after July 29th must be
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made of FR fabric. In addition, 
the Commerce Department is 
considering a proposal to 
develop a similar standard for 
children’s sleepwear in size$ 7 
to 14. Keep in mind it will take 
time for distribution.

A ll in a l l ,  c h i l d r e n ’ s 
sleepwear requires consumers 
to keep their eyes open for lots 
of labels. The garment’s hang- 
tag identifies sleepwear t ^ t  is 
flame-resistant. The garment’s 
care label gives washing direc­
tions. The detergent label iden­
tifies the type of detergent 
you’re buying and may also 
give special instructions for 
laundering FR garments.

After all that, you must still 
keep  your e y e s  on your 

jou n gsters to protect them 
from fire hazards. Don’t put all 
the responsibility on flame 
resistant sleepwear.

We welcome suggestions and 
questions.

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LeVs Keep Our Cool
All of us are selfish a t tim es. And all 

of us can panic at times.
Fortunately, for most of us, we 

rarely are selfish and panicky a t the 
sam e time. For when we are  we 
sometimes do foolish things which we 
regret later.

Now we can understand the concern 
of everyone over the ever-rising price 
of food and the fact that certain  
commodities like bacon a re  not in 
abundance like they were a year ago.

B ut we c a n ’t u n d e rs ta n d  th e  
impulse to hoard foods which m ay be 
in short supply as a hedge against 
higher prices.

The action of hoarders is being 
reported in various cities in the wake 
of Phase 4. One man in Tennessee 
reportedly bought 34 pounds of bacon 
in three days in order to escape price 
increases. Now it may be that he m ust 
have bacon very badly but if every 
bacon ea te r m erely  doubled his 
purchase, the price would quadruple 
overnight if you could find bacon to 
buy.

The artificial demand created by 
hoarding hurts everyone by throwing 
the normal flow of supplies out of 
kilter. The hoarder who thinks he is 
pretty  astute in saving a few dollars 
by stockpiling will have to ante uo in

the end anyway because hoarding by 
him and others has driven the price 
higher than it would have been under 
n o r m a l  s u p p ly  a n d  d e m a n d  
conditions. The only way a hoarder 
can beat high prices is not to replace 
his hoard once it is gone.

Our advise to our M anchester area 
readers is not to panic and not to 
become selfish in the coming weeks 
as food prices seemingly skyrocket. It 
is clearly a time to keep our cool. 
Prices will rise only as long as there 
are  those of us who will either pay 
them without protest or panic and try  
to corner the m arket.

By c a re fu l shopping, avo id ing  
waste, reading store advertising for 
the best values and a  little  self- 
restraint, not only a t the check stand 
but a t the dinner table, we can keep 
s h o r ta g e s  a t  a m in im u m  u n til  
production (which in the case of m ost 
foodstuffs is a several-month process 
a t best) is increased. Then hopefully 
w ith supply m ee tin g  rea so n a b le  
demands (not inflated by hoarding) 
prices m ay level off and in many 
instances s ta rt moving downward.

As painful as higher prices may be 
the alternative is even m ore painful, 
complete wage and prices controls 
and rationing, which we don’t believe 
anyone wants.

The Temptation Is Awful
(From The New York Times)

Congress finds itself these days 
much in the position of a child left 
alone with a cookie ja r. I t is sorely 
tempted to help itself to a handful of 
goodies, but fearful of getting caught 
in the act. .

A special commission set up to 
review high level f ^ e r a l  salaries has 
made its recommendations to Presi­
dent Richard M. Nixon.

Mr. Nixon is sitting on them, but it 
is reported the panel’s proposals in­
clude a  $10,625 a year — or 25 per cent
— hike in congressional pay.

Under the law, the President can
alter, kill or pa^s along intact the 
commission’s package. The salary 
kickup then would become effective in 
30 days unless voted down by either 
cham ber on Capitol Hill.

But unless Mr. Nixon takes some 
action soon— or the rules are changed
— the m atter will ride over until 1974, 
an election year. Few lawmakers, 
even those who want a raise so bad 
they can taste  it, relish that prospect.

Sen. G ale M cGee (D-W yo.) is 
pushing a face-saving, hide-saving 
out. He would amend the present 
procedure so as to force the President 
to transm it his suggestions for pay 
boosts to (Congress by the end of 
August.

McGee’s claim  that his scheme 
would promote “ more rational’’ con­
sideration of the m atter is pious pif­
fle. The obvious intent is to slip the 
paycheck fattener through on the sly 
while the public’s back is turned.

We believe a 25 per cent pay in­
crease would be outrageous a t a tim e 
when (1) ordinary Americans are 
being asked to tighten their belts, and 
(2) law m akers enjoy lush fringe 
benefits such as generous pensions 
and allowances for living and travel 
expenses to supplement their $42,000 
pay.

If the senators and representatives 
really feel entitled to more, the fair, 
honorable course would be to take 
their case to the people openly instead 
of being devious.

Scientists Look Heavenward 
For Solution To Energy Crisis

WASHINGTON -  Scientists, 
professional worriers, and the 
U.S. government all are looking 
heavenward to the sun for one 
solution to the energy crisis. 
Unlike id o la te rs  of old, 
however, their objective is to 
harness, not worship it. For 
many years, sun buffs have 
argued the merits of the sun as 
a constan t, pollution-free 
source of energy to turn man’s 
machines on earth. However, 
except for isolated cases, such 
as in Japan which has some two 
million solar water heaters, the 
idea has largely been ignored.

The official neglect in the 
United States came to an end in 
June 1971 when President Nixon 
first spoke of the sun as an 
“ inexhaustible source of 
energy.” Congress has ap­
propriated $12 million dollars 
during the current year for 
s o la r  e n e rg y  r e s e a r c h .  
Although scientists agree that 
$12 million dollars hardly 
begins to touch the commit­
ment needed, still the amount is 
nearly 100 per cent more than 
the U.S. was spending just 
three years ago.

The potential for solar energy 
was detailed recently at a 
gathering of 600 scientists from 
throughout the world, meeting 
in Paris under the auspices of a 
UN agency.

An o b s e r v e r  of th e  
proceedings, in an article 
reprinted in the Congressional 
R ecord , sum m arized  the 
pro jections of a panel of 
experts from NASA and the 
National Science Foundation.

“Just five years from now, 
solar heating could be in com­
mercial use around the globe. 
In less than 10 years, one out of 
of 10 new homes built in the 
United States will probably be 
both heated and cooled by solar 
rays. In less than 15 years, 
these rays could be producing 
commercial electric power,” 
wrote Claire Sterling.

“In 20 years, we may well

have a 25 million lb. prototype 
satellite in synchronous orbit 
22,300 miles above us in space, 
beaming power to the planet by 
microwaves,” Sterling con­
tinued. “In 50 years, whether by 
th is  or o th e r p ro cesses , 
harnessed solar rays could be 
covering at least 20 per cent of 
all the United States energy 
needs — nearly the total con- 

■sujjj^ all together in 1970 by 
the world’s most spendthrift 
nation.”

As an initial step towards 
these results, the NASA-NSF 
panel has recommended that 
the U.S. invest $3 billion dollars 
in solar research and develop­
ment over the next 15 years. In 
a similar “crash” effort, this 
country spent $21 billion dollars 
on a space program in 10 years.

One in d ic a tio n  of the 
earnestness of the talk about 
harnessing the sun is the fact 
that a potential huge new 
market in solar heating and 
cooling is a lread y  being 
explored by 26 American com­
panies, including such giants as 
Kennecott Copper, DuPont, and 
Corning Glass.

The scientists meeting in 
Paris agreed that the basic 
technology involved has 
already been solved. What 
remains to be done is develop a 
reasonably economical means 
of. generating electricity from 
the sun. Known methods are 
currently at a price a thousand 
times higher than the com­
petitive level. Research can 
bring the cost down con­
siderably.

In commenting on the Paris 
conference. Senator Hubert 
Humphrey (D-Minn.), said, 
“Most of the action taken by 
Congress to date has been 
aimed at easing the crisis today 
and for the remainder of this 
cen tu ry .

Can a tax lawyer after years 
of dealing with complex cor­
poration tax matters be sym­
pathetic to the problems of the 
“ small” taxpayer wrestling 
with his income tax return?

As the new Commissioner of 
Internal Revenue, and the tax 
lawyer described in the ques­
tion, I say, “Yes.”

I, too, have an annual en­
counter with Form 1040. And 
like most taxpayers. I’ve often 
wished for a simplier, less 
time-consuming return. My 
wish is not new or unique. I 
share  i t  with m illions of 
taxpayers.

Simplification of tax returns 
has also been the objective of 
prior Commissioners of Inter­
nal Revenue. My predecessors 
and I, however, have been 
aware that to achieve real 
simplification of tax returns, 
there must be simplier tax 
laws.

Nevertheless, the IRS has 
tried to ease the taxpayer’s task 
within the confines of the pre­
sent tax law. For example, this 
past year the IRS reintroduced 
the Short Form 1040A. Nearly 
22 million taxpayers who would 
not benefit from itemizing their 
deductions took advantage of 
the simplier form.

This year, we are renewing 
our efforts to make Fonn, 1040 
an easier to understand, easier 
to use form. We do this out of a 
sense of responsibility to aid 
taxpayers in meeting their 
obligations under the law.

Also, the less complicated a 
form, the less chance for error 
on the part of the taxpayer —

and the IRS. That’s important 
because processing income tax 
returns is no small task for us.

We expect to process more 
than 78 million income tax 
returns this year. And that’s not 
counting the corporate, employ­
ment, excise, estate, gift and 
other types of returns which 
boost the total number of 
returns we process to well over 
100 million for the year.

To give you an idea of the size 
of our task, think about those 78 
million returns for a moment. 
If you were to try to count that 
many returns, and you could 
count three returns per second, 
eight hours a day, five days a 
week, it would take you more 
than three and one-half years to 
do the job.

What’s more, while you were 
counting, another 270 million in­
come tax returns would have 
been filed by our fellow 
citizens.

Counting returns probably is 
the least of our problems in 
processing them . At this 
writing we have processed 
nearly 73 million returns and 
certified  over 60 million 
refunds totaling more than $21- 
billion. That averages out to 
$349 per return, a $94 increase 
over the average refund for the 
same period last year.

As I indicated, the number of 
individual income tax returns 
filed doesn’t tell the entire 
story of the IRS task. In fiscal 
year 1972, more than 112 million 
returns of all kinds were filed. 
Add to th a t the various 
schedules, supplem entary 
sheets, other documents and 
c o r re s p o n d e n c e  from  
taxpayers, and you’ll see that 
IRS handles about 400 million 
pieces of paper a year.

With a ll th is , the IRS 
collected $210-billion in taxes 
from all sources in fiscal 1972. 
Yet it only cost the Revenue 
Service 54 cents to collect every 
$100 of tax revenue—the lowest 
cost for tax administration in 
the world.

How can our taxes be 
collected so economically? Up- 
to-date information processing 
equipment and systems are im­
portant. Over 70,000 IRS 
employes in more than 1,100 of­
fices across the country helping 
administer the nation’s tax 
program play a vital role. 
However, to you, the citizen- 
taxpayer, goes most of the 
credit for the low cost and 
effectiveness of Federal tax ad­
ministration in the United 
States. It is because you and the 
vast majority of your fellow 
citizens are conscientious in 
meeting your tax obligations.

N a tu ra l ly  sw e e t 
blueberries are a low-calorie 
so u rce  of v ita m in s  and 
minerals, according to Janina 
C za jk o w sk i, E x te n s io n  
nutritionist at llie University of 
Connecticut. A one-half cup ser­
ving of fresh b lueberries 
supplies only about 50 calories.

Take advantage of berries in 
season by serving'them raw in a 
variety of ways — on top of 
breakfast cereal, in a fruit 
salad or plain for a light snack.

Team fresh blueberries with 
other fruit in season for low- 
calorie, vitamin-rich desserts. 
Scoop balls of boneydew, can­
taloupe and watermelon and 
co m b in e  w ith  plum p 
blueberries for a fruit cup 
appetizer. Fresh peaches, pears 
or pineapple also go well with 
blueberries.

Make a batch of blueberry 
sa u c e  to  keep  in the  
re frig era to r. It niakes a 
delicious Jow-calorie topping 
for pancakes, waffles or cake. 
Serve over ice milk, custard or 
ice cream for a protein-rich 
dessert when you  serve a 
summer salad swpper.

How To Go Easy On Your 
Heart While Eating Well

Big news in the eating­

reading line — a handsome 
new copybook by the Ameri­
can Heart Assn. Medicinal? 
No. All good eating. Very 
good eating. It includes nutri­
tional sanity, purposely de­
signed to cut down on con­
sumption oLdietary cholester­
ol. suspected of being a con­
tributor to heart disease.

A man-saving cookbook, one 
that proves it's fun to cook and 
eat right, it puts emphasis on 
the use of fish, poultry and 
lean meat. The menus using 
them are designed to keep to 
a minimum the intake of cho- 

, lesterol.
In other words, it expresses 

the association's recommen­
dations but with gaiety and 
practical guidelines.

This suggested breakfast 
proves the point: fresh straw­
berries, wheat germ pancakes 
with maple syrup or preserves 
or cottage cheese, low-fat 
milk, coffee or tea.

At a news conference lunch­
eon in New York, we were 
served the following menu: 
tuna-dill pate, curried turkey 
with water chestnuts, cranber­
ry chutney (or beef manicotti), 
ratatouille, spinach, avoca­
do-orange toss, Southern 
raised, biscuits, refrigerator 
pineapple cake. Actually, we 
found the food delicious and 
all the recipes come from the 
new cookbook.

No specific products are 
recommended. Recipes use 
natural foods for the most

■ I

part, except m argarine and 
oils in place of fat. The eco­
nomics of food is considered. 
Modification of traditional 
diets is mild and modest.

Dr. John F. Mueller, chair­
man of the association's 
Committee on Nutrition, ex­
plained that evidence gathered 
so far indicates that excessive 
dietary fats and cholesterol 
contribute to hardening of the 
arteries. Therefore, it is wisC 
to limit the intake of fats and 
cholesterol — lessening the 
prospects of atherosclerosis. 
Several m ajor studies have 
indicated that lowering the fat 
content of the diet and chang­
ing the ratio of unsaturated to 
saturated fats may very well 
lessen the heart attack rate.

The new cookbook has been 
designed to provide meal 
plans and recipes to put the 
association's warning against 
high fat and cholesterol into 
practical and enjoyable terms. 
There is a wealth of scientific 
data behind this purpose. High 
levels of blood cholesterol and 
other fats are linked to in­
creased susceptibility to heart 
a ttack  and stroke. Together 
these two diseases kill almost 
900,000 Americans every year.

The book contains 500 first 
class recipes, all tested by the 
association's nutritionists. In 
practical terms, the book puts 
emphasis on fish and poultry 
ana lean beef, all with a mini­
mum of cholesterol.

“What’s Ae matter, Billy 
Jean King?” said my son in the 
voice he usually reserves for 
teasing his sisters.

Now ’THAT is what is meant 
by the callousness of youth. For 
heavens sake what does he 
expect. I was playing with a 
new racquet. N-E-W. New! I’ve 
still got to work the kinks out. 
The weight is different. The 
grip is different. It’s going to 
take me a little time. ’That’s all.

OAKLAND (AP) -  Jim 
Bibby, who began his 
baseball career with Nolan 
R yan as a New York 
farmhand, is the latest no­
hit pitcher to get away from 
the Mets.

By “up here,” he means the 
major leagues. The 29year-old 
hurler had appeared in only a 
handful of big league games 
before the St. Louis Cardinals 
traded him to Texas June 6 for 
two minor leaguers.

“Whltcy Herzog has given me 
the chance to pitch. With the 
Cards and Mets I didn’t get that 
chance,” said Bibby, who got a 
$5,000 raise from his big league 
minimum salary of $15,000 as 
an immediate reward for his 
no-hitter.

Texas’ owner Bob Short was 
here for the game, with his 
checkbook.

B ibby has becom e the 
hardest-working member of 
Manager Herzog’s pitching 
staff, with 10 starts and three

relief appearances in his eight 
weeks as a Ranger. His 5-4 
record also includes victories 
on a one-hitter and a two-hitter.

The A’s were quick to com­
pare Bibby’s fastball with that 
thrown by Ryan, the California 
Angels’ pitcher who has two 
nohitters this season.

“ Ryan and I started out 
together, in 1965 on a rookie 
league team,” Bibby recalled 
Monday n i^ t.

Bibby was 2-3 that season for 
Marion of the Appalachian 
League and Ryan was 3-6 for 
the Mets’ farmclub. Both dis­
played the wildness that would 
eventually make the Mets give 
up on them.

Bibby was traded to St. Louis 
after the 1971 season. Ryan was 
dealt to California at the same 
time and won 19 games for the 
Angels last season, while Bibby 
was spending most of his time 
back in the minors again.

Dear Dr. Lamb —  I work 

for the university so I had to 
take a Skin test for tubercu­
losis. When I went back for 
the reading the nurse toid me 
that I had been exposed to it. 
She told me not to worry, that 
she would get in touch with 
me for an X ray. That was 
over a month ago. I wonder if 
1 should go and get an X ray 
on my own. or could you rec­
ommend a tonic for me I 
have always been small.

Dear Reader -  The skin 
test for tuberculosis is not 
sp ecific . To properlv judge 
the significance of your skin 
test it would be necessary to 
know what strength of tuber­
culin skin testing material 
was actually injected into the 
skin. Different concentrations 
will cause different results.

Using a weak dilution for 
the first test, if a person gets 
a raised spot which can be 
felt, of greater than 10 milli-

m eters in diam eter between 
the second and third dav. then 
it is likely that the person had 
been infected with tuberculos­
is. That, howevdr. does not 
mean that the tuberculosis is 
active. What you have left is 
evidence o f an immune-type 
reaction to the tuberculosis 
infection, and that’s why vou 
get the skin response.

If the spot is sm aller than 
10 m illim eters, the test is 
considered doubtful, and if no 
reaction at all occurs, a 
stronger test dose is used to 
see it one can induce a skin 
reaction. If a fairly strong 
dose has to be used, and no 
skin reaction occurs, then it’s 
unlikely that the person has 
ever had a tuberculosis infec­
tion or. for that m atter, any 
other related type of infection.

By related type of infection 
I'm  referring to the various 
other m yobacterium  in fec­
tions that are closely related 
to the same organism that

causCl^^/tuberculosis. These 
other organism s are usuallv 
harm less. The tuberculosis 
organism  is not strictlv  a 
germ or strictly a fungus, and 
for this reason has a hybrid 
classification name of myob­
acterium.

Because of the lack of spe­
c ific ity  o f reactions and the 
importance of the strength of 
the test dose used, there isn't 
any way 1 can be absolutely 
certain what your test means. 
However, since the possibili­
ties are that the nurse used 
first strength test, and that 
you had a spot 48 to 72 hours 
later that was greater than 10 
millimeters in diameter, una 
der those circum stances. I 
would think that you have 
been exposed to tuberculosis 
in the past and a chest . X ray 
would certainly be indicated. 
If the X ray shows no evi­
dence of active tuberculosis 
and you're otherwise healthy 
then the skin test should ''

regarded merely as an indica­
tion of an old. healed infec­
tion.

I should point out that you 
don't have to have a positive 
skin test to have tuberculosis 
eithpr. In one study, m ore 
than 30 per cent of the pa­
tients who had active tubercu­
losis didn't react to fairly 
strong test dose. The reason 
was because of the severity of 
their illness. In the presence 
of a fairly severe illnes.s. the 
skin test is often negative. 
The illness that may produce 
a false negative skin test need 
not be tuberculosis. It can be 
some other important disea.se, 
even a virus infection.

C on g ress ion a l c o n fe r e e s , 
heading to a sixth session on the 
farm bill today, face a renewed 
threat of a presidential veto.

Agriculture Secretary Earl L. 
Butz said Monday he would 
recommend a veto unless the 
final version is in line with a 
tight budget and a "fu ll- 
p r o d u c t i o n ”  ' n a t io n a l 
agricultural policy.

Rep. W. R. Poage, D-Tex., a 
conferee and chairman of the 
House Agriculture Committee, 
said he doesn’t know if Butz is 
bluffing.

Butz "is  in the position where 
he has to give us his asking 
price rather than his selling 
price, and I don’t believe the 
conferees are going to make 
any further concessions,”  
Poage said.

A deadlock over a provision 
to ban food stamps for most 
strikers could force the House 
members of the Senate-House 
conference committee to go 
back for instructions from the 
House on what to do, con­
gressmen said.

Eventual maneuvering might 
open a way for farm program 
reformers, who have lost in 
conference what they had won 
on the floor, to try forcing their 
views onto the conferees, they 
said.

SPECULATOR, N.Y, ( A P ) -  
Law officers continued to scour 
rugged Adirondack Mountain 
terrain today for clues to the 
whereabouts of a man wanted 
in the stabbing death of a 
teenage camper.

. The body  o f P h ilip  A. 
Domblewski, 18, of Schenec­
tady, N.Y., was tound tied to a 
tree less than 50 miles from the 
Warren County site where the 
body of a Massachusetts man, 
was discovered 10 days earlier.

More than 100 state troopers 
and s h e r i f f ’ s d e p u t ie s ,  
employing two helicopters and 
bloodhounds, searched the 
dense, sprawling forests for 
Robert Garrow Sr., 37, of 
Syracuse, N.Y,, wanted in con­
nection with Sunday’s killing.

Hamilton County Dist. Atty. 
William Intemann Jr. said Mon­
day he was preparing a warrant 
charging Garrow with first- 
degree murder. But State 
Police said early today they 
knew of no warrant issued for 
Garrow.

Garrow,^„parol§d froia the 
state prison at Auburn in 1968, 
had b e e n  id e n t i f ie d  by 
witnesses to D om blewski’s 
slaying from  photographs, 
troopers said.

A c co r d in g  to H enry R. 
McCabe, senior State Police in­
vestigator in the Bureau of 
Criminal Investigation, the con- 
n e c t io n s  b e tw e e n
Domblewski’s death and that of 
Daniel P orter o f Concord,

Mass., on July 20 remained 
limited to the general location 
of the Incidents and the fact 
both victims were stabbed.

Porter’s girlfriend, Susan 
Petz, 22, of Skokie, 111., is still 
missing and the subject of a 
widespread search centered in 
Wevertown in Warren County.

The body of Porter, 23, with 
four stab wounds, was found 
near his automobile a short dis­
tance from Wevertown. He was 
a recent graduate of Harvard 
University. Miss Petz is a 
Boston University coed.

McCabe said it could take 
several weeks to get the lab 
report on such items as the 
n y lon  c o r d s  used  to tie 
Domblewski and three com­
panions and any other clues 
that might link the two crimes.
‘ McCabe said his hopes of 
locating Miss Petz or solving 
the Porter slaying rested on fin­
ding Garrow.

I’m really boxed 
in,”  McCabe said.

Karen Malinowski, 23, of 
Amsterdam, N.Y., was cam­
ping with Domblewski and two 
other youths Sunday.

^he told sheriff’s deputies a 
man brandishing a hunting rifle 
ordered them out of their tent 
Sunday morning, tied them by 
their hands to trees und then 
stalked back and forth among 
them.

Deputies said Domblewski’s 
companions, who were tied so 
they could not see each other.

/ The country’s trade picture 
has been improving rapidly and 
a C om m erce Departm ent 
analyst has declared as out­
dated a 1973 trade-deficit 
forecast made just two weeks 
ago. The analyst said later 
figures indicated the deficit 
could be much smaller than the 
previous estimate of $2 billion 
to M billion.

The country had a quarterly 
trade surplus of $22.9 million 
from April through June, the 
first quarterly surplus since 
early in 1971.

Exports during the first six 
months were up about 31 per 
cent over last year, to an annual 
rate of $64.5 billion, while im­
ports were up about 19 per cent, 
or an annual rate of $66.2 
billion, which would lead to a 
1973 deficit of about $1.7 billion.

U.S. trade was in deficit in 
1971 and 1972 for the first time 
in modern history. A major 
goal of the devaluations was to 
improve the country’s trade 
b a la n ce  anjl b a la n ce  of 
payments position  by in­
creasing the cost of imports and 
reducing the cost of exports.

The flow of U.S. dollars 
abroad to cover trade and 
payments deficits flooded the 
world with a surplus of dollars 
and was believed largely  
responsible for international 
monetary instability.

But the benefits of a trade 
surpius. if it occurs, will not be 
immediately apparent to most 
Americans.

Because of the devaluations, 
prices of imported goods, such 
as transistor radios and foreign 
cars, have gone up. but so have 
domestic prices because of 
domestic inflation.

Chinese Army 
Still Lacking 
Top Leaders

TOKYO (AP) -  The (^linese 
army marks its 46th anniver­
sary Wednesday with its top 
posts still vacant after Defense 
Minister Lin Piao’s abortive 
1971 palace coup.

China has b ^ n  without a 
defense minister and the army 
without a chief of its general 
staff since Lin, his wife, son and 
some close supporters died in 
September 1971 in a plane crash 
in Mongolia.

Premier Chou En-iai said 
later that Lin, who was Mao 
Tse-tung’s desipated heir, was 
fleeing to the Soviet Union after 
a plot against Mao’s life mis­
fired.

At the time Lin died. Huang 
Yung-chen. chief of the general 
staff, and Wu Fa-hsien. air 
force commander, disappeared 
from public view. Unconfirmed 
reports say Huang was purged 
for collaborating with Lin and 
Wu died in the crash with the 
defense minister.

Nationalist Chinese sources 
in Taiwan claimed last year 
that Lin's death was followed 
by a four-month purge df the 
armed forces in which more 
than 34.000 officers and enlisted 
men were court-martialed.

Peking has neither denied nor 
confirmed the claim. But it has 
been carrying on a cam paip 
reminding Communist party 
members and army men of 
Mao's teaching that the party 
controls the army and not the 
other way around.

There has been no indication 
who will replace Lin Piao as 
defense minister. Many of his 
duties have been taken over by 
Yeh Chien-ying. a 76year-old 
Communist veteran who is a 
vice chairman of the party cen­
tral committee's military com­
mission.

that Janice is not lost in the 
woods, and that the weather has 
been favorable for survival. 
However, he admits that foul 
play has never been ruled out 
and the state police are Con­
tinuing to conduct an indepth in­
vestigation.

Walsh had high praise for 
Litteil, saying his expertise has 
been a wonderful help to state 
po lice. He a lso  said  the 
townspeople have been “ fan­
tastic.”

Two firemen sustained in­
juries while participating in the 
search over the weekend. Ray­
mond M archand of West 
Willington and Joseph ^ t t i  of 
Stafford Springs were treated 
at Rockville Hospital and 
reported back to the search 
headquarters. Marine Cpl. 
Robert Borne from Groton suf­
fered a twisted ankle and one of 
the horses used Friday was cui 
on its Hanks by scrub.

The TVFD and state police 
have a crew on all night, and 
patrol cars cruise the streets in 
the area that Janice was 
presumed iost in the hopes that 
she wilt see the car lights.

Two men who conducted an 
independent search on Saturday 
feel that an out-of-state bank 
envelope found near the area 
should be investigated. Larry 
Ross of Manchester and Duane 
Doherty of Rockville also feel 
that Ross’ dog could find the 
girt’s tracks if they could he 
authorized to have a piece of 
her clothing. The two men said 
they had checked the sand 
quarry on River Rd. and found 
"lots of footprints.”

Litteil said that last night was 
the first heavy concentration 
from where Janice’s bike was 
found, through yards, 2,000 feet 
back and forth to the rear of her 
home. Yesterday morning’s 
search concentrated on the 
area from Rhodes Rd. to 
Merrow Rd.

After several busloads of 
volunteers were dispatched to 
the designated location late 
yesterday, TVFD President 
Find Pedersen accepted the 
services of more firemen to 
comb the area directly behind 
the search  headquarters , 
Merrow Rd. Fire Station.

According to Litteil, this is 
the biggest search in Connec­
ticut in 20 years. Some of the 
’TVFD men have not reported to 
their regular jobs since the 
search tegan. Others working 
third shift, cofne in directly 
from the job and search until 
it’s time to leave for work 
again.

Litteil announced last night 
he is satisfied by a search of 
TVFD scuba d iv e rs  th a t 
produced nothing in the lower 
section of Tolland Marsh. ’The 
marsh is owned by conser­
vationist Lyle Thorpe, who 
reportedly had also conducted a 
search near bridges and roads.

Litteil said a decision will be 
made late today between him 
and state police as to how 
extensive a search is to con­
tinue. Litteil felt the search 
may be scaled down from the 
heavy schedule of the past six 
days.

Janice is described as 4 feet 
tall, blonde hair, blue eyes and 
weighs 65 pounds. She was last 
seen wearing blue shorts, blue 
and white strlped^jersey, blue 
sneakers, and a blue sweater.

Man Injures Back 
In Co-op Bin Fall

A 19-year-old Wisconsin man 
is reported to be in satisfactory 
condition  a t  M anchester 
Memorial Hospital after suf­
fering a back injury in a 60-foot 
fall at the Central Connecticut 
CoH)p, 10 Apel PL, hospital of­
ficials sqid today.

The man, David Schuelke of 
Watertown, Wis., was reported­
ly working on the constmction 
of a “ feed bin” when he ap­
parently lost his balance and 
fell into the bin, which was 
described as resembling a 60- 
foot, inverted soda bottle, 
suspended approximately 40 
feet off the ground.

James Sarles of 45 Hudson 
St., an Eighth District fireman, 
has been credited with the 
rescue.

R ick Skoglund, E ighth  
District dispatcher, described 
the rescue in this way:

After the man had fallen 
directly into the center of the 
bin, Skoglund, accompanied by 
James Sarles and his brother, 
Peter Sarles, climbed to the top 
of the bin and lowered James 
into the bin using a rope body 
hitch on a mechanical winch.

Once at the bottom James at­
tached the body hitch to the in­
jured man and lashed himself 
to the side of the bin.

Skoglund and Peter Sarles 
then descended the bin ^  
opened the hatch of the bin, 
lowering the injured man out 
and to the ground. ’The winch 
was then attached to James and 
he was also removed from the 
bin.

Once on the ground James ad­
ministered first aid to the in­
jured man, putting an air splint 
on the man’s apparently injured 
right arm.

Skoglund then took Schuelke 
to M anchester M em orial 
Hospital where he was ad­
mitted with a possible back in­
jury.

Ulbricht Dies At 80
BERLIN (AP) -  W alter 

Ulbricht, the spade-bearded 
E a s t G erm an Com m unist 
leader whose monument is toe 
Berlin wall, died today, toe of­
f ic ia l  new s agency  ADN 
reported. He was 80.

Ulbricht had been ill since he 
was replaced as party first 
secretary by Erich Honecker in 
May 1971. He retained his post 
as chairman of toe State Coun­
cil, making him titular chief of 
s ta te  until his death . He 
remained a member of toe par­
ty’s Central Committee and 
Politburo.

ADN reported earlier that 
Ulbricht suffered a stroke July 
19.

The ADN announcement of 
U lbricht’s death made no 
reference to his illness or to the 
cause of death. It stated:

‘"The Central Committee of 
the Social Unity Party of Ger­
many, toe State Council of toe 
German Democratic Republic, 
the Presidium of the People’s 
Chamber and the Presidium of 
toe National Council of the

Man Deplaned^ 
Saved His Life

MANCHESTER, N.H. (AP) 
— When passenger Charles R. 
Mealy insisted that he be let off 
toe plane, the pilot taxied Delta 
Airlines Flight 723 back to the 
terminal and announced that 
any passenger who wanted to 
could deplane.

However Mealy, a sales 
engineer for CPE Industries of 
Xong Island, N. Y., was the only 
one who stepped off the DC-9 
that crashed on landing a little 
more than an hour later in 
Boston.

Tuesday night, while Mealy 
was safely home in Bedford, the 
lone survivor of the Logan 
International Airport crash was 
f ig h tin g  fo r  h is l ife  a t 
M a s s a c h u s e t ts  G e n e ra l 
Hospital. 88 Delta passengers 
and crew were dead.

Mealy had a 2 p.m. business 
appointment in New York City 
Tuesday. He boarded the Delta 
flight here around 10 a.m.

“We had taxied out on the 
runway, and the pilot an­
nounced there would be about a 
45-minute delay because the 
Boston airport was fogged in,” 
Mealy said.

“I did a little figuring in my 
head and realized I couldn’t get 
to New York in time for my ap­

pointment, so I asked the 
hostess to let me get off toe 
plane.

“She was a little hesitant, so I 
asked to speak to the pilot and I 
did. He told me to go back to 
my seat and he would return to 
toe terminal. On toe way back 
he said over the PA system that 
he was going back to let • a 
passenger off and anyone else 
who wanted to could deplane at 
that time,” Mealy said.

When he learned of the crash. 
Mealy said he was “stunned.” 

Thirty-one other persons had 
b o a rd e d  th e  p la n e  in 
Manchester.

“My first thought was of the 
people I had been in the waiting 
room with,” he said. “What 
they had been like, what we had 
talked about.

“My next thought was of me, 
my family, the consequences if 
I had stayed on the plane.”

He said he also “couldn’t help 
but think that with a little bit of 
effort on everybody’s part, the 
whole thing might have been 
avoided. But, who knows? Hind­
sight’s always 20-20.”

Preparing to make calls on 
his New Hampshire customers 
Wednesday, Mealy said, “I feel 
good...good to be alive.”

Zoo Keeper 
Shopping Hard

CHICAGO (AP) -  “ The 
soaring cost of food has made 
m e shop  a ro u n d  lik e  a 
h o u sew ife ,”  say s Dewey 
Garvey, who makes out the 
grocery lis t for the 2,000 
animals at Brookfield Zoo.

“So far we haven’t been hit 
by shortages. And there ab­
solutely will be no rationing or 
cutbacks in quality,” he added.

The commissary manager at 
Brookfield, one of the .world’s 
largest zoos, said the price of a 
pound of horse m eat has 
rocketed from 33 cents to 66 
cents since Jan. 1.

Three hundred pounds of 
horse meat are needed daily for 
toe KX) pr so animals that have 
it as their main course. A lion 
devours 10 pounds a day.

Garvey’s list includ^ 1,000 
pounds of apples a week, 800 
pounds of carrots, 500 pounds of 
bananas, 200 pounds of sweet

potatoes, 300 pounds of rough 
le ttu ce  and th ree  tons of 
cereals.

“It’s all gone up 35 to 40 per 
cent,” he said. “We’re paying 
8200 to 8250 a ton for cereal con­
taining soybean meal. And fish 
meal from Peru is up 50 per 
cent to 8150 a ton. We use half a 
ton a month mostly as an ad­
ditive for feeding our birds.”

Garvey sa^s he is making 
ends meet by frugal shopping at 
zoo food markets around the 
country.

“They now have become a lit­
tle more competitive, and we 
also are trying to buy closer to 
home to save on shipping 
costs,” he said. “Our yearly 
commissary budget has risen 
from 8150,000 to 8180,000. That’s 
a 20 per cent increase while 
food had gone up 45 to 50 per 
cent. So you see how we have to 
shop around.”

American Meat Institute said 
representatives of producers 
and processors would meet in 
Washington at 2 p.m. EDT with 
Agriculture Secretary Earl L. 
Butz in an effort to get the 
ceilings on beef prices lifted.

Cost of Living Council of­
ficials repeatedly have said the 
ceiling will stay on until Sept. 
12. The council also announced 
on Tuesday that it would probe 
the entire profit situation in the 
meat industry and officials 
expressed skepticism about, 
reports that wholesalers and 
packers could not afford to con­
tinue operations.

Virginia Knauer, President 
Nixon’s special assistant on 
consumer affairs, said in New

York on Tuesday that food 
prices probably will stay at pre­
sent levels.

“PHces will start stabilizing 
and leveling off, but the days of 
cheap food are over,” she said.

Fred Fillinger of the Internal 
Revenue Service in Cleveland, 
Ohio, said he was investigating 
complaints from commercial 
meat buyers who said they had 
been offered beef at illegal, 
over-the-ceiling prices.

Dave Doherty, director of 
sales for A&P in New Orleans, 
said the situation was getting 
worse.

BOSTON ( A P ) - “Wejust 
started covering them up 
with sheets. People were 
scattered  all over the 
ground. There was no sound. 
They were all dead.” 

M aureen Kennedy, a 
nurse, described the scene 
Tuesday morning on a foggy 
runway at Logan Inter­
national Airport where all 
but one of 89 people on a 
Delta DC9 jetliner died.

“There was nothing humanly 
possible to be done for those 
people,” she said. “I never felt 
so helpless in all my live, I 
never felt so inadequate.” ' 

When Delta flight 723 ap­
proached runway 4-R, there 
was no hint of the horror ahead. 
Afterward, Federal Aviation 
Administration officials would 
only say that Capt. John N. 
Striel Jr. was flying the jetliner 
230 feet too low and 3,500 feet 
short of the usual touchdown 
point when it sliced through a 
2%-foot-high seawall and dis­
integrated: Today, an 11-man 
team  from  the N ational 
Transportation Safety Board 
began the task of finding out 
why.

The only survivor of the 
crash, the worst in Boston 
history and the worst in the 
United States this year, was an 
Air Force sergeant on his way 
back to duty after proposing to 
his high school sweetheart. He 
was hospitalized in critical con­
dition with burns over most of 
his body.

One of the first to arrive at 
the scene. Fire Lt. Robert 
A le x a n d e r , sa id  m any 
passengers were still alive and 
crying for help.

He helped carry one man who 
had been thrown 300 feet from 
the w reckage. Alexander 
quoted the victim as moaning, 
“Please help me. Where am 1? 
Where are my legs? 1 can’t  feel 
my legs.”

A spokesman for the safety 
board. Brad Dunbar, said, ‘Tve 
been with the board since its in­
ception, and I don't think I have 
ever seen greater wreckage 
scatter. The wreckage was 
spread out the distance of a 
football field.”

Among the victims were 
Chester Wiggin Jr., a member 
of the Interstate Commerce 
Commission, and Robert W. 
Moran, an assis tan t New 
Hampshire attorney general.

Investigators will try to find 
out what happened in the one 
minute between the time the 
pilot last talked to the Logan 
control tower and the moment 
two construction workers 
watched the twin-engine plane 
thunder to earth where the 
runway ends at the edge of 
Boston Harbor.

“ The pilot obviously un­
dershot the runway," said 
Ferris Howland, the FAA 
regional administrator.

Fog rolls quickly in and out of 
Boston Harbor. The airport had 
been shut down once Tuesday 
morning because of the bad . , 
weather, but then it reopened. 
Witnesses said the log bank was 
sweeping across the runways 
again as the jet made its final 
approach.

In routine talk with the plane 
at 11:08 a.m., "there was no 
word of trouble,” said William 
C. Keepers, the airport’s chief 
traffic controller.

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Unit Pricing In Force
HARTFORD (AP) -  As 

previously announced, Connec­
ticut will begin Wednesday to 
enforce its advertising unit 
price law, state Consumer 
Protection Commissioner Bar­
bara Dunn said today.

Mrs. Dunn said people should 
notify her office if they see a 
newspaper or magazine adver­
tisement or hear a radio or 
television ad that gives tife total 
price of an item but not its unit 
price. *

In all cases, the unit price 
must appear to the left of the 
total price, or immediately

before it in the case of radio and 
TV, she said.

The law applies only to stores 
that are part of a chain of two 
or more.

Mrs. Dunn said 14 food chains 
that requested extensions to the 
Aug. 1 starting date would be 
given until Aug. 15 to comply 
with the law. in most cases the 
stores' ads already had been 
prepared outside Connecticut, 
she said.

The advertising section of the 
unit price act has been in effect 
since May, 1972 but previously 
went uninforced.
