Gray Says He Was Used
WASHINGTON ( A P ) -  L. 

Patrick Gray III, loyal 
follower of President Nixon, 
says he was used.

Gray told  the Senate  
W a te r g a te  c o m m it te e  
Friday of his shame and 
downfall as acting FBI 
director, a post he quit April 
27 when it was made public 
that he destroyed papers 
from the White House safe 
of wiretapper E. Howard 
Hunt.

Gray read slowiy from a 51- 
page statement, speaking in a 
near monotone, showing little 
outward sign of emotion.

Adding a few new details, he 
said he burned the papers with 
some Christmas wrappings at 
his home in Stonington, Conn., 
last December.

Re said be believed he was 
acting on orders of White House 
aides John W. Dean and John D. 
Ehrlichman. He said they gave

him two sets of papers June 28, 
1972 and told Um they were 
political dynamite that should 
never see the light of day.

He said he read one of the 
papers before he burned them. 
It was a State Department 
cable implicating President 
Kennedy in the slaying of South 
Vietnamese President Diem in. 
1963. Gray said it shook him. He 
didn’t realize then that the 
cables were fake, forged by 
Hunt in an unsuccessful 
attempt to plant a false, anti- 
Kenney story with a magazine 
reporter.

Gray said he lied to Asst. At- 
ty. Gen. Henry E. Petersen, 
who asked him about the Hunt 
papers last April 16 after Dean 
filled  the story to prosecutors.

"I slept little,'if any, that 
night,” (iray said. The next day 
he sought out Petersen and told 
him the truth, he said.

Nine days later, the story still 
unknown to the public, Gray 
said he telephone his friend

Sen. Lowell P. Weicker, who is 
a fe llo w  C o n n e c tic u t 
Republican and a member of 
the Watergate committee.

"For a week I had thought 
at)out this matter and of Sen. 
Weicker’s staunch and valiant 
support of me and his warm 
friendship,” Gray said. "I had a 
duty to tell him of these two 
files, yet my shame was so deep 
that it was hard to pick up the 
phone and call.”

When he did tell Weicker, h e . 
lied about small details. He said 
he hadn’t read the papers. He 
said he destroyed them soon 
after Dean and Ehrlichman 
gave them to him, rather than 
months later. He said he put 
them in an official FBI "bum 
bag" for destraction, rather 
than casually tossing them in 
the flames at home with the

Hotel Rubble 
For Victims
NEW YORK (A P) -  

Firemen using (wo cranes 
searched truckloads of mbble 
today for persons feared buried 
when an eight-story section of 
the once-elegant Broadway 
Central Hotel collapsed.

By dawn, fire officials had ac­
counted for all but five of those 
registered at the hotel. ’They 
said customers and employes in 
a novelty shop in the collapsed 
swtion also m i^ t  have been 
trapped.

Most of those in the 119-year- 
old former landmark in the 
East Village, now the Universi­
ty Hotel, escaped when rumbles 
sent plaster to the floors before 
of the thundering collapse late 
Friday afternoon.

At least 19 persons, including 
three policemen and a firemen, 
were treated at hospitals and 
released. More than 100 were 
made homeless and relocated.

There were 325 persons 
registered at the hotel, 23 of 
them in the part that tumbled 
down. About 120 of those

staying in the hotel are welfare 
clients living by themselves.

Fire Chief John T.' O’Hagan 
attributed the collapse to age 
and the weakening of the stmc- 
ture by decades of vibrations 
from street and subway traffic. 
I ’The entire south-central sec­
tion and parts of the east wall 
casifad ed  in a ro a r in g  
avalanche of wood, brick and 
mortar that piled 20 feet high at 
some points along Broadway.

NEWINGTON, N.H. (AP) -  
A "petroleum separator” built 
s e c r e t ly  n e a r  th e  New 
Hampshire coast here will 
provide extra home-heating oil 
for New England this winter 
without pollution, according to 
Gov. Meldrim ’Thomson.

The "environmentally safe” 
system  is called an eco- 
separator.

Not a refinery, it separates 
two petroleum products mixed 
for transmission through a 
pipeline and turns out the 
separate components, such as 
gasoline and home-heating oil, 
an industry spokesman said.

A refinery, on the other hand, 
handles crude oil and turns it 
into naptha, benzine, gasoline, 
kerosene, jet fuel, diesel fuel, 
No. 2 (home-heating) oil and 
heavier oils for industrial uses.

The separator also can 
produce asphalt by removing it 
from another product, Stacy 
Cole, executive director of the 
New Hampshire Petroleum 
Council, said Friday.

He said the eco-separator 
built by the D.H. Sprague & Son 
Co. of Boston was the first he 
knew of planned for commer-

The meeting hall was crammed with 
memorabilia of all kinds on Friday, but 
attention was centered on some 50,000 
comic books.

They ranged in price from 25 cents to 
$750.

The $750 item was a first edition color 
Donald Duck comic book, 1940, and was 
part of a display owned by Tony Anello of 
Buffalo, N.Y.

“’Three months ago, I bought a load of 2,- 
000 old comic boolu at the Dallas conven­
tion,” said Anello. “When I began sorting 
them,wow! A bonanza! This mint- 
condition Donald Duck is there!"

Anello said the comic book lore has 
grown since a first edition Superman, 
1939, recently sold for $1,800. Such an edi­
tion is listed in the Comic Book Price 
Guide at $325.

"Just shows how high a collector with 
money will go," says Anello.

Skip Kiiunwiede of CHiicago, who was 
selling from a display of 10,000 comics, 
said, “Collectors buy our comics just like

first editions of good literature, or a fine 
painting. And they are willing to pay a 
price to get a certain edition that will com­
plete the entire line of that particular 
comic subject.”

The sellers gathered here also have to 
keep a sharp eye out for page thieves.

“Collectors of some first editions will 
steal single pages sometimes when they 
might be missing from other books needed 
to fill out a complete sequence,” says 
Knimwiede. "One fellow was caught 
recently when he asked to look at a first 
edition Superman and expertly cut out two 
pages with a razor.”

Among the most expensive items of the 
convention is a collection of 12 sheets of 
transfer designs originally selling for one 
cent per sheet right after World War II.

Each sheet has 35 small designs about 
twice the size of a postage stamp. When 
dampened and placed on the band or arm 
they leave an illustration appearing to be a 
tatoo but removable by washing.

The 12 sheets are priced at

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Ckingress began a month-long 
recess today after sending 
President Nixon major farm 
and highway bills to sign and 
receiving from him a pledge to 
stop bombing Cambodia on 
Aug. 15, as Congress has 
demanded.

Another bill passed In the 
last-minute legislative flurry 
would raise the minimum wage 
to $2.20 in two steps, but it 
won’t be sent to the White 
House for several weeks.

Congress expects Nixon to 
veto the bill and is not going to 
give him the opportunity to do 
so until after it returns to 
Washington on Sept. 5.

The three big bills passed by 
the House and Senate in a busy 
day of desk-clearing for the an­
nual summer vacation were

com prom ise versions of 
separate bills each body had 
passed earlier.

’The farm bill inaugurates a 
new "target price” concept for 
computing price supports for 
wheat, cotton and com under 
which payments would be made 
only when the market price 
drops below the target price. 
Cuirently the market prices are 
higher.

The bill also would limit 
payments to farmers to $20,000 
a year, instead of $55,000 per 
crop each year as at present.

’liie House passed the bill 
252-151, blocking a Republican 
effort to attach an amendment 
that would have barred strikers 
from receiving food stamps.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Democratic party reformers 
have unveiled a two-step 
strategy to block revision of the 
controversial 1972 delegate 
selection guidelines.

At a news conference Friday, 
le a d e r s  of th e  l ib e r a l  
Americans for Democratic Ac­
tion proposed retmtioh of the 
controversial guidelines and 
urged they be applied to all of 
state and local party com­
mittees.

At the same time, they ac­
cused former advocates of the 
changes, including National 
Chairman Robert S. Strauss 
and Sen. George McGovern, of 
indifference to the effort to 
making the party more open.

"There are some people in 
the party who don’t seem to 
care very much if the doors of 
this party are open,” said Rep. 
Donald Fraser, D^Minn., the 
national chairman of ADA.

F ra se r , who succeeded 
Mc(3overn as chairman of the 
commission that wrote the 1972 
reform rules, was joined at the 
p re s s  c o n fe re n c e  by 
Washington attorney Joseph L. 
Rauh, long active in party 
reform causes, and Mrs. Anne 
Wexler of Connecticut, who 
played a major role in writing 
the 1972 reforms.

Rauh conceded that one 
reason for urging extension of

the reforms is to help fight the 
move to dilute them.

"It is sometimes good tactics 
to have a position to the left of 
where you think the end result 
should be,” he said.

The key issue involves the 
requirement that national con­
vention delegations have 
"reasonable representation" of 
women, young people and 
minorities, in relation to their 
percentage of the state’s pop­
ulation.

Critics say this requires a 
quota system and have vowed 
to change it. Even McGovern 
said the "reasonable represen­
tation” phrasing should be 
modified.

The ADA report, which will 
be presented to the new reform 
co m m issio n  h ead ed  by 
Baltimore (}6unciIwoman Bar­
bara Mikulski next weekend, 
contended that the McGovern- 
F ra se r  guidelines never 
required a quota system.

Failure of state party leaders 
to understand their respon­
sibility to take "affirmative ac­
tion" led to the requirement 
being applied as a quota 
system, it said.

’The report urged that the 
Mikulski Commission stay in 
operation until the 1976 conven­
tion to enable it to help state 
parties meet the requirements.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Supreme Court Ju stice  
William 0 . Douglas today 
ordered a halt to the bom­
bing of Cambodia.

The government responded 
immediately with a motion to 
block Douglas’ action, but the 
motion was apparently not 
directed to any specific justice, 
raising procedural questions 
since the court is in recess. 
Normally such motions are ad­
dressed to individual justices.

Douglas’ action gives force to 
a lower court order which had 
decreed that the bombing stop 
on July 27. ’The U.S. Circuit 
Court in New York had blocked 
the effect of that order by 
issuing a stay.

Today, Douglas lifted that 
stay, allowing the lower court 
ban to become effective.

"The merits of the present 
controversy are ... to say the 
least, substantial, since denial 
of the application before me 
would catapult our airmen as 
well as Cambodian peasants 
into the death zone," Douglas 
wrote.

President Nixon on Friday 
accused Congress of "abandon­
ment of a friend" by cutting off 
the U.S. bombing as of Aug. 15 
and said Congress will have to 
take the blame for whatever 
fate befalls Cambodia. He also 
said that bombing cutoff under­
mined his efforts to negotiate a 
cease-fire there.

The Pentagon had no im­
m e d i a t e  c o m m e n t ,  a 
spokesman said.

’The order from Douglas was 
issued at the Supreme Court at 
9:30 a.m. EDT. The order is ap­
parently effective from that 
moment.

“It has become popular to 
think the President has that 
power to dpciare war," Douglas 
said in a brief opinion. “But 
there is not a word in the 
Constitution that grants that 
power to him ... It runs only to 
Congress.”

Congress has voted to stop all 
funds for the bombing of dam- 
bodia on Aug. 15; On Friday, 
President Nixon reluctantly 
agreed to comply with that 
deadline and halt the operations 
against Cambodia by midnight 
Aug. 14.

Douglas heard arguments on 
the bombing Friday in Yakima, 
Wash., where he is vacationing. 
'The order was issued through 
the court’s clerk here.

Douglas said that if the war in 
Vietnam were assumed to be 
constitutional, "the Cambodian 
bombing is quite a different af­
fair. Certainly Congress did not 
... declare war against Cam­
bodia and there is no one so 
reckless to say that the Cambo­
dian forces are an imminent 
and perilous threat to our 
shores.”

Nixon made his statements in

LOS ANGELES (AP) -  This 
year’s fall television premiere 
will be the most drawn out 
ever. And it might not be a bad 
thing.

Debuts of the new shows will 
stretch from Monday, Sept. 10, 
until the end of October. The 
reason, of course, is that the 16- 
week strike by the Writers 
Guild of America hit the studios 
and networks Just as they were 
gearing up for the season.

All but a handful of the series 
are back in production. The 
remaining few will go before 
the cameras in the next few 
weeks, with probably the latest 
start set for “Kojak” on Aug. 
22.

The netw orks have not 
always premiered their new 
shows in the same week. But 
one network ish’t going to give 
another the competitive edge, 
and about three years ago they 
settled into the present pattern 
of all starting at the same time.

From the networks’ point of 
view, starting all the shows 
together in early September 
makes & lot of sense. Summer 
vacations are over, schools are 
back in session, the football 
season’s started and cooler 
weather and shorter days are 
just over the hill.

Most important, it tied the 
p re m ie re s  into one neat 
package thdt can be efficiently 
promoted into an “event.” It’s 
much easier to generate excite­
ment about a single premiere 
week than a lot of odd starting 
dates.

But it’s always struck me 
that the networks are somehow 
missing the boat—and doing a 
disservice to the viewer and to 
the film industry.

The viewer is forced to gulp 
down all the new shows at once. 
’Then by March—except for the 
midseason replacements—it’s 
all reruns and downhill until 
September again.

As a viewer. I’d prefer a 
more flexible system of new 
shows scattered throughout the 
year.

TV for the film industry has" 
become strictly a seasonal 
business of feast or famine. 
■They scramble for a while then 
sit on their film. It severely 
limits the amount of work that 
a writer or actor or director or 
technician can do. Production 
that was not limited to a single 
starting time would allow the 
industry to become more stable 
and provide longer periods of 
employment.

A contingency of residents 
concerned about the gypsy 
moth epidemic appeared at the 
Board of Selectmen meeting 
this week. First Selectman 
Erwin Stoetzner told them he 
would look into federal funding 
for widespread aerial spraying 
for next spring.

Homeowners from Grahaber 
Rd. recently signed petitions 
circulated by Mary Ann (tele, 
Leslie Hatch and Sandra 
Benjamin and presented them 
to the Conservation (temmis- 
sion.

Originally the petitioners had 
intended to request the town for 
funding for the spraying. 
However, before this week’s 
meeting, the cost of such a 
project was found to be over 
$250,000.

The alternate plan is for in­
te re s ted  persons to join 
together on an aerial spraying 
project at a cost of $15 per acre. 
To be effective, a minimum of 
25 continuing acres would have 
to be sprayta.

The petitioners are concerned 
about the effects of sprays 
some homeowners are using in­
discriminately which kills 
beneficial insects along with 
the leaf-eating moths, ^  the 
possible effects on the nearby 
Shenipsit Reservoir. They ad­
vocate use of BT, an ecological

insecticide, which is endorced 
by th e  Tol la n d  County 
Agricultural Center.

Mrs. Helen Wanat of Sugar 
Hill Rd. supported the group’s 
action and said requests for in­
formation to Gov. Thomas 
Meskill and Rep. Robert Steele 
have brought only pamphlets on 
banding. However, Mrs. Want 
doesn’t think she could band 
over 40 acres of trees.

Conservation Commission 
chairman Robert Bass said he 
checked with the Pesticide (ten- 
trol Division of the Department 
of Environmental Protection 
and was told there are no state 
funds available for gypsy moth 
control. Mrs. Want suggested 
the federal government should 
do something because the 
moths are now spreading into 
neighboring states.

Many Tolland residents have 
learned the hard way that the 
banding didn’t really do the job, 
at least this year. One family 
reported to daily sweeping the 
moths from their smaller trees.

Most of the oak, maple, and 
other trees have grown new 
leaves to replace the ones 
devoured by gypsy moths, 
but the pine and spruce trees 
will die if more than half of 
their needles are lost.

According to state statistics 
recently released, 13,300 acres 
of woodland were defoliated by 
the gypsy moths in Tolland this 
season.

A choice of patterns in­

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Oil Pipeline Needed
A positive step towards construc­

tion of the trans-Alaskan oil pipeline 
has been taken in the Congress by 
passage of a bill exempting the 
proposed line from the provisions of 
the 1969 Environmental Policy Act.

Construction of the pipeline has 
been and will be opposed by various 
environmentalist groups, who are, in 
our opinion, taking a very short­
sighted view of the total welfare of the 
nation.

For months now the country has 
been in an energy crunch affecting the 
generation of electrical power and the 
availability of fuel oils and gasolines. 
Many municipalities are having a dif­
ficult time finding sources of needed 
fuel to run vehicles and school buses.

The environmentalists seem imper­
vious to the oil needs of the country, 
preferring instead to maintain the 
pristine state of the tundra over the 
789 miles between the rich oil fields 
and the ice-free port of Valdez.

U ntil o ther fuel m eans a re  
developed the United States is in 
desperate need of oil both for 
domestic use and the needs of the 
military. Our planes can’t fly, nor our 
ships sail unless they have the fuel for 
their needs. The country could be 
protectionle^s in a severe oil shor­
tage.

Nor can we rely on the oil producing 
Arab states for a firm supply in an 
emergency. Their attitude to the 
country is almost inimical because of

their belief that we are supporting the 
state of Israel.

Final construction, tapping the 
billions of gallons of oil in the Alaskan 
fields, is hoped for by 1975— it will be 
none too soon.

Adverse court litigation inspired by 
the environmental groups may delay 
access to the oil well beyond that 
target date. If that takes place it can 
do serious injury to the welfare of the 
country.

We have great sympathy with the 
environmentalists and ecologists. 
Certainly we do not want any portion 
of Alaska turned into the raw coal- 
stripped hillsides of Appalachia.

On the other hand, it must be 
remembered that the people are a 
part of the ecology and environment.

If the pure environmentalists had 
their say in an earlier day it is con­
ceivable that the fertile plains of the 
Midwest would never have borne their 
bumper crops. The millions of homes 
built from lumber from our forests 
would not exist. Nor would iron ore 
from the Mesabi range in Minnesota 
have turned into steel needed by in­
dustry.

Conservation steps can be taken to 
reduce despoilment of the Alaskan 
terrain to a minimum. But some 
reason must prevail in the establish­
ment of national priorities. Until such 
time as science has obviated the need 
for fossil fuels, we must keep the 
country’s wheels turning.

Gulf Stream Horsepower
Men may one day harness the 

energy of the northward-flowing Gulf 
Stream to spin “underwater wind­
mills.”

The idea is suggested by three 
scientists — Drs. Harris B. Stewart 
Jr. and John R. Apel of the National 
Oceanic and Atm ospheric Ad­
ministration and Dr. William S. Von 
Arx of Woods Hole Oceanographic 
Institution.

They note that the Florida Current, 
a major component of the Gulf 
Stream, carries more than 50 times 
the flow of all the fresh-water rivers 
of the world right past Miami’s front 
door. Theoretically, the current could 
produce about 25 megawatts — the

output of 25 of the la rg e s t pow er 
p lan ts built by m an — if all th e  energy 
could be ham aSsed. o

However, the scientists propose the 
extraction of only about 4 per cent of 
the total available energy — about 1,- 
000 megawatts, equal to the output of 
a single large nuclear station. Taking 
out more energy might seriously alter 
the Gulf Stream’s flow patterns and 
disrupt climatic conditions.

The “ windmills” that are  en­
visioned would be large, slow turning 
turbines arrayed across part of the 
channel between Florida and Bimini 
at depths between about 100 and 400 
feet. "

WASHINGTON -  Facing 
both an historic court test and 
massive popular disapproval 
following his refusal to release 
the Watergate tapes. President 
Nixon How confronts a new 
challenge from angry Senators 
who feel betrayed.

Sen. Adlai Stevenson III of 
Illinois, a liberal Democrat not 
normally noted for partisan 
fireworks, will take the Senate 
floor soon to denounce Mr. 
Nixon for “covering up the 
cover-up.” Stevenson and other 
Senators of both parties believe 
Mr. Nixon’s refusal to release 
the tapes reneges on his pledges 
of full authority for special 
prosecutor Archibald Cox. 
Without those pledges, the 
Senate almost surely never 
would have confirmed Elliot 
R ic h a rd so n  as A tto rn ey  
General.

Thus, the world is closing in 
on the President over the tape 
issue. Instead of resigning to 
protest, as some presidential 
aides may have hoped, Cox is

April 30 sppech he would give 
Richardson “absolute authority 
to make all decisions bearing 
upon the prosecution of the 
Watergate case and related 
matters.”

2. Richardson, in a much- 
studied “charter” of authority 
for the special prosecutor, in 
turn promised that Cox would 
have “ full authority” for 
“ reviewing all documentary 
evidence available from any 
source, as to which he shall 
have full access.”

Stevenson, Republican Sen. 
Charles Mathias of Maryland 
and o thers among the 28 
Senators, who wrote two letters 
to Richardson during his confir­
mation hearing pinning down 
Cox’s powers, now believe the 
administration has reneged. 
Stevenson feels that the denial 
of the tapes to Cox amounted to 
Mr. Nixon’s “ reversing the 
rules” and “undermining the 
authority” both of Richardson

and of Cox. “Either Mr. Cox 
has full access or he does not, 
and if not pur trust was mis­
placed,” Stevenson told us.

The a d m in is t r a t io n  
challenges the very source of 
the Stevenson argument: if Mr. 
Nixon really intended Cox to 
have total power over which 
White House documents and 
presidential papers should be 
g iv en  th e  W a te rg a te  
prosecutors, Cox would be 
using the powers of the Presi­
dent.

Actually, say Mr. Nixon’s 
men, the President never in­
tended any such unprecedented 
delegation of power. What 
Richardson really meant to tell 
the Senate was that Cox would 
have exactly the authority 
which he, Richardson, would 
have if the Justice Department 
were in charge of the prosecu­
tion. No more, no less.

’The fact is that, in making his 
pledge to the Senate Judiciary 
Committee (and separately to 
his two letters to Stevenson), 
Richardson was acting on his 
own. His “charter” for the 
special prosecutor was never 
discussed with the President or 
with the White House lawyers 
who are handling Mr. Nixon’s 
legal case.

That explains Richardson’s 
ambivolent reaction to Cox’s 
confrontation with the Presi­
dent. 'While asserting that the 
President’s refusal of the tapes 
to the Senate Watergate com­
mittee rested “on substantial 
legal and constitutional foun­
dations,” Richardson added 
that the parallel request from 
Cox was "in full accord with the 
requirements of his job.” Main­
taining an above-the-battle 
posture, Richardson called for 
a compromise. Cox himself has 
no quarrel with that reaction or 
with Richardson.

To the Senators, however, 
th is  sm acks of law y e rs’ 
language. Mathias believes 
Richardson was speaking for 
the President when he pigged 
sweeping powers for Cox. “If 
the Attorney General wasn’t 
offering th is deal in the 
P resid en t’s name, as we 
thought he was,” says Mathias, 
"it isn’t worth very much.”

Having been on the receiving 
end of White House deception 
and cover-up for months, the 
Senate is in no mood to bow 
meekly to the President’s 
refusal to deliver his tapes. The 
coming Stevenson attack is the 
opening shot in a new Senate 
onslau^t against Mr. Nixon 
which threatens to make his 
lethal political situation worse.

Sir:
The recent air strikes against 

the people of Cambodia have 
produced a ra th e r  unique 
expression of attitude toward^;, 
human life on the part of 
Congress and the President. 
Whereas the men, women and 
children of Vietnam were used 
as pawns to a militaiy chess 
game, the Cambodians are 
being treated somewhat like a 
teab^ . Congress states that 
because no solvent reason has 
been given to justify the hom- 
btog, it should end immediate­
ly. ’The President counters this 
by insisting that his image has 
been weakened enough lately 

, and if the commander-in-chief 
were confronted again, he 
would loo)[ like a clown to the 
eyes of the world.

So through the miracle of 
compromise, we have a solu­
tion. American bombers will 
continue to kill people arming 
the clock until August 14. In 
other words, we shall ignore 
that piece of paper called the 
Constitution for a while and 
anyone killed before the cut-off 
date i s  just plain unlucky and 
better off dead anyway.

The man responsible for this 
peculiar circumstance is Lon 
Nol. In March 1970 he took con­
trol of the Cambodian govern­
ment while Prince Sihanouk 
was vacationing in Paris. Since 
then he has successfully main­
tained an all out war against his 
countrymen with our aid, 
following in the glorious and 
highly profitable footsteps of 
General Thieu.

His main enemy is the Khmer 
Rouge which has grown since 
1970 from a splintered rebel 
army of 3,000 into a 50,000-man 
standing force loyal to exiled 
Prince Sihanouk who serves as 
one of their nominal heads. 
They now control 80 per cent of 
the Cambodian land mass. Lon 
Nol qu ick ly  organized a 
pathetic defense unit comprised 
of mostly untrained recruits. As 
part of Us first directive to his 
soldiers, the dictator suggested 
that they hold a Buddah medal 
between their teeth because 
bullets could not hurt them if 
they did. WUch suggests that 
the unit’s battle experience was 
at best, minimal.

So United States air power 
stepped into the matter a ^  has 
been pounding 80 per cent of 
Cambodia with every im ­
aginable illegal weapon we 
have. The peace agreement was 
especailly  flexible in the 
m atter, it states that all 
military action should end to 
Cambodia, but it names no 
specific cut-off date.

If one more life is taken to 
Cambodia it will serve nothing, 
help no one, except Lon Nol, 
and severly damage the dis­
integrating image America 
holds before foreign powers.
But such is the way of aU war. 
One would tUnk we would have 
learned that bv now.

As a veteran of Vietnam and 
a member of the Connecticut 
National Guard, not only do I 
feel this is an insult to America 
but to any individual who has 
served under the colors.

Perhaps the individuals who 
committed this atrocity don’t 
realize the seriousness of t ^  
act. The act generates a fine 
and a possible prison sentence.

Freedom of expression is one 
th ing but to  destroy  my 
freedom of oqwesston is to deny 
respect to what I and millions 
of others have strongly believed 
to.

If the persons guilty of this 
crime are dissatisfied with the 
symbol that represents our 
country, let them live under 
another one.

A w o rd , by S c h e r t le  

Galleries, to the buyer of Color 
Reproductions:

Merchandise of all kinds, 
from toys and typewritera to 
cars and clothing is for sale at 
v a rio u s  p r ic e s ;  and by 
comparison and careful shop­
ping it is usually not difficult 
for the average buyer to detect 
a difference in quality and to 
weigh value against cost. With 
reproductions of works of art it 
is an altogether different 
matter! Even for experts, the 
variations are much more 
subtle and harder to recognize.

“Why is it,” asks the average 
buyer, “that when I am looking 
for a reproduction of a painting 
by Renoir or Van Gogh, I am 
faced with a choice of two 
prints of the same picture, one 
costing $3.98 and the other $15.”

ORD (AP) -  The city of Hart­
ford has withdrawn its court ac- 
Uon to prevent summer deduc­
tions in bus service, state Depu­
ty  T ra n s p o r ta t io n  Com­
missioner Colin Pease said 
Friday.

Pease said the state-whlch is 
paying for Connecticut Co. bus 
service in Hartford, New Haven 
and Stamford-agreed to add 
two buses to one Hartford route 
and to take a passenger count 
on four other routes.

No other specific promises 
were made, he said, except to 
constantly analyze bus service 
and improve it. He said im­
provem ents can be made 
sometimes by adjusting a bus 
stop by five minutes.

The s ta te  reduced  the 
frequency of runs in June 
because of normally smaller 
patronage.

Pease said that ridership, 
a d ju s te d  fo r th e  norm al 
summer lull, has reached 80 per 
cent of the level last November.

But what if most of the 
passengers had survived and 
had n ^ e d  blood during tte  
current shortage? Would the 
blood sh or t ag e  have  en­
dangered their lives? ?

Dr. Allan Kllman, medical 
director of the Massachusetts 
Red Cross Blood Program, says 
there would have been little 
problem meeting the emergen­
cy demand unless an extraor­
dinary amount of blood was 
need^ within a half hour of the 
catastrophy.

Dr. Kliman says that after 
the plane crash the
Red C ross ac t iv a te d  i ts  
emergency plan and called for 
donors. Volunteers across the 
state responded Immediately, 
he said, and contributed over 1,- 
300 pints of blood that day.

"'The system worked very 
well Tuesday,” Dr. Kllman 
says. “There never has been a 
time when we didn’t  have the 
capacity to draw beyond the 
n e ^ s  of any emergency.”

If m ore blood had been 
needed after the crash, he said, 
centers in Hartford, Conn, and 
Burlington, Vt. each drew about 
250 pints that day which quickly 
could have been delivered to 
Boston.

Dr. Kliman says that had the 
emergency been even worse, 
reserves could have been quick­
ly flown in from the 59 other 
blood centers around the coun­
try.

The 170 blood-using Bay State 
hospitals consume about 1,000 
pints a day when there is a nor­
mal supply. Since June 15, Dr. 
Kliman says, the state blood 
bank has been taking in only 400 
to 500 pints a day.

Making up the deficit means 
delaying optional surgery and 
draining reserves, he adds.

The Massachusetts Blood 
Bank needs 3,000 pints of b/ood 
to be at full capacity and for 
most of the summer it has con­
tained only a small fraction of 
that amount, he says.

Dr. Kliman says there is - 
always a sum m er simp in 
collecting blood and blames this 
on people being on vacation and 
donor apathy.

"There’s no question that 
blood donors have been more 
apathetic this summer than 
before,” Dr. Kliman says.

“But people really turn out 
when you reach them with news 
of the need and we apparently 
didn’t reach them before,” he 
says. “ Unfortunately people 
don’t give blood until there is a 
disaster.”

Gray said he hadn’t known of 
“ Mr. Ehrlichman’s elegant 
phrase” until the Senate com­
m ittee  re leased  it  in the 
transcrip t of conversation 
between Ehrlichman and Dean.

Until he lied to Petersen, 
Gray said, “I believed that I 
was acting faithfully, loyally, 
properly and l^ally  pursuant tO' 
instructions given me by top 
assistants to the President of 
the United States.”

He said he now realized that 
his burning the papers was “a 
grievous misjudgment.” '

Gray, who quit a 20-year 
naval career to join Nixon’s 
1960 presidential campaign, 
said his long-standing loyalty to 
the President prompted him to 
warn him last July about “con­
fusion” in the FBI’s Watergate 
investigation. '

Gray said he had been getting 
conflicting information from 
Dean, Ehrlichman, CIA Direc­
tor Richard Helms and CIA 
Deputy Di rec tor  Vernon 
Walters about whether his in­
vestigation would uncover CIA 
secrets in Mexico.

Gray says he didn’t know the 
extent to which White House 
staff members hAd pushed 
Helms and Walters to interfere. 
The FBI was tracking of Nixon 
campaign money that went 
throu^ Mexico and into the ac­
count of wiretapper Bernard L.

Gray said that on July 6, 
when Walters finally told him 
that no GA ^ r e t s  would be 
uncovered by the investigation,
“I was confused, uncertain and 
uneasy.”

“There 
was a slight pause and the 
President said, ‘Pat, you just 
continue to conduct your 
aggressive and thorough in­

Gray said he had no further 
trouble, and concluded he had 
been an alarmist.

Gray is scheduled to return to 
the iritness chair Mimday at 
9:30 a.mi  EDT to begin 
answering questions.
