Nixon Accounts 
For SecretXlosts

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
President Nixon has made an 
unprecedented accounting for 
some of the secret costs of toe 
presidency while ordering a full 
disclosure on his purchase of 
hom es in C alifo rn ia  and 
Florida.

Acting on toe President’s in­
structions, officials a t the 
White House, Secret Service 
and General Services Ad­
ministration revealed Monday 
that nearly 810 million had been 
spent by toe government since 
1969 fo r s e c u r i ty , com ­
munications and other work at 
toe First Family’s out-of-town 
residences and offices. .

At toe same time, presiden­
tial spokesman Gerald L. 
Warren announced that Nixon 
had hired a private auditing 
firm to prepare “a complete, 
detailed accounting of the 
acquisition of toe homes and 
property” he has purchased 
since taking office in San 
Clemente, Calif., and Key 
Biscayne, Fla.

’That report will be released 
within a month, Warren said as 
he told newsmen it would 
“ include everything... on which 
you have had questions.”

’The White House has been 
barraged with questions since 
May, when it disclosed that 
Nixon had borrowed 8625,000 
from industrialist friend Robert 
M. Abplanalp to purchase toe 
San Gemente estate in July 
1969-and that the loan was 
canceled in a complex transac­
tion 18 months later when Nixon 
sold to Abplanalp 23 of toe 29 
acres in toe ocean-side tract.

Agiiew made the disclosure 
Monday night through his press 
secretary, J. Marsh Thomson, 
and declined further conunent 
“other than to say that I am in­
nocent of any wrongdoing...”

reported today as the U.S. Em­
bassy an n o u n ^  casualties in 
toe BS2 bombing Monday of a 
government base town on the 
Mekong River totaled more 
than 400 dead and wounded.

Tape Subpoenas Invalidf 
Nixon Lawyers Argue

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
L a w y e rs  fo r P re s id e n t  
Nixon told a federal judge 
today that the court lacks 
ju r i^ c t io n  to enforce the 
subpoena se rved  on the 
P re s id e n t by W aterg a te  
s p e c i a l  p r o s e c u t o r  
Archibald Cox.

An attempt to enforce the 
subpoena demanding presiden­
tial tape recordings, they said, 
“would be an unwarranted and

unsuppportable violation of the 
constitutional doctrine of 
separation of powers.”

J. Fred Buzhardt, special 
White House counsel, in a court 
appearance lasting less than 
two minutes, filed a lengthy 
legal brief supporting the 
President’s refusal to turn over 
White House tapes subpoenaed 
by Cox.

The action came shortly after 
the Senate Watergate com­

mittee decided to postpone any 
legal action of its own to obtain 
tapes and related documents

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
P r e s id e n t  N ixon  w as 
“dumbfounded” when told 
that his closest aides had 
b e e n  a c c u s e d  in  th e  
Watergate case in mid-April 
of this year, former Atty. 
Gen. Richard G. Kleindienst 
said today.

Kleindienst told toe Senate 
Watergate committee that he 
first learned of accusations by 
White House counsel John W. 
Dean III and former Nixon 
campaign deputy Jeb Stuart 
Magruder early in toe morning 
of April 15.

He said he immediately 
sought a meeting with Nixon, 
and relayed toe information to 
him early that afternoon in 
Nixon’s office.

“He was dumbfounded, he 
was very upset,” Kleindienst 
said.

Kleindienst said Justice 
Department officials told him, 
and he told toe President, that 
Dean and Magruder had im­
plicated former Atty. Gen, John 
N. Mitchell, campaign aide 
F re d e r ic k  C. L aR ue, 
themselves. White House aides 
H.R. Haldeman and John D. 
Ehrlichman, former campaign 
aide Robert C. Mardian, "you 
name it.”

“This is toe first time since 
June 17,1972, that anybody had 
given me any credible evidence 
that any of them were involved 
in any way,” Kleindienst said.

The hearing was disrupted for 
about 10 minutes during toe 
morning session by a half-^zen 
young people who took turns 
reading aloud from a state­
ment. They called themselves 
rep resen ta tiv es  of " th e  
National Caucus of Labor Com­
mittees.”

(Chairman Sam J. Ervin Jr., 
D-N.C., ordered toe dlsruptors 
ejected and they were taken by 
Capitol police to a room in toe 
basement of the Russell Senate 
Office Building.

Kleindienst also testified that 
he warned Ehrlichman less 
than two months after the June 
17 break-in that he might be in­
volved in an obstruction of 
justice. And Kleindienst said he 
th re a te n e d  to re s ig n  if 
E h rlich m an  d id n ’t stop 
meddling in the investigation.

He also said toe mastermind 
of the wiretapping, G. Gordon 
Liddy, approached him the 
afternoon after toe raid and 
said that White House or Nixon 
campaign employes might have 
been included among toe five 
m en a r r e s te d  in sid e

those Main St. merchants 
whose establishments border 
Purnell PI.

Most of toe items on tonight’s 
agenda are scheduled for public 
hearings only, with Board of 
Directors’ actions on the items 
scheduled for Aug. 14.

However, one item on which 
toe directors are expected to 
take action tonight is the ap* 
pointment of a 15-member Blue 
Ribbon committee, to study 
different forms of government. 
A subcommittee of the board 
has screened a list of potential 
members and will present its 
recommendations for the 15 ap­
pointees.

HARTFORD (AP) —A power 
line doesn’t give off much air 
pollution.

But consider what effect a 
power line could have on 
development of a rural, un- 
inhabitated area; Power for 
homes, schools, stores and fac­
tories.

A new policy is stirring 
within the state Department of 
Environmental Protection, one 
which seeks to predict future 
air pollution on projects ap­
proved today.

In preparation for new 
regulations, DEP has lumped 
race tracks, shopping centers, 
highways, amusement parks 
and utility lines into a new 
c a te g o ry  of ’ ’com plex  
sources.”

Simply stated, a complex 
source is one that could in­
crease air pollution by itself 
and also from traffic and 
related development.

An example is a shopping 
center which, by itself, might 
not raise the level of pollution 
in an area, above an acceptable 
limit. If, however, the center 
causes a town to widen roads to 
accomodate more traffic, and if 
other businesses such as gas 
stations, hamburger stands and 
movie theaters move in, the 
center could lead to a violation 
of federal dean air standards.

DEP's draft regulations 
dealing with complex sources, 
will be discussed at five public 
hearings beginning Thursday at 
7 p.m. at the Torrington city 
hall. Other 7 p.m. hearings will 
be held Friday at toe Cloonan 
School in Stamford, next Mon­
day at Windham High School in 
Willimantic and next Tuesday

at the Yale School of Public 
Health in New Haven.

’The final hearing will be held 
in the state office building in 
Hartford at 10 a.m. Aug. 15, the 
same day DEP must submit its 
regulations to toe Environmen­
tal Protection Agency (EPA) in 
Washington.

The regulations will require 
the DEP commissioner to ap­
prove all proposed construc­
tion. In applying for a permit a 
developer will have to furnish 
information about toe location 
and nature of his proposed 
development. How much traffic 
it will generate, how much 
potential pollution it will cause 
and how it will be controlled 
plus anything else the com­
missioner might require.

After reviewing a proposal, 
DEP would tell the town what 
effect the new development 
would have on air quality for 
the town as a whole. In the case 
of a shopping center DEP 
might say, “the center itself is 
fine, but two gas stations and a 
hamburger stand across the 
street would put you over the 
acceptable air quality limit." 
according to Beth Weinstein, an 
analyst in DEP's air com­
pliance section.

The town then would have to 
decide whether to allow the 
shopping center to be built, she 
said.

Carroll Hughes, assistant 
D EP c o mmi s s i o n e r ,  
emphasized that DEP wasn’t 
taking over local planning and 
zoning functions.

“We will be providing strictly 
a technical definition." he said.

All of US love to see pictures 
of o u r  c h i ld r e n  and  
grandchildren. These constitute 
the second best wallet stuffer. 
But like the exploitation of 
many other simple pleasures, 
the child photo business has 
b ecom e a r a c k e t .  Some 
photographers and studios use 
deceptive, illegal and...the 
hardest to crack...annoying 
business practices.

Recently, the department 
was successful in cracking _ 
down on deceptive advertising ~ 
of “child" photo prices. Ads ran 
in newspapers around the state 
showing a beautiful photo of an 
adorable child with these words 
accompanying it (underneath 
the photo in bold, big type) “99 
cents per child, per photo.” At 
the bottom, in muc± smaller 
print were the words, “50 cents 
handling charge.” In reality, it 
didn’t cost 99 cents for the pic­
ture, but $1.49. The advertisers 
changed the ad to read, “$1.49 
per photo, per child,” since this 
was the true price.

In many cases, these photos 
were taken in a department 
store, for a limited time, and 
a re  what is called “ loss 
leaders.” This is a lure to get 
you into the store with the hope  ̂
that once you’re there, you’ll 
buy more than just pictures. 
Even if you were only in­
terested in pictures of your 
child, this advertising is decep­
tive.

Also, couched somewhere in 
the small print of the ad is the 
statement that you will not 
have the option of choosing 
Irom proofs. You get what the 
photographer wants. In most

p ic tu r e  b e c a u s e  th e  
photographic outfit is ever? 
ready to show you an array of 
prepared, better quality photos. 
Of course, these are more 
expensive and, in addition to 
the $1.49. What parent is not at­
tracted by quality photos of 
their child? ^ t  tlds is not the 
point.

The d e p a rtm e n t s to re , 
itinerant photographer who 
uses deceptive advertising is 
breaking the law. But tiiere are 
perfectly legal business prac­
tices that some photographer’s 
studio are engage in that are 
just plain annoyances. In these 
cases, it is the responsibiUtyLof 
you, the consumer, to beware. 
No one is breaking a law, but, 
by a studio’s deliberate ommis- 
sion, often you don’t know what 
you’re getting into.

We are now in the area of 
“ g ift” pictures. You may 
receive a phone call or letter 
announcing that you are the 
“lucky” recipient of a free 
photo of your child to be taken 
in your home. Pretty hard to 
resist! A photographer will 
come and take numerous shots 
of your child in color, in the set­
ting of your choosing. But this 
is only the beginning.

S evera l w eeks la te r ,  a 
salesman from the studio will 
come to your home with 
numerous proofs from which 
you can choose your “gift” pic­
ture. But after you make your 
choice, the salesman will try 
his hai^est to sell you as many 
additional photos as he can — 
all a t extra cost to you. ’This is 
not illegal because you can 
refuse to buy more pictures 
and still get your “gift” photo. 
But it is a sales practice to be 
frowned on. No reputable 
photography studio works this 
way.

You may want the extra pic­
tures and this is yoiir choice, 
but often all you want is the one 
picture and this one picture is 
what has allowed entry into 
your home when under other 
circumstances you would have 
never opened your door to the 
salesman.

A random check call from our 
department recently rqyealed 
that this type of rales practice 
is 80 per cent effective in selling 
additional pictures. In many 
cases, the salesmen woilc on 
commission only. ’This might 
invite a high-pressured rales 
pitch taht you were not expec­
ting.

Your best protection from 
this type of salesmanship is to 
ask questions a the very begin­
ning. Ask if a salesman will be 
coming to your home with the 
proofs. Make sure that you 
don’t  sign anything unless you 
know what you are signing for 
and Want the items. U you know 
what you will be subjected to, 
your chances of buying what 
you don’t need or want will be 
greatly diminished. Also, read 
all ads very carefully.

U you find that you have been 
the victim of o u tri^ t fraud or 
deception, write to our Fraud 
Division at the address below.

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Ethical Error Seen
At this stage of the Watergate in­

vestigation a pattern of philisophical 
and ethical error seems to be discer­
nible. Both the Committee to Re-elect 
the President and the White House 
staff seemed to have thought that the 
end justified the means.

R e c e n t  t e s t im o n y  o f Jo h n  
Ehrlichman has revealed a tendency 
to actively intrude on the rights of the 
individual for the desirable goals of 
political success and protection of the 
national welfare. And he seem s to 
entwine these two matters.

The activities of the “Plumbers” 
were justified, he thinks, because they 
were trying to acquire information 
which would be helpful in preventing 
national security leaks.

A break-in to the office of Daniel 
Ellsberg’s psychiatrist was all right 
because it was serving the high goal of 
determining what type of man would 
make public classified information. 
No thought was given to the in­
violability of matters pertaining to 
the doctor-patient relationship.

Burglary was condoned since it 
might dig out m aterial affecting  
national security. Chairman Sam Er­
vin most properly pointed out basic 
English law—from which ours has

sprung—that if a man’s home is his 
castle then even the King cannot enter 
without an invitation.

There a lso  m ay have been a 
clouding and dimming of the proper 
ethical concepts due to the eagerness 
of the various aides, Dean, Sloane, 
Ehrlichman, Magruder, etc., to be 
good team performers in achieving 
the dual goals of re-election and 
national security.

We don’̂ think that the p ^ p le  will 
allow many of these acts to be 
protected under a mantle of national 
security.

In totalitarian states the welfare of 
the state is always placed above that 
of the individual. Protection of per­
sonal rights, on the contrary, always 
has been axiomatic in the American 
way of life.

T h is th in k in g  is  v e r y , v ery  
dangerous. If the rights of any in­
dividual may be transgressed under 
the guise of a noble goal, then all of us 
might suffer a like fate.

There has been warped thinking in 
the minds of top White House aides. If 
Watergate does nothing else  but 
achieve a new establishment and 
strengthening of the basic rights of 
the individual, it w ill have been 
worthwhile.

Homer Babhidge: 
White Knight

The many voters who have been dis­
enchanted with Governor. Meskill’s 
opportunism and political ploys are 
looking with enthusiasni toward the 
possibility.that Dr. Homer T. Bab- 
bidge Jr. will become the Democratic 
candidate for governor in 1974. Presi­
dent of the University of Connecticut 
from 1962 to 1972, he is presently 

.master of Yale’s Timothy Dwight 
College.

He would not be the first educator to 
don the gubernatorial mantle. In fact 
there have been three co lleg e  
professors, in Connecticut’s recent 
history, who have distinguished  
them selves as governors. Most 
notable was Wilbur L. Cross, dean of 
Yale’s graduate school, who served 
the sta te  from  1931-1939 — an 
am azingly long term of office. 
N icknam ed “ U ncle T ob y ,’’ he 
achieved renown for the delightful 
literary quality of his Thanksgiving 
proclamations, and his memory is 
kept fresh by having a leading  
highway named for him.

Another English professor, Wilbert 
Snow of Wesleyan, was elected lieute­
nant governor and became governor 
for about two weeks in 1948 when Ray­
mond Baldwin resigned to run for the 
Senate. Now in his nineties. Dr. Snow 
lives in Middletown ahd still writes 
the fascinating poetry for Which he 
had become noted. He was succeeded 
as governor in 1947 by James L. 
McConaughy, president of Wesleyan 
University.

Dr. Babbidge hasn’t actually

thrown his hat into the ring. He is 
travelling about the state, getting 
acquainted and trying to assess his 
chances if he shouldTun next year. He 
doesn’t want to campaigiT unless h e . 
finds that there i^ a good likelihood„of 
success. Recent polls show him  
capable of unseating Meskill. ’Those 
who have heard Dr. Babbidge speak 
can testify that he is more than an 
educator; he is a very perceptive, in­
telligent man whose good judgment 
and excellent handling of difficult 
situations have earned him the ad­
miration of many.

One of the best indications of his 
high standing with people is the reac­
tion which followed the announcement 
of his coming resignation as president 
of the University of Connecticut. He 
had achieved a degree of success 
almost unheard of in college circles. 
He was admired, respected, and liked 
by both faculty and students. Petitions 
and demonstrations by the students 
urged him to reconsider.This is most 
unusual, to say the least, and suggests 
that such popularity  m u st be 
deserved.

Although it is generally believed 
that he resigned because he could not 
stomach Meskill’s seeming policy of 
denigrating higher education in 
Connecticut, be had too much dignity 
to lash out publicly at Meskill. This 
forbearance has earned him an ad­
ditional measure of respect and ad­
miration. Dt . Babbidge seems to have 
the stature that Connecticut needs in 
its next governor. — Bristol Press

What Happened in Miami Beach

WASHINGTON -  Who was ' 
really responsible for the 
W atergate cover-up a t the 
White House may depend on the 
answer to a question not con­
sidered during the Senate 
Watergate committee’s hours 
of testim ony: did John D. 
Ehrlichman keep Nixon cam­
p a i g n  m a n a g e r  C l a r k  
MacGregor from the tru th  
about Watergate last summer?

The undisputed facts, not 
revealed until now, are these. 
While publicly exuding con­
fidence about no White House 
involvement in the scandal, 
MacGregor became privately 
anxious during the Republican 
national convention in Miami 
Beach last August. Consequent­
ly, he asked for a full br|,efing 
from John W. Dean III, then the 
White House counsel. After 
some delay. Dean informed 
MacGregor he knew nothing. 
Since Dean was well aware of 
the cover-up, the truth was 
being hidden from MacGregor.

Dean has privately informed 
federal prosecutors and Senate 
investigators that his silence 
was ordered by Ehrlichman, 
then domestic chief at the 
White House. If true, the 
Watergate cover-up would be 
traced to the President’s senior 
staff. If not true, the Wlyte 
House contention that middle- 
level staffer Dean directed the 
cover-up would be sustained.

Like much in Watergate, the 
truth about who kept Uie facts 
from MacGregor may never be 
know. But this question is close­
ly related to the overriding 
issue of President Nixon’s own 
innocence or complicity. Con­
trary to the wishes of his pre­
sent senior aides, Mr. Nixon’s 
role in Watergate has been in­
tertwined with the conduct of 
his two former deputies, 
E h r l i c h m a n  and  H .R.  
Haldeman.

’There is no corroboration for,  ̂
Dean’s report that Ehrlichman 
gagged him in Miami Beach. 
But other details of Dean’s 
story to investigators — in­
cluding how MacGregor sought 
him out — are fully confirmed 
by other sources.

Moreover, the picture of a 
frantic Clark MacGregor at 
Miami Beach seeking out the 
lowdown on Watergate — a pic­
ture confirmed by several 
sources — contradicts what 
Ehrlichman has been saying un­
der oath. In his uncorroborated 
testimony, Ehrlichman has 
depicted MacGregor resisting 
suggestions that he probe the 
Watergate scandal. ’Thus, up 
to the unverifiable point of 
whether Ehrlichman blocked 
the briefing, the facts favor 
D e a n ’s r a t h e r  t h a n  
Ehrlichman’s version of reali­
ty-

MacGregor, transferred from 
the White House to replace 
John Mitchell as director of the 
Committee to Reelect the 
President (CREEP) following 
the Watergate break-in, now 
emerges as an anguished man 
at Miami Beach.

He was disturbed by a Time 
magazine report on Watergate 
on the eve of the convention. 
Foilowing his assurances on 
“ Meet the Press” the day 
before the convention, some in­
fluential Republican figures 
m et with M acGregor and 
cautioned him to be certain of 
his facts. State CREEP leaders 
meeting with him in Miami 
Beach gave the same warning.

S o m e t i m e  t h a t  we ek ,  
MacGregor also had a strange 
conversation with Robert Mar- 
dian, one of his lieutenants at 
CREEP who feared the White 
House was out to get him. As 
MacGregor rem em bers it, 
Mardian told him in con­
spiratorial terms not to assume

too much about Watergate. 
“Just remember what I said,” 
warned Mardian,  without 
elaborating.

Concerned much more by the 
advice from nationally promi­
nent Republicans and state 
leaders than Mardian’s hints, 
MacGregor grilled his deputy, 
Jeb Magruder, for hours in 
Miami Beach. Though kne^ 
deep in the cover-up, Magruder 
denied everything. A frustrated 
MacGregor next requested a 
full briefing from Dean, 
designated as the White House 
o f f i c i a l  to i n v e s t i g a t e  
Watergate.

Dean could not be immediate­
ly located, and MacGregor was 
told that  Dean — then a 
bachelor — was out on the town 
in Miami Beach. According to 
what Dean later  told in­
vestigators, however, he was 
checkin g  wi th  h is  boss ,  
Ehrlichman, whether to brief 
MacGregor. ’The answer, accor­
ding to Dean, was a flat no.

M a c G r e g o r  c a n n o t  
remember seeing Dean in 
Miami Beach. Other sources in 
a 4>osition to know, however, 
say  th ey  d id m e e t  in 
MacGregor’s Doral Hotel room 
early during convention week. 
According to an eyewitness. 
Dean informed MacGregor he 
could add nothing new on 
Watergate.

In interviews with federal 
and Senate investigators. Dean 
has said Ehrlichman later 
barred him from fully briefing 
press secretary Ron Ziegler 
and Leonard Garment, Dean’s 
successor as White House 
counsel. But his accusation, 
thus far  unexplojre.d, that  
Ehrlichman kept him from 
te l l in g  the  t r u t h  to the  
President’s campaign manager 
a year ago goes to the very 
heart of responsibility for the 
cover-up.

The Radicalism Of Law
NEW YORK, N.Y. -  The 

Senate Watergate committee 
has had three turning points: the 
John Dean testimony, which 
made President Nixon the 
prim e inquiry target; the 
A l e x a n d e r  B u t t e r f i e l d  
testimony, which focused atten­
tion on the Nixon tapes and 
made inevitable a long court 
battle over their dqjivery and 
th e  J o h n  E h r l i s h m a n  
testimony, which started the 
counterattack but also moved 
the inquiry into a contest over 
constitutional law.

The symbolic moment in that 
contes t  came when John 
Wilson, Ehrlidunan’s lawyer, 
was called before the bench by 
chairman Sen. Sam Ervin. He 
described to an unbelieving 
panel the constitutional case for 
President Nixon’s launching of 
a covert domestic intelligence 
operation which led to (among 
other things) the break-in at 
Daniel Ellsberg’s psycUatrlCt’s 
office.

Here were two men in their 
70s, wilier and more formidable 
than their younger colleagues, 
confronting each other, each 
drawing on his long con­
stitutional experience and 
focusing it on a moment in 
history more crucial than any 
event in the long life of either of 
them. Here was John Wilson, 
whom I had heard back in 1952 
arguing the Truman steel 
s e iz u r e  c a s e  be fo re  the  
Supreme Court. At that time he 
argued, trium phantly, that 
President ’Truman had no reser­
voir of power to seize the steel 
m ills, even In a war time 
emergency. Here he was now, 
arguing that President Nixon 
does have a reservoir of power 
to protect the national security 
against a foreign intelligence 
operation even if it means 
bypassing and violating the 
Fourth Amendment safeguards 
against breaking, entering, 
searching and seizing with a 
judicial warrant.

And here was Sam Ervin, a 
l^utbemer become suddenly 
the No. 1 elder statesman of the 
l iberals,  enjoying all the 
brilliance of noonday popularity 
in the twilight of his career, 
answering Wilson — taking the 
craftily contrived argument 
which the lawyer had pasted 
together out of a Senate 
Judiciary Committee report 
and out of a paragraph from 
Justice Lewis Powell’s decision 
in the Plamondon- case, and 
deftly cutting through the string 
and glue that had hastily held it 
together.

It was a beautiful intellectual 
performance on both sides, and 
Sen. Howard Baker’s well- 
meant effort to bypass both the 
Wilson theorem and the Ervin 
theorem by an appeal to the 
“facts’! was simply not in the 
same league with them. I 
preferred Ervin’s argument to 
Wilson’s because Ervin had a 
better case to argue. Wilson’s 
was a more virtuoso perfor­
mance, like an auto racer who 
misses the prize only because 
he had to put his contraption 
together out of tin cans in a

basement garage.
But what wax important 

about  the  Erv in-Wilson  
exchange was less what was 
said than the fact that it was 
said. This is true also of the 
c o m in g  c o n s t i t u t i o n a l  
exchange, before U.S. District 
Judge John J. Sirica, between 
prosecutor Archibald Cox and 
Mr. Nixon’s constitutional ad­
viser, Prof. Charles W ri^t of 
the University of Texas law 
school.

’The point is that the Nixon 
tapes controversy had moved 
the whole Watergate disp«^ 
from a no-he-didn’t-yes-h^id 
set of assertions to a reasoned 
debate over constitutional law. 
In that debate the crucial ques­
tion will be now far  the 
President’s power goes or 
doesn’t go, what the extent and 
limits of that power are — in 
launching a covert intelligence 
operation, in refusing to sur­
render documents and tapes, in 
whatever role he played or 
didn’t in the chain of Watergate 
events.

’The factual headaches will, 
for a time, remain with the 
Senate conunittee, which is 
bound to think politically no 
matter how hard the members 
may try to be fair. But the con­
stitutional headaches are now 

’ with the courts, where in time 
the legal and factual headaches 
will end up together.

Inescapably, the people 
themselves will be the final ar­
biters of what happens to Presi­
dent Nixon, and will set the 
frame within which everything 
moves. But it will be better for 
everyone if the process by 
which things move is the 
judicial process, and not a per­
sonal or political or emotional 
one. And the President has said 
he will obey the final court 
rulings.

I wonder whether we unders­
tand how deep the idea of law 
goes into the essential func­
tioning of a democracy. In the 
idea of law I include the adver­
sary process of law, and the 
equal treatment of every man 
before the law, and the protec­
tion of all by law, and the idea 
that no man or institution in the 
society is above or beyond the 
law. Put these together and 
what do you have? Ypu have 
democracy’s most radical idea 
— and I use “radical” here in 
the literal sense of going to the 
roots.

America is in a tangled knot 
to ^y . Only the judicial process 
can untangle it. Judges are 
human, too, yes, but they have 
a tradition and a passionate 
pride of detachment to work 
with. Put the constitutional 
headache to them. It won’t be 
an easy one to resolve because 
Uiere are so few precedents and 
new paths must be opened. But 
in a time of loosened moorings 
the law gives continuity. In a 
time of broken presidential 
a u t h o r i t y  th e  law g ives  
legitimacy. Since the essence of 
Watergate was its lawlessness, 
the only way out of Watergate 
is to restore the law with its 
rootedness.

But the man on her bracelet 
along with over 1300 others are 
not fictitious names, ’They are 
real men who served their 
country, and the agony of their 
families not knowing what 
happened to them is aiso very 
real.

A great majority of these 
men are literally missing in ac­
tion and no one will ever know 
what happened to them. 
However, there are many, and 
the most agonizing problem for 
their families is we don’t know 
how many, that were captured 
by the Communists. There is in­
disputable proof of this fact. 
Our government lists as dis­
crepancies 53 men who were 
alive at one time in enemy 
hands. The Communists know 
what happened to these men but 
they still have not accounted for 
them. Stop and think a minute, 
what if it was your son or 
husband? Would you feel the 
MIA-POW issue was solved?

The most heralded aspect of

the Peace Treaty was that 
North Vietnam promised the 
r e l ea se  of al l  American 
Prisoners in Southeast Asia and 
their co-operation in obtaining 
the fullest accounting of MIAs.

The communists pretended to 
meet the terms of the Peace 
.Treaty by releasing a separate 
list of 10 prisoners, whom they 
maintain^ were from Laos. 
With the exception of one man 
who was held in South Vietnam 
Uiese so-called Laotian releases 
were all men who were held in 
North Vietnam. No prisoners 
have been released from Laos,

We must not forget the men 
whom they have boasted about 
capturing and now refuse to dis­
cuss.

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Vernon

School Board Okays 
$5 Million Plan to 
Expand High School

BARBARA RICHMOND
(Herald Reporter) ^

The Vernon Board of Educa­
tion Monday night approved the 
concept of a $5 million plan for 
expansion of Rockville High 
School and to send that plan to 
the Town Council for its action 
on setting a public hearing and 
referendum.

Dr. Robert Linstone, assis­
tant superintendent of schools, 
describe (he plan as being 
“not a Utopia but a plan which 
will probably be accepted by 
the voters;”

The actual cost attached to 
the plan is $5,020,000. This cost, 
architects William McHugh and 
David Eveleth said, is based on 
current prices with no cost es­
calation calculated.

The proposal will expand the 
existing school to 117 rooms. It 
will be designed to accom­
modate 2,400 pupils although 
the plans call for 3,003 pupil 
stations. The architects are 
assuming efficiency operation 
at about 80 per cent.

At a recent board meeting the 
a rch itec ts  were asked to 
redesign the most recent plans 
defeated at a referendum last 
year cafrying a price tag of $6.1 
million for core facilities with a 
new gym and a pool offered as 
options, the gym at $1 million 
additional and the pool at $555,- 
000.»

Cost Breakdown
The breakdown on the cost of 

the latest proposal includes $4,- 
020,000 for the additions and 
alterations; $325,000 for site im­
provements; $275,000 for fees; 
and $400,000 for equipment.

The plan would mean the 
taxpayers, locally, would be 
taxed on about $2.5 million as 
the cost is one-half reimbursed 
by the state.

Dr. Linstone explained that 
the plan is an economy version 
of the kind of building planned 
in the $6 million building. He 
said it does not provide any ad­
ditional lockers, gym facilities, 
carpeting, pool and such'which 
the voters termed “frills.” It 
d6a,’’lf6ive^i#, ipiUvide badly 
needed space and for an­
ticipated expansion of the 
program at the high school.

Eveleth said th e . m ajor 
changes in the $6 millicm plan 
are Uiat the library expansion 
will be cut from some 27,(W0 
square feet to 14,000. This will 
be constructed in the courtyard 
adjacent to the existing library.

Plans to expand the existing 
cafeteria were also cut in half 
and those to enlarge the kitchen 
had to be dropped entirely.

Eight New Labs
The new proposal calls for 

eight new labs for the science 
department. These rooms will

The existing school contains

Questioned about not putting 
in an escalation factor in the 
cost of the addition, Eveleth 
said, “We, at this point, hate to 
put in an escalation factor 
because costs haven’t escalated 

, the way we anticipated a year 
ago.”

He said the cost of building 
has not inflated substantially 
over a year ago but he said he 
understands cost of materials 
has inflated substantially and 
most of this cost is being ab­
sorbed by the general contrac­
tors.

Some of the members of the 
Town Council who attended 
Monday night’s board meeting 
appeared to be skeptical about 
approving an amount without 
having final plans.

Perimeter Figure
B oard m em b er R o b ert 

Dubeau said the $5 million 
figure is a perimeter within 
which the architects feel they 
can work. He said, “We are 
going to have to ask the council 
for money and tru s t the 
architects will do the best job 
within this amount.”

Eveleth said, “We are enor­
mously confident in our ability 
to price, and I’m confident 
there would be very little 
reason to alternate this basic 
scheme in order to meet the 
budget.”

Eveleth added tha t his 
statements would hold true if 
the school is built within the 
next year.

Councilman Robert Houley 
agreed the proposed [)lan is not 
a Utopia but also a g r ^  it is a 
“great compromise.” He com­
pared the plan to someone

buying a car but discovering 
they could not afford all of the 
luxury extras to go with it.

School board cha irm an  
Joseph Powers agreed there 
had been many compromises in 
revising the plans and termed 
some of them extremely pain­
ful.

“ High School principal Mar­
tin Fagan said he felt the new 
proposal is the best possible 
plan within the budget the 
board has to work with.

Defines Proposal
McHugh defined the proposal 

as an up-to-date very accurate­
ly costed concept. He said, “We 
could take a guess at an escala­
tion figure but we are very un­
sure.” He assured the board 
that they will tighten and ab­
sorb as they have to to work 
within the framework of the $5 
million figure. “I think we can 
give you what yoirsee for the t(& 
million,” he said.

During a discussion of plans 
for a referendum, it was noted 
that if the plan went to the 
voters in the November elec­
tions, then conceivably con­
struction could be completed 
for occupancy during the se­
cond semester of the 1975-76 
school year.

Board members, skeptical of 
double sessions which will be 
held for the first time this com­
ing school year, are anxious to 
speed up construction.

The architects said they 
would even consider the 
possibility of phasing the work 
so enough of the new construc­
tion would be completed to get 
the school off double sessions 
by the middle of the 1974-75 
school year.

It will now be up to the Town 
Council to make plans for a 
public hearing and approve a 
date for the referendum wih the 
final say being with the voters 
who have narrowly defeated the 
more expensive proposals at 
two previous referendutos.

Newsprint Supply 
Becoming Scarce
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McGearx Testimonial

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
supply of newsprint for the 
nation’s  newspapers is tight and 
m ay g e t t ig h te r ,  w hich 
probably will result in more 15- 
cent newspapers and highor 
advertising rates in Ibe future, 
a c c o rd in g  to  in d u s try  
spokesmen.

The country’s 1,761 daily 
newq»pers have been under 
warning for some time from the 
A m e ric a n  N ew sp ap e r 
Publisher’s Association that de­
mand for newsprint is catdilng 
up with supply.

“The present situation is not 
yet acute,”  said Stanford 
Smith, president of the ANPA. 
“ The s i tu a t io n  is  th a t  
newspapers cannot get large 
shipments as fast as they might 
like to have them with the exact 
specifications they would like 
to get,” he added.

Smith said he had not heard

of any cases where newspapers 
have missed editions because of 
a lack of newsprint, but added a 
number of newspapers have 
taken steps to avoid wasting 
newqirint.

But Smith and others feel the 
big problem may Ue ahi^d 
Newiqirint mills are already 
producing at capacity or near 
capacity in both the United 
States and Canada while de- 
•mand from the newspaper in­
dustry continues to surge. -

“If the economy moves up in 
1974 and 1975, there could be a 
very Ught supply situation,” 
said Howard Post, a Depart­
ment of Conunerce specialist 
for forest products. Newsprint 
is currently selling for $175 a 
ton. Post estimates the price 
would have to increase to 
between $225 to $250 per ton to 
provide adequate incentive for 
new investment.

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Vernon Fire Department 
Seeking 85-Foot Ladder

The Vernon  F i r e  
Department’s highest ladder is 
only 24 feet. This was brought 
to light during a discussion at a 
Zoning Commission meeting 
last week and came as a sur­
prise to commission members.

Al though th e  town 
governments were consolidated 
more than eight years ago, the 
two fire departments fought 
consolidation of their groups, 
and won. The Rockville Depart­
ment has an aerial ladder which 
is available to Vernon but Ver­
non would like its own equip­
ment.

Vernon Fire Chief William 
Johnson said he has requested 
funds in his budget for the 
purchase of an 85-foot elevated 
platform which would have a 
fpll complement of ground 
ladders. The cost would be 
about $100,000. Town officials 
claim Johnson has never made 
a formal request for the equip­
ment but has discussed it infor­
mally.

The lack of anything higher 
than a 24-foot ladder was noted 
in a letter from Johnson to the 
Zoning (tommission, in connec­
tion with the propos^ construc­
tion of a Ramada Inn on Rt. 30. 
Plans are to have the rear of 
the inn three stories high and 
Johnson cautioned that the 
ladder his department had 
would not reach the top of it.

Johnson explained that the 
area’s insurance rating is im­
proved when fire department 
equipment is kept up-to^late. 
He said a fire department must 
be constantly looking to im­
prove and maintain its equip­
ment.

Johnson said he included the 
request for the aerial platform 
as an addendum to his budget 
request last year and he intends 
to keep on requesting until he 
gets it.

DETROIT (AP)—Aurelio Rodriguez was in a daze.
But the affable Detroit Tiger third baseman, a hero Mon­

day n i^ t , wasn’t the only one in a state of shock.
Most of the persons in the near capacity crowd of 51,001 

at Tiger Stadium, and many in the national television 
audipnee, probably pinched themselves to TnEdte sure they 
weren’t dreaming.

Was the confused 10th inning finish of Detroit’s 5-4 vic­
tory over the New York Yankees, in which Rodriguez 
scored from first base on an Ed Brinkman bunt, for real?

How about the Tigers’ three-run rally in the ninth, 
climaxed by pinch hitter Frank Howard’s two-run homer 
off ace reliever Sparky Lyle which sent the game into 
extra innings tied 4-4.

’Those things must have really happened, for the Tigers 
climbed back into first place in the frantic American 
League East race for the first time since late June.

Detroit, which has won 11 of IS games since the All-Star 
break, holds a one-half game edge over Baltimore and a 
one-game lead over New York and Boston heading into 
today’s twlnlght doubleheader against AL West Division 
leader Oakland.

New York, which is home tonight against Texas, lost 
three of four to Detroit before a record Tiger Stadium 
four-game series total of 184,629 spectators.

Monday’s outcome concluded a disastrous road trip for 
the Yankees. ’They lost nine of 11.

“We were lucky to get this one,” Tiger Manager Billy 
Martin said after the latest trium|A, “but New 'York was 
lucky to get its victory Saturday.”

But the bottom of the 1()^ inning didn’t begin with luck. 
Rodriguez opened it with a solid single off Lyle. Then 
Brinkman laid down his bunt and here’s what happened:

Lyle fielded it, saw he had no play on Rodriguez at se­
cond base, then turned towards first. Second baseman 
Horace Clarke was slow getting to the bag and, after 
hesitating, Lyle finally threw the ball.

It went wide of the bag and rolled foul toward the right 
field stands, where Felipe Alou picked it up.

Rodriguez had reach^  third by then and would have 
held up but Alou’s throw home skipped past catcher Thur­
man Munson’s glove and rolled toward third.

Rodriguez dashed home. Munson chased the ball. But 
finally third baseman Graig Nettles threw it to first 
baseman Matty Alou covering the plate.

Spahn stopped his speech and moved into the crowd as 
doctors admistered to the stricken man.

Although shaken by the incident, the' winningest left- 
handed pitcher in history resumed his talk as the am­
bulance, siren blaring, took Ckirran to the hospital.

He was reported in satisfactory condition after suffering 
from exhaustion.

Spahn, 52, praised his father, Edward, who was present. 
“He taught me how to pitch,”said the former Boston and 
Milwaukee Braves’ star who ranks No. 5 on the all-time 
winning list with 363.

One of the game’s toughest competitors, Spahn, now a 
coach with the Cleveland Indians, probably would have 

, been elected two years earlier to the Hall if he didn’t pitch 
briefly in the minors after winding up his big league career 
in 1965.

Jury announced the un­
animous verdict to Judge Bruce 
Wright in the small fifth-floor 
courtroom where Patrick has 
been on trial for 11 days.

A sim ple assault charge 
against him was dropped on the 
trial’s ninth day. '

Patrick had been accused of 
abducting Daniel VoU last Jan. 
29 then two weeks short of his 
21st birthday, at West 119th - 
Street and A ^ terd a m  Avenue, 
near Columbia University, in 
order to “ deprogram ”  him 
from membership in the New 
T e s t a m e n t  M is s io n a r y  
Fellowship. ’The fellowship is a 
fundamentalist sect described 
during the trial as a segment of 
the “ Jesus People”  movement.

Patrick 43, a former aide to 
California Gov. Ronald Reagan, 
was enlisted by Voll’s parents, 
Eugene and Marie Voll o f Far­
mington, Conn., to win young

Voll away from the sect.
Patrick’s lawyer, Patrick M. 

Wall, had argued that the sect 
exerted influence on Voll, a 
track star who had won a 
scholarship to Yale University, 

.to drop out and becom e a 
fulltime evangelist.

Prosecutor Juan Ortiz had 
argued that Patrick’s actions 
constituted an infringement on 
young Voll’s religious liberty.

Patrick shook hands with 
each of the Jurors upon his 
acquittal and then with the 
judge.

The jury received the case at 
1 p.m. and reported its verdict 
at 3:45 p.m. Patrick had faced 
up to a year in prison if con­
victed.

He told reporters that he 
p la n n e d  to  c o n t in u e  h is 
“ deprograming”  after a hiatus 
to raise money to pay for his 
defense.

He added “ the most impor­
tant, thing is that we had one of 
the best judges to present this 
case to. We got a chance to 
explore this movement and we 
have a record—a court case— 
we can point to.”

Voll, who sustained a dis­
located finger in the January in­
cident, is still a member of the 
fellowship , while his parents 
remain devout Lutherans.

In a s t o r y  fr o m  it s  
W a sh in g ton  b u re a u , th e  
newspaper chain quoted the 
source as saying some of the 
contributions may have been 
put to Agnew’s personal use.

The Justice Department has 
acknowledged only that Agnew 
is the subject of a criminal in­
vestigation, a fact disclosed

Monday night by the vice presi­
dent himself. He proclaimed his 
innocence and said he would not 
comment further.

No charges have been filed 
against the vice president, and 
the case, being investigated by 
U.S. Atty. George Beall o f 
B a lt im o re , has not been  
referred to a grand jury.

The investigation • involves 
allegations of bribery, extortion 
and tax evasion g r o v i^  out o f 
kickbacks allegedly paid by 
bu ild in g  c o n t r a c to r s  and 
engineers to Maryland and 
Baltim ore County political 
figures.

All customers of the Town of 
Manchester Water Department 
are experiencing a drop in water 
pressure, according to Jay 
Giles, director of public works.

Giles said teat a bulldozer, 
working on a state project in 
Glastonbury, unearthed and 
shattered a wooden water main 
which supplies 250 customers in 
Glastonbuiy, and pumps over 
one million gallons of water 
into town each day.

Giles said that between the 
broken water main and tee 
closing of tee Cooper Hill plant 
for renovations, the town will 
loose much of its usual water 
pressure. The standby pumps at 
tee Cooper Hill plant may be 
turned on if tee situation cannot 
be corrected soon, Giles said.

Balloonist Off To Europe
BAR HARBOR, Maine (A P )— Aeronaut 

Bob Sparks, a 37-year-old resort recrea­
tion director, took off. for Europe today in 
a nine-story red, white and blue balloon.

Nearly 1,000 spectators cheered as the 
helium-filled “ Yankee Zephyr”  soared 
into tee sky from Bar Harbor Airport.

The weather was cloudy and hazy as 
Sparks kissed his wife and children, teen 
climbed into tee aluminum gondola short­
ly after daybreak to begin his solo flight.

He said be hopes to arrive in Europe in 
five days, becoming tee first balloonist to 
make a transatlantic crossing.

Sparks, of Tamiment, Pa., said he’s 
ainiing his craft for France, "but I’d con­
sider anyteing from Finland to Italy a pin­
point landing.”

Sparks and his 28-man ground crew have 
been in Bar Harbor for the past three 
weeks, waiting for a meteorologist in New 
York to ^ ve  ^  “ go sign”  when wind and 
weather conditions were rght.

“ There were those who tried to push us 
into going sooner, but if we don’t make it, 
it won’t be because we rushed into it,”  he 
told a newsmen shortly before "waft-off.”

“ I’m confident in my equipment and 
myself. I feel great,”  he said.

An experienced balloonist. Sparks has 
set the world record for hot-air soaring 
and has spent two years in preparation for 
tee 3,200-mile flight.

The former jockey, singer and standup 
comic wore a blue jump suit during the 
launch and carried thermal underwear in 
preparation for subzero temperatures at 
high altitudes.

He maintained radio contact with tee 
airport during the first hour of his flight, 
but tee signal was growing weaker as a 
westerly wind carried him northeastward.

Sparks planned to go up about 1,000 to 1,- 
500 feet today, then climb steadily- 
possibly as high as 17,000 feet.

Sparks’ emergency equipment includes 
a pqrachute and scuba gear. His gondola, 
described' as uhsinkable, is actually an 
aluminunn boat, complete with mast and 
sails.

A group of Pennsylvania businessmen 
has provided tee financing for the trip. 
The cost has been estimated at around 
$100,000.
