Patrick Cleared
In Cult Case

NEW YORK (AP) — After
deliberating less than three
hours, a six-member Manhat-
tan Criminal Court jury Mon-
day found Ted Patrick innocent
of a misdemeanor charge of un-
lawful imprisonment stemming
from an attempt to
““deprogram” a young Connec-
ticut man from a religious
“Jesus People” cult.

Jury announced the un-
animous verdict to Judge Bruce
Wright in the small fifth-floor
courtroom where Patrick has
been on trial for 11 days.

A simple assault charge
against him was dropped on the
trial's ninth day. -

Patrick had been accused of
abducting Daniel Voll last Jan.
29 then two weeks short of his

21st birthday, at West 119th-

Street and Amsterdam Avenue,
near Columbia University, in
order to ‘“‘deprogram’ him
from membership in the New
Testament Missionary
Fellowship. The fellowship is a
fundamentalist sect described
during the trial as a segment of
the *“Jesus People' movement.

Patrick 43, a former aide to
California Gov. Ronald Reagan,
was enlisted by Voll's parents,
Eugene and Marie Voll of Far-
mington, Conn., to win young

Voll away from the sect.
Patrick’s lawyer, Patrick M.
Wall, had argued that the sect
exerted influence on Voll, a
track star who had won a
scholarship to Yale University,

.to drop out and become a

fulltime evangelist.

Prosecutor Juan Ortiz had
argued that Patrick’s actions
constituted an infringement on
young Voll's religious liberty.

Patrick shook hands with
each of the jurors upon his
acquittal and then with the
judge.

The jury received the case at
1 p.m. and reported its verdict
at 3:45 p.m. Patrick had faced
up to a year in prison if con-
victed.

He told reporters that he
planned to continue his
"deprograming” after a hiatus
to raise money to pay for his
defense,

He added ‘‘the most impor-
tant.thing is that we had one of
the best judges to present this
case to. We got a chance to
explore this movement and we
have a record—a court case—
we can point to."”

Voll, who sustained a dis-
located finger in the January in-
cident, is still a member of the
fellowship , while his parents
remain devout Lutherans.

Boating Regulations

.Boating regulations for
Coventry Lake will be es-
tablished by a committee ap-
pointed by the town council, it
was decided Monday night at

the Town Council meeting at

Town Hall.

The committee will'be com-
prised of the chief of police,
representatives from the
various phases of boating, and
surrounding lake residents op-
posed to public boating.

The committee is to report
back to the council not later
than Dec. 1.

During discussion concerning

The town administration
received three bids for a fifteen
ton Carrier unit.

In a brief filed Tuesday with

U.S. District Court Judge John
J. Sirica, lawyers for the Presi-
dent argued that the court lacks
autharity to enforce Cox's sub-
poena demanding the tapes of
nine presidential conversations.
The special prosecutor has
called the tapes ‘“important
evidence” in the Watergate
case.
‘On July 23, both Cox and the
committee served the Presi-
dent with subpoenas demanding
tapes of specific conversations.
He refused.

Cox immediately asked Sirica
to order Nixon to say why he
was not complying with the sub-
poena and the President filed
his response Tuesday.

Sirica gave Cox until Aug, 13
to respond, in turn, to Nixon's
response, . He also scheduled
oral arguments in the case for
10 am., Aug. 22,

The committee, meanwhile,
has not yet acted on its decision
to file a similar suit against
Nixon seeking court clarifica-
tion. However, Dash said now
that the committee knows what
to expect in the way of response
from Nixon, it will go ahead and
file its suit.

Kennedy Makes Schools Plea

“I categorically state,
here and now, that the story
we bring to you s the truth
and to say we hide the facts
simply Isn’'t so,” said
Superintendent of Schools
James Kennedy Tuesday
night.

Kennedy spoke at a public

" hearing being conducted by

the Manchester Board of
Directors, held at Waddell
School and attended by
about 90 persons.

The hearing was on a
proposed $5.6 million ap-
propriation for additions and
improvements to Illing and
Bennet Junior High Schools.

The directors took no action
Tuesday night. When they meet
again next Tuesday, they will
consider placing the question on
the Nov. 6 voting machines for
a townwide referendum.

The proposal is a scaled-down
version of a $6.8 million
proposal for the same two

schools defeated in a referen-
dum last November. In
November 1071, the voters
rejécted a proposal for a third
junior high school in the
southwest section of town.

The $5.6 million new version
is from plans drawn last year
for Illing by Arnold Lawrence
and for Bennet by Richard
Mankey,

Kennedy's emotional state-
ment — that the story being
presented the public is the truth
— was in answer to a charge by
Ballila Pagani, “The Board of
Education never glves us the
true facts."

Kennedy acknowledged that
the junior high school popula-
tion “will decrease slowly to
1982," and that the Manchester
High School population *‘will in-
crease to 1875 or 1976, when it
will begin to decrease slightly."

When dummy has a short
suit, you often ruff losing cards
of that suit with dummy's
trumps. As an experienced
player, moreover, you avoid
drawing trumps until you have
ruffed your losers. Today's
hand shows that principle in a

To put it
differently, he had only nine
winning cards: four trumps,
two hearts, two diamonds and
one club.

Should Ruff

before drawing trumps. It's
true that dummy had no ruffing
power but South should imagine

Road Called Threat To Franconia Notch

Alexander G. Higgins

FRANCONIA NOTCH, N.H.
(AP) — Attempts to squeeze an
interstate through this scenic
pass, periling the granite face
of the Old Man in the Moun-
tains, have one of America’s
oldest conservation groups
ready to go to court for the first
time.

The Appalachian Mountain
Club, founded in 1876, plans a
lawsuit if alternate routes
aren't studied.

Until now the club has always
used compromise in its efforts
to protect the environment,

The 15-year dispute over the
interstate was rekindled when
Congress passed a bill last
Friday that would allow con-
struction of a *‘parkway"
through the narrow pass,

The measure must still be
signed by the President,

Francis Belcher, executive
director of the mountain club,
said the extension of Interstate
93 was unnecessary and would
destroy Franconia Notch State
Park.

The rumble of heavy in-
terstate traffic and the blasting
that would be necessary to
widen the pass to accomodate
four lanes would increase the
chances of crumbling the Old
Man, other environmentalists
argue.

The granite profile, a cliff on
Cannon Mountain far above the
pass, was discovered by sur-
veyors in 1804 and has been
used by New Hampshire as a
symbol.

The Old Man's face is already
tied together with metal braces
to prevent further movement of
the rocks that make it up.

The club joined with others in
1926 to create the state park as
a memorial to World War I
dead.

Belcher said he has been in-
terested in protecting the notch
since then, because he was one
of the many schoolchildren who
contributed money to the park
fund,

“That notch is precious to
America, not just New
Hampshire,"" he said. “'Sir
Anthony Trollope came over
and saw it in 1855 and called it
one of the scenic gems of the
warld."

Eighty per cent of the traffic
using the current two-lane road
is destined for the notch,
Belcher said, There is little
justification for a road north of
there because, it wouldn't con-
nect with anything major.

If you happen to be an old-
“mern you mlght remember the
old dirt roads that you took as a
child to the family vacation cot-
tage or cabin. Those were great
times, and although the roads
were unpaved and rugged, you
somtimes reached speeds o{ 20
to 25 m.p.h. on your way lo the
land of fun and frolic,

Well, times have changed, as
have the roads and vehicles
used for travel,

The average automobile can
reach top-end speeds of nearly
100 m.p.h. if it is in proper run-
ning order.

And the roads! Multi-lane
super highways have replaced
the dirt track which was once
the main throughway to your
vacation haven.

Instead of the hair-raising 25
m.p.h. of yesteryear, we find
ourselves serenely crulsing at
60 to 70 m.p.h.. Lot’s of fun and
adventure to be had on the open
road isn't there? Well there's
also a lot of death and destruc-
tion happening on the highways
today. July and August have
consistantly been the months
which have held the highest’
percentage of traffic fatalities
for the last 20 years,

A lot of people get killed
because they forget that the
Mass Pike isn’t the home of the
Indianapolis 500. And a lot more
get killed because they aren't
watching the jerks who are
bucking for first place.

The first thing to remember
on the highway is to drive ac-
cording to the traffic. If the
speed limit is 65 m.p.h. and
traffic Is traveling at 50 m.p.h.,
go a little slower; weaving in
and out of traffic lanes could
get you killed.

Another good idea is to check
your vehicle before leaving
home. Having your engine seize
because your crank case was
out of oll could become an in-
convience. As a matter of fact
if your engine doesn't blow up,
your wheels will at the very
least ‘lock up . This sort of
thing usually makes a driver
lose control of his car, especial-
ly when traveling at 70 m.p.h..

Campaign Spending

With the continuing drama of
Watergate, demands are increasing
for legislation to control campaign
spending.

Campaigns require huge sums of
money. The candidate who has the
most effective fund collection
organization generally has the best
chance for victory. On this basis,
many feel there should be drastic
changes in the political process.

Most of the proposed changes point
to the taxpayer. It has been expressed
that if the taxpayer will kick in a few
more dollars, every candidate will be
limited to a certain maximum expen-
diture during his campaign. Thus”a
person’s qualifications for office
won't be overridden by his lack of
funds.

However, we see no reason to
believe that limiting campaign spen-

ding will be any more effective in
eliminating political skullduggery
than do present laws which require
that campaign expenditures be
reported. Some politicians 'are skir-
ting the present law.

We don't feel the taxpayer should
have to pick up the load for campaign
spending. Most political jobs pay an
adequate salary. If a candidate wants
the job and the notriety, he and his
supporters should be willing to
shoulder the expense of getting it.

What is probably needed is stricter
enforcement of laws governing cam-
paign practices. But it would probébly
take a monumental investigating staff
to get that accomplished. '

Perhaps some new laws need to be
written. But the already over
burdened taxpayer shouldn't be a part
of any new legislation.

Eagle Team With Bear?

A little more than a month ago,
President Richard M. Nixon of the
United States and top tyrant Leonid I.
Brezhnev of Soviet Russia signed an
agreement aimed at heading off
nuclear wars involving either nation.
The two leaders promised ‘‘urgent
consultations” in case any such war
should threaten.

Now it comes out that Brezhnev
wanted a far wider agreement than
this. He is reliably reported to have
tried to sell Mr. Nixon on a pact com-
mitting the U.S.A. to join the USSR in
intervening to prevent a nuclear con-
flict anywhere.

That, would have bound us, for
example, to team up with Red Russia
against Red China in case Peking's
despots should develop a yen to try out
their nuclear arms against Russia. Or
we'd have to side with the Kremlin in
moves to keep any other nations from

President Nixon, this report goes
on, had the sense to turn Brezhnev
down cold — and to repeat in a later
note that the Eagle definitely was not
becoming a fellow cop of the Bear.

It Is most devoutly to be hoped that
this will be U.S. policy for the
foreseeable future. Our basic interest
is with neither Red Russia nor Red
China. Our basic duty to ourselves is
to keep free of entanglements with
either of the Red giants, so that we
can move on all occasions to
safeguard U.S, lndepehdence and
power first and last.

A trio of of Old Testament
Prophets — Isaiah, Jeremiah
and Ezekial — will receive spe-
cial recognition on Istael's 1973
Festival set of stamps.

As in many previous Festival
sets, the stamps are long and
thin with tabs, reports the  Is-
rael Philatelic Agency in Amer-
ica. The stylized drawings with
Hebrew inscriptions depict
scenes from the prophets’ lives.
The tabs on each stamp bear
the words, “Prophets of Is-
rael.”

Isaiah appears on the lowest
denomination. He was a poet
from Jerusalem who warned
against foreign alliances as
well as the corruption of reli.
gious rites, Jeremiah, on the
middle value, has been called a
prophet of doom since he warn-
ed of the fall of the Kingdom of
Judah, but he also prophesied
the rebuilding of Jerusalem.
Ezekial, a prophet in exile, ap-
pears on the highest value. His
famous parable of the Valley of
the Dry Bones concludes with
the vision of a re-established
Temple.

These stamps are due for re-
lease on Aug. 21 and will soon
be available at your local
stamp dealer, \

by Israel are the remaining six
stamps showing the Chagall
windows in the Chapel of the
Hadassah Hospital in Jerusa-
lem.

. purposes.

‘*Since taking office,
Treasurer Roger Negro has
“been persistent in his demand
that the passage of revenue
from collection to investment
be expedited. We believe he has
made great progress. Director
Jon Norris focused attention
on our poor revenue reporting
system. Progress is slower
here. A recent example of in-
adequate reporting is the infor-
mation that we qualify for a
substantial insurance rebate.
This is welcome news, but it
should have and could have®
been considered as potential
revenue at budget-making
time.

"‘Shortly after this board took
office we were made aware of

inadequate accounting
procedures in the collection of
revenue. New equipment was
purchased as a first step to up-
grade procedures. The working
space for the collector's office
was enlarged. It still is in-
adequate, and the employes
work under extremely poor con-
ditions. Finally we authorized
auditor Baskin to extend his
audit time and probe deeply
into our fiscal management.

“As a result of this audit,
General Manager Robert Weiss
has been instructed to develop a
system which will end the un-
acceptable practice of our
books not balancing. Two weeks
into the new fiscal year we
were informed a new system of
fiscal controls has been
developed. This board and
future boards must not let up.

“The fiscal performance of
our town staff must be con-
stantly monitored. Certain
functions have been removed
from the collector of revenue's
office. More time can and
should be spent on the primary
functions of that office; i.e.
collection of taxes and water
and sewer service charges.

“An overriding need is cen-
tralizing responsibility. This
will occur if voters approve a
new Department of Finance
and the subsequent appoint-
ment of a director of finance.
At the same time, maintaining
a separate elected position of
treasurer is vital. Treasurer
Roger Negro has proved.the
value of a politically responsive
administrator.

“‘Practically all of Mr.
Baskin's recommendations
have been implemented. That is
the easy step. The tough job for
this board and future boards
will be to be certain that past
practices do not reappear. The
collection and use of public
monies is a great public trust.
We can accept nothing less than
excellence. We hope we are
now on the road to sound fiscal
management.”

Megavitamin therapy debate

By Lawrence E. Lamb, M.D.

__ Dear Dr. Lamb — | would
like to know more about the
megavilamin therapy.

Dear Reader— . So would 1.
This is one of those areds in
which there are many opin-
ions and not very many well
substantiated facts,

Large or huge doses of vita-
mins have been recommended
to treal some medical prob-
lems, including psychiatric
problems such as schizophren-
ia. Some advocates of this
type of thera% claim remark-
able results. Their adversaries
claim they have not done well-
controlled studies that will
permit an{' valid conclusions.
The point is that some people
with medical problems, in-
cluding manifestations of schi-
zophrenia, have spontaneous
remissions or improve without
anr medication. To prove the
value of any medicine, wheth-
er it's a vitamin pill or*some-
thing else, it has to be proved
that it is more effective than

a placebo (a sugar pill or even
an empty gelatin capsule).
This gets back to plannin

your research study in ad-
vance and planning it in such
a way so that legitimate con-
clusions can be made. I'm
sorry to say that I don't know
of any such good study in ref-
erence to megavitamins at
this time which will permit
any definite conclusions.

1 would say that it is an_
area worthy of further investi-
gation, and at the same time
would caution the general pub-
lic that huge doses of vitamins
taken on their own might ac-
tually produce some undesira-
ble effects, even with the
water solublé vitamins that
we normally consider innocu-
ous when taken in doses con-
siderably larger than‘ we
usually think of as a daily
requirement. Of course, the
fat soluble vitamins, A and D
in particular, are known to
cause toxic reactions if they
are taken in even moderately
excessive doses over a

prolonged period of time.

Dear Dr, Lamb — Could
{ou help me with m{ prob-
em? The part of my legs be-
low my knees is too skinny. I
have heard that certain exer-
cises could build muscles in
our legs and make them
arger.

Dear Reader — In most
peaple, the proper type of
exercise will increase the size
of a muscle or muscle group.
The principle is to increa-
se the weight which the mus-
cle must lift, or the strength
of the muscular contraction.
This works equally well for
men and women. When a
muscle is contracted strongly
it causes the formation of a
chemical called creatine. This
substance stimulates the mus-.
cle fibers to grow so the mus-
cles gain strength and are
able to contract even more
foreibly, or Lo lift a greater
weight. So it is, that the larg-
er or stronger a muscle be-
comes, the more able it is to
grow.

Council Approves
‘Teacher Contracts

The Town Council Tuesday
night upheld the action taken by
the Board of Education which
approved a two-year contract
for teachers and an agreement
on administrative salaries.

Ratification of the contracts
by the council now makes it
possible for the contracts to go
out to the teachers for their
signatures.

State statutes call for the

Board of Education to send the
contract to the governing body
of the town for its approval. If
that body does not act within 30
days then the contract is
automatically considered
accepted.
. Councilman Robert Houley
moved to table any action on
the items in which case they
would automatically be ap-
proved as the 30 days will be up
later this week.

Councilman Donald
Sadrozinski disagreed with this
line of thinking. He said, ""The
Board of Education acted in
good faith and we should act on
it. If you are happy with it, vate
yes, if not, vote no, but don't
table it."

Commenting on the lengthy
contract, Houley said, "I don't
pretend to understand all there
is in this contract. I move to
table it and it will automatical-

ly pass."

However, when the final vote
was taken, all nine councll
members present voted yes,

Taking care of other Board of
Education requests, ‘he council
also unanimously voted to
authorize the board to make
application for the $120,000
state grant for the proposed ad-
dition to the Vo-Ag Building and
also to give the board the power
to accep! the grant if approved.

Another resolution gave the
board the power to also apply
for a state grant for renovations
to the East School Building. The
office of the fire marshal
ordered several improvements
to the building to comply with
the fire safety code. The town is
asking the state for an ap-
propriation of $8,395 for the
work.

The council also voted to ap-
propriate to the Board of
Education funds forthcoming
from the state for institution of
a health education program in
the school system and for con-
tinvance of the Adult Basic
Education Program.

The board appropriated the
amounts from its budget so just
asked that these amounts be
returned to the budget when
they are received.

Asphalt Loade
Funds Approved

By Town

The Town Council voted
Tuesday night to allow the
Public Works Department to
purchase an asphalt loadet and
to appropriate $2,625 from that
department's equipment fund.

The motion also gave the
director of administration per-
mission to waive bids but called
for him to get three competitive
prices before purchasing the
equipment.

The motion was passed but
not without some disagreement
as to which account the funds
should come from and whether
or not the bids should be
waived.

It was recommended by
Richard Borden, director of ad-
ministration, that the funds
come from the contingency ac-
count but some council
members said they felt it was
too early in the budget year to
tap that account. The fiscal
year just started July 1.

Borden said he felt the public
works budget had been cut
enough at budget time, and
expressed fear that that depart-
ment would run short if the
funds came from there.

4Hearings' Set Aug.15

The Town Council held two special
meetings Tuesday night. The second was
called quickly, after the first meeting
voted on a date for a public hearing and
after adjournment discovered it was the
same date as the Democratic Caucus.

The hearing on two ordinances, one
asking for an appropriation of $5,020,000
for expansion of Rockville High School and
the other for an appropriation of $120,000
for expansion of the Vo-Ag section of the
school, will be held Aug. 15 at 7:30 p.m. at
the Vernon Center Middle School.

The quickly called special meeting was
necessary after council members realized
the first date set, Aug. 18, would conflict
with the Democratic caucus to choose can-
didates for the November elections. Some
of the council members were leaving the
parking lot, and one, Peter Humphry, a
Democrat, had to be called back from his
home.

Council members briefly discussed
possible dates for a referendum on the
high school appropriation. This will be the
third attempt at asking the voters to ap-
prove the expansion program. Each time
the plans have been reviead to bring the
price downward.

To put the questions on the ballot for the
November elections was one considera-

tion discussed. However, some council
members felt the sooner the referendum
+is held, the better,

Architects William McHugh and David
Eveleth have set up a schedule that would
see the addition of the high school com-
pleted in a 27-month period, after the plan

_ 1s approved by the voters. '

The schedule calls for the preliminary
plans to be revised in 2—4 months; final
plans prepared within 6 months; bidding, 1
month; construction 17 months; and oc-
cupancy, 1 month,

The architects sald the schedule is based
on conventional scheduling, but several
methods could be used to condense the
total time required.

The appropriation on the high school will
be 50 per cent reimbursed and the Vo-Ag
appropriation 100 per cent.

In further discussing the suggestion that
the referendum be held as early as possi-
ble to get the building under way and
eliminate the double sessions at the high
school, council members generally agreed
that money would be saved.

The cost of a special referendum runs
about $2,000 but it was felt much more
than that would be saved in building costs.
The date will be set following the public
hearing.

HARTFORD (AP) — One-
fourth to one-third of the
children in Connecticut who
need ‘special education aren't
getting it, according to people
most familiar with the
problem.

The''Connecticut Special
Education Act of 1967 requires
local school boards to identify
and provide programs for
children who aren't able to
learn fulltime in a normal
classroom because of physical,
mental, social or emotional
problems.

The Connecticut Department

of education estimates that
between 85,000 and 90,000
children between the ages of
two and 20 need some special
instruction.

But only about 60,000
youngsters will receive special
help during the coming school
year, says Joe Gordon, chief of
the departments Bureau of
Pupil Personnel and Special
Education.

Gordon and Robert G.
Melander, chairmen of the
state Board of Education's ad-
visory council on special educa-
tion, say the other 25,000 to 30,-
000 won't get help for the
following reasons:

—High costs and the state’s
reimbursement formula inhibit

local school districts from
providing adeguate special
education prografns.

_—Many children with lear-"
ning problems aren't being iden-
tified.

—Parents of children who
need special instruction aren't
aware that l6cal schools must
provide it.

Melander believes the fault
lies mostly with local boards of

LEESBURG, Va. (AP) — A
few miles north of here on U.S.
5ah ay marker advises
that Ball’s Bluff National Cem-
etery may be reached by turn-
ing off at the next intersection.

Yield to the tourist tempta-
tion, and you'll find the nation’s
smallest national cemetery.

It's just a fraction more than
half an acre in total area.

It has only 26 grave markers,
plus @ tiny memorial to U.S.
Sen. Edward D, Baker of Ore-
gon, who like the others was
killed there Oct. 21, 1861. Bak-
er, a colonel, commanded the
Union forces that day.

Its annual budget — mainly
for caretaker work on the
grounds — is less than $1,000 a
year, ‘says Raymond J. Cos-
tanzo, who has over-all charge.

And, aside from the highway
markers a mile back on U.S.
15, there's not a thing.to identi-
fy it as a national cemetery —
not even a U.S. flag flying most
days from the only le.
Someone stole the iden
plague a few years ago.

But, just like Gettysburg and
Arlington, with their seemingly
endless .rows of headstones,
Ball's Bluff quickly manages to
impart an air of quiet rever-
ence to most visitors.

The cemetery is located in a
small clearing, surrounded by
towering oak, ash and locust
trees. A reddish-stone fence, a
couple of feet thick and four
feet high, draws immediate at-
tention, It encloses an area per-
haps 25 feet by 25 feet. En-
trance is through a simple
wrought-iron gate.

There are 25 headstones in
the compound, arranged in a
mxlcirn;f: with a 40-foot Tlag-
pole: in the middle. The first
grave on the left is" marked
with the inscription ““Unknown
US Soldier.” The one in the
middle says: ‘‘James Allen, Co
H, 15 Regt, Mass Inf, Oct. 21,
1861,” The others carry a num-
ber and the word ‘“‘Unknown."

Outside this compound, near
the cemetery entrance, is the
grave of the only Confederate
soldier buried there, His head-
stone reads: Clinton "Hatcher,
1840-1861, Co F 8th Va Regt,
CSA, Fell Bravely Defending
his Native State. Hatcher lived
near here.

So what was Ball's Bluff and
why is there a national ceme-
tery-there? .

Oddly enough, considering
how little known it is today,
Ball's Bluff was a major en-
gagement early in the Civil
War. It came three months
after the first Bull Run, or, as
the Southerners call it, first
Manassas, The South won hand-
fly at 'Bull Run and the North
was starved for some kind of
victory to boost morale.

Leesburg, then as now, was
the county seat of Loudoun
County, one of the nation's ma-
Jor agricultural producers. Just
across the Potomac River from
Ball's Bluff is the state of
Maryland and 20 miles or so

" downriver is Washington, D.C.

Probing for an opening, Brig.
Gen. P. Stone, a West Pointer,
sent a force across the river
from Maryland to reconnoiter
Leesburg, Senator Baker, whe
‘had resigned from Congress tc
volunteer, was given dis-
cretionary authority to rein
force this small force or ex
pand on its opening. He imme-
diately began deploying his en-
tire command across the river.

There was a series of other
blunders and the North ab
sorbed a crushing defeat, losing
almost half of its force — 921
men, Of these, 49 were killed,
158 wounded and 714 captured
or reported missing. The
wounded include Oliver Wendel

Jr., later a famous U.S.
g:w e Court justice. The
South had 33 |killed, 11

Scientists Eye

Oil-Eating Bug

By GORDON ROBINSON

HAMILTON, Bermuda (AP)
— The arthrobacter may be-
come the main weapon in the
battle to keep Bermuda’s fam-
ed pink-and-white beaches free
of globs of tar which wash
ashore from Atlantic shipping
lanes,

For several years now, the
pollution has become an in-
creasing nuisance to residents
and tourists alike, as tankers
persist in flushing out their bil-
ges ot sea despite growing
worldwide concern over ocean
pollution.

In the main, this mid-Atlantic
British colony’s waters are still
clear and sparkling, but lumps
of tar are soiling bathers’ bod-
les and clothing.

The government has two
beach-cleaning machines in
constant use but they are bare-
ly able to keep abreast of the
problem.

But now, the arthrobacter
has been discovered by micro-
biologists at Tel Aviv Univer-
sity and Bermuda is interested
in finding out more about the
tiny oil-eating bug.

Discovery of the arthrobacter
has intrigued a team of scien-
tists at the Bermuda Biological
Station who are probing the
islands' pollution problem.

One of them, Byron Morris,
says that the bug is inexpensive
to cultivate, It can clean out
half of a 125,000-ton oil tanker’s
ballast-loaded bilges in less
than a week. When the qil is
gone, the little bug dies of star-
vation and turns into instant
high-quality fish food,

Use of the arthrobacter .may
prove to be profitable to tanker
owners, and that could be ‘the
clincher in having it employed
in the fight to end oil dumping
al sea.

The bacteria, set loose in
empty tanks, do their job so
well that tanks would not have
to be washed and scraped peri-
odically, as is now the case.

If the bugs were generally

accepted by tanker companies,
most .of Bermuda's beach tar
problem would be solved at its
source, It is estimated that only
30 per cent of the world's tank-
ers flush their bilges at sea, but
they produce 70 per cent of the
pollution problem.

It is also estimated that be-
tween 100,000 and 200,000 tons
of tar are today floating on the
surface of the North Atlantic,
increasing at an annual rate of
250,000 tons. Closure of the Suez
Canal, which drastically
changed tanker routes, is be-
lieved to be the chief reason for
this.

The Biological Station re-
search team has concluded that
Bermuda has more of a tar pol-
lution problem than the U.S.
East Coast because it is closer
to the Sargasso Sea, which
sucks in water from the rest of
the ocean.

The water cools, sinks and
moves back out but the tar
stays, stuck to the seaweed
which grows in the Sargasso
and later washes up on Ber-
muda beaches.

Meanwhile, the Bermuda gov-
ernment has gained parlia-
mentary approval for a new act
which strengthens its powers to
deal with oil spills in local wa-
ters

Kinsella Claims

Bank Rates Confusing

HARTFORD (AP) — Confu-.

sion over bank interest rates
has prompted Hartford Probate
Court Judge James H. Kinsella
to urge that state Banking Com-
missioner James E, Hagen
clarify the situation for con-
sumers. .

In a letter to Hagen Tuesday,
Kinsella suggested- that the
state issue a uniform interest
rate card and order that it be
displayed in all commercial and
savings banks,

He also recommended that
the same principle under which
unit pricing is used in super-
markets be applied to in-
terest rates so that depositors
will be able to tell where th
can get the “best bargains,”

The federal government
recently relaxed the ceilings on
savings account interest rates
which had been held in the 4 to 6
per cent range.

Many of the state's major
banks have taken large display
advertisements in newspapers
proclaiming savings interest
rates of 4 to 9 per cent, depen-
ding on the type of savings ac-
count involved.

He Fought Death Bravely @ © @

LEWISTON, Maine (AP) —
"l am scheduled to die this
‘year.... I refuse."

With those words, veteran
.newsman Richard Kisonak
‘began a hopeless 21-month fight
-against amyotrophic lateral
‘sclerosis, Lou Gehrig's disease.
* Kisonak died Tuesday at 44,
-his wife Beverly at his bedside,

He had beaten the medical
‘0dds, stretching his life nine
‘months beyond the maximum
one year which doctors had
given him,

Kisonak’s fight- began Nov.
11, 1971, when a Portland
neurosurgeon informed him he
was suffering from the
muscular disease. He was told
that he had a year to live, “if
he's lucky."

Newspaper stories ahout
Kisonakls struggle brought in-
spiration to thousands of vic-
tims of the disease,

A story he wrote for the
Maine Sunday Telegram of
Portland, Maine, began:

“I am scheduled to die this
year.

““For several months a
mysterious, fatal disease, the
name of which I can barely
pronounce, has quietly and
determinedly been waging a
hellish war on my muscular
system. It will continue to do
this, the doctor says, until I am
paralyzed—and die."”

Recalling the 1971 Christmas
holiday, he wrote:

“Christmas was our best
ever. Lots of laughing, meeting
friends, good food, gifts. That

night 1 had a good cry when the,

kids were in bed and 1 was
alone. It was my last Christmas
with my family. I cried hard
and am not ashamed to say so.”

Kisonak was mistaken, for he
squeezed out of life another
Christmas with his family. That
December 1972 his death was

one month overdue.

“I can't put into words how
good I felt, how happy I was,”
he said in an interview after
passing the Nov. 11 deadline.
“You have to be dying to un-
derstand the value of life,”

Here are some of the entries
that Kisonak, a reporter for
nearly 20 years with the
Lewiston Daily Sun, made in a
journal he wrote on his ordeal ;

May 13, 1972: “Dying by bits
and pieces is a slow motion
nightmare.... I'm scared to
death.”

May 15: “The insurance com-
pany bugs me.... Every month I
have to report to them that Iam
still dying."

May 29; "I turned off the late
show last night and turned to
God. I'm desperate and I told
Him so, Never have I prayed so
hard.... I'm not going to die this
year. I refuse to die this year."

Sept. 2: “I've got very little

NEW HAVEN (AP) — “How do you
cook eggplant,” a Connecticut directory
assistance operator once was asked
between requests for telephone numbers,

“If they knew how, some operators
might tell them,” says Fran Makula, an
official of the Southern New England
Telephone Co. s

Most of the 284,000 daily calls to the
state's directory assistance operators are
routine requests for phone numbers. But a
small minority of calls, ranging from
recipe requests to obscenities, “'probably
sparks up their day a little bit," Makula
sald

The strangest calls, the company says,
come from people who think operators
have all kinds of information.

There have been queries like:

‘‘Operator, how do you spell an-
tidisestablishmentarianism?” .

Makula said an operator’s anonymity

A Lesson in Using Foam

It's nice to know that your firemen are
keeping in practice. Practice was the
reason that members of the Town Fire
Department went through drills on
firefighting procedures earlier this week.

In a house at 358 Main St., owned by
Robert Bantly, which was slated to be torn
down, firemen practiced several methods
of fighting fires.

Under the watchful eyes of Deputy Fire
Chief James McKay, firemen from all
Town Fire Department stations were
given refresher courses in the setting up
and use of ladders, knocking down walls
and doors, chopping ventilation holes in

o

ceilings and how to work with firefighting
foam. About 50 firemen took part in the
drills, McKay said.

One of the more impressive parts of the
drill was the instruction in the use of the
firefighting foam.

The foam is forced through 1%-inch
lines into a disperser unit, which fits into
the window of the fire area. The foam
quickly fills the room and smothers the
flames by reducing air pockets.

According to McKay, firefighters can
move freely through the foam, and per-
sons trapped by fire in a room which is

filled with foam will be able to breath. The

foam cuts down on the amount of oxygen ,

avallable to feed the fire, but allows
enough to remain so that a person can sur-
vive even in a room completely filled with
the foam, which resembles washing
machine soap suds,

McKay said that it takes only about five
minutes to completely fill an average size
home with the foam and cites reduced
water damage as one of its advantages
over the use of water.

McKay sald that the foam has been in
use In the Town Fire Department for the
past three years,

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Vitamin C Test
Cuts Down Colds

STANFORD, Calif. (AP) —
Children ‘taking big doses of
vitamin C daily experienced
significantly fewer sick days
with colds than schoolmates
taking fake pills in a test study
in Arizona, a federal researcher
reports.

Dr. John E. Coulehan told a
Stanford University symposium
on vitamin C and the common
cold that the 14-week study in-
volved 641 Navajo children at
the Toyel Indian boarding
school.

He said boys and girls aged 10
to 18 years who received
vitamin C were given two-gram
doses daily. Children from 6 to
10 who recelved the vitamin
were given one-gram pills,

Significantly more children
taking vitamin C stayed well
throughout the test period, the
14 weeks ending last May,
Coulehan said.

In the lower grades, the
vitamin C group recorded 28
per cent fewer sick days than
children who were given inert
placebo pills; the older group,
Y per cent, he gaid.

Coulehan said he and his
colleagues at Fort Defiance In-
dian Hospital in Fort Defiance,
Ariz,, did not detect any greater
beneficlal effect from the two-
gram daily dose over one gram.

The test results are
“slatistically significant, but
their actual clinical meaning
remains to be determined,” he

said.

Coast Guard
Kept On Run
By Small Spills

NEW YORK (AP) — The
Coast Guard recorded more
than 170 oil spills in the first
half of this year along Connec-
ticut shorelines and in the the
state's navigable waters.

But most of the spills were 10
gallons or less, Coast Guard of-
ficials said

The report said most of the
oll was spilled within about 30
miles of either New Haven or
New London.

During the period, 830 spills,
most of them small, were
reported in the seven mid-
Atlantic states included in the
Third Coast Guard Distriet.

“While most of the attention
focuses on the big spill, say 5,-
000 gallons or more, it’s the lit-
tle spills which really keep us
on the move day by day,” said
Cmdr. Ernest Bizzozero, chief
of marine environmental
protection at district
headquarters on Governor's
Island in New York Harbor,

Federal law requires that any
spill, regardless of the amount,
be reporged to the Coast Guard,
which is responsible for con-
taining and cleaning up the
pollutant. Failure to report a
spill could result in a $10,000
fine,

“If we know who the spiller is
and he can't or won't clean it
up, then we will arrange for
cleanup using government
funds,” he said.

Bizzozero said the govern-
ment later attempts to recoup
clean up costs either by
negotiation with the alleged
polluter or through litigation, If
the source of the pollutant can't
be determined, the Coast Guard
absorbs the clean up cost, he
said.

A breakdown for April, May
and June of this year showed a
total of 72 spills, which dis-
charged 3,337 gallons of oil into
Connecticut waters, officials
said.

‘“The major cause of most of
these spills was personnel
failure, such as inattention to
duty, or failure of the equip-
ment to. operate properly,” the
report said.

The report said the largest
spill during the three months,
1,500 gallons, occurred at Stam-
ford.

The greatest number of
spills, 33, were reported in
Groton. The report said the 33
spills dumped 278 gallons of
pollutants into the water.

The Coast Guard said 11 of
the spills in the three-month
period came from vessels, 22
from shore facilities and the
rest from undetermined
sources. The report said penal-
ty assessments were being
developed or reviewed in many
of the cases,

suspended since June 28 by a
federal court were reinstated
Tuesday, according to Dennis J.

Murphy said the move
followed a ruling by an
emergency appeals board in
Washington which considers
cases evolving from federal
wage-price freeze guidelines,

The board ruled the state
could resume charging for the
parking until other avenues of
appeal from the federal court
decision are exhausted.

J. Pettine ruled June 29 in favor

The state has also filed
appeals with the cost of Living
Council, and the U.S. First Cir-
cuit Court of Appeals in Boston.
Murphy said a decision is
expected from the Cost of
Living Council within two
months.

Parking fees will be
reinstated at Galllee
Breachway, Scarborough, East
Mantunuck, Roger W. Wheller,
and Misquamicut State
Beaches.

The state has maintained it
will suffer irreparable harm if
the IRS order were allowed to
stand. The state expects to
raise about $300,000 in parking
fees, most of which was to pay
for operating and maintenance
costs at the five beaches,

Under Judge Pettine's
mrder, the state was ordered to
refund parking money to iden-
tifiable beach patrons. A
spokesman for the attorney
general said patrons will not be
reimbursed until the appeals
have been exhausted.

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Injury Before Birth

Motorists who negligently
knock down pedestrians would
maturally expect to be held legal-
ly liable for the consequences.

But suppose the pedestrian is
an cxpectont mother. And sup-
pose, as 0 result of the accident,
her baby is born with some sort
of defect. Could the motorist be
held liable also for the injury to
the child?

Traditionally the law refused
to grant damages for prenatal
injuries. Courts reasoned that un-
til the actunl moment of birth,
the child was merely a part of its
mother, with no independent ex-
istence on which to base a claim.
‘- —

Bul in recent years the law's
viewpoint has changed sharply.
Today, almost everywhere, a
child is entitled to collect dam-
ages for a prenatal injury that
was inflicted negligently—at least,
if it occurred during the later
months of pregnancy.

As one court put it:

“A child has o legal right 1o
begin life with & sound mind and
body., "

Of course it is still necessary,
in establishing the child’s claim,
to prove there wax o causal con-
nection hetween the accident and
the disabilits. Consider this case:

A baby wac born with a de-
formed foot after his mother
had been hurt in an aute colli-
sion. But medical experts said
there was no reliable way  of
tracing the deformity to the ac-
cident. Accordingly, a court ruled
that there were no grounds
for holding the other motorist
liable,

Assuming that the child does
hive o legitimate claim, would
it make any difference if “the
mother  hersell  was partly 1o
blame for the accidemt? That
question arose in another suto
case, in which the mother's own
bad driving- as well as the other
motorist’s ~had  contributed  to
the collision.

But a court decided that the
mother’s negligenee should not
block her child’s cliiny against
the other motorist. The court
thought it would be unfair, after
giving the child a legal right, to
take that right away because of
somebody else’s error,

All property owners in town
owning 25 acres or more of
either actively used farm land
or woodland tracts have been
notified by Harold Maddocks
Jr., assessor, that the current
reappraisal program, which
will be used as the basis for
assessment on the Grand List of
Oct. 1, 1973, will establish land
values that are directly related
to current market value,
resulting in a substantial in-
crease in taxes on acreage
parcels.

Maddocks explained that
state statutes provide for relief
from. fair market value
assessments for owners of ac-
tively used farm units. To
qualify, an owner must make
applicaiton to the assessor on
forms prescribed by the tax
commissioner 30 days before,
?rwdays after, Oct. 1, annual-
¥y

Similar treatment, Maddocks
added, is afforded owners of
tracts of woodland of 25 acres

or more. However, in addition
to the annual application, the
property owner must first
make application to the state
forester for classification of the
parcel as woodland.

He stressed that this process
takes four to six weeks. Any
classification certificate issued
after Oct. 1 precludes any
preferential treatment rights
until the next succeeding tax
year.

Maddocks informed residents
that if their property ¢an be
classified as forest land, they
should contact the state
forester as soon as possible;

Failure on the part of any
property owner to follow the
requirements of this statute, he
said, will result in the loss of
the right to this preferential
treatment.

The suit did not charge
plagiarism, although Zolotow
has made that charge publicly.

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Some Economists
Fear Recession

NEW YORK (AP) — While
1973hasbeenaboomyearso
far, a number of leading
economists believe business |s
in the early stage of a slowdown
that' could accelerate into
;’;’c‘emlon proportions by mid-

Most of the economists Inter-
viewed by The Associated
Press expected the slowdown
would continue and probably
worsen next year, but few made
an outright prediction of reces-
sion. When they did, they said it
would be moderate and not
necessarily bad for the country
or consumers,

The economists were in
general agreement on three
other major economic
questions,

They predicted:

—The inflation rate would
continue to rise, but not as
sharply as this year,

—Unemployment would in-
crease slightly to 5 or 5% per
cent.

—A credit crunch on the order
of 1969-70 was unlikely,
although interest rates would
remain s

When a alowdown becomes a
recession can be a semantic

.problem. The National Bureau
of Economic Research defines
a recession as two or more con-
secutive quarters of decline in
the ‘'real” Gross National
Product — GNP — discounted
for price increases.

Many economists are now
talking in terms of a 1074
"growth recession,” in which
real GNP -continues to expand
but at less than its customary
minimum level of 4-4% per
cent,

One economist who believes
an actual recession is inevitable
and the only question is when it
will occur is Milton Friedman
of the University of Chicago.

A monetarist who links
growth of the money supply to
rising prices, Friedman sees
recession as good for the
national interest. He says it
would “correct’t prices that
have been driven sky high by
the country’s insatiable de~
mand for goods and services,

1t all depends on the policies
of the Federal Reserve Board,
whlch acts as the nation's

oney manager,

Albert Sommers of the
Conference Board; a nonprofit
economic -research organiza-
tion.

But he believes it can be
‘*quite moderate’ because
there are plenty of cushioning
influences. These include a tur-
naround in the U.S., trade
balanceasarestmofthetwo
dollar devaluations and the
general optimism of business
regarding long-term capital
spendi

ng.

But the average American
worker may take home a
somewhat slimmer paycheck
Sommers says.

“It will mean less overtlme
and a certain amount of layoffs,
but we're not talking about a
deep recession,”

John Kendrick, a fellow
economist with Sommers at the
Conference Board, disagrees
with his colleague 8 predic-
tions. Kendrick says an actual
recession in 1974 is possible but
a growth recession is much
more likely,

He sees the deepening slow-
down as a direct consequence of
a corporate profit squeeze in-
duced by Phase 4 controls.
While business could suffer
next year, it might not be so bad
for workers, he adds.

"“The consumer will be get-
-ting ahead of the game a little
bit," Kendrick predicts. “Wage
rates will go up 6-8% per cent
and there will be some slow-
down in inflation, with prices
rlxlng&-spercent So he'll see
some improvement in terms of
purchasing power."

Consumers’ buying plans in-
dicate they're becoming more
cautious in their appraisal of
future economic conditions. A
May-June survey by the
Conference Board indicates a
“significant decrease” in the
number of families who expect
business conditions to improve
and an increase in the number
who think they'll get worse.

Sell Discount Gas,

Hurt Independents

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Already pinched by the
nationwide fuel shortage,.in-
dependent discount gasoline
stations are facing another
troublesome economic fact of
life: direct competition from
outlets owned by the major oil
companies.

Major oil firms in the past
few years have entered the
discount-station market with
increasing frequency, opening
outlets featuring catchy names,
cut-rate prices and gasoline
generally comparable to that
sold in their brand-name
stations.

The trend has raised serious
questions about the ability of
the small, independent gasoline
station to survive, especially
since oil and gasoline will be
harder and harder to come by.

The practice also has caught
the eye of the Justice Depart-
ment.

Justice sources said a probe
is under way to determine
whether the major oil com-
panies are violating federal an-
titrust laws by opening more
discount stations. The laws are
murky in this area, especially
since consumers are benefiting
by lower prices.

But one Justice source said
the department is concerned
that independent stations will
be forced out of business by the
majors' cul-rate, secondary
brands.

He raised the question of

whether all discount stations
would then vanigh, leaving the
consumer with no alternative to
higher-priced major brands.
But major oil companies de-

fend the practice, saying they
are beginning to get into an
area cornered long ago by in-
dependents, thus increasing,
not inhibiting, competition.

Sensitive to charges that they
can supply their discount
stations much easier than the
independents, the major oil
companies, at least during the
present gasoline shortage, have
decided against opening any
new discount stations.

There is no official count
nationally of discount stations
owned by the major oil firms,
Most estimates put the number
at a few thousand,

The majors' outlets have
numerous names. Exxon has 28
Alert stations and two more an-
der construction, most of them
along the East Coast.

Phillips Petroleum, which
began its discount program
years ago, has 700 discount
stations with such names as
Blue Goose, Blackjack, Excel,

.Red Dot, Bonanza and Seaside.

Shell has Ride stations,
Atlantic Richfield has Award,
and Standard of Ohio has Gas-
N-Go.

Mobil has 29 Sello stations in
the Dallas-Fort Worth area, all
run by salaried operators.

Although the over-all quality
of gasoline at Sello is not the
same as that sold in Mobil
stations, the spokesman said,
regular and premium grades
with octane ratings
“competitive with other non-
major marketers in the area"
are sold.

The quality of the gasoline
elsewhere is substantially that
of the brand name stations, ac-
cording to several industry
spokesmen, but usually con-
tains fewer additives.

Rhode Island
Defeats Lottery

In Close

PROVIDENCE (AP) — A
proposal to convene a con-
stitutional convention in Rhode
Island has been rejected by a
26-vote margin in a special elec-
tion which was finally decided
by a late-night count of
absentee ballots.

The outcome, perhaps the
closest ever in a statewide elec-
tion, brought a halt to plans for
a limited charter revision ses-
sion next month on four topics,
including a state lottery and
elimination of the $5-a-day
ceiling on state legislators' pay.

The unofficial count Tuesday
was 21,246 against the conven-
tion and 21,220 in favor, with
about eight per cent of the eligi-

+ble voters casting ballots. It
was the first time since 1938
that voters refused to authorize
a convention.

The result of the election was
thrown in doubt about 11 p.m.
when a tally of voting machine
figures in the 39 cities and
towns produced a 21,178-to-
21,072 margin against the
proposition, with 2864 absentee
ballots unchecked.

A quick count by the State
Board of Elections produced a
margin of 148-to-63 ballots in
favor of the convention, but not
enough to tit the results at the
polls. Some of the mail ballots
were voided or did not carry a
vote.an the convention.

After the final tabulation,
Gov. Philip Noel said issues
that were to be considered by
the convention ‘‘remain un-
resolved, and I think we have to
resolve those problems,”

He raised the prospect of
asking voters in November 1974
to consider approving another
call for a convention, perhaps
an open session that could deal
with complete overhaul of the
charter.

In the case of a state lottery,
Noel said the state must move
through another route to lift the
constitutional ban on the
games. He said state legislators
should time second passage toa
proposed lottery amendment,
which would clear the way for a
statewide vote on the single
topic.

The General Assembly gave
first passage to the lottery
amendment in 1871, but
bypassed it this year when the
wording of the original resoly-
tion was found to be defective,
However, Atty. Gen. Richard J.
Israel has said the defect

“might not be fatal.”

In addition to the lottery and
lawmakers’ pay proposals, the
convention also was to have
considered revision of grand
jury and election procedures,

Noe! attributed the conven-
tion defeat to numerous fac-
tors. including possible voter
resentment that the four con-
vention issues would be tied ina
single proposition when they
were returned to voters for
their approval. Other factors,
he said, may have been the
small turnout, resistance to
hike legislators' salaries and
disenchantment with govern-
ment as a result of Watergate.

Bradley, a 58-year-old writer,
tells us the story of this of
his life from then on. He de-
scribes it as “‘an honest tale, a

simple love story.” It is simple,
perhaps in the sense that the
dark lord of the title who
overwhelms Bradley does so
with uncompromising intensity,
And in the sense that Bradley,
recounting what happens when
he falls in love, makes it clear
how single-mindedly he gives
himself up to “the black Eros
which had felled me."

Even though it seems to hap-
pen as a result of one of those
teasing twists of plot — unex-
pected telephone calls, letters,
callers arriving on the doorstep
— which punctuate Iris Mur-
doch's work, Bradley accepts
this explosion of drama into his
hitherto dull existence as his
destiny. It develops into the or-
deal which he has been half ex-
pecting all his life and which he
has believed would be the in-
spiration for the great Work of
Art he felt he would some day
write. Now his love fills him
with ‘a previously unimagi-
nable power which I knew that
I would and could use in my
art.” He recognizes that his
love and his art are aspects of
what is ultimately one and the
same thing. The subtitle, “A
Celebration of Love,” is signifi-
cant. The reader is reminded
that, after all, “Man's creative
struggle, his search for wisdom
and truth, is a love story."

Wakefield's novel is a pow-
erful one.

NASSER. By Jean Lacouture,
Knopf. 394 Pages. $10,

The Middle East, in the
minds of many Americans, is a
kind of black and white TV
thriller featuring only good
guys and bad guys. There are
the pro-Americans and the anti-
Americans, the Israelis and the
Arabs, the kings and the revo-
lutionaries. In this simplistic
view, Gamal Abdel Nasser of
Egypt was clearly one of the
bad guys.

Reading this new biography
will help one see Nasser and
the Middle East in 2 more ma-
ture balance. Jean Lacouture, a
respected French journalist
known for his biography of Ho
Chi Minh, does not regard Nas-
ser as a villain. Or as a hero
either, for that matter. He por-
trays the late dictator of Egypt
as an important figure in Arab
and Egyptian histary, a great
political tacfician, an uncertain
economist, a sometimes harsh
ruler and a rather
but fallible and dimly seen hu-
man being.

As a biography it is, of
course, a study of “the life and
times" of the man; but it is
stronger on the times than the
life, There is not much here
that students of the Middle
East haven't already known
about Nasser's personal life.
Lacouture had met Nasser and
‘interviewed him, but he writes

as a somewhal doctrinaire-

French political observer, and
not as an intimate biographer.
The strength of this biogra-
phy is its account of Nasser's
inspired tactics that brought
him to the peak of power, how
he wielded that power, and of
his nearly complete fizzle in the
face of Israel. Time and again
he was thrown off balance, out-

maneuvered and defeated. hy
the Israelis. This big man from
the village of Beni-Moor, who
knew his Egyptians so well,
knew the Israelis hardly at all,
nor how to deal with them,

He was not always wrong.
But as Lacouture said of Nas-
ser's disastrous steps prior to
the 1967 War, “He is open to
heavy criticism for having cho-
sen his allies, and for under-
standing his adversaries, very
ineptly.”

All this is interesting, per-
ceptive and French. But for all
its French virtues; it does not
travel well. Otherwise ade-
quately translated, it is full of
references that must bemuse
the ordinary reader. The arti-

Mailer tells of her marriages
to baseball lirem Joe DiMaggio
and to Arthur Miller, of her
rise in the movie business, and
finally of her death. And yet,
when all the pictures have been
looked at and all the many,
many words read, there still is
the unsettling feeling that the
question of who Marilyn was
and why she died as she did
has not been answered.

Mailer recognizes this, per-
haps, when he writes, “Perhaps
one must finally acknowledge
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that all of this work has
brought us to the point where
we can recognize that a corner
of biography is no more simple
to put into perspective than a
warp in the matrix of lost
space-time. If évery human is a
mystery, then: perhaps we can
obtain our only gleam of the
truth in the relations we find
between mysteries. Let us then
take our estimate of her worth
by the grief on Joe DiMaggio's
face the day of that dread fu-
neral in Westwood west of Hol-
lywood."

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Work Halted at School

In Dispute Over Permit

The Tolland Middle School construction
work was closed down today as Building
Inspector Frank Merrill issued a stop-
work order to Nasin Construction Co. for
violation of the state building code by not
paying the building permit.

Until four months ago the plans for the
Tolland Middle School addition were
sailing smoothly, with final plans and
specifications unanimously approved by
the Board of Education.

The Tolland Middle School Building
Committee next applied to the state Board
of Education for 50 per cent reimburse-
ment of the 90,000 the town had ap-
propriated for the preliminary plans and
working drawings.

The two-story addition will have four
clagssrooms, a gym and auxiliary gym,
locker and shower facilities, bleachers to
seat 450, and a three-station industrial arts
area on the first floor.

The second floor will house a three-
station home economics wing, four
science rooms, a 90-seat combination
choral and lecture room, and a three-
station art room.

The estimated construction costs for the
47,000-square-foot addition were $1.9
million. Good news was had when J.S.
Nasin Co. of Willimantic won the contract
with a bid of $1,525,000 and promised com-
pletion in 385 days.

The first snag came up when Robert
Smith, building commitee chairman,
made an appearance at the Planning and
Zoning Commission meeting April 2 for
routine approval of the plans. The PZC
refused to approve until additional tests
were run on the septic system
capabilities. PZC engineers made
preliminary tests and a conditional ap-
proval was granted,

The septic question did not influence
townspeople apparently as the Town
Meeting on April 6 resulted in approval of
the addition by a 69 to 0 vote.

Further tests by Griswold & Fuss, PZC
engineers, ended with their recommenda-

, tion that a new field, at a cost of up to $40,-

000, be installed.
William Donovan, ‘original
designer of the system, disagreed, saying
could be made-at a cost of $10,000
to $20,000, and the building committee
voted to proceed with his suggestions.
Due to the time element the PZC reluc-
tantly okayed Donovan’s plans with the
conditions that the work be supervised by
the state Board of Health, the garbage dis-
posal not be used, and a complete dosing
cycle be done to determine if any lines
should be replaced after correction work
is done. -
The second snag came up when the
building inspector insisted a fee would

have to be paid, and he was backed up by
Town Counsel Robert King. Nasin claimed
that the custom of the trade was to exempt
schools, a5 well as public buildings;
however, a check for the fee was put In es-
crow.

Atty. King, attempting to get endorse-
ment of the $6,200 check early this week,
learned that the construction contractor
refused to comply, insisting that schools
are exempt. Merrill has said that he in-
tends to keep only the portion of the fee
which actually cover his expenses and will
turn the remainder over to the town.

A third frustration for the commitee is
that even though it was learned that the
original system was not properly in-
stalled, with lateral pipes butting, and the
distribution box baffle not installed, they
were advised by both town counsel and
Donovan that it would not be feasible to
try to collect anything from the original
contractor, because it could not be proved
that the resulting condition was not due to
lack of maintenance.

At the last commiltee meeting, someone

noted that there had not be¢n any problem .

with the system until after it was dug up.
However, Smith agreed that the problems
would have appeared at the Middle School,
as well as the three other schools, because
they still would not have’been cleaned out.

Also, although the garbage grinder and
paper pulper are only three years old, and
installed at the suggestion of the original
architect, they will have to be discon-
tinued, according to the state Board of
Health.

Donovan suggested that the pulper may
have been improperly installed; however,
the state has not allowed for checking into

The pulper was installed to replace use
of the high school incinerator which had
been in use with the pollution control
devise at a cost of $15,000 every two years.

NEW YORK (AP) — When
you spoke of rich farmland in
days gone by it was understood
that you were speaking of the
soil's fecundity. Today it's
possible somebody will think
you're talking about price, -

In the latest compilation by
the Department of Agriculture,
farm real estate values were up
13 per cent for the year,
bringing the rise during the past
six years to about 50 per cent.

In some areas the increase is
considerably more, actually
exceeding the much publicized
rise of suburban land prices,
Since March 1967 the price of
farm real estate in Nevada, for
example, has exceeded 150 per
cent.

The Increases are more bad
news for housewives, since the
higher purchase prices will be
reflected at the retail level.
Conversely, higher food prices
is one major reason why land
prices are bid up.

The farmer receives the news
with mixed emotions. A
retiring farmer may get prices
beyond what he would have im-
agined a few years ago. But a
young buyer will find himself at
a competitive disadvantage.

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"Bay State Bar Checks
: On Two in Watergate

BOSTON (AP) — The
Massachusetts Bar Association
is quietly collecting data on two
of its attorneys who have
figured in the Senate Watergate
Committee investigations,

Carl Modecki, executive
director of the Bar, said in an
interview Tuesday a file is
being prepared on Charles
Colson, former counsel to
President Nixon, and on Gerald
Alch, attorney for Watergate
defendant James McCord.

. ""This is standard procedure
whenever a lawyer gets in the
news for possible wrong-
doing," Modecki said,

- “This is in no way to be con-
strued as ah investigation,” he
said. “We are merely com-
piling files.”

Colson is registered with the
Massachusetts Bar but does not
practice in the state, Modecki
sald. Alch is associated with the
Boston law firm of F. Lee
Bailey.

Modecki said the file on
Colson has been opengd for

about four months and on Alch
for about two months.

“Serious allegations have
been made against Mr.
Colson,"' he said, but he
declined to elaborate.

"“There has been absolutely
no evidence of wrong-doing or
breach of ethical conduct on the
part of Mr. Alch,” he said.
‘“The file was opened on him
because of the nature of the
case—the Watergate case."

Ex-Nazi
Returned
For Trial -

NEW YORK (AP) — Her-
mine Braunsteiner Ryan, a
Nazj concentration camp guard
who came to the United States
and settled into a housewife's
role 15 years ago, was returned
Tuesday to West Germany for
trial. _

Mrs. Ryan was flown out of
the country under a West Ger-
man extradition warrant. She
was returned to Dusseldorf,
where a bench warrant accuses
her of helping to send mora
than 1,700 victims to gas
chambers during World War II.

She had been awaiting
extradition in the Nassau Coun-
ty jail In East Meadow, where
she was lodged after losing a
five-year procedural fight to re-
main in the United States.

The charges against her were
presented in a 30-page docu-
ment from the West German
foreign ministry to a federal
judge here last April 9. The
judge, Jacob Mishler of the U.S.
District Court in Brooklyn, in-
terrupted U.S. deportation
proceedings and allowed the
German extradition request to
take precedence.

Mishler ruled that there was
“competent and sufficient
evidence to establish probable
cause to believe that Mrs. Ryan

committed each of the acts

charged” in the Dusseldorf
warrant.

Conviction in Germany could
result in life imprisonment.

Poland also has sought Mrs.
Ryan for trial in thut nation,
where crimes she is accused of
carry the death penalty, Af-
fidavits detail accusations of
cruelty by Mrs. Ryan when she
was an S8 guard in the Lublin
camp in Poland.

Town Repairs Break

In Wooden Water Main

The wooden water main
which was broken yesterday at
approximately 11:30 a.m., was
repaired and returned to full
service at 11 p.m., according to
Jay Giles, director of public
works.

Giles said that several
problems were encountered
while trying to repair the
damage done when a bulldozer
ran over a large rock, forcing it
through the wooden pipe.

The ground, basically made
up of grey, red and white clay,
near the site of the break turned
into a slimy marsh when mixed
with the water from the rup-
tured pipeline. Muck kept
covering the line as repair
crews struggled to unearth the
damaged section of pipe,

There was some trouble

. sealing the stainless steel

sleeves which public works per-
sonnel were using to repair the
break. Giles said that three
lengths of the sleeves,
measuring in total about 5%
feet, were needed to replace the
shattered wooden main,

Giles said that further dif-
ficulty with the sealing
procedure was due to the break

occurring near the joint of two
pieces of wooden pipe.
According to Giles, water
pressure dropped with the
break of the main from the
town's usual 60 pounds per
square inch to 40. Water
pressure returned to the normal
level when two small wells, one
on Love Lane and the other

near Charter Oak Park, were
put into use.

Giles said that it was not
necessary, as had been thought,
to turn on the Cooper Hill treat-
ment plant pumps and pump un-
filtered, but clorinated water
into the town system from the
Globe Hollow. Reservior. The

Balloonist

 Ditches

HALIFAX, Nova Scotia (AP)
— An American balloonist
seeking to reach Europe from
Maine ditched today in choppy
Atlantic waters 45 miles off
Newfoundland,

The Canadian Coast Guard
said Bob Sparks, 37, was afloat '
in his aluminum gondola and
awaiting rescue. The
icebreaker Sir Humphrey
Gilbert was reported 12 miles
from the ditching area about
five hours after Sparks hit the
water.

Earlier, a Canadian military
spokesman said Sparks had
been picked up, but the report
was erroneous.

Capt. Rod MacMillan said
Canadian Air Force planes
were circling overhead and
keeping an eye on the 37-
year—old Sparks, who had
sought to become the first
balloonist to make a transatlan-
tic crossing.

The Yankee Zephyr, Sparks'
nine-story red, white and blue
balloon, was reported set free
and still airborne.

The balloon came down at
6:15 a.m. EDT after Sparks ran

. into thunderstorms and was un-

able to maintain altitude, the
Coast Guard said. He first en-
countered the thunderstorms
Wednesday night, His distress
call was picked up by a com-
mercial aircraft and relayed to
the search and rescue center in
Halifax.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Proclaiming that he will not
be impaled on a sword of

said.

The reports that Agnew
accepted kickbacks were
published after he disclosed
Monday that he was a subject of
an investigation by U.S. Atty.
George Beall in Baltimore.

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WASHING'I"ON (AP) — The Nixon administration today
outlined an eight-point program for mandatory allocation
of petroleum products but said it had no immediate plans

to implement the proposal.

“We are not now planning to implement a mandatory
program at any specific time in the forseeable future,”
said President Nixon s top energy aide, former Colorado

Gov. John A. Love.

“We are attempting to develop the best program,
hawever, in recognition that circumstances in the future
may require such a program,” he said.

Love said the mandatory
allocation program was being
offered to give the public the
opportunity to consider the
problems involved and to make
comments on how to help
remedy the problem.

He welcomed debate over the
proposed program, saying that
“this or any other mandatory
program runs the very great
risk of reducing, not increasing,
the available supplies of fuels."

Love said a voluntary alloca-
tion plan announced earlier by
the administration would re-
main in effect for the time
being.

Love said he has urged price
controls “'which fully recognize
the need for incredsed supply.

Appeal Promised

NEW YORK (AP) — A
federal appeals court has over-
turned a court order to stop
U.S. bombing in Cambodia but
the plaintiffs say they will
appeal to the U.S, Supreme
Court.
