President Spiro T. Agnew has 
retired to a desert resort for a 
long weekend, leaving behind 
the question of whether he will 
turn over his financial records 
to f^ e ra l prosecutors probing 
p o l i t i c a l  c o r r u p t io n  in 
Maryland.

Agnew left Washington for 
Palm Springs, Calif,, Thursday 
after reportedly being granted 
an indefinite extension on the 
prosecutors’ request for the 
documents while his lawyers 
study the possibility of claiming 
immunity. Jay H. Topkis, one 
of Agnew’s attorneys, said he 
would be in touch with the 
prosecutors next week. '

Agnew was expected  to 
return to Washington early next 
week.

Agriculture Department says 
this season’s com and wheat 
crops will be a t record levels, 
although not as high as was 
thought a month ago.

D eputy A sst. S ec re ta ry  
Richard E. Bell was reluctant 
to estimate how the reduced 
crop forecasts would affect 
grocery prices. But he con­
ceded: “ I can’t say that I think 
they will be lower.”

’The departm ent’s Outlook 
and S itu a tio n  B oard  had 
predicted Wednesday tha t 
retail prices for all of 1973 could 
average 18 to 22 per cent above 
1972 averages, depending on the 
effectiveness of Phase 4 con­
trols and on the accuracy of 
July crop estimates.

In most significant cases 
Thursday, the July estimates 
did not hold.

’Three hours after the Augiust 
crop-productiqn report came 
out ’liiursday with estimates of 
com and soybeans, Butz said 
that where export controls are 
concerned, ‘"The policy of the

New Try 
Planned By 
Bomb Foes

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Chief Justice Warren E. 
Burger has refused to call a 
special Supreme Court term 
to consider the U.S. bombing 
of Cambodia, but opponents 
of the bombing are expected 
to make another attempt to 
gain the court’s attention.

Burger refused the request 
Thursday from American Civil 
Liberties Union Foundation 
lawyers acting on behalf of 
Rep. Elizabeth Holtzman, D- 
N.Y., and three Air Force of­
ficers.

Less than two hours after the 
request was filed, Burger wrote 
“denied” across the petition, a 
court spokesman said. It was 
not known whether the chief 
justice would issue a written 
opinion.

A spokesman for Rep. Holtz­
man said the lawyers are con­
sidering a barrage of follow-up 
petitions in an attempt to get 
the administration to stop the 
bombing before Wednesday, 
when the President has said he 
will obey a congressional man­
date to halt the air attacks.

Burger gave no indication 
whether he had conducted a poll 
of the other court members 
before denying the petition ad­
dressed to him.

Thursday’s action marked the 
fourth tlm i in two weeks the 
issue had been before the court. 
The tangled path the case has 
followed includes an attack by 
Justice William 0. Douglas on 
the conduct of his colleagues.

Last month. Rep. Holtzman 
won an order in a U.S. District 
Court in New York to stop the 
bombing. That order was quick­
ly blocked by the circuit court 
pending a hearing that was held 
Wednesday.

Not content to wait for that 
hearing, the bombing opponents 
went to Justice Thurgood 
Marshall last week. Marshall 
refused to act alone.

They then went to Douglas. 
L a s t S a tu rd a y  m o rn in g , 
Douglas issued an order giving 
new life to the original court 
order and, in effect, ordering a 
halt to the bombing.

That order stood less than 
seven hours. Acting on a 
government motion, Marshall 
ordered the same district court 
order stayed, thus okaying the ■ 
bombing which had continued 
unabated. Marshall noted that 
his action had the agreement of 
the other seven justices.

Douglas in his dissent, ac­
cused his fellow' justices of 
taking an illegal short cut to 
overrule him. He contended 
that the law does not permit a 
single justice to overrule

BELFAST, Northern Ireland 
(AP) — Rioting erupted in a 
Roman Catholic section of 
Belfast during the night as 4,000 
persons attended a protest rally 
marking the second anniver­
sary of the regulations permit­
ting internment without trial of 
persons suspected of being 
m e m b e r s  of th e  I r i s h  
Republican Army.

No casualties were reported 
in the riot. But earlier, a 17- 
year-old Protestant was killed 
and two men were wounded in 

. Antrim when gunmen am ­
bushed a minibus taking con­
struction workers home. It was 
the 861st confirmed fatality in 
the four years of communal 
warfare in Northern Ireland.

One mob in Belfast stoned a 
police and arm y post, and 
security squads raced out to 
grab a dozen youngsters. The 
mob continued to besiege the 
post but later dispersed.

Another Catholic mob broke 
into a bottle factory, loaded up 
with bottles and attacked

another military post. One 
group set a car on fire. Another 
band attacked a police post with 
bottles and stones. IRA snipers 
fired at army patrols, but the 
army said the shooting was 
sporadic and ineffective.

The London Daily Mail said 
British undercover agents 
smashed an IRA plot to kidnap 
a senior British army officer 
and hold him hostage for the 
release of interned guerrillas. 
It said the agents arrested a 
group of m asked , a rm ed  
Irishmen in Luton, north of 
London, as they got ready to 
hold up an engineering factory 
to get money to finance the kid­
naping.

The paper said Scotland Yard 
moved in after a tip five days 
ago that the guerrillas planned 
a major operation to mark the 
anniversary of the internment 
regulations.

Heraiding Politics

When the Manchester Board of Directors, 
on March 8, 1972, appointed a 15-member 
Charter Revision Commission, it informed 
it by resolution that its scope of inquiry 
“ shall include an examination and evalua- 
tihn of the present (council-manager) 
form of government in Manchester."

The commission held seven public 
hearings— one in each of the town’s voting 
districts — met 25 times, and listened to 
testimony from five persons with realized 
expertise in council-manager and strong- 
mayor forms of government.

In November 1972, by a 10 to 5 vote 
which crossed party lines, the commission 
rejected a change to a strong-mayor form 
of government and went on record for a 
retention of the council-manager form of 
government for Manchester.

On March 20 of this year, less than five 
months ago, the commission submitted its 
final report to the Board of Directors. It 
was accepted by the board unanimously.

In addition to scheduling 12 proposed 
charter changes for referendum Nov. 6, 
the board accepted the commission’s 
recommendation “ that the manager- 
council form of government be preserved 
in the c h a r te r  o f  th e -T o w n  o f 
Manchester.”

Why, then, did the directors appoint a 
Blue Ribbon government-study committee 
Tuesday night -  also with 15 members and 
also instructed to study the different 
forms of government and to come in with 
a recommendation no later than next 
May?

After all, it is less than five months 
since the d irectors  a ccep ted  the 
recom mendation that the manager- 
council form of government be preserved

in the charter of the Town of Manchester.
It has been said by some that many 

things are done in an election year that 
might never, otherwise, see the light of 
day.

On the sam e night the directors 
accepted the charter commission’s report 
— March 20 — it accepted, also, a 1,464- 
signature petition, asking the directors to 
“ let the voters decide”  what form of 
government is best for Manchester. ’The 
petition asked for an “ opinion”  referen­
dum.

The petition was circulated by the 
Manchester Property Owners Association, 
which had been the prime mover for a 
change to a strong-mayor government.

And so, on March 20, immediately after 
accepting the Charter Revision Com­
mission’s report, the directors voted to es­
tablish a Blue Ribbon government-study 
committee.

Why did they do it, and why, on Tuesday, 
did they again appoint a 15-member group 
of prominent and knowledgable citizens to 
do exactly what the Charter Revision 
Commission did — a commission whose 
report was unanimously accepted less 
than five months ago?

We can only repeat — that strange 
things are done in an election year that 
might never, otherwise, see the light of 
day.

We are trying to analyze the statement 
by Mayor John ’Thompson March 20, when 
he recommended creation of the Blue Rib­
bon government-study committee.

Said Thompson, "W e can’t ignore the 
petitions we have received this evening, 
nor can we ignore the recommendations of

Rep. Jesse Brainard, R-53, of 

Coventry will introduce a bill in 
the House of Representatives to 
allow Connecticut residents to 
vote on a referendum  and 
express their desires concer­
ning new conununities in their 
towns.

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New Student Loan Program
The Guaranteed Student Loan 

Program (GSLP) was established un­
der the Higher Education Act of 1965 
to provide young Americans with the 
means of borrowing to finance part of 
their post-secondary education.

Through the GSLP, a student may 
borrow up to $2,500 each academic 
year up to a maximum total of $10,000 
extending through graduate school. 
He may enroll in a variety of post­
secondary educational institutions, in­
cluding vocational and trade schools.

At the core of the program is the 
issuance of student loans by par­
ticipating lenders, with the loans 
guaranteed by state or private non­
profit agencies or insured by the 
federal government.

file  U.S. Office of Education es­
timates that since 1965 more than 
three million young men and women 
attending nearly 7,000 eligible in­
stitutions have benefited from these 
loans. About $4.5 billion in insured stu­
dent loans is currently outstanding.

From the beginning, however, the 
GLSP has been hampered by the 
problem of “liquidity” — there has 
been no secondary market for student 
loans. Moreover, loan repayments 
are often deferred for relatively long 
and uncertain periods of tim e. 
Repayments do not commence until 9 
to 12 months after a student com­
pletes his education and can be

suspended by service in the military, 
the Peace Corps or Vista.

The result has been a decrease in 
the flow of funds into student loans in 
recent months.

To remedy this situation and to 
enlarge the economic opportunities 
for lower-and middle-income youths 
to attend the schools of their choice, a 
government-sponsored private cor­
poration has been created — the Stu­
dent Loan Marketing Association, or 
“Sallie Mae.”

The new corporation is designed to 
establish a secondary market in stu­
dent loans and expects to tackle the 
liquidity problem in two major ways: 
By the outright purchase of student 
loans and by making advances to eligi­
ble lenders using their portfolios of 
student loans as collateral.

Sallie Mae plans to obtain funds for 
its initial operations through the sale 
of 700,000 shares of common stock in 
m id-August. A nationw ide un­
derwriting group will be co-managed 
by Lehman Brothers, Merrill Lynch, 
Pierce, Fenner & Smith, and Morgan 
Stanley & Co.

The law under which Congress 
chartered Sallie Mae requires that ad­
vances acquired by lenders be 
channeled into additional student 
loans, thus enabling more students tb‘ 
obtain the educational financing they 
may need.

Washington Whipping Post
E xactly  one year ago, we at 

F inance M agazine proposed to 
nominate Richard Nixon for the Nobel 
Peace Prize of 1972, in recognition of 
his extraordinary efforts to put world 
welfare ahead of political concerns.

We said at that time, “When a 
President, or any person, pursues 
peace as an end in itself, not as a 
current achievement but as a careful­
ly built system of stability for the 
years to come, he deserves the 
supreme recognition” . . . meaning 
the Nobel Peace Prize. Since then. 
Finance Magazine hhs seen the 
nomination through the complex 
procedures and preparation of 
documentary material for the con­
sideration of the Norwegian judges 
who will announce their decision 
about Oct. 1 of this year.

Meanwhile, here at home, the im­
mediate, overwhelming interest in the 
muddy backwaters of Watergate has 
exercised a kind of hydraulic pressure 
which makes what was previously 
clear seem doubtful. Yet no great up­
heaval such as we are now witnessing 
can sensibly be ascribed to a single 
person or even to a single administra­
tion. It goes back again and again to 
the subliminal distrust and dislike of 
the Presidential power, nourished by 
both political parties and explpited by 
a press to prove its own power by 
stampeding public opinion to its own 
preformed judgments.

This is an inability to understand, 
based on a determination not to. This 
is an inti^erance for the human absur­

dities which the record so bleakly 
reveals. This is a total lack of concern 
for the consequences of putting 
different kinds of people into different 
sealed categories and treating them 
differently.

The American atmosphere has 
b e c o m e  u n c i v i l i z e d ,  m o v i n g  
backwards into the time of whipping 
posts, recording daily the sins of some 
as praise for others..

The spirit of the nation seems to be 
passing into the custody of those who 
would employ the sanction of hearsay, 
of questionable motives, of spreading 
the image of contagious corruption 
throughout the world. This public 
purging has long ceased to be clean­
sing and has become a threat to the 
painstaking negotiations for peace 
and to the development of friendly 
trade relations.

Justice Oliver Wendell Holmes 
wrote, “For most of the things that 
properly can be called evil in the pre­
sent state of the law, the main remedy 
for us is to grow more civilized.”

If we accept that the greatest of 
civilized ideals is peace, then we must 
accept also the demonstration of 
genius for building the structure of 
peace beyond our time which has been 
accomplished by President Nixon.

Now is the time for those of us who 
are concerned with the dire con­
sequences which may result from dis­
crediting our own government, our 
own system, and even our own Presi­
dent, to take the high road to right ac­
tion. — Fihance Magazine

Where Is Latin America Going?

CARACAS, Venezuela — 
Every few years I return to 
Latin America to make some 
soundings of what has happened 
since my last trip. This is my 
third visit to Venezuela (the 
first two were in 1964 and 1967). 
Herewith a few reflections on 
some of the directions in whi^h 
th is  c ru c ia l con tinen t is 
moving.

There are four main direc­
tions today, represented by 
Argentina, Peru, Chile and 
Venezuela.

One is Peronism, with its 
replay of the past and its 
reawakening of voices in the 
corridors of power which we 
thought had deadened and been 
s till^  by time. Most observers 
had pronounced Peronism dead 
and safely buried. They were 
wrong.

After 18 years of exile Juan 
Peron has t ^ n  embraced again 
by enough Argentinians to give 
his new regime a viable popular 
base. His earlier method was to 
ally himself with the trade un­
ions, which he knit into a for­
m id a b le  fo rc e .  T he 
“ d e sc a m isa d o s”  — th e  
"shirtless ones” —felt they had 
a personal champion and 
protector in him. What if some 
judges were fired, newspapers 
closed down, political op­
ponents roughed up and party 
opposition repressed? Peron 
could always say that the peo­
ple had given him their man­
date.

He is an example of Arnold 
Toynbee’s phrase about the 
"withdrawal and return” of a 
haloed leader. After wandering 
in the wilderness he is back, 
partly because of people love to 
dwell with nostal^a upon some 
“golden age” in the past, partly 
because A rgentina’s la te r  
leaders failed to appeal to the 
political imagination, partly 
because they left a vacuum of 
social w elfare and social 
justice. He is showing himself 
wilier than in the past. He 
largely ignores the struggle 
between the left and the right in 
his own party, builds fences to 
the traditional power groups 
and the army. He risks social 
chaos, as every adventurer- 
dictator does, but he has always 
enjoyed presiding over danger, 
on the edge of chaos, and this 
time he may manage it.

Here in Venezuela, the sup­
porters of former dictator 
Perez Jimenez have taken 
heart at the example of Peron’s 
return, and there are four or 
five leaders of rival factions

each claiming to be the true 
Campora to win a victory at the 
polls and then bring P.J. — 
whose own candidacy is banned 
by a constitutional provision — 
back to power. The chances are 
negligible, but the talk is in the 
Caracas air.

Second, the Peruvian model 
is also somewhere in the air. In 
no Latin American country can 
the military commanders be ig­
nored politically. Even where 
they are loyal to the regime, 
they are sleeping tigers who 
could awaken in crisis. The new 
factor among the m ilitary 
e lite s , in m ost of L atin  
America, is the young officers 
of the military left, who don’t 
think in terms of the traditional 
“law and order” but of a native, 
nationalist brand of military 
socialism.
’ This Peruvian model may 
have a future, since It combines 
three strains in the Latin 
A m e ric a n  t r a d i t io n :  
nationalism, the prestige of the 
military career and the vague 
Populist striving for social 
justice, with hints of socialism. 
This is a wave worth watching, 
even though the Peruvian 
experience with it has thus far 
not been exciting or decisive.

The third trend is, of course, 
some combination of socialism 
andxommunism. Castro’s Cuba 
once exercised an immense at­
traction for students, intellec­
tuals, left clergy, the sons and 
daughters of the business and 
social aristocracy. Today, 
Castro is no longer such a sym­
bol. He is too linked with the 
Soviet Union, which lost

prestige badly after the Cuban- 
U.S. missle crisis, and especial­
ly after the Czech intervention. 
And he has too nakedly grasped 
the m ailed fis t of a dic­
tatorship.

The c u rre n t S ocialist- 
Communist model is Allende’s 
(3iile, with its coalition of par-' 
ties. The tendency in Venezuela 
and in other Latin American 
countries is to break away from 
traditional communism which 
will carry through a program of 
nationalizing industry, but also 
aim a t releasing creative 
ener^ . It is the Czech model of 
“socialism with a human face,” 
which was crushed under the 
Soviet tanks in Prague, and 
which makes an appeal on a 
continent that has had little ac­
tual experience with com­
munism.

The young members of the 
MAS group (Movement Toward 
Socialism) are reluctant to 
recognize th a t A llende’s 
alliance in Chile has plunged 
the nation into economic scarci­
ty, political hatred and deeply 
polarized struggle. They feel 
that their own movement would 
be different — would have less 
truck with traditional com­
munism, would have a richer 
economy to organize and would 
be more humanist. Whether 
they are wrong or right is a 
question that lies in the womb 
of the future.

Fourth, the Venezuelan 
democratic society is the fourth 
— and very lonely — model for 
Latin America. But about it I 
shall have more to write 
further pieces.

Dear Mr. editor;
For the past year a com­

mittee consisting of represen­
tatives of several agencies and 
organizations from Manchester 
has been evaluating the need 
for a possible group home 
facility in Manchester.

Initially the committee con- 
ducted a series of studies to 
determine if indeed there was a 
need for a home of this kind in 
town. R esearch  findings 
reveaied that Manchester had 
203 runaway children during 
1971 and 156 in 1972, many of 
them chronic repeaters. Inter­
views with parents, children, 
social workers, police depart­
ment officials, clergymen and 
others brought about additional 
information that indicated a 
serious need for a group home 
in Manchester.

We d iscovered  severa l 
research projects concerning 
group homes at this time. Most 
major studies of the group 
home concept pointed out 
several factors supporting the 
group home trend in America. 
Recividism, or return to prison 
for juveniles residing in group 
homes decreased dramatically 
in Massachusetts while Florida 
shows a 74 per cent success rate 
in one of their major progfams.

Massachusetts estimates its 
recividism rate to be 15 per 
cent for group home residents, 
while the national recividism 
rate for juveniles runs from 66- 
85 per cent.

The Connecticut Public 
Expenditures Council recently 
conducted an extensive study 
on group homes. ’Their findings 
reveal that it costs the state 
$19,145 to house one girl at Long 
Lane School for G irls in 
Middletown while the average 
cost per youth at a home would 
run from $6,000 to $8,000.

The most important factor to 
consider however is the per­
sonal factor. What is being done 
to help the child. Many of these 
children are receiving love.

>0
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attention, and assitance that 
they have never known in their 
own homes. This factor is very 
evident if you visit some of 
these homes and talk with some 
of the children living there. 
After lengthy and considerable 
discussion it was concluded that 
the committee would move 
forward to help bring about a 
group home for Manchester 
girls. It was felt that this home 
may help to prevent these girls 
from becoming more involved 
in the problems that seemed to 
dominate their lives.

At this stage the committee 
met with representatives of 
various town and state agencies 
to determine what procedures 
must be taken to establish a 
hom e. In in v e s t ig a t in g  
problems other homes had, 
while organizing in Connecticut 
and other states, we discovered . 
that many encountered great 
hostility from area residents. It 
was felt that much of this could 
have been avoided if people 
knew the purpose of the home, 
and, if the organizer of the 
home had made an initial effort 
to work with local communities 
instead of trying to establish 
the home without their ap­
proval or consent. Knowing this 
the committee made every ef­
fort to work with all concerned 
parties of the town to establish 
a home.

A series of meeting with the 
town m anager and town 
planner led to a drafting of a 
G roup Home O rd inance  
proposal. This was done to give 
the town complete control 
regarding the establishment of 
group homes. An ordinance of 
this kind would ensure that the 
residents of the home would 
receive proper care, and live in 
a safe environment, and it 
would serve to determine 
where a home may be located. 
The proposed ordinance has 
been  s u b m itte d  to  th e  
Manchester Human Relations 
Commission for consideration. 
The com m ission has un­
animously endorsed the con­
cept of group homes, and has 
recommended, with the advice 
of the Board of Directors, that 
the ordinance be strengthened 
as it was incomplete in some 
areas.

This ordinance is one step in 
an ongoing project that has 
been in existence since April 
1972. It has been written to 
enable Manchester to regulate 
the establishment of group 
homes in Manchester and to . 
eventually bring about the 
home for Manchesfer girls that 
is realiy needed. The ordinance 
has no connection with the 
proposed establishment of a 
New Hope Manor as this facili­
ty is planning to house 20 
residents when it reaches its 
mpimum capacity. The or- 
dijiance specifically defines 
group home categories and the 
maximum number of residents 
allowed would be eight in a 
group home of any kind.

Confusion seems to prevail as' 
n u m ero u s ru m o rs  and 
allegations have been heard 
regarding the Manchester 
Group Home Ordinance. I hope 
this letter clarifies the position 
of the group home committee 
and the Human Relations Com­
mission and encourages you to 
work with us to bring about this 
needed legislation. If passed the 
ordinance will allow the town to 
regulate the establishment of 
fu tu re  g roup  hom es in 
Manchester. Without it. no 
regulations exist.

O.C. was born in Manchester, 
Conn, in the 1880’s and livedo 
here-until 1910 but never saw an 
oppossum here then.

We supposed they were only 
denizens of the deep South 
where some people were ^ id  to 
be fond of the table-treat of 
opossum and sweet potatoes 
that they affectionately called a 
child “little possum tater.” 
Now opossum are becoming 
quite common in Connecticut, 
judging by the number that are 
seen along highways killed by 
cars. They will not be seen as 
often as are squirrels because 
they are nocturnal hunters.

O.C. has eaten possum^and 
found that if it is properly 
dressed and cooked it is not bat 
at all. However it is not likely to 
be a very popular object of the 
hunt here b^ause possum is a 
rather repulsive appearing 
animal and has an offensive 
odor. They get into O.C.’s gar­
den traps.

Opossum were quite plentiful 
in Ohio when O.C. lived there. 
He accompanied a friend, Clyde 
Adams, running a couple fur 
trap lines.

Possum pelts are poor in 
quality and bring such low 
prices that Clyde wouldn’t go 
out of his way to catch one, but 
if the dog “barked up” on one or 
one had stumbled into a trap, he 
would take it. Same with a rab­
bit, but what he wanted most 
were raccoon and skunk. Just at 
that time, ’coon was so plentiful 
that their pelts were not tops in 
price.

Skunk was in greatest de­
mand, and of course the less 
white and more black the 
higher the price. There is 
science gained by experience in 
handling skunk. The old 
professionals seldom get 
themselves scented up.

Opossjim is one of the oldest 
forms of wildlife we have. It is 
claimed that they now exist in 
the  san le  co n d itio n  and 
appearance as they did millions 
of years ago when the dinasaurs 
and other now long extinct 
forms roamed this continent.

’Thqt is easy to believe when 
you see how well they had 
developed to survive. They hide- 
during day ligh t to avoid 
predators. Also it is likely their 
scent is repulsive to carnivores.

They can travel quite well on 
land, can swim if they fali in, 
thou^ avoid getting wet if 
possible, and are very adept at 
climbing. Besides 3 II four feet 
having thumbs like hands for 
taking hold, they also have a 
long rat-like tail that wraps 
around limbs and twigs and can 
even suspend the animal if the 
feet are disengaged from their 
holds.

Animals that have sharp 
claws to stick into the bark 
usually climb larger trees, but 
the hand-like feet of the possum 
are better for smali trees and 
bushes. So when the dog 
“barked up” a possum we 
would find it on a small sapling 
usually.

We could shake and snap the 
sapling like a whip without dis­
lodging that five-point grip.

But just a light tap with a 
smail stick would often cause a 
posssum to release everything 
and drop to the ground as if 
dead. We could push one around 
with our foot. No naatter what 
we did to it it got no reaction 
even up to the actual killing.

But if left alone a short time 
the possum would disappear, 
dog was reluctant to touch one.

See whence came the expre- 
sion “play possum?”

Possum eat anything and 
almost everything and are 
developed for that, too. They 
have three kinds of teeth, fangs 
or canine teeth to hold and tear, 
front incisors for cutting, and 
molars to blind up their food.

They are the most prolific of 
anything O.C. has ever seen in 
mammals. It is a continuous
process.

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\ Of Beef Costs
calves but don’t have the grass 
to fatten them.

The ranchers buy 400-pound 
calves in the fall, feed them to 
about 800 pounds during the 
next 12 months and then sell to 
feeders who fatten the animals 
for commercial slaughter.

Last fall Lamoureaux and 
P o tte r  sold 350 head of 
yearlings for $42.50 a hun­
dredweight. Last week they 
rejected an offer of $50 a hun­
dredweight.

"I asked $55 and was turned 
down,” said Potter, 25. “Two 
days later I heard feeders were 
paying $65 a hundred for 
yearlings. The market is so 
wild nobody knows what they’re 
worth.”

Potter said his yearlings will 
go to sales bams after the Sept. 
12 beef freeze ends. “We don’t 
know what they’re worth but an 
auction should get us a fair 
price,” he said.

Lamoureaux, in his 70s, and 
Potter, an Air Force veteran 
who has worked with his grand­
father most of his life, said the 
prices sound good but there’s 
another side of the coin. ’They 
said overhead costs have 
tightened the profit margin to 
the point where only the high 
prices at the market are saving 
the business.

“Last year we paid $220 a ton 
for the high-protein feed that 
supplements the wild hay we 
feed the cattle,” Potter said. 
“Today it costs $350 a ton.

“That was a $25,000 tractor 
you saw being hauled away for 
repairs,’̂  the rancher said. 
“We’ve got two more rigs for 
cutting hay that cost $15,000 
apiece. You can’t buy a tractor 
for less than $10,000.”

Potter said the next problem 
may be the accelerating cost of 
purchasing calves for the next' 
crop. "Last year we paid $52.50

a hundredweight for the calves. 
The price could go out of sight 
this year.”

His grandfather added: “The 
only bigger gambler than a cat­
tle rancher is a farmer.” 

“ Sometimes I really get 
angry,” Potter said. “I wished 
the meat boycotters could come 
out here some week in the 
winter when we’re working 10 
or 11 hours a day in below-zero 
weather feeding the animals. 
We work Sunday mornings, and 
last winter I worked all day on 
Christmas and New Year’s.

“Starting Monday we’ll have 
to work 14 straight days getting 
the hay up. Then we’ll have to 
sort cattle and get them ready 
to sell. After we buy our new 
crop of calves, we vaccinate 
them, dehorn and brand them 
and check for illnesses.”

Ten miles to the northwest 
toward the community of Mis- 
s io n , th e re  is a n o th e r

Lamoureaux operation, smaller 
in land but larger in the number 
of livestock.

Howard’s brother, Claude, 
owned and operated the ranch 
for more than a quarter of a 
century until his death two 
months ago. Bob Lamoureaux, 
Claude’s son, is looking after it 
today while continuing his job 
for the Caterpillar Tractor Co. 
in Peoria, 111.

The ranch covers 13,000 acres 
and is considered by cattlemen 
in South Dakota and northern 
Nebraska as perhaps the best 
balanced operation in the 
region. Its lush pastures 
provide feed for more than a 1,- 
000 cattle and calves.

“Ranchers are taking a bum 
rap for the high cost of beef,” 
said Bob Lamoureaux, a 
middle-aged civil engineer. “In 
1948, my dad sold 400 head of 
yearlings for 30 cents a pound. 
Today they may be worth 60

cents a pound. But the cost of 
machinery, feed supplements 
and labor has increas^ seven­
fold.”

Howard and Bob Lamoureaux 
own about 50 square miles of 
South Dakota prairie worth 
more than $2 million. They 
acknowledge that between 
them they have about $200,000 
worth of machinery. The auc­
tion price of their combined 
cow and cattle herds would 
bring them more than $1 
minion.

Howard Lamoureaux says a 
rancher is fortunate to make 2 
per cent on his investment.

“ B u t , ”  said Bob 
Lamoureaux, “we could make 
more money if we had the 
money we have invested in 
ranching in government bonds 
instead. But we have two things 
going for us; the continuing ap­
preciation of the value of the 
land and the fact that we are 
doing something we enjoy.”

and she is harvesting summer 
squash from a vigorous and 
healthy plant. There is just one 
plant in the pot and it seems to 
be producing as well as if it had 
been planW in a big vegetable 
garden.

Was a D airy Farm
Mrs. French’s father was the 

late Perkins Lathrop, president: 
of the Savings Bank of Tolland, 
and in his day there were cows 
and other livestock on the farm 
and a big vegetable garden. Mr. 
Lathrop had bought the proper­
ty in 1901 primarily to cut the 
lumber that grew on it, but it 
later became a dairy farm.

Much of the 80 acres is still 
used as farm land, rented to 
Michael Lepter, whose farm 
lies nearby and who has a large 
dairy herd. His field corn, 
growing close to Mrs. French’s 
yard, is surely “as high as an 
elephant’s eye” and will yield a 
heavy crops of com silage for 
the cows.

Mrs. French does not know 
how long she can keep her home 
on Grant Hill Rd. The entire 
property has been sold to 
DevCo and presumably will 
some day be part of the new 
community that DevCo plans to 
build. Mrs. French thinks she 
may then live in Manchester, 
and since she has learned to 
grow summer squash in a 
flower pot she needs only a few 
square feet of ground to raise 
her favorite vegetable.

Squash Abundant
That the squash is crookneck 

makes it a bit unusual. All 
summer squashes, in an earlier 
generation, were crooknecks, 
but the newer hybrids with 
straight necks and heavier 
yields, have almost entirely 
taken over the commercial 
market.

This has been a good season 
for summer squash and it is one 
of the abundant crops offered 
now at every vegetable market. 
Green squash of the zucchini 
type is equally abundant, says 
A1 Colton of Manchester, part 
of whose responsibility for the 
S t a t e  D e p a r t m e n t  of 
Agriculture is to keep con­
sumers informed on supplies 
and pr ices  of f rui ts  and 
vegetables.

T h e r e  was  not  mu ch  
favorable news for consumers 
during the first half of the 
summer. Harvest were late, or 
reduced in volume, because of 
wet weather at planting time. It 
w as a poor  s e a s o n  for  
strawberries. Sweet com has 
been two to three weeks late 
and some f i e l d s  w e r e  
“drowned” by rain in June and 
had to be replanted. Supplies of 
sweet com now are good, and 
quality is excellent, but there 
may be a couple of weeks In 
la te  August  when thbse  
"drowned” fields will ,be mis­
sed.

Tomatoes, although making a 
late start, are In good supply 
now and there are plenty of 
green beans coming to inarket 
in good quality and reasonably 
priced. Peppers are at the start 
of their principal harvest 
season.  The f i r s t  na t ive 
peaches, both yellow and white, 
are available. Early apples, in­
cluding Astrachan, ^  Star 
and Lod, are being offered, but 
the first of the Ehrly McIntosh 
are still to come.

Blueberries are  in good 
volume, of good quality and 
large size. It is the wrong 
season, with the weather too 
hot, for salad greens. They will 
be plentiful again when fall 
weather comes. There are 
some excellent native potatoes 
being dug, and sold at top price.

C onsum er W elcome
A new development at the 

Regional Market is a change in 
policy toward sales to in­
dividual consumers. Such sales 
were never forbidden, but they 
were not encouraged either. 
Now the State Department of 
Agriculture, headed by Comm. 
John T. McDonald, has made a 
public announcement that con­
sumers are welcome, and they 
have responded.

They are being told that the 
best hours for them to come to 
the state-operated market, in 
the South Meadows of Hartford, 
are between 5 and 8 a.m. 
Trading starts at the market 
about 3 a.m., but wholesale 
buyers have mainly finished 
their business by 5 o’clock and 
are on their way home. Con­
sumers may buy produce from 
farm ers, right from their 
trucks, or may walk up on the 
platform where wholesale dis­
tributors are located and see 
what they are offering.

Some groups of women are 
pooling their orders and sen­
ding a couple of their members 
to buy for all of them. They 
may make up an order ahead of 
time or they may trust their 
representatives to decide for 
themselves where the bargains 
are.

John Bishop,'manager of the 
market, says both the farmers 
and the wholesalers welcome 
this new business.

Mr. Bishop offered the news 
that construction has started on 
a covered shed for the area 
where farmers park their 
trucks, to give both the sellers 
and the buyers son^ shelter on 
a rainy morning ^ ic fa  they 
have never had. Farmers are 
paying for the shed through an 
increase in the rental for their 
stalls.

Epicure Favors 
Mussel Dishes

By TOM HOGE 
AP Newsfeatures Writer

1 had lunch the other day 
with Zack Hanle, editor of 
“Epicure,” the new magazine 
devoted to the pleasures of food 
and drink, and she painted a 
bleak outlook for the American 
lobster.

“Not only is the price of lob­
ster soaring out of sight,” she 
said, “but there is a distinct 
possibility that it may become 
extinct. This is partly because 
of the pollution of our waters 
and partly because people have 
been too greedy. They have se­
riously depleted the number of 
these crustaceans.”

Present assessment of the 
lobster population, said Mrs. 
Hanle, Indicates that the catch 
may soon be resticted both sea­
sonally and quantitatively. Lim­
its as to size and lengtii of lob­
sters have already been laid 
down.

Mrs. Hanle, who has written 
more than 65 books on food and 
allied subjects, had a sugges­
tion fOr lobster lovers. Turn to 
other shellfish that are more 
easily available and a lot 
che^r.

“dams are going up in price, 
but they are still within rea­
son,” i^e said. “Uie same 
hol^ true of scallops. They 
have good solid meat and the 
sea scallop is available the 
year round.”

But the best buy, Mrs. Hanle 
noted, is the mussel, available 
along the entire Atlantic Coast 
and in certain seasons on the 
West Coast. The blue mussel is 
the prime moUusk oqa finds in 
the magnificent Moides Mari- 
niere or Moules Ravigotes in 
our top restaurants. And yet 
mussels are still so reasonable 
that a dollar will buy enou^ 
for four people in many fish 
stores.

Mussels share many of the 
characteristics of clams and 
can be prepared in much the 
same way, but they are rarely 
eaten raw, at least In America.

Like clams, mussels may 
gape open before they are 
cooked, but they usually don’t 
close their shells at once when 
handled. However, if the mus­
sels remain open when held un­
der running cold water, throw 
them away. Another test is to 
submerge mussels in cold wa­
ter. Any that float to the top 
should be discarded. Scrub the 
remainder under cold running 
w a t e r  and remove the 
“beards” or seaweed with your 
fingers or pliers.

Here is a recipe Mrs. Hanle 
gave me for steamed mussels. 

STEAMED MUSSELS 
EPICURE

60 large mussels (about
2 quarts)

1 cup dry white wine 
1 large clove garlic, 

ced
1 stick butter or 

margarine
^  cup coarsely chopped 

parsley 
L l»y  leaf

y« cup chopped celery, 
stalks and tops 

y* teaspoon fre îly-ground 
black pepper - 

Wash and scrub mussels, re­
moving beards. Place in Ivge 
pot with tight lid. Add all re- 
nuiining ingredients and cook 
over high heat till shells open. 
Remove from heat. Serve in 
soup bowls with some of the 
sauce and crusty FYench bread 
for dunking. Serves 4. Good 
with a chilled white wine.

Handicapped Youths 
Benefit At Hostel

CEDAR FALLS, Iowa 

(AP ) — A “ helping house,”  
called a hostel, bridges the 
gap between dependent life at 
home with parents and an inde­
pendent life for handicapped 
persons.

The hostel is operated by the 
Exceptional Persons, Inc., 
Goodwill Industries, and Re­
habilitation, Education and Ser­
vices Bureau of the State of 
Iowa. It provides in-between 
service for nine young men.

Exceptional Persons is.cur­
rently establishing a similar 
hostel for women.

Houseparents Mr. and Mrs. 
Ken Lewis are called Ken and 
Pam by “ their boys.”  They live 
with them and provide any 
guidance and help the residents 
might need.

Most of the young men work 
at Goodwill Industries where 
they receive job training. Some 
attend River Hills School.

For them, the hostel is home, 
^ ey  live two or three to a room 
in the spacious house’s fodr 
bedrooms upstairs.

During the two years the hos­
tel has been open, it has pro­

vided a special service to men 
who have lived there. It has 
taught them independence and 
offered a positive alternative to 
entering an institution such as a 
county home or hospital where 
custo^al care is provided.

Of the first men who lived in 
the home, there was a 60 per 
cent success record of indepen­
dence. *

The men have ranged in age 
from 16 to 40, but most are in 
their early 20s.

The Lewises moved into the 
group home two years ago when 
it first opened the day after 
their honeymooh. They have de­
veloped a philosophy and per­
ception about being hostel “ par­
ents.”

“ We’re not here to baby 
them,” Pam explains. “Some­
times it seems cruel, but we’ll 
let them make mistakes to 
learn,”  Ken adds.

Such mistakes might be let­
ting them oversleep if they do 
not wake up to their alarm 
clocks. Then they learn the con­
sequences of being late for the 
bus and missing woric, which 
means less pay, and maybe 
walking to work.

TORONTO (AP) -  Keeping 
kids away from c ^ y  and sug­
ar to save their teeth may not 
be the answer after eiU , says a 
Montreal children’s doctor.

“Harping away about candy 
and sugar Is a cheap and possi­
bly hamful excuse for the lack 
of inidght and knowledge of the 
many contributing causes of 
dental caries,”  said Dr. G. H. 
Nickerson in an article for doc­
tors.

Writing in Canadian Family 
Physician, a medical magazine, 
he said he had seen a number 
of cases where children suf­
fered from low blood sugar — a 
condition in which the blood is 
low in absorbed sugar ne^ed 
for nutrition, usually between 
meals.

Fix- example, he had treated 
a child of about age 4 for so- 
called temper tantrums that al­
ways occurred about 11 in the 
morning or 3:30 in the after­
noon. As the time factor was so 
striking, he suggested snacks 
between meals.

‘ ‘ The  parents protested 
vehemently,”  he said, until he 
suggested the choice: “The 
chUd’s teeth or his brain, and 
with this, the parents listened 
to reason.”

Since that day, there had 
been no “ temper tantrums,” 
Dr. Nickerson said.

“Sugar is vital to the active 
and lively growing child. In my 
opinion, snacks between meals 
and even some candy are es­
sential to active, growing chil­
dren.”

Snacks and candy “make a 
minor contribution to dental 
caries and a major contribution 
to good health,” he said, “pro­
vided fluoridated drinking wa­
ter, adequate nutrition and 
good oral hygiene, especially 
dental flossing, exist.”

Surplus Reaches $116)000
A larger than expected sur­

plus turned over by the Board of 
Education has brought the total 
town surplus for the fiscal year 
just ended to 1116,000, much 
higher than the estimated 
figure of |90,000.

The board turned over 177,766 
and the general government 
surplus was |38,000. Director of 
Administration Richard Borden 
said a directive from Mayor 
Frank McCoy asking all 
departments to curtail spending 
toward the end of the year was 
in part responsible for the ad­
ditional surplus.

The board started the year 
with a budget of $7.1 million of 
which $6.9 million was spent 
and $125,000 was encumbered, 
leaving- the $77,766 unen­
cumbered as the surplus.

The greater portion of the 
education surplus was in the 
area of classroom teacher and 
special teacher accounts where 
some $125,000 remained after 
all salaries were paid. As is 
usually the case, this is the 
result of teachers of longer ser­
vice resigning and new ones 
hired at a lower salary.

In the areas of utilities, heat, 
maintenance, capital Im­
provements and insurance, the

costs were higher than an­
ticipated. Dr. Raymond 
Ramsdell, superintendent of 
schools, said the board may be 
able to pay ait unexpected bill

for sewers at the Talcottville 
School from the maintenance 
account, rather than ask for a 
special appropriation from the 
town.

Graves Yield 21 
In Sex Killings

HOUSTON (AP) -  Police 
following leads supplied by a 
youth who says 27 young men 
were victims of a homosexual 
PD'oeurement ring dug up two 
more bodies today, raising the 
total found so far to 21.

The two new graves were un­
earthed near Broaddus in San 
Augustine County about 130 
miles northeast of Houston. 
Two graves were found in the 
same area late ,Thursday. 
Police said all were poibted out 
to them by Elmer Wayne 
Henley, 17, who has admitted 
taking part in the slayings and 
burials.

Henley told newsmen today 
that police would find “at least 
six more bodies buried in the 
sand dunes near High Island,” a 
beach town east of Galveston. 
Henley said the bodies found 
today were those of teen-age 
boys from the Houston suburb 
of Pasadena.

If the death toll rises as high 
as Henley says, it would sur­
pass that of the largest mass 
murder in U.S. history — the 
case in which Juan Corona was 
convicted of slaying 25 itinerant 
farm workers in Yuba City, 
Calif. The victims’ bodies were 
found in the spring of 1971. 
Corona, 39; is in prison.

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Arguments Are Advanced
'

For Year-Round Schools
For those who’ve already 

grown bored with summer 
vacation — and even for those 
who haven’t — how about this:

Year-round school.
The very phrase may strike 

fear into the hearts of some 
students; however, it really 
isn’t as bad as it might sound.

Actually, on a year-round 
schedule, we’d still be going to 
school for approximately the 
same amount of time, only it 
would be balanced differently.

Our school calendar as it 
stands now was originally 
organized to accomodate an 
agricultural society  — the 
children would attend school in 
the winter and help out with the 
crops in the summer. But, with 
education progressing as rapid­
ly as it is, it seems hardly rele­
vant that we should continue 
with an old-fashioned calendar.

There are different theories

for the scheduling plan of a year­
long school. ’The most ftopular 
plan is the 45-15 principle, 
where students attend for 45 
consecutive school days (or 
nine weeks) then take off for 15 
days (three weeks).

In some schools, students are 
divided into four groups, each 
group taking its vacation at a 
different time than others. 
More students could be ac­
comodated, and it ’s also a lot 
cheaper than building new and 
larger buildings.

However, there are draw­
backs to this plan. For instance, 
would you want to work in 
school while your friends are 
out? And there is the chance 
that your father or mother may 
not be able to arrange to take 
their vacation the same time as 
yours.

Another more feasible plan is 
the four-quarter system, where 
students go to school for three

quarters and take off one. A 
more ambitious student may go 
All four quarters and' complete 
a 12-year education in 10 or 11 
years.

The advantages o f  such 
systems are:

(1) A lot of money can be 
saved on schooling — some 
educatora estimate 10 per cent 
since a iuhool wouldn’t have to 
be closed down and remain idle. 
(Believe it or not, that can be 
expensive!)

(2) Some of the money saved 
can be used to buy air con­
ditioning, so summer heat can’t 
be used as an excuse against 
going all year.

(3) Teachers would be given a 
chance to earn more money; 
they would be able to woric a lit­
tle longer on the different types 
of schedules; and they wouldn’t 
have to worry about summer 
jobs.

(4) It might be easier for

parents, who wouldn’t have to 
put up with bored chitdren; and 
public officials bope'that year- 
round schools woi^ kec  ̂them 
off the streets.

Of course, you wouldn’t be 
able to count on getting a 
summer job; but some s^mls 
would allow working students 
to elect a lighter schedule load, 
so they could keep their jobs 
year-round.

Obviously year-round schools 
aren’t in the majority, but the 
number grows a little bit eadi 
year. Schools in Virginia, 
Illinois, California and Georgia 
have switched to this system; 
and while some will admit that, 
at the beginning, it looks better 
in theory than in practice, most 
agree that, thus far, it has been 
successful.

My fellow students may 
brand me a traitor, but I think 
it’s a good idea.

When I came 
up,”  Doggett said, “ we had to 

• stay in line, and be on time.”
The arranger and song i^ te r  

began his career in the City of 
Brotherly Love as a piano play­
er in a roadhouse cafe. He says 
he doesn’ t regret having missed 
the pampering. “ Maybe you 
don’t miss what you never 
had,”  he remarked.

According to Doggett, in the 
days when he was battling 
Elvis Presley for the top of the 
"Hit Parade,”  promoters were 
in complete control of the per­
former.

“ I would have been fined by 
. the promoter if I showed up 

late for a performance,”  Dog­
gett said.

The artist blames the lack of 
managerial cdntrol by pro­
moters for so-called “ problem” 
rock stars, like Sylvester Stew­
art of Sly and the Family 
Stone.

“ The promoter sees a big 
gate and will put up with any­
thing to make mibney,”  Doggett 
said.

“ Sly has been accepted as an 
eccentric, thus people don’t 
look for the norm from him. 
When you come to see Sly, you 
expect to wait.”

So Bill Doggett keeps rolling 
on the way he knows best.

Interview with
(Editor’s Note — Michael 

Dworkin, his wife Ellen, and 
their 13-year-old daughter, 
Martha, all of 256 Ludlow Rd., 
spent three weeks in Israel last 
month.

While there, Dworkin talked 
to many people; in and out of 
government and was granted an 
interview with Menachem 
Begin, head of the Literal par­
ty, a m em ber o f Knesset 
(Parliament) and a member of 
the cabinet.

Begin has undertaken the ap­
parently hopeless task of op­
posing Israeli Prime Minister 
Golda Meir in her quest for re- 
election in November. Mrs. 
Meir’s Socialist party is the 
strongest party in Israel. 
Begin’s Literal party is the 
largest opposition party.

In this article, Dworkin talks 
of Begin, the man, and of 
B e g in ’ s a n sw e rs  to  the 
questions put to him). ^

BY MICHAEL DWORKIN
M e n a ch e m  B e g in  

(pronounced BEG-in) is head of 
the opposition Literal party of 
Israel. He will be running 
against Golda Meir in the fall.

Who is this man?
He was bom in 1913. At the 

age of two he was hungry and 
deprived in Russia...fought on 
the battlefields against the Ger­
mans...entered Israel in 1942, 
out of the Soviet concentration 
camps.

His most essential* function 
was to head the underground 
forces, called the Irgun, against 
the British forces in Palestine. 
The conditions prevailing from 
1920 to the 1940s were analagous 
to the time of the American 
Revolution, Boston Tea Party 
and the American Civil War.

The British oppressed the 
Jews in Palestine and favored 
the Arabs. Boat loads of Jews 
were being turned away from 
their home gates and made to 
return to the gas chambers of 
Hitler Germany. Jews were not 
allow ed to p ra ctice  their 
religion. Their holiest places 
were controlled by the Arabs, 
sanctioned by the British.

’These two factors were the 
motivating power that made 
the Irgun blow up the British 
police and Army camps, rob 
their armies of guns and am­
munition, and try to drive 100,- 
000 British from this area.

’The Jews still remained the 
most humiliated and the most 
oppressed people in human 
history.

Mr. Begin fought Mr. Ben 
Gurion, who sought, instead, to 
appease the British in hopes of 
gaining Israel’s freedom. With 
the aid of the Haganah (the of­
f ic ia l  Is ra e l a r m y ), Ben 
Gurion’s government hunted 
down the Irgun for the'British 
government. Ben Gurion blew 
up a shipload of ammunition 
and guns meant for the entire 
Israeli armed forces which Ben 
Gurion incorrectly thought was 
for the overthrow of his govern­
ment by the Irgun underground.

Conditions were such at pre­
statehood, that Jew turned oî

MENACHEM BEGIN
Jew, Arab helped Jew and Jew 
fought the British. Strangely 
enough, there we was no civil 
war between Jews, because Mr. 
Begin firmly believed that if he 
fought the Jewish Provisional 
Government with guns this civil 
war would destroy the possibili­
ty of the future Jewish state.

Behind the background of the 
G e rm a n  o v e n s ,  w h ich  
destroyed six million Jews, 
emerged the rebirth of an old 
nation after 2000 years. History 
has no parallel in its records. 
’The revolt headed by Mr. Begin 
and the daring Irgun was 
directly responsible for Israel 
today.

The following interview with 
Mr. Begin was on Friday, July 
20, in his office on 38 King 
George St., Tel Aviv, Israel, at 
8:30 a.m.

Q: After all those years of 
agonizing revolt against the 
British and also against some of 
your own people, do you resent 
these same ))eopfo who now 
control your government?

A: The American people had 
a history very similar to ours. 
During the time of George ' 
W a s h in g to n , p e o p le  
collaborated^ with the British. 
You had yOur Boston Tea Par­
ty, and did not Americans fight 
Americans during the Civil 
War?

We believed our revolt to 
remove the British was the just 
way. Appeasement only got us 
’Treblinka. No...I am not bitter 
toward anybody in the present 
government. I was the person 
who recommended Mr. Ben 
Gurion for prime minister. I 
joined Moyshe Dayon and 
worked directly with him in our 
past struggles. I am proud that 
we have come from a nation of 
600,000 to a nation of three 
million.

Truth must prevail, and I am 
proud to say that my book I 
wrote 25 years ago called “ The 
Revolt”  has not had one fact 
con tra d icted . Truth must 
prevail!

Q: Why have we not been able 
to hear many of your literal 
views in the press or TV?

A: A small country like Israel 
has its Department of Informa­
tion, and the large press agen­
cies merely go directly to them 
for their news sources.

Unfortunately, I oppose many 
of the present government’s 
views and it’s obvious why my 
thinking Is not presented. 
However, there is a newspaper 
in the U.S. called the Jewish 
Press and I am read by a half­
million people. But the most 
important thing I must do is 
convince my people, not yours. 
I represent the Gahal Literal 
party, the largest party op­
posing Golda Meir’s Socialist 
party.

Q: What are your views on 
the economy? How would you 
im prove the bu reau cratic  
government Israel now has?

A: There are many obstacles 
to a socialistic bureaucracy. 
’The ruling party, as you know, 
is Socialistic. It lacks some con­
trols but it wants to cotrol 
everything. We have an anoma­
ly here!

The Histadrut, the country’s 
largest trade union, should 
represent the workers. Instead 
they are the largest capitalists 
and represent our largest 
business enterprise and they op­
pose the municipalities. They 
have invested and control two- 
thirds of the business enter­
prises, while one-third has the 
private initiative!

So you see that the private in­
itiative sector is very small.
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There is very little "laissez 
faire.”

If more private initiative 
came into being we would have 
more progress toward social 
justice involving the poor. More 
jobs and products would be 
available.

In the Hebrew religion, there 
are four things a human being 
must have:

1. P r o p e r  h o u s in g ; 2. 
adequate food; 3. medical care; 
and 4. education for all.

These four important factors 
are essential for all our people, 
not just some of them. Every 
single human being in Israel 
must have these essentials.

Today we have a half-million 
people in poverty. We now have 
from three to seven people 
living in one single room. We 
must create conditions for a de­
cent proper standard of living, 
education, and medical care. 
This condition does not now 
exist.

My Literal party, the Gahal 
party, will abolish these sad 
conditions. More free enter­
prise will help raise our more 
unfortunate people out of the 
poverty level. ’The great red 
tape encountered to acquire 
permits to start businesses will 
be diminished!

As a child I was hungry at the 
age of two with insufficient 
food. 1 entered Israel in 1942 out 
of a Soviet concentration camp- 
I did not come out of luxury. I 
know what it means to be 
without! So...I know what 
social justice means...what 
poverty means to a human 
being.

People have been in control in 
our government for 25 years. 
Politics more than individual 
ability tends to control a 
Socialistic government. 1 must 
admit we have overcome many 
problems. I have worked, and 
the o p p o s in g  p a rty  has 
cooperate with many of our 
proposals.

Q: What other problems do 
you see in the future that re­
main to be solved?

Begin
A : We do h a v e , as in 

A m e rica , our e c o lo g ic a l  
problems. W^ have our p r y in g  
urban probl^ms...but where in 
America can one go at 3 or 4 
o ’clock in the morning without 
fear? You can walk the streets 
and alleyways of Israel’s cities 
at any time of the day without 
fear of a mugging or loss of life. 
You hardly see a policeman 
around. This lack of fear is 
what the Jew has been lacking 
for 2000 years. We have this 
good feeling of freedom now!

In closing, I would like to 
emphasize that the government 
should create the conditions, 
not the things (i.e. objects) of 
society ! The actual things 
should be created by the citizen 
with very little government 
control. Government should 
allow the citizen to take the in­
itiative.

We have found that Phase 
control, as you have in the U. 
S., does not work out, because 
after the Phase control has 
been lifted the prices go up 
twice as fast.

Some control must exist so as 
not to overload the marketplace 
w i t h  s i m i l a r  p r o d u c t s .  
However, we must abolish the 
bulk of permits in order to 
allow people to enter businesses 
more readily.

We have come a long way in 
25 years and still have much to 
do toward the happiness of the 
human being and his social 
justice.

Dear Dr. Lamb — Can a 

person get an oversupply of 
protein and is it harmful?

Dear Reader — That is 
debatable. Many of our food 
sources don’t contain just pro­
tein, but often the high protein 
foods contain fats and other 
food elements. To illustrate, 
half the calories in ordinary 
Whole milk, which is often
called a high protein food, are 
'■’om fat. I t '

a nigh fat food as it would be

from fat. ft would be just as
ap. to call whole milk

to call it a high protein food. 
The same can be said for lots 
of meat, poultry and even 
some fish.

There are some people who 
need to lim it their proteins, 
particularly if they have med­
ical problems such as gout or 
kidney disease. Otherwise, 
within reasonable amounts, 
excess intake of protein be­
yond the daily requirements 
really isn’t harmful. If you 
take more protein than the 
body needs, to either grow 
new tissues or replace old 
ones, it is simply converted by 
the body to glucose and may 
be metabolized as any other 
sugar, or the sugar from the 
protein can be converted to 
fat and stored.

Many people don’t realize 
that the body has the capacity 
to convert proteins to sugar. 
The liver is the great m eta­
bolic thermostat. Part of the 
fat molecule (glycerol) can be ' 
converted to sugar, and sugar 
can be converted to fat. With­
in celjs, sugar, fat and other 
chemicals can be combined 
with the nitrogen stripped off 
amino ac i^  to build new 
amino acids and finally new 
proteins. Our bodies are pret­
ty miraculous machines, and 
they have a superb mecha­
nism to convert the different 
foods we eat into what the 
body needs for building, or 
into energy, or into energy 
deposits, which are fat.

Dear Dr. Lamb — One of 
your columns on meats caus­
ing cancer has caused a great

deal of commotion a t our 
house. Our teen-age Son, who 
reads your column faithfully, 
vows and.declares that you 
stated that all m eats, espe­
cially wieners, cause cancer. 
Did you say this? He has re ­
fused to eat meat since he 
saw your article, and he real­
ly believes every word you 
say. I cannot reason with him. 
Please write and try to con­
vince him that somehow he 
misunderstood. We do not 
have a copy of the article, and 
he can’t remember exactly 
what it said, he just repeats 
that meat causes cancer.

Dear Reader — I can well 
imagine your distress. No, I 
did not say that all m eats 
cause cancer, and I do not 
believe that they do. Your son 
has m isinterpreted my re­
marks about cured meats. 
This is the controversy over 
the use of nitrates, which are 
used in cold cuts and cured 
hams to protect against the

Growth of germs that cause 
Dtulism. There’s a possibility 

that if you use too much of 
Uiese preservatives, they may 
increase the likelihood of can­
cer. This is a raging contro­
versy which has not even been 
resolved between scientists.

These remarks are limited 
to cured meats. It has nothing 
to do with normal lean beef or 
raw pork, which has not been 
cured, mutton or other meats.

I don’t think there’s any 
evidence about meat and can­
cer which justifies a person 
refusing to eat beef in roasts, 
stews, hamburgers, or pork 
chops, or mutton. The contro­
versy involves only the cured 
meats.

In view of the high prices of 
meats today, perhaps your 
son’s idea isn’t so bad at that.

Maine Farmer 
Turns To Russians 
To Get Advice

CANAAN, Maine (AP) — 
Steadily rising operating costs 
and a lack of action by his own 
government has sent dairy 
farmer Jack H. Hicks to the 
Russians for help.

Hicks says he has been run­
ning his small dairy operation 
at' a deficit for four years now. 
Like most small dairymen, he 
is plagued with spiraling 
overhead that is forcing many 
of them out of business.

He also is burdened with 
forced participation in the 
government’s Louisville Plan, a 
Depression-era program that 
withholds a percentage of 
farmers’ earnings and returns 
them only when a production 
quota has been met.

Hicks said he invited Soviet 
agriculture officials to his 258- 
a c r e  fa rm  a f t e r  being 
frustrated in getting help from 
Maine’s congressional delega­
tion, Agriculture Secretary 
Earl Butz and President Nixon.

"I just telephoned the Rus­
sian embassy in Washington 
and spoke with one of their 
agriculture attaches,” he said. 
"1 invited them up here for a

Solid Waste Plali 
Can Be Speeded, 
Director Says

HARTFORD (AP) -  The 10- 
year timetable for Connec­
ticut’s multi million dollar solid 
w aste  re c o v e ry  system  
probably can be spewed up, the 
head of the state Solid Waste 
Division says.

“ It’s already happening,” 
said division director ^ b e r t  L. 
Schultz.

Six months ago, the Depart­
ment of Environmental Protec­
tion (DEP) wasn’t sure that the 
technology for recovering 
reusable materials would work 
or that the market for recycled 
products existed, Schultz said.

Today the department is sure 
about the technology and the 
energy cris is  has almost 
assured there being a market 
for the dry fuel that will be the 
system’s largest recoverable 
commodity, he said.

“ We know the individual 
devices work. They’ve all been 
tried, they just haven’t been put 
together,” Shultz said. ^

Getting the system into 
operation "now will be mainly 
dependent on available labor,” 
he said.

The plan, unveiled last week, 
calls for 10 recovery plants 
throughout the state backed up 
by a network of 45 waste collec­
tion centers.

The original timetable called 
for the first plant to be in opera­
tion in Bridgeport by mid-1976. 
The rest were scheduled to be

built at about the rate of one 
each year.

A stepped-up timetable is 
likely to meet with favor from 
local officials whose main 
response to the plan so far has 
been, “can’t we do something 
sooner,” Schultz saud.

Towns ai’en’t r6quired to be 
part of the system but DEP 
believes most will since their 
present methods of controlling 
solid waste are unacceptable in 
many cases.

Once the system is in opera­
tion the department will start 
to crack down ,on towns that 
presently rely on inadequate 
landfills and incinerators, 
Schultz said.

DEP hasn’t enforced existing 
in c in e ra to r  and la n d fill 
regulations because towns have 
had no other wav to dispose of 
their garbage. ’’̂ Now we have 
an alternative,” he said. “We 
need to begin sitting down with 
these people and developing 
compliance timetables.”

The director believes the 
solid waste system will start a 
miniture industrial revolution, 
not just in Connecticut, but 
throuhout the country.

“Solid waste is America’s 
only growing resource. All of 
the others are decreasing,” he 
said.

“There appears to be strong 
interest on the part of industry 
to  c o n s tru c t conversion  
facilities to take raw materials 
(glass, steel, etc) and convert 
them into finished products 
here in this state,” Schultz said.

If tha t happens it will 
eliminate the cost of sending 
the materials to existing con- 
vsrsion plants in otheC states, 
he explained.

Schultz called the kind of 
plants envisioned “mini-mills” 
which would need only a frac­
tion of the energy and produce 
considerably less pollution than 
plants now converting raw 
materials.

If the idea catches on in other 
sta tes , “ it will spur the 
economy. The demand for land, 
labor and cap ita l will be 
greater than for ail the years of 
the space program. And it’s 
going to happen fast,” Schultz 
predicted.

He hopes the new field will 
get support from government 
because it will be competing 
with industries that have been 
around for decades.

“The whole thing should be 
viewed as an infant industry 
and should be nourished so it 
will grow,” he said.

national attention on the 
problems of the dairy farmer.” 

The burly  47-year-old 
bachelor said he decided to call 
the Russians after receiving a 
$200 telephone bill for calls to 
the nation’s capital. The calls, 
he said, were unsuccessful ef­
forts to get some relief from 
restrictions under which dairy 
farms must operate.

"I spoke with an assistant 
agricultural counselor who was 
v e ry  in te r e s te d  in my 
proposal,” Hicks said. “He 
asked me to write a detailed 
letter to his office. I Haven’t 
heard from him yet, but it’s 
only been a few weeks since I 
mailed the letter.”

Hicks said reporters from the 
Russian news agency Tass have 
told him they have asked the 
U.S. State Department for 
clearance to travel to Canaan.

“They’ve already asked me 
for directions to get here,” 
Hicks said.

“ Maybe if the President 
reads about us in the headlines 
of a Moscow paper, he’ll get the 
message. He doesn’t read 
American newspapers that’s 
for sure.”

Hicks has become spokesman 
for a group of about 10 farmers 
in the. rural dairy community 
who want better prices for their 
milk and a little more public 
awareness of their problems. 
He said shoppers shouldn’t 
blame farmers for the nation’s 
inflationary food prices.
‘ “ Most people don’t know

what a hardship it is being a 
dairy farmer,” Hicks said.

"You shovel grain in the front 
end of a cow and shovel manure 
from out of the back, and 
there’s damned little pay dirt 
that trickles down out of them 
four spiggots on the bottom 
there.”

”I get 10 to 12 cents for a 
quart of milk and then go to the 
supermarket and see it priced 
at as much as 35 cents a quart,” 
he said. “Someone is getting 
rich, but it’s not the farmer.” 

Hicks bought his farm in 1969, 
disposed of the dairy herd and 
has been gradually building up 
and improving a new herd of 
high-producing Holsteins. He 
currently milks about 40 cows 
and estimates that he’ll need 
about 40 more head before he 
can get back in the black.

"The dairyman doesn’t want 
to get rich, but it would be nice 
to break even for a while,” he 
said. “I got a neighbor who’s 
considering selling his herd 
because the price of feed and 
grain has just gone up again.

“The public thinks the farmer 
is getting rich every time the 
price of milk goes up 2 or 3 
cents. We don’t see that 
money—it goes to someone 
between us and the store.

“The only thing I know about 
these high food prices is what I 
pay in the store. Farmers are 
consumers, too,” he said.

The Louisville Plan is high on 
Hicks’ list of unnecessary 
money problems.

He sells his milk directly to a 
Boston dairy, which is required 
to deduct a certain amount of 
Hicks’ earnings and send them 
to the government plan.

To get his money back, Hicks 
just get his herd to produce as 
much milk in the fall as it did 
during the rich grazing days of 
spring and summer.

"That’s supposed to be an in- 
c e n t iv e ,”  H icks sa id . 
"Otherwise, it goes to the 
farmer whose herd can match 
its spring production."

The average amount held out 
of bis earnings, he said, is about 
$3 a day.

"I don’t stand nearly as good 
a chance of getting that money 
back as does the fella with a 
bigger herd,” Hicks said.

Hicks has all his cows ar­
tificially bred and has spent as 
ntuch as $60 for a single capsul 
of blue-ribbon stock semen.

Grain costs run nearly $900 a 
month, and his milking shed 
and its stainless steel equip­
ment must be immaculate to 
pass regular inspections by 
representatives of the dairy, 
the state and federal govern­
ment.

“ We’re just not going to 
make it if the price of milk isn’t 
increased at the farm level," he 
said.

August Sapega, chairman of 
Trinity’s engineering depart­
ment, said Thursday. “But Phil 
had a new and different way of 
looking at things. Using the 
computer to compose music 
was his own creative idea.”

Despite the composition’s 
Jack of rythm, harmony and 
time, the music glides out in 
varying moods ranging from 
rack ish  jazz to som ber 
churchlike sounds.

“It’s not traditional. It's a 
skeleton for the performer to 
build on,” Phil said.

Citing the Guiness World 
Book of Records, he states a 
record performance occurred 
in 1963 when eight tuned bells 
were run through the 40,320 
changes in 17 hours and 58 
minutes.

“Music is the center of his ac­
tivity,” Roger Crevier, Phil’s 
college professor father, said. 
“He was watching the organist 
on Lawrence Welk and said he 
wanted an org(?n.”

Since then Phil has never 
needed much coaxing to prac­
tice. “In fact, we often go off 
for a walk because he plays ali 
the time," the senior Crevier 
said.

“And after this is over he and 
his friends are making a bicycle 
trip to Bar Harbor, Maine.”

Nixon Signs 
Farm Bill

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
President Nixon signed the 
farm bill today and said it 
“ should help in our battle 
against in fla tion  by en­
couraging American farmers to 
produce at full capacity.” 

Nixon said the cost to 
taxpayers of government 
payments to farmers “will be 
reduced and in some cases 
eliminated during periods of 
strong demand and high prices 
such as we are now experien­
cing.”

He te rm e d  th e  b il l  a 
“realistic compromise between 
the C o n fe ss  and the ad­
ministration on a number of im­
portant economic issues.

“Though it falls short of the 
high standards I have set for 
reforming farm legislation and 
eventually moving the govern­
ment out of agriculture, it does 
p ro v id e  a c o n s t r u c t iv e  
framework for encouraging the 
expansion of farm production.” 

In th is  period of “ un­
precedented demand for farm 
commodities,” Nixon said, “it 
is essential to provide expanded 
production by allowing farmers 
the freedom to make produc­
tion decisions.”

The bill, the 1973 Agriculture 
and Consumer Protection A ct,. 
has been attacked by critics as 
inflationary but defended by 
sponsors as vital to full farm 
production.

The four-year farm, food 
stam p and food-for-peace 
legislation passed Congress last 
week as a compromise between 
rural and urban interests.

The legislation gave the 
agriculture secretary new 
power over food prices, created 
a new farm price support 
system, dropped the annual 
payment ceiling from the 
current 355,000 per crop to $20,- 
000 per farmer and boosted 
minimum milk price supports 
for two years. »

It also revamped food stamp 
programs, allowed a twice 
yearly cost-of-living adjust­
ment in the value of coupon 
allotments, permitted people in 
drug and alcohol treatment 
lifogram to get food stamps, 
and partially restored food 
stamp eligibility for some old, 
blind and disabled people.

Butz Won’t Use 
Farm Bill Powers
WASHINGTON (AP) -  

Secretary of Agriculture Earl 
L. Butz says he doesn’t intend 
to exercise the sweeping 
powers given him in the new 
farm bill to control food prices.

Butz commented at a news 
conference Friday shortly after 
the White House announced 
that President Nixon had signed 
the bill.

Nixon said the landmark 
legislation should spur full 
production, help fight inflation, 
protect fanners against risks 
and  u l t im a te ly  b e n e f i t  
taxpayers and consumers.

The measure gives Butz 
almost unlimited authority to 
raise food prices.

Asked if he intended to exer­
cise that authority, Butz noted 
that the administration had not 
asked for the power.

“Regardless of legislation, no 
member of the Cabinet has un­
lim ited  au tho rity  in the 
e x e c u tiv e  b ra n c h  of 
government,” he said. “Even 
Earl Butz is not so rash as to fly 
in the face of the President on 
an item like this.

“What this authority gives is 
really  authority  to make 
recommendations to the Presi­
dent. As you all know, decision­
making on things like this is a 
joint process.”

When it was pointed out to 
him that the bill provides that 
the President shall carry out 
his recommendations, Butz 
replied, “If I were president in 
a situation like that, and the 
^ r e ta r y  of agriculture made a 
recommendation that I distinct­
ly objected to, I would probably 
get another secre tary  of 
agriculture.”

The bill requires the Presi­
dent to make “appropriate 
adjustments” in the top prices 
of certain food items that the 
secretary of agriculture cer­
tifies to be in short supply 
without any means of boosting 
supplies. The items include 
meat, poultry, vegetables, fruit 
and other farm products except 
forestry and fishery products.

While Butz was downplaying 
his role under the bill. Rep. 
Harold V. Froehlich, R-Wfs.,

GOA Says 
Brazil Needs 
No U.S. Aid

WASHINGTON (AP) -  A 
government study suggests that 
Brazil, with the fastest-growing 
economy in Latin America and 
a foreign-aid program of its 
own, may no longer need direct 
U.S. economic assistance.

The report by the General Ac­
counting Office urges Congress 
to consider cutting off direct 
aid to Brazil and any other 
countries whose economies 
have become self supporting.

No federal agency has ever 
determined at what point a 
country becomes prosperous 
enough to have its American 
aid cut off, said the report.

The GAO made the findings in

CHICAGO (AP) — Melvin R.

procedure that was not of “the 
normal type.”

Laird, a former secretary of 
defense, told newsmen on 
F riday  tha t the reporting 
procedure “ran directly to the 
chairman of the Joint Chiefs of 
Staff, me and the President of 
the United States.”

Laird said the procedure he 
authorized for reporting the 
secret 1969 bombings was “not 
the normal type of reporting 
procedures used in Vietnam ... 
but because of diplomatic sen­
sitivity a separate channel of 
reporting was established.” 

Laird, now President Nixon’s 
chief domestic adviser, denied 
that he authorized falsified 
Defense Department reports. 
He said the continued govern­
ment silence on clandestine air 
operations after the U.S. incur­
sion into Cambodia in April 1970 
was a mistake.

NEW YORK (AP) -  Many 
major banks have announced an 
increase in their prime lending 
rate from 9 to 9V4 per cent, a 
new high and the 12th prime 
rate hike this year.

The increase, announced

Remaining in comparative 
seclusion at his Camp David 
mountaintop retreat, Nixon has 
cailed upon White House 
experts and speech writers for 
help in preparing his statement.

Nixon To Disclose 
California Finances

SACRAMENTO, Calif. (AP) 
— California’s secretary of 
state says he has been promised 
a -full financial report next 
month on President Nixon’s 
1972 re-election campaign. »

Secretary of State Edmund 
G. Brown Jr., a Democrat, said 
he expects to get details of 
millions of dollars in still-secret 
contributions from Nixon cam­
paign officials on Sept. 28.

“All financial activities of the 
Nixon campaign will now be 
brought into the open, and the 
public will finally receive a full 
accounting of how money was 
raised and spent,” Brown said 
Friday.

Brown said he invoked a 
little-used state law and an opi­
nion f r om C a l i f o r n i a ’s 
Republican attorney general, 
Eve i l e '  J .  Younge r ,  in 
negotiating the agreement with 
the Finance Committee to Re­
e l e c t  the  P r e s i d e n t  in 
Washington.

The report will include ail 
money contributed to the Nixon 
campaign before a new federal 
law went into effect April 7, 
1972, that required disclosure of 
all contributions. Brown said.

He said Nixon campaign of­
ficials have agreed to provide 
records on contributions made 
before 1971, although that infor­

mation may not be ready by 
Sept. 28.

“Althugh federal law may not 
require disclosure of preApril 7 
contributions, California . law 
clearly does require full dis­
closure of campaign donations 
no m atter when they were 
received,” Brown said in a 
statement.

An aide to Brown said sub­
sequent reports are expected to 
include more than $1 million 
left over from Nixon’s 1968 
election campaign and held 
during the interim by Herbert 
W. K alm bach of N ew port 
Beach, Calif., Nixon's former 
personal attorney.

The aide said Kalmbach told 
Brown some of that money was 
turned over for use against 
George C. Waliace in his 1970 
campaign for governor of 
Alabama.

In the past, presidential cam­
paign statements filed with the 
state deait only with their 
California committees.

Brown said the fund-raising 
and spending procedures of 
Nixon committees made it "im-

possibie to isolate California 
money and the Nixon com­
mittees have agreed to fiie 
reports covering the entire 
national campaign."

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP)
’ Israeli jets dodged an­

tiaircraft fire Friday night 
to pirate an Iraqi airliner in 
what sources called an un­
successful attempt to kidnap 
top Palestinian guerrilla 
leaders.

However, the guerrillas were 
not on the airliner, and the 
Israelis allowed it to return to 
Beirut after they questioned the 
74 passengers and eight crew 
members for two hours at an 
Israeli airfield.

The Israeli military com­
mand refused to disclose the 
motive of its mission and stood 
by this statement issued Friday 
night:

“A Lebanese passenger plane 
belonging to Middle E ast 
Airlines, enroute from Beirut to 
Iraq, was intercepted by Israeli 
planes and ordered to land at a 
military airfield in Israel.

“ The aircraft obeyed and 
landed at 2130 hours. After a 
passenger check, the aircraft 
was permitted to take off and 
continue on its way at ap­
proximately 2330 hours.

“ The p assen g e rs  w ere 
treated fittingly."

The informants said that 
among the Palestinians the 
Israelis were trying to capture 
was Dr. George Habash, head 
of the Popular Front for the 
Liberation of Palestine.

G u e rrilla  so u rces sa id  
Habash was booked on the 
Baghdad-bound plane with two 
other guerrillas.

Habash, who is on Israel's 
most wanted list, changed the 
group’s travel plans at the last 
minute in what has become a 
standard security tactic among 
top guerrilla leaders, the infor­
mants said.

Other reports said there were 
two Iraqi Airlines flights to 
Baghdad scheduled to leave 
within minutes of each other 
and the Israelis diverted the 
wrong plane. The reports said 
the Israelis pirated charter 
Flight 006a on the presumption 
tha t it was the regularly

In addition to requesting the water 
cutoff, the commissioners discussed the 
possibility of cutting off water supplies to 
homes owned by Canadians at Point 
Roberts.

The community has 850 Canadian 
residents and350 Americans. Officials say 
the Canadians who vacation or live on 
Point Roberts consume 77 per cent of the 
water.

Beginning today. 7.000-gallon milk 
trucks will make 50-mile round-trips from 
Blaine with water to replenish Point 
Roberts' tank.

As of late Friday. 225.000 gallons 
remained in the one-million-gallon tank 
fed by underground wells.

Water Board Chairman Harry Sames 
said the community uses 200.000 gallons a 
day despite rationing.

"We've done all we could to meet with 
them as neighbor-to-neighbor and friend- 
to-friend." said Commissioner Harry 
Swanson."Now. it's up to them."
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
