School Windows

Hay Named
Interim
Chairman

HARTFORD (AP) -  Ray­
mond A. Hay of Greenwich has 
been named interim finance 
chairman of the Connecticut 
Republican Party, state GOP 
chairman J. Brian Gaffney said 
today.

Hay is executive vice presi­
dent and a director of the Xerox 
Corp. He also is president of 
Xerox’s U.S. operaijion.

Hay is to serve in an interim 
capacity until a meeting of the 
Republican State Central Com­
mittee, which is expected to 
confirm him as permanent 
successor to William Bush of 
West Hartford.

The lights were used to il­
luminate the area for the pur­
pose of discouraging vandals.

Fairbanks said that a two- 
rnan team of Board of Educa­
tion workers has been working 
for the past 14 months replacing 
broken glass in town schools. 
Fairbanks said that most of the 
glass was broken due to van­
dalism.

To em phasize how big a 
problem vandalism has been at 
town schools, Fairbanks said 
that the cost of labor and 
materials for replacing win­
dows broken by vandals in the 
1972-73 fiscal year was over 
320,000.

HOUSTON (AP>a— a  Hous­
ton detective says anti-theft de­
vices on new cars help very 
little in preventing a car from 
being stolen.

“ The professionals always 
seem to find the ways and 
means to take cars they want,” 
burglai^ and theft Det. J. D. 
Hunt says.

Late model cars have been 
rolling off the assembly lines 
equipped with what manufac­
turers call improved ignition 
safety systems and other items 
such as locking steering wheel 
mechanisms. Burglary alarms 
on a few makes of cars were 
offered as optional equipment.

“ A big screw driver is usual­
ly all it takes to break the 
steering wheel locks,”  Hunt 
says. “ And thieves have even 
u s ^  wreckers to haul away 
some cars.”

Hunt says the last real im­
provement on cars came a few 
years ago when one manufac­
turer stopped making ignitions 
where the car could be started 
without the key — in the “ off”  
instead of “ lock”  position.

‘ "That was changed and it 
probably had some effect on 
the ‘joy riding’ thieves,”  Hunt 
says.

overseas. Now, reverse invest­
ment is the trend in the world. 
Foreign investors have the 
money and they want to invest 
it here. I suggest to you —let 
Manchester officials, too, go to 
Washington and find out about 
reverse investnments for your 
town. Your community is much 
like ours. You, indeed, have a 
lovely community. You have 
much to offer anyone wanting 
to locate here.”

L a ttim o re  has been in 
Manchester since Sunday and 
was taken on a tour of the town 
and its industrial locations. The 
Town Development Commis­
sion had a luncheon for him 
Sunday at Vito’s Restaurant in 
Bolton. A dinner for him at the 
Steak Out in Talcottville was 
attended by the Manchester 
Board of Directors and officers 
and directors of the Chamber. 
A luncheon was held for him at 
noon today at the Manchester 
Country Club. Following a tour 
of Pioneer Parachute, he left 
for Auburn. His expenses in 
Manchester were paid by the 
Town Development Commis­
sion.

“ The industrial base of a 
town,”  said Lattimore this 
morning, “ is the goose that lays 
the golden egg. I^om its taxes 
flow all the good things a com­
munity should enjoy.”

He p re d ic te d  an e v e r - 
increasing demand in the U.S. 
for new products and new in­
dustry.

“ The question is,”  he noted, 
“ who’s going to get it? The peo­
ple in the ^ u th  went after it 
years ago and grabbed it away, 
while those in the Northeast, 
with their great wealth of know­
how, sat back and let them get 
away with it.”

Lattimore warned, “ Before] 
worrying about new industry,^ 
however, a town must pay 
attention to the needs of its 
existing industry. It’s folly to 
bring in new industry while 
paying no attention to old. ’True, 
you can’t tell them what to do.

But, you can suggest and you 
can provide them with the op­
portunity to expand and you can 
provide the n e^ ed  facilities.”

Lattimore said that, as a 
result of the “ reverse industry”  
actions on the part of the town 
of Auburn, “ we have more new 
industry coming into Auburn 
than we’ve got room for. Some 
of it will have to go beyond city 
limits, but that’s alright. The 
job effect still will exist.”

Lattimore, serving his second 
term as Auburn mayor, is a 
Democrat who was backed for 
re-election by the Republicans 
also. He is chairman of the New 
York State Conference of 
Mayors. He serves as chairman 
of the U.S. CoAference of 
Mayors’ special task force on 
the energy crisis. Manchester 
Mayor John Thompson said 
Lattimore, in Manchester for 
expenses only, usually gets a 
$3,000 consulting fee per diem.

Chairman of this morning’s 
seminar was Roy Normen, co- 
chairman of the Chamber’s 
Industrial-Commercial 
Developemnt Council. ’Thomp­
son introduced Lattimore and 
explained why he was invited to 
Manchester.

Speaking briefly was James

the commission’s activities in 
promoting export opportunities 
and export trade, and of its in­
terest in recen t years o f 
reverse investments in Connec­
ticut.

HOUSTON (AP) — The police 
are resented bitterly by some 
parents whose sons have been 
missing for as long as three 
years and may be among the 
grim remains of Houston’s 
mass sex murders.

"W e’re highly disgusted with 
th e  H o u s to n  p o l i c e  
departm ent,”  sUid Walter 
Scott. His 18-year-old son Mark 
left home with parental permis­
sion for a trip to Mexjco in April 
1972 and never returned.

“ They could have helped and 
they didn’t.”

Scott said a niece had told 
him she had read Mark’s name 
in the newspaper as possibly 
being one of the 23 murder vic­
tims found in mass graves in 
the Houston area.

Only five of the 23 bodies have 
been identified positively. Mark 
was not one of the five.

Medical examiners continued 
to work throughout the weekend 
with dental records and X rays 
to identify the badly decom­
posed bodies.

Houston police have said they 
haven’t the resources to follow 
up every runaway .report as 
thoroughly as parents would 
like. There are over 5,000 
runaway reports in Houston 
each year.

The last word from Mark 
Scott was a postcard sent from 
Austin. He wrote that he had a 
job and was planning to come 
home.

& ott said that, after Mark 
failed to return, he wrote
A u stin  p o l i c e  t w ic e  but 
received no reply. Houston 
police said that Mark was 18 
and, even if found, could not be 
made to come home.

After the niece telephoned 
him, Scott said he called police 
and told them: “ My son is dead. 
You had news of it. You should 
have called ... I’ve got tolook to 
a newspaper for the death of 
my son.”

Other parents had similar 
reactions.

Mrs. Selma Winkle, whose 
son Malley is among the mis­
sing and presumed dead, told of 
this exchange with police when 
she reported her son had not 
come home:

Police: Lady, we just don’t 
have the time to chase every 
runaway.

Mrs. Winkle: Malley is not a 
runaway.

Police: If you get any leads, 
we’ll chase them down.

Like others, Mrs. Winkle felt 
that drugs, widespread in her 
neighborhood’s schools, were 
part of the problem. Acting on 
information from a private 
detective, she went to the nar­
cotics division of the police 
department. But that produced 
no results.

Mrs. Winkle said lack of 
money did not allow her to pur­
sue the matter.

Otis P. Cook, 25, of 484 W. 
Middle Tpke., was charged with 
second-degree assault, breach 
of peace, interferring with a 
police officer, and operating a 
motor vehicle while under the 
influence of liquor, Sunday 
night in the parking lot of the 
Manchester Shopping Parkade, 
to the rear of Treasure City 
Department store.

Police said that Cook was 
observed operating his vehicle 
in an erratic manner in the 
parking lot. The other charges 
against Cook stem from his 
a lleged  reaction  to being 
arrested, polide said.

Cook was held overnight in 
lieu of a $500 surety bond and 
was to be presented in court 
today.

McGovern Reflects 
On Watergate

WASHINGIDN (AP) -  Sen. 
George McGovern says Presi­
dent Nixon’s election victory, 
and the Watergate revelations 
since then, may be better for 
the nation than a McGovern win 
would have been.

The South Dakota Democrat 
offered his reflections on the 
results of last November’s elec­
tion in an article in Sunday 
editions of The Washington 
Post.

“ And, after months of tiying 
to sort through the debris of the 
November defeat, I have about 
concluded that the shattering 
Nixon landslide, and the even 
more shattering exposure of the 
corruption that surrounded 
him, have done more than I 
could have done in victory to 
awaken the nation to what 
H enry A dam s c a lle d  the 
‘degradation of the "democratic 
dogma’ ,”  McGovern wrote. ■

M c G o v e r n  s a id  th e  
Watergate disclosures “ are for­
cing us to face the corrupting of 
our political process — an 
examination I was unable to 
provoke,effectively for most of
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my fellow citizens in 1972.”
He said it takes a period of 

spiritual and physical rejuvena­
tion, a few tears and an oc­
casional outburst o f  bitter 
anguish to recover from  a 
presidential defeat.

McGovern said he felt that 
had he won, uncovering the 
Watergate might have looked 
like a political vendetta, and 
w onder^ if all the facts could 
have been uncovered under 
Democrats.

"W atching the high and 
mighty who so arrogantly 
engineered Mr. Nixon’s re- 
election now humbled by their 
own testimony (before the 
Senate Watergate committee), 
I have been struck that such 
humiliation would have looked 
like a g r a c e l^  vendetta had it 
been executed in the wake of a 
Democratic presidential vic­
tory,”  he said.
‘ He suggested that Watergate' 

“ may stir us enough to regain 
our constitutional system of 
checks and . balances and to 
reverse the disastrous drift 
toward executive secrecy and 
presidential monarchy.”

Canada Liniits Exports
O’TTAWA (AP) — Canada has 

imposed export controls on 
pork and beef to head off a meat 
shortage«similar to that in the 
United States.

’The government of Prime 
Minister Pierre Elliott Trudeau 
announced the controls Monday 
night in an apparent respose to 
pressure from  opposition  
politicians and housewives up­
set at the rising costs of bacon, 
hamburger and other meats.

Alastair Gillespie, minister 
of industry, trade and com­

merce, said the controls are in­
tended primarily to prevent the 
Canadian market from being 
raided to make up for the meat 
shdrtages in the United States.

For that reason, he added, the 
government will administer the 
program in a flexible manner, 
granting exporters licenses to 
keep up most business with 
their traditional customers.

'The controls will limit export 
of prime table meats to all 
countries but will leave the way 
open for export of lower quality

meats. Most exports to the 
United States fall in the prime 
category.

The program  included a 
toughened-up food price review 
board  to sea rch  out and 
publicize- exam ples of un­
warranted price increases and 
a call for a conference of 
federal and provipcial officials 
to develop  coherent food 
policies designed to guarantee 
Canadians will get adequate 
food supplies at reasonable 
prices.

Cox Outlines Information 
He Hopes To Get From Nixon

W ASH IN G ’TON (A P )  -  
Special Water|gate prosecutor 
Archibald Cox has given the 
public his first detailed sum­
mary of what he hopes to learn 
about Watergate from  tape 
recordings o f presidential con­
versations.

Cox included the summary in 
a 68-page argument filed Mon­
day in federal court in support 
of his request for a court order 
compelling President Nixon to 
surrender the tapes.

Nixon refused to comply with 
a subpoena from Cox deman­
ding the tapes of nine presiden­
tial conversations.

U.S. District Court Judge 
John J. Sirica gave the White 
House until Friday to file any 
additional argum ents and 
scheduled courtroom debate for 
Aug. 22.

Eight Meetings
The tapes demanded by Cox 

cover eight meetings and one 
t e le p h o n e  c o n v e r s a t io n  
between June 20, 1972, three 
days after the Watergate break- 
in, and April 15, 1973.

In his brief, Cox noted that on 
Sept. 15, 1972, after a federal 
grand jury had indicted seven 
men for their participation in

the break-in at Democratic 
N a t io n a l  C o m m it te e  
headquarters, Nixon met with 
H.R. Haldeman, then his staff 
chief, and John W. Dean III, 
then his counsel.

D ea n  to ld  th e  S e n a te  
W atergate com m ittee  the 
President congratulated him 
for doing a good job. Dean said 
he interpreted Nixon’s remarks 
as evidence the President was 
aware of the cover-up.

Haldeman, who told the com­
mittee he had listened recently 
to the tape of the meeting, siaid 
there was discussion of the 
Watergate case, ,but denied 
Nixon congratulate Dean on 
his efforts to thwart the in­
vestigation.

Objective
If the tapes confirm Dean’s 

version, said Cox, “ it will tend 
to establish that a conspiracy to 
obstruct justice reached the 
highest level of government....

" I f  Haldeman’s innocuous 
version of the meeting can be 
sustained, it is because the 
meeting only involved an inno­
cent discussion of political in­
terests. The question of Dean’s 
perjiiry would then arise.”

Cox offered some conunents . 
on other tapes he seeks:

1

—Meeting of June 20, 1972, 
between the President and 
aides John D. Ehrlichman and 
Haldeman. "The contemporary 
evidence of that meeting should 
sh ow  the e x te n t o f  the 
knowledge of the illegal activity 
by the participants or any effort 
to conceal the truth from the 
respondent (Nixon).”

—Telephone call June 20, 
from former Atty. Gen. John N. 
Mitchell, then director of the 
President’s re-election cam­
paign, to Nixon. "This ap­
parently was the first direct 
contact after the break-in 
betw een  respon den t and 
Mitchell ....”

Mitchell Resignation
—Meeting of June 30, 1972, 

between Nixon, Mitchell and 
H aldem an. M itch e ll has' 
testified it concerned his im­
pending resignation as cam­
paign director. It “ strains 
credu lity  to suppose that 
Watergate and how Watergate 
affected Mitchell and the cam­
paign were not topics of conver­
sation.”

—Meeting of March 13, 1973, 
between Nixon, Dean and 
Haldeman. Dean told the com­
mittee that Nixon said he had 
approved executive clemency

for E. Howard Hunt Jr. and that 
there would be no problem 
raising $1 million to buy the 
silence of the Watergate defen­
dants.

—Two meetings on March 21, 
1973. Participants included 
N ixon , D ean, H aldem an, 
Ehrlichman and Ronald L. 
Z iegler, presidential press 
secretary. Haldeman quoted 
Nixon as saying there would be 
no problem raising $1 million. 
He added that the President 
said it would not be right to pay 
the money.

—Meeting of March 22, 1973. 
Participants were Nixon, Dean, 
Ehrlichman, Haldeman and 
Mitchell. ‘ "This meeting was 
apparently concerned ... with 
political assessments ... and is 
likely to reveal the knowledge 
and m otiv es  o f  the p a r ­
ticipants.”

—Meeting of April 15 between 
»Nixon and Dean. The ousted 
White House counsel told the 
Senate committee the Presi­
dent told him he had only been 
joking in his reference to 
raising $1 million and that he 
had been foolish to discuss 
e x e cu tiv e  c le m e n cy  w ith 
Charles W. Colson, former 
White House special counsel.

Stop Ordered 
By Congress

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
last U.S. bomb will fall on Cam­
bodia by midnight (ED T) 
ton ig h t, ending h is to ry ’ s 
longest air war that saw In­
dochina blasted with a rebord 
7.4 million tons of explosives.

The extra six and a half 
months of bombing in Cam­
b od ia  a fte r  the V ietnam  
ceasefire has added to doubts 
about the ability of air power to 
force political settlements in 
wars of this kind.

Despite the backing of more 
than 430 U.S. bombprs and 
fighter bombers, Cambodia’s 
army of about 190,000 men was 
squeezed into enclaves by a 
Communist-led insurgent force 
about one-fourth its size. As the 
U.S. bombing drew to a close, 
the insurgents held about 80 per 
cent of Cambodia’s territory.

Pentagon officials said no one 
can forecast with any con­
fidence what will happen after 
the American warplanes halt

their bombing runs. The Cam­
bodian military has only 50 
small fighter bombers.

The Nixon administration 
took the position that U.S. bom­
bing support of the Cambodian 
army was needed to bring about 
a cease-fire there and North 
Vietnamese compliance with 
sections of the Paris agreement 
requiring Hanoi to pull its 
troops out of Cambodia.

But toere is no Cambodian 
cease-fire and no real prospect 
of one. U.S. intelligence es­
timates the North Vietnamese 
have about 30,000 soldiers in 
Cambodia, most of them in a 
position to threaten South Viet­
nam.

The prolonged air strike in 
Cambodia, and for a limited 
time in Laos after the Vietnam 
peace agreement was signed in 
January, added.to the heavy 
cost borne by the United States 
in waging the air war, which 
dates back to 1965.

Town Directors 
To Consider 
Appropriations

Heading the agenda for the Manchester Board of D irec­
tors ’ meeting tonight are two proposed appropriations 
which w ere aired at lengthy public hearings last Tuesday 
— $5.6 million for additions and renovations to Illing and 
Bennet Junior High Schools, and $50,000 for Improvements 
to Purnell P lace.

T h e s c h o o l  b o a rd  is  
requesting that the proposed 
$5.6 million appropriation be 
placed for referendum as one 
question on the Nov. 6 voting 
machines. The $5.6 million con­
sists of $2,881,000 for Illing and 
$2,719,000 ifor Bennet.

The plans for both schools are 
scaled-down versions of plans 
drawn in 1972 by Arnold 
L aw ren ce  fo r  Illin g  and 
Richard Mankey for Bennet. A 
proposal for a $6.8 million ap­
propriation ($3.4 million for 
each school) lost in referendum 
last November.

The $50,000 for improvements 
to Purnell Place, which runs 
north to south, one way, behind 
downtown Main Street stores, 
is backed by the Mayor’s Down­
town Action Committee, the 
Greater Manchester Chamber 
of Comnierce, the Main Street 
Guild, those businesses backing 
on the s tre e t , and Town 
Manager Robert Weiss.

Weiss has proposed the ap­
propriation be financed from 
accu m u la ted  and unused 
insurance-premium refunds.

The board’s regular business 
meeting will be at 8 in the 
Municipal Building Hearing 
Room.

Beginning at 7, the directors 
will hear two informal reports. 
The first will be a status report 
on plans to purchase the 
historic Cheney Hall and to 
p r e s e r v e  it f o r  p u b l i c  
ownership. The second is on the 
status of a Group Homes or­
dinance, now being drafted and 
to be offered soon for Board of

Directors’ consideration and 
action.

Judge of Probate William 
FitzGerald will present the 
Cheney Hali report. Stephen 
Cassano, a member of the 
Human Relations Commission, 
wiil present the Group Homes 
report.

Public hearings will be hdd 
at the 8 o ’clock meeting on two 
proposed ordinances—toth con­
cerning a proposed land swap 
with Iteymond F. Damato and 
Richard P. Hayes, who plan to 
construct an industrial building 
off Tolland Tpke.

Under the first ordinance, the 
town would convey 43,139.6 
square feet of land south of 
Tolland Tpke. to Damato and 
Hayes.  Under the other ,  
Damato and Hayes would con­
vey 43,535.8 square feet of land, 
also south of Tolland Tpke., to 
the town.

In another action related to 
the p r o p o s e d  industr ia l  
building, the directors will con­
sider allocating $3,000 toward 
the cost of bringing water lines 
to the Damato-Hayes property.

The se c o n d  se g m e n t, 
scheduled for next Tuesday, is 
one in which she decides to get 
the abortion. Both reruns are 
drawing heavy fire from anti- 
abortion groups and the United 
States Catholic Conference.

The second problem show for 
CBSi this week is the once- 
postponed “Sticks and Bones,” 
a powerful, surreal adaptation 
of the award-winning Broadway 
play about the homecoming of a 
blinded Vietnam veteran.

CBS plans to broadcast the 
two-hour drama Friday night, 
even though 79 of CBS’ 200 af­
filiates — including a CBS- 
owned station in St. Louis — 
decline to carry it, network of­
ficials say.

The play has strong, graphic 
language and scenes, including 
an ending in which the war- 
blinded vet is encouraged by his 
family to commit suicide. He 
does so, by slashing his wrists 
on-camera.

The drama was scheduled for 
March 9, but was postponed 
because U.S. prisoners of war 
were returning from Southeast 
Asia. The network felt the show 
might prove “unnecessarily 
abrasive” to viewers then.

It said the refusal of 70 CBS 
affiliates to carry it at that 
time played no part in the post­
ponement.

As far as tonight’s "Maude”

episode goes, CBS says at least 
13 affiliates, as of last Friday, 
were refusing to carry it. The 
figure is 11 more than when the 
program first was shown in 
November.

CBS, then as now, denies the 
two-part show "advocates” 
abortion, a charge made by 
Bishop Jam es S. Rauschf 
general secretary of the United 
States Catholic Conference in 
Washington, D.C.

He’s urged all 160 Catholic 
dioceses, the members of 20,000 
Catholic parishes and nonsec­
tarian "right-to-life” groups to 
protest the CBS decision to 
re ru n  the two “ M aude” 
episodes.

Many groups are doing just 
that, with letters to CBS af­
filiates, the network proper and 
the Federal Communications 
Commission.

The American Civil Liberties 
Union has entered the fray on 
the side of CBS. It’s urging 
ACLU chapters in the U.S. to 
enlist support, in .writing, for 
the right of CBS to show the 
episodes.

After all the uproar, CBS is 
starting tonight’s show with a 
vocal and visual warning.

It’s saying that since the 
show "deals with Maude’s 
dilemma as she contemplates 
the possibility of an abortion, 
you may wish to refrain from 
watching it if you believe the 
broadcast may disturb you or 
others in your family.”

Locates Queen 
This was important to South 

because his con trac t now 
depended on how he finessed for 
the queen of hearts. He could 
lead a heart from his hand to 
finesse with dummy’s jack, or 
he could lead a heart from dum­
my to finesse with his own ten. 
He couldn’t afford to guess 
wrong.

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HARTFORD (AP) -  Roman 
Catholic Archbishop John F. 
Whealon resigned Monday from 
a WTIC-TV program advisory 
committee b^ause the station 
plans to rebroadcast two 
“ Maude” comedy shows on 
vasectomy and abortion. " 

“Any station showing this 
program is responsible for its 
teaching,” said the Most Rev. 
Whealon. “I see this action by 
CBS and by WTIC as a use of TV 
to advance the doctrine that 
abortion is an acceptable solu­
tion to an inconvenient pregnan­
cy...If you watch it you may see 
TV at its worst. ”

A spokesman for WTIC 
expressed regret at the resigna­
tion and hop^ the archbishop 
would reconsider. But the sta­
tion considered the shows in 
good taste, he said. A warning 
will be announced before each 
show, scheduled for Aug. 14 and 
Aug. 21 at 8 p.m.

In the first show the 47-year- 
old Maude discovered she was 
pregnant. Her husband, Walter, 
considered a vasectomy. In the 
second episode, Walter decides 
against the vasectomy and it is 
implied that Maude will get an 
abortion.

They were originally broad­
cast last fall and are part of the 
summer reruns.

Archbishop Whealon noted 
that some CBS affiliates had 
canceled the shows the second 
time around, including WNAC 
in Boston. **

Whealon said abortion and 
vasectomy “are not suitable 
topics for TV to present as 
morally acceptable and within 
the framework of a situation 
comedy."

WTIC said Whealon asked the 
station not to broadcast the two 
shows and resigned the post 
after the station management 
declined.

Town To Participate 
In Hot Meals Program

Vernon is one of the towns 
chosen to participate in a pilot 
program to serve hot meals to 
Senior Citizens, and the new 
high rise apartment complex on 
Brooklyn St. and the communi­
ty building at Franklin Park 
have been chosen as the sites to 
serve the meals.

The program will be financed 
with federal funds. Meals will 
not be cooked on the premises 
but will be prepared by a 
caterer and brought to the two 
places.

Francis Pitkat, executive 
director of the Housing Authori­
ty, said his group is now making 
a study as to who will get the 
contract for the meal prepara­
tion.

Pitkat explained that any 
senior citizen in the town is 
eligible to participate in the 
program. It Is not exclusively

for those in the elderly housing 
projects.

Last winter the town opened 
two of the school cafeterias to 
serve meals to the elderly at a 
low cdst. The program was not 
supported by the citizens and it 
was terminated after the trial 
period of about six weeks.

It was felt that the lack of in­
terest in the program was due 
to the fact that the elderly per­
sons like to play cards and 
socialize after their luncheons 
and they were not able to do 
this at the schools. They will be 
able to at the two housing 
p ro je c ts  chosen  fo r the  
program.

Pitkat said he feels the 
program will be a great help in 
solving the food problems of the 
elderly citizens. A definite date 
for start of the program hasn’t 
been set.

Rte 83 Work Delayed
While work on widening Rt. 

30 in Vernon is nearing comple­
tion work expected to be 
started on widening Rt.

and re lo c a tio n  of th e ir  
facilities.

Koch said he anticipates 
cooperation from the utility 
companies but because only 
about three months remain 
before winter sets in it will 
probably take that long to make 
the utility adjustments, remove 
trees and do minor excavating 
work.

Koch added that advancing 
into the fall and winter season, 
it is expected a coordinated ef­
fort to widen wherever possible 
will take place, working in and 
around the sanitary sewer 
system planned by Vernon.

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The Price Of Frustration
Public opinion, a t least as it is 

expressed in letters to Congress and 
newspaper editors, has begun to 
sw in g  a g a in s t  S e n a to r  E rv in ’s 
W atergate committee. I t ’s easy to see 
why.

Q uite sim ply , in the days of 
testimony by John Ehrlichman and 
H.R. Haldeman, the com m ittee and 
its staff have overreacted and over 
reacted. They have done so in small 
ways, perhaps, but those sm all ways 
have had a noticeable, cumulative im­
pact. And to that was added the 
further impact of a hearing-room 
audience that is clearly hostile and 
derisive to the witnesses.

Ehrlichman plainly stymied the 
committee. He was neither a young, 
second line witness full of m ea culpas, 
nor a subdued, troubled principal 
witness such as John Mitchell. He was 
a principal witness, to be sure, but un­
subdued, unapologetic, a combative 
advocate of the President’s defense 
strategy. When he wouldn’t buckle, 
some of the com m ittee m embers 
becam e frustrated, and it was then 
that they crossed that fine but percep- 
t ib le  l in e  b e tw e e n  h a r d ,  f a i r  
q u e s t io n in g  an d  h a r d ,  u n f a i r  
(Juestioning. Minority counsel ’Thomp­
son was on the m ark when he later 
offered the view that Ehrlichman, if 
he wasn’t entitled to better treatm ent 
t h a n  o t h e r  w i t n e s s e s ,  w a s  
nevertheless entitled to better than he 
got.

If Haldeman was m ore restrained in 
manner, he was equally unapologetic, 
equally firm  in defending himself and 
Mr. Nixon. On top of that, he appears 
to have been party  to a successful 
White House tactic of mousetrapping 
th e  c o m m itte e  in to  a d m itt in g  
Haldeman’s version of what was on 
some of those pivotal presidential 
tapes.

Once again,^ the com m ittee and its 
s ta ff  displayed th e ir  fru stra tion . 
Senator Weicker especially rose to 
new heights of courage.' M ajority 
Counsel Dash got himself in trouble, 
losing some of the precision, coin- 
posure and sense of fairness tha t had 
m a r k e d  h is  e a r l i e r  l i n e s  o f 
questioning.

Put a lot of this down to just plain 
weariness. But not all of it. We ven­
ture to say that the Ervin com m ittee 
had become a little  too full of itself, a 
little too eager to take on, and bring 
down, the two men who already are 
fixed in legend as the big, bad guys of 
the Nixon White House. Why, it might 
be asked, wasn’t  the com m ittee equal­
ly eager to put John Dean through 
such a wringer?

It is im perative that the com m ittee 
create  a new clim ate. Whatever the 
degree of weariness, it does have a 
job to do, and no part of that job is 
m ore im portant than to conduct the 
W a te rg a te  in v e s t ig a t io n  w ith  
thorough even-handedness.

Great Drug Tragedy
Another chapter in one of mankind’s 

m ost agonizing tragedies has been 
written with the agreem ent of the 
l a r g e  d i s t i l l e r  w ho m a r k e te d  
thalidomide almost two decades ago 
to pay $50 million dollars to compen­
s a t e  c h i ld r e n  w ho w e re  b o rn  
deformed after their mothers took the 
tranquilizing drug.

The drug was m arketed in Britain 
but there were alm ost 5,000 victims 
in West Germany and 1,000 in Japan 
with others in the Scandinavian coun­
tries and Ireland.

In case you have forgotten, this was 
the drug which caused children to be 
bom  without legs, arm s and with 
o ther m alform ations, yet did not 
seem to affect the m ental capacity.

Thus, victims were sentenced to a 
life of dependency with the inability to 
earn  a living and yet sadly had the

m ental capacity to feel deeply their 
misfortune.

Of course, no amount of m onetary 
paym ent can compensate for one 
mined life, le t alone the thousands 
who fell victim  to this dm g, which 
s e e m e d  to  h a v e  e x c e l l e n t  
tranquilizing properties but a t the 
sam e tim e altering the genes of un­
born infants so that they cam e into the 
world as caricatures of human beings.

Sometimes we have a feeling that 
the Food & Dm g Administration in 
this country moves with overcaution. 
We read of ‘marvelous European and 
Asiatic cures which are  not legal in 
the United States.

Certainly the memory of this great 
tragedy should cause us to go very 
slowly in using drags which have not 
been thoroughly tested for side effects 
as well as potency in the field for 
which they are  intended.

White House Hardliner
WASHINGTON -  Senior 

White House aides now plotting 
a conciliatory approach seeking 
natioiul unity in Richard M. 
Nixon’s single most important 
address since his famous self- 
defense in the Checkers speech 
21 years ago are running up 
against one White House 
hardliner: Richard M. Nixon.

Pressing the conciliatory 
theme is the top-level White 
House team of Alexander M. 
Haig Jr., Ron Ziegler, Melvin 
R. Laird, Bryce Harlow and 
Henry A. Kissinger, all in 
agreement.

“ We’re all pushing con­
ciliation,’’ one White House ad­
viser told us, "all of us, that is, 
except the President.’’

ITius, only days before the 
scheduled and long-promised 
presidential effort to escape the 
entangling coils of Watergate 
with a major explanation of his 
own conduct, the tone and mood 
of the speech have not yet been 
decided. This ambivalance, 
which has m arked every 
presidential step of the way 
since the W atergate crisis 
began, may conceivably result 
in a last-minute change of plans 
— no speech at all.

That would not displease 
some Republicans — including 
Mr. Nixon’s most stalwart 
defender on the Watergate 
co m m ittee . Sen. Edw ard 
Gurney of Florida. Gurney 
believes that the complex of 
disputed facts, contra^ctions 
and lies which bristle out of 
Watergate simply do not Idnd 
themselves to a speech format. 
Much more p referab le  to 
Gurney would be interrogation 
of the President by a small 
group of reporters or perhaps 
lawyers or politicians.

No such format is under

White House consideration 
today. Present plans call for 
Mr. Nixon to address a bipar­
tisan audience, including some 
Congressmen, in the W hite' 
House East Room over national 
television.

’That at least would avoid the 
forensic sterility of a set-piece 
Oval Office speech from the 
presidential desk, the setting 
for Mr. Nixon’s April 17 and 
April 30 speeches. But the 
P residen t has decreed no 
questions until a latter meeting 
with the press, devoted to the 
Watergate atrocities.

In the setting, top White 
House aides, while not agreeing 
on eveiy detail, want the Presi­
dent to spin out a blend of 
courageous mea culpa, admit­
ting having imposed far too 
much trust in departed aides 
H.R. Haldeman and John D. 
Ehlichm an, mixed with a 
dramatic appeal to “out there’’ 
— the voters, not the establish­
ment elite. The appeal: free the 
President from the Watergate 
coils so that he can get on with 
the job of being President.

This blend of mea culpa and 
the appeal to free the President 
to lead the nation must also 
court the Democrats, those 
White House aides say. Only a 
c red ib le  Nixon them e of 
“national unity,’’ according to 
this thesis, can begin to defuse 
the Watergate passions and 
return the nation closer to nor­
mality.

“The fact that Ray Price 
(M r. N ix o n ’s c h ie f  
speechwriter and a Republican 
m oderate) is w riting the 
speech,’’ one middle-level 
W hite H ouse s ta f f e r ,  a 
hardliner, told us, “makes me 
worry that he’s going to take a

mea culpa copout.’’
That sentiment is hard at 

odds with the senior staff 
(Haig-Ziegler-Laird-Harlow- 
K issinger) bpt fa r  m ore 
representative of the politics of 
Richard M. Nixon than the 
“national unity’’ theme. Tims, 
in the words of the middle-level 
staffer: “When the President 
works over Ray’s draft, he’ll 
take out the mea culpa.”

Instead of appealing for 
bipartisan unity on a theme of 
post-Watergate conciliation, 
the hard-line theme is specific: 
since Mr. Nixon now has the 
Senate Watergate committee 
on the run and voters are get­
ting bored, he should attack as 
“ vindictive” the political 
“enemies” how preventing him 
from doing the job that over 60 
per cent of the voters elected 
him to do.
T h a t advice not only con­

forms to Mr. Nixon’s com­
bative instincts but exactly 
comports with Mr. Nixon’s 
sudden attack on unnamed 
enemies during his routine 
dinner toast to ^ im e  Minister 
Tanaka of Japan.

Moreover, the President can 
scarceiy ignore the highly 
favorable reaction that his em­
battled Vice President received 
in his all-out public self- 
defense. The fact that Agnew 
lashed back at his attackers in 
the press — and Mr. Nixon has 
not—did not go unnoticed in the 
White House.

President Nixon’s instincts 
would almost surely carry him 
down that dangerous path if it 
were not for unanimous advice 
of his senior advisers. In fact, 
he may pick that road anyway 
— and risk a polarization of 
deadly danger to the nation.

. WASHINGTON-Ten million 
bucks spent by P residen t 
Nixon’s bureaucrats to “im­
prove”  and “ secu re”  his 
private homes in California and 
Florida. Even today that is a lot 
of filthy lucre but I do not 
expect any substantial public 
outcry.

There is, of ^course, the 
“ s e c u r i t y ”  a n g le . We 
remember with singular hurt 
the Kennedy assassination and 
— give or take a relatively few 
nuts — we’re willing to work a 
few extra hours to make Nixon

& t  the American people are 

also amiable phonies. Despite 
all the talk about democracy 
and equal rights, we miss 
having a king, so we make do 
with what we have — putting a 
new roof on the gazetra at ^ n  
(Hemente and buying a shark 
net for the ocean at Key 
Biscayne. We call him our 
P re s id e n t ,  bu t th e re  is 

, something deep inside us that 
hankers to give him royal treat­
ment even if it means baloney 
for dinner again.

I hold that what iiqpressed so 
many Americans about the 
Kennedy White House is that 
J a c k ie  d id  h e r  b e s t  to  
transform its previously rather 
seedy atmosphere into that of 
20th Century court. Oh, it was 
gracious and had style, but a 
Kennedy party was also regal, 
with Queen Jackie making an 
appearance. One expected to 
see the women guests curt­
sying.

Indeed, there were those in 
the royal family who brooked 
no familiarity. The author Gore 
Vidal, who was some kind of kin 
to Mrs. Kennedy, once referred 
to  “ J a c k ie ”  in B obby 
Kennedy’s presence. Bobby» 
gave him that cold, blue-eyed 
stare. “Here,” he told Vidal, 
“we refer to her as the First 
Lady.”

That was a bit hard on Vidal, 
who had grown up with Jackie 
Bouvier Kennedy Onassis and 
had once bloodied her nose with 
a sneaky left hook. Yet Bobby 
probably was speaking for most 
of us unwashed.

This is a country in which we 
still pay furtive homage to 
descendants of the raffish and 
quarrelsome passengers who 
made the M a^ow er’s voyage

hell. We bow and scrape to pfiul- 
timillionaires whose coqipuy 
would offend a scullery ^ I d .  
We have made kings and queens ' 
of movie stars who could barely 
u tter a simple declarative 

'sentence, and m istake for 
s ta te s m e n  te le v is io ,h ’s 
g randstand ing  talk-show  
barons. We make way, for 
sm all-to w n  m ay o rs  , and 
members of Congress who stole 
their way into office without 
improving their manners, jr ■

In fact, we are in awe of 
power and im pressed  by 
arrogance. Mencken once 
wrote that “Perhaps the most 
valuable asset that any man can 
have...is a naturally superior 
air, a talent for sniffishnesaand 
reserve. The generality of haen 
are always greatly impressed 
by it, and accept it freely!^ a 
proof of genuine merjt. One 
need but disdain (the peq>le) to 
gain their respect.”

John Ehrlichman’s testinnony 
before the Watergate com­
mittee proved Mencken’s point. 
Ehrlichman had been bcnted 
out by Nixon, but he treated,the 
committee with a hauteur 
often bordering on contempt, 
and he got away with it. At 

. times, it almost seemed as if 
his inquisitors were afraid of 
the guy. Later, the comm^tee 
members fell all over ,one 
another to gentle and praise the 
proud and condescemjing 
former CIA chief, Ricj^ard 
Helms, who represented what 
passes for aristocracy around 
here because he went to the 
right schools and is Eastern 
Establishment.

Thus, there is little danger 
that the mob-will hastily con­
struct a guillotine and haul 
Richard Nixon to the knife in a 
tumbril merely becaute he is 
pleased to live better than Louis 
XIV. He was a poor boy without 
even a Mayflower cabin boy to 
call his own, and his schoqling 
was unfashionable, but he has 
been voted the Republic’s ul­
timate power. Only if, like, the 
R ussian  cza rs , he risk s 
relinquishing some of his power 
or is found being.polite to some 
obscure Congressman from |  
Eyelf3U;' HtSSjf will the people " 
begin to suspect that he is not 
actually superior to other men, ‘ 
but prone to weakness, and beat 
their plowshares into swords. ,•

Who Wants A 
Cheap Politician?

A battle looms in the House 
over the inalienable right of 
every American to buy the 
politician of his or her choice.

■jlie Senate, panicking over 
the W atergate disclosures, 
shocked the Nation by actually 
passing a campaijgn reform bill. 
But it is hoped cooler heads will 
p revail when the d rastic  
legislation reaches the House.

Leading the fight against the 
measure (from behind the 
scenes, of course) is that 
prominent member of the well- 
known philanthropic family, 
Phineas P. Phatkatt.

Phatkatt, who contributed 
between 1.3 and 7.6 million 
dollars to national candidates 
last year, in checks, securities 
and laundry bags, has raised 
the battle cry of Phatkatts 
everywhere:

“Good government doesn’t 
come cheap!”

Phatkatt noted that the total 
cost of election campaigns last 
year was an estimated $500 
million and that he, his fellow 
Phatkatts and their friends con­
tributed more than $400 million 
of the amount.

“If the money doesn't come 
from us, who will it come 
from?” demands Phatkatt. 
“You expect some poor slob 
making $200 a week to go out 
and buy a politician? Why, 
these days he can't even afford 
to buy a lamb chop.”

The section of the Senate bill 
that most angers Phatkatt is 
the provision limiting any 
single donor from contributing 
nnore than $3,000 to any single 
candidate in a primary or 
general election.

"Now I ask you,'*' says 
Phatkatt, his face flushing, 
“what kind of a politician can 
you buy for only |0,000? Why, a 
good dog catcher goes for more 
than that.”

Phatkatt painted a grim pic­

ture of a typical $3,000 politician 
— seedy, furtive, shoddily- 
attired and undoubtedly dis- 

' honest.
“Any man who would sell out 

for $3,000 has got a low opinion  ̂
of his own w o r th /’ says 
Phatkatt grimly. “He’s got no 
character, no confidence, no 
pride. A rock-bottom price like 
that in these inflationary times 
is an open invitation to tlie 
classical definition of politfdal 
dishonesty: once bought he isn’t 
going to stay bought.”

Another feature of the bill 
that outrages Phatkatt is. the 
limitation on the total amounts 
a candidate could accept from 
al> sources. For example,.a 
Presidential aspirant would 
have to turn down all donations 
over $34.7 million. ' .

“Do you realize that Presi­
dent Nixon last year cost $52 
million?” demands Phatkatt, 
pounding his desk. “Do you 
think this great land of ours c$n 
afford to be run by a measly, 
old, nickel-and-dime, $34.7 
million President?” ^

“No. sir-ree! What all of us 
patriotic Phatkatts say is that 
this great nation deserves the 
very best politicians money can 
buy.”

In the unlikely event the 
House passes the Senate's 
drastic bill. Phatkatt has two 
contingency plans in the works. 
"We're considering returning 
to our cherished American 
political heritage of buying 
voters instead of politicians.” 
he says. “Voters are cheaper, 
but unfortunately there's so 
damn many of them.

“ Personally, if that bill 
passes, I favor the best of all 
reforms — clean money. Clean 
money is the answer to cheao 
pditics.

“ And t h a t ' s  why we 
Phatkatts are drawing up plans 
for a nationwide chain of 
Mexican laundries.”

College Master 
Plan May Cost
$300 Million

 ̂HARTFORD (AP) — Connec­

ticut colleges and universities 
will need to spend about $ ^  
million during the next five 
years to - assure adequate 
facilities for the 1980s, the state 
Commission for H i^er Educa­
tion estimates.

But uncertainty about enroll­
ment trends and the effect of 
new teaching programs throws 
a cloud around this estimate.

The commission attempted to 
peer through the cloud today as 
i t  d i s c u s s e d  the  f inal  
preliminary section of its 
proposed five-year master plan 
for higher education.

The commission tentatively 
adopted a previous section at 
its meeting last month. The en­
tire plan will be considered 
again Sept. 11, after which 
members of the academic com- 
nnunity and the public will be in­
vited to comment on it.

The plan will be presented to 
the 1974 General Assembly and 
the governor. If they approve it, 
the plan will become the policy 
gu id e l ine  for  ai l  fu ture  
decisions affecting higher 
education.

Cooperation among public 
and private institutions, three- 
year degrees, credit for work 
experience and independent 
study and the use of new 
technology-television, tape • 
recordings and computers-all 
could influence the amount of 
space schools will need in the 
yeark ahead.

But the biggest variable is 
enrollment. After climbing 
steadily during the 1960s, the 
number of Connecticut high 
school graduates who went on 
to college dropped by one per 
cent in 1971 and 5 per cent in 
1972. The figure was around 66 
per cent last year.

Reversing the trend, partly 
by adopting new adinissions 
critetia to measure a student’s 
potential, is one goal of the 
plan. Another is for thte com­
mission to design a process for 
determining what facilities are

needed based on enrollment, 
programs and over-all costs.

A more specific recommen­
dation calls for the General 
Assembly to appropriate funds 
for design and construction of 
new facilities at one time in­
stead of separately. Tliis would 
save both time and money in 
negotiating contracts with 
architects the report said.

Another recommendation is 
to allow the commission to call 
for the addition or deletion of 
programs. Presently the com­
mission is limited to approving 
or rejMting programs initiated 
by individual schools. The new 
procedure is needed to weed out 
programs that are obsolete or 
duplicative, the report said.

To meet a growing demand 
for education by adults and 
part-time students the plan 
calls on schools to offer more 
programs at new locations and 
at different times including 
nights and weekends. Salaries 
for faculty who teach these 
courses and financial aid from 
the General Assembly for 
adults and part-time students 
must also be increased, the 
report said.

The plan also calls for in­
creasing opportunities for 
women, transfer students and 
minority group memberd.

The pla reconunends having 
each school submit its own 
timetable for increasing its 
number of women and minority 
students and faculty members. 
Each school also would have to 
specify how it intended to meet 
the timetable.

Killed Trying 
To Stop Fight

NEW HAVEN (AP) -  Willie 
Smith, 34, of New Haven tried 
to intercede in a fight between 
two youths early today and was 
stabbed to death, police said.

Smith was attacked about 1 
a.m. on Hallock street and died 
at Yale New Haven Hospital.

Police were seeking a youth 
for questioning.

The Cost of Living Council 
has not indicated how it will 
t r e a t  the price increase 
requests from the steel and 
auto industries, but it has a 30- 
day period in'which to block or 
postpone the increases if it 
wishes.

S tee l  m a n u f a c t u r e r s  
previously were.blocked from 
increasing* prices by the ad­
m inistration’s 60-day price 
freeze on June 13.

Except for industries that are 
exempt from controls, price in­
creases under Phase 4 are

allowed only for increases in 
costs, not for profit.

In other economic news Mon­
day, the Federal Reserve 
Board announced it had ap­
proved increases in the federal 
discount rate to 7.5 per cent, an 
all-time high. The discount rate 
is the interest charged by dis­
trict Federal Reserve banks on 
loans to banks tha t  a re  
members  of the Federal  
Reserve system.

SPACE CENTER, Houston 
(AP)  — The rocke t  and 
spaceship being prepared as 
possible rescue vehicles for the 
Skylab 2 astronauts moved to the 
Idunch pad today at Cape 
Kennedy, Fla.

However, space agency of­
ficials here emphasize the 
move was just a precaution.They 
feel confident Alan L. Bean, Dr. 
Owen K. Garriott apd Jack R. 
Lousma will be able to return 
safely to earth Sept. 25 in their 
Apollo ship.

A Saturn IB rocket, with a 
new Apollo perched on top, 
made the 3^m ile  trip to the

launch pad from an assembly 
building on a giant tracked 
transporter.

After a month of checkout, 
the rocket will be ready on 
Sept. 10 or later if a rescue mis­
sion is required. Flying the mis­
sion in a modified five-seat 
Apollo would be Skylab backup 
astronauts Vance D. Brand and 
Donald L. Lind.

If a rescue is not necessary, 
the rocket and spacecraft will 
be used to carry the Skylab 3 
crew, probably in November, 
for a two-month stay in the 
space lab.

Around-the-clock prepara­

tions for a possible rescue were 
ordered two weeks ago when 
leaks developed in two jet 
steering engines in the Skylab 2 
spaceship, now docked at one 
end of the orbiting space sta­
tion.

Although analysis of the 
problems is not complete, 
space agency engineers feel 
other steering jets on the vehi­
cle are in good shape and can 
bring the craft back to earth 
safely.

Solar astronomy and medical 
experiments were to occupy the 
three astronauts today, the 18th 
day in their 59-day mission.

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Geographer Proposes 
Remapping United States

LOS ANGELES r A P )-  When 
geographer G. Etzel Pearcy 
talks about a union of 38 states, 
he is speaking about the future, 
not the past.

Pearcy, formerly the State 
Department’s top geographer 
and now a professor at the 
California State University in 
Los Angeles, thinks his plan to 
revamp the map of the United 
States would save taxpayers 
84.6 billion a year in ad­
ministrative costs.

And the plan to eliminate 18th 
and 19th century boundaries 
that Pearcy considers obsolete 
would streamline the 50 states 
into 38, balanced in population 
and size.

New boundaries would pass 
through sparsely populated 
a r e a s ,  e l im in a t in g  the  
problems plaguing cities that 
straddle state lines.

And the new states would be 
given new names to reflect 
their physical or cultural at­
tributes.

Cascade, the name of the 
major mountain range that 
dominates the area, would app­
ly to the e n tire  P ac ific  
Northwest.

The reorganization also 
would create the State of 
Ozark, comprising parts of 
Arkansas, Oklahoma, Kansas, 
Missouri, Tennessee, Kentucky 
and Mississippi.

The professor insists his 
proposal is practical but doubts 
it ever will become a reality.

For one thing, politicians who 
would lose their jobs would 
stand in its way, he said. But 
there is another reason, too.

He added; "So tightly woven 
around us is the concept of 
statehood that we tend to 
regard its as sacrosanct.”

Beef The Best Of Care

Today beef is so valuable a 

possession that extra steps 
must be taken to guard its 
freshness and wholesomeness; 
In general, m ost experts 
agree that beef, though high 
in price, is actually the best 
buy for your money. There­
fore, trea t it with care and 
respect. .

1

Make m eat the last thing 
you buy in the grocery store. 
Take it home right away and 
refrigerate promptly.

In buying canned beef, 
avoid cans that a re  severely 
dented, leak or swell. If it 
looks, tastes or smells suspi­
cious, DON’T EAT IT.

Remember when preparing, 
storing, and cooking fresh 
m eat, firs t to keep it clean. 
Second, to keep these foods 
hot or cold — not in between. 
Don’t let cooked foods sit 
around so that bacteria can 
form or multiply.

When storing, place beef in 
the re frigera to r only if you 
are going to use it within a 
few days. For longer storage, 
freeze products. ’The refriger­
a to r section should be kept 
between 35 and 40 degrees. 
Freezer temperatures should 
be kept a t zero or lower. 
Wrap meat loosejy for refrig­
erator storage. For freezing, 
wrap nieat tightly in m ois­
ture-resistant material, such 
as aluminum foil.

How you defrost frozen beef 
is important. Always defrost 
4t in the refrigerator if possi­
ble. Meat may also be defrost­
ed at room temperature if left 
in a tightly closed double pap­

er bag. It may also be placed 
m cold water to aid thawing if 
the wrapping is watertight. 
Cook promptly after, thawing.

Special, precautions should 
be taken when preparing beef 
for barbecues or picnics. You 
should be as careful as you 
can when eating food inside. 
Clean your kitchen frequently. 
Clean all work surfaces — in­
cluding wooden cutting boards 
and counter tops — before and 
a fte r using them for raw 
m eat. Soap and hot w ater 
works well. Never place 
cooked, ready-to-serve meat 
on the same surface or in a 
utensil used for the raw prod­
uct unless you have complete­
ly sanitized that surface or 
utensil. If possible, use sepa­
ra te  cutting boards for raw 
and cooked products, to avoid 
“cross-contamination” Wash 
your hands often.

Salmonella food poisoning is 
something everyone dreads. 
But it can be controlled, as 
the fact sheet called “ Salmo­
nella — Animal and Plant 
Health Inspection Service — 
U.S. Department of Agricul­
ture” , points out:

Rem em ber the last time 
you thought you had the “flu” 
or your stomach was upset? 
You might have been suffer­
ing from “the bug” known as 
Salmonella. The Salmonella 
bacteria that cause it are 
practically everywhere. Sal­
monella bacteria can live and 
grow in the digestive tract of 
man, once contiminated food, 
is eaten. When this happens, 
these symptoms may occur in 
12 to 36 hours: Severe head­
ache, vomiting, diarrhea, ab­
dominal cram ps, and fever.

NCAA Strips Title 
From Grid Coach

SAN ANTONIO, Tex. (AP) -  
What Warren W o^on wins on 
the football field, record- 
keepers for the NCAA take 
away with a pencil.

Woodson, head football coach 
and athletic director at small 
’Trinity University here, is no 
longer the “winningest active 
coach” in college football, as 
the schoo l’s p ast spo rts  
brochures have been able to 
claim.

The National Collegiate 
Sports Service, which keeps 
records for the NCAA, has told 
Woodson 52 victories of his 
career will not be counted in his 
lifetime college total because 
they were gained at a junior 
college.

Including the games won at 
T exarkana, Tex., Jun io r 
College during the 1927-34 
seasons, Woodson’s lifetime 
record stands at 247 victories. 
Minus the Texarkana wins, he 
has 195 lifetime victories.

The new titleholder for win­
ningest active college coach ap­

parently is Paul “Bear” Bryant 
of the University of Alabama 
with 220 victories, says a Trini­
ty publicist.

Woodson says, “I realize the 
NCAA is basically a big univer­
sity organization and they must 
cater to the big universities’ 
desires.

“But are they going to throw 
out the football games won by 
Glenn "Pop” Warner while he 
was coaching a t C arlisle  
Institute? Carlisle was a high 
school for Indians and they had 
no rules to govern athletic com­
petition.”

Woodson, who was named 
1960 Coach of the Year by the 
American Football Coaches 
Association after a 10-0 season 
and a Sun Bowl victory at New 
Mexico State, is not the only 
coach affected by the ruling 
about victories.

Trinity says Bob Blackman of 
Illinois now has 34 less victories 
on his lifetime total because of 
the deletion of the record of 
Pasadena City College from 
1949 to 1952 from the total.

AMHERST, Mass. (AP) -  A1

MOSCOW (AP) -  Some 
4,500 athletes from 76 coun­
tries made final training 
preparations today for the 
World University Games 
while their Russian hosts 
struggled with airt ight  
security and a series of last- 
minute snarls.

Some American athletes who 
had been virtually trapped in 
the massive Moscow State 
University building where the 
competitors were quartered got 
their credentials straightened 
out and were allowed to leave 
the compound.

F ore i^  newsmen and some 
team officials were barred 
from the 32-story building the 
Soviets say has 45,000 rooms.

Soviet security precautions, 
normally strict, were increased 
at the compound on request of 
the International Federation of 
University Sports which feared 
the possibility of a massacre 
like that at Munich’s Olympic

Games.
The games will be conducted 

at several Moscovy sports 
facilities, but concentrated in 
the Lukhniki Sports Complex 
and its 103,000-seat Lenin 
Stadium.

Preliminary fencing competi­
tion starts Wednesday morning, 
but the opening ceremony at 
Lenin Stadium won’t be until 
that evening.

On Thursday, a full schedule 
of events begins — basketball, 
wrestling, volleyball, gym­
nastics, track and field, tennis 
and fencing.

The diving and swimming 
events won’t be held until the 
final four days of the Games 
that wind up Aug. 25.

There was difficulty getting a 
line on many of the teams par­
ticipating because of the securi­
ty precautions and the lack of 
complete rosters.

It seemed clear, however, 
that the Soviet Union would 
field strong teams in all events

and be motivated to make a 
good showing on home grounds.

All Soviet teams were con­
sidered good and are expected 
to be the main challengers to 
the Americans in the swimming 
events.

The Americans as usual, have 
strong men’s and women’s 
swimming teams. The track 
and field team is not America’s 
best—minus such stars as high 
jump world record holder 
Dwight Stones runner Dave 
Wottle. There are only a few 
members of the men’s national 
team that met the Russians last 
month in Minsk.

The Americans have brought 
a good, young basketball team 
to these Games and hope to 
avenge the controversial 51-50 
defeat at the hands of the 
Russians at Munich.

But the Soviet team will have 
many Olympic basketball 
veterans back for the games 
and the Cubans also have an 
experienced squad.

Green Yank Cagers 
Shun Revenge Talk M

MOSCOW (AP) — T^e ignominy of the controversial 51- 
50 loss to the Russians in the Munich Olympics last year 
still burns deep in American basketball hearts, but coach 
Ed Badger is trying to keep the fire low with his young 
team here for the World University Games.

“Sure, we think about it —
how can we help it?” said the 
coach from Chicago’s Wilbur 
Wright Junior College during a 
break in the Yanks’ first 
workout here. “But I’m trying 
to keep the boys from thinking 
too much about the Russians 
now.

“ You can climb only one 
mountain at a time. If we get 
too fired up pointing to the 
Russians, we might get our 
wings clipped by the Cubans. 
We don’t want that.

“Emotionally we are attemp­
ting to stay on a level keel.”

\^ e n  the Russians beat the 
Amricans in the Olympic final 
— having been awarded a se­
cond chance after time had run 
out — it marked the first defeat 
for an American team in Olym­
pic basketball competition. The 
Yanks had won 64 straight 
games over a 36-year period.

In the 1971 Pan-AM games at 
Cali, Colombia, the Americans 
were upset by the Cubans, who 
will have virtually the same 
lineup here.

The Americans will be bid­
ding for revenge in these stu­
dent games, opening Thursday, 
with one of the youngest, 
fastest and most promising 
squads ever fielded for inter­
national competition.

"Our team averages only 19 
years," said Badger, who was 
an assistant coach when the 
team won the silver medal at 
Turin. Italy, three years ago.

“ We are  a fast-b reak , 
aggressive team, predicated on 
quickness." '

The youthful Yanks will be 
carrying a 134 record into the 
round robin playoffs. After 
beating two pro all-star teams 
in the United States by more 
than 25 points, the collegians 
took off for Europe, where they 
compiled an 114 mark against 
top-flight European foes.

They whipp^ the national 
teams of Poland. Canada. 
Czechoslovakia. Bulgaria and 
Yugolsavia in sweeping to tour­
nament victories at Warsaw, 
Prague and Sofia.

Dear Dr. Lamb — You of­

ten recommend exercise and
^ r  diet. It is not difficult 

id samples of adequate 
diets and proper foods to eat 
for good health, but what 
about quality and quantity of 
good exercise?

Do you advocate exercise 
routines such as the publicized 
Royal Canadian Air Force 
exercise plan of 11 minutes a 
day, or do you consider this 
amount of time to be insuffi­
cient? What distances of walk­
ing would you recommend for 
optimum benefits a t what 
ages?

Dear Reader — The RCAF 
exercise plan (Five BX Plan 
for Men or Ten BX Plan for 
Women) has many attractive 
features. Almost anyone can 
crowd its short duration of 
exercise into a busy schedule. 
The gradual increase in the 
level of activity is important. 
Any exercise program should 
begin a t a low level and be

gradually increased to the 
desired level to maintain 
ones physical fitness. Crash 
programs and overdoing it 
are the usual causes of trou­
ble during exercise programs.

Some doctors have c riti­
cized the back arching and 
ending and twisting exercises 
in the RCAF plan. Individuals 
who have any spine problems 
should have a careful exami­
nation before engaging rn 
these types of exercises.

I am not enthusiastic about 
the RCAF plan’s gradual in- 
crease in the speed of exercis- 
ing. I prefer to have people 
exercise at a low or moderate 
level well below their maxi­
mum capacity, and then sus­
tain this level of exercise for 
longer periods of time as their 
fitness is developed. It’s bet­
ter to walk three miles, if you 
can, than run in place at a 
rapid rate for one to five min­
utes.

For the general public at all 
ages, I recommend simple

walking. Almost everyone in 
reasonably good health can 
walk 10 or 15 minutes at a 
comfortable rate. The walking 
period can be increased gra6 
ually. Most people should try 
to maintain a level of one-and- 
a-half miles a day for a mini­
mal level — done daily with­
out fail.

Before progressing to other 
exercises, one should gradual­
ly develop the ability to walk 
three miles in one hour. It 
may require several weeks to 
acquire this level of fitness. 
Individuals who can’t achieve 
this level without difficulty 
should not engage in anything 
more strenuous without a 
medical evaluation. Individu­
als who tolerate this amount 
of exercise well can, if they 
wish, begin a jogging or run­
ning program in the middle of 
such an exercise effort.

About half way through a 
ley may jog

W3V
36minute walk, thc^ __
100 steps counting when the 
left foot hits the ground. The

number of steps can then be 
increased at a slow rate, say 
10 steps a day until gradually 
the running or jogging pro­
gram may reach as high as 15 
minutes, or in young, healthy 
people may be extended. In 
this way, the amount of exer­
cise can be increased gradual­
ly and safely.

Don’t dry to jog or run too 
fast. Jog within a rate of 50 to 
100 steps a minute, counting 
as one step each time the left 
foot hits the ground or sur­
face. Most of the people who 
get into trouble try to set 
speed records or compete 
against themselves or some­
one else. The increased speed 
can push the work of the heart 
beyond the safe level.

‘T think 
it’s going to be very difficult to 
raise money as long as Weicker 
is in the party.”

Reed joined a conservative 
element of the state party that 
s u p p o r t e d  Sen.  B a r r y  
Goldwater for President in 
1964. Other state GOP leaders 
supported New York Gov. 
Nelson Rockefeller for the 
nomination.

Neither Meskill nor Weicker 
was available for comment on

Aillon Murder Trial 
Shifts To The Defense

NEW HAVEN (AP) -  The 
legal defense of Guillermo 
Aillon began in Superior Court 
today, exactly one year afher 
the discovery of three fatal 
stabbings which he is accused 
of committing.

The bodies of Ailion’s es­
tranged wife, Barbara, and her 
parents, Mr. and Mrs. J. 
George Montano, were found 
Aug. 14, 1972, in the Montanos’ 
spacious North Haven house.

Aillon, 35, of Wallingford, 
was charged with murder four 
days later.

State’s Atty. Arnold Markle 
has introduced 42 witnesses and 
p r e s e n t e d  s c o r e s  of 
photographs of the murder 
scene and a table full of 
evidence during the five weeks 
since testimony began July 5.

The picture painted before 
the jury by the prosecution is 
one of a turbulent, 16month 
marriage between Aillon, who 
wqrked with Spanish-American 
civic groups, and the daughter 
of Montano, a wealthy lumber 
company executive and real es­
tate owner.

Mrs. Aillon, 28, was living 
with her parents after leaving 
her Bolivian-born husband and 
starting divorce proceedings 
against him six days before she 
and her parents, all clad in 
night clothes, were stabbed 
numerous times.

Several witnesses said the 
Montanos had expressed fear of 
Aillon shortly before they were 
slain.

A medical examiner testified 
before the 12-member jury that 
the three died late Sunday, Aug. 
13, or early Aug. 14.

Aillon was stopped twice by 
North Haven police that night 
because his car muffler was 
loud.

Several witnesses quoted him 
as saying he had gone near the 
Montanos’ Crestview Drive 
house but had not gone in 
because it was 12:30 a.m. and 
Montano had w arn^ him to 
stay away.

Police who questioned Aillon 
after the bodies were found in­
side the house said he claimed 
he had been with his sister at 
her East Hartford apartment, 
about one hour away by car, 
from 6:30 p.m. to 12:30 a.m. 
that night.

He claimed he took a roast 
and sliced it with his own knife, 
police said.

M a rk le  p r e s e n t e d  a 
W a l l in g fo rd  r e s t a u r a n t  
operator, however, who said 
Aillon had stopped at her es­
tablishment between 8 and 8:30 
p.m. that evening.

T h r e e  p o l i c e m e n  who 
questioned Aillon after he was 
stopped in North Haven at 
about 1:10 a.m. said a foot-long 
serrated knife was on the car 
floor behind the front seat. 
They testified it had dry 
bloodlike stains on the blade.

After the bodies were dis­
covered by Montano’s brother, 
Donald,  police searched  
Ailion’s car and found a plain- 
edged butcher knife with traces 
of animal blood behind the seat. 
They said it was not the one 
they had seen the night before.

Other testimony has in­
dicated that Aillon and his wife 
quarreled before she took their 
7-month-old child and left him.

A minister of the church she 
a t t e n d e d  sa id  Aillon 
acknowledged that he had 
threatened her life shortly 
before she left him but added 
that Aillon claimed he had been 
drinking and didn’t mean it.

Two defense witnesses 
t e s t i f i e d  un d e r  sp e c ia l  
arrangements on Aug. 1 in con­
nection with injuries police 
found on Aillon's hands and 
arms. The defendant has been 
quoted as saying the marks 
were burns and scrapes 
received while cooking and 
working on his car.

Markle  has presen ted  
t e s t i m o n y  by t h r e e  i n ­
vestigators to show that a shot 
of blood similar in type to 
Ailion’s and two hairs with 
characteristics matching his 
were found inside the Montano 
house during the investigation 
of the slayings.

Specialists also testified that 
type ”0  ” blood, the same type 
as Barbara’s and her fathers’, 
was found inside Ailion’s car.

Joseph was not injured.
Torbin Yates, director of 

co m m u n ica tio n s  fo r the 
hospital, said David was resting 
comfortably. He was visited 
Monday night by his mother, 
Ethel Kennedy, and other 
relatives from the family’s 
Hyannisport compound.

Yates said the youth did not 
suffer any fractures. It was not 
known how long he would re­
main at the hospital.

Yates said Pamela Kelly, 19, 
of Centerville, with a possible 
spine fracture, was the most 
serious of the group. One other 
girl, Mary Schlaff, 23, of Grosse 
Point, Mich, was hospitalized 
overnight. She is listed in good 
condition with a fractured 
pelvis and right leg.

Police said the open vehicle 
in which the group was riding 
flipped over on Polpis Road 
about 2:30 in the afternoon. The 
passengers were thrown about 
20 feet from the vehicle. The 
road was described as winding 
and hilly. Officers said the vehi­
cle was “totally damaged.’’

The injured were taken first 
to the Nantucket Cottage 
Hospital about four miles from^ 
the accident.

Energy Conservation 
Said Most. Promising 
Approach To Problem

WASHINGTON (A P) -  
Energy conservation was 
described today as apparently 
the most promising approach to 
so lv in g  e n v iro n m e n ta l  
problems related to energy use.

The Council on Environmen­
tal (Juality (CEQ) reached that 
conclusion, and several others, 
in a prelim inary analysis 

_ deigned to show how the en- 
■ vironmental impact of various 

energy-producing systems can 
be traced and estimated.

The report concentrated on 
present fuel sources—coal, oil, 
gas and nuclear — and on those 
fu ture sources th a t seem 
closest to reality, such as oil 
shale, coal gasification and the 

-nuclear breeder reactor.
On a tentative basis, the CEQ 

concluded, “ this report has 
significant implications for 
several aspects of a national 
e n e r^  policy.

“First ... energy conserva­
tion, to the extent feasible, is 
the m ost environm entally 
desirable way to meet our 
needs.

“Second, coal-fired electrici­
ty systems, which are shown to 
cause sigificantly more pollu­
tion than other fossil-fueled

systems, could be controlled to 
a high level without impairing 
their economic viability.’’

The council said pollution 
control would increase the cost 
of coal-generated electricity to 
the consuQier by about 12 per 
cent.

“ ...third, natural gas was 
shown to be a very clean source 
of energy .... However, it is in 
short supply ...,’’ the council 
said.

No specific proposals were 
offered, but the report ended 
w ith a plug for the ad­
m in is tra tio n ’s legislative 
proposals to consolidate energy 
programs in a new Department 
of E n e rg y  and N a tu ra l  
Resources.

The council consists of three 
members and a small staff, at­
tached to the White House to 
advise the President.

Steele Seeks

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Rep. 
Robert H. Steele, R-Conn., 
proposed today that senior 
citizens making less than 611,- 
000 a year be given special 
property tax credits.

The proposal would give per­
sons aged 65 and older credits 
against their federal income 
tax of up to 1800 for all or part 
of the property taxes paid or an 
equivalent portion of rent.

The amount of tax relief 
would decline as income in­
c re a s e d  and w ould be 
eliminated at the income level 
of 111,000.

Steele said old homeowners 
have been hit harder than the 
re st of the population by 
property taxes and cannot af­
ford to meet the increasing 
burden of rising taxes.

The husband then helped run 
down Lester Harrison, 49, of 
Qiicago after Harrison bolted 
from the restroom.

Police 
said Harrison was caught with 
a bloody knife and a newspaper 
picture of one of the earlier vic­
tims.

Police said Mrs. Ott and her 
husband, David, and 20-month- 
old son, ^ ro n , were waiting 
for a train to Massachusetts, 
where they planned to visit 
relatives.

Park, Mrs. Ott went into the 
restroom. Her husband heard a 
scream, and a man emerged.

Ott and four city employes 
pursued the man across park 
grounds while motorists along 
crowded Lake Shore Drive 
stopped to watch the chase. 
Police said Ott brought the man 
down with a tackle.

What will the President say?
Not many people know.
Nixon consulted only a half 

dozen or so of his closest aides 
and advisers during a five-day 
Camp David stay that ended 
Sunday, and only a few on Mon­
day as he worked in his 
executive office building suite.

Presidential spokesmen will 
not say when the speech will be 
made, much less what it will 
contain. “The President hasn’t 
finished it yet,’’ one spokesman 
said.

But the indications, hints, and 
nuances drifting through White 
House and political circles 
point toward an address in­
cluding these major elements:

—A denial by the President 
that he was aware of plans to 
bug the Democratic National 
Committee, or that he was 
aware of or participated in the 
subtequent cover-up. ’This will 
be coupled with a condemnation 
of such acts.

—An admission that he did 
not pay enough personal atten­
tion to allegations that White 
House and re-election com­
mittee officials were involved 
in th e  s c a n d a l ,  and  
acknowledgement that what he 
thought was a thorough in­
vestigation by his subordinates 
really wasn’t.

—A recitation of his first 
term accomplishments and an 
assertion that he will not allow

Watergate to deter him from 
his second-term goals of lasting 
peace abroad and an end to in­
flation at home.

—An urgent plea for the 
American people to rekindle 
th e ir  conUdence in the ir 
government and join him in 
overcoming the impact of the 
scandal.

Nixon is expected to stress 
what aides call the “big pic­
ture’’ in a philosophically-toned 
television address^ leaving a 
point-by-point reb u tta l of 
Watergate allegations to a 
written document also due for 
release this week.

Apparently still to be decided 
are whether Nixon will point a 
specific finger of blame at 
those he believes are responsi­
ble for Watergate and its cover- 
up, and whether he will lash out 
at those investigating the scan­
dal.

The Manchester Board of 
Directors, by a unanimous ac­
tion last night and with almost 
no discussion, approved a 650,- 
000 a p p ro p r ia t io n  fo r 
reconstructing Purnell PI. The 
street runs one-way, north to 
South for one block, behind 
business establishments on the 
west side of downtown Main St.

The reconstruction was 
proposed by the Mayor’s Down­
town Action Committee as the 
first step in revitalizing the 
downtown area.

Acting Town Manager John 
Harkins told the directors the
650.000 appropriation will come 
from an available reservoir of
6346.000 in unallocated funds.

The 6346,000, explained
Harkins, consists of 610,000 in 
unspent 1971-72 .General Fund 
surplus, 6110,000 in 1972-73 
General Fund surplus, 696,000 
in accumulated insurance- 
refunds (an additional 622,000 
will be left intact, in the event it 
is needed for premiums later),
614.000 in 1972-73 unaUocated 
revenue-sharing funds, and
6116.000 in 1973-74 revenue- 
sharing funds higher than es­
timated.

While etplaining the 6346,000, 
Harkins recommended that
6100.000 of it be set aside for a 
new bridge on Olcott St., to 
replace the one washed out 
June 30 during a torrential rain.

The directors expressed sur­

prise and dismay at the 6100,000 
figure. They were told July 10 
that the bridge would cost an 
estimated 647,000. Harkins, 
Tuesday night, and Town 
Engineer W alter Senkow, 
Tuesday afternoon, both said 
the July 10 estimate proved too 
low, after a re-examination of 
the area and bid specs. Bids 
will be opened Aug. 31 in the 
Municipal Building. The direc­
tors, when they authorized the 
bids, didn’t make a committ­
ment on an appropriation.

Harkins said 6196,000 still will 
be available in unallocated 
funds after 650,000 is spent for 
Purnell PI. and |100,000 for an 
Olcott St. bridge.

Following the unanimous 
vote for the 650,000 appropria­
tion, short statements were 
made by Democrat Anthony 
Pietrantonio and Republican 
James Farr.

“ For the reco rd ,”  said

Pietrantonio, “this action was 
,no t taken because of any 
pressure-group tactics. The 
repairs to Purnell PI. should 
have been undertaken by the 
previous board or the one 
before that.”

Farr said, “Any town road in 
as desperate shape as this one 
(Purnell PI.) should be fixed. 
The repairs will benefit not only 
the merchants — it will benefit 
all using it. It will benefit the 
entire town.’’

The b o ard ’s scheduled  
meeting with Town Manager 
Robert Weiss, to hear his 
exp lana tion  of av a ilab le  
insurance-premium refunds, > 
was changed to Sept. 11 at 7 
p.m. It will be an executive ses­
sion — closed to the public and 
the press.

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‘”rhe country can thank God 
that another phase of American 
involvement in the Indochina 
war has ended, hopefully the 
last,” said Sen. Harold E. 
Hughes, D-Iowa.

Hughes said he hopes legisla­
tion passed by Congress to 
force an end of the (Cambodia 
bombing as of m idnight 
Tuesday will be obeyed.

But he said “Congress and> 
particularly the Armed Ser­
vices committees will be alert 
to investigate the slightest hint 
of violations.’’

Sen. Thomas F. Eagleton, D- 
Mo., sponsor of the amendment 
that led to the bombing halt and 
an end to all other U.S. combat 
activities in Indochina, said he 
is confident it will be adhered to 
by the administration.

Eagleton said he does not 
believe there is any way the 
hea\^ bombing that has been 
carried on around Phnom Penh, 
the Cambodian capital, could be 
continued secretly.

Rep. Joseph P. Addabbo, D- 
N.Y., an author of antibombing 
legislation, announced last 
week he would be in ’Thailand at 
midnight Tuesday' to check oh

steps taken to halt the bombing.
Eagleton said he is not op­

posed to U.S. cargo planes con­
tinuing to fly supplies to Cam­
bodia and noted that U.S. recon­
naissance flights a re  not 
prohibited by the legislation 
Congress passed.

However, he said, the prior 
approval of Congress would be 
required before any combat ac­
tivities could be engaged in by 
American forces.

The Pentagon has left open 
the possibility that the United 
States might provide armed es­
corts or take other military ac­
tion if its reconnaissance and 
cargo planes were fired on after 
the ehd of the bombing.

Sen. George McGovern, D- 
'S.D., said the bombing halt 
should be followed by an end to 
shipments of U.S. military 
equipment to Cambodia.

“We can offer technical and 
e c o n o m ic  a s s i s t a n c e ,”  
McGovern said in a Mutual 
Broadcasting System inter­
view. “But in my 'judgm ent, 
there is no role for continued 
American military support, 
either by our forces or our 
equipment.’’

Bombing Endg
PHNOM PENH, Cambodia 

(AP) — Two U.S. Air Force 
F ills , glinting silver in the 
bright sunlight, roared low over 
Phnom Penh at 10.45 a.m. today 
to signal the end of the 
American bombing Of Cam­
bodia.

Crowds in the streets paused 
briefly to watch the planes, but 
the bustle of the Cambodian 
capital quickly returned to nor­
mal. The people appeared un­
perturbed by the historic mo­
m ent and the  increased  
prospect that their city would 
fall to the estimated 30,000 
Ck>mmunist-led insurgents of 
the Khmer Rouge around it.

• Nixon to accept ended the 
longest aerial campaign in the 
history of warfare.

Tornaquindici, who was voted

Ronald Blake, assistant town 
planner, said that the develop­
ment will require changes of 
zone to Comprehensive Urban 
Development (CUD), Business 
III Zone and Industrial Zone.' '

Blake said that if the applica­
tion was submitted today, the 
public hearing would be held at 
the Oct. 1 meeting of the Plan­
ning and Zoning Commission.

Cullen said that applications 
concerning zone changes in the 
portion of the land located in 
South Windsor are being 
readied at this time.

MAP Associates is to be 
represented at the zoning 
hearings by Arthur M. Fischer, 
Inc., a professional develop­
ment firm, headquartered in 
New York City and a develop­
ment arm of MAP.

The 10- to 15-year develop­
ment program proposed by 
MAP Associates includes a 
shopping center, a hotel- 
convention center facility, of­
fice buildings, a “campus- 
style” research park, and a 
condominium community.

According to Arthur Fischer 
of Arthur Fischer, Inc., the 
project will create a “signifi­
c an t sou rce  of new tax 
revenues” for Manchester and 
South Windsor and provide 
“substantial employment op-; 
portunities” for area residents.

Town Planner J. Eric Potter 
said in February that the time, 
money and effort being spent on 
the project by both Fischer, 
Inc. and MAP Associates in­
dicated the “serious” planning 
of a development.

The partnership has spent 
large sums of money on studies 
into various facets of the 
project.

Engineering studies of the 
project were conducted by 
G risw o ld  and F u ss  of 
Manchester, environmental 
studies were done by Jason 
Cortell of Wellesley, Mass., and 
other firms have conducted 
studies on the projects in such 
areas as planning, transporta­
tion, traffic planning and 
economic feasibility.

According to Fischer, the 
planning of the,, project in 
Buckland will "capture the es­
sence of old New England town 
planning.”

Fischer also said that the site 
will feature an extensive inter­
nal traffic system and will be

easily accessible to highway in­
terchange areas. This will 
minimize the impact to the 
local traffic situation, he said.

Condominium housing in the 
project will be arranged in 
neighborhoods which will be 
connected with one another and 
cpn tra l com m ercial and 
recreational areas through the 
use of sheltered bicycle and 
pedestrian paths, according to 
Fischer. Some old tobacco 
sheds, already on the property, 
are to be rebuilt and converted 
to use as “centers for com­
munity activity,” Fischer said.

Other plans, for a residential 
village green, indicate the con­
struction of a library, church, 
meeting hall, crafts, food and 
service shops, and facilities for 
social functions.

The Hartman Tobacco Co. 
has owned the land since 1928 
and has used it for the cultiva­
tion of cigar wrapper tobacco.

One of the factors which 
Hartman officials said led the 
company to consider the sale of 
its property is the state’s immi­
nent takeover of some 113 acres 
of its land for reconstruction of 
1-86 ( th e  W ilbur C ross 
Highway) and connecting 
roads.

The tobacco company would 
continue to grow shade grovm 
tobacco on part of that land in 
the coming years due to the 
timing of that development.

Nixon Takes Watergate 
Case To People Tonight

Overdue Ship 
Turns Up Safe

BOSTON (AP) -  The Coast 
Guard said today the overdue 
sailboat Sea Legs HI has turned 
up in Nantucket.

The 32-foot vessel whs three 
days overdue on a trip from 
Halifax, N.S., to Provinratown, 
the Coast Guard, said.

A Coast Guard spokesnnan 
said the vessel, with a crew of 
six, sailed into Nantucket Har­
bor early today.

WASHINGTON (A P) -  
President Nixon takes his 
defense in the Watergate case 
to the American people tonight 
with a television address about 
the scandal that has marred his 
presidency.

The chief executive worked 
at his Camp David retreat 
today on the final version of the 
9 p.m. EDT speech and on a 
more detailed written state­
ment to be released at the same 
time.

The half-hour address from 
the Oval Office will be carried 
live by all national radio and 
television networks.

The speech and statement 
comprise Nixon’s first com­
prehensive response since May 
22 to the stream of allegations 
flowing from what ranks as one

of the greatest political.scan­
dals in the nation’s history.

Confronted by opinion polls 
showing public confidence in 
his administration and him per­
sonally at all time lows, the 
President will seek in the 
television address to rally 
public support for ,his second 
term foreign and domestic 
goals.

White House officials, who 
contend the American people 
are "ready to turn the corner” 
on Watergate, said tonight's 
response will be followed in the 
days ahead by other public 
speeches and news con­
ferences.

The first will come on Mon­
day in New Orleans, where the 
President is to address the 
Veterans of Foreign Wars

national convention. Next will 
come a news' conference in 
California, where Nixon is to 
spend the last two weeks of the 
month.

While most of his aides 
declined to discuss specifics of 
tonight’s speech, they indicated 
the President would deny ad­
vance knowledge of the bugging 
of D em ocra t ic  National  
Headquarters and of the sub­
sequent cover-up, while candid­
ly conceding he should have 
paid more heed to allegations 
that White House and re- 
election committee officials 
were involved.

The President reportedly was 
ready to place a large share of 
the blame on fired White House 
counsel John W. Dean III. Until 
the early months of this year,

Nixon sought to cope with the 
spreading allegations of' scan­
dal by citing an investigation he 
said Dean conducted showing 
no White House involvement.

Dean, who said he never 
made the investigation Nixon 
cited, was a principal witness in 
the televised Senate Watergate 
committee hearings.

In addition to the bugging and 
cover-up. Nixon is reported 
ready to respond to other 
spinoff questions — such as the 
burglary of Pentagon papers 
defendant Daniel Ellsberg’s 
psychiatrist's office.

But aides indicated the bulk 
of the televised address will be 
devoted to an effort to rekindle 
public confidence in the Presi­
dent and his administration.
