Al the same time, the price of
wheat for future delivery rose
to record levels on Tuesday,
reflecting increased worldwide
demand. Some farmers were
holding on to their wheat in the
belief that the price would go
even higher.

The Cost of Living Council
said it would announce new
regulations for the food in-
dustry today. The regulations—
allowing additional price in-
creases to reflect boosts in non-
agricultural costs — will take
effect Sept, 12.

Daniel Goodrich, assistant
meat manager at a Grand
Union supermarket in Albany,
N.Y., summed up the situation:

“You'll see a lot of poultry
and pork. specials during the
next two weeks," he said,
"“That will create a demand and
the prices will go back up."

Food prices have been rising
since they were partially freed
from controls on July 18, Only
the price of beef remains under
a ceiling.

"New York City fifed a suit in
U.S, District Court on Tuesday
against Agriculture Secretary
Earl L. Butz, claiming he has
violated the law by refusing to
act on the beefl shortage that
has developed because of the
continuing freeze.

The city claimed that Butz
could alleviate the situation by
taking action under the recently
passed farm bill which allows
him to certify that a shortage
exists and advise the President
on possible solutions.

The city asked that Butz be
compelled to certify that there

is a shortage and to suggest
means of ending it. A hearing
was set for Friday.

Scattered price decreases
turned up around the country.

Albany - (N.Y.) Public
Markets was offering chicken
Tuesday at 69 cents a pound,
down from 94 to 99 cents, while
pork loin cuts cost $1.27, a
decrease from $1.45.

Egg prices in Pennsylvania
supermarkets dropped by as
much as 7 éents’a dozen in the
last week; chicken prices were
35 cents a pound lower; and
pork chops declined 11 cents a
pound.

The Labor Department said
Tuesday that the Consumer
Price Index went up two-tenths
of one per cent in July, the
lowest increase in six months.

Food prices, however, went up
eight-tenths of one per cent in
July, more thar had been
expected.

Wholesale pork and poultry
prices have been declining in
recent days because of con-
sumer resistance. Corn and
soybeans sold for future

Suppose that this man is
a careful driver ap feels that if
he gets into an accident it won't
be his fault.

But if no-fault covered

property damage, than this
man would be forced to carry
collision insurance because, if
he didn't and was involved in an
accident, his car would con-
stitute a financial loss to him
whether or not it was his fault,

Officials of the small claims
court-in Manchester said that
the amount of personal damage
suits stemming from auto ac-
cidents has dropped noticably
since the advent of no-fault in
Connecticut.

Genovesi said that the in-
surance companies cannot
raise the rates of one of their
clients because he is involved in
an accident, unless he is
arrested and charged with the
accident.

George Maloney,, the
manager of Manchester
Memorial Hospital's business
office said that hospital bills
are being paid faster under the
no-fault plan.

He said that medical in-
surance plans, such as the
Connecticut Medical Service
and Blue Cross, still pay
medical claims faster than
other insurance companies, but
with no-fault, payment is usual-
ly made within two weeks of the
time that the claim was sub-
mitted, Under state law an in-
surance company must pay its
client’s claim for personal in-
jury within 15 days of submis-
sion of the claim, '

Police complain that it is
nearly impossible to enforce
some of the no-fault provisions,
as other Connecticut motor
vehicle laws remain unchanged
since the coming of no-fault.

According to Sgt. Joseph
Brooks of the Manchester
Police Department, motor
vehicle law does not require
any driver over the age of 18 to
produce proof of insurance to
anyone other the the state
Department of Motor Vehicles.

Brooks said that only police

Otherwise, Brooks
said, the Department of Motor
Vehicles will notify local police
authorities when they receive
an accident report form on
which the insurance informa-
tion section remains blank. The
police may then arrest the
violator for operating an unin-
sured motor vehicle.

No fault insurance deals only
with personal injury over $400.

Motorcycles, buses and taxis
are not covered by the no-fault
act,

No-fault also means that a
motorist Is required to carry
minimum insurance coverage
for bodily injury ($20,000 per
person, $40,000 per accident),
llability insurance for property
damage (at least $5,000 per ac-
cident) and uninsured motorist
coverage of $20,000 per person
and $40,000 per accident. The
act also allows for basic repara-
tion benefits in the amount of

Allende appeared on a
second-floor balcony and told
the chering crowd: **We will de-
fend Chile from the fascists and
those who want a civil war."

Meanwhile, several hundred
antigovernment women stoned
the home of Gen, Carlos Prats,
the army commander-in-chief
and defense minister. Police
drove them off with tear gas,
and two women were treated at
a military hospital for minor in-
juries,

Economy Minister Jose
Cademartori said that the 48-
hour strike that the nation's
shop owners began Tuesday
was seditious. He warned that
the government has prepared
an emergency plan that it
would apply ‘‘at the opportune
moment to safeguard com-
merce and the consumers.” He
did not elaborate, but
presumably he was warning
against an extension of the
strike.

The shopkeepers of the
Merchants’ Confederation
closed down to show sympathy
for the strike by the nation's
private truckers, now in its 28th
day.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The legal battle over access to
White House tapes of presidential conversations about
Watergate took on the drama of a courtroom debate today
between two of the nation's leading constitutional lawyers,

Charles Alan Wright,
representing the President, and
Watergate special prosecutor
Archibald Cox began arguing
the case at 10 a.m., EDT,
before U.S. District Court
Judge John J. Sirica,

The judge has not said how
quickly he will announce his
decision. But, whichever way
he rules, the losing side seems
certain to appeal.

The case could lead to a land-
mark Supreme Court decision
clarifying, for the first time in
American history, whether a
president has an obligation to
give a grand jury material it
believes is vital evidence in a
criminal case.

Monorail
Project
Criticized

HARTFORD (AP) — The
Democratic leader of the
Connecticut Senate today called
the proposed $4.4 million
monorail at Bradley Inter-
national Airport “the biggest
potential waste of public funds
in the history of the state."

Charles T. Alfano of Suffield
said the three-quarter mile
system Is as totally un-
necessary as a planned 1,500-
car parking lot,

Gov. Thomas J, Meskill an-
nounced Monday that the Ford
Motor Co. would get the con-
tract to build the monorail that
will run between the new lot
and the Bradley terminal,

“There are already four or
five privately operated valet

- parking services along turnpike

road adjacent to the airport.
These lots are open and
attended 24 hours a day. They
offer free transport to and from
the terminal, cost less than
parking at the airport and are
seldom more than half full,”
Alfano said.

He sald the monorail wasn't
mentloned in the state Depart-
ment of Transportation's
master plan this year or for
either of eevious years.

Alfano further questioned the
monorail’s future adaptability
to urban areas saying Connec-
ticut didn't have an urban area
large enough to make such a
system feasible.

Cox, a 61-year-old professor
of law at Harvard, argued
scores of cases before the
Supreme Court when he was
U.S. solicitor general from 1961
to 1965,

Wright, 45, who teaches con-
stitutional law at the University
of Texas, alsois a veteran prac-«
titioner before the Supreme
Court,

In his televised Watergate
speech last week, the President
said the “principle of confiden-
tiality of presidential conver-
sations is at stake in the ques-
tion of the tapes. I must and
shall oppose any efforts to
destroy this principle, which is
o0 vital to the conduct of the
presidency. "’

Cox and Wright dueled
through written briefs for
several weeks, setting the stage
for today's oral confrontation.

In his written argument, Cox
sald, "It is a false conflict to
see the present controversy as
a struggle belween the powers
of the judiciary and the

¢ prerogatives of the president

“This court is merely called
upon to vindicate the rule of law
and to direct compliance with
the duty owed by every citizen,
including the president — the
duty to supply evidence to the
grand jury when In accordance
with law."”

In a writlen argument earlier
this month, Wright sald; ‘'The
court may tell the executive
that it is to produce, but if the
executive chooses not to do so,
It is free to make that choice
and the only power in the court
is to dismiss the prosecution."

Cox also contended that the
President waived any clalm of
executive privilege for the
tapes when he permiited aides
to testify about their recollec-
tion of the same conversations.

Cox subpoenaed the tapes of
nine presidential conversations
on July 23 after Nixon refused
to turn them over voluntarily.
The Senate Watergate com-
mitlee subpoenaed the tapes of
five conversations the same
day.

Nixon notified all parties July
26 he would not comply with the
subpoenas, Cox immediately
asked Sirica to order the Presi-
dent to obey the subpoena, and
the committee filed a civil suit
Aug. 9 asking for a judgment
supporting its subpoena.

A heart opening is better for
the defenders.

ORLEANS, Mass, (AP) —
One woman drowned and eight
other persons were hospitalized
when a giant riptide swept
along Nauset Beach near the
Cape Cod National Sea Shore
Tuesday and pulled at least 50
swimmers out to sea.

The victim was identified as
Mrs. Edward Stephoniatis, 52,
of Watertown, Conn.

Her husband, Edward, 57, and
six other persons were listed in
good condition at Cape Cod
Hospital in Hyannis. Another
person was listed as fair.

Witnesses said many of the
swimmers were about 50 feet
offshore when the giant riptide
— estimated to be about 300
yards wide — sent them further
out,

A riptide occurs when two
currents running in opposite
directions along the shoreline
meet and push out to sea,

‘“Where they meet,

something’s got to give and it
does by going out to sea,”
explained Joseph Chase, an
associate sclentist at Woods
gole Oceanographic Institu-
on. ‘

"“We tried to swim back to
Shore,"” said Forest Belvar, 26,
of Waterbury, Conn., ‘‘but the
water just wouldn't let us. Even
the people who attempted to
rescue us couldn't get
anywhere either. It was un-
believable, It was like swim-
ming through a stone wall."

Police chief Chester Landers
said he couldn't recall anything
similar in‘the past 20 years en-
dangering swimmers on the
Cape.

Landers said the attempts by
some swimmers to rescue those
first, endangered made the
rescue by life guards ‘‘even
more impossible."

One unidentified man rescued
five persons by bringing them
back to shore on a surf board.

appends a final chapter, “The
Temptation of Power,” as a
kind of epilogue to the
narrative.

I'm reminded of the memoir
that John Bartlow Martin did
during LBJ's Presidency on
events in the Dominican
Republic to which he had been
President Kennedy’'s am-
bassador. He called the
memoir, wryly, “‘Overtaken by
Events.'" That is what
happened to Mr. White's fine
dramatic narrative: The
Watergate breakthrough came
when he had all but finished his
recital, and he found himself
overtaken by events. He had to
fashion an assessment of
Richard Nixon's personality
that would tie together his
original assessment with the
shattering events of Watergate.

In a real sense, Richard
Nixon was overtaken by events,
too — events he had not counted
on when he ran for the
Presidency after the original
Watergate arrests a year ago
June — events he had, himself,
in one way or another, set in
motion. Whatever he may have
known or not have known about
the plots and coverup, he must
have been surprised at the in-
tensity of the national reaction
when it came. He has been
trying to catch up with the
events — and his underestimate
of them — ever since,

The greatest moral crisis of
the Presidency in American
history has clearly eroded the
President's authority. Where
once his authority bulged all
over the presidential chair, his
diminished authority now
leaves a vast space all around
him. J

This has had repercussions on
America’s world monetary
position, on the movement of
prices and living costs iternal-
ly, on the loss of command in
the Cambodian situation, on the
disenchantment of the Chinese
Communist government when
it had found that the head of the
world's greatest imperium is
not in command in his own
national house.

Which raises the question:
What will happen to the authori-
ty not only of the President but
the Presidency? Whether Nixon

and Agnew stay in office, or if -

only one of them does, or
neither, there is bound to be a
shift in the balance of authority
between the on one
side and Congress and the
courts and the press on the
other, I am convinced that, one
way or another, a new
equilibrium will be struck. It
may last a few years or a
decade or several generations.
That is in the lap of history, and
this time we had better not be
overtaken by events.

Hysterectomy vs. tied tubes

By Lawrence E. Lamb, M.D.
Dear Dr. Lamb — There
are several girls in our office
who are curious about certain
isgues of birth control. We
often hear of women having
comslele hysterectomies in-
stead of tubal ligations. This
seems rather senseless to us.
Why would they choose a hys-
:iere,ctomy over a tubal liga-
on?-

When a woman 'has her
tubes tied are thete any side
effects? What actually hap-
pens? Does the ovary stop
?roducing eggs. or does the
ie prevent the eggs from
reaching the womb. If the
eggs are still produced, does
this not cause some dama§e
from the eggs backing up in
the woman's system.

How easy is it to obtajn a
tubal ligation? Is it a matter
between patient and doctor, or
nn;e some hospitals opposed to

Dear Reader — Some wom-
'en have a hysterectomy be-
cause they have problems

with their uterus, such as a
tumor or excessive bleeding.
This, of course, also results in
their being sterile, The body
of the uterus and the cervix
are frequent sites of cancer in
the female. The complete
removal of the uterus and
cervix eliminates the likeli-
hood of this problem in the
fu;.ure. Tying the tubes does
not,

When the tubes are tied this
literally removes the ability
of the ovato pass down the
tube into*the uterus for im-

lantation and pregnancy.

is has no effect whatsoever
on the ovaries. The ovaries
are anatomically separated
from the mouth or opening of
the tubes. The egg is released
bg'othe ovary, ?asses a very
short distance, literally in the
open space, and enters the
mouth of the tube. This means
after the tubes are tied, ovula-
tion continues as it did before,
The eggs, however, cannot
pass down the tubes, so they
are literally absorbed by the
body. They are not blocked up

in the ovary, since they are
released as they always have
been, into the free space.

This actually is somewhat
different than the vasectomy
in the male where there is a
connecting tube between the
body of the testicle to the
prostate and poiht of exit of
sperm cells, Tying off the vas
does block the emission of
sperm cells, but tying off the
tube in a woman does not
block the emission of ova.

Not all doctors are willing
to do tubal ligations. It is
against some doctor's reli-
E\:ous code, and the same can

said about some hospitals.
The only real way to find out
is to discuss it with your own
doctor, if one has reason to
seriously consider such an
operation.

Dear Reader — A small
amount of liquor for a person
with underlying brain damage

can cause uncontroliable
rages or abnormal behavior.
In a severe case of ulcers it
may cause bleeding. Even in a
healthy person, the accumu-
lated affects can cause liver
damage, brain damage and
other medical problems.

No one should form a habit
of having even one drink a
day, and it's inadvisable to
drink more than four drinks
for any occasion, These should
be drunk no more rapidly than
one drink Yer hour and you
should wait at least an hour
after the last drink before
driving. Drinks should be lim-
ited to one jigger of whiskey
or a similar beveragé in mak-
ing a cocktail, or one bottle of
beer, or a half a glass of
wine.

In court, he pointed out
that the company had known of
the leak for more than a week
without bothering to warn him
of the danger.

Result: the court ordered the
company to pay for the dead
sheep, The judge said it had
failed to exercise the “‘reasonable
care” that the law demands in
such circumstances,

This case illustrates the type of
claim that can arise from the
network of cross-country pipe-
lines now spreading swiltly un-
der our land.

Gas pipelines too have their
hazards. In another case, a gas
pipeline was laid on the surface
of some suburban property,
close behind a small house. A
resident of the house unwittlingly
backed his car over the line,
cracked it open, and suffered a
toxic dose of escaping gas.

When the man asked for dam-
ages, the company said it had a
contractual right to lay pipeline
“anywhere on the premises,” But
a court said this did not mean it
could do so without fair regard
for the safety of people living
there.

Of course, the resident who is
aware of a pipeline has to take
reasonable precautions too.

Charles Regan, chairman of
the candidates’ screening com-
mittee, presented and
nominated all persons who
came through the committee
and further nominations were
in order from the floor.

Town Committee Chairman
Charles Thifault opened the
caucus and the committee vice
chairman, George Hunt, was
elected chairman of the caucus.

John Burokas received 48 of
T2 votes in a secret ballot, and
was the highest vote-getter of
the eight persons nominated for
selectman, Helen Wanat and
Kevin Cavanagh each received
4 votes and Edward Moskey
was the fourth candidate
selected, with 42 votes.

Under the new charter, effec-
tive Nov. 1, the Board of
Selectmen will consist of seven
members. Each party is
allowed to nominate four.

Burokas, active in town ac-
tivities since moving to town in
1951, has served one term as
selectman. He has been on the
Board of Finance, which will be
eliminated under the new
charter, since its inception six
years ago, He was on the Hicks
School building committee, is a
former Planning and Zoning
chairman and Capitol Region
Planning Agency represen-
tative for four years.

Burokas and his wife, Judy,
former registrar of voters and
president of the Democratic
Women's Club, live on Russell
Drive. He is a technical writer
for Pratt & Whitney Aircraft.

Burokas said, “'I would like to
continue my interest in town
and keep an eye on good
government.”

Mrs. Wanat, widow of former
First Selectman Eugene
Wanat, is a psychologist in the
Windsor school system. She has
lived in town over 30 years, is a
former teacher at the Universi-
ty of Connecticut, former vice
chairman of the Town Com-
mittee, and served ten terms as
justice of the peace. She was
the first woman registrar in
town, and the Hartford Times
first Tolland correspondent, in
1647,

Mrs, Wanat ways she still holds
the same belief she shared with

her late husband. “We've
always been interested in the
town and issues, not per-
sonalities."

Cavanagh, the only Tolland
“newcomer’’ has lived in town
five years. He is the assistant
director of Data Processing at
Traveler's Insurance Co. He
served one year on the Board of
Finance and has been active in
local politics since 1970. He was
the co-chairman of the Citizen
for Charter Revision com-
mittee, which helped get the
new charter voted in.

Cavanagh, confident of a
Democratic win in November,
said the opposition party has
“created confusion in Tolland —
if they win in November the
confusion will turn to chaos.”

Moskey, is employed by
American Machine Foundary
and runs his own typewriter
repair service. Although he has
served many years on the town
committee he has never sought
public office.

Now that his son has
graduated from high school,
and Moskey is no longer active
in Boys League, he feels “it's
time I came into politics and
help people in Tolland get what
they're paying for."

Expected In 74

. WASHINGTON (AP) — Secretary of Defense James R.
Schlesinger has told the armed services to prepare for
possible new base closings and cutbacks before next year’s

congressional elections.

This would be the second wave of base slashes in about a

year.,

The Pentagon last April shut,
reduced or consolidated 274 in-
stallations in 32 states at a
claimed savings of $3.5 billion
over the next 10 years.

Since then, Congress has been
cracking down hard on defense
money requests for new
weapons and one key com-
mittee has voted to cut the
armed forces by 156,000 men
below what the Nixon ad-
ministration has planned for
the post-Vietnam era.

Pentagon sources. said
Schlesinger has directed the Ar-
my, Navy and Air Force to
review their base requirements
and to send him a list of expen-
dable installations by mid-
December. '

Congress will have finished
work on the defense budget by
then, and Pentagon leaders will
know where they stand.

Sources said Schlesinger had

not given the :;ervlces:i any

ific guidelines in deter-
rsnpii;ng which bases should be
closed. The number could run
into the hundreds, and probably
would include some overseas.
There are 451 major bases in
the United States and 323
abroad.

Any new base closings and
cutbacks probably would be an-
nounced early in 1974 when the
next budget goes to Capitol Hill
but would not take effect until
after the voters pick their
representatives and senators in
November next year.

Congressmen can be
expected to fight the loss of
bases in their states, and the
jobs that go with them.

Two Accused
Of Violating
Blue laws

STONINGTON (AP) — Two
eastern Connecticut men were
arrested Tuesday for alleged
violations of the state's Blue
Laws which prohibit selling
certain items on Sundays.

The two, Robert Goffin of
Essex and Frank Meszaros of
Deep River, were charged in
10th Circuit Court warrants
sought by prosecutor Harold
Dean und signed by Judge Max
Reicher, Stonington police said.

They were released on their
own recognizance for a court
appearance later this month.

Making the division directly
accountable to the com-
missioner will put data only one
step from the governor, Miller
said. *‘With the governor having
his own man responsible ...
there's a greater (acili‘ty and a
greater possibility of gover-
nor's priorities being directly
communicated to the division
and the division will have much
greater access to the gover-
nor.”

If the division matures as the
CPEC envisions it, it will
“hopefully eliminate the gut
reaction approach to priority
planning,” Miller said.

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He Saw Eclip.;;
In East Africa

At 3:57 minutes, 25.1 seconds
.on June 30, Sal Lopes held a
piece of exposed film up to his
eye, ‘

Through the film, Lopes
observed ‘‘a mass of light
splattered over the sky,’” as the
moon lumbered in front of the
sun, causing one-of nature's
most awesome phenomenon —
the solar eclipse.

Lopes, a former Manchester
resident now teaching at
Lexington (Mass.) High School,
was viewing the eclipse in
Kenya, East Africa, a location
considered by most scientists to
be the vantage point for full
totality.

While Lopes peered through
the film, which screens out the
sun’s blinding rays, his co-
workers, a group of Lexington
High School students and
another faculty member, con-
ducted a variety of
experiments.

A social studies teacher,
Lopes had organized the
‘‘Lexington Solar Eclipse
Observation Expedition."
Despite a lack of scientific
knowledge, Lopes decided last
December to accompany the
group on the journey. Through
donations by the Rotary and
Lions Clubs of Lexington, as
well as a $1,000 gift from the
wife of the president of the
Polaroid Land Co., the group
managed to secure enough
finances to embark upon the
three-week trip.

“We were the only high
school group in the world who
were at the ideal site,” Lopes
said. The expedition was
stationed at Logengalani, a
peninsula on Lake Rudolf in the
northern part of Kenya. The
group managed to obtain a site
reserved for NBC-TV, which
had canceled its coverage due
to Watergate televising
expenses, Lopes said.

Although the group was at
first ‘‘not taken seriously,” it
managed o secure a research
permit from the Kenyan
government enabling it to view
the eclipse from the exclusive
location, which was populated
by about 70-80 leading scien-
tists,

Prior to the day of the event,
the high school expedition met
with several scientists, in-
cluding Dr.. Richard Leakey,
who was heading the eclipse ef-
forts, and Dr. Donald Menzel,
an astronomer from Harvard
University.

One of the students went
“head to head" with Menzel,
Lopes recalled. The 17-year-old
youth challenged a theory
devised by the astronomer,
which dealt with atmospheric
reflections on the ground.

This same boy observed the
reactions of ants during the
eclipse, the only experiment of
its kind occuring at that par-
ticuliar site. Lopes maintained
that the actions of wildlife

throught the eclipse was.

studied at another location
since the peninsula was an arid
land, devoid of any animals.

Other experiments conducted
by the youths were a study of
shadow bands, thin shadows
which ripple across the ground;
a plot of the sun’s intensity and
photographic documentation of
the event. Over $5,000 worth of
sophisticated equipment was
loaned or donated to the expedi-
tion by various coporations,
Lopes said,

‘It was so huge, so
prominent,” Lopes recounted,
when describing the sun during
the eclipse. At the moment of
lotality, sounds of cheering peo-
ple and honking horns were
audible, he said.

His own reaction to the final
moment of totality ‘was,
_ironically enough, that youthful
expression — ““Out of sight!”

The sun was three-quarters
larger than the size during a
normal eclipse, Lopes
recounted numerous adven-
turesencountered by the group.

“Becatse of the roaming
scorpions, we had to sleep off
the ground, in the open,” he
said. The expedition also soon
mastered other rules of living
in East Africa,

“One night, we woke up and
our pots and plans were flying
all around us,” he recalled. The
team quickly learned to secure
equipment at night, due to the
extremely high winds in the
area,

While staying at a game
reserve in the southern part of
Kenya, the group picked up
proper rules of etiquette while

One member of the expedition
did photograph the tribe, and
had a rock thrown at him,
Lopes said.

The guide described tales of
the ceremonial rites of the
Masai.

"“A mixture of blood, urine
and milk is drunk to celebrate a
success," Lopes said.

The group spent several
nights in a “banda,” a clay hut
with ‘a thatched roof, while
touring the game reserve.
Lopes remembered several
nights when the screeching
hyenas kept him awake for
hours.

"“They sound just like a police
siren, only closer,” Lopes
noted.

Lopes also outlined his im-
pressions of the inhabitants of
Kenya. Although the image of
the “‘great white man" is dead,
most Kenyans are not resentful
lowards outsiders. Tourism is
thriving in Kenya, which is‘a
choice spot for many
anthropologists and
sociologists, which may ac-
caunt for the “‘spoiling” of the
land, as noted by Lopes. He
recalled natives charging $7 for
a 15-minute ride on a camel,
and the Masai members
charging from $1 to-$30
allowing a tourist to photograph’
them.

However, the entire country
did not welcome the droves of
scientists arriving for the
eclipse. “The El Mono tribal
group was upset because of
‘white man’s magic',"” Lopes
said. They accused the
researchers of actually causing
the eclipse, while simultaneous-
ly robbing the chiefs and
medicine men of their powers.

Lopes should apparently be '
sensitized to the needs of the
African people. A former Peace
Corps worker, Lopes spent
several years as a teacher in
Liberia. After the expedition
returned to the United States,
Lopes remained in Africa to
visit friend- in the village of
Kpaiyea, which is now totally
Liberian controlled.

“'There's no more Peace
Corps there,” Lopes exclaimed.

The aim of the Peace Corps is
to help a village become com-
pletely independent, he said.
Once this is accomplished, the
workers leave for other un-
derdeveloped areas.

Lopes pointed toward a pile of
notes detailing his experiences
in Kenya. He plans to
transform: this mass of
material into a book revealing
what it was like standing before
that “‘mass of light.”

And how else could it be but
absolutely enlightening?

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Pedestfian City Plans Told

By HOWARD ULMAN

PROVIDENCE, R.I. (AP) — A stu-
dent group's futuristic view of people
whizzing above downtown streets in
tiny capsules instead of sitting in
autos creeping along in traffic jams is
causing a stir beyond academic
circles.

Government officials say they're in-
terested in what once was merely a
class project. They say staff are being
assigned to take a close look at the
plans.

Under the program, cars would be
banned from downtown Providence.
Lots and structures would be set up on
the downtown fringe for parking. In-
side the boundary, people and parks
would rule.

The pedestrian city is the vision of a

Rhode Island School of Design team,
It is part of a broader plan that began
last fall as a. classroom project to
develop a coordinated transportation
system for Providence.

Each day, about 250,000 vehicles
pass through the downtown area, the
researchers say, causing traffic con-
gestion and making life hazardous for
pedestrians.

Under the design school’s plan,
those cars either would skirt the
downtown area via a “ring road"
composed of existing streets or would
be left in the fringe parking facilities.
Streets would become malls where
people could walk.

Motorists working downtown would
hop aboard a capsule for the last leg of
their journeys.

Each capsule would be like a
horizontal elevator, carrying four to

six persons who would push buttons to
alert the computer running the
system of their destinations, Nineteen
stations would be set up to minimize
walking distance from capsules to
jobs.

The researchers say a similar
system in Morgantown, W. Va. now
operates between the University of
West Virginia and the downtown area.

Prof. Gerald Howes, who is
overseeing the project, complains
that downtown Providence is too
busy, dangerous and lifeless. He says
creation of a pedestrian city is
technologically feasible.

It could “attract a great amount of
entertainment, living and culture
back to" downtown Providence and
create a ‘‘24-hour-a-day city,” he

One stumbling block facing the stu-
dent plan is money. The researchers

" say about $25 million to $30 million

would be needed to set up the capsule
system, with more funds required for
other parts of the plan. :

“It's the type of project that can be
done piecemeal, depending on the
financing,” says Vincent Pallozzi,
director of the Providence Depart-
ment of Planning gnd Urban Develop-
ment,

Francis Dutra, a state phnning of-
ficial, says ‘‘We're quite interested in
the whole thing. Basically, it seems to
hold great promise."

And Robert J. Rahill, state
transportation director who says he's
assigning staffers to study the plan,
describes it as “‘a bit visionary, but it
has tbe kind of bold sweep that we

Sweden, Thgh nghly Amerlcamzed foers Many Ways

STOCKHOLM (AP) — When
an American visits Sweden, he
usually feels right at home, If
you ask him why, he may well
reply ‘‘so much seems so
American.”

That's easy to understan.
because Swedes have the
reputation of being the ‘‘most
Americanized'’ people in
Europe. So much is done in the
American way.

They live in a modern, even
ultramodern, style, surrounded
by gadgets. Self-service stores,
dispensers and supermarkets
rapidly are replacing the little
shops around the corner. They
buy their clothes off the hook
and they go for frozen dinners.
Above all, an American has lit-
tle difficulty in getting around.
English is the second language.

And judged by the usual
yardsticks for standard of
living, Sweden more often than
not ranks second only to the
United States. It leads Europe,
for example, in the numbers of
cars, telephones, television
sets, washing machines and
freezers per thousand in-
habitants,

But there are differences,
and the longer one stays in
Sweden, the more apparent
they become

Like the United States,
Sweden is prosperous. The
national per capita income,
tops in Europe, was $3,695 in
1970 compared with $4,274 in the
United States.

But it wasn't always so.
During the latter half of the
19th century and until World
War I, more than a million
Swedes fled the poverty of
Sweden, then mainly an
agricultural society, and
emigrated to America.

As a result of the industrial
revolution, which came late to
Sweden but took hold very fast,
the country’s people are in the
main a rather uniform middle
class of industrial workers,
clerks and small tradesmen. In
the 40 years from 1930, the
percentage of the labor force
engaged in agriculture has
dropped from 36 per cent to
only 7 per cent.

Inflation is an old story to the
Swede—prices have risen about
60 per cent over the last 10
years—and prices are a shock
even to visiting Americans with
their own problems of high
priced beef and shortages.

There are no food shortages
in Sweden except as they are
dictated by a household’s
budget. A pound of filet mignon
costs from $7 to $9, ground beef
about $2.50 and pork chops
around $3 a pound. So it's no
wonder that pea soup, baloney
sausage, blood pudding and
potatoes with herring have
become Sweden’s national dis-
hes.

With American bourbon
priced at §17 a fifth, scotch at
$14 and gin at $13, many a
Swede simply can’t afford
spirits. Sale of spirits and wines
in a state monopoly and the
national policy is to wean the
Swede away from hard drinking
to the wines which are not so
highly taxed.

But perhaps the most signifi-
cant difference at all betwcen
the American and Swedish way
of life is that Sweden above all
is a thoroughly socialized coun-
try—perhaps the most ad-
vanced in this respect in the
world.

And that means high taxes.

The average male industrial
worker earns $6,750-$7,500 an-

nually. But his take-home pay is
much lower. A married couple

per cent goes in indirect taxes
on all consumer goods including
food.

Tolland May Take Over

Own Special Education

Tolland may have its own
special education program by
the 1974-75 school year,

According to Dr. Kenneth
MacKenzie, superintendent of
schools, with mounting costs
for tuition and transportation to
neighboring towns for special
education, it has reached the
point where it may be less
expensive for the town to
operate its own program.

Camille Vautour, last year's
special services chairman who
resigned in June to pursue his
doctorate degree at the Univer-
sity of Connecticut, has been
rehired on’'a part-time basis.
UConn has agreed to release
Vautour one day a week to
direct the special services
staff, He will report to the
Board of Education in February
with recommendations on the
initiation of a special education
program beginning next year.

The board received a report
on special services from
Vautour in June which set
forth the contributing team's
objectives, functions, descrip-
tion of programs, evaluation
and hopes for the future, The
team includes the speech and
hearing therapist, psychologist,
counseling staff, school nurses,
learning disability teachers,
and the Hick's teacher of social
and emotional adjustment.

Special services in Tolland
represents programs and ser-
vices for exceptional children
ages 3 to 21 who reside in town.
The primary focus is the pupil
with special education needs,

the goal is to help the individual
“to be the best person he
possibly can be."”

At present, the special

department provides
supportive and instructional
services. Supportive services
include counseling, health, psy-
chological, speech and hearing.
Instructional services provided
within the schools include the
learning disability programs,
children with socialand
emotional adjustmeént
problems and homebound in-
struction,

Instructional “services are
provided other handicapped
children by arrangement with
other towns and isntitutions.
Tolland has enrolled 5 children
in the Talcottville School and 13
educable mentally retarded
children in two other Vernon
schools, for the coming school
year. Six emotionally disturbed
youngsters have been placed in
schools and centers out of town,
as well as one deaf child, a mul-
tiple handicapped child, and
two pre-school cerebral palsy
victim children.

Learning disabilities refers to
children who suffer disorders in
one or more of the essential
learning processes of percep-
tion, receptive language,
memniory, conceptualization and
verbal or nonverbal expression.

Almost 80 youngsters,
ranging from severely involved
to those whose disability is
slight, were enrolled in the lear-
ning disabilities programs at all
four schools. By June all
children within the program
were spending the majority of
the school day in the regular
classroom.

Reading Grant

‘To Be Shifted

One of Vautour’s most impor-
tant tasks next year will be to
gather all pertinent information
regarding the establishment of
programs. for Tolland's own
special education class or
classes, and report to the Board
of Education in February 1974,

As the school population in-
creases, so do the number of
children requiring special
education programs. Tuition
and transportation costs con-
tinue to rise each year. While
the staff reimburses two-thirds
of the town’s cost for special
education, above the local per
pupil average expense of $583,
the money is not received until
the end of the school year.

Tuition costs range from $1,-

800 to nearly $4,000 for the
children placed in out-of-town
schools. The Legislative
Review Committee reported
last $ear that the avérage cost
of spedjal education in Connec-
ticut wis over $2,000 per pupil.
It is difficult for the education
board, which must submit a
budget in the spring, to know
how much money will be
needed for special education in
September. Families may
move into-town having children
with handicaps that may cost
the board additional thousands
of dollars.

The state legislatures for the
last three years have rejected
proposals to reimburse towns
for special education before the
end of the school year.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Even
for a city where temporary
buildings stand for 50 years and
the Korean War emergency
still is in effect, 99 years is a
long time for the temporary

That’s how long it has been,
however, since Congress
abolished all elective offices in
the District of Columbia and set
itself as the world's largest city
council.

In 1874 it was described as a.

temporary action to straighten
out the city’s tangled finances
and clean up corruption.

local government officials.

They' were given the right to
vote for President in 1961 and
for school board members in
1968, and for the past three
years they have had a nonvoting
delegate in Congress. But the
President appoints their mayor
and city council and Congress
writes thefr laws.

In nearly every Congress
since 1874 bills to restore home
rule to the District have been
introduced, and since 1949
seven have been passed by the
Senate. But only one has ever

Drug Price List
Hearing Slated

HARTFORD (AP) — The
state Pharmacy Commission
will hold a public hearing Sept.
11, on proposed regulations
governing price lists for
prescription drugs.

Under a bill passed by the
1978 Connecticut General
Assembly, drug stores will he
permitted to advertise the
prices of drugs inside the store
near the area where the drugs

'are,dl.spensed.

The regulations specify that
the prices be posed on a ¢-by-5
foot sign containing the names
of the 100 most frequently dis-
pensed

Beside each name must
appear information about the
strength and quantities in which
the drugs are sold. A pharmacy
may not sell more than a 30-day
supply of a particular drug un-
less most prescriptions for the
drug are for larger quantities,

The sign also must indicate
whether the prices include such
services as: delivery, after-
hour prescription service,
patient counseling, consultation
with physicians and record
keeping.

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Decline In State

HARTFORD (AP) — State
police arrested 873 hitchhikers
during the first seven months of
1973, compared to 4,492 during
all of last year, according to a
trooper traffic analyst.

Warnings issued during the
first seven months this year
totaled 1,060, compared to 1,956
last year.

This does not mean, however,
that the department has
relaxed its official policy of
trying to keep those thumbing
rides off the state's limited
access highways, Trooper John
McLeod of the traffic depart-
ment said Monday.

“It's been my personal obser-
vation that there are less
hitchhikers on the highways in
the last two years,” he added.
““There has been no question in
our policy” toward the would-
be free riders, he said.

““They’re a danger to
themselves and to motorists."

From 1970 to the present,
state police have made 7,657
arrests and given out 10,837

warnings for hitchhiking,
McLeod said.

The 1972 arrest total was the
largest annual figure since 1970.
In January last year Com-
missioner Cleveland B.
Fuessenich issued a directive
on hitchhiking, noting crimes
associated with the practice.

But figures on hitchhiking—
related crimes are hard to
come by, McLeod said, because
many are not reported and
those that are are filed accor-
ding to the crime—assault,
murder, robbery, for example.

Officials believe many
hitchhikers in Connecticut
these days are transients, un-
familiar with the state’s strict
policy against bumming rides,
the trooper said,

State residents by and large
know they are likely to be
arrested if caught thumbing, he
said. '"Maybe we're getting to
them through media cam-
paigns,” he noted.

Aillon Denies
Triple Slaying

NEW HAVEN (AP) —
Guillermo Aillon denied
Tuesday killing his estranged
wife and her parents, saying in
court that his father-in-law had

- promised to help get his
. daughter and Aillon back

together.

State Atty. Arnold Markle
was scheduled to continue
cross-examining Aillon today in
Superior Court.

Aillon, 35, of Wallingford,
took: the witness stand Tuesday
with his trial in its sixth week,

He said he went to his
father-in-law. J. George Mon-
tano, after his wife, Barbara,
left him July 31, 1972, and took
their daughter, Catherine, to
live with the Montanos.

“I said, 'Pop, I want you to
help me, th he testified.

Montano said at first he
didn’t want to interfere, Aillon
added, but then agreed several
days later to try to arrange a
meeting between the couple in
the presence of a marriage
counselor or attorney.

“I loved Barbara and I loved
Catherine and 1 wanted them
home, Aillon said.

Montano said Aug. 10, he
would falk with his daughter
during the weekend and urged
Aillon, *'be patient. Don't push
her,"” the defendant said. They
made plans to meet again Aug.
14, he added.

Aillon, who was jobless-at the
time, denied testimony by the
Montanos' lawyer that he had
given Montano an “ultimatum"
that day about money Montano
offered to help pay his way
through embalming school.

He said he didn’t even know
the meaning of the word
“ultimatum’ when the lawyer
used it in court. “Now that I
know the meaning I never did
it,) the Bolivian-born former
civic worker said with a heavy
spanish accent,

Aillon said he made plans to
visit an embalming school in
New York City on Aug. 14 and
decided to cancel appointments
with Montano and an insurance
company executive who was
training him.

Steele
Eying
Senate

WALLINGFORD (AP) —
U.S. Rep. Robert H, Steele, R-
Conn., says he is '‘giving
serious consideration” to run-
ning next year for the US.
Senate seat now held by Sen.

Catalyst
Contract

Awarded

STAMFORD (AP) —

.American Cyanamid Co. says

it’s been awarded a contract to
supply the basis of the catalytic
converters General Motors
Corp. will use on 1875 model
cars to meet federal emission
controls.

The devices will use platinum
and pallaium pellets developed
by American Cyanamid to con-
vert carbon monoxide and
hydocarbons into harmless car-
bon dioxide and water, Dr.
William F. Linke, director of

American Cyanamid’'s Stam-'

ford research laboratory, said
Tuesday.

Linke said GM has decided to
use catalytic converters on
almost all 1975 cars, instead of
on only those automobiles sold
in' California, where 1975 anti-
pollution standards have been
made more stringent than
federal standards.

The saucer-shaped converter
will go between the engine and
muffler and will be under the
floor boards beneath the driver,
he said,

“We invented the catalyst
here in Stamford and GM
designed and developed the can-
nister system,” he said.

Linke said the amount of
platinum and palladium used in
the pellets would cost less than
$8. But he said he thought the
device would add about $150 to
the price of each automobile
and would be effective for about
50,000 miles.

The system would enable GM
to meet 1975 and the tougher
1976 federal emission controls,
Linke said. .

He added that a ution
regulations now are being met
by reducing engine efficiency,
which has lowered gasoline
mileage and performance. The
converter, he said, would
enable GM to increase engine
efficiency and gasoline

mileage.

Beer Prices
Expected
To Increase

NEW HAVEN (AP) —
Connecticut’'s only brewery
says the public can expect an
increase in the cost of beer
thanks to a grain shortage.

When Phase 3 pric controls
ended Aug. 12, prices on malt
and barley, prime ingredients
in beer, rose about 25 per cent,
a spokesman for Hull's
Brewery said today.

George Jacob said his com-
pany would try to pass some of
the increase along to the con-
sumer without at the same time
losing its compétitve edge with
big breweries.

Although agricultural
supplies have cost more, Hull's
has had no trouble getting
them, Jacob said. But there has
been difficulty buying one size
glass bottle, he said.

Early this month Hull's dis-
continued using its seven-ounce
bottle because the containers
were not available from
suppliers, Jacob said.

“It's because we're a small
user. There’s some shortage, so
they favor the big guys,” he
explained.

The seven-ounce bottle ac-
counted for about 10 per cent of
Hull’s sales, Jacob said.

Nixon Explains Role
In Bugging Aftermath

SAN CLEMENTE, Calif.
(AP) — Declacing that
Watergate is "water under
the bridge,”” and giving
explanations that conceded
no personal negligence,
Richard Nixon responded
Wednesday for the first time
in five months to direct
questions about the scandal
that has shaken his presiden-

cy.

““I shall not resign," Nixon
said.

And in the latest of his
attempts to put Watergate
behind him, he declared it is
time to get on with the
“business of the people."

Polls show Nixen's prior
statements and speeches of
Watergate innocence were un-
convincing to many. So the
President sought this time to
regain public confidence by
answering questions at a news
conference, a move urged by
many of his political friends. |

Nixon's replies during the 50-
minute event outside the
Western White House contained
few new disclosures to add to

the . mountain of often con-
tradictory Watergate detail
produced by investigations and
statements.

But they provided the
President's view of how certain
events struck him and why he
reacted to them as he did. And
though there was not time for
many of the lingering
Watergate questions to be
raised or answered, Nixon, by
holding the news conference,
could now say he had made
himself available to answer any
of those questions.

Nixon opened with the an-
nouncement that William P.
Rogers is resigning as
secretary of state anc will be
succeeded by Hernry A.
Kissinger.

But the preoccupation with
Watergate showed strikingly
when reporters asked not a
single question about that top-
level change, which in more
normal times would have
produced a barrage of in-
quiries,

Instead, when questioning did
veer from Watergate, it moved
to another area of rumored
scandal, the Maryland political

Nixon expressed confidence

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Nation May Ease
Standards for Air

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Environmental Protection
Agency soon may ease its
tightest air quality standards to
allow power plants to continue
burning coal, an administration
source says.

An announcement of the
move could come as early as
today or Friday, the source
said.

The source indicated EPA
was considering an easing of its
secondary standard limiting the
permisgible concentration of
sulfur oxides in the air,

But there would be no
tampering with the federal
primary standards designed to
protect human health, the
source insisted.

Both the primary standards
and the more stringent secon-
dary standards, designed to

protect plants, animals, proper-
ty and the environment, were
set by EPA on April 30, 1971,

Under federal law the
primary standards for clean air
must be achieved by mid-1975,
but the law provides that each
state may set its own deadline
for meeting the secondary stan-
dards.

Twenty-two states have
adopted mid-1975 as their
deadline for secondary stan-
dards,

Administration officials say
the clean air standards, es-
pecially the secondary stan-
dards, are causing fossil-fueled
power plants to begin switching
from sulfur-laden coal to low-
sulfur oil.

And that increases the strain
on the nation's already tight
supplies of oil and gas, they
contend.

Gas Firm To Help
Pay For Insulation

LANSING, Mich. (AP) —
Michigan Consolidated Gas Co.
says it wants its customers to
use less fuel to heat their homes
and that it is willing to help
them meet the cost of installing
insulation,

The utility, which serves the
Detroit area, describes the
proposal as the first of its kind
in the nation. It says it could
serve as a model for other com-
munities concerned with con-
serving energy.

In a proposal filed with the
Michigan Public Service Com-
mission on Tuesday, Michigan
Consolidated said it would loan
its customers 80 per cent of the
cost of installing six inches of
insulation in the attics of their
homes.

If the money is paid back on
monthly gas bills within three
months of installation, there
would be no interest charge,
Michigan Consolidated Presi-

dent Hugh Daly said

- Wednesday.

If the homeowner decides to
repay the loan-on a 38-month
basis, the company proposed a
financing charge, with interest
of 1 per cent and no profit for
the company.

The plan,
suggested by Commission
Chairman W Rosenberg,
is scheduled to be considered in
public hearings;

Michigan Consolidated Gas
said it agreed to the proposal
because officials felt it would
not reduce ltotal gas sales.

‘“The energy situation being
what it is, we are confident that
we will be able to sell all the
gas we can get,” Daly said.

The company said a study it
conducted showed that six in-
ches of insulation can reduce
fuel consumption for heating by
about 17 per cent in a typical
two-story home built in Detroit
before 1840,

Fire roared through a con-
verted barn at 222 McKee St.

Pagino, who
seemed to be in a state of dis-
belief that the fire had oc-
curred, has owned the building
for 34 years,

Hose Cos. 1,2 and 4 answered
the call while Hose Co. 3 was on
stand-by duty.

Firemen of the three com-
panies laid over 3,000 feet of
hose fed by three hydrants in
the area.

Three pumper units and two

ladder trucks responded to the
call which was logged at 8:07
p.m.
Fire officials are as yet un-
sure of the point of origin and
have temporarily listed the
cause as undetermined.

Two firemen, Richard Paul
and Deputy Town Fire Chiefl
James McKay, were treated for
smoke inhalation and released
from Manchester Memorial
Hospital.

Firemen attributed the dif-
ficulty in fighting the fire,
which was finally brought un-
der control at 2a.m., to the fact
that a large stock of fabrics and
foam rubber were stored on the
premises.

Firemen said that the fire
burned within bolts of fabric
and cartons of foam rubber,
where water was unable to fully
