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Nixon Explains Role 
In Bugging Aftermath

SAN CLEMENTE, Calif. 
(AP) — Declacing that 
Watergate is “water under 
the bridge,’’ and giving 
explanations that conceded 
no personal negligence, 
Richard Nixon responded 
Wednesday for the first time 
in five months to direct 
questions about the scandal 
that has shaken his presiden­
cy.

“I shall not resign,” Nixon 
said.

And in the latest of his 
attempts to put Watergate 
behind him, he declared it is 
tim e  to get on with the 
“business of the people.”

Polls show Nixon’s prior 
statements and speeches of 
Watergate innocence were un­
convincing to many. So the 
President sought this time to 
regain public confidence by 
answering questions at a news 
conference, a move urged by 
many of his political friends. ,

Nixon’s replies during the 50- 
m inute event outside the 
Western White House contained 
few new disclosures to add to

the mountain of often con­
tradictory Watergate detail 
produced by investigations and 
statements.

But th ey  p rov ided  the  
President’s view of how certain 
events struck him and why he 
reacted to them as he did. And 
though there was not time for 
m any of th e  l in g e r in g  
W atergate questions to be 
ra is^  or answered, Nixon, by 
holding the news conference, 
could now say he had made 
himself available to answer any 
of those questions.

Nixon opened with the an­
nouncement that William P. 
R o g e rs  is r e s ig n in g  as 
secretary of state and will be 
su cceed ed  by H enry A. 
Kissinger.

But the preoccupation with 
Watergate showed strikingly 
when reporters asked not a 
single question about that top- 
level change, which in more 
normal tim es would have 
produced a barrage of in­
quiries.

Instead, when questioning did 
veer from Watergate, it moved 
to another area of rumored 
scandal, the Maryland political

payoff probe involving Vice 
President Spiro T. Agnew.

Nixon expressed confidence 
in his two-time running mate 
and, as Agnew did Tuesday, 
voiced outrage at leaks to news

media from sources close to the 
case.

In another cover-up area

He is now an 
American citizen.

Foreign policy is considered 
the administration’s strongest 
point, and Kissinger is clearly 
the chief s tr a te g is t .  He 
promoted Nixon’s overture to 
China, including the historic 
trip last year to Peking, the 
summit exchanges with Soviet 
Communist party leader Leonid 
I. Brezhnev and the current ef­
fort to reshape U.S. relations 
with European a llies and 
Japan.

And he was the driving force 
to negotiate a ceasefire in Viet­
nam.

HowevCT Rogers may have 
felt pnvately, be apok» proudly 
of the administration’s foreign- 
policy accomplishments and of 
his own role. The 1970 ceasefire 
that halted the war between 
Israel and the Arab states gave 
him the g reatest personal 
satisfaction.

Nation May Ease 
Standards for Air
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 

Environm ental Protection  
Agency soon may ease its 
tightest air quality standards to 
allow power plants to continue 
burning coal, an administration 
source says.

An announcement of the 
move could come as early as 
today or Friday, the source 
said.

The source indicated EPA 
was considering an easing of its 
secondary standard limiting the 
permissible concentration of 
sulfur oxides in the air.

But th e re  would be no 
tampering with the federal 
primary standards designed to 
protect human health , the 
source insisted.

Both the primary standards 
and the more stringoit secon­
dary standards, designed to

protect plants, animals, proper­
ty and the environment, were 
set by EPA on April 30, 1971.

Under fed e ra l law the 
primary standards for clean air 
must be achieved by mid-1975, 
but the law provides that each 
state may set its own deadline 
for meeting the secondary stan­
dards.

Twenty-two sta tes have 
adopted mid-1975 as their 
deadline for secondary stan­
dards.

Administration officials say 
the clean air standards, es­
pecially the secondary stan­
dards, are causing fossil-fueled 
power plants to begin switching 
from sulfur-laden coal to low- 
sulfur oil.

And that increases the strain 
on the nation’s already tight 
supplies of oil and gas, they 
contend.

LANSING, Mich. (AP) -  
Michigan Consolidated Gas Co. 
says it wants its customers to 
use less fuel to heat their homes 
and that it is willing to help 
them meet the cost of installing 
insulation.

The utility, which serves the 
Detroit area, describes the 
proposal as the first of its kind 
in the nation. It says it could 
serve as a model for other com­
munities concerned with con­
serving energy.

In a propowl filed with the 
Michigan ^ b l ic  Service Com­
mission on Tuesday, Michigan 
Consolidated said it would loan 
its customers 80 per cent of the 
cost of installing six inches of 
insulation in the aftics of their 
homes.

If the money is paid back on 
monthly gas bills within three 
months of totallation, there 
would be no interest charge, 
Michigan Consolidated Presi­

d e n t  Hugh Daly  sa id  
Wednesday.

If the homeowner decides to 
repay the lo u  on a 36-month 
basis, the company proposed a 
financing charge, with interest 
of 1 per cent and no profit for 
the company.

T he p la n ,  o r i g i n a l l y  
suggested by Commission 
Chairman William Rosenberg, 
is scheduled to be considered in 
public hearings.

Michigan Consolidated Gas 
said it agreed to the proposal 
because officials felt it would 
not reduce total gas sales.

“The energy situation being 
what it is, we ace confident that 
we will be able to sell all the 
gas we can get,” Daly said.

The company said a study it 
conducted showed that six in­
ches of insulation can reduce 
fuel consumption for heating by 
about 17 per cent in a typical 
two-story jiome built in Detroit 
before 1940.

His retirement pension wiil 
be $465.16 a month.

Maitempo, who lives at 231 
Weils St., was once the town’s 
boxing commissioner and has 
recentiy applied for a state 
boxing referee’s iicense with 
State Boxing Commissioner 
Barbara Dunn.

Maltempo said that “ a iot of 
changes” have occurred during 
his 25 years as a policeman. H e. 
said that one of the things which 
makes him feel that his time on 
the force was worthwhile is 
that he has made many friends.

“I can’t walk down Main St. 
at any time of the day without 
having someone say, ‘Hey,

Sam, where’ve you been?” 
Maltempo said.

M a i t e m p o ,  a f o r m e r  
professional prizefighter and a 
former Connecticut Goiden 
Gioves Champion in both the 
middle we igh t  and l ight  
heavyweight ciasses, recailed

Samuel M altempo

his seven years in the game as a 
“great experience.”

Maltempo recalled his 
associations with boxing greats 
such as Wiliie Pep. Rocky Mar­
ciano and Jake LaMotta, saying 
that they were “great guys" 
whom he was proud to have 
known.

In 1944 he joined the Army 
and was stationed at Camp 
Bianding, Fla., and continued 
his boxing career whiie in the 
service.

Whiie boxing on the Army 
team at Bianding, he used his 
time off duty to fight in Miami 
and Jacksonviile.

After the war. many boxers 
returned to the states and 
boxers were "a dime a dozen." 
There was not much of a future 
in the game for a family man. 
So, in 1947. after 160 amateur 
bouts and more than 45 
professional fights. Maltempo 
left the ring.

When one thinks about am­
bassadors the idea comes to 
m ind  a b o u t  h ig h - le v e l  
d i p o l m a t i c  m i s s i o n s  in 
glamorous and often remote 
exotic capitals of the world.

An ambassador coming to 
Manchester will quickly note 
that the City of Village Charm 
is neither glamorous like Paris 
nor remote and exotic like 
Ankara or Cairo.

But then, Bjame Poulsen, a 
25-year-old teacher from 
Copenhagen, Denmark, is no or­
dinary ambassador.

He arrived in Manchester last 
week via Brattleboro, Vt. and 
Detroit, Mich., to join the 
M a n c h e s t e r  Communi ty  
College staff as a lecturer in 
biology and gymnastics under a 
Teacher Ambassador Program.

This program is sponsored by 
the School for International Af­
fairs of the Experiment in 
I n t e r n a t i o n a l  Living of 
Brattleboro “ to promote fetter 
understanding of the world 
community in which young 
A m e r ic a n s  l ive by p e r ­
sonalizing their knowledge of 
another country through their, 
relationship with a Teacher 
Ambassador.”

It also serves the teacher and 
his American students with new 
perceptions of themselves 
t h r o u g h  i n t e r c u l t u r a l  
experience and gives the 
teacher an opportunity to 
enhance teaching skills and 
experience and hopefully gain a 
better understanding of the 
promises and problems of 
American life.

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All of these hopefully com­
bine to promote the spirit of 
voluntary service in the field of 
education.

That candidates are selected 
carefully is evident from the 
moment you meet Poulsen 
because of his enthusiasm as he 
talks about what he has seen of 
this country since arriving in 
mid-June and as he looks 
forward to his assignments at 
MCC.

A championship winner 
several times over in Denmark, 
Poulsen loves gymnastics, and 
his only disappointment to date 
has been his impression that the 
sport jf gymnastics in this 
country is still in its infancy.

He said he gained this insight 
a t a f ive-week  camp  in 
Southfieid, Mich., near Detroit, 
where he and three other 
Danish gymnastic instructors 
conducted a camp for the city 
recreation department.

He said he had been under the 
impression the sport was more 
advanced here, but found most 
of the students wanted to ad­
vance too quickly without first 
learning the basic disciplines 
essential to becoming a top­
flight gymnast.

At MCC, he hopes he will be 
able to help gymnasts learn 
these basics ahd thus get the 
maximum enjoyment out of the 
sport.

He stresses it is an individual 
sport requiring a lot of self con­
fidence, a certain amount of 
daring, and a good sense of 
timing since many of the exer­
cises are requirfe to be per­
formed within prescribed time 
limits.

Between his stint in Michigan 
and his arrival here, Poulsen 
underwent an orientation ses­
sion at Brattleboro. Since his 
arrival here he has been staying 
with Dr. and Mrs. Frederick W. 
Lowe Jr., MCC president, but 
has rented an apartment which 
will be his home for the coming 
college year.

An avid fan of ali sports, his 
slight build makes him more or 
less the ideal physical type for 
gymnastics, but he would like 
to try skiing, does some ice 
skating, and has played soccer.

Since arriving in America, he 
has seen the Tigers play two 
games in Detroit and is in the 
process of attempting to join a 
gymnastic club in New Haven 
where he has letters of in­
troduction from coaches in 
Denmark.

He is enthused with the rece- 
tion he has hiad from Americans 
and finds life here not too unlike 
Denmark since the life styles 
a re  quite similar ,  except 
America is, “of course, very 
much larger.”

The school systems are quite 
similar, he said, but in Den­
mark everything is free except 
for textbooks in the univer­
sities. The school system has a 
basic phase like American 
elementary schools from 
Grades 1 through 10.

At this point there is a split­
ting off with some going to 
technical schools and others to 
gymnasiums - which are for the 
university-bound students.

Getting back to gymnastics, 
Poulsen says his best dis­
ciplines are the high bar and 
p a r a l l e l  b a r .  He was 
(Copenhagen all-around cham­
pion in 1965 and 1966 and on the

national junior championship 
team in 1966.

Having been idie for about 
two months, he admits his skills 
are a bit rusty but he is looking 
forward to working out with the 
MCC gymnasts next month and, 
hopefully, he said, “I’ll be able 
to help them.” He has coached 
gymnasts for about 10 years in 
Danish clubs and has taught 
biology for the past two years.

He is on a year’s leave of 
absence from Taarnby School 
where he also teaches math, 
history and geography.

His educational background 
is from the Training College for 
School Teachers and the 
University of Copenhagen!

His stay in Manchester is 
sponsored by MCC under a con­
tract  with the Brattleboro 
organization which covered the 
expenses of his travei and 
orientation.

When your partner plays a 
higher card, thah necessary, he 
asks you to continue the suit.

produced, the best defense’. 
West led a low heart at the se­
cond trick and East won with 
the jack.

East now shifted to the deuce 
of diamonds, and West was able 
to take two diamond tricks to 
defeat the contract.

Now see what would have 
happened if the defenders had 
been unable to signal properly. 
West would have continued with 
the ace of hearts at the second 
trick. There would be no further 
chance to give the lead to East. 
West could take the ace of 
diamonds, if he chose to do so, 
but he could not defeat the con­
tract. If West failed to take his 
diamond trick. South would win 
the rest of the tricks.

Of Mojave Desert

SACRAMENTO, Calif. (AP) -  Califor­
nia’s Mojave Desert is a giant treasure 
chest of primitive art. But federal of­
ficials report it is being lost to an army of 
vandals with highspeed drills, jack 
hammers and bulldozers.

Thanks largely to the popularity of four- 
wheel drive and other off-road vehicles, 
Isaac “Ike” Eastvold said vanfels are 
destroying or removing tha ancient rock 
carvings of the desert at a rate that will 
destroy virtually all of them within 15 
years.

In some cases, the carvings are more 
than 5,000 years old, said Eastvold, who 
has been conducting a photographic inven­
tory of the desert “petroglyphs” — or 
stone carvings — for the U.S. Bureau of 
Land Management.

During the 13 months he has been 
working on the survey, about one-fourth of

the carvings he has photographed already 
have disappeared, Eastvold said in an in­
terview Tuesday.

“American tourists spend thousands of 
dollars to see the prehistoric art in the 
caves of France and Spain when they have 
the grea tes t  display in the ir own 
backyard,” Eastvold said. “’The Mojave 
Desert alone has more prehistoric art than 
any other place in the entire world.

“At the present rate of destruction, 80 
per cent will be gone in 15 years. The ones 
left will be so badly mutilated we won’t 
have to worry about interpretive or 
protective programs,” he said. |

We do not think illegal cam paip 

contribution anything new. And are 
not overly excited by the fact that of­
ficials of the 3-M Company 
admitted that they were guilty of this 
past presidential campaign.

Other corporations have admitted 
guilt. Whether they would have been 
so forthright if there was no special 
prosecutor investigating election 
irregularities is speculative. Further 
Mr. Cox has asked that disclosure be 
made freely.

It is probably that the involved con­
cerns think they may receive some 
degree of leniency by making their 
errors  known before  they are 
ferreted out by an investigator.

This, however, is not the crux of the 
matter. There is a growing suspicion 
that access to great campaign slush 
funds creates an atmosphere which 
breeds illegality. For instance suf­
ficient money to buy highly sensitive 
devices might be one offshoot of plen­
ty of cash in hand.

The question: Is private funding of 
political campaigns evil per se, or 
does it tend to result in evil ends? The 
answer is almost certainly yes. Those 
who give large sums illegally do not 
do it out of charity, but rather from 
hope of receiving a quid pro quo.

In two recent cases a large 
contract to supply fuel or tires to the 
armed services might result in profits 
far in excess of the amount of the con­
tribution.

As a result of the Watergate

hearings and the growing distrust of 
privately financed campaigns there is 
a trend towards public funding of 
federal elections.

Candidates for the presidency and 
vice presidency and the Congress 
would receive from  the public 
treasury money to conduct their elec­
tion campaign based on some for­
mula. In the case of congressional 
candidates it has been suggested that 
their election funds might be based on 
the number of electors in their dis­
tricts.

In a recent turnabout James J. 
Kilpatrick, qoncedely one of the best 
of the conservative columnists and 
observers, has reluctantly come to the 
belief that public fundings is the 
better way of the two.

We cannot bring ourselves to this 
thinking. First, if public funds supply 
the basic money for a campaign there 
is no reason that private funds, 
clandestinely given, will not find their 
way into campaign organizations, 
human nature being the frail thing 
that it is.

The wrongs of this system were 
created by avarice and overweening 
ambition. We do not think they will be 
eradicated by public funding.

A vigilant press, unshackled by 
government regulation, plus an at­
torney general, dedicated to enforce­
ment of the laws of the land can keep 
elections reasonably clean. We 
probably can’t hope for much more 
than that, no matter how they are 
funded.

Grave Act
Israel was guilty of a grave act of 

governm ental p iracy  when its 
military planes invaded Lebanese air 
space to force an Iraqi commercial 
airliner to land in Israel with the pur­
pose frankly stated of capturing an 
Arab guerrilla leader.

There is nothing can be said in 
defense of this act. And there is little 
wonder that Arab nations in the UN 
are protesting it vehemently, even 
though they are asking only for con­
demnation of the deed.

Following on the heels of the Sinai 
attack in which Israel fighter planes 
shot down a Lebanese airliner, which 
did not land at their command, the in­
cident has left a very bad taste.

We agree that Israel has had much 
provocation from terrorist attacks by 
Arab perillas, perhaps the most 
notable was the killing of eleven of its 
Olympic athletes in the game of 
Munich.

But, the arguments being advanced 
by Israel apologists are specious. 
The statement that the hijacking was 
justified on the grounds that other 
nations are not doing what they might 
to prevent terrorism does not justify 
terrorism on the part of Israel.

The point might also be made that 
the other terrorist activities have 
been carried out by non-governmental 
groups, not by the sovereign power of 
a nation, which Israel is. The suspi­

cion that Arab attacks have taken 
place with the covert aid or approval 
of Arab governments still is without 
weight. «

The Guild of Air Pilots, a 2,000 
member group, has called for the 
expulsion of Israel from the Inter­
national Civil Aviation Organization, 
charging “ air piracy”  in the action. 
Naturally pilots concerned with their 
own safety and the welfare of their 
passengers find such action repug­
nant.

It is ironic that just recently Israel 
and supporters of the state have taken 
o ffe n s e  at a d v ertisem en ts  o f 
American oil companies which they 
deemed conciliatory towards the Arab 
states and an attempt to keep a free 
flow of oil for this country.

The air attack is a very bad piece of 
public relations for Isreal. Staunch 
supporters of the national Jewish 
state cannot help but be dismayed at 
this event.

The United States has been a great 
friend of Israel in arms aid, and 
economic and diplomatic friendship.
Many Americans of Jewish forbearers 
have contributed generously in sup­
porting the state which is only 25 
years old.

We think perhaps the best guidance 
to Israel may come from friends in 
this country who can see the situation 
in better^erspective, perhaps, than is 
the case in the Middle East.

Attention On Timber

WASHINGTON -  Although a 
scarcity of petroleum products 
and other energy sources has 
received most of the headlines, 
governm ent o f f ic ia ls  are 
focusing increasing attention on 
another natural resou rce: 
timber.

“ At no time in our history 
h a v e  th e  r e s o u r c e s  o f  
America’s great forests been 
more treasured or used. And 
yet, I would offer, without fear 
of contradiction, that at no time 
have our forests been more 
spent and abused,”  said Senator 
Gale McGee (D-Wyo.), in a re­
cent Senate speech.

Like energy, the conservation 
and cost of American timber 
products are problem s with 
many facets, foreign as well as 
domestic.

’Ihe range of answers to the 
problems is equally wide. This 
was demonstrated during the 
first week in August when 
Senator Robert Packwood (R- 
Ore.), because of mounting op­
position, was forced to witUold 
a bill he had planned to in­
troduce to limit Uie exporting of 
logs. An aide to Packwood said 
the Senator would introduce the 
measure at some point after the 
current summer recess.

With the country already im­
porting 25 per cent of its lumber 
for housing and construction, 
and facing a potentially huge 
timber shortage by the end of 
the century, government and in­
dustry both are searching for 
ways to reduce the projected 
deficit and avert a timber crisis 
similar to the energy crisis.

The stakes are large: 'The 
forest products industry has an 
important bearing on the U.S. 
balance of payments and its the 
econom ic backbone o f the 
Pacific Northwest. In addition, 
lumber is the largest single cost 
paid by the builder of a new 
home, so millions of potential 
hom eow ners are a ffe c te d  
directly by the health of the 
lumber industty.

Although the export question 
is a major issue in itself, some 
intriguing technology aimed at 
better utilizing timber that is 
already available for the cut­
ting appears to be near at hand.

One innovative technique is 
c o m p u t e r iz e d  s a w in g . 
Developed at a U.S. Forest Ser­
vice laboratory in Madison, 
W s., resea rch ers  say  the 
process could increase by at 
least 10 per cent toe present 
lumber yield in a log. Ap­
proximately half of a tree is 
currently left in the forest as 
debris. 'The log that makes it to 
the sawmill may be reduced in 
volume another 50 per cent in 
the form o f sawdust and scraps.

However^ under the com ­
puterized method, the size and 
shape of a log are measured 
electronically rather than by 
the human eye, and cut to yield 
the most lumber.

Another new technique peels 
the log on the rotary lathe 
rather than sawing it. The 
peeled wood is than glued into 
panels which are later sawed 
into lumber o f ' the desired 
specifications. According to 
reports, this product, known as 
“ presslam”  has proved to be as 
good as sawn lumber and has 
increased the lumber yield 
from 45 to 70 per cent per log.

One of the most creative 
offerings — and certainly the 
biggest — is that design^ by 
the All American Engineering 
Company in Wilmington, Del.

In response to the logger’s 
dream of an easier way to 
transport tim ber from  the 
forest, the firm has developed, 
at least on paper, what it calls 
the “ Aero Crane.”  The Aero 
Crane is a cross between a 
g ig a n t i c  b a l lo o n  an d  a 
helicopter, which itq developers 
say would be able to lift ah en­
tire tree. (100,000 lbs. plus) and 
transport it out of the forest at 
about 42 miles per hour. It could 
all but eliminate the need for

logging roads, which are under 
increasing fire by environmen­
talists.

Senator P ack w ood , who 
brought the Aero Crane concept 
to the attention of the Senate, 
said preliminary reports of the 
soundness of the idea are “ en­
couraging.”  He added, “ I am 
becom ing increasingly con­
vinced that it holds great 
p r o m is e  fo r  o v e r c o m in g  
the...conflicts built into current 
logging methods.”

Record For Mass Only

WASHINGTON -  Members 
of Congress are on vacation, 
again, and off their record so 
far this year the taxpayer can 
only hope they are resting, 
thinking wholesome thoughts — . 
and occasionally digging into 
their old  gram m ar school 
arithmetic bwks.

Before they left Washington 
for a breath of fresh air, the 
people’s representatives set 
some kind of a record for mass 
f o l i y .  T h e y  a l m o s t  
simultaneously voted a ceiling 
on spending just under the 
$268.7-billion proposed by Presi­
dent Nixon, and passed legisla­
tion that would add almost $1- 
billion to Nixon’s budget.

The spending ceiling has not. 
yet been enacted. That is to say, 
while both House and Senate 
have ordered the ceiling, it 
must be agreed upon in a 
House-Senate conference when 
toe distinguished if somewhat 
idiosyncratic gentlemen return 
to work. But as of toe time they 
left town, there were more than 
enough votes in both chambers 
to approve toe ceiling, perhaps 
even overwhelmingly.

It is true, too, that most of toe 
increases in spending have 
com e in assorted bills that call 
for more money. But Congress 
can’t-have it both ways. If it 
stands firm on the ceiUng, one 
o f two things will have to 
happen. Either Congress must 
reduce the amounts voted in

those bills to bring total expen­
ditures under toe ceiling, or 
President Nixon will do toe cut­
ting. On Capitol Hill, toe mo­
ment of truth will come when 
Congress acts on toe appropria­
tion bills which give spending 
the force of law.

Critics of military spending 
in both houses predictably have 
called for a reduction in toe 
Pentagon’s budget. Even with 
American troops long gone 
from Vietnam, Nixon calling 
for economy in government and 
housewives up in arms about 
high prices, this is a slender 
hope.

D esp ite  the P res id en t ’ s 
public stand in favor of frugali­
ty, he sent Congress a budget 
swollen with requests for new 
weapons and research. So far, 
neither House nor Senate has 
given any sign of rebellion 
against t o i ^  requests.

Indeed, toe Senate Armed 
Services Committee last week 
was of two silly minds about tte 
adm inistration ’s $22-billion 
w eapons requ est. A lm ost 
absent-m indedly, the com ­
mittee voted to cut toe request 
by an imposing $1.6-billion and 
to reduce military manpower 
by 156,000 men in the coming 
fiscal year. It voted against an 
$885-million item  to speed 
production of toe new missile­
launching submarine, toe Tri­
dent. Two days later, toe com­
mittee reversed itself and ap­
proved the Trident project.

The $1.6 billion cut in tliê

w ho le  w eapon s p ro g ra m  
stands, o f course, and so does 
toe cut In military manpower. 
Crazy.

Members of the House also 
have been profligate . The 
House Armed Services Com­
m ittee snipped only $625- 
m i l l i o n  f r o m  the  a d ­
ministration’s weapons and 
research  request, and op­
ponents of defense spending 
decided to try to save some 
m oney by  slash in g  troop 
strength, pointing out that per­
sonnel costs now account for 56 
per cent of toe defense budget. 
The House promptly shouted 
down the troop  reduction  
amendments and all attempts 
to reduce individual weapons 
programs.

Obviously, toe new manage­
ment at toe Pentagon under 
Defense Secretary James R. 
Schlesinger is still getting 
mileage out of the old and 
shopworn argument that to cut 
toe military budget is to leave 
the nation naked to its enemies. 
Again, toe legislators want it 
both ways. They demand that 
everybody else do something to 
bring inflation under control, 
but they are not about to be 
charged with what Schlesinger 
calls “ dismantling toe defense 
establishment.”

Well, so be it. But by toe time 
Congress gets around to trying 
to reconcile its appropriations 
with its spending ce ilin g  
somebody had better send out 
for an expensive shrink.

It had become toe most pop­
ular organization of its kind 
when Glenn, a trombonist, put 
down his baton to take up 
another as a captain in toe IJ.S. 
Army. Promoted to major, he 

' was reported missing on a 
’ routine flight over toe English 

Channel on Dec. 15, 1944. 
Neither toe plane nor his body 
were ever found.

Although toe United States is 
a hurry-up country with its 
attention on toe future, not toe 
past, nostalgia often finds a 
ready cash register here. So it 
has turned oiit with toe Glenn 
Miller story. The fans still 
wanted his music.

Revived by toe musician’s es­
tate after toe close of World 
War II, the Glenn Miller 
Orchestra slowly worked its 
way back to toe top.

to its third postwar director. 
Buddy DeFranco, toe band has 
found a talent which rivals that 
of toe founder himself. Tall, 
blue-eyed and friendly. Buddy 
started playing at the age of 9, 
and for 15 years has been many 
times rated in musicians’ polls 
as the No. 1 clarinetist in the 
nation.

“ I only met Glenn briefly,” * 
he recalled during a break at 
toe St. Regis Roof, where the 
band is concluding a successful 
engagement. “ He was quite 
s t r i c t ,  but  a l w a y s  a 
gentleman.”

“ Few bands really have their 
own identifying sounds.

Benny 
Goodman, Artie Shaw and Tom­
my Dorsey were more soloists.

“ Miller was never a soloist. 
He was a skilled orchestrator 
and devised toe new sound that 
made his band famous. It is a 
reed sound, based around toe 
clarinet and four saxes. It is 
more than merely nostalgic. It 
is a romanti c  sound, and 
therefore has a fresh appeal to 
each generation.”

T he hand s t i l l  has  18 
members, as in Miller’s day, 
th e  ‘ s a m e  t h e m e  s o n g ,  
“ Moonlight Serenade,”  and 
about 75 per cent of its numbers 
is toe music Miller played, in­
cluding such hits as “ to toe 
Mood,”  “ String of Pearls,”  “ A 
Serenade  in B l u e , ”  and 
“ Tuxedo Junction.”

“ But we play a lot of toe new 
stuff, too, just as Glenn would if 
he were still here. You have to. 
We now appeal to toe young 
fans as well as toe 40 and up 
group.”

English trifle was brought to 
this country by the colonists. 
They sa tu ra ted  pieces of 
spongecake with sherry, rum or 
brandy, covered it with custard 
and whipped cream, sometimes 
used jam too on the cake.

In our country, this luscious 
desset was also known as Tipsy 
Squire or Tipsy Parson. I 
suspect it was served to the 
churchmen when they came to 
call.

The other day, my son Tom 
told me he had a delicious 
dessert at his friend Debbie 
Reinhom’s home. Her sister Jo 
Ann had made it. The recipe 
was given to their mother, 
Janet Carpenter Reinhom by 
Mrs. Doreen Scripture of East 
Hartford who came to this 
country from London, England.

Instead of spongecake, Jo 
Ann uses lady fingers which are 
spongecake in a different form. 
The early recipes were made 
with custard. Today, packaged 
vanilla pudding takes its place.

Traditionally, trifle is served 
in a clear glass bowl so the 
layers can be seen. It is carried 
to table and spooned out there. 
It should be made early on the 
day you plan to serve it so it can 
be nicely chilled. It’s easy, 
elegant and absolutely luscious.

English Trifle 
1 package lady fingers 
grape jelly
1 package s tra w b e rry  

gelatine
1/8 cup sherry wine or to 

taste
sliced fresh bananas or 

peaches
1 package vanilla pudding or 

French vanilla pudding (not ins­
tant)

whipped cream 
Make trifle in clear glass 

bowl. Split lady fingers and 
spread as you would bread with 
grape jelly  making th ree 
layers. Make gelatine accor­
ding to package instrucitons 
and pour over lady fingers. 
Refrigerate about one-half hour 
to set.

Spoon sherry over lady 
fingers, jam and gelatine. Slice 
fruit to make^ another layer. 
Make vanilla puddjpgaccordiirig - 
to package instrumons. I^ t 
cool slightly and pour over all. 
Chill well and cover generously 
with whipped cream just before 
serving.

Jo Ann loves to  m ake  
desserts. She and her sisters 
Debbie and Cheryl started 
helping their mother with 
Christmas cookies at an early 
age. Mrs. Reinhom would line 
the cookies up on the kitdien 
table and the girls would 
decorate them. Their dad, 
Harry, told me they would go 
around the neighborhood selling 
the goodies at 50 cents a dozen. 
“You can well imagine we lost 
money on that with all the eggs 
and butter went into them,” he 
laughingly recalls.

Vegetables,

Right now is the peak of the 
season for Connecticut’s road­
side farm  m arkets and a 
veritable cornucopia of fresh 
fruits and vegetables await the 
consumers of Connecticut over 
400 such establishments in the 
State, according to Com­
missioner of Agriculture John 
T. Macdonald.

Most of the fresh fruits and 
vegetables available are grown 
in Connecticut and give you 
freshfrom-the-field flavor and 
quality.

Tomatoes, sweet com, beans, 
cucumbers, cabbage, carrots 
and various salad greens are 
the vegetables most abundant. 
Fruits such as apples, peaches, 
plums, etc., are starting to 
make appearances on the road­
side and will become more 
abundant as the late summer 
and early fall approaches.

Firm Develops 
New Battery

WASHINGTON (AP) -  A 
Navy contractor has developeid 
a long-lasting battery that may 
be adaptable to every elec­
tronic device from flashlights 
and hearing aids to mines and 
missiles, the Office of Naval 
Research said Wednesday.

ONR descdibed the still- 
experimental battery as a 
“compact, high-powered, elec­
trochemical cell that lasts 
inany times longer than conven­
tional dry-cell batteries and can 
w ith s ta n d  te m p e ra tu re s  
ranging from 76 degrees below 
zero Fahrenheit to 146 degrees 
above.

The Board of Education voted 
Tuesday evening to increase the' 
price of hot lunch, including 
milk, from 40 cents to 50 cents 
due to the large increase in food 
prices.

Substitute Pay
The board approved a revised

policeman who was retiring 
gave him his nigl{tstick and told 
him to keep it saying, “ I hope 
you’ll never have to use it.” 
That nightstick hangs today in 
the recreation room of the 
Maltempo home with other 
rememberances of his days as a 
policeman.

Maltempo recalled an inci­
dent in 19W when he was forced 
to used his gun in the line of du­
ty. He had been called to back 
up another policeman who was 
bringing in an AWOL Marine to 
police headquarters. The 
Marirfe had been instructed to 
fo llow  th e  o f f ic e r  to 
headquarters, Maltempo was 
assigned to follow the Marine in 
a second cmiser.

At E. Center and Pitkin Sts. 
the Marine made his move and 
ran from his car. Maltempo, 
close behind, drew his gun and 
told the Marine to stop..

The M arine  tu rn ed  to 
Maltempo, holding a .45 caliber 
service’ automatic, which, 
luckily for Maltempo, jammed. 
Maltempo fired three shots, 
two of which struck the Marine 
in the chest, the third lodging in 
his leg. Maltempo administered 
first aid to the Marine who was 
taken to Manchester Memorial 
Hospital. The Marine lived 
because Maltempo was one of 
the few men on the department 
who used steel-jacketed am­
munition. Lead slugs would 
have “mushroomed” on con-, 
tact and almost certainly have 
killed the Marine.

In 1966, Maltempo said, he 
had an experience which shows 
th e  o th e r  a s p e c t  of a 
policemah’s job.

Maltempo received a call to 
give first aid to an apparent

heart attack victim. When he 
arrived on the scene, the man 
appeared to be dead. Maltem­
po, doing the only thing that he 
could think of, jabbed the man 
in the heart with his right fist. 
THie jolt from the blow acted 
like an external heart massage 
and revived the man.

“There is no substitute for 
the feeling you get from 
something like this,” Maltempo 
said.

In 1968 Maltempo was a key 
organizer of the Police Union 
and was elected its first presi­
dent, an office he filled until 
1972. , ,

Fighting points on contracts 
and asking more benefits for 
the policeman became his 
major preoccupation for those 
four years.

Maltempo presently serves 
the town as president of the 
Manchester Municipal Credit 
Union, a post he was elected to 
last April.

When askea atout his plans 
for ,the future, Maltempo said 
that he would be “A man of 
leisure... for a month or so,” 
and would continue his activity 
qf the past six months, instruc­
ting children in the art of 
boxing at St. James School.

Maltempo said that he would 
also remain active in fund­
raising promotions and drives 
for leukemia.

M a ltem p o , a 3 1 -y ea r 
M an ch este r r e s id e n t ,  is 
married to the former Mary 
Topping, a Manchester native, 
and they have four chiidren; 
Robert, who is married and 
lives at 5 Parker St., Marcia, 
who is also marrieo and resides 
in East Hartford; Gordon and 
Samuel, both of whom live at 
home.

Meskill Defends 
Monorail Plan
HAR’TFORD (AP) -  Gov. 

Thomas J. Meskill Wednesday 
defended his proposed |4.5 
million m onorail against 
criticism that it would be a 
waste of money.

Meskill announced Monday 
that the state Department of 
Transportation (D<0T) has been 
authorized to seek’approval for 
“an urban mass transportation 
demonstration project” at 
Bradley International Airport, 
Windsor Locks.

The proposal would create a 
th ree -q u a rte r-m ile  tra c k  
leading from a parking area to 
the terminal.

CYitics such as House Minori­
ty Leader Carl Ajello, D- 
Ansonia, has called the project 
“Tormny’s Trolley” and says 
“it is neither u rim  nor mass 
transit.”

State Atty. Gen. Hobert 
Killian, acting as a member of 
the state Bond Commission, 
says a proposal sent to him by 
the governor, “is not accom- 
pan i^  by sufficient documenta­
tion . . .  to make an informed 
judgement.” Killian says he 
plans to raise some questions at 
the Bond Ck>mmission m ating 
Friday. ’The Commission must 
approve the DOT project before 
a contract can be signed.

But Meskill feels tbs project 
will serve as a pilot to deter­
mine its feasability in urban 
areas.

And, despite claims that the 
- project is not needed, Meskill 

s a id  th e r e  a re  p a rk in g  
problems at the airport and the 
monorail will offer a solution.

“ Rather than jump into 
something that doesn’t work, 
we want to make sure what we 
do will work on a large scale,” 
Meskill stated.

H e. added that to build a 
monorail into the city would 
require “a much larger expen­
diture” and he didn’t think the 
state “ should bite off more than 
it could chew/’

Meskill made his comments 
at a State Capitol press con­
ference Wednesday.

NLRB Ends 
Strike Probe

WATERFORD (AP) -  The 
N ational Labor Relations 
Board investigation of the 
six-day-old strike halting con­
struction at the Millstone 2 
nuclear power plant was com­
pleted Wednesday and sent to 
NLRB officials in Washington.

Investigator Joseph Stupak 
said the case was considered at 
th e  re g io n a l  le v e l  and  
forward^ to Washington with 
his recommendation on the dis­
pute. He declined to comment 
on his report.

Stupak spent Monday and 
’Tuesday investigating com­
plaints filed by the Bechtel 
Power Corp., the contractor for 
the plant, against the Inter­
national Union of Operating 
Engineers Local 30.

’The strike began Friday when 
union members walked off the 
job in a dispute over work being 
performed by a subcontractor, 
the P.F. Avery Co. of New 
Hampshire. Avery manufac­
tures internal components for 
nuclear reactors.

Company officiate said the 
dispute arose when Bechtel 
refused a union request to allow 
operating engineers to qualify 
for specialized work on the 
reactor.

Food Price Rise 
Expected Sept. 12

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Con­
sumers can expect another sur­
ge in food prices after Sept. 12, 
but the administration says it 
shouldn’t be as bad as the last 
big increase.

TTie Ctost of Living Council 
W ednesday re le a se d  its  
proposed new Phase 4 food 
price controls scheduled to take 
effect ^ p t. 12.

The council said the controls 
basically will put the food in­
dustry under the same restric­
tions on price increases as the 
rest of the economy.

Officiate said the controls 
will require “a substantial cost 
absorption on the part of food 
wholesalers and retailers” and 
will keep prices below what 
they might otherwise be.

Council director John T. 
Dunlop said “ some price in­
creases at the consumer level 
a re  ex p ec ted ”  when the 
regulations go into effect. But 
be predicted consumers would 
not be as hard-hit as they were 
when the price freeze was lifted 
from food on July 18.

Administration economists 
have acknowledged that post- 
freeze price increases were 
higher tton expected.

The council invited public 
comment on the regulations un­
til Sept. 4, after which they 
could be revised.

Under the prevailing tem­
porary food regulations that 
went into effect on July 18, all 
levels of the food industry may 
increase prices only to reflect 
increased costs at the producer 
le v e l ,  know n a s  raw  
agricultural costs.

The new regulations will 
allow food wholesalers and 
re ta ile rs , such as super­
m arkets, to increase their 
prices to reflect other justified 
costs, such as for labor or 
transportation.

They will not allow price in­
creases for profit. A super­
market, for example, must 
m aintain the sam e profit 
markup, or margin, as it had in 
a base period.

The base period can be either 
of the two fiscal years ending 
before Feh. 5.

Rejects Issue 
As Grounds 
To Impeach

PROVIDENCE (AP) -  U.S. 
Rep. Robert 0. Tiernan -has 
tipied aside a petition asking 
him to initiate impeachment 
proceedings against President 
N ixon “ b a se d  on th e  
President’s illegal actions in In­
dochina.”

The Rhode Island Democrat 
said he did not think the House 
would go through with impeach­
ment proceedings based on 
Nixon’s Indochina policies.

He said the House would 
“more likely” impeach Nixon 
on issues, re la te d  to the 
Watergate scandal.

The petition, with about 1,000 
s i^ tu re s ,  was presented to 
T ie rn a n  W ed n esd ay  by 
representatives of Bristol Ac­
tion for Constitutional Govern­
ment.

Plane Crash Hurts 
Former Astronaut Japan Short Of Water

GALVESTON, Tex. (AP) -  
Former Astronaut Fred W. 
Haise Jr. has suffered critical 
burns in the crash of a World 
War II training plane during a 
landing attempt here.

Raise, 39, was admitted to a 
Galveston hospital. Doctors 
said he had second degree burns 
over SO per cent of his. body, 
with patches of third degree 
burns on hiS legs.

The former astronaut was 
flying a BT13, a World War II 
basic trainer, when the engine 
quit Wednesday night, officiate 
said.

Haise said he attempted to 
crash-land the single-engine 
craft on a shoreline but a lan­
ding gear failed to lower 
properly and the airplane 
cartwheeled. One wing was 
torn off and the aircraft burned.

Haise said that when he tried 
to get out of the wreck the 
canopy jammed. He said he 
k ick^ his way free and was 
able to walk away.

OPEN DAILY 10-10;

“When he got here, he was 
a l e r t , ”  sa id  a h o sp ita l 
spokesman, who described 
Haise’s conation as “critical, 
but stable.”

Officiate said the plane Haise 
was flying belonged to the 
Confederate Air Force, an 
organization of aircraft buffs- 
who collect, fly and exhibit 
World War Il-type aircraft. It 
was painted to resemble a 
Jap an ese  torpedo a tta c k  
fighter.

Haise was ferrying the air­
plane from Angleton Airport, 
southwest of Galveston, to an 
airport in this island city.

In his only space flight, Haise 
was the lunar module pilot on 
the ill-fated Apollo 13 moon 
mission in 1970.

Haise resigned the astronaut 
corps earlier this year and was 
named a technical assistant in 
the space shuttle development 
program at the Johnson Space 
Center near Houston. '

TOKYO (AP)  -  When 
employes of Toky’s Imperial 
Hotel went to work this week, 
they found this notice oh the 
bulletin board :

“Use only two out of three 
bathrooms. Hot water cannot 
be supplied. Cooks and night 
shift staff are urged to take 
showers only once, either late 
at night or early in the morning, 
instead of twice as usual.” 

S im ilar notices urging 
Japanese to conserve water 
went up in other hotels, offices 
and public buildings.

TTie reason is that Japan, 
which has filled the world with 
its products, is having trouble 
filling its own water tanks. A 
dry spell has left most of the 
country short.

No one is going thirsty. But 
except for the islands of 
Okinawa in the south and 
Hokkaido in the far north, the 
Japanese and their industries

are being told to think twice 
before turning on the faucet.

“ We a re  hoping for a 
typhoon,” joked an official of 
the Tokyo waterworks.

At the start of the week, 
Tokyo authorities cut water 
supplies by 20 per cent to about 
224 power plants, factories, 
railway stations, hotels, depart­
ment stores, schools and 
hospitals.

The cuts hit institutions that 
consume more than 500 tons of 
water a day, particularly fac­
tories.

The water supply to Tokyo’s 
2.5 million homes was reduced 
Wednesday by 7 per cent. So 
far, the cuts in Tokyo do not 
produce dry taps. They just 
lower the water pressure.

The Central Meteorlogical 
A gency sa id  th e  la s t  
measurable rain in Tokyo and 
the surrounding Kanto Plain 
fell Aug. 1. Officiate added that 
July rainfall in the area 
measured 1.7 inches, a sharp

decline from the normal 
average of 7.2 inches for that 
month. TTie forecast is for more 
dry, hot weather.

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Man Has Doll Museum
By BILL YOUNG 

Greenwich Time

GREENW ICH (A P ) -  In 1953 
Samuel F. Pryor and his wife found 
themselves playing host to a glittering 
international set — Siamese ballet 
dancers, Indian maharajas, Chinese 
coolies, Hungarian gypsies, Penfvian 
Indians and Russian nobility — all in 
miniature.

Dolls, more than 8,000 of them 
collected from around the world, fill 
the P iyor ’s international museum in a 
converted 18th century bam near 
Long Island Sound.

More than 38 years ago Pryor began 
returning from  foreign countries with 
dolls for a colleague at Pan American 
W orld  A irw a y s , M rs . Ann M . 
Archibald.

She often told him — he thought she 
was jo k in g -  that she would leave him 
the dolls in her will.

After she died in 1953, the Pryors 
received crate after crate of doils.

“ As I studied them, I realized how 
accurately they represented man’s 
customs and cultures on a Lilliputian 
scale,”  said Pryor in an interview at 
his museum.

“ I began to dream of building a 
collection to represent every country 
in the world. On our rapidly shrinking 
planet, the interchange of travelers 
and ideas is wiping out many of the 
differences between nations.

“ Whole regions in the East, for 
exam ple, are beginning to adopt 
western dress. One day, perhaps, 
costumes now typical of some coun­
tries wili be found only on dolls and in 
museums.”

He hoped his collection would help 
American children understand the 
folk ways of foreign people. But the 
dolls have visited many countries and 
UNICEF is interested in sending a

. group of dolls behind the Iron Curtain, 
he said.

Some of the dolls are cuddly figures 
that invite a little girl’s warm em­
b r a c e . O thers a re  com p lica ted  
mechanical dolls which throw kisses, 
strum lyres, wink, walk or even 
smoke cigars.

From a vantage point atop a table, 
an indomitable Queen Victoria sur­
veys the scene with a regal mien. Her 
subjects include a Chinese “ doctor 
doll,”  once used by the women of 
China to show the doctor in modest 
fashion where it hurt.

Pryor, a former Pan Am executive 
vice president, has filled his museum 
with other international,works of art. 
There are music boxes — one plays 14 
arias — m echanical banks and 
examples of what Pryor considers the 
only true handicrafts in America — 
cigar store Indians and duck decoys.

Near the entrance is a sleigh once

owned by Queen Emma of Holland, 
perfect tusks of sacred elephants 
from Thailand and carved teak doors 
from Zanzibar, circa 1620.

With over 10,()00 items the museum 
would fascinate even those whose in­
terest in dolls waned at the age of 5.

Textile Industry 
Seeks Export 
Limits On Cotton

T H U R S .,  F R I . ,  S A T .

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
textile industry has asked the 
government to license cotton 
exports, saying a critical shor­
tage of raw cotton threatens 
consumers with price increases 
totaling hundreds of millions of 
dollars.

The assistant secretary of 
agriculture for international af­
fairs, Carroll G. Brunthaver, 
promptly rejected the idea. He 
said there will be no cotton 
shortage, although prices will 
rise.

Brunthaver commented on a 
letter to Secretary Earl L. Butz

from Donald Comer Jr., presi­
dent of the American Textile 
Manufacturers Institute.

Comer said the price of cot­
ton contracts on commodity 
markets has increased more 
than 150 per cent since last Oc­
tober, reaching the highest 
level since the Civil War.

“ The unprecedented cotton 
supply and price situation is 
complicated and magnified 
enormously for our mills by 
Phase 4 rules and regulations 
that are creating g/eat dif­
ficulties and pricing uncertain­
ties,”  he said.

“Watergate is an episode that 
I deeply deplore and had I been 
running the campaign rather 
than trying to run the country, 
and particularly the foreign 
policy of this country at this 
time, it would never have 
happened,” he said. “But that 
is water under the bridg^ it is 
gone now.”

Nixon’s responses to the 
barrage of Watergate questions 
included a statement of ap­
parent misplaced faith in John 
N. Mitchell, a more detailed 
rebuttal of certain chjrges by 
John W. Dean III and an 
explanation of what L. Patrick 
Gray I ll’s warning meant to the 
President.

Mitchell told the Senate 
Watergate Committee that if 
Nixon had ever asked him about 
the break-in, Mitchell would 
have told all. But Mitchell said 
he hadn’t volunteered the infor­
mation because Nixon would 
have “lowered the boom” to the 
detriment of his campaign.

Nixon mentioned a March 22, 
1973, meeting attended by 
Mitchell at which the President 
said “I kept pressing for the 
view that I had had throughout, 
that we must get this story out, 
get the truth out...”

He was then asked if this 
meant Mitchell was not telling 
the truth when he testified he 
would have told all if asked.

“I am not going to question 
Mr. Mitchell’s veracity,” said 
Nixon, “and I will only say that 
throughout I had confidence in 
Mr. Mtchell.”

But he added: ‘Throughout!

Skylab Crew Set For 4-Hour Walk
SPACE CENTER, Houston 

( A P )  — G i v e n  m e d i c a l  
clearance to set a manned 
space flight endurance record, 
Skylab 2’s astronauts today 
prepared for a four-hour space 
walk on Friday.

Skylab director William C. 
S c h n e i d e r  a n n o u n ce d  
Wednesday that  medical  
specialists analyzed progress of 
Alan L. Bean, Dr. Owen K. 
Garriott and Jack R. Lousma 
and gave them a go-ahead to re­

main in space until at least 
Aug. 31, the 35th day of the 
planned 59-day mission.

That will surpass by a week 
the space flight record of 28 
days logged by the Skylab 1 
crew in June. Skylab 2 will 
better that at 8:01 a.m. EDT 
Saturday.

Schneider said before the 
flight that as the 28-day mark 
approached, doctors would 
c a r e f u l l y  m o n i t o r  the  
astronauts’ conditions and 
make a week-by-week deter­

mination on whether to con­
tinue the journey.

Another evaluation will be 
made next Wednesday.

The medics are watching 
closely for the slow body decon­
ditioning caused by long space 
flight. They hope extensive 
astronaut exercise will keep 
them in good health, but are 
ready to terminate the mission 
if physical problems develop.

After 28 days, the Skylab 1 
astronauts suffered more body 
decondit ioning  than any

previous American space crew 
and all were somewhat weak on 
return to earth’s gravity. ’They 
were nearly back to normal 
after two days, but required 
about three weeks to recover 
completely.

In addition to medical and 
scientific experiments today, 
Bean, Garriott and Lousma 
asked for extra time to run 
through procedures for the se­
cond space walk of the mission. 
It is scheduled to start about 11 
a.m. EDT Friday.

Bad breath 
is symptom

By Lawrence E . Lamb, M .O .
Dear Dr. U m b  -  1 am a 

young married woman and 
have had a problem with bad 
breath for as long as I can 
remember. You can’t imagine 
how much personal embar- 
rasm ent this has caus^ me 
a t home, with friends and 
even on my job. I am con­
cerned about the effects it 
may have on my future. Yes, 
I ve read all the ads and tried 
all the different things that 
are recommended for bad 
breath, including every mouth 
wash that’s been advertised, 
varieties of toothpaste, chew- 
}".gguniS’ you name it. I ’ve

I don’t seem to have any 
dental problems, I go to the 
denUst regularly. I don’t have 
any cavities. I brush my teeth 
at least three times a day, use 
dental floss and everything 
tta t’s ever been recommeno- 
ed to me. But* I still have this 
problem.

The only time I have ever 
gotten any help for it is when 
I have taken penicillin for one 
reason or an9ther. While I am 
taking penicillin, temporarily 
my problem of bad breath 
goes away, but it always 
comes back. I just can’t un­
derstand why something can’t 
be done for my bad breath. If 
you have anything to recom­
mend, I would certainly ap­
preciate it.

Dear Reader — I receive 
many letters complaining 
about this problem. I t ’s not 
uncommon, otherwise the 
large amount of mouth wash 
and so forth wouldn’t be sold 
to the public. A good place to 
start evaluating the problem 
is in the dental area, and I’m

{;lad to see that you apparent- 
y have already done m t .  In 

addition to cavities and so 
forth, there is the problem of 
pyorrhea or inflammation of 
the gingiva (gums) which is 
often a source of bad breath, 
but I would assume from your 
regular dental evaluations and 
treatments that you must not 
have that problem

The point that penicillin 
seems to relieve your difficul­

ties suggests an infection. A 
common location for such an 
infecUon is the sinuses. Chron­
ic sinusitis is a frequent 
source of persistent bad 
breath. Old diseased tonsils 
with necrotic cheesy material 
deeply imbedded within the 
tonsils are also a frequent 
source of bad breath. I would 
suggest you see an ear, nose 
and throat specialist and have 
him evaluate your sinuses and 
tonsils for possible infections 
which may be contributing to 
your problem.

There are other causes for 
bad breath, including diseases

K. j.. ■ “ 'gestion, gal
bladder disease and even bad 
breath associated with a 
woman’s m enstrual cycle (I 
suspect that this is often re ­
lated to an associated disturb­
ance in the digestive trac t 
occurring at that time). Prob­
ably the most common 
sources for persistent bad 
breath are  the dental-mouth 
area and the sinus, tonsils, 
adenoid area.

Incidentally, many people 
don’t recognize that the 
tongue is a source of bad 
breath, and it should be 
cleaned regularly just as teeth 
are cleaned. The accumula-! 
tion of food and debris on toe 
tongue can be the real prob­
lem. Obviously, to do some­
thing ^about persistent bad 
breato retjuires a good medi­
cal examination, with particu­
lar attention to the dental, 
mouth, sinus and tonsil area. 
If a search of these areas is 
unrewarding, then a more 
complete study of possible 
causes needs to be accom­
plished. I agree i t ’s not a 
simple problem because it 
certainly can lim it one’s fu­
ture opportunities, both social­
ly and even in one’s chosen 
occupation.

Steele Considering 
His Political Future
NEW LONDON (AP) -  U.S. 

Rep. Robert H. Steele, R-Conn., 
said Wednesday he has not 
decided if he will remain in 
politics or return to a business 
career.

The congressman, who has 
been mentioned as a possible 
challenger next year to Sen. 
Abraham Ribicoff, D-Conn., 
said it is an “ open question" 
whether he will be in politics 
then.

Before he was elected to 
Congress in 1970, Steele was

Peking
Getting
Ready

China’s Communist leaders 
have just held some sort of im­
portant meeting in Peking, and 
whatever was on the agenda it’s 
a good bet that fear and suspi­
cion of the Soviet Union is in­
spiring the regime to get its 
political house in order. '

With Moscow pouring on the 
heat, Peking probably con­
siders it no longer advisable to 
continue — as It has for two 
y ea rs .— without a defense 
minister, with gaping holes in 
upper levels of the military es­
tablishment, with gaps in the 
upper party strata and without 
fixed A delin es for the succes­
sion to aged Mao Tse-tung.

All this year the Russians 
have been carry in g  on a 
propaganda campaign against 
the pragmatists under Premier 
Chou En-lai, who have been 
running China. W hile the 
Chinese have been answering 
back, their retorts have seemed 
less violent than the attacks.

Even while the big meeting 
was in session in Peking last 
week, Leonid I. Brezhnev, the 
Soviet party chief, went out of 
his way to m ake seriou s 
charges against the Peking 
regime.

He accused it of ’a policy 
“ founded on fanatical jmti-..^ 
Sovidtism ^  subversive ac­
tivity against the socialist coun­
tries,”  and, in fact, o f in­
terfering in those countries’ af­
fairs.

This was the same Moscow 
regime which laid down the 
doctrine that it had a right to in­
tervene with force in any situa­
tion where “ socialism”  was en­
dangered.

The Chinese illustrated on 
’Tuesday how aware they are of 
the possibilities in that attitude. 
On the fifth anniversary of the 
S o v ie t  in v a s io n  o f  
Czechoslovakia, China’s United 
Nations mission circulated a 
paper entitled, ‘ "rhe longer the 
occupation, the tighter the 
noose.”

It said Moscow had increased 
its o ccu p a t io n  troop s  in 
Czechoslovakia and was still 
ruthlessly suppressing the 
Czechoslovak people. Peking 
has made no secret of its fear 
that Moscow might try one day 
to apply that doctrine to China, 
perhaps with a “ surgical”  
s t r ik e  a g a in s t  C h in a ’ s 
developing nuclear weapons 
system.

Meanwhile, there’s a lot of 
patching to be done. ’The purges 
following the downfall of Lin 
Piao, once successor to Mao 
Tse-tung, left not only the 
defense ministry vacant, but 
also top army and navy posts 
and key aviation and logistics 
ones. In the ruling party Polit­
buro, only 13 members remain 
of the 21 named in 1969, and 
only half a dozen are really ac­
tive. The Politburo’s inner cir­
cle “ standing committee”  of 
five now has only three — Mao, 
Chou and Kmig Sheng. Mao, 
nearing 80, is receding more 
and more to the background and 
Kang, 73, has been ailing. ’That 
leaves the 75-year-old Chou 
practically alone in the exer­
cise of political power.

If the party now is preparing 
to fill the gaps and perhaps 
ready the National People’s 
Congress that was derailed by 
the Lin purge, it can be taken as 
an indication that Chou’s people 
have carried the day against 
their critics and achieved some 
political stability. ’They may 
now want to move fast, if only 
because of the Soviet attitude.

The 
spokesman said: “ Steps have 
been taken to ensure the water, 
used for cooling, will probably 
be cleaner when it is put back 
into the river than it was when 
we removed it.”  ,

He added: “ The main noise 
problem comes toward the end 
of production when the finished 
bars are rattling about. We are 
doing as much as possible to

damp this down.”
’The mill is being built on 

ground only half a mile from ” 
the village of Thrybergll which 
lies on the main Rotherham to 
Doncaster road.

A natural incline will hide 
most of the plant from view but 
additional landscaping is being 
included in the project to en- 

‘ sure that mill buildings do not 
interfere with the visual sur­
roundings.

MOSCOW (AP) — The United States basketball team, 
tense and upset after surviving a fist fight with Cuban 
rivals, faced another tough match today in a bid for a gold 
medal at the World University games.

T h e  A m e r ic a n s w e re
scheduled to play Brazil in the 
sem i-finals—and hoping for 
something more peaceful than 
the scenes that erupted at 
Moscow’s Red Army Gym­
nasium Wednesday.

With one national canoe 
championship already to his 
c re d it ,  14-year-old Rob 
Johnson of 14 C;arter St., 
Bolton, has his long-range 
sights set on gaining a spot 
on the United States squad 
for the 1976 Games in Mon­
treal.

P re p a rin g  to e n te r  his 
freshman year at Bolton High, 
Johnson paddled his way to first 
place in the bantam age bracket 
in the C-1 Class (Canadian 
Canoe, one-man) earlier this 
month in the National Canoe 
and Kayak Championships in 
Seattle, Wash.

Only in his third year of com­
petition, the handsome 145- 
pound, ^7 blond improved his 
showing in the nationals two 
notches over his first try in 1972 
when he placed third at Cam­
bridge, Ohio.

Johnson manned a 17-foot, 35- 
pound canoe in gaining his first 
national title. Also, at Seattle, 
Johnson scored'two seconds in 
canoe racing and added a fourth 
and an eighth placement in the 
kayak division. Johnson is a 
member of the Columbia Canoe 
Club, coached by Mrs. Pat 
Murphy. Club members range 
in age from 9 thru 25. Practice 
is held at Columbia Lake. This 
lake will be the site of the Inter­
national Canadian Age Regatta 
in September.

Thanks to a neighbor and the 
urge “ for something to do,” 
Johnson got into canoe and 
kayak racing. Today there are 
approximately 50 members in 
the Columbia club, both male 
and female.

The Canadian Canoe, which 
took Johnson to his first place, 
is different from a standard 
canoe although the basic stroke 
can be lea rn ^  in any canoe.

The canoeist uses a high- 
kneeling position paddling only 
on one side of the boat. ’The 
canoe requires a combination of 
b a la n c e ,  s t r e n g th  and 
willpower.

According to age, there are 
five brackets in canoe and 
kayak competition; Bantam, 
Juvenile, Junior, Intermediate 
and Senior.

It takes plenty of training to 
score and Johnson, during 
summer vacation, is out twice 
daily on Columbia Lake, each 
morning at 7:30 and each 
evening at 6. He gets in between 
10,000 and 15, 000 meters each 
day and during the winter he 
rows twice weekly on paddle 
boards at the Willimantic Y.

The Olympics are still three 
years away but if determina­
tion and desire mean anything, 
Rob Johnson will be in the thick 
of competition for a coveted 
berth in canoe and kayak com­
petition.

Riding Prosperity Wave
WELUNGTON, Kan. (A P )-  

A record Kansas wheat crop 
and all-time high wheat prices 
have combined to bring un­
expected prosperity to wheat 
farmers.

Sumner County, one of the 
largest producers of hard 
winter wheat in the nation, 
harvested 15.56 million bushels 
this year for a record average 
yield of 40 bushels per acre.

After years of selling their 
wheat for around |1.50 a bushel,' 
or less, the county’s farmers 

. a re  rea liz in g  tr ip le  th a t 
amount. At one point earlier 
this month, wheat prices passed 
the $5 a bushel mark.

One small farmer, Elmer 
Headley, said he had paid ail his 
bills after harvest for the first 
time in 23 years, and still has a 
third of his wheat left unsold. 
Others report they made more 
money on the first half of their 
crop this year than they did all 
last year.

BAL’HMORE (AP) -  Dale 
Anderson, a Democrat who 
succeeded Vice President Spiro 
T. Agnew as chief executive of 
Baltimore County, has been 
charged with extortion and 
bribery in a kickback scheme 
involving a rc h ite c ts  and 
engineers.

The indictment by a federal 
grand jury Thursday was the 
first in a far-reaching investiga­
tion of political corruption in 
Maryland. The grand jury, em­
panelled in D ecem ber, is 
expected to begin probing soon 
allegations of similar illegal 
payments to Agnew.

Agnew has branded as 
“damned lies” reports that he 
received such kickbacks.

And an hour after Anderson’s 
indictment was announced 
Agnew responded he found the 
charges “totally at variance 
with my impressions of him and 
everj^lng I know about him.”

"D esp ite  our po litica l 
d i f f e r e n c e s ,  in a l l  my 
associations with Mr. Ander- 
Mn, both official and private, 
he has exhibited unusual candor 
and integrity,” the vice presi­
dent added.

Economists Defend 
Anti-Inflation Programs

The 56-year-old Anderson 
said he was innocent of ac­
cusations that he extorted 348,- 
270 from eight firms doing 
business with the county.

Gov. Marvin Mandel, a 
Democrat who followed Agnew 
into the state house in An­
napolis, said he wouldn’t com- 
rnent until Anderson “has had 
his day in court.”

The boss of the sprawling 
Baltimore city-suburb and one 
of the  m ost p o w erfu l 
Democrats in Maryland, Ander­
son was the sole defendant in 
the 39-count indictment. A 
former aide was named co­
conspirator and four other men 
— two of them long-time Agnew 
associates — were cited as par­
ticipants in the conspiracy that 
allegedly began in November 
1966. At the time Agnew was 
the county’s chief elected of­
ficial.

U.S. Attorney George Beall, 
who heads the probe, said 
“further indictments can be 
expected.”

He added that “the investiga­
tion of Mr. Anderson, other 
public officials and business en­

titie s  and individuals in 
Baltim ore County is con­
tinuing.”

He did not elaborate.
Anderson heard the news 

about the indictment on a radio 
in his office in nearby Towson, 
the county seat.

“ I don’t want to talk to 
anybody,” he told newsmen as 
he left the building with his 
wife.

Last week at a news con­
ference, after rumors cir­
culated that he was to be in­
dicted, Anderson flatly denied 
any illegal activities involving 
cash collected from firms doing 
design and architectural work 
on bridges, buildings and 
sanitation projects for the coun­
ty.

He acknowledged then that 
many such contractors had 
made campaign contributions, 
and that William E. Fornoff, 
his chief administrative officer, 
had picked up such payments 
when he worked for Anderson 
and had passed the money to 
him. Fornoff was named as the 
co-conspirator in the indict­
ment.

The panel was dismissed 
after it presented the indict­
ment to U.S. District Judge

Frank Kaufman. One of Beall’s 
c h ie f ' a ss is ta n ts , B arnet 
Skolnik, said the jurors would 
be summoned back to work at’ 
an unspecified date.

This might not be until after 
Labor Day, possibly on Sept. 6, 
when an out-of-state federal 
district judge, Walter E. Hoff­
man of Norfolk, Va., returns 
from a European vacation. He 
was named to supervise the 
Agnew phase of the probe after 
the nine judges in Maryland 
withdrew because of their close 
personal connections with the 
Vice President.

Meanwhile, Atty. Gen. Elliot 
L. Richardson said Thursday he 
is enlarging his investigation of 
alleged leaks from the Justice 
Department of information 
about the Agnew matter.

In a letter to Agnew, Richard­
son said he has asked Glen E. 
Pommerening, acting assistant 
a tto rney  general for ad­
ministration, “to undertake a 
systematic inquiry using any 
and all departmental resources 
as he sees fit.”

Richardson said he also has 
asked the director of the FBI to 
cooperate by making available 
FBI personnel to assist in the 
inquiry as needed.

FBI Break-Ins 
Over 20-Year 
Period Alleged

WASHINGTON (AP) — The FBI committed burgUiries 
to steal intelligence information from inside the embassies 
of foreign nations during the Jtdinsoni, Kennedy and 
Eisenhower administrations, former FBI officials say.

Published documents indicate the break-ins were aimed 
a t getting code books and other cryptographic information.

One explanation Stein gave 
for what he termed this “im­
portant economic and social 
phenomenon” was that the in­
creasing price of food gives an 
exaggerated idea of the rate of 
price increases overall.

In addition, be said that 
although income and emloy- 
m ent both have been in­
creasing, “income increases 
are commonly regarded as 
barely sufficient to keep pace

with the rec ip ien t’s Just 
deserts, whereas price in­
creases tend to be regarded as 
extortions which make a person 
worse off than he ought to be.”

Stein did note that the rate of 
increase of real incomes has 
slowed this year and that 
average real weekly take-home 
pay of non-farm workers has 
been lower, because of an In­
crease in social security payroll 
taxes.

Both Stein and Dunlop again 
declined to make predictions on 
thd rate of inflation in the 
mohths ahead, although Stein 
forecast it would be “substan­
tially below” the 8 per cent in­
flation so far this year.

In another economic develop­
ment, the Cost of Living Coun­
cil asked Atlantic Richfield Co. 
(ARCO) to send represen­
tatives to Washington Monday 
to explain a recent price in­
crease for wholesale gasoline 
and home heating oil.

Clark, however, said he oc- 
c a s io n a lly  h ea rd  of un­
authorized break-ins by FBI 
agents. He said these were 
freelance jobs, undertaken 
against the departm en t’s 
policy, and u n re la ted  to 
national security.

He said the late FBI Director i 
J. Edgar Hoover did ask him 
several times, shortly after 
Clark took office in late 1966, 
for permission to burglarize a 
foreign mission in New York 
City to obtain information 
sou^t by another inelligence 
agency. Clark said he denied 
permission and didn’t hear 
about such matters again.

East-of-the-River Leg 
Of 1-291 Favored

The 1-291 loop highway from 
Farmington via West Hartfbrd, 
Bloomfield, Windsor, South 
Windsor and East Hartford to 
Manchester may be in limbo as 
far as Gov. ’Thomas Meskill, en- 
v i r o n m e n ta l i s t s ,  m any  
residents west of the Connec­
ticut River and in Windsor are 
concerned; but in Manchester 
there is' still some lingering 
hope at least the east of the 
river portion m i^ t  be con­
structed.

Thursday night, James F. 
Shugrue, acting commissioner 
of s ta te  D e p a rtm e n t o f  
Transportation (DOT) con­
ducted an informal session on 
alternatives to 1-291 which Gov. 
M eskill re cen tly  shelved 
because of opposition to the 
proposed route.

The loop was to have con­
nected to 1-84 at Manchester, 
and of the people speaking, 
most expressed the feeling that 
the route was a practical solu­
tion toward resolving east-of- 
the-river tra ffic  jam-ups 
around the Manchester area. 
The feeling expressed reflected 
a consensus that the state has 
neglected  tra n sp o rta tio n  
problems east of the river and 
recent population growth has 
glutted the major highways and 
is  now th re a te n in g  the 
backroads as well.

Shugrue explained the pur­
pose of the meeting was to ob­
tain public input for the depart­
ment, now that 1-291 has tx^n 
shelved, so that an alternative 
plan could be devised.

He said there is a land use­

highway study being conducted 
and this would have a bearing 
on any long-range transporta­
tion plans. What he was hoping 
the meeting, one of a series in 
the Capitol Region, would do is 
help his department come up 
w ith  som e s h o r t- r a n g e  
solutions.

He said he was open to all 
suggestions, and was given 
several on mass transit as well 
as highways.

Mayor John ’Thompson urged 
state assistance for an in-town 
transit system which would 
have joint terminals with the 
commuter system and was told 
the state could probably offer 
some assistance even though 
Manchester was not a member 
of the transit district.

’Thompson told Shugrue the 
town board has backi^ exten­
ding 1-84 to 1-86 and a prior 
board endorsed I-29I; however, 
his main concern was en- 

^couraging of bus use by 
Manchester people. He then 
solicited state help for the in- 
town plan and suggested the 
state consider a parking lot in 
the south end of Manchester for 
the commuter buses.

Shugrue said bis people would 
work the town on the bus 
matters, and gave a short 
resum e of the m onorail 
dem onstration pro ject a t 
Bradley Intematicmal Airport 
which, if successful, may 
provide alternative means of 
mass transit other than of buses 
and rail-buses, the latter which 
was mentioned by Thompson.

At issue is " fu e l den- 
s if ic a tio n ” —shrinking of 
uraniumoxide pellets inside the 
fuel roads of a r^ to r. The AEC 
said it was checking whether 
the shrinking might worsen the 
situation if the reactor were in­
volved in an accident.

’The 10 plants under evalua­
tion are “boiling water” reac­
tors manufactured by General 
Electric Co.
