High winds and heavy rains
hit Manchester Friday night
causing power outages across
town, Over 700 residents were
without power in town at some

. time during the night, but all

power, with the exception of a
small area at Bissell ‘and
Spruce Sts. was restored by
morning, according to Thomas
Brennan, a spokesman for the
Hartford Electric Light Co.

Although some of the outages
were caused by power
transformers being struck by
lightning, the major part of the
blackouts were caused by
downed wires, either blown
down by winds or hit with
falling trees and limbs. -

The National Weather Ser-
vice at Windsor Locks sald that
the storm began at ap-
proximately 7:30 p.m. and
dumped 1,72 inches of rain on
the state before ending at 9:45.

The weather service also said
that there was an unconfirmed
report of hail falling in
Manchester.

A few minor accidents were
reported on major highways
surrounding Manchester, State
Police #aid, but most were
caused by slippery road con-
ditions and no injuries or
arrests were reported.

The. Town Fire. De ent
reported’ that they received
about 20 calls between 8:30 and
12:35 Friday night, mainly
reporting downed trees and

 poles, downed wires, . burning

transformers and poles, and
some flooding in the Parkade
area. ‘

Firemen report that WINF
radio at the Manchester Shop-
ping Parkade was flooded when
Bigelow Brook overflowed its
banks

‘I‘he-storm was caused by the '

moving of a "‘warm, humid air
mass/' into the state, accor-
ding to the National Weather
Service, which issued “'severe
thunderstorm warnings,"’
across the state. '

Police said that “‘every alarm
In Town went off’’ due to the
power loss. Police explained
that most burglar alarms are
wired to go off if the power is
shut off, to protect the store if
burglars cut the alarms power
lead.

The Town Fire Department
said that two box alarms were
triggered by the lightning.

Police said that the HELCO
power transformer on Olcott St.
was knocked-out by lightning
during the storm, but HELCO
officials were unable to confirm
the statment.

Local and area police said
that there were few or no ac-
cidents in the area last night
and said that it had been a
“quiet evening.”

Manchester Police said that
emergency power was used in
the atation for a short time last
night but power was soon
restored.

Shortly after the verdict was
announced to the crowd of
about 80 spectators waiting out-
side the courtroom, Victoria
Aillon, the defendant’s mother,
shouted repeatedly toward a
number of the Montano family:
‘'Montanos! Amigos!."

The meaning of her
hysterical shouts was not clear.

Aillon was one of the Greater
Hartford Jaycees' 10 outstan-
ding regional husinessmen in
1071. Butl by the following
spring he was without a job
after brief positions with the
Greater Hartford Urban
League and the Chamber of
Commerce of Greater Water-
bury.

Aillon_clenched his hands and
shook his head several-times
after the three guilty verdicts
were announced by foreman
William May Sr., a telephone
technician from Milford. Aillon
said nothing that could be heard
from the press section.

Defense attorney Howard
Jacobs moved to have the ver-
dict set aside. saying that, in
view of the jury's 18-hours in
the jury room Friday and early
Saturday, he believed there was
a question of 'whether or not at
this particular time of day they
were even capable of making
that decision."

Judge Cohen denied the mo-
tion.

Jacobs would not comment
outside the cburtroom on
whether the decision would be
appealed, but he noted that he
had made numerous objections
to rulings during the trial.

Mrs. Aillon and her two
daughters, Luz and ‘Mrs,
Charles Golas, both of East
Hartford, sobbed when told of
the verdict by Jacobs. The
daughters both grabbed their
mother to control her when she
became hysterical.

A group of the Montano fami-

\ 1y gathered around state's Atty.
\Arnold Markle when he

emerged from the courtroom.
Several of thegp hugged him,
During the trial Markle
described the case against
Aillon as a "mosaic" of cir-
cumstantial evidence.”
Three North Haven
policemen who stopped ‘Aillon's
car early Aug. 14, 1972, several
hours before the slayings were
discovered sald Aillon had a
bloody serrated knife, He was
allowed to keep the knife and
proceed. Later a search of his
car disclosed a plain-edged

. knife bearing animal blood.

Markle presented an expert
witness who said wall marks
near two of the victim's bodies
had been caused by a serrated
instrument, Other experts said
hair and blood found inside the
blood-splattered, ransacked
house matched Aillon's type of
blood and hair, and bloodstains
+in his car were the same type as
that of two of the victims.

Aillon took the stand and was
cross-examined 2% days by
Markle. He maintained police
saw the plain-edged knife, not a
serrated one, when they
stopped him shortly after 1 a.m.
for a motor vehicle violation.

He said he spent the evening

of the slaying with his sister,’

Luz, in East Hartford, about 50
minutes by car from North
Haven, and used the knife there
to cut roast beef, His sister sup-
ported his alibi.

Parliament Acts

ToEnd Rail Strike !

OTTAWA (AP) — The Cana-
dian Parliament today ap-
proved legislation aimed at en-
ding the 10-day-old national
railroad strike.

The bill, approved earliér
today by the House of Com-
mons, received unanimous findl
approval at 6:08 a.m. EDT
from the Senate.-Routine royal
assent to the bill followed
moments later.

However, leaders of the
striking Associated Non-
Operating Railway Unions have
vowed to continue the strike if
they consider the legislation un-
satisfactory in its final form.
The unions have been involved
in contract negotiations with 11
railroads.

The House of Commons ap-
proved the legislation at 3:24
a.m. EDT by a vote of 187 to 26,
It orders the 56,000 striking non-
operating employes to return to
their jobs by 12:01 a.m. Sunday
and would boost the workers'
hourly average minimum wage
by July 1, 1974, from $3.54 to
$4.19, about 18 per cent. It also
provides wage hikes for other
railroad employes,

The government had asked
for a 17.2 per cent wage in-
crease for the nonoperating
employes;.hringing them to
$4.15 per hour."The workers

have sought a 21.6 per cent
boost.

Manchester Water
Works Anniversary

Today is an important anniversary
for the Town of Manchester.

Exactly 40 years to the day, the
town purchased the South Manchester
Water Co..from Cheney Bros., for the
then staggering sum of $1 million.

The water system included Porter
Reservoir, built in 1892; Howard
Reservoir, built in 1902; and Roaring
Brook Reservoir, built in 1925; plus 49
miles of various size pipes, and 287

water hydrants.

To sweeten the pot and to make the
$1 million sale price more inviling,
the Cheneys threw in 515 acres of land
in Manchester, 149 in Bolton and 1,930
in Glastonbury. The small Roaring
Brook Reservoir is on the Glaston-

bury acreage.

Adding $150,000, the town purchased
the sewage system, also operated in
the south end of town by the Cheneys.

To finance the $1,150,000 combined
purchase, the town assumed $500,000
in old bonds sold by Cheney Bros. in a
1924 issue and sold an additional $850,-
000 in bonds in a 40-year issue. The
1924 Cheney Bros. gonds fell due in
1954 and were re-issued by the town,

to 1974.

The |asz';4.ooo payment of the $650,-
000 in bonds sold in 1933\was made

Cheney Bros.

today. The last payment of the
$500,000 bond issue assumed [rom
Cheney Bros.
In 1956, the townspurchased from
-its last water holdings
—the Globe Hollow Reservoir, the
1,000-acre Globe Hollow Tract, the
Cooper Hill Treatment Plant and .

Labor Day is about here. .

To some it marks the end of
summer. To\fghers it means school
bells will ring; not the tower-housed
bell and clapper, but a time clock
system of buzzers and overgrown
doorbells, ~ .

And to most of us it is a maddening
rush to somewhere for that last long
weekend fling which has the odds
favoring perfect weather for it.

And while the original intent of the

iday was to recognize the dignity of

bor and the contributions of the
~laboring men and women to our
economic, social and cultural life, it is
an exception rather than<the rule to do
this in any formal manner as once was
the case. Formalized observance of
Labor Day, to a large degree, has
given way to golf tournaments, mass
exodus from the cities and towns to
the shore, the mountains, or some
favored recreation spot.

While this all but ignoringithe intent
. of Labor Day may seem short of being
sacrilegious, the thought occurs to us.
that the very fact that most
Manchester and American workers
are able to use the long weekend for
pleasurable pursuits is perhaps the ul-
timate testimony of what honest labor
operating in a free climate can
achieve,

The American working man,

perhaps more than arfy other worker
in the world today, Shares a greater

-~
o

portion of the products of his labor.
He, through our free enterprise
system and a long-struggle over
Several decades, has reached a status
in\\tl_[iéh proprietorship, management
and labon are co-equals.

This status has broadened the
affluence of our industrial society to
almost all levels. Labor Day, rather
than being a ritual accenting the trials -
and tribulations of the labor move-
ment in the past, is now an expression
of labor’s equality status in our socie-
ty. '
. We do not mean to downgrade the
‘long and hard-fought battles waged
over the years to improve me lot of
the working people of this country but
we cannot help but feel this coming
Labor Day, like most in recent years,
represents not so much a day of
remembrance of battles won in the
past but a holiday to be enjoyed fully.
Under the American system, labor,
capital and management  working
together, have been able to produce
the products needed for enjoyment of
leisure and have made these oppor-
tunities available to almost all of its
¢itizens. ;

Labor Day is labor's day but no

- longer is it exclusively labor's. The
fruits of American labor, be it a small
factory in Manchester or a giant
assembly line in Detroit, have freed
each of us to exercise our right to pur-
sue happiness, each in our own way,
on Labor Day and every day. )

Legalize Bazaars and Raffles

We think the Town of Manchester
should adopt an ordinance permitting
bazaars and raffles, -

It is a little difficult to reason why
bazaars and raffles are legal in the
state but outlawed in some com-
munities by local option.

Perhaps there was a time when
some people felt such events would
downgrade the moral- climate of a
community. But jf churches are per-
mitted to play bingo, some of the

~ town's leading citizens can still stage

their home poker game, what's wrong
with legalizing bazaars and raffles?

Many organizations are finding it
difficult to stay within the letter of the
law and still raise the necessary funds
for charitable work. Legalizing
bazaars and raffles should make fupd-
raising efforts -a bit easier.

We do think the town should explore
the possibility of licensing bazaars
and raffles, though, and then in some
Iashioq it could also control them.

To Obey Or Not To Obey

In the aftermath of the Vietnam
.war, the country is in the throes of a
grave constitutional question: When
and to what extent may a president as
commander in chief, také-the nation
into war without a declaration from
Congress?

That the question carries
frightening implications is suggested
by an interchange between Sen.
Harold E. Hughes, D-Iowa, and Adm.
Thomas H. Moorer, chairman of the
Joint Chiefs of Staff, during the
latter's recent testimony before the
Senate Armed Services Committee.

Nixon, the bombing of Cambodia was
to cease by Aug. 15, Hughes asked:

"If the law is clear and the Presi-
dent gives an order to bomb, what
wallfd you do?"

ordef. I do not expect that to take

/,fpla'c‘e.\but if T get a direct order, of
course,' would have to comply with
it."

Hughes: ‘At what point would you
disobey?"’

Moorer; “I don't see one on the
horizon. I would have to obey the com-
mander in chief or obey someone else.
[ hope that nobody ever puts a
military man in that position.”

But military men have been put in
that position, in Moorer's lifetime. A
lot of them were hanged because of it.

The-Anti-Defense Coalition

WASHINGTON — While the
nation and the White House
were diverted by Watergate
just before the August con-
gressional recess, a new anti-
defense spending coalition
emerged in the House that may
cast a long shadow across the
nation’'s national security
policy. ™ -

The official line at the White
House and Pentagon is to
minimize the vote of 242 to 163
on July 31 cutting nearly $1
billion in weapons research
from the military authorization
bill. But worried supporters of
the defense program privately
fear the new coalition between
fiscal conservatives and dovish
liberals may have established a
new voting pattern in the
House,

Thisspattern seems the first
congressional trend clearly at-
tributable the numbing effect of
Watergate on President Nixon.
Whereas Congress may well
have halted bombing in In-
dochina without. Watergate's
impact, administration of-
ficials privately concede the
stunning defeat on the arms bill
resulted from preoccupation
with the scandal.

Indeed, the administration
and its defense contractor allies
never even saw the blow com-
ing. Pentagon lobbyists had
been concentrating on
successfully defeating
amendments to cut U.S. troop

. commitments in Europe and

hall new weapons systeis such
as the Trident submarine.

To the administration's sur-
prise, an amendment to cut $950
million in research funds was
introduced by Rep. Les Aspin of
Wisconsin, a former Pentagon
econémist who has become one
of the defense program's most
dogged critics during less than
three years in Congress. Mr.
Nixon did not have time to
voice his opposition before
Aspin’s amendment passed
overwhelmingly.

The fact that a very junior
liberal Democrat could topple
the once olympian House
Armed Services Committee

‘reveals how suddenly power

has been dispersed in the
House.

But more ominous for the
long run than the House power
breakdown is the fact that
fiscal conservatives joined
Aspin's doves in anti-defense
coalition. Eager to cut down
federal spending generally,
these conservatives turned on
vital weapons research in the
absence of vigorous leadership
from a preoccupied President.

With no public campaign
from the White House warning
of the dargers, congressional
votes against defense spending
attract support from even con-
servative voters weary of the
military burden. That is clearly
the opinion of the highly
regarded Rep. John Erlenborn,
representing = . staunchly

Republican DuPage County in
Illinois. Erlenborn's weekly
report back to his district
proudly pointed out his vote for
the Aspin amendment, adding:
“I look upon this as a responsi-
ble way for Congress to hold
down federal spending."" __
Many Republicans con-
siderably more conservative
than Erlenborn backed the
Aspin amendment, such as;
John Ashbrook of Ohio, right:
wing challenger against Mr,
Nixon in the 1972 presidential
primaries; John Rousselot of
California, former John Birch
Society functionary; Ed
Hutchinson of Michigan; M.G.
(Gene) Snyder of Kentucky;
Thad Cochran, a freshman
from Mississippi typical of the
new breed-of Deep South GOP

_conservatives.

In line with Nizon ad-
ministration doctrine
minimizing Watergate damage,
high officials point out that the
authorization bill is less impor-
tant than the actual money bill
yel te be considered.
Nevertheless, close students of
the House believe that once a
voting pattern emerges even on
a'relatively unimportant vote,
it may well return again and
again,

Such a pattern would
eliminate the House as an an-
tidote to the more dovish
Senate, Furthermore, weapons

NEW YORK, N.Y.— If it was
not clear before President
Nixon's press cpnference it s
doubly clear néw: The media
are ‘80 crucial to everything
that happens in our time that
they have in effect become a
fourth branch of the governing
process. - i

When .the Watergate story
began to break, it was the press
that_tracked down much of it.
When the Senate committee of
inquiry followed up a number of
leads and opened new ones, |t
was through the media — par-

. ticularly TV — that the com-

"mittee members made their

* great impact on the- popular

mind, becoming an. addictive
staple in the daily and nightly
lives of the people.

Out of the press in-
vestigations and the TV
hearings came a cloud of doubts
and questions about President
Nixon. As long as he remained
silent, failing to respond to the
hurricane of statements and
counterstatements, he isolated
himself not only from the
media but — through thefn —
from the people. When he broke
his silence it was to go to the
people via TV and radio, with a
carefully crafted speech that
left mfany of them pretty cold,

Now that he has finally come
out of his self-spun cocoon and_
submitted himself to the free-
flowing questions of the
reporters at his San Clemente
press conference, he made a far
more effective impact on them
and on his viewers and
listéners, Whether or not he
ever has to appear before
another tribunal before his
tenure is over, his crucial
tribunal thus far has been the
media, :

There can be little doubt that
he made good use of his
resources and handled himself
well, By his timing of the
resignation of Secretary of
State Rogers and the appoint-
ment of Henry Kissinger, he
made certain of authoring an
impressive counterdrama to
the otherwise unchallenged
drama of the Watergate
questions, By the.self-possessed
way he fielded every Watergate -
question thrown at him,
however swift the pitch and
sharp the curve, he regained "
some of the authority he had
lost in the whole Watergate
process, although he has much
still to regain.

In the media era there are
three functions that are worth
distinguishing. One is the media
as a transmitter of news that is
continually breaking. The press
transmits it by a brief time
remove but gives it some per-
manence. Radio and TV
transmit it instantly, with TV.
as the supreme dramatic form.

The second is the media as a
prime mover, digging out news,
starting and tracking down
leads, not only responding to a
news situation but taking an in-
vestigative hand in creating it.
Whether we use the old phrases
(the "‘expose"’ or
"'muckraking" role) or the new
one (investigative journalism),
the media cannot forego or
neglect this function of theirs.

It Is" difficult, sometimes
darkerous; it requires both
brashness and courage; It g
often open lo abuses, But It i’
there, as part of our time,

The third is the media as
critic and assessor of people
and events, whether through
columnists, commentators,
editorial writers, or (don't un-
derestimate them) the Letters
to the Editor, where people
function in a do-it-yourself role.

But
to be done responsibly, it must
be done with a fairness the
-media have not always notably
shown. v 1

Obviously, President Nixon is
not happy over what the media
have done with him and to him.
He noted the absence of
questions on policy Issues at the
press conference, but what did
he expect when the charges to
which he had made no reply for
months were like a cloud of
witnesses against him?

Vice President Agnew raised
a more troubling issue in his at-
tack on unnamed sources in the
Justice Department for leaked
news stories about him. It is
troubling because there were
similar leaks from the Ervin
commiljee inquiry, especially
at the start, which led special

prosecutor Archibald Cox to .
plead for the secrecy of the ;
grand jury process instead. If +

that secrecy has been breached,
in Agnew's case, he has a
genuine cause for gripe, As for
the press, it is in the position
here of having to transmit news
in which it was not itself a
prime mover,

If we can get these roles and
functions sorted out, the rest of
the Watergate and Agnew
stories will be less confused and
painful, This goes especially for
the President's own role. He
has agreed to submit himself,
on the great constitutional issue -
of confidentiality, to the final
judgment of the courts.*In the
meantime, he will be wise to
submit himself - again, sooner _

rather than later, to the ordeal - |

through media.

On Monorail Plan

HARTFORD (AP) — A
Democratic legislative leader
sald Friday the cost of a *‘peo-
ple mover" in West Virginia
bad“mushroomed from $13.5
million in 1970 to possibly $63

~million by the time it is com-
" pleted next year.

A news story on the rising
cost of the West Virginia
project led Senate Minority
Leader Charles T. Alfano, D-
Suffield, to ask for a second
time how Gov. Thomas J.
Meskill could justify a similar
project at Bradley Inter-
national Airport.

The state Bond Commission
last week authorized $4.4
million in funds for a three-
quarter mile personal rapid
transit system to carry
passengers from the Bradley
terminal to a proposed new
parking lot.

Alfano quoted Massachusetts
Congressman Silvio Conte who
called the West Virginia project
“the biggest boondoggle that
was ever perpetrated on the
American taxpayer,”

The system, which will carry
passengers from downlown
Morgantown to the two nearby
campusés of West Virginia
University, is being ced
entirely with federal funds.
Connecticut's system will be
paid for soley with state
dollars.

“The West Virginia experi-

ment should provide the gover-
nor with a little background.
After two years it is still a
question mark. The only thing
that is definitely known about it
is that it has become horren-
dously expensive," Alfano said.

Acting, state granspo on
Commissionet Jame !
Shugrde said Friday-that
nobody who isn't connected
with the project knows why the
cost of 2.2-mile Morgantown
system shot up. He said the
project site was closed recently
when Deputy - Transportation
Commissioner F. Colin Pease
tried to visit it

Shugrue said, however, there
was no danger of a similar cost
increase occuring in Connec-
ticut. He said the $4.4 million in
the state’s contract with the
Ford Motor Co. was a firm top
price. If the system should wind
up costing more than that Ford
will bear the additional cost, he
said. -
He said the Boeing Co., which
is building the Morgantown
system, had offered to build an
Identical one at Bradley. Cost
was a major factor in rejecting
Boeing's bid, he added.

Shugrue sald the state would
be needing the new 1,500-car
parking lot sooner than some
people expected because of
plans to expand the terminal
onto the present sduth parking
lat.

College Progress’

Pleases

HARTFORD (AP) — A
regional accrediting official has
acknowledged that progress is
being made at Connecticut's
community colleges, the deputy
director of the Community
College Board of Trustees says,

Dr. Kenneth Summerer told
the  Assoclated Préss Friday
that he and Dr. Robert
Ramsey, director of evaluation
for the New England Associa-
tion of Schools and Colleges,
visited the campuses of (he
Norwalk and Middlesex Com-
munity Colleges last week.

Both schools are scheduled
for visits by accreditation
teams from the association this
year. It will be the first time
the assoclation has considered
full accreditation for either.,

New facilities are being com-
pleted at the Middlesex campus
in Middletown and renovation is
in progress at Norwalk.

Summerer said Ramsey told
him he .was happy to see
progress being made and hoped
it would continue, He said the
two men also discussed
situations at the Greater Hart-
ford Community College and
South Central Community
College in New Haven, Both are
in the market for new facilities,

Summerer~also said the

Official

trustees had complied with an
association request for a
progress report by Sept. 1. He
said’ a 27-page report was
mailed last week.

Earlier this year, the associa-
tion criticized Connecticut for
inadequate planning and finan-
cial support for the community
colleges and too much |n-
terference by state government
in the schoqgls’ affairs.

It indicated what -might
happen if things didn't improve
by granting Mattatuck Com-
munity College in Waterbury
accreditation for only three
years instead of the customary
five.

In their report, the trustees
said “‘We have acknowledged —
and can [rankly acknowledge —
that there have been restrictive
actions by state agencies,' It
went on to say, however, that
these were disappearing,

Accreditation by the associa-
tion has been described as a
type of ‘‘good housekeeping
seal of approval." Legally, a
school may function without it.

Summerer said, however,
that if a school went ‘Without
nationally recognized ac-
creditation for too long it would
lose its eligibility for federal

funds,

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Storm Cuts Path
Across Connecticut

Hot and humid weather was
on tap for the rest of the Labor
Day weekend after it blasted its
way into Connecticut with
thunderstorms that tore down
tree limbs and power lines and
left more than 40,000 customers
without electricity.

Repair crews worked through
the night to restore power to
communities in northwestern
and sotifheastern parts of the
state. A spokesman for the
Connecticut Light and Power
Co. (CL&P) said it might be
this afternoon before service to
some of the 17,000 customers
affected in Willimantic, East
Hampton and Mystic was
restored.

At the height of the problem,
30,000 to 40,000 customers were
without electricity, a CL&P
spokesman said. The Hartford
Electric Light Co. sald about
15,000 customers lost service
Friday, most in the
metropolitan Hartford area.
And a spokesman for United
Illuminating, which serves the
Bridgeport and New Haven
areas, said service to about 300
of its customers was affected.

The storm made its way from
Vermont and New York:into the
northwest corner of Connec-
ticut at about 7 p.m. Friday. It
left the state near Westerly,
R.I. and headedsinto Long
Island Sound at about 9:30 p.m,

During the storm’s diagonal
trip through Connectitut, light-
ning set off minor fires, rain
contributed to traffic accidents
and tree limbs ripped down
power lines and blocked
numerous roads,

A different and more familiar
-kind of extreme weather facéd
Nutmeggers for the remainder
of the holiday weekend. The
weatherman said hot and humid
conditipns will persist through
Tuesday as they have for most
of this week.

Problems accompanied the
flight of some persons trying to
escape the heat of inland areas.
The Connecticut regional
Automobile Association
reported numerous cases of
overheated cars Friday,

"I've never seen it so bad,"”

“West

said Alex Parley, of the AAA in
Hartford, The
temperature reached 98, a
record for the day.

Motorists in trouble -also
faced the prospect of a difficult
search for help as some service
stations ‘planned to close this
weekend to protest federal
price controls and conserve
supplies.

The AAA said gasoline and
road service needs would be
most acute on Sunday and Mon-
day, creating potentially hazar-
dous travel on those days.

Connecticut’s first holiday
weekend fatality occurred in

Plainville at about 8 p.m,
Friday. Robert Haddack, 26, of
Plainville, was killed when the
motorcycle he was riding
collided with a car on Red Stone
Hill, police said.

Police blamed other traffic
accidents on the storm, but no
serious injuries were reported.
Three accidents occurred In
Danbury, one in Brookfield and
one in Bridgewater, state police
at Ridgefield said. Minor ac-
cidents were reported
elsewhere in the state,

Communities which
experienced some power
failures included Meriden,
Bristol, Danbury, New Milford,
Waterbury, New Britain,
Norwich, Bozrah, 'Montville,
Windham, Gales Ferry,
Stonington, Ledyard, Noank,
Newtown and Ridgefield.

Two homes in Montville and
Norwich were damaged by
falling tree limbs. In Hartford,
a warehouse wall was knocked
down and part of a roof on a
used car dealership was to torn
away.

State police In Canaan
reported trees down on every
major route and most local
roads in a dozen towns from the
northwest corner of the state to
New ord.

The storm also forced a small
plane down at Woodridge Lake

in Goshen, but no injuries were
reported, authorities said.

The law was
passed Saturday by Parlia-
ment, which enacted similar
laws to'deal with rail strikes in
1950 and 1966,

panies,”

Trains rolled in the eastern
provinces, and East Coast
ferries went back Into service
during the weekend after the
nineday national strike.

On the prairies, the Canadian
National railway reported that
operations west of Winnipeg
had returned to normal and
grain trains were being
assembled.

Commuter service to Toronto
and Montreal also was
operating today after the long
weekend.

Labor Minister John Munro
said compulsory arbitration
appears to be inevitable to set-
tle the dispute.

Freighter Fire

NEW ORLEANS (AP) —
Coast Guard officials today
were letting a fire that struck a
freighter in the Mississippi
River burn itself out. Tons of a
fire-fighting chemical had been
dropped on the 308-foot Liberian
freighter Key Largo because of-
ficials had thought a chemical
that could turn into a poisonous
gas was aboard.

Arab Nations Confer
On Oil Export Policy

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) —
Oil ministers of 10 Arab coun-
tries met in Kuwait today in a
reported effort to draft a collec-
tive oll strategy to pressure the
United States into less pro-
Israeli policies,

The ministers met under the
ausplces of the Organization of
Arab Petroleum Exporting
Countries, Kuwait radio
reported.

Ol Minister Abdul Rahman
Salem Atiki of ‘Kuwait, who
presided the conference, made
no mention of anti-U.S. oll plans
in- his public address to the
opening session. After his talk,
the ministers withdrew for
closed-door meetings.

Press reports from Egypt and
Kuwalt said use of Arab oll as a
weapon in the Middle East con-

flict was the main item on the
conference agenda.

Atiki said the meetings will
discuss a $500 million contract
to build a- drydock for oil
tankers in the Persian Gulf
island of Bahrain,

OIl industry sources_say the
most that can be expected is an
agreement to limit production
increases, which could affect
anticipated increases in con-
sumption in the United States
and other industralized nations,

But there is no immediate
prospect of joint action to
freeze or reduce production,
largely because this would hurt

‘the Arabs’ European and

Japanese allles more than it

would the United States.
Although the United States is

" He said" for any of the
Watergate investigators to use
the hearings to obviously ad-
vance their careers would in-
vile public cynicism.

Weicker said the hearings
probably would resume next
week. He didn't know yet what
areas the seven senators would
investigate during phase two of

Weicker said that to date,
there has been no evidence that
President Nixon committed any
illegal act in connection with
Watergate.

"But the preoccupation with
one man— the President — has
obscured the real issue that has
come out of the hearings, that
is, how little we cared about the
Constitution,” Weicker said.

“The administration could
never have done what it did un-
less it felt similar attitudes
were shared by the American
people,’" he added.

Weicker said that when the
Watergate scandal first
became known, he did not
receive a single letter of objec-
tion from his constituents.
