Auto Makers, 
Try To Justify 
Higher Prices

NEW YORK (AP) -  The 
nation’s four auto producers 
went to Washington this past 
week to justify their requests 
for price hikes of up to |106 a 
car.

And as expected, they said 
they would soon be asking for 
more.

Under Phase 4 rules, large 
corporations have to give the 
Cost of Living Council 30 days’ 
notice before raising prices. 
The council can then prohibit, 
cut or delay the hikes, but it’s 
expected to let the auto price 
increases go through.

Ford Motor Co. plans hikes 
averaging |106 a car. General 
Motors wants an increase of 
1102; C h ry sle r |7 0 , and 
American Motors $61.

'The companies argued before 
the council that the planned 
hikes were needed largely to 
recover expenses of safety and 
en v iro n m en ta l fe a tu re s  
required by the government. 
And they said they would have 
to ask for more later to pay for 
labor agreements still being 
negotiated, higher costs.for 
materials and an anticipated 
drop in 1974 sales.

“We will be back to apply for 
economic relief,” said Kenneth 
C. Morrell, comptroller for 
F o rd ’s N orth A m erican 
automotive operations.

Morrell said higher prices 
were needed even though 
Ford’s profits for the first half 
of 1973 were up 32 per cent from 
a year before. He said foreign 
sales accounted for 70 per cent 
of that gain. Profits from 
domestic operations were up 12 < 
per cent, but Ford*^ profit 
m a rg in  on th o se  sam e 
operations was down 9 per cent, 
he said.

Chrysler Corp. is the target 
automaker this year in contract 
talks with the United Auto 
Workers. And while the auto 
companies'defended their case 
in Washington, the union turned 
down Chrysler's first offer. 
That proposal called for 3 per 
cent pay raises in each of the 
next three years, cost-of-living 
protection and higher pension 
benefits.

UAW President Leonard 
’Woodcock called the offer a 
“mockery,” describing it as 
“worse than we got in the very 
bad recession year of 1958.” 
UAW contracts at Chrysler, 
Ford and General Motors

expire Sept. 18 and the Chrysler 
offer was the earliest ever 
made in such negotiations.

A federal grand jury in Dallas 
indicted three major steel com­
panies on antitrust charges, ac­
cusing them of fixing prices, 
apportioning contracts and 
rigging bids in the Texas rein­
forcing steel bar market.

The indictm ents named 
United States Steel, Bethlehem 
Steel and Armco Steel, 14 
smaller firms and 16 steel com­
pany officials. The three big 
firms were accused of rigging \  
the price of the bars from mid- 
1969 until late 1972.

The bars are used in con­
structing highways, bridges and 
buildings. The indictments 
marked the first antitrust 
c h a rg e s  a g a in s t  m a jo r  
producers since a case in the 
mid-1960s involving carbon 
steel.

The Cost of Living Council 
declared a Uiird extension of 
the gasoline price freeze, exten­
ding it a week and delaying the 
start of new price ceilings op­
posed by dealers.

A council spokesman said the 
extension was to give retailers 
time to put the new ceilings into 
effect. Retailers originally 
were to have posted new price 
stickers on pumps by the first 
of September.

Prophane Priority Suiggested
WASHINGTON (AP) -  A 

mandatory program to allocate 
scarce]propane,fuel has l ^ n  
proposed by the White House.

John Ai Love, director of the 
White House Energy I^licy Of­
fice, said-in a statement that 
propane js only a small fraction 
of the nation’s total petroleum 
fuel supply. But he said it is 
critical for such needs as crop 
drying and heating rural homes 
and trailers.

Lqve sa id  p r io r i ty  In 
receiving propane supplies 
would be assigned to customers 
who use it in agricultural 
production, food processing, 
residential cooking and heating, 
mass transit vehicles and 
buildings housing medical and 
nursing patients.

The statement said there 
probably would be insufficient 
propane to fill the demand and

distributors would be required 
to '’divide their rem aining 
supplies among non-priority 
customers In proportion to what 
they sold each customer during 
a base period measured from 
Sept. 1, 1972, throiigh April 30, 
1973.

In addition. Love said he has 
asked the Cost of Living Council 
to permit increases in thp price 
of propane.

Here are some hot, hard facts 
from the National Weather Ser­
vice at Bradley International 
Airport in Windsor Locks:

June, July and August (the 
months commonly referred to 
as summer) were the hottest 
ever recorded-an average 74.4 
degrees. The previous warmest 
summer was in 1949 with 73.8 
degrees.

A u g u st’s a v e ra g e  76.4 
degrees was the warmest since 
the weather service began 
keeping records in 1905. ’The 
previous record-holder was 
August 1939 when it averaged 
75.2 degrees.

The mercury climbed into the 
90s on 11 days* in August, 
another record. Ten was the 
previous high mark in 1944. For 
all of summer 1973 there were 
25 days of 90-degree—plus 
weather, compared to 26 In 1965 
and 31 in 1966.

From Aug; 27 through Sept. 4 
this year Connecticut sweltered 
through nine straight days of 
90-degree temperatures. The 
previous longest stretches of 
eight days were in 1970 and 
1944. Temperatures in the 90s 
are predicted for today.

Watergate Case 
Now Has Unusual 
Legal Twist

WASHINGTON (AP) — In an unusual legal twist, both 
the White House and special Watergate prosecutor 
Archibald Cox plan to appeal a court order for presidential 
Watergate tapes.

The White House said it would file its papers Thursday in 
an attempt to block efforts to force President Nixon to 

> turn over the tapes.
Cox’s appeal w ill 's e e k  

“clarification or modification 
of the standards and procedures 
to be followed in determining 
what parts of the evidence will 
be presented to the grand 
jury,” the prosecutor said. He 
did not elatorate.

Although neither side has yet 
filed papers, Hugh Kline, clerk 
of the Circuit Court of Appeal, 
Tuesday set Sept. 11 as the date 
for oral arguments.

Meanwhile, U.S. D istrict 
Court Judge John J. Sirica was 
scheduled to meet today with 
lawyers for Watergate figures 
Jeb S tuart Magruder and 
James W. McCord to determine 
whether the two men may con- 
tin u e  le c tu r e  to u rs  on 
Watergate. Sirica may also 
meet with Magruder personal­
ly, Magruder’s office has in­
dicated. '

Magruder, former deputy 
director of Nixon’s re-election 
campaign, cancelled a speech 
set for today at West Virginia 
University that was to kick off 
his national lecture tour.

McCord, convicted of par­
ticipating in the June 17, 1972, 
Watergate break-in, already 
has been tentatively ordered by 
Sirica to stop his lecture tour.

Cox has asked Sirica to 
prohibit Magruder and McCord 
from making the tours. -

Special Watergate prosecutor 
Archibald Cox won the firsV 
round in the- court test onj  ̂
whether President Nixon may 
withhold tape recordings in­

volving W atergate figures. 
Appeals are expected to move 
to the Supreme Court no matter 
which side wins in the appellate 
division.

N ix o n ’s d ep u ty  p re s s  
secretary^ Gerald L. Warren, 
would not discuss Tuesday what 
the legal brief would argue.

Sirica,, ordered Nixon last 
week to turn over the tapes for 
his private judicial examina­
tion, but postponed the order to 
give the White House a chance • 
to appeal.

’Thursday had been set as the 
deadline for Nixon’s attorneys 
to file a formal notice that they 
intend to make such an appeal.

The tapes involve conver­
sations between Nixon and top 
aides, and the President has 
said he won’t release them — 
even for private inspection -- 
unless ordered to do so by the 
Supreme Court.

The Supreme Court is. in 
recess and doesn’t reconvene 
until October. Some sources 
believe it could be near the end 
of that month before the high 
court reaches a decision.

The bridge was damaged 
beyond repair June 30, during a 
Manchester torrential rainfall.

$194,996. In early July, the 
directors were told an adequate 
new bridge would cost about 
$47,000. In mid-August, they 
were told it would cost from 
$80,000 to $100,000.

Town Manager Rpbert Weiss 
said last night he considers the 
b id s  u n fa v o ra b le .  He 
re c o m m e n d e d  am en d ed  
specifications for new bids, to 
aim at a cost within $100,000. 
He suggested a contracj( which 
would permit th ^ w n  to act as 
its own general contractor.

Ron diurchill, employed by 
the Annum Construction Co. as 
its estimator, cautioned the 
directors not''to consider^ the 
“general. contractor” sugges­
tion by Weiss.

If the town acts as general 
c o n tra c to r  on a job, he 
explained, the town employes

would be subject to a pay raise, 
possibly as much as 50 per cent, 
to bring them to the level of un­
ion wages paid by the contrac­
tors. He said the contractors 
would insist upon the wage 
scale for town employes on the 
bridge job. As an example, he 
said, union wages for a laborer 
are as high as $6.30 an hour, 
plus fringe benefits.

Ex-White House Aides 
Reportedly Indicted

LOS ANGELES (AP) -  
Former presidential adviser 
John D. Ehrlichman has been 
indicted by the grand jury in­
vestigating the break-in of the 
office of Daniel Ellsberg’s psy­
ch iatrist, the Los Angeles 
Times and Washington Post 
said today.

The n e w s p a p e rs  sa id  
Ehrlichman, who was ^ i t e  
House adviser on domestic af­
fairs, was indicted secretly 
Tuesday along; with former 
Ehrlichman aide Egil Krogh 
Jr.; David Young, a former 
aide to Henry A. Kissinger, and 
convicted W atergate con­
spirator G. Gordon Liddy.

’The newspapers said they had 
learned Ehrlichman also had 
been indicted on a perjury 
charge.

The Post said the four men 
were named in burglary- 
conspiracy charges. The Times 
d id jn o t specify the o ther 
charges, but said they were in 
connection with the break-in. 
Sources for the stories were not 
cited.

’Therf was no immediate of­
ficial comment on the Times’ 
story. After the sealed in­
dictments ^were returned, an 
aide to special Watergate 
prosecutor Archibald Cox said 
they could threaten Cox’s 
Watergate investigation.

Superior Court Judge James 
G. Kolts, who received the in­
d ic tm en ts  la te  Tuesday, 
ordered the documents sealed 

'until at least one.of those in­
d ic te d  s u r r e n d e r s  to. 
authorities. Names and charges

stemming from the probe were 
to be released immediately 
afterward.

Kolts also ordered that arrest 
warrants not be issued until 
next ’Tuesday to give the in­
dicted a chance to surrender on 
their own. He set bond at $500 
for each person indict«j.

Cox’s aide, James Doyle, said 
the Watergate prosecutor could 
be expected to issue a state­
ment today about the effect of 
the indictments on his in­
vestigation. “Theywe got a 
small piece-of a much bigger 
thing,” Doyle said.

Sources close to the grand 
jury previously had said that 
Ehrlichman, Krogh, Young and 
Liddy were possible targets for 
indictment in the probe. Dist. 
Atty. Joseph Busch declined 
comment on that report.

• Transactional analysis is a 
rational approach to understan­
ding behavior. It is based on the 
assumption that an individual 
can learn to trust himself, think 
for himself, make his own 
decisions, take more control of 
his life and express his feelings. 
The class will meet .for 15 
weeks on Saturdays from 9:30 
a.m. to noon in Room 2 at the 
Bidwell St. campus.

• A course in interior design 
will have as its objective the 
development of the students’ 
understanding and appreciation 
of interior design and enable 
the student to work out specific

design problems within his own 
home. The course will be held 
on Saturdays for 15 weeks from 
9:30 a.m. to noon in Room 1 on 
the Bidwell St. campus.

• A drama workshop will 
teach acting and encourage in­
dividual creativity in beginners 
and advanced drama students. 
The course is to be held on 
Fridays for 15 weeks from 7 to 
10 p.m. in the cafdteria of the 
Hartford Rd. campus.

• The consumer and the 
automobile is a course for men 
and women who have little un- 
d e r s ta n d in g  a b o u t th e  
m echan ics, serv ic in g  or 
purchasing of a new or used 
automobile.

• Travel in Europe is a 
course which will d^al—with 
ways to get around the conti­
nent inexpensively as well as 
describe some desirable places 
to stay and things to see. The 
eight-week course will meet on 
Tuesdays from 6:45 to 8 p.m. in 
Room 207 at the Hartford Rd. 
campus.

• A course in intermediate 
bridge, one of four jo be offered 
on increasing levels of com­
plexity, will emphasize play of 
hand and general defense.

A M anchester taxpayer 
whose 14.76 tax bill Is one 
month overdue is questioning 
the rationale behind a law 
adopted by the 1973 General 
A ssem bly.

Also, she recqmmended 
that deaf children be taught In 
local schools , in s tead  of 
traveling  to out-of-town 
schools.

A Deerfield Dr. resident com­
plained that a neighbor leaves 
garbage cans on the street at all 
times, every day of the week. 
The same person complained of 
an unused and unsightly car 
parked on Llnnmore Dr. all day 
and all night.

A man who resides in the 
Joseph St. area complained that 
poison ivy overgrown on a 
Joseph St. sidewalk requires 
persons to walk in the roadway.

He also complained that ‘ 
street lights on Joseph St. and 
on Strong St. are obstructed by 
trees, and recommended a stop 
sign at the'intersection of 
Oxford and Strickland Sts. °

He commented on the lack of 
street lights at Main and Wood- 
bridge Sts. and complained of 
bicyclists who don’t obey traf­
fic rules and who ride without 
night lights.

He also recommended cutting 
the weeds along the railroad 
right-of-way< to prevent grass 
fires from sparks product by 
the trains.

Suit Seeks Open 
Use Of̂  Beaches

HARTFORD (AP) -  A law­
suit to open up town beaches to 
outsiders will be filed against 
the towns of Fairfield, Milford 
and Westport within 10 days, 
the Connecticut Civil Liberties 
Union (CCLU) said Tuesday.

CCLU Legal Director Judith 
Mears said the federal suit, 
would challenge the policy of 
excluding nonresidents from 
town beaches,, or charging non­
residents disproportionately 
higher entrance or parking 
fees.

Several inland residents will be 
plaintiffs, she said. The suit will 
be filed in federal court in New 
Haven or Bridgeport, she said.

Ms. Mears hop^ the court 
would open town beaches to all 
state residents.

In 1972 the N ev Jersey  
Supreme C ourt,canceled a 
restrictive beach ordinance in 
Avon-By-The-Sea. It ruled that 
land below the high water mark 
is held in trust for the public.

In the same year, a New York 
sta te  court struck down a 
restrictive beach ordinance in

I‘LL TELL THEM I RE­
MEMBER YOU. By William 
Peter Blatty. Norton. 173 
Pages. $5.95.

In this touching reminis­
cence, William Blatty - evokes 
the days of his childhood while 
at the same time dealing with 
the occult and putting forth his 
thoughts on the possibility of 
life after death.

Using his mother, a charming 
Lebanese immigrant, as his fo­
cal point, Blatty, author of the 
best-selling “ 'The Exorcist," 
tells of how the mother fought 
to bring up her five children 
after their father had left and 
succeeded admirably. Some of 
ttie stories Blatty tells of his 
mother are touching, others are 
humorous, but all show what a 
most remarkable woman this 
was.

She was in her 70s when she 
died, and Blatty was griefstri- 
dcen. But then things began to 
happen. Strange things. A flow­
er pot overturning apparently 
by itself. The telephone falling 
out of its cradle for no dis­
cernible reason. A picture, that 
fiiouldn’thave fallen, falling.

Coincidence, perhaps. But to 
Blatty they all eventually 
added up to the fact that his 
mother was trying to commu-, 
nicate with him. Naturally, he 
was doubtful for a while, but on 
a Christmas night in 1971 some­
thing happened ttiat convinced 
him that what he had suspected 
really , was true, his mother 
‘‘had beaten death."

Whether or not the reader 
•wants to believe Blatty’s story 
depends on the individual. As 
Blatty says, “ . .  .1 give it to 
you. I hope you wifi take it. 
And Will never feel worry or re­
gret again. Do better with your 
hiture. But don’t grieve for 
your past. For finally all of us 
live forever. Finally everything 
ends w ^ .’’

He 
is also a thief, an utterly in­
competent one, so bad, in fact, 
that when he breaks into a 
house the most valuable ^ing 
he can find among a collection 
of rare antiques is a snapshot 
album which he loses to anoth­
er thief who breaks into the 
same house and robs it as well 
as Baby Boy.

Released from prison, after 
serving time for a crime he 
wasn’t anywhere near smart 
enough to have pulled off, the 
young ex-con wanders in­
nocently into a civilian life that 
he can neither comprehend nor 
adjust to. His adventures on the 
outside are hilarious to the 
reader, but not so to Baby Boy, 
who decides after a while that 
life in prison is vastly prefer­
able to being outside the walls.

But with a mind like his, get­
ting back into jail is almost a s . 
hard as getting out. He suc­
ceeds, but it takes a bit of 
doing on his part as well as on 
that of the authorities.

“Baby Boy” is a picaresque 
type of novel, with adventure 
following adventure, and all of 
them funny.

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The Great Wine Scandal
Nothing has rocked the candleiight 

dining set as much as the 'Great 
-Bordeaux Wine Scandal of 1973.

. The report that as many as two 
million bottles of fake Bordeaux wine 
were found just before it was to be 
moved into the market has had many 
repercussions.

In order to get a perspective on the 
incident which might well become 
France’s Watergate (we hiust point 
out that President Pompidou hasn’t 
been linked to the affair as yet) we 
contacted a few French friends for 
their views.

Vin LeBlanc, a conservative who 
has long defended French wines, 
d e c r i ed  t h e ' ' i n c id e n t  as  one 
p e r p e t r a t e d  by a g roup  of 
LePlumbeurs obviously in league with 
CIA (California Imitators Associa­
tion) to subvert the long-established 
integrity and originality of Bordeaux 
wines.

He blamed the Council of Bordeaux 
Wine Producers for very lax security 
and strongly urges more barrel taps in 
the future.

And finally, the stupid way the 
fraud was attempted reflects the 
f o o l h a r d i n e s s  of r e p l a c i n g  
professional wine tasters with adver­
tising men who place the means ahead 
of the end in creating demands for the 
product, LeBlanc said.

Also critical was Ralph “Vinny” 
LeRouge, who is the author of the 
best-seller, “Unsafe In Any Glass,’’ a 
expose of wine industry deceptions 
such as the concave bottoms in 
bottles, excessive pressurization so 
that most of the wine winds up on the 
ceiling, and artificial grape-stomping. 
The latter, LeRouge alleges, is having 
an adverse effect on quality.

He is alarmed that men could stoop 
to such illegal and dishonorable acts. 
“The credibility of the French wine 
industry and its ability to dominate 
the world of grape lovers has been im­
paired. Those involved must be 
punished and I don’t care if it leads to

the innermost  c i rc ies  of the 
. Repubiic.”

The Concierge at the Hotei de Motel 
said, “Oui, it is a bad thing this fakery 
for the French, but for the Americans 
it is no probiem for as we say when 
dealing with tourists, it is not the wine 
but the label.’’

Marcel DeLute, a winery foreman, 
offered to testify if granted immunity 
stating he had presented the plan to 
his superiors and after several 
revisions was given approvai. Rumors 
immediately circulated that he would, 
if given immunity, implicate high- 
level wine tasters and wouid reveal a 
cloak-and-dagger operation designed 
to make 1974 the Year of America for 
the French wine industry.

It is rumored this yet unnamed 
group pianted spies in the Christian 
Brothers winery in Caiifornia and 
planned a letter writing campaign to 
undercut Mogen David.

Henri LeSipper, the grand old man 
of the French Wine Tasters Associa­
tion, urged the people to exercise 
restraint and not jump to conclusions.

“Bordeaux wine is as sound as a 
franc. That some venial men have 
seen fit to sully a public trust should 
not be construed as a reflection on the 
whole system. ’The country will sur­
vive. Viva la France.’’

’The real disturbing comment came 
from a vineyard worker who wishes to 
remain anonymous. “I quit drinking 
wine years ago. It is bad for the liver. 
But because French water is so bad, I 
now drink bedV and there should be an 
investigation here also for I seem to 
be drinking it more but enjoying it 
less.

After all if I cannot trust my 
fellow Frenchmen with the wine can I 
trust the Dutchmen with my beer?”

His effectiveness in foreign affairs 
has been dramatically shown over the 
past three years in his negotiations ° 
with the North Vietnamese.

The new warming diplomacy 
between the United States and Russia 
also is on the credit side of i the 
Kissinger ledger, since in great part 
he cleared the way for the visits of 
President Nixon with results ^that 
have been good for the nation.

While the work of resigned 
Secretary of State William P. Rogers 
has been overshadowed by Kissinger’s 
peripathetic activities in the interest 
of international accord, his resigna­
tion must be accepted with an ac­
colade for services well done.

Rogers has brought strong personal 
dignity to the administration and has 
remained totally untainted in the 

‘ aftermath of the over-zealous ac- 
tivitiei of the White House inner 
guard.

He has run the State Department’s 
many branches and in some respects 
has been akin to a business manager 
while Kissinger has been the star 
salesman on the road.

Unfortunately, at the same time, 
Kissinger’s prominence has caused 
some mutterings in the department 
since it was felt that much of its 
duties were being performed outside.

Perhaps the time had come for 
Kissinger to take over the department 
and organize it to better implement 
the accords which he has worked out. 
If he is to do this well he will have to 
become more of an administrator, 
and some of his personally negotiating 
skills may have to be set aside during 
the period of reorganization. ̂  

Kissinger, while a former Harvard 
professor, is much unlike Mr. Rogers. - 
He possesses no lack of admiration 
for good-looking women and also has a 
quick sense of humor. >-

Nixon^ Post’Water gate
WASHINGTON -  “What he 

really needs is a one month 
vacation, without any interrup­
tion.”

That careful recommenda­
tion from an intimate of Presi­
dent Nixon reflects no par­
ticular feat that the President, 
groping out of the horrors of 
Watergate, is on the verge of 
nervous ediaustion.

It does reflect a view, now 
widening into the political con­
sciousness of many politicians 
ranging from very friendly to 
hostile toward President Nixon, 
that the President should take a 
long breather from the heavy 
pressures of the Watergate 
crisis these past six months. 
'The toll has been enormous.

Politicians accustomed to 
watching the President — any 
President — for ^igns of mood, 
direction or work habits are 
flabbergasted at the extraor­
dinary changes of scenery 
which now seem such an essen­
tial part of Mr. Nixon’s regular 
life.

The record of the peripatetic 
President’s last three weeks of 
tra v e l read s like a man 
desperately searching for a 
peace he cannot find: Aug. 9 at 
the White House; Aug. 20and 11 
at Camp David; Aug. 12 back at 
the White House; Aug. 14 back 
at Camp David; Aug. 15 back at 
the White House for two nights; 
Aug. 17 at Key Biscayne for 
three nights; Aug. 20 at San 
Gemente for 10 days.

As we write this, Mr. Nixon is 
due back East, in Washington 
or Camp David. So, during the 
past thred'weeks, he has moved 
from one place to another no 
less than eight times.

E v e ry  p o l i t ic ia n  we 
have discuss^ with this agrees 
that no one can either work well 
or rest well under such con­
ditions of permanent floating. 
As one presidential ally told us: 
“The President says he wants 
only to get on with the job of 
being President and leave 
Watergate behind, but how is 
that possible under the travel 
schedule that keeps pulling him 
away from the Oval Office?”

Moreover, the way Mr. Nixon 
has been spending his time the 
past few weeks strongly in­
dicates that even in the Oval Of­
fice — or more likely in his 
p re fe r re d  o ffice  in the 
Executive Office Building— the 
President has hardly been able 
to concentrate on “getting on 
with the job.” Thus, he has con­
sumed vast amounts of time 
studying the transcript of the 
Senate Watergate hearings, not 
cursorily but in unwholesome 
detail.

Presidential aides justified 
this study as inescapable cram­

ming for his Aug. 22 press con­
ference, stating further that 
Mr. Nixon’s ability to come up 
with names and dates, during 
his hostile questioning proves 
the time was well spent.

But not without serious cost 
to the President’s repeated 
pleas that he be allowed to “get 
on with the job.”

In two major recent ap­
pointments, for example. Presi­
dent Nixon has fa il^  to find 
time to discuss any details at 
all either with the newly-named 
officials themselves or with 
other high officials directly 
concerned. In both cases, these 
intimate discussions were con­
ducted for the President by the 
White House chief of staff, 
Alexander M. Haig, Jr.

President Nixon is even more 
inaccessible than he used to be 
for the kind of rambling, 
gossipy political talk with top 
aides which other Presidents 
have found invaluable to 
sharpen political perceptions 
about what is going on inside in 
the real world. Instead, Mr. 
Nixon’s ability to let down his 
hair seems limited to old crony 
Charles G. (Bebe) Rebozo.

This heightened introversion 
in a President who has always 
tended to be a loner become 
clearly visible with the dis­
closure of the President’s

departure in an unmarked car 
from his San Clemente estate to 
cruise the California freeways 
with Rebozo. Mr. Nixon’s idol, 
Woodrow Wilson, likewise 
slipped out of the White House 
for long drives in the coun­
tryside with his wife, Edith, at 
the climax of his presidential 
cri^s a half century ago.

Preoccupation with his own 
d e sc e n t on th e  s lip p e ry  
Watergate sluiceway from last 
November's heights of pop­
ularity has also taken a heavy 
to l l  in the  P r e s id e n t ’s 
legislative planning for his se­
cond term. Fundamentals of 
the New American Revolution, 
including special revenue­
sharing and an aid-to-education 
bill that administration of­
ficials regard as extremely im­
portant, have gone unnoticed by 
Mr. Nixon.

Yet, intimates of the Presi­
dent are not surprised at this, 
considering the deep and 
ruthless cut Watergate has 
made in his presidency. Not 
blaming Mr. Nixon, they are 
hoping he, too, has a realistic 
understanding of the fearful toll 
he has had to pay. Only then, 
they believe, will Richard 
Nixon cease his ubiquitous 
wanderings, take the long vaca­
tion he requires and begin to 
restore his tainted presidency.

The court said thpt neither Pennsylvania’s Right-to- 
Knbw Act nor common law right to inspect public records 
overrides the Public Welfare Code which states that the 
welfare department has the power “to protect the t t^ e s  
of applicants for and recipients of public asslstance^m  
improper publication.”

We’d wager, however, that publication would result in a 
lessening number of those receiving welfare.

Now on top of the increased cost of newsprint, as well as 
the shortage, there is an Increase this month on the cost of 
mailing newspapers and magazines. It's almost a certain­
ty that first class won’t remain at eight cents for very 
long.

One of the ways toward solving the growing shortagie of 
newsprint, the commodity upon which your newspaper is 
printed, would be the establishment of recycling plants 
but like new paper plants they cost money.

Stockholders are reluctant to invest in newsprint in­
dustry plants when they can only realize a return of about 3 
per cent on their investment, at least that has been the 
pattern of the past.

Recycled newsprint would cost the newspaper a bit less 
oh a ton basis. Though the sheet is weaker, not as bright, 
whidh would result in more spoilage- in printing.

Herent The Herald we sell all our scrap paper and the 
price has climbed from 38 to 314 per ton.

In a previous column, we commented about the New­
port, R.I., Mercury being the oldest newspaper of con­
tinuous publication in America and said the paper 
suspended publication for a time during the Revolutionary 
War.

Mrs. Kenneth Weibust of Manchester writes that accord 
ding to legend the Mercury never ceased publication 
during the war. The printing press was simply moved- 
around from farm house to farm house, secretly, to keep it 
hidden from English soldiers quartered on the island and 
the paper was printed all the time during the war.

And we think publishing today is hectic. Thank you, Mrs. 
Weibust.

In response to one of our editorials a reader writes that 
Watergate is a lawyer’s production, not a politician’s.

The objection to the editorial seems to revolve around 
this paragraph: The abdication by our citizenry of leaving 
politics to the so-called professional politician contributes 
to the climate in which Watergates thrive.

Sorry, but we still think there is a lot of truth in that 
statement.

In the meantime, though, some folks will become 
wealthy, or nearly So, because of Watergate. They remind 
us of those who pilfer the homes of tornado or flood vic­
tims after the disaster has struck..

A number of books are being written on Watergate. 
Some of those involved in the proceedings are hitting the 
lecture circuit and commanding a pretty fair speaking fee 
such as Jeb Magruder who will make an appearance at the 
University of Hartford Sept. 12.

There was a big tennis match awhile back in which Sens. 
Edward Kennedy and John Tunney were paired, against 
Sens. Edward Brooke and Lowell Weicker. Kennedy, 
Tunney and Weicker have a lot in common but we can’t im­
agine Brooke in the same company unless he just 
happens to love tennis.

Out in the Midwest, a town councilman has suggested 
the town set aside 3S,()00 for each candidate seeking office 
this year so tha^ no behind the scenes or under the table 
fund raising efforts would be necessary.

At first, the idea seems ridiculous but the longer one 
thinks about it, perhaps it has merit.

In Connecticut, each political party gets a share of 
taxpayer money and we don’t think that bad. Is it possible 
that in Manchester each political party could get a share of 
taxpayer’s money?

According To Study

Making A Living 
\^n Sports Isn’t 
Mujch Different

NEW YORK (AP) -  While a 
career in professional baseball 
might be the dream of youth 
and the envy of adults, it is just 
another way of making a living 
to the analysts at the Depart­
ment of Labor.

And when studied that way, 
as Harold Blitz of the Labor 
Department has done, it begins 
to look like every other oc­
cupation: Lots of work, plenty of 
competition, weary repetition, 
tough days as well as easy ones.

About 400,000 boys play on 
about 13,000 high school 
baseball teams, according to 
the study, “The Drive to Win: 
C a re e rs  in P ro fe ss io n a l 
Sports.” Another 25,000 play on 
about 1,000 college teams.

Of these, about 1,200, or one 
per cent of the eligible pool, in­
cluding foreign players, can 
expect to be drafted. Once 
drafted they have to make the 
team; once they make the tearn 
they have to fight toward one of 
the 600 major league positions.

In’ 1970 about 100 rookies es­
caped the pool and made it to 
the major leagues. Those who 
didn’t make it may have 
returned to a grueling life, for 
which they might be paid $500 
or $600 a month.

“Unlike that of the majors, 
life in minor league baseball — 
w here m ost p ro fessional 
p la y e r s  w ork  — is 
characterized by small parks, 
small towns, small crowds, 
cheap hotels, and 20-hdur bus 
rides.”

Major league salaries ranged 
from $13,500 to more than $150,- 
000 last year, according to„ the 
study. The average was nearly 
$30,000 a year.

In addition, players received 
$15.50 a day for food and $55 a 
week for laundry, dry-cleaning 
and incidentals during spring 
tra in in g . Som etim es the 
rookies got bonuses.

“The number one pick in the 
country might get about$70,000, 
and the fourth or fifth might 
receive $30,000,” which is 
decidedly  m o re  than the 
brightest prospects from Har­
vard or Stanford business 
schools can expect.

And if they manage to play in 
a World Series they might, if 
they are winners, receive near­
ly $25,000, as the Oakland 
players earned last year, or 
$19,000 if they are losers, as 
were the Cincinnati Reds.

Other players earn money 
from endorsements, bj)t this in­
come is usually liniited to the 
stars. Some capitalize by 
writing books, but this activity 
is even rarer.

It isn’t at all uncommon to 
hear a major leaguer complain 
about his inability to make ends 
meet, one of the main reasons 
being — in some cases, at least 
-- the necessity of maintaining 
two homes.

In other diseases reported 
last week, the number of acute 
cases of gofiorrhea rose from 
172 the week before to 239 last 
week. The incidence of syphilis 
dropped from 11 to 7. Rubella 
cases rose from none to 4; viral 
h ep ititu s  from 11 to 19. 
Meningitis fell from 3 to 1. Two 
new tuberculosis cases were 
reported.

How
Connectic.ut Woman Does it All Herself

Judy Allan hasn’t built a 
house -  yet. But she’s built 
just about everything that g<m 
into one.

Lithe, pretty, petite, she is an 
example of the new look in do- 
it-yours,elfers. After all, you 
can’t always find a workman. 
And if you do there is the little 
problem of the high cost of la­
bor.

The Allan house in Wilton, 
Conn,, reflects her skjlls at car­
pentry, plumbing, cabinet mak­
ing, floor laying, wiring, furni­
ture building, as well as uphol­
stering. ^  home economist, she

is a graduate of Cornell Univer­
sity where she specialized in 
textiles.

"But I learned to be a do-jt- 
yourselfer .watching my father 
enjoy his hobby of remodeling 
— even though I am very highly 
mechanical, I guess. . . "
A s. a child, in Rochester, 

N.Y., she was always on hand, 
she says, when her stockbroker 
father called "wreneh . . .  
pliers . . .  elbows" . . .  as he 
repaired plumbing, and she was 
always the one who could locate 
hammer, saw and slide rule In 
an emergency.

The do-it-yourself acumen 
learned at her father’s side has

paid off. She sawed out seven 
feet of the side of her house and 
put in a large bay window using 
two existing windows and build­
ing the IWo side bay windows, 
crowning it inside with fluo­
rescent lighting which she built 
into the cornice above the bay.

And she didn’t much like the 
red brick fireplace that came 
with the house. Ripping off the 
mantis, she built the brick up to 
the ceiling, and put ceiling- 
height bookcases on either side 
of it. The architectural trim 
that tops the bookcases was 
made on her saber saw.

The handsome slate'floor at 
the entrance was "installed

easily," she explained. But be­
fore building it she tore out a 
few encumbrances.

"I cemented it) let it dry and 
grouted it in between . . .  the 
real trick is to acquire the right 
kind of saw blade to cut it.” She 

„ used a carborundum blade with 
fine teeth.

Mrs. Allan’s tools include a 
10-inch table saw, an electric 
Sander, a hand drill and a rout­
er. The table saw and saber 
saw are indispensable, in her 
opinion. She rented a power 
handsaw to cut the hole out of 
the wall, but has used the saber 
on just about everything else.

And she has been able to do

something that should nuke her 
the envy of every woman — she 
not only designed her own kitch­
en, but she built it just the way 
she wants it.

"I really hadn’t liked the 
kitchen arrangement anyway 
and after a fondue fire that 
destroyed some cabinets, I had 
the opportunity to rebuild i t . . .  
the way I want it. There were 
few things I couldn’t change, 
but for the most part, it is great

in addition to building new 
cupboards, with sliding shelves, 
cabinets and a comer storage 
area, shcr installed tile on the 
wall behind the range

The News

AP Nawifeatures 
By SYD KBONISH

Two new U.S. stamps — one 
in. the American Arts Series 
and the other in the Bicenten­
nial of the Revolution Series — 
are ready for issuance.

An 8-center honoring artist 
Henry Ossawa Tanner will be 
released Sept. 10 in his birth- 
idace, Pittsburgh, Pa. Tanner 
(1859-1937) was a prominent 
black painter who spent most 
of his career in France. Much 

. of his art is based on Biblical 
themes. , ,

The design combines a por­
trait of Tanner, in montage, 
with an artist’s palette which 
contains a rainbow. Tanner’s 
portrait is based on a painting 
made in 1902 by Thomas Ea- 
Idns, under whom he had stud­
ied at the Pennsylvania Acade­
my of Fine Arts.

Other stamps in the Ameri­
can Arts Series issued this year 
include tributes to composer 
George Gershwin, novelist 
Willa Gather and poet Robinson 

(Jeffers.
Collectors desiring first day 

cancellations should send their 
requests to “Tanner Stamp, 
Postmaster, Pittsburgh, Pa. 
15219.” Enclose the proper re­
mittance (8 cents iq money or­
der or certified check — no 
cash). It should be postmarked 
no later than Sept. 10.

The fourth postage stamp in 
the series, “The Rise of the 
l^irlt of Independence," hails 
the Bicentennial of the Ameri- 
cah>^Revolution. This adhesive 
shows a drummer summoning 
troops into action and is an 8- 
center.

Earlier stamps in the series 
depicted the printer and pam­
phleteer, the posting of a 
broadside, and a post rider^

This is the final stamp in the 
series pointing up the role that 
communications played in unit­
ing the colonists in the struggle 
against England. It will be re­
leased Sept. 28 in New Orleans, 
La., in conjunction with a meet­
ing of the American Philatelic 
Congress and NOPEX ’73. ^

Requests for first day cancel­
lations should be addressed 
“Drummer Stamp, Postmaster, 
New Orleans, La. 70150." En­
close a remittance of 8 cents 
(money order or certified 
dieck). Postmarks should be no 
later than Sept. 28.

The International Stamp Col­
lectors Society is helping pro­
mote the Bicentennial with 
some special covers of its own. . 
It has issued a limited edition 
of numbered sets of eight com­
memorative Revolution Flag 
covers cancelled Aug. 5 — 
since that was the actual date 
in 1776 that our Founding Fa­
thers affixed their signatures to 
the Declaration of Independ­
ence. ’Ihe only patriot who 
signed on July 4ivas John Han­
cock.

In full color, each of the eight 
decorated 6V4” album-size cov­
ers carries a large portrait of a 
different flag of the Revolution 
flying against an historic back­
ground. The ■ matching flag 
stamps are from the U.S. Revo­
lutionary Flag series issued in 
1968.

The complete set of eight 
covers is available for $5.95 
from the Bicentennial Collec­
tion, International Stamp Col­
lectors Society, P.O. Box 48806, 
Los Angeles, Calif. 90048.

Although 1973 is only half 
over, the Federal Republic of 
Germany has announced its 
1974 postal program from West 
Berlin. 'I’he new stamps will in­

One man, sickly hinl- 
self, sent a healthy friend to take 
Ids insurance examination for 
Idm. This fraud, discovered after 
the man’s death, was held so

basic that not-even the Incon­
testability clause could save the 
policy.

DETROIT (A P)-The fate of 

this y ea r's  auto industry 
negotiations could be deter- 
nnined in large part by a group 
of p o w erfu l c o rp o ra te  
executives meeting far from 
the public eye.

Widely presumed to exist in 
past contract years, the formal 
meetings between tioard chair­
man, presidents and other of­
ficers of the Big Three 
a u to m a k e rs  w e re
acknowledged this year for the 
first time.

When they sit down at the 
same table, as they have done 
at least twice in 1973, the 
executives bring to the room a 
combination of industrial might 
that produced over $60 billion in 
products last year — roughly 
equal to the gross national*^ 
product of Africa.

In addition to these so-called 
"sum m it” m eetings, top 
negotiators for General Motors, 
Ford and Chrysler say they are 
in contact about three or four 
tim es a week, mostly by 
telephone.

‘"They’d be fools if they 
weren’t,” said one company 
spokesman of the "foothill” 
meetings via telephone.

Speculation about both types 
of c o n ta c ts ' am ong  the  
automakers long; has drawn 
cSmplaints from the United 
Auto Workers that the firms 
were taking a “lock-step” ap­
proach  to the  tr ie n n ia l  
bargaining rounds.

This year, however, UAW 
hasn’t made that much of the 
makers’ new admission, except 
for a few scattered complaints 
that Chrysler, the union’s 
target firm, may be getting 
some pressure from her big 
sister firms to hold out for a 
lean settlement.

Although secrecy has sur­
rounded them until this year, 
the meetings are legal. They 
are similar to consultations 
among vice presidents of the 
different divisions of the UAW, 
which represents over 700,000 
workers at the three firms.

"The meetings are really 
held for an exchange of infor­
mation vis-a-vis the talks with 
the various companies and 
where the whole negotiation 
process seems to be going,” 
says Chrysler (Chairman Lynn 
Townsend.

“ Really, that’s what they 
are,” he added. ‘‘They’re an 
exchange of in fo rm ation  
between the three companies.” 

Townsend, whose firm faces 
a strike if there is no agreement 
by Sept. 14, says he sees nothing 
conspiratorial in the interfirm 
contacts.

‘‘I ’ve heard  th a t te rm  
‘lockstep approach,’ but I’ve 
also attend^ all of the summit 
meetings, and certainly it’s 
very difficult to see in the 
negotiating process a ‘lock-step 
approach’ by the three com­
panies,” he said. "We always 
end up with one 'company 
negotiating a contract, don’t 
we?” ■

Board Delays Decision On Bazaars^ Golf Fees

Following short  public 
hearings Tuesday night on one 
proposed  o rd in an ce  and 
amendments to another, the 
Manchester Board of Directors 
took all arguments under con­
sideration and will take possi­
ble action Sept. 11.

The proposed new ordinance 
would permit bazaars and 
raffles in M anchester., The. 
proposed amendments would be 
to the Manchester Country Club 
lease — to permit a $1 across- 
the-board hike in 18-hole greens 
fees and a 50 cents across-the- 
board hike in 9-hole greens fees.

Recommending adoption of 
the bazaars-and-raffles or­
dinance Tuesday night were A1 
Richter of Campbell Council, K 
of C; Howard Gold of the 
Manchester Lions’ Club; James 
Holmes of the Democratic Club 
of Manchester and former 
chairman of BIA (Brotherhood 
in Action); Joseph Lawler of 
the Manchester Jaycees; and 
Tom Moran of the VFW.

A written request for the or­
dinance had been received in 
May from the Marine Club of 
Manchester. The American 
Legion Post also is backing the 
orfiinance.

Also Tuesday night, Stanley

Ostrlnsky cautioned the board 
to write safeguards into the or­
dinance r- safeguards concer­
ning traffic safety and liquor 
consumption at bazaars and 
r a f f l e s .  F r a n k  Lupien  
recommended a referendum — 
to permit the people to decide 
whether the ordinance should 
be adopted. Dante Balbonl 
posed a question no one present 

, could answer — why and how do 
c h u r c h e s  and o t h e r  
organizations now circumvent 
the law with the bazaars they 
are conducting?,

Assistant Town Counsel 
William Broneill said the or­
dinance follows the provision of 
a state s ta tu te  governing 
bazaars and raffles. He said it 
guards against participation by 
q u a s i - o rg a n iz a t i o n s ,  by 
requiring that the sponsoring' 
organization must be a bonafide 
one — in existence at least three 
years.

Broneill said the operation 
and promotion of bazaars and 
raffles would be only by the 
organization applying for and 
receiving a license. Any devia­
tion, he said, would mean 
revocation of the license for a 
period of three years.

Says Costs Rise 
William Oleksinski, president 

of the Manchester Country

Club, said the requested hike in 
greens fees is for the added 
costs in operating the golf 
course.

He said, because of a great 
uproar among members over 
unsatisfactory conditions, the 
club spent spent $52,000 this 
year on improvements and an­
ticipates $25,000 more will be 
spent next year — the latter for 
an addition to the pro shop, to 
store golf carts.

Of the $52,000 spent this year, 
he said, $22,000 went for 
renovating the clubhouse and 
the rest for greens equipment 
and improvements. He said the 
greens superintendent was let 
go and another hired at a higher 
salary.

Oleksinski drew a laugh when 
he said part of the renovations 
io the clubhouse was for an air- 
conditioner that had broken 
down, "like the one here.”

He was referring to the 
Hearing Room air-conditioner, 
which was ineffective at the 
board's last two meetings and, 
although it could be heard 
rumbling Tuesday night,  
couldn’t bring the temperature 
beloW 86 degrees.

Oleksinski said the country 
club’s 1973 income from greens 
fees is up 10 per cent over 1972, ' 
but is insufficient to provide for

all needed.,lmprovements.

TOO M U C H  IS  PR O B LEM

All blood has uric acid
By Lawrence E. Lamb, M.D.
, Dear Dr. Lamb — My hus­
band’s doctor tells him that he 
has uric acid in the blood. He 
takes one tablet a day and has 
uric acid blood tests yearly. 
He’s been doing this for three 
years now. His doctor tells 
him' he will have to take this 
medicine for the rest of his 
life. Would you say his doctor 
is correct in saying that he 
has uric acid in the blood? My 
husband does not have gout.

Dear Reader — Everyone 
has uric acid in the blood. The 
point is how much. This is the 
same thing as saying everyone 
has blood glucose'(sugar). We 
all do, but the diabetic has too 
much and the person with low 
blood sugar doesn’t have 
enough. Your doctor probably 
m eant that he had too much 
uric acid, more than we usual­
ly see in individuals who do 
not develop gouty arthritis or 
attacks of gout later in life.

Most of the uric acid in the 
blood is a result of protein 
metabolism within the innu­
merable cells throughout the

body. If you have protein 
metabolism, and we all do, 
you will form uric acid.

Normally the amount of 
uric acid produced by the 
cells, compared to that elimi­
nated through the kidneys,, is 
small enougn that you do not 
have a very high level in the 
blood. One method of trea t­
ment for a high uric acid level 
is to increase its elimination 
by the kidneys. In the process 
of eliminating large amounts 
of uric acid one may develop 
kidney stones or damage the 
kidneys. Another approach is 
to give a medicine to prevent 
the cells from forming too 
much uric acid during protein 
metabolism.

Most animals are  able to 
metabolize or break down uric 
acid in the cells and never 
accumulate the amount that 
we do. This is ju st a differ­
ence in body chemistry. Man 
is relatively unioue in produc­
ing uric acid. Medicine that 
prevents cells from producing 
an excessive amount of uric 
acid keeps the blood level low

and avoids excess elimination 
through the kidneys.

During an acute gout epi­
sode, special medicines are 
used to stop the attack. There­
after, if the uric acid level is 
high, one of the methods of 
treatment that I’ve just men­
tioned may be used. The gout 
attack is caused by an inflam­
matory reaction to uric acid 
crystals forming in a joint. 
The slow painless accumula­
tion of uric acid salts cause 
deformed arthritic joints.

Both acute inflammatory 
attacks and slow arthritic  
deformity are  more apt to 
occur when the blood uric 
acid level is too high, causing 
the crystals or sal^ to form. 
I’m certain that the doctor is 
trying to prevent your hus­
band from developing gouty 
arthritis or attacks of gout by 
prescribing medicine to be 
taken, regularly. This is a 
sound approach in patients 
who need such medicine.

Dear Dr. Lamb — Do vita­
mins contain calories, and, if 
so, how many?

Dear Reader— Vitamins do 
not contain calories. 'They do 
not react with oxygen in the 
body to form energy. They are 
not used to build body struc­
tures. Vitamins act with en­
zymes to stimulate vital met- 
anolic functions within the 
cells, but are not used for 
energy in the process.

They are a mixed bag of 
unrelated .chemical com­
pounds. Vitamin A, D 
(ergosterol), and E 
(tocopherol) belong to the 
organic alcohol group, as does 
cholesterol. The ending "ol” 
indicates this. The large-mol­
ecule alcohols, unlike small- 
molecule ethanol (drinking 
alcohol), db not provide calo­
ries for ihe body.

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The Art Of Economic Predictions Not A Happy One

WASHINGTON (AP) -  "I 
think we will see (the rise in 
food prices) reverse Itself...”

"We can look with confidence 
to 1972 as the year when the 
back of inflation will finally be 
broken...”

When it comes to predicting 
the course of the nation’s 
economy, a prophet’s lot is not 
a- happy one. President Nixon 
and his two principal economic 
experts, Treasury Secretary 
George P. Shultz and Chairman 
Herbert Stein of the Council of 
Economic Advisors, are cases 
in point.

The re c o rd  of p u b lic  
statements by the three  ̂ since 
the new economic policy'began 
with the 90-day wage-price 
freeze of August 1971 is, to a 
considerable extent, one of 
hopeful predictions that rah 
afoul of unhappy facts.

On the record, Nixon did 
better than his two Ph. D. 
economists, partly because 
Nixon made fewer concrete 
predictions. Moreover, the 
President emphasized reduc­
tion in unemployment, and in 
th is  dep artm en t the ad ­
ministration has been closer to 
the mark than in its forecasts 
onJIiflation and price rises.

The inflationary surge of 
1973, spurred by a relaxation of 
controls and, according to the 
administration, by a booming 
worldwide demand for food and 
feed, has been the main source 
of embarrassment.

On Jan. 20, 1972, Nixon told 
Congress of his confidence that 
inflation would be broken 
within the year.

’Three months later Stein 
predicted "we will not have to 
contend again with anything 
like the rate of increase (in food 
prices) of the early part of this 
yeajr.’,'

Aiui in August of that year, 
Shu)^ reported price rises 
m oderating a t the super­
markets. "I think we will see it 
reverse itself,’’ he said.

Shultz said the goal of a 2 per 
cent to 3 per cent inflation level 
by the end of 1972 could be 
reached.

In December, the cost of 
living increase was at an annual 
rate of only 3.4 per cent.

But then came 1973, the shift 
to largely voluntary Phase 3 

^oiilrols and a consumer price 
^ c re h s e  of 9.2 per cent at an 

annual rate between January 
and June, including a 25 per 
cent'annual rate leap in food 
prices. •

The rise had started by Jan. 
31i 1973, when Shultz said that, 
while there might be interim in­
creases, food prices at the end 
of 1973 “will be no higher than 
they were at the beginning of 
this year.”

Nixon, in a radio speech Feb.

21, contended that "we have a 
good chance to reduce the 
overall inflation rate to 2.5 per 
cent or less by the end of 1973."

By M arch  27, S te in  
acknowledged that a 4.1 per 
cent retail food price Increase 
in two months was critical.

Two days later prices of beef, 
pork and lamb were frozen.

But Shultz and Stein, both op­
posed in principle to controls, 
insisted nothing like a new 
general freeze was in the of­
fing.

Shultz told Congress in April, 
that "we are not considering 
imposition of a freeze, celling 
or whatever you call it in other 
areas than meat.”

Stein said people who wanted 
to return to a wage-price freeze 
were longing for "the naivete 
and i r r e s p o n s ib i l i ty  of 
childhood,”

Phase 3, he said, had better 
prospects of success than it had 
a few weeks earlier.

“By far the most rapid rise in 
food prices is behind us," Stein 
told a group of financial 
analysts on May 7.

He fo llow ed th is  w ith 
te s t im o n y  to th e  J o in t  
Economic Committee May 23 
that he expected some declines 
in meat prices and little in­
crease in food costs generally.

Nixon, meanwhile, was com­
menting in somewhat more 
cautious terms. In a statement 
accompanying the tightening of 
some control regulations May 
2, he said, "Although I believe 
that prices will not rise as much 
in the months ahead as they did 
in February and March, price 
increases will probably be 
higher than we would like for 
some months.”

The Consumer Price Index, 
starting with an increase of 
three-tenths of one per cent in 
January, peaked in March with 
a monthly rise of nine-tenths of 
one per cent, the biggest 
monthly increase in 22 years. It 
included a 3.2 per cent jump in 
food prices. The ra te  of 
monthly increase then hovered 
between seven-tenths cX one per 
cent and six-tenths of one per 
cent through June.

On June 13, Nixon, saying 
“prices are p ing  up at an un­
acceptably high rate,” imposed 
a 60-day price freeze to pave the 
way for a Phase 4 that would be 
more restrictive than Phase 3.

Shultz accepted with good 
,gr(ice the dlscar(ling pf a.policy 
he had been instrumental in 
shaping.

Phase 3, he told the Grocery 
Manufacturers’ Association, 
was "the biggest failure in the 
history of economics.., I ’ll 
claim the baby.”

The freeze cut the rate of in­
crease, but even so the price in­
dex rose two-tenths of one per 
cent in July. Post freeze Phase 
4 is still on trial.

Rink Study Committee 
Hears Carruthers Plan

Vernon’s Ice Facility Study 
Committee, appointed by 
Mayor Frank McCoy to study 
the feasibility of such a facility 
in Vernon, heard a proposal 
Tuesday night from’ two local 
private developers who would 
like to put up a sports complex 
in town.

Sen. Thomas Carruthers, 
a local businessman, and his 
partner, Rene Gemme, have in­
dicated a strong interest in con­
structing a sports complex 
which would include an ice 
skating facility.

Gemme appeared before the 
study com m ittee Tuesday 
night to explain the proposal he 
and Carruthers are studying 
and to also hear what the com­
mittee is considering.

Gemme said they are con­
sidering construction of two 
rinks under one roof, and in a 
separate building to have a 
jogging track, handball courts, 
a pool and other similar sports 
facilities.

The two men have offered to 
buy land in the town’s In­
dustrial Park, 10 acres at $2,000 
an acre, but there has been a 
difference of opinion among 
some town officials as to the 
cost per acre with some feeling 
the price should be $3,500 per 
acre. Gemme said by the time 
the site work is done the cost to 
them would amount to about 
$4,000 an acre.

Gemme said they have also 
looked at other sites and would 
consider building the facility 
out-of-town if the town decides 
to go ahead with its, own 
project. He said they have been 
studying the matter for about 
two years and meanwhile 
m a te r ia l  c o s ts  h av e  
skyrocketed.

John Pozzatto, a member of 
the committee and a consulting 
engineer, said certain things 
about the ice facility would 
have to be gospel, and one of the 
prime things is that it would 
have to be vandal-proof so it 
could operate with a minimum 
c rew  and  m in im um  
maintenance.

The study committee, with 
Mrs. Ruth Ventura as chair­
man, is made up of local people, 
some who are interested in an 
ice facility and some who had 
no interest aY the outset.

The com m ittee was ap­
pointed on request of Coun­
cilman Robert Houley after he 
asked the council to consider 
such a facility early in March. 
In a report he prepared, 
Houley said the facility would 
have to be self-sustaining.

At the present time the com­
mittee is awaiting an opinion 
from Town Attorney Abbott 
Schwebel concerning revenue 
bonds and what the town’s posi­
tion would be if this method 
should be used. This type of 
bond would not be taxable but 
would be in the name of the 
town. The committee does not 
know if the project would have 
to go to a referendum as long as

Explosions Shut 
Nuclear Plant

BURLINGTON, Vt. (A P)- 
Two explosions in a system 
designed to filter radioactive 
emissions have shut down the 
Vermont Yankee nuclear power 
plant. The shutdown came at a 
t im e  w hen h o t-w e a th e r  
demands for electrical power in* 
New England have reached the 
higest level of the summer.

Officials of the 540-megawatt 
plant confirmed the plant was 
“tripped off the line” by an 
autom atic device Monday 
because of a oroblem in the 
off-gas system. ’The system is an 
interim process used by Ver­
mont Yankee to filter out 
radioactive emissions from the 
plant. It was installed as a tem­
porary measure until a perma­
nent charcoal filter could be put 
into use this fall.

Dr. Anthony Robbins, Ver­
mont’s health commissioner, 
said there was an explosion of 
gases Friday in the off-gas 
system, caus^  by lightning. He 
said a Release of radioactive 
m ateria l into the turbine 
building occurred at that time.

A similar explosion happened 
Monday. Dr. Robbins said it 
was not caused by li^tning, but 
plant officials had not deter­
mined what had triggered it.

The health commissioner 
said he intended to find out the 
exact levels of radioactivity 
released during the two oc- 
currances and how many people 
were working in the turbine 
building at the time.

Vermont recently qdopted the 
same standards for instan­
taneous emissions of radioac­
tivity used by the Atomic 
Energy Commission in Ver­
mont Yankee’s license. Some

MINCHESIEB public SUFETY COMimilEE

As a parent, you’d probably 
like to think that school Is just 
about the safest place for your 
children to be. But yw know it 
isn’t.

How many times have your 
ch ild ren  tr ip p ed  In the 
playground, fallen off the 
swings, broken bones in gym, or 
swallowed an eraser?

Maybe you’re lucky and your 
children never were involved in 
these accidents. However, if 
they’re regular kids, they 
probably will get hurt at school 
some.day. Think of all the 
minor scrapes and skirmishes 
you were in.

Let’s try to make this year as 
accident-free as possible for 
Manchester school children. 
Naturally, the town is responsi­
ble for making sure that the 
building itself is safe. By now, 
you know that the school is 
cleaned frequently and that 
broken objects are repaired or 
replaced, tefore they can cause 
accidents. Teachers do their 
part to watch over your 
children’s safety, too.

There are a lot of things that 
the town,', school administra­
tion, the janitors, and the 
teachers cannot do. ’This is 
where you come in. As parents, 
you can help by teaching your 
children good safety habits.

Courtesy plays an important 
role in safety. 'Teach your child 
to be considerate of others and 
their property. As you know, 
mischievous children often get 
hurt by angry schoolmates who 
caii’t appreciate a “joke.” Not 
too many children enjoy being 
pushed down, being pushed off a 
swing, or having their iunches 
ruin^.

Dress your children properly 
for school. Make sure the cuffs 
or tSottoms of the trousers 
aren’t long enough to trip them. 
On winter days make sure they 
are wearing warm clothing and 
boots to avoid catching coids.

Platform shoes are really

hazardous, so don’t buy them 
for your children. ’They don’t 
allow the feet to bend and move 
as nature intended, j t ’s also 
very easy to trip and.fall off 
these shoes. Usually, sprained 
ankles and brpken bones result.

Teach your children the im­
portance of listening to and 
obeying their teacher. ’This can 
save their lives in emergency 
situations. ’The teacher know 
what to do in case of fire. If 
children don’t listen, they won’t, 
hear when she instructs them to 
leave the building in an orderly 
manner.

If you have teen-agers taking 
home econom ic or shop 
courses, take an interest in 
what they are tearing. Be sure 
to set a good example by being 
as safe as possible when 
cooking, sewing, or repairing 
things at home. Encourage 
neatness and orderly work 
habits...two important aspects 
of safety.

Instruct children to walk 
facing the traffic in places 
where there are no sidewalks. 
Walking in the middle of the 
road is an undesirable practice. 
In winter, when it’s snowy and 
gets dark early, dress your 
children in bright colors so 
drivers can see them easily.

If your children bike to to 
school, teach them to ride cor­
rectly. Sidewalks are for 
pedestrians, not cyclists. Your 
children should ride in the same 
direction as traffic. Trick 
riding should not be encouraged * 
in the schoolyard.

High school students taking 
laboratory courses should not 
wear rings or loose-sleeved 
clothing that can catch on 
projections and cause injury. 
Students should not fool around 
in the lab because they may 
knock  o v e r d a n g e ro u s  
chemicals.

With your help, this school 
year can be a safe one.

Partisan'Lines 
Form At Rhode 
Island Convention

PROVIDENCE, R.I. (AP) -  
Democratic delegates to Rhode 
Island’s constitutional conven­
tion have demonstrated a unity 
which may doom Republican 
hopes of expanding the scope of 
the convention.

With a 56-to-41 edge in 
delegate strength. Democrats 
ruled the first day of the con­
vention Tuesday by electing 
th e i r  m e m b e rs  to  to p  
leadership posts and taking con­
trol of the committee which 
will draft operating rules for 
the session.

"I’m confident the delegates 
will hold to the four topics” 
proposed by the legislature, 
sa id  C h a r le s  R e il ly , 
Democratic state chairman as 
he watched from the sidelines 
as the convention opened with a 
two-hour meeting.

"It’s just obvious it’s going to 
be a one-sided convention,” 
conceded Thomas Wright, GOP 
state chairman. "All the lines 
have been drawn.”

Wright said it was apparent 
that the only hope Republicans 
have for the convention to be 
opened is through a court deci­
sion.

A hearing is set in Superior 
Court for Sept. 17 on a suit to 
expand the convention’s agenda 
and to alten~the meth<^ by 
which proposed dinendments 
will be submitted to voters.

M a rtin  M alln o u , a 
Democratic delegate who filed 
the suit, submltt^ a brief In the 
case Tuesday, asking the court 
to nullify the legislature’s man­
date (or the convention to com­
plete its work by Oct. 4 and sub­
mit the proposals to voters by 
the  f i r s t  tw o w eeks In 
November.

Ilie elimination of the 30-day 
time frame wlll be necessary, 
he said, if the convention Is to 
consider more than four topics. 
His brief also argued the con­

vention has “an enforceable 
legal duty” to consider multiple 
amendments and a new con­
stitution.

Malinou suggested that the 
courts may be empowered to 
'order the convention to con­
sider more topics if the courts 
rule the convention has a wider 
responsibility than was outlined 
by the legislature.

The G eneral Assem bly 
proposed the convention be 
limited to elimination of the 
ban on.Iotteries and revision of 
provisions on grand juries, elec­
tion laws and legislative pay.

The convention’s next session 
is slated at 7:30 p.m. Thursday 
Most delegates seemed to favor 
night sessions, and there were 
suggestions that some meetings 

.,will be held on Saturdays.

“Everybody said I would come up here 
just to sit,” the 27-year-old newcomer 
said, bubbling with joy. “I was still psy­
ched up when I got here this morning. 
When I found out I was in the lineup I got a 
little nervous. I was keyed up for the 
game.”

Cash and four other rookies joined the 
club Tuesday after being called up from 
Detroit’s Toledo farm club.

Tiant Feels Luck

BQSTON (AP) — Luis Tiant, Boston’s veteran 

righthander, feels that his luck may have changed, and the 
Red Sox couldn’t think of a better time.

"Lately, I don’t get many breaks, but maybe now everything 
will be okay,” Tiant said after collecting his 16th victory on Ben 
Oglivie’s 12th inning homer Tuesday night in a 2-1 decision over 
the Baltimore Orioles.

Tiant allowed nine hits, including five of the infield variety, and 
hooked up in a pitching duel with Baltimore ace Jim Palmer. 
After being given only three runs in losing three games in a row, 
Tiant has his work cut out.

“I’ve been pitching good and losing, and that means nothing,” 
said Tiant. " I t’s better to be lucky and win. I think we beat the 
best pitcher in the American League tonight. Palmer is great. He 
has everything, he’s tough. You know you're npt going to get 
much off him in any game. Now I’ve beaten him twice this year.”

Tiant, 16-12, and Palmer, 18-8, each gave up a run in the first in­
ning. Palmer worked his way out of Jams in the third and fifth. 
Tiant got out of trouble in the eighth and again after the Orioles 
loaded the bases with none out in the 10th.

Palmer had hurled perfect ball after Rick Miller singled with 
one out in the sixth. Then Oglivie stepped to the plate in the 12th. 
The young outfielder with the good hit — no field tag hoisted his 
second homer of the season into the left field screen.

The Red Sox dugout emptied, all players running to greet 
Oglivie as he crossed the plate. It wasn’t exactly a World Series 
reception, but it gave the Red Sox renewed hope. The blast lifted 
Boston to within five games of first place Baltimore in the East 
Division.

“That gives us two out of three, with three games left with 
Baltimore,” Manager Eddie Kaaasko said. "No matter we do, 
though, we’re still going to have to get help from other clubs. We 
just have to keep bearing down all the way.”

Kasko named southpaw Rogelio Moret, 9-0, to oppose 
lefthander Mike Cuellar, 14-12, in the series windup tonight. 
Then, after three weekend games with Detroit, the Red Sox will 
go to Baltimore for a pair, Tiant getting the call Monday night.

Virtually overlooked in the Red Sox’ dramatic extra-inning 
game was shortstop Luis Aparicio’s 2,660th major league hit. 
That moved Aparicio into a tie with Harry Heilman for 36th place 
among baseball’s all-time leaders.

Q. 1 don't get monthly Social 

Security payments but I have a 
kidney disease and I require 
d ialysis every week. My 
neighbor told me I can now 
have Medicare protection to 
help pay the cost of these 
treatments. Is this true? - 

A. People under 65 who need 
hemodialysis treatments or 
kidney transplants can be 
co v ert by Medicare health in­
surance starting July 1, 1973, if 
they have worked long enough 
under Social Security. Eligibili­
ty begins the third month after 
the month dialysis begins and 
lasts through the twelfth month 
after the month dialysis ends or 
the patient had a kidney 
transplant. This protection also 
will be available to insured 
workers' wives or husbands and 
dependent children who need 
such treatments or transplants.

Q. I'll be 65 in December and 
I'm trying to keep up with all 
the la test information on 
Medicare. I read that a recent 
law changed the way I'll enroll 
in the medical insurance part of 
Medicare. Is this true?

A. Yes. People who become 
65 in July or later and are eligi­
ble for Medicare hospital in­
surance will automatically be 
enrolled in the medical in­
surance part of Medicare. 
However, you'll still have the 
opportunity to decline enroli- 
ment if you decide you don't 
w ant m ed ica l in su ra n c e  
coverage.

Q. My wife and I both get 
monthly Social Security retire­
ment paym ents and have 
Medicare coverage. We're 
planning a 20-day trip to Europe 
later this year. If either of us 
needs medical treatment while 
we're on our trip, will Medicare 
cover it?

A. No. Medicare cannot help 
pay for any hehith services you 
n e ^  while you're in Europe.

Q. I heard that Medicare now 
covers kidney treatment and 
kidney transplants. Do I have to 
be getting monthly Social 
Security disability checks in 
order to qualify for this 
Medicare coverage?

A. No. If you've worked long 
enough under Social Security to 
be insured, you, your wife, and 
any dependent children who 
require dialysis or a kidney 
transplant are eligible for 
Medicare coverage. Eligibility 
begins the third month after the 
month in which dialysis begins.

Q. I've been getting Social 
Security disability payments 
for almost five years. Because I 
need constant medication, my 
drug bills amount to nearly ^  
every month. Will Medicare 
help pay the bills?

A. Drugs are only covered by 
Medicare in special situations. 
The hospital insurance program 
will pay for drugs you receive 
while a patient in a hospital or 
skilled nursing facility. The 
medical insurance program 
covers only drugs which cannot 
be self-administered and are 
received either in a physician's 
office^ or as a hospital out­
patient.''

NEW YORK (AP) -  En­

couraged by the government, 
advertisers have taken off their 
gloves and started calling each 
other names in public.

Greyhound claims its bus ser­
vice is a better buy than Am- 
trak trains. Avis resumes its 
historic feud with Hertz and

says its computerized car ren­
tal system is speedier than that 
of the competition.

Federal officials believe the 
use of such brand-name com­
parisons is good for consumers. 
But the approach also has 
raised questions about who 
decides what advertiser is right 
when superiority claims con­
flict and who makes sure the

public is protected frorn un­
substantiated claims.

Schick began a year ago a 
series of television commer­
cials which claimed that one of 
Schick's e lec tric  shavers 
shaves closer than comparable 
models made by Norelco, 
Sunbeam qnd Remington.

Norelco, the giant of the

electric-shaver Industry, dis­
puted the claim and pressed 
c h a rg e s  a g a in s t Schick . 
Norelco says its lab tests prove 
its model shaves the closest od 
them all.

The dispute has been studies 
by the Federal Trade Commis­
sion and one advertising- 
industry group and now is 
before a second Industry panel.

,And the deceptively simple 
question of which shaver takes 
off more whisker still has not 
been resolved.

But the government believes 
this sort of comparison gives 
consumers more information 
about competing products. The 
FTC pushed tme approach 18 
months ago when it ordered two 
television networks to lift their

bans on advertising In. which 
competitors are mentioned by 
name.

"If it is based on sound data, 
comparative advertising is 
p ro c o n su m e r  and
procompetitive," said Gerald 
J. Thain, head of the FTC's 
bureau of consumer protection. 
"It means that consumers can 
make a decision based on solid

information, rather than on who 
uses the sexiest models."

But John E. O'Toole, presi­
dent of the ad agency Foote, 
Cone & Belding, maintains that 
advertising "is more than the 
mere relay of facts," It is 
"selling and not objective 
reporting," he says.

Such sentiment is widespread 
in the ad industry.

Walter Roth, Washington 
School principal who spoke at 
the hearing for the Board of 
Education, said that the library 
had to be closed to provide 
space for educational and 
recreational facilities.

As an educator, he said, he is 
“bitterly opposed” to closing 
any library, but the space is 
badly needed and that the "kids 
come first” in regard to educa­
tion.

William Buckley, chairman 
of the Library Board, said that 
use of the facilities had been 
steadily declining in recent 
years and felt that the branch 
should be closed.

Buckley said that “careful 
day-by-day records” of the use 
of the library had been kept and 
that the trend indicated a 
steady drop in the use of the 
facility.

Balilla Pagani of 13 Falknor 
Dr. said that there were several 
reasons for the declining use of 
the library, most of which he 
said originated with the board.

He cited the small selection 
of books and the lack of comfor­
table fu rn itu re  as m ajor 
re a so n s . The l i b r a r y  is 
equipped with juvenile fur­
niture according to Pagani, and 
lacks any fullsized furniture.

PITTSBURGH, Pa. (AP) -

President W.A. “Tony” Boyle 
was charged with murder today 
i ^  the killings of UMW in­
surgent Joseph A. “ Jock” 
Yablonski and Yablonski’s wife 
and daughter.

The charges, outlined in two 
state warrants, are based on 
new evidence from William J. 
Turnblazer, a middle-echelon 
UMW official who has turned 
s ta te ’s evidence and who 
claims Boyle “ initiated and in­
stigated a plan to assassinate 
and m u r d e r ’’ Yablonski ,  
authorities said.

The first warrant, officials 
said, outlines murder charges 
against Boyle, 71, who rose to

power in the UMW under the 
tutelage of the late John L. 
Lewis. The second warrant sets 
forth murder charges against 
Turnblazer, authorities said.

The state warrants were filed 
today in Washington, Pa., 20 
miles southwest of Pittsburgh, 
and were expected to coincide 
with announcement of action in 
the case by a federal grand jury 
later in the day. ^

The contents of the warrants 
were disclosed by Jess Costa, 
Washington County district at­
torney.

Sources said the federal 
grand jury here has been asked 
to consider indicting Boyle and 
Turnblazer on charges of con-

Area Hospitals 
Ask Rate Hikes

M a n c h e s t e r  M e m o r i a l  
Hospital and Rockville General 
Hospital are  among other 
hospitals in Connecticut who 
have filed rate increase notices 
during the past few days with 
the State Council on Hospitals.

Manchester Memorial plans a 
4.7 per cent revenue hike, with 
rooms going up $2 a day to 
between $44 and $100.

S e m i - p r i v a t ^  rooms at 
Manchester will ne $65.

In explaining the need for in­
creased rates, Burt Dittus, 
hospital, development director, 
said that “due to the rising cost 
in operating expenses including 
food, supplies, etc., we have to 
go up about $2 per day, which is 
well under the 6 per cent the 
government has asked us to 
hold to."

Quick to c o m p a r e  
Manchester Memorial rates 
with others in the state, Dittus 
said, “We are among the lowest 
in the state.

The rate hikes will take effect 
Oct. 1, the start of the hospital’s 
fiscal year.

Rockville General Hospital 
will be raising most room rates 
as of Oct. I and will also likely 
raise charges for operating, 
recovery and delivery rooms.

Hospital  Adminis t ra tor  
William Scott cited the cost of 
basic equipment coupled with 
the increased use of the hospital 
as the reason for the proposed 
rate hike.

Proposed increases include 
charges for the intensive care 
unit from the existing $108 a 
day to $113 per day. This unit is 
located in the Bissell Wing of 
the hospital.

The semi-private rooms in 
the same wing will go from $76 
a day to $81 a day. This is the 
two-bed medical-surgical sec­
tion.

Rooms in the maternity sec­
tion will go from $68 a day to $73 
and in the pediatric unit, from 
$63 to $68. The daily charge for 
babies born at the hospital will 
remain at $30 per day, Scott 
said.

The i n c r e a s e s  for the 
operat ing ,  recovery and 
delivery rooms have not been 
determined as yet. Scott said 
the charges for laboratory or X- 
ray services will not be in­
creased.

The proposed room rate in­
creases average out to about 4.5 
per cent which Scott explained 
is well within the federal .> 
maximum of six per cent.

The hospital is in the midst of 
a th ree-phase  expansion 
program with another new wing 
expected to be completed in 
about u month.

Scott said outpatient care, in 
particular, has increased, 
which has meant a great rise in 
the use of the laboratory, and 
Xray equipment.

Turnblazer, 52, a lawyer from 
Middlesboro, Ky., is president 
of the UMW’s District 19, the 
district through which the 
government says Yablonski’s 
murder was planned and 
financed. Turnblazer currently 
is in protective custody, accor­
ding to federal sources.

Boyle’s name has been men­
tioned repeatedly in court 
proceedings that have grown 
out of the murders, but Boyle 
has denied any wrongdoing. He 
once said he would “swear to 
Almighty God” that he had no 
knowledge of the killings.

Seven persons have either 
been convicted or pleaded guil­
ty in the Yablonski killings, 
described in confessions and 
other evidence as a complex 
plot that was nearly given away 
by poor planning and, in its final 
moments, was nearly bungled 
by a jammed gun.

Turnblazer's initial details of 
the assassination plot were

summarized in a four-page af­
fidavit filed with the state 
murder warrants and signed by 
Pennsylvania State Trooper 
Elmer W. Schifko. The affidavit 
was based on a conversation 
between Turnblazer  and 
Schifko on Wednesday, Schifko 
said.

Quoting Turnblazer, Schifko 
said that on June 23, 1969, six 
months before Yablonski’s 
death, Boyle “sought out and 
spok e  p r i v a t e l y ’ ’ with 
Turnblazer and Albert E. Pass, 
a District 19 official convicted. 
of murder in the case.

It was at this meeting, the af­
f idavi t  said,  tha t  Boyle 
“ instigated” the assassination 
plot, ^ y le  told Turnblazer and 
Pass “that Yablonski ought to 
be killed or done away with," 
the document said.

The affidavit goes on to quote 
Turnblazer as saying he took 
part in a plot with Boyle ad 
Pass to embezzle $20,(XX) in un-
