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Q. I don't get monthly Soctal
Security payments but I have a
kidney disease and I require
dialysis every week. My
neighbor told me I can now
have Medicare protection to
help pay the cost of these
treatments. Is this true?

A. People under 65 who need
hemodialysis treatments or
kidney transplants can be
covered by Medicare health in-
surance starting July 1, 1973, if
they have worked long enough
under Social Security. Eligibili-
ty begins the third month after
the month dialysis begins and
lasts through the twelfth month
after the month dialysis ends or
the patient had a kidney
transplant. This protection also
will be available to insured
workers’ wives or husbands and
dependent children who need
such treatments or transplants.

Q. I'll be 65 in December and
I'm trying to keep up with all
the latest information on
Medicare. I read that a recent
law changed the way I'll enroll
in the medical insurance part of
Medicare. Is this true?

A. Yes. People who become
65 in July or later and are eligi-
ble for Medicare hospital in-
surance will automatically be
enrolled in the medical in-
surance part of Medicare.
However, you'll still have the
opportunity to decline enroll-
ment if you decide you don't
want medical insurance
coverage.

Q. My wife and I both get
monthly Social Security retire-
ment payments and have
Medicare coverage. We're
planning a 20-day trip to Europe
later this year. If either of us
needs medical treatment while
we're on our trip, will Medicare
cover it?

‘A. No. Medicare cannot help
pay for any health services you
need while you're in Europe,

Q. I heard that Medicare now
covers kidney treatment and
kidney transplants, Do I have to
be getting monthly Social
Security disability checks in
order to qualify for this
Medicare coverage?

A. No. If you've worked long
enough under Social Security to
be insured, you, your wife, and
any dependent children who
require dialysis or a kidney
transplant are eligible for
Medicare coverage. Eligibility
begins the third month after the
month in which dialysis begins.

Q. I've been getting Social
Security disability payments
for almost five years. Because |
need constant medication, my
drug bills amount to nearly $50
every month. Will Medicare
help pay the bills?

A. Drugs are only covered by
Medicare in special situations.
The hospital insurance program
will pay for drugs you receive
while a patient in a hospital or
skilled - nursing facility. The
medical insurance program
covers only drugs which cannot
be self-administered and are
received either in a physician's
. office_ or as a hospital out-
patient.”

Two West Side residents were
present Wednesday night to
protest the closing. The hearing
was held at Mary Cheney
Library. '

Walter Roth, Washington
School principal who spoke at
the hearing for the Board of
Education, said that the library
had to be closed to provide
space for educational and
recreational facilities,

As an educator, he said, he is
“bitterly opposed" to closing
any library, but the space is
badly needed and that the “'kids
come first” in regard to educa-
tion.

William Buckley, chairman
of the Library Board, said that
use of the facilities had been
steadily declining in recent
years and felt that the branch
should be closed.

Buckley said that “careful

day-by-day records” of the use
of the library had heen kept and
that the trend indicated a
steady drop in the use of the
facility,

Balilla Pagani of 13 Falknor
Dr. said that there were several
reasons for the declining use of
the library, most of which he
said originated with the board.

He cited the small selection
of books and the lack of comfor-
table furniture as major
reasons, The library is
equipped with juvenile fur-
niture according to Pagani, and
lacks any fullsized furniture,

.Henry McCann of 69 Pleasant
St, said that if the board was
determined to do away with the
present facility that it should
look into possible alternative
locations for the library,

He sald that with plans being

made for moving Lutz Junior
Museum to a new facility, the
board should consider using the
present -museum building as a
possible location for a new West
Side Library. A building fund
was instituted last May by Miss
Hazel Lutz, founder of the
museum, for the eventual
building of a new museum
facility.

McCann apologized for the
small attendence dt the public
hearing, saying that more con-
cerned residents should have
come to voice their opinions.

Pagani said that if the board
permanently closed the West
Side branch he’ would take
“other action." Pagani did not
comment as to what the “other
action” might be,

The decision to close the West
Side Library, which had been in
existence since 1922, was made
‘in September of 1972, but that
protests of West Side residents
and a 100-signature petition had
delayed the closing.

Buckley said that the library
was kept open for a ‘“trial
period” to see if the usage of
the facility increased. He said
that between January and June
of this year, only 50 books were
loaned. He also stated that
during an average three-day
period only three adults and 12
children used the facility.

Board members seemed to
feel that the library's '‘Books
on Wheels'" program, which is
scheduled to contiriue on a trial

-basis through May, will com-

pensate for the loss of the
library.

Bookmobile staff members
said that, at an average stop, 23
adulls and 13 children borrowed
books the first timg. The second
time, al the same stop, 28
adults and 30 children, used the
facility.

Library's use had declined over

‘Tony’ Boyle Charged
In Yablonsky Murder

PITTSBURGH, Pa. (AP) —
Deposed United Mine Workers
President W.A. "“Tony" Boyle
was charged with murder today

The charges, outlined in two
state warrants, are based on
new evidence from William J.
Turnblazer, a2 middle-echelon
UMW official who has turned
state’s evidence and who
claims Boyle "“iniliated and in-
stigated a plan to assassinate
and murder’’ Yablonski,
authorities said.

The first warrant, officials
said, outlines murder charges

The second warrant sets
forth murder charges against
Turnblazer, authorities said.
The state warrants were filed
today in Washington, Pa., 20
miles southwest of Pittsburgh,
and were expected to coincide
with announcement of action in
the case by a federal grand jury
later in the day.

Rockville General Hospital
will be raising most room rates
as of Oct. 1 and will also likely
raise charges for operating,
recovery ‘and delivery rooms.

Hospital Administrator
William Scott cited the cost of
basic equipment coupled with
the increased use of the hospital
as the reason for the proposed
rate hike, :

Proposed increases include
charges for the intensive care
unit from the existing $108 a
day to $113 per day. This unit is
located in the Bissell Wing of
the hospital.

The semi-private rooms in
the same wing will go from §76
a day to $81 a day. This is the
two-bed medical-surgical sec-
tion.

Rooms in' the maternity sec-
tion will go from $68 a day to $73
and in the pediatric unit, from
$63 to $68. The daily charge for
babies born at the hospital will
remain at $30 per day, Scott
said.

The increases for the
operating, recovery and
delivery rooms have not been
determined as yet. Scoll said
the charges for laboratory or X-
ray services will not be in-
creased.

The proposed room rate in-
creases average out to about 4.5
per cent which Scolt explained

As a concerned and in-
terested resident of ‘‘Bobby
Trap lane," or more commonly
known on the city of
Manchester maps as Bush Hill
Road, I would like to correct a
few statements that made
headlines, In my estimation it
achieved what every other arti-
cle and newsworthy story, has
implied in the past few months,
that once again ‘‘motorcycles’
are the "culprits.”

Since a well known
Manchester cycle dealer daily
advertises as being New
England’'s largest dealer, I
would like to see a few of them
finally come to the defense of
motorcycle owners and riders,
But, if they prefer not to, then
perhaps the minority such as
myself will have to.

These same power line trails
in question have been traversed
by foot, bicycle, horse, mini-
bikes, and motorcycle for many
years and long before HELCO
put up their fabulous long lines.
[ ‘and my children have used
them for eight long years.
Other redidents of this
neighborhood have used them
for as many as 15 years. I have
taken dens of Cub Scouts for
nature walks there. My
children have swam in the
natural pond located in the
area. In fact I was there the
other day with six little
children. It seems very strange
that after all these years, I did
something that I could have
been legally arrested for,
‘‘enjoying the peace and
tranquility of nature, a God
given right to every citizen."

At no time did I see or hear a
motorcycle, horse, or for that
matler not even a common lit-
tle chipmunk or woodchuck, or
any living creature; only an oc-
casional bird flew overhead. I
suppose this is due to “motor-
cycles,” not the fact that heavy
duty equipment, payloaders,
and blasting, have been.going
on daily for the past month or
so in this area, I realizé this isa
necessity of progress and much
needed housing.

I would like to state one
further fact. In this quiet
neighborhood of 50 homes, 133
children, (ages range from
newborn to 20 years), at least 60

The Gods Of Macchu Picchu

MACCHU PICCHU, Peru —
To get here you start from Cuz-
co on an early morning train of
a half-dozen tottering old cars.
It takes over three hours to
cover 80 miles as the train
dnaneuvers backward and
forward around the ridges, then
winds its single-track way
through the mountain gorges
along the tumultuous Urubanba
River, ending at a little village

- at the base of Macchu Picchu.

Then comes the long ascent
by a perilous superannuated bus
to the state-run inn at the top,
where you are lucky to get an
overnight room 2,000 feet above
the tumbling mountain stream.
Then finally comes the sight of
Macchu Picchu itself, and its
glory.

It has been described many
times, in books of archaeology
and travel, but anyone sees it
from his own particular van-
tage point. Mine was the ques-
tion that haunted me at Cuzco,
too, and wherever I saw the
remains of old Inca fortresses;
Whose imagining willed this
lost city, by whose sweat were
these stones put into place, by
what belief did the society hold
together?

We wouldn’t even be asking
these questions had it not been

for the young American
archaeologist, Hiram Bingham
(later a Connecticut senator),
who had heard legends of a lost
city and came upon it in 1911,
and dug it out on another
expedition,

There are many theories
about it, but I lean to the guess
that after the rape of the Inca
empire by Francisco Pizarro
and his band, a last-ditch
resistance group of Indians are

00090000000

treated to these almost im-
passable mountain ridges,
carrying with them a group of
the Chosen Women {o guard the
worship of the Sun God in an
outpost fortress as they had
done at Cuzco at the height of
empire. The exiles built the for-
tress and city and cult shrine,
and people lived there for
perhaps a century, and then for
some reason abandoned it.
Whatever Spaniards ever knew
about it died out, and the roofs
fell in and the stone walls were
overgrown, and only a legend
survived until the young
historian-explorer came. It is a
romantic theory, but what if it
is?

It would be impossible for a
people without a strong belief-
system lo live on these ridges,
surrounded by rows of towering
peaks, and not be crushéd by
their sheer magnitude. My wife
and I traversed the ruins during
an afternoon, and the next mor-
ning we awoke at dawn in the
inn and looked out through the
mists swirling around the
peaks, and were certain we saw
Dante sitting on a ridge. I sup-
pose it was because we thought
of another belief-system, in
Europe's Middle Ages, which
had tenanted a Paradise as well
as an Inferno.

In our own time, in our own
place, we feel dwarfed by the
impersonality of our surroun-
dings. It is the question of dis-
parate scale. Why didn't this
happen to the Inca people who
built these massive walls and
lived among these boulders and
mountains? Was the individual
overwhelmed then, as he is in
danger of being now?

I think not. I think he felt part

Stein; chairman of Richard
Nixon's Council of Economic
Advisers, makes so many fran-
tic statements trying to take
the public's mind off high
prices it's hard to keep up with
him. But unless he announced
that the world is flat while I
was out to lunch, his assertion
that folks are really better off
then they were a year ago must
stand as his personal Grand
Guignol.

The use of selectiveStatistics
Is a familiar game in
Washington but Stein plays it as
If his “‘facts’ are the only ones
available. He.trots out govern-
ment figures showing that,
after adjustments for price in-
creases, per caplta disposable
income was 5 per cent higher In
the second quarter of 1973 than
in 1972's same period,

Does the man really believe
he is addressing a mob of
Idiots?. Given all the facts, per
capita income doesn’'t mean a
ruddy thing. For one thing, the
per cent Income Increase was
due to several factors which

(

have nothing to do with the
economic health of the general
public.

1. We now have 2.9 million
more employed than last year.

2. Labor Départment
statisfics reveal that after
allowance for higher prices and
higher , taxes, the purchasing
power of the average worker
decreased by 0.6 per cent.

3. The averages were pulled
up by galloping farm income,

which increased by 11.9 per.

cent nel. Nonfarm workers,
who account for four out of five

In short, Stein's deposition
that the high cost of living Is all
In the public’s mind just doesn't
wash, People are not statistics.
While the farmer may be better
off and top-level bisinessmen
enjoy their share of corporate
profits rising at an annual rate
of 24 per cent, the real
“average'' worker has dis-
covered that his pocketbook has
been burglarized by an 8 per
cent Increase in all prices since
the first of the year.

Figuratively waggling a stern
figure at us naughty children,
Stein says we pay too much
attention to food prices, which

r cent of the Consumer Price

~ Index. Tell that to Mama, Stein

— and then duck. -

That 22.5 per cent is based
the expenditures of the entire
,population, which means it
reflects the spending for food of
bachelors, childless couples,
the rich and people on diets. All
these folks spend a smaller

. proportion of their income on
food than a family of one or
more children. The rich may

, buy more and costlier vittles
but they couldn’t care less
whether a pound of bacon costs
79 cenls or $1.20 a pound
because food Is such an in-
finitesimal part of their annual
budget.

On the other hand the annual
rate cost of a typical family
food basket has climbed 0.8 per
cent, or $12, during the past
year.

It is .a
poem by a man haunted with
imaginings about the human
beings on whosge lives — and
deaths — these walls of stone
were built. Neruda recoiled
from the trivial, ignoble deaths
of the city civilizations of
today, but he climbed up to the
top of Macchu Picchu (as we
did, with his book in hand) and
he found death here again in the
bareness of the unyielding
stone.

Reflecting on the human lives
crushed under these stones,
Neruda — true to his Margist
credo— tried to console himself
with the thougiht that it was a
grand collective death these
people died, not a mean, selfish
death, I don't think much of this
distinction, though I like the
mystical sense he had of being
tied by brotherhood to these
lost men of the lost city.

I am more impressed by the
faith that animated them to live
as well as to die on this unlikely
place where they fled from the
rapacious strangers, and by
something like James Joyce's
"silence, exile and cunning"
remained hidden for a century
if not forever.

Cyprus
Lode Of

Antiques

NICOSIA, Cyprus (AP) —
This is one of the world’s great
archeological supermarkets.

Bargains can be found in
beautiful amphoras or jars
dating to the Hellenistic period
700 years before the birth of
Christ, Or if your tastes run to
the early Bronze Age, some 4,-
000 years ago, a rare double-
neck glazed vase can be yours
for about $80.

Shops are filled with hun-‘)

dreds of such items — jars,
pots, terrocotta figurines,
bronze pieces, gold jewelry and
others dating 5,000 years or
more and many of them as fine
as pleces to be found in the
Cyprus museum,
_The fact that it is illegal to
remove from this Mediterra-
nean island nation any item
made before 1850 has not
slowed the artifact trade which
has been going on for over a
century.

The result has been the
looting of a significant portion
of Cyprus' rich cultural
heritage spanning more than 10
major civilizations.

Antiquities smuggling, of
course, I8 rife-all over the world
in such places as Turkey and
Iran and in many countries of
Africa, Latin America and
Asia,

Archeologists claim that with
so much of the real stuff
available on the Island few
fakes are manufactured and
passed off to unwary buyers.

Antiquities shops flourish in
the Turkish controlled areas of
this divided nation where peo-
ple feel the Greek Cypriot laws
on antiquities do not apply to
them and where Greek Cypriot
police have no jurisdiction.

In addition there are still tens
of thousands of items still
walting to be found or dug up.

“Thig place is incredibly
rich,"" says one archeologist
here. “You can't dig a well or
plant a ‘gardeq, without finding
something. In order to make
way for the Hilton Hotel, con-
tractors destroyed one of the
largest ancient cemeteries on
the island.”

Turkish looters have been
known to bulldoze whole sites to
bring up the antiquities and
farmers, both Greek and Turk,
supplement their incomes to
some extent by selling off items
they find in the fields. ,

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My husband says one of (he
best things aboul this column
are the "fringe benefits' 1
receive; There are all the new
friends I make and the
marvelous foods that are sent
to me for tasting.

Recently, we received ad-
ditional fringe benefits in the
gift of two containers of
delicious home-made relishes.
Both are easy to make, keep in-
definitely. Except for mustard
seed, all the ingredients are
avallable year round.

One recipe is for cucumber
relish which I like because it
has a nice vinegary flavor., It in-
cludes onion and green pepper.

. The other is carrot-cucumber
relish which is a little sweeter,

Josephine Newton (Mrs.
Robert) of 168 Benton St. found
the carrot-cuke recipe in a 1971
issue of Better Homes and
Gardens. It was recommended
for church bazaars or fairs. She
thinks it must truly be a home
recipe as she has never found
anything like it in any of her
cookbooks. She did find the
cucumber relish in a book of
herbs and spices put out by a
commercial spice house.

The one Ingredient in both
recipes that you may have to
search for a little is the
mustard seed. In talking with
Mrs. Adelma Simmons of
Caprilands, North Coventry,
she tells me that mustard seed
is not available in the quantities
that it once was because of the
lessened demand. Incidentally,
she has a new hook being
published in October by
Hawthorne entitled ‘‘Herb
Gardens of Delight" which will
deal with herb garden plots and
plans,

Mustard is a very old spice
used by the ancient Chinese, the
Greeks and the Romans. The
word '‘mustard’” comes from
“mustseeds.” Seems that the
Romans saturated the seeds in
must (which was unfermented
grape juice) during their oc-
cupation of Britain.

‘“Little Jo" in her work as a
waitress at Willie's Steak
House where she can be found
three evenings a week.

Judge Opens
Door To
Younger Mayors

EAST HAVEN (AP) — A 23-
year-old mayoral -aspirant has
become eligible to run for office

. as a result of a Superior Court

ruling that the town’s minimum
age limit of 28 is improper.

The ruling applies to East
Haven's town charter but could
be a basis for suits brought in
any of the many towns with age
limits on municipal office.

Judge Robert 1. Berdon ruled
Tuesday that the state's Home
Rule Aet does not empower
towns to limit the age of
municipal office holders.

The law states that a person
must be a registered voter in
the municipality to_hold elec-
tive office there. Persons 18 and
older were made eligible to
become electors in 1971,

The ruling means that Kevin
Canavan, a June graduate of
Georgetown University, is free
lo enter a primary Sept. 25
against the endorsed
Democratic mayoral can-
didate, Anthony Proto Jr. The
winner would oppose three-
term Republican Mayor Frank
Messina.

“It was a long day and I was a
nervous wreck'' waiting for the
decision, Canavan said
Tuesday. He said he filed his
primary petitions by the
Tuesday deadline and planned
to continue his fight,

Town Attorney Hugh Keefe
said the Democratic town com-
mittee was informed of the
ruling Tuesday night but took
no action to appeal the decision.

Canavan’s attorney, Thayer
Baldwin, was directed to in-
form all town clerks in the state
of the pending decision because
of the impact it might have
elsewhere. A court spokesman,
however, said the only response
was a request from the town of

* Vernon for a memorandum of

decision.

At the hearing held Jast night
before the regular Town Coun-
cil meeting, all the residents
spoke in favor of retaining the
