He particularly praised the police 
department, fire departments, sti^et 
and sew er departm ent crew s for 
moving into the hit area and working 
quickly to clear roads, direct traffic, 
and be prepared for any unforseen 
emergencies. He also praised H art­
ford E lectric Light and Power Co. for 
its wor)t in connection with downed 
power lines which were an immediate 
danger to residents in the storm ’s 
path, particularly those driven from 
their homes.

His main praise was for the citizens 
of the stricken area who “ did not pan­
ic.” N aturally, he said, many parents 
were concerned for their children, but 
“ there was no panic and this was a 
m ajor factor in enabling town crews 
to go, a t their work efficiently.

His estim a te  of .the dam age is 
“extensive” and it will be several 
days before a definite figure can be 
finalized.

“ We are  all thankful no one was in­
jured or killed,” he said, “and streets 
and roads are  now open; however, 
there will be several days of cleanup 
ahead of debris along roadways. City 
crews will make special trips Monday 
and Tuesday to pick up debris from 
the yards of homeowners.”

At this point, it is not so much the 

money — although $1 billion for 
starters is going to come in very han­
dy — as the principle that is most im ­
portant.

For the first time, mass transit is 
being cut in for a direct share in the 
billions pouring into — and out of — 
the Federal Highway Trust Fund, the 
kitty set up a decade back to finance 
the interstate road network and one of 
the m ost fantastically  productive 
re v e n u e -ra is in g  p ro g ra m s  ev e r 
devised.

U nder th e  new  h ighw ay b ill , 
municipalities beginning next July 
will be able to tap the trust for $200 
million, with expenditure initially 
l im ite d  to  bus p u rc h a se s . The 
following year, however, $800 million 
will be available for rail and subway 
system s as well, with the promise of 
m ore to come.

To those in the land who have been 
crying out in alarm  at the steady 
deterioration of public transportation 
fa c ilitie s  as p riv a te  au to s  and 
superhighways proliferated, it is the 
realization of an idea whose tim e ac­
tu a l ly  c a m e  y e a r s  a g o . T h e  
allocations fall short of meeting even 
the most pressing immediate needs of 
transit systems and are of a $23-billion 
bill which still emphasizes asphalt 
and concrete.

But it does set a precedent, opening 
the door to a treasure house which 
highway interests hav^ long barred. 
Their argument is that the trust, fed 
by gasoline and road-use taxes, should 
be reserved for the direct benefit of 
those paying for it — motorists.

Until recently, most of the public — 
which not so coincidentally is also 
mostly motorists — seemed to agree. 
But signs of changing attitudes on 
transportation  in general abound. 
After thiqkirtg big is best for so many 
years, car buyers are  turning to 
smaller, more economical models. 
Here and there around the country 
public opposition has. halted freeway 
construfctiom And now in San F ran­
cisco, th e re  is a m ovem ent to 
demolish one, the Embarcadero.

President Nixon has been heard to 
m urm ur that 'in the preoccupation 
with political Scandals, not enough 
attention is being paid to the "public’s 
business.’’

He may have an excellent case in 
point in the muted fanfare with which 
s i^ a tu re  of the highway (transport 
might now be the better word) bill 
was received. It is likely to have more 
influence on the future conditions of 
life in these United States than any 
number of Watergates.

WASHINGTON -  Although 
eventual Senate confirmation of 
Dr. Henry A. Kissinger as 
Secretary of State is not in 
doubt, I^esident Nixon’s ace 
diplomatic operative is going to 
be pressed hard on the secret 
U.S. bombing of Cambodia in 
1969 when the Senate Foreign 
Relations Committee starts its 
hearings Sept. 7.

The Fact that President 
Nixon, in his Aug. 20 speech at 
New Orleans, took full respon- 

j^ibility fpr ^  Camt>odian bom­
bing decision has not in the 
s lig h te s t dim inished the 
senatorial appetite for a full- 
scaie expose of how the deci­
sion was made and whether 
Kissinger himself will be able 
to justify it.

One reason: even Senators 
completely committed to con­
firming Kissinger are troubled 
by his future dual role as 
Secretary of State and also as 
the President’s White House 
foreign policy adviser, in 
charge of the National Security 
Council staff.

T h e ir  q u e s t io n :  w ill 
Kissinger give them the full

background of the March 1969 
decision to bomb Cambodia or 
w ill he claim  executive 
privilege on grounds of his con- 
fidehtial relationship with the 
President? If the la tte r , 
Kissinger will risk raising 
senatorial hackles at a time 
when congressional suspicion of 
presidential power and secrecy 
has reached its high point of at 
least the last 50 years.

Moreover, what gives the 
Cambodian issue special spice 
is the fqpt that high officials 
now in the Defense Depart­
ment, most particularly Deputy 
Secretary William P. Clements, 
left the impression with the 
Senate Armed Services Com­
mittee and the nation on Aug. 9 
that the orders to falsify bom­
bing reports in order to main- 
ta in  to ta l  s e c u r i ty  had 
emanated from the Pentagon.

Clements, in fact, actually

WASHINGTON- It is hard to 
avoid the conclusion that 
managing the economy is simp­
ly beyond the Nixon administra­
tion. All the way down the line, 
from the President’s tame 
economists to the lowliest 
bureaucrat in the Department 
of Commerce, the condition 
seems to be one of utter 
bewilderment.

Consider the latest figures on 
the Gross National Product 
(GNP), the total value of all 
goods and services produced. 
They scoff at the expertise of 
Nixon’s prophets, and may even 
signal the advent of a recession.

Ealier this year, the Nixon 
economic team had predicted 
that real output for the April- 
June quarter would grow at an 
annual-rate of 2.6 per cent, 
compared with the booming 
first-quarter growth of 8.7 per 
cent annually. This would be 
good, said the economists, 
because the boom needed 
cooling down.

However, the real output for 
Ihe second quarter, reached 
after adjustment for changes in 
prices, showed an annual 
growth rate of only 2.4 per cent. 
Now, a difference of two-tenths 
of one- per cent may seem 
piddling, but not when you’re 
talking about an annual growth 
rate of $1,272-billion, which is 
what the GOP figures for April 
through June represent.

Accordingly, there is fear tfee 
economy may be cooling off too 
fast. That’s where the recession 
talk comes in. Indeed ,̂ last

month the President’s chair­
man of the Council of Economic 
Advisers, Herbert Stein, had 
suggested that te real growth 
rate in the second quarter 
m ight be la rger than the 
original 2.6 estimate. Stein was 
hoping, in effect, that the ad­
ministration’s anti-inflation 
game plan wouldn’t work too 
well. Wrong again.

This may seem pretty dull 
fare, but don’t kid yourself that 
the GOP figures are of no con- 
carn in your household. The 
Agriculture Department ad­
mitted the other day that 1973 
food prices would average 20 
per cent higher than those in 
1972. With the freeze ended on 
non-food prices, the Cost oi 
Living Council says those items 
probably will cost about 10 per 
cent more.
 ̂ In this situation, what the 

'CWMitry doesn’t need is a reces­
sion. ’That would mean, in the 
simplest terms, that while the 
cost of living continued to be 
high, workers and even big cor­
porations would have less 
money to spend. Impossible? 
The way economy has been 
mismanaged during the past 
four years, you had better 
believe anything.

There Is, in fact, practically 
no good news in the nitty-gritty 
division of the economy. Steel, 
automobiles, tires and services 
will cost more in the months 
ahead. But they’ll be available. 
Such will not necessarily be the 
case with heating oil. The 
President’s top energj) adviser,.

John A. Love, has warned that 
the nation could face a serious 
heating oil shortage this coming 
winter, and urged oilmen to 
begin importing “ as much 
heating oil as possible,” and to 
shift refinery production away 
from gasoline to the stuff used 
to keep homes warm.

N othing the Nixon ad­
ministration tried has worked. 
It devalued the dollar to give us 
a trade advantage overseas and 
the move backfired by in­
creasing the price of imports 
and boosting the demand for 
American exports. We’ve sold 
so much wheat to foreign coun­
tries that today’s food shopper 
faces both high prices and shor­
tages. Lumber is costly and 
frequently unavailable.

Now there is the threat of in­
flationary wage demands by 
Big Labor, which heretofore 
has shown admirable restraint. 
United Auto Workers officials 
have said bluntly they want 
more dough for their members 
so they can afford to eat 
regularly. IT the auto workers 
get what they want, so will 
other union members.

It is hat'd on Richard Nixon to 
say that his economic and anli- 
inflation policies have been a 
flop, but that°is the case. He 
decreed too. little too late, and 
then all but dismantled his 
system of price controls even 
as a new price spiral hit the 
consum er. We peed' some 
geniuses in Washington, but we 
have run out of the breed.

Gemettt’s decision to 
finger Laird as chief villain in 
the hunt for Cam bodian 
sc a p e g o a ts  w as not a p ­
preciated, even though some 
cynics at first thought that 
Clements must have had White 
House authorization before 
producing the “ top secret — 
eyes only” memorandum.

In fact, he had none at all. 
Gements, an aggressive Texan 
who had hoped to be named 
Deputy Defense Secretary in 
1969 (L aird  chose David 
P a tk a r d  in s te a d ) ,  w as 
operating on his own and ap­
parently without the support of 
the Joint Chiefs of Staff.

Thus, the key document 
justifying the secret bombing 
policy was written not on Nov. 
20,1969, the date of Clements's 
memorandum, but the previous 
March 16 — just before the 
secret bombing started.

It spelled out the entire 
“ press guidance” secrecy 
policy for the military to 
follow. One copy of this key 
document, obviously fop secret 
and with limited distribution, is 
in the Joint Chiefs’ files. 
However, Adm. Thomas H. 
Moorer, present chairman of 
the Joint Chiefs who was 
testifying with Clements Aug.

Sweden, Denmark, France, the 
Netherlands and England.

He was fascinated by the for­
mal “parterres,” or clipped 
hedge gardens at the French 
chateau of Villandry in the 
Loire valley, south and west of 
Paris where kings and their 
g rea t lords built country 
palaces during several cen­
tu rie s  before the French 
Revolution put an end to this 
style of life.

Most of the great chateaux 
are owned now by the govern­
ment, but Villandry is privately 
owned. A visitors pays a fee to 
get in, and all he sees is the gar­
dens, not the inside of the cas­
tle, but it is easy to imagine 
that the fees fall short of com­
pensating the owner for the 
wages he must pay a gang of 
gardeners.

The clipped hedges, laid out 
in geometrical patterns, cover 
acres. You look down on them 
from the top of a high walk 
along one side. It is an excellent 
vantage point. You see the en­
tire plan of this great garden, 
laid put, one must think, by an 
engineer. The hedges form 
squares and triangles. The lines 
are straight and the comers 
sharp.

No W eeds Allowed 
The walks between the 

hedges are a coarse sand or a 
fine gravel, where no weed is 
ever allow^ to appear. Inside 
the squares of h ^g e  are fan­
ciful figures also of clipped 
boxwood. Our picture shows 
one of four squares devoted to 
the subject of love. This one is 
"passionate love” with four 
hearts in a symmetrical design. 
Another has daggers and 
knives, indicating dangerous' 
love . One has fan s  and 
butterflies for frivolous love 
and the fourth is a puzzling 
maze which you are told stands 
for foolish love.

Th taller plants, clipped in 
spool shapes, are yews. The 
areas inside the hearts are 
flower beds which are planted 
with tulips in the spring and 
other seasonal flowers later.

The kitchen garden, outside 
the range of the camera, is also 
planted in neat squares with a 
block of green carrot tops con­
trasting, for example, with a 
block of red beet leaves. On a 
higher level is the water gar­
den, a pond made in»the shape 
of a Louis XV looking glass.

It is ail very grand, all built 
for show, a place where the lord 
of the manor could entertain hih 
aristocratic friends. The gar­
den is also very old, first laid 
out in 1532. One gathers that as 
the estate passed from one 
owner to another, therq were 
times when it was allowed to 
deteriorate until the latest 
reconstruction by the late 
Joachim Carvallo who bought 
the property in 1906.

When my wife and I visited 
Villandry and other chateaux 
along the Loire in 1967 we were 
accompanied by our daughter, 
Christine, and her husband, 
George W. Mulford. George 
was then a graduate student 
and is now a teacher of French 
language and l i te ra tu re . 
Although no guide was fur­
nished, he got essential infor­
mation from a French-speaking 
visitor who happened to be 
there with us.

Ancideni American Tree 
John .Scarchuk said  he 

couldn't find anybody In France 
who would or could talk English 
with him and he shortened his 
stay In France because the

language handicap was so dis­
couraging. In Paris, however, 
he managed to find an ancient 
black locost tree brought from 
North America in 1601. Part of 
the trunk is encased in concrete 
and some of the limbs are 
propped and guyed to keep it 
going but its definitely alive in 
the Jardin des Plantes, after 
372 years.

Mr. Scarchuk had started his 
trip in Sweden with the splendid 
help  of a Sw edish hor- 
ticulturalist who had formerly 
studied at the University of 
Connecticut and took him, 
among other places, to the 
botanical garden at Upsala 
University. This is where the 
great Linnaeus developed the 
system of classifying plants, by 
general and species, now used 
throughout the world.

In Holland he visited a “bulb 
bank” where old species of 
tulips, some dating back to the 
1600s, are kept growing so that 
the stock can,.be preserved. 
Pieter Van Eeden, one of 
Holland’s outstanding bulb 
growers, showed him around the 
Van Eeden bulb farms and 
told him that a tulip that was 
popular in 1776 is being grown 
again now to be available in 
quantity for export to the 
United States during our an­
niversary year in 1976.
In England he gave some of his 

attention to old apple varieties 
and arranged to secure scion 
wood of 30 old varieties which 
he will graft on root stock in 
Coventry. Some day he would 
like to develop an orchard of old 
apple varieties at some suitable 
Connecticut location, perhaps 
the Nathan Hale Homestead.

by the town crews. I can only say, 
‘They were wonderful’.”

He added a ll d ebris le ft  by 
homemakers and businesses at curbs 
is being picked up by town crews 
and taken to the landfill area.

With the exception of a few isolated 
areas, the 3,900 HELCO customers 
who were without service due to 
y e s te rd a y ’s storm  had se rv ice  
restored sometime by 6 last night, 
Roy Normen, HELCO’s d istric t 
manage, said today.

The customers were in the area of 
N. Main St., to Tolland Tpke. and the 
Oakland St. area where the storm cut 
its path. Normen said at some time or 
other most all customers in the 
northern section  of town were 
affected and without power for short 
times.

He said calls started to come in 
about 10:15 a.m. That was before the 
high winds hit the section. All of the 
customers had service by 4 a.m . 
today.

Normen said 15 crews were working 
in Manchester and five or six in the 
E a s t  H a rtfo rd  a r e a . He sa id  
M anchester had what would be 
classified as 18 outage areas.

John Hultine of SNETCO said there 
w ere s t il l  about 155 telephone 
customers out this morning. He said 
crews from Hartford and Windsor 
Lwks are helping the local crews in 
the cleanup work. “ The crew s,” 
Hultine said, “will work through the 
day and through the weekend, if 
necessary, to restore service to all 
cutomers as soon as possible.”

He said what hinders the crews is 
the branches blown onto the wires. He 
said this was the cause of the service

outage, in most cases. There were 
some poles down also, he said.

Eighth District Fire Department dis­
patcher Rick Skoaglund, telling what 
a tornado looks and sounds like, said it 
occurred about 11:05, when an Eighth 
District fire crew was returning from 
an unrelated fire call —to put out a 
fire in a transformer at Parker St. and 

. Colonial Rd.
“ We v^ere just about to gas up the 

truck,” he said, “when we heard a 
roar'com ing from the vicinity of 
Buckland. The roar grew louder and 
louder. We looked up and saw a dark 
mass moving at tree-top level. We 
quickly got back into the truck and 
drove back into the firehouse.

“Five minutes later, we got a call 
—telling us about a tobacco fire in a 
Haas Tobacco Co. curing shed.”

Frank Mordavsky, the district’s 
first assistant fire chief, was in 
c h a r g e  'of th e  B ^ ick lan d  f i r e  
operations.

“At first, we couldn’t even get near 
the area,” he said. “A tree was 
blocking N. Main St. at McCabe St. 
We turnkl around and went up Union 
St. A tree down blocked our way 
again. We turned around again to N. 
Main St., traveled over a lawn around 
the downed tree, then back to Hilliard 
St. and to Buckland that way.”

He said the fire occurred when the 
tornado blew the tobacco shed down 
onto two propane tanks being used to 
cure the tobacco.

He described the 
force which hit the large key holder on 
the service counter as being so strong 
that the keys were blown all over the 
plaza parking lot —"som e as far as 
Everybody’s Supermarket” at the op­
posite end of the plaza.

“Like schrapnel,” he said. “We 
even found keys embedded in oil cans 
and metal bins,” he |Sid.

A ‘Tunny car” valued at $25,000, 
belonging to Paul Miller which was 
p ark ^  outside the automotive center, 
was blown clear across the area , in 
front of the center to the fence in the 
rear. The car is undergoing examina­
tion for necessary repairs.

Melling described the beginning of 
the worst part of the storm as a 
“whistling noise on the roof.” Then, 
he said, he noticed the large windows 
buckling and that was when he and the
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other employes gathered Inside the 
center of the garage. Moments later 
the windows shattered, and most of 
the celling sections were blown loose 
from within the salesroom area.

Melling said the most frightening 
experience was when he watched a 
truck trailer with 500 tires tip way 
over, “almost a 50 degree angle,” and 
then right itself after teetering a few 
times.

At the Oakwood Apartment com­
plex on Tudor Lane off Oakland St., 
amid the roof-torn apartments and 
debris scattered lawiis. Miss Kay 
Reilly of 117L on her balcony was 
washing the sliding glass doors 
assisted by a friend.

I MHA Considers Raising | 
I Housing Income Limits I

The M anchester Housing 
Authority (MHA) is studying 
the possibility of raising income 
limits for residents of its 276 un­
its — an eligibility requirement 
for occupancy.

An I n c r e a s e  is b e in g  
recommended by HUD (the 
fed e ra l, Housing and Urban 
Development) a s  one means of 
raising rents to a more realistic 
level. Rents are based on a for­
mula which takes the income 
limits into consideration.

The MHA, in the spring, 
found itself short of funds to 
finish the fiscal year in the 
black and was ready to ask the 
Board of Directors for an ap­
propriation, to erase the an­
ticipated deficit. However, it

weathered the storm and didn’t 
have to ask for the funds.

Income limits for admission 
to MHA units includes income 
derived from all-'-sources — 
Social Security, jobs,* pensions, 
annuities, dividends, interest, 
and the like.

The present income limits in 
Manchester are: one occupant, 
$3,900 for admission and $4,875 
for continued occupancy; two 
occupants, $4,800 for admission 
and $6,000 for continued oc­
cupancy; and three or more oc­
cupants, $5,200 for admission 
and $6,500 for continued oc­
cupancy,

■The MHA had been con­
sidering the following amended 
income limits: one occupant, 
$4,500 for admission and $5,625 
for continued occupancy; two 
occupants, $5,100 and $6,375; 
antj three or more occupants, 
$5,600 and &7,000..

Because HUD has come out

with income limit guidelines 
higher than those being con­
sidered locally, the MHA will 
seek more information and will 
give the m atter more study 
befre reaching a decision.

The HUD recommendations
are:

For one occupant, $5,050 for 
admission and $6,312 for cen- 
tinued occupancy; two oc­
cupants, $5,800 and $7,250; 
three occupants, $6,300 and $7,- 
875; and four occupants, $6,800 
and $8,500.

The MHA has 114 applicants 
under present income limits 
who are eligible for getting ren­
ta ls when vacancies occur. 
Estimates are that the list is 
sufficient to fill vacancies in 
the next 24 months and that 
raises in rents would have little 
impact for an equal period of 
time.

PITTSBURGH (AP) — Danny Murtaugh will be back in 
uniform as'^anager of the Pittsburgh Pirates tonight, 
replacing Bill Virdon who was abruptly ousted Thursday.

General Manager Joe L. Brown made Murtaugh an offer he 
couldn’t refuse. The craggyfaced Irishman was lured out of 
retirement for a second time by an appeal to organizational 
allegiance, not by money.

"You’ve always told me you were an organization man. Now’s 
your chance to prove it,” Brown told the stunned Murtaugh by 
telephone Thursday morning before offering him the job.

"I made the proposal to Danny in such a fashion that it was im­
possible for him to refuse...He acceded to pressure I placed on 
him,” Brown noted. “It was a very personal appeal, and I’d 
cither not discuss specifics.”

liie  S8year-old Murtaugh reacted to Brown’s request with ab­
solute silence. ''

"There was almost 30 seconds of dead air oVer the phone, and 
then he came back on and said, ‘Why?’” Brown not^. "I gave 
him my reasons and he said he’d think it over.”

Murtaugh called back a couple of hours later and agreed to 
replace vTrdon, the man who had succeeded him just two seasons 
before.

Virdon, whose club had been plagued by misfortune since the 
tragic death of All-Star outfielder Roberto Clemente last winter 
was playing handball when Mur^fugh accepted.He didn’t learn 
what had happened until about 4:30 p.m. when he entered 
Brown’s office.

"When I walked in an sat down, he shut the door, and I knew 
something was up,” the 42-year-old Virdon recalled with a 
strained smile.

Five minutes later, the stem-faced Brown told a room full of 
reporters about the shuffle.

"This is the most difficult announcement I have made In my 35 
years of baseball,” Brown began soberly.

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Passage Expected 
For Home Grid TV
WASHINGTON (AP) — The day of local home television 

on some pro football games being played across town 
appears to be drawing near.

Rep. Torbert M. Macdonald, R-Mass., chairman of the House 
subcommittee on communications, says passage could come late 
next week of a bill banning TV blackouts of local contests sold out 
48 hours in afeance. That would be just prior to the opening of the 
1973 NationalFootball League season.

"Congress can act quickly when it wants,” said Macdonald 
Wednesday after taking testimony from Baseball Commissioner 
Bowie Kuhn and Thomas Kauper, head of the Justice 
Department’s antitrust division.

Under the Macdonald timetable, which he said is an estimated 
one, the hearings will be held today and Friday.

Pro football Commissioner Pete Rozelle, Cleveland Browns 
owner Art Modell and Washington Redskins president Edward 
Zennett Williams are expected to testify today.

The markup, or final version, of the bill would be considered 
early next week with subcommittee and full committee passage 
coming by the mid-week, according to Torbert. v,

House passage could come late next week, the chairman said, 
and then it depends on the Senate whose Commerce Committee 
has already approved a bill by Sen. John 0 . Pastore, D-R. I., 
which is basically the same as Torbert’s, although there are 
minor differences.

The full Senate was expected to take up the Pastore measure 
this afternoon.

If the Senate passes the bill, both the Pastore measure and the 
Torbert legislation, if approved by the House, would go into a 
conference consisting of members of both houses. A final version 
would have to be ironed out, delaying passage in Macdonald’s 
view, until the next week.

During Wednesday’s hearing, Macdonald criticized Kuhn’s op­
position to any legislation lifting the blackout ban. The baseball 
commissioner said it would undermine the sport.

Irf the next group 
of apartments, one apartment gaped 
ridiculously from beneath a ripped 
roof. The sliding glass doors were no 
where.

Many people, strangely enough, did 
not express having any fear at the 
time of the storm. They said they 
never realized such a mighty storm 
could happen here.

Although Manchester’s sudden tor­
nado yesterday afternoon did exten­
sive damage to the Caldor Automotive 
Center at Burr Corners, the. nearby 
parking area for people using the 
Commuter Bus to Hartford was un­
affected.

About 250 cars remained in the lot 
all day and were unharmed when their 
owners returned to them late in thej 
afternoon.

Insurance companies are busy 
answering claims to the extensive 
damage caused by yesterday’s freak 
tornado.

Homeowner policies, for the most 
part, cover damage to private proper­
ty caused by wind.

Car owners who are covered by 
comprehensive insurance will receive 
compensation for damage done to 
their cars, as determined by in­
surance investigation.

Police Capt. George McCaughey 
was in charge of police activities — 
working out of police headquarters. A 
command post was set up also at the 
old Depot Sq. (Main and N. Main Sts.) 
with Det. Capt. Joseph Sartor in 
charge.

McCaughey said about 13 police 
crusiers were on the road during the 
emergency and that about 20 men 
were involved in operations. The two 
command posts kept the cruisers 
moving to trouble spots — as needed.

“The men did an excellent job,” 
said McCaughey. “They did their jobs 
and had no problems they couldn’t 
handle. They’re to be commended for 
keeping their cool under trying con­
ditions.”

McCaughey said the only trouble the 
department had was with sightseers, 
some during the emergency H  the 
majority in the evening hours. He said 
hundreds of cars traveled Oakland St. 
and Tolland "^ke. after dinnertime, 
creating traffic jams and interfering 
with cleanup operations.

McCaughey’s personal comments 
matched those made by many people, 
“It’s unbelievable that, ||ith  all the 
damage and destruction, nobody was 
hurt badly.”

McCaughey said he got calls from 
every newspaper, radio station and 
TV station in Connecticut — plus calls 
from the entire East Coast.

“IfWe Had to do it over agaifl',” he 
said, “that’s no way to get into the 
news. Tornados are bad news. I don’t 
want to see another one.”

George Russell, Northern Connec­
ticut division manager for CL&P, said 
the emergency disaster system was 
employed and crews came in from 
Enheld, Danielson, Meriden, New 
Britain, Willimantic and Essex to 
assist local crews in restoring power.

Russell said that as of 7:30 p.m., 
yesterday, 750 customers in the 
Talcottville section were without 
power, by 10:30 p.m., only 350 were 
out, and as of this morning all but. 25 
isolated homes had the power 
returned.

He said the tornado ripped up about 
20 utility poles in the Talcottville area 
and also blew down or uprooted trees. 
The crews worked until 2:45 a.m. 
today and were back working again 
later this morning to take care of the 
25 isolated customers.

About 150 customers in the area hit 
by the storm in Vernon were without 
telephone service this morning.

SNETCO officials said, and it is hoped 
that all service will be restored by 
evening.

Phone company officials said one of 
the problems was that the crews were 
unable to get into areas'where elec­
trical wires are still down due to trees 
and limbs that have to be removed. 
The crews were out again at 7 this 
morning.

When the tornado hit the Talcott­
ville section of Vernon yesterday the 
teachers"^nd students at the Talcott­
ville School were prepared.

Anthony Magliocco, superintendent 
of special education in Vernon, said 
that Wednesday he and the teachers at 
the school which houses special 
education classes, went through a dry 
run as to what they would do in the 
case of an emergency.

Magliocco said he couldn’t believe 
that they would actually be using the 
procedure only a day later. The school 
was still without power today. It is the 
only school in the Vernon system that 
did not hold classes today.

Magliocco said, as planned, the 
staff and the children who range from 
pre-school to high school age, were 
taken down into the basement. He 
said the basement has exits so they 
could not be trapped down there.

Magliocco said he never saw such 
strong winds. Telephone poles and 
transormers were knocked down and 
a car parked in front was hit by a 
falling tree.

He said teachers and children were 
frightened but there was no panic. At 
the time the storm hit both the mor­
ning and afternoon classes were in the 
school, a total of 108 children, and 11 
staff members including Magliocco.

Magliocco said he was a w ^  by the 
way people pitched in to make sure all 
of the children were taken care of. He 
said Vernon Police Oiief Edmund 
Dwyer, Mayor Frank McCoy, School 
S uperin tendent Dr. Raymond 
Ramsdell, and Assistant Superinten­
dent Albert Kerkin helped to see that. 
all of the children got home safely.

He also commended the crews of 
the power and electric light com­
panies for the concern they expressed 
for the children. Magliocco said he 
had calls from all over the state 
offering help if it was needed.

Most of the storm damage at the 
school was in the new area under con­
struction and that was mostly water 
and mud.

In Tolland
A disaster was declared in Tolland 

yesterday as a “ twister’̂  ripped 
through parts of town, felling trees 
and knocking our power. ,

Tolland County Mutual Aid Direc­
tor, Ronald Littell, answered a call 
from Manchester for firemen at 10:50 
a.m. and the storm moved quickly 
through Talcottville, arriving in 
Tolland about 11:10 a.m. Power lines 
were down in several areas and 
Connecticut Light & Power crews 
were still in the Country Hills area 
late last night.

The path of the storm traveled from 
Dockeral, Mile Hill and Cedar Swamp 
Rds., up New Rd., Pine Hill, Colum­
bine, Grant Hill, and Metcalf Rds., 
across Rt. 195, Anthony Rd., Cat Hole, 
and South River Rds. to the Willington 
town line.

Miraculously, there were no auto 
accidents, fires or injuries resulting 
from the hour-long storm, but power 
lines wer6 down on many town roads. 
Trees as large as six feet in diameter 
were uprooted and huge limbs of trees 
were seen on many lawns and streets.

A tree on New Rd. which fell on the 
home and camper of Robert Clough 
was i-emoved by the Tolland 
Volunteer Fire Department.

Members of the TVFD responded to 
a call from Chief Ronald Littell, some 
leaving their jobs to assist in the 
clean-up and to be available for 
resulting emergencies. Two service 
calls were answered to pump water 
from basements.

Road crew s began clean-up 
operations shortly after the storm 
ended until quitting time at 4:3(1 and 
the firemen continued until Clean-up 
was completed.

Littell, who is also the town’s Civil 
Defense Director, and Superintendent 
of Schools, Dr. Kenneth MacKenzie, 
agreed that for the safety of school 
children, they should .be kept in school 
until roads <^ere cleared of wires and 
trees. BuseVbegan picking up high 
school students at 3:15 and the first 
run buses of elementary children 
began at 4 p.m.

Town residents had high praise for 
the' efforts of the firemen, who 
traveled  the roads yesterday, 
cleaning up and stopping to reassure 
worried mothers waiting for school 
buses that the children would be kept 
in school until it was safe for the buses 
to travel.

The broadcast said the 
gunmen were holding Aly 
Yassin, head of the Palestine 
Liberation Organization’s of­
fice in Kuwait. He had been 
negotiating with them on board 
the Kuwaiti Airlines Boeing 707 
for the release of four other 
hostages taken by the gunmen 
in a raid on the Saudi Arabian 
Embassy in Paris.

The Palestine Liberation 
Organization is the umbrella 
body of all major Palestinian 
guerrilla groups in the Middle 
East.

E arlier the Middle East 
News Agency reported the 
gunmen agreed to release the 
four Saudi hostages and take a 
car to Syria.

Airport sources said the plan 
was for them to drive to 
Damascus via Baghdad in a car 
provided by the government, 
and that Yassin was to be the 
driver.

Be^f Price 
Lid Lifted

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Nixon administration had 
decided to lift the beef price ceiling earlier than scheduled, 
permit automakers to raise prices, and allow grocers to 
pass higher food costs on to customers; it all means 
another round of price increases for consumers.

The freeze will be lifted from
beef at midnight Sunday, two 
days earlier than scheduled. 
The new food price controls will 
go into effect at the same time.

"The Cost of Living Council 
sought to blunt the increase in 
the price of autos by ordering 
cutbacks of 10 to 30 per cent in 
price hikes proposed by Ford, 
General Motors, Chrysler and 
American Motors.

It also announced it is 
delaying proposed price in­
creases by major tire, paper 
and soap and d e te rg e n t  
manufacturers while it holds 
public hearings on the increases. 
to decide whether they are 
warranted.

The actions Friday came 
a fte r  the governm ent an­
nounced that wholesale prices 
of farm products increased by 
23.1 per cent in August, the 
biggest single monthly increase 
since the government began 
keeping statistics in 1913.'

About the only good news for 
the consumer was that gasoline 
prices would go down from one 
to three gents per gallon at 
many gasoline stations around 
the country today as the 
governm en t’s new p rice  
ceilings on gasoline went into 
effect.

The council’s actions will 
have the following impact on 
the consumer:

—Prices of beef products 
probably will start increasing 
beginning Monday.

—Prices of all other foods will 
rise again as a result of the new 
controls, probably also starting 
Monday.

—Prices of 1974 automobiles 
probably will increase starting 
about Sept. 14 as the council ap­
proved average increases of $74 
by Ford, $73 by General 
Motors, $55 for American 
Motors'and $51 for Chrysler.

-P ric e  increases for tires, 
paper products, soap and 
detergent, scheduled to go up 
next week, will be delayed.

Council director John T. 
Dunlop said a decision would be 
made Monday on proposed 
price increases by 10 major 
steel companies.

Dunlop said  beef price  
ceilings were removed two 
dg.ys early partly to help head 
off possible beef shortages.

The new food p r ic e  
regulations also go into effect 
two days early. Dunlop said this 
was designed to help facilitate 
accounting procedures by 
business.

The food price regulations 
permit the food industry to pass 
along Into retail prices all 
justified higher costs.

Previously, only increases for 
higher raw agricultural costs 
were allowed, not increases for

such things as labor and 
transportation.

The post-freeze increase in 
prices of farm products of 23.1 
per cent was characterized by 
Treasury Secretary George P. 
Shultz Friday at a “terrible 
drama in the economy.” Both 
Shultz and Dunlop m ade 
qualified predictions that the 
worst is over. ^

But Shultz said, ‘^Bon’t think 
that anyone, including me, has 
all that great a track record on 
predicting,fcod prices.”

Kissinger Nomination 
Hearing Sidetracked

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
Senate Foreign Relations 
Comittee’s consideration of 
Henry A. Kissinger’s nomina­
tion to be secretary of state has 
been sidetracked by an effort to 
obtain wiretap information 
from the justice Department.

The committee will meet 
with Atty. Gen. Elliot L. 
Richardson Monday morning to 
discuss the possible release of 
summaries of FBI reports of 
wiretaps placed on 17 govern­
ment officials and newsmen in 
1969 and 1970.

Kissinger, who spent five 
hours before the committee, 
Friday will return to the 
w itness tab le  a f te r  tha t 
meeting.

Kissinger received a gentle 
reception from the committee, 
which appeared pleased by his 
pledges of openness and 
cooperation.

But from  the  opening 
questions of committee Char- 
man J.W. Fulbright, it was 
c lear K issinger would be 
pressed on his role in the 
wiretapping, which involved 
members of his own National 
Security Council staff.

Kissinger said the taps, 
“ although a very painful 
process,” were “necessary for 
the  pu rpose  of n a tio n a l 
security.”

Saying he had only provided 
names of persons who possibly

could have leaked classified in­
formation, Kissinger stated he 
had little knowledge of what 
was obtained by the wiretaps.

When he suggested the com­
mittee check with the Justice 
Department for more detail, 
Fulbright said the department 
had already turned him down.

This led Sen. Clifford Case, 
R-N. J., to suggest delaying 
confirmation until the sum­
mary of the FBI reports of the 
taps are given the committee.

Otherwise, no serious dispute 
arose during questioning about 
K iss in g er’s dual ro le as 
national security adviser and 
secretary, the rising impor­
tance of economics in ^reign 
policy or Southeast Asia.

Finger In The- Dike Is Being Broken
WEST HARTFORD (AP) -  If Phase 4 

lasts indefinitely, Charles R. Matties says 
he’ll have to give up the service station he’s 
operated for 25 years. He says the 
government’s policy will cost him $10,000 a 
year.

“I just couldn’t take that amount of 
money out of my business each year and 
continue to operate in a manner I think is 
fair to justify my investment of time and 
money,” he said.

Under Phase*4, Matties is permitted to 
make no more than seven cents a gallon on 
the gasoline he sells. At the start of the 
week, he was making 7.3 cents per gallon.

On Thursday, his supplier-the Exxon 
Corp. raised its wholesale price a penny a 
gallon, an increase Matties is unabie to 
pass along to his customers because of 
federal price cbntrol guidelines. ^

As a result, his profit margin is now down 
to six cents a gallon.

“I’m an independent operator so that 1.3 
cents a gallon is going to come out of my 
pocket,” Matties said.

Over a year’s time, the loss of 1.3 cents on 
every gallon sold Will amount to more than 
$10,(XX), Matties estimated.

“That’s a pretty good chunk out of 
anybody’s income,” he said.

Matties makes money in other ways 
besides the sale of gasoline. '

"I have several men working for me. I do 
quite a bit of repairs and so forth. But real­
ly, how do you make up that much lost 
money,” he asked.

“It could get to the point where just in­
vesting in some income producing stocks 
would be more practical,” he said.

Matties, who also is a member ^  the 
Connecticut state legislature, said -4he 
straw that could break his and other 
o p era to rs’ backs would be another 
wholesale price increase.

“If we were assured of no wholesale in­
creases, I'don’t think you’d even be hearing 
from'us,” he said.

“There are an awful lot of marginal 
businesses. We’re not unique, I realize,” 
Matties said,

“But in the service station industry, there 
are a lot of marginal guys v/hd are working 
their tails off and want to be independent. 
They’re putting in many hours and making 
a decent week’s pay. You take away this 
one cent a gallon and they’re bankrupt,” he 
added.

“ If you can believe half of what you read, 
there’s going to be further increases in the 
wholesale market. You double that $10,000 
and you can bet your sweet life I’m going to 
reevaluate my position,” Matties said.

“The Cost of Living Council tells us we’re 
going to be the petroleum industry’s back 
pressure on inflation. So \Ve guys on the 
street corner should feel pretty big and 
proud. We’re the finger in the dike,” he 
said.

“The only trouble is, the finger is being 
broken.”
