tenants of the area. Irf the next group 
of apartments, one apartment gaped 
ridiculously from beneath a ripped 
roof. The sliding glass doors were no 
where.

Many people, strangely enough, did 
not express having any fear at the 
time of the storm. They said they 
never realized such a mighty storm 
could happen here.

Although Manchester’s sudden tor­
nado yesterday afternoon did exten­
sive damage to the Caldor Automotive 
Center at Burr Corners, the. nearby 
parking area for people using the 
Commuter Bus to Hartford was un­
affected.

About 250 cars remained in the lot 
all day and were unharmed when their 
owners returned to them late in thej 
afternoon.

Insurance companies are busy 
answering claims to the extensive 
damage caused by yesterday’s freak 
tornado.

Homeowner policies, for the most 
part, cover damage to private proper­
ty caused by wind.

Car owners who are covered by 
comprehensive insurance will receive 
compensation for damage done to 
their cars, as determined by in­
surance investigation.

Police Capt. George McCaughey 
was in charge of police activities — 
working out of police headquarters. A 
command post was set up also at the 
old Depot Sq. (Main and N. Main Sts.) 
with Det. Capt. Joseph Sartor in 
charge.

McCaughey said about 13 police 
crusiers were on the road during the 
emergency and that about 20 men 
were involved in operations. The two 
command posts kept the cruisers 
moving to trouble spots — as needed.

“The men did an excellent job,” 
said McCaughey. “They did their jobs 
and had no problems they couldn’t 
handle. They’re to be commended for 
keeping their cool under trying con­
ditions.”

McCaughey said the only trouble the 
department had was with sightseers, 
some during the emergency H  the 
majority in the evening hours. He said 
hundreds of cars traveled Oakland St. 
and Tolland "^ke. after dinnertime, 
creating traffic jams and interfering 
with cleanup operations.

McCaughey’s personal comments 
matched those made by many people, 
“It’s unbelievable that, ||ith  all the 
damage and destruction, nobody was 
hurt badly.”

McCaughey said he got calls from 
every newspaper, radio station and 
TV station in Connecticut — plus calls 
from the entire East Coast.

“IfWe Had to do it over agaifl',” he 
said, “that’s no way to get into the 
news. Tornados are bad news. I don’t 
want to see another one.”

In Talcottville
In the Talcottville section of Ver­

non, Connecticut Light and Power 
and SNETCO crews worked through 
the night.

George Russell, Northern Connec­
ticut division manager for CL&P, said 
the emergency disaster system was 
employed and crews came in from 
Enheld, Danielson, Meriden, New 
Britain, Willimantic and Essex to 
assist local crews in restoring power.

Russell said that as of 7:30 p.m., 
yesterday, 750 customers in the 
Talcottville section were without 
power, by 10:30 p.m., only 350 were 
out, and as of this morning all but. 25 
isolated homes had the power 
returned.

He said the tornado ripped up about 
20 utility poles in the Talcottville area 
and also blew down or uprooted trees. 
The crews worked until 2:45 a.m. 
today and were back working again 
later this morning to take care of the 
25 isolated customers.

About 150 customers in the area hit 
by the storm in Vernon were without 
telephone service this morning.

SNETCO officials said, and it is hoped 
that all service will be restored by 
evening.

Phone company officials said one of 
the problems was that the crews were 
unable to get into areas'where elec­
trical wires are still down due to trees 
and limbs that have to be removed. 
The crews were out again at 7 this 
morning.

When the tornado hit the Talcott­
ville section of Vernon yesterday the 
teachers"^nd students at the Talcott­
ville School were prepared.

Anthony Magliocco, superintendent 
of special education in Vernon, said 
that Wednesday he and the teachers at 
the school which houses special 
education classes, went through a dry 
run as to what they would do in the 
case of an emergency.

Magliocco said he couldn’t believe 
that they would actually be using the 
procedure only a day later. The school 
was still without power today. It is the 
only school in the Vernon system that 
did not hold classes today.

Magliocco said, as planned, the 
staff and the children who range from 
pre-school to high school age, were 
taken down into the basement. He 
said the basement has exits so they 
could not be trapped down there.

Magliocco said he never saw such 
strong winds. Telephone poles and 
transormers were knocked down and 
a car parked in front was hit by a 
falling tree.

He said teachers and children were 
frightened but there was no panic. At 
the time the storm hit both the mor­
ning and afternoon classes were in the 
school, a total of 108 children, and 11 
staff members including Magliocco.

Magliocco said he was a w ^  by the 
way people pitched in to make sure all 
of the children were taken care of. He 
said Vernon Police Oiief Edmund 
Dwyer, Mayor Frank McCoy, School 
S uperin tendent Dr. Raymond 
Ramsdell, and Assistant Superinten­
dent Albert Kerkin helped to see that. 
all of the children got home safely.

He also commended the crews of 
the power and electric light com­
panies for the concern they expressed 
for the children. Magliocco said he 
had calls from all over the state 
offering help if it was needed.

Most of the storm damage at the 
school was in the new area under con­
struction and that was mostly water 
and mud.

In Tolland
A disaster was declared in Tolland 

yesterday as a “ twister’̂  ripped 
through parts of town, felling trees 
and knocking our power. ,

Tolland County Mutual Aid Direc­
tor, Ronald Littell, answered a call 
from Manchester for firemen at 10:50 
a.m. and the storm moved quickly 
through Talcottville, arriving in 
Tolland about 11:10 a.m. Power lines 
were down in several areas and 
Connecticut Light & Power crews 
were still in the Country Hills area 
late last night.

The path of the storm traveled from 
Dockeral, Mile Hill and Cedar Swamp 
Rds., up New Rd., Pine Hill, Colum­
bine, Grant Hill, and Metcalf Rds., 
across Rt. 195, Anthony Rd., Cat Hole, 
and South River Rds. to the Willington 
town line.

Miraculously, there were no auto 
accidents, fires or injuries resulting 
from the hour-long storm, but power 
lines wer6 down on many town roads. 
Trees as large as six feet in diameter 
were uprooted and huge limbs of trees 
were seen on many lawns and streets.

A tree on New Rd. which fell on the 
home and camper of Robert Clough 
was i-emoved by the Tolland 
Volunteer Fire Department.

Members of the TVFD responded to 
a call from Chief Ronald Littell, some 
leaving their jobs to assist in the 
clean-up and to be available for 
resulting emergencies. Two service 
calls were answered to pump water 
from basements.

Road crew s began clean-up 
operations shortly after the storm 
ended until quitting time at 4:3(1 and 
the firemen continued until Clean-up 
was completed.

Littell, who is also the town’s Civil 
Defense Director, and Superintendent 
of Schools, Dr. Kenneth MacKenzie, 
agreed that for the safety of school 
children, they should .be kept in school 
until roads <^ere cleared of wires and 
trees. BuseVbegan picking up high 
school students at 3:15 and the first 
run buses of elementary children 
began at 4 p.m.

Town residents had high praise for 
the' efforts of the firemen, who 
traveled  the roads yesterday, 
cleaning up and stopping to reassure 
worried mothers waiting for school 
buses that the children would be kept 
in school until it was safe for the buses 
to travel.

Palestininian gunmen seized a 
senior Palestine Liberation 
Organization official who was 
negotiating with them today 
and held him op board a 
Kuwaiti airliner along with four 
other hostages, Kuwait radio 
reported.

The broadcast said the 
gunmen were holding Aly 
Yassin, head of the Palestine 
Liberation Organization’s of­
fice in Kuwait. He had been 
negotiating with them on board 
the Kuwaiti Airlines Boeing 707 
for the release of four other 
hostages taken by the gunmen 
in a raid on the Saudi Arabian 
Embassy in Paris.

The Palestine Liberation 
Organization is the umbrella 
body of all major Palestinian 
guerrilla groups in the Middle 
East.

E arlier the Middle East 
News Agency reported the 
gunmen agreed to release the 
four Saudi hostages and take a 
car to Syria.

Airport sources said the plan 
was for them to drive to 
Damascus via Baghdad in a car 
provided by the government, 
and that Yassin was to be the 
driver.

Be^f Price 
Lid Lifted

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Nixon administration had 
decided to lift the beef price ceiling earlier than scheduled, 
permit automakers to raise prices, and allow grocers to 
pass higher food costs on to customers; it all means 
another round of price increases for consumers.

The freeze will be lifted from
beef at midnight Sunday, two 
days earlier than scheduled. 
The new food price controls will 
go into effect at the same time.

"The Cost of Living Council 
sought to blunt the increase in 
the price of autos by ordering 
cutbacks of 10 to 30 per cent in 
price hikes proposed by Ford, 
General Motors, Chrysler and 
American Motors.

It also announced it is 
delaying proposed price in­
creases by major tire, paper 
and soap and d e te rg e n t  
manufacturers while it holds 
public hearings on the increases. 
to decide whether they are 
warranted.

The actions Friday came 
a fte r  the governm ent an­
nounced that wholesale prices 
of farm products increased by 
23.1 per cent in August, the 
biggest single monthly increase 
since the government began 
keeping statistics in 1913.'

About the only good news for 
the consumer was that gasoline 
prices would go down from one 
to three gents per gallon at 
many gasoline stations around 
the country today as the 
governm en t’s new p rice  
ceilings on gasoline went into 
effect.

The council’s actions will 
have the following impact on 
the consumer:

—Prices of beef products 
probably will start increasing 
beginning Monday.

—Prices of all other foods will 
rise again as a result of the new 
controls, probably also starting 
Monday.

—Prices of 1974 automobiles 
probably will increase starting 
about Sept. 14 as the council ap­
proved average increases of $74 
by Ford, $73 by General 
Motors, $55 for American 
Motors'and $51 for Chrysler.

-P ric e  increases for tires, 
paper products, soap and 
detergent, scheduled to go up 
next week, will be delayed.

Council director John T. 
Dunlop said a decision would be 
made Monday on proposed 
price increases by 10 major 
steel companies.

Dunlop said  beef price  
ceilings were removed two 
dg.ys early partly to help head 
off possible beef shortages.

The new food p r ic e  
regulations also go into effect 
two days early. Dunlop said this 
was designed to help facilitate 
accounting procedures by 
business.

The food price regulations 
permit the food industry to pass 
along Into retail prices all 
justified higher costs.

Previously, only increases for 
higher raw agricultural costs 
were allowed, not increases for

such things as labor and 
transportation.

The post-freeze increase in 
prices of farm products of 23.1 
per cent was characterized by 
Treasury Secretary George P. 
Shultz Friday at a “terrible 
drama in the economy.” Both 
Shultz and Dunlop m ade 
qualified predictions that the 
worst is over. ^

But Shultz said, ‘^Bon’t think 
that anyone, including me, has 
all that great a track record on 
predicting,fcod prices.”

Solar Flares
.SPACE CENTER, Houston 

(AP) — The massive solar 
flares photographed this week 
by the Skylab 2 astronauts have 
made scientists wonder how 
this vast energy source can be 
used on power-short earth. The 
three astronauts observed the 
largest sun eruption of 1972 on 
Friday. The energy generated 
was enough to supply the elec­
trical power needs of the world 
for half a million years.

Gas Leak
GREENSBURG, Pa. (AP) -  

Authorities say it may take 
several days to assess the 
medical effects of a chlorine- 
gas leak that caused the 
hospitalization of 10 persons 
and forced the evacuation of 2,- 
000. Forty-nine other persons 
required outpatient medical 
attention. Officials said delayed 
reactions could push the figure 
higher. The sour-smelling gas 
spewed from a railroad tank 
car laden with 55 tons of 
liquified chlorine Friday when 
a valve failed.

LOS ANGELES (AP) -  

Former White House adviser 
John D. Ehrlichman is free 
without bail today. He pleaded 
innocent Friday to burglary, 
conspiracy and perjury charges 
stemming from the break-in at 
the office of Daniel Ellsberg’s 
p sych ia trist. Ehrlichm an, 
wearing a rumpled gray suit, 
was the third former White 
House employe to surrender in 
the case. Egil Krogh Jr. and 
David Young pleaded innocent 
earlier.

Kissinger Nomination 
Hearing Sidetracked

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
Senate Foreign Relations 
Comittee’s consideration of 
Henry A. Kissinger’s nomina­
tion to be secretary of state has 
been sidetracked by an effort to 
obtain wiretap information 
from the justice Department.

The committee will meet 
with Atty. Gen. Elliot L. 
Richardson Monday morning to 
discuss the possible release of 
summaries of FBI reports of 
wiretaps placed on 17 govern­
ment officials and newsmen in 
1969 and 1970.

Kissinger, who spent five 
hours before the committee, 
Friday will return to the 
w itness tab le  a f te r  tha t 
meeting.

Kissinger received a gentle 
reception from the committee, 
which appeared pleased by his 
pledges of openness and 
cooperation.

But from  the  opening 
questions of committee Char- 
man J.W. Fulbright, it was 
c lear K issinger would be 
pressed on his role in the 
wiretapping, which involved 
members of his own National 
Security Council staff.

Kissinger said the taps, 
“ although a very painful 
process,” were “necessary for 
the  pu rpose  of n a tio n a l 
security.”

Saying he had only provided 
names of persons who possibly

could have leaked classified in­
formation, Kissinger stated he 
had little knowledge of what 
was obtained by the wiretaps.

When he suggested the com­
mittee check with the Justice 
Department for more detail, 
Fulbright said the department 
had already turned him down.

This led Sen. Clifford Case, 
R-N. J., to suggest delaying 
confirmation until the sum­
mary of the FBI reports of the 
taps are given the committee.

Otherwise, no serious dispute 
arose during questioning about 
K iss in g er’s dual ro le as 
national security adviser and 
secretary, the rising impor­
tance of economics in ^reign 
policy or Southeast Asia.

Finger In The- Dike Is Being Broken
WEST HARTFORD (AP) -  If Phase 4 

lasts indefinitely, Charles R. Matties says 
he’ll have to give up the service station he’s 
operated for 25 years. He says the 
government’s policy will cost him $10,000 a 
year.

“I just couldn’t take that amount of 
money out of my business each year and 
continue to operate in a manner I think is 
fair to justify my investment of time and 
money,” he said.

Under Phase*4, Matties is permitted to 
make no more than seven cents a gallon on 
the gasoline he sells. At the start of the 
week, he was making 7.3 cents per gallon.

On Thursday, his supplier-the Exxon 
Corp. raised its wholesale price a penny a 
gallon, an increase Matties is unabie to 
pass along to his customers because of 
federal price cbntrol guidelines. ^

As a result, his profit margin is now down 
to six cents a gallon.

“I’m an independent operator so that 1.3 
cents a gallon is going to come out of my 
pocket,” Matties said.

Over a year’s time, the loss of 1.3 cents on 
every gallon sold Will amount to more than 
$10,(XX), Matties estimated.

“That’s a pretty good chunk out of 
anybody’s income,” he said.

Matties makes money in other ways 
besides the sale of gasoline. '

"I have several men working for me. I do 
quite a bit of repairs and so forth. But real­
ly, how do you make up that much lost 
money,” he asked.

“It could get to the point where just in­
vesting in some income producing stocks 
would be more practical,” he said.

Matties, who also is a member ^  the 
Connecticut state legislature, said -4he 
straw that could break his and other 
o p era to rs’ backs would be another 
wholesale price increase.

“If we were assured of no wholesale in­
creases, I'don’t think you’d even be hearing 
from'us,” he said.

“There are an awful lot of marginal 
businesses. We’re not unique, I realize,” 
Matties said,

“But in the service station industry, there 
are a lot of marginal guys v/hd are working 
their tails off and want to be independent. 
They’re putting in many hours and making 
a decent week’s pay. You take away this 
one cent a gallon and they’re bankrupt,” he 
added.

“ If you can believe half of what you read, 
there’s going to be further increases in the 
wholesale market. You double that $10,000 
and you can bet your sweet life I’m going to 
reevaluate my position,” Matties said.

“The Cost of Living Council tells us we’re 
going to be the petroleum industry’s back 
pressure on inflation. So \Ve guys on the 
street corner should feel pretty big and 
proud. We’re the finger in the dike,” he 
said.

“The only trouble is, the finger is being 
broken.”

The commission left it to the 
attorney general to decide 
whether to seek temporary 
re lie f  from  Exxon while 
awaiting a permanent settle­
ment.

Ambassador 
John Lodge 
Resigns Post

BUENOS AIRES, Argentina 
(AP) — John Davis Lodge is 
resigning as U.S. ambassador 
to Argentina after four years of 
keeping a low public profile in 
this politically turbulent nation.

"They kept their emphasis on 
the cultural ties between 
Argentina and the U.S.,” one 
observer said of Lodge, 69, and 
h is  I ta l ia n -b o rn  w ife , 
Francesca Braggiottoi. "They 
w ise ly  k e p t p o l i t ic a l  
differences in the background.”

Lodge's resignation was 
accepted Friday in Washington 
after four years in the post. A 
former governor of Connecticut 
and ambassador to Spain, 
Lodge is the younger brother of 
Henry Cabot todge, the former 
U.S. ambassador to South Viet­
nam and a 1960 vice presiden­
tial candidate.

A Washington Post article in 
February said Lodge was best 
known by local diplomats for 
“his boisterous after-dinner 
songfests and an apparent lack 
of, interest in political dis­
cussions.”

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Disaster
Once again the awesome power of 

n a tu r a l  f o r c e s  h a s  b ee n  
demonstrated. Thursday’s tornado in 
the north Manchester and Vernon 
area is testimony to this and we can 
thank God no lives were lost.
^ The monetary toll of the sudden and 
devastating storm may not be known 
for several weeks but on the basis of 
preliminary observations it will be

rVeral hundred thousands of dollars.
For those who went through the 

experience, it will never be forgotten. 
For those who visited the devastated 
area there must have been thoughts of 
how fortunate they were not to have 
been in the path of the destructive 
wind.

The com m u n ity  s e rv ic e s  of 
Manchester and Vernon responded 
extremely well to the disaster situa­
tion, a situation that no one can 
adequately anticipate nor be com­
pletely prepared to meet.

Roads, power services, and other 
necessities were restored as quickly 
as human effort and equipment could 
do so. Many repairs, of necessity, are 
temporary. Many residents face 
many hours of labor cleaning up 
following the storm and in making 
permanent repairs to homes and 
businesses.

The financial burdens the storm 
brought to many will be difficult for 
some to overcome. Insurance may 
help, but as in the case of most dis-

asters of t̂ his kind, it rarely covers all 
of the losses for the cost of protection 
against rare natural violence is often 
prohibitive or unavailable.

While it is difficult to see the silver 
lining in the cloud that still hangs over 
the disaster area we can be thankful, 
as we said before, there were no 
fatalities or serious injuries and the 
people did not panic.

With streets and roads obstructed 
by fallen trees, we were fortunate no 
fires resulted from the storm.

At this stage it is not known to what 
extent state and federal assistance 
can be made available to the storm’s 
victims but we are sure the residents 
of the areas who escaped the damage 
are already assisting friends and 
neighbors less fortunate and will con­
tinue to do so until things are back to 
normal.

Each of us, who escaped the 
tragedy, must give thanks and help as 
much as we can to those less for­
tunate. It is not only the neighborly 
thing to do but unpredictable nature 
may strike again and we, who escaped 
this time, may be the ones who will 
welcome the outstretched hand of 
friendship and help tomorrow.

A part of our community has suf­
fered a damaging loss. All of the com­
munity should pitch in to assist in any' 
way it can to help those in need. It is 
the least we can do for our neighbors 
in need.

International Law:
A Vehicle For Peace

At least two events in recent days 
have underscored — if any un­
derscoring were needed — how close 
the world still is to the jungle.

At one ex trem e was the in­
discriminate slaughter of airline 
passengers at the Athens airport by 
Arab terrorists.

At the other eas the interception of 
a Lebanese airliner — “on the high /  
seas,” as it were — by Israeli jets in 
hopes of capturing P alestin ian  
guerilla leaders.

These are extremes, of course, and 
they are not the worst atrocities 
spawned by the Arab Israel conflict, 
nor will they be the last. Yet between 
these extremes is a vast gray area of 
nonexistent or ill-defined or unen­
forceable international law.

It is in this area that a sovereign na­
tion like France, for example,, placing 
her own perceived security above any 
other consideration, can conduct a 
series of atmospheric atom bomb 
tests despite the strongest protests 
from the world community.

“Humankind’s most ancient, most 
constant, most universal desire has 
been for peaceful order with justice 
among peoples and among nations,” 
says Charles S. Rhyne. “Translating 
this desire from dream to reality is in­
deed humankind’s greatest need.”

Rhyne has done more than probably 
any other person, jurist or otherwise, 
to realize that dream and fill that 
need.”

In 1958, while president of the 
American Bar Association, he es­
tablished the World Peace Through 
Law effort as a special committee of 
the association.

This evolved into the World Peace 
Through Law Center, created af'an in­

ternational conference of the world 
legal profession in Athens in 1963.

There have been four more con­
ferences since then and the Center, of 
which Rhyne is president, now in­
cludes judges and members of the 
legal profession, as well as non­
lawyers, from 135 countries. Included 
are the high court judges from almost 
every nation and in some cases the en­
tire memberships of supreme courts.

During the week of August 25-31, 
thousands of these world law leaders 
met in Abidjan, Ivory Coast, for 
the Sixth World Conference on World 
Peace Through Law — the first such 
summit conference on the law of the 
world to be held on the African con­
tinent.

In the most ambitious program ever 
to go before a conference, the 
delegates examined such areas as; 
Controlling dangerous drugs; inter­
national terrorism  — kidnaping, 
ex to rtio n , sky jack ing  (w ith a 
“demonstratidn tria l” involving an 
actual skyjqcking case); refugee 
rights; environmental protection; 
United Nations reforms; making the 
World Court more used and useful; 
law of the sea.

“International law grows only by 
voluntary acceptance of treaties, con- 
v en tio n s and o th e r  fo rm s of 
transnational law and law agencies,” 
says Rhyne. “ There is no world 
legislature.”

Through its unique position and the 
prestige it has acquired in the past 
decade’, the World Peace Through 
Law Center continues to work toward 
building and strengthening the world’s 
law system tiirough acceptance and 
use by nations of more international 
law.

Courts And Climate

NEW YORK, N.Y. -  For a 
perilous moment President 
Nixon seemed to teeter on the 
edge of bypassing the appeals 
process and simply refusing to 
comply with U.S. Dist. Judge 
Sirica’s decision on the tapes. 
He had one precedent for it in 
White House hisotry — that of 
Andrew Jackson who disliked 
one of Chief Justice Marshall’s 
decisions which required 
executive enforcement, and 
who said tauntingly, “ John 
Marshall has made his deci­
sion; now let him enforce it.”

But whoever may have 
c o u n se le d  th is  in the  
President’s legal entourage, 
Nixon wisely didn’t follow it up. 
It would have meant an even 
sharper constitutional crisis 
than exists now, and could have 
spelled grief for him. He is 
caught in a constitutional bind. 
He insists on the one hand (as 
Jefferson used to) that the 
courts are co-equal with the 
Presidency, which is not subor­
dinate to them. Yet he has also 
argued that the Ervin com­
mittee of inquiry has violated 
the due process rights of the 
people it has damned by hear­
say outside the law courts,- and 
that the Senate committee 
should give way to the legal 
process.

Mr. Nixon cannot have it both 
ways. If the executive is co­
equal with the courts-then the 
Senate is too, and therefore Er­
vin doesn’t have to move to the 
rear of the stage while the 
courts move to the center of it. 
but if the Senate has to defer to 
the judicial process, the 
executive also has to. That is 
the President’s bind.

Logically he could have 
chosen the “coequal branches” 
road, defied Judge Sirica and 
the courts to do their worst, and 
say as Jackson had; "John 
Sirica has made his decision; 
now let him enforce it.” But he 
would have lost whatever stan­
ding he has built with public 
opinion since his press con­
ference. If there is sympathy 
for Mr. Nixon as the victim of 
the bad old Sen. Ervin who 
lacks judicial detachment, that 
sympathy would melt away if 
the bad old Nixon told the 
courts to go to hell.

Whoever else is winning or 
losing, the courts are coming 
out of this mess pretty well. I 
spoke in an earlier piece about 
the basic radicalism of the idea 
of law in a fu n c tio n in g  
democracy -7 radical in the 
.sense of the rootedness of the 
idea that every man must take 
his chance with the law, that it 
must treat every man equally, 
that no man can be aboVe or 
beyond it. .

This is perhaps more deeply 
imbedded in the American 
mind than any other single 
political idea. Mr. Nixon is wise 
not to go contrary to it. He, too, 
must take his chances with the 
law. He takes his chances, of 
course, as President, not as you 
or I. As President he cannot be 
tried for crime or misdemeanor 
unless he has first been im­
peached. As President also, 
even before any impeaching 
process,, he has the right to 
argue his "co-equal” con­
stitutional position. He is doing 
exactly that when he’ argues 
that Judge Sirica’s court had no 
jurisdiction over the Archibald 
Cox subpoena for the tapes, 
because the President’s powers 
— by Mr. Nixon’s definition — 
include the right to decide on 
the confidentiality of his own 
papers, and their relation to 
national security.

In giving up this argument. 
President Nixon has rightly 
decided to appeal to the next 
higher court after Sirica’s, and 
doubtless either Mr. Nixon or 
Mr. Cox will be making another 
appeal — one to the U.S. 
Supreme Court. By making the 
appeal he submits himself, for 
the purpose of the appeal, to the 
very jurisdiction he will keep 
challenging to the end. ’The» 
highest court will have to make 
the ruling, both about jurisdic­
tion and about the great con­
stitutional issue of how con­
fidential a President’s papers* 
are, and tp what degree and in 
what way the confidentiality 
can be breached by being made 
subject to the legal process.

Mr. Nixon has an extremely 
able constitutional lawyer in 
Prof. Charles Wright of the 
University of Texas who is 
planning and arguing his con­
stitutional strategy. He has an 
a b le  o p p o n en t a lso  in 
prosecutor Archibold Cox. Both 
men are conscious of their 
historic role — as Mr. Nixon 
himself is — and of the high 
issues that the Suprenie Court 
will be deciding. As for the 
Supreme Court itself, I plan to 
turn in a second piece to what 
we know of the thinking of each 
of its members, and of how the 
logic of their pa^t positions will 
incline them to vote in the pre­
sent case.

political and in tellectual 
climate prevails at the time. 
’This will be true of the Supreme 
Court as well. Judge Sirica was 
very aware of that fact, and it 
may have shaped what he 
called his “middle way” app- 
proach, with an eye to influen­
cing the higher court. Sen. Er­
vin and the members of his 
committee would do well to be 
equally aware of the climate 
factor, if what they want is a 
favorable Supreme Court deci­
sion on the tapes.

WASHINGTON -  Maybe 
some critics are right when 
they say the “people”, are bored 

. with W atergate. We have 
always been a community with 
a short attention span. But the 
lawsuit over those White House 
tapes should give a new fascina­
tion to the scenario.

Judge John Sirica’s order 
that President Nixon make the 
tapes available, so the judge 
can rule on their use by a grand 
jury, set the stage for final 
resolution of the issue of 
Presidential privilege after 
almost 200 years of fiddle- 
fadding. Whether or not Sirica’s 
opinion is upheld, there will be 
a showdown. And about time.

The showdown will take place 
in the courts, where the issue 
belongs, and Sirica noted that it 
may develop the taped conver­
sations are laced with so much 
le g itim a te ly  p riv ileg ed  
material that it would be im­
possible to extract any parts of 
them for perusal by the grand 
jury. But he threw flown the 
gauntlet. This decision, he 
wrote, is for the courts to 
make, adding "Executive fiat is 
not the mode of resolution.” *

Looking back into history, the 
unsophisticated might wonder 
why the issue still survives, and 
that is understandable. The 
President’s "au thority” to 
withdld certain information 
from the public has lived the 
life of a bastard child who over 
the years is granted certain 
rig h ts  by d e fau lt of his 
leg itim a te  sib lings. This 
curious background reflects the 
r e lu c ta n c e  of bo th  the  
le g is la t iv e  and ju d ic ia l 
b ra n c h e s  to engage the 
Presidency in a wiilner-take-all 
battle.

And yet the framers of the 
Constitution actually refused to 
make executive privilege a part 
of that document. During the 
1787 Constitutional Convention, 
James Madison asked that the 
delegates consider "w hat 
privileges ought to be allowed 
to the executive.” As Sirica 
recalled, "none were .deemed 
necessary, or at least that the 
Constitution need not record 
any.”

That would seem to have been 
that. Indeed, the intent of the 
Constitution makers was but­
tressed by two Supreme Court 
decisions during the Republic’s 
weanling years. In Marbury v. 
Madison, Chief Justice John 
M a rs h a ll  ru le d  “ It is 
emphatically the province and 
duty of the judjeial department 
to say what the law is...” 
During the treason trial of 
Aaron Burr, Marshall ordered 
President Jefferson to produce

documents demanded by Burr, 
ruling that "the property of in­
troducing any paper into a 
case...m ust depend on the 
character of the paper, not on 
the character of the person who 
holds it.”

Nevertheless, the Supreme 
Court since then has recognized 
an executive privilege "for 
military secrets,” and it was 
not until 1952 that the highest 
bench — in reaffirming that 
doctrine — reserved the right to 
d e te rm in e  w h e th e r  the  
privilege had been properly in­
voked. Sirica exercised that 
right in concluding that he was 
"simply unable” to decide 
whether the President’s stand 
was valid without inspecting 
the recordings himself.

Sirica’s ruling would seem to 
pose a conflict with that provi­
sion of due process which says 
the prosecution must prove a 
suspect guilty. He said flatly 
that "The burden here...is on 
the President to define what it 
is about his office that court 
process com m anding the 
production of evidence cannot 
reach there.”
* However, Sirica has not 
ordered Nixon to produce 
evidence, but only to let Sirica 
listen to the tapes so the judge 
can decide whether their con­
tents constitu te evidence 
relating to a criminal activity. 

vMoreover, he said he would rule 
e v e ry th in g  in the  tap es  
p r iv i le g e d  if he fin d s 
"privileged and unprivileged 
evidence...inextricably con­
nected”

Fair enough — if you’re 
Special Prosecutor Archie Cox. 
But unthinkable if you’re 
Richard Nixon, who has taken 
the firm stand that not even a 
member of the judicial branch 
may make himself privy to a 
President’s confidential com­
munications. Fascinating.

Chiefs’ Victory 
Pleases Strain

NEW YORK (AP) — Like the rest of his colleagues in 
one of sports’ most optomistic profession, Coach Hank 
Stram believes in omens...when they’re g o ^ .

He found the kind of good sign he was looking for Friday night 
when his Kansas City Chiefs grounded out a 16-7 victory over the 
St. Louis Cardinals in their National Football League preseason 
game.

“I’m real pleased with this one,” Stram said. “The last three 
years we’ve lost our last preseason game and then the opener of 
the regular season.

Judge Shea Honored 
At Testimonial FeteI

It was officially called a 
testimonial dinner, and to the 
extent that John F. Shea’s past 
achievements as a citizen, at­
to rn e y , pub lic  s e rv a n t. 
Republican party worker and 
family man was concerned, this 
was true.

But to the more than 400 per­
sons attending the fete Satur­
day night in the Colony Club in 
Talcottville, it was a tribute to 
a man from  frien d s and 
n e ig h b o rs  r e p re s e n t in g  
Manchester, area, state of­
ficialdom and both political 
parties. It was a send-off to 
Shea and a vote of confidence of 
greater things to come to a man 
who was recently appointed a 
Superior Court judge.

Reference to Shea as “your 
honor” or "judge” were few 
because to those present he was 
and he has been for most of his 
life in Manchester, a “favorite 
son” who obviously preferred 
and was referred to as John or 
Jack.

Heading the list of dignitaries 
present was (Sov. Thomas J. j 
Meskill, who appointed Shea to 
the bench which ,he assumed 
Sept. 3. Gov. M e sk ill’s 
appearance was brief as he had 
another committment to honor 
fo rm e r  Gov. R aym ond 
Baldwin. He lauded Shea for his 
community, public and family 
service and expressed full con­
fidence that Shea would bring 
high honor and integrity to the 
court. ^

Another political figure who 
. had to cut his appearance short 

was Rep. Robert Steele, R- 
Conn., who, after lauding Shea, 
noted that he had ’’paced off the 
site of the banquet and was 
pleased to welcome those 
honoring Judge Shea to Ver­
non.” (Talcottville is a part of 
Vernon, Steele’s hometown.)

Harlan D. Taylor was master 
of ceremonies and he was kept 
busy presenting a parade of 
dignitaries and friends of the 
new judge. Each spoke briefly 
on some facet of his life and 
association with Shea ovqr^the 
years. '1 *

Epitomizing the non-partisan 
tone  of th e  a f f a i r  was 
M anchester Mayor John 
Thompson’s statement that he 
regretted missing Gov. Meskill.

Thompson, a Democrat, said, 
“First, I wanted to thank the 
governor for the aid he offered 
Manchester in the wake of the 
storm Tliursday; but more im­
portant, I want to thank him for 
naming our own John Shea to 
the Superior Court.”

He went on to note that 
Manchester could now boast of 
three extremely capable men 
serving on the state bench —

Shea, Chief Justice Charles 
House and Associate Justice 
Jay Rubinow.

’Two sp ec ia l g u ests  in ­
troduced by Taylor were Shea’s 
mother, Mrs. John F. Shea Sr.; 
and Sister Mary Catherine, who 
was Shea’s first grade teacher 
a t St. Jam es School who 
claimed the honor of “being the 
first to seat him on the bench-a 
reading bench.”

Special recognition was given 
to the Shea family with a trom­
bone solo “Lili Marlene,” in 
honor of his wife, Grace (her 
favorite song); and introduc­
tion of the family, Marte, 
Kevin, Chrissy and Danny.'

Paul Marte, former legal 
associate of the new judge, who 
gave him his official oath of of­
fice Sept. 3, replayed the 
ceremony and presented him 
with a wig in the traditional 
British,judicial tradition.

W hile m o st of th e  
testim onials reflected the 
highlights and pleasures of past 
associations with the new 
member of the state bench 
from Manchester, Justice Alva 
Loiselle recalled Shea’s many 
appearances before the bench 
and told him he would find it a 
hard and lonely job since when 
all the legal arguments have 
been made, he, and he alone. 
Would have to m ake Jh e  
decisions.

This was echoed by Judge 
Rubinow who said Shea was the 
type of man who would judge 
each case individually and see 

.constitutional issues in the 
terms of the rights of men in a 

 ̂free society and who has the 
courage to act with skill and 
detertnination. Rubinow said 
Shea “would soon find that the 
great principles of law are not 
developed by judges alone but 
by judges and lawyers,” and his 
past career covering the many 
facets of legal practice should 
stand him in good stead when 
these decisions must lie made.

Arthur House substituted for 
his fa ther, Chief Justice  
Charles House, who is in 
Europe, and. assured Shea his 
father welcomed him as a 
colleague on the state bench.

States Attorney John LaBelle 
recalled his association with 
Judge Shea as a long-time 
friend, and neighbor and as a 
legal adversary.

While Ju s tic e  Loiselle 
welcomed Shea to the state' 
payroll. State Comptroller 
Nathan Agos.tinelli expressed 
his pleasure at SKea’s elevation 
to the bench and the pleasure he 
would have in signing Shears 
payroll checks.

Judge Francis Kane brought 
a special citation to Shea from 
their alma mater. Providence 
College.

Special gifts were presented 
to the judge by Raymond “Son­
ny” D am ato, Taylor and 
Thomas Bailey. They included 
a lamp designed with a model 
of a goddess holding the scales 
of justice, a special caricature 
of Shea drawn by Bill Whitaker, 
and an antique grandfather 
clock so “the judge can get to 
work on time.”

It was'a happy, but humble 
Judge Shea who expressed his 
thanks and appreciation to all 
who turned out in his honor and 
to those who made remarks 
lauding his past performances 
amd expressing their confidence 
in his future on the bench.

L o is e l le  fo r  h is  m any 
kindnesses to me as a young 
lawyer appearing before him, 
all of you who have done so 
much and what you all have 
meant to me over the years, to 
my wife and family without 
whom this would not have been 
possible and, well, for the gifts.

welcomes “a congressional 
renaissance” and is “ ready to 
find workable compromises 
wherever possible on solutions 
to our national problems.”

The President rankled some 
congressional Democrats last 
week when he said at a news 
conference that Congress had 
compiled “a very disappointing 
record” in dealing with his 
legislative initiatives.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
President Nixon’s lawyers 
urged an appeals court today to 
nullify federal Judge John J.
Sirica’s Watergate tapes ruling, 
arguing that “nothing less than 
the continued existence of the 
presidency as a functioning in­
stitution” is at stake.

A 100-page brief said Sirica 
acted utterly without precedent 
when he ordered Nixon on Aug.
29 to turn over for his private 
inspection tape recordings of 
White House conversations on 
Watergate.

As the White House lawyers 
pressed the historic legal bat­
tle, they contended that Sirica 
reached -his decision “ by 
casting the Constitution in the 
mold of Watergate rather than 
by applying constitutional prac­
tices and restraints to the facts 
of Watergate.”

“As recently as a year ago ; - 
such a ruling would have beeiv budget,
unthinkable,” the White House 
lawyers contended, because the 
universal view of the legal com­
munity was that the courts 
lacked power to compel the 
President to produce such con­
fidential material. But the 
lawyers said Watergate had 
brought a change in the climate 
of legal and popular opinion, 
and added:

“The hydraulic force arising 
out of that sordid and unhappy 
episode has led men of great 
distinction to suppose that the 
Constitution means something 
different today than it meant 
throughout all of our history 
and to contend that the need to 
exhaust every avenue of factual 
inquiry concerning Watergate 
ranks so high in our national 
priorities that it must be 
served, even if the cost is to im­
pair markedly the ability of 
every President of the United 
States from this time forward 
to perform the constitutional 
duties vested in him.”

At least six of the victims 
were younger than 20.

The two victims of a plane 
crash in New Milford Saturday 
afternoon remained- uniden­
tified early today.
