Represent(0ives of the In­
surance Advisory Board met 
with the Board of Education to 
consider proposals and or 
recommendations made and en­
dorsed by the insurance board 
for school board employes.

Outlines of the present in­
surance plan and a rate sheet 
consisting of proposals from 
several insurance companies 
made up the presentation by in­
surance board representatives 
Morris Silverstein and Rudolph 
DeTuccio.

Unanimously approved by the 
school board were two policies: 
One for $4,000 life insurance 
from Occidental Life Insurance 
Co. and one for major medical 
from Phoenix Mutual Life In­
surance Co.

In approving the Phoenix 
Mutual plan the board in­
creased the major medical 
coverage from $20,000 to $250,- 
000.

The lowest bid received, 
equal to present insurance 
replacement, showed a total 
savings of $1,542.48.

However, the board felt that 
the money had been ap­
propriated  in the present 
budget under the then effective 

 ̂ insurance coverage, and if they 
could give the employes more 
benefits and still save money it 
was the moral thing to do.

With the increased benefits 
given to the teachers the 
board’s budget shows a yearly 
savings of $771.96. in the in­
surance category.

M anchester’s school ad­
ministration has moved to 
secure a cred it card for 
purchase of gasoline in the 
current 1973-1974 school year, 
although administrators are 
s till hoping for a b e tter 
arrangement.

J a m e s  P . K ennedy , 
superintendent of schools, told 
the Board of Education Monday 
night that the credit card 
method — which is basically the 
same as gasoline company 
credit arrangements with in­
dividuals — will allow the 
school system to keep track of 
gasoline purchases and escape 
the state tax on gasoline.

The credit card method would 
be used as a stop-gap measure 
to prevent loss of the state tax 
exemption, Kennedy explained, 
emphasizing that a credit card, 
however, isn’t the best long­
term solution.

“ It’s a fine arrangement if all 
goes well,” Kennedy said, “but 
if there’s problems in billing, 
you’re deaUng with a computer 
off in St. Loiiis somewhere.

"F ather time succeeded 
where the German Army 
failed. He decimated our ranks 
and dulled our enthusiasm so 
that we became less and less 
active until the only duty we 
performed was decorating the 
graves of more than 50 of our 
departed members. As there 
are only two of us still active. 
Comrade Jdhn McDowell and 
myself, this duty has become a 
chore, so we decided that we 
should (to paraphrase Gen. 
Douglas MacArthurLJust fade 
away.”

With these words and a brief 
history, Mons-Ypres Post, 
British War Veterans of World 
War I of Manchester, passed 
into history Saturday afternoon 
in a brief but colorful ceremony 
at the British-American ciub.

William Richie, the speaker, 
presented the British colors and 
McDowell the American colors 
carried on the 'disbanded post’s 
original flagstaffs, to the 
Stewart Highlanders Pipe Band 
of the British-American Club, 
th e i r  s e le c t io n  fo r 
custodianship of the banners 
which the\ Mons-Ypres Post 
carried proudly over the years 
a t  m any fu n c tio n s  in 
Manchester and Connecticut 
since its founding.

Highlights of the post’s, 
history included being a guard 
of honor for the visit of Winston 
Churchill to Hartford in 1931

and again in 1934 when Lord 
M ayor F ra n k  T i t t )  of 
Manchester, England, visited 
Manchester, Conn,

’Die post came into being 
when it became apparent, 
Richie said, there were many 
veterans of English and Cana­
dian troops in thcNew England 
area. The first post was formed 
in Hartford and named for the 
famed World War I nurse, 
Edith Cavell.

Instrumental in the founding 
of the Manchesfer post were 
James McCollough, British Ar­
my; Fred Baker, Canadian Ar­
m y ; and N u rse  J e s s ie  
Reynolds, also of the Canadian 
Army."y/eJxKlk the name Mons- 
Ypres P ost,’’ Richie said, 
because it was there on the con­
tinent of Europe that two 
famous battles were fought: 
Mons in 1914 and Ypres in 1915. 
It was there that Britain dis­
covered some of her greatest 
h e ro e s  an d  a lso  w h ere  
thousands of her young men 
gave their lives for their coun­
try.” -

Historically, it should be

noted that it was during the bat­
tle at Ypres, April 22,1915, that 
the Imperial German Army 
used poison gas for the first 
time.

“As we had several members 
who had su rv iv ed  th e se  
battles,” Richie continued, “we 
thought Mons-Ypres would be a 
lasting tribute to their valor. 
We were welcomed into the 
v e te r a n s  f r a t e r n i ty  of 
Manchester by the Army & 
Navy Club, the VFW, and the 
American Legion. We have 
taken part in many veterans’ 
and civic affairs. We have been 
represented on the Armistice 
Day Committee, the Memorial 
Day Committee, and New 
England Council of British War 
Veterans. We had six members 
who played with the American 
Legion Band.

"When World War II came, 
some of our members answered 
the call of Uncle Sam. We 
raised money to send bundles to 
Britain and otherwise helped 
the war effort.

“After World War II we con­
tinued our activities until —

“Our job is to apply the 
regulations of Phase IV as fair­
ly as we can but we don’t piake 
policy; that is establish^ by 
the Cost of Living Council,” 
Henry White of the Internal 
Revenue Service told an Insight 
’73 Forum breakfast sponsored 
by the Greater Manchester 
Chamber of Commerce this 
morning at Willie’s Steak 
House.

White is in the Technical and 
Services Branch, Economic 
Stabilization Division, of the 
Hartford District, IRS.

He acknowledged there are 
some inequities in the act, and 
any tim e you have such 
regulations someone gets hurt 
but "we, in effect, can only 
sympathize with them.”

A second proposed ”M” Zone 
drew heavy fire Monday night 
as over 50 vocal residents of the 
effec ted  a re a  filled  the 
Municipal Building’s Hearing 
Room at the Planning-and 
Zoning Commission (PZC) 
public hearings.

Ten of the residents present 
vocalized strong opposition to 
the zoning, and statements 
from two of the opposition 
speakers drew applause.

The zone change concerns a 
change from Rural Residence 
Zone to the new “M” (multi­
family) Zone bn two parcels, 20 
acres on Woodside St. and 30 
acres on Hillstown Rd., owned 
by A. Anderson and FYank and 
Albert Sedlacek.

A tty , E u g en e  K e lly , 
representing the applicants, 
said that the ”M” Zone would 
to  the "jnost appropriate use of 
the land.”

In his opening remarks to the 
commission Kelly said that he 
was "proud” of the PZC on its 
decision to allow the implemen­
tation of the "M” Zone on 
Lydall St. and that he felt the 
commission would not feel that 
it had done its job on the subject 
of multi-family housing by 
having established a “token ‘M’ 
Zorte" in town.

Atty. Daniel Brown spoke to 
the commission representing 
the area residents, citing 
figures of density possible in 
the “M” Zone as compared 
with the present population den­
sity in the area. He said that un­
der the Residence AA Zone a 
maximum of two units per acre 
could be constructed as com­
pared with the possibility of 
four living units per acre under 
the “M" Zone.

Richard H. Barry, appraiser, 
testified on tlje character of the 
neighborhood and the average 
size of the lots in the area.

Barry said that the character 
of the neighborhood was single­
fam ily, "ow ner occupied 
homes," and that the average 
size of a lot was 20,000 square 
feet.

After Barry’s testimony, At­
ty. Brown submitted a petition 
s ig n ed  by m o st of the  
homeowners within 500 feet of 
the parcels in question. He 
stated that, according to state 
statute, such a petition forces 
the PZC to pass a motion to ap­
prove the change by a two- 
thirds majority as compared 
with the usual majority vote.

Several residents complained 
of heavy traffic in the area and 
said that the “country roads” 
there were not good enough to 
accom m odate the already 
heavy flow of traffic.

Fred Young of 112 Woodside 
Rd. said that nine years ago 
Police Chief James Reardon 
conducted a traffic survey in

1— Those firm s with*̂  $100 
million or more in sales are 
most tightly controlled. On 
price increases, they have to 
pre-notify and there is 30 days 
in which to reply;

2— Firms with annual sales of 
less than $100 million but over 
$50 million, no pre-notification 
is necessary;

3— Firms with annual sales of 
$50 million or less are required 
to do nothing but are subject to 
spot checking by the IRS.

White added that firm s 
employing 60 or less persons 
are exempt from all controls 
unless 50 per cent or more of 
the employes are in some 
fashion subjected to a master 
contract.

He commented there is o 
special section regarding 
petroleum firms and also one 
governing hospitals.

For gas and diesel fuel, the 
selling price to the consumer 
cannot be more than seven 
cents above the cost of the fuel 
to the retailer.

“If the wholesale price goes 
up one cent a gallon, the 
retailer cannot pass that in­
crease on to the consumer. This 
has been established, by the 
Cost of Living Council and also 
the gasoline or fuel oil retailer 
isn’t exempted by the 60 or less 
employes exemption,” com­
mented White.

A1 Behnke, local petroleum 
distributor, said some 2,000 in­
dependent dealers plan to con­
verge on Washington tomorrow 
for meetings with congressmen 
regarding the regulation as it 
pertains to petroleum dealers. 
He said that in addition to those 
from all New England states 
there will also be representa­
tion from New York and Penn­
sylvania.

White said that the primary 
difference between Phase IV 
and f*hase II is that a firm can­
not increaso its gross profit 
margin. Considered is the 
relationship of gross profit to 
sales dating back to 1971.

"In essence, there is a profit 
margin limitation based on 
:^erages of corresponding 
years,” said White.

He commented that Hartford
(SiM* I’ligv Fourteen)

“We’d like to have the gas 
delivered directly to us,’’ 
Kennedy said. He mentioned 
that jutft Monday afternoon he 
had received indications of a 
possibility of obtaining gasoline 
by that method.

The major concern about 
buying gasoline is the savings 
from the state tax exemption. 
Kennedy estimated that school 
buses would use about 150,(X)0 
gallons of gasoline in this school 
year — At 14 cents per gallon, 
the state tax on that gasoline 
would be abou t $21,000, 
Kennedy said.

Last month, the failure to ob­
tain any competitive bids for 
gasoline prompted the school 
board to waive the bidding 
procedure and authorize the 
superintendent to negotiate 
with suppliers.

“ I t ’s a c o m p lic a te d  
business,” Kennedy said, men­
tioning the current “energy 
crisis” and reported gasoline 
shortages in various areas 
nationwide. “Solid responses 
are difficult to get,” Kennedy 
s a id ,  r e f e r r in g  to  h is  
negotiations.

In a related matter, Kennedy 
reported that the school system 
is “tagging along” with the 
Town of Manchester in efforts 
to obtain No. 2 fuel oil at a 
“going rate.”

The school board also didn’t 
receive any bids for the No. 2 
oil, and also waived bids on that 
item last month.

Kennedy said other town 
departments use more of the 
No. 2 oil (the bulk of heating 
fuel used by the schools is No. 4 
and No. 6 oil), so the school 
system will tag along with town 
negotiations for No. 2 oil.

“Our main concern here is in­
suring an adequate supply,” 
Kennedy said. "We got quotes 
for lower prices,” he said, “but 
we couldn’t get a guarantee of 
delivery.”

Kennedy said " tag g in g  
along" means the school 
system has entered into an 
agreem ent with the town 
purchasing agent to acquire the 
No. 2 oil.

HELCO 
Denied 
Rate Hike

HARTFORD (AP) — Denied 
requested ra te  increases, 
C onnecticut’s two largest 
power providers were faced 
today with the choice of asking 
again, appealing the rejections, 
or living with them.

The state Public Utilities 
Commission (PUC) said Mon­
day it had voted '2-1 to give the 
Connecticut Light and Power 
Co. (CL&P) permission to raise 
rates by 3 per cent. The utility 
had asked for a 7.1 per cent 
hike.

And PUC unanimously told 
the Hartford Electric Light Co. 
(HELCO) that none of its 
requested increase of 3.1 per 
cent would be allowed.

A spokesman for CL&P said 
Monday that by cutting the 
requested rate increase by 
more than half, PUC “was un­
realistic in the face of the con­
tinually rising cost of producing 
and d is t r ib u t in g  e le c ­
tricity...The company must 
now re-examine what course of 
action will best serve the public 
need for a reliable future supply 
of electric energy in Connec­
ticut.”

Manchester and Bolton are 
the only two towns east of the 
river served by HELCO. CL&P 
serves the communities of An­
dover, Hebron, Coventry, 
Columbia and Bolton.

A HELCO spokesman called^’ 
it “inconceivable” that PUC 
did not “fully recognize” the 
company’s higher costs and 
said HELCO “is studying the 
commission’s decision in order 
to determine its future course 
of action.”

Both spokesmen listed three 
alternatives: apply to PUC for 
another rate hike, appeal Mon­
day’s decisions to the courts or 
adjust plans to the funds 
expected to be available.

“CL&P is schedulto to spend 
$1.2 billion in the next six years 
on new facilities and equipment 
to serve customers,” the com-

School Enrollment Up

S tuden t e n ro llm e n t in 

Manchester's public schools 
totaled 9,970 at the close of 
school Monday, the Board of < 
Education learned Monday 
night.

The figure represents an in­
crease of 12 students over last 
year’s “First Monday" enroll­
ment report, Wilson E. Deakin 
Jr., assistant'superintendent of 
schools, told the board.

“We anticipated a drop and 
we were surprised,” Deakin 
told school board members. He 
mentioned that the “ First Mom 
day” comparison consists of un­
official fibres, and that enroll­
ment ^III probably increase by 
20 to 80 students by the end of 
1973.

This year’s “First Monday”

enrollment figure is nearly 100 
students higher than the 
sophisticated, formula projec­
tion made by the school board. 
But it is more than 100 students 
less than the school ad­
ministration's rough projec­
tions.

The fortriula projection was 
for 9,873 students. The rough 
projection was for 10,092 
students.

A breakdown of the 1973 
“ First Monday” enrollment 
shows 5,548 elementary school 
students, 2,294 junior high 
'school students, and 2,128 high 
school students.

The 1972 figures were 5,557 in 
elementary school, 2,336 in 
junior high school, and 2,064 in 
high school:^

ibere  wouldn’t be any extra 
monthly charges for buttons, 
lights and such, and the 
proposal would include one ad­
ditional phone at the high school 
and many additional basic stan­
dard features, Brisson said.

The proposal would also allow 
phones to be moved to different 
locations for the first three 
years at no additional charge at 
the superintendent’s office, and 
for the full eight years at the 
high school.

Intertel representative^ said 
installing that system would 
assure the board that the costs 
would be stabilized for the next 
eight years. At the end of the 
eight years when the board 
would own the equipment it 
could then take advantage of an 
annual service contract. The 
cost of this would amount to the 
cost of two months’ rent per 
year.

Intertel officials said the in­
ventory as of June 1 shows that 
the basic monthly telephone

service should be about $238. 
They said this service is ac­
countable for 22 phone exten­
sions and connected to flat rate 
telephone lines (dial type) 
going to the central offices of 
SNETCO.

The suggested  In te r te l  
system, officials said, would 
carry a monthly charge of $138. 
Ownership equity would be 100 
per cent and the board would 
pay $1 to purchase the system 
at the end of the eight years.

The proposed monthly charge 
would include a $52 charge for 
SNETCO lines which the ser­
vice would be using.

B risson sa id  the basic  
problem faced with SNETCO is 
the increase in equipment 
costs. Intertel representatives 
qfaid in making its cost com- 

''^parisons the SNETCO monthly 
service rates were computed 
with a five per cent rate in­
crease being granted every two 
years. They said the total rate 
increases granted this company 
since 1965 amounted to 61.5 per 
cent, just on lines and equip­
ment.

Most of the board members 
were skeptical about jumping 
in to  any ch an g e . B oard  
m em ber, M aurice M iller 
cautioned the board not to be 
too hasty in making a decision.

“We have been serviced by 
SNETCO for many years and I 
feel we ow^ it to that company 
to hear what their comparison 
is,” Miller said.

Spending Reforms
Secretary of State Gloria Schaffer 

has announced her intention to ask the 
next Assembly to set up a bi-partisan 
commission to investigate election 
law violations.

Under her plan, the commission 
would exclude from . membership 
anyone who held public office or 
served as a political party official in 
the previous five years.

It would have subpoena powers to 
obtain witnesses and documents; 
would require the disclosure of all 
campaign contributions and expen­
ditures; would require anyone accep­
ting political support payments to file 
a report including newspapers, radio 
and television stations and adver­
tising agencies; and give citizens the 
right to complain to the commission 
or courts about individual election law 
violations.

Her reasoning is that apparently un­
der present state laws, neither the 
secretary of state nor the town clerk, 
have the power to prosecute election 
law violations and neither are they 
specifically required to seek out and 
investigate possible violations.

There are many who share her 
views that Connecticut needs some 
type of system to provide for an ac­
counting of political fund sources and 
expenditures.

And it is obvious the injection of a 
non-partisan commission, with a 
prerequisite five-year period in 
political limbo to remove any political 
taint, may seem attractive.

But we think Mrs. Schaffer may 
have the cart before the horse.

Law vio lations, e lec tion  or 
otherwise, occur either because there,/V<
are those who can and will find ways 
to violate them (and this won’t 
change) or the laws themselves are 
poorly or vaguely written so that 
violations in many instances are not 
overt attempts at evasion but the 
result of conflicting and misleading 
interpretations.

Perhaps the Assembly would be 
wiser to consider a bi-partisan review 
of all our election laws and not just in 
the area of fund raising and fund 
expenditures. We say bi-partisan 
because political organizations need 
money to function and the question 
which is bothering most people today 
is the real or imaginary influence 
over a candidate or a party that is 
associated with large multi-figure 
contributions.

Instead of continuing to try to plug 
every new loophole that some smart 
lawyer uncovers we should seek ways 
and means to encourage compliance 
rather than evasion of our election 
laws.

The ability to govern has no 
relationship to the ability to raise 
money — legally or otherwise.

Nor is it per se true that every- 
major contributor has a devious or 
selfish motive for his pecuniary 

'  generosity.
The problem is that in recent years, 

as we have said before, is the obsces- 
sion we place on wipning.

And the result has been the selling 
of a president, a senator or a governor 
or a mayor or what have you, and this 
requires money.

In other words, the emphasis is on 
the candidate and the party becomes a 
label which seems to only have a 
primary caucus or election function. 
We pick candidates we think can win 
and then attempt to fabricate party 
platforms which will encompass con­
cepts aimed more at opening the 
purses than giving the voting masses 
clear-cut choices on the issues and 
possible solutions.

Now we can file all the financial 
reports we want, we can list every 
political contributor from a dime on 
up, and we can itemize where every 
penny went. And if this is to have any 
more credibility than the present 
system, we will have to hire an army 
of FBI-CIA-trained and politically- 
emasculated CPAs to audit and check 
them out before the general public 
will believe it. Because, while all men 
are born equal and honest, neither 
quality is guaranteed to endure.

The most practical answer to the 
problem of restoring honesty and in­
tegrity into politics, we believe, must 
come from the political parties, not 
state and federal regulating agencies.

For ^xample, each party could be 
required to formulate, publish, and 
file in each town hall a local, state and 
national platform prior to the selec­
tion of candidates.

Second, under their rules they could 
require candidates seeking party en­
dorsement to accept this party credo.

Then the would-be contributor 
would know where both the party and 
the candidate stand and should it be 
his desire to support the^e goals of 
self-government, he can contribute 
accordingly, knowing he can expect 
no more than what the party platform 
offers and can expect it to make an 
earnest attempt to fulfill it.

Then instead of the best fund raiser, 
best looking TV personality, best 
orator, best baby-kisser or that rarest 
of all political species — the best man 
— the best party will win.

We think the people, if given a 
choice, still are willing to contribute 
to political parties that offer substanch 
and realizable ideals. The evils now 
besetting the fund-raising efforts in 
both parties stem not from lack of 
laws and rules but from failure of the 
parties to offer concrete and positive 
choices on the issues. The per­
sonalities who carry the party 
banners may stumble and fall but if 
the parties are on the record in their 
beliefs, tenacious in their goals and 
dedicated to good and honest 
representative government, the 
Republic will not only endure but 
prosper for the genius of American 
government has not been the oft- 
quoted ability to produce a leader who 
can meet the challenges of the times 
but rather the political party system 
without which no leader, no matter 
how great, would not have a horse to 
ride to lead the charge.

^Fully Empowered^ Force
WASHINGTON -  Rep. John 

Murphy, D-N.Y., is seeking 
legislation for a “fully em­
powered” Federal security 
fo rc e  to s e a rc h  a ir l in e  
passengers at airports instead 
of what he calls “untrained 
rent-a-cops.” The facts suggest 
he may be taking a cheap shot 
at the present system.

As a frequent air traveler, 
what I want is results, and the 
various Nosey Parkers now 
employed at airlines and air­
ports are getting them.

First, more than twice as 
many guns, bombs and other 
weapons were found on airline 
passengers or in their luggage 
or on airport visitors between 
April and June than in the 
previous three months. Second, 
there have been no hijackings in 
the U.S. this year, despite 
several attempts on the ground.

This tells me, if not Murphy, 
that the “rent-a-cop” systern is 
working. I am not impressed by 
Murphy’s sneer at the Federal 
Aviation A dm inistration’s 
explanation that the increase in 
se izu res was due to im ­
provem ents in screening  
procedures. Murphy says the 
FAA “can’t have it both ways. 
If they’re conducting better 
searches, that means many 
more weapons went aboard in 
the first three months of the 
year.”

Come on, Murphy. You can’t 
have it both ways, either. I am 
glad, glad, glad the screening 
process has improved and I can 
manage not to worry about 
whether it was inefficient 
during January, February and 
March. After all, there also 
were no hijackings in those 
three months even if we accept 
Murphy’s claim' that “many 
more weapons went aboard”
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during that period.
B esides, the screen ing  

process is now costing $56- 
million a year. I would give 5 to 
2 odds that the cost would go 
much higher if we established a 
Federal bureaucracy to handle 
the job. Unless times have 
changed, a government outfit 
could easy-no-hands spend $56- 
million on desks, chairs and 
wall-to-wall carpeting for its of­
fices.

Anyway, I am reassured by 
the FAA report that during 
June alone the rent-a-cops 
detected 145 guns, 91 “explosive 
devices,” 2,037 knives and 3,197 
other dangerous weapons, that 
322, passengers were denied 
b o ard in g , and 291 w ere 
a rrested . Because people 
seldom  c a rry  dangerous 
w eap o n s a b o a rd  f ly in g  
machines for use as party 
favors during the cocktail hour, 
any one of those 322 passengers 
could have been a hijacker.

Some of my colleagues, 
notably my friend Bill Buckley, 
who is always flying off to 
Switzerland or Oshkosh, resent 
the screening process as an in­
vasion of privacy and for 
pasting a busy man’s time. 
Well, unless Someone Up There 
has.arranged things so folks can 
continue to work for a living, a 
Bill Buckley can be busy only if 
he happens to be alive — and, in 
the case of newspaper colum­
nists — kicking. Personally, I 
will give Pan American a few 
minutes of my day to buy me 
safe passage from Aix to Ghent 
without a forced detour to 
Algiers.

Moreover, those airport 
seizures strongly suggest that 
we have not run out of madmen 
who yearn to know the excite­
ment of mass murder. The 
explosives confiscated included 
dynamite, blasting caps, booby 
traps, boxes of ammunition and 
grenade fuses. A body need not 
be suffering from an advanced 
case of paranoia to suspect that 
such items were intended for 
use in case the pilot refused to 
turn left instead of right.

Please Murphy, sir, let us 
leave those rent-a-cops where 
they’re at. They may, as you 
say, be “untrained,” but they 
seem to be leai-ning fast and I 
don’t want the government 
hiring some PhD to teach them 
the latest frisking techniques.

RIPPLING BROOK By Floyd Larson
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For Want of a Mills
WASHINGTON -  The doleful 

political significance of Rep. 
Wilbur Mills’s surgery for 
removal of a damaged spinal 
disc is its possibly fatal coin­
cidence with a Nixon-Mills 
agreement on what is potential­
ly President Nixon’s most com­
prehensive tax program to bat­
tle both recession and inflation.

With Mills now out of action 
for one month, this highly im­
aginative tax program may die 
a b o rn in g . O nly M ills , 
resourceful chairman of the 
House Ways and Means Com­
mittee, has the prestige on 
Capitol Hill to push a new tax 
program through the faction- 
ridden Democratic Congress.

Moreover, President Nixon 
himself had not quite gone that 
last step of giving Mills the 
enthusiastic backing of the 
Nixon administration. The 
reason: to make up the revenue 
loss of tax incentives for new 
plant and equipment, the Mills 
plan would have to raise taxes 
somewhere — probably a small 
increase in the 48 per cent cor­
porate tax rate.

“The President’s still hung up 
on the stupid pledge he made 
not to raise taxes in his second 
term,” one highly placed ad- 

-ministration official told us. 
“He’s beginning to bend, but he 
hasn’t bent all the way yet.”

That final stage of bending is 
going to be far more difficult 
for Mr. Nixon now that Mills is 
flat on his aching back in a Lit­
tle Rock hospital. Yet, the 
President’s all-out endorse­
ment for the developing Mills 
plan is an absolute precondition 
for its success.

Realizing this. Dr. Pierre 
Rinfret, the President’s unof­
ficial and irrepressibly indepen­
dent economic consultant, has 
strongly pressed the White 

‘ House to get Mr. Nixon (in­
cidentally giving the embattled 
President a nice handle to shift 
out of Watergate and into the 
economy).

Dr. Arthur Burns, chairman 
of the Federal Reserve who has 
been way ahead of the ad­
ministration every step of the 
way on the anti-inflation front, 
has quietly been providing Mills 
with research for the principal 
part of the Mills tax program: 
the fast tax write-off for new 
plant and equipment in such 
overburdened basic industries 
as steel.

The Fed’s research staff, 
quietly beefed up during the 
Burns chairmanship, has sent- 
Mills technical information to 
identify other basic industries 
(for exam ple, paper, oil 
refining and copper production) 
whose products either are now 
in dangerously short supply or 
soon will be.

'The idea is that encouraging 
new investment in these basic 
industries will increase future

supply, thus precluding in­
flationary pressures stemming 
from shortages of materials 
and supplies.

That is the anti-inflation 
prong of the two-pronged Mills 
plan, dnd it fits the still un­
stated but well known views of 
such key Nixon advisers as 
W illiam  Sim on, D eputy 
Secretary of the Treasury. 
Secretary  George Shultz, 
Simon’s boss and Mr. Nixon’s 
econom ic cza r, has said 
privately that he, too, likes this 
Mills approach . Lacking 
definitive 'word from Mr. 
Nixon, he is keeping silent.

Undeterred by presidential 
inaction. Dr. Burns has not kept 
his silence. In little-noted 
testimony early last month to 
the joint economic committee. 
Burns publicly backed Mills’s 
plan to build future capacity 
through tax incentives and thus 
cure what he called “severe 
capacity restraints” in some 
basic industries.

Mills, more worried over a 
recession than inflation, sees 
his tax-incentive plan as a 
device to continue high employ­
ment after consumer spending 
declines and production lines 
start laying off workers. That is 
the anti-recession prong of his 
plan.

Buttressing Mills’s fears are

new findings by consumer 
expert Albert Sindlinger. The 
pollster most favored by the 
White House, Sindlinger has 
just informed his blue-ribbon 
list of big business clients that 
consumer sentiment shows a 
su re -recession  consensus 
among almost 20 million job- 
holding consumers as of today.

Among a ll co n su m ers , 
Sindlinger finds that lack of 
confidence in job security — 
hence fear of recession — is 
higher today than it was just 
before the August 1971 inflation- 
re c e s s io n  c r i s i s  which 
stampeded Mr. Nixon into his 
first wage-price freeze and 
economic controls.

Mills was a key factor in that 
belated Nixon-Connally deci­
sion two years ago. He is even 
more important today, first 
because of the Watergate 
paralysis in the Nixon ad­
minis t rat ion and second 
because many of his colleagues 
in the House need intensive per­
suasion before they vote to 
change the tax structure.

Now he is out of combat for at 
least a month. Unless the Nixon 
administration itself takes a 
strong lead, the principal vic- 
tirh of Mills’s surgery will be 
his imaginative tax cure for an 
economy under ever-worsening 
seige.

Cactus

Communication is the big 
thing today. It’s the universal 
panecea. Political leaders 
plead/for the nations of., the 
w orld to  co m m u n ica te . 
Educators stress communica­
tion in the classroom. Child psy­
chologists encourage parents to 
com m unicate with th e ir  
children. Marriage counselors 
hold up communication as the 
cure-all for an ailing marriage.

However, recently when a

I chatted on about aH 
kinds of things, even read part 
of the newspaper outloud (just
the GOOD news) so the cactus 
could hear me. It’s nice to talk 
to someone who can’t talk back.

By the end of the week, the 
change in the c a c b s  was 
amazing. The yellow had gone, 
also the white fuzzy stuff, and 
the general appearance of the 
plant was sprightly and healthy.

I don’t know the scientific 
explanation.

—Two New York Yankee pitchers made 
the headlines as wife-swappers.

—Players tried to sabotage their home 
field to avoid playing an International 
League doubleheader. »

—A Texas League game was canceled 
when the field was purposely flooded and 
part of the pitcher’s mound tom up by van­
dals.

—An ace pitcher threw bats on the field 
instead of balls.

—And a team was accused of using its 
mascot as a spy to pick off signs.

During spring training, Fritz Peterson 
and Mike Kekich of the Yankees raised 
eyebrows with their wife-swapping 
revelations.

The pitchers revealed that they had 
traded families — including wives, 
children and dogs — in a real-life version 
of “Bob and Carol and Ted and Alice.”

Not only did the situation create a 
generally bad image for the players, it 
didn’t do much for their careers, either. 
Kekich was eventually traded and both 
have had off years.

In Amarillo, Tex., a scheduled Texas 
League game between Amarillo and 
Midland was canceled when home team 
officials discovered vandalism at the 
ballpark.

A spokesman said someone had turned 
'on the main water line and soaked parts of 
the infield so that it was impossible to use. 
Also, massive holes were dug on the 
pitcher’s mound.

The game would have been the last |of 
the season for both teams and would have 
settled last place in the West Division.

There was vandalism also at the home 
park of the Richmond, Va., Braves of the 
International League, but this time the 
culprits were'cornered 
doubleheader against the Tidewater 
Tides, an appropriate name for the occa­
sion.

"I wanted the bat boy to have a chance 
to do some work,” said Jenkins in a 
tongue-in-cheek explanation.

Actually, the pitcher later explained, his 
bat-throwing tantrum was the result of "a 
lot of things building up since the begin­
ning of the year.”

Ihe “things building up” included his 
poorest season in seven years.

In Milwaukee, the Brewers were ac­
cused of using immoral cloak-and-dagger 
methods against the Texas Rangers.

After losing a doubleheader, Whitey 
Herzog, then the Texas manager, alleged 
that the Brewers were stealing pitching 
signs with the help of an employe 
nicknamed "Bemie Brewer.” Herzog 
complained that “Bemie,” stationed in a 
large imitation beer stein and chalet in the 
cen ter field b leachers, was using 
binoculars to steal the catcher's signs and 
relay the Information to Milwaukee 
hitters.

Herzog’s complaints got some action. 
The mascot’s companion, a fellow who. 
shoots up balloons following Brewer home 
runs, was ejected from the chalet. "Ber- 
nie” remained, however.

"I suspected something when they got 17 
runs,” snapped Herzog. "Hell, this Is the 
same team as last year and they didn’t 
look like that then. That Bob Coluccio 
looked like Joe DIMaggio.”

BALTIMORE (AP)—Reggie Sm ith, criticized last 
month for lackadaisical play, hustled into position Monday 
night and saved a big victory for the Boston Red Sox.

With the bases loaded and none out in the ninth, the strong- 
armed center fielder cut in front of left fielder Tommy Harper to 
grab a fly ball and cut down Baltimore’s Jim Fuller at the plate.

The double play stunted the Orioles’ bid for a tie, and preserved 
a 4-S victory which moved the Red Sox to within iVt games of 
first-place Baltimore in the American League East.

“I had to take the chance because I have the stronger arm,” 
said Smith, who was fined for leaving the park In a huff last 
month after being booed by Boston fans. “I was glad the Orioles 
sent him in.”

"I had to anticipate they’d be running in that situation,” Smith 
said. “I didn’t know how shallow I was after the long run, so I had 
to throw home.”

Billy Hunter, Baltimore’s third base coach, was convinced the 
fly to medium deep left center would be caught by Harper and 
that’s why he sent Fuller home.

“Then Smith moved iik’’ Hunter said, “and it didn’t take long 
to realize that the throw would be ahead of the runner unless it  
was off to the side.”

“Everybody in the dugout thought we had a run when the ball 
was hit—until Reggie moved in,” Baltimore Manager Earl 
Weaver said. “Reggie may not always be accurate, but he has the 
strongest drm I’vC ever seen-stronger than Reggie Jackson’s.” 

The play by Smith came after Fuller beat out a pinch single, 
and then bunt singles by A1 Bumbry and Rich'tkiggins loaded the 
bases against reliever Bob Bolin.

Bolin replaced winner Luis Tiant, 17-12, after run-scoring hits 
by Merv Rettenmund and Boog Powell pulled the Orioles to 
within a run of tying in the seventh. Don Baylor, who fanned with 
the bases loaded in the fifth, then ground^ into a force. 
.Catcher Carlton Fisk drove in half of Boston’s runs with two 

wMk singles to the opposite side. His second hit, in the sixth, 
scored Rick Miller who had moved into scoring position on a wild 
pitch after Fisk had twice failed to bunt.

“I tried to hit a weak grounder to the right side on my first time 
up,” Fisk said of the bouncer which barely rolled into right field. 
“The second one was a chip shot.’’

Fisk’s first RBI in the fourth was followed by a potential inning 
ending double play grounder by Cecil Cooper, which Baltimore 
shortstop Mark Belanger hobbled for an error.

Harper scored Boston’s first run in the opening inning off loser 
Jesse Jefferson, 44, when he singled, stole his 40th base, and 
moved the rest of the way on two infield grounders.

Going into tonight’s final 1973 meeting against Baltimore, the 
Red Sox hold an 114 seasonal edge over the Orioles but are six 
games, behind in the loss column.

"This doesn’t change anything,” Manager Eddie Kasko-of 
Boston said, “except maybe give us a little more life, and put us 
in a little bettor mood.

“We still have to beat them tomorrow, and get help from other 
people. Any loss hurts now, especially to the Orioles.”

That fight, in the advanced 
planning stages, will gross 
more than a million dollars but 
Ali showed it will be a fight 
between a pair of has-beens.

George Foreman knocked out 
Frazier in two rounds and Ali 
needed everything he still 
possessed to win the 12th round 
at the Forum on Monday night. 
That won a split decision over 
Ken Norton.

If he had lost, the era of Ali in 
boxing would have ended. Nor­
ton had beaten him, breaking 
Muhammad’s jaw, last March 
31, and the San Diego puncher 
landed the harder blows in the 
rematch.

At 31, th e  fo rm e r  
heavyweight champion said, 
“If you looked at movies of this 
fight and movies of my. early 
fights, you would see I haven’t 
slowed very much. I have made 
my comeback. I would like to 
fight Frazier next.”

Joe Frazier outpointed Ali in 
15 rounds on March 8,1971, and 
reigned as the champion, a 
position Ali never has attained 
since he was stripped of hs 
crown on draft evasion charges 
which later were reversed by 
the U.S. Supreme Court.

Even the highest court 
couldn’t have ruled the Ali of 
Monday night in. the class of the 
Ali who knocked out Sonny 
Liston t^ice. He had trained to 
212 pounds and looked trim. He 
also looked old.

Ali danced his way to a big 
early lead, then was slugged 
into corners by Norton and 
finally won the 12th round. 
Referee Dick Young scored the 
fight 7-5 for Ali and Judge John 
Thomas saw it 6-5 for the 
exchamp. Judge George Latka 
scored M  for Norton, the same 
as The Associated Press.

Had Norton won the 12th, he 
would have won the fight.

There was bedlam as the 
fighters went to their dressing 
room s. F i r s t  th e re  was 
microphone trouble when they 
were supposed to hold a joint 
news conference.

Then there was nearly a bat­
tle between newsmen and 
special patrolmen when Ali 
went to his dressing room.

Those who could reach Ali 
heard him say;

“He tried to win the 12th 
round, too, but he couldn’t. I’m 
satisfied with my comeback. I 
am scheduled to meet Rudi 
Lubbers in Jakarta and thenTd 
like to meet Fftsier.”

The fight against Holland’s 
heavyweight champion has 
been on tap since last spring. 
First Ali suffered a cut eye in 
beating Joe Bugner of England 
and then Norton broke his jaw.

The L u b b e rs  f ig h t is 
scheduled Oct. 20.

Foreman watched the fight, 
talked with Ali and said his next 
defense probably would be in 
Novem ber ag a in s t Je rry  
Quarry, a tria l horse who 
knock^ out Tony Doyle in the 
fourth round Monday but twice 
has been kayoed by Ali and once 
by Frazier.

"They even refused us meal 
tickets and Uam members of 
other countries were smuggling 
us in food.”

Mrs. Plummer said meal 
passes were supplied after U.S. 
officials threatened to contact 
the American embassy.

“ Before that our official! 
said we would withdraw from 
the games and go home but the 
Russians answered with a 
shrug, ‘How will, you leave, we 
have your.passports.’"

Mrs. Plummer recalled the 
chilling feeling of hearing 
guards walk past her room at 5 
a.m. Security was so tight, she 
said, that she had to show her 
pass six times between her 
room and an elevator.

“The swimming technical ad­
v iso r  re c e iv e d  s p e c ia l  
treatm ent,“ Mrs. Plummer 
said. "He was quartered in a 
different hotel, had a room to 
himself and a private car. Once 
he forgot his pass and returned 
to his room for it and there he 
found a maq potting a bugging 
device on a4amp. We got a big 
laugh out ot that because he 
was always there by himself 
with no one to talk to.”

She described “10 mlllldn leo-
ple walking around Moscow 
every day, all in drab clothing 
and no smiles.

“They would stop you on the 
street to try and buy your 
clothes. Blue jeans, with U.S. 
labels were selling for $60 a 
pair.”

R evelry  was kept to a 
minimum, Mrs. Plummer said.

Town Directors

The Manchester Board of 
Directors and-Town Manager 
Robert B. Weiss last night aired 
the controversy over the 
manager’s failure to com­
municate a potential balance of 
approximately $95,000 in the 
town’s Premitim Stabilization 
Fund (PSF) balance which 
came to light when the direc­
tors earlier this summer were 

'considering funds for renova­
tion of Purnell PI.

The discussion was conducted 
in executive session prior to 
Tuesday night’s regular direc 
tors’ meeting.

Mayor John Thompson, in a 
statement following the ses­
sion, said,

‘"The Board of Directors, 
after studying a prepared 
explanation of his actions, dis­
cussed the matter with the 
manager and it was agreed the 
m atter stemmed from, poor 
communication.

“Weiss admitted being aware 
of the possibility of the town 
getting a rebate in PSF funds in 
April but unilaterally decided 
when we were preparing our 
budgets that since this was not 
a certainty, these funds should 
not be considered as potential 
revenues for budget purposes.” 

Thompson explained that un­
til about two years ago, such 
p re m iu m  r e b a te s  w ere  
automatically made by the in­
surance companies to a town 
earning them because of lower 
than anticipated claim rates. 
However, since that time, it is 
up to the town to request any 
such funds which may have ac­
crued.

The board, ’Thompson said, 
was told by Weiss that he found 
the town’s experience had been 
favorable and while he had “no 
deliberate intention to conceal 
th6 existence of such a fund” he 
cited some past experiences 
where such funds have had to be 
used for unanticipated in­
surance claims.

His letter explained the PSF 
has two parts, a required por­
tion and a volunteer portion.

“ The req u ired  portion  
protects the employes and the 
in s u ra n c e  co m p an y  by 
providing residual claims in the 
event our contract terminates, 
the letter said.

“ It is prudent,” Weiss told 
the  b o ard , “ to . l e a v e  a

reasonable balance in the 
volunteer portion as well, in the 
event of poor experience in the 
ensuing policy year.

“For the policy year which 
ended April 1,1973, we received 
a letter dated July 13, 1973 
together with statistical infor­
mation advising us of a surplus 
for the period of $30,686. 
Included was a list of nine death 
qlaims paid, including four ac­
tive employes at $15,000 each. 
Two more such claims would 
have eliminated this surplus. 
More than two would have 
required the use of a portion of 
our prior balance.

“Our volunteer PSF prior to 
the July additions had ac­
cumulated to $65,357,” he said.

He said this was more than 
should remain in the fund; 
however, based on experience 
and also on other outstanding 
potential liabilities, a conser­
vative approach was taken 
regarding these funds. He went 
on to point out that he had men­
tioned in Februrary a possible 
$98,000 deficit, and exhausting 
the PSF would have “put us in a 
tenuous position had not other 
favorable factors developed.

“There is no intention to hide 
any available resources from 
the Board of Directors. In order 
to provide you with better infor­
mation in the future, we are 
deleting insurance rebates 
from miscellaneous revenues in 
our accounting system and will 
list these as a separate item.

Specifications Drafted

’The Manchester Board of 
Education has adopted an 18- 
page se t of e d u ca tio n a l 
specifications for the proposed 
Regional Occupational Training 
Center, and the specifications 
must now go befjire the state 
education department’s Bureau 
of School Buildings for ap­
proval.

’The proposed training center 
—which will provide the 
“ missing link” In services 
offered  to re ta rd ed  and 
p h y sica lly  hand icapped  
students —would serve several 
area towns as w ell, aa 
Manchester, according to Nor­
man Fendell, Manchester’s 
coordinator of special educa­
tion.

Fendell, who developed the 
proposed center’s educational 
specifications, told the school 
board that approval by the 
Bureau of School Buildings Is 
the first of several steps which 
must be taken:

The successive steps include 
acquiring a commitment from 
area towns to participate In the 
center's programs, approval of 
the State Board of Education, 
and local referendum approval 
of tee project.

Seven area towns have 
already told Manchester they 
are Interested In the regional 
training center, which will be 
located on the Manchester

Community College campus. 
The center would serve an an­
ticipated population of about 
200,000 from Manchester and 15 
surrounding towns.

A local referendum will be 
required, Fendell said, even 
though state funds would com­
pletely pay for building and 
equipping the facility. The 
Town of Manchester would 
have to pay the Interest charges 
on funds it would have to 
borrow to finance the construc­
tion —the state’s 100 per cent 
grant would be reimbursed in a 
lump sum after the center was 
completed.

The earliest possible date for 
such a referendum, as seen by 
School Superintendent James 
P. Kennedy, Is sometime next 
spring.

Fendell said Manchester 
—which has been “right out In 
front” in developing services 
for the mentally retarded and 
physically handicapped—offers 
many programs. “But there’s a 
missing link,” he said—"an oc­
cupational training center for 
adolescent retardates aged 14 
to 21.”

The Regional Occupational 
Training C enter, Fendell 
explained, would be ‘'a  trade 
school for the handicapped.”

The adopted educational 
specifications list six major 
characteristics of the services 
to be offered:

—An Industrial laboratory, a

training area utilizing industry 
training materials, standards, 
and working conditions.

-Occupational training in 
food service, a program offered 
in cooperation with the hotel 
and restaurant division of tee 
community college.

—An automotive laboratory, 
focusing on the essentials of 
auto maintenance.

—F unctiona l academ ics 
re la ted  to the vocational 
training areas (classroom in­
struction).

—A physica l education  
program, individualized and 
taught to small groupst-of 
students.

—Team work experience, in 
which groups of exceptional 
aiuuents work, under supervi­
sion, at jpb stations in the com­
munity.

Specific needs listed in the 
specifications include five in­
structional classrooms, a gar­
age (fo r the au tom otive  
p ro g ram ), an In d u stria l 
laboratory, a cafetorlum (large 
multi-purpose room), physical 
education facilities, a physical 
therapy room, game room, of­
fices, conference rooms, and so 
on.

Two major decisions were 
made by the Manchester Town 
Board of D irectors at its 
Tuesday night meeting.

It instructed Town Counsel 
David Barry to proceed with 
the preparation of an ordinance 
to acquire the Laurel Lake 
property for an addition to the 
town’s sanitary land-fill site 
and it approved a renegotiated 
contract for $100,000 to con­
struct a new bridge over Hop 
Brook oti Olcott St.

Neither action came to a con­
clusion without some heated 
discussion.

Most upsetting to Director 
Anthony F. Pietrantonio was 
the action Monday night by the 
Planning and Zoning Commis­
sion to rezone the Laurel Lake 

^property to industrial use.
He expressed strongly his 

feeling that this action was 
premature and violated his un­
derstanding of the board’s con­
ditions concerning its* option to 
purchase the 110-acre dry lake 
property from the Dennison 
brothers for expansion of the 
land-fill site.

Pietrantonio said the board, 
in submitting tee referendum 
for $1,391,000 for the land 
acquisition and improvements 
to the site which the voters ap­
proved, was made with the 
stipulation no zoning change 
would be requested from the 
town until certain conditions in

Green Arrested 
For Two Murders

Richard Green, 26, of Vernon 

Garden Apts., Vernon, was 
arrested this morning by Ver­
non Police on a bench warrant 
issued by Superior Court Judge 
John Shea and States Attorney 
Donald Caldwell charging him 
with two counts of murder.

On Aug, 30 G reen was 
charged with murder in connec­
tion with the investigation of 
the deaths of his two children, 
three-month ojd Rachael and 
2V4-year-old Sean. The babies 
were pronounced dead-on- 
arrlval at Rockville Hospital 
earlier that day. Green has 
been held at the Hartford 
Correctional Center in lieu of a 
$50,000 bond. This morning in 
Tolland County Superior Court 
bond was re-set at $100,000 and 
Green was to be presented in 
court in Rockville this after­
noon.

About 8 a.m. on Aug. 30, 
Green called Vernon Police and 
said he had been walking the 
dog and came back to his apart­
ment to find the two children 
near death. Police went to the 
apartment and administered

oxygen to the children. They 
were taken to the hospital, by 
ambulance.

Autopsies were performed at 
the hospital later in the day. 
The cause of death of Sean was 
given as “asphyxiation,” but 
the cause of Rachael’s death 
has still not been given, pending 
further examination of tissues.

Green told police he was 
baby-sitting with the infants 
and his wife, from whom he 
said he had been separated, was 
at work at St. Francis Hospital 
where she is a nurse.

Green was charged with 
murder later in the day. He was 
arraigned in Circuit Court 12, 
East Hartford and was assigned 
to Public Defender Terrence 
Sullivan.

Following a hearing before 
the bail commissioner, the 
following day, bond was set at 
$50,000 and Green was taken to 
the Hartford Correctional 
Center. He was presented in 
Circuit Court 12, Rockville, last 
Tuesday and at that time the 
case was continued to Sept. 18 
when GreOn w asjo  have been 
presented for a hearing on 
probable cause.

Barry 
explained the title clearance 
came much sooner than an­
ticipated, and Weiss said he 
made the request to the PZC 
assuming the letter stating the 
title was clear removed the 
obstacle to seeking the rezoning 
of the area to industrial use. He 
said he felt all the board’s con­
ditions had been met.

The Olcott St: bridge, which 
was washed out in a flood in 
late summer, also involved 
vigorous discussion. Because of 
early replacement estimates as 
low as $37,000 and a low bid 
finally received at $125,000, 
several directors were con­
cerned whether the. town was 
looking at a bridge larger than 
necessary and perhaps in­
cluding too many frills

After much discussion, the

\ t e e  meeting so that other 
busmas^ould be taken care of 
and (h^ffe 'e to rs would then 
have time to view the drawings 
for the proposed bridge and dis­
cuss the renegotiated cost of 
$100,000 with the apparent low 
bidder, Annulli Construction 
Co., whose estimater, Ronald 
Churchill, was present.

He and Town Engineer 
Walter Senkow explained the 
design which is intended to 
meet state requirements for a 
50-year flood level and is 311/2 
feet wide by 56 feet long with a 
sidewalk, which they said was 
necessary to carry anticipated 
traffic and still permit free 
flow of run-off waters beneath 
it. Their engineefing judgments 
were that steel-arch or c lv ert 
type of construction presented 
problems in that these could 
more easily become glogged 
p th  debris and thus become 
susceptible to washing out.

The bridge design shown the 
directors involves pre-stressed 
concrete beam construction. 
The lowering of the estimate 
from the previous submitted 
bid of $125,00 resulted from 
elimination of some planned 
road approach work such as 
elimination of an "S” curve 
near the bridge site  and 
shortening the span from 60 
feet.

Because further calls for bids 
on an alteirnate design, which 
the board .was told might costs 
$80,000 or more depending on 
bidders, tee relatively short 
time left where weather can be 
ejcpected favorable for con­
struction, and the urgency of 
reopening Olcott St. for fire 
protection to the area and other 
reasons, the directors voted to 
accept the revised contract, 
with Director Farr dissenting.

The consensus of the majori­

The 
palace was set afire, but the 
president’s guard did not sur­
render until nearly 2:30 p.m.

The leaders of the coup were 
Gen. Augusto Pinochet, the 
a r my  c o mma n d e r ;  Gen.  
Gustavo Leigh, the chief of the 
air force; Adm. Jose Toribino 
Mer i no ,  ch i e f  of nava l  
operations, and Gen. Cesar 
Mendoza of the national police.

It was the first time in 46 
years that the traditionally non­
political Chilean armed forces 
overturned a civilian govern­
ment.

Allende, a physician, senator 
and avowed Marxist Socialist, 
made three unsuccessful cam­
paigns for the presidency 
before he won in 1970. He only 
got 36.3 per cent of the popular 
vote but was high man, and the 
Christian Democrats, Chile’s 
largest party, agreed to his 
election by congress.

Fuel Oil
Guarantee
Requested

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Sen. 
Abraham A. Ribicoff said today 
that the Ea$t Coast will have 
enough hdtee-heating oil this 
winter only if the Nixon ad­
ministration requires man­
datory allocation of supplies.

He said a survey of 30 oil 
companies shows no critical 
s h o r t a g e  among  f i r ms  
producing heating oil, “only 
among the i ndependent  
operators who have to dis­
tribute most of it.”

The Connecticut Democrat 
said in a speech prepared for 
the Senate that the major oil 
companies have more heating 
oil stored (or the East Coast 
than they did a year ago.

"However, the independent 
operators have been allocated 
so little heating oil by these 
producers that their storage 
tanks are only 25 per cent lull, 
with 3.9 million barrels,” 
Ribicoff said. That is about half 
the figure at this time a. year 
ago.

The senator said independent 
dealers need 70 to 80 per cent of 
capacity to meet peak demand! 
during tee winter.
