Move To Close

Fiscal Data Gap &

The Manchester Board of
Directors and -Town Manager
Rabert B. Weiss last night aired
the controversy over the
manager's failure to com-
municate a potential balance of
approximately $95,000 in the
town's Premiam Stabilization

" Fund (PSF) balance which

came to light when the direc-
tors earlier this summer were
considering funds for renova-
tion of Purnell Pl

The discussion was conducted
in executive session prior to
Tuesday night's regular direc-
lors' meeting.

Mayor John Thompson, in a
statement following the ses-
sion, said,

""The Board of Directors,
after studying a prepared
explanation of his actions, dis-
cussed the matter with the
manager and it was agreed the
matter stemmed from. poor
communication,

"“Weiss admitted being aware
of the possibility of the town
getting a rebate in PSF funds in
April but unilaterally decided
when we were preparing our
budgets that since this was not
a certainty, these funds should
not be considered as potential
revenues for budget purposes."

Thompson explained that un-
til about two years ago, such
premium rebates were
automatically made by the in-
surance companies to a town
earning them because of lower
than anticipated claim rates.
However, since that time, it is
up to the town to request any
such funds which may have ac-
crued,

The board, Thompson sald,
was told by Weiss that he found
the town's experience had been
favorable and while he had ‘‘no
deliberate intention to conceal
thé existence of such a fund'' he
cited some past experiences
where such funds have had to be
used for unanticipated in-
surance claims,

His letter explained the PSF
has two parts, a required por-
tion and a volunteer portion.

‘“The required portion
protects the employes and the
insurance company by
providing residual claims in the
event our contract terminates,
the letter said.

“It is prudent,"” Weiss told
the board, ‘‘to.leave a

reasonable balance in the
voluniteer portion as well, in'the
event of poor-experience in the
ensuing policy year,

"For the policy year which
ended April 1, 1973, we received
a letter dated July 13, 1073
together with statistical infor-
mation advising us of a surplus
for LhE period of $30,686.
Included was a list of nine death
claims paid, including four ac-
live employes at $15,000 each.
Two more such claims would
have eliminated this surplus,
More than two would have
required the use of a portion of
our prior balance,

""Our volunteer PSF prior to
the July additions had ac-
cumulated to $65,357,” he said.

He said this was more than
shoyld remain in the fund;
however, based on experience
and also on other outstanding
potential liabilities, a conser-
vative approach was taken
regarding these funds. He went
on o point out that he had men-
tioned in Februrary a possible
$98,000 deficit, and exhausting
the PSF would have “put usina
tenuous position had not other
favorable factors developed.

““There is no intention to hide
any avdilable resources from
the Board of Directors. In order
Lo provide you with better infor-
mation in the future, we are
deleting insurance rebates
from miscellaneous revenues in
our accounting system and will
list these as a separate item.

. "I regret not having informed

you of the status of these funds
at an earlier time and hope that
the steps being taken now will
preclude an recurrence in the
future,’" Weiss said. Thompson,
speaking for the board, said all
members participated
"positively’’ in the discussion
of the matter and the way it had
been handled. They accepted
Weiss' concept that the funds'
availability for budget use were
uncertain at budgel time, but
were agreed that the board
should have been informed of
the funds' existence and the
decision whether to hold them
in reserve was properly a board
decision and not the town
manager's,

No punitive action or censure
was taken, the mayor said.
However, the board is strongly
recommending to future boards

Region Training Center
Specifications Drafted

The Manchester Board of
Education has adopted an 18-
page set of educational
specifications for the proposed
Reglonal Occupational Training
Center, and the specifications
must now go belfpre the state
education department’s Bureau
of School Buildings for ap-
proval.

The proposed training center
—which will provide the
“missing link" In services
offered to retarded and
physically handicapped
gtudents —would serve several
area towns as well ‘as
Manchester, according to Nor-
man Fendell, Manchester's
coordinator of speclal educa-
tion,

Fendell, who developed the
proposed center's educational
specifications, told the school
board that approval by the
Bureau of School Bulldings is
the first of several steps which
must be taken;

The successive steps include
acquiring a commitment from
area towns to participate in the
center's programs, approval of
the State Board of Educatlon,
and local referendum approval
of the project.

Seven area towns have
already told Manchester they
are Interested In the regional
tralning center, which will be
located on the Manchester

Community College campus.
The center would serve an an-
ticipated population of about
200,000 from Manchester and 15
surrounding towns,

A local referendum will be
required, Fendell said, even
though state funds would com-
pletely pay for building and
equipping the facility, The
Town of Manchester would
have to pay the interest charges
on funds it would have tlo
borrow to finance the construc-
tion —the state’s 100 per cent
grant would be reimbursed in a
lump sum after the center was
completed.

The earliest possible date for
such a referendum, s seen by
School Superintendent James
P. Kennedy, is sometime next
spring.

Fendell sald Manchester
—which has been “right out in
front" In developing services
for the mentally retarded and
physically handicapped —offers
many programs. 'But there's a
missing link,'" he sald —"'an oc-
cupational tralning center for
adolescent retardates aged 14
to 21."

The Regional Occupational
Training Center, Fendell
explained, would be “a trade
school for the handicapped.,"

The adopted educational
specifications list six major
characteristics of the services
to be offered:

~An industrial laboratory, a

training area utilizing industry
training materials, standards,
and working conditions,

—Occupational training in
food service, a program offered
in cooperation with ‘the hotel
and restaurant division of the
community college.

—An automotive laboratory,
focusing on the essentials of
auto maintenance,

—Functional academics
related to the vocational
training areas (classroom in-
struction).

—A physical education
program, individualized and
taught to small groups. of
students.

—Team work experience, in
which groups of exceptional
swuuents work, under supervi-
sion, at job stations in the com-
munity.

Specific needs listed in the
specifications Include five in-
structional classrooms, a gar-
age (for the automotive
program), an industrial
laboratory, a cafetorium (large
multi-purpose room), physical
education facilities, a physical
therapy room, game room, of-
fices, conference rooms, and so
on.

The Lawrence Associates of
Manchester have been
designaled as architects for the
training center, and it Is
expected that preliminary
plans will be drawn soon.

Richard Green, 26, of Vernon

Autopsies were performed at
the hospital later in the day.
The cause of death of Sean was

Green told police he was

Green was charged with
murder later In the day. He was

Reportedly Dead

Chile’s new military rulers were reported facing opposi-
ton in the streets including pockets of snipers today
following their takeover from President Salvador Allende.

Allende was said to have committed suicide rather than -,
. o surrender to the military coup Tuesday that ended his

¥ attempt to socialize the Chilean economy.

Broadcasts from Chilean
radio networks controlled by
the new junta said Santiago was
paralyzed and troops were
patrolling the streets, They
called on Chileans to stay in-
doors unless they had military
authorization to be in the
streets,

The broadcasts, monitored in
Argentina, said ‘“‘extremist
groups continue to resist the ac-
tion of the armed forces in
downtown Santiago.'' The
reports, described as official in-
formation from the new junta,
said stores, factories and
governmen! agencies were
closed and no newspapers were
published,

The terse announcements in-
terspersed with martial music
gave no idea of the scale of
resistance in Santiago or
whether any shooting was going

on in other parts of the country,

Allende's ouster on Tuesday
followed weeks of unrest
created by the Marxist
president's refusal to come to
terms with the country's
moderate and conservative
majority and his inability to end
strikes, soaring inflation and
economic stagnation in the fac-
tories and on the farms,
__Commuriications between
Chile and the outside world
were cut off shortly after the
coup began. They reopened for
a few hours in the evening, then
were broken again with no in-
dication when they would again
be operating,

More than 100 leftists were
reported arrested in Santiago
and Valparaiso, the seaport
northwest of Santiago where
naval units began the revolt.

steps every family can take to
avoid this type of tragedy. He
said a “‘chief'" should be ap-
pointed in every home, that isa
person responsible in the event
of a fire.

He sald every family should
plan how all members should
exit from every room in their
home. He also cautioned that
doors not be opened when there
is a fire because every door has
about 15 minutes of burning
time. He said a fireman can tell
where a fire is by checking a
door but doors should not be
opened.

He suggested that every
home have some type of fire
alarm signal, even a 10-cent
whistle given each member of
the family to signal the alarm
that there is a fire in the house
and that each family member
should go to the emergency exit
in the room they are in.

Kelly also said that each
family should have a designated
meeting place set up where
they will meet in case of an
emergency so it will be known
if all members of the household
are out safely in the case of a
fire.

Kelly and Willard also
demonstrated an escape ladder
which can be made for $11 or
less and can be dropped in any
window to allow occupants of
upstairs rooms a means of es-
cape.

Easy To Go Too Far

Federal investigative agencies,
already under a cloud because of ac-
tions violating constitutional
guarantees of the people, have been
cast in a further bad light by informa-
tion that the FBI had engaged in
burglaries and other illegal acts in the
years from 1936 through 1966.

FBI sources acknowledge the act,
justifying them on the grounds of
national security. Many of them were
supposed to have been burglaries of
foreign powers embassies, with the
practice having begun prior to World
War II under President Franklin D.
Roosevelt.

Former FBI officials also said that
illegal type activities were pursued by
the bureau in its attempts to gather
evidence against organized crime.

_ We have no quarrel with the FBI or
other government agencies taking
whatever steps may be needed to
gather information vital to the
defense of the country, or for that
matter to protect the people against
criminals. However, there is a very
real danger that practitioners of these
acts tend to ignore the line and over
step themselves.

There is mounting evidence, that, in
addition to the FBI, other federal
agencies have gone too far in
attempts to gain evidence for arrest
or criminal prosecutions.

Twelve narcotic agents have been
indicted by a federal grand jury in
Illinois for forcibly. entering homes
and using threats and violence in
attempt to gather evidence of drug
violations.

In the incidents, agents entered
homes and assaulted residents,
threatening death in one case to an in-

nocent handcuffed man. The agents
were dressed in hippy garb and gave
no identification, nor, importantly,
did they have search warrants.

In another recent court ruling
agents of the Immigration Service
and Border Patrol have been told that
they cannot stop automobiles, while
cruising at random, on roads adjacent
to the Mexican border, without a
search warrant issued for probable
cause.

Illegal alien checks can be made at
border crossing points or -other
regularly designated check points.
The courts, in effect, have given a
man’s automobile the same protec-
tion which his home enjoys.

Practically all of these actions have
been a violation of Article IV of the
Bill of Rights, which reads:

“The right of the people to he
secure in their persons, houses,
papers and effects, against un-
reasonable search and seizure shall
not be violated and no warrant
shall issue, but upon probable
cause.,.”

Law enforcement officers too often
forget that they, too, are bound by
laws. And an illegal means does not
justify a legal end. This, certainly,
was the thinking in the burglary of
the office of Ellsberg psychiatrist.

We respect the problems of law en-
forcement people in striving to per-
form their assigned tasks. And we
realize how frustrating it often must
be to know or strongly suspect
criminal activity and not be able to
gather needed evidence.

However, nothing is gained if the
people lose an inalienable right
through misguided zeal.

Great Task Ahead

Probably the most difficult task for
Dr. Kissinger as Secretary of State
will be attaining an accord with the
Congress and overcoming the deep
devisions resulting from the Indo-
China war which resulted in Congress -
pulling the rug from under the Presi-
dent by blocking further Viet targets
in Cambodia.

He gives promise of less secrecy in
diplomacy and an attempt to create a
strong bi-partisan backing for
American attempts to work for a
peaceful world. At the same time all
must acknowledge that some secrecy

is needed in delicate dealings with
foreign powers, such as the Viet-
namese and China negotiations.

Battle of the Veto

WASHINGTON — Well,
Congress is back in town
making the rafters ring with
oratory about everything from
detente with the Soviet Union to
the need for more creek-
dredgings across the land, but
the big story is The Battle of the
Veto.

The Democrats control both
Senate and House — the latter
by an overwhelming majority —
and some of them are talking
bravely about a new campaign
to override President Nixon's
numerous vetoes. The facts of
political life, however, suggest
that the issue is not likely to
worry Nixon into his grave.

It takes a two-thirds vote by
both  houses to  over-
ridle a presidential veto.
With the Democrats running
the show on Capital Hill they
would seem to be in a strong
position to work their will on
legislation rejected by the
White House. But — stop.
Although the Democrats out-
number the Republicans, 240 to
192 in the House, they still don't
have enough votes to override a
veto on a straight party-line tal-
ly. Moreover, a number of the
more conservative Democrats
tend to side with Nixon on most
issues, which further pares the
party's power.

The conclusion therefore
seems inescapable that the
Democrats seldom if ever will
come up with the necessary 288
votes in the House to put Nixon
in his place. Even if every
Democrat votes to override,
which is most unlikely, the op-
position still has to find another
49 anti-veto votes somewhere,
Democratic leaders admit this
probably comes under the
heading of Mission Impossible.

So unless the impasse is to
continue and government come

to a grinding halt, both Congress
and the White House must pay
heed to House Majority Leader
Thomas P. 0'Neill, D-Mass.

Tip O'Neil is not to be con-
fused with the moderates in
both parties who constantly
practice the art of the possible
by compromise. He is one of the
most partisan of politicians, a
man who sometimes makes
Richard Nixon seem consumed
by reason. But O'Neill can
count and he is above all a
pragmatist.

Accordingly, O'Neill returned
to Washington with a plea that
Congress and Nixon work
together rather than continue a
war whose casualties are vital
legislation. ''We've got to find
an accommodation on the bills
before Congress,” said O'Neill.
"“The President lacks the votes
to get his legislation passed and
we don't have the votes to
override his vetoes."

It sounds reasonable, because
it is. Democratic leaders will
be working closely with Melvin
Laird, former Defense
Secretary and now a Nixon
counselor, and as a former
member of Congress Laird has
considerable goodwill and
credibility on the Hill. Laird
may be the only Nixon staffer
who understands that a
frustrated majority in Congress
can so get out of hand as to em-
bark on a campaign of obstruc-
ting even the acceptable
legislation of an opposition
President, just for the perverse
pleasure it offers.

However, there is one
obstacle to the creation of a
real atmosphere of com-
promise between Congress and
the President. That is the
professional Nixon haters
among the Democrats and the
professional Democrat haters
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in the Nixon administration— a
group which not always
excludes the President himself.

The attitude of the haters has
become almost ' psychopathic
during the past several months
of the Watergate investigation,
The Nixon haters see him as an
out-and-out crook who should be
impeached; the Democrat
haters on the Nixon team see a
“radical” plot by Sam Ervin,
Prosecutor Archie Cox & C. to
destroy not only Richard Nixon
but the Republican party. If
Congress and the White House
are to work together with any
measure of harmony,
Democratic leaders and the
President must find some way
to de-fang these manic obstruc-
tionists. Otherwise, the people
will call down a plague on both
houses.

The Board of Education voted
Tuesday to ask the Board of
Finance to approve for town
meeting action an additional
appropriation not to exceed $8,-
325 to hire a third fifth grade
teacher,

A delegation of parents
attended the board’s meeting to
express concern about the
relatively large number of
students in the two fifth grades,

The parents, through their
spokesman, Mrs, Katherine
Hutchinson, and through letters
to the board said they felt it
would be extremely valuable
for the two classes to be
expanded to three In view of
problems that developed with
the clagses last year.

Presently there are 28
children in each of the two
classes which i8 considerably
higher than the present average
class of 10 students,

The appropriation is
necessary as there are not
funds available fn the .present
operating budget to cover the
cost of the additional teacher.
The $8,325 requested is for a
teacher who would be hired at a
level no higher than the third
step on the bachelors scale.

Buses

Due to extended ‘time spent
by seventh and eighth graders
being bused to Rham High
School because of the use of
only one bus, the board voted to
have double runs for seventh
graders going to and coming
from Rham and for eighth
graders coming home,

Again parents had expressed
concern with some seventh
graders leaving home at 10:30
a.m. to arrive at Rham for the
12:16 p.m. session and not
returning home until 8:15 when
school lets out at 4:36 p.m.

This new bus schedule is
expected to go into effect
Thursday and students involved
will be notified.

The board also authorized its
transportation committee to
work with Donald Libby, prin-
cipal, on details for a late run
bus for students in the ninth
through twelfth grades who
wish to remain after school for
club activities.

Principal’s Report
Libby reported that the
current enrollment figures
stand at 287 students as of
Tuesday.
All teacher positions, with the

exception of a speech teacher,
are fllled, except for the ad-

"ditional fifth grade teacher If

funds for this position are ap-
proved by the Finance Board
and town meeting,

Libby also reported that the
music teacher, Mrs. Jacquelyn
Eagles, has scheduled a
meeting for Sept. 19 for those
parents having children who
might want to participate in an
after school band program.

At . this meeting, the Rham
High School Jazz Band will per-
form to demonstrate the use of
musical Instruments and a
representative from a band in-
strument company will be on
hand to explain to parents how
Instruments can be purchased.

All money in connection with
the program will be paid to the
PTA which in turn will reim-
burse the music teacher. .

Libby also reported that
work on the leeching field, as
required by the State Health
Department, has been com-
pleted with the exception of
grassing in the area.

With respect to the behavior
modification program, Libby
slated that David Calchera,
who has been hired for this posi-
tion, will be at the school every
Thursday.

In order to familiarize the
staff with the elements of
behavior modification,
Calchera will meet twice this
month with the staff and in-
troduce the concepts of the

Calchera's procedure will
then be to select 4 or 5 teachers
for five-week sessions
throughout the year giving the
teachers the opportunity to
utilize any problems in their
own classrooms.’

Deemed Error

Once the Vernon school
children are in school for the
day they will be kept there for
the entire day, Dr. Raymond
Ramsdell, superintendent of

* schools, told the Board of

Education Monday night.

Dr. Ramasdell told the board
he had recelved several com-
plaints from parents who were
upset because the children were
released from school early last
Thursday when tornado war-
nings were out.

That day was the first day of
school for Vernon students
after summer vacation, and
they were to attend a full day.
However, shortly before noon
the Talcottville section of town
was hit by the tornado, and war-
nings went out that the storm
would return,

Dr. Ramsdell elected to close
schools and get the children
home at noon, but because
some streets were closed off,
due to fallen trees and wires,
some of the children did not get
home until late in the after-
noon: Parents of children who
did get home early complained
because they (the parents)
were not home when the
children got there because they
assumed they were in school.

Even though the opening day
got off to a poor start, Dr.
Ramsdell said he visited the
schools Monday and found
them to be operating as if they
had been in session for weeks,

The superintendent credited
the two-day teacher orientation
for the orderly way things were
handled.

He said there are quite a few
bus problems and he asks
parents to be patient as he
hopes things will be ironed out
by the end of this week.

One of the major problems in
the area of busing s at the high
school which went on double

sesslons for the [irst time this
year. He said many of the
students are getting to school
too early. Pick-up times may be
changed to alleviate this,

He is also having the usual
groblem of parents wanting the

uses to almost stop door-to-
door, complaining the children
have to walk too far to get to
their bus stop,

One woman called ta say that
if the students are picked up to
go to'or from school then they
have to be transported both
ways. This was In reference to
high school students who are all
picked up to go to school for the
early morning session and the
afternoon session students who
are all transported home
because of the late hour,

Dr. Ramsdell sald he con-
tacted the State Department of
Education and was told that
this rule was passed years ago
but was almed primarily at
kindergarteners. He said he
was told by a state official that
some parents '‘may be cutting
off their nose to spite their
face,”” noting that the board
could cut off transportation
both ways if it saw fit.

He also explainéd that some
students have a misunderstan-
ding about the use of the shuttle
biis which provides transporta-
tion for students to participate
in the activities period between
high school sessions,

e sald the buses are not for:
students who would ordinarily
be walking to school but just for
those outside the two-mile
walking distance.

Martin Fagan, principal at
the high school, said things
went relatively smoothly for
the first few days, considering
the double sessions. He said
there are the usual schedule
changes and a problem with the
parking area that still need
ironing out.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Savings and loan associations
say the Federal Reserve Board
has cost them thousands of
customers this summer and
dried up the market for housing
mortgages.

With interest rates at their
highest mark in history, the
Federal Reserve was the prime
target of the savings and loan
associations, mutual savings
banks, small businessmen and
homebuilders as the House
Banking: Committee opened a

two-week hearing on the credit
squeeze.

Since the Federal Reserve
took the ceilings off interest
rates for savings rate in com-
mercial banks in July, large
banks increased their net
deposits in consumer accounts
by $510 million, while savings
and loan associations lost $318
million in July and more in
August, Raleigh W. Greene,
president of the National
League of Insured Savings
Associations, said,

Since the savings and loan in-
dustry provides more than half
the mortgage money in this
country, this has further
depleted the financing avallable
for housing loans.

Spokesmen for the
homebuilders said the loan
market is so tight they an-
ticipate new housing starts may
not exceed 1.5 million to 1.6
million units, about three-fifths

William Perry, assistant
superintendent, said that Q;
new teachers were hired, fou
administrators and a new
superintendent of schools for
the 1978-74 school year, Ten
teaching positions were new
and 27 were replacements.

The board approved a
reorganization chart for the of-
fice of the superintendent and
the high school administration.
Included in the reorganization
of the superintendent’s office Is
the reporting of the director of
pupil services and the business
manager, in’ addition to the
assistant superintendent,
directly to the superintendent.

Included in the high school
reorganization is the reporting
of the department chairmen
and guidance counselors, in ad-
dition to the associate prin-
cipals, directly to the principal
so that the principal is kept
aware of curricalum and in-
structional development in the
school.

Dr. Goldman presented to the
board for its approval,
suggested changes in rules of
order and policy. One change
several members of the board
questioned regarded the institu-
tion of pilot programs in
schools. Under the present
policy teachers must submit
their pilot programs to the
board in written form for the
board's approval, Perry pointed
out that many teachers can not
be tied down so greatly by the
amount of paper work involved
in submitting their proposed

pilot programs to the board for

approval. The board then voted
that an experienced person in
curriculum and administration,
such as the assistant
superintendent and principals,
should be called on ta approve
pilot programs and the board
would approve final implemen-
tation of a program.

The first pha)e of an elfort to
get federal funds to help pay for
the proposed town acquisition
of the E.J, Holl estate property
at Bolton Lake has been com-
pleted, according to Conserva-
tion Commission Chalrman
Stanley Bates,

Bates sald the commission has
filled out 15 application forms
and returned them to the
Bureau of Outdoor Recreation
at Washington. ;

The commission is waiting to
hear whether the town is eligi-
ble for funds to purchase the
property, consisting of 27.82
acres, with 1,082 feet of lake
frontage.

The commisslon is also
awaiting the appraisal of the
property, a move authorized by
the selectmen in July.

Acquisition of the property,
on sale by the executors of the
estate, the Hartford National
Bank, has the backing of the
Conservation Commission,
selectmen, other town boards
and commissions, town plan by
Brown, Donald and Donald and
the Capitol Region Planning
Agency Open Space Plan,

The purchase must still win
approval at a town meeting that
will be scheduled soon. If ap-
proved the town will be ready to
apply for federal funds of 50
per cent of the purchase price.

No state funds are used, a
differential rate that would be
favorable to Bolton residents,
can be charged non-residents,

At present Bolson owns 159
acres of open space land: 60
acres at Bolton High School, 16
acres at Bolton Elementary

Public property on Bolton
Lake was designated as the
primary open space goal of the
conservation commission in its
open space plan of 1968.

Bolton does need, according
to the plan, areas large enough
for organized picnics, organized
sports, sports requiring special
facilities, swimming, hiking,
camping and woodcraft.

Of immediate concern is the
need for a swimming area, as
no public swimming is
available in spite of several
lakes and ponds in town.

Planned by School

Ralph §, Saccuzzo, principal
of the Gilead' Hill Schaol, has
received the support of the
Board of Education, with the
exception of one member,
Charles Barrasso, to develop a
program for sixth graders
aimed “at the elimination of
racial t)rejudice through an ap-
preciation of the contributions
of various ethnic groups to the
American way of life,

In presenting the proposed
program at the board’s last
meeting, Saccuzzo said he felt
the Gilead Hill students were
leading an extremely sheltered
life when it comes to an un-
derstanding of people whose
cultural or ethnical
backgrounds are different from
their own,

He stated that because of the

mobility of populations today, .

and because of the proximity of
people to one another due to ad-
vances in communications, it is
essential that students learn to
understand and appreciate
differences in people and to
judge these people on the basis
of their own experiences and
not on the predudicial
judgements of others.

Proposed Plans

Proposed plans call for the
development of.an ethnic ap-
preciation program for sixth
grade students whereby they
have contact with people of
various ethnical backgrounds,

Through exposure of this
type, it is felt the students
would gain some understanding
and appreciation of these ethnic
groups.

Undergirding "the entire
program would be an effort by
the faculty to help the students
understand the harmful effects
of prejudice and to put the
differences among people into
proper perspective.

Phases

As outlined to the board by
Saccuzzo, there will be five
phases to the program.

Phase I would have each sixth
grade class, as part of their
social studies program, being
responsible for making an in-
depth study of at least two
ethnic groups of their choice.
Particular emphasis would be
. made on the cultural impact
these groups have had on the
American way of life.

Under Phase II, each class,
through their representative on
a planning committee, would
be responsible for arranging for
speakers representing their
chosen ethnic groups to speak

TEL AVIV (AP) — Israeli

air force jets shot down 13

Syrian MIG21 fighters in a dogfight today over the
Mediterranean, the military command reported, One
Israeli plane was hit but the pilot was rescued from the sea

unharmed.

It was the biggest air battle in
the' Middle East since the 1967
war,

The military command said
one Syrian pilot also bailed out
into the Mediterranean after
his Soviet-built jet was hit, but
was picked up by an Israeli
rescue helicopter.

The Israeli command made
no mention of raiding ground
targets inside Syria, as
reported earlier in Beirut. The
alr action appeared to have
been confined to the dogfight
swirling from the Syrian cease-
fire line out over the sea,

The Israelis said the air bat-

tle was a chance encounter with
Syrian warplanes that

» scrambled into the air to In-

tercept an Israeli recon-
naissance patrol along the
Syrian border.

Earlier reports from Beirut
said Syrian authorities notified
Beirut airport that Israeli
planes were staging an air at-
tack somewhere in Syria, and
that Syrian air space had been
closed to all aircraft.

Informants in Beirut said the
Belrut airport was closed to all
commercial traffic along with
the Damascus airport.

Beirut airport sources said
they understood Israell planes
were raiding at or near Tar-
tous, Syria's second largest
port city on the Mediterannean,
Tartous is about 70 miles north
of Beirut.

Israeli and Syrian warplanes
last clashed Jan. 8 when the
Israell command claimed its
pilots shot down six Syrian MIG
21s — part of the arms
shipments to Damascus from
the Soviet Union.

Today's battle brought to 59
the number of Syrian planes
downed by Israel since the 1967
six-day war, Israell military
figures show. Israel has lost
four to the Syrians, including
the one in today’s operation.

During the 1967 war, Israel
wiped out more than 400 Arab
planes in a single day, but most
of them were caught on the
ground by rocket fire and
bombs before they could take
off.

PHNOM PENH, Cambodia
(AP)— Cambodian government
troops in the town of Kompong
Cham were reported advancing
from two directions in an
attempt to trap insurgent rem-

Potter Says Town
Should Control

Its Wetlands

Members of Manchester's
Advisory Committee on En-
vironmental Impact, meeting
Wednesday night for the first
time since they were organized
in June, apparently agreed that
Manchester should have its own
agency regulating the state's
Inland Wetlands and Water
Courses Act.

Town Planner J. Eric Polter,
acting chairman of the advisory
committee, has modified his
opinion of local wetlands
regulation — He said
Wednesday night “‘we'd be ig-
noring our responsibility if we
didn't take this on."

Earlier this year, Potter had
favored state control of
wetlands.

And advisory committee
member Mrs. Theresa Parla,
while still urging that
Manchester regulate its own
wetlands, admitted that the
town's conservation commis-
sion — of which she is chairman
— isn't prepared to be the
regulating agency.

Shortly after the wetlands act
was approved by the state's
General Assembly in 1972, the
local conservation commission
asked for the power to imple-
ment the act in Manchester.

But the Manchester Board of
Directors decided to postpone
designation of a regulating
agency, and the advisory com-
miltee was created to study the
wetlands act and make a
recommendation to the direc-
tors.

The advisory committee con-
ducted its organizational
meeting in June, and decided at
that time to await details of
amendments to the wetlands
legislation. Wednesday night's
meeting, coming nearly a
month after amendments to the
act were distributed, was the
first of an expected series of
work sessions.

The Inland Wetlands and
Waler Courses Act, is essential-
ly a piece of enabling legisla-
tion allowing strict control and
protection of wetlands and
water courses. Wetlands, as
defined in model regulations
prepared by the state’s Depart-
ment of Environmental Protec-
tion, consist of land with soil
types such as poorly drained,
very poorly drained, alluvial,
and flood plain.

The soil designations are
based on the National
Cooperative Soils Survey of the
U.S. Department of

Picks President

SANTIAGO, Chile (AP)

government today headed
by a 55-year-old aomy
general.

Cox May Seek
Time Extension

WASHINGTON (AP) — If the
court battle over access to the
White House Watergate tapes is
not resolved by mid-November,
special prosecutor Archibald
Cox may ask Congress to ex-
tend the term of the federal

A spokesman for the special
prosecutor acknowledged that
an act of Congress extending
the grand jury term beyond
Dec. 5, is one of two alter-
natives now under considera-
tion. The other would be resub-
mitting the evidence lo a new
grand jury. .

There is concern within Cox's
office that the battle over the
gpcs will not be resolved

efore the end of the grand
jury’'s lerm.

A decision from the U.S,
Court of Appeals is expected by
Oct. 1, with a Supreme Court
decision likely by Nov. 1.

But Cox's staff isn't certain
that will be the end of the courl
batlle.

The White House has stated
repeatedly that the President
will abide by a definitive deci:
sion of the Supreme Court. But
neither presidential press
spokesmen nor Charles Alan
Wright, the President’'s at-
torney in the tapes case, has
been willing Lo say exactly what
is meant by definitive.

There is a possibilily that the
Supreme Court could refer the
case back to the lower courts or
that its decision, il It ‘went
against the President, would

require some clarification,

For example, U.S. District
Court Judge John J. Sirica
ordered the President to give
him the tapes subpoenaed by
Cox so that he could listen to
them in private and determine
if Nixon had a valid claim for
withholding them.

But even though Sirica
appeared to be upholding Cox's
contention that the courts, not
the President, should decide
whether the lapes could be
withheld, the special
prosecutor wasn't fully
satisfied with the judge's deci-
sion.

Cox asked' the Court of
Appeals to change Sirica's
order to permit the prosecutor
to listen to the tapes along with
the judge to point out the parts
essential’ to the Watergate In-
vestigation.

And members of the seven-
judge panel that heard the
Appeals Court arguments on
Tuesday also questioned exact-
ly how Sirica’s decision would
be implemented. Lawyers for
Sirica invited the Appeals Court
to add whatever guidelines they
saw [it.
