- WASHINGTON (AP) -  Gas 
station owners have told the 
Cost of Living Council that 
some of them are closing down 
because of the council’s price 
ceilings and some others are 
defying the regulations.

As the council’s Phase 4 price 
ceilings on retail gasoline were 
being_ debated  in co u rt 
elsewhere in the city, represen­
tatives of Western gasoline sta­
tion operators and several 
senators spent nearly two hours 
Monday with council officials in 
a meeting arranged by Sen. 
Pete V. Domenici, R-N.M.

Bud Walch, an Oklahoma City 
gas station owner said 25 per 
certt of Oklahoma City gas 
stations have voted to shut 
down because they can’t make 
a profit. Those that have 
decided to remain open are 
charging up to 4 cents over the 
legal price, he said.

The ceilings imposed Sept. 7 
forced many stations to reduce 
prices by up to 3 cents a gallon.

In a separate action, a bipar­
tisan group of 33 senators wrote 
council director John Dunlop 
that the rollbacks required of 
retailers while other sectors of 
the oil industry were allowed to 
raise prices are likely to force 
many small businessmen to 
close in a matter of weeks.

The ceilings were defended 
by Justice Department a t­
torney William C. White before 
a three-judge Tem porary 
Emergency Court of Appeals 
h e a r in g  fo u r s e p a r a te  
challenges to the regulations.

He said ceiling prices are 
needed to counteract “an in­
flationary psychology that was 
gripping the petroleum industi^ 
at every level” earlier this 
year. The government has said 
the ceilings were intended to 
roll back unjustified increases 
made during the spring and 
summer months.

But Jerfy S. Cohen, an at­
torney for one retailer group 
said the retail price of gasoline 
increased only about 7 per cent 
during the first six months of 
this year while wholesale prices 
rose 33 per cent.

today that 95 persons have been killed and 4,700 arrested in 
the week since the armed force toppled Marxist President 
Salvador Allende. All the prisoners will be court- 
martialed, the junta said.

'The military official said the 
executions took place outside 
Santiago, where most of the 
resistance has taken place.

Ewing did not say how many 
had been injured.

The’ colonel said he was 
releasing the dead and arrest 
figures to knock down reports 
that 70,000 had' been arrested.

Ewing said most of the 
arrested were being held at 
National Stadium, a soccer 
arena that seats 80,000. He 
added that the 4,700 prisoners to 
be court-martialed will be 
allowed to have a lawyer for 
their defense. He made no com­
ment on reports that some had 
been tortured.

'The junta relaxed the curfew 
for an extra hour tonight, until 8 
p.m., in honor of the 163rd an­
n iv e rsa ry  of C hile’s in ­
dependence from Spain, but 
planned no official celebration 
in the tense, uncertain capital.

secretary, J. Marsh Thomson, 
although he Said it was “no 
better a story than the rumors 
that have been circulating 
about the vice president 
recently.”

Thomson has declined to 
comment directly on -lhe- sub- 
stance of the various news 
reports concerning Agnew’s 
legal difficulties in a Maryland 
probe of alleged political cor­
ruption.

The Post said the unnamed 
senior Republican it talked to 
had spent two hours with 
Agnew last week trying to talk 
him out of resigning, but was 
convinced that he had failed 
and that the vice president 
would resign.

According to the article, the 
high-ranking Republican said 
Agnew is determined to prove 
that he is innocent of the 
charges that have been under 
investigation in Baltimore.

However, the newspaper said 
the vice president is con­
sidering resigning because of 
the intense pressure on his

family and also because of in­
dications that President Nixon 
wants him to resign.

In the past, Agnew and his 
aides have repeatedly dis­
counted any possibility of 
resignation.

Thomson said he did not know 
who the prominent Republican 
referred to in the Post report is 
and said the vice president 
talked with several persons in 
the past week. He named 
Senate Minority Leader Hugh 
Scott and Rep. John McClory, 
R-Ill., an occasional tennis 
partner, as among these, but 
said he did not have a complete 
list.

He said he was not aware of 
any conversations between 
Agnew and President Nixon 
since their two-hour conversa­
tion in the White House Oval Of­
fice two weeks ago.

A source who is familiar with 
the vice president’s thinking 
said the report that he was con­
sidering resigning appeared 
“totally contradictory to the 
vice president’s whole frame of 
mind and his predisposition to 
face up to the case and see it 
through.”

DETROIT (AP) -  A weekly 
limit of 14 hours of mandatory 
overtime and retirement with 
full pension after. 30 years on 
the job were keys to the agree­
ment reached between the 
Chrysler Corp. and the United 
Auto Workers.

If approved by 117,000 produc­
tion workers at Chrysler, the 
agreem ent would end the 
nation’s first major industrial 
strike of 1973. They walked out 
at midnight Friday when the 
old contract expired.

"In industrial union terms, it 
certainly is a breakthrough and 
precedent se ttin g ,” UAW 
President Leonard Woodcock 
said Monday in announcing 
terms of the pact with the 
nation’s No. 3 auto maker.

But his glowing statement 
was not echoed on the picket 
line outside a key Chrysler 
plant in Detroit.

‘"rhey’re still telling us we 
have to work more than eight 
hours a d ay ,” said John

Henderson, a welder at the 
Mack Avenue plant.

Under the agreement, an 
employe cannot be forced to 
work more than nine hours a 
day or more than six days a 
week.

Other major provisions of the 
three-year pact included wage 
hikes of just over five per cent 
in the first year and three per 
cent in the second and third 
years; more inspections of 
plants in a bid to make them 
sa fe r; and an ex tra  paid 
h o lid a y , th e  day  a f te r  
Thanksgiving. Chrysler produc­
tion workers now average $5.12 
an hour.

T he a g re e m e n t  a lso  
g u a ra n te e s  wage p a r ity  
between Chrysler’s U.S. and 
Canadian employes. Canadian 
workers now receive 11 cents 
an hour less.

’The “30-and-out” retirement 
package carries no minimum 
age. It provides a pension boost 
of $5p monthly starting next

March and a total $200 increase 
by Oct. 1,1978. The current pen­
sion is $500. It also eliminates a 
provision in the current con­
tract under which retirement 
benefits are reduced when a 
retiree becomes eligible for 
Social Security.

The tentative agreement does 
not cover the 10,500 UAW- 
rep resen ted  w hite co llar 
w o rk e rs  a t  C h ry s le r . 
Bargaining pn an agreement for 
those employes continued.

Woodcock said he is certain 
production workers will not be 
back in the plants before next 
week because the UAW’s con­
tract ratification procedures 
will take at least that long.

The pact has been approved 
by the union’s International 
Executive Board and the 13- 
member Chrysler bargaining 
team. It must be approved by 
the 200-member Chrysler Coun­
cil before it is submitted to un­
ion locals for a vote by the rank 
and file.

Liquor Sale Variance 
Request Denied By ZBA

A zoning variance which 
would have allowed sale of 
liquor a t the Mr. Steak 
Restaurant, 244 Center St., was 
denied Monday night by the 
Manchester Zoning Board of 
Appeals (ZBA).

Sir Loin Inc., represented by 
Atty.o Charles Defazio, was 
seeking a variance of the town 
zoning regulation  which 
specifies that liquor- es­
tablishments cannot be less 
than 1,000 feet apart. The Blue 
Moon Restaurant at 7 Walnut 
St. is within 1,000 feet in a 
direct line from Mr. Steak.

ZBA members, in a business 
session* following public 
hearings Monday night,, voted 
unanimously to deny the 
variance request. Thej; given 
reason for-denlaJ was ih d ^ o  
legal hardship, as requin^.by 
state statute, was proven by (he 
applicant. . .

Atty. Defazio, in his presenta­
tion at the hearing, said the 

’ public expects Mr. Steak, a 
"family-style restaurant," 'to 
serve liquor. He said the 1,000- 
f ^ t  regulation was unfair to

Mr. Steak, because the direct 
line between Mr. Steak and the 
Blue Moon "traverses a no­
man’s land” consisting of a 
ravine, railroad tracks, and 
other obstacles.

Opponents of the application, 
including Frank Lupien of 21 
Sunset St., said the 1,000-foot 
rule shouldn't be bent just for 
Mr. Steak. Lupien, claiming 
that Manchester already has 
enough liquor outlets, said, 
“ Little by little they (Mr. 
Steak) are going to get just 
what they want unless you 
gentlemen (the ZBA) exercise 
your prerogative and stop it.”

Atty. Defazio had explained 
that Mr. Steak only wanted to 
install a “service bar,” and the 
decision to seek a liquor license 
was made after a change in 
company policy which had 
previously prohibited liquor at 
Mr. Steak restaurants.

Others speaking in favor of 
the application were Atty. John 
L a B e lle , r e p re s e n t in g  

^dbveloper Alexander Jarvis, 
who owns the Mr. Steak 
building; M ichael Rizzo, 
m anager of a Mr; Steak 
restaurant in Southington; and

Donald Repoli, owner of the 
Southington restaurant.

Other opponents' to the 
application included Russell 
Sadrozinski, owner of the Blue 
Moon Restaurant; and Atty. 
Paul Groobert, representing 
owners of Cavey’s Restaurant 
(45 E. Center St.) and Willie’s 
Steak House (444 Center St.).

Although the ZBA voted un­
animously to deny the variance, 
some members indicated they 
thought the 1,000-foot rule was 
restricting competition in the 
restaurant liquor busine^.

ZBA m e m b e r ' John  
Caglanello, terming the rule 
"archaic,” said the regulation 
"gives a monopoly to existing 
establishments.’’ He said the 
regulation should be changed.

Town Planner J. Eric Potter

Q u a n tity  vs. q u a li ty  
highlighted the September 
meeting of the Manchester 
Community College Regional 
Council Monday night on the 
MCC Bidwell St. campus.

The quantity problem is the 
perennial one of funds to 
finance the in s titu tio n ’s 
programs and the quality 
problem lies in the effect too 
few dollap is having on what 
the school can o ffer its 
scholars.

The concern for a possible 
deterioration of the quality of 
education offered to the MCC 
s tu d en ts  cam e from Dr. 
Frederick W. Lowe Jr., college 
president, in his review of the 
current 1973-74 budget for the 
school and project^ requests 
for the 1974-75 year.

His resume of the current 
budget indicated the college 
would be able to operate within 
allocations from all sources but 
“at the expense of our offerings 
to our students, which should 
concern all of us.”

He gave a review of the 
current budget fund sources 
and stated that the college 
could live with it. But he noted 
this was accomplished by hiring 
a disproportionate number of 
part-tim e instructors (ap- 
proximaleiy one-ihird of the 
staff when the over-ali state 
systenri ratio goal is about 80-20) 
and overloading of classes. In 
some instances, he said, sorqe 
fu ll-tim e in s tru c to rs  are

teaching as many as four 50- 
member classes a day.

This over-reliance on part- 
time instructors saves money. 
Dr. Lowe said, but it also denies 
the student counseling oppor­
tunities with the instructor. The 
overloading of classes makes it 
physically impossible for many 
instructors to achieve MCC's 
o b jec tive  of a m ore in ­
div idualized re la tionsh ip  
between student and instructor, 
he said.

As outlined by Dr. Lowe, 
MCC has 4,072 students as of 
Sept. 10 enrolled in its regular 
and part-time courses. This 
exceeds its quota but because 
some other colleges in the 
system were unable to fill 
quotas in certain courses, the 
state trustees gave MCC an ad­
ditional 150-student allocation 
with funds and instruction to 
supplement the original budget.

Dr. Lowe reports the 1973-74 
budget involves $2,691,000 for 
the original 2,640-student quota, 
plus the additional funds given 
it from the other schools. This 
comes from the state’s general 
tax fund. Other revenues in­
clude $530,000 in the auxiliary 
services fund (student fees) 
and a pass-through fund of 
$350,000 to $400,000 for the 
bookstore, which is budgeted 
and then returned as books and 
supplies, are sold to students.

ExtensiSh courses, which are 
entirely student supported, is 
budgeted at $200,000, which 
brings the total to approximate­
ly $3,421,000.

For the 1974-75 year, a

system-wide budget of $145 
m illio n  as has been 
recommend^ and Dr. Lowe 
reported the state trustees 
Monday had endorsed this 
recommendation.

As a short-range solution to 
the MCC space-shortage  
problem, Dr. Lowe outlined the 
proposal to lease a renovated 
Cheney Hall near the Hartford 
Rd. campus for 10 years. It 
\ ^ I d  give the college a larger 
auditorium and more office 
space to alleviate crowded con- 

. ditions throughout the two cam­
puses, he said.

He also reported the state 
trustees have allocated funds 
for the planning of the next 
ph^se of the permanent cam­
pus. This $75,000 might be 
allocated this fall for a 25,000- 
to 30,000-square-foot structure 
in the master plan and be ready 
for use in the 1975-76 term.

He announced Roger Bagley 
of Manchester, is the new 
chairman of the state hoard of 
trustees and cited Bagley s long 
and continuing interest in MCC 
and said he was looking forward 
to a c on t i nu i ng  s t r ong  
relationship between the board 
and the school.

The new chairman of the 
state community colleges board 
of trustees says determining 
enrollment trends will be an 
i m p o r t a n t  key t owar d  
developing future programs for 
the two year colleges.

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Tax Idea May Have Merit
I t has been  ru m o re d  th a t  

politicians, especially those in the 
White House, should be made to file 
flight plans for their trial balloons.

Trial balloons, as you know, are 
feelers put out to test public or 
Congressional reaction to a proposal 
“under study but upon which no final 
decision has been made.”

In other words, the political winds 
are tested before a decision is made to 
go ahead with an idea, regardless of 
its merit.

It is a common practice and from a 
political point of view probably quite 
valid for nothing is more damaging to 
political ego, or fortunes, than to have 
too many proposals shot down before 
they even get off the ground.

The latest case in point is President 
Nixon’s proposal via his front man, 
Melvin Laird, to impose a special 10 
per cent income tax surcharge to help 
battle inflation. The idea is that these 
surcharge funds would be set aside 
and rebated to the taxpayer at some 
later date. i

With federal tax income (individual 
and corporate income) about $150 
billion plus annually, 10 per cent 
would take about $15 billion out of the 
economy. Obviously, to- be anti- 
inflationary, this must not be re­
introduced into the economy via 
federal expenditures.

The plan, if it is to work, must ac­
tually set aside the surcharge collec­
tions and rebate them at a later date 
to the taxpayer.

The plan might be economically 
sound but politically, as already 
evidenced by Congressional reaction, 
it is too radical and too precedent set­
ting for rpodern American political 
practicioners.

While the Old Testament suggested 
the Israelites fill their granaries in fat 
years to have something in store for 
the lean ones, this hasn’t found favor 
in modem political circles and in es­
sence this is what the Nixon proposal 
would have us do.

Right now we are in an inflationary 
spiral because anyway you slice it, 
chew it, grind it, or season it, there is 
too much money in the hands of the 
consumers to buy goods and services 
which are available.

The surcharge is one possible 
way to pare away some of this “fat” 
money in consumer purses for the 
lean years ahead which many 
economists already see in their cloudy 
crystal balls.

But unfortunately, however much 
trust we may have in^our political 
leaders when it comes to many other 
things, this trust, we are afraid, 
doesn’t embrace a taxpayer “savings 
account” of possibly $50 to $100 billjon 
if the inflation control program 
required the surcharge to be con­
tinued for several years.

For it is sad to say that in political 
life today the existence of such funds 
in any amount jyould be a temptation 
tha t n e ith e r Congress or our 
bureaucracy could resist.

We believe the President’s plan to 
keep the surcharge accumulations in 
a trust for rebate at some future time 
might be an innovative and sensible 
approach to the problem of reducing 
the money supply, or quickly in­
creasing it should the economy cool 
too quickly, but alas it is doomed.

It is, we fear, another instance(  ̂
where economic common sense must 
take a back seat to political con­
siderations s o ' that instead of 
American taxpayers being “taxed” in 
a sense to fill.granaries for the future 
we will continue to have what we are 
earning and whatever we can save 
voluntarily, of course, eroded five to 
ten per cent or more each year 
because of inflation.

For this reason we hope this latest 
trial balloon will be patched up quick­
ly and' given another chance. The 
proposal has too much merit to be 
deflated so soon without full ad­
ministration and Congressional study 
of its merits and potentials.

Anti~Nixon Country
LOS ANGELES -  In the 

m idd le-c lass suburb ia  of 
southern California which has 
steadfastly voted for Richard 
M. Nixon for a generation, the 
President has recovered hardly 
at all from the Watergate 
d e p th s  and re m a in s  in 
desperate political trouble.

This unmistakable conclusion 
is drawn from answers to 
questionnaires prepared for us 
by pollster Oliver Quayle for in­
terviews in Nixon country: two 
all-white precincts in the San 
Fernando Valley. Far from con­
firming White House claims 
that President Nixon’s recent 
spurt of visible activity had set 
him on the road to recovery, 
these interviews revealed wide- 
sp re a d  d isb e lie f  in h is 
Watergate explanations and 
overwhelming disapproval of 
his refusal to surrender the 
secret White House tapes.

The President’s problem is 
typified by a television repair­
man’s wife in her late 30s, a 
registered independent who 
voted for Mr. Nixon last year 
but now regards his perfor­
mance as poor. "He is setting a 
te rrib le  example for the 
American public,” she told us. 
“He is telling us to be law- 
abiding citizens and he doesn’t 
follow the laws.”

Elections analyst Richard 
Scammon selected two San 
Fernando precincts for us — 
one lower-middle income blue 
collar, the other middle income 
white collar — which Mr. Nixon 
carried last November by over 
60 per cent. The 94 voters we in­
terview ed with California 
polling supervisor Beryl Winn 
indicated no reversal in the 
President’s decline.

These voters, by more than 5 
to 1,- do not believe Mr. Nixon 
should either resign or be im­
peached. But that is the end of 
any comfort here for the White 
House • (apart from some 25 
hard-core Republicans who 
give the President blanket sup­
port).

Although a su b stan tia l 
majority of those interviewed 
in these two precincts voted for 
him, Mr. Nixon now gets only a 
30 per cent job approval rating. 
They.feel he is wrong not to sur­
render the tapes and they sup­
port Federal Judge John 
SiHca's order to give him the 
tapes, both by 2 to 1. Only 22 
voters believe Mr. Nixon 
le a rn e d  the  d e ta i l s  of 
Watergate just last March; 
rather, by a scarcely believable 
5 to 1 margin, they feel he is not 
telling the whole truth.

The White House campaign 
against Sen. Sam E rv in ’s 
Senate investigating committee 
has failed here. By better than 3 
to 1, these voters want ^rvin’s 
hearing continued. The conten­

tion that the committee is more 
interested in smearing Mr. 
Nixoo than in discovering the 
truth is rejected by better than 
2 to 1.

The most stunning result is 
found in Quayle’s trust index. 
Of seven political figures 
tested, Ervin is highest at 66 
(surpassing even thq popular 
R epublican Gov. Ronald 
Reagan, who had 58). At the 
bottom is Mr. Nixon with 40, 
running below Vice President 
Spiro T. Agnew (44) and Sen. 
George McGovern (47).

The sincere perception by 
many politicians that the voters 
have soured on the Ervin com­
mittee may stem from the 
vociferousness of dedicated 
Nixonites, as shown in these 
two precincts. Contending that 
the President “ is being used as 
a scapegoat in Watergate,” a 
machinist told us he supports 
Mr. Nixon in every respect. So 
does a retired bus driver, who 
said: “He’s had a lot to buck — 
Congress and tl&t damn Ervin 
committee.”

But these faithful are too few 
to keep this truly Nixon coun­
try. The President’s decline is 
measured by the attitude of 
Democrats and independents 
who voted for him and now con­
demn his presidency — often 
citing economic factors. High 
prices is the main complaint, 
but a surprising number men­
tion the Soviet wheat deal. The

D e m o c ra tic  w ife  of a 
veterinarian regrets her vote 
for Mr. Nixon because of his 
“selling wheat to Russia while 
we get stale bread at home.”

Such disaffected Nixonites 
promise to return to their old 
Democratic allegiance in 1976. 
A divorcee who supports her 
family on a nurse’s aide’s pay, 
complaining about the “price of 
food and housing,” told us she 
would vote for any Democrat 
next time.

Thus, the polyglot subur­
banite precincts of California’s 
San Fernando Valley closely 
mirror the ethnic urban wards 
of Jersey City, N.J., site of our 
last scouting trip six weeks ago. 
The fact that Mr. Nixon has 
since broken out of confinement 
with two press conferences and 
re p e a te d  o th e r  p u b lic  
appearances has made no 
difference.

In fact, the interviews here 
dispute the impact of those 
press conferences. By better 
than 2 to 1, these voters denied 
that the press conferences 
made them think more highly of 
the President. By nearly 3 to 1, 
they d isag reed  th a t the 
reporters were disrespectful to 
the President. Based on these 
soundings from Nixon country, 
i t  w ill tak e  m ore than  
cosmetics and anti-media, anti- 
Congress counterattacks to 
rehabilitate the Pfesident in the 
public mind.

The Mo9t Staying Power?
WASHINGTON -  On defense 

spending, we shall see this year 
which branch of government 
has the most staying power — 
the executive or the legislative.

President Nixon has said he 
will veto any bill “that Includes 
cuts which would imperil our 
national security.” Senate 
M a jo r ity  L e a d e r  M ike 
Mansfield says “ It’s too bad, 
but we have no sacred cows...if 
we are not careful we will de­
fend ourselves into bankrupt­
cy.” -0

Mansfield is right. It’s time a 
start was made on reducing the 
Pentagon’s budget to a size that 
will have a braking effect on in­
flation. We are spending more 
on defense than we can afford 
and all the speeches on the 
demands.of ‘‘national security” 
will not alter the situation. This 
is not to say there should not be 
cuts in the budgets of other 
departments because it is total 
government spending that fuels 
inflation, but the Pentagon for 
too long has been considered 
untouchable.

Nixon’s statement that “In 
 ̂ constant dollars, our defense 

spending in this fiscal year will 
$10-billion less than was 

spent in 1964, before the Viet­
nam War began” looks good in 
print. But the fact is we are still 
spending too much. Besides, 
1964 was hardly a year of peace 
in Vietnam. American “ad­
visers” were fighting on Viet­
namese soil and the Treasury 
was dispatching hundreds of 
millions of dollars to prop up 
the Saigon regime.

Besides, too, the White House 
keeps boasting that the U.S. is 
at peace. That being so, it is 
hardly presumptuous for the 
man on Main Street to suggest 
that maybe the military needs 
less of his dough.

I Oh sure, there are com­
plications. There are always 
complications. It will be im- 

. possible, says Nixon, to achieve 
mutual troop reductions with 
the Russians in Central Europe 
if unilateral cuts are ordered. A 
unilateral withdrawal of U.S. 
troops in Europe “could bring a 
serious unraveling of the NATO 
alliance.”

Nuts to such scare talk. The 
real deterrent in Europe is 

• America’s nuclear power and

everybody knows it, especially 
the Russians — who at any rate 
are confronted with an un­
friendly and daily more power­
ful Communist China on its 
eastern and southern borders. 
Any conventional European 
conflict would result in the 
swift capture of our nuclear 
bases unless we put them to 
work.

Still, a m ajor obstacle 
remains to any meaningful 
reduction in the military budget 
— and it is called Congress. 
When the chips are down, 
Congress always backs down. A 
few members, like Mansfield i 
can be counted on to continue to 
man the barricades, but the 
majority has always been 
sca red  aw ay by gloomy 
Presidential warnings that the 
economizers would hand the 
country over to the Com­
munists without a fight. Few 
legislators want their con­
stituencies to hear them 
branded — in Nixon’s recent 
words — as “dangerously 
irresponsible.”

This tim e it m ight be  ̂
different. There is more braye^ 
talk on the Hill from more 
legislators than in any recent 
year. If Congress does hang 
tough, it could create an im­
passe which would ̂  difficult 
for Nixon to compromise. ‘

Nixon says he’ll veto any Pen­
tagon budget he doesn’t like, 
and he canhe taken at his word. 
Congress doesn’t have enough 
vote^ to override a veto, but it 
does re ta in  the rig h t to 
legislate, and the power of the 
purse, and it can match a veto 
by refusing to pass any money 
bill for the Defense Department 
u n til Nixon red u ces  his 
demands.

Indeed, it is barely con­
ceivable Congress would get its 
back up and refuse to pass a 
continuing resolution permit­
ting the Pentagon to function 
temporarily on limited ̂ unds. 
This would not be a prettywitua- 
tion, but it would work. ^  lyhen 
the last brave word has been 
said on the Hill, resolution of 
the issue will depend on 
whether Congress or Richard 
Nixon leads the league in guts.
If Congress surrenders again, it 
should. go home and take up 
knitting.

HOLLYWOOD -  (NEA) -  
Anybody looking for proof that 
ours is a crime-conscious cul­
ture can flna it in this sea­
son’s new television schedule. 
Of the 25 new programs and 
mini-programs announced by 
the three networks, more than 
half — 14 — deal with the 
catching of criminals.

There are no new westerns. 
There is only one new variety 
program, NBC Follies. There 
Is only one dramatic antholo- 
f f  series, NBC’s Love Story. 
There is one doctor in the 
crowd, ABC’s occasional Doc 
Elliot (Jam es Franciscus) 
who practices medicine out of 
a van in the southwest.

And there is a scattering of 
comedies — eight of them — 
of varying sorts.

F a r and away the biggest 
category, however, is the 
crime-busting show.

CBS has four — Monte 
Markham as The New Perry  
Mason; Jam es Stewart as 
Hawkins^ a country lawyer 
who outsm arts the city 
crooks; Telly Savalas as Ko- 
jak (the show has gone 
through several changes of 
spelling of the charac ter’s 
nam e), a tough but kindly 
cop; and Richard Roundtree 
as Shaft, based loosely on the 1 successful movie series about 
tlje black private eye.

ABC has only six new se­
ries, and three of them are  
crime shows — Lome Greene 
ais Griff, an ex<op turned pri­
vate eye; Tony Musante as 
Toma, a series based on the 
real-life exploits of a daring, 
inventive policeman; and the 
once-a-montli Cyborg, starring 
Lee M ajors as a man with

almost-superhuman powers 
who only gets the difficult 
cases.

NBC has more new shows 
than any network, and more 
of them are crim e shows. 
Seven of NBC’s new offerings 
deal, in one fashion or anoth­
er, with crime.

They are: an anthology se­
ries called Police Story; 
Mitchell Ryan in Chase, deal­
ing with a team of undercover 
cops; Bill Bixby as The Magi­
cian, who uses magic as a 
front for his anticrime work; 
the mini-series. The Blue 
Knight, starring William Hol­
den; and three new rotating 
elements on the Wednesday 
Mystery Movie, Jam es Mc- 
Eaching as a black private 
eye named Tenafly, Helen 
Hayes and Mildred Natwick 
as the elderly Snoop Sisters, 
and Dan Dailey as an ex-con 
turned, private eye in Faraday 
and Company.

The comedy pickings do not 
seem too promising this year. 
CBS has James Coco in Caluc- 

»ci’s Dept., set in a state em­
ployment office, and a World 
War II comedy about the Red 
Ball Express called Roll Out! 
ABC also only has two — Bob 
& Carol & T ^  & Alice, which 
bears little  resem blance to 
the movie of tha t name, and 
Mr. and Ms. about a team of 
married lawyers.

NBC adds four — Diana, 
with Diana Rigg; Sally Field 
as The Girl With Something 
Extra (the extra something is 
E .S .P .); Lotsa Luck, which 
has Dom DeLuise working in 
a lost and found department; 
and a garment district come­
dy, Needles and Pins.

Fast Building 
To Be Explored 
For High School

The Vernon Perm anent 
Municipal Building Committee, 
which has been involved in 
proposed plans for expansion of 
Rockville High School for the 
past several years, has a new 
idea which might help speed up 
the expansion at a lower cost.

The committee will give a 
slide presentation of “phase 
fast track building,” Sept. 27 at 
7:30 at the Vernon Center Mid­
dle School.

It was the building committee 
th a t  o r ig in a l ly  m ade 
recommendations to the Board 
of Education concerning the 
expansion of the existing high 
school as opposed to building 
another high school at another 
site.

The Board of Education is 
now planning to go to a referen­
dum vote, for the third time, to 
ask for an appropriation to ex­
pand the high school. The 
proposal has been watered 
down to a cost of $5 million. 
This is just about half of the 
very first proposal.

The building committee has 
invited Town Council and Board 
of Education members, and. the 
general public, to attend the 
Sept. 27 meeting.

Robert R. Wehrli, chairman 
of the committee, said it is the 
com m ittee’s opinion that 
because this type of construc­
tion could reduce the building

time of the anticipated high 
school by six months, that the 
Town Council as well as the 
school board, should be totally 
familiar with “phase fast track 
building.”

Normand Noel, d istric t 
manager of sales and William 
G ilbane, of the Gilbane 
Building Co., Providence, R. I., 
experts in this type of construc­
tion, will conduct the presenta­
tion.

Ambulance Fees 
Not To Change

The ambulance fees now in 
effect in Vernon will remain 
that way at least for the time 
being, the Town Council agreed 
last night.

Mayor Frank McCoy said 
that the fees charged are com­
parable to those charged in 
other nearby towns and con­
siderably less than private am­
bulance services.

For a Vernon residient being 
tra n sp o rte d  to R ockville 
General Hospital, the charge is 
a flat $20. A Vernon resident 
going to an out-of-town hospital 
will be charged at $1.25 a mile.

A non-resident transported to 
Rockville Hospital will be 
charged $30 and to an out-of- 
town hospital, $30 plus $1.25 per 
mile.

In Ellington residents pay $20 
to go to Itockville Hospital and 
$22.50 to go to any hospital in 
H artford. The charge for 
transportation of a patient to 
Norwich State Hospital is $51 
and non-residents pay a flat fee 
of $30 to go to any hospital.

In Tolland there is a subscrip­
tion minimum of $5 and a town 
resident, non-subscription, pays 
$15. A non-resident is charged 
$30 for tra n p o rta tio n  to 
Rockville Hospital and $50 to 
Norwich.

A r e p o r t  f rom  Kei th  
Philbrick, captain of the Ver­
non Ambulance Corps, showed 
receipts for the past year 
totaled $13,160 and operating 
expenses totaled $9,849, a net 
operating gain of ^,311.

The town is planning to buy 
another ambulance which will 
cost about $13,000. According to 
last year’s figures, the council 
feels it can keep the fee 
schedule the same and still 
come out in the black even with 
the purchase of the new vehicle

and maintaining it and the 
existing ambulance.

Councilman Peter Humphry . 
questioned how much is paid for 
ambulance fees under the 
hospital insurance program. 
Richard Borden, director of ad­
ministration said a good portion 
is paid by the insurance, direct­
ly to the individual.

C ou n c i l m a n  J a m e s  
McCarthy, noting the town was 
not trying to make money on 
the ambulance service, agreed ' 
the schedule should remain the 
same and the insurance fees 
should be looked into.

Chairman Bradley reported 
the field of 20 town manager 
candidates has been narrowed 
to threb. Dates of Sept. 26 and 
27 were .set for interviews by 
council members, in executive 
session.

Chairman Bradley said he 
was embarrassed with the 
council’s hesitancy to take ac­
tion, since that ^roup was in­
strum ental in having the 
rehearing in town, especially

since the delay in the PUC ac­
tion oil the issue has caused the 
water company to lose added 
revenue for one billing. The 
company has requested a raise 
in rates from $3.35 to $6 per 
quarter. The town, through its 
garage facilities, is a user.

Town Manager Moore said he 
couldn’t really object to the In- 
hardship to the taxpayers, he 
harsh ip to the taxpayers, he 
said. The increase would be 
used to improve facilities and 
for upkeep. Moore was 
requested by the council to at­
tend the Friday PUC hearing to 
represent the town and state 
the council's stand on the issue.

The council also requested 
the town manager to seek town 
attorney's opinion on an appeal 
of a State Labor Relations 
Board (SLRB) ruling that the 
local lax collector and assessor 
be included in the Town Roll 
employes union. Organizing 
elections were held last week 
with a unanimous vote to join 
the American Federation of 
State County and Municipal 
F.mployes, AFL-CIO, forming 
Local 1303.

As the town grows and ad­
ditional employes needed, these 
positions will be of supervisory 
nature, Counciirnan Jesse 
Brainard said. The SLB action 
was “demeaning 'dnd highly 
questionable," he said, and 
suggested legal steps be taken 
to contest the SLB ruling.

As 
my son put it when he came 
barreling into the kitchen after 
acquiring  HIS f ir s t  new 
customer, “Ma, the greatest 
thing in the whole world just 
happened!”

P ap erb o y s m ake lo y a l 
friends. My son would walk 
across burning coals for one 
woman on his route. She invited 
him  in s id e  d u rin g  a 
thunderstorm, gave him hot 
cocoa and put his wet shirt in 
the dryer.

It is said that behind every* 
paperboy there is a mother. 
She’s miles behind him, in fact 
she’s at the bottom of his sub­
stitute list. But some Sunday 
morning you may see her. 
She’ll skulk up your driveway 
clutching a  trench coat over her 
nightgown, w ith a sca rf 
covering her early morning 
hairdo. She’ll be praying that no 
one recognizes her and she’ll be 
wondering how she got herself 
intothis in the first place.

I grant you that paperboys 
may be ordinary boys when 
they start their roubra but to 
KEEP them they must develop 
some extraordinary traits. That 
paper has to go out; in rain, 
s l ^ ,  snow, when they have a 
stomach a(±e and when they’d 
rather be playing football with 
the gang. It t^ e s  quite a guy to 
do &e job right.

NEW YORK (AP) -  Hank Aaron 
hit another home run and there was a 
homer record tied in Atlanta.

But relax. You didn’t  sleep through 
Nos. 711 through 713. I t  w asn ’t 
Aaron’s record.

Dave Jo h n so n , p e rfo rm ed  two 
remarkable feats Monday night when the 
Atlanta Braves blanked the San Diego 
Padres 7-0.

He belted his 42nd homer of the 1973 
baseball season, tying Rogers Hornsby’s 
mark set in 1922 for most trots around the 
bases by a second baseman.

But then he performed the near­
impossible. He stole some of the thunder 
from Aaron, who belted No. 711 two 
batters earlier and now needs three more 
career homers to catch the ghost of Babe 
Ruth.

"Dave’s your man tonight,’’ said Aaron, 
who now trails Ruth’s lifetime homer 
mark by three. "He’s the one who caught a 
ghost.’’

In the other National League games, 
Montreal edged St. Louis 54, then the Car­
dinals beat the Expos in 12 innings 5-3; 
Pitsburgh overpowered New York 10-3; 
Houston downed Cincinnati 5-2; Los

Angeles pounded San Francisco 7-1 and the 
Philadelphia-Chicago game was rained 
out.

Expos 5-3, Cards 4-5
Felipe Alou’s two-out ninth inning pinch 

single tied the score and Alou came 
around to score the game-winner on a 
weird single by pinch hitter Ron Woods for 
a 54 opening game victory.

The Cardinals came back to take the se­
cond game. Bemie Carbo’s ninth-inning 
home run tied the game in the ninth and 
his 12th-inning single untied it in the 12th, 
helping St. Louis to a 5-3 victory.

In between Carbo’s two hits, both teams 
sweated out a one-hour, 12-minute rain 
delay.

P IT T S B U R G H  ( A P ) - W i l l i e  
Stargell feels he was jilted once by the 
baseball w riters  who select the | 
N ational League’s Most Valuable 
P layer, so he’s guarding against 
another m ajor disappointment.

"I’ll never get myself keyed up for the 
MVP again,” Stargell pledged Monday 
night after his booming bat helped 
Pittsburgh to a 10-3 romp over the New 
York Mets.

In 1972, Stargell clouted 41 homers and 
drove in 125 runs in helping Pittsburgh to 
the National League East title, but Joe 
Torre of St. Louis was the clear-cut choice 
for MVP.

"71 taught me a lesson,” Stargell said 
Monday night after drivin^tA four runs 
with four extra-base hits, including his 
40th homer of the season.

"I really felt I had an excellent chance 
for the MVP in ’71,̂ ’ he added. "What real­
ly hurt was that everybody was going 
around telling me I had an excellent 
chance.

"I had been led to beliece that the MVP 
was the player who contributed the most 
to his team’s winning the division title,” 
he continued, "but then they said Torre 
had a better all around year.”

Stargell’s four RBIs against the Mets 
boosted his season total to 112, tops in the 
league, and the win pushed Pittsburgh a 
full game ahead of secondplace Montreal 
in the tightly bunched NL East.

Since Danny Murtaugh’s return as 
Pirate manager, Stargell has rapped 23 
hits in 48 times at bat, driven in 16 runs 
and boosted his average by better than 15 
points.

"I don’t recall Willie ever.hitting any 
better than he has hit in the 11 games I 
have been here,” Murtaugh said as he 
relaxed on his squeaky clubhouse rocking 
chair.

"Willie shows by example,” Murtaugh 
added. "He reminds me so nuch of Rober­
to Clemente. Clemente gave 100 per cent 
all of the time and so does Willie.”

Aaron, a 39-year-old star 
building a legend of his own, 
smashed No. 711 of his 
career off San Diego’s Gary 
Ross in the eighth inning of 
Atlanta’s 70 victory over the 
Padres Monday night.

“I still have'a shot,” Aaron 
said of his bid to pass the im­
mortal Ruth this year. “Yep, 
it enhances my chances.”

A crowd of only 1,362 — 
lowest in the eight years ti\e 
Braves have been in Atlanta 
— saw Aaron take another 
stride in his relentless chase.

A steady shower was still 
pelting the infield tarpaulin 
less than 30 minutes before 
game time.

However, included in the 
sparse gathering was Baseball 
Commissioner Bowie Kuhn, 
who had come to Atlanta to 
officially invite Aaron to 
throw out the first ball at the 
1973 World Series. Also on 
hand were Aaron’s father, 
Herbert, and his brother, 
Tommie, manager of the 
Braves’ farm team at Savan­
nah.

“You’re a show off,” Kuhn 
told Aaron as the two met in 
B raves’ M anager Eddie 
Mathews’ office to have a pic­
ture made with Dave John­
son, the Atlanta infielder who 
cracked his 42nd home run 
later in the eighth inning to 
tie the record for most 
homers in a season for se­
cond basemen set by Rogers

Hornsby in 1922.
“ I thought it was going 

foul for a while,” Aaron said 
of his 38th homer this year. 
“ It was a slider that didn’t 
break. It just stayed inside. 
Those are the kind that usual­
ly tail off foul. If there had 
been any kind of wind, it 
probably would have blown it 
out foul.”

The liner off an 0-1 pitch 
from Ross hugged the line 
and sailed past the left field 
foul pole, landing near the 
teepee of Braves’ mascot 
Chief Noc-A-Homa.

It was A aron’s 11th 
straight home run off a 
righthanded pitcher since he 
cracked No. 700 on July 21 
against southpaw Ken Brett 
of Philadelphia.

Atlanta has only 10 games 
remaining this season, six of 
which will be played in Atlan­
ta Stadium where Aaron now 
has 178 home runs.

He called off plans to appear 
at the dedication of the huge 
new Fort Worth-Dallas airport 
in Texas this weekend. Aides 
say he has no trips scheduled 
for the rest of September.

The President expects to re­
main in the Washington area, 
with perhaps a weekend at the 
Florida White House, while he 
concentrates on dom estic 
leg is la tio n  and problem s 
ran g in g  from  en erg y  to

economy, a White House of­
ficial reports.

Nixon also is bypassing any 
appearance at the U.N. General 
Assembly’s 28th session, which 
started Tuesday in New York 
City.

But he is sending his newly 
designated Secretary of State, 
Henry A. Kissinger, to speak 
there. Kissinger hopes to win 
full Senate approval by next 
week, and a special White 
House oath-taking ceremony is 
planned to launch him in his 
expanded diplomatic role.

Nixon has expressed his 
desire to get the Watergate 
scandals behind him and to get 
on with the public business. In 
doing this, a top aide described 
the President as "really con­
centrating on domestic things” 
and planning to do that "to a 
great extent” until the con­
gressional recess.

Congress hopes to wind up its 
current session in October, but 
observers doubt it can be done 
until well into November.

Nixon said a recent study 

shows "it costs between 15 and 
40 per cent more for the govern­
ment to provide housing for 
people than for people to 
a c q u ir e  th a t  ho u sin g  
themselves on the private 
market.”

In 1970, Congress authorized a 
$150 million experim ental 
program in housing allowances 
involving more than 18,000 
families. Nixon recommended 
this effort be expanded and that 
figures be gathered on the cost 
of safe and sanitary housing in 
various parts of the country.

Recommending that first 
priority be given to the elderly 
poor, Nixon said the cash sub­
sidies “would be carefully 
s c a le d  to  m ake up the  
difference between what a 
family could afford on its own 
for housing and the cost of safe 
and sanitary housing in that 
geographic area.”

The President said a final 
decision on the wisdom of the 
innovative approach probably 
would come “ late in 1974 or ear­
ly in 1975.”

For the moment, Nixon said, 
there would be a continuing

need to provide some federally- 
subsidized housing projects. 
But he recommended, as a new 
approach, that developers 
m ake new ly -b u ilt un its 
“available at special rents for 
low-income families and the 
government' in return would 
pay the  d e v e lo p e r  the 
difference between such rents 
and fair market rents.”

In the field of public housing, 
Nixon announced he was lifting 
his Jan. 5 suspension of “the 
section 23 program under which 
new and existing housing is 
le a s e d  fo r  low -incom e 
families.”

Nixon also proposed a major 
experiment designed to ease 
the home-buying burden on 
young families.

He asked Congress for 
authority to test a program that 
would gear mortgage payments 
to expected changes in family 
income.

“Rather than make the same 
flat payment over the life of the 
loan, families yould make 
smaller payments in the earlier 
years — when they are hardest 
pressed — and larger payments 
later on — when their incomes 
are higher,” Nixon said.

Amendment For 
State Proposed

amendments, one requiring a balanced state budget and 
the second forbidding the state to sell bonds for operating 
expenses, were given to a legislative committee today by 
the Connecticut Public Expenditure Council (CPEC).

tion and Policy Committee will 
decide whether to submit the 
am endm ents to the 1974 
General Assembly.

"Balanced annual budgets 
can play an important role in 
keeping the state’s financial 
house in order and in supporting 
the sound and stable fiscal 
policy which helps to maintain 
Connecticut’s Triple-A credit 
rating,” the council said.

Connecticut currently is 
paying off a $244 million deficit 
accumulated between 1968 and 
1971. The state also has a $2 
b illion  debt from money 
borrowed over several years.

"Connecticut ranks fourth 
nationally in per capita state 
debt and can ill afford higher in­
terest costs that would result 

Xrom a drop in its credit 
rating,” CPEC said.

Responsibility for a balanced 
budget should rest with the 
governor, it added. The amend­
ment would require him to do 
one of two things if the state 
appeared headed for the red — 
call the legisIatureXpto special 
session or immediately reduce 
expenditures.

The latter is permitted under 
existing statutes and was used 
by Gov. Thomas J. Meskill in 
his first year in office.

The council also would 
require the governor to report 
official revenue estimates 
regularly. Lack of such regular 
reporting has been criticized by 
the legislature’s Appropriations 
Committee.

The council said selling bonds 
to cover operating expenses 
"runs counter to prudent fiscal 
management." Former State 
T reasurer Robert Berdon 
called for a similar amendment 
on several occasions.

“To finance current expenses

from bond funds is to build into 
each budget fixed charges for 
debt service, which can greatly 
reduce flexibility in setting 
budget priorities," the council 
said.

It reported that between 1968 
and 1971 Connecticut borrowed 
more than $145 million to pay 
current expenses at an interest 
rate of $77 million.

Much of Nixon’s message 
dealt with high interest rates, 
the c u rre n t s c a rc ity  of 
mortgage funds and possible 
ways to ease the situation.

The President said he will 
propose legislation to allow 
lenders a tax credit of up to 3Vi 
per cent on the interest they 
earn when they put their mioney 
into residential mortgages.

When a savings and loan 
association, for example, 
placed at least 70 per cent of its 
portfolio into mortgages, Nixon 
said, his plan would provide 3V4 
per cent tax credit that would 
be the equivalent “of an ad­
ditional interest yield of more 
than one-half of one per cent” 
at current interest levels.

The objective would be to 
make investment in housing 
loans more attractive.

“The American dream fcan- 
not be complete for any of us 
unless it is within the reach of 
all of us,” said Nixon. "A de­
cent home in a suitable living 
environment is an essential 
part of that di;eam.”

Many of the President’s 
proposals were technical.

To ease mortgage credit, for 
example, he announced the 
Federal Home Loan Bank 
Board will stand ready to ad­
vance up to $2.5 billion in loan 
commitments to savings and 
loan Institutions that in turn 
commit themselves to housing 
construction loans for delivery 
at future dates.

He said the lenders have been 
showing some reluctance to 
make advance commitments 
because of uncertainty “as to 
whether they will have enough 
funds to lend at the interest 
rates which exist now.”

Nixon also announced that up 
to $3 billion in mortgages for 
new housing will be financed 
under a plan for the Govern^ 
ment  N ational M ortgage 
Association to provide funds for 
FHA-insured mortgages at in­
t e r ^  rates somewhat below 
the market level. Nixon also 
asked Congress to authorize the 
Federal Housing Administra­
tion to insure larger housing 
loans on a lower down-payment 
basis than the present law per­
mits.

In another technical proposal, 
Nixon recommended that 
Congress , consider ways of 
allowing private mortgage in­
surance to purchase inexpen­
sive federal re-insurance, a 
move he said could “ make 
available even more sources of 
low down-payment, long-term 
home financing for prospective 
home buyers.”

Discussing public housing 
projects, Nixon said:

“ Some of them are im­
pressive, but too many are 
monstrous, depressing places— 
run-down, overcrowded, crime- 
ridden, falling apart.”

The result of a six-month 
study, the housing package 
originally had been expected to 
go to Congress earlier this 
month. But philosophical and 
budget considerations reported­
ly prompted Nixon to take a 
closer look at it.
