Feminist Art Center Opens In Chicago

In Manchester, most children 
go to school on the bus. Accor­
ding to statistics complied in 
1971 by the National Safety 
Council, 150 people were killed 
and 5,600 injured in school bus 
accidents. Of the 150 killed, 85 
were students (35 of whom 
were bus passengers and 50 of 
whom were pedestrians ap­
proaching or leaving zone).

These statistics are grim, but 
unless you know one of the;acci- 
dent victims, they seem very 
impersonal. As a parent, 
however, you are doubtlessly 
interested in preventing your 
children from becoming such 
grim statistics. Teach your 
children the a r t  of good 
busmanship.

Remember, safety starts at 
home. Children should be 
dressed for school and should 
leave home at the same time 
each day. They should get to the 
bus stop five minutes early. The 
d r iv e r  c a n 't  w a it fo r 
latecomers, so it’s important to 
be on time.

If your children have to walk 
to get to the bus stop and there 
are no sidewalks on their route, 
teach them to walk facing traf­
fic. This way they can see the 
cars coming toward them and 
the driver can see them, too. 
While walking, they should stay 
as far from the road as possi­
ble.

At the bus stop, children 
should not wait in the street. 
This is inviting trouble. It isn’t 
safe for others, either, if the 
bus has to stop in the middle of 
the road.
It’s a good idea to line up, with 

younger children first, so that 
when the bus stops they will be 
ready to get on. Teach your 
children the importance of 
waiting until the bus comes to a 
complete stop.

When getting on the bus, 
children should use the handrail 
to help them keep their balance 
as they go up the steps.

Standing up in the bus is 
dangerous. Sometimes i t’s 
necessary, however. Children 
who have to ride standing 
should give their books to a 
seated person, stand facing 
forward or sideways, and hold 
onto two seat grips.

If anything in the bus is 
dam aged (windows, sea t 
cushions, etc.), children should 
report it to the driver when they 
leave the bus.

Encourage your children to 
develop good bus manners. 'Riis 
may be done by playing the 
game "Bus Trip” with your 
children. The rules are simple:

1. Stay quietly in your seat. 
No getting up and walking 
around.

2. Save snacks and homework 
for later. Coming to a sudden 
stop or going over a big bump or 
a hole can send apgle cores and 
pencils flying. This could badly 
injure somebody.

3. Put books or bundles where 
they can’t fall. Your lap is a 
pretty good place.

4. Keep your arms and legs 
out of the aisle where they can 
trip somebody.

5. Act as you would in a 
classroom. No loud talking, 
screaming, or fighting.

6. Try not to carry big or 
heavy things on a bus. No pets 
allowed in the bus.

7. Don’t stick your head, 
hands, or books out the bus win­
dows. You could use them.

8. Don’t talk to the driver 
except in emergencies. He has 
to keep his eyes and his 
thoughts on the road when the 
bus is moving.

9. No talking at ail when the 
bus is near a railroad crossing. 
The driver has to be able to 
hear as well as see if a train is 
approaching.

10. Get permission before 
opening windows. Leaning 
against windows is not a good

ideS because they are often 
built to pop out under pressure 
in case of accidents.

A safe trip is a happy trip. Ac­
cidents can ruin your day, not to 
mention your life.

CHICAGO (AP) -  A new 
feminist art gallery designed to 
show that "women don’t just 
have to be mothers or dilet­
tantes” has opened here.

Prances Schoenwetter, a 
spokeswoman for ARC, said the 
gallery "will provide a vehicle 
for women artists to work

together for mutual support and 
cooperation.”

She said It will "enable them, 
by their combined efforts, to 
assume a more significant role 
than has been possible in the 
past in the gallery-museum 
dominated art system.”

A wide variety of media is 
represented in the first exhibi­

tion, which opened ^ p t. 14. It 
Includes oil and watercolor 
painting, etching, ceramics, 
sculpture, lithography and 
photography.

It also includes some unusual 
media, such as shaped and 
stuffed canvas, quilts and X- 
ray.

One of the most accomplished

pieces in the exhibition is Mrs. 
Bernstein's drawing and X-ray 
m o n tag e  c a lle d  “ Body 
Alchemy."

Democratic Club 
Backs School Work

The Democratic Club of 
Manchester, after hearing a 
Wednesday night presentation 
by School Superintendent 
James P. Kennedy and School 
Board Chairman Allan Thomas, 
endorsed the proposed $5.6 
million additions-renovations 
program for M anchester’s 
junior high schools.

About 20 Democratic Club 
members voted to endorse the 
proposal, which will go before 
town voters in a Nov. 6 referen­
dum.

The referendum item “in­
volves construction and bonding 
for two schools (Bennet and 
Illing Junior High Schools) but 
it affects all secondary schools 
in Manchester,” Thomas said, 
explaining the proposal.

Thomas said the proposal, 
which is essentially a scaled- 
down version of a $6.8 million 
referendum defeated last year, 
is a three-pronged approach to 
solving secondary school needs.

The first part consists of ad­
dition of 19 teaching stations at 
Illing. The construction work at 
Illing, also to include minor 
renovations, will allow Illing 
ninth graders to return to their 
school — they have been housed 
at Manchester High School due 
to lack of space at Illing.

The second p a rt of the 
program involves additions to

and m ajor renovations of 
Bennet. A major part of the 
Bennet project will include con­
struction of new physical 
education and library-media 
center facilities which are now 
“very poor,” Thomas said.

The third part of the proposal 
would be the effect of the junior 
high school work on the high 
school. Manchester High School 
would regain much-needed 
space now used by Illing ninth 
graders, Thomas said.

Although the referendum 
proposal, to be Question 1 on 
the voting machines, lists a cost 
of $5.6 million for the additions- 
renovations, the actual net cost 
to the Town of Manchester 
would be $3,159,500, Thomas 
and Kennedy emphasized. The 
difference would be paid by 
state grant’.

The junior high school project 
is necessary, Kennedy said, to 
bring the schools “up to stan­
dards so we can go forward in 
the '70s and ’80s.”

W ednesday  n ig h t ’s 
Democratic Club action was the 
second club endorsement of the 
junior high school proposal this 
year, Kennedy said today. The 
Manchester PTA Council en­
dorsed the referendum last 
month.

Kennedy said school board 
members have lined up a 
“heavy” schedule of speaking 
engagements, to promote the 
referendum, in October.

The 15-member Blue Ribbon 
committee was created by the 
town’s Board of Directors last 
month, after the board received 
a 1,500-signature petition urged 
further study — beyond the 
favorable report of last year’s 
Charter Revision Commission 
— of the council-manager form 
of government.

The Blue Ribbon committee, 
which co n sis ts  of seven 
Democrats, six Republicans, 
and two unaffiliated citizens, 
has decided to meet twice a 
month. The next meeting is 
scheduled for Oct. 10.

M anchester Mayor John 
Thompson challenged the com­
mittee Wednesday night to take 
a “hard look at the present 
form of government” and make 
a report to the directors by next 
May.

Thompson said there is a 
great deal that can be studied 
without doing harm to the pre­
sent form, which he said is 
operating efficiently and effec­
tively.

T hom pson  n o te d  th a t  
although the Charter Revision 
Commission presented a report 
in March urging retention of the 
council-manager form, there 
was also a minority report in 
favor of a strong mayor govern­
ment.

Town Manager Robert Weiss 
said the Blue Ribbon com­
mittee is essentially a study 
group. Weiss said the Blue Rib­
bon Com m ittee has been 
offered help from the Board of 
Directors and town personnel.

Lawyers for President Nixon 
appeared to take a hard line in 
defense of withholding the 
tapes in a legal brief filed 
Wednesday with the appeals 
court.

The brief was part of the con­
tinuing arguments being given 
the court and did not directly 
deal with the suggested com­
prom ise. But a fte r citing 
Nixon’s efforts to aid the 
Watergate investigation, in­
cluding giving Cox broad

Minimum Legal Fees 
Labeled Price Fixing
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 

Justice Department is setting 
out to shatter a 178-year-old 
tradition of America’s law 
profession — the minimum fees 
recommended by hundreds of 
bar associations.

The move was to b,e an­
nounced today by one of the 
department’s top trust-busters, 
Deputy Asst. Atty. Gen. Bruce 
B. Wilson, in testimony to a 
House Judiciary subcommittee.

Wilson disclosed in an inter­
view beforehand that in­
vestigations are underway into 
a number of bar associations. 
He estimated that 600 to 700 
state or local  ̂groups circulate 
fee guidelines'.

State associations in Florida, 
Michigan, Massachusetts and 
some local groups in Penn­
sylvania recently have an­
nounced they would abandon 
them.

“In reality,” Wilson said, in 
his prepared testimony, “These 
fee arrangem ents can be 
viewed as little more' than 
classic cartel price fixing. They

are per se violations of the an­
titrust laws.”

The position of the American 
Bar Association is that no at­
torney is compelled to follow 
the recommendations of his 
local bar and that antitrust laws 
therefore do not apply.

But Wilson declared that the 
fee schedules — usually drawn 
up by a local bar committee and 
sometimes voted upon by the 
entire membership — “are 
o f te n  m o re  th a n  m ere  
suggestions. They are often ac­
companied by the threat of dis­
ciplinary action for those who 
systematically choose to under­
cut the suggested fee”

The antitrust division, he said 
in the interview, would likely 
begin its assault upon the prac­
tice by a civil suit rather than 
criminal action — “ in order for 
the message to get through.”

Minimum fees, Wilson noted, 
have been followed by the 
nation’s attorneys ever since 
1795 — when lawyers in Rhode 
Island were prohibited from 
charging anything less than $1 
for their services.

Senate Passes 
Pension Bill

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
Senate has passed 93 to 0 a 
private pension plan reform bill 
and the odds seem to favor 
similar action in the House.

The landmark legislation, 
which has been worked on in 
Senate committees for more 
than three years, would set the 
first minimum standards for 
private pension plans.

It is designed to guarantee 
that the approximately 40 
million Americans now covered 
by the plans actually get 
benefits when they reach retire­
ment age.

Sponsors said that in­
vestiga tions have shown 
thousands of persons never 
received any pensions despite 
many years of service in a com­
pany with a pension plan.

Sen. Harrison A. Williams 
Jr., D-N.J., chief author of the 
bill with Sen. Jacob K. Javits, 
R-N.Y., called the action “an 
historic step in extending 
security for American working 
men and women."

The Senate vote sent the 
measure to the House where 
the Education and Labor and 
Ways and Means committees 
have been working o their own 
versions.

Rep. A1 Ullman, D-Ore., ac­

ting Ways and Means chair­
man, said the legislaiion would 
have a high priority in his pan­
el.

Democratic leaders have said 
they are confident a pension bill 
can be sent to President Nixon 
this year.

The bill would require that all 
companies which have pension 
plans give their employes 
vested rights in pensions after 
five years service and 1(X) per 
cent vesting aftei" 15 years, 
provide full funding for their 
plans, and help finance a new 
government insurance program 
to guarantee benefits in cases 
where the plans fail.

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The ^Hidden Economy^
America’s real gross national 

product may be far in excess of the 
figures a host of government agencies 
keep tabs on.

This is because there is an in­
calculable volume of “off the books” 
enterprises operating at all levels of 
society — the neighborhood baby 
sitter, the free lance auto repairman, 
the hustler are examples — says Prof. 
Louis A. Ferman of the University of 
Michigan School of Social Work.

This seldom noticed economic 
system, which he calls the “ irregular 
economy,” is most heavily concen­
trated in poverty areas, where people 
have less access to well-paying jobs 
and adequate goods and services than 
members of society at large.

Ferman and his wife, sociology 
Prof. Patricia R. Ferman of Eastern 
Michigan University, are preparing a 
book on the irregular economy, to be 
released late this year.

The existence of two side-by-side 
economic systems first came to their 
attention 15 years ago during research 
among 20 “hardcore” unemployed 
residents of the Detroit ghetto. 'They 
had hypothesized that these people 
would be alienated and withdrawn 
from society, engaged in occasional 
job-seeking and leisure pursuits.

To their surprise, the found that 
most of them were working regularly, 
if in an irregular way. Some were in 
criminal activities, such as prostitu- 

^tion or narcotics, but most worked at 
such conventional jobs as gardening.

handicrafts, home repair or the 
selling of low-priced goods.

Further investigation has con­
firmed the existence of informal, 
sometimes invisible, occupation 
networks within many low-income 
communities. The majority of the 
work is not criminal, but it is illegal, 
since it goes unreported for licensing 
or tax purposes.

Jobs in the irregular economy th\is 
offer some major advantages over 
jobs in the regular economy.

They are not accountable to any 
legal authority, since no records are 
kept of them. The earnings tend to be 
larger and more predictable since no 
taxes are deducted. And since the 
worker can accept or reject jobs as he 
pleases, he enjoys a control over his 
economic fate unparalleled by most 
conventional employment.

Ferman stresses that the irregular 
economy is ancillary to the regular 
economy, not distinct from it. Some 
goods and services may even shift 
from one economy to the other, as 
liquor did after the repeal of Prohibi­
tion.

Although the irregular economy 
also operates to some extent in 
middle-class suburbs, in the ghetto 
it’s more likely to be a survival 
mechanism.

It offers, says Ferman, the only 
means by which some residents 
“maintain a level of existence similar 
to thatnPf regular society.” It is a 
means for redressing inequities.”

Toys DonH Mean Genius
Every parent knows that the best 

way to get baby off to a good start in 
life is to surround him with a variety 
of colorful, mobile, noisy toys that 
will stimulate his mental develop­
ment.

Not so, says a psychologist. 
“Parents who are purchasing these 
materials are almost sure to be 
wasting their money,” claims David 
Elkind of the University of Rochester, 
N.Y., as quoted by Science News.

This is not to say, he adds, that an 
infant should be deprived of rattles or 
mobiles or other toys which he qnjoys. 
The important thing to remember is 
that the presence of such toys will not 
make him a genius any more than 
their absence of will make him an im­
becile.

Writing in the American Journal of 
Diseases of Children, Elkind says that 
the question of how much heredity 
contributes to intelligence is un­
answ erable. However, "B righ t 
children are likely to stay bright un­
less, for whatever reason, they 
engage in activities destructive to 
mental prowess.

“Contrariwise, a youngster with 
average abili^ can, by dint of hard 
work, accom^ish a good deal (but) he 
will never be a genius.”

Toys, says Elkind, should be chosen 
on the basis of their safety and their 
immediate entertainm ent value, 
rather than for their supposed long- 
range educational benefits.

NEW YORK, N.Y. -  The 
events in Chile are bound to 
spark a liberal-conservative 
debate in every country which 
still has a free arena for discus­
sion. I venture the glum predic­
tion that both sides will bring up 
mostly the deary, fuzzy-minded 
arguments which have become 
the staple in both camps on 
questions of power and freedom 
in South America.

The fac t is th a t N orth 
A m e ric a n  c o n v e n tio n a l  
wisdom, whether liberal or con­
servative, doesn’t shed much 
light on South American events.

Take the question of the 
military regimes. It would be 
truly wonderful — a thing to 
wonder at — if all the South 
American countries could be 
like Venezuela and Colombia, 
and have a landscape without 
political generals. But the 
generals are on the march. 
Civilian regimes have become a 
luxury and they operate mainly 
where the major party leaders 
have made a basic pact to live 
up to the rules of the con­
stitutional game.

In the others the generals 
perform a function we had 
better recognize. “ God will 
forgive me,” the French quip 
goes. “It is His metier.” The 
South A m ericans have a 
somewhat parallel feeling 
about generals — that the coun­
try can go on its merry way, 
with class strife and party 
bitterness and i(leological 
hatreds and economic roman­
ticism and guerrilla kidnapings. 
And that when it reaches a 
sorry enough st^te of chaos the 
generals will come in because it 
is their metier and establish a 
state of siege and take over 
power, and the strikers will 
stop, and the private armies 
will disband, and the streets be 
safe again.

It is an illusion, yes, but there 
it is for what it is. It is like the 
feeling of having an insurance 
policy or a savings account to 
fall back on. The generals are 
what a people faĵ l back on when 
it has been off on an ideological 
bender, a polarizing jag, and 
when it recoils from the 
prospect ahead.

The generals are receivers in 
bankruptcy. As such, they exact 
a heavy price — nothing less 
than the surrender of individual 
choice. It is a kind of Faustian 
bargain, not the Communist 
brand of Faustian bargain 
which may foresaw as Latin 
America’s destiny but a Faus­
tian  bargain nonetheless; 
"Give me not Helen’s fatal gift 
of beauty but a guarantee of 
social stability, and I’ll bargain 
away a big chunk of my soul’s 
free^m .”

What the generals promise in 
return is the strict discipline of 
the tank and the machine gun, 
at least until the jag is over and 
the country has sobered up 
enough to go back to con­

s t i tu t io n a l  g o v e rn m en t. 
Sometimes the generals keep 
their constitutional promise, 
more often they don’t. It is a 
bitter bargain. But if the 
prospect was civil war — as it 
seemed to be in the last stages 
of the Allende regime — then 
the generals feel certain that 
most of the people are willing to 
strike the Faustian bargain.

i[)on’t lump all the military 
regimes together, or dismiss 
them all as lackeys of the land­
owning oligarchy or minions of 
American imperialism. Nor is 
it always a one-way road. 
Mexico had its historic adven­
tu r e s  w ith  i t s  m en on 
horseback, and in its maturity 
it moVed beyond them. In his 
own day Romulo Betancourt in 
Venezuela dealt shrewdly with 
the generals in a time of crisis, 
and he laid the basis for 
Venezuela’s constitutionalism. 
’The generals who ran Argen­
tina tmk the risk of an election, 
and they got a stand-in for 
Peron and then Peron himself 
(also a general) — but at least 
they took the chance.

The contemporary South 
American junta member is not 
a Sadistic boor, like Batista or 
Trujillo, or Gen. Amin of Ugan­
da.

He is not even a man with a 
halo around him, like Peron, 
who rules by authority his per­
sonality  c a rr ie s , and the 
memory of his mystique. He 
comes from the lower or mid­
dle class. In many cases he

a tten d ed  not a m ilita ry  
academy but a technological 
school. He is likely to a 
military technician. In the case 
of the Brazilian ruling junta, he 
knows how to surround himself 
by technocrats to whom he 
turns over the sophisticated 
problem of inflation, currently 
and payments balances.

’TIk  real danger with the new 
South American generals is a 
double one. First, that they will 
think they are thinking about 
the nation’s interest when they 
are in fact thinking of their own 
conservative social bias, and 
their fear of structural changes 
in the society. One should note 
here, however, that there are 
left-of-center regimes (Peru, 
Ecuador) as well as right-of- 
c e n te r  (B raz il, B olivia, 
Uruguay, now Chile); The 
ideological battle of our time, 
in South America, is being 
fought inside the armed forces 
as much as outside them.

’The second danger is that, 
having once tasted power, the 
g e n e r a ls  w ill c o n v in c e  
themselves that patriotism 
requires them to hold on to it.

Former President Frei and 
his Christian Democrats, who 
cared as much about social 
democracy in Chile as Allende 
and the Marxists around him 
ever did, has decided to put his 
pressure on the generals to 
make their stay brief,-and hand 
power back soon to the con­
stitutional forces. It is a wise as 
well as tough-minded decision.

Cap's Soviet Blooper
WASHINGTON -  An un­

welcome incursion into foreign 
policy by Casper W. (Cap) 
W einberger, Secretary of 
Health, Education and Welfare 
(HEW), ended up astounding 
White House and State Depart­
ment officials and Infuriating 
conservative Republicans In 
Qmgress.

Weinberger returned from a ' 
16-day tour of health facilities 
in the Soviet Union and Pland 
Just as Dr. Philip Handler, 
president of the National 
Academy of Sciences, was war­
ning the Soviet Academy about 
harassment of physicist Andrei 
S a k h a ro v . G o v e rn m en t 
persecution. Handler warned, 
might lead American scientists 
to boycott Joint U.S.-Soviet 
projects.

At a press conference the day 
after Handler’s statement, 
Weinberger attacked — not the 
Russians but Handler, without 
checking either the White 
House or the State Department. 
“It is better to have dialogue 
than simply standing off firing 
brickbats through the daily 
press,” the outspoken HEW 
chief said.

White House telephone 
started jangling angrily with 
complaints from l^publican 
conservatives that the ad­
ministration was condoning 
Soviet repression. White House 
and State Department officials 
were amazed by Weinberger. 
The Nixon administration line 
is to- encourage U.S.-Soviet 
scientific cooperation but of­
ficially ignore criticism of 
Soviet repression that Handler 
and other private U.S. citizens 
are making rather than attack 
it as Weinterger did.

N e v e r th e le s s ,  bo th  
Republican and Democratic 
critics of President Nixon’s 
detente believe Weinberger’s 
blooper, while deviating from 
the administration line, un­
derscored the administration’s 
policy: tolerate anything inside 
Soviet borders in return for 
friendly U.S.-Soviet relations.

“ Secretary Weinberger’s 
statement is an example of just 
how low this administraiton 
will sink to produce a deal at 
any price with Moscow,” Sen. 
H enry  M. J a c k so n  of

Washington, that leading 
Democratic critic of detente, 
told us.

Mankiewics Out West
Frank Manklewicz, a senior 

lieutenant In Sen. George S. 
McGovern’s presidential cam­
paign, may end up working for 
the fastest anti-McGovern 
tongue in the West; Mayor 
Joseph Alloto of San Francisco.

faux pas in Washington last 
week at a meeting of the state’s 
Republican delegation in 
Congress.

The strongest Republican 
against Democratic Sen. Adlai 
E. Stevenson III next year, 
Adams told the Congressmen, 
would be State Atty. Gen. 
William Scott and every effort 
should be made to recruit him. 
Adams ignored the fact that the 
other leading possiblity to 
challenge Stevenson, Rep. John 
Anderson, was seated in the 
delegation meeting. He did not 
even ackknowledge Anderson’s 
presence.

By way of protest, Anderson 
stalked from the meeting 
before it was finished. Although 
some Congressmen present 
agreed that Scott would be a 
stronger candidate, they felt 
Adams had blundered — par­
ticularly since Anderson is con­
sidered much more likely than 
Scott to challenge the powerful 
Stevenson.

Anatomy Specialist 
Theory Used By

Disputes ^Pinched-JServe^ 
Chiropractic Practioners

NEW HAVEN (AP) -  An 
anatomy specialist says an 
experiment with cadpvers 
refutes chiropractors who 
blame spinal—column displace­
ment for a broad range of 
maladies.

Dr. Edw ard S. C relin , 
professor of anatomy at the 
Yale U niversity  M edical 
School, said tests on spinal 
cqlumns from six bodies 
showed that even severe 
pressure on the bone structure 
which protects the spinal cord 
does not pinch nerves leading 
from it.

Crelin said he was the first 
scientist to experiment with 
vertebral displacement to test 
the technique of manipulation, 
a central part of chiropractic 
treatment.

The experiments, which he 
conducted during the past two 
years, show that chiropractors 
“have no reason for being,” he 
said during a recent interview.

The doctor’s findings appear 
in an edition of American Scien­
tist released this week.

Dr. Stephen E. Owens of West 
Hartford, president of the 
A m erican  C h iro p ra c t ic  
Association, said he was skep­
tical of experiments performed 
on the dead to test treatment of 
the living.

“It tells you nothing,” be 
said. He had not read Crelln’s 
article when he was questioned.

Owens, who has debated 
Crelin in public over the validi­
ty of chiropractic treatment, 
said back manipulation is im­
portant to the chiropractor’s 
treatment but is only one aspect 
of it.

Chiropractic ' is the treat­
ment, without the use of drugs 
or surgery, for stresses in peo­
ple ranging from gravity to 
emotion, he explain^.

He said members of the 
medical profession should enter 
“interdisciplinary dialogue” 
with chiropractors before 
trying to debunk their methods.

In the experiments, Crelin 
put varying stress on the spinal 
columns of young and old per­
sons after they died.

The e x p e rim e n ts  w ere

Day Camp
Hearing
Conducted

HARTFORD (AP) -  At least 
200 Connecticut residents paid 
close to 350,000 to enroll their 
children in a defunct day camp 
this past summer, an attorney 
for the state Consumer Protec­
tion D epartm ent testified  
Wednesday.

W illiam  M cC ullough  
presented evidence at a hearing 
on whether the department 
should prevent Sunrise Day 
Camps Ltd., of Islip, N.Y., 
from  conducting  fu r th e r  
business in the state.

The organization was denied 
a license by the state Health 
D ep artm en t. when it was 
learned the camps planned to 
operate at five state parks in 
violation of state law.

No one from Sunrise Day 
Camps was present a t the 
hearing.

McCullough said because the 
camps have subsequently filed 
for bankruptcy in New York 
federal court it is unlikely that 
the department can recover the 
money paid by Connecticut 
residents.

If it can be proved that the 
money was collected under 

* false pretenses, however, the 
residents could file suits in­
dividually or as a group to 
recover the losses which would 
not be excusable under federal 
bankruptcy laws, McCullough 
said.

He said the camps r^eived 
close to 3358,000 from residents 
of Connectiqut, New York, 
Maryland and New Jersey 
before filing for bankruptcy. 
Most of the money went for 
salaries, he said. *

tic theory developed in 1895 that 
vertebral displacement, or sub­
luxation, can exert pressure on 
nerves and lead to ailments 
ranging from back pains to skin 
conditions, cancer and the com­
mon cold.

Chiropractors niaintaln that 
e lim ina ting  the p ressu re  
through manipulation enables 
the body’s natural mending

power, sometimes called innate 
intelligence, to correct any 
related disorders.

In all six cases tested by 
Crelin, the stress, up to the 
point at which the pressure 
collapsed the column, had “in­
significant” effect on the size of 
the openings through which the 
nerves pass to other parts of the 
body, he said.

“This experimental study 
demonstrates conclusively that 
the subluxation of a vertebra as 
defined by chlroprac'tic—the 
exertion of preuure on a spinal 
nerve which by Interfering with 
the planned expression of In­
nate intelligence produces 
pathology-does not occur,” he 
writes.

Crelin added during the inter­

view that subluxation does oc­
cur, but patients usually are not 
aware of it. Pinching the sen­
sitive spinal nerves, he added, 
would cause immediate and 
excruciating pain.

The doctor speculated that 
most of the back disorders 
treated by chiropractors are 
caused by muscle problems 
rather than displaced columns.

He said pain in the lower back 
often is difficult t treat, but 
lessens with time. More than 90 
per cent of the patients seeking 
help a t Yale—New Haven 
Hospital’s orthopedic clinic had 
problems which could not be 
diagnosed at first, he noted.

“If they keep coming back 
often enough, 98 per cent of 
them get better,” he said.

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Democrats Open 
Quarters Monday
The 1973 Democratic cam­

paign for town offices wiil of- 
ficiaily get under way Monday 
with the opening of a party 
headquarters in the former 
Milex Buiiding on Broad St., 
next to the Top Hat Restaurdnt, 
Ted Cummings, Democratic 
town chairman, has announced.

The opening wiil be at 8 p.m. 
with light refreshments to be 
served. A prominent party 
speaker is being arranged for to 
appear on the formal part of the 
program. AH the party can­
didates for town and school of­
fices will be present to meet 
with voters, he said.

The headquarters will be 
open 9 a.m. to 9 p.m. daily 
except Sunday during the cam­
paign, he said.

Cummings also outlined par­
ty goals and achievements in a 
statement to prelude the begin­
ning of the formal campaign 
next week.

"We believe the. Democratic 
party has kept its pledges made 
two years ago,” he said, “when 
we pledged we could do a better 
job forjigss.

"This we have done,” he 
added, "by lowering taxes by 
two mills, by conducting open 
and bi-partisan sessions of the 
directors and the school board, 
by including the minority party 
in the budget-making process, 
and we believe town and school 
services such as recreation, 
libraries, education and public 
works have been im prov^.”

He paid special tribute to 
minority members of both the 
directors and the school board 
for th e ir  cooperation  in 
achieving many of these goals.

"While we do intend to run 
our candidates on our record, 
we recognize there is yet much 
to be done and our campaign 
will be geared toward offering 
programs to continue and com­
plete the work we started two 
years ago,” Cummings said.

Some of the projects he cited 
as being well under way or 
nearing completion include the 
Hilliard St. improvements, 
Hartford Rd. sidewalks. West 
Side filter plant work to im­
prove w ater quality  for 
residents in that area and the 
re-examination of the Bennet 
and niing Junior High School 
expansion programs to permit 
resubmission to the voters 
again in November at a lower 
cost figure.

He starts with plain iron or 
mild steel stock, heating it in 
the blazing fo;'ge until it glows 
red-hot, then cutting It roughly 
to shape on the anvil.

Then it’s laboriousljr reheated 
and rehammered, again and 
again, until it reaches its final 
shape. Even welding is done by 
hand, heating two pieces of 
metal and hammering them unr 
til they fuse.

Bui after college, he said, he 
drifted from one Job to another, 
editing a state travel magazine, 
working in a New York public 
relations firm, reporting for a 
Charleston newspaper and 
spending time in Colorado as a 
ski bum.

"I tried everything. I didn’t 
realize it, but I’m more suited 
to working with my hands,” he 
said.

“I’m proud of the way I make 
a living,” he added, even 
though it isn’t  lucrative.

"I get satisfaction knowing I 
can m ake som ething for 
someone that isn’t going to 
wear out in their lifetime ... 
something people will use.”

He was between Jobs in 1971 
when Don Page, director of the 
s t a t e  A rts  and  C ra f ts

Division, asked him if he’d like 
to go to a blacksmithing school 
at Santa Fe, N.M.

The tuition was paid by a 
state crafts apprenticeship 
program to train young people 
and preserve crafts in danger of

dying. Snyder, In turn, has now 
taken an apprentice of his own, 
Byron Johnson of Lavallette, a 
Marshall University track sUr 
who wants to be able to hand 
forge and assemble flint lock 
and muzzle-loading rifles.

although they are not the ideal 
situation for every student.

“ The rural schools offer 
acceptable education but can­
not offer expansion programs,” 
he s a id . “ T he sch o o l 
curriculum  has expanded 
beyond rural capabilities to 
specialize.”

But he said he feels that the 
smaller, closer-knit groups 
offer definite attractions over 
the larger school systems.

Support for the one-room 
education also comes from 
school administrators.

“Service is as good as the 
teacher,” said Mrs. G.A. Ham- 
p ie , B u r le ig h  C ounty  
superintendent of schools. 
Burleigh County has four one- 
room schools serv ing  40 
students.

Mrs. Hample said the small 
number of students is a point in 
favor of the tiny school houses. 
“It’s almost a one-to-one situa­
tion. The individualized atten­
tion can help the child with 
specal problems.” .

But she said the lack of 
students makes competition 
difficult.

“The competition would be 
good for them, and there may 

I not be enough other children to 
share ideas,” she said.

On the average, teachers in 
the state’s one-room schools 
earn $2,200 less each year than 
their counterparts in urban 
elementary schools — $5,026 in 
1972 compared with $7,251.

Mrs. Adair Flatness, who 
teaches six students in three 
grades at the Sunny Slope 
school in Bowman County, may 
be the lowest paid teacher in 
the state at $4,775. But she says
it a vrui th it.

“ The students are more 
e n th u s ia s t ic ,’’ said  M rs. 
Flatness, the wife of a rancher. 
“ No one plays hooky, and 
they’re tickled to come to 
school.

Lead Poisoning 
Cases Increase

HARTFORD (AP) -  A 1973 
weekly high of lead poisoning 
cases was reported in Connec­
ticut last week, the state 
Department of Health reports.

Commissioner Dr. Franklin 
Foote said 26 cases are the 
most reported in one week 
since the state began recording 
lead poisoning cases in 1971.

Children younger than five 
years are the most frequent vie 
tims of the disease, contacting 
it by eating chips of lead 
based paint or chewing on 
painted surfaces, Foote said.

Sanitas began as a local 
building-maintenance firm, but 
has expanded into a nationwide 
company dealing in solid waste 
management, energy service 
and industrial security and 
maintenance.

Z  through one duct into an open- 
* ing in the wall of the dioden- 
y um. Pancreatic juice contains 
I  a lot of enzymes, some of 
V which are used to break down 

dietary fat and starch so they 
-  can be absorbed. At the point 
r  where the pancreatic duct 
’ empties into the duodenum it 

'is  joined with the bile 'duct 
from the gall bladder and liv­
er.

The liver, as you know, la on . 
the right side of the abdomen 
and the gall bladder rests 
underneath the liver. If a 
stone passes down the bile 
duct it becomes lodged at the 
opening into the intestine, and 
its pressure obstructs the out­
flow of the pancreatic duct. 
This may cause inflammation 
of the pancreas. This is the 
basis for the story' that if you 
don’t  do something about gall 
bladder disease it can affect 
the pancreas. Obviously, you 
can nave gall stones and as 
long as they are not lodged in 
the bile duct and do not ob­
struct the pancreatic duct, 
they don’t damage the pancre­
as. Should a stone become 
lodged, it can be removed 
surgically.

The pancreas has small areas 
of specialized tissues called 
the Islet of Langerhans, which 
produce insulin. The insulin is 
necessary to enable the cells 
to use glucose (the energy 
sugar).

Yes, you can live without a 
pancreas. One of the basic 
physiological laboratory expe­
riments is to make a dog aia- 
betic by removing the pancre­
as. This removes the source 
of insulin. The dog is kept 
alive by administering insulin 
for long periods of time there­
after. By medicines and insu­
lin i t ’s possible to support a 
person indefinitely who has no 
pancreas. Patients who have 
cancer of the pancreas often 
don’t survive too long because 
the cancer may have spread 
to other areas and is not easi­
ly controlled. Cancer or tumor 
of the pancreas can also block 
off the bile duct and cause 
yellow jaundice by obstructing 
normal bile flow.

Centers of America, the com­
pany whose shares were in­
volved, epitomizes the a t­
mosphere of excess and laxity 
that characterized trading In 
the 1960s. Big story, lots of 
promises, loose regulation.

It also exemplified the hopes 
of m any  th o u sa n d s  of 
stockholders who had been 
gulled into the belief that the 
mlllenlum had arrived and that 
henceforth no American with 
ambition and a friendly broker 
need ever be poor.

The poor are poor again, and 
a lot wiser. They left the 
market, and now the.brokers 
are poor and the mutual funds

p i f x o n A i . *

are smothered under a burden 
of redemptions. And there is 
enough cynicism about markets 
to keep it that way for years..

I t Is because of these 
excesses of the 1960s, and the 
resulting depression of the in­
dustry in the 1970s, that:

—The S e c u r i t ie s  and 
Exchange Commission has 
been trying to restructure the 
markets to eliminate ancient 
privileges, to give the in­
dividual investor the same 
access to stocks and informa­
tion as the huge Institutions 
have.

—Tire Justice Department 
h a s  been  s tu d y in g  the

monopolistic methods of the 
market place and bringing 
charges against brokers who 
violated the terms and con­
ditions under which stocks can 
be sold.

—Accountants have been 
reviewing their standards and 
attem pting to clarify  the 
r e p o r t s  th e y  is su e  to 
stockholders,

—The SEC and the Industry 
have been raising  listing 
requirements and merging the 
weakest brokerage houses into 
larger firms, or liquidating 
those which cannot be saved.

Four Seasons was one of the 
big glamour stocks of the 1960s.

Under the leadership of Jack L. 
Clark, the nursing home com­
pany became the most highly 
p u b lic ized  stock  on the 
American Stock Exchange.

Uncritical brokers easily 
ta lk e d  c u s to m e rs  in to  
purchases because of the 
prevailing mood that you 
couldn’t lose. In 1968 the bigger 
fool theory was popular; there 
would always be a sucker on 
whom you could unload.

Four Seasons was formed in 
1963 and its-, stock exploded up­
ward after the company went 
public in 1968. It made its debut 
as a new issue at $11 a share 
and within months was up to

$100 a share. It was a concept 
stock, a stock with a story.

The s t o r y  was t h a t  
Americans, living in small 
houses and apartments, could 
not accommodqta the elders. 
Professional nursing homes 
were the answer, especially 
since rising Social Security 
checks made them economical­
ly feasible.

You thought big in the 1960s 
because you had seen it pay off. 
F a s t  food f r a n c h i s e s  
demonstrated that what looked 
like a local operation could be 
nationally accepted. And look 
what the motel promoters had 
done?

Mandatory Fuel
Allocation

OrdersExpected
WASHINGTON (AP) — The White House appears 

almost certain to impose mandatory controls on wholesale 
distribution of home-heating oil, propane and perhaps 
diesel fuel, informed sources indicate.

A decision has been made, subject only to presidential 
approval, to impose mandatory allocation of propane and 
to ban switching from coal and other high-sulfur fuels to 
scarcer low-sulfur petroleum, a source said.

Presidential proclamations
on those two decisions are 
expected within a few days, a 
source said.

John A. Love, director of the 
White House Energy Policy Of­
fice, in public and other sources 
in private have indicated 
strongly that at least home­
heating oil and probably diesel 
fuel would be brought under 
mandatory allocation. The 
remaining question seemed to 
be whether all petroleum fuels 
including gasoline must be con­
trolled.

“ M andatory allocation’’ 
w ould-apply  only a t the 
wholesale level and avoid direct 
rationing of fuel among con­
sumers.

Last Aug. 9, Love proposed 
“for comment only” a man­
datory allocation plan which 
would d istribu te  fuels in 
proportion to past distribution, 
after setting aside 10 per cent 
for assignm ent by s ta te

governments to priority users.
For the guidance of states, 

that plan suggested that priori­
ty users might include sectors' 
of the food and energy In­
dustries, health and sanitation 
services, police and emergency 
services, freight and public 
passenger transport, public 
u t i l i t i e s  and  te le c o m ­
munications.

Meantime, Cost of Living 
Council Director John Dunlop 
sa id  T hursday  gaso lin e  
retailers will be allowed to 
raise prices by one or two cents 
a gallon soon, probably by Oct. 
2.

Dunlop’s announcemet to the 
Joint Economic Committee of 
Congress came after an Intense 
effort by gas station owners to 
have the ceiling prices in effect 
since Sept. 7 raised. Some 
dealers had shut down in 
protest and others had said they 
were planning to do so.

Consumer Price Jump 
Highest In 26 Years
WASHINGTON (AP) -  Con­

sumer prices jumped 1.8 per 
cent in August, the sharpest 
rate of increase in 26 years, the 
government reported today. 
The biggest one-month jump in 
food prices since 1933 was to 
blame. ^

The rise in over-all consumer 
prices was 1.8 per cent un­
adjusted and 1.9 per cent on a 
seasonally adjusted basis, both 
the highest since September 
1947.

The Labor Department said 
surging prices for meats, 
poultry and eggs accounted for 
about 80 per cent of the steep 
rise in the Consumer Price 
Index last month.

Consurner food prices leaped 
a record 6 per cent in August, 
more than in any month sinee 
the 9.6 per cent increase in 
July 1933.

Government economists had 
predicted the disastrous price 
report for August following the 
reco rd -b reak ing  boost in 
wholesale prices recorded 
earlier following the removal of 
price restraints.

A price freeze that began 
June 13 ended for food on July 
18 and for almost everything 
else on Aug. 12.

Food prices included in the 
index were collected between 
Aug. 7-9 and prices for other 
i te m s  w ere  c o l le c te d

throughout the month, the 
government said.

Nonfood items jumped five- 
tenths of one per cent after 
seasonal adjustment, slightly 
above the average for recent 
months. The cost of services, 
soared seven-tenths of one per 
cent, the largest monthly rise in 
nearly three years, and was due 
prim arily  to increases in 
mortgage interest rates, the 
department said. 4

The figure showed that the 
prices of food purchased in 
grocery stores increased more 
in August than in any other 
moth since World War I, sur­
passing even the inflationary 
post-World War II surge.

Watergate Tape 
Compromise F ails
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 

U. S. Court of Appeals, having 
failed to obtain a compromise 
settlement of the White House 
tapes controversy, returns to 
the constitutional questions in 
the dispute.

Special Watergate prosecutor 
Archibald Cox and the White 
House notified the court 
’Thursday that their “sincere ef­
forts” to reach an out-of-court 
settlement “were not fruitful.”

The court had asked a week 
earlier that the attempt be 
made.

If the search for a com­
promise failed, the court had 
said, "This court will discharge 
its duty of determining the con­
troversy with the knowledge 
that It has not hesitated to 
explore the possibility of 
a v o id in g  c o n s t i tu t io n a l  
adjudication.”

An appeals bourt decision is 
expect^ by Oct. 1, when the 
Supreme Court returns from its 
summer recess.

Whatever ruling comes from 
the appeals court is expected to 
be appealed to the Supreme 
Court.

In nearly identical letters, 
Cox and Charles Alan Wright, 
White House consultant for the 
tapes case, told the appeals 
court that they had failed to 
reach a compromise in three 
meetings this week.

The court has before it 
appeals by both the President 
and Cox from U.S. District 
Court Judge John J. Sirica’s 
order that he be given the tapes 
to determine whether the 
President’s claim that they 
must be kept secret is valid.

Cox contends that the tapes

Grocery prices were up 7.4 
per cent unadjusted and 7.7 per 
cent on an adjusted basis, the 
highest since the government 
began keeping records on a 
seasonally adjusted basis in 
1946.

The government said most of 
the August increase was due to 
unusually sharp advances in 
poultry, eggs and pork.

Beef and veal prices also rose 
sharply even though the freeze 
on red meat prices was not 
lifted until early in September.

Prices also rose for bread, 
milk and most other food items 
e x c e p t f re s h  f r u i t  and 
vegetables.

Americans also paid more to 
eat out, with the cost of 
restaurant meals and snacks 
rising 1.1 per cent.

With the August report, con­
sumer prices have risen at an 
annual rate of 10 per cent over 
the past six months and 7.5 per 
cent over the past year..

The August jump in consumer 
prices pushed the overall con­
sumer price index to 135.1, 
meaning that it cost consumers 
$13.51 to buy a variety of goods 
that cost $10 in the 1967 base 
period.

A sampling of prices showed 
that meats, poultry and fish 
rose 16>6 per cent from July to 
August and were 40.7 per cent 
higher than a year ago.

In the nonfood area, apparel 
prices rose in August instead of 
declining as they usually do in 
the summer months.

Prices for houses, home 
maintenance and repair com­
modities and fuel oil also in­
creased.

Town Wetlands Agency 
Recomnfended By Group

Manchester’s Advisory Com­
mittee on Environmental Im­
pact vpted Thursday night, with 
one dissenting vote, to recom­
m end ap p o in tm e n t of a 
“municipal inland wetlands 
agency” to administer the 
state’s Inland Wetlands and 
Water Courses Act.

The advisory committee, 
created earlier this year, is 
charged with studying the in­
land wetlands act and making a 
reco m m en d a tio n  to the 
Manchester Board of Directors.

Committee members decided 
Thursday night to meet Oct. 11 
to further study formation of a 
municipal inland wetlands 
agency. Town Planner J. Eric 
Potter, chairman of the ad­
visory committee, said the 
com m ittee  hopes to put 
together a recommendation to 
the Directors soon.

The decision to recommend 
appointment of a localNagency 
to administer the wetlands act 
received support of all advisory 
committee members except 
William Broneill, assistant 
town counsel. Broneill said he 
wasn’t ready to recommend 
such action until the operating

costs of a municipal wetlands 
agency were known.

Thursday night’s committee 
vote came after considerable 
discussion of legal aspects of 
the Inland Wetlands and Water 
Courses Act. Potter said the 
co n sensus w as th a t  the 
language of the amended act 
implies that “taking without 
compensation” —one of the 
fears of implementation of the 
act —cannot occur and that the 
town would be immune from 
lawsuits seeking damages in 
this regard.

According to the amended 
act, persons aggrieved by “any 
regulation, order, decision or 
action’’ made pursuant to the 
act may appeal to the Court of 
Common Pleas.

If the court finds that the ac­
tion appeal from “constitutes 
the equivalent of a taking 
without compensation,” the 
court would set aside or modify 
the action so it wouldn’t con­
stitute a taking, the amended 
act says.

The wetlands act, before it 
was am ended th is  yea r, 
specified that the court, if it 
determined that an action was a 
“ ta k in g ,” should assess  
damages.

P o tter explained that a

“taking,” as it would be defined 
by the courts, might result if an 
agency imposed severe restric­
tions preventing a property 
owner from enjoying the right 
to use his land as allowed by 
zoning.

The local advisory com­
mittee, in considering creation 
of a local agency to administer 
the wetlands act, generally 
agreed that a local agency 
would have advantages over 
state control of wetlands in 
Manchester, Potter said. Com­
mittee members cited local 
agency’s knowledge of building 
permit requests, zoning, and 
subdivision petitions.

The am ended  a c t ,  en ­
couraging municipal participa­
tion in regulation and control of 
wetlands, provides for a July 1, 
1974, deadline for local action. 
If a town doesn’t act by then, 
the State Department of En­
vironmental Protection would 
assume control.

If the Town of Manchester 
designates a municipal inland 
wetlands agency, the agency’s 
initial job would be preparation 
of a precise map of the town’s 
wetlands and water courses and 
promulgation of regulations 
governing such areas.

However, the government 
said the effect of these in­
c reases  were m oderated 
somewhat by declines in prices 
of new and used cars.

A companion report said that 
real earnings of the average 
worker dropped 1.9 per cent in 
August as a result of the in­
crease in consumer prices and 
average weekly earnings were 
down six-tenths of one per cent 
from August 1972.

Real spendable earnings, 
after deduction of Social Securi­
ty and income taxes, also 
dropped 1.9 per cent last month 
and have declined 2.1 per cent 
since August 1972.

Thursday. Last Thursday, 73,- 
847 rode the buses in the three 
metropolitan areas..

By reducing fares from the 
normal 35 cents to five cents, 
revenue in the three divisions 
dropped from last Thursday’s 
$2,264 to $7,732, sa id  a 
spokesm an for the s ta te  
Department of Transportation 
(DOT).

ConnCo. bus service is sub­
sidized by DOT to the tifne of 
$30,000 a week. 'The state has 
undertaken several promotions 
to Increase bus patronage.

Hartford stores reported 
business 10 to 40 per cent above 
n o r ma l  T h u r s d a y  and 
merchants said they would urge 
the state and bus company to 
try another “nickel day.”

In the Stamford division 
Thursday, 9,580 passengers 
rode buses, compared to last 
Thursday’s 4,247.
