Mandatory Fuel
Allocation

OrdersExpected

WASHINGTON (AP) — The White House appears
almost certain to impose mandatory controls on wholesale
distribution of home-heating oil, propane and perhaps
diesel fuel, informed sources indicate.

A decision has been made, subject only to presidential
approval, to impose mandatory allocation of propane and
to ban switching from coal and other high-sulfur fuels to
scarcer low-sulfur petroleum, a source said.

Presidential proclamations
on those two decisions are
expected within a few days, a
source said.

John A, Love, director of the
White House Energy Policy Of-
fice, in public and other sources
in private have indicated
strongly that at least home-
heating oil and probably diesel
fuel would be brought under
mandatory allocation. The
remaining question seemed to
be whether all petroleum fuels
including gasoline must be con-
trolled,

‘*Mandatory allocation"'
would -apply only at the
wholesale level and avold direct
ratloning of fuel among con-
sumers,

Last Aug. 9, Love proposed
“for- comment only’" a man-
datory allocation plan which
would distribute fuels In
proportion to past distribution,
alter setting aside 10 per cent
for assignment by state

governments to priority users.

For the guidance of states,
that plan suggested that priori-
ty users might include sectors”
of the food and energy in-
dustries, health and sanitation
services, police and emergency
services, freight and public
passenger transport, public
utilities and telecom-
munications,

Meantime, Cost of Living
Council Director John Dunlop
said Thursday gasoline
retallers will be allowed to
raise prices by one or two cents
a gallon soon, probably by Oct.

Dunlop's announcemet to the
Joint Economic Committee of
Congress came after an intense
effort by gas station owners to
have the celling prices In effect
since Sept. 7 raised.

Consumer Price Jump

Highest In 26 Years

WASHINGTON (AP) — Con-
sumer prices jumped 1.8 per
cent in August, the sharpest
rate of increase in 26 years, the
government reported today.
The biggest one-month jump in
food prices since 1033 was to
blame, )

The rise in over-all consumer
prices was 1.8 per cenl un-
adjusted and 1.9 per cent on a
seasonally adjusted basis, both
the highest since September
1047.

The Labor Department said
surging prices for meats,
poultry and eggs accounted for
about 80 per cent of the steep
rise in the Consumer Price
Index last month.

Consumer food prices leaped
a record 6 per cent in August,
more than in any month sinee
the 8.6 per cenl increase in
July 1933,

Government economists had
predicted the disastrous price
report for August following the
record-breaking boost in
wholesale prices recorded
earlier following the removal of
price restraints,

A price freeze that began
June 13 ended for food on July
18 and for almost everything
else on Aug. 12.

Food prices included in the
index were collected between
Aug. 79 and prices for other
items were collected

throughout the month, the
government said.

Nonfood items jumiped five-
tenths of one per cent after
seasonal adjustment, slightly
above the average for recent
months. The cost of services,
soared seven-tenths of one per
cent, the largest monthly rise in
nearly three years, and was due
primarily to increases in
mortgage interest rates, the
department said. 4

The figure showed that the
prices of food purchased in
grocery stores ingreased more
in August than in any other
moth since World War I, sur-
passing even the inflationary
post-World War II surge.

Watergate Tape

CompromiseFails

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
U. S. Court of Appeals, having
failed to obtain a compromise
settlement of the White House
tapes controversy, returns to
the constitutional questions in
the dispute.

Special Watergate prosecutor
Archibald Cox and the White
House notified the court
Thursday that their ''sincere ef-
forts” to reach an out-of-court
settlement "‘were not fruitful.”

The court had asked a week
earlier thal the attempt be
made,

If the search for a com-
promise failed, the court had
said, *“This court will discharge
its duty of determining the con-
troversy with the knowledge
that it has nof hesitated to
explore the possibility of
avoiding constitutional
adjudication."

An appeals tourt decision is
expected by Oct, 1, when the
Supreme Court returns from its
summer recess.

Whatever ruling comes from
the appeals court is expected to
be appealed to the Supreme
Court.

In nearly identical letters,
Cox and Charles Alan Wright,
White House consultant for the
tapes case, told the appeals
court that they had failed to
reach a compromise in three
meetings this week.

The court has before it
appeals by both the President
and Cox from U.S. District
Court Judge John J. Sirica's
order that he be given the tapes
to determine whether the
President's claim that they
must be kept secret is valid.
Cox contends that the tapes

Grocery. prices were up 7.4
per cent unadjusted and 7.7 per
cenl on an adjusted basis, the
highest since the government
began keeping records on a
seasonally adjusted basis in
1946.

The government said most of
the August increase was due to
unusually sharp advances in
poultry, eggs and pork.

Beef and veal prices also rose
sharply even though the freeze
on red meat prices was not
lifted until early in September.

Prices also rose for bread,
milk and most other food items
except fresh fruit and
vegetables,

Americans also paid more to
eat out, with the cost of
restaurant meals and snacks
rising 1.1 per cent.

With the August report, con-
sumer prices have risen at an
annual rate of 10 per cent over
the past six months and 7.5 per
cent over the pasl year.

The August jump in consumer
prices pushed the overall con-
sumer price index to 135.1,
meaning thal it cost consumers
$13.51 to buy a variety of goods
that cost $10 in the 1967 base
period.

A sampling of prices showed
that meats, poultry and fish
rose 166 per cent from July to
August and were 40.7 per cent
higher than a year ago,

In the nonfood area, apparel
prices rose in August instead of
declining as they usually do in
the summer months.

Prices for houses, home
maintenance and repair com-
modities and fuel oil also in-
creased.,

Town Wetlands Agency
Recommended By Group

Manchester's Advisory Com-
mittee on Environmental Im-
pact voted Thursday night, with
one dissenting vote, to recom-
mend appointment of a
“municipal inland wetlands
agency'' to administer the
state’s Inland Wetlands and
Water Courses Act.

The advisory committee,
created earlier this year, is
charged with studying the in-
land wetlands act and making a
recommendation to Llhe
Manchester Board of Directors.

Committee members decided
Thursday night to meet Oct. 11
to further study formation of a
municipal inland wetlands
agency. Town Planner J. Eric
Potter, chairman of the ad-
visory committee, said the
committee hopes to put
together a recommendation to
the Directors soon.

The decision to recommend
appointment of a local\agency
to administer the wetlands act
received support of all advisory
committee members except
William Broneill, assistant
town counsel. Broneill said he
wasn't ready to recommend
such action until the operating

costs of a municipal wetlands
agency were known.

Thursday night's committee
vote came after congiderable
discussion of legal aspects of
the Inland Wetlands and Water
Courses Act. Potter said the
consensus was that the
language of the amended act
implies that ‘“taking without
compensation’” —one of the
fears of implementation of the
act —cannot ocecur and that the
town would be immune from
lawsuits seeking damages in
this regard.

According to the amended
act, persons aggrieved by '‘any
regulation, order, decision or
action” made pursuant to the
act may appeal to the Court of
Common Pleas,

If the court finds that the ac-
tion appeal from ‘‘constitutes
the equivalent of a taking
without compensation,” the
court would set aside or modify
the action so it wouldn’t con-
stitute a taking, the amended
act says.

The wetlands act, before it
was amended this year,
specified that the court, if it
determined that an action was a
‘‘taking,'" should assess
damages.

Polter explained that a

“taking,"" as it would be defined
by the courts, might result if an
agency imposed severe restric-
tions preventing a property
owner from enjoying the right
to use his land as allowed by
zoning.

The local advisory com-
mittee, in considering creation
of a local agency to administer
the wetlands act, generally
agreed that a local agency
would have advantages over
state control of wetlands in
Manchester, Potter said. Com-
mittee members cited local
agency's knowledge of building
permit requests, zoning, and
subdivision petitions.

The amended act, en-
couraging municipal participa-
tion in regulation and control of
wetlands, provides for a July 1,
1974, deadline for local action,
If a town doesn't act by then,
the State Department of En-
vironmental Protection would
assume control.

If the Town of Manchester
designates a municipal inland
wetlands agency, the agency's
initial job would be preparation
of a precise map of the town's

‘Nickel Day’
Doubles Bus
Ridership

HARTFORD (AP) — Connec-
ticut Co. bus ridership more
than doubled Thursday during a
special '‘nickel day’" promotion
in which fares were reduced to
five cents, state transportation
officials said today.

The state counted 154,853
passengers riding ConnCo's
three divisions in Stamford,
Hartford and New Haven
Thursday. Last Thursday, 73,-
847 rode the buses in the three
melropolitan areas.

By reducing fares from the
normal 35 cents to five cents,
revenue in the three divisions
dropped from last Thursday’s
$2,264 to $7,732, said a
spokesman for the slate
Department of Transportation
(DOT).

ConnCo. bus service is sub-
sidized by DOT to the tune of
$30,000 a week. The state has
undertaken several promotions
to increase bus patronage.

Hartford stores reported
business 10 to 40 per cent above
normal Thursday and
merchants said they would urge
the state and bus company to
try another ‘'nickel day."

In the Stamford division
Thursday, 9,580 passengers
rode buses, compared lo last
Thursday's 4,247. New Haven's
patronage increased from 26,742
to 55,600. In Hartford, ridership

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Women No Longer Lose Job Rights Due To Pregnancy

By MICHAEL W, MILLICAN

HARTFORD (AP) —
Pregnancy Is gaining equal
status with broken arms and
appendectomles as a tem-
porary disability,

Pregnant women traditional-
Iy have been forced to quit
work, stay off the job for
months after having their baby
and go without sick pay or un-
employment compensatlon.

But according to recent court
decisions, ' arbitration and
rulings by the state Commis-
slon on Human Rights and Op-
portunities (CHRO), pregnancy
should be consideréd no
different from any other tem-
porary physical disability.

The legal dispute over the
rights of pregnant employes
concerns three areas:

—Being forced to quit work
before delivery, without collec-
ting accumulated sick pay nor-
mally available for other
medical problems,

—Denial of unemployment in-
surance solely because of
pregnancy, s

—The right to return to work
as sbon as physically able after
delivery.

‘“The findings in recent cases
is that to treat pregnancy any
differently than other illnesses
Is discriminatory to women
because obviously they are the
only ones who get pregnant,”
said James Whitney, a New
Haven attorney.

Whitney's firm won a U.S.
District Court case in June that
ordered the state Labor Depart-
ment to pay retroactive un-
employment compensation to
women who were denied the
benefits just because they were
pregnant,

So far the department has
paid 203 claims worth $38,000,
according to Theodore W.
Hatcher, state unemployment
compensation director.

Women who were denied
benefits since Jan. 1, 1971 have
until Sept. 24 to file an applica-
tion for back payment. But they
have to show that they
otherwise were eligible for
compensation, a department of-
ficial said.

Our Constitution

As the 1973 observance of Constitu-
tion Week draws to a close, we cannot
help but be aware of the importance
of this document drafted so many
decades ago and how it has endured
through the years in making America
the oldest continuous modern
republic.

Today, particularly, we are aware
of it because of the challenges in the
courts over the document'’s separation
of powers doctrine which established
the co-equality of the executive,
legislative and judicial branches.

In the light of recent events in Chile
we, as Americans, can trully ap-
preciate the- wisdom of our
forefathers who drafted the Constitu-
tion. The so-called ‘‘constitutional
crisis’” over the Watergate matter,
for example, is being resolved by due
process as defined in the Constitution
and its first ten amendments, the Bill
of Rights, and not by a military coup
or some other form of violent change
in our form of government.

While the Constitution was written
many years ago, it was not a final
document as its amendments over the
years attest but a living document
which the people can change to
meet changing times if they so desire.
desire,

It is a vehicle of freedom flexible
enough to meet the challenges of
today and tomorrow but yet so
designed to incorporate and define for
all time the basic and fundamental
rights of each citizen.

It is in this respect that the
Constitution of the United States is un-
ique. It is not a basis for power of the
state or its agencies but delegation of
certain powers to the state to be used
in certain ways, subject always to
citizen approval.

The keystone today is the same as it
was when it was drafted — whatever
power not given government is
reserved to the people.

Today, in these times of con-
stitutional debate over interpretations
of some of its sections, this reserva-
tion of power by the people should be
remembered not only by the man on
the street but by those engaged direct-
ly in disputes.

Presidential, legislative and
judicial rights exist by the will and
wish of the people, not to those whom
we: have, through our constitutional
processes, delegated these rights in
order to have a democratic form of
government,

Urban Homestead

It was back in 1862 that Congress
passed the Homestead Act, which
offered 160 acres of land free to
anyone who would clear it and live on
it for five years.

Alternatively, anyone could
purchase the land for $1.50 an acre
after living on it for six months. The
purpose of the act was not only to
promote settlement of the West but to
provide a safety valve for labor unrest
in the East.

Now, more than a century later, the
city of Philadelphia is promoting an
“Urban Homestead Act” through
which, it is hoped, the decayed inner
city will be resettled by families
moving into abandoned housing.

According to the Urban Land
Institute, a total of 259 vacant row
houses in Philadelphia have been sold
for $1 each to buyers who have
pledged that they will rehabilitate and
occupy the houses for five years.
After that period, the homesteaders
will be given an unconditional deed
and the houses will return to the tax
rolls.

The institute also reports that
Wilmington, Del., which is the unhap-
py owner of some 1,500 vacant homes,
is planning to offer some of the, as an
experiment, for $1 to families who
will agree to live in them for three
years and bring them up to code stan-
dards within 18 months.

WASHINGTON — How well
do working, professional
politicians know the American
poeple?

A few weeks ago, a young
Quaker named Robert Martin
was lodged in,the District of
Columbia jail for refusing to

post bond in a bombing prayer-'

protest case because, he said,
he wanted to share the suf-
fering of men deprived of their
liberty by society.

Martin next made the
newspapers when he fell sob-
bing at the feet of a guard,
pleading to be rescued from his
new friends. Martin told a
horror story of having been
raped 50 times in less than 48
hours by the occupants of the
notorious Cell Block 2. Martin's
‘“proprietors’’ charged others
‘‘prisoners a pack of cigarettes
for each encounter.

Most of the mail reaching this
desk since has expressed the
outrage of ordinary citizens
over Martin's nightmare and
criticism of jail officials for
permitting several hours each
night of "indoor recreation’
with little or no supervision by
the guards. Yel at this writing
not a single politician of stature

in this seat of national govern-
ment has so much as expressed
s‘ympalhy for the youthful vic-
tim.

Almost every day, assorted
members of the Senate and
House lake the floor- to shed
rhetorical tears over the star-
ving masses of Africa and the
Indian subcontinent and the
plight of liberals in the Soviet
Union. Print a story about a
mugger in New York or Detroit
who was shot down by a
policeman as he fled arrest and
orators' voices ring with denun-
ciations of “police brutality."
The politicians have time for
everybody but American vie-
tims of American criminals.

Clearly, they either can't or
won't hear the voices of the
people. Young Martin's horri-
ble experience was a local inci-
dent, but the mail reflecting
readers’ outrage has come
from Massachusetts, Penn-
sylvania, Ohio, California,
Texas, Wyoming, Alabama,
Florida, Arizona, New Mexico,
New York and Illinois. To those
correspondents, at least, what
happened to Robert Martin was
a national scandal. It was their
business.

WASHINGTON — The con-
tinuing and potentially lethal
threat to the Democratic party
&osed by Sen, George

cGovern’s unreconstructed
followers 10 months after his
shattering defeat is reflected by
one strange and recent
postscript to 1972

The postscript stems from
“Goodbye, Mr. Christian: A
personal. Account of
McGovern's Rise and Fall”
(Doubleday) by Richard
Dougherty, a veteran journalist
and novelist who was
McGovern's campaign press
secretary, Like other McGover-
nite memoirists, Dougherty is
intent on robbing McGovern's
humiliating rejection by the
people of any meaning and at-
tributing it to a combination of
bad luck and unfair treatment.

In dealing with unfair treat-
ment, he cites our column of
April 27, 1972, Reporting that
many Democrats — correctly it
turned out — feared McGovern
as the Democratic Goldwater,
the column continues:

“The reason is given by one
liberal Senator, whose voting
record differs little from
McGovern's. He feels
McGovern's surging popularity
depends on public ignorance of
his acknowledged public
positions.

These letters also reject the
theory fashionable in some
quarters that the Watergate
scandal has demolished law and
order as a national issue
because of the involvement of
members of an administration
which has taken a hard line on
crime. Every last one of the
correspondents urged tighter

One blamed the attacks on
Martin on ‘‘do-gooders and
bleeding hearts who would
make our prisons summer
resorts.”” Another demanded
life imprisonment for any
prisoner convicted of sexually
molesting another inmate. All
supported the death penalty for
capital crimes.

The hard line taken by these
readers may explain why more
than half the states have
revived or moved toward
revival of the death penalty
since the Supreme Court ruled
capital punishment un-
constitutional 15 months ago.
Presumably, the new statutes
follow the guidelines issued by
Chief Justice Warren Burger.

Apart from the authenticity
of the triple-A quote, Dougherty
assault its accuracy by
denying that McGovern sup-
ported abortion and marijuana.
In fact, McGovern's public
statements up to April 27, 1972,
were clearly opposed to state
anti-abortion laws and am-
biquous about marijuana. While
opposing marijuana whenever
asked, McGovern frequently
had spoken sympathetically
about its use and compared the
drug, favorably at least one
time, with alcohol and tobacco.
To then perceive McGovern as
pro-marijuana would. not be
unreasonable.

After the triple-A quote,
McGovern peeled back on all
those issues (amnesty in-
cluded). But it was too late.
Having used pro-abortion and
pro-pot formulations to in-
gratiate himself with the
women's lib and shaggy youth
subcultures, McGovern's rever-
sal of field could not reassure
the majority. Rather, he
became ineradicably linked
with those subcultures, whose
representatives were so visible
at the Miami Beach convention.

Dougherty's outrage over the
triple-A "quote while ignoring
the Miami Beach convention
suggests he is blind to what
really happened in 1972. He
scarcely discusses the issues
that probably hurt McGovern
more than triple-A: defense,
weltare, busing.

A Manchester woman, Mrs.
Johanna Gremmo of 845 E.
Middle Tpke., traveling on a
three-week tour of Italy and
France with her brother and
sister-in-law, Mr. and Mrs.
Dominic Gentilcore of 190
Maple St., was appalled by the
rudeness displayed,

““The storekeepers wouldn't
even let us enter. One lady just
stood in the doorway shaking
her head and actually refusing
to let us pass,” Mrs. Gremmo
said.

“Even in restaurants, the
waiters would just look at you,
and never approach you to take
your order,

“Everywhere we walked,
people just stared at us. We'd
smile, but the smiles were
never returned,” she added,

In France, the reception was
much the same,

At night to go to the Follies
Bergere, my sister-in-law and I
wore long gowns, just as we
would in this country, but the
people would stare at us like we
were freaks. Maybe they don’t
dress for the theater in France,
but we do."

Commenting on the prices,
Mrs. Gremmo said, ‘‘They

were very high. Moat items
were more expengive than we
would find in the United States.

"Everything was in con-
fusion,' she sald.

“In the hotels where you
would buy your own water, no
prices were the same, One
place would charge $1.50, and
another would charge 60 cents

While in France, her brother,
Dom, asked a policeman for the
location of the Bank of
America, which the trio had
noted in that area on the return
trip from the theater the night
before.

“He just shook his head, said
he didn't know, and walked
away. He didn't make any ef-
fort to assist us, or suggest who
we might consult for the right
location. He just didn't care to
be bothered,” she said. .

“When we arrived in France
from Naples, we were
exhausted after the nine-hour
trip. We hailed a cab to our
hotel and paid $12 for the five-
minute trip.

Another tourist, returning to
his native Italy after a 22-year
absente, was aged,

Frank D'Amato of Glenwood
Dr., South Windsor, a co-owner
of the Acadla Restuarant In
Manchester, was deeply disap-
pointed with his trip.

“I don't know if it's because
they are jealous or not, but they
certainly don't like American
tourists,"" he said,

"My, family and I would go
into a restaurant and be seated,
and then the waiter would come
up’and say we'd have to wait
about 20 minutes beécause the
walters were eating."

D'Amato also cautioned
prospective visitors to Italy to
keep an eye on the taxi meters,

""We had only taken the cab
two blocks, and when the driver
stopped, his hand flashed up to
the meter to reset it, but I had
already read the price of 270
lire, He said it was 2,000 lire,
which was about $4 instead of
the price of 50 cents. He got the
50 cents,” D'Amato said.

Commenting on the shopping,
he and his family felt the prices
were much to high. Not only
that but the shopping hours are
very inconvenient.

“After an evening out, you
enjoy sleeping late, especially
when you are on vacation. We'd
get up, have breakfast and get
going about 11 a.m., only to find
that all the stores are closed
from 1 to 5 p.m. We'd plan our
day, then dash to do some shop-
ping after 5, only to find that
they close again at 7.

“They act as though they are
doing us a big favor,” he said,
“and do nothing to try to ac-
commodate the tourists,”

When it comes to shopping,
D'Amato said, ‘‘Never pay the
price marked on the item you
wish to purchase; it's always
much too high. The
storekeepers seem to expect

{ou to'argue with them to get a
ower price. When you are on
vacation with so much you want
to see and do In such a little
time, who wants to spend time
arguing about the prices, es-

lally with limited shopping
mn. All you are asking for Is
honest value."

Later during the trip, the
family visited Venice.

“We had two rooms and the
price was $150 a night."

While he admits they were
nice rooms, D'Amato says they
were comparable to rooms that
are in the $30-a-night price
range In hotels here,

One area travel agency con-
tacted for its thoughts on the
cool reception given American
tourists visiting Italy and
France, remarked, '‘The ugly
American image still hangs on
in some countries.

7

“We do get some reports
from tourists of this kind of a
situation, but find for the most
part — it comes from the novice
traveler. The more seasoned
travelers have learned to take
it all in their stride, know the
places to visit, and don't rely on
the hospitality of the people
there."

Another agency contacted
said, ''Many countries In
Europe no longer need the
American dollar. Americans
have long been known to flaunt
their money overseas and while
this has decreased to a great
extent, people there find it hard
to forget.”

One agency spokesman said,
""Where once everything was
geared for the tourist, the trend
now seems to be to structuring
the country to suit its
residents."”

“To visit abroad, a guided
program is best,’”” another
agency commented.

““But if you are set on it
alone, do it with confidence,
Make your own arrangements
— visit the museums, the art
exhibits, the theaters or the
countryside. Don't look for
grinning, smiling people to
assist you at every turn,
Shopkeepers and taxi drivers
are the same the world over, If

they had a good day, you'll have
a good day, but if they didn't,
watch out.” °

One agent cited an incident
that had happened some years
ago in New York City.

“I hailed a cab, named the
hotel 1 wanted although I didn't
have the address. The cab
driver drove around about 20
minutes through busy traffic,
then dropped me right around
the block from the spot where
he had picked me up. I knew I
had been ‘taken’ but had to pay
the full price for the 'scenic’
route. Since then, I have
learned that if you come up
with an address and act as
though you know just where you
are going (even if you don't)
you get there promptly and less
expensively," she concluded,

Another agency spokesman
said, “I realize the time and
money involved in taking a trip
overseas, and of course people
want to be assured of a good

time. But just because you
were disappointed the first
time you should not be bitter
and reluctant to try again.
You've learned something
about the country and are now
better able to cope with it."

For the most part, the travel
agencles agreed, that a visitor
to a strange country should
view it just like that. It is a
strange country.

The Connecticut Hor-
ticultural Society tried an
experiment this year in its
flower show, held last weekend
at the Pond House in Hartford's
‘Elizabeth Park, by setting up a
junior division for exhibitors
through age 13.

The show broght in exhibits
from 22 boys and girls, all in the
Greater Hartford area, and a
total of 69 entries that covered
16 feet of table space. As a first
try, it was considered a great
success by the officers of the
society.

Contributing importantly to
the junior exhibit were Keith
and Billy Merritt, who between
them had 21 exhibits and a good
ghare of first and second-place
ribbons. I called on them this
week when the boys were home
from Buckley School, where
Keith is in the fifth grade and
Billy in the fourth.

“Their Grandmother Merritt
started this Interest in
exhibiting flowers,"" their
mother said. Mrs. Samuel
Merritt, who was here with her
husband and saw the show Sun-
day, got the boys to grow
flowers for "‘her” fair, a one-
day flower show at the Goshen,
Mass., Congregational Church.
The senior Mrs, Merritt was
secretary of the show for many
years and now is honorary
secretary.

The boys started taking
flowers to the church show five
years ago. Now they are also in
the faster competition of the
Hartford County 4-H Club Fair,
held in August. Keith was grand
champion and Billy was reserve
champion at the 4-H Club Fair
this year,

Salvage Job

Finding flowers that were fit
to exhibit this past weekend
appeared at first to be a
problem. The Merritts, in the
north part of Manchester, were
on the edge of the violent
windstorm that hit Talcottville
and Vernon Sept. 6 and most of
their plants were left flat on the
ground.

The one tall cosmos stalk that
still had flowers was actually
broken, but Billy thought the
flowers could be salvaged. Sure
enough, he had the only cosmos
entry in the junior show and a
blue ribbon.

Their other entries included
plumed celosia, large-flowered
and dwarf marigolds, petunias,
chrysanthemums, one rose, and
collections of six different kinds
of annuals displayed together.
Except for the rose and the
chrysanthemum all the flowers
had been grown from seed.

The boys can get advice at
home from their father, who is
4#H Club agent for Hartford
County; and their mother, who
helped in the garden when she
was growing up in New
Hampshire. The parents met
when Ed took his first job as a
club agent, fresh out of college,
at Keene, N.H.

Their 4H Club leader in
Manchester is Carroll Nelson,
an experienced woodworker
rather than a gardener, and the
boys had examples of their

- woodworking skill, as well as
their flowers, to show at the ¢-H
Club Falr. They have ideas for

a larger garden next summer.
Two boys who live nearby and
are playmates also want to try
gardening next year.

Keith and Billy raised some
chickens, too, this summer,
hatching them in the living
room, then moving them to the
cellar and finally out to a
shelters spot behind the house.
There was no rooster and three
pullets and when the rooster got
big enough to crow, which
might bother the neighbors, the
chickens went to Grandma's
place in Massachusetts until
they could be exhibited at the
fairs. Then the rooster became
a chicken dinner and the pullets
were sold.

Big Lemon
This is my year to be presi-
dent of the Connecticut Hor-
ticultural Society and it was my
suggestion that we try a junior
division at the flower show.

- When I called for a volunteer to

be junior superintendent, at our
planning meeting, I got blank
looks around the room, and
volunteered for the job myself.
Then I went to the 4-H clubs.
They did the rest,

We had help from the
Manchester Garden Club
through the loan of several
dozen glass containers for cut
flowers. Miss Millicent Jones of
Bolton helped with her special-
ty of identifying plants: that

re brought in by gardeners

vho said, ‘T really don't know

what it is,” and Miss Jones
exhibited a number of her own
fine plants. One is a Ponderosa
lemon tree in a pot that-had
three lemons hanging from its
branches,one fully grown and
three times as big as an or-
dinary lemon.

These are wonderful lemons,
Miss Jones says, for juice and
flavor, but you couldn’t call it
eeenomy o grow your own. It
takes a year or more to produce
fruit.

There is one more
Manchester incident in connec-
tion with the Horticultural
Socnet* flower show. We had a

display of bonsai plants
and our chairman wanted some
kind of Oriental art work to
decorate the exhibit,

I had learned through a story
written for this column that
Morris Simoncelli, formerly of
Talcottville, is public relations
director for Japan Airlines in
New York and I thought he
might have some outdated
posters that he could spare. He
gladly promised to send an
agsortment of them, but the
posters arrived literally at the
last minute.

Stores should
provide special departments
for the handicapped, she said,

““A whole new group of people
should be trained to help the
handicapped with light
housework, preparing meals,
laundry, grocery shopping or
errands, and personal care,’
Mrs. Kenny said.

She also suggested that usey
or extra magazines could be
picked up and distributed to the
handicapped, and the library
could provide a bookmabile to
bring reading material nearer
to the homes of the han-
dicapped,

A central agency for the han-
dicapped would provide a 24
hour service, personal contact,
training for volunteers, and a
distribution point for informa-
tion on varlous chronic il-
Inesses, she sald.

The Human Relation Com-
mission’ will invite Dr. Alice
Turek, director of public
health, to its next meeting to
discuss what can be done lo
help the handicapped.

Summer Swimming Program

It seems as if bears must be
unpredictable as gray squirrels,
and even when quite tame, may
suddenly spring a vicious act.
Otherwise, why did the
itinerant man leading a black
bear, with collar and chain, and
trained to wrestle, keep him
muzzled and with nails clipped?

There was a black bear in a
cage at the East Granby copper
mine. Besides the bars, the
cage was covered with heavy
hardware cloth with small
enough mesh to prevent anyone
pulting a finger through. 0.C.
was standing quietly watching
with his face near the wire,

The bear walked around the
cage several times on his hind
feet and stopped with his
face near 0.C.’s face. Then,
once like a flash, he made a

swipe with a front paw which
but for the wire, would surely
have left 0.C. without any face.
We are told by those who
should know that a wild black
bear will avoid human contact
if possihle, and is not liable to
attack unprovoked, Of course,
if a person disturbs a hungry
bear eating, or comes belween
a mother and her cub, he is
liable to get a lesson lo
remember.

ning. A black bear's tracks
cragsed where there were none
when we came down the
evening before. We decided to
follow and had a good lesson in
bear lore,

The snow was about eight or
ten inches deep. At the top of a
steep incline, some 20 feet high,
he had sat down on his haunches
and slid to the boltom as a boy
might do. The displaced snow
spread as he went down until it
must have been ten feet wide at
the bottom.

A bear looks clumsy; but they
can be fast enough to catch a
snowshoe rabbit. We came upon
the evidence in a thicket of
black berry canes, Bear tracks
and rabbit tracks told the whole
story, and finis was written
with the rabbit's fur and blood.

At one place our leader had
pulled open a fallen and rotting
tree trunk, and feasted on a
quantity of large black ants. He
had missed a few in the snow,
and they were the biggest ants
ever seen. by us.

Before sunset we came to
where the tracks entered a
thick hemlock swamp, full of
blow downs of tree trunks, like
the game of jack-straws.
{Anybody remember what that
was?) We had followed that
track all day. If that bear made
it all during the night before, he
sure could make milage.

Of course we didn't know but
he may have been (raveling
while we were, and only a mile
or so ahead. The tracks were
fresh when we first found them
in the morning and appeared
just the same all day.

When we got back to the
Johnson home, we learned that
a black bear had recently made
some raids on settlers farms.
Only a few nights previous,
tracks showed a black bear had

Helle!! No, that's not a
typographical error, [elks. Nor
is the High School World
suddenly taken with
profanities. Helle is the name
of our foreign exchange student
for teh 1973-74 school year-18-
year-old Helle Romme Hansen,

Helle hails from Lolland, an
island of Denmark. She stands
about 5'5'" tall, has blonde hair,
blue eyes, and a vibrant per-
sonality, She is staying with the
Jay R. Stager family of 380
Forest Street,

Besides her two American
siblings Curt (17) and Leslie
(15), Helle has one Danish
sister, 15, who loves nature and
sports. She is reportedly good
ar running and horseriding.

Helle's parenis own a
medium-sized farm and both
are gym teachers. Rounding out
the family tree is her little dog
Jesper (pronounced Yesper).

At home, Helle attends the
Maribo Gymnasium, Gym-
nasiums are synonymous with
our high schools. As is the case
with most AFS students, she
was overwhelmed with the
hugeness of MHS and still
hasn't quite gotten over it.
Maribo Gymnasium, as she
says ‘'is much, much smaller
than Manchester High.”

The Danish school system is
run quite a bit differently from
the school system in America,
According to Helle, every child
starts school at the age os

seven. He then is required to
complete seven years of
studies, After these seven
years, he makes a decision.
(Note: the decision is not made
by some IBM computer-test
service. Parent, teacher, and
child decide.)

One may either elect three
years of general study and then
work or go to REAL (not
English word) school and later
proceed to the Gymnasium.
Helel chose the latter path.

Exceptional students may
skip the third and last year of
REAL sthool and enter into the
Gymnasium. Did Helle do this?
She certainly did. Our exchange
student is both beautiful and
brilliant. She will enter her last
year at the Gymnasium when
she returns.

Gymnasium involves three
years. During this time a stu-
dent may not select his courses
but may select his course of
study. There are four basic
courses of study offered:
music, language, math, and
social sclences. Helle chose
languages and, in addition to
biology, ancient history, crafts
and gym, she has taken five
years of German, six years of
English, three years of Latin,
and two years of French.

After completing gymnasium
studies, any student may enter
university. University, by the
way, is free to all Danish
students. The cost of tuition,
etc. Is absorbed by taxes.

Connally, a former Texas
Democratic governor, served in
the Nixon Cabinet as secretary

HARTFORD (AP) — Big names and big legislative
proposals are on the agenda for the 10th constitutional con-
vention of the Connecticut State Labor Council which
opens Monday. Some 600 delegates from AFL—CIO unions
across Connecticut are expected to attend the three days
of sessions at the Hartford Hilton.

U.S. Sen. Abraham Ribicoff,
D—Conn., and Lt. Gov. Peter
Cashman were scheduled to he
opening—day speakers, as was
John J. Driscoll of Bridgeport,
president of the state AFL—CIO
council since 1961.

Driscoll said he planned to
talk to the delegates on the
‘‘crises now facing workers as
the result of the Nixon
economic program.’'

On the state level, ‘‘high un-
employment is still the state’s
number one problem...it is
almost twice as high as the of-
ficial figure estimate made by
the state Labor Department,”
he said.

A labor council spokesman
said delegates will be asked to
vote on several resolutions
“‘vital to the interests of
Connecticut wage earners,"

One resolution expected to
come up Monday calls for con-
gressional passage of the
American Trade Reform Act of
1973, the spokesman said.

“This key bill, known as the
Burke—Hartke bill, would pre-
vent further losses of American
Jobs to foreign imports sub-
sidized by the U.S. taxpayer,”
he explained.

Another federally-oriented
resolution facing the labor
delegates supports a ‘‘drastic
reform of the federal income
tax system.

The official ministry com-
munique said a navy corvette, a
warship smaller than a
destroyer, was attacked 33
miles off the Libyan coast,
where it had been sent to
protect Italian fishing boats.

Libya recently ordered five

" Italian trawlers to a Libyan

port, but the trawlers managed
to sall away, leaving thelr cap-
tains in Libyan custody.

Last year, Libya set up a
restricled zone with a 100-mile
radius arounnd its capital of
Tripoli and demanded that
vessels and aircraft penetrating
the area first get permission
from the armed forces,

Last March, Libyan planes
fired at, but did not hit, a U.S.
C130 aircraft 82 miles off the Li-
byan coast.

$650,000 For Housing For Elderly

Agency Favors Grant
Be Given Manchester

The state Department of
Community Affairs (DCA) has
recommended that $640,000 be
granted the Town of
Manchester for construction of
additional housing for the elder-
ly.
Town officials learned
Friday, in a spevial meeting at
the Municipal Building with
DCA representatives, that DCA
Commissioner Ruben Figueroa
has recommended that the
state Bonding Commission ap-
prove the proposed $640,000
grant,

The $640,000 ‘grant, if ap-
proved by the bonding commis-
sion — scheduled to meet next
week — would provide for con-
struction of 40 units of elderly
housing.

“News of the potential state
grant is the best news from the
local” housing field for some
time,"" Mayor John Thompson
and A. Paul Berte, Manchester

Housing Authority (MHA)
member, said in a joint state-
ment Friday. ““The 40 units that
might be built under this
program will significantly
relieve the hpusing need,” they
said,

The MHA has on file
applications from more than
125 elderly persons seeking
housing. The MHA runs two
elderly housing projects —
Westhill Gardens off W. Center
St. and Mayfair Gardens at
Depot Square.

Those two projects were con-
structed with federal aid, but
when sources of federal grants
“dried up,"” the MHA applied to
the DCA for assistance, accor-
ding to Berte, who has served
as MHS chairman for the last
year.

Three years ago, Berte
explained, the local authority
applied to the DCA for funds for
65 housing units, and one year
ago the application-request was
increased to 100 units,

ABA Leader Says
President Not
Above The Law

The president of the American Bar Association says

President Nixon should be impeached if the Supreme
Court orders him to release Watergate tapes and he

refuses to do so.

“The President is not above
the law," Chesterfield Smith, a
Florida attorney, said at an air-
port news conference in Boston.

Smith also said he doubts that
those who testify before the
Senate Watergate Committee
and are Indicted would be able
to get a fair trial. But he said he
favors the open hearings
anyway.

In Washington, U.S. District
Court Judge June L. Green
threw out a suit by the National
Citizens' Committee for
Fairness lo the Presidency
which sought to halt the public
hearings.

She sald the suit would
violate a constitutional protec-
tion granted members of
Congress. The Watergate com-
mittee had argued that the
Constitution protects senators

“from suits calculated to
restrain the exercise of their of-
ficial legislative duties.”

The Judge also ruled that the
fairness committee lacked
legal standing to sue. The
group's attorney, John S. Bot-
tomly, indicated he wil| appeal.

In another Washington cour-
troom, Chief U.S. District
Court Judge John J. Sirica
ordered five of the original
Watergate defendants to file af-
fidavits supporting their
requests to withdraw their
pleas of gullty,

E. Howard Hunt, Frank
Sturgis, Bernard L. Barker,
Eugenio R. Martinez and
Virgilio R. Gonzalez were
ordered to file the affidavits by
next Wednesday. They pleaded
guilty in January to breaking
into Democratic Natlonal
Headquarters on June 17, 1672,

grant) is the state's response,”
Berte said, '‘and we're very
excited about it."”

Mayor Thompson, explaining
the steps which must be taken
to acquire the grant, said the
Board of Directors will be
asked, at its special-meeting
next Tuesday, to approve a
"letter of interest” to prove the
town's Interest in the housing
grant. The MHA must also
draft a similar “letter of in-
terest."”

It is expected that the $640,-
000 would cover all the costs of
additional elderly housing, but
Berte admitted the MHA
"doesn’t have a handle on the
costs at this point.”

The Town of Manchester
would be required to “‘front’’ an
estimated $50,000 for the
project — for architectural
fees, site acquisition, surveys,
etc. — which would later be
reimbursed.

Mayor Thompson said a
public hearing will be
necessary before there is any
final commitment from the
town or the MHA. It is likely
that the public hearing could be
conducted in October or early
November, he said.

Both Berte and Mayor
Thompson suggested the
possibility of constructing the
additional elderly housing in
downtown Manchester,

“We're hoping for some way
to integrate this with the down-
town revitalization program,”
Berte said. “There are real
possibilities of land being
available downtown,"” Berte
said, noting that the housing, if
located downtown, would give
elderly persons easy access to
shopping areas and the Senior
Citizens Center.

Mayor Thompson said *'it
would be wonderful to have
elderly housing downtown'' — It
would be a ''great location," he
sald. The final selection of a
site, however, is up to the MHA
and to “what the dollars dic-
tate," the mayor added.

Friday's meeting at the
Municipal Bullding was
attended by P.J. Delahanty and
David Deakin of the DCA's
Bureau of Housing. Mayor
Thompson and Assistant Town
Manager John Harkins
represented the town, and
Berte and MHA Counsel
Dominic Squatrito represented
the MHA.

Questions

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen.
Edward M. Kennedy, D-Mass,,
says there are '‘grave questions
... as lo the propriety of Presi-
dent Nixon choosing his own
successor’’ under present cir-
cumstances if Vice President
Spiro T. Agnew should resign.
Kennedy said that, if Agnew
quit, Congress should delay con-
firming a successor until the
controversy over the White
House tapes Nixon has refused
to give up were resolved.
Kennedy issued his statement
after disclosure of another
meeting between Nixon and
Agnew.

Metropolitan areas which
currently are served by trans-
Atlantic routes are Baltimore-
Washington, D.C., Miami,
Boston, Chicago, Detroit, Los
Angeles, New York,
Philadelphia, Portland, Ore.,
San Francisco and Seattle, San
Juan, Puerto Rico, also has a
trans-Atlantic route.

Agnew Reported
Plea Bargaining

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Washington Post quotes a
congressional source as saying that Vice President Spiro
T. Agnew '‘is engaged in plea bargaining — that Agnew's
resignation is part of the plea,”

The newspaper reported in
today's editions that it had been
told by informed sources that
Agnew's lawyers and Justice
Department officials are dis-
cussing the possibility of his
resigning and pleading guilty to
a relatively minor offense.

Neither the White House, the
vice president's office nor
Deputy Atty. Gen. William
Ruckleshaus would comment
on the report.
