Ribicoff 
Criticizes 
Drug Effort

HARTFORD (AP) -  U.S.
Sen. Abraham Ribicoff said 
t^ay  the federal government 
has been so concerned with 
stopping heroin traffic that it 
has failed to combat even more 
widespread abuse of other 
drugs.

Ribicoff's comments came in 
a morning news conference 
following the release of a 
Senate subcommittee report on 
the results of a nine month 
study of federal drug control ef­
forts. Ribicoff is chairman of 
the subcommitee.

“Present drug enforcement 
priorities and strategies are 
overwhelmingly weighted 
toward the suppression of 
heroin as the nation’s number- 
one drug menace,’’ Ribicoff 
said.

But according to a recent sur­
vey by the National Commis­
sion on Marijuana and Drug 
Abuse, other drugs are misused 
17 times as frequently as 
heroin, he added.

Nevertheless, the Bureau of 
N arcotics and Dangerous 
Drugs has assigned only 240 of 
its 1,600 agents to full-time duty 
combating “ the diversion of 
legally manufactured pills into 
the illicit market,” Ribicoff 
said.

“One element of the drug pic­
ture appears unchanged. Teen­
agers are among the principal 
abusers and schools are a prin­
cipal marketplace and arena of 
abuse,” he said.

Ribicoff said the federal 
government has failed to act as 
effectively as it could to curtail 
organized crime’s role in illicit 
drug traffic. One reason has 
been the failure to involve the 
FBI in federal drug-law en­
forcement, he added.

Albert 
Defends 
Congress

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
House Speaker Carl Albert says 
P residen t Nixon’s recent 
criticisms of Congress are ’’lit­
tle more than feeble attempts 
to disguise the administration’s 
own glaring failures.”

“ The w orkload of th is  
Congress has been heavy and 
the legislative output im­
p ressiv e ,” the Oklahoma 
Democrat said in a  nationwide 
radio address Sunday. “To 
date, Congress has enacted 107 
new public laws. And we are not 
through yet.”

Meanwhile, resumption of the 
Watergate hearings after a 
seven-week interruption and a 
battle over military spending 
top today’s Senate agenda.

E. Howard Hunt Jr., con­
v ic ted  in the W atergate  
break-in, led the witness list for 
the new round of hearings.

A bill authorizing $20.4 billion 
in defense spending is expected 
to be under Senate considera­
tion most of the week, with the 
Trident submarine missile 
system the top target for 
budget-cutters. An amendment 
to cut $885 million from the $1.5 
billion earm arked for the 
system is expected to come to a 
vote Wednesday.

The House faces a light 
schedule this week and plans no 
business on Thursday or Friday 
because of the Jewish religious 
holidays.

Dr. Jerry Hordinsky, one of 
the flight surgeons, at mission 
control, reported that the three 
are in excellent physical shape.

Included is the transfer of 
film, tapes and equipment from 
the space laboratory into the 
Apollo ferry ship and the shut­
ting down of systems not 
necided during the nearly seven 
weeks the station will be un­
manned.

At 3:50 p.m, EDT Tuesday, 
the astronauts will leave the lab 
and start maneuvering the 
A pollo  b ack  to  e a r th .  
Splashdown Is scheduled for 
6:20 p.m. in the Pacific Ocean 
about 225 miles southwest of 
San Diego, Calif.

The astronauts are to be 
plucked from the sea by the 
recovery carrier USS New 
Orleans and taken immediately 
to an on-board medical facility. 
Doctors will try to determine 
whether they suffered any 
adverse effect from their long 
exposure to the space environ­
ment.

And the astronauts’ chief 
physician, Dr. Royce Hawkins, 
said he expected t|hem to 
experience no more difficulty 
readjusting to earth’s gravity 
than did the Skylab 1 crew after 
28 days aboard the space sta­
tion.

Meanwhile, scientists ajyait 
the data from the medical, 
e a r th  r e s o u r c e s ,  s o la r  
a s tro n o m y  and o th e r  
experiments, the most exten­
sive ever conducted in space.

Rev-Share 
To Town 
Increased

The Town of Manchester 
today  T eceived  an unan­
ticipated, but welcome, check 
for $317,612 in federal revenue­
sharing funds.

It is an upward adjustment of 
the four previous gran ts 
received by Manchester to July 
of this year. Based on the figure 
receiv^ today, Manchester can 
antipipate a check each quarter 
of about $68,(X)0 higher than 
expected for the four quarters 
in each of the next four years. 
The federal revenue sharing 
program covers a five-year 
period.

Town Manager Robert Weiss 
said the adjustment results 
from new figures furnished 
federal officials by him and by 
the town controller, Thomas 
Moore. Wetss said, although 
some type of adjustment had 
been expected when the 1973-74 
toyrn budget was adopted, no 
provision was made for any 
added revenue. He said he has 
no recommendation at present 
for use of the $317,612 received 
today.

The proposed ordinance is 
one of three items on Tuesday’s 
Board of Directors agenda. 'The 
second is a proposed resolution 
for issuing $1,391,000 in bonds 
—$449,409 for the purchase and 
$941,600 for the improvements; 
and a proposed resolution for 
issuing $1,391,000 in temporary 
notes, pending the bond issue.

When th e  d i r e c to r s  
au th o rized  the  M arch 13 
referendum, they specified it 
was subject to three subsequent 
affirmative actions — getting 
state approval of sanitary- 
landfill plans, obtaining a clear 
title  to the property, and 
receiving a change to Industrial 
Zone for the 110 acres.

On March 20, prior to ob­
taining any of the three 
specific affirmative actions, 
the directors unanimously ap­
proved issuing $1,391,000 in 
tem p o ra ry  no tes for the 
purchase and for the im ­
p ro v em en ts .

Later, after Liddy moved 
from the White House staff to 
President Nixon’s re-election 
campaign, Hunt said he and 
Liddy designed a budget for a 
large-scale counter-intelligence 
program requested by Mitchell, 
who became director of the re- 
election campaign.

Hunt said the Watergate 
burglary grew out of the 
Gemstone intelligence scheme.

Hunt, who pleaded guilty to 
wiretapping, burglary and con­
spiracy in the Watergate case, 
is seeking to have his guilty 
plea set aside and all charges 
against him dropped. Among 
other things, he says he thought 
the wiretapping was legal.

“ I thought it was an unwise 
operation, but I viewed it as 
legal,” Hunt said. He said Lid­
dy told him there was reason to 
believe the Democrats were 
getting money from the Com­
munist government of Cuba.

“I deeply regret that I had 
any part in this affair. I think it 
was an unfortunate use of 
executive power and 1 am sorry 
that I did not have the wisdom 
to withdraw,” Hunt said.

Hunt said his part in the 
cover-up of the Watergate af­
fair seemed natural to him 
because of his CIA experience. 
When CIA spies are caught, ”it 
has been universally the prac­
tice for the operation to be dis­
avowed and ’covered up,”’ he 
said.

’’Usually, this has been done 
by official intervention with 
law enforcement authorities. In 
addi t ion ,  the employing  
governments have paid legal 
defense fees,” he said.

But Hunt denied that he asked 
the White House for presiden­
tial clemency, or that he tried 
to blackmail the White House 
for money.

“I did not ask for clemency,” 
he said. “I did seek ... funds, 
but I made no threats.”

Former presidential counsel 
Dean and others have accused 
Hunt of trying to blackmail the 
White House for clemency and 
money by threatening to dis­
close the Ellsburg burgldty and 
other ’’seamy things” he did 
while employed at the White 
House.

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Marxism's Violence
The toppling of President Salvador 

Allende of Chile contains a forceful 
lesson that will not be missed by other 
would-be social revolutionaries, in 
C h i l e  or e l s e w h e r e  in both  
hemispheres of the globe.

The lesson they will read is not that 
Marxism runs contrary to the grain of 
human nature and is anything but the 
wave of the future, much as the 
events in Chile may have given en­
couraging proof to champions of 
democracy that this is  true.

Rather, the lesson — which Cuba’s 
Castro, for one, could have told them 
— is that Marxism or socialism pr 
communism cannot achieve political 
power in a country peacefully or 
democratically or gradually but only 
violently, totally and suddenly.

This, indeed, was the position of 
Chile’s far-left MIR, or Leftist  
Revolutionary Movement, which all 
along had been contemptuous of 
Allende’s gradualist approach to 
socialism. This attitude, combined 
with the resistance or rivalry of 
Chilean parties across the political 
spectrum, widespread strikes and the 
fears of CSiile’s middle class, helped 
guarantee Allende’s failure, if not his 
spectacular and tragic end.

’The extremists preferred to see 
Allende, the world’s first con­

stitutionally elected Marxist leader, 
go down rather than compromise or 
temporize with the “reactionary” 
elements of Chilean society.

Thus while the crisis in Chile may 
hold out hope over the long pull of 
history, her immediate future is still 
fraught with perils.

The extremists remain, insuring the 
continued ex istence of counter­
extremism in return. The social in­
equities Allende attempted to rectify 
will continue to fester. Chile’s terrible 
problem of inflation, though exacer­
bated by Allende’s economic policies, 
is not going to be solved merely by his 
passing from the scene.

Also, the expropriation of large, 
foreign-controlled industries is an ac­
complished fact that is not going to be 
reversed by whatever political coali­
tion finally comes into power, despite 
the wishful thinking of some U.S. in­
vestors.

Chile now joins the long list of Latin 
American nations under military rule. 
While her armed forces fortunately 
have a tradition of staying out of 
politics, it remains to be seen whether 
they can foster the return of a viable 
democratic government to Chile, and 
whether that government will be able 
to attack the multitude of problems 
besetting the troubled nation.

Special Effort

“ s n e a k y ” tr ick,  we  m u s t  al l

remember we have brought it on 
ourselves either through violations of 
traffic iaws or by tolerating the at; 
titude ail too prevalent today that “it 
ain’t a crime unless you get caught.”

If the state police plan is successful, 
more of us will be finding out what 
some of our traffic iaws are and most 
probably will find the lesson costly to 
our pocketbooks.

We hope the plan works because as 
our highways become more and more 
congested the threat to life and iimb 
by those who can’t resist the desire 
“to try to get away with it” can no 
ionger be toierated.

We hope the plan will eliminate the 
“racetrack roulette” game too many 
Nutmeg drivers are playing on our 
highways today.

Troop Reduction 
May Be Deceptive

The United States and NATO is 
preparing a pian of biiateral troop 
reductions in Europe to be presented 
in October at taiks to be held in Vien- 
n^with the Warsaw-Moscow powers.

’The-^ea is attractive on the sur­
face. Both the U.S. and the Soviet 
Union would agree, with their aliies, 
to reduce troops in Europe on an 
agreed schedule and percentage.

It would be a tangible winding down 
of the tensions that have remained in 
the “cold” war, since the end of World 
War II.

Some 30,000 American troops would 
return in the first phase of the

withdrawal and a like number in the 
foilowing year. Yet the military 
warns that such a reduction might not 
have beneficiai economic merit, if 
provisions would have to be made for 
a massive airlift to Europe, if their 
return were required. Russia, on the 
other hand, is within several hundred 
miles of areas in which ttoops might 
be deployed. "

If it would ham^me effect of con­
tinuing to create cordiality between 
the East and West, as has already 
begun, it may be worthwhile.  
However, we should proceed cautious­
ly to retain a strong position in 
Europe at all costs.

The Oil Weapon

WASHINGTON -  What we 
have been calling the "energy 
crisis” is far more than that. It 
is also an economic power 
crisis, a diplomatic crisis, an 
independence crisis. It is a 
pawn in a brand-new game of 
world politics in which the oil 
weapon is now being bi'andished 
by a little group of power- 
holders in oil-producing coun­
tries.

The strong-man ruler of 
Libya, Col. Moammar Khadafy, 
has moved ahead swiftly in the 
new power struggle, first by 
taking over a 51 per cent con­
trolling interest in the oil com­
panies operating in Libya, then 
by setting a state-fixed $6 a 
barrel price for crude oil and 
announcing that American 
dollars are unacceptable in pay­
ment.

In a number of oil-producing 
countries the trend is toward 
the kind of oil nationalism. In 
interviews in Caracas some 
w eeks ago w ith  c a b in e t 
ministers, oil experts, and the 
leaders of the major parties, I 
found that the tide of oil politics 
is moving toward greater 
government ‘participation” in 
the oil company operations, and 
ultimately toward nationaliza­
tion (the present target date is 
1983 but it may be moved 
ahead).

The Shah of Iran made a 
move on his own toward an oil 
nationalism which doesn’t 
satisfy his more militant Arab 
neighbors. The Arab Gulf 
States made an agreement with 
the oil companies for a 25 per 
cent participation share in 1973, 
to reach 51 per cent in 1982. 
Now comes Khadafy with a 
leapfrogging move which 
carries him beyond the Shah of 
Iran’s move and even beyond 
the Gulf States agreement.

It is a game of competing 
nailitancies, with contempt 
visited by zealot leaders upon 
any national regime which can 
be accused of being chicken.

America in peril of losing its in­
dependence in foreign policy.

It has already become the 
target of a blackmail campaign 
and the pressure will increase. 
But what is true of the United 
States is true also of other oil- 
consuming countries, including 
Japan and the West European 
nations. They should be aware 
of it.

The strategy for energy in­
dependence that Wilson maps 
out strikes me as factually un­
answ erab le  and superbly  
reasoned. In time terms there 
must be a long-range strategy, 
with a target date at century’s 
end, which will explore a 
number of currently far-out 
methods of solving the energy 
problem . A sh o rte r- tim e  
strategy must aim at 1985, a 
matter of little more than a 
decade. One phase of it will be 
the use of nuclear power, along 
with the |Conversion.of coal into 
oil. But a second phase must be 
a heroic, concerted effort in the 
United States to cut down 
drastically on gasoline and oil 
consumption, by whatever 
necessary means.

I shall be returning to this 
theme and its implications. One 
can argue about America’s 
Middle E ast policy. But 
whatever the rights or wrongs 
of the U.S. foreign policy, 
whether in the Middle East or 
anywhere else, it is intolerable 
that Col. Khadafy or any other 
power-happy strong man should 
be allowed to blackmail the 
American people into a change 
of policy.

■rhe war for American in­
dependence began two cen­
tu rie s  ago and it ended 
American colonialism to Great 
Britain or any other country. It 
would be absurd to have a new 
form of colonialism come in 
because we are buying and 
d r iv in g  too m any huge 
automobile monsters, which 
eat up not only our oil but our 
independence.

Col. Khadafy clearly  is 
staking out a claim to be the 
most militant of all the leaders 
of oil-producing countries. His 
premier, Abdel Salam Jalloud, 
came on strong at a press con­
ference. “We hope we do not 
have to use the oil weapon,” he 
said, “but America will force 
us 40 resort to this method.”

The “oil weapon” was the 
threat to cut off all oil exports 
to the United States because of 
the diplomatic support of 
Israel. The United States gets 
only 6 per cent of its oil imports 
from Libya. But the weapon is 
aimed not only at the United 
States but at its allies, if they 
don’t themselves pressure the 
United States for a change in its 
policies.

That is why I suggest that 
“energy crisis” is a curiously 
bland way of describing what is 
at the hear^of the present ten­
sion b e tw een  A rab o il- 
producing and Western oil­
consum ing nations. Arab 
leaders like Khadafy are not 
content — as Venezuelan or Ira­
nian leaders of oil policy are — 
with a movement toward oil 
nationalism. It is not the 
economic independence of 
Libya that Khadafy is aiming 
at, but the exploitation of 
American oil dependence in 
order to undercut American 
diplomatic independence. ^

That is why I call it not an 
energy c r is is  but an in ­
dependence crisis. A lead arti­
cle in the July issue of the 
q uarterly  Foreign A ffairs 
makes this point brilliantly, and 
aims straight at the jugular of 
the problem. It is by Carrol L. 
Wilson of MIT, who was 
formerly general manager of 
the Atomic Energy Commis­
sion. He calls it “a plan for 
energy independence,” and its 
core position is tha t the 
growing U.S. dependence on oil 
imports from the Arab oil- 
producing countries puts

WHEN RESISTED

When your best plans meet 

with strong resistance, stage a 
diversion. For example, take 
her to a movie. If we’re talking 
about bridge, start a new suit. 

South dealer 
North-South vulnerable 
Opening lead Eight of spades 
West had the happy thought of 

leading a trump, and this would 
have ruined South if he hadn’t 
known all about diversion.

South was sure of five trump 
tricks, a diamond, and three 
clubs. Normally, he would get 
his tenth trick by ruffing a 
heart in dummy. If you like to 
count losers. South would lose 
two hearts and one diamond.

The situation was changed by 
the trump opening lead. If 
declarer gave up a heart, back 
would come a second trump. 
And if South gave up a second 
heart, back would come a third 
trump. End of ruff.

Real Threat
Sometimes your diversion is 

stronger than you realize. In 
this case the diamonds are a 
real threat. If the opponents 
win the diamond and return a 
trump, you win in dummy and 
ruff a diamond. Now dummy’s 
last two diamonds are go^, 
and you get to dummy with a 
trum p to cash both good 
diamonds.

The opponents can thwart you 
only by taking their tricks 
before leading any more 
trumps. This defense allows 
you to ruff a heart in dummy, 
just as you planned to begin 
with.

South saw that he would lose 
the race to ruff a heart, so he 
staged a diversion by taking the 
ace of diamonds and leading 
another diamond. Sometimes 
this kind of play convinces the 
opponents that they don't have 
to lead trumps because you're 
not in terested  in ruffing 
anything.

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NEW YORK (AP) — Exactly four 
years ago today, the New York Mets 
clinched first place In baseball’a 
National League East Division. "It 
w a s ,” re c a lls  shortstop  Bud 
Harrelson, "a very nice feeling."

Now, after a sorry summer and in the 
midst of a sensational September, the club 
Is thinking 1969 all over again.

"My wife has already spent the money,” 
chuckled Harrelson. "She said to me the 
other day, "If you win tonight. I’m going 
out and buy a dress.’ I told her I’d see what 
I could do,”

Harrelson and the rest of the Mets are 
doing very well, thank you. New York 
stretched its winning streak to six games 
Sunday with a 5-2 decision over St. Louis 
that dropped the Cardinals three games 
back of the Mets. Montreal and Chicago 
are both 3Vk games behind. With one week 
to go in the sizzling divisional race, that’s 
a comfortable edge over everybody except 
Pittsburgh. The Pirates are only one-half 
game back, and have lost one less game 
than the Mets.

"If we win our last six games," 
observed Harrelson, “ We’ve got a 
chance.”

The fans think so. Almost 52,000 of them 
paid their way into Shea Stadium Suneay 
and roared their approval when Wayne 
Garrett’s sixth inning triple chased home 
two runs and broke a 2-2 tie. They believe 
in the Mets and so does Garrett, who has

had five homers and 14 runs batted in this
’'month,

” I think everybody is confident about 
winning It,” said Garrett.

Both Garrett and Harrelson talked of 
the pressure of this flrit honest-to- 
goodness championship race for the Mets. 

"It was easier in 1569,” said Harrelson. 
We won 34 out of 44 and Just ran away 

from everybody. But this time we had to 
climb over everybody.”

"There’s no comparison with ’69,” said 
Garrett9 ”We won 100 games that year, 
There’s pressure, I guess, but I felt it 
more in ’69. Now I’ve been through it all. I 
feel relaxed and good.”

Harrelson agreed that the ’69 experience 
is making 1973 a less strenuous time, 
"W e’re older and w iser," said the 
shortstop. "We’re looser now.”

The Mets have surged to the top with 17 
victories in 23 games this month. 
September has been a total turnaround 
after a dismal summer. “It seemed we 
were just treading in place for so long,” 
said Harrelson. " I t ’s funny, why is 
baseball so hard when you’re losing and so 
easy when you’re winning?”

about It,” Ron Johnson said. "We took 
them too lightly.

The Jets picked off eight 
Baltimore passes-one short of 
the National Foptball League 
record-and, with A1 Woodall 
subbing for the injured Joe 
Namath, beat the Colts 34-10 
Sunday.

“It wasn’t anything we hadn’t 
done before, just our nickel 
defense-five defensive backs,” 
explained Ewbank. “Some of 
the defenses we used go all the 
way back to when I was 
coaching here in Baltimore.”

Rich Sowells had three in­
terceptions, returning one 28 
yards for a touchdown, and his 
partner a t cornerback. Delies 
Howell, came up with a pair of 
tosses from  C olts’ rookie 
quarterback Bert Jones.

“The balls just came right at 
us. We were just in the right 
place at the right time,” said 
Sowells, who had just two in­
terceptions during the entire 
1972 season.

Woodall came on late in the 
first quarter after Namath, 
dumped by blitzing Baltimore 
linebacker Stan White, suffered 
a right shoulder separation that 
will keep him out of action for 
at least six weeks.

“I honestly thought he’d just 
bruised his shoulder. I thought 
I’d be in for Just a series or 
two,” Woodall recalled.

But the five-year veteran 
from Duke went the rest of the 
way a t quarterback, com­
pleting 17. of 21 passes for 149 
yards and two touchdowns.

A club spokesm an said 
Namath was scheduled to be 
Xrayed in New York Sunday 
night and a decision on whether 
to operate would be made at 
that time.

While Ewbank described

“It makes no difference to us 
who’s the quarterback,” said 
wide receiver Eddie Bell. “And 
after today, we’ve got all the 
confidence in the world in A1 
Woodall.”

After first-period field goals 
by New York’s Bobby Howfield  ̂
and Baltimore’s George Hunt, 
Jones drove the Colts 42 yards, 
hitting Glenn Doughty on a 23- 
yard scoring strike with 19 
seconds remaining in the half to 
give Baltimore ^ 10-3 leqd.

Fuel C ontrols 
Predicted

GLENEDEN BEACH, Ore. (AP) — Interior Secretary 
Rogers C.B. Morton says he is urging President Nixon to 
ration heating oil this winter, but even if he does “there 
are going to be people who are going to be cold.”

Morton was joined in his call 
for the rationing of heating oil 
by John A. Love, Nixon’s 
special energy adviser. They 
m ade th e ir  re m a rk s  in 
a p p e a ra n c e s  b e fo re  the  
W este rn  G o v e rn o rs  
Conference.

The two men said  the 
proposals they had advanced to 
Nixon dealt only with rationing 
on a geographic basis and did 
not contemplate rationing to 
the consumer. Morton said he 
expected Nixon to decide on the 
proposals in two weeks.

He spoke of a plan that would 
allocate heating oil to perhaps 
14 or 15 areas of the country. 
The Idea then would be to have 
government offices in each of 
the areas to keep track of 
specific problems.

Love, a former Colorado 
governor, said the nation will 
experience "very  real dif­
ficulties” in the energy field for 
the next three to five years.

“We must, as Americans, 
r e a l iz e  th e  d e p th  and 
seriousness of this problem,” 
Love told the 12 governors 
whose annual conference at this 
seaside reso rt Is devoted 
exclusively to the energy crisis.

Both Love and Morton 
appealed to the “ American 
spirit.”

“This country is not going to 
hell in a handbasket because 
this winter we’re probably 
going to be as much as five to 
seven per cent short” on 
heating oil, Morton said.

"There’s going to be a lot of 
political writing about it. But I

know th a t  neighbors a re  
neighbors, and I know there are 
many, many ways we can join 
together and get around the 
problem in this short term.”

Morton said he expects the 
administration to establish the 
regional offices so hardship 
cases could be dealt with quick­
ly.

The ultimate step in an ad­
ministration contingency plan 
would be rationing oil to 
customers, such as in wartime. 
But both Morton and Love said 
that kihd of action is not con­
templated at this time.

Both emphasized that con­
trols would alleviate an over-all 
shortage.

“ R e m e m b e r , w e 'r e  
managing a shortage," Morton 
said. '"The (rationing) plan 
doesn’t in any Way increase the 
supply of oil.”

Morton said the nation can 
work itself out of its reliance on 
oil imports from the politically 
unstable Middle E ast by 
developing the West’s vast coal 
reserves for generation of elec­
trical powet.

Morton said a Middle East of­
ficial asked him recently what 
the United States was going to 
do about the rising cost of Im­
ported oil.

“I looked him right in the eye 
and I said, ’We’re going to 
develop one half of the world’s 
coal supply because we got it 
and you ain’t.'

“And he said, 'Is that so?’
"And I said, ‘That’s so.’’’

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Prospects that Congress will 
complete action this year on a 
pension reform  bill have 
brightened after plans for 
House consideration were 
speeded up.

The acting chairman of the 
Ways and Means Committee, 
Rep. A1 Ullman, D-Ore., told 
his cotleagues Monday that the 
committee will begin work on 
private pension reform next 
Monday. Ullman said the com­
mittee will start work with the 
bill passed last week by the 
Senate and attached as a rider 
to a minor House bill.

This measure, designed to 
guarantee that participants in 
private ^nsion plans actually 
receive benefits when they 
retire, provides for full vesting 
of pension rights after 15 years, 
government insurance of plans 
against pension fund failure and

tax incentives for personal 
retirement systems.

U llm an to ld  r e p o r te r s  
arrangements are being made 
to coordinate his committee's 
consideration of the bill with 
the work already done by a 
House Education and Labor 
subcommittee on a separate 
measure of its.own.

H unt Suspects 
Baldwin Was 
D ouble Agent

WASHINGTON (AP) — Watergate conspirator E. 
Howard Hunt testified today that he suspects one of his 
own Watergate bugging crew was a double agent who 
betrayed the wiretappers to police.

The Sept. 10 public hearing on 
the application was apparently 
dominated by opponents to the 
proposal .

• Decided to make a field in­
spection of a site of Hillstown 
Rd., 800 feet south of Bush Hill 
Rd., which has been proposed 
for a “borrow pit.” The PZC is 
being asked to approve an 
excavation permit for the site.

• Reviewed plans for off- 
s t r e e t  p a r k i n g  a t  Sam 
Crispino’s Supreme Foods, 485 
Hartford Rd. Atty. Eugene Kel­
ly, representing Crispino, told 
the PZC that a parking area had
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Watergate committee that “the 
most likely subject” to have 
been a double agent was Alfred 
Baldwin, who monitored the 
W a t e r g a t e  w i r e t a p  a t  
Democratic headquarters for 
the conspirators, but who later 
testified against the others at 
their trial in January.

Former FBI agent Baldwin 
was never charged in the case.

Hunt’s double-agent theory 
was drawn out in questioning by 
Republican Sen. Edward J. 
Gurney of Florida.

He said he suspected Baldwin 
for a number of reasons. Hunt 
said Baldwin was hired without 
mu ch  c h e c k i n g  on his 
background. Baldwin has 
r e l a t i v e s  a c t i v e  in the 
Democratic party and a girl 
friend who worked at the 
Democratic National Com­
m ittee headquarters. Hunt 
said.

He also said he has never 
come up with a satisfactory 
answer to why the Washington 
police plainclothes squad was in 
the area of the Watergate 
building when the police caught 
the wiretappers in the early 
morning hours of June 17,1972.

He also said Baldwin, who 
was equipped with a two-way 
walkie-talkie, failed to warn the 
burglars of the presence of 
police in the building, Hunt said 
he thought that Baldwin should 
have known something was 
wrong when the plainclothes 
policemen started turning on 
lights in their initial search.

“There was activity that 
should have been seen by Mr. 
Baldwin,” Hunt said. He said 
that after the arrests, Baldwin 
disobeyed Hunt’s orders by 
taking incriminating wiretap­
ping gear and logs to the home 
of James W. McCord Jr., one of 
the men a r r e s t ed  at  the 
Watergate.

“The series of events that 
night, taken in their totality ... 
have suggested to me for many 
months that we might have 
been, as it were, trapped by in­
formation having been provided 
beforehand to local law- 
enforcement authorities by a 
member of our unit,” Hunt 
said.

Sen. Daniel K. Inouye, D- 
Hawaii, asked Hunt whether he 
thought it would have been il­
legal for Baldwin to notify 
police of the Watergate 
burglary.

Hunt said that he still main­
tains that the break-in itself 
was legal, and that, if Baldwin 
betrayed it, this act "certainly 
was the greatest disloyalty to 
his employer.”

Sen. Lowell P. Weicker Jr., 
R-Conn., challenged Hunt’s 
assertion that Baldwin has an 
uncle who is a Democratic 
judge in Connecticut. Weicker 
said the only such relative 
Baldwin has is a Republican, 
not Democrat. Weicker said the 
relative is Raymond Baldwin, a 
former senator known as Mr. 
Republican in the state.
