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Natural Gas Rate
Increase Hearing

To Begin

HARTFORD (AP) — A
hearing on the Southern
Connecticut Gas Co.'s request
for a §7.6 million rate increase
Is scheduled to open Monday
before the state Public Utilities
Commission (PUC).

The increase represents a 20
per cent boost in the company’s
rates. Last week, the PUC
denied the firm's request for a
$5 million interim increase.

Southern Connecticut Gas
Says it needs the additional
revenue to cover rising costs.
According to the company, the
increase would cost residents
with medium-sized homes who
use gas for heating an extra 21
cenls per day. It said non-
hearing customers would pay 3
to 4 cents more per day.

The company said $3.3
million or 43 per cent of its

request was needed to cover the
increased cost of natural gas.

Earlier this year, the PUC
approved a rate adjustment
clause that allows gas com-
panies to ralse or lower their
customers' monthly bills as
pipeline costs change.
Therefore, it is possible the
PUC will discount that portion
of the request in making its
final decision.

Gov. Thomas J. Meskill has
entered the case as an in-
tervenor as he did earlier this
year in rate cases involving the
Connecticut Light and Power
Co. and the Hartford Electric
Light Co. A spokesman in
Meskill's office said, if possi-
ble, the governor plans to
appear again in person before
the commission to oppose the
gas increase. ’

The company will present its
witnesses first.

Southern Connecticut Gas
serves approximately 127,000
customers in 21 towns.

Agnew Believes

He’s De

stroyed

Politically

PALM SPRINGS, Calif. (AP) — Vice President Spiro T.
Agnew has said privately that he believes his political
career has been destroyed. But he has come out swinging
publicly at his accusers, determined to prove his in-

nocence,

Aides said Agnew told a privéte weekend meeting of
California Republican officials that even if he is
exonerated of allegations of corruption, his political future

has been destroyed.

Agnew spoke to Lhe-
Republican officials Saturday
after dramatically declaring
war on his accusers in a
nationally televised speech lo a
Republican women’s conven-
tion in Los Angeles.

In that fiery address, an
angry Agnew said he would not
resign If indicted, that he was
being framed by persons in
Maryland because he would not
stop Investigations against
them, and that someone high in
the Justice Department was out
to get him to make up for
bungling the Watergate In-
vestigation,

Afterward, Agnew is said to
have told the California party
leaders there would remain
“lingering doubts" in the minds
of many people even if his name
is cleared. He said that he does
expect to be cleared of
allegations of wrongdoing.

Agnew's pessimism was not
shared by the convention
delegates, and it was said that
the California GOP leaders also
belleve his future is not ruined.

It remained to be seen
whether Agnew's view of the
future would be changed by the
tumultuous outpouring of sup-
port he received after Satur-
day's address, in which he
again declared his innocence,

A federal grand jury in
Baltimore is looking into
alleged kickbacks to politicians
by contractors in Maryland,
where Agnew was formerly a
county executive and governor.

In another development,
Maryland Gov. Marvin Mandel
announced today the creation of
an ll-member task force to
study the state's long-standing
practice of awarding

engineering and archtﬁ;ctural
consultants’ contracts without
competitive bidding.

In a statement after the
speech, Atty, Gen. Elliot L.
Richardson said he would ‘‘re-
main committed to the stan-
dards of conduct and fairness
which Americans have long
cherished and which our legal
system is intended to protect."

Meanwhile, Newsweek
magazine reported Sunday that
a team of Nixon's own lawyers
tried to work out a deal between
the Justice Department and
Agnew's lawyers.

Newsweek quoted a Justice
Department official as saying
that the Nixon team, headed by
J. Fred Buzhardt, was seeking
a deal starting from the
department's ‘‘bottom-line
requirement’’ that Agnew
resign and plead guilty to a
charge for which he could get at
least nine months in jail.

Newsweek described
Buzhardt's role as “‘essentially
that of a go-between hoping to
budge both parties from fixed
positions."”

A Justice Department
spokesman declined comment
on the Newsweek report. The

White House, which last week’

said the presence of Nixon's
lawyers at the meetings was
purely ‘“informational,” also
did not comment on the story.

In his remarks to the GCP
leaders, Agnew denied that he
and his lawyers had ever in-
itiated plea bargaining.
Although he did not deny that
such meetings took place, he
said a bargain such as has been

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Senate Appropriations Com-
mittee takes up the biggest
domestic spending bill today
with an eventual veto by Presi-
dent Nixon in prospect.

The bill provides funds for the
Health, Education and Welfare
and Labor departments,

Nixon and Congress have
staged a running battle over
such legislation since he took of-
fice. Nixon has vetoed the bills
five times and only been
overridden once.

This year the President
recommended $31.6 billion for
the departments, but the House
voted $32.8 billion.

The Senate committee, which
is expected to actonthe billina
couple of sessions, will increase
the figure if past experience is
any guide.

Many Democratic senators
have said that Nixon's budget

reported never was under

serious consideration.

Found Miles
Off Course

MENA, Ark, (AP) — The wreckage of an airliner mis-
sing since last Thursday was found Sunday night on a
southwest Arkansas mountainside nearly 100 miles off the

course of a 75-mile [light.
Eight unidentified bodies
were recovered Sunday night
from the wreckage of the Texas
International Convair tur-
boprop. No "survivors were
found from the plane which
carried eight passengers and a
crew of three on its scheduled
flight from EIl Dorado, Ark., to
nearby Texarkana, Ark.
Darkness and terrain too,
rugged for helicopters to land
hampered search efforts, The
area was sealed off, and the
search was auspen&ed until
daybreak, with three persons
still unaccounted for. -

American
Jews Join
In Protest

NEW YORK (AP) — Leaders
of several Jewish organizations
have dispatched sharp protests
over the Austrian government’s
coerced decision to close a tran-
sit camp for emigrating Soviet
Jews,

Rabbi Arthur Herzberg,
president of the American
Jewish Congress, said Sunday
that Austria’s “‘action in cutting
off Soviet Jewry's lifeline to
freedom . . . threatens the very
basis of international order and
national sovereignty."

Jacob Stein, chairman of the
conference of Presidents of
Major Jewish Organizations,
wired United Nations
Secretary-General Kurt
Waldheim urging him to press
for a reversal of the Austrian
decision.

From the hall the group
marched to the Austrian mis-
sion, where they left off a
written statement summarizing
their position. The protesters,
who included Jewish students
from Austria, failed to get a
meeting with mission officials

said today the Austrian decision to close the Schoenau
transit camp for Soviet Jews was “‘a great victory" for
Arab terrorism. She appealed to the Austrian government

Mrs. Meir discarded the speech she had prepared for the
parliamentary assembly of the Council of Europe and

spoke almost exclusively of
"“surrender to terrorism."

Sources in Tel Aviv said the
Israeli premier would go to
Vienna lonight to make a per-
sonal appeal to Austrian
Chancellor Bruno Kreisky,

Mrs. Meir said the Austrian
government's decision “will be
regarded as a great victory
throughout the terrorist
organizations and the radio
stations of the Arab world —
and rightly so, because this is
the first time a government has
come to an agreement of this
sort.

“Until now ... terrorists often
found themselves free to go
through the same operation all
over again, but now something
much more has happened. The
very principle of the freedom of
movement of people has been
put under a question mark.

“The four hostages taken in
Vienna are alive and free, but I
am convinced that — without
this being the intention of the
Austrian government and its
prime minister — what has
happened in Vienna is the
greatest encouragement to
terror throughout the world."

Mrs. Meir delivered her im-
promptu speech without notes,

telling the members of the
parliaments of the 17 nations in
the Council of Europe:

“I wrote a speech, but 1
decided at the last moment not
to place between you and me
the paper on which that speech
was written, especially in view
of what happened in Vienna a
few days ago. Actually, what

the dangers of Austria's

happened in Vienna highlights
the position of the Jewish peo-
ple and the position of Israel
among its neighbors."

The Austrian government has
not said when it will fulfill its
pledge to close the camp, a
promise extracted over the
weekend by two Arab guerrillas
who kidnaped four hostages and
held them for 15 hours.

Austrian Chancellor Kreisky,
himself a Jew, said his govern-
ment would suspend the mass
emigration via Austria and dis-
continue special measures to
facilitate the refugees' transit
from the border to the Vienna
airport. But he said Austria will
continue issuing transit visas to
individual Soviet Jews.

The two guerrillas invaded a
Moscow-to-Vienna train Friday
just inside the Austrian border,
seized three emigrating Soviet
Jews and an Austrian border
guard and demanded that the
camp be closed. They drove
their hostages to the Vienna air-
port and, after receiving
Kreisky's pledge, released the
hostages and boarded an
Austrian government plane that
eventually was allowed to land
in Libya.

Although Libya has said it in-
tends to execute hijackers who
took a Japanese airliner jet to
Libya two months ago and blew
it up, a spokesman for the of-
ficial Libyan news agency said
the train raiders “will cértainly
not receive the same fate."

The panel voted tentatively 8
to 5 to remove the special con-
sideration for women,
minorities and young people as
an encouragement to represen-
Ltative convention delegates.
However, the absence of three
members made it uncertain
whether that vote would stand
up next week

to complete its work.

And, whatever the drafting
committee decides, the quotas
seemed certain to be fought
over when the new rules are
considered Oct. 27 by the full 73-
member commission and early
next year by the Democratic
National Commiltee.

Baltimore councilwoman
Barbara Mikulski, who heads
both the drafting committee
and the full commission, said
she Is confident that the com-
mission can come up with rules
that are ‘'fair, work in the best
interest of the party and are un-
-derstood."”

However, William DuChessi,
secretary-treasurer of the
Textile Workers Union, said the
weekend had demonstrated the
accuracy of his contention that
the committee and the full com-
mission are ''absolulely
stacked" against organized
labor and party regulars,

“We'll have a lot of nice
language but we'll have no
voles in '76," he sald.

The State Board of Health has
.informed town officlals that
they will suppoort the abate-
ment orders issued to 13
homeowners In Lakeview
Terrace who had been recelving
a hearing from State Health
Commissloner Frankline Foote
in Hartford,

The controversy of the abate-
ment orders goes back to more
than a year ago when they were
first lssued to about 55
homeowners primarily in the
Lakeview Terrace area,

At that time many of the
homeowners banded together,
taking the Issue to court.
Through a compromise it was
agreed that the town would
reissue the abatement orders
last January to allow the
residents to appeal to the Staet
Health Department, and in
return the homeowners agreed
to drop their lawsuit.

Dr. Foote has said that he
support all the abatement
orders except that of Stella
Robins on Lakeview Dr. There
was some question to whether
there was in fact unsanitary
conditions on the Robins
property and Dr, Foote advised
Dr. Robert Bowen, local health
director, to keep the property
under serveilance and issue a
new order if sewage overflow Is
observed.

All others have been ordered
to pregent to the local health
director by Nov. 26, plans
prepared by a qualified
professional engineer and

further directed to implement
the plans to vacate the

premises.

The homes involved through
abatement orders are owned by
Howard Leach, Mr. and Mrs,
George Lucas, Charles Wagner,
Norman Bernier, all of Junior
Dr.

Mrs. Lorraine St. Amant,
Carson Dr,, Mr. and Mrs. Harry
Leet and Mr. and Mrs. George
Jean both of Hickory Dr. Hazel
Aronsen, Hazel Rosane, Victor
Barella, Mr. and Mrs. Fernan-
do Rivas, George Boldoc and
Mr. and Mrs, Ronald Doughty
all of Lakeview Dr.

The homeowners contended
that Dr. Bowen had no authori-
ty over a chartered private
residential association. Dr.
Foote based his decision on the
state attorney general's opinion
that the health director was ac-
ting within his authority.

Dr. Foote pgave the
homeowners no solutions as to
how they could correct their
problems but ruled that they
must be corrected.

According to Nancy Lucas
some of the residents may be
able to correct their problems
with conventional septic
systems but there is. no
guarantee that the systems
would work for long.

An Open Letter To Henry Kissinger

TACOMA, Wash. — Dear
Henry: It was all there for the
books — the President doing the
light touch with some pleasan-
tries about hair-parting among
the secretaries of state and
about being shot at without
result, the Agnew and Rogers
seats empty (each understand-
ably), the presence of Im-
migrant parents of the im-
migrant son who had been ap-
pointed secretary of state,
Chief Justice Warren E. Burger
administering the oath with
relish at an event which
paralleled some of his decisions
in the area of ethnic equality —
and dominating it all the new
secrelary, making his debut as
a reformed Metternichian by
stressing justice rather than
power between nations.

Then your careful yet drama-
laden talk at the United
Nations, heralding a welcome
change from the United States
as traditional U.N. whipping
boy to the United States as com-
mitted to peace initiatives. And
then the even more dramatic
scheduled meeting with the
Arab anvoys, which shows that
whatever else you may lack you
don't lack either imagination or
courage.

You have )éome, in form
and fact together, the head of
American foreign policy at a
point when great changes are
taking place in the world. One is
the ending of the cold wars with
the Soviet Unlon and China and
the new era of economic and
political rivalries it ushers in.
In a world of trade wars,
monetary instability and mul-
tinational corporations, there is
a new and healthy edge of com-
petition. In such a competitive
era, I would rather see you in

charge than anyone else we.

know about because you know
history and diplomacy, and
because we can trust you to use
your head.

That Is why I' found your
swearing-in so moving. The
great dream on which young
Americans have been nourished
Is that of the career open to
talent in an soclety. That
dream has faltered, and there
have been many — the blacks,
the poor, the women, the young

whether it was being dreamt
for them, You are witness that
what has ha to you can
happen to others with brains

Partly, I suspect,
we are still smarting from
having been had by the
Russians in the Great Grain
Robberty, and in their un-
expected breakthrough on
MIRV weapons after the recent
SALT agreement,

Mostly, however, we have
been caught up, imaginatively
and morally, by the plain-
spoken courage of two Soviet
dissidents — Solzhenitsyn and
Sakharov— in the face of Soviet
repressions. I can remember
little groups of American in-
tellectuals responding with
protests to such repressions.
But this is the first time that
large majorities of both houses
of Congress, under the
leadership of Sen. Henry M.
Jackson (from the state where I
have been traveling and lec-
turing, and where I write this)
and Rep. Wilbur Mills of Arkan-
sas, have joined in the protest
and have felt more at ease with
themselves because of it.

Quite candidly I am disap-
pointed in' your own response.
You have seen the dangers of
this movement to the detente
with Russia, and you are
worried that we are rocking the
boat. That would be understan-
dable In a conventional
diplomat, unhappy at any
departure from ongoing deals
and implicit agreements. It
would be understandable in the
diplomacy of Metternich, with
whom your name has been
linked and who was never at
home with social dynamism.

Wet-Eyed Campaign

WASHINGTON — New York
City's sensitive civil liberties
bunch has launched a wet-eyed
campalgn against the state's
new mandatory minimum
sentences for such crimes as
rape, armed robbery and
burglary. The charge 18 that the
people are being too beastly Lo
criminal creeps who
presumably are merely
overflowing with animal
Spirits.

The sentencing provisions
were included in Gov. Nelson
Rockefeller's new law almed at
dope pushers and addicts con-
victed of violent crimes.
Minimum sentences of at least
a year in pokey are fixed for
such felonies as second-degree
burglary and attempted
assault, and a second-felony
offender must plead guilty to a
felony instead of a mis-
demeanor if he turns to plea
bargaining.

For example, a convicted
rapist who served his time or a
portion of it, was eleigible for
probation if convicted of a se-
cond rape charge before the
new law took effect Sept. 1.
Today, he must serve a man-
datory minimum prison term of
four and a half to 12 and a half
years, with no opportunity for
parole until the minimum time
has been served.

I call that jolly good but of
course I'm the type of fascist
who spares a little sympathy
for a crime’'s victim even while
praying for the offender's soul,
if any. Not so, say the
professional civil libertarians.
““These kinds of sentences have
been totally discredited on
practical grounds," declares
Ira Glasser, executive director
of New York's Civil Liberties
Union.

"Discredited,"” maybe, by
folks like Glasser and possibly
former Atty. Gen. Ramsey
Clark. But ‘‘totally dis-
credited"'? I await with interest
Glasser's brief on that claim.
For instance, I do not believe
Glasser will find support for his
position among those 500 angry
residents of Manhattan's Lower
East Side who a few weeks ago
tried to storm a precinct station
to lynch a suspect in the murder
of a 7-year-old boy.

In fact, Glasser's own town
recently seems to have aban-
doned the libertarian pennant
and turned vigilante. The
newspapers are filled with

storles of cltizens chansin
muggers down the sireets
cornering rapists, 1 suspect
Max King, a Lower East Side
shopkeeper, was speaking for a
lot of people across the land
when he discussed the situation
with The New York Times,

“When the police find him,"
sald King of a murder suspect,
“they'll just say he's a sick man
and send him to the hospital for
two years. Then he'll be right
back on the street, The only
thing to do s to kill this man
right away, quickly and
quletly.”

Strong medicine, all right.
Not exactly due process, one
might say. But al any rate,
King's prescription hardly
reflects Glasser's claim, that
tough sentencing procédures
have been '‘totally dis-
credited.” It suggests instead
the disillusionment of plain
citizens from Maine to Califor-
nia with a judicial system
which permits a two-time loser
in the rape rackel to be turned
loose on probation. Here in Hell
City, 25 per cent of violent
crimes are committed by
probationers or defendants free
on bail.

I have never understood the
law's compassion for the se-
cond offender in a crime of
violence. A first offender of
course should be given as big a
second chance as possible to
prove that his crime was the
result of a momentary lapse.
But when mugger is sprung
from the jug and immediately
pounces upon the first old lady
he meets, even our more
knuckleheaded judges should be
seized with second thoughts
about the creep’s capacity for
turning Salavation Army
sergeant.

Glasser says the new
minimum sentences in New
York may violate the con-
stitutional right to due procees
and equal protection under the
law and the prohibition of
‘“‘cruel and unusual
punishment.” 1 doubt it. The
offender does get a trial, and a
minimum one-year sentence for
committing a felony is hardly
comparable to a few days on
the rack. But who knows what
our courts wil do? If I were a
New Yorker I'd enjoy 'life
while I could against the day
some nut in black robes rules
that the state has infringed a
footpad’s inalienable right to
full employment.

The Kremlin®evidently won a

victory over the volces of dis-
sent in the success of Case 24,
but the cost may yet prove to
have been heavier than it
reckoned.

Case 24 was the code name
applied by the KGB, or secret
police, Lo an operation that was
a key part of the most sustained
official assault on dissent since
the Stalin era.

A wave of searches, arrests
and trials begun early in 1972
was well advanced by spring
when the KGB hore down heavi-
ly on a special target: the
Chronicle of Current Events.

The Chronicle, a celebrated
“'samizdat,'’ or sell-
publication, journal had
appeared regularly every two
months since April 1968 and was
about to publish its 24th issue in
April 1972. The journal,
typewritten with carbon copies,
circulated widely.

The KGB couldn't stop No. 24,
nor could it prevent 25, 26 or 27
from appearing. But 27 was the
last. Since last Oct. 15 no issue
of the Chronicle has appeared.

“For several years the self-
sacrificing Chronicle quenched
a general and natural human
thirst: to know what is going
on,” Alexander Solzhenitsyn,
the Nobel Prize writer, said ina
recent interview. “'It brought to
the surface, from the deep
abyss of ignorance, just a little,
little part of our terrible history
— and for that it has been
destroyed and crushed with
such thoroughness."

Solzhenitsyn, along with An-
drei D. Sakharov, the nuclear
physicist, and a few other
stalwarts, represent the only
real remaining challenge to the
regime's repressions and have
been targets of heavy attack
and threats,

Clearly, the death of the
Chronicle was a main goal of
the official crackdown on rest-
ive intellectuals. The KGB
closed the trap on the Journal
with the arrest of Pyotr Yakir,
a historian, and Viktor Krasin,
an economist, both active in the
civil rights movemen.

Before he was taken to Lefor-
tovo Prison for interrogation,
Yakir confided to friends he
would not be able to withstand
the pressure and would tell
them anything if they beat him.

Yakir’s was a tragic story. In

It had been obvious that the ’
Yakir-Krasin trial was in reali-
Ly the trial of the Chronicle and
the whole rights movement.
Yakir, according to the official
Tass agency, was persuaded to
testify that the movement
didn't really exist but was an in-
vention of a subversive
organization ‘“'with the
highsounding name of ‘Group in
Defense of Human Rights.”"" No
foreign correspondents were
permitted to attend the trial.

The Human Rights Com-
mittee was founded in
November 1970 by Sakharov
after a previous period of
repressions. In association with
Andrei Tverdokhlebov and
Valery Chalidze, fellow
physicists, his aim was o seek
reform by legal means within
the existing political
framework. Other scientists
joined and Solzhenitsyn, among
others, became a “‘correspon-
ding" member. The Chronicle
circulated their
pronouncements, which in-
variably reached Western
hands. :

The Kremlin silenced the
Chronicle, but continued to be
infuriated by luminaries like
Sakharov and Solzhenitsyn.

NEW YORK (AP) — With the
familiar cigar in his hand but an un-
characteristic tear in his eye and a
lump in his throat, Ralph Houk
shouldered the blame Sunday for the
collapse of the New York Yankees and
resigned as manager with two years
left on his contract.

With tears streaming down his face, the
54-year-old Houk told the players of his
decision following an 8-5 loss to Detroit
that ended the most disappointing season
in his 11 years as manager of the once-
mighty Yankee dynasty.

Then, still wearing his uniform with the
famed pinstripes, Houk made his surprise
announcement in an emotional news con-
ference on a day already dripping with
nostalgia as the Yankees prepared to
leave historic 50-year-old Yankee Stadium
for two years while a $24 million moder-
nization program takes place. Thes will
spend 1974 and 1975 in Shea Stadium, home
of the New York Mets.

1 made my decision for the good of the
ballclub,” said Houk, who began the
season with a team favored to win the
American League's East Division but
finished a plummeting fourth, 17 games
behind Baltimore, after leading at the All-
Star break in late July.

“I've been thinking about it and I made
the decision four or five days ago," Houk,
went on, his voice choking on almost every
word to the amazement of those who knew
him as the fiery, quick-tempered ex-war
hero known throughout the bageball world
as ‘“The Major,"

“I'm doing this for one reason,"" he went
on. ‘“We've won pennants here, but it's
been a little rough since 1968, You keep
thinking that this year you're going to do it
and you don't do it. You can’t work that

long in one place with the feeling that you
haven't quite got there.”

Signed to a Class D contract and sent to
Neosha, Mo., in 1939, Houk played in the
Yankee system for 12 years—he was in the
Army from 1942-45— and spent six full
seasons and parts of two others as one of
numerous backup catchers behind Hall of
Famer Yogi Berra. He appeared in only 91
major league games, batting .270 and
never hitting a home run,

After managing in the minors for three
years and serving as a Yankee coach un-
der Casey Stengel for three more, he
succeeded Stengel as manager of the
Yankees in 1961 and won three straight
pennants, plus world champlonships the
first two years.

Houk became general manager in 1964
and made headlines by firing Berra as
manager that year after the Yankees' last
pennant. Johnny Keane was hired away
from the St. Louis Cardinals but he too
was let go after a slow start in 1968 and
Houk returned to the dugout. His best
finishes in his second term were fifth in
the 10-team American League in 1068 and
second in the East Division in 1970.

Ironically, some of the 32,238 fans on
hand Sunday held up signs reading *‘Fire
Houk’' and “Houk Must Go.” And he was
roundly booed when he went to the mound
to remove pitcher Lindy McDanlel during
a six-run battering in the eighth inning.

““‘Sometimes when you're with
somebody as long as I've been, when you
don’t accomplish what you're after, you
just get the feeling it's better if you
resign,” Houk said. "There's got to be
somebody who can do a better job than
I'm doing now. The people in the front of-
fice did everything they could to give usa
winner and we didn't win. I think

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Aldermen Put Ban On
Front-Yard Gardens

WAUWATOSA, Wis. (AP) —
Gardens, says a suburban
alderman, are all right in their
place, And that place is not in
the front yards of a-community
that prides itself as a “‘city of
homes."”

After three months, Alder-
man William Stach's battle
against a front yard vegetable
garden planted by a woman who
said she wanted to raise food
for her five children is over.

ordinance prohibiting produce.

gardens in Tront yards. The or-
dinance, which at one point
appeared doomed, takes effect
next year, with violators sub-
ject to fines between $10 and
§200

Stach said the ordinance
stemmed from complaints
about Mrs. John Murphy. Mrs.
Murphy dug up her front lawn
and put in a garden because her
back yard was too shady.

“If you want a garden you've

got room in your rear yard,"
Stach said. "'If you don't have
room and are of that nature
that you have to have a garden
then T think the thing to do is
move and not jeopardize the
value of all the homes in the
neighborhood.

“I've got no qualms about a
garden — I've got one myself,"
he added, "'but there's a place
for everything."

His idea of a proper front
vard in Wauwatosa, Stach said,
“is a nice front lawn, a few
shrubs and a few flowers —
something you can be proud of."

Alderman George Mathes,
who himself had a lettuce
border on a front yard flower
garden, opposed the ban. He
also said he sympathized with
Mrs. Murphy because his own
backyard was too shady.

Shorthand II reinforces
Gregg fundamentals and
provides instruction in taking
dictation. Students should at-
tain a speed of 80 words per
minute.

Mrs. Pringle says
it will be one of the longest
ballots in years, mainly
because of having to fill board
vacancies.

Vacancies are filled first
after election in the order they
occurred.

Mrs, Pringle said with the
new six-member Board of
Education, two seats are
necessary for minor represen-
tation. For the 1973-1977 term
there are three positions
available.

Each party has put up two
candidates and the three
highest vote-getters will win
the seats. For the 1973-'75 term,
which was created by the
charter to make a six-member
board, each party will run one
candidate with the top vote-
getting winning,

For the 1973-'75 term, which
is the duration of the term of
Donald Tuttle who resigned,
each party will run one can-
didate to determine the winner.

However, Mrs. Pringle said,
it is the opinion of the secretary
of state the last position to be
filled after the election would
be the newly created term.

Therefore, if all four
Democrats were to win the
election, the Democrat in the
newly-created term could not
serve since a Republican would
haye to take the seat to satisfy
minorily representation.

One Democrat is on the
board, Mrs. Harriet Rosen,
whose seat is not up for elec-
tion.

Currently all town boards are
Republican majority with the
Democrats holding only one
seal on each board with the
exception of the school board
where there are two
Democrats,

The offices of-the treasurer,
tax collector and town clerk are
held by Republicans.

The only place. on the ticket
where there is no competition is
the zoning board, since only one
term is up this eyar and that
seal must. be retained by a
Democrat to satisfy minority
representation,

Democrat Leo Goldberg of
Old Willimantic Rd. will
automatically retain his seat.

There is no competition for
the six constables. Each party
runs three persons which is tan-
tamount to election.

PZC member John Hutchin-
son was absent Monday night,
and member David Paris had
disqualified himself from the
case.

PZC members gave three
reasons for denial of the
application. They said the high
density development which
Residence M Zone allowed
wouldn't be appropriate for the
predominantly rural area; the
development of the area under
Residence M Zone regulation
would generate excessive traf-
fic, considering the proximity
to Manchester Community
College; and a change in land
use in the area is considered
premature,

The Residence M Zone, as
defined by Manchester's zoning

Town elections Nov. 6
guarantee a board with at least
three new members, if the
Democrats retain control; and
with a possible five new
members, If the Republicans
regain control,

Democrat Jon Norris and
Republicans James Farr and
Charles McKenzie are not
seeking re-election. Each party
has six candidates for the board
and the nine highest vote-
getters will be elected, State
statutes specify that no more

than six may be elected from
one party.

Up for public hearing tonight,
in addition to several proposed
additional appropriations and
allocations, is a proposal for in-
creasing the sewer rates
charged Town of Manchester
customers.

Escapees
Slay Six

Persons

FORT THOMAS, Ky. (AP) —
Two prison escapees who police
sald killed six persons during a
flight across Kentucky in stolen
cars were captured early today.
The victims included a minister
and his two children.

Police identified the two men
as Wilmer Scott, 35, of Chat-
tanovga, Tenn., and William
Sloan, 24, of Louisville. They
fled from custody in Lexington
on Monday and were arrested
shortly before 2 am. EDT at
Fort Thomas, just across the
Ohio River from Cincinnati.

Scott and Sloan were held in
the Campbell County jail,
charged with willful murder.

Police said that after Scott
and Sloan escaped from
custody, they forced a
Lexington woman to drive them
to her home, tied up her family
and stole her car, a gun and
some kitchen knives along with
a small amount of money,

Later, police said, they killed
the minister and his two
children at their Lexington
home, then shot to death three
persons at Fishers Motel in
Falmouth, 25 miles south of
here,

The two men were arrested
by Fort Thomas police who
received a call reporting that

+ Scott and-8loan were driving a

car stolen from one of the vic-
tims at the motel.

The Lexington viclims were
identified as the Rev. John K.
Barnes, 47, an Episcopal
minister; his daughter, Fran-
cien P., 18; and his son, John
E., 14.

The minister's wife, Mary
Agnes, was in Louisville atten-
ding the triennial general con-
vention of the Episcopal
Church.

The victims in the motel were
identified as David and Monroe
Sizemore of Hyden, Ky., and

In Slater St. Area

Hearing Conducted On
Zone Change Request

A requested zone change,
from Rural Residence to
Business 2 Zone, on a five-acre
parcel off Slater St. would be a
‘‘logical extension'’ of the
existing Business 2 Zone in the
area, Atty. Leon Podrove told
the Manchester Planning and
Zoning Commission (PZC)
Monday night,

But area residents, speaking
at the PZC's public hearing on
the application, didn't agree,
citing traffic on Slater St. and
Tolland Tpke..as a reason the
request should be denied.

The zone change is requested
by Edgar Clarke and Charles
Burr, who operate the Antique
Auto Museum on Business 2
Zone land adjacent to the parcel
they are seeking to rezone, PZC
members, after the public
hearing, decided to table the
application until their next
business meeting.

The requested zone change in-
volves a five-acre parcel east of
the Antique Auto Museum. The
subject property abuls
Interstate B6.

Ally. Podrove, representing
Clarke and Burr, presented
testimony of local real estate
appraiser Herberl McKinney,
who said that land along 1-86
has mixed uses.

McKinney sald those mixed
uses range from residential to
commercial and industrial, and
he concluded that single-family
housing — as permitted in
Rural Residence Zénes — would
be inappropriate for the Clarke
and Burr property.

No one spoke in favor of the
zone change, but eight persons
opposed the application, One of

the opponents, Raymond
Wrobelski of 571 Tolland Tpke.,
presented a petition containing
26 signatures of persons who op-
posed the change.

Atty, Walter Schatz of Hart-
ford, representing Mr. and Mrs,
Walter Russak of 629 Tolland
Tpke., said a zone change in the
area wouldn't conform to any
comprehensive plan of town
development. Atty. Schatz also
claimed that the narrow Slater
St. and Tolland Tpke. couldn't
handle additional traffic which
a business zone might bring to
the area.

Ally. Schatz said the appli-
cant had shown no need for
extension of the Business 2
Zone, and he termed a possible
extension of the business zone
as ‘'creeping'’ or ''spot"
Zoning. 3

Atty. Podrove didn't say what
Clarke and Burr wanted to do
with the subject property — he
wasn't required to explain the
intent. Manchester's zoning
regulations specify that several
types of uses — including
stores, offices, parking lots,
and so on — are permitted in
Business 2 Zones.

.Other opponents speaking at
Monday night's public hearing
cited traffic increases on
narrow roads as reasons the
application should be denied.
Two of the opponents men-
tioned the proposed relocation
of 1-86 and claimed that the
applicatlon was being filed
because husiness property is
worth more when taken by the
state for highway construction.

The opponents, besides Ally.

Schatz and Wrobelski, were

propane gas and said a man-
datory allocation system for
home healing oil will put into
effect “in the near future.”

Het made the statement to
newsmen as Mrs. Meir was
flying to Vienna lo intercede
with Kreisky and ask that the
Schoenau Castle [facility be
allowed to remain open despite
the Austrian promise to Arab
guerrillas,

The 75-year-old Israeli leader
‘told' a news conference in
Strashourg, France, hefore
boarding her plane for Vienna
that the promise means ‘‘the
victims of lerrorism' were
being punished instead of the
terrorists.

"“I hope nothing will be done
to make their path to Israel
more difficult,” she added.

Mrs. Meir was in Strasbourg
for a speech to the Council oe
Europe's advisory assembly.
She decided on the trip to Vien-
na following Kreisky's, pledge
given Saturday to obtain the
freedom of an Austrian border
guard and three Soviet Jews
who had been kidnaped by two
Palestinian terrorists.

Kreisky said he would explain

Minimum Delinquent

Tax Fee Repeal
To Be Requested

Manchester Town. Counsel
David Barry will recommend to
the 1974 General Assembly it
repeal Public Act 73-494, passed
by the 1978 General Assembly
and signed into law by Gov.
Thomas Meskill.

The measure, which was
effective July 1, permits
municipalities to charge a $2
minimum interest charge on
delinquent taxes.

“The penalty," said Barry,
“unjustly hurts people who can
least afford it."

He told of a complaint he
received from a woman on
Social Security, whose $180
monthly check reached her too
late to pay her tax on lime onan
automobile, The interest penal-
ly amounted to $2, Barry said.
He explained that, based on the
usual interest penalty of three-
Quarters of one per cent per

month, it would have been 35
cents.

In proposing repeal, Barry
said, ““The $2 minimum charge
may bring in more income to
the municipality but, the harm
it does to people living on Social
Security, for example, far out-
weighs the gain."

Other complaints regarding
the $2 minimum penalty have
been made to the town manager
and to town directors manning
comment sessions.

Similar complaints have been
made in towns and cities
throughout Connecticut,

A spokesman in the town con-
troller's office said the effect of
the $2 penalty has been minimal
in Manchester, and that the
total interest charged and
collected is almost the same as
it has been in previous years —
prior to passage of Public Act
73-494.

A five-person race for first
selectman in Darien went to the
chairman of the city's Planning
and Zoning Commission,
William H. Patrick.

Jack A. Forte, the candidate
endorsed by the local town com-
mittee, came in second with 945
ballots,

The first woman lo run for
first selectman of Darlen,
Margaret W. Bubar, finished
third with 799 votes, John E.
Rand polled 365 and Franklin H.
Wilcox had 623 votes

Former West Haven Mayor
Alexander Zarnowski had the
endursement over John
Perrone and Frederick Admans
and won his bid to return to of-
fice.
