The grand jury worked for

“It is your duty to see that no 
one is put on trial for a frivolous 
or ill-founded charge, or merely 
because the person has been 
subjected to undue publicity," 
the judge told the jurors in a 
stern  lecture about the ir 
responsibilities.

liie  judge also cautioned the 
jury that it is not its concern 
“whether a person is immune 
from indictment or trial.” This 
is the constitutional challenge 
Agnew’s lawyers have raised in 
seeking to halt the grand jury 
investigation on grounds a vice 
president cannot be indicted.

A hearing on this issue has 
been scheduled by Hoffman for 
Oct. 12. Meanwhile, the jury 
probe continues.

The question of whether

A sp o k e sm a n  fo r  the  
magazine said it did not intend 
to disclose any confidential 
sources.

The subpoena was served | t  
Time’s Washington office^ ac­
cording to Don Wilson, vice 
president for corporate and 
public affairs.

It was issued under authority 
of an order by Federal Judge 
Walter E. Hoffman of Norfolk, 
Va., who authorized Agnew’s 
lawyers to investigate what 
they claim were leaks from 
government prosecutors. The 
order granted the lawyers full 
power of subpoena.

Wilson said the subpoena 
specified two articles published 
in Time. One, published on Aug. 
27, was entitled "The Vice 
President Headed Toward an 
Indictment.” The other, on 
Sept. 3, was headed, “The

nozzles, lighting equipment, 
water-carrying methods, and 
communications devices.

He showed pupils an old 
bucket of the type hung in 
public places, and then dis­
played a roll of firehose. He 
held up an old kerosene lantern 
used on an old p iece  of 
firefighting apparatus — noting 
that firemen “started more 
fires with this lantern than they 
managed to put out” —and then 
demonstrated the lantern’s 
m o d e rn  c o u n te r p a r t ,  a 
flashlight.

The difference in com ­
munications equipment was 
dramatized by Sarles’ display 
of a 19th century “chief’s horn” 
(a megaphone) and the now- 
used “walkie-talkies.” “With 
this (the walkie-talkie) you can 
hear what the chief is trying to 
tell you, “ Sarles said, ‘Tike 
‘bring coffee.’”

The dram atic thought of 
firemen using an axe to break 
through walls and save people 
in burning buildings was dis­
counted by Sarles, who said the 
axes .c a rr ie d  on m odern 
firetrucks are "just for show.” 
The axe has been replaced by 
the chain saw, he explained.

S arles  also  held up to 
firemen’s helmets — one of 
them nearly 100 years old and  ̂
the other the helmet he wears''

today — and pointed out they 
looked the same. “It does such 
a good job ,’’ Sarles said, 
explaining the helmet’s func­
tion, “that we don’t have to 
change it.”

Fire nozzles, Scott air packs 
(air tanks used by firemen in 
smoke-filled buildings), and a 
resuscitator were among other 
pieces of equipment explained 
by Sarles.

Sarles’ talk was followed by a 
b rie f “ f ire m e n ’s fashion 
s h o w ,’ ’ w hich  in c lu d e d  
appearances of a 19th century 
firefighter, a modern firemen 
using an air pack, a fireman in 
a fireproof suit characterized 
as a “big pot holder,” and 
“Slow Joe,” a firemen in long 
underwear who is late for fires.

Smokey the Bear (alias 
Eighth District fireman Chris 
Marvin) and Mack the dog then 
appeared, drawing applause 
and laughter from the kids.

The Thursday demonstration 
at Bowers School also included 
a fire drill and the different 
methods of putting out a gas­
oline fire.

John Christensen, assistant 
fire chief in the Eighth District, 
told children that fire drills are 
very important — "If fire 
strikes, the bell doesn’t sound

Quota Rule
WASHINGTON (AP) -  A 

Democratic party committee is 
trying again to agree on 
modification of the rule that 
resulted in virtual quotas for 
women, minorities and youth at 
the 1972 Democratic Conven­
tion.

It seemed unlikely, however, 
that the decision to be made by 
the 17-member drafting com­
mittee at a three-day meeting 
starting today will be final.

Both reform and regular fac­
tions expect the issue to be a 
major source of controversy at 
the Oct. 27 meeting of the 73- 
member Delegate Selection 
Commission and at a meeting, 
probably in early 1974, of the 
Democratic National Com­
mittee.

The quota question was the 
chief unresolved matter after a 
three-day meeting of the draf­
ting panel last weekend in 
Gaithersburg, Md.

The decisions made at last 
week’s meeting, which included 
agreem ent on requiring a 
s y s te m  of p r o p o r t io n a l  
representation for all but 
“fringe” candidates throughout 
the nominating process, are 
subject to review this weekend.

The committee broke up after 
giving tentative 8-to-5 approval 
to a provision deleting any 
special preference for women, 
minorities and young people.

However, both sides agreed 
that full attendance would 
probably result in a reverse of 
that provision this week.

The provision would require 
state Democratic parties to 
take “affirmative action” to 
overcome past discrimination 
and produce 1976 delegations 
representative of their state’s 
Democrats.

However, it specifically bars 
quotas.

Jewish Leaders 
Chastise Austria

NEW YORK (AP) -  On the 
eve of Yom Kippur, the Jewish 
Day of Atonement, Jewish 
leaders have issued statements 
d e c r y i n g  the  A u s t r i a n  
Government’s decision to close 
its Schoenau transit camp for 
Soviet Jews and calling for an 
end to racial and religious 
bigotry.

The holiday, most solemn on 
the Jewish calendar, begins at 
sundown t o n i g h t .  I t  is 
traditionally a day of fasting, 
prayer, contemptation and 
r e p e n t a n c e  for  p a s t  
transgressions.

Rabbi Louis Bernstein, presi­
dent of the Rabbinical Council 
of America, declared in his 
message that Austria’s acces­
sion to the demands of Palesti­
nian terrorists was “a submis­
sion to blackmail of the worst 
order and one that is bound to 
bring further similar attacks in 
every part of the world.”

Rabbi Robert I. Kahn, presi­
dent of the Central Conference 
of American Rabbis, focused on 
the Watergate scandal and said 
he prayed that “all Americans 
be brought together in a devo­
tion to integrity in every aspect 
of our national life.”

Joseph Ratner, chairman of 
the American-Israeli Religious 
Cultural Society, appealed for a 
world of “ universal peace, 
freedom from racial and 
religious bigotry, a clear con­
ception of the roots of the moral 
issues confronting the nuclear 
era.”

Com prom ise Bill 
On War-Making 
Powiers Adopted
WASHINGTON (AP) — A compromise bill that would 

limit the President’s war-making powers has been ap­
proved by a Senate-House conference committee.

Durward Miller of 358 Lydall 
St., has accepted acting chair­
manship of the United Way fund 
drive in M anchester.

Electric Light Co., are respon­
sible for donations from large 
corporations.

For almost 50 years, the 
United Way has been the major 
community fund raising cam­
paign in Greater Hartford.

Agency requests for funding 
for the coming year are up 20 
per cent  over what was 
allocated to them for 1973 The 
largest percentage of funds — 
33 per cent — is distributed to 
family and children’s services.

Among services supported by 
United Way contributions are;

With dissents from two 
Republican representatives, 
the conferees agreed on a 
measure requiring an end to un­
declared hostilities in 60 days.

Sen. Jacob K. Javits, R-N.Y., 
and Rep. Clement J. Zablocki, 
D-Wls., leading sponsors of the 
measure, said they viewed it as 
an effort to restore to Congress 
its constitutional authority to 
declare war.

The undeclared nature of the 
Korean and Vietnam wars had 
eroded that authority, they 
said.

President Nixon has said he 
would veto such a bill on the 
ground it would infringe on a 
p r e s i d e n t ’s po w er  as 
commander-in-chief of the 
armed forces.

Javits, Zablocki and Sen. 
J.W. Fulbright, D-Ark., chair­
man of the Senate Foreign 
Relations Committee, said they 
were confident the bill would 
attract strong support when it 
reaches a vote on the House and 
Senate floors, possibly next 
week. The compromise bill 
provides that the Congress 
could requi re  an end to 
hostilities before any deadline 
by adopt ing  c o n c u r r e n t  
resolutions in the Senate and 
House not subject to presiden­
tial veto.

Last July, the House voted 
244 to 170 for a 120-day limit on 
presidential commitment of 
forces, unless disapproved by 
Congress. The Senate approved 
a 30-day limit.

All seven of the Senate con­
ferees and ail nine House 
members except Reps. Peter 
H. B. Frelinghuysen, R-N.J., 
and William S. Maiiliard, R- 
Calif., voted for the com­
promise.

M ERIDEN  (A P) -  There’s 
more to hamburger than meets 
the eye.

"B e e f plus hydrated textured 
vegetable protein m ix,” for 
e x a m p le . T h a t ’s soy b ean s 
added to ground beef.

With the high price of beef 
driving up the cost of this 
A m e r i c a n  d i e t  s t a p l e ,  
housewives should read the 
labels carefully.

Did you know, for example, 
that ham burger is d ifferent 
than ground beef? Hamburger 
can have fat added from outside 
the original cut of m eat — up to 
30 per cent of the weight under 
state regulations.

S trictly  speaking, ground 
beef comes from the loin or 
middle of the cow ; ground 
chuck comes from the front 
section and ground round is 
from the hind section.

Ground beef generally has 
more fat than chuck or round.

As the law now stands, an un­
limited amount of soybean mix 
can be added to hamburger, but 
proposed s ta te  reg u lation s 
would require that the product

be a t least 60 per cent meat. At 
that level, the taste is peculiar, 
according to state Consumer 
P ro te ctio n  D ep artm en t o f­
ficials, so most grocers have 
kept the soy level to 25 per cent.

Negotiations began in July 
with the department on a name 
for the new meat-soy mixture. 
Stores suggested names like 
"G reat Ground, “ Juicy Burger 
Tw o," and “ Super Burger.”

E dw ard  L ed o g ar of the  
department’s m eat and poultry 
division said the state objected 
to the new names “ bw ause 
they lead people to believe 
they’re getting m eat.’’5.

The catchy names were final­
ly rejected in favor of straight­
forward labels such as “ ^ e f  
wi th  t e x t u r e d  v e g e t a b l e  
protein” a name used by one 
store.

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You CanH Stop The Tides
Recently the National Park Service 

announced that it is abandoning ef­
forts to retain the sea’s effect at 
various barrier islands on both coasts. 
And at the same time President Nixon 
has announced that the Cost of Living 
Council has been ordered to allow an 
increase in gasoline retail prices as a 
relief from Phase 4 price controls.

Centuries ago King Canute found 
that it was impossible to command 
the sea, and we hope that the ad­
ministration is finding, at last, that it 
is impossible to restrain the free flow 
of economy. We think there is quite a 
parallel here.

At the Outer Banks of North 
Carolina and at Point Reyes, Calif., 
and other sites along the coasts, the 
Park Service has spent millions to 
stop the action of the oceans and the 
shifting of the sand dunes. It now con­
cedes that the money is wasted and 
nature should be allowed to take its 
course.

Economically we have gone through 
all the phases. We saw beef grow 
scarce and out of sight when growers 
were restrained from raising their 
prices to the retailer. In the gasoline 
fiasco we have seen rebellion, when 
service station operators have been 
constrained to hold the price line 
while wholesalers or refineries were 
allowed to raise their prices^

When will the administration learn 
that the laws of the market place can­
not be superseded by government 
decree? You can not expect a cattle 
raiser to sell below his cost, nor can 
you expect a gas station owner to sell 
at a losing price.

The administration is trying to build

little dams to halt inflation, without 
controlling the headwaters which 
have swollen the supply of money.

In the past three fiscal years the 
government has spent $60 billion more 
than it had. Most of this has been paid 
for by money and credit created by 
the Federal Reserve Bank.

From the 1967 through 1972 the 
Federal Reserve has increased the 
money supply at 6.7 per cent annually. 
This is more than was added in the 
previous decade.

The Congress still continues to 
spend foolishly. We have seen the 
passage of another sacrosanct farin 
bill which means that the taxpayer 
will pay out billions in farm subsidy 
programs and continue to maintain 
and pay for soil banks.

At the same time, in spite of all the 
earlier floods and pessimism, the 
farmers are getting the best prices in 
years.

Drought in Africa has brought six or 
seven nations there to the brink of 
starvation. Yet, we continue to sub­
sidize and restrain food production.

In spite of subsidies and restraints, 
however, farm productivity has risen 
500 per cent in the country since 1945 
and is up 27 per cent in the past five 
years. Opportunities for foreign sales 
of American food is greater than ever. 
Yet we continue the farm bills which 
sprung up in the depression years of 
the 1930’s.

We hope the administration is lear­
ning its lesson and will stop piddling 
efforts to fight inflations effects and 
start combatting the cause, which is 
federal overspending. Then perhaps 
we can start to hold back the seas of 
inflation.

Dual Economy Problems
You can’t have it both ways is a 

common phrase used to point out con­
tradictions or situations in which you 
are faced with hard but definite 
choices.

In the wake of the withdrawal from 
Southeast Asia, Congress has been 
zeroing in on defense budget requests.

While final action hasn’t been taken 
whatever the outcome, Connecticut is 
affected for good or evil or a bit of 
both.

A plan to slow the Trident Sub­
marine program was stopped in the 
Senate but a Congressionally- 
mandated overall troop reduction 
abroad has been approved.

The problem facing Connecticut and 
the nation as a whole is that since 
World War 2, we have been main­
taining a dual economy in a certain 
sense.

Our “war” or defense efforts, 
overseas military aid, etc., have been 
conducted without curtailment of our 
consumer economy.

Unlike World War 2, when the 
production of automobiles, mdjor 
appiiances, etc., except those needed 
by the military were suspended, we 
have since had a full-blown consumer 
economy, plus the addition of meeting 
military hardware needs of much of 
the world, plus active involvement of 
our own forces in Korea and South 
Vietnam.

This means we are faced with

economic dislocations by any substan­
tial cutback in military procurement 
or other defense needs unless by some 
miracle the manpower now engaged 
in such work can be diverted to non­
military production.

With present consumer production 
at near capacity, it is hard to see 
anything ahead but some painful dis­
locations until new jobs are found. 
Rhode Island and Massachusetts in 
particular face this dilemma in the 
wake of closing military bases.

As we have stated before. Congress 
should consider developing some type 
of program to provide for a more 
orderly shift from so-called “war” to 
peace production.

We believe a budget should be 
balanced but one of the keystones to 
such a goal is balanced economy and 
one that is strong enough to adapt to 
the changing consumer as well as 
national security needs.

It is not enough to have a plan to 
gear-up quickly for war, we also need 
a plan to gear down for peace.

Clearly we have a hard choice to 
make for we cannot have it both ways, 
a balanced budget and a blank check 
for national defense. We believe we 
must balance the budget but however 
desirable this goal may be, how that 
balancing is done to minimize the im­
pact it is going to have on our own 
state’s economy and the economies of 
other states, is just as important.

Is There A Young Apathy?

VERMILION, S.D. -  The 
biggest thing happening to the 
young is that we are no longer 
o b se sse d  w ith  w h a t is 
happening to the young.

Suddenly all those books I 
have accum ulated on my 
shelves ever since the Free 
Speech Movement in Berkeley 
in 1964 — on the militants and 
radicals, on violence as a form 
of protest, on campus disrup­
tions, on smashed computers, 
kidnaped administrators and 
convulsed classroom s, on 
whether the generations are 
n a tu ra l en em ies  — look 
yellowed and archaic. What 
dim prehistoric past were their 
authors writing about?

Everything happens terribly 
fast in our society: Even the 
slowing downs take place fast. 
We use up our movements, 
heroes, villains, shocks, 
causes celebres, martyrdoms, 
historical turning points as if 
they were kindling wood in a 
sharp breeze on a beach. One 
spring day, after the Cambo­
dian invasion and the Kent 
State killings, you were on your 
campus talking about student 
anger and violence, and the 
next fall you came back and It 
was no longer the same cam­
pus. You didn’t recognize it.

Here in George McGovern 
country, where Reid Buckley 
and I have been debating at the 
University of South Dakota 
about where the blame for 
Watergate belongs, you do 
recognize many features of the 
pre-Berkley campuses. In fact, 
the thing to remember is that 
the fires of those seven flaming 
years of campus violence, from 
1964 to 1971, savaged the Ivy 
League and multiversity battle 
grounds but left heartland 
America less affected . It 
follows that the decelerations, 
which have been so sharp at 
H arvard , Y ale, C ornell, 
Berkeley, Standord, Brandeis, 
are less marked at Vermilion. 
Where there was less changed, 
there is less to change back.

But that doesn’t mean there 
is a young apathy rampant in 
the country. We expected a 
sizable student turnout for our 
Watergate discussion; What we 
got was something close to a 
mob scene, at a time when Sam 
E r v in ’s own show  in 
Washington was languishing. 
Some recent visits during the

opening  w eeks of o th e r  
colleges, in Florida and Penn­
sylvania, bear out my impres­
sion that campuses are far 
from somnolent.

Changes there have been in 
the student profile, as several 
r e c e n t  n a tio n a l su rv ey s  
suggest. The generation gap has 
narrowed and students are 
again talking about and to their 
parents.

Drugs are on the wane but 
alcohol is moving in as a 
problem (on some campuses 
alcohol has all along been the 
problem, even when drugs were 
on the increase). Religion is 
back, both in the form of the 
New Primitives, a kind of 
resurrected fundamentalism, 
but also of new efforts to give 
content to institutional church 
forms.

The all-purpose jeans are of 
course dominant, as a unisex 
uniform, but dresses are com­
ing back for girls, and legs are 
showing again. There is talk 
about fraternities being back, 
which would trouble me if it 
proves true; They were always 
the dreariest element of college 
life. It is also hard to dragoon 
students (even as freshmen and 
sophomores) to live in dor­
m ito rie s , even w ith new 
parietal rules. They have tasted 
the new sexual freedoms and 
want to live off campus, to the 
dismay of administrators who 
need student rents to pay off 
those construction loans.

There is great interest iq

teaching, as the job openings 
for teachers dwindle. TTiere is 
re s e n tm e n t a g a in s t  th e  
deadwood professors whom the 
educational ferment hasn’t yet 
reached. Any young teacher 
with some sparks of fire in his 
belly gets an eager following of 
students.

’There is a sharp increase in 
students wanting to go to law, 
medical and architectural 
schools, not to hang out a 
shingle and get rich but to make 
a living and a life, and do 
something for social health.

Career orientation is back, as 
dating is back, too, and the 
dream of a home, mostly 
(although not necessarily) with 
marriage, and of children (two 
or th ree , not m ore). The 
women’s movement has caught 
on everywhere, but not in its 
more absurd forms. On coed 
campuses, girls are moving in 
as student leaders, and they 
outorganize as well as out- 
charm the boys.

A speaker gets his best 
response talking about a 
realistic approach to power, 
w e lf a r e ,  te c h n o lo g y , 
bureaucracies and, especially, 
values. Liberalism is no means 
dead, even here after the dis­
illusioning McGovern disaster 
of 1972. Nor has Watergate 
doomed the public service 
career, although it has dimmed 
it. Jeb Magruder tells the young 
not to go into politics, but since 
when has Jeb Magruder been 
the shepherd of our sheep?

Back to Politics as Usual
WASHINGTON-Breaking a 

precedent of long standing in 
their cordial relationship, 
House Speaker Carl Albert con­
spicuously failed to inform Rep. 
Gerald Ford, the Republican 
leader, of his decision not to 
accept the torrid case of Vice 
President Spiro Agnew.

That omission by Albert was 
no oversight. It was an inten­
tional signal to Ford and the 
House Republicans that the 
majority Democrats were 
ready to assert a new par­
tisanship in the pyramid of 
bewildering constitutional 
crises now threatening this 
country with its harshest 
challenge since the Civil War.

F o rd , th e  M ich igan  
Congressman who has led his 
party in the House for nine 
years, sat in with Albert, House 
Democratic leader Thomas P. 
(T ip ) O ’N e ill J r . ,  of 
Massachusetts and other House 
lead ers  in an indecisive 
meeting on Agnew’s request for 
a complete House investigation 
of conspiracy and bribery 
charges against him. Claiming 
that Agnew’s unique request to 
the House must be taken 
seriously. Ford urged on his 
co lleagues the following 
course: establish a select com­
m itte e  of d is tin g u ish e d  
members to receive and study 
all the evidence.

At that evening session, 
O’Neill’s position was not 
abruptly stated but seemed 
c le a r :  d o n ’t fo rc e  the 
Democratic majority to take 
Agnew off the hook and out of 
the courts particularly in view 
of President Nixon’s repeated 
demands that the Senate 
Watergate Committee end its 
hearings and turn the matter 
over to the courts.

But Albert was obviously 
tom. Some intimates of the 
Speaker were convinced he 
hoped to finesse the whole issue 
by routinely sending the Agnew 
investigation to the House 
Judiciary Committee, headed 
by Rep. Peter Rodino of New 
Jersey.

O’Neill had other ideas, part­
ly germinating from his own 
sense of partisanship and partly 
springing from an acute under­
current of partisan feelings 
among youngster, more liberal 
House Democrat's who have felt 
anesthetized by their leaders’ 
lack of combative spirit.

O’Neill’s conclusion, after 
careful checking with his 
Democratic whip: accepting 
the Agnew plea would infuriate

the more militant Democrats. 
He also discovered that even 
such conservative Southern 
D em ocra ts  as R en. Joe  
Waggonner of Louisiana, who 
has good ties with the White 
House, were loath to get mixed 
up in the explosive Agnew af­
fair which seemed to be pitting 
the President against either his 
Vice President or his Attorney 
General.

O’Neill then quietly informed 
the Speaker of these con­
clusions. Albert, who has 
become the most pressurable 
Speaker in memory, rushed out 
with his statement refusing to 
accept the Agnew request 
without telling Ford.

Actually, many Republicans 
— quite likely including Ford 
himself—had no more desire to 
grab the hot coal of Agnew’s 
request than O’Neill did, 
regardless of their statements. 
But Ford was hurt and angered 
by the degree of partisanship 
that kept him in the dark.

E ver since  W ate rg a te  
became the only game in town 
last March, the Democrats 
have wisely eschewed normal 
p a r tis a n sh ip . W hatever 
political troubles have ac­
cumulated on their own. ’The 
best Watergate politics, the 
Democrats correctly decided, 
was to let Watergate play itself 
out and not try to milk it.

Now, however, that mood is 
beginning to change. For exam­
ple, senior Democrats in both 
Houses, thinking ahead to 
Agnew’s possible removal or 
resignation at some future 
time, are now plotting demands 
on the President that would 
severely reduce his freedom to 
name a successor.

Any successor he may choose 
will be pressured to give a 
public commitment not to run 
for President in 1976. In addi­
tion, the Democratic leaders 
are now planning a most 
exhaustive investigation and 
hearings for any nominee Mr. 
Nixon may send Congress if 
Angew does not survive. In 
private, responsible Democrats 
in Congress believe they have a 
serious chance to defeat John 
B. Connally for Vice President 
if his name is submitted. ’They 
fully intend to try.

Partisan politics, muted for 
so long during the Waterate 
scandals, will continue to inten­
sify with the start of the 1974 
Congres^nal election cam­
paign. That puts additional 
burdens on a system of govern­
ment already overloaded with 
disorder.

HEW Program Gives 
Ex-Convicts A New Start

WASHINGTON -  Three 
years ago, Lawrence Cromar- 
tie, Charles Adams, Gerald 
Marshall, Harry Green and 
Jasper Pressley had something 
in common; They were inmates 
at nearby Lorton Prison and the 
future looked bleak.

Today the five ex-convicts 
have something else in com­
mon; They are all recent 
c o lle g e  g ra d u a te s  w ith  
promising careers in govern­
ment service ahead of them.

What transform ed these 
former criminals into educated 
public servants is a unique 
program coordinated by the 
Department of Health, Educa­
tion and Welfare, and called 
Project Start.

“ Start combines employ­
ment, undergraduate educa­
tion, on-the-job training and 
community service,” HEW 
Secretary Casper Weinberger 
said at a ceremony honoring the 
graduates. "I believe it holds 
g r e a t  p ro m ise  fo r the  
reh ab ilita tio n  of fo rm er 
criminal offenders.”

The genesis of Project Start 
was a release-time educational 
program arranged several 
years ago between Lorton of­
f ic ia ls  and F ed era l City 
College, an Inter-city school. In­
mates were allowed to take 
classes at FCC to help prepare 
them for the day they would 
gain be on the outside.

However, the initial program 
failed to close the cycle leading 
to jobs with good futures. Enter 
HEW.

"We got Involved when the In­
mates started getting paroles 
and had to have employment,” 
explained Eugene Klnlow, 
director of Project Start, In an 
Interview. "We tapped into the

Egram In 1970 and think It has 
n very successful. These 

men needed jobs and we need 
trained employes.”

Following the “graduation” 
of the initial class of five, there 
are now 46 enrollees in the 
program, including one former 
woman inmate. Enrollment 
will be increased to about 100 
this year.

Most participants complete 
their first year of college before 
leaving prison. Those who are 
employed by HEW are given 
time to attend classes leading 
toward their degrees which are 
completed in an average of 
three years.

“About 70 per cent of the in­
mates who started the program 
have continued with it,” said 
Kiniow. Since well over half of 
ex-convicts in the United States 
return to prison within two 
years, we think this is a pretty 
good batting average. And even 
those in the program who don’t 
finish their degrees don’t 
necessarily return to prison.”

HEW officials are hopeful 
that other government agencies 
as well as private firms will 
follow the department’s lead in 
rehabilitating and employing 
ex-convicts.

Ahern Faces Charges, 
Says Arrest Set Up

WESTPORT (AP) Former 
New Haven Police Chief James 
F. Ahern, a member of the 
President’s Commission on 
Campus Unrest, was charged 
with interfering with an officer 
and two other violations late 
Wednesday night after an inci­
dent at a restaurant, police 
said.

Ahern, commenting today, 
said the incident "smacks of a 
setup. It flies in the face of 
police procedure, and the 
behavior of the policemen in­
volved is a frightening out­
rage.”

Westport police said they 
were called by the owner of 
Viva Zapata on Riverside 
Avenue who complained that 
two men refused to leave at the 
11 p.m. closing time.

When officers arrived, they 
said one man, later identified 
as Ahern, became “ very 
abusive” and used “ verbal 
obscenities.”

Ahern was charged with 
breach of the peace and in­
terfering with an officer.

A hern  sa id  to d a y  th e  
restaurant was not closed and 
that he and a companion had 
just left the restaurant. Outside 
the door, he said, the other man 
"was assaulted by a Westport 
policeman, driven to his knees 
on a concrete step and his 
clothing torn.

"I was restrained by another 
officer during the assault. I 
protested, attempted to free 
myself and was arrested for my 
protest.” Ahem said it was 
"curious” that he had been 
charged with interfering when 
no other arrest was made.

police said Ahern refused to be 
e ith e r  f in g e rp r in te d  or 
photographed and was charged 
with refusal to be fingerprinted.

Ahern said today that his 
companion, Edward F. Mitchell 
III, 26, of New Haven, swore 
out a complaint against his at­
tacker and “ was at first ref used 
his right to read a copy...and 
was later refused a copy of that 
complaint.”

Police said Mitchell was 
arrested early this morning 
after police stopped a car 
without a headlight. Mitchell 
was charged with driving with a 
suspended license, failure to 
carry  a reg is tra tio n  and 
operating with defective equip­
ment.

Both men were released on 
no-cash bonds and scheduled for 
appearance in Stamford Circuit 
Court Oct. 30.

The MGH reported an increase 
of 60 per cent slncel969 in the 
school program. In Penn­
sylvania alone, 44 nursing 
schools have closed their doors. 
The cost to the student of a 
three-year diploma is M.OOO tui­
tion plus the cost of her meals 
which brings the total cost to 
about 16,000. If it were not for 
scholarship assistance, fewer 
nurses would choose nurses 
training. __

In practically all class A 
hospitals in English speaking 
countries, rules and regulations 
concerning hours of work, 
vacations, sick leave and pay, 
are more and more being f ix ^  
by legislative committees 
made up of lay people, usually 
ignorant of the most elemen­
tary procedures followed by 
trained nurses and personnel 
working under their immediate 
supervision, according to the 
speakers.

The trend of the future seems 
to be to phase out nursing 
schools in hospitals and train 
nurses in universities and 
colleges. Under legislative con­
trol minimum standards tend to 
become maximum standards.

Coventry has an “almost im­
possible” climate for growing 
grapes, says Gandolino Rossi, 
but he has thought out a way to 
make the best possible use of 
whatever warm sunshine we 
get in these fall weeks to bring 
his grapes to their full, ripe, 
golden sweetness.

His grape trellis slopes up 
steeply, like the roof of an open 
shed with open side to the 
south. The posts are steel, set in 
concrete. The cross pieces are 
steel welded to the main sup­
ports. Heavy wires, pulled 
through holes bored in the steel 
supports, form a network to 
wMch vines can be tied.

The wide grape leaves, 
reaching toward the light, grow

above the trellis. The grape 
clusters, pulled down by graW- 
ty, hang on the under side. 
During the morning hours, on 
clear days, the sun shines 
directly on the grapes. They are 
easy to see, easy to spray if 
threatened by any disease or in­
sect, and they will be easy to 
pick when Mr. Rossi decides to 
harvest them, any day now.

"I thought about this for SO 
years before I built it,” says 
Mr. Rossi, “and all it cost me 
was labor.” A friend gave him 
the steel uprights. The cross 
members are side pieces from 
a discarded iron bedstead. 
Even the grapevine was given 
him by a friend.

He has had it for seven years.

Mr. Fred Ayers Verplanck, 
who was principal of the Ninth 
District schools and superinten­
dent of schools for the Town of 
Manchester for so many years, 
did more than any other person 
to develop an honorable 
citizenry in the town. Fortunate 
indeed was the person who 
could know him intimately 
enough to realize his absolute 
honesty, his tolerance for other 
peoples faults and weaknesses, 
his love for good and hate for 
wrong. O.C. thinks he was 
favored with more oppor­
tunities to know and be in­
fluenced by Mr. Verplanck than 
were most of the kids in town.

There was a fine elderly lady 
who had known Verplanck when 
they were both growing up 
down in Franklin, Conn., and 
who could only tell things com­
plimentary to him at that time. 
She told of one episode that 
might illustrate a trait of his 
character.

He had been made a con­
stable and made one arrest. 
While taking the culprit to be 
tried, Verplanck was tripped 
and thrown flat on his face. 
Before he could get up his man 
had escaped. Verplanck went 
right to the authorities and said 
that any man who could be so 
easily outwitted by one in his 
custody was not capable of 
filling the office, and turned in 
his badge. He was intelligent, 
well educated for his time, and 
physically  pow erful, but 
decided that law enforcement 
was not a career for which he 
was adaptable.

He went to Yale, graduated, 
taught school and finally came 
to Manchester where he spent 
the rest of his life in dedicated

es-service to the town and 
pecially its future citizens.

The first contacts O.C. can 
remember was when he was in 
the lower grades of the Ninth 
District. He had a large garden 
and got spending money by 
peddling vegetables to a few 
selected customers. School 
sessions started at nine o’clock 
then, so by getting up early O.C. 
could gather the vegetables, 
rhubarb, radishes, beets, lima 
and string beans, lettuce, 
r a r e r ip e  o n io n s , p e a s , 
cucumbers, sununer squash. 
After being cleaned and tied in 
bunches they were loaded into a 
little  hand drawn express 
wagon with a few bunches of 
sweetpea blossoms, and taken 
to the kitchen doors. Customers 
were a Mrs. Ramsey who had a 
rooming house on Wells Street 
and served a few meals to 
boarders, the “paid teachers” 
boarding house on School 
Street, the Eldridge sisters on 
Main St., and Mrs. Verplanck. 
She asked O.C. to come to her 
house first, and he did.

When O.C. had progressed 
about half way up the grades, 
Mr. Verplanck gave out orders 
that there was to be no snow­
balling on the school property. 
O.C. got smacked with one and 
the thrower bolted to the front 
steps and was at the top by the 
time O.C. could get a ball 
packed hard enough to be effec­
tive. Once it was in flight and 
beyond recall it appear^ to be 
headed straight to the window 
north  of the doors, and 
" h o r r o r s - th a t - b e ,”  Mr. 
Verplanck was looking out that 
window.

Fortunately the hit was a lit­
tle low.

he thinks, and each fall he has a 
crop which may be heavy, or 
light, depending on the spring 
a ^  summer weather.

These are Niagara grapes, 
meant for the table. The text­
books say the Niagara variety 
started as a seedling of Con­
cord, our most popular New 
England grape. The Concord 
variety was named at Concord, 
Mass., about 1850, and seems to 
have been a cross between our 
wild “fox” grapes and one of 
the European varieties.

Descended from concord
It is our familiar blue grape, 

maturing early enough so tht it 
usually escapes frost damage, 
and it is the principal source of 
our grape juice and grape jelly. 
It can also be used for wine.

’The Niagara seedlings was 
identified in 1872, and although 
it ripens a little later than the 
Concord, it fares quite well in 
our climate. There are several 
other Eastern grapes, but the 
Concord variety Is said to 
represent 85 per cent of grape 
production in the East.

Early attempts to introduce 
European grape varieties in the 
colonies along the Atlantic 
Coast led to repeated failures. 
The European grapes, sources 
of most of the wort’s famous 
w ines, w ere f i r s t  grown 
successfully in America by the 
Spanish m issionaries who 
planted them in California. 
Now the bulk of American- 
produced wine comes from that 
sunny state.

When Mr. Rossi describes our 
c lim a te  as “ a jm o st im ­
possible” for growing grapes, 
he is comparing Coventry to the 
sun-baked slopes of his boyhood 
home near Asti, in northern Ita­
ly. Grapes grew on all the 
hillsides there, while the flatter 
lowland was planted to wheat, 
sugar beets and other food 
crops. TTie higher one limbed up 
the hills, the more grapes there

market place for the grape 
growers of the area and Asti 
Spumante is a fine sparkling 
white wine made there. A 
sparkling red wine from the 
sam e region is Nebbiolo 
Spumante, and much Italian 
sweet vermouth is produced 
here.

Cooperative Winery
When Mr. Rossi was a boy 

this was a region of small 
fa rm e rs  who found they 
sometimes had to take a low 
price for their grapes. ’They 
formed a cooperative winery 
where they made their own 
wine when the market price 
was ,too low.

This is the second time this 
column had had a story on Gn- 
dolino Rossi, now retied after

years of growing fruit and 
vegetables in .Hebron. In that 
earlier piece it was noted thaf 
he was one of the organizers of 
the strawberry auction market, 
and later the tomato auction 
market, run successfully in 
Manchester for a number of 
seasons when local prices for 
these crops were low. These, 
to o , w ere  f a r m e r s ’ 
cooperatives.

Grapes were at one time an 
im p o rtan t com m odity in 
Connecticut. ’The time was the 
Prohibition years when wine­
making on any kind of a com­
mercial scale would bring a 
visit from government agents, 
but many families either raised 
grapes, or bought grapes, to 
make wine at home.

Richard Morra, first select­
man of Bolton and still a 
grower of fruit and vegetables, 
counted from memory 
something like 15 acres of 
grapes, all Concords, in the 
Birch Mt. area alone, during 
those years. Some grapes were 
sold at the farmers market in 
Hartford. Some customers 
came to the farm or the grapes 
were delivered to their homes.

M r. M o rra  r e c a l le d  
delivering grapes, in a model-T 
Ford, at 50 cents for a half­
bushel. Competition from 
California grapes, shipped East 
a t low prices, and then the end 
of Prohibition, finished the 
grape business. Mr. Morra 
doubts if there is a half-acre of 
grapes now grown in Bolton.

Tax Relief for Elderly 
Explained hy Belleville

Applications for property tax 
relief for elderly persons can­
not be filed before April 15, 
1974, Manchester Assessor 
Edgar Belleville said this week.

New legislation passed by the 
1973 General Assembly and 
effective July 1 ,1974’will afford 
renters as well as homeowners 
the opportunity to receive tax 
reimbursements directly from 
the state. The amount of reim­
bursement will depend upon 
family income and expenses.

E ld e r ly  p e rso n s  now 
receiving tax relief under the 
old law need not file new 
applications, Belleville said. He 
explained they will not lose that 
relief and will receive it 
without filing annually, if they

remain qualified.
Belleville said he will set up 

meetings with the various 
organizations serving the elder­
ly, to explain the new act in 
detail.

Persons who will be 65 years 
old by Dec. 31 and who Intend to 
apply for elderly tax relief un­
der the new law (either as 
renters or as property owners) 
are being advised to save 
records of 1973 payments for 
rent, electricity, gas, water and 
sewer, and heating fuel.

The new law provides tax 
relief payable by the state, up 
to a maximum of $500 a year, on 
a sliding income scale for per­
sons 65 and over with incomes 
of less than $7,500 a year.

Keep Composure, 
Mayor Tells GOP
At a dinner meeting of toe 

Vernon Republicans Thursday, 
Mayor Frank McCoy outlin^ 
guidelines for party conduct 
during the campaign and vowed 
that the Republicans are not 
“going to become engaged in an 
October tennis match with 
specially produced October ten­
nis balls.”

Attending the dinner held at 
the Elks Club were Republican 
candidates and party officials.

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Mets Believers 
After Pep Talk
NEW YORK (AP) -  It started as a 

casual crack, born of the desperation 
that was consunning the New York 
Mets in mid-summer.

M. Donald Grant, the club’s chairman of 
the board, decided a dressing room pep 
talk was in order. The substance of the 
speech was that the club should believe in 
itself and its ability to overcome its 
current adversity.

When Grant left the room, relief pitcher 
Tug McGraw took up the call. "You’ve got 
to believe,’’ the left-hander said. It almost 
sounded tike he was mimicking the boss 
but McGraw insisted he wasn’t and even 
called Grant later to assure him that was 
not the case.

‘‘Everybody’s got to believe in 
something,’’ McGraw was saying as the 
Mets prepared to fly to Cincinnati today 
for Saturday’s National League playoff 
opener against the Reds. “I believed in 
us.’’

’There was no reason to for a long stretch 
of the season. Injuries kept picking apart 
Manager Yogi Berra’s regular lineup. At 
various times, catcher Jerry Grote, first 
baseman John Milner, shortstop Bud 
Harrelson (twice), and left fielder Cleon 
Jones all spent terms on the disabled list.

LikeJMcGraw, however, Berra believed.

“If we ever get our team together, we 
still got a shot at it,” said Yogi, even while 
the Mets were living in the NL East base­
ment.

Third baseman Wayne Garrett, one of 
the Mets’ most conspicuous September 
bats, remembered the seemingly endless 
string of injuries and the slow return to 
health of the team. "Then, one day,” he 
said, “ I looked around and everybody was 
playing where they were supposed to be.”

That’s when other people started 
believing too and that’s also when the 
Mets began to move, vaulting over five 
other teams to grab the division crown.

“One good thing about those injuries,” 
said General Manager Bob Scheffing. 
“Those guys aren’t tired now. They can’t 
be.”

’Then, of course, there was the always 
strong pitching staff... Tom Seaver and his 
three left-handed helpers, Jon Matlack, 
Jerry Koosman and George Stone..

There was one more factor, a relief 
pitcher named McGraw. ’Tug had been 
belted freely through much of the season 
but he suddenly surfaced in September, 
winning four games and saving 11 others.

“He was,” said Berra, using that word 
again, “unbelievable.”

Williams said Thursday, referring to the 
1971 experience when the Orioles swept 
three straight. “But we’ve got it now in 
that respect.”

Before the A’s stepped aboard their air­
plane for Baltimore Thursday, Williams 
said he probably will not tamper much 
with the World Champion A’s batting 
order.

“The place where I haven’t yet definite­
ly made a choice is below Reggie Jackson.

It could be Gene Tenace hitting fifth, and 
designated hitter Deron Johnson sixth or 
vice versa,” he said.

“Otherwise we’re set with Campy Cam- 
paneris leading off, Joe Rudi batting se­
cond, Sal Bando third, Reggie cleanup, 
Gene or Deron fifth, Deron or Gene Sixth, 
Angel Mangual seventh, Ray Fosse eighth 
and Dick Green ninth.”

But pitching is where William feels he 
has the edge over 1971. For one thing, 
Williams recalled, the Orioles had four 20- 
game winners that year and had to use 
only three. In contrast, the A’s had to rely 
on reliever Diego Segui in the third game, 
because John Odom and Chuck Dobson 
had sore arms.

This year, the A’s have three 20-game 
winners in Vida Blue, Jim “Catfish” 
Hunter and Ken Holtzman, and Williams 
figures the playoffs will be defensive con­
tests.

NEW YORK (AP) — Penn State goes to war with the Air 
Force Saturday.

The seventh-ranked Nittany Lions invade the rarified air 
of Colorado Springs, Colo., in a hopeful step toward the top 
of the college football ladder.

Penn State has the momentum and Air Force the motive in this 
battle of intersectional unbeatens.

The Nittany Lions have won opening games over Stanford, 
Navy and Iowa. The Air Force has beaten Oregon and New 
Mexico this season, but never Penn State.

In two previous home-and-home meetings, Penn State was a 
winner, although two years ago the service academy gave the 
Nittany Lions some problems before losing 16-14.

The Air Force quarterback of that day, Richie.Haynie, will lead 
the home team against the imposing visitors from the East.

Coach Joe Paterno has marshalled a tough Penn State bunch, 
reminiscent of the glamour squads of 1968 and 1969 which went 
unbeaten in 31 games.

Ironically, it was in the Colorado Springs vicinity that the 
famous 31-game string was broken in 1976-when Colorado 
handed Penn State a humiliating defeat before pillions on 
national television.

It doesn’t figure to happen again, however, despite some 
feeling that the high altitude affects visiting football players.

Ohio State, the new No. 1 team, takes on Washington State in 
another battle involving a ranked club. The Buckeyes displaced 
Southern California after a big victory last weekend over Texas 
Christian University.
.  Southern California, which had held the No. 1 spot since last 
year when the Trojans were national champions, dropped three 
places as a result of a 7-7 tie with Oklahoma last Saturday. The 
fourth-ranked Trojans play Oregon State.

In other games involving Top Ten teams, it’s No. 2 Nebraska at 
Minnesota; Georgia at No. 3 Alabama; Oregon at No. 5 
Michigan; No. 17 Miami at No. 6 Oklahoma; Michigan at No. 8 
Notre Dame; Kansas vs. No. 9 Tennessee and Florida against No. 
10 Louisiana State. ________

Elsewhere, Texas Tech meets No. 11 Oklahoma State; No. 12 
Arizona State visits New Mexico; No. 13 Texas hosts Wake 
Forest; No. 14 Houston travels to San Diego State; No. IS 
Missouri is at No. 19 Southern Methodist; No. 18 Colorado visits 
Iowa State and No. 20 West Virginia tackles Indiana.

The Nittany Lions will throw a lot of ammunition at the Air 
Force-most notably, quarterback Tom Shuman, running back 
John CappellettI and an awfully toiTgh defense.

’The Nittany Lions have allowed their opponents only 13 points, 
none in the first three quarters. ’This makes Penn State a two- 
touchdown favorite.

Nebraska takes on Minnesota after an unimpressive outing last, 
week against Wisconsin. The Comhuskers, who opened the 
season with a romp over UCLA, could only manage a 20-16 deci­
sion over Wisconsin.

Alabama’s overwhelming depth give the Crimson Tide the edge 
over Georgia in a Southeastern Conference contest. Georgia com­
es into ’Tuscaloosa, Ala., with the memory of a 25-7 thrashing by 
Alabama last year.

Coach Paul "Bear” Bryant of Alabama doesn’t see Georgia as 
a soft touch.

“Georgia has some fine athletes and freshman (runner) Gene 
Washington has given them a new dimension which makes them 
an outstanding football team.”

Oklahoma, off its impressive tie with mighty Southern Cal, has 
the coziness of a home stadium this time. It’s the Sooners’ home 
opener this season and a crowd of 58,000 is expected.

The Sooners have been openly critical of the wire service polls, 
many insisting that they should be ranked higher than Southern 
Cal after last week’s tie. TTie general feeling at Oklahoma is that 
the Sooners outplayed the ’Trojans.

Before the Southern Cal game, Oklahoma trounced Baylor 44- 
14. Miami stunned Texas 20-15 in its opener last week.

Five of Saturday’s games will be shown regionally on 
television-Penn State and Air Force; Missouri-Southern 
Methodist; Stanford-Illinois;' North Carolina-North Carolina

Turned Aside Years Ago

Unitas to Return 
Home vs. Steelers

PI'TTSBURGH (AP) — The Pittsburgh Steelers turned 
him aside 18 years ago, but John Unitas got poetic justice. 
He became a star for the Baltimore Colts.

But since that time, Unitas has never played against the 
Steelers in Pittsburgh, and only twice has he faced them.

When the Colts played here in 1968, he was sidelined with an in­
jury and Earl Morrall was the quarterback.

Howiever, Unitas will be the quarterback for San Diego when 
the Chargers meet the Stralers here Sunday.

Pittsburgh drafted Unitas in the ninth round in 1955, but then 
Steeler Coach Walt Kiesling decided to go with veteran Jim 
Finks, backup Ted Marchibroda and rookie Vic Eaton, also a 
defensite back, as his three quarterbacks.

Unitas was released before the regular season began and failed 
to catch on with another National Football League team that 
year.

In 1955, he played sandlot football with the Bloomfield Rams, 
and the Colts signed him in 1956.

'The rest is well-known history.
Unitas, now 40, was traded to the Chargers after last season, 

and just last week went over the 40,000-yard mark in passing yar­
dage.

Though his brilliance may be gone, Steeler Ck)ach Chuck Noll 
says he’s still an excellent quarterback.

"Same old John,” said Noll, a former defensive coach with the 
Colts when Unitas was with Baltimore. “Still throws them in 
there.

“He sets you up with the short pass, then the long — mixes 
them well. And he uses every tool available.”

Thus far, the Chargers, 1-2, have had fewer tools on the offen­
sive line than Unitas apparently needs. He’s been sacked 13 times 
in three games.

Meanwhile, after committing a league-high 48 turnovers last 
year, the Chargers have 12 thus far this year.

Despite throwing under duress, Unitas has completed 47 per 
cent of his passes and has thrown three for touchdowns.

However, last week, Gary Garrison, Unitas’ favorite receiver, 
dislocated his shoulder and will not play against the Steelers.

Pittsburgh, 3-0, and the only undefeated team in the American 
Football Conference, has given up just 23 points in three games 
and only two touchdowns, both on passes. Steeler opponents are 
averaging a ipeager 85 yards rushing a game, an average of 2.8 
yards per carry.

Time at Hand 
For IOC Change

VARNA, Bulgaria (AP) — After listening for four days 
to demands for reform, the International Olympic Com­
mittee went into session here today to face the challenge of 
changing with the times.

‘"The moment has come when 
the IOC must change itself 
from a static to a dynamic 
body,” said Swiss sports of­
ficial Tom Keller as the first 
Olympic Congress in 43 years 
ended here ’Thursday.

other 16, were arraigned Friday 
on charges of delinquency by 
reason of murder and robbery. 
One of them was held in $20,000 
bail and the other in $30,000 
bail.

They were turned over by the 
Dorchester District Court to 
the state Youth Services Board, 
police said.

Police said they still were 
seeking other persons in con­
nection with the Thursday 
robbery-homicide of Ludivico 
Louis Barba.

He was fishing in a bay near 
the Columbia Point housing 
project when police said he was 
pelted with rocks by youths, 
stabbed with his own knife and 
robbed.

Police termed an earlier 
report that Barba had been 
stoned to death an “unfortunate 
mistake.” ’They said the group 
of youths had thrown stones at 
him but an autopsy showed his 
death had been caused by multP' 
pie stab wounds.

Police said that, within 20 
minutes of the incident, a white 
man moving furniture into an 
apartment at the project was 
robbed and stabbed several 
times in the back. He was listed 
in fair condition at a Boston 
hospital early today.

The two youths charged with 
Barba’s death are black, and 
police said the youths who at­
tacked the delivery man were 
black.

Police Supt. Jeremiah P. 
Sullivan said the incidents were 
"definitely tied together.”

The other murder victim, 
Evelyn R. Wagler, 24, died ear­
ly Wednesday in Roxbury after 
she was forced to pour gasoline 
on herself in an alley and then 
was set afire. She was to be 
buried in Wisconsin today. She 
was white and had moved into 
Roxbury a few days earlier.

Before she died, she iden­
tified three of her attackers as 
blacks who had threatened her 
the night before on the same 
street. She said the three had 
told her to move out of the 
neighborhood.

U.S. Atty. James Gabriel an­
nounced that FBI agents had 
been called into the case under 
a federal law prohibiting coer­
cion or intimidation of a person 
seeking to buy or rent a house.

Deputy Supt. Leroy Chase of 
the Boston police said the 
department had “been getting 
bits and pieces of information, 
and hopefully we should come 
up with a solution very soon.”

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Agnew Request 
Of News Sources 
To Be Resisted

WASHINGTON (AP) — News organizations whose 
reporters have been subpoenaed to reveal sources of 
stories about the investigation of Vice President Spiro T. 
Agnew say they will fight the action as an invasion of First 
Amendment rights.

Reporters for The New York 
Times, New York Daily News, 
Washington Post, Washington 
Star-News, CBS, NBC, Time 
and Newsweek Magazines were 
o rd e re d  to a p p e a r  in a 
Baltimore court Thursday, 
bringing notes of conversations 
with official sources.

“We will vigorously oppose 
Vthis step in the courts with all 

the resources at our com­
mand,” said The New York 
Times.

“The Washington Post and 
Newsweek consider these sub­
poenas an invasion of their 
right and the rights of the 
public under the First Amend­
ment to the Constitution, par­
ticularly since any response to 
them would require the revela­
tion of confidential news 
sou rces,” said Joseph A. 
Califano Jr., lawyer for the two 
publications.

Richard S. Salant, president 
of CBS News, said that without 
the ability to keep sources con-̂  
fidential “American journalism 
and the free flow of information

would be dealt a severe blow.”

Agnew’s lawyers were given 
authority earlier in the week to 
issue subpoenas and take 
depositions to probe the source 
of leaks about the Agnew in­
vestigation.

The subpoenas were served 
Friday on:

Fred Graham, CBS; Nicholas 
Gage, New 'ifork T im es; 
Richard Cohen, Washington 
Post; Robert Walters and 
Ronald Sarro, Washington Star- 
News; William Sherman, New 
York Daily News; Stephan 
L esher, Newsweek; Ron 
Nessen, NBC, and unnamed 
Newsweek and Time staffers 
who helped prepare certain ar­
ticles.

There were unconfirmed 
reports the Justice Department 
also was served with a sub­
poena, but a spokesman refused 
to comment.

Agnew has alleged the leaks 
came from the department, an 
allegation denied by Atty. Gen. 
Elliot L. Richardson.

Imagine several experienced 
Town of M a n c h e s te r  
firefighters suddenly, in the 
midst of a battle against 
flames, start playing streams 
of water on each other.

It can’t happen? Not during a 
fire, but three town firefighters 
intentionally doused each other 
Friday in a Fire Prevention 
Week demonstration at Nathan 
Hale School.

The kids loved it. And Town 
Fire Chief John Rivosa, who 
didn’t know his men had a sur­
prise in store for the first 
school visit for Fire Prevention 
Week, was just about rolling on 
the ground with laughter.

It started something like this;
Fireman Jim LaPine, acting 

out his role as the friendly 
forest ranger, was explaining

uses of various equipment on an 
engine pumper and a ladder 
truck when another town 
f ire m a n . Bob B y ch o ls l, 
demonstrated the use of an “ In­
dian pump.”

Bycholski, carrying the “In­
dian pump” — which is basical­
ly a back-pack tank used^by 
firemen in forest fires — came 
a little too close to the children, 
and other firemen assisting 
LaPine took aim with hoses and 
doused the scoundrel.

’The hilarious scene took just 
a minute, and then LaPine 
returned to his discussion of 
fire pcevention and demonstra­
tion of the apparatus.

He briefly explained the 
engine pumper — which people 
other than fireman call a 
firetruck — and the 75-foot 
ladder truck.

BELFAST, Northern Ireland 
(AP) — Moderate leaders of 
Northern Ireland’s feuding fac­
tions have taken steps toward 
peace, but their efforts remain 
in doubt without the coopera­
tion of Ulster’s militants.

As negotiators from the 
p rov ince’s th ree  leading 
moderate political parties met 
Friday at Stormont Castle near 
Belfast, the capital was swept 
with a wave of tomb scares and 
hoaxes, authorities said.

The seven-hour meeting in­
volved representatives of the 
Protestant-led Unionist party, 
the Catholic-based Social 
Democratic and Labor party

and the middle-of-the-road 
Alliance party.

A brief statement said only 
that “a measure of agreement” 
had been reached and that the 
talks would resume on ’Tuesday.

Oliver Napier, head of the 
Alliance party, told newsmen it 
would take “weeks rather than 
days” to make any significant 
progress in selecting a cabinet 
for the province’s new parlia­
ment.

And m any o b s e rv e r s  
questioned whether a coalition 
cabinet agreed to by the 
moderate politicians could be 
effective without the support of 
the m il i ta n t  P ro te s ta n t  
“ Loyalists” led by the Rev. Ian

Paisley and William Craig.
The Protestant m ilitants 

have vowed not to share 
governm ental power with 
Roman Catholics and have 
boycotted the meetings. Also 
absent were representatives of 
guerrilla organizations. The 
C a th o lic -b a s e d  I r is h  
Republican Army is dedicated 
to uniting Ireland through 
violence, while Protestant 
vigilante bands are just as 
violently opposed to union.

As the meeting at Stormont 
Castle got underway, British 
army headquarters reported 
some 60 tomb threats. Many 
were by callers claiming to be 
Ulster Freedom Fighters, an 
extremist Protestant group.

D epartm ent headquarters 
greeted the Nathan Hale pupils.

L a P in e  d e p u tiz e d  the  
youngsters as junior fire 
marshals, distributed home fire 
safety check-off lists, and told 
the pupils how to make a simple 
home fire extinguisher, for 
kitchen fires, with an empty 
coffee can and baking soda.

'The pupils were urged to take 
the fire safety lists home and go 
over the lis ts  with their 
parents. LaPine offered a 
reward — a small red fire 
helmet — to the children who 
took the literature home, and 
when LaPine asked for a show 
of hands of who promised to 
follow through with fire preven­
tion at home, not one pupil kept 
his hand down.

Fire Prevention Week of­
ficially is Oct. 7 to 13, but town 
firemen started school visits 
e a r ly . T h e y ’re  p lann ing  
demonstrations for all other 
schools in the Town Fire 
Departm ent’s district next 
week.

Rivosa, emphasizing the im­
portance of fire prevention, 
said the departmen this year is 
offering a home inspection 
program. Firemen will, upon 
request of a homeowner^ check 
several areas of a home for fire 
safety.

The home inspection is 
similar to areas covered in the 
check-off list distributed to 
schoolchildren.

The check-off lists seek 
“yes” or “no” answers to fire 
safety questions relating to 
smoking habits and matches, 
hom e h e a tin g  s y s te m s , 
housekeeping and cooking 
hazards, electrical hazards, 
garage and yard dangers, and 
“what to do in case of fire.”

The lite ra tu re  and fire 
helmets being distributed to 
school children were provided 
to the town by ’The Hartford In­
surance Group, Rivosa said. ^

On Sunday, he 
flies to Moscow for talks about 
islands Japan wants back from 
Russia. At a news conference 
on Friday, he described his 
three-day visit to Bonn as 
"genuinely successful” arid 
said  he had found " fu ll  
agreemenf’in Paris, London 
and Bonn on the need for 
greater Japanese-European 
cooperation.

No Im m unity
BALTIMORE (AP) -  Vice 

President Spiro T. Agnew has 
no constitutional immunity 
from criminal prosecution, the 
Ju s tic e  D epartm ent has 
argued. Replying Friday to 
Agnew’s lawyers in U.S. 
D istric t Court here, U.S. 
Solicitor General Robert H. 
Bork said that only a president 
has such immunity. Lawyers 
for Agnew have sought to halt 
the federal grand jury in­
vestigation of the vice presi­
dent, contending Agnew must 
be Impeached before any 
criminal prosecution.

Israeli jets swirled over the 
cease-fire line along the oc­
cupied Golan Heights in the 
northeast corner of Israel.

Sirens sounded throughout 
Israel, forcing thousands from 
their homes in a partia l 
mobilization of forces within 
hours after the end of the 
solemn Jewish Yom Klppur 
fast.

“The Israeli forces are in ac­
tion against the aggressors,” 
said a military spokesman in 
Tel Aviv.

Egypt announced in Cairo 
that Israeli jets attacked its 
positions at Zafra and Sukhna 
near the southern end of the 
Suez Canal. ’The waterway has 
been the effective cease-fire 
line between Egypt and Israel 
s in c e  th e  J e w ish  s ta te -  
steamrolled over Egyptian 
forces in the Sinai peninsula in 
the 1967 conflict.

In Washington, the State 
D epartm en t said  it  was 
watching the situation closely 
but planned no immediate com­
ment.

KEY BISCAYNE, Fla. (AP) 
— P re s id e n t  N ixon was 
awakened early today at the 
Florida White House with word 
of " a  c ritic a l s itua tion” 
developing in the Middle f lu t  
and was keeping in close touch 
with the reports of Israeli-Arab 
f ig h tin g . D ep u ty  P re s s  
Secretary Gerald Warren said.

’The President would have no 
immediate comment on the 
flare-up, Warren said.

Warren said Nixon received a 
telephone call at about 6:30 
a.m. at his Florida residence 
from Secretary of State Henry 
A. Kissinger, who “told him of 
reports that a critical situation 
was developing” in the Middle 
East.

“The President has been 
following the situation since 
early this morning,” Warren 
addto, with a second call from 
Kissinger around 9:30 a.m. and 
c a b le s  and  r e p o r t s  on 
developments coming to him as 
he worked in his residence 
study overlooking Biscayne 
Bay.

It was learned that Kissinger, 
who has been in New York dis­
cussing the Middle East situa­
tion with United Nations 
diplomats, had been in touch 
with the foreign minisgers of 
both Egypt and Israel since 
reports of the fighting were 
relayed to him.

Stocks Reach 
Highest Prices 
In Six Months

NEW YORK (AP) -  Stock 
prices reached their highest 
closing level in more than six 
months at the close of business 
Friday, with the Dow Jones 
average of 30 industrials at 
971.25.

Dow’s figure represented a 
gain of 15.35 points in moderate­
ly active trading of 18.82 million 
shares Friday. It was the 
highest close since the average 
finished at 978.85 March 14.

One Wall Street analyst, 
Monte (Jordon of the Dreyfus 
Corp., credited a substantial 
drop in commercial banks’ net 
reserves with strengthening 
“the belief that the Federal 
Reserve was adopting a more 
accommodating stance” on 
bank credit.

Brokers said high Interest 
r a t e s  t h a t  the  F e d e r a l  
Reserve’s tight money policy 
helped induce have kept stock 
prices and trading volume 
down.

A statement by Chairman 
Herbert Stein of the President’s 
Council of Economic Advisers 
that “we have passed the worst 
of the economic fever of 1973” 
also helped push prices up, 
brokers felt.

Egypt’s Middle East News 
Agency  s a i d  Eg y p t i a n  
territorial waters and those in 
the vicinity of Egypt and Israel 
are “areas of naval operations” 
and warned foreign embassies 
in Cairo to stay clear.

“The measure was taken in 
response to the Israeli attack 
today on the Gulf of Suez,” the 
official agency said.

Ar ab  r a d i o  s t a t i o n s  
monitored in Beirut, Lebanon, 
canceled regular broadcasts 
and played martial music.

The first reported fighting 
broke out along the Syrian- 
Israeli cease-fire line about 2 p. 
m. — 8 a.m. EDT — capping a 
week of escalating tension 
prompted by reports of military 
buildups and troop movements 
on both sides.

It was fighting between Israel 
and Syria that tripped the lever 
in a process of increasing con­
frontation that led to the Six- 
Day War of 1967. Israel roundly 
defeated the Arab nations in 
that engagement and seized 
territory from Syria along the 
Golan Heights, from Jordan on 
the West Bank of the Jordan 
River and from Egypt on the 
Sinai peninsula.

Both sides accused each other 
of attacking first in today’s 
battles.

E arlie r this week Syria 
declared a 100 per cent military 
a le rt with a-callup  of all 
reserves and retired oifficers. 
Israel went on alert this mor­
ning despite Yom Kippur, the 
day of atonement that is the 
Jewish state’s most sacred 
holiday.

Damascus Radio said Syrian 
artillery returned fire along the 
60-mile Golan H eists  line “to 
silence enemy positions.”

Witnesses in Israel said 
Syrian shells were falling near 
Israeli settlements in the oc­
cupied territory.

Damascus broadcasts said 
the fierce air and artillery duels 
along the Golan cease-fire line 
were continuing more than an 
hour after they began, with 
Syrian MIGs battling “ for­
mations of Israeli planes.”

Syria closed its air space to 
all international traffic.

Egypt’s Middle East News 
Agency said formations of 
Israeli jets and motor torpedo 
boats attacked at Sukhna and 
Zafara on the southern end of 
the canal. It gave no details.

Cairo radio called the Israeli 
action “an overt aggression” 
and appealed to the United 
Nations to intercede. It urged 
all Arab countries to “mobilize 
your entire potential to stop 
Israeli aggression and defeat 
it.”

A Palestinian guerrilla com­
munique issued by the Palesti­
nian news agency Wafa also an­
nounced that formations of 
Israeli jets attacked the Ein 
Atta area in eastern Lebanon. 
There was no immediate confir- 
m a t i o n  f r om L e b a n e s e  
authorities.

Cairo airport also was closed 
to all civilian air traffic and 
Egypt’s civil defense corps was 
put on alert “ because our 
forces on the firing line need all 
help possible from the internal 
front.”
