The bridge referendum  
passed 236 to 169. Voters 
authorized the town to bond 
$749,612 for the reconstruction 
of four bridges — South St. 
bridge, River Rd. South bridge, 
Merrow Rd. bridge and the 
Brewster St. bridge.

According to Town Manager 
Dennis Moore, at the present 
5.5 interest rate for municipal 
bonds, the yearly cost of this 
proposal would range from $78,- 
750 in the first year to $39,563 in 
the 20th year. This could raise 
the mill rate two mills the-first 
year of bonding, but Moore said 
that this mill increase would 
probably not be needed until 
1976.

The commission will be com­
posed of a general chairman to

coordination.

Each of these committees is 
authorized to enlist additional 
people and to form appropriate 
subcommittees as may be 
required.

Heritage 76 is the phase that 
focuses on activities which 
recall the nation’s heritage and 
gives historical perspective to 
the community. In the thirteen 
original states. The Heritage 
program would relate more 
directly to the events of the 
American Revolution than in 
other states.

Festival USA will involve an 
expanded effort to share with 
other Americans and the people 
of the world, the traditions, the 
culture, the hospitality and the 
character of the US and its peo­
ple.

Horizons 76 will cover ac­
tivities in which Americans can 
commemorate their past by 
looking to the future as the 
United States enters Century 
111.

The commission through its 
general chairman will be ac­
countable to the Town Council 
for the bicentennial program, 
including the presentation of an 
appropriate budget for the 
fiscal years 1974-75 and 1975-76. 
Furthermore the commission 
will formally report to the 
council on its plans, progress, 
activities, problems and ac­
co m p lish m en ts  a t le a s t  
quarterly during the year 1974, 
and monthly during the years 
1975-76.

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Warfare Erupts In Middle East
Two Teen-agers 
Accused Of 
Boston Murder

BOSTON (AP) — Two teen-agers have been charged in 
the killing of a 65-year-old fisherman, one of two white per­
sons slain by gangs of black youths here this week.

'The juveniles, one IS and the

other 16, were arraigned Friday 
on charges of delinquency by 
reason of murder and robbery. 
One of them was held in $20,000 
bail and the other in $30,000 
bail.

They were turned over by the 
Dorchester District Court to 
the state Youth Services Board, 
police said.

Police said they still were 
seeking other persons in con­
nection with the Thursday 
robbery-homicide of Ludivico 
Louis Barba.

He was fishing in a bay near 
the Columbia Point housing 
project when police said he was 
pelted with rocks by youths, 
stabbed with his own knife and 
robbed.

Police termed an earlier 
report that Barba had been 
stoned to death an “unfortunate 
mistake.” ’They said the group 
of youths had thrown stones at 
him but an autopsy showed his 
death had been caused by multP' 
pie stab wounds.

Police said that, within 20 
minutes of the incident, a white 
man moving furniture into an 
apartment at the project was 
robbed and stabbed several 
times in the back. He was listed 
in fair condition at a Boston 
hospital early today.

The two youths charged with 
Barba’s death are black, and 
police said the youths who at­
tacked the delivery man were 
black.

Police Supt. Jeremiah P. 
Sullivan said the incidents were 
"definitely tied together.”

The other murder victim, 
Evelyn R. Wagler, 24, died ear­
ly Wednesday in Roxbury after 
she was forced to pour gasoline 
on herself in an alley and then 
was set afire. She was to be 
buried in Wisconsin today. She 
was white and had moved into 
Roxbury a few days earlier.

Before she died, she iden­
tified three of her attackers as 
blacks who had threatened her 
the night before on the same 
street. She said the three had 
told her to move out of the 
neighborhood.

U.S. Atty. James Gabriel an­
nounced that FBI agents had 
been called into the case under 
a federal law prohibiting coer­
cion or intimidation of a person 
seeking to buy or rent a house.

Deputy Supt. Leroy Chase of 
the Boston police said the 
department had “been getting 
bits and pieces of information, 
and hopefully we should come 
up with a solution very soon.”
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Agnew Request 
Of News Sources 
To Be Resisted

WASHINGTON (AP) — News organizations whose 
reporters have been subpoenaed to reveal sources of 
stories about the investigation of Vice President Spiro T. 
Agnew say they will fight the action as an invasion of First 
Amendment rights.

Reporters for The New York 
Times, New York Daily News, 
Washington Post, Washington 
Star-News, CBS, NBC, Time 
and Newsweek Magazines were 
o rd e re d  to a p p e a r  in a 
Baltimore court Thursday, 
bringing notes of conversations 
with official sources.

“We will vigorously oppose 
Vthis step in the courts with all 

the resources at our com­
mand,” said The New York 
Times.

“The Washington Post and 
Newsweek consider these sub­
poenas an invasion of their 
right and the rights of the 
public under the First Amend­
ment to the Constitution, par­
ticularly since any response to 
them would require the revela­
tion of confidential news 
sou rces,” said Joseph A. 
Califano Jr., lawyer for the two 
publications.

Richard S. Salant, president 
of CBS News, said that without 
the ability to keep sources con-̂  
fidential “American journalism 
and the free flow of information

would be dealt a severe blow.”

Agnew’s lawyers were given 
authority earlier in the week to 
issue subpoenas and take 
depositions to probe the source 
of leaks about the Agnew in­
vestigation.

The subpoenas were served 
Friday on:

Fred Graham, CBS; Nicholas 
Gage, New 'ifork T im es; 
Richard Cohen, Washington 
Post; Robert Walters and 
Ronald Sarro, Washington Star- 
News; William Sherman, New 
York Daily News; Stephan 
L esher, Newsweek; Ron 
Nessen, NBC, and unnamed 
Newsweek and Time staffers 
who helped prepare certain ar­
ticles.

There were unconfirmed 
reports the Justice Department 
also was served with a sub­
poena, but a spokesman refused 
to comment.

Agnew has alleged the leaks 
came from the department, an 
allegation denied by Atty. Gen. 
Elliot L. Richardson.

Imagine several experienced 
Town of M a n c h e s te r  
firefighters suddenly, in the 
midst of a battle against 
flames, start playing streams 
of water on each other.

It can’t happen? Not during a 
fire, but three town firefighters 
intentionally doused each other 
Friday in a Fire Prevention 
Week demonstration at Nathan 
Hale School.

The kids loved it. And Town 
Fire Chief John Rivosa, who 
didn’t know his men had a sur­
prise in store for the first 
school visit for Fire Prevention 
Week, was just about rolling on 
the ground with laughter.

It started something like this;
Fireman Jim LaPine, acting 

out his role as the friendly 
forest ranger, was explaining

uses of various equipment on an 
engine pumper and a ladder 
truck when another town 
f ire m a n . Bob B y ch o ls l, 
demonstrated the use of an “ In­
dian pump.”

Bycholski, carrying the “In­
dian pump” — which is basical­
ly a back-pack tank used^by 
firemen in forest fires — came 
a little too close to the children, 
and other firemen assisting 
LaPine took aim with hoses and 
doused the scoundrel.

’The hilarious scene took just 
a minute, and then LaPine 
returned to his discussion of 
fire pcevention and demonstra­
tion of the apparatus.

He briefly explained the 
engine pumper — which people 
other than fireman call a 
firetruck — and the 75-foot 
ladder truck. A two-way radio

Northern Irish Moderates 
Seek Out Ways^o Peace
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BELFAST, Northern Ireland 
(AP) — Moderate leaders of 
Northern Ireland’s feuding fac­
tions have taken steps toward 
peace, but their efforts remain 
in doubt without the coopera­
tion of Ulster’s militants.

As negotiators from the 
p rov ince’s th ree  leading 
moderate political parties met 
Friday at Stormont Castle near 
Belfast, the capital was swept 
with a wave of tomb scares and 
hoaxes, authorities said.

The seven-hour meeting in­
volved representatives of the 
Protestant-led Unionist party, 
the Catholic-based Social 
Democratic and Labor party

and the middle-of-the-road 
Alliance party.

A brief statement said only 
that “a measure of agreement” 
had been reached and that the 
talks would resume on ’Tuesday.

Oliver Napier, head of the 
Alliance party, told newsmen it 
would take “weeks rather than 
days” to make any significant 
progress in selecting a cabinet 
for the province’s new parlia­
ment.

And m any o b s e rv e r s  
questioned whether a coalition 
cabinet agreed to by the 
moderate politicians could be 
effective without the support of 
the m il i ta n t  P ro te s ta n t  
“ Loyalists” led by the Rev. Ian

Paisley and William Craig.
The Protestant m ilitants 

have vowed not to share 
governm ental power with 
Roman Catholics and have 
boycotted the meetings. Also 
absent were representatives of 
guerrilla organizations. The 
C a th o lic -b a s e d  I r is h  
Republican Army is dedicated 
to uniting Ireland through 
violence, while Protestant 
vigilante bands are just as 
violently opposed to union.

As the meeting at Stormont 
Castle got underway, British 
army headquarters reported 
some 60 tomb threats. Many 
were by callers claiming to be 
Ulster Freedom Fighters, an 
extremist Protestant group.

D epartm ent headquarters 
greeted the Nathan Hale pupils.

L a P in e  d e p u tiz e d  the  
youngsters as junior fire 
marshals, distributed home fire 
safety check-off lists, and told 
the pupils how to make a simple 
home fire extinguisher, for 
kitchen fires, with an empty 
coffee can and baking soda.

'The pupils were urged to take 
the fire safety lists home and go 
over the lis ts  with their 
parents. LaPine offered a 
reward — a small red fire 
helmet — to the children who 
took the literature home, and 
when LaPine asked for a show 
of hands of who promised to 
follow through with fire preven­
tion at home, not one pupil kept 
his hand down.

Fire Prevention Week of­
ficially is Oct. 7 to 13, but town 
firemen started school visits 
e a r ly . T h e y ’re  p lann ing  
demonstrations for all other 
schools in the Town Fire 
Departm ent’s district next 
week.

Rivosa, emphasizing the im­
portance of fire prevention, 
said the departmen this year is 
offering a home inspection 
program. Firemen will, upon 
request of a homeowner^ check 
several areas of a home for fire 
safety.

The home inspection is 
similar to areas covered in the 
check-off list distributed to 
schoolchildren.

The check-off lists seek 
“yes” or “no” answers to fire 
safety questions relating to 
smoking habits and matches, 
hom e h e a tin g  s y s te m s , 
housekeeping and cooking 
hazards, electrical hazards, 
garage and yard dangers, and 
“what to do in case of fire.”

The lite ra tu re  and fire 
helmets being distributed to 
school children were provided 
to the town by ’The Hartford In­
surance Group, Rivosa said. ^

On Sunday, he 
flies to Moscow for talks about 
islands Japan wants back from 
Russia. At a news conference 
on Friday, he described his 
three-day visit to Bonn as 
"genuinely successful” arid 
said  he had found " fu ll  
agreemenf’in Paris, London 
and Bonn on the need for 
greater Japanese-European 
cooperation.

No Im m unity
BALTIMORE (AP) -  Vice 

President Spiro T. Agnew has 
no constitutional immunity 
from criminal prosecution, the 
Ju s tic e  D epartm ent has 
argued. Replying Friday to 
Agnew’s lawyers in U.S. 
D istric t Court here, U.S. 
Solicitor General Robert H. 
Bork said that only a president 
has such immunity. Lawyers 
for Agnew have sought to halt 
the federal grand jury in­
vestigation of the vice presi­
dent, contending Agnew must 
be Impeached before any 
criminal prosecution.

Israeli jets swirled over the 
cease-fire line along the oc­
cupied Golan Heights in the 
northeast corner of Israel.

Sirens sounded throughout 
Israel, forcing thousands from 
their homes in a partia l 
mobilization of forces within 
hours after the end of the 
solemn Jewish Yom Klppur 
fast.

“The Israeli forces are in ac­
tion against the aggressors,” 
said a military spokesman in 
Tel Aviv.

Egypt announced in Cairo 
that Israeli jets attacked its 
positions at Zafra and Sukhna 
near the southern end of the 
Suez Canal. ’The waterway has 
been the effective cease-fire 
line between Egypt and Israel 
s in c e  th e  J e w ish  s ta te -  
steamrolled over Egyptian 
forces in the Sinai peninsula in 
the 1967 conflict.

In Washington, the State 
D epartm en t said  it  was 
watching the situation closely 
but planned no immediate com­
ment.

KEY BISCAYNE, Fla. (AP) 
— P re s id e n t  N ixon was 
awakened early today at the 
Florida White House with word 
of " a  c ritic a l s itua tion” 
developing in the Middle f lu t  
and was keeping in close touch 
with the reports of Israeli-Arab 
f ig h tin g . D ep u ty  P re s s  
Secretary Gerald Warren said.

’The President would have no 
immediate comment on the 
flare-up, Warren said.

Warren said Nixon received a 
telephone call at about 6:30 
a.m. at his Florida residence 
from Secretary of State Henry 
A. Kissinger, who “told him of 
reports that a critical situation 
was developing” in the Middle 
East.

“The President has been 
following the situation since 
early this morning,” Warren 
addto, with a second call from 
Kissinger around 9:30 a.m. and 
c a b le s  and  r e p o r t s  on 
developments coming to him as 
he worked in his residence 
study overlooking Biscayne 
Bay.

It was learned that Kissinger, 
who has been in New York dis­
cussing the Middle East situa­
tion with United Nations 
diplomats, had been in touch 
with the foreign minisgers of 
both Egypt and Israel since 
reports of the fighting were 
relayed to him.

Stocks Reach 
Highest Prices 
In Six Months

NEW YORK (AP) -  Stock 
prices reached their highest 
closing level in more than six 
months at the close of business 
Friday, with the Dow Jones 
average of 30 industrials at 
971.25.

Dow’s figure represented a 
gain of 15.35 points in moderate­
ly active trading of 18.82 million 
shares Friday. It was the 
highest close since the average 
finished at 978.85 March 14.

One Wall Street analyst, 
Monte (Jordon of the Dreyfus 
Corp., credited a substantial 
drop in commercial banks’ net 
reserves with strengthening 
“the belief that the Federal 
Reserve was adopting a more 
accommodating stance” on 
bank credit.

Brokers said high Interest 
r a t e s  t h a t  the  F e d e r a l  
Reserve’s tight money policy 
helped induce have kept stock 
prices and trading volume 
down.

A statement by Chairman 
Herbert Stein of the President’s 
Council of Economic Advisers 
that “we have passed the worst 
of the economic fever of 1973” 
also helped push prices up, 
brokers felt.

Egypt’s Middle East News 
Agency  s a i d  Eg y p t i a n  
territorial waters and those in 
the vicinity of Egypt and Israel 
are “areas of naval operations” 
and warned foreign embassies 
in Cairo to stay clear.

“The measure was taken in 
response to the Israeli attack 
today on the Gulf of Suez,” the 
official agency said.

Ar ab  r a d i o  s t a t i o n s  
monitored in Beirut, Lebanon, 
canceled regular broadcasts 
and played martial music.

The first reported fighting 
broke out along the Syrian- 
Israeli cease-fire line about 2 p. 
m. — 8 a.m. EDT — capping a 
week of escalating tension 
prompted by reports of military 
buildups and troop movements 
on both sides.

It was fighting between Israel 
and Syria that tripped the lever 
in a process of increasing con­
frontation that led to the Six- 
Day War of 1967. Israel roundly 
defeated the Arab nations in 
that engagement and seized 
territory from Syria along the 
Golan Heights, from Jordan on 
the West Bank of the Jordan 
River and from Egypt on the 
Sinai peninsula.

Both sides accused each other 
of attacking first in today’s 
battles.

E arlie r this week Syria 
declared a 100 per cent military 
a le rt with a-callup  of all 
reserves and retired oifficers. 
Israel went on alert this mor­
ning despite Yom Kippur, the 
day of atonement that is the 
Jewish state’s most sacred 
holiday.

Damascus Radio said Syrian 
artillery returned fire along the 
60-mile Golan H eists  line “to 
silence enemy positions.”

Witnesses in Israel said 
Syrian shells were falling near 
Israeli settlements in the oc­
cupied territory.

Damascus broadcasts said 
the fierce air and artillery duels 
along the Golan cease-fire line 
were continuing more than an 
hour after they began, with 
Syrian MIGs battling “ for­
mations of Israeli planes.”

Syria closed its air space to 
all international traffic.

Egypt’s Middle East News 
Agency said formations of 
Israeli jets and motor torpedo 
boats attacked at Sukhna and 
Zafara on the southern end of 
the canal. It gave no details.

Cairo radio called the Israeli 
action “an overt aggression” 
and appealed to the United 
Nations to intercede. It urged 
all Arab countries to “mobilize 
your entire potential to stop 
Israeli aggression and defeat 
it.”

A Palestinian guerrilla com­
munique issued by the Palesti­
nian news agency Wafa also an­
nounced that formations of 
Israeli jets attacked the Ein 
Atta area in eastern Lebanon. 
There was no immediate confir- 
m a t i o n  f r om L e b a n e s e  
authorities.

Cairo airport also was closed 
to all civilian air traffic and 
Egypt’s civil defense corps was 
put on alert “ because our 
forces on the firing line need all 
help possible from the internal 
front.”

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How Manchester Observed its Centennial
The week culminated with 

hundreds of people in a constant 
buzz of activities — pageantry, 
parades, sports, band concert, 
dancing. At the stroke of mid­
night on Saturday, everyone 
joined in singing “Auld Lang 
Syne." And with the playing of 
the “ March of the Wooden 
Sold iers,’ ’ everybody went 
home.

Is this reminiscent of last 
sum m er’s Sesqulcentennial 
Celebration in Manchester?

It happened to be an event of 
another era of such enormity as 
Manchester had never before 
seen .  The  o c c a s i o n  was 
M a n c h e s te r ’s Centennial  
celebration which occurred fif­
ty years ago this week.

Headed by F. H. Anderson, 
chairman, assisted by Austin 
Cheney, F. J .  Bendall and F. H. 
Wall, a week-long calendar of 
events was plann^ to equal no 
other celebration in the town’s 
history.

Probably the high point of the 
Centennial was the Historical 
Pageant presented on Friday 
evening a t the Centennial 
Grounds on E. Center St. with 
1,000 cast members, winding up 
with a two-hour fireworks dis­
play on the grounds.

The pageant, written and 
directed by Leila M. Church, 
w as an e n a c t m e n t  of 
Manchester’s history which 
began as a beggar’s dream in 
Manchester, England, and con­
cluded with the post World War 
I era.

There were Indians, early 
settlers, early industrialists. 
One of the episodes which il­
lustrated the silk industry that 
fulfilled the vision of the old 
town in England, was called 
“Dance of the Butterflies and 
Ske ins ,” with 18 girls as 
butterflies and 66 girls as the 
skeins.

The final episode took on a 
note of patriotism and hope for 
the longevity of the Spirit of 
Manchester with 64 local ser­
vicemen in uniform.

Parade Day on Friday was 
heralded with an opening salute 
of one hundred rounds at 9 that 
morning. One parade wasn’t 
enough for this headline occa­
sion — there were two. The 
Historical Parade, with more 
than 5,000 people and 30 bands, 
marched from Depot Square to 
Charter Oak St. on Friday 
afternoon.

A Mardi Gras Parade which 
attracted people along the way, 
began Saturday night and

proceeded from Main an(F 
Charter Oak St. to Depot 
Square and back again to the 
Center where it disbanded. 
Miss Elsie M. Bengs was Queen 
of the Mardi Gras Parade.

Many of the people didn’t dis­
band very far, for there was 
block dancing on Main St. 
between Locust and Myrtle 
Streets to continuous music fur­
nished by Hatch’s and Colt’s 
bands until midnight, when all 
joined in a grand chorus of 
“Ault Lang Syne,” and then 
broke up for home to the strains 
of the “March of the Wooden 
Soldiers.’’

In te re s t  in spor ts  was 
paramount in 1923 as was 
evidenced in the scheduled 
sports events. There were ten­
nis matches and an eight-mile 
relay race. Bicyclists from 
New England and New York 
State joined local riders in a 
five-lap race of 2214 miles with 
prizes awarded to the first 
three local riders.

But “The Baseball Game,” 
with an introductory exhibition 
of c a v a l r y  r i d in g  and 
horsemanship by Troop B of 
Hartford, was the big event 
between Manch es te r  and 
m em ber s  of the E a s te r n  
League.

Charles P. Hatch conducted 
the “ Mammoth Band Concert” 
at the close of the Historical 
Parade in a combined program 

^bf 600 musicians. Hatch was the 
arranger of all the music to be 
used during the entire Centen­
nial Program. The program 
lists Hatch’s Military Band as 
having a full schedule the final 
weekend of the celebration. The 
band furnished the music for 
the historical pagaent, for the 
ball game, for the Mardi Gras, 
for street dancing, and for a 
Sunday afternoon concert —a 
concert of 100 pieces, featuring 
Vincent C. Buono as trumpet 
soloist. Selections from the 
classics, opera and patrioilc 
a irs were included in the 
program.

Centennial exhibits covered 
the town’s history, industry and 
agriculture at the recreation 
building all week. There were 
21 industries represented in­
cluding Bon Ami and white 
foam amonia. Dogs and cats 
joined bees and honey along 
with the  usual  e x h i b i t s  
representing agriculture.

The pageantry of the town’s 
hisfory could not have been

complete without a representa­
tion of real Indians. An Indian 
Village, located on Midway 
Grounds, was open daily to the 
public and featured ceremonial 
dances, native basket work and 
other handicraft. Members of 
the Passamaquoddy tribe, from 
the reservation at Pleasant 
Point, Maine, occupied the 
village.

The Centennial represen­
tatives were shown the original 
treaty (manuscript) made with 
Chief Neptune, of whom the 
present chief was a descendant, 
in 1793, by the Colonial Govem- 
m e n t .

“So, you’re  in newspaper game.”
A lm ost a ll new spaperm en and 

newspaperwomen have heard this\ 
often in the the course Of their 
careers.

In a'sense,'^ newspapering is a game. 
T h e re  is  c o m p e ti t io n  fo r  th e  
traditional “ scoop” and to be ahead of 
your rivals in the business as well as 
those who practice the profession in 
the other media.

But is is a game that has some tough 
rules which good newspapermen try 
to follow.

Perhaps since this is National 
Newspaper Week, a time traditionally 
devoted to self-adulation, it might be 
better for us in the profession to do a 
little self-evaluation while getting 
those pats on the back.

First, we are committed in the 
game of fairness, not by law, but 
because we believe a free press must 
be a fair press.

Second, we are  committed in this 
game to the pursuit of truth, not that 
all our readers may want it since 
truth can and often is painful, but 
because we need to know the truth in a 
free society.

Third, we are committed to fair 
comment and opinion, not that we

believe our readers cannot think for 
themselves, but because so much of 
our life today rests on opinions and in­
terpretations of issues of the day. By 
presenting on our editorial page a 
diversity of opinions on issues such as 
a nationally known columnist, our 
own staff, and most important of all, 
letters from our readers, we seek to 
stim ulate discussion on the issues of 
the day. Yours is the right to agree or 
disagree. This is what a free country 
and a free press is all about.

And finally, we are committed in 
this game to report not only what you 
may want to read, but often what you 
need and should read. On reporting 
th e  e v e n ts  of th e  d ay  in  th e  
Manchester area, state, nation or the 
world, we must serve up the bitter as 
well as the sweet.

U n le ss  w e, w ho a r e  in  th e  
newspaper game, play that game by 
these basic rules we are not fulfilling 
the theme of National Newspaper 
Week this year.

It is not a slogan, nor is it a com­
mand from a mountain top. It is a 
professional precept to which we sub­
scribe and pledge to fulfill to the best 
of our ability. It is:

The Current Situation In Chile
To the editor:

Estimates run as high as five 
to 20,000 people who have been 
killed by military regime in 
Chile tha t overthrew  the 
democratically elected govern­
ment of Dr. Salvador Allende in 
a recent coup. We sign this 
statement in protest against 
this illegal regime.

The junta which has grabbed 
power in Chile has declared war 
on the Constitution of the 
Chilean Republic, disbanded 
Congress, disrespected the 
rights of at least 10,000 exiles 
who had sought political asylum 
in Chile, and held as prisoner 
countless persons without 
benefit of tr ia l or formal 
charges. F u r th e r , it has 
declared political parties il­
legal, and has officially dis­
banded the C.U.T., Chile’s cen­
tral labor federation. In short, 
it has unleashed a campaign of 
repression and terror designed 
to stifle every whisper of 
protest or ^e^istance.

We protest the fact that for 
three years our government, 
responding to the demands of 
some of the largest cor­
porations in the country — ITT, 
Kennecott, Anaconda —, has 
practiced a policy of isolation, 
blockade and disruption of the 
Chilean economy. At the same 
time, our government provided 
full support to the Chilean 
military, which has now over­
turned the constitutional and 
legitimate government it had 
pledged to defend. Now the U.S. 
has extended full diplomatic 
recognition to this illegal and 
undemocratic clique.

We condemn the coup in Chile 
and the junta exercising power 
there so brutally.

We condemn our own govern­
ment for condoning this action 
and supporting the military 
regime.

We call upon the United 
Nations to intercede on behalf 
of all persons endangered by 
the regime in Chile.

We c a l l  upon the  
governments of the Latin 
American continent to offer full 
asylum to all persons seeking 
refuge from Chile.

We appeal to the Congress of 
the United States to use every 
m eans a t its disposal to 
repudiate the military junta ; to 
assure the safety of foreign 
exiles residing in Chile; to 
re fu se  a ll econom ic and 
m ilitary  assistance appr- 
priations; and to investigate 
charges of U.S. involvement in 
the coup.

We ask that all nations, all 
people, all communities and all 
individuals, acting in as many 
ways possible, demonstrate 
their firm repudiation of the 
military regime in Chile.

Association, displayed great 
concern about the fate of 
Cheney Hall. The mayor ap­
pointed a committee to explore 
the possibility of preserving the 
hall. I was appointed chairman 
of the committee and it is as 
chairman that I have acted.

The committee to preserve 

Cheney Hall is presently in the

process of determining the cost 
of renovation. In order to do 
this it is necessary to draw up 
plans, which is being done by a 
local architect who volunteered 
his services, and a local con­
tractor who has undertaken to 
obtain actual bids for the work 
to be done. It is not known at 
this time what the cost of 
renovating will be and whether 
the committee will be able to 
raise the necessary funds.

The present plan of the com­
m ittee  for financing  the 
purchase and renovation is to 
raise money by a mortgage to 
be paid off from funds received 
from the lease with Community 
College.

Snead Still No. 1 
With Giant Coach

NEW HAVEN (AP) -  New York 
Giants Coach Alex Webster is ig­
noring critics who have been lam­
basting his decision to stick with 
Norm Snead.

“He’s still my No. 1 quarterback,” 
Webster said as the Giants prepared for 
Sunday’s National Football League game 
against the Green Bay Packers,

“You can’t blame the quarterback for 
what happened last Sunday as much as you 
can blame everyone around him ,” 
W ebster sa id . ” We had m issed  
assignments, wrong pass routes and the 
blocking broke down.”

What happened last Sunday is that the 
Giants’ record tumbled to 1-1-1 with a 12- 
10 loss to the Browns in Cleveland. New 
York had swept through its exhibition 
games, winning all six, and were rated a 
serious preseason contender for the 
National Conference’s East Division 
title-or at least the NFC’s “wild card” 
playoff berth.

But after season-opening victory against 
hapless Houston, the Giants were stung by 
Philadelphia, held to a 23-23 tie by the 
Eagles in the last NFL game at Yankee 
Stadium, which is now undergoing major 
renovation.

New York is making its regular-season 
debut at Yale Bowl, its home away from

home until the Giants’ stadium in New 
Jersey is completed. They’ll play their 
home games at Yale for the rest of this 
season and all of 1974.

Snead, who connected on nine of 19 pass 
attempts for 82 yards against the Browns, 
is partially hobbled by a knee injury but 
Webster insists “it’s a condition he’s had 
right along.” Meanwhile, Giants’ fans are 
clamoring for a change, demanding that 
backup quarterback Randy Johnson, a less 
conservative play-caller, be given a shot 
at the starting job.

Snead’s ineffectiveness last Sunday is 
the least of the Giants’ woes.

Webster says there is only a 50-50 
chance that running back Ron Johnson, 
who missed all of the action against the 
Browns, and tight end Bob ’Tucker, who 
sat out most of the game, would be able to 
play against the Packers. Johnson has suf­
fered a hematoma in his calf while ’Tucker' 
is nursing a severely bruised big toe.

“I’d say Tucker has a better chance of 
making it than Ron,” Webster said.

The Packers are weak at the quarter­
back spot, having scored only three 
touchdowns while compiling a 1-1-1 
record. In last weekend’s 11-3 loss to 
Minnesota, Jim Dei Gaizo hit on four of 4 
passes for 36 yards and Scott Hunter was 
three of six for 44 yards in relief.

York said Israeli Foreign 
Minister Abba Eban filled in 
Secretary of State Henry A. 
Kissinger on the fighting. 
Kissinger was in New York for 
a round of talks with foreign 
ministers on hand for the U.N. 
General Assembly. One of his 
chief goals was to make con­
tacts with a view to a Middle 
East peace settlement.

P re m ie r  Golda M e ir’s 
cabinet met in emergency ses­
sion shortly before the fighting 
erupted and a communique said 
the government had taken 
special powers to "issue 
emergency orders.’’

Defense Minister Moshe 
Dayan told the cabinet that 
Arab troops were building up 
along the Syrian and Egyptian 
fronts "with aggressive inten­
tions,’’ a spokesman said.

The first inkling of possible 
trouble came Sept. 26, when 
D ayan  v is i te d  Je w s ish  
settlements on the occupied 
Golan Heights and warned that 
"across the Syrian border there 
are hundreds of tanks and hun­
dreds of artillery barrels in 
operative range.”

He charged that Syria had in­
stalled "anti-aircraft missile 
layouts approaching in density 
those of the Egyptians on the

Suez Canal.” He blamed the 
Soviets for the arms buildup in 
Syria.

D ayan sa id  I s r a e l i  
s e t t l e m e n ts  m u st be 
strengthened against the 

.threat.
E arlier, Lt. Gen. David 

Elazar, the Israeli chief of 
staff, warned Syria not to per­
mit Arab guerrillas to resume 
activities along the Golan 
Heights,

Elazar’s warning came two 
days after a Sept. 13 dogfight 
between Israeli and Syrian jets 
above the Mediterranean. The 
Israelis claimed they knocked 
down 13 Syrian MIG21 fighters 
while losing one. The Syrians 
claimed shooting down five 
Israeli fighters against a loss of 
eight.

Some observers believed

today’s military action by the 
Israelis was designed to "bring 
the Arabs to their senses by 
pointing out Israel was very 
much in the military picture 
and don’t go too far.”

Military sources pointed out 
that Syria helped spark the 1967 
Middle East war by claiming 
Israel was planning an immi­
nent invasion designed to cap­
ture Damascus.

These sources also said, 
"Damascus wants to get in the 
last word as usual. The Syrians 
still can’t forget the humiliation 
of losing 13 planes to the 
Israelis in one day.”

Helping fortify Damascus’ 
position was its recent peace 
pact with Jordan and the 
negotiations to reactivate the 
so-calied eastern front against 
Israel, the sources said.

Fever Cases 
Reported

HARTFORD (AP) -  Two 
Connecticut toursists who 
visited Italy have come down 
with typhoid fever, according to 
the State Health Department.

One was a 16-year-old Hart­
ford boy and the other a 22- 
year-old Mansfield woman, and 
both returned from Italy last 
month.

The Health Department says 
these are the first two typhoid 
cases of 1973. Last year, there 
were three cases reported.

There have been h  cases of 
typhoid in the state during the 
past decade. Adequate treat­
ment is available for most vic­
tims of the disease, which can 
be combatted with anti-biotics.

Im m u n iz a tio n  is a lso  
available for travelers.

'Typhoid is sprbad by con­
taminated food and water.

The s ta te  m a in ta in s a 
registry of all typhoid carriers, 
who are  prohibited from 
holding jobs that* involve 
handling food.

... did not vote against South 
Africa.”

A frican bloc has moved 
sim ilarly  to re je c t South 
African credentials. But the 
motion has been made late in 
the session, after the foreign 
minister’s speech, and served 
purely as a rebuff.

Thomas Carruthers, Vernon 
businessman, has accepted the 
offer of the Town Council to sell 
him 10 acres of land In the town 
Industrial Park at $3,000 an 
acre, $1,000 more an acre than 
he originally offered.

Carruthers, who is former 
Republican Town Chairman 
and Is now serving as senator 
from the 3Sth District, made 
the announcement of his deci­
sion at a press conference 
Friday afternoon.

Carruthers wants the laiid to 
build an ice facility. A com­
mittee appointed by Mayor 
Frank McCoy has been studying 
the feasibility of the town 
building a similar operation but 
several members of the council 
felt the taxpayers would not 
support it at this time.

An offer to buy the same land, 
at a price of $3,500 an acre, was 
made by local contractor David 
Webster. The council met 
Wednesday night and in a 7-2 
vote with one abstention, 
agreed to make Carruthers the 
offer to buy the land at the $3,- 
000 price.

In announcing that he would 
sign  th e  op tion  to  buy, 
Carruthers said, "However, I 
will walk the other mile, turn 
the other cheek, and allow the 
town to investigate Webster’s 
offer. Should the town, within 
30-60 days, determine that the 
offer is more beneficial to the 
town, I will release the town 
from the option and the town 
can withdraw from the agree­
ment with me.”

Carruthers said when he 
o r ig in a l ly  e n te r e d  in to  
negotiations with the town he 
did so as a builder developer, 
"not as Senator Carruthers.” 
He said he has seriously and 
earnestly tried to keep the 
whole thing out of politics.

He added, "Apparently with 
the town election at hand the 
temptation was too great for 
some people not to drag into the 
political arena, what was pure­
ly a business proposition.”

The two dissenting votes at 
Wednesday’s meeting came 
from two of the four Democrats 
on the council, Thomas Benoit 
and Peter Humphry. The other 
two Democrats declined voting. 
Thomas Wolff, who was not 
present at the meeting, said 
Monday that he would have a 
conflict of interest because he 
owned land nearby. Robert 
Houley said he had a conflict of 
interest too. Houley made the 
original proposal asking the 
council to consider building a 
town ice facility.

Carruthers expres$SQ con­
cern that the vote on the 
proposal was not unanimous 
"and with the political division 
reflected by the vote.” He said 
the Democratic members of the 
c o u n c il  a c c u s e d  th e  
Republicans with being on the 
phone with him (Carruthers) 
during the course of the special 
meeting, Wednesday.

He termed the accusation as 
being stupid and "a very ob­
vious attempt to turn what was 
a legitimate business proposi­
tion into a political mess.”

He said he did not object to that 
because it was hop^ it would 
seed the park but this has not 
happened.

Carruthers said had he not 
accepted the town’s proposal. 
The taxpayers would, in his opi­
nion, be the losers, plus the peo­
ple who desperately want a 
recreation facility as he has 
proposed.

In repeating he will accept 
the offer, Carruthers said he 
will also adhere to all of the 
stipulations it carries. He said, 
however, after Nov. 15, he will 
ask the new council to recon­
sider the restrictive covenants 
even though he is bound to the 
original agreement.

’The offer carried with it a 30- 
year covenant that the land 
could be used for nothing else 
but recreational purposes. 
Carruthers said he spoke with 
bank officials yesterday mor­
ning and they indicated it would 
probably be impossible to get 
financing under such an agree­
ment.

Noting that his original plans 
called for fall construction of 
the ice facility, Carruthers said 
this plan has been set back due 
to the lateness of the town’s 
decision. “A decision forced by 
politics — Republicans who 
were afraid to act for fear of 
criticism at election time — 
Democrats who played politics 
with this from the very begin­
ning,” Carruthers said.

“After careful analysis, I see 
another decision that was 
forced, and I think clearly put 
on the line for this election and 
that is, should private capital or 
taxes be used to pay for a 
recreational facility such as 
this,” Carruthers added.

“I think every voter should 
ask every candidate running for. 
office this November, where he 
stands on that proposition and 
then vote a c c o rd in g ly ,’’ 
Carruthers advised.

The initial step of Carruthers 
plan calls for construction of an 
indoor hockey facility in a 
building to be about 250 by 120 
feet. He said he feels hockey 
teams will usurp all of the 
available time, but should there 
be time left over then the rink 
could be used for figure skating.

The next phase calls for con­
struction of another building to 
house a jogging track, handbaii 
court and other such indoor 
sports facilities. A second ice 
rink may be constructed in the 
future, depending upon the de­
mand, Carruthers explained.

He said he has already been 
c o n ta c te d  by a n o th e r  
businessman who is interested 
in leasing a parcel of the land to 
construct a roller skating rink, 
but there is nothing definite yet 
on this.

‘We Were There Before’

Renewed War Stuns 
Jewish Community

There was consternation and 
dismay among Manchester 
Jews attending Yom Kipper 
Services Saturday at Temple 
Beth Sholom.

They were stunned by the 
news of the fighting on Israel’s 
shores. There was a sense of 
trepidation and a feeling of 
helplessness.

Reports of the fighting were 
meager, and as they filtered 
into the sanctuary they were 
whispered from ear-to-ear, 
person-to-person, row-to-row. 
Periodically, Rabbi Leon Wind 
announced from the pulpit what 
little word he had.

Yom Kippuer, which began at 
sundown Friday and ended at 
sundown Saturday, is the most 
sacred day in the Hebrew calen­
dar. It is the Day of Atonement, 
when Jews all over the world 
ask God to wipe the book clean 
of their sins and transgressions 
the past year.

It is the day when the 
worshippers eulogize Jewish 
m a r ty r s ,  rem e m b e r (he 
destruction of the Temple in 
I s r a e l ,  m e m o ra liz e  a ll 
atrocjties against the Jews, and 
rally those in the Diaspora to 
the support of the State of 
Israel.

It was a very emotional ser­
vice Saturday at Temple Beth 
Sholom. Once again, in their 
5734-year history, world Jews 
were facing the danger of losing 
their homeland.

There was the recurring 
thought, “ We’ve been there 
before.”

Drawn to the Temple by the 
instinctive sense of crisis and 
the need fpr assembly, for 
prayer and for togetherness.

the Jews of Manchester filled 
almost every seat in the Sanc­
tuary and auditorium.

Yom Klppur is marked by a 
24-hour of fasting, as set down 
in the Old Testament Book of 
Leviticus, chapter 23, verse 
2629:

“And the Lord said to Moses, 
‘On the tenth day of this month 
is the day of atonement; it shall 
be for you a time of holy con­
vocation, and you shall afflict 
yourself and present an offering 
by fire to the Lord, And you 
shall do no work on the same 
day; for it is a day of atone­
ment, to make atonement for 
you before the Lord your God. 
For whomever is not afflicted 
on this same day shall be cut off 
his his people.’”

' Ziegler, conducting his first 
press briefing in weeks, said 
Kissinger has been in close 
to u c h  w ith  th e  fo re ig n  
ministers of Egypt and Israel. 
Ziegler expressed the view that 
these contacts “perhaps give us 
a b e tte r opportunity’’ to 
promote an end to the fighting 
than was possible during the 
six-day Arab-Israeli war in 
1967.

Ziegler said Kissinger has 
been in close touch with “all 
parties who have an interest in 
the area.” He said the meetings 
included an unannounced 
meeting Saturday night with 
Huang Chen, head of Com­
munist Qiina’s liaison office in 
Washington.

The press secretary said the 
U.S. objective is an end to the 
fighting followed by a search 
for an over-all Middle East 
settlement.

Because of the new Arab- 
Israeli conflict, Ziegler said 
Nixon is canceling plans to fly 
to Carthage, Tenn., Saturday to 
dedicate a dam named for 
former Secretary of State 
Cordell Hull.

Asked if the United States felt 
the Soviet Union was prepared 
to urge restraint by its Arab 
allies as a result of the Nixon- 
Brezhnev exchanges, Ziegler 
said, “I don’t think now is the 
time to characterize the at­
titude” of any other nation.

Ziegler said he could not get 
into details of Nixon’s exchange 
with Brezhnev.

"It’s a serious situation ... 
and we are doing everything we 
can on the diplomatic side,” 
Ziegler said.

When a reporter asked if 
Nixon’s cancellation of the 
planned trip to Tennessee 
r e f le c te d  - p r e s id e n t i a l  
pessimism over prospects for 
an early end to the fighting, 
Ziegler said he would not 
predict developments in the 
United Nations or on the 
battlefronts.

Israel Claims 
Turning Point 
Near At Hand

Israel said Syrian forces were “ in full retreat” from the 

Golan Heights toward Damascus today, but Syria said its 
troops had repulsed the Israelis and Egypt claimed it total­
ly controlled the east bank of the Suez Canal.

The Israeli state radio said Israeli troops and armor pur­
sued the retreating Syrians. The broadcast said Syrian 
soldiers were running away on foot and that Syrian 
columns began withdrawing toward Damascus, less than 
40 miles from the battle lines.

Nixon transmitted a message 
to Brezhnev Sunday before 
leaving Key Biscayne, Fla., 
Ziegler said, and Brezhnev’s 
response was received after the 
President returned to the White 
House la te  Sunday night. 
Ziegler indicated only two 
messages — one in each direc­
tion — were involved.

He said Nixon had not been in 
personal contact with any other 
world leader except Brezhnev.

Earlier in the day, Nixon had 
told newsmen that he wants to 
avoid “any grandstand play” in 
the Middle East situation.

Nixon interrupted a morning 
meeting in his Oval Office with 
Kissinger to chat briefly with 
newsmen about the Middle East 
situation. y

Kissinger, invited to say a 
few words by Nixon, said he had 
been in close contact with other 
members of the Security Coun­
cil and that "our intention is to 
move fo rw ard  w ith the 
broadest possible support.”

Nixon ordered Kissinger on 
Sunday to call for a convening 
of the 15-nation council shortly 
before the chief executive ieft 
Florida to return to the White 
House.

Soviet 
Sympathy 
With Arabs

MOSCOW (AP) -  Soviet 
Communist party leader Leonid 
I. Brezhnev said today Israel is 
the aggressor in the Middle 
East war and that Soviet sym­
pathies are on the side of the 
Arabs.

He said the Soviet Union is 
prepared to make its contribu­
tion toward ensuring a fair and 
stable peace in the Middle East.

Brezhnev referred to the 
Mideast situation at a luncheon 
at the Kremlin for visiting 
Japanese Prim e M inister 
Kakuei Tanaka, the official 
news agency Ttfss said.

"What is tjking place there is 
a battle between srael’ the 
aggressor, and Egypt and 
Syria, the victims of aggres­
sion, which want to liberate 
their land,” Brezhnev said. 
"Naturally, all our sympathies 
are on the side of the victims of 
aggre-ssion.”

Egypt, meanwhile, said its 
tanks punched deeper into the 
S inai under cover from  
warplanes knocking out vital 
Israeli defenses. Israel said its 
forces were on the offensive 
and had destroyed all bridges 
across the Suez Canal, trapping 
Egyptian troops in the desert 
without supplies.

In Washington, President 
Nixon said the United States 
seeks support in the U.N. 
Security Council for a position 
"we hope and believe will be 
effective,” but gave no indica­
tion as to the nature of the 
Mideast proposal the United 
States will present to the coun­
cil.

The Israeli state radio’s 
authoritative commentator, 
Maj. Gen. Haim Herzog, said 
Israeli tanks were slashing 
toward the canal with fresh 
crews and said Israel was near 
a “dramatic turning point” in 
the three-day-old war.

But an Egyptian communique 
broadcast by Cairo radio said 
the Israeli attempt to destroy 
cross-canal pontoon assault 
bridges had failed and Egyptian 
jets were blasting Israeli air­
fields in support of advancing 
Egyptian armor.

A communique from the 
Syrian military command also 
reported heavy fighting on the 
other major front, the Golan 
H e ig h ts  n e a r  I s r a e l ’s 
northeastern border with'Syria. 
The Damascus broadcast 
claimed Syrian jets backing 
ground troops in the heights 
knocked down 32 more Israeli 
fighters.

That brought the kill count 
; claimed by Syria and Egypt to 
more than a fourth of Israel’s 
480-plane air force. The Tel 
Aviv command has kept silent 
but declared it had command of 
the skies on both fronts.

In a reflection of tension 
brewed by the new war. South 
Yemeni air force MIGs forced 
down a B ritish Overseas 
Airways 747 jumbo jet and held 
it in Aden for nearly three 
hours.

The craft was carrying 268 
passen g ers  and 19 crew 
members. Sources with the air­
line said it was allowed to take 
off for Nairobi, its original 
destination, without harm to 
those aboard. They attributed 
the grounding to a mixup over 
permission to fly over South 
Yemen, located at the southern 
end of the Arabian peninsula.

The communique from Cairo 
said the Egyptian jets struck 
Israeli air installations at 
Mileiz and Bir Tamada as well 
as missile and radar stations in 
the Sinai, which was seized 
from Egypt during Israel’s 
lightning victory in 1967.

S a tu rd ay ’s outbreak  of 
hostilities marked the first 
major Egyptian crossing of the 
waterway since the Israelis oc­
cupied it.

The Egyptians claimed the 
Israelis were suffering heavy 
losses in men, aircraft, missiles 
and armor. They claimed their 
forces "totally control” the 
eastern bank of the 103-mile- 
long canal.

The Israeli sta te  radio 
reported that Israelis were still 
fighting Egyptian commandos 
who attacked Sharm el-Sheik on 
the southern tip of the Sinai 
peninsula on the opening day of 
the war.

But Herzog said the deepest 
Egyptian penetration into the 
occupied Sinai was five miles. 
He claimed Egyptian units 
were aware their retreat had 
been cut off by destruction of 
the bridges "and their morale 
is not so good.”

I s r a e l i  m i l i ta r y  co m ­
muniques said that a fte r 
fighting a holding action Satur­
day and Sunday while reserves 
were mobilized, Israel sent its 
warplanes deep into Egypt and 
Syria and pushed back Syrian 
attackers in the Golan Heights.

Herzog said Syria and Egypt 
had lost a total of 90 planes a ^  
helicopters.

"We have started our ad­
vance,” said Maj. Gen. Yitzhak 
Hofi, commander of Israel’s 
northern front.

In a possible sign the Golan 
battle was tipping Israel’s way, 
Yofi announc^ that women and 
children could return to their 
settlements in the heights. They 
had been evacuated Saturday at 
the outbreak of hostilities.

A communique reported 
heavy losses and damage in­
flicted on the Syrians. The 
Israeli command said the Egyp­
tians sent “a large number” of 
planes on bombing missions 
deep in the Sinai desert, and 
five of them were brought down 
in dogfights or by ground fire.

The Israeli radio said furious 
air battles raged over both the 
Egyptian and Syrian fronts and 
claimed they were the first 
such aerial actions of the new 
war.
