In Weapons Fund Bill

Conferees Drop 
Specific Troop 
Cut Provision

WASHINGTON (AP) — Senate-House conferees have 
dropped specific overseas troop reductions from a $21.3- 
billion compromise weapons authorization bill.

A Senate-approved amendment to reduce overseas 
forces by 40,000 by next June 30 and by 110,000 by Dec. 31, 
1975, was eliminated from the final version of the annual 
m ilitary procurement legislation.

Retained was a provision
requiring reductions in U.S. 
forces in Europe by the percen­
tages, if any, by which U.S. 
NATO allies fail to offset 
balance of .payments trade 
deficits with the United States.

’The bill now goes back to both 
houses for final action on the 
compromise.

The bill’s $21.3 billion total is 
only $600 million less than 
requested in President Nixon’s 
budget for weapons systems 
research, development and 
procurement.

It provides $1.1 billion for 
niilitary aid to non-U.S. forces 
in South Vietnam and Laos, and 
bans any aid to North Vietnam.

In setting the annual military 
manpower ceiling, the bill 
would require by June 30,1974, 
cutting 43,000 men from the 2,- 
233,000 budgeted overall active 
strength of the armed services. 
The Senate earlier had voted 
for a 156,100-man cut; the 
House had proposed a 13,000 
reduction.

In major weapons decisions, 
the conference committee:

—Restored $75 million of the 
$100 million cut by the Senate 
from the adm inistration’s 
$473.5 million research and 
development request for the B1 
bomber.

—Restored $330 million cut by 
the House from a $918.5 million 
procurement request for the 
F15 fighter.

—Restored $29.3 million cut 
by the Senate from advance 
procurement authorization for 
the Navy’s sea control ships.

—Approved a $70.1 million 
Senate authorization for ad­
ditional procurement of the A70 
attack plane.

—Denied $30 million in 
procurement authorization for 
the AlO attack plane and in­
creased research authorization 
by $15 million.

But a source in the Texas con­
gressional delegation said he 
would not be the nominee.

Connally himself was in 
Texas and unavailable for com­
ment. His Houston office would 
not discuss the reports.

There also was speculation 
about House Republican Leader 
(Jerald R. Ford of Michigan as 
a possible choice.

A 19-year-old East Hartford 

youth — Paul A. Guest of 35 
Janet Dr. — is being held in lieu 
of a $10,000 bond on charges 
stemming from two burglaries 
in Manchester earlier this year.

Manchester Police detec­
tives, in contact with law en­
fo rcem ent a u th o ritie s  in 
California, have discovered 
Guest is wanted in that state in 
connection with an attempted 
burglary in which his compa­
nion was shot and killed.

Guest was apprehended- 
Thursday by East Hartford 
Police and turned over to 
Manchester Police who, armed 
with Circuit Ck)urt 12 arrest 
warrants, charged him with 
two counts of third-degree 
burglary.

Local police had been notified 
Wednesday, via a teletype 
message from the San Bernar­

dino County Sheriff’s Depart­
ment in California, that Guest 
was being sought in connection 
with the Oct. 7 attempted 
burglary of a supermarket in 
Adelanto, Calif.

In that burglary attempt, ac­
cording to the teletype, Ronald 
W. Oney, 25, of Tucson, Ariz., 
was shot and killed by the 
supermarket owner, who sur­
prised the burglars.

Oney was also wanted in 
Manchester in connection with 
three breaks earlier this year, 
police said.

It is expected that California 
authorities will seek extradition 
of Guest after the local charges 
are disposed of.

Guest was held overnight in 
lieu of bond and was to be 
arraigned in Circuit Court 12 at 
East Hartford today.

Israelis
Reoccupy
Heights

By The Associated Press
Israel claimed its tank forces 

backed by warplanes smashed 
forward inside Syria today as 
Jewish civilians reoccupied all 
but one of their settlements in 
the war-pocked Golan Heights.

The Egyptian command 
reported its ^viet-supplied jets 
blasted two Israeli command 
posts and two radar stations in 
the Sinai while Egyptian naval 
forces in the Gulf of Suez 
destroyed an entire Israeli 
notilla.

Neither side reported heavy 
tank action in the Sinai Desert 
but Israel said artillery duels 
resum ed a t dawn. Egypt 
claimed its forces were digging 
in to stay on the eastern bank of 
the Suez Canal.

Syrian communiques claimed 
fierce tank battles raged “along 
the entire front line” but did not 
pinpoint where the battles were 
taking place. Israel claimed 
Thursday night its forces had 
punched six miles beyond the 
cease-fire lines, drawn when 
Israel seized the Golan Heights 
in the 1967 war, and were 
battling down the road to 
Damascus.

Damascus reported Israeli 
jets were strafing and bombing 
deep in Syria and claimed a 
dozen raiding warplanes were 
shot down in the Damascus 
area alone. Intelligence sources 
in Washington expressed belief 
that the Syrian kill claims were 
bloated.

The Israeli s ta te  radio 
reported that civilians returned 
to  26 of th e  27 Golan 
settlements evacuated when 
hostilities erupted Saturday in 
the 1,250 square-mile area in 
Israel’s northeast corner.

The tank forces were “con­
tinuing to smash their way 
forward,” the broadcast said, 
without saying how far they had 
advanced.

But Sen. Hugh Scott of Penn­
sylvania, the Senate Republican 
leader, shook his tuwt .in Uw 
negative when asked whethw 
Ford had been selected.

The President secluded 
himself overnight at his moun- 
taintop retreat to sift through 
the secret recommendations of 
Republican leaders, then 
returned on short notice to the 
White House.

A spokesman who disclosed 
the President’s helicopter 
return to the White House said 
Nixon had not conferred with 
anyone during his 14-hour stay 
at Camp David.

From all indications, the 
names of John B. Connally, 
Nelson A. Rockefeller and 
Ronald Reagan still rank high 
on Nixon’s list. But sources 
familiar with the President’s 
thinking cautioned against 
focusing exclusively on these 
three names — a possible sign 
that the President is con­
sidering a surprise choice from 
the steadily growing list of 
long-shot possibilities.

Though Connally’s stock with 
Nixon is unquestioned, there 
are growing signs that the 
former Democrat and Texas 
governor could face a long and 
troublesome confirmation by 
Congress.

Manchester’s Advisory Com­
mittee on Environmental Im­
pac t  una nim ous ly  voted 
Thursday night to recommend 
appointment of the town’s 
Conservation Commission as 
the l(>cal agency to administer 
the state Inland Wetlands and 
Water Courses Act.

The advisory committee also 
decided to include In its 
recommendation to the Board 
of Directors that the Conserva­
tion Commission be provided 
with an “administrative aide" 
to assist the commission; and 
that the town planner and the 
administrative aide be made 
“ex-officio members” of the 
commission, without vote.

Adv is o ry  c o m m i t t e e  
members agreed that an ad­
ministrative aide — a town 
employe — would be needed to 
handle the daily “public con-

tact” work of a wetlands agen­
cy.

Members also agreed that the 
town planner, who provides 
similar assistance to the town’s 
Planning and Zoning Commis­
sion and Zoning Board of 
Appeals, should attend Conser­
vation Commission meetings to 
coordinate wetlands act im­
plementation with planning and 
zoning actions.

Adv is o ry  c o m m i t t e e  
members, in recommending ap­
pointment of the Conservation 
Commission as the local 
wetlands agency, rejected 
proposals to create a “hybrid 
agency” consisting of members 
of both the Conservation Com­
mission and the Planning and 
Zoning Commission.

Town Planner J. Ei;ic Potter, 
advisory committee chairman, 
said that the local wetlands 
agency, regard less of its 
makeup, would have to seek 
outside assistance in implemen­

ting the wetlands act. Potter, 
favoring appointment of the 
Conservation Commission, said 
Conservation Commission 
members “are dedicated” and 
“they meet regularly.”

The hard part of the local 
wetlands agency’s job, com­
mittee members agreed, would 
be initial preparation of a 
precise map of Manchester’s 
wetlands and water courses and 
promulgation of regulations 
governing such areas.

Ronald Kraatz, the town’s en­
vironmental services officer, 
said mapping the wetlands 
would be complicated and 
expensive, unless Manchester 
adopted a less-than-precise 
map provided by the Connec­
t icut  Depar tment of En­
vironmental Protection (DEP).

Atty. John FitzGerald said 
the small-scale DEP map 
wouldn’t suffice, and that the 
town must recognize that there 
would be a cost involved in

preparing a precise map.
Potter said consultants would 

be needed to prepare the map, 
considered an essential part of 
accurate implementation of the 
wet lands act.  But Town 
Manager Robert Weiss, sitting 
in for part of Thursday night's 
meeting, said consultants 
would be too expensive and that 
preparation of a map could be 
accomplished, probably a little 
slower, by town employes.

D is c u s s in g  s t a f f i n g  
requirements for the local 
we t lands  agency ,  Weiss 
suggested that the environmen­
tal services officer could assist 
in local implementation of the 
wetlands act.

Advisory  c o m m i t t e e  
members agreed that once the 
m ap is p r e p a r e d  and 
regulations written, the local 
wetlands agency wouldn’t be 
overworked and probably could 
survive with a part-time ad­
ministrative aide.

The Conservation Commis­
sion could handle the job. 
Conservation Commission 
Chairman Theresa Parla said, 
if it had an aide. She added that 
she didn’t think implementation 
of the wetlands act would take 
all of her commission’s time.

The advisory comthittee’s 
Thursday night vote was on a 
motion made by FitzGerald and 
seconded by Joseph Swensson. 
The unanimous vote crossed 
both political party lines and 
"co mmiss ion  l i n e s ”  — 

FitzGerald, a Democrat, is a 
member of the Conservation 
Commission and Swensson, a 
Republican, is a member of the 
Planning and Zoning Commis­
sion.

Oil Recovery Machine
As the energy crisis continues — and 

it may for some years — the search 
for new energy sources will 
accelerate. Attention will inevitably 
turn to known energy sources which 
are not being used.

Offshore oil deposits will be among 
the most tempting. Their develop­
ment has been hindered somewhat by 
the fear of environmentalists that 
spills or “blow-outs” might have a 
very adverse effect on the ecology of 
the sea and nearby beaches and 
lagoons which are breeding places for 
wildlife.

One of the most notable of these was 
the oil spill off of Santa Barbara, 
Calif., several years ago which fouled 
the channel there and deposited oil 
along the beaches, killing much sea 
life and wild fowl.

There have been other such dis­
asters including the massive spill off 
the coast of England when the toirey 
Canyon tanker grounded. Pipelines, 
too, have ruptured spilling oil.

The fear of oil spills from offshore 
drilling may be lessened somewhat by 
a U.S. Coast Guard oil-spill cleanup 
machine which is presently un­
dergoing tests in San FYancisco Bay 
and outside the Golden Gate.

The prototype oil recovery machine 
was built by the Lockheed Missiles 
and Space Co. It has the great virtue 
that it is transportable by air and 
hence can be rushed to any scene of oil 
spillage off the coastal United States 
very quickly.

The machine is rated at recovery of 
60,(KX) gallons of oil per hour. And in

tests it has performed close to this 
rating.

In case of a spill, which is contained 
within a log boom or other containing 
float, the machine can work within 
the enclosure,'seeping up oil before it 
has the opportunity to escape.

The machine can be towed by Coast 
Guard cutter to the scene of apills and 
can be operated by itself or from a 
nearby tender through an “umbilical” 
line, containing all controls.

Oil which is swept up can then be 
pumped to nearby tankers and 
transported to shore storage facilities 
for future use.

The machine looks somewhat like a 
paddlewheel boat, with a four-foot 
diameter rotating drum with vanes. 
The drum rotates and the vanes pick 
up the oil which is then wiped from 
the vanes and hence pumped to 
storage vessels and shoreside tanks.

Tests of the machine will be 
watched very closely by oil producers 
and ecologists alike. If it performs up 
to specifications it may open off-shore 
sites to oil production.

Tanker spills could also be swept up 
by the machine. This might obviate 
one of the principal objections to an 
oil storage depot and refinery in 
Maine to supply 'oil-hungry New 
England more directly than is now 
possible.

Perhaps an efficient sweeping 
machine may provide an effective 
compromise between an economy 
very short of oil and the fears of en­
vironmentalists of damage from this 
type of oil producing operation.

Our Air Force Bombs Again
While our attention has been

Since then, of course, the 
General’s been winning the war 
hand over fist. Not once, for 
some reason, has he asked us to 
send our bombers back. What 
be asked instead was that we 
kindly airm ail him the $1 
million a day our bombing had 

J>een costing us.
Naturally, all this has caused 

consternation in Washington. 
The President still wants to 
know how be can achieve peace 
with honor if Congress won’t let 
him bomb anyb^y. ’The Air

Force is working on a new 
manual, “Defeat Through Air 
Power.” And hardest hit has 
been the Bureau of War Per­
mits in the basement of the 
State Department.

Actually, the Bureau hasn’t 
had a custom er in many 
months. American aid not being 
what it used to be. So Bureau 
Chief Homer T. Pettibone was 
happily surprised to look up and 
find the hereditary Ratt of 
Phynkia standing at the wicket.

"You wish to apply for a War 
Permit?” asked Mr. Pettibone, 
rubbing his hands.

Shuns Reality
WASHINGTON -  On foreign 

aid. Congress continues to shun 
reality. It still refuses to give 
even a courtesy hearing to 
Arkansas Sen. Bill Fulbright, a 
man with an idea whose time 
came years ago.

For more than a decade 
Fulbirhgt has been arguing 
against bi-lateral, or country- 
to-country, aid on the grounds it 
is a Cold War re lic  and 
notoriously inefficient. With 
steelly logic, Fulbright has 
cam paigned for a system  
whereby the “have” countries 
get together and jointly con­
tribute financial assistance to 
the “have-nots.” The Senate 
snubbed him again the other 
day in passing a $1.2-billion 
foreign economic aid bill.

It is hard to understand why 
even those knuckleheads who 
still believe Uncle Sam should 
save the world are not moved 
by Fulright’s aging proposal, 
especially this year. Never 
before has the United States 
been under such serious 
economic pressure from our 
foreign friends and enemies. 
Quite literally, the United 
States no longer can afford to 
keep sending dollars to the so- 
called underdeveloped coun­
tries — some of which use the 
dough to develop the bank ac­
counts of their rulers and kin­
folks thereof.

But since foreign aid has 
become as much of a fixture as 
the Washington Monument and 
four-letter words, in print, why 
not make it an international 
project? Almost every other 
country in the world is now 
throwing its weight around to 
squeeze the American dollar by 
currently manipulations, oil 
politics and anti-U.S. votes in 
the United Nations. If they’ve 
gotten all that big, they should

be yearning to increase their in­
ternational influence by helping 
to play Santa Claus.

A multilateral assistance 
program would put an end to 
charges, some of them founded, 
that Uncle Sam uses foreign aid 
to  sh o re  up f r ie n d ly  
governments and buy their 
cooperation against the Soviet 
Union and other nations with 
whom the U.S. does not always 
use eye-to-eye. If, as President 
Nixon claims, we are ap­
proaching detente with both 
Russia and Red China, there is 
less need to keep foreip aid in 
our weapons arsenal.

Besides, an international

foreign aid consortium would 
give the Soviets and Red 
Chinese an opportunity to lend 
credibility to the claim that 
their role is to play beneficent 
Big Brother to the world’s poor. 
France could s ta rt giving 
money instead of advice, and 
Sweden could stop worrying 
about U.S. military designs on 
Indochina, Albania and Mali.

Multilateral aid also would be 
m uch m o re  e c o n o m ic a l 
because the governments in­
volved are a lot tougher than 
Uncle Sam. Washington tends 
to substitute money for justice 
when some tinpot dictator in 
Vietnam or Africa embezzles a 
few million dollars for deposit 
in a Swiss bank account. ’The 
jerk would not get away with 
that if some of the foreign 
dough was com ing from  
Moscow and Peking and Paris. 
There would be a consortium 
vote and the ayes would carry a 
m otion to cu t off funds 
forthwith, and maybe hustle the 
offender off to the hangman.

Some critics have suggested 
that the foreign aid package be 
turned over the UN. I shudder 
at the thought, and so I imagine 
do the Russians and Chinese 
and even the Alabanians. As a 
(body, the UN is too fond of 
spending other people’s money, 
and the swollen bureaucracy 
required to get that outfit 
moving would bankrupt the 
whole program.

No, the solution obviously lies 
in a consortium of governments 
with an eye cocked to results. If 

' enough countries are tapped for 
contributions, it might take a 
little longer to agree on the an-, 
nual appropriation, but when 
the poor countries started spen­
ding said dough they’d find 
some hard-nosed cops looking 
over their shoulders.

BrandVs Kissinger

NEW YORK, N.Y. -  It is 
hard to imagine two heads of 
government more unlike than 
Richard Nixon and Willy 
Brandt, yet they are tied to 
each other in mutual need.

Brandt needs Mr. Nixon’s 
blessing for his policy of 
d e ten te  w ith R ussia and 
Eastern Europe: He knows his 
own people wouldn’t welcome It 
except within the larger frame 
of the Atlantic Alliance, in­
cluding the continued American 
military presence in Europe. 
Mr. Nixon needs Brandt, es­
pecially after Watergate, to 
give him acceptance in the 
highly skeptical political and in- 
te lle c tu a l com m unity of 
Western Europe.

Hence, Mr. Nixon’s urgent in­
vitation to Brandt to make a 
special trip .to Washington after 
his speech at the opening of the 
United Nations in New York. 
’The conversation between the 
two men was in part about Mr. 
N ixon’s com ing v is it to 
Europe’s capitals. If it comes, 
as is likely, in late November or 
early December, it will again 
show Mr. Nixon’s talent for 
using foreign policy as a way of 
bolstering his shaky domestic 
position.

B ut i t  a lso  su g g e s ts  
something about Mr. Nixon’s 
self-image. He quite genuinely 
sees his role in history as a 
shaper of foreign policy. Among 
other things Watergate didi it 
broke the continuity of Uiis role. 
IMr. Nixon’s anguished question 
has been whether he could ever 
resume it. He feels pretty cer­
tain now that he can.

Europe is now the door he 
must unlock — Europe and 
Japan — and Kissinger and his 
thinking are the key. ’The two 
men see the three strongest 
economies in the world — 
America, Japan, Germany—as 
shaping the “ three-cornered 
hat” whose shadow will lie 
across the coming year.

Under Dwight D. Eisenhower 
th e  A m e ric a n -G erm a n  
relationship broke into the 
traditional American-British 
one, especially through the 
close friendship of John Foster 
Dulles and Konrad Adenauer. 
John F. Kennedy moved back 
closer to the Anglo-American 
“special relationship” which 
Dean Acheson had enjoyed with 
Ernest Bevin under Harry S. 
’Truman. Today, Mr. Nixon, 
who had been strongly in­
fluenced by Dulles, is once 
again moving toward Germany 
as the central stone in the Com­
mon Market arch — friendlier 
to Britain than France is, more 
able to stand up against 
Georges Pompidou’s pressures 
than Edward Heath can.

Brandt cut his U.S. visit short 
to hurry back to Bonn and 
minister to some headaches of 
his own. One was his Social

It was Bahr who planned the 
major outlines of the O^tpolitik, 
and Bahr who held the crucial 
talks with Andrei Gromyko 
w hich  b ro u g h t th e  
breakthrough. Anyone speaking 
with him for any length of time, 
as I had a chance to do in Bonn 
after his Gromyko negotiations, 
is inevitably impressed with his 
long historic view, his un­
derstanding of power relations 
and his shrewd tactical sense— 
much the qualities that Henry 
Kissinger possesses. While 
Bahr lacks lUssinger’s personal 
flair and presence, it has been 
no great secret that Scheel has 
felt crowded by Bahr, much as 
R ogers f e l t  crow ded by 
Kissinger.

It is no surprise then to learn 
that Scheel is restless and that 
there is talk of Brandt offering 
him his support for the posbof 
president bf the West German 
republic. An article by Rudolf 
Augstein, head of the influential 
weekly, Der Spiegel, backs up 
the proposal to replace the dis­
tinguished but aging current 
president, Gustav Heinemann, 
with Scheel.

Who then would replace 
Scheel as foreign secretary? 
The answer is — Egon Bahr. If 
Brandt carries this through, he 
will have done a Nixon with his 
own Kissinger. The marriage of 
fact with form would be com­
plete in Bonn, as in Washington. 
What would give the parallel 
even greater poignancy is the 
fact that Bahr is balf-Jewish, on 
his mother’s side. What a 
revenge on Hitler and the Nazis 
when — and if — Kissinger and 
Bahr (who know each other 
well) meet for the first time in 
their new posts.

Mr. Verplanck was given the 

nickname "ZIP" very soon 
after he came to Manchester. 
O.C. never knew whence came 
the name, but is certain that the 
r e c ip ie n t  lik ed  it  and 
sometimes used it himself. Zip 
often came up to the School 
Street dump with his rifle to 
shoot rats with us boys. He was 
a good shot, too. We often 
wondered why his two sons. 
Van and Phil, didn’t come with 
him.

One year a store in Hartford 
had a lot of old U.S. Army 
rifles. They were the 1873 issue 
of .45-70-500 single shot breech 
lo a d e rs  th a t  had been 
superseded by the .3040 Krag 
bolt action repeater. We dbuld 
buy old 45-70 ammunition cheap 
enough from Francis Banner- 
man in New York so we bought 
it in one or multiple thousand 
lots. At least six members of 
the South Manchester Rifle 
Club had the rifles and chipped 
in for the ammunition. It never 
missed fire and was quite ac­
curate for 200, 300 and 500 yard 
ranges. Trouble was the trajec­
tory was so great it required 
setting the rear sight up until it 
was necessary to lower the 
stock down to a very uncomfor­
table position. They kicked like 
an Army mule.

One day several of us were 
firing the 300 yd. at Keeney 
Street range when Zip came 
walking across the lots. He 
accept^ the invitation to try 
some shots. We were anxious to 
see how he could take that kick. 
It pushed us back plenty but 
hardly budged him. He liked it. 
The ammo was so old that the 
black powder had corroded the 
cartridge cases so much that 
some broke about in the middle 
so the bullet left the front half 
of the case up in the bore. It 
was necessary to check each 
shell ejected. If it was not all 
there we had a carriage bolt 
with the head filed to just slide 
down the bore and catch on the 
ring of metal. Then the ram rod 
would tamp it out easily.

The old Nineth D istrict 
School was a very long building. 
Mr. Hamilton Metcalf was the 
night watchman. He had no 
electric U ^t, only a kerosene 
oil barn lantern that gave about 
as much light as a match. That 
would be an advantage in detec­
ting a fire, and that was 
probably the only reason for his

being there. One night someone 
hammered on the front doors. 
When ‘‘Ham m ie’’ and his 
iantern got near it there was 
hammering on the door next to 
Vine St. And so it went for 
severai hours.

The next forenoon O.C. was 
told that Mr. Verplanck wanted 
to see him in his office. The 
conversation went like this. 
“O.C. iast night some boys 
were bothering Mr. Metcalf. 
Were you one of them?” “Yes 
Sir.” “ Well, who was with 
you?” No answer, just a shrug 
of the shoulders. “Aren’t you 
going to tell me?” “No Sir.” 
“Well, I didn’t think you would. 
But if I said Bobbie Vietch, 
Deac Rogers, Jimmie Aitken, 
I’d be about right wouldn’t I?” 
He knew. "Yes Sir.” “Now 
O.C., Mr. Metcalf is an old man. 
Patroling that big building and 
ciimbing ail those stairs from 
basement to top floor must 
tucker the poor old fellow out 
every night, without being 
made to do extra by a lot of 
young lads full of pep and 
vinegar. He is giving his best to 
protect our property for us and 
earn an honest living. Now I 
know you fellows didn’t stop to 
think of it that way, but now are 
you willing to promise me you 
won’t do it again?” “Yes Sir.” 
“ I know you won’t, and do you 
suppose you could explain it to 
the other fellows?” “I’ll tiy.” 
'”rhen I won’t say anything to 
them. ’Thank you.” ’That was 
Zip!

Mr. Verplanck was a busy 
man. Tliere were many impor­
tant things requiring his time 
and attention. He could have set 
at his desk and said “you may 
go .”  To them there was 
something MOST important at 
that moment. He arose put an 
arm around and hand on the 
boy’s shoulder. TTiey walked to 
the office door together without 
a spoken word. But there was a 
communication transpiring, 
most certainly mutual. As long 
as the boy was within hearing 
distance he did not detect that 
the man had turned back to his 
desk.

Mr. Verplanck was not one to 
threaten. He just explained 
things so you could understand 
them. He led one to the point 
where you could thinx it 
through and make your own 
right decisions.

He was not a preacher.
He was a teacher.

No Frost Yet
Without waiting for the stu­

dent show, a group of nearly 50 
gardeners made a trip to Storrs 
last week arranged by the 
Connecticut H orticuitural 
Society. We especially wanted 
to see the display gardens of an­
nual flowers atid took the

chance that 
would not 
before we got 
were lucky.

It was reported this week 
from the Piant Science Depart­
ment that there still has been 
no killing frost on the campus 
and, although the flowers show 
some of the deterioration that 
comes inevitably with fall, they 
were otherwise in excellent 
condition. A stroil through the 
garden, even now, should be 
very much worthwhile.

Prof. Walter Harper, in 
charge of the display area, told 
us there are 200 species of an­
nuals there this year. Each fall 
he writes to major seed com­
panies asking for seeds of what 
they consider th e ir  best 
varieties. The companies know 
that their plant will be well dis- 
palyed and carefully labelled, 

.and they are generous with 
their gifts of seeds.

The packets are sorted by 
kind and color and, toward 
spring, the seedlings are  
started in the greenhouse.

“It’s a picture puzzle,” said 
Prof. Harper, “to put the colors 
together so the result will be 
harmonious and pleasing.” 

S tudents Do Work
The seedlings are never 

transpianted to the outdoor 
beds until after the first of 
June, because the records show 
that the last killing frost in the 
spring has come, at Storrs, on 
the last day of May.

The work is done majnly by 
college students of horticulture, 
who earn wages by the hour. A 
crew of students, also paid, 
takes care of the gardens 
during the summer vacation.

Another crew, some new and 
some experienced, comes on in 
the fall wheti classes start and 
Prof. Harper said he had found, 
after several disappointments, 
a young student who could trim 
hedges properly. One of the dis­
plays in the garden is a collec­
tion of hedge plants, some com­
mon and some unusual, that 
were set out 20 years ago.

Likes Small Marigolds
P ro f. H arper likes the 

medium-sized marigolds that 
havq resulted from crossing tall 
flowers with dwarf plants, finds 
they “make a great show” and 
do not blow over when there is a

In conjunction with the 
Greater Manchester Chamber 
of Commerce’s "Commitment 
to the Challenge of Tomorrow" 
program, an exciting week of 
events has been planned during 
the first week in December to 
acquaint the public with the 
functions and purposes of 
NASA, the government space 
agency.

One of the five operating 
goals of the Chamber’s Com­
mitment is the continued im­
proved educational quality and 
c a re e r  opportun ities for 
Manchester’s youth.

Originally, Richard G. Clark, 
executive vice president of the 
Chamber, hoped to use a NASA 
p ro g ram  fo r a b u sin ess  
promotional idea. But when he 
con tacted  a u th o ritie s  in 
Washington, D.(?., he was in­
formed that NASA provides 
programs only for educational 
purposes.

Clark said that NASA assigns 
a team of educators to travel 
throughout the United States to 
areas qualifying for presen­
ta t io n s ,  g iv in g  le c tu r e  
demonstrations to schools and 
th e  p u b lic . U n d er th e  
qualifications determined by 
population, Connecticut is one 
of the areas that qualifies. In 
fact, one-quarter of the nation’s 
school population is currently 
being reached by NASA’s 
educational representatives.

In order to properly apply for 
th is  p r e s e n ta t io n  to 
Manchester, it was, necessary 
that a school official go to 
Washington, .D.C., to finalize 
arrangements. Dr. Alfred B. 
’Tychsen, asistant superinten­
dent of schools for curriculum 
and instruction, spent several 
hours at the Goddard Space 
Flight Center in Greenbelt, 
Md., touring the facilities 
during his trip to Washington to 
complete the plans.

Besides a week of scheduled

presentations In all of the 
M anchester schools from 
Grade 4 through high school, 
and Manchester Community 
College, the Chamber is spon­
soring presentations and dis­
plays for the public. The night 
of Dec. 5 has been designated 
as the date the public may learn 
of NASA’s extensive program 
in Bailey Auditorium at the 
high school.

John Jackston, Manchester’s 
head librarian, will cooperate 
in arranging for special library 
exhibits, said Clark. There will 
be lunar samples and other 
material requiring a security 
guard.

Communications, weather 
forecasting, marine and air 
travel, as well as tracking and 
data processing from all space 
efforts, are among the topics to 
be introduced to schools and the 
public.

N ational 
C hristm as 
T ree  P lan ted

WASHINGTON (AP) -  A 40- 
foot evergreen that is destined 
to be the nation’s official 
Christmas tree for years to 
come has arrived here.

The Colorado blue spruce, 
trucked in Thursday, is to be 
planted later at the center of 
the Ellipse, a grassy area 
behind the White House.

Cost of School Plan Put A\ 1.5 Mills
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Rockville 
Hospital 

Notes

The tax im pact of the 
proposed 95 million addition to 
Rockville High School would be 
about 1.5 mills. Board of Educa­
tion Chairman Joseph Powers 
told those attending a special 
meeting of the board last night.

The sparce attendance at the 
meeting, about 50 people in­
cluding board members, was 
disappointing. Powers said. 
This will be the third tirne high 
school expansion plans will go 
to a referendum vote.

Due to a lack of space at the 
secondary level and overcrow­
ding in the other schools, the 
high school was put on double 
sessions this year. Powers said, 
“If the appropriation is voted 
down again Nov. 6, double 
se ss io n s  w ill go on in ­
definitely.”

In outlining the mill impact. 
Powers explained that one-half 
the cost of the expansion 
program will be paid for by the 
state. He said the 1.5 mill im­
pact could be phased over a two 
to three year (>eriod and might 
not mean an increase in taxes if 
the Grand List continues to In­
crease.

To the average homeowner, a 
1.5 mill increase would mean 
paying an additional 925 a year 
or about 92 a month. 'Diis would 
be on a home valued at 925,000 
and assessed for 916,250.

B oard m em ber Jam es 
Boettcher dwelled on what he 
said was a concern of his, and 
other board members, and that 
was the fact that they do not 
wish to be called politicians, a 
term he said was applied to 
them by some people.

He said he has also heard 
some people saying that the 
board’s action, putting the high 
school on double sessions, was a 
means of blackmailing the 
voters. "Nothing is further

from the truth,” he said. He 
added, “ We want a good 
educational system without 
going o v erb o ard  on tax  
dollars.”

"The decision to go on double 
sessions was not made lightly,” 
Boettcher explained. He c it^  
figures showing that not only 
the high school was over­
crowded but most of the other 
schools were also, especially 
the Middle School.

He also said that high school 
classes were being held in the 
hallways, the cafeteria, library, 
bookrooms, the gym and the 
shower rooms. "That’s why 
double sessions were necessary 
and that’s why the addition is 
necessary to get off double 
sessions,” he said.

Reluctant to project popula­
tion figures, Boettcher made a 
prediction of future school pop­
ulation based solely on the 
students now in the schools and 
expected to attend high school 
within the next 10 years. 
Figures showed the high school 
population will be about 2,302 in 
1978 and 2,315 in 1982.

He explained that these 
figures do not allow for growth 
in the town and noted there are 
m any new hom es and 
apartments going up which 
could affect the school popula­
tion by some 1,200 children. ’The 
present high school is rated to 
accommodate 1,500 students. 
He said it is impossible, in a 
secondary school, to have 100 
per cent seating capacity due to 
the scheduling of subjects.

The question was asked, by 
someone In the audience, about 
having the schools open all year 
and living longer school days. 
Boettcher said the board had 
studied this method but felt the 
lo c a l sc h o o ls  (no a ir -  
conditioning) would not be 
suitable for summer sessions. 
He said this would have a worse

impact on families than the 
double sessions.

"We never planned double 
sessions as a permanent solu­
tion but they were easier to im­
p lem en t fo r an in te r im  
solution,” Boettcher said.

Board m em ber William 
Houle then explained the im­
pact the space problem has on 
curriculum. He said the board 
focused on plans that will 
significantly improve the stu­
dent needs. He said it was felt 
there was a demand for more 
space in the home economics, 
industrial arts and business 
education areas. He said it was 
felt if these services can be 
provided, the dropout rate will 
be reduced. *

Houle said that the modified  ̂
plans have not destroyed the 
educational goals the board has 
set its sights on for the 
students. Dr. Robert Linstone, 
assistant superintendent of 
schools, has described the plan 
as a compromise, "not a Utopia 
but a plan which will probably 
be accepted by the voters.”

’The plan calls for bringing 
the capacity of the school to 3,- 
003 pupil stations. Operating at 
an efficiency of about 80 per 
cent, this would mean it could 
accommodate 2,400 pupils.

Houle said the building con­
struction proposed is a very 
consistent and functional plan, 
similar to the original plan 
(which carried a price tag of 
98.6) with the basic difference 
being m odification of the 
expansion of the library, the 
science wing, the cafeteria and 
some renovations.

The first plan defeated called 
for expansion of the gym­
nasium, an indoor pool, more 
locker room space and renova­
tion of the auditorium. Houle 
said all of the extras were put 
aside in favor of expansion of 
j u s t  th e  b a s ic  c o re

requirements the board sees a 
n e^  for.

Another board member, 
Steve Marcham spoke on the 
evaluation and accreditation of 
the high school as it applies to 
space needs. Paraphrasing the 
recent evaluation report, 
Marcham said the message was 
“ The te a c h e rs ,  the  a d ­
ministrators and the students 
are doing a good job within the 
confines of the space they 
have.”

He said the school provides a 
traditional curriculum to suit 
the average student but not the 
proper curriculum for the 
students with above average or 
below average needs. The 
report recommended that the 
school board continue with its 
program toward adding space 
at the high school.

Marcham said the overall 
pattern of the comments made 
by the evaluation team was 
clear...the need for increased 
space.

Robert DuBeau, another 
board member, explained that 
the state statutes have been 
changed and it would now be 
possible for the board to go with 
the Phased Fast Tract method 
of construction.

This method was explained at 
a public meeting conducted two 
weeks ago by the Permanent

Building Committee. Under 
this method the construction 
can be put out to bid and work 
done as the design progresses. 
The referendum has to approve 
the total appropriation first, 
however.

DuBeau said this method 
saves time, "and time is money 
in terms of construction.”

Under the original constrifcv 
tion schedule the building would 
not be completed for about two 
years. This allowed about 10 
weeks for the a rch itec ts , 
William McHugh and David 
E v e l e t h ,  to r e v i s e  the  
preliminary plans; six months 
to prepare final plans; one 
month for bidding; 17 months 
for construction; and one 
month for occupancy.

Under the fast track method, 
DuBeau said, it could be possi­
ble to complete the two-story 
classroom section within a 
nine-month period thus making 
it possible to go off double 
sessions.

High School Principal Martin 
Fagan was asked if there had 
been any bad side effects with 
the double sessions. Fagan said 
they had not been on them long 
enough to really tell. He said, 
“I know we can’t go indefinitely 
on double sessions because we 
will still be overcrowded.”

He said with the double 
sessions, and the shortened 
class periods, the students are 
on the move every minute, 
"academically. I’m not sure 
yet, we haven’t had time to 
make a full evaluation,” he 
added.

Fagan said, We made an ef­
fort to build, into the program, 
f a c t o r s  to e l i m i n a t e  
problems...we’re trying to 
make the best of perhaps what 
isn’t a good situation.”

He said some students seem 
to prefer the double sessions 
while others oppose them “it’s 
a new experience for all.” 

Floyd O’Brien, refering to the 
poor turnout at the meeting, 
asked Powers what the board 
would do to get its message 
across to those not attending.

Powers said we are going to 
try to get more information out 
by way of the newspapers, by 
board members speaking to 
various organizations and at 
coffee hours. He asked those 
present to take the message 
back to their neighbors.

Straight Series

OAKLAND (AP) — Hard throwing 
left-hander Ken Holtzman finds 
himself in the same position today as 
he was a year ago—scheduled to pitch 
the opening World Series game for the 
Oakland A’s against the National 
League champions.

This time the New York Mets oppose 
him Saturday at the Oakland Coliseum and 
the former Chicago Cubs hurler says, ‘T 
pitched against them a lot of years and 
they gave me a lot trouble. But 1 feel 
super about getting the chance to pitch 
against them again."

Holtzman beat Cincinnati 3-2 in last 
year’s opener and in his latest outing, he 
went 11 innings to beat Baltimore 2-1 in 
the third game of the American League 
playoffs. The defending world champion 
A’s wrapped up their second straight pen­
nant Thursday as right-hander Jim Hunter 
blanked the Orioles 3-0 in the finale of 
their best-offive playoff series. "I was get­
ting tired but no way I’m coming out of 
that ball game,” declared the 27-year-old 
Hunter who posted a 21-5 regular season 
record and beat Baltimore twice in the 
playoffs. “I was just trying to keep the 
ball low," he said of his five-hit shutout 
performance. “They didn’t get a home run 
off me in two games, isn’t that a switch?”

During the regular seasen, the Orioles 
slammed eight homers from Hunter 
offerings but still he was 3-0 against them. 
The A’s, who blew a 4-0 lead on Wednesday 
and lost 5-4, took a 1-0 lead in the third in­
ning of the decider. Ray Fosse was safe on 
an error by Brooks Robinson who slipped 
while fielding a grounder. Dick Green laid 
down a perfect sacrifice bunt and Joe Rudi 
singled the runner home. In the fourth 
with two out. Gene Tenace, the hero of the 
1972 World Series, singled. Little Vic 
Davalillo tripled off the 375-foot sign in

right center and Jesus Alou singled him 
home. That was plenty of Insurance for 
Hunter as the A’s won the series three 
games to two.

Doyle Alexander, the Orioles’ 23-year- 
old right-hander, started the game, but 
left after Alou’s hit, and Jim Palmer made 
only his second relief appearance in four 
years. Palmer, the Baltimore ace who 
was blasted out in the second inning 
Wednesday, shut out the A’s the rest of the 
way Thur^ay.

The A’s go into the World Series with 
three 20-game pitching winners-Hunter, 
Hoitzman, 21-13, and Vida Biue, 20-9. 
Wiiiiams said Biue wouid face the Mets on 
Sunday and Hunter wouid go on Tuesday 
when the ciubs piay game No. 3 in New 
York’s Shea Stadium.

As the champagne corks popped in the 
A’s quarters. Hunter said that until the 
playoffs he didn’t think this season was as 
^ood as 1972 when he was 21-7.

“But beating Baitimore twice in the 
piayoffs was better than ail of fast year,” 
commented the man who pitched two vic­
tories in the 1972 World Series.

The Mets left New York immediately at 
the conclusion of the game in Oakland and 
flew West. They had won the fifth game of 
their series against Cincinnati on 
Wednesdayva day earlier because Mon­
day’s AL game was postponed by rain. 
Williams said the A’s wouldn’t work out 
today “ because they’ve had enough 
working out this week.”

Saturday’s opener is scheduled for 4 
p.m. EDT and Sunday's game starts at 
4:30.

The A’s are considered the favorites this 
time against the New Yorkers, who sur­
prised everybody in 1969 by beating a 
heavily favored Baltimore team five 
games to one in that World Series.

OAKLAND (AP) — One of these years, the Oakland A’s 
may enjoy the luxury of having Jim “Catfish” Hunter as 
their opening pitcher for the World Series.

But the mustachioed righthander from North Carolina won’t 
appear until game No. 3 against the New York Mets in this 
season’s baseball classic. He was needed ’Thursday and ended 
another tough American League playoff by beating the Baltimore 
Orioles 3-0 on a fivehitter.

He gave up 38 home runs in the regular season but none in his 
two playoff victories.

As usual, the hitters knew exactly what Hunter would be 
throwing-fast balls over various parts of the plate.

Hunter struck out just one batter and walked two. Orioles 
hitters slammed their bats down throughout the game after hit­
ting popups, including five caught in foul territory.

“I was making them hit my pitches. That’s why they were 
pohping up,” the pitcher said.

Southpaw Ken Holtzman, who also won 21 games for Oakland 
this season, will open against the Mets here Saturday, and 20- 
game winner Vida Blue will start for the A’s Sunday. Hunter will 
pitch next Tuesday night when the World Series moves to New 
Y ork’s Shea Stadium.

Hunter, who got to bat only once this season because of the 
American League’s designated hitter rule, is looking forward to 
batting in the World Series.

“The Mets’ Tom Seaver had two doubles in the playoffs, I 
think,” Hunter said. “I’d like to break that record in the World 
Series.”

OAKLAND (AP) — The A’s attempt 
to garner their second consecutive 
world championship and the Mets go 
after their second world title ever 
Saturday when American League 
champion Oakland and National 
League champion New York meet in 
Game One of the 1973 World Series.

The Mets, considered a gang of miracle 
workers when they won the best-of-seven 
^ r ie s  in 1969, catapulted from last place, 
near the end of the 1973 season into the 
National League playoffs and then 
defeated Cincinnati for the right to play 
for the championship of professional 
baseball.

A succession of injuries hampered the 
Mets this past season as they stumbled 
along the bottom of the standings. Many 
fans demanded Manager Yogi Berra be 
fired and several players were criticized 
for their performances. But Berra 
remained as manager, the injuries healed, 
the players jelled into a unified team and 
the Mets captured 20 out of 28 games in 
September and assumed first place in the 
NL East.

They beat Cincinnati 7-2 in the fifth and 
deciding game of the NL playoffs 
Wednesday and won the league pennant.

Defending champion Oakland, which ran 
up a regular season record of 94-68 com­
pared to 82-79 for the Mets, whipped 
Baltimore 3-0 in the deciding fifth game of 
the American League playoffs Thursday.

The A’s started slowly in the season but 
shifted into high gear with a nine-game 
winning streak in July to take command in 
the AL West.

The A’s boast a strong pitching staff and 
a powerful squad of batters headed' by 
Reggie Jackson.

The Mets’ strength is pitching and two- 
thirds of New York’s 1969 World Series 
starting staff remains.

Right-hander Tom Seaver, the only Met 
hurler to lose a World Series game, 
finished the regular season with a lO-lO* 
record, a league-leading earned run 
average of 2.08. He led the NL with 281 
strikeouts.

Jerry Koosman, the southpaw who won 
two 1969 series games, ended the regular 
season with a 14-15 mark and an ERA of 
2.81.

The newest addition to the Mets’ star­
ting trio is 23-year-old 1972 Rookie of the 
Year Jon Matlack. htetlack recovered 
from an early-s^ason slump and hairline 
skull fracture suffered when he was hit by 
a line drive in early May to post a 14-18 
record.

The Mets starters are backed up by 
reliever Tug McGraw, who coined the 
phrase “You Gotta Believe,” which was 
shouted by Mets fans as they watched 
their team race to the league pennant.

Cleon Jones, John Milner and Rusty 
Staub provide the Mets’ batting punch.

On defense, the Mets are strong with the 
double-play combination of shortstop Bud 
Harrelson and second baseman Felix 
Millan.

Righthander Jim "Catfish” Hunter, 21-5 
with a 3.34 ERA, who won the A’s pennant- 
clinching game against Baltim ore 
’Thursday, heads the Oakland pitching 
staff. The other starters are Vida Blue, 20- 
9 and 3.28, and Ken Holtzman, 21-13 and 
2.97.

’The bullpen reserves include Darold 
Knowles, Rollie Fingers and Paul 
Lindblad.

Jackson, who slugged out 32 homers and 
drove in 117 runs in 1973, is the mainstay in 
the hitting department along with Gene 
Tenace, Joe Rudi and Bert Campanaris.

The Cornhuskers have been brutal against the passing 
attack, allowing an average of just 27 passing yards per 
game. So far, Minnesota has had the most success of any of 
Nebraska’s four opponents and they’ve gained just 33 
yards.

This week, unbeaten Missouri, which has profited from its ef­
ficient passing attack, will test the Nebraska defense. ’The 
Missouri passing game has a .549 completion percentage. Of 
course, North Carolina State has a .547 percentage against other 
clubs, except Nebraska.

While Nebraska has been stopping the pass, it has been Penn 
State that has been halting the opposition’s ground attack.

Opponents have rushed 139 times against Penn State and netted 
just 145 yards—a little more than one yard per rush and 36.3 yards 
per game.

He then returned a trump and 
sat back. South naturally sup­
posed that West held the jack of 
diamonds. He led out the ace 
and queen of diamonds and 
thought that West was revoking 
when he discarded a spade on

the second round of trumps.
Normal Defense Fails 

South makes the contract if 
East overruffs normally with 
the jack of diamonds. Declarer 
must finesse through East for 
the king of diamonds, and or­
dinary care is enough to see 
him through.

U.N. Trying
To Seek 
Truce

UNITED NATIONS, N.Y. 
(AP) — The U.N. Security 
Council tries again today to 
come up with a Middle East 
peace formula after a plea from 
S e c re ta ry -G e n e ra l K u rt 
Waldheim for council members 
to “redouble their efforts.”

But there appeared to be no 
prospect of a break in the 
deadlock between the United 
States, supporting Israel, and 
the Arabs’ Soviet and Chinese 
backers.

The council waged a four- 
hour war of words Thursday 
night, but came no closer to en­
ding the fighting in the Middle 
East.

Waldheim expressed hope 
that the council would try 
harder to get a cease-fire and 
“a just and lasting settlement.” 

He also called on Israel, 
Egypt and Syria to “consider 
alternative courses before it is 
too late” and warned that con­
tinued fighting may create “a 
wider threat to international 
peace and security.”

Much of the third day of the 
debate centered on reports 
from the Egyptian and Syrian 
fronts.

Final details a re  being 
worked out to construct tennis 
courts in the Talcottville sec­
tion of Vernon. The funding will 
come from money left in trust, 
to the town, by the late Ruth 
Talcott Britton.

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Nixon Picks Ford For Vice President
State Politicians 
Pleased With Ford

HARTFORD (AP) — Presi­
dent Nixon’s nomination of 
House Minority Leader Geraid 
Ford of Michigan to be vice 
president met widespread ap­
proval among Connecticut 
politicians of both parties.

They predicted Ford will 
have little trouble winning 
Congressional confirmation.

Sen. Abraham Ribicoff, D- 
Conn., called the selection "a 
very good choice” that makes 
“a lot of sense.”

He said Ford knows the 
legislative process and will help 
bridge the gap that has existed 
between the executive branch 
and Congress.

Asked if Ford might run for 
president in 1976, Ribicoff said 
"I would guess that any other 
Republican aspirant would 
have a very tough job of beating 
out Jerry in 1976.”

Connecticut’s other senator. 
Republican Lowell Weicker, 
said “I served in the House of 
Representatives for two years 
with Jerry Ford and I have 
great affection and. respect for 
the man and I wish him all the 
best.”

Gov. Thomas Meskill, who 
was in Europe, and J. Brian 
Gaffney, Republican state 
chairman, were unavailable for 
comment.

John Bailey, Connecticut 
Democratic chairman, said ”I 
hope that this matter is dis­
posed of. We’ve had enough 
problems over the last few 
m onths and I hope tha t 
Congress acts” quickly on the 
Ford nomination. “I don’t think 
he’s been such a controversial 
figure as some people who 
might have been nam ^ .”

U.S. Rep. Robert H. Steele, 
R-Conn., said it’s not likely 
Ford will run for president, but 
the vice presidency “could 
make a candidate out of him.”

He said the selection of Ford, 
who has the confidence of 
Congress and a grasp of the 
P r e s id e n t ’ s le g is la t iv e  
program, shows that Nixon is 
putting a priority on working 
with Congress.

U S. R ep , S te w a r t  B. 
McKinney, R-Conn., said he 
thought “ Republican and 
Democratic congressmen are 
jubilant. I think that Jerry Ford 
is admired on both sides of the 
aisle.”

U.S. Rep. Ronald Sarasin, R- 
Conn., said he didn’t know if 
Ford had aspirations for the 
presidency, but “he may have 
after holding this office.”

He said he was “delighted” 
with the choice and thought 
Ford could breach the gap 
between Congress and the 
executive branch.

The vice president-designate 
a lso  won s u p p o r t from  
D em ocrats in the s ta te ’s 
Congressional delegation.

U.S. Rep. Robert N. Giaimo, 
D-Conn., said "I spoke to Jerry 
F o rd  th is  m o rn in g  in 
Washington. I said ‘I don’t know 
if you’re going to be it but if you 
are it, Jerry, the President 
couldn’t have made a finer 
choice in the interests of the en­
tire United States.’ ”

Giaimo called Ford “an out­
standing man of integrity” and 
said “I’m just sure that Jerry 
Ford will slide through both 
houses of Congress without any 
difficulty.”

U.S. Rep. William Cotter, D- 
Conn., said Ford was “ an 
excellent choice.”

“Not only is he capable and 
able, but a very popular man 
among his colleagues,” Cotter 
said. “I think he can bring new 
understanding in the working 
r e la t io n s  b e tw e e n ’’ the 
leg isla tive  and executive 
branches.

State Rep. Francis Collins, 
House speaker, said “ I think it 
was a wise decision by the 
President. I think it is one that 
will be approved rather speedi­
ly by Congress...It’s a sincere 
effort by the President to avoid 
any type of confrontaion with 
the Congress, perhaps to try to 
get the country back together 
again.”

State Sen. Lewis B. Rome, R- 
Bloomfield, Senate majority 
leader, said “I think it’s a great 
se lec tio n .. .H e’s very well 
respected by both Democrats 
and Republicans.”

State Sen. Charles T. Alfano, 
D-Suffield, Senate minority 
leader, said, "I think that Jerry 
Ford will have no problem 
whatsoever in being approved 
by C ongress...H e’s had a

Court Orders 
Nixon To 
Give Up Tapes

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Nixon appears certain 
to appeal to the Supreme Court a federal appeals court 
ruling demanding surrender of White House tapes for 
judicial examination.

In a 5 to 2 decision Friday, the U.S. Court of Appeals for 
the District of Columbia upheld U.S. Diet Court Judge 
John J. Sirica’s decision ordering the tapes turned over to 
him.

The appeals court gave the 
President until next Friday to 
ask the Supreme Court to 
review its decision.

The President "is not above 
the law’s commands,” the 
court said in rejecting Nixon’s 
contention  tha t the con- 
stitutionaUdoctrine of separa­
tion of powers prohibits one 
branch of government from for­
cing another branch to obey its 
commands.

There was no immediate 
comment from the White 
House, where attention was 
focused Friday night on the 
presidential nomination of Rep. 
Gerald R. Ford, R-Mich., for 
vice president.

Special Watergate prosecutor 
Archibald Cox, who had sub- 
pocaned tapes of nine presiden­
tia l conversations about 
Watergate, said through a 
spokesman, “ We are very 
pleascd-i with the decision, 
which on first reading of the 
opinion appears fully to sustain 
our position,”

Cox had contended that the 
tapes were essential to the 
grand jury's attempt to deter­
mine the extent of the con­
spiracy to obstruct the probe of 
the June 17, 1972 break-in at 
Democratic National Com­
mittee headquarters.

Charles Alan Wright, lawyer 
for the President, had argued

that the doctrine of executive 
privilege and the Constitution 
gave Nixon sole authority to 
d e c id e  if p r e s id e n t ia l  
documents could be turned over 
either to the courts or to 
Congress.

In asking the appeals court to 
reverse  S irica ’s decision, 
W right had a rg u ed  th a t 
ordering release of the tapes 
would breach the traditional 
confidentiality of presidential 
discussions with his aides, and 
“ from that moment on it would 
be simply impossible for any 
president of the United States 
to function.”

Cox had contended that not 
even the President was above 
the law and that the tapes were 
unique in that they were 
evidence in a grand jury in­
vestigation of possible criminal 
activity.

The unsigned opinion by the 
five-judge majority referred to 
Cox’s argument as “the unique­
ly powerful showing made by 
the special prosecutor In this 
case.”

Comprising the majority 
were Judges David L. Bazclon, 
J . S k e lly  W rig h t, C arl 
McGowan, Harold J. Leventhal 
and Spottswood W. itoblnson 
III.

The dissenters, both Nixon 
appo in tees, were Judges 
G eorge M acKinnon and 
Malcolm Wilkie.

Mandatory Fuel 
Allocation Plan 
Effective Nov. 1

WASHINGTON (AP) — Mandatory fuel allocation takes 
effect on Nov. 1 in an administration bid to ease the pain of 
any winter shortage of home heating oil.

After five months of insisting that petroleum could be 
distributed fairly through voluntary industry cooperation, 
the administration issued regulations Friday making an 
allocation system at the wholesale level mandatory.

anywhere from 100,000 to 400,- 
(KX) barrels per day is possible 
this winter, depending on such 
factors as the weather and the 
ability of refineries to keep on 
producing near capacity.

But the new Middle East war 
has thrown new uncertainty 
into the situation, raising the 
possibility of interruption of oil 
supplies from Arab states in 
retaliation for U.S. support of 
Israel.

Charles J. DiBona, deputy 
director of the White House 
Energy Policy Office, told 
newsmen friday that a cutoff of 
Arab oil would raise problems 
but could be dealt with. He said 
Arab oil accounts for only about* 
8 per cent of the nation’s 
petroleum and only 4 per cent of 
its total energy fuels.

However, such a blow would 
probably require extention of 
mandatory allocation to all 
petroleum products.

More extensive controls is 
the aim of legislation advancing 
through Congress, apparently 
in the belief that allocations of 
a few selected products would 
not be adequate in any case.

The Senate has passed such a 
bill, and similar legislation has 
cleared a House committee.

The administration regula­
tion will require suppliers of 
home heating oil, je t fuel, 
diesel fuel, kerosene, range oil, 
stove oil and gas oil to dis­
tribute available supplies to 
their customers in proportion to 
last year’s purchases.

Jordan To Aid 
Syrian Troops

By The Associated Press
Jordan announced today it 

has joined Egypt, Syria and 
Iraq in the war against Israel.

The announcem ent by a 
military spokesman in Amman 
opened a new potential 250-mile 
front against the Jewish state 
already battling Syrians and 
Iraqis in the Golan Heights area 
and Egyptians in the Sinai 
peninsula.

”We have committed part of 
our elite forces to play their 
part with the Syrian army on 
the Syrian front,” the Jorda­
nian Information Ministry 
quoted the military spokesman 
as saying.

He did not say how much of 
King Hussein’s 75,000-man 
army would be dispatched into 
the eight-day-old battle. The 
Jordanian force is backed by 
only 33 combat planes but con­
tains many tough Bedouin 
desert troops and is considered 
one of the best trained in the 
Middle E ast.'

Amman’s announcement 
came as Israeli tanks backed by 
heavy air power battled up the 
road to Damascus and as 
dogfights raged over the Golan 
battleground. Tel Aviv claimed 
Iraqi ground forces bolstering 
the Syrians had almost been 
eliminated.

N either Syria nor Iraq  
responded to the Tel Aviv 
c la im . But S yrian  com ­
muniques issued in Damascus 
said antiaircraft batteries and 
Syrian jets shot down 18 more 
Israeli warplanes during a mor­
ning of heavy aerial combat.

A Syrian communique added: 
"Meanwhile, ground battles 
s till are  violently raging 
between our forces and the 
enemy since dawn along the en­
tire front line.”

Damascus gave no indication 
where the front line lay and 
made no immediate mention of 
Jordanian aid. The Israeli state 
radio claimed Israeli armored 
columns drove 15 miles beyond 
the 1967 cease-fire lines Friday 
and shoved back the Syrians to 
within 25 miles of Damascus.

Correspondents with the 
Israeli forces said they had 
been told some vanguard tank 
units had rolled across the 40-

mile plateau to within 20 miles 
of the ancient Syrian capital.

There was no official word 
whether the Israelis were 
trying to fight all the way to 
Damascus. But the Tel Aviv 
forces have U.S.-made artillery 
with a 20-mile range.

A Syrian defeat on the 
northern front would free the 
Israelis to concentrate more air 
and armored firepower on the 
Sinai Desert, where the Jewish 
state was forced to abandon its 
original defense lines to Egyp­
tians storming across the Suez 
Canal.

This was seen as a. possibility 
that may have persuaded the 
38-yCar-old Hussein to enter the 
war, which erupted a week ago 
today.

“ As a r e s u l t  of the  
developments in the Syrian 
f ro n t  and  th e  en su in g  
requirements of the situation,” 
the Jordanian statement said,

War Slows

LONDON (A P )-T he  Middle 
East war has reduced the 
amourtt of oil flowing into 
Europe, oil industry sources 
said.

Nixon announced his choice 
Friday night in a nationally 
televised ceremony marked by 
a festive air of state celebration 
— and only oblique mention of 
the corruption scandal that 
forced Spiro T. Agnew’s 
resignation Wednesday from 
the nation’s second highest of­
fice.

Within hours, it was clear 
Ford was breezing toward easy 
confirmation, perhaps within a 
week or two, barring adverse 
d isc lo su re s  du ring  con­
gressional hearings.

An Associated Press survey 
found Ford with 52 votes, one 
more than needed for confirma­
tion. None of the senators in­
itially contacted were opposed, 
but nine said they were reser­
ving judgment pending the 
hearings.

At the same time, 131 House 
members said they would vote 
for Ford, two said they were op­
p o se  and 15 were undecided or 
withholding comment.

The c e r ta in ty  of con­
gressional confirmation figured 
heavily in Ford’s selection by 
Nixon, who wanted to avoid a 
major partisan confrontation at 
a time he is seeking to recover 
from the Watergate scandal.

The President clearly had the 
Watergate and Agnew scandals 
in mind when he told the nation 
"it is vital that we turn away 
from the obsessions of the past, 
and turn to the great challenges 
of the future.”

“This is a time for a new 
beginning for America, a new 
beginning in which we all 
dedicate ourselves to the tasks 
of meeting the challenges we 
face, seizing the opportunities 
for greatness and meeting the 
dangers wherever they are, at 
home and abroad.”

The beaming 60-year-old 
Ford bounded to Nixon's side 
from his front row seat in the 
White House East Room and 
accepted the nomination with a 
promise to work “ to make 
America a united America.”

The tall, pipe-smoking lawyer 
and former college football star 
has represented a western 
Michigan district in the House 
for 25 years, building a reputa­
tion as a staunch party man and 
a strong supporter of Nixon’s 
policies.

His selection immediately 
placed his name high on the list 
of Republican contenders for 
the presidency in 1976.

As he left the White House 
F riday  night. Ford told 
newsmen "I have no intentions 
to run in 1976 for president or 
for vice president.”

Nixon narrowed the list of 
possible nominees to five 
Thursday night, aides said, then 
decided upon Ford at dawn 
Friday while at his Camp David 
retreat. Ford didn’t learn of his 
selection, however, until 90 
minutes before it was an­
nounced.

Nixon's speech disclosing his 
choice was structured for 
drama. He talked for nine 
minutes before mentioning 
Ford’s name, using the occa­
sion to d iscuss nat ional  
a c h i e v e m e n t s ,  na t i ona l  
problems and the need for uni­
ty-

He said the nation is at peace 
for the first time in 12 years — 
but that the Mideast war 
threatens world peace. He said 
economic expansion has given 
Americans better jobs at higher 
pay — but inflation still is a 
problem.

“Never in our history has the 
world more needed a strong 
America, a united America, 
with both the power and the will 
to act in the spirit that made 
this a great country, and that 
lias kept it a free country,’’ he 
said.

Ford, in brief comments, said 
"I hope 1 have some assets that 
might be helpful in working 
with the Congress in doing what 
1 can throughout our country to 
make Amer i ca  a uni ted 
America. I pledge to you my 
full efforts ...’’
