State Politicians
Pleased With Ford

HARTFORD (AP) — Presi.
dent Nixon's nomination of
House Minority Leader Gerald
Ford of Michigan to be vice
president met widespread ap-
proval among Connecticut
politicians of both parties,

They predicted Ford will
have little trouble winning
Congressional confirmation.

Sen. Abraham Ribicoff, D-
Conn., called the selection “a
very good choice"” that makes
"“a lot of senge."

He said Ford knows the
legislative process and will help
bridge the gap that has existed
between the executive branch
and Congress.

Asked If Ford might run for
president in 1976, Ribicoff said
“I would guess that any other
Republican aspirant would
have a very tough job of beating
out Jerry in 1976,"

Connecticul's other senator,
Republican Lowell Weicker,
said "I served in the House of
Representatives for two years
with Jerry Ford and I have
great affection and respeet for
the man and 1 wish him all the
best."

Gov. Thomas Meskill, who
was in Europe, and J. Brian
Gaffney, Republican state
chairman, were unavailable for
comment,

John Bailey, Connecticut
Democratic chairman, said ‘I
hope that this matter is dis-
posed of. We've had enough
problems over the last few
months and I hope that
Congress acts" quickly on the
Ford nomination, 'I don't think
he’s been such a controversial
figure as some people who
might have been named.”

U.S. Rep. Robert H. Steele,
R-Conn., said it's not likely
Ford will run for president, but
the vice presidency '‘could
make a candidate out of him."

He said the selection of Ford,
who has the confidence of
Congress and a grasp of the
President's legislative
program, shows that Nixon is
putting a priority on working
with Congress.

U.S. Rep. Stewart B,
McKinney, R-Conn., said he
thought ‘*Republican and
Democratic congressmen are
Jubilant. I think that Jerry Ford
is admired on both sides of the
aisle."

U.S. Rep. Ronald Sarasin, R-
Conn., said he didn't know if
Ford had aspirations for the
presidency, but “he may have
after holding this office.”

He said he was “‘delighted"
with the choice and thought
Ford could breach the gap
between Congress and the
executive branch.

The vice president-designate
also won support from
Democrats in the state's
Congressional delegation,

U.S. Rep. Robert N. Giaimo,
D-Conn., said "I spoke to Jerry
Ford this morning in
Washington. Isaid ‘I don't know
If you're going to be it but if you
are i, Jerry, the President
couldn't have made a finer
choice in the interests of the en-
tire United States.’ "'

Giaimo called Ford "'an out-
standing man of integrity’' and
said “I'm just sure that Jerry
Ford will slide through both
houses of Congress without any
difficulty."

U.S. Rep. William Cotter, D-
Conn., said Ford was ‘“an
excellent choice.”

"“Not only is he capable and
able, but a very popular man
among his colleagues," Cotter
said. “I think he can bring new
understanding In the working
relations between'' Lhe
legislative and executive
branches.

State Rep. Francis Collins,
House speaker, said I think it
was a wise decision by the
President. I think it is one that
will be approved rather speedi-
ly by Congress...It's a sincere
effort by the President to avoid
any type of confrontaion with
the Congress, perhaps to try to
get the country back together
again."

State Sen. Lewis B, Rome, R-
Bloomfield, Senate majority
leader, said “'I think it's a great
selection...He's very well
respected by both Democrats
and Republicans."

State Sen, Charles T. Alfano,
D-Suffield, Senate minority
leader, said, *'I think that Jerry

Ford will have no problem -

whatsoever in being approved
by Congress...He's had a
tremendous amount of
governmental experience"

Court Orders
Nixon To
Give Up Tapes

WASHINGTON (AP)— President Nixon appears certain
to appeal to the Supreme Court a federal appeals court
ruling demanding surrender of White House tapes for

judicial examination.

In a 5 to 2 decision Friday, the U.S. Court of Appeals for
the District of Columbia upheld U.S. Dict Court Judge
John J. Sirica's decislon ordering the tapes turned over to

him.

The appeals courl gave the
President until next Friday to
ask the Supreme Court to
review its decision.

The President 'is not above
the law's commands,'" the
courl said In rejecting Nixon's
contention that the con-
stitutional ‘doetrine of separa-
tion of powers prohibils one
branch of government from for-
cing another branch lo obey its
commands. .

There was no immediate
comment from the White
House, where attention was
focused Friday night on the
presidential nomination of Rep.
Gerald R. Ford, R-Mich., for
vice president

Special Watergate prosecutor
Archibald Cox, who had sub-
poeaned tapes of nine presiden-
tial conversations about
Watergate, said through a
spokesman, ““We are very
pleased. with the decision,
which on first reading of the
opinion appears fully to sustain
our position."”

Cox had contended that the
lapes were essential to the
grand jury's attempt to deter-
mine the extent of the con-
spiracy to obstruct the probe of
the June 17, 1972 break-in at
Democratic Natlonal Com-
mittee headquarters

Charles Alan Wright, lawyer
for the President, had argued

that the doctrine of executive
privilege and the Constitution
gave Nixon sole authority to
decide if presidential
documents could be turned over
either to the courts or to
Congress.

In asking the appeals court to
reverse Sirica's decision,
Wright had argued that
ordering release of the tapes
would breach the traditional
confidentiality of presidential
discussions with his aides, and
‘"from that moment on it would
be simply impossible for any
president of the United States
to function."”

Cox had contended that not
even the Presidenl was above
the law and that the tapes were
unique in that they were
evidence in a grand jury in-
vestigation of possible criminal
activity.

The unsigned opinion by the
five-judge majority referred to
(Cox’s argument as “'the unique-
ly powerful showing made by
the special prosecutor In this
case."”

Comprising the majority
were Judges David L. Bazelon,
J. Skelly Wright, Carl
McGowan, Harold J. Leventhal
.lwlnld Spottswood W. Robinson

The dissenters, both Nixon
appointees, were Judges
George MacKinnon and
Malcolm Wilkie.

anywhere from 100,000 to 400,-
000 barrels per day is possible
this winter, depending on such
factors as the weather and the
ability of refineries to keep on
producing near capacity.

However, such a blow would
probably require extention of
mandatory allocation to all
petroleum products.

More extensive controls is
the aim of legislation advancing
through Congress, apparently
in the belief that allocations of
a few selected products would
not be adequate in any case.

The Senate has passed such a
bill, and similar legislation has
cleared a House committee,

The administration regula-
tion will require suppliers of
home heating oil, jet fuel,
diesel fuel, kerosene, range oil,
stove oil and gas oil to dis-
tribute available supplies to
their customers in proportion to
last year's purchases.

Jordan To Aid

Syrian Troops

By The Associated Press

Jordan announced today it
has joined Egypt, Syria and
Iraq in the war against Israel.

The announcement by a
military spokesman in Amman
opened a new potential 250-mile
front against the Jewish state
already battling Syrians and
Iraqis in the Golan Heights area
and Egyptians in the Sinai
peninsula.

“We have commilted part of
our elite forces to play their
part with the Syrian army on
the Syrian front," the Jorda-
nian Information Ministry
quoted the military spokesman
as saying,

He did not say how much of
King Hussein's 75,000-man
army would be dispatched into
the eight-day-old battle, The
Jordanian force is backed by
only 33 combat planes but con-
tains many tough Bedouin
desert troops and is considered
one of the best trained in the
Middle East.

Amman’s announcement
came as Israeli tanks backed by
heavy air power battled up the
road to Damascus and as
doglights raged over the Golan
battleground. Tel Aviv claimed
Iragi ground forces bolstering
the Syrians had almost been
eliminated.

Neither Syria nor Iraq
responded to the Tel Aviy
claim. But Syrian com-
muniques issued in Damascus
said antiaircraft batteries and
Syrian jets shot down 18 more
Israell warplanes during a mor-
ning of heavy aerial combat.

A Syrian communique added:
""Meanwhile, ground battles
still are violently raging
between our forces and the
enemy since dawn along the en-
tire front line."

Damascus gave no indication
where the front line lay and
made no immediate mention of
Jordanian aid. The Israeli state
radlo claimed lIsraeli armored
columns drove 15 miles beyond
the 1967 cease-fire lines Friday
and shoved back the Syrians to
within 256 miles of Damascus,

Correspondents with the
Israeli forces said they had
been told some vanguard tank
units had rolled across the 40

mile plateau to within 20 miles
of the ancient Syrian capital.

There was no official word
whether the Israelis were
trying to fight all the way to
Damascus. But the Tel Aviv
forces have U.S.-made artillery
with a 20-mile range.

A Syrian defeat on the
northern front would free the
Israelis to concentrate more air
and armored firepower on the
Sinai Desert, where the Jewish
state was forced to abandon its
original defense lines to Egyp-
tians storming across the Suez
Canal,

This was seen as a possibility
that may have persuaded the
38-yéar-old Hussein to enter the
war, which erupted a week ago
today.

Oil Flow

To Europe

LONDON (AP) — The Middle
East war has reduced the
amount of oil flowing into
Europe, oil industry sources
said.

The sources said the closing
of the Iraq oil terminal in
Banias, Syria, and a 50 per cent
reduction in the use of the
Aramco tapline from Saudi
Arabla to Sidon in Lebanon
have cut shipments to Italy,
Spain and Austria.

[taly and Spain banned
exports of oll products, and
Austria imposed daily quotas on
the sale of oil. Switzerland has
already asked Italy to ease the
export ban.

Italian refineries also supply
about 500,000 tons of fuel
monthly to the United States,
which is already experiencing a
fuel shortage.

Nixon Picks Ford For Vice President

g Confirmation

Anticipated

In Both

Houses

WASHINGTON (AP) — Urging Americans to put aside
old obgcssions for a new beginning, President Nixon sent a
receptlve Democratic Congress today his vice presidential
nomination of House Republican Leader Gerald R. Ford.

Bq!h the House and Senate were poised to vote the swift
confirmation the President sought in the name of national

unity.

Senate Democratic Leader
Mike Mansfield today called the
choice of Ford “excellent" and
said he hopes the Senate will
confirm him by the end of Qe-
tober. He told newsmen he will
vote for Ford.

Nixon announced his choice
Friday night in a nationally
televised ceremony marked by
a festive air of state celebration
— and only oblique mention of
the corruption scandal that
forced Spiro T. Agnew's
resignation Wednesday from
the nation's second highest of-
fice.

Within hours, it was clear
Ford was breezing toward easy
confirmation, perhaps within a
week or two, barring adverse
disclosures during con-
gressional hearings.

An Associated Press survey
found Ford with 52 votes, one
more than needed for confirma-
tion, None of the senators in-
itially contacted were opposed,
but nine said they were reser-
ving judgment pending the
hearings.

At the same time, 131 House
members said they would vote
for Ford, two said they were op-

15 were undecided or
wi g comment,

The certainty of con-
gressional confirmation figured
heavily in Ford's selection by
Nixon, who wanted to avoid a
major partisan confrontation at
a time he is seeking to recover
from the Watergate scandal.

The President clearly had the
Watergate and Agnew scandals
in mind when he told the nation
"“it is vital that we turn away
from the obsessions of the past,
and turn to the great challenges
of the future.”

“This is a time for a new
beginning for America, a new
beginning in which we all
dedicate ourselves to the tasks
of meeting the challenges we
face, seizing the opportunities
for greatness and meeting the
dangers wherever they are, at
home and abroad."

The beaming 60-year-old
Ford bounded to Nixon's side
from his front row seat in the
White House East Room and
accepted the nomination with a
promise o work 'to make
America a united America."

The tall, pipe-smoking lawyer
and former college football star
has represented a western
Michigan district in the House
for 25 years, building a reputa-
tion as a staunch party man and
a strong supporter of Nixon's
policies.

His selection immediately
placed his name high on the list
of Republican contenders for
the presidency in 1976.

Besides Connally, the former
Texas governor who recently
turned Republican, others who
had been considered in the run-
ning as Agnew's successor in-
cluded Gov, Nelson A.
Rockefeller of New, York,
former Secretary of State
William P. Rogers, and Gov.
Ronald Reagan of California.

Nixon narrowed the list of
possible nominees to five
Thursday night, aides said, then
decided upon Ford at dawn
Friday while at his Camp David
retreat. Ford didn't learn of his
selection, however, until 90
minutes before it was an-
nounced.

Nixon's speech disclosing his
choice was structured for
drama. He talked for nine
minutes before mentioning
Ford's name, using the occa-
sion lo dlscuss national
achievements, national
problems and the need for uni-
ty.
He said the nation is at peace
for the first time in 12 years —
but that the Mideast war
threatens world peace. He said
economic expansion has given
Americans belter jobs at higher
pay — but inflation still is a
problem.

Baseball Season Ended
For The Common People

WASHINGTON — To those
who still believe the impossible
only takes a little longer, it
matters not who wins the World
Series. Across the land, the
baseball season ended
successfully for all of us com-
mon people when the New York
Mets won the National League
East,

They couldn't pull another
1069, but they did. Huddled in
last place on Sept. 1, they
proved they were still the good
old unpredictable and un-
conventional Mets by winning
the divisional title the day after
the season officlally ended.

Accordingly, 1973 goes down
in the record book as the Year
of the Underdog. It should
properly be hailed by historians
as the year in which the Mets
spent the first five months of
the season as bums and the last
month kicking their critics in
the slate. Their story ranks
right up there with Spiro
Agnew’s troubles and the cost
of calf's liver, and the uproar it
caused argues that the
measured ballet performed on
the diamond indeed may be
America’s national game.

Everywhere, it was a shining
day for Main Street and the so-
called Common Man — a little
like discovering that anonymity
is a 8 to 1 favorite to inherit the
earth, For, despite their World
Series victory in 1969, the Mets
had remained the team of the
plain, pot-bellied, billpaying,
unpressed citizen, the darlings
of the faceless habitues of
supermarkets and corner
saloons, sometimes
patronizingly referred to by in-
tellectual poseurs as ‘“little
peaple.”

The Mets are John Q.
Public's team because they are
so much like John Q. — about
whom it may as well be said
right here that John is as big as
you are, whoever you are.

Although they are owned by a
rich and artistocratic woman,
the Mets as a team have no
breeding. Their manager, Yogi
Berra, played the game
superbly and is in baseball's
Hall of Fame, but somehow he
always managed to give his
every performance the char-
ming flair of an amateur,

The players themselves,

May Be Revised

Mrs, Harriet Rosen, a school
board member, said at this
week's meeling that the town's
school facility usage policy may
have to be revised since state
officials indicate the present
policy may be discriminatory.
She added that the use of
classrooms for religious
teaching may be an illegal and
unconstitutional use of public
funds.

The school board, Sept. 17,
approved St, Columba's
Church’s request to use five to
ten classrooms for an hour
Saturday mornings for religious
instruction,

Mrs, Rosen asked the board
to add to previous minutes her
sentiments on the facility usage
issue, as well as a statement
recognizing the payment made
by St. Columba’s as a *‘token
payment and not a fair and
equitable fee,"

Mrs, Rosen also told board
members she had contacted
two members of the Connec-
ticut Association of Boards of
Education (CABE) regarding
the present policy governing
school facilities. )

She said it was suggested to
her the policy is too “limiting,
not sufficient and could use
more consideration.”

The board members said the
town school board should es-
tablish a comprehensive policy
that would not be
“discriminatory,” she said.

The present policy, approved
Jan. 16, defines school facilities
as the cafeteria-kitchen and the
gymnasium, Classrooms may
be so designated at the board's
discretion, the policy states,

If, in the opinion of the hoard
and its administrators, the
group or organization using the
facility is contributing to the
general welfare of the com-
munity, the usual building fee
may bhe waived, the policy
slales,

Youth groups, scouts and
recreation council groups are
exempt from any fees in using
the gymnasium, according lo
the policy.

The schedule of fees as the
policy now stands is — up to 50
persons $7.50 per use, and more
than 50 persons, $15 per use.
The custodian is to be paid
directly by the group at the rate
of §1.50 per hour.

Picking New GOP

Minority

Leader

May Be Battle

WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Nixon solved one
problem when he picked Gerald
R. Ford to be vice president,
but created another by opening
the way for a fight for Ford's
old job as House Republican
leader.

“We're probably going to
have a little blood-letting," said
Rep. William H. Harsha, R-
Ohio, Friday night after joining
his House colleagues in a
general acclamation for Ford's
nomination,

In his eight years as minority
leader Ford stilled the in-
fighting between the conser-
vative and moderate wings of
the House Republicans, for-
ming them into an effective
force that won more than its
share of battles with the
majority Democrats.

But Friday afternoon, when
his selection as vice president
was still conjecture, battle
lines were already being drawn
in anticipation that a new
Republican leader would be
needed.

In the GOP hierarchy, Rep.
Leslie C. Arends, R-Ill., the
Republican whip, is second in
command. But Arends is 77, has
served under three leaders
since becoming whip in 1943 and
seems content to remain the
number two man.

Rep. John B. Anderson, R-
Ill., 51, chairman of the House
Republican Conference — the
party caucus — holds the third-
ranked job and is interested in
moving up. But Anderson is
regarded as too liberal by a
large segment of his
colleagues.

"“If Anderson is a candidate,
he'll be opposed,” said Rep.
Samuel L. Devine, R-Ohio, flat-
ly. And Devine, 57, might well
be the one providing the opposi-
tion. A staunch conservative,
Devine almost defeated Ander-
son for conference chairman in
1969, and moved in as vice
chairman two years later.

But Devine may not have a
clear shot at Anderson. Another
conservalive, Rep. John J.
Rhodes, R-Ariz., chairman of
the Republican Policy Com-
mittee, has been talking to
friends about running.

With a majority of the 192

Republicans shading toward the
conservative side, Anderson's
chances would appear to de-
pend upon a split in his opposi-
tion.

In an effort to postpone such a
split, some conservatives are
talking of having Arends move
into the leadership job for the
rest of the 93rd Congress, which
is now nearly half over, and put-
ting off the fight until 1975.

"‘Arends could move up
without any bloodshed,” said
Rep. Delbert L, Latta, R-Ohio,
and predicted that would
happen.

It is not likely to be so easy,
however. Under Ford's firm
control the Republicans have
enjoyed eight years of stability,
but a lot of new members have
entered the House since then
and the times could be ripe for
some changes.

“There is going to be an in-
teresting realignment of
power,"” said Rep. Barber B.
Conable Jr., R-N.Y.

WASHINGTON (AP) —Former Vice President Spiro T.
Agnew addresses a television audience tonight and sources
indicated the farewell speech may be an instruction on
avoiding the problems that ruined his political career.
The approximately 15-minute speech is to be televised
live at 7:30 p.m, EDT by NBC and CBS.

Agnew resigned Wednesday
and pleaded no contest to a
federal charge of income tax
evasion.

He spent much of the
weekend working on the
speech, without the help of the
speechwriters he used as vice
president.

Sources close lo the former
vice president said the speech
would be ‘'‘largely his own
work."

"There won't be any whining
and complaining and 1 don't
expect him to be terribly defen-
sive about it,'"" said one
associate.

U.S. Sethack

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
U.S. may have suffered a
diplomatic setback with the
commitment of Saudi Arabian
troops to the war against Israel.
But it may not mean a cut in oil
supplies. The United States has
urged restraint in the war in
messages to King Faisal of
Saudi Arabia, but Saudi troops
entered the battle Sunday.
However, US. officials said
Faisal's latest message to
President Nixon did not
threaten an oil embargo if
American arms were sent to
Israel.

Suggest Leniency

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Saying that the tough approach
has failed, a federal crime com-
mission has recommended that
most criminals be treated
leniently. In sharp contrast to
President Nixon's views, the
commission said many
offenders should go free after
arrest and trial, with prisons
reserved for hard-core
criminals. And prisons should
guarantee inmates virtually all
the rights of other citizens, in-
cluding conjugal visits, the
report said.

No Windfall

LOS ANGELES (AP) —
Democratic leaders have
cautioned their party not to
expect a windfall of con-
gressional seats next year from
Watergate and the Spiro T.
Agnew case, Democratic
National Chairman Robert F.
Strauss predicled on Sunday
that Democrats would pick up
two to four Senate seats and
five or six House seats in the
1974 congressional elections,
Strauss appeared at the 1973
Western States Democratic
Conference over the weekend.

Pessimism Noted

Thailand
Unrest
Continues

BANGKOK, Thailand (AP)—
A streel war between foes of
Thailand's ruling military
clique and the regime's troops
and police persisted for the se-
cond day today despite the ap-
pointment of a civilian premier
who promised a new constitu-
tion and elections.

Only a handful of students
had firearms when the bloody
clashes "exploded Sunday after
an orderly week-long campaign
for a new constitution. But
today students with automatic
weapons were seen exchanging
fire with police holed up in a
precinet station.

King Bhumibol Adulyadej
named Dr. Sanya Thammasak,
rector of Thammasak Univer-
sity, to replace Premier
Thanom Kittikachorn on Sun-
day, but throngs of
demonstrators confronted the
army's troops and tanks today,
and sporadic shooting sent a
steady stream of casualties to
already crowded hospitals.

Complete casualty figures
were not available, but one doc-
tor sald a check of four
hospitals indicated more than
165 dead so far. There were
many more wounded and in-
jured, he said.

a seven-hour armored battle
Sunday. Tel Aviv did not report
the commando raid.

"Troops were landed in
darkness behind enemy lines,
stormed a position from. more
than one direction, clashed in
savage hand-to-hand combat
and inflicted heavy losses in
lives and equipment,’* the
Egyptians said in a com-
munique, "'Our units returned
to safety except for some logses
in men."

The communique did not pin-
point where the raid sssup-
posedly took place.

The Israelis said Sunday’s
Egyptian tank offensive was
repelled and that Cairo's forces
lost more than 200 tanks and 15
planes, The Egyptian version of
the same battle sald the Israelis
pulled back an unspecified dis-
tance into the peninsula and lost
150 tanks and 29 warplanes.

“"The pattern of today's
fighting has become localized
clashes in various sectors,' the
Egyptian statement said.

On the Syrian front,

Damascus reported heavy tank,
infantry and artillery battles
raged as the fourth Arab-Israeli
war ground into its 10th day.
Syrian shelling was slowing
the Israell advance toward
Damascus and the Israeli tanks
were reported about 21 miles
from the ancient Syrian capital,
Correspondents with the Israeli
forces reported that long-range
Syrian guns opened up

whenever the armored columns
tried to advance.

The Israeli military com-
mand also reported another
naval exploit. It said its naval
patrol boats sank 14 “armed
fishing type'" boats in harbor of
Ras Gharib, on the Gulf of Suez
during the night, Israel said the
harbor, 20 miles across the gulf
from Israeli forces on the Sinai
peninsula, was an Egyptian
commando base,

Otherwise, the Israeli com-
mand said, it was a quiet night
on both the Syrian and Egyptian
fronts.

In other developments:

— Egypt charged at the
United Nations that Israel had
dropped delayed-action antiper-

sonnel bombs on towns in the
Nile delta. A Syrian envoy
charged Tel Aviv with dropping
the same kind of bombs on the
suburbs of Damascus.

— The French government
asked Libya to explain reports
that French Mirage jets were
fighting with the Egyptian air
force. France agreed in 1969 to
sell Libya 130 Mirages on condi-
tion they would not be used
against the Israelis. Israel
charged Sunday that Mirages
were used in Egypt's Sunday
offensive and said it shot two of
them down.

— The U.S, government was
considering proposing a
ceasefire along present battle
lines, linked to an opening of
negotiations for a final peace
settlement. Both the Arabs and
Israelis have rejected such a
cease-fire, but U.8. government
sources said as the war drags
on they might soften their posi-
Lion,

— The Kuwait government
announced that representatives
of Arab oil nations will meet in
Kuwait on Tuesday to discuss
oil prices and the war.

Fire Ravages Boston
Tenement Suburb

CHELSEA, Mass. (AP) — A
wind-fed fire that raced across
20 blocks of wooden tenements
and small businesses has left 1,
100 persons homeless in this
rundown Boston suburb.

About 500 National Guardmen
roped off the desolate, charred
expanse of the oldest section of
the city, destroyed Sunday
night when a raging general
alarm fire devoured dozens of
crumbling buildings, I

Five firemen were
hospitalized, but there were no
deaths.

The homeless, most of them
Spanish speaking, blacks and
elderly Jews, sought shelter
with relatives and in a
makeshift dormatory thrown up
in an armory.

"I have lost everything,'' said
Henry Wogciechowski, 49. “It's
a crying shame. All the people

Final cost figures for the
acquisition of 229.56 acres of
Case ML. indicate that the Town
of Manchester and the State of
Connecticut would contribute
$165,523.50 each.

Appraisal figures accepted by
the town, the state and the
federal government place the
total cost at an even $630,000.

On May 25, 1972, when HUD
(the federal department of
Housing and Urban Develop-
ment) allocated $298,953 toward
the acquistion, the sum was for
50 per cent of the preliminary
estinated cost — $597,906 at the
time. The HUD allocation was
on the condition that the town
and the state each would pay 25
per cent of the cost.

When the final appraisal
figures came in at $630,000,
HUD accepted them, but
limited its allocation to the
original $298,953.

Al the height of the blaze,
which officials said apparently
started in an abangoned rag
storage building, 3,000 to 4,000
persons were evacuated from
their homes.

Sparks leaped from building
to building as gusts u'p to 50
miles an hour swept off Boston
Harbor.

“This Is a conflagration of
epic proportions,” said Fire
Chief Herbert C. Fothergill, “A
conflagration such as this one
creates its own winds of
hurricane force."

One fireman who had
traveled from Amesbury, 47
miles away, said, *‘I haven't
seen anything like this since the
war."

The fire cut a swathe a hali-
mile wide through the decaying
industrial section of the city of
32,000, two miles north of down-
town Boston. Many of the in-
dustries were small businesses
that reclaimed scrap metal,
rags and tires. Much of the area
had been scheduled for demoli-
tion through urban renewal.

The national Board of Fire
Underwriters in February said
the city had “the highest poten-
tial for conflagration of any city
in the United States."

The board cited the city's role

ag storage area for 138 million
gallons of oil, gasoline and
other flammable fluids, all
abave ground.

At the same time, Fire Chief
Fothergill described the city as
“‘a huge tenement ... Our
buildings are almost all of the
wooden two-and three-decker
type ..."

The fire, which broke out
about 4 p.m., was contained at a
railroad right.of way about five
hours Tater. But It continued to
burn today.,

A huge plume of black smoke,
visible 40 miles away, attracted
thousands of Sunday afternoon
sightseers, who slowed fire ap-
paretus rushing to the scene
from as far as 100 miles away.

Firemen doused buildings in
the path of the wind-pushed
blaze, but gave up on them as
soon as they ignited.

*'One minute you'd see a shop
on fire, Then the next thing you
knew, four or five tenements
were gone," said one witness.
“It was incredible."

Residents of the estimated 60
homes destroyed rushed
through the streets ahead of the
blaze carrying plastic bags and
suitcases stuffed with
belongings.

Gov. Francis W. Sargent
declared the cily a disaster
area, and Sen. Edward M.
Kennedy said he would ask the
federal government to do the
same.
