PHILADELPHIA (AP) -  A 
federal judge reserved action 
Friday on a proposal to shut 
down the Penn Central, ruling 
America’s biggest railroad had 
enough cash to continue 
operating for a while.

"I conclude that the im­
mediate cash problem of Penn 
Central is such that no action 
needs to be taken today or 
perhaps at least for another 
couple of weeks,’’ U.S. District 
Judge John P, Fullam said 
after a four-hour hearing. 
Fullam had set the hearing to 
consider a proposal by the 
trustees of the ailing 19,000- 
mile system to begin liquida­
tion proceedings Oct, 31, and to 
halt all trains'by the end of the 
maues "immediate cessation of 
services unwarranted."

And the lawyer for the Penn 
Central Co., parent firm of the 
bankrupt transportation sub­
sidiary, swiftly agreed.

"There is enough cash to run 
the railroad until the end of the 
year,” said attorney David 
Berger, insisting a cessation 
would be "catastrophic”  to the 
nation.

Mrs. Harriet Rosen, a school 
board member, said at this 
week’s meeting that the town’s 
school facility usage policy may 
have to be revised since state 
officials indicate the present 
policy may be discriminatory. 
She added that the use of 
c lassroom s for re lig ious 
teaching may be an illegal and 
unconstitutional use of public 
funds.

The school board. Sept. 17, 
app roved  St. C o lum ba’s 
Church’s request to use five to 
ten classrooms for an hour 
Saturday mornings for religious 
instruction.

Mrs. Rosen asked the board 
to add to previous minutes her 
sentiments on the facility usage 
issue, as well as a statement 
recognizing the payment made 
by St. Columba’s as a "token 
payment and not a fair and 
equitable fee.”

Mrs. Rosen also told board 
members she. had contacted 
two members of the Connec­
ticut Association of Boards of 
Education (CABE) regarding 
the present policy governing 
school facilities.

She said it was suggested to 
her the policy is too “limiting, 
not sufficient and could use 
more consideration.”

The board members said the 
town school board should es­
tablish a comprehensive policy 
th a t  w ould not be 
"discriminatory,” she said.

The present policy, approved 
Jan. 16, defines school facilities 
as the cafeteria-kitchen and the 
gymnasium. Classrooms may 
be so designated at the board’s 
discretion, the policy states.

If, in the opinion of the board 
and its administrators, the 
group or organization using the 
facility is contributing to the 
general welfare of the com­
munity, the usual building fee 
may be waived, the policy 
states.

Youth groups, scouts and 
recreation council groups are 
exempt from any fees in using 
the gymnasium, according to 
the policy.

The schedule of fees as the 
policy now s^nds is — up to 50 
persons $7.50'per use, and more 
than 50 persons, $15 per use. 
The custodian is to be paid 
directly by the group at the rate 
of $1,50 per hour.

The board’s policy sub­
committee will review the 
current policy, it was decided.

At the Sept. 17 meeting the 
board further voted that both 
the board and the church 
reserve the right to terminate 
the use of the facilities with a 
two-week notice.

The church agreed to provide 
adequate adult supervision and 
also will assume responsibility 
for damage or loss to the school 
property.

It was voted that the fee for 
the use of the building would be 
50 cents per classroom per 
usage plus custodial fees of 
$2.50 per hour.

At that same meeting a letter 
from Mrs. Patricia Brett of 
Pine St. was read into the 
minutes of her request. It said, 
"Whether expenses incurred 
are paid in whole or in part by 
the church is not the issue. 
Whether secular groups of 
children use the public school 
facilities is not the issue. To use 
public school facilities or tax 
money in any way to promote 
the teaching of one religion is 
contrary to the constitution and 
it is simply wrong.”

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
President Nixon solved one 
problem when he picked Gerald 
R. Ford to be vice president, 
but created another by opening 
the way for a fight for Ford’s 
old job as House Republican 
leader.

“ We’re probably going to 
have a little blood-letting,” said 
Rep. William H. Harsha, R- 
Ohio, Friday night after joining 
his House colleagues in a 
general acclamation for Ford’s 
nomination.

In his eight years as minority 
leader Ford stilled the in­
fighting between the conser­
vative and moderate wings of 
the House Republicans, for­
ming them into an effective 
force that won more than its 
share of battles with the 
majority Democrats.

But Friday afternoon, when 
his selection as vice president 
was still conjecture, battle 
lines were already being drawn 
in anticipation that a new 
Republican leader would be 
needed.

In the GOP hierarchy. Rep. 
Leslie C. Arends, R-Ill., the 
Republican whip, is second in 
command. But Arends is 77, has 
served under three leaders 
since becoming whip in 1943 and 
seems content to remain the 
nuhaber two man.

Rep. John B. Anderson, R- 
111., 51, chairman of the House 
Republican Conference — the 
party caucus — holds the third- 
ranked job and is interested in 
moving up. But Anderson is 
regarded as too liberal by a 
la rg e  s e g m e n t of h is 
colleagues.

"If Anderson is a candidate, 
he’ll be opposed,” said Rep. 
Samuel L. Devine, R-Ohio, flat­
ly. And Devine, 57, might well 
be the one providing the opposi­
tion. A staunch conservative, 
Devine almost defeated Ander­
son for conference chairman in 
1%9, and moved in as vice 
chairman two years later.

But Devine may not have a 
clear shot at Anderson. Another 
conservative. Rep. John J. 
Rhodes, R-Ariz., chairman of 
the Republican Policy Com­
mittee, has been talking to 
friends about running.

With a majority of the 192

Republicans shading toward the 
conservative side, Anderson’s 
chances would appear to de­
pend upon a split in his opposi­
tion.

In an effort to postpone such a 
split, some conservatives are 
talking of having Arends move 
into the leadership job for the 
rest of the 93rd Congress, which 
is now nearly half over, and put­
ting off the fight until 1975.

“ Arends could move up 
without any bloodshed,” said 
Rep. Delbert L. Latta, R-Ohio, 
and predicted that would 
happen.

It is not likely to be so easy, 
however. Under Ford’s firm 
control the Republicans have 
enjoyed eight years of stability, 
but a lot of new members have 
entered the House since then 
and the times could be ripe for 
some changes.

“There is going to be an in­
te re s tin g  rea lignm ent of 
power,” said Rep. Barber B. 
Conable Jr., R-N.Y.

Qnly a handful^ of students 
had firearms when the bloody 
clashes ^exploded Sunday after 
an orderly week-long campaign 
for a new constitution. But 
today students with automatic 
weapons were seen exchanging 
fire with police holed up in a 
precinct station.

King Bhumibol Adulyadej 
named Dr. Sanya Thammasak, 
rector of Thammasak Univer­
sity, to rep lace P rem ier 
Thanom Kittikachom on Sun­
day ,  bu t  t h r o n g s  of 
demonstrators confronted the 
army’s troops and tanks today, 
and sporadic shooting sent a 
steady stream of casualties to 
already crowded hospitals.

The Israelis said Sunday’s 
Egyptian tank offensive was 
repelled and that Cairo’s forces 
lost more than 200 tanks and 15 
planes. The Egyptian version of 
the same battle said the Israelis 
pulled back an unspecified dis­
tance into the peninsula and lost 
150 tanks and 29 warplanes.

“ The pattern of today’s 
fighting has become localized 
clashes in various secl,ors,” the 
Egyptian statement said.

On th e  S y r ia n  f r o n t .

Damascus reported heavy tank, 
infantry and artillery battles 
raged as the fourth Arab-Israeli 
war ground into its 10th day.

Syrian shelling was slowing 
the Israeli advance toward 
Damascus and the Israeli tanks 
were reported about 21 miles 
from the ancient Syrian capital. 
Correspondents with the Israeli 
forces reported that long-range 
Sy r i an  guns  opened  up 
whenever the armorell columns 
tried to advance.

The Israeli military com­
mand also reported another 
naval exploit. It said its naval 
patrol boats sank 14 "armed 
fishing type” boats in harbor of 
Ras Gharib, on the Gulf of Suez 
during the night. Israel said the 
harbor, 20 miles across the gulf 
from Israeli forces on the Sinai 
peninsula, was an Egyptian 
commando base.

Otherwise, the Israeli com­
mand said, it was a quiet night 
on both the Syrian and Egyptian 
fronts.

In other developments:
— Egypt charged at the 

United Nations that Israel had 
dropped delayed-action antiper­

sonnel bombs on towns in the 
Nile delta. A Syrian envoy 
charged Tel Aviv with dropping 
the same kind of bombs on the 
suburbs of Damascus.

— The French government 
asked Libya to explain reports 
that French Mirage jets were 
fighting with the Egyptian air 
force. France agreed in 1969 to 
sell Libya 130 Mirages on condi­
tion they would not be used 
against the Israelis. Israel 
charged Sunday that Mirages 
were used in Egypt’s Sunday 
offensive and said it shot two of 
them down,

— The U.S. government was 
considering proposing a 
ceasefire along present battle 
lines, linked to an opening of 
negotiations for a final peace 
settlement. Both the Arabs and 
Israelis have rejected such a 
cease-fire, but U.S. government 
sources said as the war drags 
on they might soften their posi­
tion.

— The Kuwait government 
announced that representatives 
of Arab oil nations will meet in 
Kuwait on Tuesday to discuss 
oil prices and the war.

About 500 National Guardmen 
roped off the desolate, charred 
expanse of the oldest section of 
the city, destroyed Sunday 
night when a raging general 
alarm fire devoured dozens of 
crumbling buildings.

F i v e  f i r e m e n  weFe 
hospitalized, but there were no 
deaths.

The homeless, most of them 
Spanish speaking, blacks and 
elderly Jews, sought shelter 
with r e l a t i v e s  and in a 
makeshift dormatory thrown up 
in an armory.

“I have lost everything,” said 
Henry Wogciechowski, 49. “It’s 
a crying shame. All the people

Case Mt. Cost 
$165,523 Each 
To Town, State

Final cost figures for the 
acquisition of 229.56 acres of 
Case Mt. indicate that the Town 
of Manchester and the State of 
Connecticut would contribute 
$165,523.50 each.

Appraisal figures accepted by 
the town, the state and the 
federal government place the 
total cost at an even $630,000.

On May 25, 1972, when HUD 
(the federal department of 
Housing and Urban Develop­
ment) allocated $298,953 toward 
the acquistion, the sum was for 
50 per cent of the preliminary 
estinated cost — $597,906 at the 
time. The HUD allocation was 
on the condition that the town 
and the state each would pay 25 
per cent of the cost.

When the final appraisal 
figures came in at ^30,000, 
HUD accepted them, but 
limited its allocation to the 
original $298,953. Consequently, 
the town and the state must 
split the additional cost.

The Land Acquisition Unit of 
the state Department of En­
vironmental Protection is in the 
pr oc ess  of p r e p a r i n g  a 
recommendation to the State 
Bonding Commission. The 
recommendation, to be con­
s idered in November or 
December, proposes the $165,- 
523.50 state contribution.

If approved, the final step 
would be up to the Manchester 
Board of Directors. The board 
would hold a public hearing on 
the town’s $165,523.50 cost 
share, prior to taking action pro 
or con.

Under the $597,906 original 
estimated cost, the state and 
town contributions would have 
been $149,476.50 each.

The breakdown of the $630,000 
total cost is as follows: $564,000 
for 208.79 acres to Mrs. Dorothy 
Case Beach, Robert Case Den­
nison and Wells Case Dennison;

who live in the stricken area 
are poor people.

“This is a conflagration of 
epic proportions,” said Fire 
Chief Herbert C. Fothergill. “A 
conflagration such as this one 
crea tes its own winds of 
hurricane force.”
-O ne f i r em an  who had 
traveled from Amesbury, 47 
miles away, said, “I haven’t 
seen anything like this since the 
war.”

The fire cut a swathe a half- 
mile wide through the decaying 
industrial section of the city of 
32,000, two miles north of down­
town Boston. Many of the in­
dustries were small businesses 
that reclaimed scrap metal, 
rags and tires. Much of the area 
had been scheduled for demoli­
tion through urban renewal.

The national Board of Fire 
Underwriters in February said 
the city had “the highest poten­
tial for conflagration of any city 
in the United States.”

The board cited the city ’s role

as storage area for 138 million 
gallons of oil, gasoline and 
other flammable fluids, all 
above ground.

At the same time. Fire Chief 
Fothergill described the city as 
“ a huge tenement ... Our 
buildings are almost all of the 
wooden two-and three-decker 
type ...”

The fire, which broke out 
about 4 p.m., was contained at a 
railroad right of way about five 
hours later. But it continued to 
burn today.

A huge plume of black smoke, 
visible 40 miles away, attracted 
thousands of Sunday afternoon 
sightseers, who slowed fire ap- 
paretus rushing to the scene 
from as far as 100 miles away.

Firemen doused buildings in 
the path of the wind-pushed 
blaze, but gave up on them as 
soon as they ignited.

“One minute you’d see a shop 
on fire. Then the next thing you 
knew, four or five tenements 
were gone,” said one witness. 
"It was incredible.”

Residents of the estimated 60 
homes destroyed rushed 
through the streets ahead of the 
blaze carrying plastic bags and 
s u i t c a s e s  s t u f f ed  with 
belongings.

Gov. Francis W. Sargent 
declared the city a disaster 
area, and Sen. Edward M. 
Kennedy said he would ask the 
federal government to do the 
same.

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The PresidenVs Choice
House Minority Leader Gerald Ford 

of Michigan has been nominated to 
succeed Spiro Agnew as vice presi­
dent.

In i t ia l  re a c tio n  to P re s id e n t 
Richard Nixon’s selection of the 25- 
year House veteran and Republican 
adm inistration loyalist indicates 
quick confirmation by colleagues in 
the House and a slower but affir­
mative assent in the Senate.

The President, in selecting Ford, 
has opened the door to a new 
relationship with the Congress but 
only time will tell whether Ford as 
vice president and president of the 
Senate will be able to bring the ad­
m inistration  and Congresk closer 
together on the many issues which 
need action.

Both the President and Ford have 
pledged an effort to cooperate. The 
sudden departure of Agnew, the yet to 
be fully resolved ramifications of 
Watergate, and the serious threat to 
world peace posed in the Middle East 
will not make the task an easy one.

F o r d ,  w ith  h is  l e g i s l a t i v e  
background, can serve the President 
and the nation well as a liaison 
between the two branches — if he is 
given the full opportunity.

The President has indicated but not 
spelled out this desire. It would be our 
hope that Ford will be given some 
responsibility in the domestic area to 
balance  the P re s id e n t’s obvious 
preference for dealing with inter­
national problems.

Ford brings good credentials to this 
task by, in effect, being promoted up 
through the ranks.

He can be, as he expressed his 
desire to be, a uniting force in the 
country.

Whether he achieves this, however, 
will, not depend upon Ford as much as 
i t  w il l  u p o n  th e  P r e s i d e n t ’s 
willingness to back up his olive branch 
of words with action and the reaction 
of Ford’s former colleagues in the 
House and in the Senate.

While initial reaction to the choice 
has been excellent the tragedy of 
A m erican  po litiq#  is th a t  v ice  
presidents have no inherent powers of 
their own except that of personality 
and persuasion. Accepting Ford as the 
new vice president will not necessari­
ly mean the Congress will accept as 
readily Nixon proposals now before it 
or about to be presented to it.

It means, for the moment, the 
President has wisely avoided an un- 
n e s s a r y  c l a s h  w i th  th e  
Democratically-controlled Congress 
by picking a man who has their 
respect and admiration. The struggle 
for the 1976 nomination rem ains wide 
open and whether Ford gains an edge 
hinges not on the title of vice presi­
dent but whether he is given oppor­
tunities to be more than a stand-by 
president.

The President is to be commended 
for taking his conciliatory approach 
and in picking a capable man of in­
tegrity as evidenced by the bipartisan 
endorsements Ford was given.

The Question Remains
While we agree the A p ew  deal may 

have been in the best national interest 
at this time, the fundamental con­
s t i tu t io n a l  is su e  ra is e d  by the  
b e le a g u e re d  ex -v ice  p re s id e n t 
remains.

Does a vice president have immuni­
ty from criminal indictment until he 
is successfully impeached?

The nego tia ted  se ttle m e n t of 
charges against A p ew  in which he 
pleaded no contest to a tax evasion 
felony and was fined, ended for now a 
legal battle to define this p a y  area of 
our Constitution.

Granted, that such a legal dispute 
would take months or years to reach 
the Supreme Court and could have 
been very divisive for the country.

Perhaps, after the furor has died 
down, the Congress and the Ad­
ministration might consider clarifica­
tion of the Constitution to avoid such a 
crisis sbcubj it arise in the future.

but tiie problem as brought out in 
li»fc Agnew affair, is that this due 
pio<jess and ultimate judicial deter­

mination, when it involves people high 
in the  public tru s t ,  can and is 
overridden by the national interest 
which m ay be to some political 
expediency.

The real tragedy of the Agnew af­
fair, we think, is not so much that a 
man betrayed a public trust but the 
gap in some of our constitutional in­
terpretations which made a deal and 
lim ite d  p ro se c u tio n  a p o lit ic a l  
necessity.

We would suggest the Congrels 
enact a law spelling out the rights and 
duties, of a vice president specifically 
denying him immunity from criminal 
prosecution. We would suggest the 
new vice president challenge it as “a 
friend of the court,” before the U.S. 
Supreme Court, so that this issue can 
be resolved in the light of reason 
ra th e r  than  on an  ac tu a l legal 
challenge of the question as would 
have been the case if Agnew had not 
plea bargained.

This tim e the principal involved was 
willing to make a deal. At some 
future tim e, this might not be the 
case. We feel the Congress can and 
should avert this possibility by facing 
up to t’he constitutional issue which 
Agnew raised but did not pursue. Not 
to do so would not be in the national 
interest.

Why Agnew Quit
WASHINGTON -  Vice Presi­

dent Spiro T. Agnew’s sudden, 
secret approach to the Justice 
Department on Fridqy, Oct. 5, 
to renew his plea bargaining not 
on ly  s u rp is e d  fe d e ra l  
prosecutors but also followed 
two weeks during which they 
had no new communications at 
all with Agnew.

It was during those two 
weeks, following his defiant 
speech at Los Angeles, that 
Agnew sought to generate 
national sympathy by por­
traying himself as a victim of a 
Justice Department plot.

Thus, Agnew's new approach 
on Oct. 5 to Justice Department 
prosecutors — an approach 
made without the kndwledgh of 
some of his closest advisers — 
was interpreted by high ad­
ministration officials as a 
signal that the Vice President’s 
national campaign had failed 
totally. In fact, he did not 
receive terms substantially 
better than he could have 
received some three weeks 
earlier.

The overriding view here is 
that Agnew resigned because he 
had no choice and simply could 
not carry through with the bat­
tle to remain in office in the 
face of federal prosecution. 
That greatly reduces prospects 
of the Agnew affair seriously 
damaging President Nixon in 
the hearts of Republican 
rightwingers mourning their 
departed leader.

When Atty. Gen. Elliot 
Richardson and his lieutenants 
several weeks ago discussed 
strategy on how to handle the 
charges against Agnew, the 
possib ility  of an Agnew 
counterattack against them 
was mentioned. It was the Vice 
President’s style, all agreed, to

try to recover by attacking his 
accusers.

The possibility of such a 
counterattack was enhanced 
when the first round of plea 
bargaining between Agnew’s 
lawyers and the Justice Depart­
ment broke down. One basic 
disagreement: the prosecutors 
insisted upon full disclosure of 
the evidence against the Vice 
President.

Ambivalent from the start 
about whether to fight the 
•charges or quit, Agnew began 
to accept advice from those 
lieutenants who wanted him to 
fight. The result was his Sept. 
29 speech in Los Angeles 
pledging that he would not 
resign even if indicted and 
assaulting the Justice Depart­
ment (particularly Asst. Atty. 
Gen. Henry Petersen) as the 
source bI his woes. Next came 
his legal efforts to force 
newsmen to reveal the sources 
of leaks about the Agnew case.

This campaign is now being 
viewed by some politicians as a 
blatant attempt to force better 
terms out of the Justice Depart­
m ent. "U tte r  nonsense,” 
retorts one high Justice Depart- 
m e n t o f f ic ia l .  R a th e r ,  
knowledgeable friends and foes 
generally agree that he was 
trying to enlist public opinion 
on h is s id e  in hopes of 
generating pressure against the 
government.

He was only p a r t ia l ly  
successful. Some Republican 
stalwarts, resentful that the 
President undermined his Vice 
President, rushed to Agnew’s 
defense. Furthermore, Agnew 
made his point about leaks to 
news media undermining his 
case and eroding his civil liber­
ties. But he was clearly unable 
to convince the country that

there was a conscious con­
spiracy, centered in the Justice 
Department, to drive him out of 
office. ■

Indeed, polling data and 
politicians’ insight indicate that 
the public would not tolerate 
Agnew staying in office while 
indicted. With Agnew having 
failed to convince the public he 
was a victim, the voters were 
unwilling to grant him special 
immunity.

After what one White House 
aide described as “an ordeal of 
unbelievable m agnitude,” 
Agnew advised his lawyers to 
resume plea bargaining (the 
approach that came Oct. 5). 
Agnew kept that fact from all 
but his closest associates. Only 
Arthur Sohmer, his long-time 
assistant from Maryland days, 
and possibly Brig. Gen. John M. 
Dunn, his highly trusted  
military aide, knew about it.

In th e  re n e w e d  p lea  
bargaining, Agnew’s lawyers 
this time accepted the Justice 
Department demands for a full 
disclosure of the case against 
him (resulting in the 4^page 
paper re lea sed  Oct. 10). 
Agnew’s lawyers asked for an 
assurance of leniency. The 
Justice Department could give 
no such assurance but promised 
it would recommend leniency to 
the judge. The recommendation 
was made and accepted.

The result was that Agnew 
saved the nation from another, 
protracted political crisis and 
perhaps saved himself from a 
prison sentence — but at the 
cost of his name and his dis­
illusioned political following. 
With the failure of his cam­
paign to show himself as the 
J u s t i c e  D e p a r tm e n t’s 
persecuted victim, there was no 
other outcome.

Cleon Jones verified Hahn’s 
report. The Met left fielder lost 
a ball in that torturous sun in 
the first inning, giving Joe Rudi 
a gift double in a two-run 
Oakland uprising.

“ It was the worst,’’ said 
Jones, "the absolute worst. I’ve 
never played in a major league 
ballpark where the sun is that 
bad.”

When West discarded once 
again. South “carelessly” led 
the deuce of diamonds from 
dummy as his third try for the
slam.

Chance To Ruff 
This gave East the chance to

ruff with his worthless six of 
trumps. This was a trick for 
nothing!

Actually, East’s ruff gave 
South the slam. South won the 
club return, led a diamond to 
the ace and got to his hand by 
ruffing a heart. Then he cashed 
the queen of diamonds, discar­
ding dummy’s losing club. The 
rest was easy.

If East refused the bait by 
declining to ruff the low dia­
mond, South would have to take 
the queen of diamonds. He 
would then have to draw  
trumps to safeguard dummy’s 
ace of diamonds, and he would 
wind up losing a diamond and a 
club.

W ear It

East should work this all out 
when the low diamond is led 
from dummy. When an expert 
opponent seems to have lost 
count of trumps and is offering 
you a trick for nothing — look 
for the hook!

But 
Premier Golda Meir of Israel 
claimed the Egyptian tank 
charge into the Sinai has been 
halted.

Tank and artillery battles 
raged in the Sinai Desert and in 
Syria as Sadat made a tough ad­
dress to the Egyptian People’s 
Assembly in Cairo and Mrs, 
Meir talked to the Israeli 
parliament in Jerusalem.

“At this very moment Israeli 
forces are on the western bank
of the canal,” the 75-year-old

Israeli premier said.
Mrs. Meir did not say how 

many Israelis were on the 
western side of the Suez Canal 
or where they had crossed.

Egypt took control of the 103- 
mile-long waterway after its 
troops stormed across at the 
ou tb reak  of the cu rren t 
hostilities Oct. 6 and pushed 
into the Sinai peninsula seized 
by Israel in 1967, Since then 
Israeli and Egyptian tanks and 
artillery have been battling 
along an uneven front placed by 
claims from both sides at from 
three to 10 miles east of the 
canal.

Sadat coupled his missile 
threat with an announcement 
he is ready to reopen the canal, 
closed since the 1967 conflict, 
and sign a cease-fire leading to 
a peace conference under U.N. 
auspices. But he said this would 
be possible only if Israel pulls 
out of the Arab land it captured 
in 1967 and guarantees the 
rights of the Palestinian people.

Israel has rejected both 
demands in the past as prior 
conditions for negotiations.

Mrs. Meir declared in her 
talk — apparently not intended 
as a point-by-point response to 
Sadat — that Israel will never 
sign a cease-fire with the Arabs 
unless it specifies the return of 
“all our prisoners.”

U.S. transport planes were 
rushing arms to bolster Israel’s 
b a t te r e d  w ar m a c h in e , 
meanwhile, and a Soviet airlift 
was doing the same for the 
Syrians and Egyptians as the 
Middle East conflict went into 
its 11th day with more furious 
fighting.

Israel claimed its armor and 
artillery knocked out 50 Arab 
tanks on the Syrian front'and 
said its warplanes bombarded 
military targets in Syria and in 
Egypt about 100 miles north of 
Cairo, the Egyptian capital 
where Sadat gave his speech.

U.S. Aid To Israelis 
Hinges On Battle Needs

CHELSEA, Mass. (AP) -  
Some lost their homes. Some 
lost home and car. Some lost 
home, car, job, business — 
everything.

The problem today was fin­
ding the necessities of life for 
more than 1,000 people burned 
out by Sunday’s fire that raged 
through one tenth of this in­
dustrial city just north of 
Boston.

“In all about 1,100 people 
were forced to the streets,” 
said Police Chief Abraham 
Burgin. “A few will be able to 
return to their homes today but

the majority have nothing left.”
The city tried to move toward 

a semblance of normalcy today 
as schools reopened after being 
closed Monday.

But firefighting crews con­
tinued to rove through the still- 
smoldering area of 18 city 
blocks which were destroyed 
and 12 which sustained damage. 
Damage was estimated at $1(K) 
million or more.

Demolition equipment was to 
move into the area today to 
knock down the shaky chimneys 
and tottering walls — all that 
were left of gutted buildings in 
the industrial-residential area.

The refugees spent the night 
in schools, churches, armories 
and other buildings. Service 
agencies like the Red Cross and 
Salvation Army were in the 
area setting up tettiporary meal 
production and other help.

Civil Defense officials said a 
major need was for canned and 
nonperishable foods, which 
were being stockpiled by the 
Salvation Army for homeless 
residents.

ZB A To Allow 
Re-Application 
On Gas Station

The M anchester Zoning 
Board of Appeals (ZBA) voted 
Monday night to permit an oil 
firm, to re-apply for a special 
exception to allow a gasoline 
service station at Burr Corners 
Shopping Plaza.

A tty . A. P a u l B e r te , 
representing the Quality Ser­
vices Co. of Nashville, Tenn., 
told ZBA members Monday 
night that there have been 
major changes in the proposal 
since a similar application was 
denied by the ZBA in April.

In. April, an application by 
Tenneco Oil Co. — now the 
Quality Services firm — failed 
because of inconclusive voting 
by ZBA members. The ZBA 
vote then was 3-2 in favor of 
granting a special exception, 
but four favorable votes are 
required for approval.

Concerns expressed by the 
ZBA in April were that the 
parking lot at Burr Corners is 
poorly drained, and that traffic 

. flow within the lot — already 
haphazard — would be further 
aggravated by installation of a 
gasoline service station, which 
would have no direct access to 
Tolland Tpke. but only within 
the parking lot.

Atty. Berte said Monday 
night that the owner of the 
shopping plaza has installed a 
new storm sewer line in the 
parking lot to relieve drainage 
problems. He also said the new 
application would be accom­
panied by a proposal for con­
trolling traffic flow within the 
lot.

The ZBA’s Monday night vote 
to allow a rehearing of the

application was unanimous. 
A p p lican ts  can n o t seek  
rehearing within one year of 
denial unless they prove major 
changes have occurrred in the 
application, according to 
M a n c h e s te r ’s zon ing  
regulations.

In other business Monday 
night, ZBA members conducted 
four public hearings and later 
acted favorably on three of the 
requests. The fourth item failed 
because of inconclusive voting. 
The Items were:

• Robert Rozman’s request 
for a variance to construct an 
attached garage ten feet from 
his west side line at 345 
Hackmatack St., denied by in­
conclusive voting.

ZBA m em bers Rudolph 
Pierro and Charles Frok, voting 
to deny the application, cited a 
property line dispute as reasons 
for denying the request.

• Gino Pagluica’s request for 
a variance to allow an attached 
carport eight feet from his 
north side line at 255 Vernon 
St., unanimously approved.

• A variance requested by 
Stan and Rose Ozimek to allow 
an attached porch eight feet 
from the north side line at 507 
Lake St., unanimously ap­
proved.

• Hilton F. Stone’s request 
for extension of permission for 
a limited repairer’s license at 
the Parkway Sunoco service 
station, 18 McNall St., un­
animously approved.

Stone had previously been 
operating under temporary per- 
inisslon of the ZBA, but ZBA 
members decided Monday night 
to make the approval perma­
nent.

The state Division of Employ­
ment Security set up a job bank 
of opportunities in the area.

The Red Cross and state 
Public Welfare bepartm ent 
began work on financial aid to 
families displaced.

Gov. Francis W. Sargent 
after a tour of the area, asked 
President Nixon to declare the 
city  a d isas te r a rea , and 
pledged “all appropriate state 
resources.”

State legislators for the area 
said they filed bills for a $10 
million bond issues to speed 
recovery, $500,000 for im­
m ed ia te  s ta te  aid and a 
legislative study of other possi­
ble aid.

An 11-hour nighttime curfew 
in the; burned-out area ending at 
8 a.m. began Monday night. 
National Guardsmen and police 
kept all persons out of the area 
unless they had special passes.

Weary city officials trying to 
add up the city’s losses Monday 
said they included 800 buildings 
d e s tro y e d , in c lu d in g  62 
dwellings, most of them three 
d^eckers and a p a r tm e n t 
buildings.

Sixty-two businesses were 
destroyed, eliminating 600 jobs. 
The losses included the city’s 
$500,000 public works garage 
and all its vehicles and gear.

OSLO, Norway (AP) - U.S. 
S ecre tary  of S tate Henry 
Kissinger and North Viet­
namese Politburo member Le 
Due Tho were awarded the 1973 
Nobel Peace Prize today for 
their efforts to officially end 
the Vietnam war.

Kissinger and Tho defeated 45 
other accepted candidates, in­
cluding President Nixon, Presi­
dent Tito of Yugoslavia and 10 
international organizations.

The prize was about $120,000 
and will be shared equally 
between the two winners.

The Nobel committee chair­
man, Mrs. Aase Lionaes, a 
judge and member of Parlia­
ment, announced the decision 
after the five-member com­
mittee reviewed the candidates 
for hours.

When announcement of the 
award came, Kissinger was 
reported in a meeting at the 
White House and was un­
available for immediate com­
ment.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  For 
now the size and continuation of 
American arms shipments to 
Israel depends almost com­
pletely on the battlefield needs 
of the Jerusalem government, 
according to U.S. officials.

A number of sources in­
dicated, however, that the sea 
and air supply missions an­
nounced Monday would be 
limited to the replacement of 
planes, tanks, bombs, artillery 
rounds and other items as they 
are lost or expended in the 
fighting.

For example, administration 
officials report that the Israelis 
have lost about 25 U.S.-supplied 
F4 Phantom jets in the fighting. 
Initially, most of the planes will 
be replaced, but Israel cannot 
expect larger deliveries as 
urged by some congressmen 
and senators, officials said.

In announcing the airlift. 
State Department spokesman 
Robert J. McCloskey said the 
new deliveries were intended to 
offset the nearly week-old
resupply of Syria and Egypt by 
The Soviet Union.

WEST HAVEN -  Circuit 
Judge Burton Jacobson this 
morning reserved decision on 
the defense motion to dismiss 
obscenity charges against 
Jam es V. Magee, form er 
manager of the Manchester 
Book Shop, 739 Main St.

In arguments this morning in 
Circuit Court 8, defense at­
torney Leonard Kam aras 
claimed the defendant was 
denied fa ir notice of the 
charges against him. But 
Prosecutor Guy Wolf said there 
was no lack of fair notice.

Kamaras said a June 21 deci­
sion by the U.S. Supreme . 
Court — which abandoned part 
of the classic three-pronged 
obscenity test—left courts with 
"no more definition of obsceni­
ty that can be prosecuted.” 

Woll rep lied  th a t “ the 
defense really missed the 
point.” He said the state's case 
is not based upon the obscenity 
definition specified by the U.S. 
Supreme Court.

“We will apply the law as it 
stands in Connecticut," Wolf 
said. The Connecticut General 
Statutes specify that to be 
obscene, material must appeal 
to prurient interests, must go 
su b s ta n tia lly  beyond the 
customary limits of candor, and 
m ust be u tte r ly  w ithout 
redeeming kocial value.

The arguments on the motion 
p erta in ed  to th re e  o ther 
obscenity cases as well as the 
Magee case. The four cases are 
being heard at West Haven to 
consolidate similar matters.

Magee, who was manager of 
the Manchester Book Shop until 
about five months ago, was 
arrested Nov. 1, 1972, in a 
statewide crackdown on alleged 
pornography dealers.

“We are concerned that the 
Soviet airlift will unsettle the 
balance which we have been 
committed to maintain for 
ma n y ,  ma n y  y e a r s , ’ ’ 
McCloskey said. He described 
the Soviet resupply effort as 
massive.

He said the Russians, using 
huge AN-12 and AN-22 transport 
planes, have delivered about 4,- 
000 tons of equipment to air­
ports in Egypt and Syria in 
some 280 flights that began last 
Wednesday. Other administra­
tion officials, indicating a 
higher rate of delivery, said the 
flights have been increasing 
from a few dozen to more than 
70 flights on Sunday.

So far, officials indicated the 
Russians do not appear to be 
replacing the hundreds of 
planes and tanks lost by the 
Syrians and Egyptians. But of­
ficials believe there is a steady 
resupply of ground-to-air mis­
siles used against the Israeli 
planes.

A large number of the 95 
Israeli planes that U.S. officials 
say were knocked down by the 
Arabs so far have fallen victim 
to Soviet SA-2, SA-3 and newer 
SA-6 missiles. The Israelis have 
lost nearly one-fifth of their Air 
Force, according to U.S. es- 
timates.''

The U.S. airlift reportedly 
originates from a number of 
U.S. bases and ^includes all 
types of long-range military 
transport planes, plus a limited 
number of civilian planes 
chartered for special use in the 
resupply operation.

One reported stopover point 
was a U.S. AAIR Force Base in 
the Azores off Portugal, from 
which sources said C5A 
Galaxies, Boeing 707s, C130 and 
C141 cargo planes, and Phan­
tom jets all headed toward 
Israel.

One Washington official said 
the American a ir lif t  was 
smaller than the Russian. He 
said in two days, there have 
been about 100 U.S. flights com­
pared with the 70 daily Soviet 
flights into Syria and Egypt.

“If you Imagine you can hit at 
Arab depth,” Sadat declared in 
a reference to Israeli leaders, 
”I want to warn you that the 
transdesert Egyptian missiles 
of the Zafer type are now fitted 
on their bases.”

”I have always warned that 
in our confrontation with Israel, 
it will by an eye for an eye, a 
tooth for a tooth and depth for 
depth,’’ he added.

The Egyptian president, 
wearing a full military un­
iform, said that if Israel refuses 
the Arab demands it faces “a 
war of attrition which we can̂  
endure with greater ease than 
they can endure.”

"Egyptian missiles called 
Zafer, which means victorious, 
can cross the Sinai,’’ the 
former military officer added. 
"These land-to-land missiles 
are ready now to be launched to 
the very depths of Israel at any 
minute.”

The Israeli command had no 
im m ediate comment. But 
sources in Tel Aviv said the 
Egyptians claim Zafar missiles 
have a range of about 180 miles. 
That would allow them to reach 
Tel Aviv and Jerusalem from 
forward Egyptian positions in 
the Sinai Desert.

The war talk came side-by- 
side with the peace talk in 
Sadat’s hour-long speech to the 
People’s Assembly. But the 
main condition laid down for 
Sadat’s professed willingess to 
accept a cease-fire and attend 
the peace conference — prior 
Israeli withdrawal to pre-1967 
lines — have been Arab goals 
ever since the 1967 conflict.

Israel has never given any 
sign it is ready to accept them 
and Israeli forces have pushed 
about 20 miles beyond those 
lines into Syria since the 
current round of fighting broke 
out Oct. 6.

College Goals

On that date, State Police — 
armed with arrest warrants 
signed by Chief Circuit Court 
Judge John Daly — arrested 11 
men in eight towns on obscenity 
charges.

State Police said the arrests 
were prompted by citizens’ 
complaints to state and local 
police departments and to the 
governor’s office.

The local Manchester Book 
Shop opened in October 1971 and 
almost immediately it became 
controversial. An organization 
calling itself Citizens Against 
Pornography picketed the store 
and petitioned the town Board 
of Directors to take action to 
close the business.

The Directors authorized 
drafting of a bill designed to 
tighten the state’s obscenity 
laws. The bill, sponsored in the 
state’s General Assembly by 
M anchester’s^ 'JeglisIators, 
passed the House but failed in 
the Senate in 1972.

An updating of Manchester 
Community College goals and 
priorities was launched Monday 
night at a meeting of the MCC 
Regional Council’s executive 
committee in the President’s 
Conference Room.

The d e c i s i o n  for  an 
exhaustive review  of the 
college’s goals came after a 
report from the MCC Senate 
suggesting it and the fact that 
many conditions, mostly finan­
cial, have changed since the 
cpilege’s last prospectus about 
10 years ago.

Pertinent sections of the 
state's draft of a Master Plan 
for Higher E ducation  in 
Connecticut will be supplied 
various council committee 
chairmen for study. Upon this 
basis and MCC’s own goals, the 
chairmen will report at the next 
full counci l  mee t i ng  in 
November at which time the 
matter will be discussed and 
suggestions for priorities ob­
tained from the council as a 
whole.

The Senate will .be making a 
concurrent re-evaluation, and it 
is hoped that by late winter or 
early spring, a new statement 
can be drafted for submission 
with an interim report on ac­
creditation to the New England 
accreditation agency.

As e x p l a i n e d  by Dr.  
Frederick W. Lowe Jr., presi­
dent, there is a feeling in the ad­
ministration and the Senate 
(and the execut ive board 
agreed) that MCC has certain 
unique aspects which the 
broader goals of the Master 
I’lan and the 10-year-old college 
goals do not include.
. The problem of enrollments 

continuing to grow despite 
national trends to the contrary, 
more difficult financing, and 
other growth problems were 
discussed and it was the consen­
sus that MCC needs a reassess­
ment at this time so that it can 
hopefully meet the basic princi­
ple of its founding — that of 
offering an educational oppor­
tunity to all who seek it within 
the limitations of sound plan-, 
ning, financing, equipment and 
staff.

As of Oct. 8, Dr. Lowe 
reported, the college has 1,025 
persons enrolled in extension 
work under its Community Ser­
vices program and 4,070 full­
time and part-time students in 
its regular transfer programv

By age, more than 25 per cent 
are 25 years of age or older with 
the oldest regular student a 
woman, 67, attendinjg MCC 
part-time and the youngest 
group being 19 who are 17 years 
old.

The bulk of the students are 
18 and 19 and most come from 
Manches t e r  a l t hough 95 
Co n n e c t i c u t  t owns  a r e  
represented in the student 
body. Manchester’s 804 is 
followed by 582 from East Hart­
ford,  358 f rom Vernon- 
Rockville, 300 from Hartford, 
163 from Glastonbury and 111 
from Wethersfield, Dr. Lowe 
reported.

That MCC programs do lead 
to advanced education. Dr. 
Lowe said, is borne out by a 
report that one-fourth (57) out 
of 212 from the state regiomal 
community college system are 
from MCC at the University of 
Connecticut.

He also distributed a report 
on the reasons for dropping out 
of school and was pleased that 
most of the reasons were not 
"negative” school problems 
nor were the drop-outs students 
who wer e  m a r g i n a l  
academically since the majori­
ty had 2.1- to 3-point grades.

Changing schools, family or 
personal problems, illness, and 
decision to work fulltime were 
the major causes of student
