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Chelsea Faces Big
Task After Fire

CHELSEA, Mass, (AP) —
Some lost their homes. Some
lost home and car. Some lost
home, car, job, business —
everything.

The problem today was fin-
ding the necessities of life for
more than 1,000 people burned
out by Sunday's fire that raged
through one tenth of this in-
dustrial city just north of
Boston.

“In all about 1,100 people
were forced to the streets,”
said Police Chief Abraham
Burgin. "A few will be able to
return to their homes today but

the majority have nothing left.”

The city tried to move toward
a semblance of normalcy today
as schools reopened after being
closed Monday.

But firefighting crews con-
tinued to rove through the still-
smoldering area of 18 city
blocks which were destroyed
and 12 which sustained damage,
Damage was estimated at $100
million or more,

Demolition equipment was to
move into the area today to
knock down the shaky chimneys
and tottering walls — all that
were left of gutted buildings in
the industrial-residential area.

A. Paul Berte,
representing the Quality Ser-
vices Co. of Nashville, Tenn.,
told ZBA members Monday
night that there have been
major changes in the proposal
since a similar application was
denied by the ZBA in April.

In, April, an application by
Tenneco Oil Co. — now the
Quality Services firm — failed
because of inconclusive voting
by ZBA members. The ZBA
vote then was 3-2 In favor of
granting a special exception,
but four favorable votes are
required for approval,

Concerns ‘expressed by the
ZBA in April were that the
parking lot at Burr Corners is
poorly drained, and that traffic

. flow within the lot — already
haphazard — would be further
aggravated by installation of a
gasoline service station, which
would have no direct access to
Tolland Tpke, but only within
the parking lot.

Alty, Berte said Monday
night that the owner of the
shopping plaza has installed a
new storm sewer line In the
parking lot to relleve drainage
problems. He also sald the new
application would btle'accom-

nied by a proposal for con-
r:olllng traffic flow within the
lot

Applicants cannot seek
rehearing within one year of
denial unless they prove major
changes have occurrred in the
application, according to
Manchester's zoning
regulations.

ZBA members Rudolph
Plerro and Charles Froh, voting
to deny the application, cited a
property line dispute as reasons
for denying the request,

* Gino Pagluica's request for
a variance Lo allow an attached
carport eight feet from his
north side line at 255 Vernon
St., unanimously approved,

* A variance requested by
Stan and Rose Ozimek to allow
an attached porch eight feet
{rom the north side line at 507
Lake St., unanimously ap-
proved.

* Hilton F. Stone's request
for extension of permission for
a limited repairer's license at
the Parkway Sunoco service
station, 18 McNall St., un-
animously approved.

Obscenity Trial
Gets Under Way

WEST HAVEN — Circuit
Judge Burton Jacobson this
morning reserved decision on
the defense motion to dismiss
obscenity charges against
James V. Magee, former
manager of the Manchester

* Book Shop, 739 Main St.

In arguments this morning in
Circuit Court 8, defense at-
torney Leonard Kamaras
claimed the defendant was
denied fair notice of the
charges against him. But
Prosecutor Guy Wolf said there
was no lack of fair notice,

Kamaras said a June 21 deci-
sion by the U.S, Supreme .
Courl — which abandoned part
of the classic three-pronged
obscenity test— left courts with
'no more definition of obsceni-
ty that can be prosecuted."

Woll replied that '‘the
defense really missed the
point.”" He sald the state’s case
is not based upon the obscenity
definition specified by the U.S.
Supreme Court.

“"We will apply the law as it
stands in Connecticut,'” Wolf
said. The Connecticut General
Statutes specify that to be
obscene, materlal must -appeal
to prurient interests, must go
substantially beyond the
customary limits of candor, and
must be utterly without
redeeming social value,

The arguments on the motion
pertained to three other
obscenity cases as well as the
Magee case. The four cases are
being heard at West Haven to
consolidate similar matters,

Magee, who was manager of
the Manchester Book Shop until
about five months ago, was
arrested Nov, 1, 1972, in a
statewide crackdown on alleged
pornography dealers,

On that date, State Police —
armed with arrest warrants
signed by Chief Circuit Court
Judge John Daly — arrested 11
men in eight towns on obscenity
charges.

State Police said the arrests
were prompted by citizens'
complaints to state and local
police departments and to the
governor's office,

The local Manchester Book
Shop opened in October 1971 and
almost Immediately it became
controversial. An organization
calling itself Citizens Against
Pornography picketed the store
and petitioned the town Board
of Directors to take action to
close the business.

The Directors authorized
drafting of a bill designed to
tighten the state's obscenity
laws, The bill, sponsored in the
state's General Assembly by
Manchester's leglislators,
passed the House but failed in
the Senate in 1972.

He said the Russians, using
huge AN-12 and AN-22 transport
planes, have delivered about 4,-
000 tons of equipment to air-
ports in Egypt and Syria in
some 280 flights that began last
Wednesday. Other administra-
tion officlals, indicating a
higher rate of delivery, said the
flights have been increasing
from a few dozen to more than
70 flights on Sunday.

So far, officials indicated the
Russians do not appear to be
replacing the hundreds of
planes and tanks lost by the
Syrians and Egyptians. Bul of-
ficials believe there is a steady
resupply of ground-to-air mis-
siles used against the Israeli
planes,

A large number of the 8
Israeli planes that U8, officials
say were knocked down by the
Arabs so far have fallen victim
to Soviet SA-2, SA-3 and newer
SA-6 missiles. The Israelis have
lost nearly one-fifth of their Air
Force, according to U.S. es-
timates,»

The U.S. airlift reportedly
originates from a number of
U.S. bases and “includes all
tvpes of long-range military
transport planes, plus a limited
number of civilian planes
chartered for speclal use in the
resupply operation.

One reported stopover point
was a U.S, AAIR Force Base in
the Azores off Portugal, from
which sources said C5A
Galaxies, Boeing 707s, C130 and
Cl41 cargo planes, and Phan-
tom jets all headed toward
Israel.

MCC To Review

College

An updating of Manchester
Community College goals and
priorities was launched Monday
night at a meeting of the MCC
Regional Council's executive
committee in the President’s
Conference Room.

The decision for an
exhaustive review_of the
college's goals came after a
report from the MCC Senate
suggesting it and the fact that
many conditions, mostly finan-
cial, have changed since the
college’s last prospectus about
10 years ago.

Pertinent sections of the
state’s draft of a Master Plan
for Higher Education in
Connecticut will be supplied
various council commilttee
chairmen for study. Upon this
basis and MCC's own goals, the
chairmen will report at the next
full council meeting in
November at which time the
matter will be discussed and
suggestions for priorities ob-
tained from the council as a
whole,

The Senate will be making a
concurrent re-evaluation, and it
is hoped that by late winter or
early spring, a new statement
can be drafted for submission
with an interim report on ac-
creditation to the New England
accreditalion agency.

As explained by Dr.
Frederick W. Lowe Jr., presi-
dent, there 1s a feeling in the ad-
ministration and the Senate
(and the executive board
agreed) that MCC has certain
unique aspects which the
broader gouals of the Master
Plan and the 10-year-old college
goals do not include.

The problem of enrollments
continuing to grow despite
national trends to the contrary,
more difficult [inancing, and
other growth problems were
discussed and it was the consen-
sus that MCC needs a reassess-
ment at this time so that it can
hopefully meet the basic prinei-

. ple of its founding — that of

offering an educational oppor-
tunity to all who seek it within
the limitations of sound plan,
ning, financing, equipment and
staffl,

Goals

As of Oct. 8, Dr. Lowe
reported, the college has 1,025
persons enrolled in extension
work under its Community Ser-
vices program and 4,070 full-
time and part-time students in
its regular transfer program»

By age, more than 25 per cent
are 25 years of age or older with
the oldest regular student a
woman, 67, attending MCC
part-time and the youngest
group being 19 who are 17 years
old.

The bulk of the students are
18 and 19 and most come from
Manchester although 95
Connecticut towns are
represented in the student
body. Manchester's 804 is
followed by 562 from East Hart-
ford, 358 from Vernon-
Rockville, 300 from Hartford,
163 from Glastonbury and 111
from Wethersfield, Dr. Lowe
reported.

That MCC programs do lead
to advanced edueation, Dr.
Lowe said, is borne out by a
report that one-fourth (57) out
of 212 from the state regiomal
community college system are
from MCC at the University of
Connecticut,

He also distributed a report
on the reasons for dropping out
of school and was pleased that
most of the reasons were not
"‘negative’" school problems
nor were Lhe drop-outs students
who were marginal
academically since the majori-
ty had 2.1- to 3-point grades.

Changing schools, family or
personal problems, lllness, and
decision to work fulltime were
the major causes of student

A Cold Winter

So far the Middle East war has had
little effect in the Manchester area.
True, the Jewish members of our
community are actively engaged in
raising funds for the United Jewish
Appeal as an immediate form of
assistance to Israel and undoubtedly
are encouraging our representatives
in Congress to step up military
supplies to the Jewish state.

But for the non-Jewish community,
the war is still remote. However, this
may change and change soon.

The Arab nations, to forestall
massive military aid from the United
States, have made it clear they intend
to cut off oil supplies to us if we
become too committed. Already, the
flow of Arab oil has lessened.

While the United Statesis not solely
dependent upon Arab oil, many of our
European allies are, and it would
appear if the Arabs follow up with
their threats we can be caught in the
middle of what could be a cold, long
winter in New England.

The allocation system announced
earlier this month may already be ob-
solete for you cannot allocate what
you do not have. ,

The United States, we think, will
stand by Israel because in the long
view it has no-other alternative.

While it appears the Arab oil

nations hold a pretty good hand, Israel
has an ace in the hole, its air force.
We feel the oil issue may be resolved
militarily if the Arabs actually decide
to use it as a weapon against Israel. It
is not pleasant to contemplate, but we
believe it is fully in the power of
Israel to disrupt and destroy the oil
delivery and refinery capacity of the
Arab states and if the Arabs are wise

they will be cautious.

The fact is that if the Arabs try to
cut off oil supplies to Western Europe
and the United States in an effort to
isolate Israel, Israel will, as a matter
of survival, be justified in hitting oil
fields, refineries and pipelines on a
massive scale.

Either waj, it promises to be a cold
winter for those needing oil. As we see
it, the United States must continue ef-
forts to achieve a cease-fire because
no one, least of all the combatants,
will gain from prolonging the war on
the battlefields or attempting power
plays based on an oil reserve which is
a strong economic weapon but
vulnerable to destruction militarily.

We feel the Arabs are aware of this
stark possibility and if we remain
firm, perhaps a cease-fire can be
negotiated.

We think the Arab bluff should be
called.

Rationalizing Corruption

If there is a common thread that
weaves through the broad blanket of
the practice of politics it is the ability
to rationalize embarrassing or even
immoral situations.

A key phrase which pops up like a
red warning flag for rationalizations
is that whatever is being criticized or
questioned “its a common practice in
blank-blank politics.”

The rationale is that because
someone else started the kick-back,
bribery, extortion, the dirty tricks, or
what have you in the area of what At-
ty. Gen. Elliott Richardson has
termed the ‘‘shoddy. side of politics,”
the accused does not think it is wrong
because it “is a common practice.”

There is no doubt that corruption in
local, state and national government,
has existed before, exists now and will
exist in the future. But two wrongs
don’t make a right.

Granted some of the more lowly of-
ficials are underpaid, under political
pressures and under many temp-
tations, but the test of character
despite monentary political advan-
tages is not being one of the boys if the
boys are crooked or willing to be
crooked.

The fact individuals and firms vying
for government contracts are general-
ly viewed as fat cats when it comes to

filling party coffers does not explain
how this can be interpolated into
“gifts”" to political individuals who
can influence contract awarding.

This may be a ‘‘common practice”
and, if so, it is a sorry commentary on
each of us as citizens for tolerating it
either through indifference or
rationales of our own.

We can discuss at length ethics but
unless the people we entrust to public
office have a basic ehtic; ways and
means to get around any statute or
law will be found. And those that do
will eventually be found out too.

uption in government is a
human affliction and in the end it all
boils down to a matter of trust.

First, those who practice politics
must be wary of tempting ‘‘common
practices' for as the Agnew case so
clearly shows, the highest offices in
the land are still open to almost
anyone and the higher you go the more
thorough your past is going to be
checked.

Second, for those of us who vote
men and women into positions of
public trust, we must look beyond par-
ty labels and seek out as much as we
can the ethical character of our can-
didates. The courts can punish the
corrupt when found but only we can
keep them out of office in the first
place,

WASHINGTON — Failure of
the mightiest Arab attack
against Israel in the whole,
tragic 25-year history of the
Arab-Israeli war virtually
assures the historical event it
was supposed to make im-
possible: Israeli occupation for
years, perhaps decades, of the
Arab lands captured in the six-
day 1967 war.

With the logic of proof
supplied in the past few days,
Israel now can argue — and sur-
ely will insist — that a border
along the Suez Canal, against

. Egypt, and another on the
heights of Golan, against Syria,
are absolutely essential if
Israel is to live in relative
security,

As one student of the Middle
East put it to us: “'This
solidifies as nothing else could
the Israeli intention to hold the
Arab territories seized in 1967.”

Altempling to unravel hard
facts from the sticky ball of
twine which traces events in
the days just before the
Egyptian-Syrian attack is dif-
ficult, but one fact appears in-
escapable: the Israeli govern-
ment of Golda Meir passed on
voluminous private intelligence
to the Nixon administration
that Egypt and Syria were, in
fact, building their attack
forces to unprecendented size
for the expected movement
across the Suez Canal and on
the Syrian Golan Heights.

Indeed, such intelligence
miust surely have been at hand
here without any help from the
Israelis. But the U.S. faced two
unanswerable questions: first,
could Egypt or Syria, par-

ticularly Egyptian President
Anwar Sadat with his known
pro-U.S. political posture, be
blind enotigh to risk suicidal at-
tack; and second, even if the
White House had known for
sure that such an attack was
coming, what could President
Nixon do to stop it?

In hindsight, the answer lo
the first is that the Western
democracies have never been
able to understand Arab psy-
chology and the risk of suicide
the Arabs are ready to accept
when Arab honor is at stake,

As for the second, Mr. Nixon
was helpless. Sadat played the
American game in the crucial
autumn of the 1972 presidential
election campaign by dis-
missing thousands of Soviet ad-
visers, and got absolutely
nothing for it from the Nixon
administration. Thus, déspite
the delicate beginnings several
weeks ago of a fresh U.S. effort
to solve the Middle East cri\sis}
U.S. influence in Cairo has béen
paper thin. In Syria, it is non-
existent,

Consequently, the warnings
from Tel Aviv accomplished
nothing in. Washington., The
Israelis resolved their own in-
ternal debate by deciding not to
repeat the success of 1967 and
stage a massive preemptive at-
tack. Result: grave Israeli
casualties (but not approaching
the eventual kill of Arabs)
coupled with ironclad new
evidence supporting the Israeli
position that distant borders —
the Suez Canal and the Golan
Heights — are provably essen-
tial for her security. Neither
Israel nor any other state can
maintain perpetual mobiliza.
tion.

Some close-in Mideast
watchers believe that the Arab
game was not what it seems to
have been — a genuine, all-out
military effort to recapture
Sinai and the Golan, Rather,
they percelve the real Arab
goal as more Machiavellian:
creating a volatile antl-Western
fury throughout the Arab world
In the aftermath of the Arab
defeat, That fury, they predict,
would be used to persuade pro-
U8, Saudl Arabla and some
other big oil producing states to
cut off vgﬂ and threaten a ll:r
graver Western energy crisls,

Perhaps the latest
will run in that direction, but

less Machiavellian, far more
emotional, rationale. On our
last visit to the Middle East 10
months ago, some Egyptian of-
ficials were pushing for just
such a military venture as how
now occurred. We reported
then the existence of secret
studies indicating that ‘‘a
crossing of the Suez Canal”
would cost 10,000 Egyptian
casualties, both military and
civilian, but that that price
would be worth paying if Israel
itself could be “damaged."

The price now promises to be
far, far higher. Moscow, still
hard in pursuit of detente with
Washington, is now watching
hundreds of millions of dollars
worth of made-in-Moscow
military hardware burn up in
the desert. This time, replace-
ment may be far in the future.
The Soviets apparently had
nothing to do with the Arab at-
tack.

In short, the tragic role of the
Arabs has now been Lo solve the
border and territorial questions
for the foreseéhble future — in
exactly the way Israel wanted.

WASHINGTON — It sounded
like something out of the 1972
Presidential campaign, when
the nuts on the fringes of poor
George McGovern's campaign
were selling pot, abortions and
sympathy for creeps who
burned down college bulldings.

This time the er was
Mark Wagler, a Chicago free-
lance writer and former hus-
band of that poor Boston
woman who was drenched with
gasoline and set fatally afire by
a mob of black youths. In the
tradition of the Ideologically
chic, Wagler declared that his
24-year-old ex-wife was killed
“‘by the system, a system that
creates ghettos and racial
hatred.”

The kindest thing that can be
said about Wagler is that he's a
bore. In cold fact, Evelyn
Renee Wagler was killed by
youths who got their kicks out
of burning a woman to death.
The young men may have been
poor and uneducated, but it.is
time we stopped blaming every
sordid crime on the unhappy
circumgtances that this is an
impeffect soclety.

Indeed, our society is closer
to perfection than it was 50
years ago when schools were
segregated, blacks were barred
from certain jobs and lynching
parties were frequent in certain
sociological backwaters of the
Republic. Yet when murder
was done in those bad days,
curbstone philosophers did not
suggest that the murderer was
a pure political dissenter and
should be given a free pass to
Harvard. Whether white or
black, the murderer was

arrested, brought to trial and if

convicted either executed or
imprisoned for life,

There was, it should be un-
necessary to note, much less
crime in that dark age of
America, and the reason was
that the people put the eriminal
on trial, not the system,

In that era, of course, justice
was closer to the dogma of the
early Christian church, which
held that man was inherently
evil and must work out his own
salvation. Even if one refuses
to subscribe to the theory of a
Divinity and a hereafter, there

can be no quarrel with the
proposition that soclety will not
long survive If mankind uses
the llls of soclety as an excuse
for wanton murder,

Of course the system should
not be immune from criticism
or protected from efforts to
change it. But does poverty and
the ghetto environment actual-
ly produce youths who burn
other human beings alive?
Surely not. Poverty has always
been with us, and the record
shows that only a tiny minority
of even the more wretched poor
turn to crime for their salva-
tion. The average poor black
and poor white may not rise to
become president of U.S. Steel,
but he can and does find
employment, ralse a family and |
stay out of trouble.

What needs to be attacked in
the system is the determined,
calculated incitement to
violence by the ‘‘liberated
culture' of the age. Violence on
TV and on the movie screen is a
part of every child's daily life,
either because he sees that
violence on screen or hears
about it from his friends. This is
the age of the karate chop, the
blazing tommy gun and the sub-
stitution for sex of a sadistic-
masochistic monstrosity.

Forget for the moment the
TV and movie shows in which
men and women slug each other
around in what might
euphemistically be described as
"'romantic’’ interludes. Evelyn
Wagler just might have been
the victim of an appalling
movie titled “'Fuzz.”

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Despite its new plum color
and its jet age shape, that
vacuum cleaner you're thinking
about buying has only one old-
fashioned job to do: pick up
dirt. Finding one that can do the
job dependably and well can be
& problem.

When you go out to buy a
vacuum cleaner, don't forget
Lthese basic questions:

How well does the cleaner
pick up granular material like
sand or salt? How large is the
dust bag? What is the cost of
disposable bag replacement?
Does the cleaner-roll easily?
Does it have a hand grip so that
it can be carried? Is the on-off
swilch conveniently located?
How much Tse does the
cleaner make when operated in
a small room? What are the
guarantees? Will servicing be
convenient?

Versatility and
maneuverability make the can-
nister/tank (cannister without
a powered brush) type vacuum
cleaner the most desirable if
you need a cleaner
predominately for general floor
care and above-the-floor
cleaning. This kind of cleaner is
very good for surface litter and
light, clinging dust. If this is the
type you need ask these
questions before buying.

How well does the model
clean the rug, the floor, above
the floor?

What
provision is made for tool
carrying and storage? Is the
hose flexible but durable? Are
the wands made of strong
material? Do they have a
positive means of locking? Are
all the connections tight? Is the
housing stable, smooth and sur-
rounded by resilient bumpers?
Does the cleaner exhaust air in
a way that will not scatter

dust? Is the shape of the can-
nister/tank suited to your par-
ticular needs?

The upright vacuum cleaner
with its agitator action is
generally recognized for its

ease of operation on carpeting
and its rug cleaning efficiency.
If you have many square feet of
carpels and rugs, a good up-
right may be the cleaner you
need to remove embedded grit-
ty dirt which is the most
destructive Kind. Here are
some questions to ask as you
shop and compare,

Does the upright clean
beneath the surface of the rug
pile? Is the nozzle about 11 in-
ches wide? If not, cleaning may
be slow. Are the brushes thick?
Do they extend to both ends of
the agitator? Can the brushes
be adjusted or replaced? Is the
nozzle edged with resilient
bumpers? Is there a tight con-
nection between the dust bag
and the nozzle? Is the cleaner
stable, regardless of the handle

Double duty is the feature of
a combination (cannister with a
powered brush) unit. The can-
nister with attachments offers
the powerful suction that is im-
portant for general floor care
and above-the-floor cleaning,
and the versatility that is un-
ique lo the cannister. The
powered nozzle-attachment
with its separate motor-driven
brushes agitates the rug and
provides rug cleaning efficien-
cy. Since the combination
cleaner has the features of both
the cannister/tank type and the
upright, use the appropriate
questions above if you plan to
buy this type,

The combination unit usually
is the most expensive of the
three types of vacuum cleaners,
When shopping check for com-
parative prices of all three
types, quality and convenience.

Gasoline Prices
Increase Okayed

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Motorists will find higher gas-
oline prices at many service
stations today, the result of new
price action by. the Cost of
Living Council.

The council Monday all but
abandoned the rigid gasoline
price ceilings 'that had drawn
extensive complaints from gas-
oline retailers.

The council said about one-
third of the nation’s estimated
185,000 independent gasoline
stations will be able to increase
prices from one-tenth of a cent
to 1% cents per gallon.

It will be the second
authorized price increase
within a month for some
dealers.

Only those retailers receiving
wholesale gasoline price in-
creases since Sept. 28 — the
date of the last council-
approved price hike — can take
advantage of the new retail
price increase authorization,

The council also promised
dealers the right (o
automatically increase prices
after Nov. 1 to cover any future
increases in wholesale gasoline
costs. This automatie
passthrough had been a major
demand of retailers, a number
of whom closed their stations to
protest regulations they viewed
as discriminatory.

Charles Binsted, president of

the National Congress of
Petroleum Retailers, which
represents many gasoline
dealers, said the council's ac-
tions “‘will give dealers a great
deal of the relief they needed.”

The council also authorized
retail price increases for

heating oil and diesel fuel Mon- -

day, but an official said he did
not expect widespread in-
creases for these items.

The council estimates that
every one cent increase in the
price of gasoline costs the
nation's motorists $1 billion.

Charles Owens, head of the
council’s energy division, said
he felt the original regulations
forcing gasoline dealers to tem-
porarily absorb some higher
wholesale costs led to
widespread confusion.

The council has argued that
the increase in gasoline prices
during the past year partly
resulted from gasoline retailers
taking advantage of the spring
and summer gasoline shortage.

[ts price ceilings were
designed to force retailers to
give up some of these in-
creases,

The automatic increase
regulations take effect Nov. 1,
will not allow increases for
profit, and will prohibit in-
creases of fractions of cents at
all levels of the industry,

EPA Approves Rigid Controls For 22 Areas

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Environmental Protection
Agency has approved transpor-
tation control plans, with
restrictions ranging up to fuel
rationing, for 22 metropolitan
areas.

EPA administrator Russell
E. Train called, the restric-
tions, designed to meet 1977
clean-air deadlines,
“unreasonable.'’ He said he
will ask Congress to give EPA
authority to extend the deadline
for areas in deep trouble.

Five areas in California and
Denver, Colo., appeared to face
the most severe restrictions.

The agency issued the plans
Monday under the prodding of a
court order in a lawsuit brought
by the Natural Resources
Defense Council.

The restrictions Include
mandatory inspection of car
pollution controls, downtown
parking surcharges, modifica-
tion of older_ vehicles and
express lanes for car pools.

However, the agency said
these measures would not be
enough for the five California
areas to meet the 1977 stan-
dards for clean air set by
Congress, )

To meet the standards, local
governments in the areas would
have to cut back drastically on
the number of vehicles on the
road, the agency said.

For instance, Los Angeles

and San Francisco would have
to virtvally eliminate all vehi-
cle traffic. Traffic in the San
Joaquin Valley would be cut by
38 per cent, Sacramento by 50
per cent, San Diego by 54 per ct.

The' cutbacks would be
achleved by rationing the
amount of fuel provided to ser-
vice stations, the agency's plan
said,

The agency classified Denver
as a sixth area where fuel
rationing to reduce traffic was
included as a “'last resort”
measure,

However, agency officials
said the planned eight per cent
cut in Denver traffic to meet the
1877 deadline seemed
achle#ble by implementing
the other elements in its plan,

Family  Curriculum Draws Comment

« About 100 residents attended
a presentation yesterday on the
proposed new family life
curriculum for Bolton students.

John Flek, guidance
counselor and chairman of the
family life committee, gave an
outline of the programs with
many In attendance finding it
difficult to see how it would
relate to the curriculum and
how most of it would be im-
plemented into everyday
teaching.

Dr. Elizabeth Alton explained
how the curriculum came about
and the time and effort spent
developing it by facully
members, lay people and the
clergy.

She noted that the best solu-
tion would be for parents to
teach their own children about
family and life in the home, but
it just isn't done.

Dr. Alton felt, considering
Bolton has approximately 1,000
students, the turnover was a
poor example of attendance es-
pecially with all the notices
about the presentation.

Fleck first presented the
mental health curriculum for
Grades K-4 with little discus-
sion taking place afterwards.

It was suggested that the
curriculum be continued
throughout the student's school
years and a committee member
noted they were still in the
process of further developing
the curriculum for the higher
grades.

Physical growth and develop-
ment curriculum ralsed the
most discussion with opinidns
ranging from those completely
opposed (o those completely in
favor of It,

Dr. Bernard Sheridan quickly
volced his complete oppostion
to the program, saying It was

invading the home and would be
teaching children how to do
everything they wanted to do.
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He felt it would be more ap-
propriate to begin the proposed
kidnergarten section in high
school.

Sheridan received the most
applause,

Mrs. Virginia Butterfield
strongly opposed the program
saying ''as usual the school ad-
ministration is putting parents
in the realm of being idiots.”

Mrs, Butterfield also brought
out that the modesty factor
should be considered.

Mr. and Mrs. William
McCurray said the town should
not be catering to parents that
were not doing their job, They
felt the program would be
stimulating children, not
educating them.

Mrs, Margaret Cafro waid a
family life program-should be
given to adults in the communi-
ty.
She was in favor of a student
life program, feeling the
proposed one was better than
nothing,

The Rev. Robert Cronin, St.
Maurcie Church, said that by
choice he became a member of
the physical growth and
development committee as it
was such a sensitive issue, He
voiced his approval.

Dr. and Mrs. Willilam Clark
voiced their complete approval
of the program finding it very
educational. |

LONDON (AP) — The prime
ministers of Britain and Iceland
today agreed to a basis for
settling the two countries' dis-
pute over fishing rights in
Iceland's fishing zone, British
officials said.

State’s Utility
Bill Up Sharply

HARTFORD (AP) — Connec+
ticut taxpayers are being
charged about 64 per cent more
for the state's utility bill than
three years ago, according lo
state financial records.

State officials said the higher
bill was caused by the govern-
ment using more electricity in
the past three years.

Records indicate that during
fiscal 1970-71, the state spent a
total of $4,797,549 for electricity
and water. The budget for the
current 1973-74 fiscal year
allocated utility expenditures of
$7,866,102, an increase of 64 per
cent.

The increased consumption of
electricity was caused by many
large state ‘construction
projects that have been com-

Telephone and telegram ser-
vice are not included in the
utility charges because they are
accounted for in separate state
fiscal records. Charges for
those services increased 25 per
cent in the same period, from
$3.6 million to $4.5 million.

Although electric rates have
risen since 1970, they haven't
accounted for the bulk of the in-
creased state expenditures, of-
ficlals said.

The largest suppliers of elec-
tricity to state government are
Connecticut Light and Power
Co., which has raised rates 21.7
per cent in three years, and
Hartford Electric Light Co.,
which has hiked its rates 14.5
per cent since 1970,

Gas is included in the total for

. electricity and water, but one

official said gas is a
“negligible’ part of the total
cost.

Historic House
To Be Shown

The South Windsor Historical

Society will hold an open house
on Thursday from 7 pm. to 8
p.m, at the Watson House, 1876
Main St,, East Windsor Hill,

The Watson House Is a
spaclous three-story house buiit
by John Watson in 1788 and is a
specimen of the finest architec-
ture of that day. The interior,
which was made of the finest
woods of the day, is still intact.
The house has a hip roof, large
attic, and eight bedrooms on
the second and third floors.

There are four large rooms
on the first floor, and all rooms
except one have fireplaces. The
basement has a plastered room
with a (ireplace where cooking
and possibly tanning were done.
There is a carriage house which
has room for two carriages and
a good sized shop with upstairs
storage. Also in the yard is an
ornate outhouse and storage
shed. A barn was taken down
several years ago.

John Watson was the original
owner of the house. He was a
merchant for 40 to 50 years, and

on retiring from his trade he
devoted himself to farming and
raising sheep and cattle,
William Goodwin bought the
house after John Watson, his
son Henry, and Theodore Ban-
croft had owned it. Goodwin
repapered all rooms except two
bedrooms which still have the
original wallpaper, The hall
walls are lined with maps
which were collected by Mr.
Goodwin from all over the
world. Later Maxwell Green
from Vermont lived there, and
after his death, Mr. Ellsworth
Sperry bought the house.

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Hospital To Decide
Sale Price for Camp

The trustees of Newington
Children’s Hospital will meet
later this month with the
hospital's property committee
to discuss the selling price of
Camp Newhoca, located on
Bolton Lake in Vernon and Ver-
non has had its option extended
to Nov. 15,

The Town Council was told
last night that the camp will
not be sald to anyone else until
Vernon has had a chance to
purchase It if it wishes,

At its meeting on Oct. 1, the
council gave Mayor Frank
McCoy permission to discuss
with the trustees, the possibili-
ty of buying the camp which has
been used by the hospital for a
summer camp for disabled
children,

The Recreation Commission
and the Conservation Commis-
sion both urged the town to
purchase the camp, noting land
for conservation Is not easily
attainable, ‘

The trustees had asked for
$175,000 for the 10.2-acre site
which has on it some 29

buildipgs. The access roads are
in good condition and the
walking paths have been hard-

togrd. :
eanwhile, Richard Borden,
director of administration, was
asked to come up with some
costs which would be involved if
the town purchases the proper-
ty. ?

In a report to the council last
night Borden sald there are two
different types of costs involved
with maintaining and operating
the camp.

He outlined what he termed

‘‘one-time, initial im-
provements to be done in the
near future.” This would in-
clude upgrading and repairing
electrical equipment, plumbing
and masonry work at a cost of
about $700, plus installation of a
dry hydrant to the lake at a cost
of $1,500, He said this is not es-
sential but would enhance the
fire protection.

Total initial * improvements
would cost about $2,200,

Borden figures the annual
operating costs would total
about $1,465. This would include
$125 for insurance; $240 for

electricity; $600 for mis-

cellaneous repairs, grounds

maintenance, mowing, refuse

and such; and $500 for recrea-
tion program costs,

Borden explained that the
recreation program costs are
tentatively planned to cover
costs of bus transportation,
supervision, picnic tables,
fireplaces and such for senjor
citizen day trips and outings.

In addition it would include
gouth activities such as hiking,

ishing and swimming. Borden
said private groups, such as
Boy and Girl Scouts, YMCA,
Little League and others, might
involve supervision only, He
sald other groups may develop
activities on a self-sustaining
fee basis.

The option the town has with
the hospital trustees is just a
gentlemen's agreement which
originally ran to Oct, 6 but
because of the delay in the
trustees meeting the verbal op-
tion was extended to Nov. 15.

No written agreement will be
made without the council's ap-
proval and the approval of the
townspeople, either by referen-
dum vote or through a special
town meeting,

Town To Explore Ways
To Improve Snipsic St.

Plans to improve the
drainage situation on Snipsic
St., Rockville, were outlined by
Town Engineer Leonard
Szczesny for the Town Council
Monday night and the council
voted to wait one month to get
further information from the
Public Works Department.

If the street is completely
realigned and new drains put in
that would carry excess water
under E. Main St. and into
Paper Mill Pond, the cost would
run about $180,000 at today's
prices, Szczesny explained.

the engineer said the high cost
is due to the fact the area is all
rocks.

He said he felt most of the
drainage problems could be
solved by just putting in curbing
and new storm drains. This
would cost about $98,000, he
said. It would not include
realigning the street.

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Teen Center May Reopen

The Vernon Teen Center
which has been inactive for
some time may open again
soon.

Ice Rink Offer
Called Uneclear

An offer made by Vernon
businessman Thomas
Carruthers, to purchase land in
the Industrial Park, was a
counter-proposal to the offer
made him by the Town Council
and the council did not buy it
last night.

Carruthers wants the 10-acre
site in the park to build an in-
door ice facility. He originally
offered to pay $2,000 an acre
and David Webster, a local
builder, offered to pay $3,500
for the same land. Webster

planned to build a small .

manufacturing plant.

At a Special meeting of the
council Oct. 3, a proposal was
approved, and made to
Carruthers, that he could buy
the land for $3,000 an acre with
a $3,000 credit for putting in an
access road.

The town has been studying
the feasibility of building its
own ice facility. If Carruthers
builds one it could save the
town from that expense.

The proposal made to
Carruthers included several
stipulations concerning use of
the land. One major one was a
restrictive 30-year covenant
that the land not be used for
other than recreational pur-
poses.

In a letter sent to Director of
Administration Richard
Borden, Carruthers said he
would sign an option to buy the
10-acre site, He added he would
allow the town a period of 30-80
days to determine if the
Webster offer is more
beneficial to the town, and if it
feels it is he would “'release it
from the option," and the town
could withdraw its agreement
with him.. .

Town Attorney Abbott
Schwebel did not interpret this
as being acceptance of the
town's offer but rather a
counter-proposal. Nothing has
been signed by the town or
Carruthers and no money has
been exchanged. *“This is not an
option, it's not binding on
anybody," Schwebel
emphasized.

At a press conference on Oct.
5, Carruthers said he would
accept the council's offer and
adhere to all of the stipulations
it carried. He said, however, he
would ask the new council (to
be elected Nov. 6) to reconsider
the restrictive covenants even
though he is bound to the
original agreement.

Carruthers explained it would
be impossible to get financing
for the construction if bound by
the 30-year use provision.

With the council members
completely confused about op-
tions, offers and counter-offers,
Schwebel took time to conduct
a briel class in “offer and
acceptance."

He sald the town made an
offer to Carruthers which was
to expire Oct. 8, On Oct. §
Carruthers made a counter-
offer that he would take an op-
tion to buy the land. ‘‘We didn't
offer.an option," Schwebel sald.

It was based on this explana-
tion, that no oplion was in-
volved, that the councll passed
the motion, made by Donald
Sadrozinskl, that the matter be
put back in the hands of the
Economic Development Com-
mission (EDC) and that EDC

get plans from both builders
and come back to the council
with a recommendation.

Schwebel explained that the
EDC is the real estate agent for
the Industrial Park but the
Planning and Zoning Com-
missions would have to give
final approval on any building
plans.

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It is ironic that Spiro Agnew,
the man who, more than anyone
else in the Nixon administra-
tion, backed the 'law and
order’' campaign against
“effete snobs' and “‘the unruly
mob,"” should be caught in a
web of wrongdoings dating back
to pre-1968 GOP Convention
days.

the world to hear.

Could you or we, in the face of
charges and a deal such as
Agnew faced and accepted, in-
sist we did nothing wrong? And,
could you or we ask people to
believe in us only because what
we did wrong has been done
also by others?

This columnist, for one, can't
buy Agnew’s protestations. The
picture of a payoff envelope
being accepted by him in his
vice president's office will
refuse to dim. It will remain
with us forever.

MMH Chaplaincy Program
Has New Ecumenical Look

The chaplaincy program at
Manchester Memorial Hospital
has a new ecumenical look
these days with two Roman
Catholic chaplains in addition
to its regular part-time Protes-
tant chaplain.

The priests
will each spend 15 hours a week
at Manchester Memorial
Hospital.

The chaplaincy program at

The chaplains, whose terms
at the hospital end July 1, serve
patients from out-of-town or
those who are not affiliated
with a church. They accept
referrals by doctors, nurses,
from the individual patient, or
from any interested person.

Agnew DeniesGuilt
In Valedictory Talk

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Describing his political ruina-
tion by criminal charges as
“‘my nightmare come true’ and
praising President Nixon and
the man Nixon nominated to
succeed him, former vice presi-
dent Spiro T. Agnew has taken
leave of American public life.

His valedictory on Monday
night was a 17-minute, national-
ly televised address in which he
also urged reforms in political
campaign spending, govern-
ment contract bidding and the
use of immunity by
prosecutors,

Speaking in a calm and
deliberate manner, the 54-year-
old Agnew denied again all
allegations of extortion and
bribery raised against him by
the Justice Department.

And he said his decision not to
contest a felony charge of
having evaded some $13,500 in
Federal income taxes in 1967,
when he was governor of
Maryland, was not a guilty plea
but “the only way to quickly
resolve the situation,"”

It was done, he said, “to still
the raging storm."

But coupled with his reasser-
tion of innocence was a veiled
acknowledgement that by some
interpretations his activities
could have been deemed im-
proper. .

“Beyond the insinuation that
I pocketed large sums of
money, which has never been
proven and which I emphatical-
ly deny, the intricate tangle of
criminal charges leveled at

me...boils down to the accusa-
tion that I permitted my fund-
raising activities and my
contract-dispensing activities
to overlap in an unethical and
unlawful manner. Perhaps,
judged by the new post-
Watergate political morality, I
did,” Agnew said.

*'But the prosecution’s asser-
tion that I was the initiator and
the grey eminence in an un-
precedented and complex
scheme of extortion is just not
realistic,”” he said. Agnew
resigned last Wednesday and
pleaded no contest to the tax
charge, on which he was
sentenced to a $10,000 fine and
three years' probation. In
return for this the Justice
Department agreed not to
prosecute him on the other
charges, but made them public
in a 40-page document,

The former vice president
said he reached the decision to
resign only a few days
beforehand, and prior to that
had been — as he repeatedly
declared in public — deter-
mined lo fight for his integrity
and his office, regardless of the
cost.

But he said that because of
crises facing the nation, in-
cluding the war in the Middle
East and the Watergate scan-
dal, he felt the American people
needed a vice president in
whom they could have total
trust and confidence.

“After hard deliberation and
much prayer I concluded
several days ago that the public
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interest and the interest of
those who mean the most to me
would best be served by me
stepping down,” Agnew said,

In a copyrighted interview
Monday by the Nashville
(Tenn.) Banner, a “‘broken and
bitter" Agnew was quoted as
saying pressure from highest
levels of the Nixon administra-
tion forced him to quit and
plead no contest on the tax
charge.

While this suggested Agnew
believes Nixon engineered the
end of his political career, there
was none of this in Monday
night's address.

Saying he wanted to avoid “‘a
paroxysm of bitterness” in his
final appearance, he praised
Nixon for his leadership and
said he had “borne a heavy
burden in his attempt to be both
fair to me and faithful to his
oath of office.”

Conserve Gas,
8th District
Tells Drivers

The 8th District board of
directors, in an effort to con-
serve gasoline, has requested
all those who drive district
vehicles, including fire trucks,
to cooperate to the fullest,

District President William
Hankinson said one of the best
ways to save gasoline is to shut
off motors whenever possible
and not to keep them idling,
‘'unless absolutely necessary."

The district order is similar
to one issucd last week to
drivers of Town of Manchester
vehicles,

The district board Monday
night commended those
members of its fire department
who participated in the Oct. 1-§
Fire Prevention Week. The
programs at the schools and at
Union Pond drew particular
praise. Assistant Fire Chief
John Christensen, the
department’s fire prevention
officer, was in charge of the
program,

Christensen and Fire Chief
Granville Lingard repeated
their oft-expressed concern of
fire protection conditions at
Bentley School, Hollister St.
The concern, Lingard said, is
because of insufficient water
pressure from nearby fire
hydrants — a maximum of 650
gallons per minute. He said that
in the event of an emergency,
hose will be laid to fire
hydrants at Main St. and Middle
Tpke.

Lingard reported 30 [lire
alarms in the district during
September — 2 structures, 3
grass, 4 cars, 10 emergency
(other than fires), 3 oil burners,
7 miscellaneous and 1 mutual
aid call from Vernon.

Peace Prize
Pleases
Kissinger

WASHINGTON (AP)— "I'm
very pleased,” said a beaming
Secretary of State Henry A.
Kissinger today after it was an-
nounced in Norway that he and
North Vietnamese diplomat Le
Duc Tho had won the 1973 Nobel
Peace Prize for their efforts to
end the Vietnam War.

Kissinger got the word of the
prize award while he was atten-
ding a White House meeling of
an emergency group discussing
a current area of conflict — the
Middle Eastern War.

Kissinger said that he would
have a formal statement at the
State Department later concer-
ning the award.

But he gave his personal
reaction as he stepped into his
black limousine to drive from
the White House to his State
Department office, a daily
commuting routine that he has
been following since he became
secretary of state,

He was already receiving
congratulations from members
of his staff and the White
House,

There was no immediate
reaction from President Nixon
to an award of the peace prize
to a man who was carrying out
his administration’s foreign
policy in trying to bring the war
to a halt,

Futtner Named
Ag Commissioner

Hartford (AP) — Getting farm
products to consumers more
conveniently and helping food-
buyers understand the farmer's
problems are the immediate
goals of Fenton P, Futtner, who
was named Monday as Connec-
ticut's new agriculture com-
missioner.

The appointment was an-
nounced by Gov. Thomas J.
Meskill at a morning news con-
ference.

Futtner, 45, of South Windsor,
advances from the post of depu-
ty commissioner to succeed
John T, MacDonald who took
over Monday as executive
secrelary of Connectiiut's Com-
mission on Special Revenue,

“I'm going to try to promote
more communication between
farmers and consumers,"
Futtner told newsmen following
his appointment.

He also said he planned to
make it easier for housewives
to buy farm products directly at
regional markets,

Futtner sald he didn’t think
consumers held farmers solely
responsible for .rising food
prices,

“They may In their hearts
blame the farmer ... but they
don’t come right out and say
it,”" he said, based on what he's
learned from speaking to state
consumer groups.

“The housewife doesn't know

who to blame, She knows the
farmers aren't getting wealthy
and that the supermarkets
aren't making that much of a
profit," he said.

Futtner said he thought food
prices had stabilized and might
even decline slightly in the
months ahead but never to the
level of two or three years ago.

“The American public still
only spends about 18 per cent of
its take-home pay for food,” he
said.

He has detected, however, a
trend toward more home gar-
dening, and he thought prices
had reached the point where
Americans now must decide
whether to “buy a third color
television set or put the money
aslde for a food.”

Futtner said a combination of
factors have caused prices to
Jump sharply in recent years.
He cited bad weather that has
destroyed certain crops, the
sale of grain overseas and the
fact that farmers were starting
to exercise some economic
muscle.

"Many farmers have begun
to realize that a small segment
of the population controls the
food for the rest. They're not
about to sit back and get only
$1.25-an-hour for their work,"
he sajd, using the figure as an
approximation of what farmers
have earned heretofore,

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It is ironic that Spiro Agnew,
the man who, more than anyone
else in the Nixon administra-
tion, backed the *‘law and
order’’ campaign against

No amount of protestations,
including those he expressed on
TV Monday night, can erase the
government's case against him
— a case which covers 40 pages
and includes charges dating
back to his days as Maryland
governor and, even before then,
as county executive.

Agnew's denials are empty
ones, reaching out only for the
sympathy of those die-hards
who refuse to acknowledge he
did anything wrong.

And yet, he made a deal with
the Justice Department (a
Justice Department of his own
administration and of his own
party), to plead to one count of
income tax evasion — income
tax evasion of money received
by him wrongly.

And, as part of a deal in the
works for weeks, he agreed to
government demands that he
resign and to the government's
insistence that its charges
against him be listed, read and
digested in open court — for all
the world to hear,

Could you or we, in the face of
charges and a deal such as
Agnew faced and accepted, in-
sist we did nothing wrong? And,
could you or we ask people to
believe in us only because what
we did wrong has been done
also by others?

This columnist, for one, can't
buy Agnew's protestations. The
picture of a payoff envelope
being accepted by him in his
vice president’s office will
refuse to dim. It will remain
with us forever.

The chaplaincy program at
Manchester Memorial Hospital
is sponsored by the hospital and
by the Manchester Area
Conference of Churches.

Agnew DeniesGuilt
In Valedictory Talk

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Describing his political ruina-
tion by criminal charges as
*'my nightmare come true’ and
praising President Nixon and
the man Nixon nominated to
succeed him, former vice presi-
dent Spiro T, Agnew has taken
leave of American public life.

His valedictory on Monday
night was a 17-minute, national-
ly televised address in which he
also urged reforms in political
campaign spending, govern-
ment contract bidding and the
use of immunity by
prosecutors.

Speaking in a calm and
deliberate manner, the 54-year-
old Agnew denied again all
allegations of extortion and
bribery raised against him by
the Justice Department,

And he said his decision not to
contest a felony charge of
having evaded some $13,500 in
Federal income taxes in 1067,
when he was governor of
Maryland, was not a guilty plea
but *‘the only way to quickly
resolve the situation.”

It was done, he said, ‘“to still
the raging storm."

But coupled with his reasser-
tion of innocence was a veiled
acknowledgement that by some
interpretations his activities
could have been deemed im-
proper. .

""Beyond the insinuation tha
I pocketed large sums of
money, which has never been
proven and which I emphatical-
ly deny, the intricate tangle of
criminal charges leveled at

me...boils down to the accusa-
tion that I permitted my fund-
raising activities and my
contract-dispensing  activities
to overlap in an unethical and
unlawful manner, Perhaps,
judged by the new post-
Watergate political morality, I
did,” Agnew said.

“'But the prosecution's asser-
tion that I was the initiator and
the grey eminence in an un-
precedented and complex
scheme of extortion is just not
realistic,” he said. Agnew
resigned last Wednesday and
pleaded no contest to the tax
charge, on which he was
sentenced to a $10,000 fine and
three years' probation. In
return for this the Justice
Department agreed not to
prosecute him on the other
charges, but made them public
in a 40-page document,

The former vice president
said he reached the decision to
resign only a few days
beforehand, and prior to that
had been — as he repeatedly
declared in public — deter-
mined to fight for his integrity
and his office; regardless of the
cost.

But he said that because of
crises facing the nation, in-
cluding the war in the Middle
East and the Watergate scan-
dal, he felt the American people
needed a vice president in
whom they could have total
trust and confidence.

"After hard deliberation and
much prayer I concluded
several days ago that the public
R
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interest and the interest of
those who mean the most to me
would best be served by me
stepping down,” Agnew said.

In a copyrighted interview
Monday by the Nashville
(Tenn.) Banner, a “‘broken and
bitter" Agnew was quoted as
saying pressure from highest
levels of the Nixon administra-
tion forced him to quit and
plead no contest on the tax
charge.

While this suggested Agnew
believes Nixon engineered the
end of his political career, thére
was none of this in Monday
night's address,

Saying he wanted to avoid "a
paroxysm of bitterness" in his
final appearance, he praised
Nixon for his leadership and
said he had "“borne a heavy’
burden in his attempt to be both
fair to me and faithful to his
oath of office.”

Conserve Gas,

8th District
Tells Drivers

The 8th District board of
directors, In an effort to con-
serve gasoline, has ted
all those who drive iet
vehicles, including fire trucks,
to cooperate to the fullest,

District President William
Hankinson said one of the best
ways lo save gasoline is to shut
off motors whenever possible
and not to keep them idling,
““unless absolutely necessary."

The district order is similar
to one issued last week to
drivers of Town of Manchester
vehicles,

The district board Moanday
night commended those
members of its fire department
who participated in the Oct. 1-6
Fire Prevention Week. The
programs at the schools and at
Union Pond drew particular
praise. Assistant Fire Chief
John Christensen, the
department’s fire prevention
officer, was in charge of the
program.

Christensen and Fire Chief
Granville Lingard repeated
their oft-expressed concern of
fire protection conditions at
Bentley School, Hollister St.
The concern, Lingard said, is
because of insufficient water
pressure from nearby fire
hydrants — a maximum of 650
gallons per minute. He sald that
in the event of an emergency,
hose will be laid to fire
hydrants at Main St. and Middle
Tpke.

Peace Prize
Pleases
Kissinger

WASHINGTON (AP) — “I'm
very pleased,” said a beaming
Secretary of State Henry A.
Kissinger today after it was an-
nounced in Norway that he and
North Vietnamese diplomat Le
Due Tho had won the 1973 Nobel
Peace Prize for their efforts to
end the Vietnam War.

Kissinger got the word of the
prize award while he was atten-
ding a White House meeting of
an emergency group discussing
a current area of conflict — the
Middle Eastern War.

Kissinger said that he would
have a formal statement at the
State Department later concer-
ning the award.

But he gave his personal
reaction as he stepped into his
black limousine to drive from
the White House to his State
Department office, a daily
commuting routine that he has
been following since he became
secretary of state.

He was already receiving
congratulations from members
of his staff and the White
House.

There was no immediate
reaction from President Nixon
to an award of the peace prize
to a man who was carrying out
his administration’s foreign
policy in trying to bring the war
to a halt,

Futtner, Named
Ag Commissioner

Hartford (AP) — Getting farm
products to consumers more
conveniently and helping food-
buyers understand the farmer’s
problems are the immediate
goals of Fenton P. Futtner, who
was named Monday as Connec-
ticut's new agriculture com-
missioner,

The appointment was an-
nounced by Gov. Thomas J.
Meskill at a morning news con-
ference.

Futtner, 45, of South Windsor,
advances from the post of depu-
ty commissioner to succeed
John T. MacDonald who took
over Monday as executive
secretary of Connectiiut's Com-

, mission on Special Revenue.

“I'm going to try to promote
more communication between
farmers and consumers,"
Futtner told newsmen following
his appointment,

He also said he planned to
make it easier for housewives
to buy farm products directly at
regional markets.

Fultner said he didn't think
consumers held farmers solely
responsible for .rising food
prices,

“They may In their hearts
blame the farmer ... but they
don't come right out and say
it,"" he said, based on what he's
learned {rom speaking to state
consumer groups,

“The housewife doesn't know

who to blame. She knows the
farmers aren't getting wealthy
and that the supermarkets
aren’t making that much of a
profit,’”" he said.

Futtner said he thought food
prices had stabilized and might
even decline slightly in the
months ahead but never to the
level of two or three years ago.

“The American public still
only spends about 18 per cent of
its take-home pay for food,” he
said.

He has detected, however, a
trend toward more home gar-
dening, and he thought prices
had reached the point where
Americans now must decide
whether to "“buy a third color
television set or put the money
aside for a food."

Futtner said a combination of
factors have caused prices to
jump sharply in recent years.
He cited bad weather that has
destroyed certain crops, the
sale of grain overseas and the
fact that farmers were starting
lo exercise some economic
muscle,

“Many farmers have begun
to realize that a small segment
of the population controls the
food for the rest. They're not
about to sit back and get only
$1.25-an-hour for their work,”
he said, using the figure as an
approximation of what farmers
have earned heretofore.

Offshore Oil
Drilling Planned

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Interior Department plans
to permit the drilling of offshore oil wells along the coasts
of Florida, Alabama and Mississippi as the nation faces a

tightening energy crisis.

The planned drilling in the
eastern Gulf of Mexico has been
opposed both by local residents
and environmentalists. They
fear damage to beaches from
oll spills and say erection of the
wells could force closing of
area military bases which
would have to relocate gunnery
ranges.

Bids for drilling rights on
some 800,000 acres of the Gulf
off the three .mb?r ;{ll lz
a in December. Flor
cc.':mﬂnd have asked Presl-
dent Nixon to halt the leasing,
but he has not intervened,

Wells In the area could tap as
much as two to three billion
barrels of oll, pumping up to
590,000 barrels a day, according
to the U.S. Geological Survey.
This is about half the amount

currently being produced by
wells off the coasts of Texas
and Loulsiana.

The Interior Department said
full development of the eastern
Gulf would require about 1,500
wells.

The leasing is part of the
Interior Department’s five-
year plan for expanding
offshore drilling. The schedule
calls for 15 lease sales through
May 1978, with the first
covering the eastern Gull
Lease selling shifts to
Louigiana in March and then to
Southern California next
September.

Bidding is also scheduled in
1977 and 1978 for leases in the
Guit of Alaska and hearings are
being held on whether the
government ‘should approve
drilling in the Atlantic,

The prosecutor said there are
four major considerations he is
weighing in making his decision

‘to investigate Agnew: the

national interest, the expenses
involved, getting evidence and
getting a fair trial. He did not
specify the type of charges he
was considering.

He said he will call the state's
attorneys in Baltimore City and
County today to determine if
they can cooperate in any possi-
ble investigation of Agnew.

Fierce Tank Battles
Reported Along Suez

Egyptian and Israell tanks
battled fiercely along the
eastern side of the Suez Canal
today as Israell jets pounded
Egyptian missile batteries on
the western bank, Israel said.

Syria sald the Israeli
warplanes also attacked
Latakia and Tartus, Syrian
ports on the Mediterranean
where Soviet supplies are
reported arriving by sea to
replenish the Arab war
machine. Three Israell jets
were shot down, Damascus
claimed, but it gave no infor-

mation on damage to the ports.

An Israeli commando force
reported operating west of the
canal in Egypt apparently pur-
sued its mission of hit-and-run
strikes against Egyptian in-
stallations in.the rear,

“If they were back, we would
have announced It,"" said a
military spokesman in Tel
Aviv.

" Syria said its armored forces
renewed their counteroffensive
against Israell tanks that have
driven into Syria along a 20-
mile zig-zag front and have ad-
vanced toward Damascus along
a hilly roadway to within about

20 miles of the Syrian capital.
"Fighting is raging with

tanks," said a communique

broadcast by Damascus radio, '

Both sides had reported a big
tank battle on the Syrian front
Tuesday, with Israel claiming
105 Syrian and Iraqi tanks were
knocked out and Syria claiming
80 Israeli tanks were destroyed.

Egypt said itg troops also
fought a “vicious battle" on the
Sinai front Tuesday, beating
back a westward push by

Republicans Endorse
School Bond Issue

The Manchester Republican
Town Committee Tuesday en-
dorsed the proposed $5.6 million
bond issue for improvements to
Illing and Bennet Junior High

Schools and adopted a nine--

point platform which stresses
“accountability” as the key
issue in the election campaign.

The proposed bond issue will
be the No. 1 referendum ques-
tion on the Nov. 6 voting
machines. Of the $5.8 million
total, $2,881,000 would be for
Iling and $2,718,000 for Bennet,

The vote to endorse was on a
motion by Robert Spillane,
whosge term on the school board
expires next month. Mrs,
Harriet Haslett urged endorse-
ment on the basis that the
Republicans could be credited
with taking the school issue out
of politics.

The Democratic Town Com-
mittee is meeting tonight and
indications are it, too, will en-
dorse the proposal. The two
town committees are splitting
the cost of a circular which
explains the referendum ques-
tion,

The platform, adopted by a
unanimous voice vote, as was
the school proposal, charges
"the Board of Directors has ab-
dicated authority and
resposibility to the administra-
tion (the town manager)," and
pledges ‘‘to insure that charter-
given powers remain in the
hands of elected officials."”

Obscenity
Trial Set
For Monday

WEST HAVEN — The case of
James V. Magee of Bridgeport,
charged with two counts of
promofjng obscenity, was reset
for trial next Monday after a
similar obscenity case was
heard in Circuit Court 8
Tuesday.

Magee, 31, was formerly
manager of the Manchester
Book Shop at 739 Main St. He
was arrested a year ago in a
statewide crackdown on alleged
pornography dealers.

Magee's case Is set down for
trial at West Haven, before
Judge Burton Jacobson, with
three other obscenity cases
stemming from the Nov. 1,
1972, statewlde crackdown,

Judge Jacobson Tuesday
heard the case of James Welch
of New London, charged with
three counts of promoting
obscenity, and reserved deci-
sion in the case until all the
obscenity trials have been com-
pleted.

Prosecutor Guy Wolf
presented testimony of two
State’ Police officers in the New
London case Tuesday, and it is
expected that the state's case
will be similar in the other
obscenitg trials. Atty. Leonard
Kamaras of Providence, R.I,
represents all four defendants
coming to trial at West Haven.

The four cases — one each
from Manchester, New London,
Norwich, and Groton — are
being heard at West .Haven

Speaking briefly were Board
of Directors' candidates Vivian
Ferguson, Carl Zinsser, Hillery
Gallagher, Charles Crocini and
Raymond Karpe; and Board of
Education candidates Beverly
Malone, Elinor Hashim and
Frank Livingston.

Mrs. Ferguson said she finds
that people are becoming in-
creasingly interested in the
Republican candidates and that
the GOP team "is coming on
strong.” She said she is getting
many inquiries about ticket-
splitting.

Zinsser said he believes “‘the
other side is overconfident,"
and predicted, *'We may have a
surprise in store for them.' He
said he is extremely confident
the Republicans may have a
chance ‘‘to take the whole thing
in November."

Gallagher charged the °

Democrats with complacency
and criticized them for not

responding to the issues, He
said he notices things are being
done now “only because we've
complained about them,"

Crocinl said he agrees that -

“the issues are not being
answered.” He said, “If my
past three weeks of cam-
paigning is any indication, we
have a good shot at victory.”

Karpe, too, said, '“We have a
good shot at winning." He
predicted there will be a lot of
ticket-splitting. He said a sore
spot with people in the Forest
Hills area is the town action in
closing Parker St., in the vicini-
ty of Colonial Rd.

Mrs. Malone suggested
educating the voters on ticket-
splitting. "'If everyone votes for
us who said they will," said
Mrs. Malone, “we all could
become president. I'm sure
most of them will keep their
word."

Miss Hashim limited her
remarks to the school bond
proposal. 'I hope we don't have
local apathy on the school
Issue,"” she said. “‘We need the
additions."

Livingston said, "If the
Democrats don't answer our
questions pretty fast, the voters
will recognize the situation and
will vote for us."

GOP Registrar of Voters
Fred Peck said a training film
Oct, 9 and again Nov. 2 over
Public Television Station 24 will
include instructions on ticket-
splitting. He urged the public to
watch the programs.

Joseph Swensson, chairman
of the campaign finance com-
mittee, reported about 100 con-
tributions to date, with receipts
(including about $1,500 from a
September fair) at about $5,000.

Berte, noting that a goodly
number of town committee
members haven't contributed
to date, urged they do so. '‘We
need the cash flow now, and not
after the election,” he said.

Jackson Wins

ATLANTA, Ga. (AP) —
Maynard Jackson says his elec-
tion as Atlanta's first black
mayor is ''a resounding affir-
mation of the principles of unity
and brotherhood that have
helped make Atlanta truly a
city too busy to hate." Jackson,
Atlanta's vice mayor, piled up
an overwhelming lead in
predominantly black precincts
to unseat Mayor Sam Massell in
their runoff election Tuesday.

Judgment Set Aside
TULSA, Okla. (AP) — An
$352.5 million judgment against
International Business
Machines Corporation for an-
titrust practices has been set
aside by U.S. District Judge A,
Sherman Christensen, who sald
he will set a lower figure later,
He took the action Tuesday
after a day of arguments in
which IBM attorneys contended
the award to the Telex Corpora-
tion was based on erroneous in-
formation and should not be
allowed. He had ordered the
award in an opinion Sept. 17
which also directed Telex to
pay IBM $21.9 million in

damages for industrial es-
plonage.

Clean Air

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
government” reporl says a
suggestion by the adinistra.
tion to ease up on clean-air
standards to help lessen the
energy crisis would sel up an
unplanned experiment in pollu-
tion effects on human health,
The report by the Department
of Health, Education and
Welfare urged close scientific
observation of the medical im-
pact of increasing pollution if
national sulfur-oxide health
standards are relaxed.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Federal Railroad Administra-
tion has granted the Penn Cen-
tral a partial reprieve from
federal track safety standards.
But the federal agency said
Penn Central must upgrade all
substandard track on ils
passenger and mainliné routes
within 30 days. The railroud had
asked far exemption from the
regulations for nearly one-sixth
of its 38,000 miles of track.

Agency Suspends

Hospital

Care

Rate Increases

HARTFORD (AP) — The
commission on hospitals and
health care flexed its young
muscles for the first time
Tuesday and suspended in-
definitely selected rate in-
creases at 25 private Connec-
ticut hospitals.

Charles Momer, director of
the Yale-New Haven Hospital
and a commission member,
said the action set the stage for
a legal battle over the ¢om-
mission's power,

“The only thing that can
happen (as a result of the ac-
tion) is a deterioration in ser-
vices,"” Momer said. He alone
voted against the suspensions,

The commission, which came
inté being July 1, but didn't
acquire full power until this
month, suspended all increases
greater than 6 per cent. Those
less than 6 per cent were
allowed to remain,

The commission had obtained
a state attorney general’s opi-
nion saying it had the power to
suspend all increases on or
before Oct, 1, pending review.

John A. Doyle, the com-
mission's execulive director,
promised to schedule hearings
on the affected rate boosts
before the commission met
again next wgek.

Most of the increases were
scheduled to take effect Oct, 1,
the date most hospitals begin
their fiscal years.

In many cases the suspended
increases were for specialized
care such as pediatric, materni-
ty or intensive care. As a result
several hospitals were allowed
to retain their rates for some
services while rate for the
other services were halted. In
all, 34 of 36 private hospitals in
the state have raised rates in
recent weeks,

Those affected by Tuesday’s
action include: Backus,
Bridgeport Bristol, Danbury,
Day Kinball, Greenwich, Grif-
fin, Hartford, Hungerford,
Manchester, Merjden-
Wallingford, Middlesex, Mount
Sinai, New Milford, Norwalk,
Park City, Rockville, St. Fran-
cis, St. Joseph’s St. Mary's in
Stamford, Waterbury
Windham, Winsted and
Veterans',

In a statement released to
newsmen before the commis-
sion had completed its action,
Gav. Thomas J. Meskill praised
the new body for what it had
done.

The ruling by Asst. Atty. Gen.
David J. Della-Bitta doesn't
answer the question of whether
the commission can recind the
increases at some {uture date,

The commission cleared the
room of reporters and other
observers for about an hour
midway through the meeting {lo
discuss the opinion with Della-
Bilta.

Tuesday afternoon by the new
Commission on Hospitals and
Health Care,

The commission voted o ap-
prove all rate increases since
March | that have been under
six per cent but rescinded those
of more than six per cent,

Public hearings will be held
on those hikes over six per cent
and the commission said it will,
at that time, judge their
"'reasonablemess.”

Edward M. Kenney, ad-
ministrator of Manchester
Memorial Hospital said, "The
commission wused dis-
criminatory powers, apparent-
ly, from an opinion out of the
Attorney General's office, ‘in
suspending price increases
which is going lo create
hardship among the stale
hospitals, including Manchester
Memorial Hospital. Our only
recourse at this time is through
relief at the public hearings.'

The only Increases allowed
Manchester Memorial Hospital
were for room and board. The
revenue hike of 4.7 per cent
revenue hike was under the 6
per cent the government had
asked hospitals to hold to. The
request for increases in the
special services area were
suspended.

In explaining the rate in-
crease siluation, Kenney said,
“The only increases allowed

Manchester Memorial Hospital
were for room and board and
the request for increases in the
special services area were
suspended. This is a critical
area where costs to the hospital
have increased significantly."’

“With no source of funds to
turn to to absorb the costs, the
alternatives will impose severe
financial hardship on the
hospital. Our request was for a
4.8 per cent over-dll Increase
which is well below the 6 per
cent federal guidelines,"
Kenney said,

To do this, Kenney explained
some price increases were held
to slightly more than a two per
cent rise, but in the special ser-
vices areas — operating room,
laboratory, X-ray, elc. — il was
necessary to increase prices
slightly more than six per cent
to recover the hospital's cost in-
creases,

“However,”" sald Kenney,
“we were able to balance out
the over-all price increase Lo 4.8
per cent. In spite of this, we
still find opposition lo our ef-
forts." &

Gov. Thomas Mesklll
released a statement con-
gratulating the commission
before the actual vole.
Kenney's reaction to Gov,
Meskill's move was that “there
is consfderable political
motivation involved and little
regard for the hard lacts the
hospitals are facing In the
rising costs they cannol ab-

sorb,
