Conservation Commission 
has voted to recommend that 
the town purchase the seven 
acres of beachfront property 
which is now the Salvation 
Army campsite.

The Shlvation Army has 
purchased 270 acres on North 
River Rd. and is planning to 
build a new camp there. The 
Army has given the town the 
right of first refusal on its pre­
sent property.

The commission said that the 
property would be "excellent 
for use as a camp or town 
recreation area.”

The commission will also 
recommend that the Town 
Council seek assistance from 
the Soil Conservation Service to 
help solve an erosion problem 
at Pine Lake Shores. There is a 
gully there about IS feet deep, 
30 feet wide and 90 feet long 
that has been caused by the con­
tinual flow of water from a con­
duit pipe over the past three 
years.

Eastern Connecticut State 
College professor Charles 
Prewit addressed the members 
of th e  c o m m iss io n  and 
explained a new assistance 
program that has been set up by 
the college and funded by the 
U.S. Department of Health, 
Education and Welfare to help 
area towns solve ecological 
problems.

Each of the area towns is 
allowed to seek assistance on 
two specific problems, and the 
commission has decid^ to con­
fer with the Planning Zoning 
Commission and the town 
planner to designate town 
problems which could require 
such assistance.

The commission is seeking 
volunteers to serve on a 
“ municlple response team” 
which will be ready to institute 
immediate action in event of an 
oil spill.

This team will work within 
the framework of a contingency 
plan that has been drawn up by

the  W ater C om pliance- 
Hazardous Substances division 
of the State Department of En­
vironmental Protection to 
cover oil spills large and small.

According to Mrs. Francis 
Funk, chairman of the commis­
sion, Coventry has already had 
three small spills, all resulting 
from burst underground gas­

oline tanks.
The plan will be presented to 

the Town Council so that coun­
cil members may help select a 
c o o rd in a to r , p re fe ra b ly  
someone who will be available 
a t all times.

The commission will again 
collect glass on the town green 
for recycling Rts. 31 and 44A, in

the near future.
According to commission 

members the last recycling day 
was not very^successful due to 
the lack of advertising.

STOCKHOLM (AP) -  Har­
vard economist Wassily Lwn- 
tief won the 1973 Nobel Prize 
for Economic Science today for 
invention of a technique used in 
the economic planning of 
num erous co u n tries . The 
li te ra tu re  prize  w ent to 
Australian Patrcck White for 
his novels on pioneer life.

The Royal Academy of 
Science honored the 67-year-old 
Leontief for the development of 
the "input-output method andn- 
for its application to important 
economic problems.”

Told of the award, Leontief 
said in Cambridge, Mass., "It’s 
very nice. I’m in good company 
because already at Harvard 
there are many professors that 
have won the Nobel Prize.

That’s quite an acculation.
L e o n tie f , p ro fe sso r  of 

economics at Harvard, is direc­
tor of the school’s economic 
research project, which he 
organized.

White, 60, was cited "for an 
epic and psychological 
narrative art which has in­
troduced a new continent into 
literature.”

White first became known 
outfide Australia with his novel 
“The Tree of Man,” a lengthy 
saga about pioneers in the 
Australian bush.

The novelist, who came from 
A ustralian sheep-farm ing 
pioneer stock, was born in 
England but spent the first 13 
years of his life in Australia. He 
went to England for his educa­
tion and service in the Royal 
Air Force and didn’t return to 
Australia until after World War 
II.

WASINGTON (AP) -  Presi­
dent Nixon had his first 
favorable decision today in his 
legal battle to withhold the 
White House tapes from the 
Senate Watergate committee 
and the special Watergate 
prosecutor.

U.S. District Court Judge 
John J . Sirica threw out 
Wednesday the Senate com­
mittee’s request for a civil 
judgment affirming its right to 
demand the tapes from the 
President.

In his ruling, Sirica said the 
committee had failed to obtain 
authorization for suing the 
President. He said he was not 
making any judgment on the 
legal merits of the committee’s 
case.

A committee spokesman said 
the decision probably would be 
appealed.

But Nixon still faces the for­
midable challenge of special 
prosecutor Archibald Cox’s ef­
fort to obtain nine presidential 
tapes for the federal grand jury 
investigation of the Watergate 
break-in and cover-up.

In opposing the com­
mittee’s suit, Nixon lawyers at­
tacked the panel’s authority to 
bring such an action in federal 
court. Sirica agreed.

"No jurisdictional statute 
known to the court, including 
the four which plaintiffs name, 
warrants an assumption of 
jurisdiction, and the court is 
therefore left with no alter­
native here but to dismiss the 
action,” Sirica wrote.

He added that Cogress could 
have authorized the suit, but 
didn't.

Senate sources said that Sen. 
Sam J. Ervin Jr., D-N.C., com­
mittee chairman, had been con­
cerned about the jurisdictional 
problem before the committee 
suit was filed and had asked 
Senate leaders If they would 
support a resolution authorizing 
the suit. Rut Ervin was turned 
down.

Leontief has written four 
books on economics, including 
the  1966 “ In p u t-O u tp u t 
Economics” which outlined the 
theories that won the award, 
and numerous a rtic le s  in 
professional journals.

The "input-output” method is 
a technique of production 
analysis in practical use in 
some 50 countries around the 
world.

L e o n tie f  w as b o rn  in 
Leningrad, Russia, and studied 
and worked in Germany and 
China. He came to the United 
States and Harvard in 1931. He 
is married and has a daughter, 
Svetlana.

The Manchester Democratic 
Town Committee Wednesday 
night endorsed the proposed 
$5.6 million school bond issue, 
adopted a six-point platform 
which stresses fiscal respon­
sibility, and expressed support 
for the State of Israel in the 
current Mideast crisis.

Endorsement of the proposed 
school bond issue had been 
voted Tuesday night by the 
Republican Town Committee. 
The proposal will be the No. 1 
referendum question on the' 
Nov. 6 voting machines.

The vote to endorse was on a 
motion by Judge of Probate 
William FitzGerald, who called 
the proposal “ a w orthy 
program , which has been 
needed for a long time.”

Prior to the motion, a history 
and explanation of the proposal 
were presented by Allan 
Thomas, school board chair­
man, and Paul Greenberg, 
school board member. Paul 
Phillips, chairman of the Town 
Building Committee, explained 
his group’s rationale in urging 
approval of the referendum 
question. He predicted a better 
bid price, because the the 
package-deal question com­
bines the cost of improvements 
and renovations to Illing and 
Bennet Junior High Schools.

The platform, adopted by a 
unanimous voice vote, as was 
the school . proposal, was 
drafted by a committee headed 
by Town Director Jon Norris,

who was out of town on a 
business trip last night.

Judge F itz G e ra ld , who 
presented it in Norris’ absence, 
said the platform "reflects 
good government in the past 
two years and projects good 
government at least into the 
next two years.”

The platform stresses the 
contention that, while the 
Republicans raised taxes by 10 
mills in the five years they 
were in office prior to 1971, the 
Democrats kept their promise 
to hold the line on taxes.

It s a y s  t h a t  the 
Democrats held the line on 
taxes in 1972 "and this year, 
reduced them 2 mills, without 
reducing services.”

It pledges, “We will continue 
to spend your tax dollars 
wisely.”

Support for the State of Israel 
was in a resolution adopted by a 
unanimous voice vote and 
offered by Sanford Plepler.

Said Plepler, "It seems to me 
appropriate for this town com­
mittee, as Democrats and as 
A m ericans, to adopt this 
resolution.”

The proposal obviously came 
as a surprise and was adopted 
without discussion.

There were no statements 
Wednesday night by the in­
dividual D em ocratic can­
didates as there had been 
Tuesday night by the individual 
Republican candidates. .

However, Director John Tani 
challenged GOP statements 
which, he said, tended to show 
the D em ocrats a re  over­
confident and the voters are 
l e a n i n g  t o w a r d  the 
Republicans.

“In going door-to-door and in 
talking to the voters,’’ he said, 
"the only conclusion I could 
come to — and I believe the 
Republican candidates are 
honorable people — is that 
they’re rurining for election in 
another town.” .

Underground Fires Smolder 
In State’s Western Woods

WATERBURY (AP) -  Underground 
fires, which can spread miles through 
forest root systems, are under control but 
smoldering dangerously in Western 
Connecticut, forestry officials say.

Joseph Bigwood, Region 2 forest control 
officer for the state, said Wednesday night 
state and local firefighters are keeping 
watch over smoldering blazes on private 
land and state forests in Fairfield and 
neighboring counties. He said the fires 
could erupt and become a danger.

Eight forest fires have been reported in 
the past two weeks and subterranean 
blazes still are burning in Paugussett 
State Forest in the Sandy Hook section of 
Niewtown and on private land in Danbury, 
jbeacon Falls and Seymour, he said.

Bigwood said fires are common and 
dangerous during dry spells such as the 
one Connecticut has been experiencing.

Rainfall during September was 2.56 in­
ches, more than one inch below the normal 
level for the month, according to the 
National Weather Service. This month’s 
rain fall has been .03 inches compared to 
the average of 3.38 Inches for October.

Bigwood said th6 fires begin oq the 
forest surface In fallen leaves and ground 
cover and spread through root systems. 
Sometimes the flr4 Is so far below the sur­
face no smoke can be seen or smelled, he 
said, and the only way to detect the blaze 
Is by the heat of the ground.

lirees still have enough sap and 
moisture in them, he said, so they don’t

easily  catch fire . And local fire 
departments are able to extinquish sur­
face blazes relatively easily, he added.

But ground fires, which even spread un­
der stone walls, can only be controled with 
special equipment, he said. The state 
Forest Control Department is equiped 
with fire plows that can quickly dig con­
taining trenches around the ground fire, 
portable water pumps and an all-terrain 
vehicle, used to bring water to the fire.

A state forest control plane spotted fire 
on several acres in Paugussett State 
Forest and state crews jo in ^  Sandy Hook 
volunteers in controlling the blaze. 
Bigwood said state crews will check the 
site periodically to see if the underground 
fire still is burning.

He also said a 20-acre underground fire 
was contained, but still smolders in 
Beacon Falls. Other fires on private land, 
all involving about one acre, were still 
burning in Seymour and Danbury, 
Wednesday night, he said.

Bigwood said fire sites will be checked 
until at least one inch of rain falls in a 
single downpour to saturate the dry earth. 
Hand checks, which entail feeling the 
ground for heat, will be made and planes 
and ground crews will wateh for smoke.

The National Weather Service predicted 
no significant rain in Southern Connecticut 
at least through the weekend.

Meanwhile Bigwood urged caution with 
open fireq, cigaretts and matches while in 
any forest or wooded section.

Henry Becker, noting the 
Republican statem ents on 
ticket-splitting, remarked, “If 
they are encouraging ticket­
splitting, they aren’t giving 
their own candidates a fair 
shake. If we get out the vote, 
we’ll win the election. Let’s 
shoot for 75 per cent, to beat the 
67 per cent turnout in 1971.”

And Democratic Town Chair­
man Ted Cummings com­
mented, "As far back as I can 
remember, this is the first time 
in the history of the town that a 
political party has encouraged 
ticket-splitting. We’ve been 
given a tough challenge — to go 
out and get out the vote. Let’s 
do it.”

Following the meeting, a 
social hour was held for about 
100 party workers — non­
committee members who have 
spent rpany hours on the cam­
paign.

Cummings explained, “This 
prq-election party is to express 
our appreciation to those who 
have come down night after 
n i ght ,  to work for  the 
Democratic cause. They have 
offered their services to com­
bat our greatest enemy in this 
election — the apparent lack of 
interest among the voters of 
Manchester.”

Tank Fights 
Still Rage 
In Desert

By The Angocialed Press
Cairo newspapers reported 

today the biggest tank battle of 
the war was still raging in the 
Sinai Desert as Israelis and 
Syrians probed one another’s 
defenses in tank and artillery 
ski rmishes  on the Golan 
Heights front.

Unconfirmed reports c ir­
culated in Washington and 
other world capitals that Soviet 
Premier Alexei N. Kosygin was 
heading a Soviet mission now in 
Cairo. The New York Times 
reported in a dispatch quoting 
diplomats in the Egyptian 
capital that Moscow has begun 
high-level efforts to bring about 
a settlement of the Middle East 
war.

The 13-day-oId Middle East 
war also came home to Beirut 
with offshore explosions that 
cut an undersea cable linking 
Lebanon and Europe. Military 
sources said the five blasts 
were the work of Is ra e li 
frogmen.

Israel claimed it destroyed 90 
to 100 Egyptian tanks in the 
crucial Sinai battle Wednesday 
along the Suez Canal. Egypt 
said the Israelis “ suffered 
heavy losses in tanks and ar­
m or^  cars.’’

"In the next day or so, we 
should be able to tell if this is 
the decisive battle,” said an 
A m e r i c a n  o f f i c i a l  in 
Washington.

“ It looks as if it will come to 
a head soon,” said Maj. Gen. 
Haim Herzog, former Israeli 
army intelligence chief and now 
top war commentator for the 
Israeli state radio.

The Israeli drive into Syria 
remained bogged down about 21 
miles from Damascus and the 
Syrians claimed they knocked 
out seven Israeli tanks just 
after dawn “when our forces 
repelled an enemy attack on 
one of our forward positions.’’

Israel said its forces fought 
all day Wednesday in Sinai to 
“contain Egyptian counterat­
tacks.” Maj. Gen. Haim Her­
zog, the state radio’s military 
commentator, said it was the 
biggest armored clash in Israeli 
military history.” Chief of Staff 
David Elazar declared, "We 
are now calling the tune.’’ But

We 
shall set off the explosives 
at 1800 local time unless our 
demands are met.”

House Rushes Vote 
To Allocate Fuel

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
House overwhelmingly passed 
a sweeping mandatory fuel 
allocation bill Wednesday 
within minutes after receiving- 
news that Arab states planned 
to cut back their production. 
“ Both supporters and op­
ponents of the bill, which now 
goes to conference with the 
Senate, agreed that it “would 
not provide one additional 
barrel of oil.” Instead, it would 
insure that all parts of the na­
tion “share the shortage,” Rep. 
Silvio 0. Conte, D-Mass., said.

The bill, introduced by Rep. 
Torbert H. Macdonald, DMass., ' 
would go far beyond the ad­
m in istra tion ’s m andatory 
allocation program scheduled 
to take effect Nov. 1.

The House bill would require 
allocation of crude oil and all 
refined petroleum products, in­
cluding home heating oil and 
gasoline, based on last year’s 
distribution. The administra­
tion program would aportion 
home heating oil, kerosene, jet 
fuel, diesel fuel and certain 
other distillates, but not crude 
oil or gasoline.

The House bill also would 
allow service stations to pass 
any rise in the wholesale price 
of fuel on to the consumer. This 
s o - ca l l ed  a u t o m a t i c

passthrough is denied gasoline 
retailers under current Phase 4 
regulations. *

The bill, which is opposed by 
the administration, would 
require President Nixon to im­
plement across-the-board man­
datory allocation within 25 
days.

As the final vote neared. Rep. 
William B. Widnall, R-N.J., 
broke into the debate to report 
the news that the oil exporting 
Arab states had announced they 
would cut back production by a 
minimum of five per cent un­
less the Israelis withdraw im­
mediately from occupied Arab 
lands. Rep. Joe D. Waggonner 
Jr., D-La., who held the floor at 
the time, replied, “Mr. Widnall, 
you ain’t seen nothing yet.’’

The bill would direct the 
President to give top priority to 
such essential services as 
hospitals, utilities, mass tran­
sit, food production and mail 
delivery in drawing up the dis­
tribution plans.

The allocation program 
would run until February 1975, 
and would be enforced by the 
Federal Trade Commission. 
During that time, the export of 
oil produced or refined in the 
United States would be virtual-

The policy board of the 
C a p ito l R egion  Land 
Use/Transportation Program 
h as  re o rg a n iz e d  i ts  
membership list in an attempt 
to make the program more 
palatable to citizens’ groups, the 
City of Hartford, and those 
federal agencies which have 
been asked  to fund the 
program.

The poiicy board will consist 
of com m issioners of five 
departments in state govern­
ment, three persons to be 
named by the Capitol Region 
Council of G overnm ents 
(CRCOG), one representative 
of the Greater Hartford Transit 
D is tr ic t and one citizen  
representative.

The old policy board, which 
has been functioning since 
earlief this year, consisted of 
three commissioners in state 
government and the chairman 
of the CRC(XJ.

Supreme Court 
Bugging Charge 
Said Unfounded

WASHINGTON (AP) -  No 
signs of illegal bugging have 
been turned up by the security 
force at the Supreme Court, ac­
cording to a statement.
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Justice William 0. Douglas 
had said in an opinion Monday 
that he was “morally certain” 
that the justices’ conference 
room had been bugged.

The statement by the court’s 
public information office was a 
response to inquiries about the 
Douglas opinion. It was at­
tributed to Capt. Vernon W. Co­
bh, who heads the court’s 51- 
man security unit.

“For many years, we have 
been checking every aspect of 
security at the court, using 
t r a in e d ,  c o m p e te n t 
professionals. We have never 
during this time found any 
ev idence of a breach  of 
security,” the statement said.

Jesse Brainard, Republican 
candidate for the ’Town Council, 
sees disciplined contrp} and 
management of the increasing 
costs of town government as a 
major task facing the new coun­
cil.

Greek and Roman mythology 
contains numerous legends in 
which apples play a part. One of 
the most famous was the tale of 
Atalanta, the~b^autiful goddess 
and huntress, who was very 
fleet of foot. She challenged 
every man who sought her to a 
race. If he beat her, she would 
marry him; if he lost, he would 
die.

Many men died before Hip- 
pomemes challenged her. He 
prayed to Aphodite, the goddess 
of love, who gave him three 
golden apples. He dropped the 
apples, one by one, during the 
race. Atalanta was not able to 
resist the golden fruit, so she 
stopped pick each one up, 
thereby losing the race.

In ancient Scandinavia, it was 
said tha t the gods had a 
miraculous apple tree, the fruit 
of which kept them youthful. 
When the tree was stolen by the 
evil spirit, Loki, the gods turned 
old and feeble. Everything in 
the world was askew until they 
regained their “ fountain of 
youth,” the apple tree.

We have more factual infor­
mation about apples then these 
tales of yore. Archeologists 
Ijiave reported finding the 
remains of carbonized apples in 
prehistric lake dwellings in 
Switzland dating back to the 
Iron Age.

The growers from all over 
began propogating the variety 
by budding and grafting. Thus, 
the Macs we eat today are 
descended from that original 
tree found in the wilderness of 
Canada.

Whether eaten fresh or used 
in cooking, apples are delicious 
as well as nutritious. One of the 
museum’s favorite recipes 
comes from Mrs. Donald 
White, museum trustee and 
volunteer. The recipe has been 
handled down in her family 
through the generations.

Apples and the stories 
about them are as old as 
mankind...from Adam and Eve 
in the Garden of Eden to Johnny 
A ppleseed  c ro ss in g  the 
Ainerican frontier.

Apples, as well as the art of 
ddinbudding and grafting apple 

trees, are mentioned in the ear­
ly writings of Chinese, Egyp­
t ia n  and  B a b y lo n ia n  
civilizations. Cato, a Roman 
who lived and wrote in the 3rd 
century, B.C., named 7 apples 
varieties; while Pliny, in the 1st 
cen tury , A.D., named 36 
varieties.

One of the reasons for so 
many apple varieties is that 
apples do not reproduce true 
from seed. In other words, the 
fruit from a tree grown from 
the seed of an apple will not 
produce fruit that is exactly 
like tha apple from which the 
seed came. Thus, every apple 
seed produces a new variety.

Once a variety is found that 
especially desirable, it can only 
be '|«rpetuated by budding and 
grafting live buds from the tree 
bearing the desirq^le fruit to a 
new seedling or another tree. 
This is ca ll^  scion wood.

For example, John Mclntoch 
transplanted a clump of apple 
trees found on a piece of land he 
was homesteading in Canada in 
the early 1800’s. Only one of the 
trees survived; its fruit had a 
flavor and aroma that was 
greatly admired. In 1870, his 
son propogated several trees 
from this one for his nursery 
and called the variety Macin­
tosh.

Coarsely chop apples, add the 
sugar and let stand 10 minutes. 
Beat egg and mix with creamed 
oleo. Mix in apples. Sift flour, 
spices, soda and salt and add to 
apple mixture. Fold in raisins. 
Bake at 350, 50 to 60 minutes. 
Sprinkle with powdered sugar.

In years past, the apple 
served not only as an important 
source of food but also as a 
source of entertainment.

While pee l ing  apples ,  
children competed to see who 
could finish with the longest 
continuous peel. They also 
peeled, carved and diced apples 
to use as doll heads. In addition, 
they spent many hours peeling, 
slicing and stringing apples that 
were hung in the house to dry 
for use in cooking throughout 
the winter.

Chunks of dried apple were 
the “chewing guin’’ of children 
in colonial times.

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No Winners In Mim mst
No matter who “wins” the current 

Middle East war, both sides will have 
been losers when the last shot is fired 
in this most costly and bloody conflict 
of all those that have been waged in 
that part of the world over the past 
quarter-century.

They will have been losers not only 
in terms .4)f lives lost and treasure 
expended, homes, buildings and in­
d u s t r i e s  d e s t r o y e d .  F u t u r e  
generations of Arabs and Israelis will 
bear a heavy burden of hatred and 
bitterness that will be the legacy of 
this war.

The war is an immense tragedy not 
just for the combatant nations. It is a 
tragedy for the entire world. It is, cer­
tainly, a tragedy for the United 
Nations, which more than ever has 
been revealed as inept and ineffective 
and hopelessly polarized ideological­
ly.

It is difficult to understand the dou­
ble standard exhibited by so many of 
the small countries which now make 
up the overwhelming majority in the 
U.N. They have consistently ignored 
Arab atrocities and provocations over 
the years and now condemn Israel for 
acting in its own defense against a 
massive and brutal attack that was 
preluded by mountains of Arab 
threats of and repeated dedication to 
the total destruction of a nation the 
Arabs outnumber by 100 to one.

Possibly it is because Israel’s 
strongest support has been from the 
former colonial powers of the West,

and from the United States, whom the 
developing nations have become ac­
customed to blaming for their own 
deficiencies, even as the Arabs have 
always blamed everyone but 
themselves for their self-caused 
reverses.

If any people had cause to blame 
others for their woes, it is the Jews, 
for no people has been so persecuted 
and abused over the centuries as have 
the Jews.

But no people could be a better in- 
sp i ra t ion  and model  for  the 
developing nations in the way they 
have taken a tiny land of few 
resources and made it bloom.

Yet today in the United Nations we 
see the spectacle of Russia, the nation 
which with the exception of Hitlerian 
Germany has historically been the 
greatest persecutor of the Jews, the 
nation which provided the Arabs with 
the means to launch this war, daring 
to villify Israel with charges of 
“gangsterism.”

And the small nations of Africa and 
Asia applaud the lies and the 
hypocrisy.

As for the Arabs, how has the 
existence of Israel ever been a threat 
to their interest? How would the 
obliteration of Israel solve their 
serious problems of poverty, over­
population and economic and social 
stagnation?

Such thoughts, such questions make 
one despair for the sanity of this 
world.

Elusive Peace
All things are isaid to be relative.
Peace, for example, depends upon 

where you are at a certain time.
Last week. President Richard 

Nixon made it a point to note that 
America was not involved in any wars 
with its fighting men.

This week the United States and 
Russia are in the depths of a struggle 
to re-arm and resupply the par­
ticipants in the Middle East War.

And if peace is relative, consider 
the selection of Henry Kissinger and 
Le Due Tho, to share the Nobel Peace 
Prize this year for their efforts to set­
tle the Vietnam War. That war is 
settled as far as American involve­
ment is concerned but North and

South continue to exact tolls as the 
peace-making machinery has not been 
allowed to function freely as 
Kissinger had hoped and Le Due Tho, 
at least in public, agreed tp do.

While we don’t quarrel with the 
Kiss inger -Tho  choice  by the 
Norwegian committee we really 
wonder, peace being such a fragile 
and relative thing, if a prize should 
have been awarded at all this year due 
to the lack of peace in so many parts 
of the world.

To us, at least, a peace prize today 
seems out of context and out of time 
for true peace continues to elude us in 
too many places and in too many 
ways.

warnings have now been infor­
mally but forcefully delivered 
to the U.S. that if Israel is 
resupplied with F-4 Phantom 
aircraft and other heavy equip­
ment, King Faisal of Saudi 
Arabia will feel compelled to 
cut off all oil to the U.S.

Thus, President Nixon may 
soon face an ugly choice posed 
by the Arab-Israeli war of 1973. 
If he approves replacement of 
the 40 to 60 je t aircraft believed 
lost by Israe l, he risks a 
dangerous setback in his home- 
front energy battle to keep 
America warm fhis winter. If 
he disapproves, he risks greater 
Israeii casualties on the Sinai 
front (and with them a sharp 
rise in anti-Nixon pressure- 
from the powerful American- 
Jewish community).

That the threat of a Saudi- 
Arabian oil cutoff is real goes to 
what Middle Eastern experts 
feel is the Soviet Union’s real 
hope from the current war: not 
so much a return to Egypt and 
Syria of territories lost in 1967 
b u t r a d i c a l  n a t i o n a l i s t  
revolutions in Saudi Arabia and 
lesser oil-rich kingdoms.

The aim will probably be ad­
vanced no m atter how badly the 
present war may finally end for 
Egypt and Syria. The result will 
be an increase in hatred for 
Washington among both Arab 
masses and Arab intellectuals. 

That threatens King Faisal.

Although a loyal, durable friend 
of the U.S., he would find 
himself in a political hot-box 
a f te r  another Arab defeat 
because of uncontrollable anti- 
U.S. hostility.

The King’s protection against 
the possibility that his regime 
might be swept away, like the 
Libyan monarchy by military 
revolution in 1969, is vital finan­
cial aid he gives Egypt. But if 
the dramatic improvement of 
Arab arms in the latest war im­
pels the U.S. to massively 
resupply Phantom jets, Faisal 
would have to react by cutting 
off oil.

“If the Arabs see the U.S. 
trying to save Israel,” one 
Mideast expert told us, “Faisal 
would have two choices: lead a 
radical nationalist revolution 
himself and end oil shipments 
to the U.S., or find a refugee 
haven somewhere far away.”
. That may overstate the case, 

but the point is essentially 
valid. With Arab arms perfor­
ming much better than in any 
previous stage of the 25-year 
war, a marked pro-Israel move 
by the U.S. would immediately 
be seized by the Arabs to 
explain what experts here still 
are sure will be another Arab 
defeat. If that happened, no 
Arab leader could afford the in­
timacy with Washington the 
U.S. has long enjoyed with 
Faisal.

Furthermore, the hard choice 
between fighter planes for 
I s ra e l or hea ting  oil for 
American homes is made even 
worse for President Nixon by 
the split between the U.S. and 
Western Europe.

With Washington supporting 
Israel and Its European allies 
moving closer to the Arab

states, the split has widened 
s te ad ily  since  1967. King 
Faisal’s prospective decision to 
deny Saudi oil to the U.S. — if it 
comes to that — could widen it 
still further by discriminating 
against the U.S. in favor of 
Western Europe.

Such discrimination is in the 
offing. To enforce any embargo 
against the U.S., the Saudis are 
said by international oil experts 
here to be considering a novel 
schem e to keep Saudi oil 
flowing to Europe and Japan 
(which need it far more) but 
block iJ,,.‘from reaching here. 
The (]basic idea: make the 
American oil companies in 
Saudi Arabia responsible for en­
forcement.

If the Saudi governm ent 
found leakage to the U.S., it 
would punish the companies. 
Considering the vast profits of 
U.S. oil companies in the coun­
try with 25 per cent of known oil 
reserves, leakage would be 
minimized.

'Thus far, of course, the U.S. 
is playing doiyn the question of 
sending new Phantom s to 
Israel, minimizing the effects 
of the Soviet resupply of Syria 
and Egypt and counting on 
Israel’s victory in the war. That 
go-slow policy is essential when 
the importance of the war itslef 
is measured against the impor­
tance of all other questions in­
volving the U.S. in the Middle 
East. Nevertheless, it is being 
attacked even now by pro- 
Israeli Congressmen (including 
Sen. Edward M. Kennedy, a 
dove in the old Vietnam days).

For Mr. Nixon to hold the 
political line at home will be in­
creasingly difficult. But to let It 
break could prove far 
when the snow falls 
winter.

I  Told You So’
WASHINGTON -  He won’t 

do it, because he’s not that kind 
of a m an — bu t fo rm e r 
Secretary of State William P. 
Rogers would be justified if he 
reminded President Nixon, “I 
told you so” about Spiro Agnew.

R o g e rs  w as th e  o n ly  
R epublican w ith in tim ate  
access to Richard Nixon who 
questioned Nixon’s choice of 
Agnew as his running mate in 
the 1968 campaign. Rogers, 
former Attorney General under 
E is e n h o w e r ,  an d  a 
knowledgeable lawyer with 
prestigious political connec­
tions, had nothing against 
Agnew; he merely believed that 
too little was known about the 
then governor of Maryland.

At one of three meetings with 
leading Republicans after his 
nomination, Nixon brought up 
Agnew’s name and indicated 
that he favored the Marylander 
for the number two spot. ’There 
was a discussion about Agnew’s 
strength as a vote-getter and 
his assets as governor of a 
border state. But only Rogers 
wondered aloud whether the 
meeting knew enough about 
him.

Undoubtedly speaking from 
his background as Attorney 
General, Rogers remarked that 
playing politics in Maryland 
was a rough game, and urged 
an in-depth checkup on Agnew 
merely as a prudent formality. 
Nixon heard out Rogers, one of 
his oldest friends, and then did 
nothing. As one Republican put 
it after A ^ew ’s resignation as 
Vice President: “Nixon wanted 
Agnew, he didn’t want any hor­
sing around.”

’Thus it is now clear that 
Nixon made the mistake that 
was to be repeated four years 
later by Sen. George McGovern 
and his staff when their cursory 
check on Sen. Thomas Eagleton 
failed to disclose that Eagleton 
h ad  u n d e rg o n e  sh o ck  
trea tm en ts  for depression. 
They only difference was that 
Agnew’s troubles did not sur­
face until he had served a full 
term plus eight months as Vice 
President.

It is true that in 1968 other 
Republican leaders privately ^

expressed concern over the 
lack of a “book” on Agnew. 
Chief among these was Arizona 
Senator Barry Goldwater, the 
1964 GOP nominee, who told 
friends Agnew “should have 
gotten a good vetting.” Others 
with doubts were Rep. John J. 
Rhodes, another Arizonan, 
Pennsylvania’s Sen. Hugh Scott 
and Kentucky’s Sen. John Sher­
man Cooper. But none of these 
had Nixon’s ear as Rogers did.

Meanwhile, form er Atty. 
Gen. John M itchell, then 
Nixon’s campaign manager, ad­
mitted to intimates that he 
would have preferred a “better 
look” at Agnewr- However, 
Mitchell reportedly felt there 
wasn’t tim e for a thorough 
check on Agnew’s political 
background. Besides, Mitchell 
also reportedly said’ he was 
“sold” on Agnew’s hard-line 
posture on the issue of law and 
order.

So it came down to October 
1973 in the destruction of Spiro 
Agnew as a politician by a 40- 
page Ju s tic e  D epartm en t 
“exposition of evidence”  sub­
mitted to Federal Judge Walter 
E. Hoffman in a Baltimore 
courtroom. If the evidence was 
supportable, Agnew got off easy 
by pleading nolo contendere (no 
contest) to an income tax eva­
sion charge, because those 40 
pages cited alleged acts of 
extortion and bribery over a 10- 
year period involving at least 
$ 100,000.

The damage to Richard Nixon 
as President cannot be ac­
curately measured, but coming 
on the heels of the Watergate 
scandal, it has to be substantial. 
Quite aside from Watergate, 
Nixon twice picked Agnew as 
his running mate. True, Nixon 
couldn’t, possibly have had any 
suspicions about Agnew when 
he named him again in the 
summer of 1972. Had this been 
the case, he would have dumped 
his Vice President. But ig­
norance is also a political sin.

By rejecting the advice of Bill 
Rogers in the summer of 1968, 
Nixon broke one of politics 
gravest commandments. He 
knew his enemy, but neglected 
to inquire into the eth ical 
credentials of an ally.

The Week Illusions Died

“So,” said the young man 
with a shrug, “what can I do 
about it?” How sad it was.

Watergate, Israel, Agnew — 
what could he do about it? What 
could any of us do? How sad it 
was.

It seems only yesterday that 
the young were m arching, 
chanting, throwing rocks and 
smashing windows under the il­
lusion they could build a better 
world overnight. And when that 
illusion slowly died, they turned 
inward on themselves^.

“Oh, they still want to help 
their fellow man,” said the un­
iversity president a t a dinner 
party, smiling wryly, but now 
they’ve all decided to become 
doctors so they can become rich 
and respectable while doing 
it.” How sad that is.

It is always sad when il­
lusions die. And last week was 
the saddest I remember. Two of 
the things I most treasure in 
this world are Israel and our 
own democracy. t

1 shared with the Israelis the 
illusion of their invincibility. 
And I shared  w ith many 
Americans the illusion of our 
dem ocracy’s im m utability. 
Last week proved the Israelis 
were far from invincible. And 
last week proved the Vice 
President of the United States 
was a crook.

“So everybody knows there 
a r e  a lo t  of c r o o k s  in 
Washington,” said the uncaring 
young man. “So one finally got 
caught. So what?”

How sad that is. For any 
democracy survives on faith 
alone. And if the next genera­
tion has lost faith...How sad 
that is. ’

All through the long week, 
linages from out of the past 
cam e floating through my 
(nuu). Standing on the rocky, 
arid Golan Heights after the Six 
Dar War looking down on the 
Syrian plains below. Two young 
Israeli soldiers — cocky and 
funny as are so many Israelis— 
laughing about how they’d cap­
tured a Syrian tank in the re­
cent fighting and, not having 
time to disarm the crew, simp­
ly gave the Syrian tank com­

m ander d irec tio n s to the 
nearest Israeli post where he 
could p roperly  su rren d er. 
Which, they said, he did.

Or the young Israeli Air 
Force colonel on the barren 
sands of the Sinai explaining 
how the Israelis now enjoyed 
a ir supremacy because the 
Egyptian MIGs outnumbered 
them “only five to one” — and 
meaning it.

Or an interview with Presi­
dent Golda Meir, she talking 
like a Brooklyn Jewish mother 
(“God forbid, our boys. . .”J. 
She talking confidently of 
Israel’s new “naturally defen- 
dable borders.” Confidently, 
always confidently.

I knew there was justice on 
the Arabs’ side. 1fet my mind 
dwelt only on these young 
Israelis I had come to love, 
dying on the sandy deserts and 
rocky heights as their naturally 
d e fe n d ab le  b o rd ers  w ere 
overrun. What of their illusions 
now? How sad it was.

And the picture on the televi- 
sion  sc re e n . R epub lican  
matrons frantically cheering 
their hero, Mr. Agnew, as he 
promised, “I will not resign if 
indicted!” Where are their il­
lusions now? Where are all our 
illusions? How said It was.

Yet maybe it is for the best. 
Maybe illusions are luxuries we 
can no longer afford. Maybe the 
Israelies, no longer convinced 
of their invincibility, will be 
more willing to compromise for 
peace in the Middle East. 
Maybe Americans, no longer 
convinced of the infallibility of 
their leaders, will take charge 
of their fragile democracy 
themselves — making It im­
possible for rich men to buy 
contracts or candidates.

And maybe, in a way, the 
young are right. Maybe each of 
U.S should give up the illusion 
that we alone can drastically 
better the world. Maybe each of 
us should concentrate on what 
we have the full power to do — 
to drastically better our own lit­
tle worlds, making them good 
and decent and honorable.

So maybe. Just maybe, wars 
and crooks will die with our il­
lusions.

Recalling the history of the 
famed temperance organiza­
tion, as it moves into its hun­
dredth year of national welfare, 
Mrs. Tooze declared "At the in­
ception of our organization in 
1874, we adopted a Declaration 
of Principles among which 
were stated ‘We believe in one 
standard of purity for both men 
and women, and in the equal 
right of all to hold opinions, and 
to express the same with equal 
freedom. We believe in a living 
wage; in an eight hour day ; in 
courts of conciliation and ar­
bitration; in justice as opposed 
to greed and gain; and in peace 
on earth, good will to men.’ 

“'The National WCYU has 
been a leading organization in 
the advancement of women’s 
rights and welfare throughout 
i t s  a lm o s t c e n tu ry  of 
existence,” she said. "'These 
principles originally set forth 
by our organization are not in 
variance with the original 
Equal Rights Amendment 
passed by Congress. Later 
supplementary provisions must 
be subject to our analysis 
before we subscribe to them.” 

She expressed concern that 
present day liberal philosophies 
are combining to wreck the in­
stitution of marriage and said 
•'Alcohol plays havoc in the 
home, in marriage, and in in­
dustry. The curse of the liquor 
traffic can never be confined to 
the man or woman who drinks. 
It reaches over the heads of 
those who drink, and lays its 
brual hands upon the helpless 
and the weak.”

to teach a new generation to 
drink. Appealing to young 
people’s social instincts, 
emphasis has been placed on 
securing youth as drinkers to 
insure a future market for the 
tra d e ; and low ering the 
drinking age to 18 helps insure 
this market. It means,” she 
said, “moving the drinking 
problem down to 15, 16, and 17 
year olds who will receive the 
liquor from their 18-year-old 
friends, thus increasing the 
amount of future alcoholism 
and its cost to society.”

She said venereal disease has 
reached epidemic proportions 
and is America’s growing 
threat. “Alcohol and venereal 
disease are partners,” Mrs. 
Tooze declared. “ Alcohol 
releases inhibitions, lowers 
standards, and c rea tes a 
climate that encourages in­
timacy. VD and drugs also go 
together. Joining alcohol, 
tobacco, and drugs (the trio 
which we as an organization 
have b a ttled  so long) is 
venereal disease.”

Mrs. Tooze called lotteries “a 
form of gambling which is get­
ting a stranglehold upon our 
states and across the nation” 
and called upon temperance 
leaders to oppose such legisla­
tion “as a tool of organized 
crime.”

Neighbor’s Kitchen
By Vivian F. Ferguson

Forinany years, I have been 
tryiM to make Apple Brown 
BeUy as I remembered it as a 
v ^y  young child. Somone had 

rought the dessert to my Aunt 
Smma Pero’s house and I can 

' no longer remember whose it 
was.

Apple Brown B e tty , I 
thought, was an odd name and 
why didn’t they call it brown 
apple betty and who is Betty 
anyway? The dictionary says 

• “betty” is a dessert so that was 
no help.

A search of old recipes finds 
that they are all different. It is 
at the cook’s discretion and 
everyone had his own touch, 
even to the flavoring.

While writing a previous 
column, the comibnation I 
sought came to me. I had been 
telling you how to make “soft” 
bread crumbs with your lef­
tover bread and rolls, putting 
them through the blender. It oc­
curred to me that the old 
recipes call for “ course” 
breadcrumbs.

In the early days of our coun­
try, everyone made his own 
crumbs. I also thought it could 
be done without toasting the 
crumbs.

If you keep apples in the 
housb all the time as I do, apple 
brown betty is an easy dessert 
to prepare for unexpected 
guests. You can make the 
breadcrumbs in no time. It 
doesn’t make a bad breakfast 
next 'morning for the young 
child who wants to go to school 
without eating.

Many times you will find that 
an apple with a mark or one 
whose skin is a little wrinkled 
will go wanting. This is the time 
to make applesauce or a brown 
betty.

When 1 make applesauce, I 
core the apples, leave the skins 
on, put only enough water so the 
apples don’t stick, cover the 
pan and cook until the apples 
are cooked down and softened. I 
then put them through the food 
mill, season with sugar (brown, 
especially the dark, is nice), 
cinnamon, nutmeg. Let the 
children have it warm and 
reheat it for breakfast, dessert

or to accompany a pork roast or 
chops. A nice healthy after­
school snack, too.

Vivian’s
Apple Brown BeUy 

3 cups “soft” breadcrumps 
made from one or two-day old 
bread or rolls

3 very large apples or more' 
as needed

1-2 cups sugar, depending on 
taste and apples 

yi teaspoon each nutmeg and 
cinnamon (or to taste)

Ml to 1 stick butter, melted, 
depending on size of crumbs 

Optional: lemon juice or light 
to medium rum 

Mix bread crumbs, sugar and 
seasonings together. Melt 
butter and add enough just to 
hold crumbs together. Butter 
any ovenproof dish. Cover bot­
tom with a layer of the crumb 
mixture.

Peel and core apples. Slice 
thinly and completely cover 
crumbs. Sprinkle with lemon 
juice or rum, if desired. Make 
another layer of crum bs, 
another, of apples. You should

have at least two layers of 
apples and three of crumbs. 
Bake 30-40 minutes at 350-375 
until apples are tender and top 
is lightly browned. Serve hot or 
cold with sweetened whipped 
cream to which a little vanilla 
or nun has been added.

Some recipes call for dry 
crumbs. Unfortunately, they 
brown before the apples are 
cooked. To niy mind, there is 
nothing better than freshly 
grated nutmeg. It is well worth 
the price and keeps much better 
than the powdered variety. 
Don’t throw away a nutmeg you 
have only partially used. Put it 
back in the jar and screw the 
cover tightly.

This dish is excellent made 
with fresh peaches. When my 
husband asked what it was, I 
replied, “Well, you’ve heard of 
apple brown betty. This is 
sweet Georgia brown.” I think 
you might try it with canned 
peaches or with cranberries, in 
which case you might have to 
cook the cranberries first and 
you will need more sugar.

Manchester voters will cast 
ballots Nov. 6 on 12 proposed 
charter changes — some of 
them of great importance to 
Manchester’s government — 
and yet, the silence about them 
to date is deafening.

Candidates are busy dis­
cussing the issues, and even the 
non-issues; political parties and 
civic organizations are taking 
positions on the school bond 
questions yet, to date, no person 
or group of persons has come 
out with a pro or con stance,any 
of the 12 proposed charter 
changes.

Is it apathy? Are none of the 
questions controversial? Has 
the town charter lost its impor­
tance since 1947," when the 
recommendations of a dis-^ 
tinguished group of Manchester 
citizens (the town’s firs t 
Charter Revision Commission) 
drafted a new charter — a 
charter approved the same 
year by the voters?

We accept as fact the conten­
tion that many of the proposed 
changes are not important 
enough to worry about.

However, what about the 
proposal to permit emergency 
borrowing without a referen­
dum, or to create a Department 
of Finance and name a finance 
officer, or double the yearly 
pay of the Board of Directors, 
or raise the ceiling for town 
purchases without competitive 
bidding, or place the water and 
sewer departments under the 
jurisdiction of the public works 
director, or provide a merit 
system for town employes?

Surely, they deserve some 
backing or opposition, some pro 
and con discussion — with only 
a little over two weeks to Elec­
tion Day.

The Herald, later this month, 
will carry the entire ballot as it 
will appear on the voting 
machines. There is not suf­
ficient space on machines to 
detail descriptions of the 
proposed charter changes.

HARTFORD (AP) -  A 
federal judge has ruled that 
Connecticut’s attorney general 
will not have to appear in per­
son to answer questions from 
major oil companies about his 
affiliation with a gasoline 
retailers association.

U.S. D is tr ic t Judge T. 
Emmet Clarie Tuesday ordered 
that the oil company questions 
be submitted to Atty. Gen. 
Robert Killian in writing.

Killian is pressing a state an­
titrust suit against 23 major oil 
companies. The suit claims that 
the companies conspired tt 
create a gasoline shortage 
which is putting independent oil 
and gasoline dealers ouh of 
business.

In a preliminary hearing on 
the oil companies’ subpoena 
request Monday, Judge CHarie 
said public officials will be dis- 
ouraged in pursuing the public 
interest if jfprced to testify per­
sonally in every instance.

Commenting after the deci­
sion, Killian said, “I think they 
had some interest in trying to 
intimidate me and of course it 
won’t work, it didn’t work, and 
it will never work.

“As far as I’m concerned in 
the mid 60s I had the pleasure of 
representing a small group of 
gasoline station owners who 
even then were enormously op­
pressed by the major oil com­
panies.

“ The contribution that I 
attempted to make to the gas 
station owners didn’t work out 
because the big rich powerful 
gas companies crushed all the 
legislation that we attempted to 
introduce into this legislature 
back in 1967,” Killian said.

Killian also is tangling with 
the oil companies in another 
law suit over price increases 
and the constitutionality of a 
state petroleum price control 
commission.

Author Says 
Russia Is 
Punishing People

WEST HARTFRD (AP) -  A 
survivor of Nazi concentration 
camps and an author of books 
on Soviet Jewry says Russia is 
sending arms to Arab nations to 
punish Israel.

Speaking to the Hartford 
Jewish Federation, Elie Wiesel 
said the Soviet Union was em- 
barrased when Soviet Jews 
began leaving for Israel.

The Russian Jews failed to 
become part of their “new 
society,” Weisel said.

“Even now Jews are leaving 
the Soviet Union to come to a 
nation at war and they are less 
afraid in Israel than they were 
in Russia,” Wiesel said.

Gary Vause, attorney tor the 
school board, has obtained a 
settlement between the Colum­
bia ’Teachers’ Association 
(CTA) and the school board, ac­
cording to Albert Hadigian, 
chairman of- the negotiations 
subcommittee.

The basic aspects are in­
cluded in a two-year contract, 
the first time there has been 
one, with a financial package 
stipulating increments of |350 
plus 1150 across-the-board, or a 
1500 raise the first year. 'The se­
cond year will be the |350 incre­
ment plus 1200, making the 
raise 1550.

Although the whole board is 
in agreement, Hadigian said, he 
added if residents wish to op­
pose the settlement they can, 
by law, do so after it is ap­
proved.

“ We have a te n ta t iv e  
schedule in which we will view 
the final agreement between 
the CTA and the board on Oct. 
25, with board action to take 
place Nov. 5,” Hadigian said.

He added the contract will go

into effect after 30 days If the 
town does not wish to contest 
the agreement.

Mrs. Harriet Rosen, board 
member, said the board is 
pleased to have a two-year con­
tract, since there will be a sub­
stantial savings as far as 
negotiating fees are concerned.

In other business, the board is 
re-evaluating the contract for 
Columbia students to attend 
Windham High School, accor­
ding to Supt. Clarence l^mond- 
son. It was a ten-year contract, 
renewable in five years anci 
signed in 1969.

"In the light of the difficulties 
our students are experiencing 
in Windham, it m i^ t be ad­
visable for the board to con­
sider the |X)ssibiIity of keeping 
the ninth graders in Columbia 
an additional year and sending 
them the tenth, eleventh and

twelfth year,” he said.
Mrs. Ellen Hills asked if the 

town could offer the various 
courses that Windham has. Ed­
mondson said he was not 
recommending this but the 
general concept might have 
some merit.

“We don’t have the facilities 
nor the breadth of program,” 
Edmondson agreed, “but we 
have some other things that 
may be equally desirable.”

Mrs. Rosen said the local 
school should provide the stu­
dent with better background 
and better ways of meeting 
some of the problems they may 
face. She felt the possibility of 
keeping the students in Colum­
bia another year would be filled 
with enormous problems.

The matter was discussed 
further in executive session.
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Staub Drives in Five

Mets Square Series
NEW YORK (AP) -  

Something finally has taken 
the play away from the 
Oakland A’s i n te rna l  
battles-Rusty Staub’s bat.

The A’s, who have 
g rab b e d  most  of the 
headlines lately with juicy 
stories of clubhouse unrest, 
at last took a back seat in 
the World Series to the New 
York Mets Wednesday 
night.

Providing some news of 
his own, Staub dismissed a 
painful right shoulder and 
knocked in five runs to help 
the Mets beat the A’s 6-1 and 
square the best-of-seven 
series at two games apiece.

“I did a lot of work during 
batting practice and did several 
things to adjust for my sore 
shoulder,” said Staub after hit­
ting a three-run homer and two- 
run single.

He w o u ld n ’t say , but 
whatever it was that Staub did, 
it worked wonders.

"Under the- circumstances, 
my perform ance was un- 
believely satisfying,” said 
Staub, who also had two hits 
and a walk in a 4-for4 night. 
“When you’ve been playing in 
the big leagues for about 11 
years and always wanted to 
play in a World Series, well, 
this is^  great, great feeling.” 

Staub’s shoulder has been a 
daily topic since last week, 
when he hurt it while making a 
stunning catch in the National 
League playoffs against the 
Cincinnati Reds.

He still can’t throw well—but, 
obviously, he can hit. E^en if it 
is to the opposite field.

"I hit a fastball,” he said 
about the clout over the left- 
center field fence at Shea 
Stadium off Ken Holtzman in 
the first inning. "I hit the ball 
perfectly so that it could carry 
that way. I knew the wind was 
gusting out there.

"I thought, though, that it 
would fall between the fielders. 
I was kind of surprised when it 
went over the fence. I was run-
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ning as hard as I could because 
I wasn’t sure it was out. It was 
the first ball I’ve hit out since 
the shoulder injury-and ob­
viously, the wind helped.”

The blast was the beginning 
of the end for Holtzman, the A’s 
winner in the opening game of 
the World Series last Saturday. 
After the 20-game-winning left­
hander walked John Milner and 
gave up a single to Jerry Grote, 
he took a shower.

S tau b ’s two-run single 
highlighted a three-run fourth 
inning that was mere icing for 
young Jon Matlack’s first 
World Series victory.

The power-throwing left­
hander limited the A’s to mere­
ly one unearned run and three 
hits before leaving with a stiff 
shoulder after eight innings.

"I learned a little about the 
A’s in the first game and used it 
to my advantage tonight,” said 
Matlack, the losing pitcher in 
game No. 1.

M a tla c k  c o n s id e re d  
Wednesday night’s assignment 
more important than the opener 
last Saturday in Oakland 
“because we were down two 
games to one Wednesday night 
and would have been just about 
out of it with a loss.”

He encountered rough going 
in only one inning—the fourth, 
when the A’s scored their only 
run with the help of a New York 
error.

After Joe Rudi struck out, Sal 
Bando reached first on Wayne 
Garrett’s boot and went to third 
on a single by Reggie Jackson. 
Then Bando came home as 
Gene Tenace bounced out to 
short.

Matlack, last year’s Rookie 
of the Year in the National 
League, couldn’t finish, though. 
His arm stiffened and he had to 
watch the ninth inning from the 
bench.

“My shoulder was really tight 
out there,” said Matlack. “It 
impaired my throwing. It took 
something off my fastball 
because I couldn’t come around 
over the top-Kliad to throw 
three-quarter arm.”

NEW YORK — “We always 
bounce back after a tough 
loss,” Yogi Berra of the Mets 
said after his club moved into a 
tie with Oakland for baseball’s 
World Series with two wins for 
each club, the result of a 6-1 ver­
dict last night before 54,817 at 
Shea Stadium.

“You know, in the play-offs 
(National League) and the 
series to date, we lost all the 
games by just one run.

“Now we are both even and in 
the same boat with two games 
apiece and we have the fifth 
game here Thursday night. I 
never make any predictions and 
take the games one at a time.

“I am not going to change my 
thinking now,” Berra said.

Told that his son, Timmy, a 
star running back at the Univer­
sity of Massachusetts, had been 
named to ECAC team this 
week, Berra said, “That’s nice. 
He’s a good kid. He got racked 
up last Saturday and had eight 
stitches taken in his head.”

Part of the spotlight in this 
zany baseball season was 
focused on Mike Andrews of 
Oakland, the second baseman 
who was fired by owner Charlie 
Finley last Sundy night after his 
two errors that led to a Mets 
victory.

Back in uniform last night, 
Andrews was the center of 
attention from newsmen before 
the gam e. And when he 
appeared as pinch-hitter in the 
eighth inning he received an un­
believable standing ovation to 
pour new (Salt into Finley’s 
wounds. Finley, sitting in his 
box, next to the A’s dugout, 
remained emotionless.

“I felt great, just great,” An­
drews said of the New York 
reception, “It’s the first time I 
have ever received a standing 
ovation anywhere. I should 
have acknowledge it, but I was 
only thinking of getting a base 
hit.”

He grounded out to short on a 
routine play and as he ran back 
to the Agout, the fans were 
standing and applauding again.

NEW YORK — The answer for Rusty Staub’s success as 
a hitter was supplied by New York manager Yogi Berra In 
his office last night after the big outfielder sparked the 
Mets to a 6-1 decision over Oakland to square the World 
series at two games each.

"Staub,” Berra said, “always hits^o all fields after 
taking extra batting practice. In spring training, you know, 
we start our daily drills at 10 o’clock.

Staub is out there many mornings hitting at 8:30 and he’s 
always the last guy to leave the field at night. I almost 
have to chase him home.

“Practice, practice, practice, is part of that guy’s make­
up,” he added.

The latest game in the best-of-seven set, belonged to 
Staub and Jon Matlack on the mound. The latter scattered 
three hits over the eight innings before retiring because of 
the extreme cold, the same reason, Tom Seaver failed to 
last the distance the previous night.

Just as he did in the play-offs against Cincinnati until in­
jured, Staub supplied the fireworks. He got Matlack off to 
a 3-0 first inning lead with a long homer over the left field 
fence. Four Oakland pitchers couldn’t get the Mets’ left- 
handed power hitter out. The only time he didn’t get a base 
hit was in the third when he walked. The homer was to the 
opposite field.

Staub then singled in succession to right, center, and left 
field and picked up two more RBIs in the fourth when the 
Mets broke the game wide open.

Outside of Staub’s hitting and Matlack’s pitching, it was 
a ho-hum, slow-moving affair in 50-degriee temperature 
with biting winds once again sending thousands home 
before the final few innings were played.

“It’s hard to believe,” Staub said, of his showing. “The 
ball I hit out was the first since I hurt my shoulder last 
week (’Tuesday).

“I feel great, just great, under the circumstances,” he 
added. “It was a satisfying game for me. I always try to 
play the best I can and tonight was one of the most 
satisfying games in 11 years in the big league.”

“I always try to react to the pitch,” Staub said of his 
perfect show at the plate. Three or four times during the 
regular season he had four-for-four games and twice 
homered to the opposite field.

“I hit a fast ball off (Ken) Holtzman. I was a little sur­
prised that he would throw me a fast ball. And I was sure it 
was a home run when I Kit it. A lot of circumstances went 
my way,” a happy Met said.

Matlack, who shared the hero’s role with Staub, was 
nearly killed by a line drive last May on a ball hit by Marty 
Perez of Cincinnati.

“I thought it was going to be another (Herb) Score inci-"* 
dent. The ball hit him over the eye and fractured his 
skull,” Berra said.

“I saw Score when he was hit by Gil (McDougald) when 
we were with the Yankees.” Score, then the ace of the 
Cleveland pitching staff, never recovered and later turned 
to the broadcasting field.

Matlack grew up in cold-weather country, the hills of 
Pennsylvania, and said he didn’t mind the bitter Cold until 
late in the game.
“I had excellent command of my pitches, although I 
wasn’t as fast as I was against Cincinnati and my curve 
ball wasn’t breaking as much.

“I felt a lot relieved of any pressure after we had that 3-0 
first inning lead. It took me longer to warm up tonight than 
anytime in my career and I never got stiff pitching before. 
Actually I find the cold weather invigorating.”

The tall, southpaw was reached for only three singles 
and was in complete command. His reliefer, Ray Sadecki, 
gave some Met followers a scare when he loaded the bases 
in the ninth before getting the dangerous Campy Cam- 
paneris on swinging strike.

The Mets have to keep Campy off the base path to win 
and they did'just that last night except for one questionable 
call by plate umpire Paul Pryor. The Oakland shortstop, 
attempted to bunt a pitch and while out in front of the bat, 
was nicked by the ball and awarded the base. Campy ad­
vanced no farther.

The National Basketball Assn. (NBA) and the seven- 
year 0 d American Basketball Assn. (ABA) began their 
campaigns last Tuesday with a full slate of games on tap.

1 raises one enormous question. What are
1?̂  time? The baseball campaign

still has the World Series to be completed and the gridiron 
el^ens are still in the infancy of their 1973 calendar.

The answer is two-fold. For one, the seasons are much 
tM long. And, why are they so long? So the owners can 
attempt to pay the inflated prices the “stars” from all 
avMues of sports are demanding, and getting incidentally.

T^e professional hoopsters play an 82-game schedule. 
And for what? So they can eliminate a minority number of 
its members from playoff competition.

The same holds true for those engaged in stick and blade 
warfare. They duel throu^ a nerve racking, road tiring 78- 
game late so they can eliminate half of its members from 
each division, leaving eight teams total to engage in post­
season play.

Product Won’t Be Damaged
The other major sports are not as guilty, if there is such a 

measure as degree, but their campaigns are lengthy also. 
Major league baseball teams play 162 games, a slate which 
could be easily reduced without damaging the eventual 
outcomes for the majority.

Football has a relatively short season, only 14 weeks 
long. But, here too, the pre-season is stretched out beyond 
realistic necessities. The only reason, it seems, pre-season 
play is six games long is for the owners. Their teams play 
before packed houses, with the profits split between the 
owners and charities, and in this procedure, the players 
are paid on a pro-rated scale based on their regular season 
salary. Basically, the exhibition season is so the 
buslnessmen-sport owners can make a profit margin.

What is the answer? There really is no one solution but 
what sNbuld be implimented is a reduction of the 
schedules, especially of hockey and basketball campaigns. 
The end results won’t be changed. To an extent maybe. 
But, the best teams normally come out ahead.

Inflated salaries should be forced downwards by fan 
reaction. They drove them up. Why can’t they have a 
reverse affect also?

The sports aspect of sport has been dimishing through 
the years until it’s a business. Baseball players, for exam­
ple, don’t talk baseball in the clubhouse before the game. 
Instead, they’re discussing how their restaurants are 
doing. It’s about time we put sports back into sports.

With reduced schedules, fans will benefit. For one, 
prices on season tickets will decrease. Another immediate 
result will be the elimination of overlapping schedules as 
presently exists.

Saturday, if you’re really a fanatic sports buff, you can 
see World lories action, then switch the dial to view some 
pigskin battles. Then at night, you can tune in your radio 
and listen to Rangers or Bruins hockey competition and 
then maybe catch the last quarter of the Knicks or Celtics, 
depending on whom your favorite is. If everybody, 
anybody comes to their senses, maybe this outlandish 
situation of overlapping seasons may be alleviated some 
day. V

Should you run your sure 

tricks firs t and then worry 
about other tricks or should you 
develop the extra tricks first? 
As a rule, run a long suit f irs t— 
provided that you won’t have 
any d isca rd in g  p rob lem s. 
Perhaps one of the opponents 
will get into hot water.

Opening lead — Six of hearts 
West opens the six of hearts, 

and you play low from the dum­
my. East wins with the ace of 
hearts and returns the three of 
hearts to dummy’s king.

You are now in position to run 
eight tricks: five diamonds, one 
heart and two spades.

The trouble with trying for a 
club trick is that the opponents 
may be shrewd enough to take 
the ace of clubs and four hearts.

The dusty dashboard is 
s t r e w n  with well-thumbed 
maps, newspaper clips, pencils, 
pens and one glove with a pat­
terned tie stuffed inside. He 
rested his right arm against the 
dashboard and leaned back.

“Haven’t been able to find a

home with the kind of money I 
got from the state,’’ he said. 
“And being an old man is use­
less. You can’t fmd a job. I
need a little money, but they 
think I’m a bum. I ask for 
work, they think I’m crazy.’’

Herman has been a construc­
tion worker, an auctioneer’s as­
sistant, scrap metal dealer and 
painter of nuclear submarines.

destruction of a large Arab tank 
force. On Tuesday they reportd 
knocking out 105 Syrian and 
Iraqi tanks, while Syria that 
day  c la im e d  i t s  fo rc e s  
destroyed 80 Israeli tanks.

Elazar said Israeli forces 
were “initiating the attacks on 
both sides” of the canal. An 
Israeli spokesman said the 
commando task force that 
crossed the canal ’Tuesday was 
still In Egypt, continuing to 
sabotage .missiles and artillery. 
But an Egyptian general said 
the force had been destroyed.

Israel said its a ir force 
bombed military installations 
near Port Said, the Egyptian 
city at the northern end of the 
canal, and antiaircraft missile 
batteries. It said 10 Egyptian 
planes were shot down. Egypt 
claimed that its air force shot 
down four Israeli planes in one 
dogfight while ground fire 
downed 12 Israeli planes and 
five helicopters. It admitted the 
loss of one plane.

An AP correspondent on the 
Syrian front said Arab artillery 
was continuing to blast away at 
Israeli columns bogged dovm on 
the road to Damascus. Elazar, 
however, said “everything is 
fine” in the northern theater of 
war.

A Syrian communique said 
that “on the northern front, our 
armored forces and artillery 
foiled an enemy attack on two 
of our forward positions and 
forced the enemy to retreat.”

ly prohibited under the terms of 
the bill.

The proclaimed cutback in 
Arab oil production should have 
little immediate effect on U.S. 
supplies, an American energy 
expert says. But Western 
Europe and Japan, the Arabs’ 
b ig g e s t c u s to m e rs , a re  
expected to put pressure on the 
United States before long to 
reduce its support of Israel.

Arab oil m inisters at a 
meeting in Kuwait Wednesday 
announced they would cut 
production at least 5 per cent a 
month until Israel gives up all 
territory it seized in the 1967 
war and restores the rights of 
the Palestinian refugees.

Because the United States 
gets only about 6 per cent of the 
oil it uses from the Arab coun­
tries, the Arabs strategy was to 
squeeze the Europeans and 
Japanese in the hope that they 
in turn would put the screws on 
Washington, Israel's  chief 
source of arms.

A 5 per cent cut in U.S. im­
ports from the Arab countries 
would reduce the total supply in 
the United States only three- 
tenths of one per cent, the U.S. 
expert said in Washington. But 
he estimated the actiofi would 
reduce W estern Europe’s 
supplies by 3 per cent and 
Japan’s by 2 per cent.

The Nixon Administration is 
counting on imports of refined 
heating oil from Europe to 
meet the shortage expect^ this 
winter, and a reduced supply of 
crude to Europe would make 
refined products harder to get.

Since production is being cut

back rather than exports, the 
effects of the decision may not 
be felt for several weeks. And 
the volume of production will 
decline very slowly if the reduc­
tions continue, since each 
month’s cut will be 5 per cent of 
the previous month’s produc­
tion. But oil experts in Beirut 
predicted a major world oil 
crisis if the cuts continued for 
as long as four months.

One London oil analyst called 
the cutback “an extremely 
astute scheme.... It will make 
everyone suffer a little and put 
considerable pressure on 
Western countries to force 
Israel to come to an agrement 
with the Arabs.”

Japan, dependent on the Mid­
dle l^ s t  for 80.7 per cent of its 
petroleum imports, hoped its 
netral policy in the Aral^Israeli 
conflict might exempt it from 
the cutback. But the Japanese 
Ministry of International Trade 
and Industry acknowledged 
today that the Arab producers 
may hit it, too, in hopes that 
Tokyo will put pressure on the 
United States.

A question both in Japan and 
in Europe was whether Iran 
would follow the lead of its 
Arab neighbors. Iran, not an 
Arab nation, is the second 
largest Middle East producer.

One American petroleum in­
dustry observer noted that a 
reduction in Arab output would 
have serious effects on such 
major international oil com­
panies such-as Texaco, Exxon, 
Mobil, Royal Dutch Shell, Gulf 
and STANDARD Oil of Califor­
nia.

An Exxon spokesman, for 
example, said that half his com­
pany’s crude oil last year came 
from the Middte Eas.

NEW YORK (AP) -  The 
nation’s second and fifth largest 
banks announced today that 
they were lowering their prime 
lending rate to 9% per cent 
from the present record high 10 
per cent.

The decrease in the prime, 
the rate banks charge their 
most creditworthy corporate 
customers, is the first by major 
banks in nearly two years.

First National City Bank and 
Morgan Guaranty Trust Co., 
both of New York, said they 
were taking the action in line 
with recent drops in rates for 
short term loans, on which they 
rely for income.

At the same time Cleveland 
Trust Co., Ohio’s largest and 
the nation’s 27th in size, said it 
will reduce its prime to 9(4 per 
cent from 10 per cent effective 
Tuesday.

Dean Enters 
Plea Of Guilty 
To Conspiracy
WASHINGTON (AP) — Ousted White House counsel 

John W. Dean III pleaded guilty today to conspiring to 
obstruct the Watergate investigation.

Dean agreed to cooperate fully with the investigation 
being conducted by the special Watergate prosecutor’s of­
fice.

In a letter to Dean’s attorney, 
Charles N. Shaffer, special 
prosecutor Archibald Cox said 
that in return for Dean’s 
cooperation no further charges 
would be brought with the 
exception of perjury if his 
testimony proves false.

Dean’s wife, Maureen, sat in 
the courtroom when he entered 
his plea before U.S. District 
Court Judge John J. Sirica in a 
climax to more than six months 
of behind-the-scenes bargaining 
with the prosecutors.

Dean had held out for total 
immunity from prosecution 
before finally agreeing to plead 
to a single conspiracy charge.

The c h a rg e  c a r r i e s  a 
maximum penalty of five years 
in prison and a $5,000 fine. 
Sirica deferred sentencing until 
after any future Watergate

trials at which Dean might be a 
government witness.

Dean was a star witness 
before the Senate Watergate 
committee in June.

In five' days of testimony. 
Dean testified that he and 
others attempted to limit the in­
vestigation of the June 17,1972 
break-in at the Democratic 
N a tio n a l C o m m ittee  
headquarters.

Dean told the committee it 
was his impression, after 
meetings in President Nixon’s 
office, that the President knew 
of the attempted cover-up of the 
Watergate affair.

Dean’s conunittee testimony 
was a basis for the subpoena 
Cox issued demanding White 
House tapes of presidential con­
versations with Dean and 
others about Watergate.

Commission (PUC) will take 
action within a week on an 
application to allow the sale of 
Greater Hartford CATV, Inc., 
to Cox Cable Communications, 
Inc., of Atlanta, Ga., a PUC 
spokesman said Thursday.

Greater Hartford CATV holds 
the state license, issued In 1967, 
to operate cable television in 
M anchester, Glastonbury, 
Wethersfield, Rocky Hill and 
Newington.

The PUC spokesman said 
Georgia company has an agree­
ment with Greater Hartford 
CATV owners William and Max 
Savitt of Hartford to purchase 
half interest) in the. Ipcal firm 
for $125,000.

The remaining half Interest 
would be acquired by Cox over 
a period of several years, the 
PUC spokesntan said.

The PUC conducted a public 
hearing on the propose<l sale 
last December, but the matter 
has been under review since 
then.

Cox Cable Communications 
operates cable television 
systems in several states and 
serves a total of approximately 
250,000 subscribers. The firm 
has a potential of serving more 
than one million homes.

The N ational H urricane 
Center predicted Gilda would 
become a hurricane late tonight 
or early Saturday.
