As Truck, 
Bus Crash

BORDENTOWN, N .J.(A P)- 
A tractor-trailer swerved out of 
control and across the busy 
New Jersey Turnpike, slam­
ming head-on into a Greyhound 
bus. State Police said eight per­
sons were killed and 13 others 
were hospitalized.

The brutal crash occurred 
Friday night on the busy 
thoroughfare. Witnesses said it 
happened after a tire blowout 
on the truck.

Police said they believe three 
or four of the dead were 
passengers in a private car that 
plowed Into the wreckage of the 
bus moments after the initial 
crash. Witnesses told police the 
car was folded up like an accor­
dion.

Early today, hours after the 8 
p.m. accident, the dead still 
were not identified, a state 
police spokesman said.

The silver and blue bus, 
which reportedly was carrying 
16 passengers, was crunched to 
half its size, its whole front a 
tangle of twisted metal and blue 
vinyl seatcovers.

"It looked as if it was sliced 
off by a knife,’’ a witness said.

The truck, carrying a load of 
meat, bounced off the bus and 
flipped down an embankment, 
spewing carcasses of beef along 
its way.

Asst. Fire Chief Joseph 
Malone of Bordentown said 
when he arrived on the scene 
th e re  w ere  b o d ies  and 
wreckage scattered over the 
highway.

‘Tve been out on a lot of 
these accidents, but this is the 
worst I’ve ever seen,” he said.

There was a brief fire on the 
bus, but no explosion, police 
said.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
President Nixon has reluctantly 
yielded ground in his historic 
b a t t l e  to w ith h o ld  the  
Watergate tapes but not enough 
to avoid a head-on collision with 
special prosecutor Archibald 
Cox.

In a statement issued at the 
White House Friday night, 
Nixon said he had agreed to let 
Sen. John C. Stennis, D-Miss., 
listen to the tapes to verify the 
accuracy of a presidential sum­
mary of their contents.

Nixon said he personally 
would prepare the summary 
and it would be given to U.S. 
District Court Judge John J. 
Sirica, who ordered the Presi­
dent last Aug. 29, to give him 
the nine tapes subpoenaed by 
Cox, and to the  S en a te  
Watergate committee.

Nixon said he would not ask 
the Supreme Court to review a 
Court of Appeals decision up­
holding Sirica’s order and he 
directed Cox to halt efforts to 
enforce his subpoena.

Cox issued a statem ent 
saying that if he complied with 
the President’s instructions it 
"would violate my solemn 
pledge to the Senate and the 
country ...I shall not violate my 
promise.”

The special prosecutor said 
he would inform the courts that 
“no steps are being taken to 
turn over the important notes, 
m e m o ra n d a  and o th e r  
documents tha t the Court 
orders require.’’

It was understood that the 
P resident, who pointedly 
referred to Cox as “an employe 
of the executive branch,’’ was 
ready to fire the prosecutor if 
he continued to press his court 
battle.

The President said he had the 
support of Sens. Sam J. Ervin, 
D-N.C., and Howard H. Baker, 
R-Tenn., the senior members of 
the- Senate Watergate com­
mittee for his decision to let 
Stennis listen to the tapes.

Argentine
Jetliner
Hijacked

BUENOS AIRES (AP) -  
Three armed hijackers com­
m andeered an Aerolineas 
Argentinas jet with 48 persons 
aboard today and forced it to fly 
to Yacuiba, Bolivia, airport 
sources in the northern Argen­
tine city of Salta reported.

The ^ e in g  737 was hijacked 
during a domestic flight from 
Buenos Aires to Salta, 1,000 
miles north of the capital. It 
made a 50-minute stop at 
T ucum an w here  a irp o r t  
authorities were reported to 
have refused demands for fuel 
on instructions from the 
government in Buenos Aires.

When it left Tucuman, the 
plane was believed en route to 
Salta where the airport had also 
been ordered to withhold any 
fuel, the independent agency 
Argentine News reported.

Instead of going to Salta, the 
airport sources there said, the 
plane went on to Yacuiba in 
southern Bolivia, just across 
the Argentine border.

Syrians Say 
They’ve Bombed 
Oil Refinery

Syrian jets bombed an oil 

refinery near Haifa today in the 
first Arab air raid into the 
Israeli heartland, Damascus 
announced. The claim was 
denied in Israel.

The Syrian military com­
mand said the Israeli refinery 
was attacked “in retaliation for 
enemy attacks on some of our 
economic ta rg e ts  and in­
stallations.”

It gave no assessment of 
damage, and the announcement 
was scoffed at in Israel.

“We haven’t even had an air 
raid alert,” said a Haifa police 
spokesman. “There have been 
no enemy planes, no bombs, 
and the refinery is fine.”

The refinery, believed to the 
the largest in Israel, lies about 
fur miles north of Haifa, a 
beautiful Mediterranean port of 
about 215,000.

Reports from the resort of 
Nahariya, near the refinery, 
said a Syrian MIG fighter was 
shot down there this morning 
and crashed into a house, in­
juring a woman.

Israeli jets and gunboats have 
attacked Syrian oil depots at 
the Mediterranean port of Tar- 
tus, a pipeline terminal at 
Banias and Syria’s main oil 
refinery at Homs in central 
Syria. The Israelis also have

shelled Syrian ports from the 
sea and bombed targets in 
Damascus.

The Syrian deputy premier 
fo r  eco n o m ic  a f f a i r s ,  
Mohammed H aidar, told 
newsmen in Damascus today 
that the Israeli air raids have 
done $508 million damage. He 
said Syria’s oil installations 
have been “totally destroyed.”

Israel has reported Syrian 
and Palestinian guerrilla rocket 
a t ta k s  on v i l la g e s  and 
settlements. But neither Egypt 
nor Syria has brought the 15- 
day-old Middle East war home 
to major Israeli population or 
industrial centers.

The bombing report from 
Damacus came as Israeli 
forces on the western side of 
the Suez Canal said they were 
expanding their beachhead and 
had pushed 12 to 15 miles inside 
Egypt proper in vicious tank 
battles.

Israeli Defense Minister 
Moshe Dayan said in an inter­
view broadcast today that the 
Israelis were trying to get 
behind the Egyptians in the 
Sinai on the eastern bank of the 
canal and force them to fight 
"on a front that is not of their 
own choosing.”

Anderson, successor to Spiro T. 
Agnew as Baltimore County 
executive, says he is innocent of 
charges brought as the result of 
a federal investigation which 
also has led to Agnew’s resigna- 
tion  as v ice p re s id e n t.

Judge Joseph H. Young, Ander­
son pleaded Innocent to charges 
of bribery, extortion, con­
spiracy and tax evasion.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Secretary of State Henry A. 
Kissinger, the past master of 
mystery missions, was on his 
way to Moscow today on orders 
from President Nixon to dis­
cuss “means to end hostilities 
in the Middle East” with Soviet 
.leaders.

The W hite House said  
Kissinger was sent to the Soviet 
capital at the request of Leonid 
I. Brezhnev, the Soviet Com­
munist party leader. Flying 
with him were Anatoly F. 
Dobrynin, the Soviet am­
bassador, and nine American 
officials.

The tr ip  evidently  was 
touched off by Premier Alexei 
N. Kosygin’s four-day visit to 
Cairo for talks with Egyptian 
P re s id e n t Anwar S ad a t. 
Kissinger is known to believe 
that the Kosygin call had ad­
vanced prospects for an end to 
the fighting between Israel and 
Egypt and Syria.

The attitude Israel takes 
could be decisive to any hopes 
for a* negotiated settlement, 
even if Washington and Moscow 
reach  a consensus on a 
ceasefire proposal. With its 
forces advancing on the Egyp­
tian front the Israeli govern­
ment may resist an early halt to 
the fighting.

“No one has put a peace 
proposal to us yet,” said Israeli 
sources here Friday. Abba 
Eban, Israel’s foreign minister, 
was called home for consulta­
tion.

Kissinger took off on the sur­
prise trip at 1:50 a.m. (EDT). 
He was due in Moscow at about 
8 p.m. (1 p.m. EDT).

The secretary of state had 
attended until close to midnight 
a dinner given for him by 
Huang Chen, head of the 
Chinese liaison office, as a sen- 
doff for a sixth visit to Peking. 
Kissinger did not tip his hand 
publicly. He even paused to sign 
an autograph for an admirer 
before stepping into his black 
limousine.

Before leaving the hotel he 
b riefed  Vice P residen t- 
designate Gerald R. Ford of 
Michigan, Sentate Democratic 
Leader Mike Mansfield and 
House Speaker Carl Albert in a 
banquet office sealed off by 
four stocky Secret Service men.

Kissinger had been scheduled 
to take off for the Far East on 
Monday, stopping en route in 
Tokyo for talks with Japanese 
leaders about their country’s 
role in a prospective new 
relationship between the United 
States and western Europe.

White House sources said he 
would be in Moscow “a matter 
of days.’’They indicated that he 
would return to Washington in 
time to depart for China in 
midweek. Kissinger plans to 
stop in Japan at the end of the 
month on the way home.

The surprise Moscow mission' 
evoked memories of more than 
a score of secret trips he under­
took over the last few years for 
the White House. The most 
startling was one to Peking in 
July 1971 while he was thought 
to be recovering from a 
stomach ache in the mountains 
of Pakistan. This set the stage 
for Nixon’s visit in 1972 and the 
h is to r ic  thaw  b e tw een  
mainland China and the United 
States.

As a V ie tnam  p eace  
negotiator Kissinger made 
several clandestine trips tp 
Paris to confer with Le Due Tho 
of North Vietnam. He also 
made a secret trip to Moscow 
last year to help develop the so- 
called spirit of detente between 
Washington and the Soviet 
Union.

The White House announce­
ment said:

“At the request of the Soviet 
government the President has 
agreed to send Secretary of 
State Henry A. Kissinger to 
visit Moscow for direct dis­
cussions with the Soviet 
leadership on means to end 
hostilities in the Middle East.

"Since the outbreak of 
hostilities in the Middle East, 
the President and General 
Secretary Brezhnev have main-' 
tained close contact through 
diplomatic channels.”

Occasionally we become 
aware of an individual who is 
ashamed of a mother or 
father, whose sacrifice for 
that child’s welfare resulted 
in the situation of which tte  
child is now ashamed. A sense 
of outrage bums within us at 
such base ingratitude.

Jesus once said: "F or 
whoever is ashamed of me 
and of my words...of him will 
the Son of man also be 
asham ed...” (Mark 8:38) 
Jesus’ humble birth, his sim­
ple and seemingly impractical 
teachings, and his “criminal 
execution” combine to create 
a person in whom trusting as a 
savior seems repugnant to the 
refined tastes of many. Paul 
recognized this fact  by 
characterizing his message as 
foolishness to Greeks and a 
stumblingbiock to Jews (1 
Cor. 1:23). The very marks of 
Jesus’ efficacy in our behalf 
become the focus of our 
shame!

Keystone To Freedom

We in Am erica can count one 
blessing that many other nations do 
not share.

Now this may not seem to be very 
important and we are  aware our press 
has taken some severe criticism  in its 
exercise of this constitutionally- 
guaranteed freedom. And we realize 
too that some of the criticism  was not 
wholly unjustified.

But reports of suppression of the 
p ress in many of our Am erican 
neighbor countries in South and (An­
tra l America should cause us to be 
concerned.

The sustained and continued efforts 
in many of those nations for regim es 
to muzzle and, too often successfully, 
stiffle criticism in the press is a  dou­
ble, tragedy.

F irst, a free society if it is to be 
trully free needs criticism  from its 
people and from within government 
itself, l l ie  free press, as proven in this 
country, is an excellent vehicle for 
this. W atergate is but one example of 
a free press pursuing the citizen’s 
right to know and involved people 
within government who knew they 
could go to the press and get a 
hearing, which if substantiated, would 
be pursued regardless of how high up 
in government the trail might lead.

Second, as nations large or small, in 
South America or the F ar East, we 
a re  all a part of the world community. 
How we as a nation are judged in that 
c o m m u n ity  d e p e n d s  upon  our 
credibility.

This is particularly true of the small 
and em erging nations which rely 
heavily for assistance, especially 
economic aid, from  the “ have” 
nations.

Thus any restrictions on a free 
press can distort and even be a  major 
factor in influencing “have” nations 
from offering assistance.

We believe there is evidence in the 
course of modem history that shows a 
direct inter-relationship between per­
sonal freedom, including a free press, 
and stability in government which is 
necessary for orderly  economic, 
social and political progress.

The tra g e d y  of m any  of our 
American neighbors to the south has 
been almost a perpetual unrest with 
many, many changes in regim es and 
in most instances the first action of a

new regime is censorship or suppres­
sion of the press.

Yes, we in the United States enjoy a 
free, critical press. At times, it can 
overreact, but because it is free, 
because it can criticize government a t 
any and all levels and does; our 
citizras are able to arrive a t their own 
conclusions and vote freely on the 
basis of knowledge of the issues.

Where the press is not free to do 
this, the people become pawns in power 
s tru g g le s  w hich lead  to  fu r th e r  
repression of all freedoms.

We cannot afford to be smug and 
complacent about our most-favored 
position of freedom. The sad fact of 
history is that tyranny and suppres­
sion, allowed to persist, is like a 
cancer which spreads and spreads un­
til no one can be safe.

As Americans living in a climate of 
freedom, we m ust continue to support 
th e  c o n c e p t  o f a f r e e  p r e s s  
everywhere.

For each sto ry  censored, each 
e d ito r  ja ile d , each  re p o r te r  in­
timidated, and each reader deprived 
of an opportunity to read all sides of a 
question, is an attack on the basic 
prem ise of a free and open society 
u4iere citizens have a right to know 
and a right to voice their views.

That this is true is self-evident. The 
tyrants number one enemy is a free 
press for they well know in the end, 
the pen is really mightier than the 
sword.

We are encouraged that the many 
newspapermen in South and Central 
America are continuing to battle for 
freedom of the press in their nations 
by airing their problems a t inter­
national meetings such as the meeting 
of the Inter-American P ress Associa­
tion in Boston.

While they may be suppressed at 
home, the spark of the principle of 
press freedom has not died, and as 
long as that spark remains, there is 
hope that in tim e it will become a 
flaqne. From this flame will come the 
enlightenment and warmth of reason 
in which these peoples, now under the 
shadow of censorship, can become in­
formed and once Informed be the 
m asters ra ther than the pawns in 
their struggles for human dignity and 
self-government.

Dear Mr. Editor:

(^estion Number One ("For 
an Appropriation of $5,600,000 
fo r  A d d itio n s  to  and  
Renovations of Bennet and 
llling Junior High Schools’’) on 
the voting machines at the Nov. 
6 election deserves a yes vote.

When passed, it will, at long 
last, provide adequate space for 
a full educational program for 
all junior and senior high school 
pupils in Manchester.

A full educational program 
includes, among many other 
criteria, provisions for pupil 
experiences in the development 
of leadership potential. Never 
before  has the need for 
leadership on all levels of our 
national life been so apparent.

Training for leadership 
begins at an early age — in the 
home, in the church and es­
pecially in the school. In the 
la t te r ,  opp o rtu n ities  for 
developing leadership are  
provided in a variety of ac­
tivities, curricular as well as 
extracurricular. All of these, 
the Student Council offers the 
most realistic program.

Unfortunately, the llling 9th 
graders, hous^ in Uie high 
school, have little or no oppor­
tunity to participate in many of 
the activities at the llling 
Junior High School where they 
may develop leadership poten­
tial. To a lesser degree this is 
reflected among the 7th and 8th 
graders who are deprived of 
closer associatipn with older 
pupils of junior high school age.

Two fx to rs  have brought 
about tins condition: (1) 
separate housing and (2) the 
schedule differential between 
the llling building and the 9th 
graders in the high school. In 
order to accommodate all of the 
pupil who now must attend the 
high school, 9th graders there 
are dismissed considerably 
later than the pupils at llling.

I am reliably inform^ that 
these conditions have caused 
the Student Council at llling to 
be virtually inactive for the 
past two years. It has also had a 
marked effect on participation 
in other student activities in 
w hich o p p o r tu n itie s  for 
developing leadership potential 
exist.

I was present at most of the 
meetings of the Citizens’ Ad­
visory Committee appointed by 
.the ^ a rd  of Education to con­
sider thef secondary school 
housing problem. The one item 
on which there was almost 
complete unanimity was the 
necessity of removing the 9th 
graders from the high school.

I have mentioned only one of 
the objectives which will be 
achiev^ if this referendum is 
successful. As has been pointed 
out so many times, it will 
modernize the Bennet Junior 
High school facility and it will

enable the high school to extend 
its program in many needed 
areas.

I venture to say that few 
know more than I do of the im­
portance of providing every op­
portunity possible for the 
development of leadership 
potential not only for adult life 
but also for the kind of un­
derstanding which makes a 
good school better.

Those of us who worked in the 
Manchester school system for 
many years are proud of the 
leadership record of so many 
former pupils. Let’s give the 
9th graders at the high school 
the kind of opportunities some 
of them had.

I urge a “Yes” vote on Ques­
tion One at the Nov. 6 referen­
dum.

Vice President, which means 
that if Richard Nixon dies or is 
impeached — neither very 
probable but neither airily dis- 
missible — the United States 
will have a caretaker President 
unUl 1976.

F o rd  is  p o p u la r  w ith  
Congress, is close to Mr. Nixon 
and has made few enemies, but 
are those the qualities for a 
President? He might, of course, 
prove to be a Truman, but how 
many Trum ans happen in 
history?

The warmth of response when 
President Nixon gave away the 
secret seenled to turn the East 
Room into a tes tim o n ia l 
gathering of the Friends of 
Gerald Ford.

One almost forgot, amid the 
collective euphoria, that a 
possible emergency President 
was being chosen for the 
world’s most powerful and 
most vulnerable im perial 
democracy.

The fault lies with a tripod of 
circumstances — the lack of 
foresight in the 25th Amend­
ment, the shrunken options of 
Richard Nixon and the tunnel 
vision of the Democrats in 
(Congress.

The weak part of the 2Sth 
Am endm ent has been i l ­
lustrated in its first test. It 
gives a hostile Congress a whip- 
hand veto over any strong 
choice the President might 
make. By the same token, it 
might turn a friendly Congress 
into a rubber stamp for his 
choice, however weak.

P e rh a p s  th is  w as u n ­
avoidable, but it might have 
been better to give a President 
his choice unless overruled by 
two-thirds of both houses. Yes, 
this concentrates power with 
the President, but it was a 
power which the President had 
when he chose his original run; 
ning mate. If we are to become' 
a  parliamentary government, 
like Great Britain, let us face it 
openly.

The second leg of the tripod is 
formed by Richard Nixon’s 
current n e ^ s  and options. Hie 
5-2 ruling of the U.S. Court of 
Appeals upholding U.S. Dist. 
Ju ^ e  John J. Sirica on the 
tapes, may be a foreboding of 
the SupreiMe (Court’s position. 
The upcoming final phase of the 
Senate committee hearings will 
focus on cam pai^ finances, in­
cluding the reported Howard 
Hughes paym ent to Bebe 
Retozo, and inevitably touch on 
Mr. Nixon’s personal economy. 
The sword of Watergate is still 
poised over Richard Nixon’s 
head, as is another kind of 
sword — the new war powers 
bill, which will come up for a

c ru c ia l  v o te  i t l te r  th e  
President’s expected veto.

All in all, this was not a time 
for the President to get Into a 
hassle with a Congress whose 
Democratic leaders fear a 
strong incumbent Republican 
Vice President and some of 
whose Republican leaders hope 
the 1976 lightning will strike 
them, provided there is no in­
evitable candidate. So Mr. 
Nixon chose the easier way out 
and gave the leaders of both 
congressional parties the kind 
of genial, nonpresidentlal Vice 
President they found con­
venient;

I fear it is part of Richard 
Nixon's character to take the 
hard, often dangerous way on 
foreign policy issues, and the 
easier way on domestic policy 
and on appointments, dne b  
even tempted to ask whether— 
if the Impeachment shadow 
continues to hang over Mr. 
Nbcon — he, might not just as 
soon have a standby President 
like Ford in the wings than a 
s tro n g  one lik e  N elson  
Rockefeller.

The p rob lem  w ith the  
Democrats in Congress — the 
final leg of the tripod—is their 
short-range vision in boycotting 
a strong Republican who might 
have his presidential claims 
strenghened by the Vice 
Presidency.

I know this is supposed to be 
smart politics. But what will it 
profit the Democrats if a 
maneuver smart for their party 
turns out to be dumb for the 
country? Beside, they have set 
a precedent in applying the 25th 
Amendment which may flick 
back on them like a two-edged 
sword: what they do now to a 
Republican President, the 
R e p u b lic a n s  a r e  bound 
someday to do to a Democratic 
one.

Even for 1976 the Democrats 
may prove to have maneuvered 
badly. John Connally will sur­
vive the congressional vote in­
formally cast against him, and 
Nelson Rockefeller — who was 
never really rejected — will 
emerge with renewed strength. 
Neither of them will have 
risked the attrition of reputa­
tion in the vice presidential of­
fice that befell Hubert H. 
Humphrey.
■ We are being nibbled to death 

by the mice of narrow partisan 
thinking, by President and 
Ck)ngress alike, by both parties. 
The Middle East war highlights 
the kind of decisions th it an in­
terim President will have to 
face . A m erica  is  ,not a 
wholesale grocery firm whose 
partners can engage in petty in­
fighting. It is a complex 
dem ocracy with far-flung 
global interests.

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Too Cold for Night Games
World Series baseball games should be played during 

dayiight hours.
The latest reasons being the games that took place for 

three successive nights at Shea Stadium in New York, 
Tuesday thru Thursday. The three games were staged at 
the home grounds of the National League champions in 
frigid, winter conditions.

True, it didn’t snow, although it might have looked that 
way with the confetti and torn small pieces of paper that 
bl6w out of the upper decks whenever the Mets did 
something on the playing field against the Oakland 
Athletics.

Not only was the seasonal cool weather not conduslve to 
good baseball but the absurd starting time was also out of 
line. All season long the Mets started their home arc-light 
games at 8. Comes series time a t the big 12-year-old ball 
park in Flushing and the scheduled start was 30 minutes 
later than 8 and by the time the first pitch was delivered it 
ranged anywhere from 8:35 to 8:40.

Baseball officials had nothing to say about the scheduled 
start of things, strange as it may seem.

Prime Viewing Time
Television took over the series promotion some years 

ago and this media has taken drastic steps ever since to 
make sure its coverage gets the best national viewing 
audience in prime time.

For more years than one cares to admit, the World 
Series started the first Wednesday after the regular season 
closed. That was all changed some tim e ago, in the best in­
terests of teevee, to open the possible seven-game set on a 
Saturday to guarantee at least one weekend - Saturday and 
Sunday - and possibly two if the full schedule was n e ^ e d .

Three years ago, the new video package package listed 
all games other than on the weekend to played a t night. 
Since television took over the series promotion it has made 
rapid strides to make sure its coverage gets the best 
national viewing audience. Surveys showed that the night 
games in Pittsburgh three years ago reached more homes 
than any other sport ever offered.

Now the schedule calls for Saturday and Sunday games, 
Monday for travel, with the next three gam es, if 
necessa^ , Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday nights. 
Friday is set aside for travel and if sixth and seventh 
games are needed, the dates would fall on a desired Satur­
day and Sunday. TTie la tte r two days are  far more popular 
in attracting viewers that for any other daylight starts. 
Each year the series start is alternated between the two 
league-winning cities.

Attendance No Factor
The weather alone is good enough to stage the games 

during the day. The attendance wouldn’t be a f fe c t^  otie 
iota, but the teevee viewing audience would nearly double 
for after-dark play and as long as NBC is pulling the 
strings and holding the contract to handle the World 
Series, the diamond clashes will be a t night.

It would have been interesting this year if the Chicago 
Cubs had copped the National League flag. Wrigley Field 
has no lights. ’The video pact stipulates that all week 
games must be played at night.

The assumption is that a Cub victory would have seen 
the scheduled series games in Chicago shifted to the White 
Sox park in the Windy City. If that was the case, it would 
have been another first in the long 70-year history of the 
World Series.

Players Share in Receipts
The ball players may complain about the cold, and they 

did at Shea, from both teams, but they also know that their 
share of the receipts is greatly increased. This year each 
member of the championship team  will receive in the 
neighborhood of $20,00lo with the poor loser-players each 
netting around $15,000. Before teevee, and radio in 1918, 
each member of the Boston Red Sox collected $1,102.51 as 
his share. The sm allest share ever to a loser was the 
$439.50 the 1906 Chicago Cubs divided up.

Attendance was capacity each night, 54,817, although 
many were no-shows and thousands each night didn’t wait 
until the final out to leave for w arm er areas because of the 
cold weather...Have a nice weekend.

A ’s Back Home, 
Backs to Wall

OAKLAND (AP) — Back home and 
backed against the wall, the Oakland 
A’s began the ir last stand today 
against the New York Mets in the 1973 
World Series.

"If we don’t win Saturday,’’ said 
Oakland’s subdued Vida Blue, “there is no 
Sunday.’’

The Mets, who astounded many in 
baseball by first winning the National 
Leape East title and then the National 
League pennant, had their big gun 
going--righthanded ace Tom Seaver.

Hoping to choke off a Met clincher at the 
Oakland Coliseum, the A’s started their 
top pitcher, Jim "Catfish” Hunter.

’The game, scheduled for 4 p.m., EDT, 
was threatened by a 30 per cent chance of 
rain. Nearly 50,000 fans were expected to 
be oti hand while millions more watched 
on national television.

“They’ve got the big man going,” said 
Oakland outfielder Reggie Jackson about 
Seaver. “We’ve got to be tough or we’ll get 
the small end of the pay check.”

Seaver and Hunter were matched in 
Game 3 at New York’s Shea Stadium last 
Tuesday. Neither stuck around long 
enough for the decision as the Mets won 3- 
2 in 11 innings.

“The Mets’ pitching has been good,” 
said Oakland third baseman Sal Bando, 
“but what has been beating us is that we 
can’t get the key hits and we’re hitting the 
ball right at somebody every time.”

That may be due in part to the slick Met 
defense, the intangible that got them here

in the first place.
In dramatic contrast to last year’s wild 

celebration when they won the World 
Series against the Cincinnati R e^ , the A’s 
returned to a relative m orpe at the 
Oakland Airport Friday. Only about 200 
people were on hand to greet the A’s as 
they came back after Thursday night’s 2-0 
loss to the Mets.

“ I ’m glad we’re back playing in 
Oakland,” said Hunter. “The New York 
weather is something I’d like to do without 
when I’m pitching.

“When it dips into the 40s, you can’t 
keep warm on the mound. A few of the 
pitchers have had to leave the game in the 
late innings.”

Not only were the A’s annoyed by the 
weather in New York, they also were 
bothered by the Mets. New York won two 
of the three gqmes in Shea Stadium’s ice 
box.

“We’ve been dominated,” said Oakland 
Manager Dick Williams. “We got only 
three hits Thursday night; five on 
Wednesday. And we’re a good hitting ball 
club.

“We’ve hit balls hard, but their defense 
is tremendous. Everytime I look, their 
shortstop is scooping up the ball behind se­
cond base and throwing one of our p y s  
out. ’They’ve scouted us tremendousW 
well.”

If the A’s win today’s game, the seventh 
and deciding contest will be played here 
Sunday with Jon Matlack of New York 
facing Oakland’s Ken Holtzman in a duel 
of left-handers.

President’s powers as provided 
by the Constitution.

"The underlying problem 
there is Cox,” Bickel said. "He 
has been a time bomb in the 
case. He is a presidential ap­
pointment with his own ap­
pointee prosecuting him, the 
P resident would be suing 
himself ...(only) a sitting presi­
dent while In office, not im­
peached, has the powers he 
may legally exercise ...which 
include prosecution of the 
laws.”

Raoul Berger, professor of 
law at Harvard and author of 
“ Im p e a c h m e n t:  th e
Constitutional Problem s,” 
called the President’s action 
"one of the most momentous 
things that’s happened ...

“I have a great deal of ad­
miration for Cox. He is a top 
flight lawyer, one of the finest 
in the United States, and when 
he makes a judgment |t  is en­
titled to the highest respect ...

"In my judgment, Mr. Cox 
justifiably relies on the opinion 
of the Court of Appeals, which 
is a solidly reasoned opinion 
and is soundly rooted in con­
stitutional history.”

Charles L. Black Jr., also a 
law professor at Yale, said he 
has taken the position all along 
that "the President is right on 
the law.” The Court of Appeals 
decision, Black said, " is  
erroneous.”

Had the President appealed 
the decision to the Supreme 
Court, Black said, “there is a 
good chance it would have been 
reversed — and it should have 
been.”

As for the P re s id e n t’s 
proposed compromise, he said, 
“ th a t’s a different can of 
worms.

"I haven’t sorted out that 
tangle yet ...I’m bewildered, 
frankly.”

"It does not comply at all 
with the courts’ orders,” he 
said.

He said that if U.S. District 
Court Judge John J. Sirica, who 
is handling the case, does not 
accept the compromise, and 
Nixon refuses to accept Sirica’s 
order, the President should be 
impeached.

Sen. James 0. Eastland, D- 
Miss., said, “I think it’s a fine 
c o m p ro m ise ,’’ and Sen. 
Wallace ,F. Bennett, R-Utah, 
said the compromise was “a 
joint expression of faith both in 
the Senate and in Sen. Stennis.”

Vermont’s two Republican 
senators had favorable reac­
tions. “A court tangle would not 
be good for the country at this 
time,” Sen. George Aiken said. 
Sen. Robert Stafford said, “The 
nation will generally be pleased 
that Nixon is willing to go even 
this far.”

Stennis, whom the President 
described as "a  very dis­
tin g u ish ed  m an, h ighly  
respected by all elements in 
American ife for his Integrity, 
h is  f a i r n e s s  and  h is 
patriotism,” said, “If I am 
called on to listen to the tapes 
and certify as to their content I 
will consider it a call to duty 
and render the service as best I 
can.”

But a key figure in the 
proposed compromise was 
Sirica and he remained silent.

It was understood he had not 
been consulted by the President 
before the White House state­
ment was issued.

Nixon remained under court 
order to surrender the tapes to 
Sirica and it would be up to the 
judge to say if he were willing 
to accept a summary in place of 
the tapes themselves.

Nixon said he has "the ut­
most confidence” in Sirica’s 
’’discretion and integrity.” But, 
he said, “to allow Ae tapes to 
be heard by one judge would 
create a precedent that would 
be available to 400 district 
judges.”

The President said he had 
agreed to prepare the summary 
“with greatest reluctance” and 
he emphasized that he was 
making it available to Sirica 
and the committee voluntarily 
rather than in compliance with 
the court order.

Repeating an argument he 
has used throughout the long 
dispute, Nixon said that to obey 
the court order “would create a 
precedent that presidents are 
required to submit to judicial 
demands tha t purport to 
override presidential deter­
minations on requirements for 
confidentiality.”

James S. Doyle, spokesman 
for Cox, hinted later that Cox 
might be willing to accept some 
form of compromise.

He said Cox “didn’t reject 
any proposal ...We didn’t buy 
anything but we never said 
tha t’s completely unaccep­
table.”

Doyle said Atty. Gen. Elliot 
L. Richardson gave Cox the 
general outlines of the White 
House plan in a telephone con­
versation 90 minutes before the 
presidential statement.

Cox and Richardson had met 
throughout the week exploring 
ways a compromise might be 
reached. But the special 
prosecutor apparently stood 
fast in his determination to ob­
tain the tapes for submission to 
the grand jury investigating the 
W ate rg a te  b re a k -in  and 
coverup.

As the deadline set by the 
appeals court drew near, 
Richardson was replaced as 
White House negotiator by 
Charles Alan W right, the 
professor of constitutional law 
from the University of Texas 
who had argued the President’s 
case before Sirica and the 
appeals court.

At that point, it was un­
derstood, the White House posi­
tion hardened.

Cox had obtained broad 
promises of independence when 
he accepted appointment as 
special prosecutor nearly five 
months ago. Appointment of a 
special prosecutor had been a 
condition demanded by the 
Senate before it would vote on 
Nixon’s nomination of Richard­
son to succeed Richard G. 
K le in d ien s t as a tto rn e y  
general.

At that time, the Nixon ad­
ministration was reeling from 
the succession of disclosures of 
involvement of high officials in 
the Watergate scandal.

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Egypt, Israel Accept Cease-Fire
U.N. Seeks In-Place Truce 

Prior to Peace Talks
By The Associated Press'
Israel and Egypt announced 

they would accept the United 
Nations resoiution calling for 
an in-place cease-fire today in 
the Middle East fighting. The 
Syrians kept silent but were 
expected to follow Cairo’s iead 
in heeding the U.N. appeal for a 
halt to the fighting on the 17th 
day of the fourth Arab-Israeli 
war since 1948.

The cease-fire was to be 
effective at 12:49 p.m., EDT.

But as the deadline ap­
proached, tough fighting was 
rep o rted  n ear the Golan 
Heights and on the western 
bank of the Suez Canal.

Syria said its troops were 
locked in a fierce battle with 
Israe lis  for control of a 
strategic position on Mt. Her- 
mon overlooking the Golan 
Heights battlground.

Cairo said Egyptian infantry 
and tanks were attacking the

Israeli invasion force on the 
western side of the canal in an 
apparent attempt to push them 
back as far as possible before 
the cease-fire hour.

Cairo radio announced four 
hours before the cease-fire 
deadline that Egypt would stop 
fighting. The Isreaiis agreed to 
the U.N. proposal hours earlier 
in a statement issued from Tel 
Aviv. But both sides objected to 
proposals in the U.N. resolution 
dealing with the steps to be 
taken for permanent settle­
ment.

Secretary of State Henry A. 
Kissinger, meanwhile, flew into 
Israel for talks with Premier 
Golda Meir on the cease-fire 
deal he worked out in Moscow 
over the weekend with Soviet 
Communist party leader Leonid 
I. Brezhnev.

Iraq, which has troops, tanks 
and planes fighting with Syria, 
said over Baghdad radio it

Angered Solons Talk 
About Impeachment

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Impeachment of the President, 
an almost unthinkable alter­
native a few days ago, is 
suddenly a war cry for some 
and on the lips of many after 
the weekend firing of special 
W a te rg a te  p ro s e c u to r  
Archibald Cox.

Members of Congress, away 
from Washington for the 
V e te ra n s  Day h o lid a y , 
expressed shock and dismay at 
the rapid-fire developments 
that left President Nixon in 
legal limbo and the attorney 
general and his deputy out of 
their jobs.

At least 28 members of the 
House, where impeachment 
proceedings must begin, sup­
ported initiation of steps to 
remove Nixon from office. 
Most were liberal Democrats, 
but dozens of others in both 
House and Senate, including 
some ranking Republicans, said 
impeachment would now be 
given serious consideration.

Senate Majority Leader Mike 
Mansfield sent Judiciary com­
m ittee  C hairm an Jam es 
Eastland, D-Miss., a telegram 
Sunday night asking him to hold 
a full meeting of the committee 
to study the crisis.
“Certain promises and pledges 

were made by the Attorney 
General to the Senate Judiciary 
committee,” Mansfield said. 
“Certain commitments were

made so that Mr. Archibald Cox 
could assume an independent 
position as special prosecutor. 
The Senate proceeded in good 
faith on the basis of those 
promises, pledges and com­
mitments.”

Mansfield said events of the 
past weekend “are' matters of 
the highest importance and I 
believe they should be con­
sidered by the full Judiciary 
committee as soon as possible. 
This is a matter which in my 
opinion confronts not only the 
Judiciary committee but the 
full Senate, the Congress and 
the American people as well.”

The first formal steps are 
expected to come Tuesday 
when Congress returns from 
the long weekend. Several im­
peachment resolutions are like­
ly to be introduced, and Chair­
man Peter W. Rodino Jr. of the 
House Judiciary Committee 
will be asked to launch an in­
quiry to determine if grounds 
for impeachment exist.

White House aides Melvin R. 
Laird and J. Fred Buzhardt 
sought to dismiss the talk, 
predicting that Congress would 
await the outcome of a White 
House compromise plan to 
release partial transcripts of 
Watergate-related tape recor­
dings authenticated by a senior 
senator.

I t  was th a t  p lan  th a t 
p r e c ip i ta te d  th e  l a t e s t

Watergate crisis when special 
prosecutor Archibald Cox 
rejected it, saying a summary 
could not be used as evidence in 
court and his acceptance would 
block further efforts to obtain 
White House documents he 
needs to make his case.

President Nixon then ordered 
Atty. Gen. Elliot L. Richardson 
to fire his special prosecutor, 
and Richardson resigned rather 
than comply. The job fell to 
Richardson’s deputy, William 
D. Ruckelshaus, who also 
refused and was fired.

Solicitor General Robert H. 
Bork, No. 3 in command at the 
Ju stice  D epartm ent, thus 
became acting attorney general 
and fired Cox. The Watergate 
special prosecution force was 
dissolved.

Nixon is under federal court 
order to surrender the tapes to 
U.S. District Judge John J. 
Sirica for the judge’s inspection 
and decision on whether to turn 
them over to a grand jury as 
evidence. Sirica’s order was up­
held by the U.S. Circuit Court of 
Appeals, and Nixon declined to 
seek a Supreme Court review 
before the order went into 
effect at the end of the week.

Sirica, who is out of the city 
until Tuesday, directed his staff 
to research alternatives for his 
next step, which could include 
holding the President in con­
tempt of court.

Missile' Helpful
WASHINGTON (AP) -  A 

U.S. antitank missile, sent to 
Israeli forces for the first time,' 
is proving highly effective in 
the Middle East fighting, accor­
ding to Pentagon sources. They 
said the TOW missile is among 
a variety of new U.S. weapons 
that have been rushed to Israel 
since war broke out Oct. 6.

FBI Probe
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 

FBI reportedly is investigating 
the disappearance of a con­
fidential federal file on a 
F lorida savings and loan 
association run by associates of 
President Nixon’s close friend, 
Charles G. “Bebe” Rebozo. The 
file was said to be missing from

the offices of the Federal Home 
Loan Bank Board. A House 
committee is currently in­
vestigating-Rebozo’s connec­
tion with the savings and loan 
association and its alleged 
favorable treatment by the 
board.

Many Killed
MADRID (AP) — More than 

190 persons are known to have 
died and another 300 to 400 are 
feared buried under tons of rub­
ble or swept out to sea as a 
result of flash flooding in 
southern Spain, police said. 
Authorities said rainfall at 
times as heavy as 15 inches in a 
period of six hours trapped 
many of the dead in their beds 
Friday.

Area Political Leaders 
Give Views On Issue

Nixon Has Defenders, 
Detractors In State

By The Associaled Press
Despite his detractors. Presi­

dent Nixon was not without sup­
porters in Connecticut this 
weekend after he set into mo­
tion a series of events giving 
rise to an entanglement of 
Constitutional questions.

Residents and political 
leaders responded with dis­
belief and cries for impeach­
ment but the President found 
support from Connecticut’s 
Republican Gov. Thomas J. 
Mesklll and others in his refusal 
to turn over the controversial 
tapes and dismissal of Special 
Prosecutor Archibald Cox.

“’The fact that he legally set __ 
up” the special prosecutor posi­
tion is the basis on which “he 
can legally abolish it. The 
special prosecutor (Cox) was 
going contrary to what his 
superior asked him to do,” 
Mesklll said.

"I think when the shock

settles down and cooler heads 
prevail, I don’t think there will 
be any confrontation,” said the 
Governor before a panel of 
newsmen Sunday.

On the matter of impeach­
ment Meskill said, “I think the 
country will be set back by im­
peachment.”

Meskill also criticized Cox for 
his actions following Nixon’s 
announcement that U.S. John 
Stennis, D-Miss., would be able 
to listen to the tapes to verify a 
summary of them that he would 
provide to the court and Senate 
com m ittee  Investigating  
Watergate.

"I think he (Cox) had every 
right to go to the courts. But in­
stead he went on a press con­
ference. ’This is political... I 
think he was getting pretty far 
off the reservation.”

On the matter of the tapes, 
state House Speaker Francis 
Collins, R-Brookfleld agreed

with the compromise.
“I think they (the public) will 

be happy to accept this solution 
which will carry out in effect 
the court order.” Collins said 
Saturday.

Opposing the President were 
a number of Republicans and 
num erous re s id e n ts  -who 
registered their discontent 
through phone calls and Inter­
views.

U.S. Sen. Lowell P. Weicker, 
Jr., R-Conn., Saturday called 
the tape compromise plan “a 
deal between an evasive Presi­
dent and an easily diverted 
Congress.”

Later when It was announced 
that Cox and Assistant Atty. 
Gen. William D. Ruckelshaus 
had been fired and Atty. Gen. 
Elliot Richardson had quit, 
Weicker said, “I'm elected by 
the people of this state and he 
can’t fire me.”

The reaction by four area 
political leaders to weekend 
developments in the Watergate- 
tapes Story range from a 
“Nixon should resign” demand 
to a “Let’s wait and see” plea.

Richard Nixon should resign 
and give th is  country  a 
breather,” said Manchester 
Democratic Town Chairman 
Ted Cummings. “I say this with 
a heavy heart but, there’s no 
other way.”

He added, “Because I feel so 
strongly about this matter I can 
only add that, if he’s not about 
to resign, then Congress should 
start impeachment procedings. 
He’s tearing this country to 
pieces.”

It was Republican Town 
Chairman A. Paul Berte who 
advocated the “wait and see” 
approach.

“Concerning the refusals to 
turn over the tapes,” said 
B erte, " I  understand the 
president’s counsel has been 
working on a court presentation 
he hopes will gain the approval 
from the federal judge who 
ordered President Nixon to sur­
render the tapes.

“I believe any conclusions as 
to President Nixon’s refusal to 
hand over the tapes should be 
reserved until we see what his 
counsel Is proposing.”

As to the firing of Mr. Cox, 
(Special Watergate prosecutor 
Archibald Cox” said Berte, 
“my only comment is that it 
was legal, since Cox was a 
presidential appointee.”

State Comptroller Nathan 
Agostlnelll, who was Connec­
ticut chairman of the Com­
mittee to Re-Elect the Presi­
dent, remarked, "This is a very 
dangerous period in our history.

With no vice president and with 
the problems in the Mideast, 
this is no time for an emotional 
approach toward solving our 
domestic problems.”

Agostinelli acknowledged, 
“There are serious questions 
that need answering, and quick­
ly. The R ep u b lican  and 
Democratic leaders in the 
House and Senate must exer­
cise extraordinary and careful 
scrutiny  of the executive 
branch.”

firing Mr. Cox and directing the 
prosecutor’s staff not to pursue 
the W atergate m atter any 
further.

“I’d urge him to release the 
tapes and restore faith and con- 
fid en ce  in our form  of 
government,” said the Hartford 
Democrat.

I’m waiting to see what the 
court will do in the next three or 
four days, to de term ine  
whether he is or isn’t in con­
tempt,” said Cotter.

would not accept the Security 
Council truce resolution, spon­
sored by Russia and the United 
States. The Iraquis cited a 
p o licy  of “ re fu s in g  
n e g o tia tio n s , p eace  and 
recognition of the enemy.” But 
their refusal was not expected 
drastically to alter the military 
situation.

The immediate test appeared 
to be whether the Egyptian, 
Syrian and Israeli forces, 
engaged in a bitter war since 
Oct. 6, could now stop fighting. 
The Israelis have taken more 
Syrian territory than they held 
before the war started,- and a 
chunk of Egyptian territory 
west of the Suez Canal. The 
Egyptians having recaptured 
some of the Sinai peninsula oc­
cupied by Israel since 1967.

“President (Anwar) Sadat, 
as supreme commander of the 
armed forces, has ordered the 
General Command to cease fire 
at the deadline set by the U.N. 
Security Council, provided the 
enemy abides by it,” Cairo 
radio said.

The Israeli government an­
nouncement accepting the call 
also set conditions, insisting 
Israel would continue its 
refusal to withdraw from the 
Jordanian, Syrian and Egyptian 
lands captured in 1967 unless 
the Arabs agree to a peace trea­
ty.

The Security Council truce 
resolution was adopted early 
today after an emergency Sun­
day night meeting. It called for 
the in-place cease-fire 12 hours 
after its adoption at 12:49 a.m. 
EDT.

In addition to a halt in the 
fighting, the resolution calls on 
the Arabs and Israelis for an 
immediate start toward im­
plementation of the 1967 council 
resolution on the Middle East 
and immediate negotiations for 
a “just and durable peace in the 
Middle East.”

’The 1967 resolution calls for 
Israel to withdraw to “secure 
boundaries” from the Arab 
territories it occupied in the 
1967 war. The Arabs contend 
that this means a withdrawal 
from all occupied territory, 
while the Israelis have made 
clear that they intend to hold on 
to certain areas that they con­
sider necessary to give them 
secure boundaries.

The council action came after 
another day of hard tank 
fighting on both sides of the 
Suez Canal and a Syrian report 
that Israel was trying to expand 
its lines in Syria to the 
Lebanese border.

Israeli officers claimed that 
their forces in the 17 days of 
fighting had taken 775 more 
square miles of Arab territory, 
including 475 square miles on 
the west bank of the Suez Canal 
and 300 square miles in Syria.
