MIAMI BEACH (AP) -  The 

AFL-CIO convention has 
scheduled a vote on a resolution 
calling for President Nixon’s 
impeachment if he doesn’t com­
ply with court orders to produce 
the White House Watergate 
tapes. In a special report to its 
convention, the 13.4 million 
member federation said, "Most 
Americans believe the Presi­
dent to be guilty of criminal 
conduct.” A 91-page report 
tracing Watergate and other 
“White House horrors” served 
as the basis for the resolution.

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Cox Called 
In Tape Issue

President’s powers as provided 
by the Constitution.

"The underlying problem 
there is Cox,” Bickel said. "He 
has been a time bomb in the 
case. He is a presidential ap­
pointment with his own ap­
pointee prosecuting him, the 
P resident would be suing 
himself ...(only) a sitting presi­
dent while In office, not im­
peached, has the powers he 
may legally exercise ...which 
include prosecution of the 
laws.”

Raoul Berger, professor of 
law at Harvard and author of 
“ Im p e a c h m e n t:  th e
Constitutional Problem s,” 
called the President’s action 
"one of the most momentous 
things that’s happened ...

“I have a great deal of ad­
miration for Cox. He is a top 
flight lawyer, one of the finest 
in the United States, and when 
he makes a judgment |t  is en­
titled to the highest respect ...

"In my judgment, Mr. Cox 
justifiably relies on the opinion 
of the Court of Appeals, which 
is a solidly reasoned opinion 
and is soundly rooted in con­
stitutional history.”

Charles L. Black Jr., also a 
law professor at Yale, said he 
has taken the position all along 
that "the President is right on 
the law.” The Court of Appeals 
decision, Black said, " is  
erroneous.”

Had the President appealed 
the decision to the Supreme 
Court, Black said, “there is a 
good chance it would have been 
reversed — and it should have 
been.”

As for the P re s id e n t’s 
proposed compromise, he said, 
“ th a t’s a different can of 
worms.

"I haven’t sorted out that 
tangle yet ...I’m bewildered, 
frankly.”

ference late Saturday afternoon 
to discuss the issue.

With many congressman out 
of Washington for the three-day 
Veterans Day weekend, reac­
tion was sparse.

Senate Minority Leader Hugh 
Scott of Pennsylvania, praising 
the compromise, said: "I think 
a very wise solution has been 
reached and a constitutional 
question avoided. I am per­
sonally relieved that the ul­
t im a te  is s u e  h as  been 
resolved.”

But Rep. Jerome R. Waldie, 
D-Calif., said the decision 
“ought not to be accepted by 
anybody.”

"It does not comply at all 
with the courts’ orders,” he 
said.

He said that if U.S. District 
Court Judge John J. Sirica, who 
is handling the case, does not 
accept the compromise, and 
Nixon refuses to accept Sirica’s 
order, the President should be 
impeached.

Sen. James 0. Eastland, D- 
Miss., said, “I think it’s a fine 
c o m p ro m ise ,’’ and Sen. 
Wallace ,F. Bennett, R-Utah, 
said the compromise was “a 
joint expression of faith both in 
the Senate and in Sen. Stennis.”

Vermont’s two Republican 
senators had favorable reac­
tions. “A court tangle would not 
be good for the country at this 
time,” Sen. George Aiken said. 
Sen. Robert Stafford said, “The 
nation will generally be pleased 
that Nixon is willing to go even 
this far.”

the path of his car, but he was 
unable to avoid hitting her.

the evidence rather than the 
evidence itself,” he said.

Stennis, whom the President 
described as "a  very dis­
tin g u ish ed  m an, h ighly  
respected by all elements in 
American ife for his Integrity, 
h is  f a i r n e s s  and  h is 
patriotism,” said, “If I am 
called on to listen to the tapes 
and certify as to their content I 
will consider it a call to duty 
and render the service as best I 
can.”

But a key figure in the 
proposed compromise was 
Sirica and he remained silent.

It was understood he had not 
been consulted by the President 
before the White House state­
ment was issued.

Nixon remained under court 
order to surrender the tapes to 
Sirica and it would be up to the 
judge to say if he were willing 
to accept a summary in place of 
the tapes themselves.

Nixon said he has "the ut­
most confidence” in Sirica’s 
’’discretion and integrity.” But, 
he said, “to allow Ae tapes to 
be heard by one judge would 
create a precedent that would 
be available to 400 district 
judges.”

The President said he had 
agreed to prepare the summary 
“with greatest reluctance” and 
he emphasized that he was 
making it available to Sirica 
and the committee voluntarily 
rather than in compliance with 
the court order.

Repeating an argument he 
has used throughout the long 
dispute, Nixon said that to obey 
the court order “would create a 
precedent that presidents are 
required to submit to judicial 
demands tha t purport to 
override presidential deter­
minations on requirements for 
confidentiality.”

James S. Doyle, spokesman 
for Cox, hinted later that Cox 
might be willing to accept some 
form of compromise.

He said Cox “didn’t reject 
any proposal ...We didn’t buy 
anything but we never said 
tha t’s completely unaccep­
table.”

Doyle said Atty. Gen. Elliot 
L. Richardson gave Cox the 
general outlines of the White 
House plan in a telephone con­
versation 90 minutes before the 
presidential statement.

Cox and Richardson had met 
throughout the week exploring 
ways a compromise might be 
reached. But the special 
prosecutor apparently stood 
fast in his determination to ob­
tain the tapes for submission to 
the grand jury investigating the 
W ate rg a te  b re a k -in  and 
coverup.

As the deadline set by the 
appeals court drew near, 
Richardson was replaced as 
White House negotiator by 
Charles Alan W right, the 
professor of constitutional law 
from the University of Texas 
who had argued the President’s 
case before Sirica and the 
appeals court.

At that point, it was un­
derstood, the White House posi­
tion hardened.

Cox had obtained broad 
promises of independence when 
he accepted appointment as 
special prosecutor nearly five 
months ago. Appointment of a 
special prosecutor had been a 
condition demanded by the 
Senate before it would vote on 
Nixon’s nomination of Richard­
son to succeed Richard G. 
K le in d ien s t as a tto rn e y  
general.

At that time, the Nixon ad­
ministration was reeling from 
the succession of disclosures of 
involvement of high officials in 
the Watergate scandal.

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Egypt, Israel Accept Cease-Fire
U.N. Seeks In-Place Truce 

Prior to Peace Talks
By The Associated Press'
Israel and Egypt announced 

they would accept the United 
Nations resoiution calling for 
an in-place cease-fire today in 
the Middle East fighting. The 
Syrians kept silent but were 
expected to follow Cairo’s iead 
in heeding the U.N. appeal for a 
halt to the fighting on the 17th 
day of the fourth Arab-Israeli 
war since 1948.

The cease-fire was to be 
effective at 12:49 p.m., EDT.

But as the deadline ap­
proached, tough fighting was 
rep o rted  n ear the Golan 
Heights and on the western 
bank of the Suez Canal.

Syria said its troops were 
locked in a fierce battle with 
Israe lis  for control of a 
strategic position on Mt. Her- 
mon overlooking the Golan 
Heights battlground.

Cairo said Egyptian infantry 
and tanks were attacking the

Israeli invasion force on the 
western side of the canal in an 
apparent attempt to push them 
back as far as possible before 
the cease-fire hour.

Cairo radio announced four 
hours before the cease-fire 
deadline that Egypt would stop 
fighting. The Isreaiis agreed to 
the U.N. proposal hours earlier 
in a statement issued from Tel 
Aviv. But both sides objected to 
proposals in the U.N. resolution 
dealing with the steps to be 
taken for permanent settle­
ment.

Secretary of State Henry A. 
Kissinger, meanwhile, flew into 
Israel for talks with Premier 
Golda Meir on the cease-fire 
deal he worked out in Moscow 
over the weekend with Soviet 
Communist party leader Leonid 
I. Brezhnev.

Iraq, which has troops, tanks 
and planes fighting with Syria,

Angered Solons Talk 
About Impeachment

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Impeachment of the President, 
an almost unthinkable alter­
native a few days ago, is 
suddenly a war cry for some 
and on the lips of many after 
the weekend firing of special 
W a te rg a te  p ro s e c u to r  
Archibald Cox.

Members of Congress, away 
from Washington for the 
V e te ra n s  Day h o lid a y , 
expressed shock and dismay at 
the rapid-fire developments 
that left President Nixon in 
legal limbo and the attorney 
general and his deputy out of 
their jobs.

At least 28 members of the 
House, where impeachment 
proceedings must begin, sup­
ported initiation of steps to 
remove Nixon from office. 
Most were liberal Democrats, 
but dozens of others in both 
House and Senate, including 
some ranking Republicans, said 
impeachment would now be 
given serious consideration.

Senate Majority Leader Mike 
Mansfield sent Judiciary com­
m ittee  C hairm an Jam es 
Eastland, D-Miss., a telegram 
Sunday night asking him to hold 
a full meeting of the committee 
to study the crisis.
“Certain promises and pledges 

were made by the Attorney 
General to the Senate Judiciary 
committee,” Mansfield said. 
“Certain commitments were

made so that Mr. Archibald Cox 
could assume an independent 
position as special prosecutor. 
The Senate proceeded in good 
faith on the basis of those 
promises, pledges and com­
mitments.”

Mansfield said events of the 
past weekend “are' matters of 
the highest importance and I 
believe they should be con­
sidered by the full Judiciary 
committee as soon as possible. 
This is a matter which in my 
opinion confronts not only the 
Judiciary committee but the 
full Senate, the Congress and 
the American people as well.”

The first formal steps are 
expected to come Tuesday 
when Congress returns from 
the long weekend. Several im­
peachment resolutions are like­
ly to be introduced, and Chair­
man Peter W. Rodino Jr. of the 
House Judiciary Committee 
will be asked to launch an in­
quiry to determine if grounds 
for impeachment exist.

White House aides Melvin R. 
Laird and J. Fred Buzhardt 
sought to dismiss the talk, 
predicting that Congress would 
await the outcome of a White 
House compromise plan to 
release partial transcripts of 
Watergate-related tape recor­
dings authenticated by a senior 
senator.

I t  was th a t  p lan  th a t 
p r e c ip i ta te d  th e  l a t e s t

Watergate crisis when special 
prosecutor Archibald Cox 
rejected it, saying a summary 
could not be used as evidence in 
court and his acceptance would 
block further efforts to obtain 
White House documents he 
needs to make his case.

President Nixon then ordered 
Atty. Gen. Elliot L. Richardson 
to fire his special prosecutor, 
and Richardson resigned rather 
than comply. The job fell to 
Richardson’s deputy, William 
D. Ruckelshaus, who also 
refused and was fired.

Solicitor General Robert H. 
Bork, No. 3 in command at the 
Ju stice  D epartm ent, thus 
became acting attorney general 
and fired Cox. The Watergate 
special prosecution force was 
dissolved.

Nixon is under federal court 
order to surrender the tapes to 
U.S. District Judge John J. 
Sirica for the judge’s inspection 
and decision on whether to turn 
them over to a grand jury as 
evidence. Sirica’s order was up­
held by the U.S. Circuit Court of 
Appeals, and Nixon declined to 
seek a Supreme Court review 
before the order went into 
effect at the end of the week.

Sirica, who is out of the city 
until Tuesday, directed his staff 
to research alternatives for his 
next step, which could include 
holding the President in con­
tempt of court.

Missile' Helpful
WASHINGTON (AP) -  A 

U.S. antitank missile, sent to 
Israeli forces for the first time,' 
is proving highly effective in 
the Middle East fighting, accor­
ding to Pentagon sources. They 
said the TOW missile is among 
a variety of new U.S. weapons 
that have been rushed to Israel 
since war broke out Oct. 6.

FBI Probe
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 

FBI reportedly is investigating 
the disappearance of a con­
fidential federal file on a 
F lorida savings and loan 
association run by associates of 
President Nixon’s close friend, 
Charles G. “Bebe” Rebozo. The 
file was said to be missing from

the offices of the Federal Home 
Loan Bank Board. A House 
committee is currently in­
vestigating-Rebozo’s connec­
tion with the savings and loan 
association and its alleged 
favorable treatment by the 
board.

Many Killed
MADRID (AP) — More than 

190 persons are known to have 
died and another 300 to 400 are 
feared buried under tons of rub­
ble or swept out to sea as a 
result of flash flooding in 
southern Spain, police said. 
Authorities said rainfall at 
times as heavy as 15 inches in a 
period of six hours trapped 
many of the dead in their beds 
Friday.

Area Political Leaders 
Give Views On Issue

Nixon Has Defenders, 
Detractors In State

By The Associaled Press
Despite his detractors. Presi­

dent Nixon was not without sup­
porters in Connecticut this 
weekend after he set into mo­
tion a series of events giving 
rise to an entanglement of 
Constitutional questions.

Residents and political 
leaders responded with dis­
belief and cries for impeach­
ment but the President found 
support from Connecticut’s 
Republican Gov. Thomas J. 
Mesklll and others in his refusal 
to turn over the controversial 
tapes and dismissal of Special 
Prosecutor Archibald Cox.

“’The fact that he legally set __ 
up” the special prosecutor posi­
tion is the basis on which “he 
can legally abolish it. The 
special prosecutor (Cox) was 
going contrary to what his 
superior asked him to do,” 
Mesklll said.

"I think when the shock

settles down and cooler heads 
prevail, I don’t think there will 
be any confrontation,” said the 
Governor before a panel of 
newsmen Sunday.

On the matter of impeach­
ment Meskill said, “I think the 
country will be set back by im­
peachment.”

Meskill also criticized Cox for 
his actions following Nixon’s 
announcement that U.S. John 
Stennis, D-Miss., would be able 
to listen to the tapes to verify a 
summary of them that he would 
provide to the court and Senate 
com m ittee  Investigating  
Watergate.

"I think he (Cox) had every 
right to go to the courts. But in­
stead he went on a press con­
ference. ’This is political... I 
think he was getting pretty far 
off the reservation.”

On the matter of the tapes, 
state House Speaker Francis 
Collins, R-Brookfleld agreed

with the compromise.
“I think they (the public) will 

be happy to accept this solution 
which will carry out in effect 
the court order.” Collins said 
Saturday.

Opposing the President were 
a number of Republicans and 
num erous re s id e n ts  -who 
registered their discontent 
through phone calls and Inter­
views.

U.S. Sen. Lowell P. Weicker, 
Jr., R-Conn., Saturday called 
the tape compromise plan “a 
deal between an evasive Presi­
dent and an easily diverted 
Congress.”

Later when It was announced 
that Cox and Assistant Atty. 
Gen. William D. Ruckelshaus 
had been fired and Atty. Gen. 
Elliot Richardson had quit, 
Weicker said, “I'm elected by 
the people of this state and he 
can’t fire me.”

The reaction by four area 
political leaders to weekend 
developments in the Watergate- 
tapes Story range from a 
“Nixon should resign” demand 
to a “Let’s wait and see” plea.

Richard Nixon should resign 
and give th is  country  a 
breather,” said Manchester 
Democratic Town Chairman 
Ted Cummings. “I say this with 
a heavy heart but, there’s no 
other way.”

He added, “Because I feel so 
strongly about this matter I can 
only add that, if he’s not about 
to resign, then Congress should 
start impeachment procedings. 
He’s tearing this country to 
pieces.”

It was Republican Town 
Chairman A. Paul Berte who 
advocated the “wait and see” 
approach.

“Concerning the refusals to 
turn over the tapes,” said 
B erte, " I  understand the 
president’s counsel has been 
working on a court presentation 
he hopes will gain the approval 
from the federal judge who 
ordered President Nixon to sur­
render the tapes.

“I believe any conclusions as 
to President Nixon’s refusal to 
hand over the tapes should be 
reserved until we see what his 
counsel Is proposing.”

As to the firing of Mr. Cox, 
(Special Watergate prosecutor 
Archibald Cox” said Berte, 
“my only comment is that it 
was legal, since Cox was a 
presidential appointee.”

State Comptroller Nathan 
Agostlnelll, who was Connec­
ticut chairman of the Com­
mittee to Re-Elect the Presi­
dent, remarked, "This is a very 
dangerous period in our history.

With no vice president and with 
the problems in the Mideast, 
this is no time for an emotional 
approach toward solving our 
domestic problems.”

Agostinelli acknowledged, 
“There are serious questions 
that need answering, and quick­
ly. The R ep u b lican  and 
Democratic leaders in the 
House and Senate must exer­
cise extraordinary and careful 
scrutiny  of the executive 
branch.”

He said oT the firing of Cox, 
“I think the person who has the 
right to hire certainly has the 
right to fire.”

Agostinelli concluded, "I 
want to see somebody, quickly, 
re s to re  our fa ith  in the 
presidency. We’re in a crisis 
situation and the people want 
answers.”

States. The Iraquis cited a 
p o licy  of “ re fu s in g  
n e g o tia tio n s , p eace  and 
recognition of the enemy.”

The immediate test appeared 
to be whether the Egyptian, 
Syrian and Israeli forces, 
engaged in a bitter war since 
Oct. 6, could now stop fighting. 
The Israelis have taken more 
Syrian territory than they held 
before the war started,- and a 
chunk of Egyptian territory 
west of the Suez Canal. The 
Egyptians having recaptured 
some of the Sinai peninsula oc­
cupied by Israel since 1967.

“President (Anwar) Sadat, 
as supreme commander of the 
armed forces, has ordered the 
General Command to cease fire 
at the deadline set by the U.N. 
Security Council, provided the 
enemy abides by it,” Cairo 
radio said.

The Israeli government an­
nouncement accepting the call 
also set conditions, insisting 
Israel would continue its 
refusal to withdraw from the 
Jordanian, Syrian and Egyptian 
lands captured in 1967 unless 
the Arabs agree to a peace trea­
ty.

The Security Council truce 
resolution was adopted early 
today after an emergency Sun­
day night meeting. It called for 
the in-place cease-fire 12 hours 
after its adoption at 12:49 a.m. 
EDT.

In addition to a halt in the 
fighting, the resolution calls on 
the Arabs and Israelis for an 
immediate start toward im­
plementation of the 1967 council 
resolution on the Middle East 
and immediate negotiations for 
a “just and durable peace in the 
Middle East.”

’The 1967 resolution calls for 
Israel to withdraw to “secure 
boundaries” from the Arab 
territories it occupied in the 
1967 war. The Arabs contend 
that this means a withdrawal 
from all occupied territory, 
while the Israelis have made 
clear that they intend to hold on 
to certain areas that they con­
sider necessary to give them 
secure boundaries.

The council action came after 
another day of hard tank 
fighting on both sides of the 
Suez Canal and a Syrian report 
that Israel was trying to expand 
its lines in Syria to the 
Lebanese border.

Israeli officers claimed that 
their forces in the 17 days of 
fighting had taken 775 more 
square miles of Arab territory, 
including 475 square miles on 
the west bank of the Suez Canal 
and 300 square miles in Syria.

'The Board of Directors has 
initiated the installation of a 
new system  of p roperty  
revaluation which will provide 
for annual revaluation by com­
puter. The fair market value of 
all Manchester properties will 
be determined at the outset, as 
they have been in the past, by 
human assessors, and then the 
computer will take over. Each 
year the assessed vale of 
everyone’s property will be 
raised or lowered in proportion 
to the increase or decrease in 
the cost of living.

This means that when the 
cost of living goes up and you 
are paying more for food, 
clothing, fuel oil, etc., and you 
have very little money left 
over, your taxes will go up 
automatically. On the other 
hand, if the cost of living ever 
happens to go down ad you have 
a little extra money, your taxes 
will go down, giving you a break 
when you need it least.

This system is designed so 
th a t taxes w ill in crease  
automatically without making 
it necessary for the Board of 
Directors to raise the mill rate. 
What this does is take control of 
revenue policy from the hands 
of the elected representatives 
of the people and turn it over to 
a computer.

A computer can not hold a 
public hearing, and it does not 
have to run for election. 
Constituent pressure to hold 
down spending will no longer be 
part of the system.

We’ve come a long way from 
the Town Meeting form of 
government where everyone 
was a member of the govern- 
ment, and our system still 
works, but we are not ready for 
a system where no one is a

member of the government.
And yet, the ^ a r d  of Direc­

tors has taken the first step in 
that direction.

I have proposed, in a letter to 
the Vernon Recreation Com­
mission, a feasibility study to 
determine the advisability of 
converting the newly acquired 
Peoples Savings Bank Building 
into a community center. In a 
letter to the commission I 
stated;

"The building would appear 
to be particularly well-suit^ to 
fill the needs of ail of our 
citizens for a community 
meeting and recreational facili­
ty.

"Civic, cultural and other 
groups are currently required 
to seek private assistance in 
securing suitable meeting 
space. Our senior citizens are 
desirous of hkving a centralized 
recreational complex within 
convenient walking distance. 
Our young people badly need in­
door gymnastic and other com­
petitive sports facilities. The 
bank building, with its ideal 
location, has the potential to 
meet these requirements.

“The first floor, which is 
a l r e a d y  p a r t i a l l y  a i r -  
conditioned and contains 
sanitary facilities, could serve 
many of the recreational needs 
of our elderly and could accom­
modate local groups, both 
public and private, seeking a 
place to assemble.

"The area is heated, is con­
tained within fireproof walls 
and perhaps most importantly, 
is of sufficient size to permit 
simultaneous activities, ’hie se­
cond level is large enough to 
allow for the construction of a 
full-sized gymnasium, lockers 
and dressing rooms to offer our

citizens well-designed adequate 
space in the interest of enjoy­
ment and physical fitness.

"If we had to construct a new 
building of this size and quality, 
the expenditure would be 
several times the acquisition 
cost of the present structure. 
This is not to suggest we should 
be unmindful of the potential 
renovation cost to have the kind 
of facility we need.

"It does indicate, however, 
the fact that at a minimal cost 
we have secured the beginning 
of what could develop into a 
valuable town asset serving all 
of the people of Vernon. I would 
recommend that as part of our 
investigating efforts we contact 
state and federal sources to 
determine the availablity of 
funds to even further effect the 
cost to be borne locally.

“The development of this 
building is, I believe, a very 
exciting and worthwhile con­
cept indeed and I would 
respectfully urge your commis­
sion to give this proposal both 
ser ious and prompt  con­
sideration."

It Could Happen Here
There is ample evidence the system 

of p o l i t i c a l  c o n tr ib u t io n s  by 
architects, engineers and other doing, 
or wishing to do business with the 
g o v e rn m e n t, is  not lim ite d  to 
Maryland where it led to former Vice 
President Agnew’s downfall.

Nor is there any evidence that it is 
new to the American political scene 
for history clearly shows otherwise.

T h e re  is a com plex  and y e t 
somewhat simple fact of political life 
that one the one hand, to the victor 
belongs the spoils, and on the other, a 
public office is a public trust.

Patronage and favoritism rem ain to 
a large degree a politician’s stock in 
trade and it is not in itself inevitably 
and in v ariab ly  evil. In m aking  
patronage appointments, politicians, 
if they wish, can and often do find men 
and women within party ranks of un­
questioned ability and integrity. It is 
only bad when it is used to put in­
competents on the public payroll or
give them needless tasks.

Favoritism too can be handled the 
sam e way.

The corruptness com es when a 
price tag is put on either.

Ambassadorships have been a hot 
“ selling item ” for both political par­
ties. Local, state and, to to a degree 
national governm ent, have m any 
positions that a t best can be term ed as 
h o n o ra riu m s fo r c e r ta in  p a r ty  
faithful. While Civil Service has 
reduced the number of patronage 
jobs, it is naive to believe patronage 
no longer exists.

Favoritism exists too. No politician 
would last long if he did not, within 
the bounds of legality bestow some 
favors to his suppporters. Most com­
mon is the intercession by con­
gressmen on behalf of constituents 
before almost every executive agen­
cy. No politician, once elected, can 
turn his back on those who supported 
him financially and worked and voted 
for his election.

While ideally his party is only part

of his whole constituency, it is his par­
ty and not the opposition which he 
needs for re-election.

Within legitim ate and reasonable 
bounds, patronage and favoritism, are 
a viable part of the American two- 
party system. That some will abuse it 
and corrupt it cites the need for con­
trols rather than elimination.

The an sw er of how to re ta in  
legitimate patronage and favoritism 
and yet minimize the temptation for 
corruption is not simple.

Laws can be strengthened with 
perhaps stric ter penalties for not only 
the politician involved but his 
collaborators outside government as 
well.

All business involving public funds 
and public officials should be and can 
be conducted more openly.

Competitive bidding should be en­
couraged and required  whenever 
possible. When th ere  a re  special 
situations where this is not desirable 
in the public interest; perhaps, the 
public’s interest in officials’ decisions 
could be better protected with a 
sy stem  w here  non-com petitively  
awarded contracts are subject to 
special review.

We may feel rem ote from the 
problem in Connecticut but this is not 
true. While there may be no scandals 
being bared a t the moment, and we 
hope there are  none to be bared, we 
have in our town and state govern­
ment agencies and adm inistrators 
who have power enough to influence 
contract letting. To put it bluntly, it 
could happen here.

We c a n n o t m ak e  d e m o c ra tic  
government completely incorruptible 
any more than we can make our whole 
society incorruptible.

But this is not to say we shouldn’t  be 
looking hard a t the way we are  now 
doing town and s ta te  business. 
Perhaps we may find a few bam  doors 
now open that could be closed before 
the horses are  gone.

Lady or The Tiger
A classic short story called. The 

Lady or the T iger, with its in­
conclusive ending, conjurs up for us 
the dilemma facing the adm inistra­
tion on wage and price controls.

No one really knows what the result 
will be if controls continue or if they 
are  dropped.

The control effort to date has been 
anything but a success if you expected 
prices to stay down, level off, or infla­
tion to be controlled.

On the other hand, prices were 
rising and inflation was increasing 
before controls were imposed.

Maybe the problem is not economic 
in itself or political in itself, but really 
the offspring of a mixed m arriage of 
economics and politics tha t was 
shortgunn^ into being by the G reat 
Depression of the Thirties.

F ree enterprise, in surrendering to 
government regulation and interven­
tion has, we fear, lost some of its in­
itiative to compete for consumer 
favor. Instead, it looks to government 
to bail itself out of problems. The 
Penn Central is a horrible example.

Government, and we mean federal, 
has been tilting with windmills m ore 
often than facing economic realties.

Whenever a scheme fails, instead of 
abandoning it, the planners spawn 
new ones again, again and again.

There have been bold charges into 
new frontiers that capture hqgdlines 
and build bureaucracies but inflation, 
fear of recession, and a confidence 
gap, remain.

This hybrid of political-economic 
management of the nation seems to 
have us going around in c ircles 
because almost every new crisis — 
political or economic — has a fam iliar 
ring.

Maybe it is tim e for a no-fault 
divorce or a t least a trial separation 
so that the economy can return to a 
freer arena of competition in the 
m arke t place and governm ent to 
p o l i t i c a l  m a t t e r s .  M ay b e  by 
minimizing the effort now going into 
trying to make this mis-matched 
alliance workable; energies, ideas, 
and resources can be released toward 
solving problems in each area, ra ther 
than perpetuating them

To control or not to control. The 
Lady or the Tiger.

The answer will not be known until 
both government and American enter­
prise decide on one course or the 
o thprr"

But before that decision can be 
made do we, the people who are  com­
plaining about inflation, high prices, 
etc., really want to be weaned?

Betrayed by Agnew
W ASHINGTON -  The 

anguished sense of betrayal 
by Republican conservatives 
tow ard Spiro T. Agnew, 
scarcely relieved by his 
televis^ valedictory, derives 
fro m  th e  fo rm e r  V ice 
P r e s id e n t’s re m a rk a b le  
success in deceiving them the 
last two months — typified by 
his Aug. 18 visit to a political 
b u llro a s t on ‘M ary land ’s 
Eastern Shore.

Agnew travelled that day to 
Centreville, Md., to boost 
Robert Bauman, a young con­
servative state senator running 
for a congressional vacancy. As 
Agnew passed through the 
crowd shaking hands after his 
speech, he seemed heartened 
by expressions of confidence in 
his innocence. Arriving at his 
waiting helicopter, the Vice 
President told Bauman how 
good it was to get free of the 
Washington malaise if only 
briefly and then, in his cool, 
confident manner, said flatly he 
was being framed on charges of 
bribery and extortion.

Bauman (elected to Congress 
three days later) believed 
Agnew and supported him, 
publicly and privately. But long 
before that bullroast Bauman 
had fastened on Agnew as his 
leader. A former national 
c h a irm a n  of the Young 
A m ericans for F reedom , 
Bauman looked to Agnew as a 
steady beacon of conservatism 
in sharp preference to the

ideological waverings of Presi­
dent Nixon.

Bauman was not alone in 
e ith e r  his a ccep tan ce  of 
Agnew’s innocence or his 
preference for him over Mr. 
Nixon. Thus, the anguish of 
such conservative Republicans 
politicians today is twofold: not 
only has their leader been 
revealed as a common crook, 
but the very conservative doc­
trine he has been preaching for 
five years is now tainted. Was 
he synthetic from that start?

What adds to the burden for 
these politicians is that their 
conservative followers even 
now maintain a naive faith in 
the fallen Vice President. In the 
past week, many a conservative 
Congressman has studied with 
mounting horror the Justice 
Department’s 40-page recoun­
ting of Agnew’s venality, only 
to go back to his district and 
find constituents willing to 
believe Agnew was the victim 
of a liberal conspiracy. The 
telecast further bolstered the 
remaining true believers.

That poses a problem even 
for the Republican party’s Mr. 
Conservative: Sen. Barry 
Goldwater. In the week since 
Agnew was forced out of office, 
Goldwater’s office has been 
swamped with mail defending 
Agnew and railing against the 
Nixon administration.

These correspondents are un­
aware that, according to a close 
Goldwater associate, “Agnew 
looked Barry in the eye and told

him he was innocent — a 
straight-out lie.” Goldwater 
accepted it on face value. On 
the very day Agnew appeared in 
federal court, Goldwater was 
preaching the Vice President’s 
innocence to a breakfast of 80 
conservative Congressmen 
(though Agnew’s office un­
successfully tried to warn 
Goldwater that morning).

The most famous Agnew 
profession of innocence was his 
Sept. 29 fighting speech to the 
N a tio n a l F e d e ra tio n  of 
Republican Women, in Los 
Angeles, promising never to 
resign even if indicted. But his 
private assurances were even 
stronger — as in closed-door 
rem ark to a luncheon of 
R ep u b lican  S e n a to rs  in 
Washington Sept. 26.

Agnew assured the Senators 
he w as g u il ty  of “ no 
wrongdoing” but that his civil 
liberties had been violated by 
unscrupulous prsecutors. He 
pledged never to resign even if 
r^uested by the President, ad­
ding he would remove himself 
from the White House complex 
to Capitol Hill to fulfil con­
stitutional office as president of 
the Senate while fighting the 
charges. Although the luncheon 
was attended by Republican 
liberals long at odds with the 
Vice President, they tended to 
trust him and sympathize with 
him that day.

All the more natural, then, 
that conservatives — including 
some in the White House — 
should accept Agnew’s words at 
face value. But that ready 
acceptance has now led some 
more thoughtful conservatives 
to ponder hard thoughts.

To pledge that he would never 
resign while authorizing his 
law yers to barga in  with 
prosecutors over his resigna­
tion may be more than simple 
deception but may also involve 
confusion with reality.' Those 
who personally heard Agnew’s 
face-to-face promises to keep 
fighting now suspect he may 
really have believed himself at 
th a t m om ent even while 
acquiecing in plea bargaining at 
the same time. Similarly, they 
w onder w h e th e r Agnew, 
through the last two months and 
in his televised speech, really 
believed he had done nothing 
wrong despite convincing 
Justice Department evidence.

Thus, agonizing questions are 
posed for conservatives: Was 
Agnew’s transformation from 
liberal governor of Maryland 
to champion of hard-hat conser­
vatism similarly devoid of true 
philosophical commitment? 
Was he merely using his natural 
gift for credibility as he did the 
last two months from his Aug. 8 
press conference down to his 
last speech?

To conservatives who have 
lost their hero, these dark 
questions eclipse any of the 
Watergate horrors in this year 
of disillusionment and betrayal.

WASHINGTON -  Interior 
Secretary Rogers Morton’s 
proud announcement that 
Federal agencies had dropped 
their winter thermostat set­
tings by four degrees, to a 
range of 70-72, to save fuel this 
w inter recalls a Winston 
Churchill story.

Churchill loved his comfort 
and convenience and he was an­
noyed when his valet fell ill on 
the eve of a visit to the Riviera 
villa of the actress, Maxine 
Elliot. So as he trundled up the 
steps of Maxine’s elegant pad 
his first words were; “Do you 
realize, my dear, that I’ve 
come all the way across France 
without my man?”

“ Oh W in sto n !”  cooed 
Maxine. “How brave!”

Elliot-wise, Secretary Mor­
ton obviously believes Federal 
workers will be roughing it 
come December and deserve 
both sympathy and admiration. 
They won’t get either from me. 
If the thermostats have been 
lowered to a range of 70-72 
degrees, tha t m eans they 
formerly were set to 74 to 76 
degrees, which may explain 
why so many government 
workers came home well-done 
despite the capital’s numbing 
cold that sometimes drops the 
mercury as low as 25 degrees.

It may also provide a clue as 
to why, sometimes, so little 
work is done in o ffic ia l 
Washington. My trade forces 
me to visit numerous govern­
ment offices in wintertime and 
the warmth in which those 
bureaucrats bundle themselves 
can only be described as ap­
proaching that of a miniature 
Hell. The blast of hot air that 
greets a visitor makes him 
curse his carelessness in not 
packing a bathing suit in his 
overcoat pocket.

Any temperature above 70 
degrees is for roasting pork, not 
protecting a human animal 
from the ague. If a body wants 
to sweat, he should move to 
Miami Beach or seek out the 
nearest sauna. Most doctoirs.

Pioneer Reports 
Increased Sales, 
Reduced Income

Pioneer Systems, Inc., of 
Manchester has reported a 25 
per cent increase in net sales 
for the nine-month period ended 
Sept. 30, but has recorded a 
drop in net income due to 
special and extraordinary 
charges.

The firm listed net sales of 
133.1 million for the first nine 
months of 1973, a 25 per cent in­
crease over the |26.6 miilion net 
sales in the first nine months of 
1972.

Net income for the nine- 
month period this yeaj* was
1520.000 (18 cents per share), 
compared to 5663,000 (23 cents 
per share) for the same period 
in 1972.

David N. Abrams, Pioneer 
Systems president, attributed 
the reduc^ income to expenses 
incurred in connection with cor­
porate restructure (5225,000), 
unrealized exchange loss on 
European financing (5102,000), 
and loss on prepaymeiii of a 
debt (5183,000).

The corporate restructure in­
volved regrouping of Pioneer’s 
principal operating subsidiaries 
into three companies: Pioneer 
International Corp., Vogart 
(Traits (Torp., and the Putnam- 
(Tellman Corp.

The extraordinary charge of
5102.000 fo r a c u rren cy  
exchange loss stemmed from a 
foreign debenture payable in 
Swiss Francs and sold by the 
company in 1972. Abrams said 
the Swiss Franc value, versus 
the U.S. dollar, has twen ap­
preciating.

The prepayment of a debt to 
the Ford Motor Credit Co. 
resulted in a 5183,000 penalty to 
Pioneer, Abrams said.

Principal areas of activity of 
Pioneer Systems include design 
and manufacture of parachutes 
and aerial recovery systems, 
processing and finishing of 
textile fabrics, production and 
sales of hobbycraft, design and 
manufacture'of sewing equip­
m e n t, and p ro v is io n  of 
technical and engineering per­
sonnel for temporary Industry 
requirements.

CPC Lends Support 
To Buying SA Land

The Committee for the 
Preservation of Coventry in­
dicated in a letter sent the 
Town (Council that it was con­
cerned about other things other 
than the one they had been the 
most vocal about — “opposition 
to the new city of 20,000 
proposed by the Greater- 
Hartford Process-DevCk) com­
bine.”

In the letter, the committee 
urges the council ■ to take 
positive steps to acquire the 
Salvation Army lakefront 
property. The town has recently 
received the right of first 
refusal. The resolution supports 
the recent position taken by the 
town’s Conservation Commis­
sion in a similar letter to the 
council.

Committee member A1 Bray 
said, “With the ever-increasing 
pressures upon land, its acquisi­
tion and use, it is, vital that our 
town government be aware that 
the citizens desire more, not 
less, control over its natural 
resources. The Salvation Army 
property on the lake, should it 
become available, is a natural 
one for the town to own for 
several reasons.”

Bray added, “It abuts proper­
ty presently owned by the town. 
It also includes buildings that 
would expand the town’s 
recreational facilities, and 
we’ve already been accused of 
being ‘deprived’ in this area.”

He added that “it wouldn’t

necessarily become financially 
non-productive property just 
because it  becam e town 
owned.”

Bray indicated that the niies 
about the procurement of state 
and federal funds to buy land 
for recreational use do permit 
charging fees for the use of the 
faciiities on the land.

Bray said, “It’s high time, 
however, that (Coventry begin 
some forward thinking on its 
own in the area of land acquisi­
tion, something along the lines 
the Town of Madison, Conn, has 
done by building one-half mill in 
its annual tax rate for just that 
purpose.”

Vernon
Bike Trail Signs Ready Soon

Bike trail signs to be used 
with a proposed secondary road 
route for the trail will be ready 
in about two weeks and installa­
tion of them will begin im­
mediately, Donald Eden, chair­
man of the recreational trails 
committeoi reports.

Eden, Mayor Frank McCoy 
and Dr. Joseph Kristan, Ver­
non's health officer, last week 
flew over the trail area In a 
helicopter provided by the 
National Guard. They were 
searching for possible sites 
along the trail where exercise 
areas can be employed.

The idea of the areas was 
proposed by Dr. Kristan who 
said they are very popular in 
European countries in conjunc­
tion with bike and hike traiis.

The Town Councii, in August, 
appropriated funds not to 
exceed |1,000 for Eden’s com­
mittee, appointed by Mayor 
McCoy, to pay for the signs and 
other necessary supplies for the 
traits.

The basic route will start in 
the area of the Center Road 
school or the Teen Center on 
Rt. 30, where there is adequate

parking. It will go south on 
Bolton Rd., Cemetery, Bam- 

. forth and Bread and Milk Rds., 
to Valley Falls Park and back 
by way of Tunnel Rd.

An alternate route will have 
an eventual tie-in with the Penn 
Central right-of-way and will 
cover Warren Ave., Maple St., 
Phoenix St., Tankerhoosen Rd., 
about 700 feet of the right-of- 
way, go across Rt. 30 to Cold 
Spring Dr., Deerfield Dr. and 
back to Center Rd. The entire 
route would cover about seven 
miles.

Another a lte rn a te  route 
would also start at the Center 
Rd. site, would turn on Tunnel 
Rd., to Feeder Rd., Bolton Rd. 
and back to Center Rd., about 
3.5 miles.

Eden said the conservation 
committee of the Vernon Junior 
Women’s Gub has offered to 
prepare a brochure which will 
outline the routes and also give 
brief descriptions of points of 
interest along the route.

Eden said these will include, 
among other things, the tunnel 
on Tunnel Rd., two very old

cem eteries and some old 
homes. Safety rules for the 
riders will also be included.

The trails are being set up for 
non-motorized vehicles only 
due to the fact they are in areas 
where there are many homes.

Fierce tank and artillery clashes exploded along the 

Suez Canal today and dogfights erupted over the Syrian 
battleground despite the U.N. ceasefire.

The w ar raged into its 18th day on both fronts after a 
only partial overnight pause for the precarious Security 
(Ilouncil truce designed to halt the combat in place and 
open the way to negotiations for a perm anent peace.
Egypt called for an emergen­

cy Security Council meeting to 
discuss what it said were 
Israeli violations of the fragile 
cease-fire. The council presi­
dent, Sir Laurence Mclntyre of 
Australia, called a midday ses­
sion at U.N. headquarters in 
New York.

E g y p t and I s ra e l  had 
accept^ the truce appeal — 
worked out by the United States 
and the Soviet Union—and both 
ordered their armies Monday 
evening to hold their fire unless 
fired on.

But Syria kept silent on the 
U.N. call, and only hours after 
it went into effect there were 
mutual accusations of ceasefire 
A T lo lation t by Egyptians and 
Israelis along the Suez front.

A correspondent for Egypt’s 
Middle East News Agency said 
the Israeli and Egyptian forces 
by today were "locked in the 
most vicious fighting since the 
outbreak of the war.”

Syria charged the Israelis 
sent about 60 warplanes in 
“ waves” to bomb civilian 
t a r g e t s  to d a y  n o r th  of 
Damascus and said Israeli 
planes and cannons hit villages 
in the eastern foothils of Mt.
Hermon.

There was no sign of any in­
ternational supervision in the 
battle zones. U.N. officials said 
their truce observers were still 
in Cairo and Jerusalem, where 
they were evacuated when the 
war broke out Oct. 6.

Israel charged the Eygptianrf^ 
with “ incessant” cease-fire 
violations. The Tel Aviv com­
mand said its forces in the 
southern sector of the canal 
front had orders to continue 
fighting to counter what it said 
were persistant Egyptian at­
tacks.

Egypt said the Israe lis  
grabbed new positions during 
the night, particularly in efforts 
to expand the IsraeU foothold 
on the west bank of the canal. 
Israeli planes bombed and 
strafed Egyptian troops in the 
area of the Israeli penetration 
about midway up the canal, 
Cairo claimed.

Four Nobel'Prize 
Winners Named

STOCKHOLM (AP) -  The 
1973 Nobel Prize for Chemistry 
was awarded jointly today to 
British Prof. Geoffrey Wilkin­
son and German Prof. Ernst 
Otto Fischer. The physics prize 
went to two Americans, Leo 
Esaki and Ivar Giaever, and a 
Briton. Brian Josephson.

Wilkinson and Fischer were 
cited for their “pioneering 
work, performed independent­
ly, on the chemistry of the 
o rg anom eta llic  so-called 
sandwich compounds.”

The two professors share 
$120,000 prize equally for their 
work on hydrocarbons. The 
Royal Academy said they had 
"revolutionized transition  
metal chemistry during the 
past two decades ... which is 
also of considerable industrial 
Importance”

Fischer was born in 1918 and 
educated in Munich where he 
has been director of the in­
organic chemistry laboratory 

■since 1969.
Wilkinson, born in 1921, was 

educated in London. He Is 
p ro fe s s o r  of in o rg a n ic  
chemistry at the renowned

Imperial College of Science and 
Technology which produced 
several former Nobel winners.

Earlier today the Science 
Academy, after deliberations of 
record length on four alter­
natives, awarded the Nobel 
Physics Prize to Esaki, Giaever 
and Josephson for their dis­
coveries connected with the 
generation of power thrmgh 
superconductors at extremely 
low temperatures.

Josephson was cited for “his 
theoretical predictions of the 
properties of a supercurrent 
through a tunnel barrier, in par­
ticular those phenomena which 
a re  g e n e ra lly  known as 
Josephson effects.”

Japanese-born Esaki, who 
works with the IBM Corp. and 
Norwegian-born Giaever, who 
works for General Electric, 
share one half of the $120,000 
prize, while the other half goes 
to Josephson of Cambridge 
University.

The N obel p r iz e s  fo r  
chemistry and physics were the 
last of the Nobel awards to be 
given in 1973.

Cox had subpoenaed nine 
tapes from the President and, 
when Nixon refused to comply, 
the special prosecutor went to 
co u rt and got favo rab le  
decisions frotn Sirica and the 
U.S. Court of Appeals.

tapes and any other White 
House recordings, notes or 
docum ents perta in ing  to 
presidential conversations.

Atty. Gen. Elliot L. Richard­
son, who had been confirmed by 
the Senate last May only after 
promising to appoint Cox 
special prosecutor and give him 
broad independence to pursue 
the investigation, resigned.

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Obscenity Case 
Postponed 
To Next Month

WEST HAVEN -  Prosecutor 
Guy Wolf closed the state’s 
case Monday in the Circuit 
Court 8 obscenity trial of James 
V. Magee Jr., former manager 
of the Manchester Book Shop at 
739 Main St., and the defense 
rested its case without presen­
ting evidence.

Final arguments by Wolf and 
defense attorney Leonard 
Kamaras were postponed until 
next month, when the series of 
obscenity trials being heard by 
Judge Burton Jacobson is 
expected to be finished.

Magee, 31, of Bridgeport, who 
managed the Manchester Book 
Shop until about five months 
ago. is being tried on charges of 
promoting obscenity. His case 
is the second o( four obscenity 
cases being heard by Judge 
Jacobson in Circuit Court 8 at 
West Haven.

Wolf c a l le d  only two 
witnesses in Monday's trial and 
introduced into evidence two 
photographs of the Manchester 
Book Shop and three allegedly 
obscene magazines obtained 
there.

Trooper George E. Ryalls. a 
Connecticut State Police detec­
tive: and State I’clice Lt. Leslie 
Williams Jr. testified that the 
three magazines were obtained 
from Magee at the bookstore 
Oct. 26, 1972. Ryalls, accom­
panied by Williams, bought two 
magazines and was given the 
third item as a gift, the court 
was told.

Kamaras, cross examining 
Ryalls and Williams, attempted 
to show th a t the th ree  
mag.izines might have been 
purchased at other bookstores 
in the state, as the two police 
officers had been investigating 
complaints of pornography 
sales in several towns.

Hut both Ryalls and Williams 
held their ground, insisting that 
the three magazines were ob­
tained at the Manchester 
bookstore. It was brought out 
that they didn't get a receipt for 
purchase of the magazines, 
though.

Books and magazines dis­
played in the Manchester Book 
Shop. Williams testified, were 
enclosed in a plastic wrapper so 
the inside contents couldn't be 
seen until purchased. Williams 
sa id  th a t covers of the 
magazines depicted persons in 
various sexual acts.

Wolf didn't present witnesses 
to testify  that the three 
magazines are obscene as 
defined by state law, but it is 
expected that he will claim, in 
his final argument, that the 
items are obscene by their very 
existence.

It is also expected that 
Kamaras will maintain that the 
state must prove the materials 
obscene through testimony.

In a similar obscenity trial 
last week — in which James 
Welch of New London is 
charged with three counts of 
p ro m o tin g  o b sc e n ity  — 
Kamaras argued that the state 
had not proven “each and every 
element" of its case, as it had 
not shown that the evidence in 
the case (two magazines and a 
film) were obscene.

In the Welch case. Wolf main­
tained th a t the m a te ria l 
"speaks for itself" and no 

expert testimony to prove 
obscenity was required.

The Magee and Welch trials 
were essentially the same 
except, of course, for the defen- 
dantf and locations of the 
alleged crimes. Ryalls and 
Williams were the only two 
witnesses in the Welch trial.

Judge Jacobson has indicated 
tliat he will reserve decision in 
the Magee and Welch cases un­
til the series of obscenity trials 
is finished Re said he will then 
make his decision in a written 
opinion,  to be r e le a s e d  
sometime in December.

The judge set Nov. 6 as the 
deadline for both defense 
counsel and prosecutor to sub­
mit briefs on the constitutional 
issues involved in the obscenity 
cases A trial date for conclu­
sion of the four cases has not 
vet been determined.
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
