WASHINGTON (A P )- Elliot 
L. Richardson explained today 
the conflicting demames that 
led him to resign as attorney 
general, and said the Watergate 
controversy confronting Presi­
den t Nixon “ is fo r the 
American people to judge...”

Richardson, applauded for 
n e a r ly  tw o m in u te s  by 
employes of the Department of 
Justice, described a week of 
negotiations and controversy in 
the dispute between the White 
House and special prosecutor 
Archibald Cox over access to 
presidential tape recordings.

Richardson retold the story of 
his commitment to the in­
dependence of the Cox in­
vestigation, and Nixon’s order 
that the special prosecutor be 
fired.

In that situation, Richardson 
said, he concluded he could best 
serve the nation as a private 
citizen.

In his opening discussion of 
the case, Richardson did not 
criticize the President.

At stake in the controversy, 
Richardson said, is the integri­
ty of government that “I came 
to the Justice Department to 
help restore.”

Richardson said the case 
becam e one of deadlock 
between Nixon’s insistence on 
the principle of confidentiality 
of presidential conversations, 
and his own assurances that 
Cox would be unfettered in the 
Watergate investigation.

The A d u lt E d u c a tio n  
Program is experiencing its 
most successful year, said Emil 
Ostrowski director of the 
Manchester Adult Evening 
School program, Monday night 
at the Board of Education 
meeting.

Registration and tuition in­
come for the fall semester are 
almost tripled since the whole 
year of 1968-69.

The current figure is $5,500 
compared to $2,044 in 1968-69.

Ostrowski said people come 
from as far away as Waterbury 
to attend classes, and that 
teachers also come from as far 
away as Farmington. There are 
enrollments from 30 com­
munities in the state, he said.

The need for pushing a high 
school diploma course in night 
classes was cited by Ostrowski. 
He said there are roughly one 
million persons in the state who 
are out of school Without a 
diploma; 750,000 of them are 
over the age of 25.

In explaining the need for in­
creasing the program to keep 
from turning people away, 
Ostrowski asked for the board’s 
support in increasing funds. He 
explained that amounts from 
tuition make up approximately 
one third of the net cost to the 
Town of Manchester, state 
grants supply one third, and the 
town supplies one third. . ■

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Secretary of State Henry A. 
Kissinger’s trip to China, post­
poned because of the Middle 
E a s t  c r i s i s ,  h a s  been 
rescheduled for November.

In a simultaneous announce­
ment made here and in Peking, 
the State Department and the 
Chinese governm ent said 
Kissinger would visit Peking 
Nov 10 to Nov. 13. The 
secretary had been scheduled to 
spend Oct. 26-29 in the Chinese 
capital to discuss increasing 
contacts between the two 
governments.

Kissinger called off the 
original timetable over the 
weekend as the United States 
and Moscow reached the

climax of efforts to arrange a 
cease-fire in the Middle East.

State Department spokesman 
Robert J. McCloskey indicated 
Kissinger would also visit 
Japan in connection with the 
China trip. He said the Tokyo 
government had re-extended its 
invitation for a visit, which also 
had been postponed because of 
the Middle East conflict.

McCloskey said the exact 
dates of Kissinger’s stay in 
Japan still have to be worked 
out and will be announced at a 
later date.

The original timetable called 
for Kissinger to stop in Tokyo 
on his way to China and again 
on his way back.

16, 1970, by 
Patrick J. Hillings. {lillings 
suggested tha t quotas be 
proclaimed, and Nixon issued 
such a proclamation 15 days 
later.

He is under indict­
ment in the slayings of union in­
surgent Joseph Yablonski and 
Yablonski’s wife and daughter.

Skylab 3

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. 
(AP) — Experts were to deter­
mine today whether the Skylab 
3 launching on Nov. 10 will have 
to be postponed because of a 
slight buckling in two of four 
rocket fuel tanks in the first 
stage of the Saturn IB rocket. 
Officials said the flight might 
have to be delayed as long as a 
month if the two tanks have to 
be replaced. The National 
Aeronautics and Space Ad­
m inistra tion  reported the 
domed tops of the two tanks 
"sank” a few inches after 
ground crews had finished pum­
ping 43,000 gallons of fuel into 
the 24-story-tall rocket.

The Manchester League of 
Womeit Voters and the Greater 
M a n c h e s te r  C ham ber of 
Commerce, faced with the 
monumental task of conducting 
a "Meet the Candidates Night” 
with 22 candidates willing, able 
and anxious to speak and to 
meet the public, solved the 
problem Tuesday night with a 
unique format.

The key to what most of the 
150 persons present felt was a 
successful and meaningful 
evening was “table-hopping.”

After each of the candidates 
(alternate Democrats and 
Republicans) delivered a three- 
minute statement, they moved 
from table to table (there were 
22), talking to little groups, 
expounding on their views and 
answering questions. Each 
time CofC Executive Vice 
President Richard Clark rang a 
bell, the candidates would move 
on — one to a table. For the can- 
d id a te s ,  e s p e c ia l ly  th e  
Republicans, who added up to 
only one incumbent and 10 new­
comers, it was a great oppor­
tunity for exposure.

The session was in the 
M anchester High School 
cafeteria and refreshments 
were served by the Junior 
Women’s Club.

Opening remarks were made 
by League president Mrs. 
Rockwell Potter and Clark. 
Mrs. Ira Epstein introduced the 
candidates and Mrs. James 
O’Connor was timekeeper.

Mrs. Potter stressed the non­
partisan position of the League 
on candidates for office.

Urging all electors to vote 
Nov. 6, she said, "The success 
of a democratic form of govern­
ment depends on active and in­
formed participation by all its 
citizens."

Clark said, "A sound and 
responsive local government 
and a totally informed com­

munity are the necessary 
elements for a successfully run 
town.”

Three-minute statem ents 
then were delivered by each of 
the 22 candidates, alternating 
by party — first a Democrat, 
then a Republican The can­
didates for the Board of Direc­
tors spoke first, then those for 
town treasurer, followed by 
th o se  fo r the  B oard of 
Education:

Excerpts from their remarks 
follow.

Board of Directors
M ayor John Thompson, 

Democrat — He pointed to the 
accomplishments of the present 
board, with a hold-the-Iine mill 
rate in 1972 and a tax decrease 
in 1973. He said the Democrats 
have responded to the issues 
brought out in the 1971 cam­
paign and that the Republican 
m in o rity  w as in on a ll 
deliberations and decisions 
made by the board — budget 
and otherwise.

He l i s te d  th e  a c ­
c o m p lis h m e n ts  of the  
Democratic controlled board

and urged its return — to con­
tinue service to the community.

Charles Crocini, Republican 
— Urged the voters, if they are 
concerned with getting the best 
for the ir money, to vote 
Republican. He said he is 
looking forward to bringing to 
M anchester residents his 
knowledge of maintenance and 
the coordination of construction 
and bidding procedures.

He urged better control of 
m a in te n a n c e  and
recommended consolidation of 
the vaiious crews, particularly 
those involved with snow 
removal.

Mrs. P h y llis  Jack sto n , 
Democrat — She said there 
should be increased cooperation 
between the directors, the 
school board and the recreation 
department, so that school 
facilities might be made 
available for public recreation 
programs. She recomniended 
that the directors and school 
board members join hands to 
see that the school renovation

the change of plans less than 
two hours after Nixon returned 
frorn an overnight stay at Camp 
David, Md., where he reported­
ly devoted all his time to a con­
sideration of Middle East 
developments.

Deputy Press Secretary 
Gerald L. Warren said Nixon 
decided upon a news conference 
in the East Room of the White 
House to handle questions about 
the Watergate tapes crisis 
because he did not have time to 
prepare a speech to the nation.

Warren also noted that a 
news conference could deal 
with inquiries about the search 
for an Arab-Israeli peace as 
well as Nixon’s handling of the 
Watergate tapes crisis.

Warren said Nixon spent all 
of Tuesday evening at Camp 
David conferring by telephone 
with Secretary of State Henry 
A. Kissinger and others on the 
attempt to arrange a firm 
Middle East cease-fire.

Nixon met personally with 
Kissinger today following his 
return from Camp David and 
Warren said he would be 
devoting the balance of the day 
to the subject of the Middle 
East.

Referring to the canceled 
speech and the alternate plan 
for a news conference, Warren 
said that "because of these 
(foreign policy) considerations, 
he thought that that was the 
proper way to proceed.” White 
House officials expressed op­
timism that the cease-fire, 
promoted following Moscow 
talks between Kissinger and 
Soviet Leader Leonid I. 
Brezhnev, "is beginning to take 
hold.”

Nixon’s attempt last week to 
seek a compromise on the tapes 
issue was viewed at the White 
House as a generous offer and it 
was thought the, public would 
agree, W tjite^ouse lawyer 
Charles Wright said. “Ob­
viously, that was a m is­
calculation,” he said.

White House Chief of Staff 
Alexander M. Haig Jr. denied 
that fear of impeachment 
played a part in the decision to 
surrender the tapes.

Haig said he was “very con­
fident” that Nixon would have 
escaped impeachment even if 
he had not agreed to supply the 
tapes and said there is no 
chance at all of impeachment 
now.

Meawhile, today the House of 
Representatives continued a 
preliminary impeachment in­
quiry , begun ju s t  before 
Nixon’s lawyers announced that

the tapes would be given to a 
federal judge.

House leaders said the probe 
would continue at least until the 
effects of Nixon’s action 
become known.

It was clear, however, that 
in i t i a l  r e a c t i o n  to the  
P residen t’s reversal was 
favorable.

"Thank God,” said Sen. 
Barry Goldwater, R-Ariz. " I’m 
glad it came to pass,” said 
Democratic Chairman Robert 
Strauss.

Wall Street’s Dow-Jones in­
dustrial average jumped 17 
points in less than an hour on 
news of Nixon’s decision.

It was a day of surprising 
events. Here is where things 
stood when the dust settled;

—U.S. District Judge John J. 
Sirica was scheduled soon to 
begin reviewing the nine tapes 
of Nixon’s private conver­
sations about the Watergate 
scandal. These are tapes that 
special prosecutor Archibald 
Cox had sought before he was 
fired.

Sirica will listen to them in 
private and decide what, if any, 
par t s  of them should be 
presented to a grand jury. They 
likely will become public this 
way only if presented as. 
evidence at a trial.

—The Senate Watergate com­
m ittee was back in court 
fighting its own separate, uphill 
battle for the tapes. Sirica had 
ruled that the committee, un­
like Cox, had no legal authority 
to use the courts to get the 
tapes.

Previously, it appeared that 
the committee had struck a 
deal with the White House and 
would settle for an edited 
transcript of the tapes, authen­
ticated by Sen. John C. Stennis, 
D-Miss.

But the panel appealed to the 
U.S. Circuit Court for full 
access, denied that it had made 
any deal not to continue the 
suit, and told Nixon there 
appeared to be confusion about 
the terms of the compromise 
agreement. After that, and 
after Nixon gave in on the tapes 
Cox had sought, the White 
House withdrew its offer to the 
committee.

—Crucial questions remained 
unanswered about the future of 
the Justice Department’s newly 
inherited inquiries into the 
Watergate and related matters. 
It wasn’t known if prosecutors 
would be allowed to get any 
presidential tapes or papers 
besides those Nixon agreed to 
give Sirica.

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Must Keep Trying
Another attempt is being made to 

shape a more lasting peace in the Mid­
dle East.

Under pressure from the United 
States, Soviet Union, and through the 
United Nations Security Council, the 
major participants in the most recent 
outbreak of conflict have agreed to a 
cease-fire.

There have been cease-fires before 
and should this follow the pattern of 
the past, it merely means an oppor­
tunity for both sides to rearm  and 
rebuild forces for another go-around.

However, one new element has been 
injected into the current cease-fire. It 
is the product of discussions between 
the United States and the Soviet Union 
with U.S. Secretary of State Henry 
Kissinger playing a prominent role.

In the past the Soviet Union, with its 
desire to remain in the shadows, has 
not admitted any influence over the 
Arabs. The acceptance by Egypt of 
the  cease -fire  on the hee ls  of 
Kosygin’s visit ends forever the myth 
that the Soviet Union has no direct 
presence in the Middle East. The

quick response of the United States to 
resupply Israel once the Russians 
began airlifts to Egypt and Syria reaf­
firmed our committment in the Mid 
East also and with little or no objec­
tion from doves in Congress."

It would appear that perhaps this 
time, more than a prolonged truce or 
cease-fire might be in the offing. It 
would appear to be in the common 
national interest of the United States 
and Soviet Union that the almost 
three-decades of armed truce in the 
Middle East be defused.

I t  m ay  ta k e  y e a r s ,  a s  th e  
negotiations in Paris over South Viet­
nam took years, to work out the 
problems that confront any peace 
maker in the Middle East.

But if the United States and the 
Soviet Union can maintain a mutuali­
ty of purpose toward tha t end, 
perhaps a t last peace will come 
which, for the moment anyway, Arab 
and Jew will strive toward a co­
existence instead of continuing down 
the path to mutual self-destruction.

The Nobel Peace Bombshell

CAMBRIDGE, Mass. -  It 
took some daring and some 
doing for the Nobel-Prize com­
mittee to give its peace-making 
award to a couple of feilows 
who work for some pretty tough 
bosses. Henry Kissinger works 
for Richard Nixon, whose 
Christmas bombings of Hanoi 
were scarcely a peaceful mode 
of arranging for a peace. And ' 
Le Due Tho, who shares the 
award with him, works for the 
North Vietnamese Politburo, 
an array of hard-nosed com­
missars who are anything but 
peaceful now in their continued 
fighting with South Vietnam 
and Cambodia.

No wonder the award fell like 
a bombshell among the intellec­
tual Doves and the unforgiving 
anti-Kissinger faculty con­
tingent here in the Cambridge 
area, at Harvard and MIT. I 
read the too quick telephone 
roundups of campus opinion 
which papers as poiitically 
diverse as the Harvard Crimson 
and the  B oston H era ld  
American ran, and they had 
mostly managed to reach the 
people who regard'Mr. Nixon as 
Lucifer, and Kissinger as his 
only sligh tly  less guilty  
messenger.

For them the dark satanic 
mills of the Nobel Prize com­
m ittee had ground out a 
murderous mess.

The few voices on the other 
side sounded defensive. One 
critic even hoped and promised 
darkly that the Swedish people 
would rise in wrath against the 
wretched choosers for their 
demented choice and consign 
them  to the hell already 
peopled by the award winners. 
The press photos of Kissinger, 
happily escorting his date to the 
theater on the evening after the 
new s b ro k e , w ere  not 
calculated to appease the 
enraged ones.

The last word will belong 
neither to Kissinger nor to the 
enraged but to the'historians, 
who will see the war’s ending

from a long perspective, and 
decide whether at least one of 
the peace negotiators was a 
peace-maker or (as several put 
it it) a Hitler.

From where I sit, Kissinger 
is no Hitler, nor a Hitler lieute­
nant, but a cool, hard-working 
raiist-diplomat, who is putting 
his historic position on the line 
to test whether* there are un­
used and unusual ways to pre­
vent and end wars. Certainly he 
is no moralist, as he made plain 
in his paper at the Pacem in 
T e r r i s  c o n fe re n c e  a t  
Washington. But must history 
be divided between moralists 
and murderers?

Kissinger is testing  his 
diplomatic skiils at this mo­
ment, locked in a linkage 
negotiation with the Russians, 
at the very time when Russians 
and Americans ar̂ e falling over 
themselves to rearm the Arabs 
and the Israelis.

It may turn out that no peace 
is possible in the Middle Ehst 
until each side is convinced — 
as happened with the Viet­
namese war finally — that it is 
costlier and riskier to go on 
with the fighting than to make 
peace. Even then it will require 
creative negotiating skills to 
end the war. It is hard to think 
of anyone more likely to have 
them  a t th a t point than 
Kissinger, and we are lucky to 
have him where he is.

Kissinger and Le Due Tho did 
play a historic role in ending 
the Vietnamese war, whatever 
the role their bosses played. 
They came to know each other, 
understand and like each other
— I almost said trust each other 
but that would not be true. But 
they skirted mistrust. There 
can be, even between enemies
— especially between enemies
— paralyzing mistrust as well 
as paralyzing trust. The two 
negotiators moved away from 
paralyzing mistrust. Then their 
patient, endless, exasperating

marathon talks — aided by 
objective events — produced 
results.

There is a fasc in a tin g  
speculation about why the 
award was given to Kissinger 
for the Vietnam peace rather 
than for his more important 
historic role, which was the 
detente with China and Russia. 
My guess is that the prize com­
m ittee , which gave Willy 
Brandt the prize two years ago 
for a lesser detente in Europe, 
didn't dare cite the larger 
detente this year because it 
would have involved President 
Nixon as well. Watergate, if 
nothing else, ruled that out.

But they still wanted to honor 
Kissinger, and sneaked him in 
(with Le Due Tho necessarily) 
at the side window of the Viet­
nam peace, rather than letting 
him in at the front door with the 
detente.

It 'was good footwork, pretty 
cute, a little devious. But the 
com m ittee m em bers, like 
Kissinger, are diplomats and 
not moralists.

One thing more: I enjoyed the 
committee’s earlier action in 
giving the medical awards not 
to the usual array of laboratory 
s c ie n t i s t s  bu t to th re e  
ethologists — to Von Frish, 
Lorenz, Tinbergen. It was a 
slap at the medical establish­
ment, but a happy one.

Ethology — a new discipline, 
not an exact science — is the 
study of the instinctual and 
social behavior((i4(f animals, 

^notably the primates, to shed 
light on the origins of hominoid 
man and on the true nature of 
men today. By honoring those 
who study the instinctual drives 
and repressions of men, and 
therefore the outcome of their 
aggressions in war, and also 
those who practice the arts of 
negotiating for peace, the 
Nobel committee members did 
an exercise of their own in 
linkage. I tip my hat to them.
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The Fire-Eaters vs. Ford ^
WASHINGTON -  Behind the 

delayed approval of Rep. 
Gerald Ford as Vice President 
is a fantastic but deadly serious 
effort by fire-eating liberal 
Democratic Congressmen to 
block him indefinitely, impeach 
President Nixon and hand the 
presidency to Democratic 
Speaker Carl Albert.

That maximum goal is not 
likely to be achieved. Although 
they have pushed the House 
D em ocratic  caucus w ell 
le f tw a r d ,  th e s e  h ig h ly  
ideological, highly partisan 
liberals still constitute a dis­
tinct minority. Nevertheless, 
they may well achieve their 
minimum goal of delaying 
Ford’s approval until the out­
come of Mr. Nixon’s surrender 
of the surreptitious White House 
tape recording Is known.

Thus, final action on Ford 
could be stalled until the next 
congressional session in 
January . N either Speaker 
A lb ert nor m ost House 
Democrats want this. But the 
Speaker has proved consistent­
ly unwilling to oppose the left- 
wing fire-eaters in his party’s 
caucus. What makes this per­
sonally em barrassing  for 
Albert is his status a heartbeat 
from the presidency so long as 
Ford’s approval is delayed.

Immediately following Mr. 
Nixon’s selecyon of Ford Oct.

12, the House seemed sure to 
approve their old colleague 
quickly. Any trouble seemed 
more likely to come from the 
Senate, where desultory talk of 
delay on Ford emerged from 
the Oct. 13 Democratic caucus 
— hardly enough to concern the 
White House.

However, Aibert and other 
House Democratic leaders 
were peeved by forecasts that 
the House would rubberstamp 
old crony Gerry Ford in con­
trast to a thorough Senate in­
vestigation. Hence, a t the 
closed-door caucus of House 
Democrats Wednesday, Oct. 17, 
the Speaker pledged exhaustive 
consideration of Ford. He was 
echoed by Rep. Peter Rodino of 
New Jersey, whose House 
Judiciary Committee will hold 
hearings.

Only Rep. Robert Sikes, 
a conservative Democrat from 
Florida urging quick approval, 
broke the facade of unanimous 
support for the Albert-Rodino 
procedure a t Wednesday’s 
caucus. But beneath the facade 
was a split of potentially 
historic significance, not fully 
p e r c e i v e d  by m o s t  
Congressmen and totally mis­
sed by the White House.

In pledging careful investiga­
tion, Albert and Rodino 
meant full scrutiny of 
Ford’s moral, ethical and finan­
cial background before consen-

Ytnl have read enough about the shortage of newsprint, 
the commodity on which your Herald is printed, and yet 
that is the number one problem facing this industry today.

The other day we received word from one of our 
suppliers that our tonnage requirements will be cut 15 per 
cent between now and Jan. 1. Sohie newsprint companies 
are on strike, the ones that are working, have agreed to 
take up the slack and provide paper on a limited basis to 
those newspapers that would normally be supplied by the 
companies on strike.

One newsprint company, with the workers wanting more 
money and outmoded equipment, has indicated it may shut 
down until spring.

There isn’t much we can do about the situation except 
smile. It got us to thinking about the fellow who com­
mented, “ if we printed only the good news, there wouldn’t 
be any newsprint shortage.”

Our congratulations to the National Guard for the splen­
did efforts in constructing a Little League baseball field in 
Manchester.

Some six years ago, we wanted to construct a similar 
field in the West and the National Guard, in true good 
neighbor fashion, got the project under way.

In the middle of it, the state’s congressional delegation

sion has hurt the caliber of Major League baseball. 
Playing night games in mid-October in some parts of the 
country leaves much to be desired.

Baseball may still be the number one pastime but the 
World Series doesn’t seem to be what it once was, neither 
from fan interest or in the performance of the players on 
the field.

Now that Spiro Agnew has left public life, a number of 
journalists have been busy researching some of the 
speeches made during his tenure.

These remarks, made to students of a Baptist College in 
South Carolina last year, are worth repeating:

However, the new system was ordered onto new cars by 
the federal government as an interim device until air bags 
could be installed beginning with 1976 models. Air bags 
will increase the cost of the car about $200 and at the same 
time will probably give you less protection.

You might as well be thankful for the starter-seat belt 
system. Australia has a law that requires motorists to use 
seat belts or face $20 fines. It is reported the law has 
resulted in considerably less deaths and injuries from ac­
cidents. Perhaps, we aren’t too far from such a law in this 
country.

While on the subject of automobiles, forecasters Issued a 
communication the other day that a 10 per cent drop 
across the nation is expected in new car sales.

As is generally the case, some dealers will suffer the 10 
per cent drop and take it as matter of course. Others, 
though, with aggressive salesmen and aggressive sales 
methods, may pick up the business that other dealers can ‘ 
be expected to lose.

Barracks in Colchester (527- 
2321).

Upon receipt of the call, the

dispatcher at the barracks will 
call a Colchester driver who in 
turn will respond and take what 
action is necessary to make the 
p a tien t com fortab le  and 
transport him to the ap­
propriate hospital.

Non-Emergency
Residents requiring an am­

bulance for non-emergency 
reasons should contact, one of 
the selectmen or their physi­
cian who will con tac t a 
qualified driver from Hebron to 
drive the ambulance and 
transfer the patient.

If no town official or doctor is 
available, residents should call 
the barracks direct and request 
the ambulance which will be 
dispatched.

If for some reason the driver 
who responds to an emergency

call finds that the ambulance is 
not necessary or that the call is 
not an emergency call, he will 
use his own discretion as to 
what action to take.

Cardiac
With respect to calls relating 

to cardiac cases, the dispatch of 
an ambulance to emergency 
situations will be spontaneous 
to urgent calls.

The ambulance team will be 
prepared and institute treat­
m ent based on accepted  
therapy for a given emergency 
and the choice of a hospital will 
depend upon expediency as well 
as choice of family and physi­
cian.

No shots or medication will 
be given by other than a physi­

cian or a registered nurse at the 
direction of a physician.

Drivers
The association has stated 

that no one will operate an am­
bulance without an orientation 
session by the chief imbulance 
driver and approval by its 
president.

In addition, no emergency 
runs will be made except by a|h 
proved drivers and if possible 
any driver making an am­
bulance run will be accom­
panied by a second person to at­
tend to the patient.

In addition, in the case of ap­
parent cardiac arrest, all effort 
will be made to have a qualified 
assistant or a professional 
nurse or doctor in attendance.

F r a n c e s  M or ro ne ,

PZC Proposing 
Planned Development

Planned Unit Development, a new concept 
in planning)

The Planning ^nd Zoning Commis­
sion of South Windsor is pushing for a 
type of Pianned Unit Development for 
the town, but it faces many probiems. 
While the commission and the report 
of the Governor’s Task Force on 
H o u s in g  s u p p o r t  th e  id e a ,  
homebuiiders and some residents 
have reservations.

The concept of P ianned  Unit 
Development (PUD) is a new one for 
New Engiand. It began in the midwest 
where iarge tracts of iand are more 
numerous. PUD is the direct resuit of 
popuiation change.

Today there are  more oid, young 
and mobile people than ever before. 
More leisure tim e means more de­
mand for recreation facilities. Land is 
being used up quickly and the price is 
skyrocketing. These factors have 
created new housing demands. They 
are demands that PUD can hopefully 
meet.

PUD is a mix of single-family units, 
townhouses, apartm en ts and con­
dominiums. The developments usual­
ly include recreation areas as weil as 
land for open space.

The proposed regulations for South 
Windsor provide for the creation of a 
planned residential (PR) zone. The 
owner of a 100-acre-or-more tract of

land who wants to develop it in the 
PUD style m ust apply to the PZC for a 
zone change to a PR zone.

Current zoning regulations require 
only a description of the property 
being rezoned. Once the change has 
been granted , the ow ner can do 
anything he wants with the land as 
long as he is within the law.

^^ en  a developer applies for a PR 
zone change he must submit detailed 
and exact plans to the PZC. The plans 
m ust be professionally prepared and 
m ust conform to rigid rules.

If the plan is accepted, the town 
reserves the right to inspect the con­
struction site a t any tim e to see that 
the plans have not been changed.

The makeup of the development is 
aiso subject to rigid guidelines. There 
can be no more than five units pep 
acre. At ieast 20% of the acreage of 
the PR zone must be devoted to open 
space and recreational use.

The buildings must not be over 35 
feet high. None of the multi-family un­
i ts  can  h av e  m o re  th a n  th re e  
bedrooms, and a minimum of 10% can 
have three bedrooms. Fifty per cent 
of the units may have two bedrooms 
and aii must have a t least two rooms 
exclusive of a bathroom.

Such tight control over land use is 
probably the main bone of contention 
involved in acceptance of PUD in 
South Windsor. The pros and cons of 
this issue will be discussed in an a rti­
cle tomorrow.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
House is working on a bill to in­
crease GI Bill benefits 1S.6 per 
cent, an amount the Veterans 
Administration claims is un­
necessary despite two studies 
that say current payments are 
inadequate.

A House veterans’ affairs 
subcommittee has sent the 
measure on a voice vote to the 
full committee.

The bill would Increase 
monthly payments to a single 
ez-GI from |225 to |250 and 
make proportional increases to 
others that would cost |550

million the first fiscal year.
The bill would provide for 

automatic cost-of-living in­
creases, extend the time limit 
for receiving benefits from 
eight to 10 years and reduce dis­
ability levels for vocational 
benefits from 30 per cent to 10 
per cent, the level used for 
World War II and Korean vets.

Rep. Henry Helstoski, D- 
N.J., the subcommittee chair­
man, said attempts may-be 
made to pare the Increase to 8 
per cent in the full committee. 
That figure approximates the 
increase in the cost of living

since benefits were last raised 
in September 1972.

Helstoski said he will press 
for the subcommittee bill, 
saying, "I think we’re in fairly 
good shape.

“The basic hangup is 
money,’’ he said. "But it’s 
small compensation for what 
these fellows have done.’’ He 
said the bill falls short, of 
providing enough for veterans, 
who Helstoski says are living at 
the poverty level.

Helstoski’s subcommittee, 
which is considered more 
liberal than the full committee.

narrowly failed to agree on a 20 
per cent increase but cut the 
figure down to help get it 
through committee.

Two independent studies 
made by Educational Testing 
Service of Princeton, N.J., and 
a committee sponsored by the 
U.S. G)nference of Mayors sup­
port claims that benefits are in­
adequate.

The ETS study, prepared for 
the Veterans Administration 
under congressional mandate, 
concluded that veterans are 
worse off under the GI Bill than 
they were after World War II.

The VA,” which administers 
the GI Bill, promptly dissented 
from researchers’ conclusions 
and said no increase was 
necessary.

A veterans opportunity com­
mittee sponsor^ by the mayors 
group shared the finding that 
World War II veterans were 
better off and recommended 
sweeping changes.

Although the VA has asserted 
that benefits are adequate. 
House  c o m m i t t e e  s t a f f  
members said agency officials 
have Indicated privately they 
will not oppose an eight per 
cent increase.

She said the Democrats 
should be returned to office so 
that they could continue the 
practice of using town funds 
wisely.

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HARTFORD (AP) -  U.S. 
D istric t Judge T. Emmet 
Clarie Tuesday dented Connec­
ticut’s request for a temporary 
restraining order to prevent 
four oil companies from raising 
wholesale gasoline prices 
beyond their Sept. 25 level.

The state Attorney General’s 
office filed the request on 
behalf of the new Petroleum 
Products Control Commission 
against the Getty Oil Co., Mobil 
Oil Corp., Exxon Corp. and 
Shell Oil Co.

The commission contends 
that all four companies have ig­
nored 4J97S state law which 
gives autmrity to approve all 
wholesale price increases. 
Each company, in turn, has 
filed suit challenging the law’s 
constitutionality.

A three-judge federal panel 
has been chosen to hear the 
suits simultaneously. No date 
for the hearing has been set.

When the panel convenes its 
first job will be to rule on a 
request by Shell for a p 
eliminary Injunction to stop the 
commission from enforcing the 
law until the case is decided.

In denying the motion Garie 
said the state failed to show 
that it would suffer irreparable 
harm as a result of his action or 
th a t  p r e s e n t  h a rd s h ip s  
w arranted  the tem porary 
relief.

He noted that if the commis­
sion ultimately was declared 
constitutional it could order the 
companies to roll back any in- 
c r e a s e s  i t  d eem ed  u n ­
warranted. By contrast, he 
said, granting a temporary 
order could cause the com­
panies irreparable harm in the 
e v e n t th e y  u l t im a te ly  
triumphed. Such an order would 
make it difficult, if not impossi­
ble, for the companies to regain 
lost revenue at a later date, he 
said.

Clarie said this hardship 
would be eliminated if the state 
were willing to put up a bond 
assuring that it would reim­
burse the companies for any 
revenues lost, llie state was un- 
w illing  to m ake such a 
guarantee.

The state had argued dhit 
retail gasoline dealers suffered 
most under existing conditions 

’ because they were prohibited 
by the federal Cost of Living 
Council from  passing on 
wholesale price increases to 
customers.

The companies argued for 
their need to raise wholesale 
prices as the cost of crude oH 
increased. They said they were 
under pressure from the federal 
government not to let crude oil 
supplies drop to a level that 
would endanger transportation 
and home heating fuels this 
winter.

Atty. Gen. Robert K. Killian, 
who has filed a separate suit 
charging more than 20 oil com­
panies with violating state and 
federal anti-trust laws, called 
Clarie’s decision "the first 
round in a protracted legal bat­
tle.

"Now the full case will be 
heard on its merits,’’ he said.

State Sen. Richard C. Boz- 
zuto, R-Watertown, vice chair­
man of the petroleum commis- 
s io n , sa id  he w as 
"disillusioned" and "disap­
pointed” with the decision.

“ I believe not sufficient 
weight was given to the needs 
of consumers in Connecticut, 
particularly in view of the very 
critical situation we are facing 
today," he said.

State Solons Approve Tape Decisions

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Members of Connecticut’s 
Congressional delegation ap­
proved Tuesday of President 
Nixon’s decision to release the.- 
W atergate  tap es  to  U.S. 
District Judge John Sirica, but 
expressed some reservations.

Sens. Lowell P. Weicker Jr., 
a Republican member of the 
Senate Watergate Coiimuttee, 
and Abraham A. Ribicoff, a 
Democrat, said they were 
pleased with the decision.

Weicker said he favored the 
iinmediate reinstatement of 
form er Atty. Gen. E lliot 
Richardson, former Deputy At­
ty. Gen. Williaih Ructelshaus 
and former special prosecutor 
Archibald Cox. Richardson 
resigned and Ruckelshaus was 
fired Saturday night when they 
refused Nixon’s orders to fire 
Cox, who was dismissed by Ac­
ting Atty. Gen. Robert Bork.

“This is a big step forward 
for the President, but Messrs. 
Richardson, Ruckelshaus and 
Cox are great Americans as the 
response of the people showed 
and we can’t forget these 
men,” Weicker said.

Ribicoff said “I am pleased 
th a t  th e  P r e s id e n t  has 
recognized that the law of the 
land is supreme. I hope he con­
tinues to coop^ate with the

courts and the Congress in a 
mutual effort to bring out all 
th e  f a c t s  s u rro u n d in g  
Watergate.” ■«

Members of the state’s House 
delegation from both parties 
expressed favor with the deci­
sion to release the tapes, but 
said more remains to be done 
regarding the Watergate in­
vestigation.

“This is a good first step for 
the President, but he still has a 
long way to go,” Rep. Stewart 
B. McKinney, a Republican, 
sa id . “ T here  a re  o th e r  
documents to be considered and 
it’s possible that Congress may 
still insist on an independent 
prosecutor.” He also said it 
appeared that the White House 
d id  no t a n t ic ip a te  th e  
Congressional and public op­
position to the firing of Cox.

Republican Rep. Ronald A. 
Sarasin said he was pleased 
with Nixon’s decision, but 
regretted “the unfortunate cir­
cumstances that precipitated 
the present crisis.”

Rep. E lla T. Grasso, a 
Democrat, said "the indigna­
tion and anger of the people has 
at last persuaded the President 
to obey the decree of the 
court.” She called his decision 
"a victory for the people who 
were aroused and determined

and who have demanded that 
our government proceed as a 
government of law and not 
men.”

Democratic Rep. William R. 
Cotter also said Nixon had 
bowed to public pressure. He 
said he hoped the President 
would re-appoint Cox and give 
him  “ fu ll a s su ra n c e  of 
cooperation.”

Giaimo also called for es­
tab lish m en t of a spec ia l 
prosecutor’s office independent 
of the President.

EYESIGHT
Look around you. What do you 

see? Green grass, leafy trees, 
multicolor flowers, and a 
glorious sunset. The sandy 
beach, curling ocean waves, 
and bright-colored sails. Your 
fam ily and friends, the ir 
smiling faces and laughing 
eyes.

How would you feel if you 
could no longer see these 
things? Seeing is a wonderful 
experience that you would real­
ly miss.

Twenty-three people out of 
100 have defective sight by the 
time they are 20 years old. At 40 
there are 48 people out of 100 
who have defective sight. By 
age 70 there are 95 out of 100 
people who have faulty vision. 
About 420 Americans go blind 
every week. Much of this loss in 
unnecessary. To keep the 
priceless gift of sight, you have 
to protect your eyes.

It’s important to have your 
eyes checked at least once 
every two years. Eyestrain or 
eye disease can creep up on you 
and ruin your vision. Op­
tometrists or ophthalmologists 
can correct your vision and cor­
rect eye defects before they 
become serious.

The right corrective glasses 
or contact lenses will take care 
of most common eye defects. If 
you have glasses, wear them; 
otherwise, you car further 
weaken your sight and cause 
eyestrain. Eyestrain can result 
in headaches, nausea, fatigue, 
and tension.

Light is important to your 
sight. In reading or close work, 
have the light come over your 
shoulder. Have general light in 
the background, as well as good 
light on what you’re looking at. 
But don’t read  in d irec t 
sunlight.

When you’re watching televi­
sion, keep the whole room well 
enough lighted to avoid strong 
co n tra s t with the lighted 
screen. This will help reduce 
eyestrain.

R ead in g  in bed is  OK 
provided you sit up and use a 
good light.

D uring long periods of 
eyework (reading, sewing, 
watching television, etc.), rest 
your eyes now and then by 
closing them or looking around 
the room. Constant staring is a 
strain on your eyes. When you 
catch yourself straining to see 
something, stop and relax. Give 
your eyes a break.

What should you do if 
something gets in your (Bye? If 
the object is under the upper 
lid, pull this lid down over the 
lower one and roll your eyes up­
ward and this should dislodge 
moat particles. If the object is 
under the lower lid, pull the lid 
down by pressing your finger 
gently against the lid just below 
the lash. Get the particle out 
with a sterile cotton swab or a 
clean handkerchief.

Never touch the eye with 
anything that isn’t absolutely 
clean. If the particle doesn’t 
come out easily, see a doctor.

When working with tools, be 
sure to protect your eyes from 
flying chips or sparks by 
wearing safety glasses.

Turn your face away when 
you’re opening containers that 
hold acids or strong liquids. A 
tiny squirt could injure your eye 
or blind you.

Check your  house for  
anything that sticks out at eye 
level and remove it. This is es­
pecially important if you have 
small children who like to run 
around the house.

Your eyes are important. 
Since you only have two of 
them, make them last a 
lifetime. Protect them.

Do door-to-door salesmen hilve 
a legal right to come calling at 
your home? Generally speaking, 
they do indeed, according to the 
United States Supreme Court.

“The knocker on the front 
door,” the Court has ruled, “is 
an invitation.”

But invitations can be revoked. 
And one way you can revoke 
this particular invitation is by 
posting a notice saying “NO 
SOLICITING, PLEASE” — or 
words to that effect.

Any solicitor who disregards 
such a notice would probably be 
considered a trespasser. This, in 
turn, would reduce your chances 
of liability in case he happens to 
stumble over a stray toy or trip 
on a broken step.

For the duty of a householder 
toward a trespasser is slight. You 
are not required to clear away 
hazards on your premises, but 
merely to refrain from injuring 
him recklessly or on purpose.

What about “NO SOLICIT­
ING” signs on apartment houses? 
Often posted by landlords, these 
signs have bMn attacked in 
court as an infringement of 
free speech—that is, the freedom 
to speak directly to individual 
tenants.

But courts have held that this 
is a reasonable and lawful way 
for a landlord to protect his 
tenants from being pestered.

This does not mean, however, 
that the landlord has unlimited 
control over access to the apart­
ments in his building. In one 
case, an apartment house owner 
forbade any and all tradesmen to 
enter his building. When a grocer 
arrived to deliver fresh vege­
tables to a tenant, the landlord 
threw him out bodily.

In short order the grocer filed 
suit for damages, and the land­
lord was held liable on grounds 
of assault and battery. The court 
said the tenant had the right of

HARTFORD (AP) -  The 
state hospital cost commission 
decided Tuesday not to order 
refunds of hospital rate in­
creases until the attorney 
general’s office studies the 
question.

The commission voted Oct. 16 
to rescind rate increases put 
into effect Oct. 1 by several 
Connecticut hospitals. Money 
paid under the higher rates will 
continue to be held in escrow 
accounts by the hospitals, the 
commission said.

The commission said the 
hospitals didn’t receive ap­
proval before implementing the 
new rates. Public hearings are 
planned on increases of more 
than 6 per cent.

Gov. Thomas J. Meskill sent 
letters to each of the 15 com­
mission members urging that 
the increases be refunded.

Retroactive rate hikes of less 
than 6 per cent were granted 
four hospitals: For the newborn 
nursery at Mt. Sinai Hospital in 
Hartford add increases for 
other services at Bristol, 
Meriden-Wallingford and New 
Milford hospitals.

Several nursing home rate in­
creases were rejected.

His 
pursuit of their history and 
mechanics has resulted in his 
coming to be regarded as an 
authority on the subject.

Starting as a lecturer on un­
usual musical instruments, 
Reed soon became an enter-

ta in e r  fo r m usic c lubs, 
historical societies, and church 
and social clubs throughout 
New England. He has also 
appeared on radio and televi­
sion.

“Music from the Attic” in­
cludes a display of musical in­

strum ents, which may be 
played by interested members 
of the audience at the conclu­
sion of Reed’s performance. He 
amusingly explains the evolu­
tion of zithers and reed musical 
instruments and plays them. 
When demonstrating the ul­
timate in zithers, the Autoharp, 
he sings Gay Nineties ballads in 
a mellow bass voice.

To “Music from the Attic,” 
Reed often adds "Songs My 
Mother Taught Me, and Some 
She Didn’t!” This is the result 
of the demand for fewer 
technical details and more bass 
voice. In this section, he used 
19th c en tu ry  p a r lo r  in ­
s tru m en ts , including the 
Autoharp. His songs, accom­
panied by various antique in: 
struments, are representative 
of those sung when the instru­
ment was at the height of its 
popularity.

Reed also introduces an in­
strum ent he invented, the 
Dulcy Harp, using several 
different mcidels to accompany 
folk songs.

In a letter to Mayor Frank 

McCoy Tuesday, Etemocratic 
Councilman Thomas Benoit 
questioned the deposit of funds 
which he said were payable to 
the Vernon Recreation Com­
mission and called for “an im­
mediate public disclosure of the 
procedures followed.”

By way of explanation, Benoit

“The implications are far 
reaching, and as stated  ̂ in our 
memorandum to the mayor, an 
immediate public disclosure of 
the procedures followed here is 
mandatory,” Benoit said.

In addition, according to Dr. 
Goldman, the program would 
provide the classroom .teachers 
of gifted children with resource 
held from the gifted to make 
the norroal classroom situation 
better for both gifted and 
fegular students.

Children would be bused to a 
central location two half-days 
per week. Teachers would meet 
with groups for three days a 
week, spend one day per week 
in planning and organizing ac­
tivities, and one day per week 
in resource capacities in the 
five elementary schools from 
which the children would come.

Children would be selected 
for the program according to 
achievem ent, I.Q. scores, 
teacher recommendations, 
parental interest and consent, 
and past school achievement.

The total cost of the program 
as estimated by Dr. Goldman 
would be approximately $28,-

000, including $20,000 for hiring 
two teachers forihe program. 
This entire amount would be 
funded by Title III for the first 
year of the program. The se­
cond year Title III would fund 
75% and the third year 50% 
would be funded. Dr. Goldman 
indicated that three quarters of 
the unfunded portion would be 
reimbursable by the state for 
special education.

Dr. Goldman said South 
Windsor’s chances of being 
funded by Title III are slim, 
because so many schools have 
applied for these funds. West 
Hartford has a program for the 
gifted which is funded by Title 
III funds. South Windsor is now 
waiting for a letter of en­
couragement from Title III in„ 
response to their letter of In­
tent.

If a letter of encouragement 
is received the board will be 
asked to apprpve funds for the 
writing of a detailed proposal to 
be submitted to Title Ill-Gifted 
Program. Board members 
showed a great deal of interest 
in the program and indicated 
their awareness of a need for 
programs for gifted cildren.

On Dec. 10 a budget will be 
presented to the board as 
p re p a re d  by school a d ­
ministrators. Each school prin­

cipal will complete individual 
original budget work submit­
ting a budget to the superinten­
dent for review.

A “ Budget Team” com­
prising the superintendent, 
assistant superintendent, and 
business manager will then 
meet with individual school 
principals or system wide 
department chairmen to review 
their budgets. By Nov. 30 the 
revision of individual budgets 
will be completed and on Dec. 
10 they will be presented to the 
budget committee of the board 
of location.

" B r i e f l y , ”  e x p la in e d  
Genovesl, “ the bill grants 
direct relief of up to $ ^  an­
nually by direct payment from 
the state. It would go to 
qualified, elderly homemakers 
or renters in the form of 
property tax refunds or partial 
reimbursement of rentals and 
utilities. Applications for tax 
refunds or rental subsidies 
should be filed by the elderly 
citizens on April 15,4974. Pay­
ment for the year 1973 will then 
be made by the state on July 1, 
1974.

“To qualify for this benefit,” 
advised GCnovedi, “the owner 
or renter, or his spouse, must 
be 65 years of age or older, and 
the to ta l incom e of the 
household from all sources, in­
cluding Social Security, must 
be less than $7,500 per year.

If anyone can prove that a 
handicap can be overcome — 
even capitalized upon — it’s Ted 
Vollrath of Enhaut, Pa. He will 
prove it when he appears in 
special school performances 
Thursday, and at the American 
Field Service sponsored Kdng 
Fu Karate show Saturday night 
at Bailey Auditorium.

Vollrath has a black belt in 
karate, particularly unusual 
because he lost both of his legs 
to a hand grenade in Korea. M  
Vollrath says, "They took my 
legs, but not my brain.’’

After spending a total of 8Yi 
years in hospitals, he now gets

around in a wheelchair and an 
automobile with special hand- 
operated equipment.

He uses the wheelchair in 
karate, as he did in bowling 
(averaging 140 pins a game in 
le a g u e  p la y  a t  L eb an o n  
Veterans Hospital) and when he 
goes to a swimming pool.

In learning karate, he was 
taught to throw in an extra 
punch where an opponent might 
use a kick.. He relies on hand 
and arm  movements, but when 
his rival aims to kick, Vollrath 
grabs a foot, twists it to throw 
the opponent to the ground, then 
uses his hands to spring out of 
his wheelchair and continue the 
attack.

Sitting down, he says, he can 
carry the offense into the mid­
section of the other man.

Probably the only double­
amputee black belter in the 
country, Vollrath is touring the 
United States and Canada and 
will appear on television shows.

Professionally, he has been 
an industrial photographer and 
an assistant supervisor in the 
Pennsylvania State Depart­
ment of Motor Vehicles fuel 
division, and has coached a 
baseball team. His ambition 
a f te r  the tour is to teach 
Isshinryu to a whole class of 
handicapped persons.

Voilrath is married and has 
four sons.

Vollrath demonstrates one of the spectacular feats he per­
forms as a karate expert. He will be part of the performing 
team for Saturday night’s American Field Service spon­
sored Rung Fu Karate show in Bailey Auditorium. 
Thursday he will appear at Manchester High School at 
noon in Bailey Auditorium, and at Bennet Junior High 
School auditorium at 1:40 p.m. for the 8th period.

Gozdz Opposes 
Same Assessors

Stanley Gozds, longtime 
spokesm an of la rg e  la n ­
downers, appeared at the 
selectmen’s meeting Tuesday 
to oppose the continued employ­
ment of the same tax assessora.

Gozdz recommended use of 
th e  tow n g o v e rn m e n t 
changeover to make changes 
necessary "to provide an ef­
ficient, honest and orderly tax 
assessing office with a fair and 
equitable system.”

Gozdz said, "the assessors of­
fice is not the place for hasty, 
inefficient methods that bring 
on budget referendums and 
possible legal actions. It should 
be able to satisfy every proper­
ty owner that he is properly 
assessed and the methods un­
derstood. We are sorry to say 
this is not the case in Tolland.” 

He charged that the last 
revaluation was so inequitable 
it had to be burridly revised.

"This 3(klay .wonder formula 
has also been changed in some 
areas by more than 100 per 
cent. Many do not know of the 
changes or their right to appeal 
theiti to the Baord of Tax 
Review. For these reasons we 
urge the Board of Selectmen to 
do everything possible to see 

*thai4he assessors office carries 
out it’s responsibilities.”

He also u^ed taxpayers to 
check their assessments lo r acx. 
curacy and to file an appeal 
with the Board of Tax Review if 
not satisfied.

Ther are many landowners 
eligible for Public Act 490 as 
farmland pursuant to Section 
12-107C. Gozdz advised these 
persons to request a farm form 
from the assessors, fill it out 
and file it with the assessors of­
fice before Oct. 31.

He concluded that "one acres 
of land improperly assessed 
could penalize more than 9160 in

taxes per year. It is very impor­
tant that the assessors office be 
run in an efficient and proper 
manner, to avoid the economic 
pressures of highland taxation 
that forces landowners to sell 
their land to developers, and a 
chain reaction of more schools 
and services and b i^ e r  taxes.”

Assessor Stuart ’Tinkham has 
withdrawn his letter of resigna­
tion, effective Nov. 6, when it 
was refused by the selectmen 
upon advise of town counsel.

Tinkham was approached by 
four selectmen candidates last 
week to request that he con­
tinue as assessor, on a tem­
porary basis, until a town 
manager is selected and hires a 
permanent assessor.

Town Counsel Robert King 
has ruled that this arrangement 
can be made, but T in k h ^  has 
not confirmed that he will stay 
on.

Nine 
Die In 
Crash

KEARNY, N.J. (AP) -  At, 
least nine persons were killed ’ 
and more than 40 injured today, 
in three major pile-ups and 
scores of minor accidents on { 
the fog-shrouded New Jersey 
’Turnpike, police said.

According to a state police 
spokesman, five persons died in i 
one 22-vehicle crash, which oc­
curred where the roadway 
passes through this industrial 
community between Newark 
and New York. ’The other four 
fatalities occurred in two 
s e p a r a te  p i le -u p s  n e a r  
Secaucus, about two miles 
north of here.

Sgt. Joseph Kobus of the state 
police said the accidents 
resulted from low visibility 
caused by the fog mixed with 
smoke from  a week-long 
swamp fire in the Hackensack 
Meadowlands.

Kobus said the series of 
pileups constituted the worst 
traffic mishap in the history of 
the turnpike, , which opened in 
1952.

The smoke and fog also 
hindered rescue operations, 
police said.

At one point, the turnpike, the 
nation’s busiest toll road, was 
closed in both directions from 
Woodbridge to its northern ter­
m inus n e a r  th e  G eorge 
Washington Bridge, a distance 
of more than 30 miles.

Later the southbound lanes of 
the highway were reopened 
from the northern terminus to 
Secaucus. Also closed was the 
Hudson Bay extension, which 
leads to the Holland ’Tunnel into 
New York.

112,000. ’The DevCo plan calls 
for the incoming group of 
residents for the new communi­
ty to correspond with these 
levels.

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Surveys-The One Thing You Can Depend On

NEW YORK (AP) -  While 
businessmen and other citizens 
hardly know what to expect 
these days, there is one cons- 
tant that can be depended upon; 
Somebody always will be con­
ducting a survey.

They may be frivolous or 
se rio u s, professional or 
amateurish, informative or in­
ane. ’They take various names, 
such as study, report, forecast 
or poll. They may be entirely 
objective; they may be subtly 
suggestive.

Into the latter category you 
might be inclined to put a sur­
vey by the New York Stock 
E x ch an g e , which found 
business economists quite 
bullish on stock prices in 1974.

In fact, said William Freund, 
95 per cent of the economists 
who responded forecast rising 
prices and the remaining 5 per 
cent said they believed prices 
will remain level.

"Not a single vote was cast in 
expectation of a market decline 
next year," he said.

P ercentages elim inated, 
those findings look a bit less im- 
p re s s iv e .  A lthough a ll 
responden ts were highly 
qualified, the number of them 
that made up that 95 per cent 
totaled only 44.

Q. I ’m enrolled in the 
Medical insurance part of 
Medicare and I heard the an­
nual deductible has increased.
Is this true?

A. Yes, beginning Jan. 1, the 
annual deductible under the 
medical insurance part of 
Medicare will increase $10 
from $50 to $60. The increase 
was necessary because of rising 
medical costs.

Q. I’m planning.a trip abroad 
next spring to visit some of my 
relatives. My doctor has told 
me I’ll need several shots 
before I go. Will Medicare help 
pay for them?

A. No. Vaccination or in- 
noculations are covered under 
Medicare only if they are 
directly related to an injury or 
direct exposiire to d disease. 
Preventive immunization, such 
as you’ll be getting, is not 
covered.

Q. I’ll be 65 in December and 
I’m trying to keep up with all 
the la te s t inform ation on 
Medicare. I read that there was 
a change the way I’ll enroll in 
the Medical insurance part of 
Medicare. Is this true?

A. Yes. People who become 
65 in July or later and are eligi­
ble for Medicare hospital in­
surance will automatically be 
enrolled in the Medical in­
surance part of Medicare. 
However, you’ll still have the 
opportunity to decline enroll­
ment if you decide you don’t 
w an t M edical in su ra n c e  
coverage.

Q. My wife and I both get 
monthly Social Security retire­
ment paym ents and have 
Medicare coverage. We’re 
planning a 20-day trip to Europe 
later this year. If either of us 
need medical treatment while 
we’re on our trip, will Medicare 
cover it?

A. No. Medicare cannot help 
pay for any health services you 
need while you’re in Europe.

Q. I heard that Medicare now 
covers kidney treatment and 
kidney transplants. Do I have to 
be getting monthly Social 
Security disability checks in 
order to qualify for this 
Medicare coverage.

A. No. If you have worked 
long enough under Social 
Security to be Insured, you, - 
your wife, and any dependent 
children who require dialysis or 
a kidney transplant are eligible 
fo r M edicare  co v e rag e . 
Eligibility begins the third 
month after the month in which 
dialysis is begun.

While businessm en and 
others were assimilating the 
optim istic outlook of the 
economists, a survey of another 
kind contains m aterial for 
reflection.

The Nationwide Retail Cen­
su s , co n d u c te d  by th e  
m arketing research  firm  
Audits & Surveys Inc., claimed 
that the number of retail outlets

In the country dropped by more 
than 19,000 In the past year.

The loss, following a decline 
of 12,400 in 1972, reduced the 
number of stores to 1,057,000 
and, significantly  or not, 
brought the store-to-people 
ra tio  all the way to 125, 
meaning one store per 125 peo­
ple.

Interpreting the findings, the

company said "the trend to 
higher store-to-people ratios 
reflects the growing attraction 
of. consum ers to the con­
venience of one-stop shopping.” 

Food stores, a category that 
In c lu d es su p e rm a rk e ts , 
groceries, delicatessens and 
other outlets, suffered the 
greatest number of fatalities, 
with 8,200 units disappearing.

Shoppers are entitled to know 
the ominous news that there are 
now only 280,700 food stores 
left.

Other findings tend to docu­
ment what a lot of people had a 
hunch was happening;

—The number of discount 
department stores grew by 300 
units to a total of about 5,300.

—'The number of automotive

service stations fell by 3,500 un­
its to 215,900.

-Drive-In restaurants and 
c a r r y o u t s  c o n t i n u e d  to 
proliferate, rising by 1,600 units 
to 52,300 outlets, even though 
eating-drinking establishments 
suffered an over-all decline.

—About 500 bars and taverns 
disappeared, leaving only 110,-

500 to serve customers.

One of the most popular types 
of survey, that of consumer 
buying intentions, also reflects 
some significant changes in 
business and attitudes. They 
show consumers to be in as 
curious a fix as any in which 
they’ve ever been trapped.

The unhappy ^tuation is this:

Relatively few shoppers are 
optimistic about the immediate 
future, a condition that in the 
past caused people to postpone 
buying plans and save for the 
proverbial rainy day.

Now, however, they are tom 
between caution and fear — 
fear that if they don’t buy today 
they’ll have to pay more 
tomorrow.

School Board Considers 
Town Use of Computers

A request from the Vernon Police 
Department to use the computer at 
Rockville High School for some of its data 
work prompted the Board of Education 
Monday night to appoint a committee to 
work with the town on its intent of future 
computer usage.

Police Chief Edmund Dwyer said his 
department is interested in five modules, 
traffic and accident, , uniform crime 
reports, operations management, police 
information and case inventory.

Chief Dwyer said his department would 
supply the keypunch operator and the 
necessary supplies. Daniel Chesney, who 
is data processing, managed at the high 
school, expressed the desire to have the 
town use the computer. He said, however, 
“We are pretty well extended personnel- 
wise and time-wise and I feel before the 
town comes in it should bear some of the 
financial burden of additional personnel.

Dr. Raymond Ramsdell, superintendent 
of schools, said Richard Borden, the 
town’s director of administration, has in­
dicated the town is interested in using the 
computer for such things as tax bills, 
sewer user charges, the Grand List and 
voting lists. He said he has not heard 
anything definite from the town.

The committee appointed, William 
Houle, Robert DuBeau and Daniel 
Woolwich, has been asked to get some sort 
of statement of intent from the town.

Chesney asked the board to approve a 
resolution to the effect that that it will 
hire, as soon as possible, a computer 
operator-programmer trainee if a sat-

sifactory agreement can be worked out 
with the Town Council in regard to reim­
bursement of Board of Education budget 
funds.

Chesney is the only person who operates 
the computer. He said he needs a responsi­
ble person to be there-when he is not, 
because the computer has to be shut down 
if he is ill or on vacation.

Chesney was asked if the primary func­
tion of the computer was for educational 
purposes or for business purposes. He 
explained that it’s a dual purpose. The 
students in the business education courses 
are learning to use the computer, but 
Chesney said he would not want a student 
responsible for doing such things as 
payroll unless he was there to supervise.

Chesney recommended an annual star­
ting salary of $7,000 for the recommended 
trainee and that part of it be paid out.of 
the town budget.

Chesney c i t^  the advantages of hiring 
such a person. Other than the fact 
someone would be able to keep the com­
puter operating in his absence, he said it 
would relieve him of the duties of com­
puter operator so he could spend more 
time developing new systems for the 
school system and the town.

He also said that during times of peak 
work loads, he and the operator could 
work split shifts in order to keep the com­
puter running longer. He said he spent 
many more hours than planned, this past 
summer, doing the scheduling for the dou­
ble sessions at the high school.

CALL Seeks To Aid 
Towns Do Better Job
NORWALK (AP) -  Local 

governments don’t have the 
necessary tools to administer 
towns competently and make 
informed use of federal revenue 
sharing money, according to 
the head of a group trying to 
change that situation.

Most of Connecticut’s 1,300 
local lawmakers serve piui- 
time and have no office or staff 
to help them, said Sally Bolster, 
Norwalk councilwoman and 
new president of the Connec­
ticut Association of Local 
Legislators (CALL).

“Most local legislators get 
elected, get sworn in, someone 
hands them the charter, says 
‘good luck’ and that’s it,” she 
said in an interview. She said 
they receive little or no salary, 
don’t have enough time to do 
their new job well and don’t un­
derstand the mechanics of local 
government.

CAI,i, was created a year ago 
to givd elected officers training 
and access to information and 
resources, she said.

Most new officials spend 
their first year in office lear­
ning governmental ropes by 
trial and error, Mrs. Bolster

said, remembering her own lost 
feeling six years ago when she 
became one of two GOP 
members of the 17-member 
Norwalk council.

“Municipal business slows 
down tremendously when peo­
ple don’t know the mechanics.”

She said municipal govern­
ment is more important now 
because the decisions it makes 
are more far-reaching than in 
the past. An example is selec­
ting the best way to spend 
revenue sharing funds that 
communties now get.

“We jolly well ought to know 
how to spend the money proper­
ly and we have to be trained to 
utilize everything in our 
grasp,” she said.

To help officials do a better 
job, the CALL staff in Hartford 
can send information from 
state government to local 
lib ra ries  and can gather 
technical data from specialists 
at state universities.

A basic training workshop 
has been scheduled by CALL for 
Dec. 8 at Yale to teach both 
veteran  officials and the 
rookies elected next month 
such skills as writing or­

dinances, dealing with the news 
media and working with other 
levels of government.

Mrs. Bolster said this kind of 
training helps new officials 
adjust to their posts and gives 
them self confidence.

In its first year, CALL has 
enlisted about one quarter of 
the 1,300 local legislators in 
Connecticut as members.

But she said the Connecticut 
Conference of Mayors has given 
a cool reception to CALL, 
possibly because of competi­
tion. She called the fear un­
founded, and said the two 
groups should combine their 
political clout.

Currently minority leader of 
the Norwalk council, Mrs. 
Bolster is running for her fourth 
term. She said part of the 
problem facing municipal 
governments is the public’s at­
titude toward e lec t^  officials 
and the stature they have in the 
community.

“ I don’t think most local 
legislators have illusions ^ f  
grandeur,” she said. “They are 
hard working, honest, sincere 
people who like politics and 
government.”

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Batting Champs 
Lead All-Stars

NEW YORK (AP) -  Batting cham­
pions Pete Rose and Rod Carew, 
primarily singles hitters, and sluggers 
Willie Stargell and Reggie Jackson, 
leaders in home runs and runs batted 
in, were named today to the 1973 
M ajor League All-Star team  an­
nounced by The Associated Press.

National Leaguers dominated the 
voting, winning seven of 10 places on the 
squad selected by sports writers and 
broadcasters, but the NL champion New 
York Mets failed to land a player.

In the balloting based on regular-season 
performances only. Rose, the National 
League batting champion for the third 
time with a .338 average, was the top vote 
collector.

The hustling Cincinnati Reds' outfielder 
received 251 votes, 20 more than runner-up 
Stargell.

Stargell, the husky Pittsburgh Pirates’ 
outfielder-first baseman who 1^  the NL in 
home runs with 44 and in RBI with 119, ac­
cumulated 231 votes.

Jackson, the pacesetter of the American 
League and World Series champion 
Oakland A’s, won the other outfield trerth 
on the All-Star team with 200 votes. He 
won the AL home run title with 32 and the 
RBI championship with 117.

Carew, the hUnnesota Twin’s slick 
second baseman, led the infielders with 
136 votes. Joining him in the infield were 
first baseman Tony Perez of the Cincin­
nati Reds, shortstop Chris Speier of the 
San Francisco Giants and third baseman 
Darrell Evans of the Atlanta Braves.

Johnny Bench, Cincinnati's irrepressible 
catcher, was the only repeater from the 
1972 team.

Ron Bryant of the San Francisco Giants, 
the only National League pitcher with at 
least 20 victories — he had 24 — was 
chosen as the All-Star left-handed hurler, 
and fireballing Nolan Ryan of the Califor­
nia Angels, who set a major league 
strikeout record with 383, was picked as 
the top right-handed pitcher.

Hank Aaron, Atlanta’s 39-year-old 
slugger who hit 40 homers for a career 
total of 713, only one short of Babe Ruth’s 

. all-time record, wound up fifth among the 
outfielders with 124 votes. San Francisco’s 
Bobby Bonds was fourth with 157 votes.

The 31-year-old Rose, NL batting cham­
pion in 19M and 1969 with averages of .335 
and .348, respectively, won the title this 
year by rapping out a major league­
leading total of 230 hits, including 181 
singles.

Carew, also winner of AL batting 
crowns in 1969 with a .332 mark and 1972 at 
.318, captured his third title with a .350 
average, highest in the majors. He was the 
only American League player to collect at 
least 200 hits, finishing with 203, including 
156 singles.

He beat out Atlanta’s Dave Johnson for 
the second base spot by 29 votes. Johnson, 
after setting a major league record for se­
cond basemen with 43 homers, received 
107 votes.

The closest vote was for right-handed 
pitcher. Ryan, with a 21-16 record in addi­
tion to bettering Sandy Koufax’ seasonal 
strikeout record of 382, polled 105 votes in 
besting National League strikeout leader 
Tom Seaver of the Mets.

Seaver garnered 86 votes, highest 
among the NL champions.

CHICAGO (AP) -  Lee MacPhail, a 
baseball man who prefers interleague 
play and a shorter season, has been 
named president of the American 
League, succeeding Joe Cronin.

Cronin, who has been the league presi­
dent since 1959, will step down Jan. 1,1974, 
and become chairman of the board. 
Cronin, 67, will preside over the league 
meetingii in Houston in December.

MacPhail, 55, said Tuesday after being 
named to the post that he would spend the 
next two months winding up his duties as 
general manager of the New York 
Yankees.

M acPI^l is the son of Larry MacPhail 
who introduced the major leagues to night 
baseball and ovimed the Cincinnati Reds, 
New York Yankees and Brooklyn 
Dodgers.

MacPhail said he didn’t contemplate 
any immediate changes. However, hq said 
he is opposed to three leagues but favors 
interleague play and a shorter season to be 
cut at the end in order to move up the 
plhyoffs and the World Series,

MacPhail said “ I hate to change from 
being active or leaving the New York 
Yankees. I spent one year in the com­
missioner’s office and I don’t like being 
neutral.

“But neither did I want to miss this op­
portunity,” said MacPhail, who added that

one of his objectives when he takes over is 
to improve the relationship with the 
National League.

MacPhail said, “The new ownership of 
the Yankees had nothing to do with my 
leaving the club. I found my relationship 
with the new owners excellent. I only feel 
I left my real quest unaccomplished 
without getting the Yankees back on top.”

Meanwhile, American League owners 
said they would make every effort to make 
the desigpated hitter rule permanent. 
Currently it is on a three-year experimen­
tal basis.

Bob Short, owner of the Texas Rangers, 
was one of the stronger designated hitter 
backers.

“We want to be able to put the rule to 
use when we play in our home parks in 
exhibition games, the All-Star and World 
Series. We’ve used it for a year ... we like 
it ... and the fans like it.”

Cronin read a statement from the 
Y ankees th a t it was with g rea t 
“trepidation” that they gave MacPhail 
permission to accept the appointment.

They said they reg re tt^  their loss 
which they called the American League’s 
gain.

“ I echo those sentiments,” said Cronin, 
the Most Valuable Player in the American 
League in 1930 and named to the game's 
Hail of Fame in 19U.

Experience Lies 
With Republicans, 
Fellows Insists

Douglas Fellows, Republican 
campaign chairman, in a state­
ment released yesterday, ijrged 
the voters of Hebron to com­
pare carefully the experience 
and qualifications of candidates 
from both parties.

He said he agrees with the 
1973 Democratic Platform 
which is based on the state­
ment, "Experience Count.”

In this respect. Fellows said 
the Republicans are propsing 
candidates for various boards 
w hose e x p e r ie n c e  and 
qualifications far exceed those 
of the Democratic candidates.

In particular Fellows men­
tioned the Zoning Board of 
Appeals. The two Republican 
candidates, Emery N. Taylor 
and James L. Derby Jr., both 
incumbents, have a combined 
total of 19 years service on this 
board alone not counting the 
many other years of service on 
other commissions and boards. 
Fellows said.

In contrast. Fellows said, 
their two opponents have 
served only as alternates on the 
board — one for approximately 
5 months and one for a little 
over two years.

Another case stressed by 
Fellows is the race between in­
cumbent Republican Charles 
Eaton and his Democratic op­
ponent for a five-year term on 
the Planning and Zoning Com­
mission.

Eaton has served on the 
board for the past three years, 
the la s t two of them  as 
secretary, and has been active 
in community affairs. His oppo­
nent is new to town and has 
never served on any board. 
Fellows said.

Still another case cited by 
Fellows is the race for Board of 
F in a n c e , w h ere  two 
Republicans, one an incumbent 
with six years experience on 
the board ■ and the other a 
graduate from the University of 
Connecticut with a combined 
major in management and 
economics, are running for the 
two seats on the board against a 
Democratic opponent who has 
never served on any board.

Fellows pointed to tlie race 
for Board of Tax Review where 
two Republicans and one 
Democrat are running for the 
two seats on the board.

Schlesinger about midnight.

While the White House and 
congressional leaders who met 
with President Nixon stressed 
the precautionary nature of the

move. Sen. Henry M. Jackson, 
D-Wash., told newsmen it 
responded to a note "in brutal 
terminology” in which the 
Soviet Union threated to act 
alone to police the cease-fire 
between Israel and her Arab 
enemies.

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Nixon Postpones Press Confab

P re s id e n t N ixon, p reoc- 
. cupied with developments in 

the Middle E ast, today post­
poned until F riday a broad­
c a s t news conference that 
was expected to dwell on the 
W atergate tapes controver­
sy.

Deputy Press Secretary 
G e ra ld  L. W arren  sa id  
Nixon was concentrating so 
thoroughly on the Middle 
E ast crisis that he decided 
to postpone th e  session  
scheduled for 9 p.m. EDT. 
No tim e was set for the 
Friday news conference.

Nixon had been certain to 
face questioning about the 
possible appointment of a new 
special prosecutor to succeed 
the ousted Archibald Cox, par­
ticularly in view of his reversal 
of a weekend stand against sur­
rendering White House tapes to 
U.S. District Judge John J. 
Sirica.

Nixon, it was understood, did

not want to hold the scheduled 
news conference today because 
he did not want to be fielding 
Watergate-related questions at 
a session that could well have 
been dominated by concern 
about developments in the Mid­
dle East.

Strong bipartisan support has 
developed in Congress for the

naming of another prosecutor 
who would be independent of 
the executive branch.

The President’s news con­
ference will substitute for a TV- 
radio speech on the Watergate 
crisis that was scheduled for 
Wednesday but canceled. ’The 
White House said Nixon was too 
busy trying to establish a

Mideast cease-fire to have time 
to prepare a speech.

Nixon had the option of 
opening the news conference 
with a statem ent or short 
speech, however. It will be his 
first question-and-answer ses­
sion with reporters since Oct. 3 
and his first on live TV and 
radio since Sept. 5.

Bork Says Hell Fight 
To Obtain Evidence

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Ac­
ting Atty. Gen. Robert H. Bork 
is negotiating with the White 
House on new procedures to ob­
tain Watergate evidence. But 
he vows to fight in court if 
President Nixon refuses.

Bork said Wednesday that the 
White House has agreed "in 
principle” to his proposal for 
formal procedures to grant 
prosecutors access to material 
considered vital to the in­
vestigation.

Former Deputy Atty. Gen. 
William D. Ruckelshaus says 
President Nixon’s tapes of 
W atergate-related  conver­
sations should be examined by 
electronics experts to deter­
mine whether they have been 
altered.

” I think there should be some 
study made because a lot of 
p e o p le  a r e  a s k in g  th a t  
question,” Ruckelshaus said in 
an interview.

’’There should be some 
authentication that the tapes 
are what they are represented 
to be.”

Both Ruckelshaus and former 
Atty. Gen. Elliot L. Richardson 
left office Saturday, refusing to 
obey Nixon’s order to fire 
Watergate special prosecutor 
Archibald Cox.

Cox was then fired  by 
Solicitor General Robert H. 
Bork, now elevated to acting at­
torney general. The Watergate 
investigation was handed back 
to Asst. Atty. Gen. Henry E. 
Petersen.

R u c k e ls h a u s  p ra is e d  
Petersen’s integrity but said 
Nixon’s actions put Petersen 
”in a Godawful position.”

He said it would be almost 
impossible to pursue Watergate 
prosecutions without White 
H ouse re c o rd s  and th a t 
Petersen himself might be 
forced to resign If the White 
House does not release essen­
tial documents or tapes.

Cox’s insistence on obtaining

such materials, against Nixon’s 
direct orders to stop trying, led 
to his dismissal. But Nixon 
reversed himself Tuesday and 
agreed to release nine tape 
recordings after an outpouring 
of public protest and impeach­
ment moves in Congress.

Ruckelshaus said he and 
Richardson warned Nixon’s 
aides that firing Cox would un­
leash such an avalanche, but he 
said they did not believe it.

He said he and Richardson 
also tried to persuade the White 
House to leave Cox out of 
Nixon’s offer to give a Senate 
in v es tig a tin g  com m ittee  
w r i t te n  d ig e s ts  of th e  
"Watergate tapes,” but the 
White House insisted that Cox 
also accept this proposal in­
stead of demanding the tapes 
themselves.

Asked why, Ruckelshaus 
laughed and said, "If you try to 
figure this out rationally, 
you’re going to get Into a lot of 
trouble.”

His account indicated that the 
presidential isolation, of which 
former Interior Seerfetary 
Walter J. Hickel complained 
before he was fired two years 
ago, remained impenetrable 
last week.
1 Asked whether he had warned 
Nixon directly, Ruckelshaus 
said he had not even seen the 
P residen t throughout the 
almost five months he se rv ^  
as acting FBI director and 
deputy attorney general.

’The details have not been 
worked out, he told a news con­
ference.

However, he said, “If we 
have to use judicial processes, 
which I have no reason to 
believe we will, but if I have to, 
no procedure is ruled out.”

He asserted, “I am ready to 
follow any procedure, by agree­
ment or otherwise, that is es­
sential to get the evidence these 
investigations and prosecutions 
require.”

Bork’s position parallels the 
stance which cost three ad­
ministration officers their jobs * 
in a weekend confrontation with 
a determined President.

Bork, however, said he does 
not feel bound by Nixon’s 
weekend order declaring White 
House records of presidential 
conversations off limits to 
Watergate prosecutors.

“It didn’t occur to me that I 
was bound by it because the 
order was not directed to me,” 
he said. "All the indications I 
have so far, and the President’s 
expression to me, was that he 
wanted a full and vigorous 
prosecution.”

The order was directed to 
special Watergate prosecutor 
Archibald Cox who defied it and 
was fired by Bork at the 
President’s command. Bork 
obeyed after Atty. Gen. Elliot 
L. Richardson resigned and 
Deputy Atty. Gen. William D. 
Ruckelshaus was fired rather 
than comply.

Though Nixon capitulated and 
turned over the tapes and 
documents demanded by Cox 
and two federIL courts, the 
White House has called the ac­
tion a ’’single exception.”

Asked specifically if he will 
seek White House documents of 
presidential conversations, 
Bork replied, "There is no 
evidence that we need and we 
are legally entitled to that 1 will 
not seek.”

He said he agreed with 
Richardson and Ruckelshaus 
that the investigation must not 
only be independent but must 
appear that way.

"We have under considera­
tion procedures or mechanisms 
to make that fact apparent to 
the public,” he said.

To that end, the appointment 
of a new special prosecutor 
“has, let us say, crossed my 
mind,” he remarked.

In his first extensive explana­
tion of why he fired Cox, Bork 
said he did not consider himself 
in the “special position” of 
Richardson and Ruckelshaus 
who had made their guarantee 
of Cox’s independence the 
touchstone of a drive to 
depoliticize the Justice Depart­
ment.

In firing Cox Saturday, Nixon 
abolished the special Watergate 
prosecution force as a separate 
entity. He said a thorough and 
vigorous prosecution would 
continue under the Justice 
Department. Opposition to this, 
even among Republican allies, 
has been strong, however.

The Senate Judiciary Com­
mittee voted Wednesday to in­
vestigate the Cox firing and 
scheduled a public hearing for 
next Monday to take testimony 
from the banished prosecutor.

Strong support was reported 
in the committee for legislation 
providing for an independent 
special prosecutor, but there 
also was pressure to reinstate 
Cox.

Meanwhile, sources disclosed 
that Senate Republican leaders 
protested to the White House 
about P re s id en t Nixon’s 
handling of the tape controver­
sy.

In a phone call to a Nixon 
aide, the GOP leaders also 
called on Nixon to name a new 
special prosecutor and to 
pledge that Watergate and

Nixon Backers 
Keep Distance

WASHINGTON (AP) -  A 

measure of President Nixon’s 
continuing political difficulty is 
the reaction — and the lack of it 
— from his longUme backers in 
Congress during the Watergate 
tapes crisis.

Even after Nixon agreed 
Tuesday to turn over White 
House tap es  and ce rta in  
documents to U.S. District 
Court Judge John J. Sirica, 
many who previously stood 
with Nixon kept their distance.

Sen. Barry Goldwater, R- 
Ariz., said "Thank God” and 
most Republicans said nothing.

Those who reacted did so 
cautiously.

Sen. Peter Dominick, R- 
Colo., his telegrams running 
100-to-l against President 
Nixon's ouster of special 
W a te rg a te  p ro s e c u to r  
Archibald Cox and his original 
refusal to give Sirica the tapes, 
said merely “He (Nixon) has 
taken one step” towards full 
disclosure.

The Senate's Republican 
leadership has protested to the 
White House over both the 
President’s actions in the tapes 
controversy and the lack of con­
sultation with them.

Meanwhile, Rep. John J. 
Rhodes, R-Ariz., said that all 
House Republicans were in­
vited to a Capitol Hill meeting 
today to discuss the President’s 
actions in recent days.

It was expected that one topic 
of discussion would be demands 
by GOP congressmen, in­
cluding Rep. John B. Anderson, 
R-Ill., chairman of the House 
Republican Conference, that 
Nixon name a new special 
prosecutor.

When the White House 
suggested last week that 
everything was being solved by 
the plan to have Sen. John C. 
Stennis, D-Miss., verify sum­
maries of the tapes. Sen. 
Charles McC. Mathias J r ,  R- 
Md., said that it was "so 
limited as to be ludicrous.”

Top Senate R epublican 
leaders, including Hugh Scott of 
Pennsylvania and Robert P. 
Griffin of Michigan, were 
silent.

After Nixon yielded on the 
ta p e s , bu t not on the 
prosecutor. Senate Republican 
leaders' said they would support 
a move to have Sirica name a 
new prosecutor.

Even conservative Sen. 
Roman L. Hruska of Nebraska 
said he favored such a move.

When Nixon finally yielded on 
the tapes. Republican support 
for appointment of a new 
prosecutor persisted despite ob­
vious White House opposition to 
the idea.
