With Republicans,
Fellows Insists

Douglas Fellows, Republican
campaign chairman, in a state-
ment released yesterday, yrged
the voters of Hebron to com-
pare carefully the experience
and qualifications of candidates
from both parties.

He said he agrees with the
1978 Democratic Platform
which is based on the slate-
ment, “'Experience Count.”

In this respect, Fellows said
the Republicans are propsing
candidates for various boards
whose experience and
qualifications far exceed those
of the Democratic candidates.

In particular Fellows men-
tioned the Zoning Board of
Appeals. The two Republican
candidates, Emery N. Taylor
and James L. Derby Jr., both
incumbents, have a combined
total of 19 years service on this
board alone not counting the
many other years of service on
other commissions and boards,
Fellows said.

In contrast, Fellows said,
their two opponents have
served only as alternates on the
board — one for approximately
5 months and one for a little
over {wo years.

Another case stressed by
Fellows 48 the race between in-
cumbent Republican Charles
Eaton and his Democratic op-
ponent for a five-year term on
the Planning and Zoning Com-
mission.

Eaton has served on the
board for the past three years,
the last two of them as
secretary, and has been active
in community affairs. His oppo-
nent is new to town and has
never served on any board,

Fellows said,

" Still another case cited by
Fellows is the race for Board of
Finance, where two
Republicans, one an incumbent
with six years experience on
the board.and the other a
graduate from the University of
Connecticut with a combined
major in management and
economics, are running for the
two seats on the board against a
Democratic opponent who has
never served on any board.

The incumbent Republican,
A. Harry Wirth, according to
Fellows, served four of his six

years on the board as chairman
and, in addition, was on the
Building Code Study Commis-
sion and the Fire Truck
Purchasing Committee.

His running mate for the
Board of Finance, Jeffrey
Odell, is presently serving on
the Town Hall Expansion Com-

Fellows pointed to the race
for Board of Tax Review where
two Republicans and one
Democratl are running for the
two seats on the board.

The experience of the two
Republican candidates, incum-
bent Wilbur S. Porter and
Robert J. Dixon Jr. is so exten-
sive it would be impossible to
list Fellows said. Dixon is a
former selectman and Porter
has served on the board for six
years, the past two as chair-
man.

Fellows also said that there
are cases where although the
Republican candidates are not
incumbents, their expereience
far outweights that of their op-
ponents, some of whom are in-
cumbents.

Move is Under Way
To Restore Angle

Parking Downtown

The Mayor's Downtown Ac-
tion Committee this morning
endorsed efforts of the Greater
Manchester Chamber of
Commerce to restore angle
parking in downtown
Manchester, as it existed
before state improvements in
the Main St. signal system.

The endorsement was by a
unanimous vote on a motion
made by Philip Bayer, and it
followed an hour of discussion
about downtown parking
problems.

Richard Clark, executive vice
president of the Chamber of
Commerce, said this morning
the chamber is taking the
leading role in an attempt to
solve the parking problem, and
information is being gathered
in preparation for a proposed
meeting with state officials.

Clark said the parking situa-

tion is more than an in-
convenience to downtown
shoppers — "It will be an
econiomic problem affecting the
whole town," he sald.

State installation of the new,
synchronized traffic lights on
Main St. brought with it the loss
of 53 parking spaces on the
street. The major changes were
on the west side of the street,
where most of the angle
parking was changed to parallel
parking and several spaces
south of Forest St. were
eliminated,

Negotiations with state of-
ficials — which eliminated
several cross walks and
shortened space for bus stops —
resulled in restoration of 18 of
the 53 lost spaces, Police Chief
James Reardon reported two
weeks ago.

But many downtown
businessmen, as well as
shoppers, have indicated they
aren't satisfied with the new
parking arrangement on the
street.

Downtown businessman Phil
Harrison is calling for an im-
mediate remedy to the down-
town parking situation, main-
taining that the parallel parking
on Main St. isn't desirable and
the loss of several spaces will
hurt Main St. merchants finan-
cially.

The 53 spaces originally lost 3
in the state project actually

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The Pentagon today ordered
a worldwide alert of U.S,
military forces ‘“for pru-
dent, precautionary
reasons,” amid reports of
possible unilateral interven-
tion by the Soviet Union in
the Middle East.

The White House also
described the alert as
precautionary.

A senior Democratic
senator said the alert
responded to what he called
a brutal Soviet warning that
Russian forces would act to
enforce a Middle East
cease-fire if the United
States failed join a
peacekeeping fdfce.

Word of the alert came in the
pre-dawn hours, The alert order
was confirmed by Pentagon
spokesman Jerry W.
Friedheim.

Friedheim declined to go into
any details, except to say that
the alert order was issued by
Secretary of Defense James R,
Schlesinger about midnight.

While the White House and
congressional leaders who met
with President Nixon stressed
the precautionary nature of the

move, Sen. Henry M. Jackson,
D-Wash., lold newsmen it
responded to a note “in brutal
terminology' in which the
Soviet Union threated to act
alone to police the cease-fire
between Israel and her Arab
enemies,

Jackson, a member of the
Senate Armed Services Com-
mittee, called for unity behind
President Nixon,

“We're right at the brink
again," Jackson said.

The Israeli foreign ministry
in Tel Aviv said, however, it
had no reports of any Soviet
Lroop movements to the Middle
East.

Friedheim did not link the
development to any Soviet ac-
tion, but other U.S. government
sources said it stemmed from a
Soviet warning to the United
States that it was prepared to
put troops into the Middle East
lo make sure the Israelis
observe the cease-fire.

The Soviet action was viewed
by some American officials as a
move to save the Egyptian ar-

Nixon Postpones Press Confab

WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Nixon, preoec-

» cupied with developments in

the Middle East, today post-
poned until Friday a broad-
cast news conference that
was expected to dwell on the
Watergate tapes controver-
8y.

Deputy Press Secretary
Gerald L. Warren said
Nixon was concentrating so
thoroughly on the Middle
East crisis that he decided
to postpone the session
scheduled for 9 p.m. EDT.
No time was set for the
Friday news conference. _

Nixon had been certain to
face questioning about the
possible appointment of a new
special prosecutor to succeed
the ousted Archibald Cox, par-
ticularly in view of his reversal
of a weekend stand against sur-
rendering White House tapes to
US. District Judge John J.
Sirica,

Nixon, it was understood, did

not want to hold the scheduled
news conference today because
he did not want to be fielding
Watergate-related questions at
a session that could well have
been dominated by concern
about developments in the Mid-
dle East.

Strong bipartisan support has
developed in Congress for the

naming of another prosecutor
who would be independent of
the executive branch,

The President's news con-
ference will substitute for a TV-
radio speech on the Watergate
crisis that was scheduled for
Wednesday but canceled. The
White House said Nixon was too
busy trying to establish a

Mideast cease-fire to have time
to prepare a speech.

Nixon had the option of
opening the news conference
with a statement or short
speech, however. It will be his
first question-and-answer ses-
sion with reporters since Oct. 3
and his first on live TV and
radio since Sept. 5.

Bork Says He’ll Fight
To Obtain Evidence

WASHINGTON (AP) — Ac-
ting Atty. Gen. Robert H. Bork
is negotiating with the White
House on new procedures to ob-
tain Watergate evidence, Bul
he vows to fight in court if
President Nixon refuses.

Bork said Wednesday that the
White House has agreed "in
principle"” to his proposal for
formal procedures to grant
prosecutors access to material
considered vital to the in-
vestigation,

Check On Tapes,
Ruckelshaus Says

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Former Deputy Atty. Gen.
William D. Ruckelshaus says
President Nixon's tapes of
Watergate-related conver-
sations should be examined by
electronics experts to deter-
mine whether they have been
altered.

“I think there should be some
study made because a lot of
people are asking that
question,” Ruckelshaus said in
an interview.

““There should be some
authentication that the tapes
are what they are represented
to be.”

Both Ruckelshaus and former
Atty. Gen. Elliot L. Richardson
left office Saturday, refusing to
obey Nixon's order to fire
Watergate special prosecutor
Archibald Cox.

Cox was then fired by
Solicitor General Robert H.
Bork, now elevated to acting at-
torney general. The Watergate
Investigation was handed back
to Asst. Atty. Gen. Henry E.
Petersen.

Ruckelshaus praised
Petersen's integrity but said
Nixon's actlons put Petersen
"in a Godawlul position.”

He said it would be almost
Impossible to pursue Watergate
prosecutions without White
House records and that
Petersen himself might be -
forced to resign if the White
House does not release esgen-
tial documents or tapes.

Cox's insistence on obtalning

such materials, against Nixon's
direct orders to stop trying, led
to his dismissal. But Nixon
reversed himself Tuesday and
agreed to release nine tape
recordings after an outpouring
of public protest and impeach-
ment moves in Congress.

Ruckelshaus said he and
Richardson warned Nixon's
aldes that firing Cox would un-
leash such an avalanche, but he
said they did not believe it.

He said he and Richardson
also tried to persuade the White
House to leave Cox out of
Nixon's offer to give a Senate
investigating committee
written digests of the
""Watergate tapes,’" but the
White House insisted that Cox
also accept this proposal in-
stead of demanding the tapes
themselves.

Asked why, Ruckelshaus
laughed and said, “'If you ry to
figure this out rationally,
you're going to get into a lot of
trouble."

His account indicated that the

presidential isolation, of which
former Interior Secrélary
Walter J. Hickel complained
before he was fired two years
ago, remained impenetrable
last week.
i Asked whether he had warned
Nixon directly, Ruckelshaus
said he had not even seen the
President throughout the
almost five months he served
as acting FBI director and
deputy attorney general.

The details have not been
worked out, he told a news con-
ference.

However, he said, “If we
have to use judicial processes.
which I have no reason to
believe we will, but if I have to,
no procedure is ruled out.”

He asserted, “I am ready to
follow any procedure, by agree-
ment or otherwise, that is es-
sential to get the evidence these
investigations and prosecutions
require."

Bork’s position parallels the
stance which cost three ad-
ministration officers their jobs
in a weekend confrontation with
a determined President.

Bork, however, said he does
not feel bound by Nixon's
weekend order declaring White
House records of presidential
conversations off limits to
Watergate prosecutors.

"It didn't occur to me that I
was bound by it because the
order was not directed to me,”
he said, “'All the indications 1
have so far, and the President's
expression to me, was that he
wanted a full and vigorous
prosecution,"'

The order was directed to
special Watergale prosecutor
Archibald Cox who defied it and
was [fired by Bork al the
President’s command. Bork
obeyed after Atty. Gen. Elliot
L. Richardson resigned and
Deputy Atty. Gen. William D,
Ruckelshaus was fired rather
than comply.

Though Nixon capitulated and
turned over the tapes and
documents demanded by Cox
and two federdl, courts, the
White House has dalled the ac-
tion a “'single excéption"

Asked specifically if he will
seek White House documents of
presidential conversations,
Bork replied, "'There Is no
evidence that we need and we
are legally entitled to that I will
not seek."

He sald he agreed with
Richardson and Ruckelshaus
that the investigation must not
only be independent but must
appear that way.

"We have under considera-
tion procedures or mechanisms
to make that'fact apparent to
the public," he said.

To that end, the appointment
of a new special prosecutor
“has, let us say, crossed my
mind," he remarked.

In his first extensive explana-
tion of why he [ired Cox, Bork
said he did not consider himself
in the ‘‘special position” of
Richardson and Ruckelshaus
who had made their guarantee
of Cox's independence the
touchstone of a drive to
depoliticize the Justice Depart-
ment,

In firing Cox Saturday, Nixon
abolished the special Watergate
prosecution force as a separate
entity. He said a thorough and
vigorous prosecution would
continue under the Justice
Department, Opposition to this,
even among Republican allies,
hag been strong, however.

The Senate Judiciary Com-
mittee voted Wednesday to in-
vestigate the Cox firing and
scheduled a public hearing for
next Monday to take testimony
from the banished prosecutor.

Strong support was reported
in the committee for legislation
providing for an independent
special prosecutor, but there
also was pressure to reinstate
Cox.

Meanwhile, sources disclosed
that Senate Republican leaders
protested to the White House
about President Nixon's
handling of the tape controver-
8.

In a phone call to a Nixon
aide, the GOP leaders also
called on Nixon to name a new
special prosecutor and to
pledge that Walergate and

Nixon Backers
Keep Distance

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
measure of President Nixon's
continuing political difficulty is
the reaction — and the lack of it
— from his longtime backers In
Congress during the Watergate
tapes crisis,

Even after Nixon agreed
Tuesday to turn over White
House tapes and certain
documents to U.S. District
Court Judge John J. Sirica,
many who previously stood
with Nixon kept their distance.

Sen. Barry Goldwater, R-
Ariz., said "“Thank God" and
most Republicans said nothing

Those who reacted did so
cautiously.

Sen. Peter Dominick, R-
Colo,, his telegrams running
100-to-1 against President
Nixon's ouster of special
Watergate prosecutor
Archibald Cox and his original
refusal to give Sirica the tapes,
said merely “"He (Nixon) has
taken one step’ towards full
disclosure.

The Senate's Republican
leadership has protested to the
White House over both the
President’s actions in the tapes
controversy and the lack of con-
sultation with them.

Meanwhile, Rep. John J.
Rhodes, R-Ariz., said that all
House Republicans were in-
vited to a Capitol Hill meeting
today to discuss the President's
actions in recent days.

It was expected that one topic
of discussion would be demands
by GOP congressmen, in-
cluding Rep. John B. Anderson,
R-1lL., chairman of the House
Republican Conference, that
Nixon name a new special
prosecutor.

When the White House
suggested last week that
everything was being solved by
the plan to have Sen. John C.
Stennis, ‘D-Miss., verify sum-
marles of the tapes, Sen.
Charles McC. Mathias Jr., R-
Md., said that it was '‘so
limited as to be ludicrous,"

Top Senate Republican
leaders, including Hugh Scott of
Pennsylvania and Robert P.
Griffin of Michigan, were
silent.

After Nixon yielded on the
tapes, but not on the
prosecutor, Senate Republican
leaders said they would support
a move Lo have Sirica name a
new prosecutor,

Even conservalive Sen,
Roman L. Hruska of Nebraska
said he favored such a move,

When Nixon finally yielded on
the tapes, Republican support
for appointment of a new
prosecutor persisted despite ob-
vious White House opposition to
the idea,

The director and cast of the
second-season opener for the
Tri-Town Players have pulled
the group up by their boot-
straps and headed them on the
right path.

Dan Lein is making his direc-
ting debut with the Players and
has tackled something he has
always wanted to try. And so,
the current production of
“Butterflies are Free' |is
présente In-the-round at Ver-
non Center Middle School.

The four membets of the cast
of the Leonard Gershe play are
no novices to the stage, If the
Players can keep up with this
quality of casting, they can es-
tablish themselves as a
creditable little theater group,

The in-the-round presenta-
tion, however, is lacking in
what Lein hoped to achieve, but
it's not entirely his fault. The
play is presented on the stage of
the auditorium with chairs
around the four sides, Because
of the confines of the stage, it
still seems like a stage play.
You miss the concept of action
in the middle of space with only
the confines of a surrounding
audience.

But that is little enough to
detract from the impact of the
drama itself,

"John Hotvedt and Terri
Sturtevant are the stars who
whip this poignant story into a
memorable vehicle. Hotvedt,
who plays Don Baker, the blind
boy, appeared in the same role
last summer at Nutnieg
Summer Playhouse. Currently
majoring in dramatic arts at
the University of Connecticut,
he shows obvious promise of a
strong talent for sensitive inter-
pretation.

Terri Sturtevant, who has
also appeared at Nutmeg and
who minored in dramatic arts
at UConn, perfectly com-
pliments the blind boy as his
girlfriend, perhaps because she
played Susie, the blind girl in
*‘Wait Until Dark"' last year at
Nutmeg and understands the
playing of a blind person's role
sufficiently to properly play the
counterpart.

Jeanne Mangino, whose name
is not strange to area little
theater audiences, is 'well cast
as the upper social class
matron from social-minded
Scarsdale, N.Y., and the blind
boy's mother.

Playing a small part, Paul
Gessay made his acting debut
with the Players as the director
of an avant-garde play. Not a
great part, but he does it
adequately.

Director Lein has so involved
himself with his actors that
their response to his direction
shows in a close-knit web of
emotional interplay. The story
is about Don Baker who has
taken an apartment by himself
in New York’s Greenwich
Village to prove to himself, and
especially his mother, that he
can manage by himself, and
that his blindness is not the han-
dicap his mother would iike to
think it |s.

He becomes acquainted with
the girl next door. Conversation
through paper-thin walls has
prompted an inevitable
meeting. True to the assump-
tion that the blind are usually
cheerful and good natured,
Hotvedt makes this apparent in
his role. Jill Tanner, who was
married once for six days, is
likewise proving her in-
dependence while dreaming of

WASHINGTON — That
sprawling political nuthouse
known as New York City has a
mayorally election coming up
Nov. 6, and it should come as no
surprise to students of various
forms of lunacy that all
amendments, propositions and
voting instructions will be
printed in Spanish as well as
English,

This bit is in response to an
order by a Federal district
judge described as designed to
avoid."irreparable damage" to
Spanish-speaking volers, main-
ly Puerto Ricans. Accordingly,
the Board of Elections also
must assign translators at all
polling places in areas where
the 1970 census showed 5 per
cent or more Spanish-speaking
residents,

The judge claimed that to
conduct an election only in
English violated the Voling
Rights Act of 1965, the Voting
Rights Amendment of 1970, and
for all 1 know the Treaty of
Utrecht. T laugh, but hollowly.
The kind of judges running
around loose these days go with
the times, and the times say
that while minorities may not
rule — yet — they are entitled to
certain privileges, including a
franchise to riot and burn down
a few public buildings if they
are thwarted in pursuit of said
privileges.

For example, literacy tests
are oul. A citizen may be un-
able Lo spell his own name, let
alone that of a candidate, but he
gets to vote if he shows up and
lakes less than 10 minutes
laboriously to scrawl an X.
There is talk of registering
voters by mail, an eventuality
devoutly desired by assorted
machine bosses who have been

country

What beats me is the jubila-
tion with which the New York
judge's decree was greeted by
career uplifters and other
bleeders. They are all the time
demanding that minorities be
given a chance to improve their
status and get elected president
of the Chase Manhattan Bank,
but now they cheer a decision
that discourages the city's non-
English speaking residents
from bettering their lot.

Where is their pragmatism?

Athletic events that
drew hundreds of students, now
interest only fifty or sixty
students.

The
atmosphere in thé hallways
was much less juvenile because
of the presence of the older
students in the building before
and after school.

The 9th grade seemed to be
the founders as well as the
perpetuators of tradition, at-
titudes and atmosphere. All
social events took on a more
mature and self-disciplined
tone which was transmitted to
the entire student body. .

Many more students turned
out for athletic teams, joined
academic clubs, and became in-
volved in community affairs
when the Illing 9th grade was on
the same time schedule as the
rest of the Illing student body.

It would seem then that the
7th and 8th graders have been
somewhat deprived of a much
needed model for their
behavior. At the same time, the
9th graders have been serving a
sentence in emolional

purgatory. They really do not
belong to Illing. They do not
function as the Illing senior
class. At the same time they do
not fit socially into the high
school. High school students
consider them as junior high
school students.

The result is a 8th grade that
doesn’t belong, doesn't have a
voice, and cannot translate its
valuable ideas and energies into
tangible assets for either the
junior high or the high school.

Towns Study Health Districts

By GARY LUHR

HARTFORD (AP) — In

response to growing pop-
ulations that complicate local
health problems, more and
more Connecticut towns are
studying the district approach
to solving them, state officials
say.
Most of the discussions still
are in preliminary stages, said
Michael Rossetti, chief of local
health administration for the
state Health Department. But
the state, through the depart-
ment, supports such moves, he
said in an interview.
Connecticut’s first health dis-
trict, established in the
Aspetuck Valley in 1965, serves
an estimated 36,000 residents in
Weston and  Westport. Three
other districts have been
formed since then in
Torrington, five towns, Pop.
46,000), the lower Naugatuck
Valley (four towns, pop. 76,000}
and the northeast corner of the

state (ning towns, pop. 49,000,
The last came into being July 1.

Rossetti said possible dis-
tricts have been proposed for
towns around Hartford,
Bridgeport, Middlesex,
Windham, Vernon, Old
Saybrook, Branford, the Cen-
tral Naugatuck Valley and the
southeast corner.

Districting allows towns (o
share the cost of hiring
qualified health officials to plan
and carry out programs
tailored to an area's particular
needs, he explained.

Most town$ still have only
part-time health directors,
usually physicians who are too
busy to plan any sort of large
scale preventive programs, he
said,

State law requires towns with
more than 40,000 residents to
have full-time directors. At pre-
sent, five towns — Norwich,
Stratford, West Haven, Enfield
and East Hartford — fail to
tomply, Rossetti said.

The state encourages the for-
mation of health districts by
offering to reimburse towns by
$1 per person for every resident
within a district. A bill to in-
crease the grants died in com-
mittee during the last session of
the General Assembly,

James Rokos, acting director
of the Torrington area district,
said its formation in 1967 has
made a tremendous difference
in the number of services, in-
cluding vaccinations and
sanitation inspections, that are
available to area residents.

“And because we're close at
hand people are always coming
to us for advice,” he added.

Susan Addiss, director of the
Lower Naugatuck Valley dis-
trict, said contractors and local
planning and zoning officials
are better able to plan new

. development by consulting with

her staff of full-time sewage
disposal engineers.

on Planned Unit Development, a type of
planning tool being recommended by the
Planning and Zoning Commission)

The land squeeze of today has made
land use control a very crucial issue,
The adoption of Planned Unit
Development (PUD) in South Windsor
will give the Planning and Zoning
Commission - tight control of the
town's land use. The commission
favors this type of control.

Commission Chairman William
Grace said that the PZC favors PUD
because it prevents piecemeal
development of the town. There are
many small subdivisions in South
Windsor that are each units in and of
themselves. There is no thought as to
how each affects the other. There is
no continuity of development.

Planned Residential Zoning
regulations allows the commission in-
put as well as control from the very
beginning. This is the strength of the
plan, It provides an orderly method
for absorbing the natural growth of
the town.

The report of the Governor’s Task
Force on Housing also favors PUD.
The report states that PUD can
reduce the cost of housing per unit

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PUD Would Offer
Tight Land Control

since large scale developing can
reduce the cost of land acquisition and
development, The developer’s savings
can be passed along to the consumer.

Opposition to establishing a PR
zone comes mainly from residents
and homebuilders. Some residents
belleve that South Windsor already
has too many apartments and the
housing mix will only bring more.

Homebuilders say that zoning
regulations which sound good on
paper can often bomb in the real es-
tate game. Efforts to protect the town
can produce a marketplace of housing
that does not appeal to the house-
buying public,

.Also, the cost of the housing may in-
crease rather than decrease if the
commission's demands on the
developer are so rigid that he cannot
cut the usual cost corners.

For example, if a developer had 100
acres to develop into half acre lots, he
could ideally have 200 lots. According
to the PR regulations he must give 20
per cent of the acreage for open space
and recreation facilities. This leaves
him with only 160 lots. Already he has
lost money.

Now that the plan is being con-
sidered by the commission, the final
part of this series will discuss some of
the ramifications of adoption.

1 cup uncooked rolled oats
% cup light brown sugar
% cup sifted flour
1/3 cup margarine
In saucepan, mix sugar, corn-
starch, water, vanilla and salt.
Stir in cranberries and raisins.
Bring to boll over medium heat.
Reduce heat, simmer for five
minutes; set aside to cool. Mix
oats, brown sugar and flour
together. Cut in margarine until
crumbly mixture forms.
Sprinkle one half over bottom of
greased 8x8 square pan. Pat
down and spread with cooled
cranberry filling, Top with
remaining half of oatmeal
mixture. Bake at 350 for 45
minutes.

“Plant a Tree'in '73," an en-
vironmental project which has
proved popular in Bermuda this
year, is the basis for a new sel

of four stamps issued by the
little British island colony.

The project began in England
where it was promoted by vari-
ous environmental groups. The
Bermuda group organized a
series of tree-planting ceremo-
nies, with the result that it ap-
pears the goal of 3,000 trees
planted by the end of 1973 will
be exceeded. All the trees
planted in this program will be
maintained by the Bermuda
Garden Club for the next three
to four years,

The new stamps feature four
trees. The palmetto is on the
four-cent, olivewood on the 15
cent, Bermuda cedar on the 18-
cent and mahogany on the 24-
cent, Each tree on a separate
stamp is shown against a pas-
tel-color background of old Ber-
muda buildings. .

All the stamps bear a profile
vignette of Her Majesty Queen
Elizabeth II in the top right
corner. Each also has the mot-
to “Plant a Tree."

The National Air and Space
Museum of the Smithsonian In-
stitution has released its ninth
in a series of “‘Milestones of
Flight'' Postal com-
memoratives produced in limit-
ed quantities for collectors,
Each of these covers has hon-

The First Day Cover group
will be celebrating the 50th an-
niversary of first-day covers —
that is, covers with specially
prepared cachets. It was in
1923 for the two-cent Harding
Memorial issue that a pioneer
cachet maker designed a small
memorial envelope to coincide
with the issuance of a stamp.
The covers did not become pop-
ular immediately and it took
about 10 years before collectors
became interested in this new
phase of their hobby. But, since
the late 1930s, first-day covers
have been in great demand.

He described the restraint
best for infants as a sturdy
carrier with harness, strapped
into the car with seat belts so
that the baby is facing the back
of the car.

Dr. Robert G. Scherz of the
Army Medical Center, Tacoma,
Wash., said a study showed that
only 13.6 per cent of children
under age 15 who were involved
in accidents in the state of
Washington in 1972 were
wearing restraints.

If you have afireplace, use it wisely. Be certain to close
the damper when the fire is completely out.

But it is to
give the prize to a person whose
hands are as bloody from
Nixon's brutal Vietnam
policy."”

Watergate
Tape Issue
Chronology

WASHINGTON (AP) — Here
is a chronology of key events in
the controversy over the
Watergate tapes which has
resulted in the dismissal of
special Walergate prosecutor
Archibald Cox and Deputy Atty,
Gen. Willlam D. Ruckelshaus
and the resignation of Atty.
Gen, Elliot L. Richardson:

July 18, 1973 — Alexander P.
Butterfield, former White
House aide, told the Senate
Watergate committee that a
hidden, 'voice-activated elec-
tronic system was in use to
record all conversations in the
President’s offices and on his
telephones. i ,

July 17 — Sen. Sam J. Ervin
Jr, D-N.C., Watergate com-
mittee chairman, wrote to the
President asking for the tapes.

July 18 — Special Watergate
prosecutor Archibald Cox wrote
to Nixon asking for tapes of
eight presidential conver-
sations.

July 23 — Nixon rejected the
requests from both Cox and Er-
vin.

July 23 — Cox issued a sub-
poena demanding that nine
tapes be turned over to the
Watergate grand jury. The
Watergate committee issued
two subpoenas demanding five
tapes and a number of
documents,

July 26 — Nixon informed
U.S, District Court Judge John
J. Sirica and the committee
that he would not obey the sub-
poenas.

July 26 — Cox asked Sirica to
order the President to show
cause why he had refused to
turn the tapes over to the grand
jury.

Aug. 8 — The Watergate com-
mittee filed a civil suit seeking
a judgment upholding its legal
right to obtain the tapes.

Aug. 29 — Sirica ordered the
President to give him the tapes
50 he could determine if Nixon
had a valid claim that they
must be kept secret.

Aug. 29 — The White House
announced the President would
not comply with Sirica’s order.

Aug. 30 — The President
directed his lawyers to appeal
Sirica's decision to the U.S. Cir-
cuit Court,

Oct. 12 — The U.S. Circuit
Court upheld Sirica's decision
and gave the President five
days in which to take his case to
the Supreme Court.

Oct. 17— Sirica dismissed the
Watergate committee's suit on
the grounds the court had no
Jjurisdiction in the matter,

Oct. 17 — Reports circulated
that Cox and Atty. Gen. Elliot
L. Richardson met to seek ways
of reaching a compromise.

Oct, 19 — The President an-
nounced he would permit Sen.
John C. Stennis, D-Miss., to
listen to the tapes and verify a
presidential summary of their
contents. The compromise was
approved by Ervin and Sen,
Howard H. Baker, R-Tenn., but
rejected by Cox. The President
ordered Cox to halt his efforts
to obtain the tapes.

Oct. 20 — Cox told a national-
ly televised news conference he
would continue -his efforts
despite the President's order.

Oct. 20 — The President fired
Cox and dismantled the special
prosecutor’s force. Atty. Gen,
Elliot L. Richardson resigned,
saying the President's action
violated promises that Cox

sald an editorial,

Some editorials reacted with
sarcasm, Never have 510,000
crowns been spent so badly,
becoming an encouraging prize
to those who want to.declare

‘wars In order to end them

later," sald La Stampa of
Turin, Italy.

In Britain, the Dally
Telegraph sald that if Kissinger
and Tho are equally honored as
peacemakers, then ‘‘by such
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Nqbel Peace Prize Awards Draws Criticism

standards a committee of Scan-
dinavian worthies should have
awarded Hitler a prize — jointly
with Chamberlain — for the
peace concluded in the autumn
of 1939."

The Itallan Communist orgin
Unita criticized the decision for
failing to distinguish between
“the aggressor and the vic-
tim."" “'It should not be
forgotten that politically
(Kissinger) represents the big

power nation which attacked
the small nation,"" Unita said.

In other editorial commen-
tary, the designation of Rep.
Gerald R. Ford as his vice

Bottle Deposit Law
Drew Big Opposition

SALEM, Ore. (AP) — Oregon
Gov. Tom McCall told several
Connecticut legislators this
week that consideration of a
mandatory deposit law for
beverage containers would
produce intense pressure from
lobbyists.

“This was the most vigorous-
ly and ardously lobbied piece of
legislation," McCall sald in dis-
cussing Oregon's bottle law, the
first in the country.

The law went into effect a
year ago and requires a five-
cent deposit on all soft drink
and beer conlainers except
standardized bottles, which
have a two-cent deposit, «

“They are working just as
hard on you people ... and Ver-
mont,'" McCall told the
legislators, who are touring the
Pacific Northwest to explore
the impact of litter reduction
legislation.

Vermont has a mandatory
deposit law similar, but newer
than Oregon’s,

Sen. Phil Costellor, chairman
of the environment committee,
asked McCall if it was true that

the bottle bill will cost Oregon
consumers an additional $4
million annually because of
higher prices.

“'That's just some more
hocus pocus from industry,”
McCall said.

MeCall noted that the bottle
and can industry and the
beverage manufacturers have
launched a nationwide lobbying
effort against passage of more
mandatory deposit legislation,

Rep. Harold G. Harlow,
cochairman of environment,
told McCall, "We in Connec-
ticut don't know if the Oregon
statute will work for Connec-
ticut."

Harlow said his state has
several beverage can makers,
while Oregon has few.

Harlow said the group also
plans lo visit the state of
Washington to see how their tax
on nonreturnable containers
works in reducing litter,

The Connecticut legislators
also met with Oregon
legislators, who were leaders in
passage of the Oregon law,

Democratic Candidates
State Views on Issues

Democratic Town Council
candidates say they would be
Interested in studying a
moritorium on building until all
town roads could be brought up
to standard,

The candidates were in-
terested in how other towns had
handled a bullding moritorium
and whal avenues could be
explored to acquire the
necessary funds to upgrade and
maintain roads,

In response to questions con-
cerning the takeover of assocla-
tion roads, Richard Breault
stated that the roads were just
one part of the lake area and
that the Lake Rehabilitation
Study Committee was con-
cerned about the other
problems In the lake area, like
septic problems, narrow roads,
high housing density and In-
adequate zoning.

Rose Fowler said that
assuming association roads was
a complex and involved
problem that couldn't be solve
overnight she was working to
develop a set of standards that
must be met before the town
assumes control of these roads.
She also stated that when the
town had assumed roads in the
past the town had '‘getting
burnt” because it didn't have
any standards,

Breault said that to prevent
road problems in the future
maybe developers could be
required to place money in es-
crow to improve roads that the
developments feed into, not just
the roads in the new develop-
ment.

Breault also stated that the
town should not consider
assuming paper roads, of which
there are many in town, He was
in favor of assuming control of
private roads that serve a lot of
families but not those which
only serve a couple of families.

Al Carile said he was in favor
of assuming these roads if this
was tied in with a total
rehabilitation of the lake area.

. Mrs. Fowler stated that Mike

Pease, superintendent of
streets, had been instructed to
attempt to hire a line machine
for a day to line Daly Rd. and
Monument Hill ‘Rd. She said
that these two roads needed the
lining the most.

When questioned about what
assistance the town would be
willing to offer the residents

who had abatement orders but
couldn’t correct, either due to
lack of land or lack of money,
the council candidates all
stated that these people would
not be evicted from thelr

homes,
All the candldates were In

favor of offering assistance in
any way that the town could, to
help them solve their problems.

Breault said that maybe the
town could guarantee loans or
even loan money directly to the
people. He also sald that if the
people didn't have the land to
install conventional systems
that they could use holding
tanks, gas loilets, or maybe
even clorinating tub and sink
water before disposing of it,

Carilli stated he was in favor
of exploring every avenue open
to the town that could be used to
assist these homeowners.

Both the Board of Education
candidates stated that the
smoking problem at the high
school must be corrected and
that they thought that es-
tablishing a smoking area
would be the best way to handle
this problem,

In response to questions con-
cerning tenure for teachers,

Fran Morrone stated she was in |

favor of state legislation which
would grant tenure only after a
teacher had completed his work
for his master's degree and was
at a job for five years.

Tony Felice said he was also
in favor of this proposal but he
felt that teachers wouldn't need
tenure if they had an effective
union to go to bat for them.

Felice also stated that the
present board had instituted
some very effective programs.

Mrs. Morrone said she was
inpressed with the Sequential
Learning Program devised by
the present Board of Education.

Felice stated that there was a
need for continuing contact
between the board and the
superintendent of schools and
that the board should not be a
rubber stamp for the
superintendent. He felt that the
superintendent’s job was to
carry out the policies of the
board.

All the candidates said they
were campaigning on the
grounds that the Democrats
would be more responsive to
the need of the people, and if
constant contact with the town
administrator and the
superintendent was the way
that this could be done then it

was a very necessary way to
operate.

The council candidates said if
they were elected there would
be a more coordinated effort fo
the council during the next two
years.

The candidates feel that
Coventry has problems to solve
and the choice of a town
manager had been based on fin-

Clagses in art, home
economics, industrial arts,
music and physical education
make up the remainder of the
daily program together with a
twice a week special interest
activity program.

We_ believe that schools are
for learning and thus our basic
goals must be to increase stu-
dent competency in the basic
skill areas of reading, language
usage and mathematics. We
also believe that the school
must serve as a selting for in-
creasing student growth in the
social, physical and emotional
areas and many of our ac-
tivities and after-school
programs seek to promote this
development.

We are always pleased when
Bennet people become involved
in community action to help
others. Several activities of this
nature are currently under way
or in the planning stage.

Hundreds of Bennel students
have bee collecting funds for
the St. Jude's Hospital
Leukemia Research program
under the direction of Mr.

Finley At it Again,

CHICAGO (AP) — Charlie
Finley did it again.

The controversial owner
of the world champion
Oakland A's says he won't
let go of his manager Dick
Williams without a fight—in
court, if necessary.

“If I do let Williams go,
I'll have to be compensated.
And compensated hand-
somely,'' said Finley
Wednesday, He added he has
no intention now of giving
Williams a free hand to
negotiate with another club,

By threatening legal action,
Finley, who nearly stole the
show at the World Series with
the firing of his second
baseman, may have started
another ruckus involving the
New York Yankees and the
Detroit Tigers.

Williams, who has a contract
with Finley through 1975, an-
nounced his resignation as
Oakland manager Sunday just
after the A's won the World
Series. He was reportedly
headed to the Yankees to
replace Ralph Houk, who was

on his way to Detrolt as
manager.

“I'm surprised,”’ sald
Willilams from his home In
Rivera Beach, Fla, "I have
high regard for Mr. Finley. He
never went back on his word
before."

Willlams described Finley's
action as a complete aboutface.
He said he had received
assurances from the owner that
Finley would not block
Williams' leaving.

Williams said he has not
talked with the Yankees nor
have the Yankees contacted
him,

Finley said he ‘‘stunned’
Yankee officials alt an
American League meeting in
Chicago Tuesday when he
denied them permission to talk
to Williams about succeeding
Houk, who had announced he
already signed with Detroit,

The cheering never did stop, even when the action
slowed to a near standstill. Each and every member of the
Manchester cheerleading squad could be distinctly dis-
cerned.

Even when-adversity strikes to the utmost, Manchester
fans stand behind its team, For example, two weeks ago
East Catholic High was destroyed by the East Hartford
Hornet football team, 45-0.

Vernon's two candidates for
mayor met head on last night at
a meeting sponsored by the
Vernon League of Women
Voters. Incumbent Republican
Frank McCoy cited the ac-
complishments' of his ad-
ministration and Democrat
James Roche charged McCoy
with running a '‘erisis
government,"

Dr. Ellen Marmer, acting as
moderator, allowed each can-
didate 10 minutes to speak and
five minutes for rebuttal and
then allowed the audience to
field questions to any of the 22
candidates present.

Mayor McCoy, speaking first,
outlined as many programs ac-
complished over the two terms
he has served as he could in the
allotted time. He listed as one
of the most important ones the
extensive sewer line in-
stallations throughout the town
and the obtaining of a federal
grant to expand the sewage
treatment plant.

He also cited the "'giant step"
taken to alleviate traffic
problems in town — getting the
state to widen Rt. 30 and Rt. 83
and the installation of traffic
control signals.

The installation of some eight
miles of sidewalks, which he
said benefited the children who
walk to school and older per-
sons who like to walk, was
another major accomplishment

‘mentioned. He said he took
issue with comments from the
opposition that the sidewalks
were not satisfactory, noting
that the walkway on West Rd.
was put in the way it was due to
the topography of the area and
to save taking down any trees
or shrubs unless absolutely
necessary.

He also said he worked
diligently to get the high-rise
apartment, ""which was bogged
down in a morass of legal com-
plications,"" built, In the area of
services for the elderly, he also
said he recommended (o the
Town Council that it waive pay-
ment in lieu of taxes for the
elderly projects to help
stabalize the rents.

He added that the lown has
fiscally maintained an
excellent financial rating, taxes
were reduced by 1.5 mills this
year and the atmosphere of the
annual budget meeting has been
reversed due to this.

He said the ‘‘silent
treatment’’ may be considered
good politics for an incumbent
in the "*Grand Old Party
tradition," but added, *'In this
day and age people are fed up
with sanctimonious covering up
of non performance, giveaways
and mismanagement.”"

Referring to the $300,000
federal grant received for
renovation of the Memorial
Building, Roche questioned how
this project rated in the list of
town priorities. He said it was

000. He charged that “'geared to
the proximity of election day"
it was decided to put the project
out to bid again and “‘the town
has absolutely nothing, but the
illusion is there.”

He further charged that there
is an illusion that zoning and
planning reform is under way.

WASHINGTON (AP) —

President Nixon's chief

domestic adviser says a new Watergate prosecutor likely
will be named to replace Archibald Cox.

The prediction by White House aide Melvin R. Laird was
made at a news conference in Chicago Thursday as it
became evident that Congress will not settle for a Justice
Department probe of the still-swirling scandal.

The President, who canceled
a broadcast address Wednesday
and news conference Thursday,
was expected to meet with
reporters at the White House
today. Meanwhile, there were
new disclosures in cases in-

Skylab 3
Blast Off
Unchanged

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla.
(AP) — Space agency officials
say they are optimistic the
Skylab 3 crew can blast off as
scheduled Nov. 10 after buckled
fuel tank sections in the booster
rocket were popped back into
place,

Officials were expected to
make a launch decision today
after evaluating results of the
pressurization exercise which
straightened out the damaged
sections. They want to be cer-
tain there are no structural
defects.

“Based on initial results, we
are very optimistic of holding
to our launch schedule,' a
NASA spokesman said late
Thursday.

The Saturn IB rocket is to
hurl Skylab 3 astronauts Gerald
P. Carr, William R. Pogue and
Edward G. Gibson on the third
and final manned visit to the
Skylab space station, orbiting
27 miles high. They are to re-
main aboard for 56 days, but

“ NASA is considering extending

the flight to 70 days.

The dome-shaped top sections
of the two first stage tanks
“sank’” a couple inches during a
fueling operation Tuesday when
a partial vacuum inadvertantly
was formed in each cylinder.

Some officials believed at
first thal the Saturn 1B might
have to be taken from (he
launch pad to an assembly
building for replacement of
either the tanks or the entire
first stage. That would require
a launch delay of two to four
weeks,

But experts, recdlling a
similar incident on adother
Saturn 1B several years ago,
decided to try to push out the
collapsed sections by
pressurizing the tanks. It
worked in the earlier case.

Ground crews started by
pressurizing the tanks with
hellum gas at one pound per
square inch and gradually in-
creased it to 10 pounds per
square Inch. At about three
pounds per square inch, as
predicted, the buckled areas
popped into their original
shape, NASA sald.

for possible leaks or other
structural damage

United States and the Soviet
Union, should be barred from
the U.N. peacekeeping force.

Before passage of the resolu-
tion, U.S. military installations
were placed on alert, and ad-
ministration sources said they
believed at one point that ahout
1,000 Russian troops were en
route to Egypt.

Brezhney accused Israel of
violating United Nations calls
for a truce and declared
‘‘urgenl and necesgsary
measures were required to im-
plement the cease-fire,”

WASHINGTON (AP) — The

Soviets Send
Personnel

To Mideast

MOSCOW (AP) — Leonid I.
Brezhnev said today Soviet per-
sonnel have bheen sent to the
Middle East in response to
Egypt's call for help from the
United States and the Soviet
Union to help secure a
ceasefire. He expressed the
hope the United States would do
the same.

The Soviet Communist party
leader did not specify that the
personnel sent to the Middle
East were military men.

He said the Soviet Union is
ready to cooperate in returning
the Middle East to normal
“along with all other interested
countries,” and added:

““But such actions undertakén
in certain circles of NATO
countries in recent days — such
as an artificial heightening of
passions through dissemination
of various kinds of fantastic in-
ventions on the intentions of the
Soviet Union in the Middle East
— cannot favor such
cooperation.”

Brezhnev did not elaborate on
this point. The United States is
the leading power in the North
Atlantic Treaty Organizalion.

Referring to the call
Wednesday by President Anwar
Sadat of Egypt for US. and
Soviet troops to police the Mid-
dle East cease-fire, Brezhney
said:

“We expressed our readiness
to satisfy Egypt’'s request and
have already sent such
representatives,”

While saying that he hoped
the United States would follow
suit, Brezhnev added, however,
that the«Soviet Union would
entertain ‘“‘other possible
measures in connection with
the continued violations of the
cease-fire."

Brezhnev, who is the Soviet
Union's top leader, did not

U.N. peace force without the
big powers, he asserted: "'We
consider this a helpful decision
and hope it will play its part."
