Mayor Candidates Meet Head On

Vernon's two candidates for
mayor met head on last night at
a meeting sponsored by the
Vernon League of Women
Voters. Incumbent Republican
Frank McCoy cited the ac-
complishments' of his ad-
ministration and Democrat
James Roche charged McCoy
with running a '‘erisis
government,"

Dr. Ellen Marmer, acting as
moderator, allowed each can-
didate 10 minutes to speak and
five minutes for rebuttal and
then allowed the audience to
field questions to any of the 22
candidates present.

Mayor McCoy, speaking first,
outlined as many programs ac-
complished over the two terms
he has served as he could in the
allotted time. He listed as one
of the most important ones the
extensive sewer line in-
stallations throughout the town
and the obtaining of a federal
grant to expand the sewage
treatment plant.

He also cited the "'giant step"
taken to alleviate traffic
problems in town — getting the
state to widen Rt. 30 and Rt. 83
and the installation of traffic
control signals.

The installation of some eight
miles of sidewalks, which he
said benefited the children who
walk to school and older per-
sons who like to walk, was
another major accomplishment

‘mentioned. He said he took
issue with comments from the
opposition that the sidewalks
were not satisfactory, noting
that the walkway on West Rd.
was put in the way it was due to
the topography of the area and
to save taking down any trees
or shrubs unless absolutely
necessary.

He also said he worked
diligently to get the high-rise
apartment, ""which was bogged
down in a morass of legal com-
plications,"" built, In the area of
services for the elderly, he also
said he recommended (o the
Town Council that it waive pay-
ment in lieu of taxes for the
elderly projects to help
stabalize the rents.

He added that the lown has
fiscally maintained an
excellent financial rating, taxes
were reduced by 1.5 mills this
year and the atmosphere of the
annual budget meeting has been
reversed due to this.

Improvements in such areas
as zoning, setting up a summer
youth hiring program, ob-
taining a grant to renovate the
Memorial Building, im-
provements in the refuse
collection, and improvements
in recreation programs were a
few of the other programs
listed by the mayor as ac-
complished during his terms in
office,

Roche, who works at Pratt &

Whitney, could make the same

commitments as mayor. “I

think not; he can't do this from

a desk in East Hartford," he

added.

Roche's comments took a
different turn. He charged the
Republicans with imposing a
code of silence over the real
issues even though ‘‘the
political campaign in Verhon
comes to an end in less than two
weeks.""

He said the ‘‘silent
treatment’’ may be considered
good politics for an incumbent
in the "*Grand Old Party
tradition," but added, *'In this
day and age people are fed up
with sanctimonious covering up
of non performance, giveaways
and mismanagement.”" He said
the people demand to know
what is going on.

Referring to the $300,000
federal grant received for
renovation of the Memorial
Building, Roche questioned how
this project rated in the list of
town priorities. He said it was
not to cost the townspeople
anything but when the bids
came in, the low bid was $675,-
000. He charged that “'geared to
the proximity of election day"
it was decided to put the project
out to bid again and “‘the town
has absolutely nothing, but the
illusion is there.”

He further charged that there
is an illusion that zoning and
planning reform is under way.
He said that there were no fast
food outlets along Rt: 83 during
the two years under
Democratic Mayor Thomas
McCusker. He also criticized
the doubling of the number of
apartment units and the ad-
ditional traffic on Rt. 83.

He termed McCoy's appoint-
ment of a Zoning Task Force '‘a
crisis appointment,” and added
that none of the recommen-
dations of the group has been
acted upon.

Roche also criticized the
mayor for what he termed was
mishandling of the purchase of
the dump area; the sale of in-
dustrial park land; the
purchase of camp Nuhoca; the
handling of recreation funds:
and the misdirecting of some
funds.

Roche advocates rapid im-
plementation of a Capital Im-
provements Program; a seven-
point program aimed at
genuine zoning and planning
reform; planning and zoning en-
forcement; and several other
improvements in the area of
recreation, sidewalks, and

Roche closed by stating that
he feels the voter has a clear
choice on Nov, 6, ‘'the govern-
ment by crisis of the present
one-man rule administration,
or the government dedicated to
the system of checks and
balances that our charter calls
for."

In his brief rebuttal, Roche
criticized the sewer construe-
tion on Merline Rd. He said he
talked with people there and
they are upset with the way it
was handled and upset with the
cost.

Referring to the Youth
Counselor Program, McCoy
said he was instrumental in get-
ting it established and funded.
Roche chided that the first
counselor had no qualifications
except he was a close [riend of
the mayor.

In the matter of the fast food
outlets along Rt. 83, Mayor
McCoy replied that he (the
mayor) was standing alone in
his fight to stop any more
development along Rt. 83 and 30
and that it was his recommen-
dation that the Zoning Commis-
sion change the regulations so
no more of the fast food outlets
could be constructed.

He charged that Roche sat on
the Planning Commission that
approved the plan of develop-
ment for the town.

Alluding to the Memorial
Building project, the mayor
sald the town had just 10 days to
whip up a package of what
renovations should be made, to
qualify for the grant. He said
the plans had to be tailored to
the $300,000. "We will now do
what we can for that amount."

Pressure Mounts
For New Watergate
Special Prosecutor

WASHINGTON (AP) —

President Nixon's chief

domestic adviser says a new Watergate prosecutor likely
will be named to replace Archibald Cox.

The prediction by White House aide Melvin R. Laird was
made at a news conference in Chicago Thursday as it
became evident that Congress will not settle for a Justice
Department probe of the still-swirling scandal.

The President, who canceled
a broadcast address Wednesday
and news conference Thursday,
was expected to meet with
reporters at the White House
today. Meanwhile, there were
new disclosures in cases in-

Skylab 3
Blast Off
Unchanged

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla.
(AP) — Space agency officials
say they are optimistic the
Skylab 3 crew can blast off as
scheduled Nov. 10 after buckled
fuel tank sections in the booster
rocket were popped back into
place,

Officials were expected to
make a launch decision today
after evaluating results of the
pressurization exercise which
straightened out the damaged
sections. They want to be cer-
tain there are no structural
defects.

“Based on initial results, we
are very optimistic of holding
to our launch schedule,' a
NASA spokesman said late
Thursday.

The Saturn IB rocket is to
hurl Skylab 3 astronauts Gerald
P. Carr, William R. Pogue and
Edward G. Gibson on the third
and final manned visit to the
Skylab space station, orbiting
27 miles high. They are to re-
main aboard for 56 days, but

“ NASA is considering extending

the flight to 70 days.

The dome-shaped top sections
of the two first stage tanks
“sank’” a couple inches during a
fueling operation Tuesday when
a partial vacuum inadvertantly
was formed in each cylinder.

Some officials believed at
first thal the Saturn 1B might
have to be taken from (he
launch pad to an assembly
building for replacement of
either the tanks or the entire
first stage. That would require
a launch delay of two to four
weeks,

But experts, recdlling a
similar incident on adother
Saturn 1B several years ago,
decided to try to push out the
collapsed sections by
pressurizing the tanks. It
worked in the earlier case.

Ground crews started by
pressurizing the tanks with
hellum gas at one pound per
square inch and gradually in-
creased it to 10 pounds per
square Inch. At about three
pounds per square inch, as
predicted, the buckled areas
popped into their original
shape, NASA sald.

for possible leaks or other
structural damage

But in the Senate, there was a
movement particularly among
Democrats to get a prosecutor
with immunity from presiden-
tial dismissal.

Sen. Sam J. Ervin Jr., chair-
man of the Watergate com-
mittee and a senior member of
the Judiciary Committee,
cosponsored a special
prosecutor bill to be introduced
today by six other Democratic
Judiciary Committee members
and Connecticut Republican
Lowell P. Weicker Jr, of the
Watergate panel. The measure
would create a special prosecu-
tion force headed by someone to
be named by U.S. District
Judge John J. Sirica. '

Another GOP member of the
Watergate committee, Sen.
Edward J. Gurney of Florida,
the President’s strongest
defender on the seven-man pan-
el, said he made a mistake last
week in applauding the firing of
Cox and urged Nixon to name
former Atty. Gen, Elliot L.
Richardson to Cox's post.

Richardson resigned from the
Justice Department rather than
carry out a presidential order
to fire the man he had chosen as
special prosecutor.

Meanwhile, Cox's lieutenants
and the new head of the
Watérgate prosecution asked a
federal court to order the FBI
and other government agencies
to stay away from the
voluminous [lles developed by
the special prosecution before
Cox's dismissal,

U.N. Assembling Troops

Israel reported it had beaten
back an attempt by the Egyp-
tian 3rd Army to break through
encircling Israeli forces today
as U.N. officials began putting
together an international force
Lo patrol the Middle East cease-
fire,

In Moscow, Communist party
chief Leonid I. Brezhnev an-
nounced the Soviet Union has **-
sent representatives’" to the
war zone at the request of
Egyptian President Anwar
Sadat. He did not describe the
persons sent and did not say
whether they were military
forces,

Sadat on Wednesday had
asked for both Soviet and U.S.
troops to enforce the U.N.
cease-fire. The United States
rejected the request and said
neither big power should send
forces into the troubled area.

The Soviet Union appeared to
agree with this when it sup-

ported a U.N. resolution
specifying that Security Council
members, including both the
United States and the Soviet
Union, should be barred from
the U.N. peacekeeping force.

Before passage of the resolu-
tion, U.S. military installations
were placed on alert, and ad-
ministration sources said they
believed at one point that ahout
1,000 Russian troops were en
route to Egypt.

Brezhney accused Israel of
violating United Nations calls
for a truce and declared
‘‘urgenl and necesgsary
measures were required to im-
plement the cease-fire,”

The Israeli military com-
mand in turn accused the Egyp-
tiang® of cease-fire violations
and said the trapped 3rd Army
had mounted a tank and ar-
tillery attack in an attempt to
put a bridge across the Suez
canal. It said they sought to
transfer troops from the east
bank where they were stranded.

Nixon Would
Consider

U.N. Request

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
White House said today Presi-
dent Nixon would consider a
United Nations request to send
truce observers to the Middie
[Zast but does not believe either
this country or the Soviet Union
should be members of the
observer force.

This position was relayed to
newsmen by Deputy Press
Secretary Gerald L. Warren
when asked for comment on a
disclosure by Soviet leader
Loenid I. Brezhnev that “'the
Soviets have already sent
representatives’ to the war
zone at the request of Egyptian
President Anwar Sadat.

Warren said the United States
position is that the composition
of a U.N, observer force should
follow that of a peace-keeping
force — namely, that the United
States and the Soviet Union
should be excluded.

"“The same principals should
apply,”' he said.

However, Warren stated that
Nixon would entertain a request
from U.N. Secretary General
Kurl Waldheim that he send “a
small number of observers,"
provided that a sharp distine-
tion between observers and the
uniformed truce team should be
“strictly maintained."

Asked if Brezhney, who has
had frequent exchanges with
Nixon since the outbreak of
Middle East hostilities on Oct,
6, had Informed the President
in advance that Sovlet
representatives were being dis-
patched, Warren said "1 would
prefer not to address it at this
time."' .

He warned Arabs to prepare
for more war in case Israel
refuses lo give up the occupied
land.

Soviets Send
Personnel

To Mideast

MOSCOW (AP) — Leonid I.
Brezhnev said today Soviet per-
sonnel have bheen sent to the
Middle East in response to
Egypt's call for help from the
United States and the Soviet
Union to help secure a
ceasefire. He expressed the
hope the United States would do
the same.

The Soviet Communist party
leader did not specify that the
personnel sent to the Middle
East were military men.

He said the Soviet Union is
ready to cooperate in returning
the Middle East to normal
“along with all other interested
countries,” and added:

““But such actions undertakén
in certain circles of NATO
countries in recent days — such
as an artificial heightening of
passions through dissemination
of various kinds of fantastic in-
ventions on the intentions of the
Soviet Union in the Middle East
— cannot favor such
cooperation.”

Brezhnev did not elaborate on
this point. The United States is
the leading power in the North
Atlantic Treaty Organizalion.

Referring to the call
Wednesday by President Anwar
Sadat of Egypt for US. and
Soviet troops to police the Mid-
dle East cease-fire, Brezhney
said:

“We expressed our readiness
to satisfy Egypt’'s request and

It has been said that it is a
difference of opinion that makes a
horse race. The same can be said of a
law suit. And more important today,
it is a difference of opinion. (or
opinions) that make almost every
clash between the Executive and
Legislative branches of government a
“‘constitutional’ crisis.

We all expound a fundamental belief
in a government of laws rather than
men. Ideally this is admirable but in
the practical and realistic exercise of
government, we must admit it isnot a
government of laws under which we
are operating but interpretations of
those laws. 4

And interpretations of laws change
as the men change in interpreting
them. A U.S. Supreme Court of one
era created the interpretation of
“separate but equal” education for
blacks and whites. Lesser men inter-
preted this so that education while
separate was anything.but equal so
that a U.S. Supreme Court in a later
era re-interpreted the Constitution
and made desegregation of our schools
law of the land.

To be considered also is the attitude
of the people to interpretations of law
and the law itself. Just as ‘‘separate
but equal” was distorted and mis-
applied, prohibition was flagrantly ig-

nored, and desegregation of our socie-
ty is still resisted by legal and illegal
means, :

The point we are trying to make is

that the so-called ‘“‘constitutional”
crisis between Mr. Nixon and the
Congress over the Watergate tapes is
a crisis of opinion since it has not
been finally adjudicated by the U.S.
Supreme Court. And, while it is the
court of last resort, its opinion is final
only in the context of today's facts and
today's justices.

The real crisis today is the in-
creased polarization of the three
branches of federal government in
which there seems to be an automatic
response to oppose first and think
afterwards,

Opinion vs. Opinion

Richardson and his assistant, deals
with committees, court plea bargains
rulings, etc., are all immediately dis-
sected and reassembled into
hypotheses to conform to
preconceived convictions.

Personalities, rather than prin-
ciples, politics, rather than prac-
ticalities, and confrontation, rather
than cooperation, hold sway for the
goal seems not the truth or to
eliminate an evil in our political
system but rather an almost
ritualistic jockeying for tactical and
strategical political advantage in 1974
and 1976.

The more the mess drags on, the
more cynical we seem to become, for
each new revelation shows the crisis
to be not a constitutional one but one
affecting fundamentally the legal
profession. We have in essence, one
side's lawyers maintaining this is
right, and another side’s maintaining
that it is illegal.

If President Nixon should be forced
from office, there is one consolation,
he won't be the first man who was
given bad legal advice nor the last.

Perhaps when it is all over, if it is
over is, we ought to make a serious in
quiry into our present legal system
which seems to require more lawyers
per capita than almost any other na-
tion in the world.

If we are to have a government of
laws, rather than of men, it would
appear it is high time that the laws be
80 written that you don’t need to hire
counsel to understand them.

A basic American right is that of
being represented by counsel. How
much better it would be if our struc-
ture of law was so written and un-
derstood that this right of counsel
would be needed only in extreme in-
stances. They say ignorance of the
law is no excuse. We really wonder.
The fact that presumably the best
legal minds in the nation cannot agree
on matters of substantive law, ig-
norance of the law is not only an
excuse, but really may well be the
true “‘constitutional” crisis we face.

Near Confrontation

Whether or not the near confronta-
tion between the Soviet Union and the
United States over the mechanics of
policing a cease-fire in the Middle
East was overplayed or exaggerated
is for history to judge.

It is obvious to us that the tough
stance taken by the Russians with
their implied intention of unilaterally
sending in troops to police the cease-
fire was a test of American will and
American leadership's ability to react
to it.

The American will was borne out
and a compromise excluding all
nuclear powers from police action
duty is evident, That the American
leadership was able to respond was

borne out too despite two things.

First, the Russians obviously mis-
read the impact of Watergate on the
administration’s ability to react firm-
ly in the face of a challenge. The alert
Issued was not an easy order to give
because of the second thing which
happened. The President and
Kissinger knew such an action would
be immediately challenged as a
grandstand play to take the heat off
the latest Watergate-related mis-
adventures,

The critics of the President in

raising this issue skated upon thin ice
in our opinion. Despite the fact that
the President has had frequent con-
sultations with congressional leaders
and bipartisan support for his policies
in attempting to cool down the war
and establish a cease-fire; there are
those in our nation who cannot ascribe
to the President any motives other
than attempts to coverup Watergate
or some other corruption.

We feel history will judge the ac-
tions taken by the President in aler-
ting our troops in what appears to
have been a successful effort to make
the Russians back down from their
attempt to gain an open military toe-
hold in the Middle East.

Clearly the lesson here is that
regardless of what 4e might think
about Watergate and its many
ramifications, it Is neither logical,
moral, nor justified, to automatically
attribute every presidential action,
foreign or domestic, as an attempt to
coverup to divert attention from
Watergate,

The fact remains that despite
Watergate, events prove the
American leadership has the ability to
govern, to make declsions, ana to
protect the national interest.

about their clout on opinion and
their impact on history. In most
cases, the fact fails to bear out
the dream. But my colleague,
Jack Anderson, can claim to be
an exception, as witness his
partial triumph in the strange
case of the Frankfurter collec-
tion.

be stolen, leaving the rest,
showed it was a scholarly
larceny, Anderson reported the
theft in his column and, in
response to his appeal, someone
— presumably the scholarly
felon — has now sent him copies
of the stolen letters, but not the
precious diaries. The latter,
alas, are the real treasure.

There are mind-enticing
possibilities behind the whole
story. Is the thief a real legal,
historical scholar or only some
hanger-on who sees a chance to
make a buck? Will he hold on to
the stuff while it is hot and then
sell it to a university library in
the kind of black market made
famous by stolen paintings or
rifled archaelogical treasures?

If the thief is himself a
scholar, does he plan to use it to
write a learned book? If so,
does he think he can get away
with citations to letters and
diaries which the knowing know
to have been stolen? Perhaps he
doesn't plan to write the book
himself but wants to keep some
hated rival from getting at the
stuff and beating him out. Or
maybe he Is just a Frankfurter
buff.

If he is the last of these, then
I'll move over to make room for
him, because | cared deeply
about Frankfurter. His in-
heritance is not only in the
letters and diaries but also in
his books, his court opinions,
his basic approach to law and
society and — most of all — in

the image of a very human per-
sonality: highly charged, vivid,
irrepressible, playing a behind-
the-scenes role in more
political dramas over a span of
a half-century.

I first met him when I taught
at Harvard briefly in the mid-
1930s, when the campus air was
filled with talk about him and
his “little Hot Dogs’’ — the
young men he had sent to draw
up the New Deal legislation.

Curlously, he was thought a
radical in those days, partly
because he had broken a lance
for Sacco and Vanzetti, partly
also because of his closeness to
Harold Laski, who had caused a
scandal at Harvard in the
Boston Policgastrike.

But anyone“who got to know
him discovered he had more of
Edmund Burke In him than of
Karl Marx, and more of Justice
Oliver Wendell Holmes than
either, and more of
paradoxical, impish,
exasperating Felix Frankfurter
than any of them. He had a pas-
sion for justice and cared about
soclal change, but he had an
almost esthetic revulsion from
any kind of zealotry, whether
Right or Left,

Most of all, he scorned the
simplistic approaches to
tangled, knotty problems and to
institutions that had built
themselves into the society, He
regarded the simplistic people
as simpletons, and saw their
slogan thinking as a set of

"paralyzing abstractions,” 1
sometimes felt he suffered the
naive less gladly than the
knavish.

We had furious conver-
sational battles in Cambridge
and Washington and carried on
a long exchange of letters (he
had the habit of scribbling his
reply on the note you had sent
him). If you wrote a a book or
magazine plece, or appeared on
radio or TV, he was on the
phone Immediately with his
comments, sometimes praise,
more often with a barb added.

There is no one on the
Supreme Court today to ca
on his work, but there are hall-
dozen leading professors in the
law schools who are closer to
the Frankfurter inheritance
than to anyone else, and some
of them may get to the court.

His belief in judicial restraint
made ftself felt, I thought, in
the unheeded memorandum
which the U.S. Court of Appeals
made public in the case of the
Nixon tapes, asking prosecutor
Cox and Mr. Nixon's lawyers to
agree on some compromise
which would avoid a sharp en-
counter. I felt it also cropped up
in Atty. Gen. Richardson's
handling of the Agnew case,
again with the intent of heading
off a polarizing and paralyzing
constitutional showdown.

That was the staff of the
Frankfurter mind and is the
stuff now of the Frankfurter in-
heritance,

Lousy Legs

WASHINGTON — I keep
trying not to notice the more
idiotic activities of Women's
Lib, but just when I'm about to
decide that the fringe nuts are
also people something comes up
like the case of the Biltmore
Hotel's Men's Bar.

This New York watering hole,
dear to the hearts of male com-
muters from time immemorial,
has come under attack from the
city’'s Human Rights Commis-
slon, which apparently found
itself with even less to do than
usual. The commission charges
that the bar’s name and theo
slgns designating It as such are
in violation of the public accom-
modations law.

Now, then. The commission
scheduled a hearing on the
matter. To the logical mind, a
hearing Is Intended to get at the
facts of a case so a judgment
can be made, Not, apparently,
to what passes as the corporate
mind of the Human Rights
Commission. Like the Wild
West's Judge Bean, that outfit
favors an automatic hnngdlng.

Accordingly, In the middle of
théf hearing, presiding com-
missioner Murray Gross In-
formed counsel for the 3Bllt-
more that continued use of the
bar's name “would appear dis-
criminatory on the face of it."

On what face of what? No one
contended that the bar refuses
service to women, Indeed, as
any annoyed male can testily,
certain hard-bitten females
over the years [requently have
Invaded the Men's Bar In the

name of the Four Freedoms, or
something. So far as I can
recall, all have been served —
courteously I\ not
enthusiastically,

But, ah ha! (The femlibbers
always have an ah, ha! up their
sleeves.) Several members of
the National Organization for
Women testified that most
women would be put off by sign
or, once inside, would find an
atmosphere of “hostility."

One of those witnesses was
Carol Ryan, a computer-
systems manager, who said she
had found no other women at
the bar when she peeked into
the place on two occaslons one
night. "Every eye was focused
on me, and I didn’t have the
courage to order a drink," sald
Miss, or Mrs., Ryan.

Let it pass that someol us
might find curious a female
who resents being the center of
attention, The relevant fact is
that Carol Ryan did NOT claim
she was thrown out or even
asked to leave. Unless the
dabltues of men's bars have
changed, she probably was un-
welcome, but it was her own
decision — not.that of the
bartender or the customers —
to refrain from having one for
the road,

Agalin to the logical mind, this
would seem to support the
assertion of Frederick W.
Rovet, a lawyer and preaident
of Realty Hotels Inc, "'It's not a
men's bar,'' sald Rovet. 'There
is no Implication tht the word
‘men's’ 18 exclusory." But when

he added that the name Men's
Bar ""simply means a bar with a
masculine motif and at-
mosphere — a style,'' the
female attorney for the com-
mission jumped him.

“A style that is out-of-date
and illegal," snapped Joy
Meyers. '‘Exclusion has always
been one of the most insidious
forms of discrimination."

If Joy Meyers is right she has
doomed the decor of tea
shoppes, beauty parlors,
boutiques and perhaps even
ladies' rooms all across this
once-great land. Any month
now, I expect the Supreme
Court will decree that every
public establishment be fur-
nighed in Neuter Modern, with
no implication that it could be
found agreeable or attractive or
restful by either male or
female.

For varlous preposterous
reasons, the Republlc already
has all but banned freedom of
assoclation, especially among
males — although, oddly, no
court has yet ordered the
Federation of Woman's Clubs
to open its rolls to folks with
flve o'clock shadow, hairy
chests, and a tendency to marry
feminine-type females, But I
move to Ireland the day my
rules declde that male attire |s
"out-ol-date and illegal," and
henceforth persons of both
sexes must don an officlal un.

Felice
Hits Stand

Anthony Felice, Democratic
Board of Education candidate,
today challenged what he called
the “‘recent irresponsible public
statements made by the
Process-DevCo's Citizens Ad-
visory Committee."

‘I cannot believe that anyone
who lives in Coventry, and is
concerned about education
could be so ill-informed," said
Felice,

According to Felice, "Their
claims of Inadequate pre-school
facilities is totally unfounded.
While there are no publically
funded programs, there are
three privately run cooperative

nursery schools plus one day-

care center,'" he said,

Felice added, '‘Furthermore,
the school staff has been
working with some of these
programs to insure coordina-
tion of curriculum."”

‘‘The Democrats are not
prepared to recommend that
Coventry taxpayers foot the bill
for pre-school educaiton,” he
said.

Felice noted that, ‘“‘The
DevCo statement about the
town’'s having a community
school is an outdated notion. It
has been over a year now since
the Board of Education formal-
ly approved the community
school concept. The expanding
night use of our schools which is
up one-third over the past two
years coupled with our Adult
Education programs are clear
indications of the board's in-
tent."

“Community school grants by
the Mott Foundation are also
being explored,” he added.

“The DevCo groups remarks
on curriculum again leave the
impression that they are
operating in a vacuum,"" Felice
said.

**An exhaustive study was un-
dertaken by Curriculum Coor-
dination Study Committee com-
posed of townspeople in 1969-70.
Some of the recommendations
of that group have been in-
stituted including the Sequen-
tial Learning Program, the
middle school language arts
program, a much broader high
school curriculum and a con-
tinuing development of new
direction in curriculum at all
school levels," according to
Felice.

Noting that the citizens group
urged investigation of Coven-
try's physical needs in educa-
tion, Felice sald, “the Town's
Building Needs Study Com-
mittee completed its investiga-
tion of this matter in 1871 and
found that there is no im-
mediate need for new school
construction and no projected
need for significant construc-
tion throughout the 1970's,”

Felice said in closing, "It Is
ironic that the Mr. Willlam
Miller, who says 'Ask
yourselves what DevCo can do'
is the same Miller who con-
tinually urges severe cuts in the
education budget at our annual
town meetings."

School Personnel
Urge Yes Vote
For Addition

BARBARA RICHMOND
(Herald Reporter)

The Vernon Board of Educa-
tion, the school administrators
and the teachers feel they are
being hamstrung in ad-
ministering to the needs of the
students at Rockville High
School and the big problem is
double sessions and the lack of
space,

At a press conference held
yesterday, board members and
administrators made a final
plea to the people of Vernon to
go to the polls on Nov, 6 and
vote yes for the construction of
an addition to the high school.

Voters are asked to approve
an appropriation of $5,020,000
and the state will absorb one-
half that amount with the
remaining half to be paid for by
the town over a period of 20
years.

The school now has 65
classrooms. The proposed
program will add 45 classroms
including eight science labs
which will be built as a second
floor to the west wing of the
existing building.

The board members
described this as a compromise
plan to provide additional
academic space. The high
school went on double sessions
this year to alleviate space
problems in the middle school
too.

Board chairman Joseph
Powers said the hoard feels
double sessions are a poor type
of education to be providing the
students at Rockville High.
They said double sessions ** do
not provide the students with
the total environment of secon-
dary education.

Board member Robert
DuBeau emphasized that the
proposed project can be

. achieved without any big
problem to the taxpayer's
pocket, He said, “‘We are not
asking the people to sacrifice,

DuBeau said the town's direc-
tor of administration said the
town can absorb the cost of the
addition without a tax increase,

James Boettcher commented
that some people have been
saying that the school popula;
tion figures projected for the
next 10 years aren't right
“‘because the national average
is going down."

He explained that the figures
given by the board are based
solely on the number of
students now in the school
system in kindergarten through
Grade 3. He said the high school
population will go to about 2,300
in the next two years and level
off at that figure until about
1982. This is not allowing for
any growth.

William Houle backed up
Boettcher's statement with ad-
ditional figures and said, "I
can, in all good conscience,
Justify this space need for Ver-
non."

Most ‘'of the high school
students have indicated they do
not like double sessions as it
limits the number of subjects
they can take and also greatly
limits any extra-curricular ac-
tivities such as sports and
clubs.

Commenting on suggestions
made by some townspeople that
the system should go on a year-
round-school program, the
board members said this
program does not save any
money, ‘it just makes for more
efficient use of the buildings.”
The buildings would have to be
airconditioned. ‘It could be
done, but it's not cheaper,”
they said.

Albert Kerkin, assistant
superintendent said it takes two
years to prepare for year-round
schools, the curriculum has to
be revamped as well as the
buildings.

Board members said they are
considering phased construc-
tion if the referendum approves
the project, In the past this type
of construction was not allowed
by the state but a change in
state statutes now permits it.

Phased construction allows
the start of construction on
some phases of a project before
the final drawings before all
parts of it are completed. This
saves time.

Such a type of construction
will require that the town hire a
construction manager who
would be responsible for the
over-all control of the design
and construction of the addi-
tion, He would coordinate the
‘bidding and the work of all the
various contractors on the
project, This method not only
saves time, it saves money, the
board members said.

They said the savings may be
realized by efficient handling of

the bidding packages and the B

ability to accept the lowest bid
on each portion of the work. In
addition, they said, "The speed
up of the whole project should
provide savings due to reduced
cost escalation."

Also on the ballot, on Nov. 6,
will be a question concerning an
appropriation to add to the Vo-
Ag building at the high school.
The cost of this will be refunded
100 per cent by the state,

The board urges all citizens
of Vernon to go to the polls and
vote favorably on both
questions.

September Trade Surplus Biggest
Monthly Gain In

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
United States had a trade sur-
plus during September of $878
million, the biggest single
monthly surplus in more than
eight years, the Commerce
Department reported today.

The huge surplus of exports
over imports surprised even
government trade officials.

Exports were listed as $6,-
448,400,000 and imports at §5,-
575,100,000, an Increase of 7.4
per cent for exports and a
decline of 7.4 per cent for im-
ports from a month earlier.

The September surplus also
put the country’s trade for the
first nine months of the year
into a surplus by $163 million,
compared with a deficit at the
same time a year earlier of just
over $4.8 billion,

The figures indicated the
United States has a good chance
of recording a trade surplus this
year following deficits of $8
billion in 1972 and $2 billion in
1971,

The Commerce Department
said the big jump in September
exports was in civillan aircraft,
machinery, chemicals and
textiles. The decline in imports
occurred in consumer goods,
crude petroleum, stee!l and non-
ferrous metals.

Total exports so far in 1973
have been at an annual rate of

$67.5 billion, 37 per cent above

the 1972 total of $49.2 billion.

Imports during the first nine
months have been at a rate of
67.3 billion, about 21 per cent
above the 1972 total of $55.6
billion.

The Commerce Department
said the size of the big increase
in exports and the big drop in
imports was unexpected and
said trade was ‘“strongly in-
fluenced by unusually volatile
movements" during the month.

The country's trade picture
has been the biggest single
bright spot in the economy of

the country this year,

Officials have sald the tur-
naround in trade largely is a
result from the two
devaluations of the U.S. dollar
which have made U.S. goods
cheaper abroad and foreign
goods more expensive at home.,

In addlition to strengthening
the dollar, the administration
says trade also Eenefits
Americans in that every §l1
billion in new trade creates 72,-
000 jobs.

Eight Years

During the third quarter of
1978, there was an over-all sur-
plus for the three months of
$800 milllon, compared with a
deficit of $200 million In the se-
cond quarter, an over-all
favorable swing of $1 billion
during the three months.

The Commerce Department
sald that more than one-third of
the third-quarter Improvement
was in trade with countries of
Latin America and, to a lesser
extent, with Canada.

The trade balance with Japan
continued to lmprove. but still
was In deficit.

A trade surplus with the
European Common Market in-
creased.

The surplus of $873 million in
September was the biggest
single monthly surplus since
March 1965 when It was $878
million.

South Windsor is a $9 million
business making use of the
funds of local citizens. We owe
it to the taxpayers to carefully
plan ahead to produce the kind
of town they want and to make
the most effective use of their
Lax dollars.

Recent comments on the
Republican position of no more
apartments for South Windsor
produced the comment that

“members of the PZC are
elected and bear the respon-
sibility of zor 1g and zone
changes.'" This comment
highlights the very narrow view
of the party in power and falls
to recognize that the town coun-
cil must budget for and raise
tax monies to support these
zones and zone changes, Itis
the height of folly to assume
planning and zoning matters
can be separated from the basic
financial activities dealt with
by the town council or the pop-
ulation implications dealt with
by the board of education.

The potential for the destruc-
tion of South Windsor as we
have it today is in the PRD
regulations so callously
presented by the PZC last
week, The proposed manage-
ment committee would bring
together the policymakers of
the elected boards so an issue of
such impact would be discussed
by these municipal agencles —
an activity that not occur at this
time.

The warm, sunny weather
we've had well past the middle
of October has given vegetable
growers a fall bonus of crops
that would have been killed by
an earlier frost,

Fleld-ripened tomatoes and
good quality sweet corn have
been going to the Hartford
Regional Market from nearby
farms this third week of Oc-
tober., Maurice Yandow Jr. of
Fowler & Hunting, wholesale
produce firm, said green beans,
wax beans, both yellow and
green summer squash and
locally grown peppers were all
arriving this week.

Most of these late crops, he
said, are sold by farmers to
operators of independent
grocery stores or roadside
stands. The supermarkets, that
need vegetables in large
volume, have for the most part
turned to shippedin produce.

A roadside stand operator in
Bolton, Eugene Giglio, picked
sweet corn for us Tuesday of
this week from a field that will
continue to yield good ears until
it is killed by frost. It is yellow
corn, called Merit.

After he planned the corn
July 15, Mr. Giglio really left it
to survive or perish without his
help. It was never cultivated
and never sprayed. A

thunderstorm and high wind on
Aug. 31 flattened the stalks but
the corn was young enough to
straighten itself up again quite
well.

Many stalks in the next field
that had been growing a few
weeks longer stayed in a tagled
snarl, flat on the ground or
leaning at all angles, and the
animals that like corn moved
promptly into this field to help
themselves. Gray squirrels,
skunks and racoons have
stripped many ears, beginning
with those on the ground and
then pulling down others that
they could reach.

One family of skunks dug a
burrow in the middle of the cor-
nfield and stayed there all
summer.

There are a few corn borers
/ also in Mr. Giglio’s corn, and he

Cleanliness Important

Success in rooting cuttings of
house plants, as you bring them
in from the garden for the
winter, depends on careful
attention to cleanliness to pre-
vent rotting, the Perennial
Planters Garden Club heard
this week. Mrs. Theodore
Chambers gave a demonstra-
tion of plant propagation in a
club meeting at the home of
Mrs. Lee R. Leggit on Walker
St.

Cuttings should be made with
a sharp knife that has first been
sterilized, said Mrs. Chambers.
She began with a knife decided
it wasn't sharp enough and
shifted to a razor blade, dipped
in alcohol each time it was
used.

Cuttings should be taken from
a strong, vigorous plant, Mrs,
Chamber cautioned. Good
results should not be expected
from a weak plant. She con-
siders perlite the best of the
rooting media, but said that
vermiculite Is another good
one, or clean sand.

Plants with slender stems
can best be rooted in water, but
Mrs. Chambers suggested put-
ting them in a narrow con-
tainer, such as pill bottle, and if

Development)

According to the Connecticut
General Statutes the South Windsor
Planning and Zoning Commission
must act within 85 days from Oct. 9 on
the Planned Residential (PR) Zone
regulations,

Minor changes to the regulations
can be made by the commission, but
any major changes must be taken
before a public hearing, '

If the regulations are adopted,
South Windsor will join many of its
neighboring towns which also have
similar regulations. Manchester,
Glastonbury and Marlborough also
permit a variety of housing within a
planned zone.

The PR zone may bring housing for
the elderly to South Windsor. At his
presentation at the Oct. 9 public
hearing, Commission Chairman
Willlam Grace sald that one of the

most important aspects of the PR
zone regulations is that they will en-
courage the development of housing
for the elderly.

According to the report of the
Governor's Task Force on Housing,
the elderly are adversely affected by
the housing situation because they
have fixed incomes on which to live.

Housing for the elderly would seen
desirable. Retirement communities
would only cater to the elderly and
wokld keep out young families which
put a strain on the educational and

recreational facllities of the town,

If the plan Is adopted as it stands,
there is one important pitfall, accor-
ding to State Rep. G, Warren West-
brook of South Windsor. In expressing
his concern for the protection of the
town he questions the default concept
in the regulations,

The developer has fivé years to
complete his project, according to the
regulations. If he builds in segments,
which is usually the process, the ques-
tion arises as to what percentage of
the building must be completed before
a certificate of occupancy can be
issued.

For example, if the plan includes
400 units to be bullt, and after com-
pleting and allowing occupancy for 25
units, the developer cannot finish the
project, the town of South Windsor
will be left with an unfinished and
partly occupied development.

Westbrook suggests that there be a
regulation stating that a high percen-
tage of the building must be com-
pleted before the certificate of oc-
cupancy can be issued. This would
protect the town.

If the plan is adopted, apartments
and condominiums will surely come

to South Windsor, but the Planning .

and Zoning Commission will have
rigid control over how and where they
come,

Engineer Corps
‘May Help Town
With Drainage

Vernon may get some
assistance from the U. S, Corps
of Engineers in solving several
serious drainage problems
which have been magnified by
the increased volume of rainfall
over the past {ew years coupled
with continuing development of
the town.

Mayor Frank McCoy said he
wrote to the Corps of Engineers
in September requesting
assistance in completing a
study of the problems which
could lead to a system of reten-
tion basins, control of water
volumes and velocities, and es-
tablishing alternate systems
mitigating the flooding
situations which developed at
the end of the water sheds.

He said Leonard Szczesny,
town engineer, has been
working on a review of the
problems but because of the
volume of work his office is
handling, the review is only in
the initial stages.

In a letter from the Corps of
Engineers, it was noted that
it does not have the authority
to perform consulting Services
concerning local drainage
systems. He sald, however, that
the 1948 Flood Control Act
allows the Corps of Engineers
to provide local flood protection
work if there |s economic
justification for modifying an
:nadequate major dralnage out-
et.

The office explained that this
referred to a stream or river
which is usually the collector
for a lateral drainage system.
He said within a few days a
member of the corps' office
will meet with him to analyze
the problem and to see whether
the "corps can furnish any
technical asslatance in the solu-
tion of the problem.

The mayor said he feels that
the Ogden Brook and the
Hockanum River both could be
Interpreted to be collectors of
lateral drainage and he hopes to
convince the engineers to
provide technical assistance,

Two of the major problem
areas are at the intersection of
West Rd., Unlon St, and Wind-
sor Ave. and In the Snipsic St.
area,

“If a mother is not comfor-
table in her woman-wife role,
the smothering comes along,”
he continued. ‘‘Losing our grip
on our lovability has to come
from within. If you don't see
yoursell as loveable, you can't
love or be loved,"” he said.

‘*As the husband-wife
relationship is, so is the parent-
child relationship. That's not
opinion, that's what research
says, and a child doesn't fall far
the parents’
relationship,” he said.

Father Cusack stressed the
importance of showing your
love by being with your child,
rather than by giving. Love
makes a mother get up when
her child cries at midnight, and
"a child that doesn’t know that
kind of love is scarred,” he
said.

““Human life is built on father
and mother. A mortgage,
problems, not even a child
should come between the
mother and father,"” he said.

The need to keep the husband-
wife relationship alive is ap-
parent when ‘‘couples in their
30s with mortgages and
children shift back into the
husband-wife relationship in
their 40s. If the relationship is
not kept strong, you may look at
your mate one day and say,
‘How did I ever say yes'?" he
said.

He warned his audience about
comparing one child with
another, saying, “Ninety per
cent of those in jail tonight are

or later you'll
plant them.

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second children.”

A child suffers from com-
parison at home and at school.
A family is afflicted with the
same problem when it tries to
keep up with friends and
neighbors, he said.

"“We are constantly com-
paring our body to someone
elge’s, and our fear of aging is
really the fear of growing old
before we have really lived,"” he
said,

“We want to be known for
what we are and not for what
we have, If affluence is all we
have, it's sad,”” he said.

He suggested that the women
make their children see Mom
and Dad as “we — together,”
and said, "The honeymoon is
over wen you gay I and not we.”

He also discussed the need for
values in family life and said,
“Once a home stands for
nothing it is no longer a home
but just a house. If a teen-ager
has no one to take a stand, he is
broken hearted,” he said.

He suggested the women try
a comfortable soft anger when
problems arise. *“When you find
yourself yelling at your child,
stop and think, ‘My child has
me out of control, and I should
have him under control'."

Father Cusack, a
psychologist-priest, said that
most of the psychological
research on family life is taken
from the teachings of Jesus. He
said that making confession is
no longer a machine,

Federal, state and local
governments support public
education in Connecticut. In the
past five years, federal support
of local education in Connec-
ticut declined by 2.6 per cent.
The State of Connecticut sup-
port for local public education
decreased sharply by 12 per
cent, As a result, local com-
munities, such as Manchester,
had to shoulder on additional
146 per cent of the cost of
public education in Connec-
ticut.

President John F. Kennedy,
In 1962, said,

“Public education has been
the great bulwark of equality,
of opportunity in our
democracy for more than a cen-
tury, Our schools have been a
major means of preventing ear-
ly handicaps from hardening
into permanent ignorance and
poverty. There can be no better
investment in equity and
democracy, and no better in-
strument for economic

I believe Manchester
residents have supported public
education to the best of their
ability. Both political parties,
for example, are supporting the
referendum to improve our two
Junior high schools. But there
are other needs,

In the past, disabled and
retarded children were general-
ly either institutionalized or
kept at home. Today we know
that many retarded children
can be educated and trained to
play a meaningful role in our
soclety. Disabled children san
be accommodated in ‘our
schools and are the better for it.
In the past decade, new dis-
coveries in education have es-
tablished that youngsters who
had difficulty in learning, and
were often disciplinary
problems or withdrawn, were
burdened by learning dis-
abilities. Somé children have
hearing or vision problems;
others may have emotional dif-
ficulties. By state law, and good
business sense, we have an

obligation.to meet these special
needs.

When we provide an inter-
scholastic athletic program or
a club activity, it means we
spend a bit more on educating
some children. It is money well
spent. So, too, is money spent
on the youngster with special
needs. Yet, Manchester and
every other community meets
these responsibilities through
the property tax. The State of
Connecticut contributes two-
thirds of the excess costs in
meeting  special education
needs, and on a post-year basis.
If the cost to educate a child is
$1,100 but the cost for the special
education is $1,400 per child, the
state will reimburse us two-
thirds of the excess of $300 or
$200. This payment is not made
until a year later,

On October 3, 1973, I, along
with other mayors, appeared
before the State Board of
Education to urge increased
state aid to local schools, The
State Board of Education voted
to recommend to the 1974
General Assembly: That per
pupil aid be increased from $215
per pupll to $300 in 1074-75; to
$350 in 1975-76; and to $400 in
1976-77. 1t also recommended
that the Special Education
Grant be Increased in 1974-75
from two-thirds to three-
fourths of excess costs and be
payable on a current basis, with
a further increase to 100 per
cent In 1975-76. -

I believe that increased state
aid to local schools in the best
hope for future relief of In-
creased local property taxa-
tion. It is the best hope for
meeting the needs of
youngsters with special lear-

‘ning problems, Failure of the

state fo act, however, should
not deter us from meeting our
responsibility to these children
to the best of our abllity. I will
do my best to work with our
state representatives and
senator to secure a fair share
for public education from our
state government. I hope all
Manchester residents join me
in this commitment and obliga-
tion to our children.

Gale Warnings
Issued Along
Seaboard

MIAMI, Fla. (AP)— Tropical
Storm Gilda, packing winds of
65 miles an hour and churning
up 25-foot seas, has spawned
gale warnings from North
Carolina to Massachusetts, the
National Hurricane Center
said.

Forecasters warned of heavy
tides and beach erosion along
the East Coast and posted gale
warnings from Cape Hatteras,
N.C., to Merrimac River, Mass.

"Gilda's rather a large storm
with some occasional gusts in
the center at hurricane force
and gales reaching inland. But
we believe she's reached her
maximum strength and will
start weakening,"”" a spokesman
at the hurricane center said.

He said the storm was
expected to pick up speed today
and head further out to open
sea,

"A rather high astronomical
tide today will produce some
coastal flooding," forceasters
said. "'Serious beach erosion is
likely to reach a peak with tides
up to three feet above normal."
Small craft were warned to’
stay in port.

Gilda first reached tropical
storm strength last week in the
Caribbean but was later
downgraded to a tropical
depression. After traveling the
Atlantic, Gilda picked up
strength and was again
designated a tropical storm on
Wednesday,

Gilda is the seventh tropical
storm of the 1973 Atlantic
season. Four of the storms
became hurricanes when their
winds exceeded 74 m.p.h.

Test Detects
Heart Damage

STANFORD, Calif, (AP)— A
simple new blood enzyme test
developed here can spot minor
heart attacks undetected by
electrocardiograms and save
lives of patients who otherwise
wouldn't get treatment, its
developers say.

“This is the most sensitive
and specific test to determine
damage to the heart," said the
test's developer, Dr, Paul Woll.
He is associate professor of
pathology and director of the
Stanford Medical Center
clinical laboratories at Stanford
University.

“I'm sure it can save lives
because it can ldentify damage,
and 'proper therapy can be
started," he said.

Researchers said the test also
can detect muscular dystrophy
and malignant hyperthermia, a
condition which causes high
fever and bleeding after
exposure to some general
anesthetics,

The test measures the blood
level of an gnzyme called
creatine phosphokinase (CPK)
which increases after heart at-
tacks, Wolf said.

Wolf said the new test can
supplement the electrocar-
diogram, which traces the
heart's electrical currents and
detects major heart attacks but
often shows no irregular
pattern after a mild coronary.

If a CPK test shows the heart
muscle has been damaged, a
physician can prescribe rest,
diet and other precautions that
might forestall a second, more
serious attack, Wolfl said.

He said the test takes only a
few minutes and can be per-
formed with equipment in most
hospitals.

When the South Manchester
Rallroad was running,
pa service the last trip
of the day to North Manchester
was early in the evening to
meet a train on the highland

There were very few, if ané.
passengers on that trip, 0.C.
could go down to the passenger
depot opposite Cheney Hall on
Elm 8t. Mr. Geer would sell
him a ticket ( round trip
maybe) for ten cents,” Mr,
Willlam Hyde, the conductor,
would take the ticket and go to
the locomotive and speak to
Fred Boughton the engineer,

When about time to leave, the
crew would climb aboard and
the cab and let 0.C, climb up,
too. Jerry Lovett (or Leggett)
was the fireman and he let
0.C. use his seat and pull the
rope to ring the bell when a
white board appeared beside
the track. The bell had to be
rung when the train was about
to start and for the crossings at
Forest St. Middle Tpke.,
Woodland and Hilliard Sts.

The biggest man in
Manchester wasn't any larger
than O.C. felt then. If 0.C. had a
dime he didn't mind going a
mile to get to the depot. Never
knew any other kid to get that
favor.

When Co. G was leaving for
the Spanish American War in
1898, they were to entrain at that
depot. The Ninth District
Schoal children were marched
down there and sat on the
Cheney lawn east of the track.

Then they sang that song, "'In
the prison cell I sit thinking
mother dear of you, and the
bright and happy home so far
away, etc."

Was that supposed to cheer
the fellows up before they left?
0.C. doesn’t know.

Cheney Hall was the social
center. It had the very best
dance floor. There were no
movies or talkies then, only
black and white stereoptican at
best, but one of the Cheney
ladles brought entertainers

xhere and invited all the Ninth

District kids as her guests. The
hall would be packed, of course,
because it was free, That was
the only time many kids could
see a show.

Sometimes there would be an
illustrated lecture; sometimes
an illustrated song. Johnnie
Conlon, a boy soprano who lived
on Spruce St,, sometimes was
on stage, At least once, Elmore
Watkins brought his college
glee club to sing for us.

Local amateur programs
were popular. 0.C. remembers
“Ye old district school’ when
the teacher in geography asked
red headed Ignatious Donnelly

““What Is a lake?"" "‘Sure a lake
is @ hole in & taykittle,"

Several organizations held
their meetings in the hall. The
Business Men's Association had
their annual banquet there, The
Women's Christian
Temperance Union was very
active then. The Golden Cross.
The Knights of the Maccabees.
The GAR.

The latter put on Saturday
night baked bean and brown
bread suppers that were very
well attended. We observed one
red headed fellow enjoying his
plate of beans but stopped
several times to scratch his
head with his fork and then
went at the business again.
Some people used to be like
that. Are they now, we wonder?

Before the new high school
(now Bennet Junior High) was
built, all high graduation exer-
cises were held at Cheney Hall.

Memorial Day was always
called '‘Decoration Day'’
because that was when the war
veterans’ graves were
decorated, The kids gathered
many armsful of wild flowers
and took them to '“The Hall."
Some women (Cheney women
mostly, we belleve) were busy
making up bouquets.

After the ceremonies at "The
Hall,”" a parade marched from
there to the East Cemetery.
Quite a sizeable contingent of
Civil War veterans were still
able to make the trip on foot,
but the number that required
carriages grew quite rapidly.
Townspeople donated the use of
their horses and carriages.

Not many years later the
marching had to be taken over

by younger people.

Bates Says DEP Paid
For Landfill Survey

The state Department of En-
vironmental Protection (DEP)
will be paying the bill for the
hydrogeologlcal survey ordered
for the recently purchased land-
fill site on Rt. 6, according to
Howard Bates, first selectman,

The town has been granted a
temporary permit, in the mean-
time, to use only 2.6 acres of the
20.4-acre site, according to a
DEP spokesman.

The permit was lssued Oct. 18
but is good only until April 30,
the spokesman sald.

According to Bates, the
negotlations with the state
produced the agreement that
the state would pay for the
testing on the acreage which
was discovered to contain
potentially unsultable soll con-
ditions for landfill purposes.

Although the cost of the
testing was not specified, Bates
sald payment by the state will
save the town thousands of
dollars.

The hydrogeological survey
would chart the ground water
flow, assuming the entire
acquifier Is saturated with
wells, the DEP spokesman
sald. Serveying will determine
whether the sanitary landfill
will contaminate future well
supplies, according to the
spokesman,

Before work can be started on
the temporary permit, a tire
storage area must be es-
tablished and glass and paper
storage bins must be built. The
trenches for the sanitary land-
fill can not go below an eleva-
tion of 260 or a depth of about 16
feet. The DEP will inspect the
trench.

The town purchased the site
from the state for $26,000, using
revenue sharing funds as voted

They feel a feasibility study
should have been made first to
insure the total usability of the
site. They claim they requested
this last February and that they
pointed out to Bates that no
town should undertake major
capitol development without
first conducting soil feasibility
studles.

In a letter to selectmen, the
three claim Bates continues to
cause the town ‘‘to incur ad-
ditional expenses due to his
failure to recognize the need for
sound accepted engineering
tests to meet the requirements
of the DEP and to protect the
financial interests of the
taxpayers of the town."

Alcatraz Revisited
Just Not The Same

SAN FRENCISCO, Calif.
(AP) — Former convicts and
guards at Alcatraz who have
returned as tourists to the once-
fearsome prison have found
“The Rock' just Isn't the same.

The former maximum securi-
ty prison will open to the public
Friday for the first time since
the stark, tide-swept island was
ceded to this country by Mexico
in 1848,

A dozen National Park Ser-
vice rangers selecled as guldes
have been cramming to learn
the history of the island 1%
miles off the San Fruncisco
walerfront, and they've been
talking with ex-prisoners,

“We've had a number of
former prisoners and guards
approach us to see if they could
be guides. They wanted to get
out and see the place again,”
sald Jack Wheat, a Park Ser-
vice spokesman here,

“We took thm out and they

told us about the life and con-
ditions and just reminisced,”
Wheat said In an Interview,

He sald sald many of the
former prisoners who toured
cellblocks where theyonce
marched in convict ranks, were
disappointed. The once-spotless
prison has become a crumbling,
rusted-out shell since It was
closed in 1062, bearing the
marks of vandallsm from a
19month takeover by a group of
Indians in 1969-1971,

“The prisoners and guards
we've taken out seem to have a
great pride in the way
everything was polished and
clean and orderly and feel sort
of sad about the way it looks
now," Wheat said.

The Park Service acquired
Alcatraz, once the lockup for
the nation's most dangerous
criminals, last April as part of
the 34,000-acre Golden Gate
National Recreation Area.

I want to read you a letter I
got from Southern Cal,"
quarterback Tom Clements told
the throng. 'It says, ‘the
Trojans ain't Army,"" referring
to last week’s 62-3 Notre Dame
victim.

“Bull! Bull! Bull!” they
chanted back,

"I guarantee we'll move the
ball on them,'" Clements
promised. ‘‘It's up to the
defense to stop Davis and thhe
rest of them."”

‘‘Dee-fense! Dee-fense!
Deefense!"" they shouted.

And then, linebacker Greg
Collins pinpointed what really
rankles the Fighting Irish
Namely, McKay's alleged
vow—which he denies—that he
would never again lose to Notre
Dame following a 51-0 humilia-
tion in 1966: So far, he hasn't.

“We intend to prove McKay a
liar Saturday afternoon,''

lucky to get six yards. Davis,
might be on his knees this
weekend''—referring to Davis'
theatrics after he scores—"but
it won't be in Notre Dame's end
zone."

Nixon Confident Of Mideast Peace

Arab, Israeli
Guns Silent

By The Assoclated Press
Arab and Israeli guns were silent today as U.N.
peacekeeping troops continued to move into Cairo. Russia
said on Friday it had sent “‘representatives” to the Middle
East to observe the cease-fire.

In Washington, President
Nixon told a news conference
that the United States and the
Soviet Union would use their in-
fluence to bring about a
negotiated settlement in the
Middle East.

The President said the two
superpowers have moved from
the gravest crisis in a decade
“to a great step toward real
peace in the Middle East.” He
said the Mideast cease-fire
seems to be holding.

The Moscow announcement
prompted little concern in
Washington. State Department
spokesman Robert J.
McCloskey said the Soviet
observers were not combat per-
sonnel, And Nixon said the
United States also would send
observers, if the United Nations
requested it, ““and we have
reason to expect we will
receive such a request.”

The first contingent of U.N.
peacekeeping troops —
Austrian, Finnish and Swedish
soldiers from the U.N. force on
Cyprus — began landing at
Cairo airport Friday night. Six
hundred U.N. troops were
expected to be in Cairo by
dawn.

The troops, which the Securi-
ty Council voted Thursday to
send to the Middle East, wore
camouflage uniforms and caps
of United Nations blue and
carried automatic weapons.
Diplomatic sources said U.N.
Secretary-General Kurt
Waldheim asked the :Security
Council on Friday to authorize
an eventual strength of 7,000
men for the force,

No fighting was reported late
Friday. Earlier in the day,
Israel said elements of Egypt's
drd Army fought Israeli forces
for three hours in a vain effort
to escape from their cut-off
position in the Sinai, An Israell
spokesman said a large number
of Egyptian tanks were
destroyed.

Israeli officers, meanwhile,
claimed their troops have been
occupying most of Suez City,
the strategic gate to the
southern end of the Suez Canal,

since before the first U.N.
‘cease-fire on Monday.

“The city has been almost
completely occupied except for
a few pockets of resistance —
maybe a few hundred Egyptian
soldiers in scattered units that
can no longer be called a
force,” an Israeli lieutenant
colonel said.

Associated Press correspon-
dent John Broder reported from
the Syrian [ront that the situa-
tion there was quiet and that
U.N. observers were selting up
new posts in the area.

The Israeli command also
sald a Liberian-flag oil tanker
apparently heading for Israel's
Sinai oilfields struck an Egyp-

Raise Oil Tax

CARACAS, Venezuela (AP)
— Venezuela, the second largest
exporter of oil to the United
States, has increased the tax
valuation on exported oil by 56
per cent effective Nov. 1. The
move, which is comparable
with increasing the assessed
valuation of real estate, will
raise the cost of Venezualan oil
to foreign consumers. There
was no immediate ‘comment
from the oil companies.

PARIS (AP) — The French
and Spanish governments have
raised the price of gasoline and
other oll products because of in-
creases announced by oil-
producing countries.

The price of gasoline. in
France goes up 10 centimes per
liter — about elght cents per
gallon — today. The hike brings
the price of high-grade gasoline
to 1.36 francs per liter, or about
$1.23 per gallon. Corresponding
price increases were announced
for fuel oil. ~

Increases ranging (rom nine
to 18.5 per cent effective Jan. |
were announced Friday In
Madrid. The largest hike is for
high-octane gasoline, which
went from 13.5 to 16 pesetas per
liter, or from 91 cents to $1.06
per gallon. Fuel oil will cost 200
pesetas — $3,50 — more per ton,

May Prove More Difficult

WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Nixon, in a wide
ranging news conference, said
detente with the Soviet Union
offers a promise of peace in the
Mideast but said finding a
“"cease-fire' domestically may
be more difficult.

In the 40-minute session with
newsmen in the East Room of
the White House Friday night,
Nixon also got in a swipe at the
news media and took an oppor-
tunity to praise his friend
Charles G. “Bebe' Rebozo.

On the Mideast, Nixon said it
was his closeness with Soviet
Leader Leonid I. Brezhnev that
averted a confrontation
between the two superpowers
and offered a promise of peace
between Arabs and Israelis.

“I do not mean to suggest
that it is going to come quickly
because the parties involved
are still rather far apart, but I
do say that now there are
greater incentives within the
area to find a peaceful solution

The President said the United
States and the Soviets had
agreed to use their influence
more than ever to bring about
negotiations in the Mideast.

Nixon said he ordered an
alert of U.S. armed forces
because the United States Had
reason to believe the Soviet
Union was planning to send “a
very substantial force into the
Mideast, a military force."

But he said that situation has

*'...because we had had our in-

Orbit 85 Days

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP) — The Skylab 3
astronauts might stay in orbit a record 85 days after they
rocket from earth on Nov. 10, the space agency reports.

Skylab program director
William C. Schneider an-
nounced on Friday that the
flight “'will be planried, as a 60-
day open-ended mission with
consumables aboard to provide
for as much as 85 days."
Schneider said that, starting on
the 56th day, weekly
evaluations would be made on
whether to extend the trip
another seven days, He said the
decisions would be based on
crew health, remaining
provisions and work load.

A Saturn 1B rocket is to boost
astronauts Gerald P. Carr,
William R, Pogue and Edward
G. Gibson to man'’s third and
final visit to the Skylab space
station, which is orbiting 270
miles above the earth.

The Skylab 1 crew spent 28
days aboard the laboratory, and
the Skylab 2 astronauts were
aloft a record 59% days.

The basic Skylab 3 mission is
intended to study the comet
Kohoutek and to continue earth
resources, solar astronomy and
medical experiments begun on
the first two flights.

Kohoutek is to be visible
through much of December and
January, looping around the sun

late in December. Scientists
call it the “comet of the cen-
tury,” and some predict it will
be several times brighter than
Halley’s comet, which lit up the
skies in 1910,

Carr,. Pogue and Gibson, all
making their first space flights,
will carry up special in-
struments to observe Kohoutek
from their vantage point above
earth’s obscuring atmosphere,
The comet may be made of
primordial matter, dating back
to the birth of the solar system.

The astronauts plan two
space walks to view the comet,
on Christmas Day and on Dec,
29 during its nearest approach
to the sun.

The Nov. 10 launch date was
confirmed Friday aiter experts
determined there was no struc-
tural damage to two fuel tanks
on the first stage of the Saturn
rocket. They buckled slightly
during a fueling mishap and
were popped back into shape by
gas pressure.

That avoided a lwo-to four-
week launch delay that would
have been necessary if either
the tanks or the first stage had
Lo be replaced.

“I have never seen such out-
rageous, vicious, distored
reporting in 27 years of public
life,"" he said.

After Nixon bluntly singled
out television news and com-
mentary for criticism, a
network correspondent asked:
""What is it about the television
of these past weeks and months
that has so aroused your
anger?"

“Don't get the impression
that you arouse my anger,"”
Nixon replied. '‘One can only be
angry ahout those he respects,"

But later in the news con-
ference, Nixon said he didn't
want to leave the impression
“that I don't respect the
reporters,

“What I was simply saying
was this: that when a commen-
tator takes a bit of news and
then, with knowledge of what
the facts are, distorts it vicious-
ly, I have no respect for the in-
dividual."

Asked about a $100,000 cam-
paign contribution from
billionaire Howard Hughes
which his friend Rebozo held
onto for three years, Nixon said
his friend is a totally “honest
man,”

But a federal agency is con-
sidering whether to suspend
him as president of a Florida
bank in connection with the
bank's acceptance of stolen
stock as collateral for a $195,000
loan. Bank officials have denied
they knew the stock was. stolen.

Nixon said that after Rebozo
recelved the contribution, the
Hughes company ‘‘had an inter-
nal fight of massive propor-
tions, and he felt that such a
contribution to the campaign
might prove to be em-
barrassing.

Al the conclusion of the (1972)
campaign, he decided that it
would be in the best interests of
everybody concerned rather to
turn the money over to then be
used in the '74 campaigns, lo
return it intact,'" Nixon said.

Nixon said he thought
Rebozo's handling of the
Hughes money "is a pretty good
indication that he is a totally
honest man, which he is."

Following the news con-
ference, many members of
Congress credited Nixon with
diplomatic success in reducing
tensions in the Middle East but
said he failed to end suspicions
about his willingness to permit
a complete and independent
Watergate investigation,

Vice President-designate
Gerald R. Ford suggested
Nixon name former Atty. Gen.
Elliot L. Richardson to replace
Cox,

Sen. Hubert H. Humphrey, D-
Minn., said, "I do not believe
his recommendations for a
special prosecutor are
adequate, and Congress will not
accept them. We need an in-
dependent prosecutor.”

No-Fault Insurance
Education Stressed

NEW BRITAIN (AP) — The
insurance industry must do
more to help Connecticut
drivers clear up the mystery of
no-fault auto insurance, an of-
ficlal of the Connecticut
Association of Independent In-
surance Agents (CAIIA) says.

John W. Maloney, chairman
of the board, said in an inter-
view Friday night the public is
largely ignorant about the
specifics of the no-faull in-
surance law that took efféct
Jan. 1 in Connecticut.

In a recent survey by the
CAIIA, nearly B0 per cent of the
agents contacted said the public
believed erroneously that
property damage was part of
the no-fault coverage.

Maloney said insurance is
“probably the commodity that
people spend the most on that
they know the least about,"

He said the insurance in- "
dustry was active in explaining
the no-fault setup in the weeks
before its inception, but it has
slackened off since then

"“A year ago this time there
were greal newspaper ads,
there were a number of public
seminars run by the companies
and the agents. Every service
club in the statesad a no-fault
speaker,"" Maloney said

In calling for renewed activi-
ty of that kind by the insurance
industry, Maloney said there
was no urgent need to teach the
public the details of no-fault in-
surance, “'to explain to them

_ the difference between com-

pdrative and contributory
negligence."

“If the policy is responsive at
the time of need, the people
don’t really care why it was
responsive,” he said.

Maloney added that the basic
task is to teach those covered
by no-fault auto insurance how
lo use it when the need arises.

"We've still got a ways to go
in that,” he said. “It lakes a
while for people to know what
they bought."

He said police departments in
the state also don’t understand

the no-fault system and added
that he hopes there will be
programs telling policemen
how to operate in that system.

“They're not investigating
the accidents, saying it doesn't
make a diflerence anymore,"”
Maloney said. "It does make a
difference "

He said that although Connee-
ticut's no-fault system is
probably the most straight-
forward in the nation, the
public has been confused by,
different no-fault plans
elsewhere and the long dis-
cussions that preceded It
enactment here

“l think over the years we
had so many different debates
and plans about no-fault, some
of which were complicated,"
Maloney sald.

“The program could have
been named better,” he added.
“It's a meaningless lerm
because 1L came (o mean %0
much. [t included so many
different plans with so many
different ideas. "'
