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Nixon Confident Of Mideast Peace

Arab, Israeli
Guns Silent

By The Assoclated Press
Arab and Israeli guns were silent today as U.N.
peacekeeping troops continued to move into Cairo. Russia
said on Friday it had sent “‘representatives” to the Middle
East to observe the cease-fire.

In Washington, President
Nixon told a news conference
that the United States and the
Soviet Union would use their in-
fluence to bring about a
negotiated settlement in the
Middle East.

The President said the two
superpowers have moved from
the gravest crisis in a decade
“to a great step toward real
peace in the Middle East.” He
said the Mideast cease-fire
seems to be holding.

The Moscow announcement
prompted little concern in
Washington. State Department
spokesman Robert J.
McCloskey said the Soviet
observers were not combat per-
sonnel, And Nixon said the
United States also would send
observers, if the United Nations
requested it, ““and we have
reason to expect we will
receive such a request.”

The first contingent of U.N.
peacekeeping troops —
Austrian, Finnish and Swedish
soldiers from the U.N. force on
Cyprus — began landing at
Cairo airport Friday night. Six
hundred U.N. troops were
expected to be in Cairo by
dawn.

The troops, which the Securi-
ty Council voted Thursday to
send to the Middle East, wore
camouflage uniforms and caps
of United Nations blue and
carried automatic weapons.
Diplomatic sources said U.N.
Secretary-General Kurt
Waldheim asked the :Security
Council on Friday to authorize
an eventual strength of 7,000
men for the force,

No fighting was reported late
Friday. Earlier in the day,
Israel said elements of Egypt's
drd Army fought Israeli forces
for three hours in a vain effort
to escape from their cut-off
position in the Sinai, An Israell
spokesman said a large number
of Egyptian tanks were
destroyed.

Israeli officers, meanwhile,
claimed their troops have been
occupying most of Suez City,
the strategic gate to the
southern end of the Suez Canal,

since before the first U.N.
‘cease-fire on Monday.

“The city has been almost
completely occupied except for
a few pockets of resistance —
maybe a few hundred Egyptian
soldiers in scattered units that
can no longer be called a
force,” an Israeli lieutenant
colonel said.

Associated Press correspon-
dent John Broder reported from
the Syrian [ront that the situa-
tion there was quiet and that
U.N. observers were selting up
new posts in the area.

The Israeli command also
sald a Liberian-flag oil tanker
apparently heading for Israel's
Sinai oilfields struck an Egyp-

Stock
Market
Bullish

NEW YORK (AP) — Op-
timistic investors have strongly
boosted stock market prices
and brought the Dow Jones
average of 30 industrials to its
highest closing point since Feb.
13

At the market's close Friday,
analysts said the broad gains
registered were helped by
reports of lessened tensions in
the Mideast and by a lack of un-
settling news from other areas.

Also credited with helping the
market surge was First
National City Bank's reduction
of its prime rate to 9% per cent
and the federal government's
announcement that an extreme-
ly favorable balance of trade
occurred in September,

The Dow averages, con-
sidered a general indicator of
the market's condition, closed
up 12.57 at 987.06; and 915 New
York Stock Exchange issues ad-
vanced while 532 declined.

Despite the week’s negative
news, analysts said the market
was not discouraged.

““We're in a reverse
situation," said Alan C. Poole
of Laidlaw-Coggeshall, Inc.
“When the market refuses to do
badly to bad news, then it does
well with no news.

The states would have to bar
projects which would cause air
quality violations.

Train sald the regulations
would not stop economic
growth, but would ensure that
new facilities are located and

The regulation would apply to
all large facilities attracting
vehicle and aircraft traffic,
specifically including:
highways and roads; parking
lots and garages; shopping
centers; recreation centers and
amusement parks; sports
stadiums; alirports; and com.
mercial and industrial
developments.

Raise Oil Tax

CARACAS, Venezuela (AP)
— Venezuela, the second largest
exporter of oil to the United
States, has increased the tax
valuation on exported oil by 56
per cent effective Nov. 1. The
move, which is comparable
with increasing the assessed
valuation of real estate, will
raise the cost of Venezualan oil
to foreign consumers. There
was no immediate ‘comment
from the oil companies.

Shortages Forecast

SANTIAGO, Chile (AP) —
The head of Chile's military
junta has warned that “‘very
difficult days' of food shor-
tages and soaring prices are
ahead for the country. Gen.
Augusto Pinochet also said the
state of siege in force since the
Sept. 11 coup may be lifted
within eight months, but a
“‘state of war'' would be main-
tained beyond that. Both
measures give the military full
powers.

Step Up Attacks
SAIGON (AP) — North Viet-
namese and Viet Cong forces
are stepping up their attacks
and trying new tactics, a Saigon
military spokesman said today,

France, Spain
Raise Prices
Of Gasoline

PARIS (AP) — The French
and Spanish governments have
raised the price of gasoline and
other oll products because of in-
creases announced by oil-
producing countries.

The price of gasoline. in
France goes up 10 centimes per
liter — about elght cents per
gallon — today. The hike brings
the price of high-grade gasoline
to 1.36 francs per liter, or about
$1.23 per gallon. Corresponding
price increases were announced
for fuel oil. ~

Increases ranging (rom nine
to 18.5 per cent effective Jan. |
were announced Friday In
Madrid. The largest hike is for
high-octane gasoline, which
went from 13.5 to 16 pesetas per
liter, or from 91 cents to $1.06
per gallon. Fuel oil will cost 200
pesetas — $3,50 — more per ton,

‘ahiaxTn 2 Cease-Fire On Home Front

May Prove More Difficult

WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Nixon, in a wide
ranging news conference, said
detente with the Soviet Union
offers a promise of peace in the
Mideast but said finding a
“"cease-fire' domestically may
be more difficult.

In the 40-minute session with
newsmen in the East Room of
the White House Friday night,
Nixon also got in a swipe at the
news media and took an oppor-
tunity to praise his friend
Charles G. “Bebe' Rebozo.

On the Mideast, Nixon said it
was his closeness with Soviet
Leader Leonid I. Brezhnev that
averted a confrontation
between the two superpowers
and offered a promise of peace
between Arabs and Israelis.

“I do not mean to suggest
that it is going to come quickly
because the parties involved
are still rather far apart, but I
do say that now there are
greater incentives within the
area to find a peaceful solution

The President said the United
States and the Soviets had
agreed to use their influence
more than ever to bring about
negotiations in the Mideast.

Nixon said he ordered an
alert of U.S. armed forces
because the United States Had
reason to believe the Soviet
Union was planning to send “a
very substantial force into the
Mideast, a military force."

But he said that situation has

eased and the outlook for peace
is the best it has been in 20
years.

*'...because we had had our in-
itiative. with the Soviet Union,
because [ had a basis of com-
munjcation with Mr, Brezhnev,
we not only avolded a confron-
tation but we moved a great
step forward toward real peace
in the Mideast."

As for naming a special
Watergate prosecutor to
replace Archibald Cox, who
Nixon ordered fired Saturday,
the President said:

“Turning now to the subject
of our attempts to get a cease-
fire on the home front, that is a
bit more difficult ..."

Nixon said he would let acting
Atty. Gen. Robert H. Bork
name a new prosecutor.

“It is time for those who are
guilty to be prosecuted, and for
those who are innocent to be
cleared ..."

Nixon said the new
prosecutor would be indepen-
dent and ‘“‘will have total
cooperation from the executive
branch ..."

But the President said the
White House would not provide
“‘presidential documents to a
special prosecutor, We will
provide ... information that is
needed from such documents."

As for the firing of Cox, Nixon
said, ““As far as I am con-
cerned, we had cooperated with
the special prosecutor ... He

Orbit 85 Days

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP) — The Skylab 3
astronauts might stay in orbit a record 85 days after they
rocket from earth on Nov. 10, the space agency reports.

Skylab program director
William C. Schneider an-
nounced on Friday that the
flight “'will be planried, as a 60-
day open-ended mission with
consumables aboard to provide
for as much as 85 days."
Schneider said that, starting on
the 56th day, weekly
evaluations would be made on
whether to extend the trip
another seven days, He said the
decisions would be based on
crew health, remaining
provisions and work load.

A Saturn 1B rocket is to boost
astronauts Gerald P. Carr,
William R, Pogue and Edward
G. Gibson to man'’s third and
final visit to the Skylab space
station, which is orbiting 270
miles above the earth.

The Skylab 1 crew spent 28
days aboard the laboratory, and
the Skylab 2 astronauts were
aloft a record 59% days.

The basic Skylab 3 mission is
intended to study the comet
Kohoutek and to continue earth
resources, solar astronomy and
medical experiments begun on
the first two flights.

Kohoutek is to be visible
through much of December and
January, looping around the sun

late in December. Scientists
call it the “comet of the cen-
tury,” and some predict it will
be several times brighter than
Halley’s comet, which lit up the
skies in 1910,

Carr,. Pogue and Gibson, all
making their first space flights,
will carry up special in-
struments to observe Kohoutek
from their vantage point above
earth’s obscuring atmosphere,
The comet may be made of
primordial matter, dating back
to the birth of the solar system.

The astronauts plan two
space walks to view the comet,
on Christmas Day and on Dec,
29 during its nearest approach
to the sun.

The Nov. 10 launch date was
confirmed Friday aiter experts
determined there was no struc-
tural damage to two fuel tanks
on the first stage of the Saturn
rocket. They buckled slightly
during a fueling mishap and
were popped back into shape by
gas pressure.

That avoided a lwo-to four-
week launch delay that would
have been necessary if either
the tanks or the first stage had
Lo be replaced.

But later in the news con-
ference, Nixon said he didn't
want to leave the impression
“that I don't respect the
reporters,

“What I was simply saying
was this: that when a commen-
tator takes a bit of news and
then, with knowledge of what
the facts are, distorts it vicious-
ly, I have no respect for the in-
dividual."

Asked about a $100,000 cam-
paign contribution from
billionaire Howard Hughes
which his friend Rebozo held
onto for three years, Nixon said
his friend is a totally “honest
man,”

But a federal agency is con-
sidering whether to suspend
him as president of a Florida
bank in connection with the
bank's acceptance of stolen
stock as collateral for a $195,000
loan. Bank officials have denied
they knew the stock was. stolen.

Nixon said that after Rebozo
recelved the contribution, the
Hughes company ‘‘had an inter-
nal fight of massive propor-
tions, and he felt that such a
contribution to the campaign
might prove to be em-
barrassing.

Al the conclusion of the (1972)
campaign, he decided that it
would be in the best interests of
everybody concerned rather to
turn the money over to then be
used in the '74 campaigns, lo
return it intact,'" Nixon said.

Nixon said he thought
Rebozo's handling of the
Hughes money "is a pretty good
indication that he is a totally
honest man, which he is."

No-Fault Insurance
Education Stressed

NEW BRITAIN (AP) — The
insurance industry must do
more to help Connecticut
drivers clear up the mystery of
no-fault auto insurance, an of-
ficlal of the Connecticut
Association of Independent In-
surance Agents (CAIIA) says.

John W. Maloney, chairman
of the board, said in an inter-
view Friday night the public is
largely ignorant about the
specifics of the no-faull in-
surance law that took efféct
Jan. 1 in Connecticut.

In a recent survey by the
CAIIA, nearly B0 per cent of the
agents contacted said the public
believed erroneously that
property damage was part of
the no-fault coverage.

Maloney said insurance is
“probably the commodity that
people spend the most on that
they know the least about,"

He said the insurance in- "
dustry was active in explaining
the no-fault setup in the weeks
before its inception, but it has
slackened off since then

"“A year ago this time there
were greal newspaper ads,
there were a number of public
seminars run by the companies
and the agents. Every service
club in the statesad a no-fault
speaker,"" Maloney said

In calling for renewed activi-
ty of that kind by the insurance
industry, Maloney said there
was no urgent need to teach the
public the details of no-fault in-
surance, “'to explain to them

_ the difference between com-

pdrative and contributory
negligence."

“If the policy is responsive at
the time of need, the people
don’t really care why it was
responsive,” he said.

Maloney added that the basic
task is to teach those covered
by no-fault auto insurance how
lo use it when the need arises.

"We've still got a ways to go
in that,” he said. “It lakes a
while for people to know what
they bought."

He said police departments in
the state also don’t understand

the no-fault system and added
that he hopes there will be
programs telling policemen
how to operate in that system.

“They're not investigating
the accidents, saying it doesn't
make a diflerence anymore,"”
Maloney said. "It does make a
difference "

He said that although Connee-
ticut's no-fault system is
probably the most straight-
forward in the nation, the
public has been confused by,
different no-fault plans
elsewhere and the long dis-
cussions that preceded It
enactment here

“l think over the years we
had so many different debates
and plans about no-fault, some
of which were complicated,"
Maloney sald.

“The program could have
been named better,” he added.
“It's a meaningless lerm
because 1L came (o mean %0
much. [t included so many
different plans with so many
different ideas. "'

The government
has publicly acknowledged four
witnesses against Agnew but
has not indicated whether there
are any others who accused him
of taking bribes.

Well, four witnesses are
enough if their téstimony can
be supported by documentary
or other substantial evidence.
One witness is enough. But the
circumstances also must be
considered.

As in all plea bargaining
cases, the accusers of Agnew
were also the accused. The
government was investigating
them for complicity in the sor-
did scandal that brought down a
Vice President, It is not to des-
cend to the depths of cynicism
to suggest that the pressure on
these witnesses must have been
strong to contribute to a strong
case against Agnew in order to
soften their own punishment.
The record shows that in-
dividuals caught in wrongdoing
frequently have perjured
themselves to please a
prosecutor -seeking evidence
against the Big Banana.

Agnew's defense is in the
form of a question: ““What is it
that makes my accusers — self-
confessed bribe-brokers, extor-
tionists and conspirators —
believable?" 1t is a question
few of us are competent to
answer. When a man is faced
with 10 years in prison, it is un-
derstandable if not forgivable
should he decide to monkey
with the truth, the whole truth
and nothing but the truth in

excharige for a promise that his
term will be reduced to two or
three years.

Survival is the name of the
game in plea bargaining: The
hell with the other guy; make
your own terms with justice to
get off easy. Prosecutors in
drug trafficking cases have
used plea bargaining to nail
those big shots who finance and
direct the trafficking from
Park Avenue penthouses, They
rationalize, quite properly, that
putting a street pusher in a jail
cell is a big nothing, They want
Mr. Big, and they often get him
because some sleazy and-
frightened pusher sings.

Obviously — and also quite
properly — Atty. Gen. Elliot
Richardson was concerned with
finding out whether a Vice
President was involved in the
wide-ranging kickback con-
spiracy. Properly, to put it in
simple terms, because the
Republic can't risk having a
common crook succeed to the
Presidency. Besides, in
promising immunity to certain
witnesses, Richardson was only
following common procedure
legitimatized by time if not the
Constitution.

And, in fact, the results sup-
ported Richardson's procedure.
Agnew did plead nolo con-
tendere to income tax evasion,
which at least implicitly is an
admission of guilt. Indeed, the
presiding judge at Agnew's
arraignment went further and
called nolo contendere identical
with a guilty plea.

The trade was one of baseball's worst
kept secrets. It leaked out early in the
World Series, but formal announcement
had to be delayed until five days after the
annual classic because of baseball law,

Smith and Wise were the key players in
the deal, but Carbo, only 28, is going to be
given a shot at winning a regular job.
Smith, a switch hitter, gives St. Louis
added power, while Boston gets a badly
needed right-handed starter.

“When you give up a good outfielder
with the talent that Reggie has, you expect
to get something in return, and we think
we did in Wise and Carbo,"” Sullivan said.

“Wise is one of the top right-handed
pitchers we were trying to get," Sullivan
added. "He's a good throwing control
pitcher and quite a competitor. We feel he
has X-number of years to be a mainstay on
our staff.

Smith said he was not bitter about being
traded.

“I knew I didn't fit into the plans of
Darrel Johnson (Boston’s new manager) "'
Smith said. ‘*When he was named
manager, he talked mostly about his
young players. He didn't mention my
name once,

“I'm happy to be going to a National
League club because there they challenge
a hitter. And I'm happy to be going to a
club where I'm needed. I'll bat either third
or fifth in the order. They told me they
want me to play the outfield, and they par-
ticularly are happy to get my right-handed
bat.”

Smith reiterated his claim that the Red
Sox, the fans and the press harbor ‘‘racist
attitudes” towards him and other black
players.

"“They don’t promote black players here
and the fans react to that,” he said. ‘I've

been here eight years and had to fight to
get on television and get the kind of en-
dorsements that players like Yaz, Carlton
Fisk or even Billy Conigllaro got.

‘‘Sure we get endorsements, but most of
them are for the charitable things."

Smith said he also got “'tired of people
saying I never lived up to my potential,
Everybody expected me to be a Willie
Mays or a Hank Aaron. A superstar. Why
couldn't I just be Reggie Smith?"

"‘But I guess people here didn’t like to
think of their black athletes having
perhaps good or average talent," he said.

Wise, 28, had a 16-12 record with a 3.37
earned run average despite a poor finish
with the Cardinals this year. Acquired
from Philadelphia in a deal which sent
Steve Carlton to the Phillies in 1972, he has
a major league record of 107-104 and a 3.50
earned run average.

Carbo, 26, who bats left, hit .288 with
eight homers and 40 RBIs in 111 games
this year, As a rookie with Cincinnati in
1970, he hit .310 with 21 homers.

Tatum, 20, spent virtually the entire 1973
season with Pawtucket of the Inter-
national League, compiling a 6-11 record.
Acquired from California in 1971, he was
ineffective with the Red Sox. He was a
standout for the Angels until he hit
Baltimore’s Paul Blair In the face with a
pitch a few years ago, That started him on
the skids.

St. Louis moved quickly to replace Wise,
acquiring 36-year-old righty Sonny Siebert
from the Texas Rangers for minor league
outfielder Tommy Cruz. The Cards also
sold shortstop Mike Kelleher to the
Houston Astros, assigned pitcher Mike
Nagy to Tulsa of the American Associa-
tion and then completed a busy day by
releasing veteran pitchers Eddie Fisher
and Lew Krause.

On the managerial front, Dick Williams
revealed that he and his former boss,
akland Athletics owner Charles O. Finley,
had a little chat about Williams' quitting
as A's Manager and Finley's refusal to
free him from his contract.

Firemen Come To Aid
Of Young Scientists

Town of Manchester firemen
came to the ald of the Bennet
Junior High School science
department last week to solve a
problem which had been
plaguing the school for some
time.

The firemen's assistance
wasn't needed to correct a fire
hazard, but instead was to com-
plete installatien of weather
station apparatus for a ninth
grade science project,

The problem was to place a
wind vane and anemometer
(which measures wind speed)
atop a 70-foot flagpole at the
south side of Bennet's Main
Building.

The solution was the
firemen's use of a 100-foot-high
hydraulically operated ladder.

Installation of the in-
struments on the flagpole, ac-
complished last Friday, was ac-
tually a compromise — school
officials originally wanted the
apparaws on the roof of the
Main Building.

But the steep-sloped slate
roof of the three-story school
building discouraged all
altempts to get the wind vane
and anemometer in place, ac-
cording to Leo Diana, Main
Building administrator.

After Town Fire Chief John
Rivosa declared that the task of
placing ‘the equipment on the
roof was too hazardous, the
flagpole compromise was
worked out.

The wind vane and
anemometer, along with a
barograph (recording
barometer) and thermograph
(recording thermometer) will
be used by ninth graders in a
science investigation called
“Investigating Patterns of
Change — Weather Watch.”

The investigation, part of the
over-all “‘Investigating the
Earth"” project, is sponsored by
the American Geological
Institute and supported by the
National Science Foundation,,

Many Feel Aid
Funds Wasted

WASHINGTON (AP) — Americans generally favor the
concept of foreign aid, but a majority believes: that too
much aid money is either wasted in administrative red
tape or pocketed by foreign leaders, a poll shows.

A scientific national sampling
of 1,222 Americans disclosed
that a record 88 per cent of the
public — up 10 per cent from
seven years ago— belleves it Is
the duty of the United States to
assist the warld's poor.

But a concurrent finding
suggested that this sentiment
does not necessarily mean sup-
port for official government aid
programs; indeed, 43 per cent
of the respondents favored
budget cuts in U.S. assistance.

The survey was conducted by
the Overseas Development
Council, a private institution
whose alm ls to Increase
American awareness of the
problems facing developing
countries, The survey results
were outlined In a booklet by
Paul Laudicina, an associate
fellow of the council,

The study concluded that the
public has a low regard for
government ald programs com-
pared with voluntary efforts,
which are considered more ef-
ficlent, f

"A remarkable 91 per cent of
the public agrees with the state-
ment that ‘too much of our
foreign assistance is kept by the

ers of poor countries and
does not get to the people,"’ the
survey sald,

“Eighty-six per cent of the
public agrees that ‘too much
foreign aid is wasted in our own
bureaucracy and never finds its
way abroad.'"

These negative views have
been reflected in rising con-
gressional opposition to the
Nixon administration’s aid
program in recent years. The
fiscal 1074 bill, for example,
passed the House by a hairline
188-183 vote In July. The Senate
margin was 12 votes,

The survey suggested that the
declining fortunes of foreign aid
could be reversed if more funds
weére earmarked through the
Red Cross, the Peace Corps or
CARE, as distinet from
governments,

It also showed that American
would back government aid ef-
forts which emphasized
“immediate, direct and
tangible'' forms of assistance,

That would include medical
aid, teachers, books, tractors,
fertilizers and the training of
forelgn students In American
universities.

On the other hand, the poll
found that financial, trade and
other more abstract assistance
forms are consldered far less
effective.

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Israel Shoots -Down
Egyptian Helicopters

By The Associnted Press

Israel reported that its air
and ground forces shot down
three Egyptian helicopters over
the southwest coast of the Sinal
peninsula early today,

Israel sald the air battle did
not interrupt the delivery of
emergency supplies of food,
water and medicine to Egyp-
tian troops stranded on the
Sinal side of the Suez Canal.

Egyptian trucks with U.N.
drivers were dellvering the
supplies for the Egyptian 3rd
Army to the west bank of the
canal, an Israell spokesman
saild, and they were being
loaded lhere on Egyptian
barges and boats thal ‘were
carrying them to the troops
trapped on the east bank,

The spokesman said the
supplies were being ferried
from a part of the town of Suez,
at the southern end of the canal,
that is still controlled by the
Egyptians,

"It is going slowly because
they do not have enough boats,
we believe,” the spokesman
said,

The International Red Cross
Committee in Geneva an-
nounced that Israel was
refusing to let Red Cross trucks
with medical supplies pass
through its lines to the Egyp-
tian 3rd Army as long as Egypt
and Syria refused to supply lists
of the Israelis they captured in
the war. But this deadlock ap-
parently had no bearing on the
other supply operations.
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Climbing Everest

KATMANDU, Nepal (AP) —
Two Japanese mountain
climbers reached the summit of
Mt. Everest on Friday in the
first conquest of the world's
tallest peak in the autumn
mountaineering season, the
Nepalese Foreign Ministry said
today. The two climbers —
Hisahi Ishiguro, 28, and Yasuo
Kato, 24, both of Tokyo — were
the advance team for a 48-
member Japanese expedition,
They became the 33rd and 34th
men to climb the 29,028-foot
peak, but never before has the
mountain been conquered this
time of year, when treacherous,
icy winds sweep across the
Himalayas.

Two Killed

BELFAST, Northern Ireland
(AP) — Terrorists shot and
killed an Ulster police detective
Sunday, and a British soldier
was killed when caught on a
cross-fire between troops and
guerrillas. Police said John

'Doherty, 31, a member of the

Royal Ulster Constabulary, was
shot as he sat in his car after he
had driven across the border
into the Irish Republic to visit
his parents. Authorities blamed
the Irish Republican Army for
the shooting. Earlier the IRA
claimed responsibility for the
death of Pvt. Stephen R. Hall,
27, who was shot in a crossfire
with guerrillas at Crossmaglen,
in County Armagh. Two other
soldiers were wounded when an
army post came under rocket
fire in Belfast.

Steele Reports
On Mideast Trip

NORWICH (AP)— U.S. Rep. Robert H. Steele, R-Conn.,
on a congressional fact-finding mission to the Mideast,
said people have stopped him on the street in Israel to
thank him for U.S. military support in the Middle East

war.

“I've had people come up to
me on the street with warm
thanks for American support,”
Steele told the Norwich Bulletin
Sunday in a telephone interview
from Tel Aviv.

““The Israeli people know it
was the U.S. resupply effort
that helped Israel not only turn
the tide but saved the country,’
he said. '“They consider us as
Israel’s only friend.”

Steele and another con-
gressman were sent to study
the Middle East situation by the
House Foreign Affairs Com-
mittee.

Steele sald, '‘There's much
room for cautious optimism"' in
the Middle East in the wake of
the conflict.

""The chances of beginning
negotiations for a peace settle-
ment are greater than they ever
have been certainly for any
time since the 1967 war. There's
cautious optimism because the
Arabs have agreed to meet
face-to-face," he sald.

Steele sald he was In the
Golan Helghts when one of the
flrst U.N. observation teams
arrived In the reglon,

“The position they took up
was in no-man's land about 100
yards from a burned-out Israell
half-track. It was two men and
two white vehicles flying the
U.N. flag. It was quite a sight.
Land mines were exploding
geveral miles aw‘&.

“They took up thelr position

in a four-foot depression and
put up a table. On the table was
a case of soda and bags of food.
They were totally exposed
between both lines. I've got a
lot of respect for those people.
The potential for a startup is so
great and here are these people
right in the open."

25 Missing
In Ship
Collision

BUENOS AIRES (AP) —
Boats and planes were to
resume the search at dawn
today for 25 persons missing in
the collision of two Argentine
ships in the Punta Indio River
channel Sunday near La Plata.
Naval authorities feared the 25
were drowned.

Sixty-five other persons were
rescued from the buoy ship
Ushuala after it collided with
the freighter Rlo Quinto nearly
100 miles east of Buenos Alres.
The cause of the collislon was
not known Iimmediately.

The freighter, which belongs
to the government-operated
Argentine Maritime Lines, was
only slightly damaged. none of
Its crew or passengers was
reported Injured.

The Ushuaia grounded in
about 50 feet of water.

Conservationist Dies
JOHNSTOWN, Pa. (AP) —
Rep. John P. Saylor, who
helped pioneer the conservation
movement during his 25 years
in Congress, is dead at 65.
President Nixon praised the
Pennsylvania Republican in a
statement following Saylor’s
death Sunday in St. Luke’s
Hospital in Houston, Tex.
""Long before the issue of con-
servation, natural resources
and environmental quality
came to fashion, he was helping
to shape wise national policies
for these vital concerns,”
Nixon said. Saylor, ranking
Republican on the House
Interior and Insular Affairs
Committee, was striken with a
fatal heart attack while
recovering from stomach sur-
gery.

The Israelis had hinted
earlier that Egyptian violations
of the cease-fire could endanger
the U.N. supply convoys that on
Sunday began moving to Egyp-
tian troops and civilians
trapped behind the Israeli lines,
But the communique reporting
the helicopter incident said
nothing about suspending the
convoys in retaliation,

The Israeli command said its
Jet fighters were sent up to in-
tercept the Egyptian
helicopters over an Israeli posi-
tion a few miles south of the
Egyptian 3rd Army, which Is
encircled on the Sinai side of
the Suez Canal, The com-
munique said the planes hit two
of the helicopters and antiair-
craft gunners brought down a
third.

The Israelis did not say
whether there were other
helicopters that escaped or
what they believed the purpose
of the flight was.

On the west side of the canal
on Sunday, 100 Egyptian trucks
with U.N. drivers began
passing through the Israeli lines
60 miles from Cairo with food,
water and medical supplies for
the 3rd Army and the thousands
of civilians trapped in Suez, the
Egyptian town at the southern
end of the canal.

The first convoy of 10 trucks
reported reached the canal by
midnight, but a U.N.
spokesman in Jerusalem said at
7 a.m. that he had no word that
it had crossed to the Egyptian
troops on the east side.

Another convoy of 10 trucks
pulled into Suez, where Israeli
soldiers said there were 15,000
civilians.

The Israelis sald Sunday that
Egyptian artillery had opened
up on the first convoys, ap-
parently by mistake. There
were no casualties.

Advance units of the U.N..
peacekeeping force also arrived
at Suez and Ismailia and began
making arrangements to bring
in larger units to police the
ceage-fire. Of the 600 troops
sent to Egypt temporarily from
the U.N. peacekeeping force in
Cyprus, the 200 Finnish troops
were to be based in Suez, the
200 Swedes at Ismailia, which Is
at the midpoint of the canal,
and the 200 Austrians will-re-
main in Cairo as a reserve
force, a U.N. spokesman there
said.

U.N. Secretary-General Kurt
Waldheim hopes to complete
the recruiting of the new Mid-

dle East force of 7,000 men
from 10 to 15 countries by
Tuesday or Wednesday, a U.N.
spokesman in New York
reported. He said the first of
these troops should arrive by
next weekend.

Israel, meanwhile, com-
plained to U.N. observers of an
Egyptian cease-fire violation
for the first time since the truce
was [irst proclaimed a week
ago. The Israelis charged that
an Egyptian commando platoon
slipped across the Suez Canal
from the east bank Sunday and
attacked Israeli forces north of
the town of Suez,

U.N. Buffer Force

UNITED NATIONS, N.Y.
(AP) — About 30 countries are
willing or able to contribute
troops to the new U.N. buffer
force for the Middle East.

Secretary-General Kurt
Waldheim is trying todraw upa
list acceptable to Egypt, Israel
and the 15 members of the
Security Council.

Soviet Ambassador Jacob A.
Malik nominated
Czechoslovakia, Hungary and
Poland, and Romania
volunteered for the force. But
U.S. Ambassador John A. Scali
objected to any countries from
the Soviet Bloc.

Indonesia May Bid
For U.S. Oil Market

WASHINGTON (AP) — In-
donesia, with rich oil deposits,
may make a bid to help fill this
country's potential petroleum
gap, US. intelligence sources
say.

Oil-producing Arab states in
the Persian Gulf-Middle East
area have moved either to cut
off or reduce shipments of
petroleum to the United States
in retaliation for U.S. arms aid
to Israel.

Although the United States
gets most of its imported oil
from Canada and Venezuela,
about 5 to 10 per cent of this
country’s needs are met by Per-
sian Gulf sources,

The intelligence sources said
they believe the Indonesian
government, anxious to develop
its valuable petroleum
resources, might take the op-
portunily presented by the Arab
retaliatory actions to offer
greater U.S. access to its oil in
return for financing help.

400 million barrels of oil last
year, and that output is
expected to rise by about 90
million barrels this year. Ac-
cording to current estimates,
the nation's .untapped oil
reserves amount to as much as
15 billion barrels.

Palestinian State Said Part
Of Peace Proposal

BEIRUT (AP) — The United States and
the Soviet Union have proposed the forma-
tion of a Palestinian state along the Jordan
River, the Beirut newspaper An Nahar

reported today.

Comment on the report was not im-
mediately available from the State Depart-

ment in Washington.

The newspaper said the proposal also
calls for international supervision of the
Golan Heights and the water route to

southern Israel.

The paper said the proposal had been
communicated to President Anwar Sadat of
Egypt but did not say where it obtained the

information, .

An Nahar gave this outline of the peace

plan;

— Israel would withdraw from the Sinai
Peninsula, the West Bank of the Jordan and
the Golan Heights, all captured by the

Israelis in 1967,

— Formation of a Palestinian state em-
bracing Gaza, the West Bank and the Arab

sector of Jerusalem.

— Placing the Golan Heights and Sharm
el Sheikh, which controls the water route to

southern Israel and Jordan,
national supervision.

— Arab-Israeli negotiations, direct or
through U. N. intermediaries; on the ques-
tion of demilitarized zones in the Sinai, the
Golan Heights and the West Bank.

The report said the Arab-Israelli peace
talks would be held '‘probably in

and would be preceded by

Israeli withdrawal from the west bank of

the Suez Canal, which Israeli forces cap-

tured in the October war.
The Palestinian guerrillas have con-

sistently opposed the formation of a

separate Palestinian state that does not in-
clude the whole of what is now Israel, with
Jews and Arabs living on equal terms, King

Hussein proposed that the West Bank and

Gaza become a semiautonomous Palesti-
nian state federated with the rest of Jordan
under his rule, but the guerrillas and most

of the Arab countries rejected this, too.

In terms of population density, Hussein's

federation proposal is considered the most

practical by some western analysts. They
note that Gaza and the West Bank are
already overcrowded, and the under-

populated east bank of the Jordan river is

the only area that could absorb the 1%
million Palestinian refugees living in other

Arab countries and the 340,000 Palestinians

under inter-

living in Israel.
Israel might be satisfied by international
supervision and demilitarization of the

Golan Heights, which looks down on

northern Galillee, Sharm el Sheikh and the
west bank. But Israel has sald repeatedly
that she will never give up the Arab sector
of Jerusalem, which she captured in 1967,
