Firemen Come To Aid
Of Young Scientists

Town of Manchester firemen
came to the ald of the Bennet
Junior High School science
department last week to solve a
problem which had been
plaguing the school for some
time.

The firemen's assistance
wasn't needed to correct a fire
hazard, but instead was to com-
plete installatien of weather
station apparatus for a ninth
grade science project,

The problem was to place a
wind vane and anemometer
(which measures wind speed)
atop a 70-foot flagpole at the
south side of Bennet's Main
Building.

The solution was the
firemen's use of a 100-foot-high
hydraulically operated ladder.

Installation of the in-
struments on the flagpole, ac-
complished last Friday, was ac-
tually a compromise — school
officials originally wanted the
apparaws on the roof of the
Main Building.

But the steep-sloped slate
roof of the three-story school
building discouraged all
altempts to get the wind vane
and anemometer in place, ac-
cording to Leo Diana, Main
Building administrator.

After Town Fire Chief John
Rivosa declared that the task of
placing ‘the equipment on the
roof was too hazardous, the
flagpole compromise was
worked out.

The wind vane and
anemometer, along with a
barograph (recording
barometer) and thermograph
(recording thermometer) will
be used by ninth graders in a
science investigation called
“Investigating Patterns of
Change — Weather Watch.”

The investigation, part of the
over-all “‘Investigating the
Earth"” project, is sponsored by
the American Geological
Institute and supported by the
National Science Foundation,,

Many Feel Aid
Funds Wasted

WASHINGTON (AP) — Americans generally favor the
concept of foreign aid, but a majority believes: that too
much aid money is either wasted in administrative red
tape or pocketed by foreign leaders, a poll shows.

A scientific national sampling
of 1,222 Americans disclosed
that a record 88 per cent of the
public — up 10 per cent from
seven years ago— belleves it Is
the duty of the United States to
assist the warld's poor.

But a concurrent finding
suggested that this sentiment
does not necessarily mean sup-
port for official government aid
programs; indeed, 43 per cent
of the respondents favored
budget cuts in U.S. assistance.

The survey was conducted by
the Overseas Development
Council, a private institution
whose alm ls to Increase
American awareness of the
problems facing developing
countries, The survey results
were outlined In a booklet by
Paul Laudicina, an associate
fellow of the council,

The study concluded that the
public has a low regard for
government ald programs com-
pared with voluntary efforts,
which are considered more ef-
ficlent, f

"A remarkable 91 per cent of
the public agrees with the state-
ment that ‘too much of our
foreign assistance is kept by the

ers of poor countries and
does not get to the people,"’ the
survey sald,

“Eighty-six per cent of the
public agrees that ‘too much
foreign aid is wasted in our own
bureaucracy and never finds its
way abroad.'"

These negative views have
been reflected in rising con-
gressional opposition to the
Nixon administration’s aid
program in recent years. The
fiscal 1074 bill, for example,
passed the House by a hairline
188-183 vote In July. The Senate
margin was 12 votes,

The survey suggested that the
declining fortunes of foreign aid
could be reversed if more funds
weére earmarked through the
Red Cross, the Peace Corps or
CARE, as distinet from
governments,

It also showed that American
would back government aid ef-
forts which emphasized
“immediate, direct and
tangible'' forms of assistance,

That would include medical
aid, teachers, books, tractors,
fertilizers and the training of
forelgn students In American
universities.

On the other hand, the poll
found that financial, trade and
other more abstract assistance
forms are consldered far less
effective.

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Israel Shoots -Down
Egyptian Helicopters

By The Associnted Press

Israel reported that its air
and ground forces shot down
three Egyptian helicopters over
the southwest coast of the Sinal
peninsula early today,

Israel sald the air battle did
not interrupt the delivery of
emergency supplies of food,
water and medicine to Egyp-
tian troops stranded on the
Sinal side of the Suez Canal.

Egyptian trucks with U.N.
drivers were dellvering the
supplies for the Egyptian 3rd
Army to the west bank of the
canal, an Israell spokesman
saild, and they were being
loaded lhere on Egyptian
barges and boats thal ‘were
carrying them to the troops
trapped on the east bank,

The spokesman said the
supplies were being ferried
from a part of the town of Suez,
at the southern end of the canal,
that is still controlled by the
Egyptians,

"It is going slowly because
they do not have enough boats,
we believe,” the spokesman
said,

The International Red Cross
Committee in Geneva an-
nounced that Israel was
refusing to let Red Cross trucks
with medical supplies pass
through its lines to the Egyp-
tian 3rd Army as long as Egypt
and Syria refused to supply lists
of the Israelis they captured in
the war. But this deadlock ap-
parently had no bearing on the
other supply operations.
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Climbing Everest

KATMANDU, Nepal (AP) —
Two Japanese mountain
climbers reached the summit of
Mt. Everest on Friday in the
first conquest of the world's
tallest peak in the autumn
mountaineering season, the
Nepalese Foreign Ministry said
today. The two climbers —
Hisahi Ishiguro, 28, and Yasuo
Kato, 24, both of Tokyo — were
the advance team for a 48-
member Japanese expedition,
They became the 33rd and 34th
men to climb the 29,028-foot
peak, but never before has the
mountain been conquered this
time of year, when treacherous,
icy winds sweep across the
Himalayas.

Two Killed

BELFAST, Northern Ireland
(AP) — Terrorists shot and
killed an Ulster police detective
Sunday, and a British soldier
was killed when caught on a
cross-fire between troops and
guerrillas. Police said John

'Doherty, 31, a member of the

Royal Ulster Constabulary, was
shot as he sat in his car after he
had driven across the border
into the Irish Republic to visit
his parents. Authorities blamed
the Irish Republican Army for
the shooting. Earlier the IRA
claimed responsibility for the
death of Pvt. Stephen R. Hall,
27, who was shot in a crossfire
with guerrillas at Crossmaglen,
in County Armagh. Two other
soldiers were wounded when an
army post came under rocket
fire in Belfast.

Steele Reports
On Mideast Trip

NORWICH (AP)— U.S. Rep. Robert H. Steele, R-Conn.,
on a congressional fact-finding mission to the Mideast,
said people have stopped him on the street in Israel to
thank him for U.S. military support in the Middle East

war.

“I've had people come up to
me on the street with warm
thanks for American support,”
Steele told the Norwich Bulletin
Sunday in a telephone interview
from Tel Aviv.

““The Israeli people know it
was the U.S. resupply effort
that helped Israel not only turn
the tide but saved the country,’
he said. '“They consider us as
Israel’s only friend.”

Steele and another con-
gressman were sent to study
the Middle East situation by the
House Foreign Affairs Com-
mittee.

Steele sald, '‘There's much
room for cautious optimism"' in
the Middle East in the wake of
the conflict.

""The chances of beginning
negotiations for a peace settle-
ment are greater than they ever
have been certainly for any
time since the 1967 war. There's
cautious optimism because the
Arabs have agreed to meet
face-to-face," he sald.

Steele sald he was In the
Golan Helghts when one of the
flrst U.N. observation teams
arrived In the reglon,

“The position they took up
was in no-man's land about 100
yards from a burned-out Israell
half-track. It was two men and
two white vehicles flying the
U.N. flag. It was quite a sight.
Land mines were exploding
geveral miles aw‘&.

“They took up thelr position

in a four-foot depression and
put up a table. On the table was
a case of soda and bags of food.
They were totally exposed
between both lines. I've got a
lot of respect for those people.

25 Missing
In Ship
Collision

BUENOS AIRES (AP) —
Boats and planes were to
resume the search at dawn
today for 25 persons missing in
the collision of two Argentine
ships in the Punta Indio River
channel Sunday near La Plata.
Naval authorities feared the 25
were drowned.

Sixty-five other persons were
rescued from the buoy ship
Ushuala after it collided with
the freighter Rlo Quinto nearly
100 miles east of Buenos Alres.
The cause of the collislon was
not known Iimmediately.

The freighter, which belongs
to the government-operated
Argentine Maritime Lines, was
only slightly damaged. none of
Its crew or passengers was
reported Injured.

The Ushuaia grounded in
about 50 feet of water.

Conservationist Dies
JOHNSTOWN, Pa. (AP) —
Rep. John P. Saylor, who
helped pioneer the conservation
movement during his 25 years
in Congress, is dead at 65.
President Nixon praised the
Pennsylvania Republican in a
statement following Saylor’s
death Sunday in St. Luke’s
Hospital in Houston, Tex.
""Long before the issue of con-
servation, natural resources
and environmental quality
came to fashion, he was helping
to shape wise national policies
for these vital concerns,”
Nixon said. Saylor, ranking
Republican on the House
Interior and Insular Affairs
Committee, was striken with a
fatal heart attack while
recovering from stomach sur-
gery.

The Israelis had hinted
earlier that Egyptian violations
of the cease-fire could endanger
the U.N. supply convoys that on
Sunday began moving to Egyp-
tian troops and civilians
trapped behind the Israeli lines,
But the communique reporting
the helicopter incident said
nothing about suspending the
convoys in retaliation,

The Israeli command said its
Jet fighters were sent up to in-
tercept the Egyptian
helicopters over an Israeli posi-
tion a few miles south of the
Egyptian 3rd Army, which Is
encircled on the Sinai side of
the Suez Canal, The com-
munique said the planes hit two
of the helicopters and antiair-
craft gunners brought down a
third.

The Israelis did not say
whether there were other
helicopters that escaped or
what they believed the purpose
of the flight was.

On the west side of the canal
on Sunday, 100 Egyptian trucks
with U.N. drivers began
passing through the Israeli lines
60 miles from Cairo with food,
water and medical supplies for
the 3rd Army and the thousands
of civilians trapped in Suez, the
Egyptian town at the southern
end of the canal.

The first convoy of 10 trucks
reported reached the canal by
midnight, but a U.N.
spokesman in Jerusalem said at
7 a.m. that he had no word that
it had crossed to the Egyptian
troops on the east side.

Another convoy of 10 trucks
pulled into Suez, where Israeli
soldiers said there were 15,000
civilians.

The Israelis sald Sunday that
Egyptian artillery had opened
up on the first convoys, ap-
parently by mistake. There
were no casualties.

Advance units of the U.N..
peacekeeping force also arrived
at Suez and Ismailia and began
making arrangements to bring
in larger units to police the
ceage-fire. Of the 600 troops
sent to Egypt temporarily from
the U.N. peacekeeping force in
Cyprus, the 200 Finnish troops
were to be based in Suez, the
200 Swedes at Ismailia, which Is
at the midpoint of the canal,
and the 200 Austrians will-re-
main in Cairo as a reserve
force, a U.N. spokesman there
said.

U.N. Secretary-General Kurt
Waldheim hopes to complete
the recruiting of the new Mid-

dle East force of 7,000 men
from 10 to 15 countries by
Tuesday or Wednesday, a U.N.
spokesman in New York
reported. He said the first of
these troops should arrive by
next weekend.

Israel, meanwhile, com-
plained to U.N. observers of an
Egyptian cease-fire violation
for the first time since the truce
was [irst proclaimed a week
ago. The Israelis charged that
an Egyptian commando platoon
slipped across the Suez Canal
from the east bank Sunday and
attacked Israeli forces north of
the town of Suez,

U.N. Buffer Force

UNITED NATIONS, N.Y.
(AP) — About 30 countries are
willing or able to contribute
troops to the new U.N. buffer
force for the Middle East.

Secretary-General Kurt
Waldheim is trying todraw upa
list acceptable to Egypt, Israel
and the 15 members of the
Security Council.

Soviet Ambassador Jacob A.

Indonesia May Bid
For U.S. Oil Market

WASHINGTON (AP) — In-
donesia, with rich oil deposits,
may make a bid to help fill this
country's potential petroleum
gap, US. intelligence sources
say.

Oil-producing Arab states in
the Persian Gulf-Middle East
area have moved either to cut
off or reduce shipments of
petroleum to the United States
in retaliation for U.S. arms aid
to Israel.

Although the United States
gets most of its imported oil
from Canada and Venezuela,
about 5 to 10 per cent of this
country’s needs are met by Per-
sian Gulf sources,

The intelligence sources said
they believe the Indonesian
government, anxious to develop
its valuable petroleum
resources, might take the op-
portunily presented by the Arab
retaliatory actions to offer
greater U.S. access to its oil in
return for financing help.

Ac-
cording to current estimates,
the nation's .untapped oil
reserves amount to as much as
15 billion barrels.

Palestinian State Said Part
Of Peace Proposal

BEIRUT (AP) — The United States and
the Soviet Union have proposed the forma-
tion of a Palestinian state along the Jordan
River, the Beirut newspaper An Nahar

reported today.

Comment on the report was not im-
mediately available from the State Depart-

ment in Washington.

The newspaper said the proposal also
calls for international supervision of the
Golan Heights and the water route to

southern Israel.

The paper said the proposal had been
communicated to President Anwar Sadat of
Egypt but did not say where it obtained the

information, .

Berger Explains Fund Handling

There has been no “‘subter-
fuge" in the handling of funds
earmarked for the purchase of
softballs and payment of fees
for officials, Donald Berger,
Director of Recreation said in a
report to the Recreation Com-
mission, Friday night.

Berger was defending his
position against charges made
by some Democratic can-
didates for election in
November who claim that funds
payable'to the Recreation Com-
mission from sponsors of soft-
ball teams had not been
deposited to the town’s general
fund but to non-governmental
accounts,

In explanation, Berger, in his
report, said about a year ago a
checking account was es-
tablished for the Vernon Senior
Citizen Club for the handling of
money for trips, parties and
other activities of that group.

He termed these as ‘‘wash-
out” items where the money
paid in is paid out to bus com-
panies and to the various places

where the seniors were going.
He also gave as another reason
for establishing this account,
the fact that there were no
adequate facilities in the Lottie
Fisk Building (recreation of-
fice) for keeping money.

He further explained that it
has been standard procedure,
for a couple of years, to central
purchase the softballs used by
the various leagues. He said in
some cases the checks were
made out directly to the
supplier of the balls and in a
few cases, they were made out
to him and he endorsed them
and forwarded them to the
supplier. N

With the establishment of the
senior citizen account, Berger
said it was possible to handle
these checks by depositing
them there and then drawing a
check to the suppliers for the
amount owed.

Berger said he did not con-
sider these fees to be deposited
in the general fund because, “‘In
effect, they were washout
items as with senior citizen
funds." *'The amount to be paid
in is the amount to be paid out
and it didn't seem expedient to
handle it any other way,"”
Berger said.

Berger said the whole matter
of the softball finances would
be a wash-out item had
everyone paid his assessment
on time, but some did not, and
about $350 was still outstanding
at the end of the softball season.
In order to pay the umpires and
scorers, Berger said he ‘paid
them out of the recreation
budget.

Since that time, Berger said,
$225 has been paid and as soon
as the remaining $109.50 is paid,
he will forward a check to the
general fund to offset payment
of the umpire fees which would
have been paid from the soft-
ball money,

Berger told the commission,

.

“I feel there has been no wrong
doing, that the handling of the
softball payments was the
expeditious way to do it."”

Noting he felt there was no
subterfuge, Berger said, ""Each
check that's come in has been
endorsed openly, in red ink, no
less, and those who have been
paid have been paid with the
regular printed checks."

Stating he has been privileged
to work for all the people of
Vernon, for more than 20 years,
Berger said, "‘Ironically, most
of this time has been as a
volunteer.”

He also said he has worked
under four different mayors,
both Republican and Democrat
and has not had any real
problems. He said he has
worked just as hard for one par-
ty as the other, "'Our recreation
program is an active, on-going
program, and as demanding as
the time is on a part-time basis,
it is even more demanding in
the face of these accusations

and innuendos,” he said.
Berger's report will be
referred to Mayor Frank
McCoy. McCoy had referred the
matter to the commission and
asked it to investigate the
matter and report back to him,

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Impoundment Problem

We do not intend to get involved on
either side of the issue of who is right
or wrong in the matter of so-called
impoundment of state and federa
funds. .

But, we think there are some basic
ground rules that should be un-
derstood by those taking sides on the
impoundment question,

First, ground rule one to remember,
is that neither the Congress or the
Assembly is infallible. For just as you
hear many instances where they have
failed to adequately fund deserving
programs; they have just as surely, at
times, attempted to fill bottomless
pits with money.

Second, the executive branches of
government are not infallible either
and impoundment, depending upon
motive, may or may not be good. It
can be good if it serves as a check or
balance on legislative excess and it
can be bad if it is used to thwart a
legitimate legislative act.

Impoundment is a tool in our
system of checks and balances and
while we can challenge how the tool is
being used in specific instances, we
should be wary of challenging the
right to have the tool ready should
legitimate reasons arise.

Whether Gov. Meskill or President
Nixon are right or wrong in any or all
of the specific instances in which they
have impounded appropriated funds
must be decided on a case by case
basis.

The executive should have the
power; but must be prepared to de-
fend the withholding of funds asa
principle and as a check and balance
on the legislative.

For as we have stated neither
gOVernors, presidents nor legislators,
are infallible and any provision—even
impoundment of funds — which can
prevent fiscal excesses should not
hastily be discarded.

What Is Independence?

Since it appears that any iuestion *
posed these days ultimately becomes
a constitutional one, we would like to
raise a couple for legal brethren to
ponder.

First, can the judiciary, the
executive or the Congress, con-
stitutionally appoint a truly
‘‘independent’'’ Watergate
prosecutor?

Whoever is appointed has to be
responsible to someone and someone
has to be in a position to remove the
public official, special prosecutor or
otherwise, if his performance does not
fulfill his directives.

The question then of
“‘independence” in a prosecutor is one
of semantics for what the Congress
may define as independence is just a
way of saying the President should not
be able to fire him. They can ask this
but would they, if they created a con-
gressional prosecutor, be willing to
allow the same protection? We think
not.

As for the judiciary appointing a
special prosecutor, there is a serious
question of ethics that a judge should

' name a prosecutor to conduct a probe
and, if the evidence warrants it, seek

in indictment before the man who ap-
pointed him. Does this not com-
promise the judge's impartiality? Is
the judge-appointed prosecutor any
more independent than one who owes
his job to the executive or the
Congress?

And finally, by designating whoever
is given the task as a *“special
prosecutor,”” aren’t we compromising
his independence?

To be truly independent, we need an
investigator wholly free to absolve as
well as seek indictments in the course
of his investigation.

If the justice department is con-
sidered unable to conduct an impar-
tial investigation of Watergate,- the
Congress should take over the task
either through a special committee or
the current Watergate committee. To
expect the President to appoint a
special prosecutor ‘‘without any
strings attached’’ would be just as un-
constitutional as giving the joint chief
of staff the right to use hydrogen
bombs whenever he chooses.

After all, if Richard Nixon is really
a 20th century Billy the kid, should he
be expected to lead the posse after his
hide?

TEL AVIV — While Secretary
of State Henry Kissinger was in
Moscow to patch up detente
between the U.S. and the Soviet
Union and arrange an Arab-
Israeli ceasefires a diatribe of
unmatched intensity was being
unleashed at high political
levels here against both the
Soviet Union and the U.S.-
Soviel detente.

The diatribe went beyond the
wholly natural Israeli fury over
the supply of weapons that
killed more than 1,000 Israelis.
Such anti-Soviet passion, given
the bloody circumstances, was
foreordained.

But what some top officials of
the government, including
defense minister Moshe Dayan,
have been saying publicly — and
many others have been voicing
privately — goes beyond these
normal feelings of anger cooked
up by the terrible experience of
the latest Arab-Israeli war.

What makes this significant
is Israel’s growing influence on
the U.S. Congress, where a

powerful pro-Israel bloc headed
by Sen. Henry M. Jackson is
equally convinced that detente
is a dangerous delusion. The
ferocity of the Israeli line, un-
derlining that Jackson and Co.,
conviction, threatens detente
even more because of Israel's
special relations with the U.S.

Kissinger and President
Nixon (“your original anti-
Communist hard-liner," one
politician told us sarcastically)
are being portrayed as victims
of a clever and successful
deception by the Kremlin,

One extremely influential
politician, Menachem Minister
Golda Meir's Knesset (parlia-
ment) told us that the Egyptian
army came across the Suez
Canal *‘with Russian arms,
Russian bridges and Russian
aims."

Those aims? To open the
canal to the largest Soviet fleet
ever assembled in the
Mediterranean and consolidate
Soviet control over strategic
areas east of Suez including
Somalia on the African east

As for Dayan, he blamed the
war of Yom Kippur directly on
the Soviets. ''Had the Russians
not wanted it, the war wouldn't
have broken out,” he said on
television. Although some top-
level government officials
aren't ready to make that ac-
cusation, most are — if only
privately.

It was alleged, for example,
that a principal cause of
Moscow's eagerness for detente
four years ago was lo cloak its
Middle East designs. The Soviet
decision to withdraw its
military advisers from Egypt in
1072, this official said, was a
calculated part of the deception
(a charge of conspiracy that
fits few of the facts known
about Egyptian President
Anwar Sadat's abrupt dismissal
of the Soviet advisers).

So far, this anti-Soviet line is
for internal consumption, part-
ly to soften the gathgring
political attack on the govern-
ment for poor intelligence, poor
judgment or both. Senior
American diplomats, for exam-
ple, have heard little of it, But
the Soviel devil theory is a
deeply believed credo
have which undercuts the
former Israeli (hesis that
detente was in Israel's favor.

No U.S.-Soviet peace plan for
the Middle East will float
without Israel's support.
Consequently, it Is fair to read
the anti-Soviet line as a signal
that any political proposals
carrying the Soviet imprint
may be rejected by the
suspicious Israells. That would
gladden the  Jackson-led
Americans, also convinced that
detente is a dangerous delusion,
But it would seriously undercut
the Nixon-Kissinger policy
which has now brought detente
through two crisis — the mining
of Halphong in 1972 and the
Arab-Israell war of 1973.

Laughter

WASHINGTON — ‘‘This
President does not defy the
law,” Richard Nixon's lawyers
told Federal District Judge
John Sirica, and Heaven and
Hell must have shook with sar-
donic laughter.

Long after the case of the
notorious Watergate tapes has
been forgotten, history will add
its own mordant footnote to
Charles Allan Wright's limping
words to make them read:
"This President does not defy
the law — unless he thinks he
can get away with It."

On this one, it 18 no good
straining to see and present
Nixon's side. He has none,
because he abandoned it, He
had stood on the principle of
executive privilege — defended
by many a President before
him — in refusing to turn over
the tapes in:camera to Judge
Sirica. But when the kitchen got
too hot, principle went out the
window in favor of political
expediency.

Nixon was wrong in citing
executive privilege. The courts
must be the final arbiter of that
claim. But it is possible to
respect a man who stubbornly
insists upon being wrong
because he sees a principle in-
volved. History is crammed
with distinguished statesmen
who somehow lent a kind of
glory to their wron§ness: Lin-
coin, Benedict Arnold,
Woodrow Wilson, Churchill,
Napoleon. They were wrong,
but they refused to retreat from
their conception of what was
right.

Richard Nixon cannot join
this company. His Chief of Staff
Gen. Alexander Haig said it all
when he told newsmen the
President's turn-around was
dictated by "the whole millieu
of national concern over the
case, Translated into less polite
language, Haig was saying long
as public opinion would accept
it

‘The Lincolns and Wilsons,

secure in the belief of their
rightness, said public opinion be
damned. They would rather be
right than President, Nixon
would rather be President, Con-
fronted by nearly a half million
letters, telegrams and
lelephone calls to the White
House, Capitol Hill and the
Watergate Committee, Richard
Nixon decided he had best save
principle for another rainy day.

"“We did not think Cox would
lake the action he did," sald
Charles Allan Wright, referring
lo Special Prosecutor Archibold
Cox's refusal to buy Nixon's
proposal to have Sen. John Sten-
nis, D-Miss., pass judgment on
the tapes.

So what, right? Where "prin-
ciple" is involved (and now the
word cries for quotation
marks), the question is not
whether a President’s decision
wins landslide acceptance, but
whether President is convinced
of its honor and integrity. If the
executive privilege of future
Presidents really was gravely
endangered, as Nixon piously
intoned, then Nixon's only
course was to defend it to his
political death.

But — no. When House
Republican leaders told the
President bluntly they would
not “‘go to the wall" with him in
blocking impeachment
proceedings unless he sur-
rendered those lousy tapes to
the courts, when the mail and
telegrams and phone calls kept
pouring in, Nixon folded. In
Richard Nixon's favorite sports
jargon, he was stamped as a
pitcher who couldn’t go the
route.

He deserves our sympathy
and, indeed — because he is still
President — every ounce of sup-
port we can muster for his ef-
forts to govern. But he has
forfeited a President’s inherent
right to the people's automatic
esteem.

Comparing the past few
weeks door to door has given
me the opportunity to meet
many of our volers. Questions
have arisen pertaining to some
of the charter revision
questions which will appear on
the ballot on Nov. 6. As a
member and secretary to the
Charter Revision Commission,
I had the distinct pleasure of
serving with some very dis-
tinguished and knowledgeable
people of our community.
These commission members
earnestly worked together with
a bipartisan effort to place
before the voters those changes
they felt would serve the best
interest of the people of
Manchester, I would like to
clarify in the following
paragraphs the two charter
changes that seem to require
explanation,

1. Department of Finance —
(Question No. 5 on the ballot)

It appears, at first glance,
that a new department is being
contemplated. However, this is
not the case. The Department
of Finance, If approved by the
voters, will consolidate fiscal
operations under one depart-
ment. This office would be
responsible for the administra-
tion of all financial activities
that the performed by the
departments of the assessor,
collector of revenue, director of
general services (purchasing
agent), and the controller. The
controller will be the director
of finance, his department will
be the Department of Finance,
(In the present charter of the
Town of Manchester the word
controller will be changed to
director of finance, wherever it

appears). It will be the respon-

sibility of the Department of °

Finance to keep all accounts
and financial records, to
prepare financial reports for
each month and fiscal year.
Under this system the director
of finance will report to the
general manager and to the
Board of Directors, and it will
establish better fiscal manage-
ment of the revenues and
expenditures of the Town of
Manchester and better repor-
ting of these important func-

tions to the Board of Directors

and the general manager. (The
office of treasurer is not in-
cluded in this consolidation and
will remain an elective office).

2. Emergency Appropriations
and Borrowing — (Question No.
7 on the ballot),

If this is approved by the

B

voters, the Town of Manchester-«

can borrow up to one per cent of
the current tax levy in any one
year. It can only borrow,
however, for the immediate
preservation of public peace,
health and safety. The Board of
Directors by a 2/8 majority of
its entire board 6 members)
must declear a state of
emergency, and by ordinance
(again by a two-thirds majority
of its entire board) can, after
public hearings (in keeping
with those sections.of our
charter pertaining to public
hearings), order the issurance
of notes if unappropriated funds
are not available. All such notes
borrowed for the emergency of
any fiscal year must be paid no
later than two years following
the budget year in which. the
emergency borrowing oc-
curred. Under no cir-
cumstances can the annual
budget be declared an emergen-
cy for the purpose of borrowing
under this emergency ap-
propriations and borrowing
charter change.

There are total of 12 charter
changes to be considered on
Nov. 6th, and I am hopeful that
some clarification of each ques-
tion will be undertaken by our
Manchester ;lemld before the
election as“a service to its
Manchester residents. The
above two referendum
questions, in my opinion, are
two of the most important
changes to the charter that will
be considered by the voters on
November 6th.

Poll Workers
Must Receive
MinimumWage

HARTFORD — Municipal of-
ficials were reminded by State
Labor Commissioner Jack A.
Fusari today that workers in
local elections must be paid at
least the state’s $1.85 hourly
minimum wage.

"'Some question has arisen
about paying these part-time
election workers. Apparently
several municipalities have
used a flat day rate which in
some instances did not equal
the $1.85 hourly minimum
wage,”' the commissioner
observed.

Manchester's registrars of
voters are convinced wages for
local election workers comply
with the law. The town's 70
machine tenders, 20
demonstrators and 20
challengers get $26 for the 15-
hour Election Day sting. (The
polls will be open from 6 a.m. to
8 p.m. However, the election
workers will be on duty from
5:15 am, to 8:15 p.m.),

Taking into consideration
time off for meals, the same as
for all municipal employes, the
$28 for the day actually exceeds
the $1.85 minimum pay, the
registrars note.
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It was noted in Keefe's state-
ment that the opposition party
in & recent press release had
seen [it to extol the virtues of
some of their board candidates,
while excluding any mention
whatsoever of their candidates

for selectman, town clerk, tax

collector, or treasurer, all
extremely vital town officers.

He further stated that while
the opponents choose to deride
the qualifications of four
Democrats' making their first
run for public office, they con-
veniently failed to mention that
they themselves have
nominated five such new-
comers to run on their ticket.

Keefe said that the
Democratic party is presenting
the best qualified slate of can-
didates from First Seleletman

HARTFORD (AF) — Elee-
tion reform, including a possi-
ble limit on spénding by can-
didates for state office, will be
the main issue when the
Connecticut General Assembly
convenes in February,
legislative leaders sald in re-
cent interyiews

Periodic reporting of con-
tributions and spending prior o
elections is likely to be part of
any reform package, House
Majority Leader Gerald F.
Stevens, R-Milford, said.
Connecticut requires no pre-
election reporting at present.

Senate Majority Leader
Lewis B. Rome, R-Bloomfield,
said the lawmakers also would
consider shortening the period
between nominating and elec-
ting candidates for state of-
fices

Aside from this and a few
other issues, the leaders hope to
confine the session to money
matters including further tax
reduction. All hope the session
can be completed in less than 0
days, the constitutional limit
for even-numbered years

“We have asked the com-
mittee chairmen to restrict
themselves to things. of an
emergencey nature,” said House
Speaker Francis J. Collins, R-
Brookfield.

The Constitution prohibits in-

There were no striped tents,
sand dunes, or tall handsome
sheiks racing their . camels
acioss the desert, but as the
Asian music played, the belly
dancers swayed.

In unison, some 30 women
followed their graceful leader's
slow and easy movements.

Clad in leotards, body
stockings or slacks, the ladies
who include school teachers,
nurses, politicians’ wives, of-
fice workers, etc. concentrate
as they try' to simulate the in-

Taught by Mary Dunphy, a
veteran of 18 years in the dan-
cing field, the classes have
proved so favorable, some have
signed up for a second class,
while others are jotting their
names on a waiting list in order
to begin when an opening is
available.

Mary, who became interested
in belly dancing over a year ago
when she read of someone
teaching it on the West Coast,
took lessons this past summer
from Serena, noted Asian
dancer, in New York City.

"I put a little notice up on my
studio bulletin board, and some
of the mothers of my pupils
began inquiring about the
lessons, Finally, the interest
just grew.

OAKLAND, Calif. (AP) —

Persons worried about heart at-
tacks can enjoy their morning
cup of coffee without fear of in-
creasing coronary risk, a
medical research team here
concluded after studying 928

patients,

The Kaiser-Permanente
Medical Center team said there
was ‘'no statistically significant
difference’’ between heart
patients and control group
members who consumed six or
more cups of coffee daily.

All persons participating in
the study had undergone mul-

poo ooy

tiphasic examinations between
1964 and 1970, the report in the
current issue of the Journal of
the American Medical Associa-
tion said. The study included 46
heart patients and 484
“healthy” persons who acted as
a control group.

‘It certalnly seems
premature to add to the pr-
vations already Inflicted on the
actual or potential coronary
disease victim by denying him
the solace of his morning
coffee,” the team headed:{v
Dr. Arthur R. Klatsky reported.

Klatsky said the team's fin-
dings reject the widely
publicized earlier conclusion of
Boston researchers.

The Kaiser study chose par-

ticipants in a computer search
aimed at matching ages,
smoking habits, blood pressure,
cholesterol levels and other
medical measurements.

Know your child's plans.

Talk it over with your
children.

To make a cotton costume
flame-resistance, make a paste
from seven ounces of borax and
little hot water.

If you discover anything
wrong with the treats, report it
to the police so they can warn
other parenls and possibly
catch the people responsible for
the trouble.

Keep your home safe for for
other parents’ ‘‘trick-or-
treaters.” Greet children at the
door, but don’t encourage them
to come inside. Keep the light
on so children can see where
they are walking. Remove
obstacles  from steps,
sidewalks, and the lawn so
children won't trip. Wrap
goodies if loose or handmade.
Why not add your name to
packages, so parents will know
where it came from?

A new recreational complex
currently nearing completion at
Boulder Ridge will provide area
residents with a large playfield
and ball diamond, extensive
picnic areas, a large pavillion
building, toilet facilities, and
over 18 acres of open woodland.
This area was acquired and
developed at no cost to the
taxpayers under an earlier
arrangement with the tract
developers.

A summary of summer and
spring activities indicates that
the agquatic programs encom-
pass 16 separate activities in
addition Lo general swim
sessions.

Consolidated Edison Co. says
without permission to use high-
sulfur oll that is banned by the
state, selective blackouts,
power cutbacks and higher
rates could result,

Con Ed President Charles
Luce said the utility has enough
low-sulfur oil to last its plants
only 25 days, because restric-
tions on the export of Mideast
oil have cut off Con Ed's
suppliers.

Exemption from state laws
forbidding use of oil with a sul-
fur content exceeding .3 per
cent is necessary, Luce said, or
Con Ed will have to impose
emergency cutbacks of power.

In another development.
State Environmental Com-
missioner Henry Diamond par-
tially exempted Northville In-
dustries from the pollutlon
restrictions.

The firm will be allowed to
use high-sulfur oil and supply
Suffolk County, but will still be
permitted to give more pop-
ulous Nassau County only the
low-sulfur fuel,

"By doing this we can direct
low-sulfur fuel to areas where
air pollution problems are
greatest,'" Diamond sald,

The fuel shortage also
threatened to cripple the city's
taxicab fleets, but the Texaco
oll company reversed Its decl-
slon to limit the amount of fuel
It would supply the fleets.

Playground programs which

Of relatively recent origin is
the road race program held
yearly, in which all ages and
both sexes take part. It has con-
tinued to grow in popularity
from both a participant and
spectator viewpoint,

The Recreation Department
provides professional expertise
and field maintenance
assistance for numerous in-
dependent organizations, such
as Little Miss Softball, Vernon
and Rockville Little Leagues,
and the Vernon Babe Ruth
League. The Hartford Twilight
League also uses the Henry
Park diamond on a scheduled
basis, providing added spec-
talor enjoyment. The Lottie
Fisk Building, aiso lgeated at
Henry Park, serves as a
meeting place for many eitizen
groups and activities.

The fall and winter schedule,
using the [acilities of the public
school system, is varied with
aclivities offered to both men
and women of all ages, Baskel-
ball programs encompass eight
leagues, miore than 700 par-
Licipate and offers both lear-
ning and recreational oppor-
tunities for ages seven to 40 and
beyond. Over 150 adults and
children take part in the
department’s wrestling and
judo classes. A volleyball
program, conducted in conjunc-
tion with Ellington, has 14
teams with 125 participants,
while co-ed badminton is
offered on a weekly basis,

The latest Innovation of the
department is the organization
of a flag-football league, which
is now under way with six
teams and 100 men taking part.

Winter activities include in-
door raller skating, with some
200 children participating on a
weekly basis. Tee skaling,
sliding, and toboganing,
weather permitting, are
available at Ecker's property,
Webster Pond, and Valley
Falls.

Miscellaneous offerings in-
clude a dog obedience class,
currently being formed, with
over 40 dogs enrolled to date;
the annual Christmas
decorating contest; children's
Christmas party and Santa
Claus parades; and periodic
band concerts, Duplicate
bridge, offered 40 weeks during
the year, attracts an average of
60 players per week,

The commission continues to

NEW YORK (AP) — It's hard to understand why Woody

Hayes, Bear Bryant, Barry Switzer and Bo Schembechler
are so unhappy. After all, their teams are ranked 1-2-34 in
the college football ratings.

But listen:

—"I hated the last 20 points," Hayes said after top-ranked Ohio
State exploded for eight touchdowns in the second and third
periods and buried Northwestern 60-0 the Wildcats' worst setback
since 1899, ‘A game like this doesn't prove a heck of a lot the way
we broke it open.”

—Runner-up Alabama did even better, slaughtering Virginia
Tech 77-6 and in the process setting an all-time major college
rushing record of 743 yards as James Taylor, Wilbur Jackson,
Calvin Culliver and Richard Todd all gained more than 100, “'I
didn’t want the score to be like that,” Bryant said. “We were
definitely not trying to run up the score.”

—Steve Davis and Joe Washington each scored twice as third-
ranked Oklahoma whipped Kansas State 56-14 but all Switzer
could say was that he was ‘‘very sorry the way we played.” He
referred to 14 penalties that cost the Sooners 126 yards.

—Schembechler said fourth-rated Michigan “did not play a
great game"’ in trouncing Minnesota 34-7 as Ed Shuttlesworth and
Gordon Bell each tallied twice. I was disappointed with our play
in the second half.”

Finley, the maverick owner of the Oakland A's, has been
fined by Kuhn for various misconducts during the
Series—including the notorious Mike Andrews case.

If you recall the last episode, Finley forced Andrews t'o
go on the disabled list following two costly errors in the A's
logs to the New York Mets in the second game of the
Series.

For that action, Finley was fined $5,000, he said,

Along with the Andrews case, which took some of the
play away from baseball’s fall spectacle, Finley also
rubbed Kuhn the wrong way in other instances.

The controversial owner made a public address an-
nouncement to Oakland fans that the A's were playing with
only 24 men Instead of the legal 25. A front-office mis-
understanding had cost the A's a player for the World
Series.

For that announcement, against Kuhn's wishes, Finley
was fined $1,000 more.

He at
first agreed to sign to that effect. But then he said he would
if I would guarantee him a contract for 1974.

“I'refused, stating to him that in no possible way would I
place such an imposition on my manager for the 1974
season. I told him I would not guarantee him anything but I
would send him to a doctor to see what’s wrong with him.
At the last minute, he changed his mind and said he would
sign anyway.

“For requesting that Andrews be placed on the disabled
list, I am fined $5,000. The commissioner comes back and
forces me to put him (Andrews) back on the squad
regardless of the letter from the doctor and agreed to by
Andrews.”

FIRST IN A SERIES

Three times within the last
five years Manchester voters
have been faced with referen-
dum questions seeking approval
for expansion of elementary
and secondary school space.

Three times the voters have
defeated the proposals.

This year, there is another
school question on the voting
machines — “For an appropria-
tion of $5.6 milllon for additions
to and renovations of Bennet
and Illing Junior High Schools."’

This year's proposal, which
will be the first question on the
voting machines Nov. 6, is es-
sentially a scaled-down version
of a $6.8 million junior high
school renovations-additions
project defeated by voters last
year,

In the 1972 referendum, the
school question lost by just 470
votes of the more-than-18,800
voles cast. And school ad-
ministrators point out that
nearly 3,000 persons who voted
in last year's national election
didn't bother to vole on the
school referendum.

The 1072 defeat of the junior
high school project was the
most recent blow to Board of
Education proposals, In 1971,
voters turned down three school
items: a new elementary school
In the northeast corner of town,
a new southwest junior high
school, and a swimming pool
for the new junlor high school,
In 1968, voters rejected plans
for a new elementary school at
Center Springs Park.

The School Referendum

Defeat of the 1972 referen-
dum for a third junior high
school indicated that voters
considered Bennet and Illing
Junlor High Schools as
adequate, so the Board of
Education planned the major
renovations-additions  project
for those schools.

When the question went to the
voters in 1972, school officlals
estimated that the actual cost
to the town — $3.9 million of the
total $6.8 million, with the
remainder paid by state funds
~ wouldn't result in any tax in-
crease because other school
bonds were being retired.

After voters rejected the
proposal by the slim 470-vole
margin, school officials main-
tained that the proposal was a
reasonable program that should
have been approved.

PZC Chairman
Clarence Welli, members
David Paris and Joseph
Swensson voted against recon-
sideration.

Devanney's request, to
rezone a residential parcel im-
mediately west of his grocery
store to Business 1 Zone, would
have allowed expansion of the
store. The request, hearing by
the PZC July 2, was similar to a
zone change denied by the PZC
earlier this year.

According to PZC minutes,
the application was heard by
the regular members of the
commission July 2. On Sept. 24,
PZC members, with alternate
Ronald Gates sitting for Alfred
Sieffert (who was absent),
voted to table the matter.

Hutchinson said he made
agreement with other PZC
members to table the item until
last night, as he would be out of
town Oct, 1 Sieffert also in-
dicated that he couldn't attend
the Ocl.

But on Oct, 1, according to
the PZC minutes, the Devanney
request was on the agenda and
Chairman Welti’s request for a
motion to table the item was
not supported. Paris moved to
deny the application, and the
vote for denial was unanimous,

Voting Oct. 1 were Welti,
Paris, Swensson, alternate
Truman Crandall (sitting for
Hutchinson), and alternate
Wilbert Garrison {sitting for
Sielfert).

Hutchinson contended Mon-
day night that the members
voling Oct. 1 broke a
"'gentlemen’s agreement'’ by
acting on the Devanney
request, He also claimed that
Robert's Rules of Order —
which other commission
members wouldn't admit they
followed — specify that a tabled
matter stays tabled until a
majority vote returns it for con-

DEP Okays Use Of
High Sulfur Fuel

HARTFORD (AP) — Connec-
ticut today reversed its en-
vironmental stand against high-
sulfur fuel for electric power
plants because of the energy
crisis.

Northeast Utilities, supplier
of power to most of Connec-
ticut, will be allowed to buy and
store high sulfur fuel, including
coal, said Environmental
Protection Commissioner
Douglas M. Costle,

In a reversal of environmen-
tal standards which prohibited
even the storage of fuel with
more than one-half per cent of
sulfur, Costle said the change

was needed to guarantee an
adequate supply of electricity
this winter,

Costle said he had instructed
Northeast to begin installing
$50 million to $80 million in
pollution control equipment to
reduce sulfur from the exhaust
but it would not be installed un-
til next year. A Northeast
spokesman said coal could be
burned in some s generators
within. three weeks. Others
would require a three-month
conversion,

Costle said if every public
utility plant in the state used
high sulfur fuel this winter,

Slater St. Zone

Change

The Manchester Planning and
Zoning Commission (PZC)
Monday night denied a zone
change — from Rural
Residence to Business 2 Zone—
for a five-acre parcel off Slater
St.

PZC members, unanimously
denying the request by Edgar
Clarke and Charles Burr, cited
traffic hazards, lack of public
water and sewer facilities, and
business intrusion into a
residential area as reasons for
denial.

The requested zone change in-
volved a five-acre parcel abut-
ting Interstate 86 and im-
mediately east of Clarke and
Burr's Antique Auto Museum
on Slater St.

Clarke and Burr maintained
that the zone change would be a
logical extension of the existing
Business 2 Zone where their
auto museum is located.

Several area residents,
speaking at the Oct. 1 public
hearing on the application, said
.the narrow Slater St. and
Tolland Tpke. couldn't handle
additional  traffic which might
result from increased business
use in the area.

Opponents of the application
also mentioned that Business 2
Zone in the Slater St. area
wouldn't conform with the
town's comprehensive plan.

Clarke and Burr didn't say
what they intended to do with
the five-acre parcel.
Manchester's zoning
regulations specify that several
types of uses — including
stores, offices, and parking lots
— are permitted in Business 2
Zones.

Monday night, but didn't in-
clude the mention in reasons for
denial, that a request for a
business zone for the Clarke
and Burr land might be a
speculative action, as business
property is worth more. It is
expected that the Clarke and
Burr land would probably be
taken by the state if the
proposed relocation of 1-86 is
accomplished.

health standards would be
exceeded in at least aix cities —
Bridgeport, Derby, Hartford,
Milford, New Haven and Stam-

Because of this he said
Northeast would begin burning
high sulfur fuel in plants where
the atmosphere could best
tolerate an increase in sulfur
oxides, including plants in
Montville, Middletown and
Norwalk.

“The use of high sulfur fuels
may dampen a short-term
emergency (bhut) it is no solu-
tion in itself to the long-run
energy crisis and is certainly
100 costly to the health of
Connecticut citizens and the
quality of Connecticut's en-
vironment," Costle told a news
conference,

He said the company had in-
formed him last week that its
previously guaranteed supplies
of low-sulfur fuel had been
canceled because of the Middle
East war. Northeast had been
getting approximately half of
its fuel oil from the Middle
East, Costle said.

The other major electric
utility in the state, United
Mluminating, has not asked per-
mission to use the high-sulfur
fuel but probably would be
granted a similar exception,
Costle said.

He said all indications are
that low sulfur fuel would re-
main in short supply.
Northeast, he said, will have to
turn increasingly to coal.

“We don't want to be put in
the position of having to choose
each winter between electricity
or clean air,” Costle said *'Once
this equipment is installed
Northeast can go to-the inter-
national market for oil or coal
with little regard to its sulfur
content,"’

Costle said the company
would still have to get permis-
sion to burn the high-sulfur
products and that a public
hearing would be held before
that permission was granted,

Costle said that once the new
pollution equipment was in-
stalled the savings to Connec-
ticut in reduced health costs,
lost employment and property
damage could be as great as $80
million a year.

In the long run, Northeast
would save about $36 million a
year because of the higher costs
of low-sulfur fuel, he said.

"Pollution control equipment
is costly but $36 million a year
will buy a lot of control
equipment,” he said. He said he
didn't know if the new equip-
ment would lead to another rate
increase next year.
