Liberals Win

MONTREAL (AP) — Quebec
province’s Liberal government
won a landslide victory in elec-
tions Monday for a new provin-
cial assembly. The separatist
Partl Quebecois also increased
its popular vote from 23 per
cent in 1970 to 30 per cent, but
Liberal Premier Robert
Bourassa said he considered the
election a defeat of the
separatist movement which
wants to separate French-
speaking Quebec from the rest
of Canada. When counting
stopped for the night, the
Liberals had won 99 of the 110
assembly seats and were
leading in two other districts.
They had 1,513,807 votes, or 54
per cent, to 836,752 for the Parti
Quebecols.

Irishman Killed

BELFAST, Northern Ireland
(AP) — A 34-year-old Roman
Catholic answered a knock on
his door Monday night, and died
in a hail of bullets, Protestant
extremists were believed
responsible. It was the third
slaying in Northern Ireland in
two days and raised the con-
firmed death toll to 897 in more
than four years of warfare In
the province.

Launch Drives

PHNOM PENH, Cambodia
(AP) — Government forces
have launched two operations 12
and 35 miles northwest of
Phnom Penh to drive off Khmer
Rouge insurgents blocking the
highway to Battambang
province in northwest Cam-
bodia. The government troops
made little headway Monday, a
spokesman said, In Saigon, the
South Vietnamese government
said 37 North Vietnamese and
Viet Cong and six government
trops were killed Monday in
three attacks in the Mekong
Delta.

FIRST IN A SERIES

Three times within the last
five years Manchester voters
have been faced with referen-
dum questions seeking approval
for expansion of elementary
and secondary school space.

Three times the voters have
defeated the proposals.

This year, there is another
school question on the voting
machines — “For an appropria-
tion of $5.6 milllon for additions
to and renovations of Bennet
and Illing Junior High Schools."’

This year's proposal, which
will be the first question on the
voting machines Nov. 6, is es-
sentially a scaled-down version
of a $6.8 million junior high
school renovations-additions
project defeated by voters last
year,

In the 1972 referendum, the
school question lost by just 470
votes of the more-than-18,800
voles cast. And school ad-
ministrators point out that
nearly 3,000 persons who voted
in last year's national election
didn't bother to vole on the
school referendum.

The 1072 defeat of the junior
high school project was the
most recent blow to Board of
Education proposals, In 1971,
voters turned down three school
items: a new elementary school
In the northeast corner of town,
a new southwest junior high
school, and a swimming pool
for the new junlor high school,
In 1968, voters rejected plans
for a new elementary school at
Center Springs Park.

The School Referendum

Defeat of the 1972 referen-
dum for a third junior high
school indicated that voters
considered Bennet and Illing
Junlor High Schools as
adequate, so the Board of
Education planned the major
renovations-additions  project
for those schools.

When the question went to the
voters in 1972, school officlals
estimated that the actual cost
to the town — $3.9 million of the
total $6.8 million, with the
remainder paid by state funds
~ wouldn't result in any tax in-
crease because other school
bonds were being retired.

After voters rejected the
proposal by the slim 470-vole
margin, school officials main-
tained that the proposal was a
reasonable program that should
have been approved. Apparent-
ly uncertain about reasons for
the 1972 defeat, the Board of
Education immediately started
planning for another proposal in
1973.

A 38-member Citizens Ad-
visory Committee, appointed
by the school board last
January, studled secondary
school space needs for almost
four months and then reported
that there were needs for
renovations and additions to
Bennet and additions to Illing,
The advisory group sald,
however, that costs of the work
must be cut back from the $6.8
million total suggested in 1972,

In July, the Board of Educa-
tion passed a resolution seeking
a $5.6 million appropriation for
Bennet and Illing work, and the
paperwork went to the Town

Voting Oct. 1 were Welti,
Paris, Swensson, alternate
Truman Crandall (sitting for
Hutchinson), and alternate
Wilbert Garrison {sitting for
Sielfert).

Hutchinson contended Mon-
day night that the members
voling Oct. 1 broke a
"'gentlemen’s agreement'’ by
acting on the Devanney
request, He also claimed that
Robert's Rules of Order —
which other commission

DEP Okays Use Of
High Sulfur Fuel

HARTFORD (AP) — Connec-
ticut today reversed its en-
vironmental stand against high-
sulfur fuel for electric power
plants because of the energy
crisis.

Northeast Utilities, supplier
of power to most of Connec-
ticut, will be allowed to buy and
store high sulfur fuel, including
coal, said Environmental
Protection Commissioner
Douglas M. Costle,

In a reversal of environmen-
tal standards which prohibited
even the storage of fuel with
more than one-half per cent of
sulfur, Costle said the change

was needed to guarantee an
adequate supply of electricity
this winter,

Costle said he had instructed
Northeast to begin installing
$50 million to $80 million in
pollution control equipment to
reduce sulfur from the exhaust
but it would not be installed un-
til next year. A Northeast
spokesman said coal could be
burned in some s generators
within. three weeks. Others
would require a three-month
conversion,

Costle said if every public
utility plant in the state used
high sulfur fuel this winter,

Slater St. Zone

Change

The Manchester Planning and
Zoning Commission (PZC)
Monday night denied a zone
change — from Rural
Residence to Business 2 Zone—
for a five-acre parcel off Slater
St.

PZC members, unanimously
denying the request by Edgar
Clarke and Charles Burr, cited
traffic hazards, lack of public
water and sewer facilities, and
business intrusion into a
residential area as reasons for
denial.

The requested zone change in-
volved a five-acre parcel abut-
ting Interstate 86 and im-
mediately east of Clarke and
Burr's Antique Auto Museum
on Slater St.

Clarke and Burr maintained
that the zone change would be a
logical extension of the existing
Business 2 Zone where their
auto museum is located.

Several area residents,
speaking at the Oct. 1 public
hearing on the application, said
.the narrow Slater St. and
Tolland Tpke. couldn't handle
additional  traffic which might
result from increased business
use in the area.

Opponents of the application
also mentioned that Business 2
Zone in the Slater St. area
wouldn't conform with the
town's comprehensive plan.

Clarke and Burr didn't say
what they intended to do with
the five-acre parcel.
Manchester's zoning
regulations specify that several
types of uses — including
stores, offices, and parking lots
— are permitted in Business 2
Zones.

health standards would be

“The use of high sulfur fuels
may dampen a short-term
emergency (bhut) it is no solu-
tion in itself to the long-run
energy crisis and is certainly
100 costly to the health of
Connecticut citizens and the
quality of Connecticut's en-
vironment," Costle told a news
conference,

He said the company had in-
formed him last week that its
previously guaranteed supplies
of low-sulfur fuel had been
canceled because of the Middle
East war. Northeast had been
getting approximately half of
its fuel oil from the Middle
East, Costle said.

The other major electric
utility in the state, United
Mluminating, has not asked per-
mission to use the high-sulfur
fuel but probably would be
granted a similar exception,
Costle said.

He said all indications are
that low sulfur fuel would re-
main in short supply.
Northeast, he said, will have to
turn increasingly to coal.

“We don't want to be put in
the position of having to choose
each winter between electricity
or clean air,” Costle said *'Once
this equipment is installed
Northeast can go to-the inter-
national market for oil or coal
with little regard to its sulfur
content,"’

Costle said the company
would still have to get permis-
sion to burn the high-sulfur
products and that a public
hearing would be held before
that permission was granted,

Costle said that once the new
pollution equipment was in-
stalled the savings to Connec-
ticut in reduced health costs,
lost employment and property
damage could be as great as $80
million a year.

In the long run, Northeast
would save about $36 million a
year because of the higher costs
of low-sulfur fuel, he said.

"Pollution control equipment
is costly but $36 million a year
will buy a lot of control
equipment,” he said. He said he
didn't know if the new equip-
ment would lead to another rate
increase next year.

A new state law provides for
interest on security deposits.
To help answer some of the
questions we have received con-
cerning this law, we have as
guest columnist, State Banking
Commissioner James E.
Hagen, For more information,
write the Commissioner at the
Banking Department, State Of-
fice Building, Hartford, 06115,

Q. I am a tenant and have
lived in an apartment for only
six months. However, I am now
moving and would like to know
if T am still eligible for the in-
terest on my security deposit. If
so, how much can I expect?

A. Yes, you are still eligible
to receive interest on your
security deposit. The new
Connecticut State Law states
that starting Oct. 1, 1973, four
per cent interest will be paid
annuallly on security deposit.
Therefore, you would receive a
prorated amount concerning
the time for which your securi-
ty deposit was held.

Q. I am about to sign a year’s
lease on apartment., According
to the new Connecticut State
Law, I am supposed to receive
interest on my security deposit
after Sept. 30, 1974. Although
the law went into effect Oct. 1,
1973, there is no mention of such
interest payment on my con-
tract to lease. Should I sign my
lease without some sort of a
statement pertaining to this

new security deposit interest or
doesn't it matter?

A, The law states that in-
terest will be paid on security
deposits after Oct. 1, 1973,
Therefore, whether or nol there
is a statement to this effect ina
lease, you will still receive in-
Llerest payment on your security
deposit.

Q. Iam a landlord and recent-
ly heard about the new law
which allows interest to be paid
to tenants on their security
deposits. When must [ make
these payments? Is there a
specific procedure 1 should
follow?

A. Basically, the procedure
that a landlord should follow
allows him two choices. A
landlord will either issue a
check for the amount of securi-
ty deposit interest accumulated
or merely deduct this amount
from a tenant's next rent fee. If
a tenant, however, fails to pay
his rent within ten days of its
due date, he will lose the entire
year's interest on his security
deposit.

I am disturbed when I learned
that in many cases il takes one
school year to evaluate a child’s
problem — months lost in a
youngster’s life because testing
and evaluation, the responsibili-
ty of adults and a school
system, aren't being carried
out promptly.

My concern grows when a
parent tells me that five

months after opening of school,
she is tolday a umt:;:”b«
youngster is a "‘problem M
— relnforced later by a
cipal's report that her ¢
‘*hopeless disciplinary
problem'’,

In desperation she consulted
her doctor and-was advised to
have the child tested. The tests
showed & deep-seated
emotional problem demanding
professional help, What if the
parent had not persisted? What
if she had given up?

I think an emotionally-
disturbed youngster deserves
more than a soclal worker. The
child deserves a special-

planned, professionally coor-
dinated program of care -
quick to diagnose them, and
quick to respond.

And such a program needs to
involve the prrents in the
avaluation process, every step
of the way.

The General Assembly,
during its last session, enacted
a law which became effective
o Oct. 1. I want to share it with
you: ‘“‘Immediately upon for-
mal identification of any child
requiring special educution, the
responsible town or regional
board of education shall inform
the parent pr guardian of such
child of the laws relating to

ayi'ng —

special education.”

Those laws mandate
‘‘sultable educatlonal
programs’’ for youngsters with
unusual needs. To me there's a
difference between suitable and

special, and the difference Is }{

increased the mill rate by more
than one mill.

Then in 1073, the Democratic
board cut the mill rate by two
mills. Once again let's look at
the facts, In the first place, the

The developer also
offered to pay $50,000 in ad-
vance for a preliminary
engineering study, There is now
a large motel in East Hartford
and one to be built just over the
Manchester line in Vernon, We
could have had the tax revenue
plus additional future develop-
ment in this area.

The President has long been prone
to overstatement of some of his
views.

His allegation of ‘‘frantic,
hysterical reporting’’ by news media,
he stated last week, "‘does not get un-
der his skin because *‘the tougher it
gets, the cooler I get."

In effect, the President has punted.

We will admit that in recent weeks
with major news events unfolding in
almost never-ending succession that
perhaps the word ““frantic'' could be
applied as newsmen sought to relay to
editors and readers the latest news
developments but “hysterical’ it was
not.

We think those who would take a
less partisan view of the media than
the President would find as a whole
tendency to report the fast-breaking
and momentous events such as war in
the Mideast, a vice president's
resignation, a special prosecutor’'s
firing and the resignation of two top
administration officials cautiously
and responsibly.

The media did not fire Mr. Cox, the
media did not start the war, the media
did not force Mr. Richardson to

resign. The media reported these
events as they happened and the
timetable was the President’s so if the
events seemed ‘‘hysterical” the cause
lies' with the source, not with the
reporters.

The President implies that “when
people are pounded night after night
with that kind of frantic, hysterical
reporting, it naturally shakes their
confidence."

Poppycock.

Whatever power the media may
have to influence the people; it, like
those who practice the political
profession, cannot fool all the people
all the time.

Any newsman who “‘pounded night
after night with....frantic, hysterical
reporting’’ would soon lose whatever
credibility he had and could not shake
the confidence of a two-year-old let
alone the mature American public.

The media may not get under “his
skin'' but his outburst at the con-
ference obviously indicates the media
has gotten his *‘goat'’ and now he
wants it to be his scapegoat.

Obviously, the heat in the kitchen is
going up.

It concerns
the spending of $5,600,000 for
renovations and additions to the
Bennet and Illing Junior High
Schools.

The Board of Education has
launched an all out drive to con
the voters into believing that
there is a dire need for their
super deluxe project with its
sky high price tag.

The board and school officials
continue to ignore all in-
dications pointing to a
decreasing $chool population in
the years ahead. Why then, all
the pressure for such a vast
program of building and
renovation at the junior high
schools at this time?

True, a substantial amount of
needed repairs and face lifting
may be in order due to a
prolonged delay in maintenance
work because the board chose
to put the money into fantastic
salaries for the schools' ad-
ministrative staff, plus the
creation of several new high
paid posts and teaching
positions.

Don’t be fooled by the
educators’ line that this is all
being done to guarantee so
called “quality education.” I
challenge the school officials to
prove that this massive expen-
diture will result in any better
education than was available 5
or 10 or 25 years ago. All their
innovations in reading, new
math, English, etc., have not
succeeded in producing greater
numbers of better educated in-
dividuals.

The Board of Education can
not distinguish between quality
education and Quantity
Extravagance. This is why they
want the taxpayers to bankroll
them with twice as much as is
reasonable for providing ab-
solute necessities and not
luxuries.

Mr. and Mrs, Voter, you must
be fed up with the annual
million dollar school budget in-
creases; the lack of respon-
siveness of the Board of Educa-
tion to your wishes and
suggestions; the wave of van-
dalism and disregard for high
cost educational plants and
equipment; the credibility gap
that exists between the Board
of Education, school officials,
the Board of Directors, and the
public.

Well, this is the time to have
your say, and, of course, it must
be no to Question 1. The 4,000
plus retired senior citizens
should all vote no, unless they
want a tax increase which this
5.6 million spending spree will
surely bring about.

The charter revisions are so
trivial that they are hardly
worth consideration because

To the editor:

Election time is almost here,
and we have been told of ac-
complishments, given promises
and plans for the future.
However;-the-feally_importaiit ™
issues have not been touched.

First is the issue of the
management of the town.
Whenever a change of our form
of government is suggested, we
are always told that we have
the best one. It was even men-
tioned during the time of the
Charter Revision Commission
that the request for a change
was due to wanting to remove
the town manager. Each time it
is said that change of our form
of government isn't necessary
since it is the responsibility of
the Board of Directors and they
have the power to remove him,
I it is known that the people
are so dissatisfied that a
Charter Revision Committee
and now a Blue Ribbon Com-
mittee had to be formed, then
why is nothing done?

That brings us to the second
issue which is government by
the people, of the people, and
for the people. It was promised
during the last election that our
government would be more
responsive to the people, yet
one of the first actions this
Democratic Board took was to
limit the right of the public.to
speak Lo five minutes. Then the
altempl was made to refuse to
answer questions. At the public
hearing on the budget, a timer
was brought in that buzzed in
five minutes to ensure no one
was passing the limit. The peo-
ple were told that they could

speak later but that meant
waiting a long time and even
then Mayor Thompson forgot
and had to be reminded. In all
the years I have attended public
hearings, it was the first time I
ever saw such a total disregard
for the people,

That pattern has continued
throughout this administration,
When  the public asks about
questionable behavior of the
town manager, Mayor Thomp-
son shows annoyance to the per-
son instead of considering the
reason for the question, If the
board protected the people as
well as il does its own image,
then maybe more would be
done on our behalf. The
members are elected to repre-
sent us, yet they have
represented the manager
against the people.

The most important issue is
their not upholding the Town
Charter which is the basis of
law for Manchester. Whenever
the town manager has broken
the charter as he did in
purchasing equipment for snow
removal without competitive
bidding; when he tried to sneak
items on the agenda without full
public hearing as the board ac-
cused him of; when he has
made negotiated bids without a
bid waiver; or when he did not
disclose all revenue available
at budget lime, no corrective
action was taken. The manager
is reprimanded with a slap on
the wrist, and told not to do it
again. Why should anyone stop
breaking the law when there
are no consequences to fear?
Why is he above the law?

When the manager put
through the zone change on
Laurel Lake, Director Pietrian-
tonio said "'Five years of hard
work to protect the people’s in-
terest just went up in smoke”,
since the manager had ignored
the orders of the board not to
obtain the change until we own
the lake in 1975. Yet the board
did nothing, Why? This board
admits there was a $600,000
mix-up in the sewer accounts
and the board tries to blame the
previous administration when it
well knows that the manager is
responsible for fiscal operation
of the town. The mix-up came
because the manager totally ig-
nored an order issued by that
previous administration not to
borrow the money unless
‘fiecessary and nol until all
fiscal matters have been
studied. The final shuffling of
funds came during this ad-
ministration and some harsh
words were said but the
manager was excused and the
issue has never been satisfac-
torily settled to this date since
there hasn't been an audit done
on the sewer account yet and
figures do not match on all the
different statements given out,
The most recent example is the
hidden funds that were dis-
covered for Purnell Place.

Another example of the
people’s wishes being ignored
was the Parker Street issue.
Over 200 interested people
came to that meeting. They
asked the board to look into
every other possible solution
before closing Parker Street, 1
believe, along with the majority
of those who attended that final
meeting, the minds of Llhe
members of the board were
made up before the people even
spoke. When asked recently
whether or not other
suggestions were even in-
vestigated, it seems no suitable
answer was forthcoming, In
fact, Mayor Thompson accused
the questioner of elec-
tioneering when he was asked
why private properly was
paved by town trucks, Shouldn't
his anger be turned on the guil-
ty party not on the citizen who
has the right to know?

Middle East Peril And Hope

NEW YORK, N.Y. — There
are some ironic parallels in the
behavior of Leonid Brezhney in
his Middle East adventure and
Richard Nixon in his Archibald
Cox adventure. Both
overreached, and each had to
retreat — Brezhnev by transfor-
ming his threatened shipment
of Russian forces into a few
hundred “observers," Nixon by
agreeing gudgingly to the ap-
pointment of another special
prosecutor,

At present writing, the Ad-
ministration’s fortunes in the
Middle East are more hopeful
than on its home front, es-
pecially if Congress should in-
sist that the new special
prosecutor be chosen by Judge
Sirica rather than by the acting
attorney general. President
Nixon's claim of coolness made
to the reporters— *‘The tougher
it gets, the cooler I get'' — may
have been shown in his
relations with Brezhnev, but
was not demonstrably backed
up by his fury at the way he
feels the media have threatened
him,

The Middle East is a
beautiful case history of how
the military, diplomatic and
psychological strands in history
are tangled together beyond
separation. Nevertheless, at

this moment, the key to what’

is happening is the military-
psychological strand. One cannot
understand the diplomatic
maneuvering of the Soviet
Union afd the United States un-
less one understands the hope-
turned-humiliation of Sadat's
Egypt, and the. dismay-turned-
hope of Golda Meir’s Israel.

The Egyptians hoped that a
military victory, with Soviet
weapons' help and joint action
by other Arab nations, would
either rout Israel or give them
a huge bargaining advantage in
the cease-fire. The surprise ele-
ment favored them. It buoyed

i

On another most important
issue which affects everyone in
town, no one was allowed to
speak because Mayor Thomp-
son signed our Town
Manchester into a regional
arrangement with Hartford and
Hartford Process with no public
hearings, even though one of
the requirements of the
regional arrangement was full
and complete public discussion.
Why did they ignore the public?
Could it be because part of the
arrangement is a "‘Fair Share
Housing Program' that they
knew the people wouldn't want?

Why does the board avold
referendums, hearings and dis-
cussions? These issues affect
every resident, This time it was
the Parker Street area; the
next time it might be your
property that is hurt, or your
children through the school
system. For your sake, vole
Republican.

the Arabs and dismayed the
Israelis. But better tactics,
strategy, fighting initiative and
imaginative boldness turned
the tide for the Israelis.

This is no time for jubilation
by them. It was a close thing for
the Israelis, and the wrenching
sadness of their casualties will
be a heavy price for their come-
back. Yet military historians
for years to come will be
studying the way the war
turned.

In Egypt, where the Soviet
ground-to-air missiles took a
heavy toll of the Israell planes,
the turning point came with the
bold and deceptive Israeli
crossing to the canal's west
bank, the capture of the missile
sites, the cutting of supply lines
and the encirclement of
Egypt's crack third army.
When the Egyptian forces
valiantly tried to fight their
way out between the various
cease-fires, the Israelis
answered violations with
violations, and closed the trap.

The Egyptian dismay was
matched by the Russian.
Understandably, both tried to
cut their losses in the adventure
that had become a humiliating
misadventure. After Kosygin's
hurried huddle with Sadat in
Cairo, Brezhnev signaled
Kissinger to Moscow, where
they hammered out a cease-fire
agreement that would save face
for the Arabs but that the
Israeis could live with— literal-
ly and figuratively.

Then came the second Soviet
adventure which turned into a
misadventure, As Sadat learned
the full extent of the encircle-
ment of his troops, and their
failure to extricate themselves,
he turned again to the Russians.
In his note to the United States,
Brezhnev threatened to deal
with Israell “'violations™ alone,
This was the "other Brezhnev"
— not the detente Brezhnev.

I found it hard to believe, as
some do, that Kissinger dreamt "
up the Brezhnev threat in some
Metternichian nightmare, or
that Mr. Nixon ordered him to
invent it to extricate him from
his own political trap. To throw
the nation and the world into a
sharp crisis, by a military
alert, at a time when the payoff
might be made with weapons of
annihilation, and to do it for
personal reasons rather than
the national interest, would be
criminal conduct for which im-
peachment would be a pale
punishment,

There will be continuing peril
in the Middle East, but some
hope is emerging too. For the
first time in Israel's history,
the Arab stales have to
recognize its sovereign
existence and, by the nature of
the cease-fire, they will have to
negotiate directly with Israel
about the terms of the peace,

This fact in itself may be the
start of a new era in the Middle
East, one without a chain
reaction of lethal wars, If the
detente can bring even an un.
easy peace to the Israel| and
Arab peoples, that alope wil|
have Justified It — and given it g
start for more to come.

NEW YORK (AP) — Oud
business concepts die hard, es-
pecially if they appear to serve
those who harbor them, but just
as often because of a blind fear
that life cannot exist without
them.

Many people will recall that
at the conclusion of World War
I there was a tendency. of
businesses to split into two
schools: those who thought the
country would return to depres-
sion, and those who believed a
boom lay ahead.

Among the more notable of
those who felt that since the
country emerged from a
prewar depression it was
destined to return to a postwar
one was Montgomery Ward &
Co. Belting on the future,
Sears, Roebuck & Co, grew
larger than its rival.

In the more distant past was
the notion that ordinary
working people couldn’t be
trusted with a dollar — that if
they wanted credit they should
g0 to the personal finance com-
panies, where rates higher than
bank rates prevailed.

Now it is well established fact
that one of the duties small
borrowers place uppermost on
their list of obligations is the
repayment of loans. The dis-
covery of this has a lot to do
with the growth of financial in-
stitutions.

Remember when advertising
restrictions were suhposed to
have ruined the cigareite in-
dustry? It's thriving. And how
many times have auto makers
rebelled against federal
regulations? Their profits are
at record highs.

A sweeping illustration of the
genre I8 suggested by the at-
titude of business to smoke.

Currency exchange rates
were fixed after World War II
out of necessity. If nation's
were to resume tading they had
to have a standard of what one
currency was worth in relation
to another,

Trade — the market itself —
can establish relative values,
but almost no trade existed
among the devastated postwar
economies. The dollar was in-
serted as the kingpin. It was a
currency of known value, and
other currencies could be
assigned values in relation to it.

The world lived with this
fixed rate concept for more
than two decades. If a country’s
currency was demonstrably
weaker than its assigned value
then it was devalued. If overly
strong it might be revalued to
restore harmony.

The whole thing fell apart,
however, when the dollar no
longer could serve as the
kingpin. Because of inflation
and growing competitiveness
abroad, its value slowly sank.
Then it was officially devalued.

The effect was to wreck the
old fixed rate system, and
many businessmen, economists
and government officials
feared the worst. Trade will
come to a crushing halt. You
can't live without fixed rates,
they said,

There were exceptions, most-
ly notably Prof. Milton Fried-
man. Why not, he said, float
currencles free to find their
own value in the market place?
Currency values would be
whatever traders were willing
to pay for them.

Absurd, said the doubters,
we'll never know what we're
paying. We need to know if a
dollar's a dollar and a franc a
franc.

Well, exchange rates are
floating, in the words of Morgan
Guaranty, ‘‘not because of
changed philosophical
preferences but because of a
pragmatic recognition.' As has
happened so often, the worst
fears were only fears.

Giles Comments on Sewage Odors

In answer to0 numerous com-
plaints relative to “‘obnoxious
odors" emanating from the
town's sewage treatment plant,
Jay Giles, Manchester's direc-
tor of public works, has Issued
the following explanation of the
situation:

“Due to the malfunction of

ester mixing equipment at
& Water Pollution Control
Facilities on Olcott St. during

the 197273 winter, the Sewer |l

ent found It necessary
to discharge excess sludge into
two old sludge drying beds In
the rear of the Primary Treat-
ment Plant.

The Sewer Department
expected that natural aeration
and digestion would take place
in that the discharged sludge
would be thoroughly digested
prior to the warm summer
months, However, due to the
excessive amount of rain that
occurred in the winter and
summer months, the sludge did
not dry out and when the warm
weather came, an offensive
odor resulted.

"The Sewer Department was
in close contact with the State
Department of Environmental
Protection In June and July of
this year and obtained its
expertise and advice in
handling the problem. Deep
trenches were excavated in two
adjacent sludge drying beds in
order to expedite dranage, and
various chemicals, including
lime and sodium nitrate, are
spread over the sludge in order
to control the odor and speed up
the digestion process. In July
and August, additional
chemicals were sprayed on the
sludge bed, which virtually
eliminated the odor problem.
Complaints from the public
ceased and the Department of
Environmental Protection was
satisfied that the problem had
been resolved. ’

““During the past week the ob-
noxious odor again became a
problem but not to the extent
that it was earlier in the
summer. The Sewer Depart-
ment has consulted with the
Department of Environmental
Protection and feels that the
problem has recurred, due to

Mayor Pete Wilson said Monday the City Council had refused
unanimously to approve terms of a new stadium lease sought by
Marjorie L. Everett, leading stockholder in Hollywood Park
Race Track.

Questions, Answers|

On School Vote

Manchester school ad-
ministrators and Board of
Education members, who have
been speaking to town clvic
groups about the Nov. 6 school
referendum, have released a
list of most-often-asked
questions and answers concer-
ning the referendum.

The referendum — to be the
first question on the Nov. 6
voting machines — asks voters
to decide on a proposed $5.6
million renovations-additions
program for Bennet and Iiling
Junior High Schools.

Here are the questions and
answers:

Question: Why are the
schools in need of space when
local, statewide and nationwide
enrollments are decreasing?

Answer: Additional space to
be gained with this referendum
is not intended to handle future
growth but to provide needed
space for youngsters presently
in our school system or
projected to be in the schools,
Bennet is overcrowded and this
referendum will give them ad-
ditional pupil capacity. Long
standing deficiencies at Bennet
will also be corrected. The ad-
dition to Illing will just provide
space equivalent to what ninth
grade presently occupies at the
high school. The addition to
Illing will free up 11 classrooms
and a great deal of special area
space such as lavatories, shops,
home economics area and gym
space at the high school, which
the high school desperately
needs.

Question: Why is this written
as one referendum question and
not presented to the voters
separately in the form of an
Illing question and a Bennet
question?

Answer: This is a solution to
the total townwide secondary
school space problem. The
passage of just one of these
items would still leave severe
problems as far as housing an
adequate secondary program.
We feel that this proposal will
give as nearly equal secondary
space for students at Illing and
Bennet as possible. Since the
problem is a total town
problem, the solution should be
a total town solution.

Question: Why wasn't one
school referendum brought up
this year and one next year in
order to ease the burden on the
taxpayers?

Answer: Construction costs
are rising at the rate of ap-
proximately one-half per cent
per month, Delaying any part of
this referendum would just add
to the cost and delay the solu-
tion of this problem.

Question: What is the cost of
this referendum to the town and
what effect will this have on the
lax rate?

Answer: The total cost of this
referendum is $5.86 million of
which $2.5 million will be paid
by the State of Connecticut in
the form of state aid and $3.1
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million will be Manchester's
share and will be paid for by the
fsspnance of 20-year bonds.
Because we are presently
retiring existing bonds, such as
those issued for Illing and the
high school, the town bond In-
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debtedness is decreasing and

will offset almost the entire $3.1
million cost of this referendum.

There should be no increase in >

the tax rate because of this

referendum. Certainly we do

not wish to mislead the voters,

If this issue were not passed

there would be the possibility of

a small tax decrease.

Question;: How much has
been pent on architects fees
for this proposal and who will
be the architects for these ad-
ditions and renovations?

Answer: Two years ago,
when the Board of Education
proposed a referendum for a
third high school and a new
elementary school, more than
$90,000 of town money was
spent in architectual fees
because blueprints and
specifications were prepared.
This referendum was defeated
and the plans have not been
used. We have learned from
this situation. Last year we
spent $10,000 and hired two
local architects to prepare sim-
ple, feasible studies in order to
give us just enough information
to get a reasonable cost es-
timate for the referendum. This
year we have revised last
year’s plans and have spent a
Little more than $1,000 on
architects's fees. No architect
has been hired for this project.
Assuming that the referendum
passes on Nov. 8, the first order
of business for the Director of
Public Works and Town
Building Committee will be the
selection of architects,

Question: Why spend money
on an old school like Bennet?

Answer: When voters
defeated the proposal for a new
junior high school two years
ago, they told the Board of
Education that we would have
to make do with two junior high
schools. Secondly, over a
million dollars has been spent
at Bennet over the last few
years in overhauling the
heating system and other small
renovation projects throughout
the five buildings. The Barnard,
Franklin, Main and Trade
School buildings are structually
sound. We feel that this renova-
tion will bring them into
excellent condition. They can
house an up-to-date junior high
school program and give the
town many years of continued
service at a very reasonable
price.

He further asked the mayor if
he did not have knowledge of
the fund, then what step should

be taken to expeditiously audit
and discontinue this particular
fund and “how we can best
determine whether other such
funds, not subject to audit,
exist.”

“Only by an open, frank and
candid discussion of this
matter, by the council, can
effective remedial steps be
taken," Benoit told the mayor.

Benoit continued, *‘I
recognize the fact that political
considerdtions may dictate a
desire on your part to postpone
action on my request until after
next Tuesday’s election. I feel,
however, that the urgency and
importance of this matter
transcends partisan con-
sideration,”

In a report to the Recreation
Commission, Donald Berger,
director of recreation,
explained that checks coming in
to pay for the purchase of soft-
balls for the various leagues,
and also for fees for softball of-
ficials, were considered, by
him, to be ‘‘washout items."" He
explained that this meant that
money was paid in and then
paid out.

Com-
muters, school children and
non-drivers, particularly the
elderly and handicapped per-
sons, have special need of the
buses.

The commuter bus service
which 1 vigorously supported
from its inception is off to a
good start. I have proposed to
the Department of Transporta-
tion that this service be
expanded with a commuter
parking lot in the south end of
Manchester. This proposal is
under consideration by the
DOT.

I believe that transportation
services can be integrated since
needs are at different times of
the day. Commuters use the
buses early in the morning and
late in the afternoon, whereas
school children follow the com-
muter in the morning and
precede him in the afternoon.

concern that any new speclal
prosecutor named by President
Nixon might not have authority

Cox, who was fired as special

“I do not think that definition

The most expensive item in
this year's proposed
renovations-additions  project

Bennet Alterations
Major Cost Items

In the 1972 referendum, it was
estimated that §2,007,000 would
be spent on alterations to the
five buildings;

The remainder of the es-
timated $2,719,000 total to be
spent at Bennet would go for
construction of a new media
cenler-gymnasium building
($883,500), site development
($37,000), repairs ($74,800),
architect and engineering fees
($196,000), furniture and equip-

Costs of all the items were
pared down — by the Board of
Education and the Town
Building Committee — from the
1972 estimated total of $3.4
million to be spent at Bennet.

United States
Pushing Mideast
Peace Talks

WASHINGTON (AP) — Secretary of State Henry A.
Kissinger will visit Cairo and other Mideast capitals next
week as the United States tries to promote peace
negotiations between Israel and its Arab foes, officials

said.
The trip, formally announced
today, is considered a prelude

| to talks between Israel and the

Arab states late this year or in
early 1974.

Kissinger will stop in Jidda
and Amman to confer with
Saudi Arabian and Jordanian
leaders, and possibly also in
Rabat, Morocco. Then, after a
stop in Pakistan, he will fly to
Peking on Nov. 10 for a visit
postponed because of the
Mideast war.

The White House had planned
to announce Kissinger's trip
following a meeting today
between President Nixon and
Ismail Fahmy, the acting Egyp-
tian foreign minister.

The secret was spilled
Tuesday night while the Presi-
dent, Kissinger and Soviet Am-
bassador Anatoly F. Dobrynin
were meeting at Camp David,
Md.

As the diplomatic pace
quickened, Prime Minister
Golda Meir of Israel was
granted an appointment with
Nixon at the White House on
Thursday.

She asked to see the Presi-

dent amid indications that the
United Stales was pressing
Israel to yield Egyptian
territory on the west bank of
the Suez Canal seized between
two U.N. cease-fire calls last
week,

The fact that Kissinger's trip
to Cairo had already been
planned was taken as evidence
that Washington has already
decided on at least the broad
outline of its diplomatic course.

Both the United States and
the Soviet Union have pledged
lo use their "good offices'" to
expedite negotiations between
Israel and her Arab neighbors.
Of the two super powers,
Washington clearly is playing
the dominant role, while
keeping Moscow informed prin-
cipally through Dobrynin,

All attempts to foster
negotiations since Israel was
established 25 years ago have
foundered even before an agen-
da could be prepared. The
object of the current
exploratory talks is to bring the
two sides together under one
roof, bargaining through a U.S.
intermediary or directly across
the table from each other.

"'presidential files” to protect
them from subpoena.

A spokesman for the Southern
New England Telephone Co
(SNETCO) said vandalisin to
coin lelephones had increased
from $23.000 for January
through September last year to
$31.000 for the first nine months
this year.

The totals include loss of
revenue as well as equipment,
the spokesman explained, Coln
telephone vandalism on college
campuses has increased so
much in some arcas that
SNETCO is “'considering
having outgoing service only.”

Al the Connecticut Light &
Power Co., a spokesman said
“We don't have any numbers
but we sée this vandalism thing
ns an increasing phenomenon.
