Meat Contamination' Reportedly 
Found In Several Cities
NORW ALK (A P ) -  Â  

national consumer publication 
said today that a spot c h e ^  of 
ground beef last month in seven 
major U.S. cities found that the 
meat bought at supermarkets, 
was "often contaminated with 
fecal bacteria.

"What can be concluded ... is 
that the consumer has no pre­
sent assurance that the ground 
beef he is purchasing is free of 
disease producing organisms,” 
said Media and Consumer 
magazine, a monthly published 
by Media and Consumer Foun­
dation, a nonprofit public ser­
vice organization based here.

The magazine said its spot 
check was conducted either 
through newspapers or televi­
sion stations in Chicago, San

F ra n c isc o , P h ila d e lp h ia , 
Boston, Louisville, Ky. St. 
Petersburg, Fla. and Dayton, 
Ohio.

On Oct 3 or 11, reporters 
bought packages of ground beef 
at two stores of each of the four 
or five largest local chain 
s to res  in th e ir  a re a , the 
magazine said.

The meat was taken to a local 
testing laboratory where it was 
analyzed, according to the 
magazine.

The m ag az in e  sa id  the 
presence of E. coli bacteria is 
an indicator of potentially dis­
ease causing germs from the in­
testine. The report said te 
b a c te ria  was d e tec ted  in 
samples from six of the seven 
cities. In Boston a check for E.

coli bacteria was not made, the 
report said.

"E. coli contamination may 
come from several sources. It 
may come from backed-up 
sewer lines seeping into water 
used for cleaning grinders or 
processing areas, from meat 
handlers who fail to wash their 
hands after using the toilet or 
f ro m  th e  i n t e s t i n e s  of 
slaughtered an im als ,” the 
magazine said.

The magazine said in 44 per 
cent of the samples collected 
from  D ayton, L ouisv ille , 
Philadelphia and St. Petersberg 
the E. coli count exceeded 50 
o rgan ism s per g ram , the 
maximum leyel set by Oregon 
state law.
' “ Consumers in these and 
other cities have no assurances 
that their ground beef will be 
free of fecal bacteria in the 
future,” the report said.

The magazine in the last six 
months has run a series of ar­
ticles and editorials about meat 
and sanitary standards.

In August following a check 
of nieat cutter operations in six 
cities assistant editor Douglas 
Newton wrote:

“ Many superm arkets are 
selling filthy meat. They’re 
able to sell it for two reasons:

“Consumers obviously cannot 
d e t e c t  th e  p r e s e n c e  o f  
m ic r o s c o p ic  o r g a n is m s  
dangerous to  their life and 
health.

“ And, there are just not 
enough inspectors to enforce 
supermarket sanitation.”

The pumpkins were probably 
taken away in a truck.

Installation of some bright 
lights in the yard, after the visit 
of the thieves, apparently 
prevented further raids, and 
now the pumpkin season has 
come to an end.

“ With Halloween, w e’re 
finished,”  Mr. Edmondson 
siad. The large pumpkins are 
grown, and purchased, entirely 
for Halloween decoration and 
have no other use. It would be 
possible, perhaps, to use them 
for pumpkin pies, but cooks 
prefer the sm all “ sugar” 
pumpkins, a different variety, 
and the Edmondsons did not 
plant sugar pumpkins this year.

Those that were Still left in 
the yard when the holiday 
passed will be chopped into 
pieces and fed to two Jersey 
cows owned by Mr. Edmond­
son’s brother, Hubert, who lives 
next door.

New Variety
The large pumpkins are of a 

v a r ie ty  ca lle d  H ow den’s 
S p ec ia l. M r. E dm ondson 
believes it is a development 
from a familiar old variety, 
Connecticut Field Pumpkin. 
The breeding work, he un­
d e r s ta n d s ,  w as d one  in 
Massachusetts and the seed has 
been produced by the Harris 
Seed Company. ’This is the first 
year that Howden’s Special has 
been available.

60. Tons of P um pkins
Peter Jind his brother, Paul, 

14, and sister, Bonnie, 9, have 
helped their parents with the 
entire enterprise. There isn’t 
garden space enough at their 
home for everything they grow 
and additional land is rented 
from four other owners. The 
crops, in addition to pumpkins, 
are sweet corn, Indian corn, 
cucumbers, peppers, beans, 
raspberries, summer squash 
and two kinds of winter squash, 
acorn and butternut. There is 
honey from several hives of, 
bees.

Pumpkins, in spite of the loss 
to thieves, will be the most 
profitable of these ventures. “If 
we have any profit,” said Mr. 
Edmondson, “it will be because 
of the pumpkins.” He neither 
counted nor weighed the crop, 
but there were nine and a half 
loads on a flat-bed truck and 
each load was between six and

seven tons. We figured the toal 
must have been, then, about 60 
tons. Most of them were sold.

Also being displayed and sold 
in recent weeks have been 
potted chrysanthemums, grown 
by the family from cuttings 
purchased at a Springfield 
greenhouse in the spring.

The most popular kind of 
sweet corn this year has been 
Silver Queen, a white corn with 
medium-sized ears. Butter and 
Sugar, the corn with mixed 
white and yellow kernels on the 
same ear, was formerly in 
greatest demand, but the Ed­
m ondsons s ta r te d  g iv ing 
customers a couple of ears of 
Silver Queen to take home and 
try . Now the w hite corn 
represents 90 per cent of their 
market.

There is half an acre of 
raspberry bushes, in which 
Hubert Edmondson has a share, 
and after the family has tired of 
the chore of picking berries 
customers are allowed to pick 
their own a t a reduced price.

There is a - “mostly German 
shepherd” dog, Ralph, who is 
much too friendly to scare 
away thieves but, instead, has 
helped to welcome customers, 
and Mrs. Edmondson says, will

miss the activity now that the 
season has ended.

GROTON (AP) — General Dynamics has just received 
its biggest contract ever, $500 million to build seven sub­
marines.

But some of the work may be done in Rhode Island as 
well as at its Electric Boat Division (EB) here.

On ’Thursday, the Navy an­
nounced that EB had been 
selected to build seven nuclear 
attack submarines, a job which 
reportedly will provide “ steady 
jobs through the decade” and 
would increase employment by 
5,000.

’The award comes at a time 
when Rhode Island Gov. Philip 
W. Noel is trying to figure out 
what to do with land at the 
Quonset Point Naval Air Sta­
tion. The Navy announced 
earlier this year that it would 
be closed as part of Pentagon 
cutback plans.

The land is controlled by 
Congress, which will pass it to 
the G eneral S ervices Ad­
ministration (GSA). The GSA 
then will sell or lease the land, 
but Congress has made a provi­
sion for contracting it out “in 
the interim ,” according to 
Noel’s spokesman.

“Electric Boat is one of the 
firms that has expressed an in­
terest in the Quonset Point 
site,” a spokesman for Noel 
said Friday, ‘"rheir officials 
have visited the site and they 
are in discussions with the 
governor.”

The spokesman suggested 
that “you can draw your own in­
ferences” from a statement by 
Noel that he had talked to a 
firm which hopes to put 2,000 

' jobs in Rhode Island within 14 
months.

However, the spokesman 
cautioned, Noel “refused to 
connect EB with this.”

Moscow Enshrines Detente

i

MOSCOW — Althoygh the tea 
leaves are not yht entirely 
settled, the Kreiplin’s inner 
reaction to the Middle East 
crisis of 1973 is another piece of 
evidence that detente with 
Washington has now been 
enshrined at a pinnacle of 
Soviet policy form which mere 
wars between allies of the U.S. 
and the Soviet Union shall not 
be permitted to dislodge it.

Even the genuine fright in 
Washington that Soviet troops 
might be on the way to the Suez 
Canal from  a ir f ie ld s  in 
Hungary, which apparently led 
to the worldwide U.S. military 
alert, failed to have more than 
momentary impact on the 
policymakers here.

Before that sensible precau­
tion was taken on Thursday, 
Soviet officials were quietly 
praising the way. Secretary of 
State Henry Kissinger was 
trying to deal with the volatile 
question of I s ra e l’s new 
positions to the west of the Suez 
Canal not far from Cairo.

As one of these officials told 
us; “your man McCloske 
(chief S tate D epartm ent 
spokesman Robert McCloskey) 
has used just the right language 
to describe the effect of all this 
on detente.”

Moreover, there have been 
many signs that — contrary to 
charges by high officials in 
Israel that the Middle' East war 
was plotfed, timed and ordered 
by Moscow — the Russians saw 
a new outburst of war between 
Israel and the Arabs as not an 
unm ixed  b le s s in g .

A lg e rian  p re s id e n t  
Boumedienne tu m ^  up at his 
own request in Moscow on Oct. 
14 in the middle of the fighting 
in the Middle East, he left dis­
appointed following an all-night 
session with top Kremlin 
leaders. Nor was there bona 
fide “exhortation,” said one 
long-time Western expert, by 
party chief Leonid B re ^ e v  for 
Algeria to send troops to the 
Middle East.

Non-U.S. Western sources 
say two o ther p ieces of 
evidence are beyond dispute: 
’That Moscow did ndt want Jor­
dan to enter the war against 
Israel and that Moscow has not 
pressured oil-rich Arab states 
to punish the U.S; Why? It 
might boomerang into a Soviet 
backlash.

If true, this is all the more 
remark;able because the 
Russians have been taking a 
political pasting in the so-called 
third or uncommitted world for 
trying to become a bedmate of 
the United States. One of the 
chiet villains in the non-aligned 
conference in Algiers last 
month was the Soviet Union.

Russians in position to know 
high-level opinions in the Polit­
buro, moreover, went out of 
their way to defend th^ U.S. 
a g a in s t  c h a rg e s  th a t  
Washington encouraged the 
first violations of the Suez 
Canal ceasefire which were 
charged to Israel. President 
Niwn’s problem of persuading 
Israel to make “substantial 
concessions" on territory, as 
promised by Kissinger, are ful;

that the Russians have suddenly 
become nice little boys who 
want to play with Uncle Sam, 
but that at this point in time 
detente is perceived here as in 
the'{highest interest of the 
Soviet Union, a subject needing 
elaboration in a subsequent 
column.

the use by members of my staff 
of any reference to a Divine 
Being during office hours, even 
if employed as a cuss word. The 
salaries of these people are 
paid out of the F ed era l 
treasury. They have no right to 
involve their government in 
excessive entanglement in 
religious matters.”

It figures. The man is only 
hewing to the intent as well as 
the letter of the judicial panel’s 
ruling.

Christmas parties in govern­
ment offices should have been 
banned long ago because they 
break up so many happy homes. 
Now the Nativity scene case 
has given our rulers a golden 
opportunity to save millions of 
marriages.

Why should a partially sub­
sidized U.S. Postal Service be 
fo rc e d  to  d e l iv e r  u n ­
constitutional Christmas cards 
and packages? Atheists pay 
taxes, too. If the Constitution 
says what the Supreme Court 
says it does, no employe of thp 
federal government anywhere 
should be paid for goofing off on 
(3iristmas Day.

Here a shopper will findhand- 
painted ARABIA dinnerware, 
distinguished by its durability 
and exceptional glaze. In 
glassware, one will find table 
crystal, candle holders, bowls, 
vases and art glass.

'ITiere is a large selection of 
wooden handicrafts, ranging 
from baskets to sausage sticks, 
and also the traditional Finnish 
Christmas decorations hand­
made from one piece of wood.

For example, thie delicate St. 
Thomas Cross which has its 
origin in the peasants’ simple 
practice, dating back centuries, 
of placing two pieces of wood in 
the shape of a cross beside the 
bam door, or their dwelling’s 
door, on the eve of the new year 
for good luck. During the 
course of years, they started to 
cut designs into these pieces of 
wood and, thus, gradually 
evolved the contemporary 
shape of the St. ’Iliomas Cross.

Similar craftsmanship is 
found in the medallions, snow­
flakes, birds, and the far more 
utilitarian items of spoons, 
forks and knives.

An interesting item is the ale 
mug used at weddings. This

Raphael lived from 1483 to 1520, during a period 
called the Rennaissance, in the 1400’s and 1500’s. This 
was a time of reawakening of interest in learning and 
the arts in Europe. Many changes were brought about 
as the people became better educated.

Raphael was one of the most popular artists of his 
time. In addition to doing and supervising many paint­
ings, he was the appointed chief architect for Saint 
Peter’s Church in Rome. He is most famous for his 
beautiful madonnas.
The second stamp features an old fashioned Christ­

mas tree. Although it is not actually done in needle­
point, it is designed to look this way.

Charter Revision Commission
The Charter Revision Comm ission 

was appointed by resolution of the Board 
of D irectors in March 1972. The Com ­
mission was charged with exan/nlng the 
recommendations of the CD AP Agency 
and the C itizens Advisory Committee 
and other matters It felt may be ap­
propriate to the improvements of the 
operation of the Town government.

In January of this year the Com m is­
sion presented Its fina l irecom men- 
dations to the Board of Directors. The 
Board o f D irectors specifically asked the 
Comm ission to evaluate the present 
form of government In Manchester; and 
based on careful study, the Comm ission 
recommended that the Manager-Council, 
form of government be preserved.

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Sesquicentennial Committee
Preparations for the 150th Anniversay 

Celebration of the Town began In the 
summer o f 1968 under the leadership of 
Robert B. W eiss, Genera l Manager; 
Thomas F. Ferguson; Co-publisher of 
the Manchester Evening Herald; and Ed- 
son M . Bailey, retired P rin c ipa l of 
M an ch este r H igh S ch o o l. S eve ra l 
meetings were held, and decisions were 
made In long-range plans for the event.

The three-man group sought out Dr. 
W illiam E. Buckley, Chairman of the 
Library Board, to author an updated 
lils tory  of the tow n of Manchester, which 
was sponsored by the Manchester Com ­
munity College. This action led to the 
eventual publlsing by Pequot Press, Inc. 
of Chester, Connecticu t, of A  New 

 ̂ England Pattern, the History of' 
Manchester, Connecticut.

The original steering committee, after 
interviewing several professional firms 
to undertake the leadersh ip  of the 
celebration, decided to appoint our own 
local citizens. Mr. Ferguson was then 
named Chairman, and later Edward J. 
Tomklel, Town Clerk, was named Co- 
Chairman. In June of 1972 the schedule 
of events for the week were decided on 
and committee appointed.

" S e s q u ic e n t e n n ia l  W e e k "  w a s ' 
desigriated as June 23-30. Beginning the 
celebration was a three-hour parade, un­
der the leadersh ip of Jam es C. Bylisa. 
and Peter E. Benson as Co-Chairman. 
Over 5,000 persons participated In the 
parade, and approximately 55 floats 
were entered. To quote the general 
public: “Best parade ever seen In Town, 
Connecticut, may even..."

During the week other events included 
a "Fair on Green" headed by Eleanor D. 
Coltoman and Richard T. Carter as Co- 
Chairman; Comniemoratlve Religious 
S e r v ic e s  h e ld  a t  th e  C e n t e r  
Congregational Church, arrangements 
by Elaine D. Colcomb; and a Square 
Dance sponsored by the Army and Navy 
C lub of Manchester was held In the 
parking lot of the Manchester State 
Bank. In the m iddle of the week at 
Manchester High School "An Evening of 
the Perfornting /Arts” was hold, chaired 
by Ralph Maccarone. This night Included ' 
performances by the Manchester C ivic 
Orchestra, Manchester C iv ic Chorale, 
Round Tab le  S in g e rs , G ilb e rt  >and 
S u l l iv a n  m e m b e rs ,  M a n c h e s t e r  
Barbershop  Chorus, and the Little 
Theater of Manchester. A  melodrama 
was presented three nights at the 
Y.M.C.A. building entitled 'Ton  Nights In 
a Bar Room ." A lso  held the last three 
days of the event was a Home Products 
Shovy at the Mabchester High School 
Recreational Center. Th is was headed by 
M. Kenneth Ostrinsky and-Allen W. Ward 
as Co-Chairman. The grand finale was 
the Sesquicentennial Ball held at the 
Manchester State Arm ory for two nights. 
Th is “e le g an f affair was chislred by 
Lillian Hunter and Beverly Malone. Over 
1,200 persons danced to the music of 
G len M iller as played by the Buddy 
,DeFrancq_prchestra.

Other activities held during the week

Included a beard growing contest, a golf 
tournament, and a State Lottery drawing. 
A ll through the week a Historical Exhibit 
at the Whiton Memorial Library was 
opened, sponsored by the Manchester 
Historical Society Chairman, Wells C. 
Dennison; and the Cheney Homestead 
Co-Cha irm an , M ary Ed. Bllsh; and 
Herbert Swanson. A  special Exhibit was 
presented by the Lutz Jun ior Museum. 
The Youth Confm lttee, R ick  Gowen 
Chairman, held many events. Included 
was the melodrama, a Country Fair, a 
historical bicycle tour, a historical hike 
up Case Mountain, and a Youth Concert 
at Mount Nebo.

Included In the week observance was 
the plaCbment of nineteen permanent 
Historical Markers in various historical 
sites in the town. The Committee was 
headed by Edson M. Bailey as Chairman. 
Two limited editions of Commemorative 
Medals were Issued, one silver and one 
bronze, by a Committee headed by John 
J. Sullivan and M ichael Luarentano. A 
Commemorative Program was prlntqg^ 
with the assistance of Frances Merold' 
and Ronald E. Weight, Chairman.

An Invitation was forwarded to the 
Lord Mayor of Manchester, England to 
attend our celebration.

Mayoress of Manchester, England, and 
Mr. Leslie Boardman, Assistant Town 
C lerk, arrived at our Town Hall. The Lord 
Mayor, the Lady Mayoress; and the 
otown Clerk made an appearance and 

\took part in a lm ost'every event of the 
■ce lebration. In leav ing , fo r a rest ' 
assured, they voiced their sincere ap­
preciation for the warm welcome they 
received from the people of our town. It 
is believed by all of the committee that 
the visit of this group gave the celebra­
tion the "final touch." Lord Mayor Co llis 
presented fo the town a gift of a silver 

* goblet uniquely designed for the City of 
Manchester, England as a memento of 
the occasion of his visit. Among the other 
honored guests was Richard Childs, a 
former Manchester resident who Is con­
s ide red  the father of the Counc il- 
Manager form of government In this 
country. . ^

For historical purposes a film of the 
' parade was made, sponsored by the 
Kiwanis C lub of Manchester, Salem 
Nassiff, and N. W illiam  Knight. The com ­
mittee has appointed Caro l Kuehl to 
assemble a news and photographic port­
folio fo the entire celebration.

Public Works

As In the past, th is year has been a b^sy, 
yet rewarding one for the Public works 
Departm ent. The re con stru ct ion  of 
Hilliard Street and the Cooper Hill Water 
Treatment Plant was begun, additional 
recreational facilities were constructed 
at Robertson Park and the Manchester 
R e c re a t io n  C e n te r , an e x te n s iv e  
sidewalk construction project was begun 
and Manchester taxpayers voted to ex­
tend the Sanitary Landfill Into the former 
Lau re l Lake . Eng inee ring  p lan s  to 
reconstruct Adam s Street, M idd le Turn­
pike West and twelve major Intersections 
under the Urban Systems and TOPICS 
program s were com m enced. These 
projects were accomplished through a 
team effort by all the Pub lic Works 
Departments in cooperation with other 
Town Departments. Our goal is to con­
tinue that effort In order to provide the 
people of Manchester with better, more 
improved public works facilities.

Water and Sewer

Town acquisition of the Laurel Lake 
area for sanitary landfill marked the 
successful conclusion of five years of 
study and negation by the Board of 

* D irectors, Town Adm in istra tion  and 
citizeris. These efforts have provided 
Manchester within an established, low 
cost solid waste disposal system until the 
turn of the century.

The landfill expansion Is probably the 
most completely studied sanitary landfill 
project. In Connecticut. A  great deal of 
planning was accomplished in previous 
years. Concerns Include environmental 
factors of land use, water quality and In­
land wetlands as well as econom ics of 
so lid  waste d isposa l. A  grant was 
received from the New England Regional 
Commission to prepare a final land use 
plan for the coniplete landfill and to 
study poss ib le  water contam ination 
effects (leachate). The project was d is­
cussed with many Town organizations 
and an open forum was held In February 
sponsored by the League of Women 
Voters, Conservation Comm ission and 
Manchester Property Owners Associa­
tion. The project was the first sanitary 
landfill in Connecticut for which a permit 
was requested under the .Federal Water 

' Pollution Control Act Amendntents of 
1972.

The Board of Directors placed the ap­
propriation of $1,391,000.00 for land 
a cqu is it io n  and  site  im prevem en ts 
before the voters on a referendum held 
March 13,1973 . Voters approved the ap­
propriation by a 3 to 1 margin.. Stafe per­
mit authorizations were received in June. 
Zone changes were approved by Town 
Zoning Comrnisslon on September 3. 
The Board of Directors formally ap­
proved the purchase site Improvements 
on September 25, 1973.
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New bulldozer for sanitary landfill area is delivered to Town.

Cemeteries
The Outstanding achievement during 

this fiscal year was the Board of D irec­
tors' acceptance of the majority of the 
requests outlined In the Cem etery 
Report. By taking this action, the Board 
has allowed this department to adjust 
and update our service prices as well as 
implement a m inor Increase In the cost 
of grave spaces with the entire amount 
going to the perpetual care fund. It has 
restricted the sale of lots in Veterans’ 
Field to residents or former Manchester 
residents of not leŝ s than a one-year 
period, and gave the option of flush or 
upright markers to the - Individual lot 
owner as well as the choice of double­
depth Interments In Veterans' Field and 
other designated areas.

Several other regulations were ap­
proved regarding notice for funerals, 
and time regulations for funerals after 
weekends and holidays. The department 
has acquired the use of an answering 
service, thus allowing funeral directors 
the opportunity to leave Inormatlon on 
w eekends and ho lid ays . T h is  Is a 
tremendous Improvement for them and 
allows an increase in service not only to 
the funeral d irectors but to the public.

With the development of Spencer 
Street, the once obscure West Cemetery

Is now quite obvious and will be more so 
as development continues. The fencing 
at the northerly end, east and west sides, 
should be replaced. A s  water mains pass 
this cemetery, water should be piped In 
and replace the present system of using 
water barrels.

A  need for fencing along Autumn 
Street to match that of the Beth Sholom 
Memorial Park, with a gate and walkway. 
Is necessary to complete appearance 
and operation of this newly started burial 
area. A  lagstaff and appropriate center 
memorial dedicated to all veterans will 
become a necessity as the use of the 
field continues. Perhaps this could be a 
combined veterans’ orgahizatlon con­
tribution to this new Veterans' Field.

Within a relatively short period of time 
there w ill be a need fo r add itiona l 
cemetery space. There Is a possibility of 
so m e  a d d it io n a l s p a c e  b e co m in g  
available In the Buckland Cemetery from 
the State of Connecticut, but the amount 
of land is small and still sometime in the 
future before final approval by the State 
and acquisition by the Town Is possible. 
For the additional space which will be 
needed, the department feels a com ­
mittee, should be named to determine 
possible locations.

Parks Highway
Each year the public’s demand for 

recreation Increases as a result of the 
shortened work week and the greater 
concern for physical fitness. This in­
c re a sed  dem and has changed  the 
emphasis of the Park Department. In­
creasingly the Department Is working 
with the Recreation Department and 
other Public W orks Departments In  the 
development of new recreational areas.

A  majority of the recreational activity 
this summer was directed toward softball 
and handball. The enthusiasm for soft- 
ball and handball has required the Park 
Departrhent to maintain 19 fields.

A  second major responsibility of the 
Park Department Is the care of all trees 
on public property. This year 105 trees 
were planted. Other statistics are as 
follows:
Removed 183
Planted 105
Trimmed 204
Stumps Removed 254

The Park Department with the Park
and Recreation Advisory Board has dis­
cussed several possible recreational 
facilities to meet the Increasing demand. 
These Include the development of bike 
and nature trails, expansion of the West 
S ide Recreation Center, an Indbor Ice 
skating rink due to thq limited number of 
days skating Is possible on the outdoor 
rinks, as well as the eventual expansion 
of the existing recreatiqnal areas.

cThe Highway Division maintains .175 
miles of town roads, snow and ice con­
trol, street sweeping, leaf removal, storm 
drainage Installation and storm sewer 
maintenance.

Statistically, the past year the Highway 
Division resurfaced 8 miles of roads. In­
stalled 6.5 miles of asphalt berm, swept 
and removed 5,800 cub ic yards of street 
debris, ‘ picked up over 10,000-cubic 
yards of leaves an responded to 1,037 
c a l ls  fro m  ta x p a y e r s  r e q u e s t in g  
assistance to alleviate a multitude of 
problems rangjng from loose manhole 
covers to c o rr^ lo n  of minor drainage 
conditions.

This coming year specific objectives 
have been designed to improve par- - 
ticular areas of the highway operation. t

One such program Is the improvement 
of roadside mowing, particularly the 
rem ova l o f b rush and w eeds that, 
obstruct the visibility of guide rails and , 
bridge or culvert abutments. In addition 
to this,, program the spraying of main 
a rte r la ts  fo r weed con tro l w ill be 
relnstituted. Another project that Is to be 
given high priority is the resetting of 
guide rail ends to conform with “State * 
and Federal” standards.

These three projects, when com - 
p le te d i w hou ld  h e lp  Im prove the  
appearance of Manchester's highways 
and  c re a te  s a fe r  c o n d it io n s  fo r  
motorists, bicyclists and pedestrians.

This fiscal year marked the 40th year of 
o pe ra tion  o f the  w ater and sew er 
systems by the Town. Equally significant 
was the approval by Manchester voters 
to reconstruct the Cooper Hill Water 
Treatment Plant, a 57 year old facility 
bought by the Town In 1955. Ground 
breaking ceremonies vyere held for the 
reconstruction on March 12, 1973 and 
work was proceeding well through the 
end of June. When complete,- the plant 
will be a modern water treatment facility, 
capable of supplying an average of two 
(2) million gallons to the distribution 
system daily from Globe Hollow Reser­
voir.

The Water Department likes to think of 
the Cooper Hill Plant reconstruction as 
the beginning of a program to Improve 
ih e  quality of water supplied to all of its 
customers. The Porter Howard Reservoir 
su pp ly  Is un fllte red  and there fo re  
provides water of poor quality. The Line 
Street Water Treatment Plant, which 
treats water from Buckingham Reservoir 
in Glastonbury, Is in dire need of renova­
tion or replacement as Is the 47 year old 
wooden water main which carries water 
to itfrom the reservoir. Improvements to 
these facilities are planned for the near 
future and If carried out will provide for 
excellent quality water to all customers 
for many years to come.

A surplus of about $200,000 was again 
realized by the Water Department for the 
second straight year. T iils surplus will 
enable the Department to carry out its 
goal Of Improved water quality as well as 
provide for much needed distribution 
system improvements such as the Nike 
W ater Tank Installation, which was 
placed In operation early In this fiscal 
year. That facility was a major factor In 
eliminating the need for a water ban this 
year by equa liz ing  p ressu re  In the 
system during periods of peak water 
use.

The Sewer Department, however, 'Was 
not without problems during the fiscal 
year. A  malfunctioning sewage meter at 
the treatment facilities resulted In a 
grave concern that the facilities were 
being utilized to near capacity, 12 years 
ahead schedule. A  new digester did not 
operate properly and undigested sludge 
had to be placed In an outdoor drying 
bed, resulting In a very unpleasant odor 
in the west side of Town. Fortunately, 
these  p rob lem s w ere re so lved  by 
department personnel, but not without 
much study and physical labor.
F isca l problem s again p lagued the 
Sewer Department this year as the cost 
of water pollution control continued to 
rise. Therefore, the General Manager 
recommended to the Board of Directors 
that the sewer service charges be In­
creased to equal those for water service. 
The Sewer Department, despite Its re­
cent difficulties, looks toward better per­
formance of Its treatment facilities In the 
near future. In addition, the more 
stringent specifications for testing new 
sewer mains, which were put Into effect 
this year, will result In a much Improved 
collection system In the future.
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Public Works (Continued)

Building
The Building Department In addllibn 

to being responsible for the maintenance 
of Town-owned buildings and building 
Inspections has become Involved this 
year In t|w construction of new Town 
facilities. Working with the other Public 
W orks Departm ents, the Building 
Department Installed the lighting at 
Robertson Park for the tennis, softball, 
and basketball facilities. A t the 
M anch ester R ecreation  C e n te r a 
Building Department employee has been 
lo c a te d  to c o m p le te  th e  In d o o r 
renovations for the Rifle Range and the 
Community Center.

A  major function this year was. the 
continuation of junk car removal. Junk 
cars are moved to yards, crushed, and 
returned to steel manufacturers. This 
year. 191 cars werg rem ovM , whlc^ 
provided the Tow n with a $955.0b 
revenue.

The number of Inspections risqulred 
this year was substantially higher than In 
previous years, as a result of the In­
creased building activity in Town. The 
value of construction rose five million 
dollars over last year's value. This Is In 
part.due to the higher number of single- 
family homes being built

Approved appointment of Advisory 
Committee on Environmental Impact to 
study the Inland-Wetland Act 
Continued expansion of Industrial area 
by extension of Progress Drive 
Supported development of Downtown 
plan through allocation for Downtown 
Planning Consultant contingent upon 
m a tc h in g  fu n d s  from  d o w n to w n  
merchants and Institutions.

Pianning.
The Planning Commission held 24 

public hearings consisting of 14 petitions 
for zone changes, 7 petitions for subdlvl- 
dlon plan approval, bh V p^ltlon  for an 
excavation permit, and 2 hearings on 
amendments to the zoning regulations.

The Commission held 19 executive 
sessions and dealt with 21 Items ooncer- 
nlng zone changes, 39 Items concerning 
the subdivision of land, and 19 Items 

^ c o n c e rn in g  the d e v e lo p m e n t of 
apartments. The Cofnmisslon also held 
11 meetings of a technical nature to dis­
cuss zoning Improvement, the Inland 
Wetlands and Watercourse Act and 
other matters concerned with planning, 
and visited various sites to make field In­
spections.

A study was commenced which will 
eventually provide Information to analyze 
the terrain characteristics and develop­
ment vdlue of all of the undeveloped 
land, and the planning department Is ac- 
cutpulatlng Information on soils, rock 
formations, wetlands, water courses, 
arable land, forest land etc., and Is using ■ 
the resources of the Soil and Water 
Conservation District and the Depart- 
jnent of Environmental Protection In this 
regard.

A  complete overhaul of the zoning 
regulations Is currently In process; and 
eventually the regulations will be 
amended as a gradual process as con­
veniently as possible and will emerge In 
a new format with each zoning district 
separately described and'prefaced with 
a s e c t io n  d e s c r i b in g  g e n e r a l  
requirements. The Commission Is es­
pecially concerned with the need to Iden­
tify and define‘^residential accessory 
uses. Including the keeping'of horSes 
and home occupations.

In 1971 the commission took steps to 
repeal apartment construction In many 
of the zoning districts and adopted a new ( '  
residential zone entitled Residence "M " ^  
zone which allows land to be developed 
proportionally for apartments, duplex.

and single-family housing. This was 
appealed to the court, and this year the 
court upheld.the action of the commis­
sion.

Although the Building Department still 
shows a hgh number of building permits 
being issued for apartment construction, 
the Planning Department notes a decline 
in applications for this type of construc­
tion. The  trend, rather, has been for an 
Increase In subdivision applications for 
conventional single-family homes and 
mixed use development combining 
different residential uses and for land 
uses Into one area. This trend has 
become necessary because of the rapid 
rise in land and construction cost. 
However more Importantly, this trend Is 
possible because of more stringent laws 

' regarding construction and environmen­
tal controls.

The Zoning Board of Appeals held 10 
public hearings and heard 77 petitions 
consisting of 64 petitions for a variance 
of the zoning regulations, 10 petitions for 
special exception uses, and three 
appeals against orders of the Zoning En­
forcement Officer. . .

Conservation
The Conservation Commission was 

authorized by Town Ordinance in 1961. 
Since that Mime the Commission has 
been actjvely Involved in many projects 
Including:
The Case Mountain Acquisition
The Recycling Porgram
The formation of the Hockanum River
Linear Park Committee
The development of Union Pond as a
recreation area.

This year the Commission has been 
very involved with determining the most 
practical method of administering the 
Inland-Wetlands and Waterways Act In 
ManchesMr.

In addition the commission designed 
the centerfold map In this report, ‘‘A 
Guide to Manchester Outdoors”. This 
map |s Intended to acquaint Manchester 
residents Iwith Available recreational 
a re a s  as w e ll as u h d e v e lo 'p e d  
recreational and open space areas, 
presently under town ownership. .

Plans for the future Include arranging 
for the printing of a guide to Outdoors in 
Manchester, working toward a curbside 
collection of newspaper for recycling, 
arid continuing to increase the public's 
knowledge of conservation and ecology 
through talks at schools and civic 
groups.

\

Engineering
In recent years the Engineering 

Department has become Increasingly 
more involved in community develop­
ment. This has been due In part :to the 
greater number of capital Improvements 
taken on each year and the more 
strin ge n t sub d ivis io n  Regulations 
required by the Town. These increased 
regulations force the Engineering 
Department to spend a greater amount 
of time on In s p ^ lo n s  and surveys. In 
addition, the adoption.of a  sidewalk con­
struction program has become a func­
tion of the Engineering. Department for 
all the design, survey, and inspection 
work.

A  major project this year has been the 
TO P IC S  Program. The  road reconstruc­
tion undertaken on this program has 
required the department to conduct sur­
veys, preliminary studies, and Inspec­
tions. Other projects the department has 
been Involved with Include identifying for 
the Assessor's Office all property lines 
on the aerial photographs, redesigning 
the dam and new gates at Union Pond, 
and work at Robertson Park and the 
Manchester Recreation Center.

The  department continues its regular 
inspection program of. all complaints 
concerning sidewalks, roads, drainage, . 
lighting, and Town owned properties. In 
addition, the department Inspects all 
proposed subdivision plans and subdivi­
sion construction.

There are in additipn two State, schools located In Manchester, the Howell 
Cheney Regional Technical School and Manchester .Community College.

Manchester has.two parochial elementary Schools, a parochial -junior high 
school, and a parochial high school.

Churches: .
There are 28 churches and religious societies serving the spiritual needs of 

the community.

Fire Protection: -
The Town has four fire stations located around the cornmunity. These are 

manned by 64 firemen and hSve apparatus including ten pumps, one quad and 
two aerial ladder trucks. The Eighth School and Utilities District provides its 
own fire protection. There Is one fire station manned by a volunteer force. The 
apparatus Includes four pumps.

Manchester Is served by a force of 80 patrolmen and officers. The depart­

Manchester's new Recreation Center 
(old Nike Site) has progressed con­
siderably this year. The ice hockey rink 
was put into use, the extension of the ski 
slope and the softball diamond were 
completed, and the Teen Arihex and 
Firing Range are moving close to com­
pletion.

This year's summer program again 
was led by slow pitch softball teams. 
Manchester has the highest number of 
teams per capita of any town In the coun­
try.

In addition to five paid staff, 
the camp was very fortuniate In having 80 
volunteers as well as many donations 
from groups and Individuals.

With the coming of the fall, the Tennis 
Tournament was again held this year, 
using the Charter Oak and East Center 
Street Courts. The 1973 Fall Tourney will 
utilize all courts In town and be held on 
one weekend. With the school season, 
the opening of the West Side Rec after 
school hours ( 2:45 to 4:30 p.m.) has 
proved very popular, with about one 
hundred a day taklog advantage.

In addition to the new women's softball 
league, activities for girls and women 
were emphasized this year in the winter 
and community use of school programs. 
Another exciting women's activity was 
the new and very successful basketball 
league, which also selected an All Star 
Team to compete against other towns.

The lack of snow and Ice greatly cur­
tailed the winter sports this season.

Civil Defense
fi

Th e  efforts of the Civil Defense 
Departm ent are prim arily directed 
toward promoting public safety In the 
Tpwn of Manchester. This year the 
department was Involved In the massive 
job of moving the 200-bed emergency 
hospital and related emergency supplies 
from Waddell School to a building at the 
Nike Site.

' ' Extensive efforts were made in the 
area of first aid. An educational first aid 
program was initiated, and the purchase 
of a new dummy provides the opportuni­
ty to practice treatment necessary for 
heart and respiratory emergencies. 
Visual aids were also procured for 
emergency on site treatment. In addition 
educational programs were initiated in 
radio operation and in radiological 
monitoring.

To insure a high level of public safety, 
future efforts . of the Civil Defens~e 
Program require an Improvement In the 
alarm system and replacem ent of 
several portable radios.

Fire \

The Fire Department responded to 663 alarms during the fiscal year Jul 1, 1972 to 
Juno 30, 1973. This represents an Increase of 132 alarms oyer the previous.year ^

Total value of all property, real and personal, at risk to fire damage was estimated at 
10,509,820; fire damage to all property was estimated at $320,824. Total Insurance 

paid for this fiscal year was $219,161. No largo loss fro  occurred within the JiirlCdlctlon ’ 
of the department during the flscal'y^ar.' ■“ '

There has been a substantial Increase In rescuvand emergency alarms due to the 
greater scope of service provided by the department. False alarms were reduced this 
year to 37 as opposed to 60 during the last f ls c ^ e a r . This can be attributed In part to 
greater emphasis on the fire prevention progiom from kindergarten through the sixth 
grade.

The Fire Department lost a faithful amt^onsclentlous firefighter with the passing of 
Laurence Frelholt> who died W W lM fTd uty at a fire on March 9th. A  second firofigher, 
Harold Porrott, retired In March after 23 years of service.

The department has greatly Increased Its training In recent.years. Training Is con­
ducted under the direction of the Deputy Chiefs using the nationally recognized training 
manuals published by the Oklahoma State University. In addition, six firefigliters 
attended a five and a half week extensive training program at the New Haven Training 
Academy, where the emphasis Is on hose and ladder. Eleven firefighters attended 
courses related to the fire service, and three firefighters attended the Connecticut State 
Training School In Hartford for two semesters. The department feels thatthe wide variety 
of training that the force has participated In has and will continue to improve the 
department’s ability to save both life and prperty In future fire emergency calls.

The Fire Department, aware of the Inadequate facilities In the #* Fire Station on School 
Street, hopes In the future to acquire property for the construction of a better located 
and modern fire station. •'

Public Safety Advisory Committee
The Public Safety Advisory Committee 

^ a s  appointed by the Board of Directors 
f early last spring. The first meeting w a' 

held; in November. At'thls meeting the 
committee decided not to become in­
volved in traffic safety, which is by statute "■ 
a function of thej.egal Traffic Authority 
of th® Town. It was decided,- however, ' 
that high priority be given to^blcycle safe- 
ty- i; '  ^

A major concern of the committee has 
been determining the best methods to 
use In promoting safety educational 
programs. The committee decided to 
adopt the idea of monthly safety themes 
to be publicized In the local papers 
through weekly features. In addition the 
schools and Icoal civic groups could hold 
various programs relating to the theme 
during the given month.

March was designated as “ Bicycle

Safety" month, and efforts to promote 
better' public understanding of bicycle 
safety were considered successful by theĵ  
committee. The schools and P.T.A. were 
particularly cooperative in sponsoring' 
programs and distributing Information to' 
the students. During Apr,I, designated as 
“Cfean-Up" month, the Fire Department 
actively participated by spb'nsorlng talks 
in--the schools on clean up. May was' 
'‘Babysitting" safety month. No monthly 
themes were developed for the summer 
months because of the difficulty of coor­
dinating activities during vacation time.

The committee plaris to begin Its fall 
schedule with a very active program for 
Fire Prevention. The committee wishes 
to expand Its program, '■ and will be 
talking to different school personnel and 
civic group members for Ideas as to the 
best method to gain public interest and 
support.

Police
Of primary concern to the Manchester 

Police Department Is the protection of 
Ufa and property and the prevention of 
crime. To  this end, those 80 officers and 
12 civilians working In the department 
are dedicated to rendering aid to the In­
jured and Investigating complaints In a 
myriad, of situations of Immediate con­
cern to those Involved. With Increasing 
requests for alt types of police service, 
the Police Department looks to ad­
ditional training of Its personnel and the 

. reduction of response time In making 
detection and apprehension a viable 
consequence of criminal activity. This Is 
being accomplished by In-depth Inser­
vice training; the Implementation of the 
final phases of Improved radio com­
munications; Improved records coupled 
with computerized Information-retrieval 
systems; and the adoption of National 
Traffic Safety Standards. Specific new 
programs being Implemented this year 
will Include a community relations officer 
who will act as liaison with Interagency 
committees. The Police Department has 
taken significant steps toward Im­
plementing national traffic safety stan­
dards In the area of traffic lane delinea­
tion —  some 3000 gallons of traffic paint 
to be applied to the roads of Manchester 
this year, The Police. Department feels 
that thiq will have Its greatest Impact In 
the reduction of motor vehicle adcldents. 
The Manchester Police Department In­
vestigated 2,007 accidents In 1972, an In­
crease of 11.6 per cent over the previous 
year. Much of the cost for these Im­
proved services come from Federal 
L.E.A.A. assistance.

With the sesquecentennial celebration' 
Just passed, the Manchester Police 
D e pa rtm en t looks to the future, 
dedicated to the proposition of finding 
new ways of providing an even greater 
service to the community through better 
training and better equipping Its men 
and women.

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Board of Education

The past year has been one where the 
new Central Office, under the leadership 
of Or. James P. Kennedy, began setting 
the tond for th e '^b ra ll operation of the 
school system. A  new budget was 
presented to the Town Manager and the 
Board of Directors using a PPBS, (Plan­
ning Program Budgeting System) which 
cost figures for.each of the programs 
offered ih' tHe sbhool system. This will 
greatly assists 'In the evaluation of 
programs and In the allocation of funds 
and resources to Individual programs. 
We feel that our ability to present the 
school system's needs In this new 
budget format gave greater clarity and 
understanding to the message and is the 
reason why financial support to the 
Board of Education budget by the town 
Increased this year. Greatly assisting the 
Central Office operation has been the 
move to the refurbished offices In the old 
Robertson School. When this building 
was no longer usable for students we 
utilized our own Maintenance Staff to 
renovate it for offices. Because we used 
our own staff and redelved State Aid this 
$100,OOd (Sr'djiddr 6hly cost the town $25,- 
000. It also freed up much needed space 
at Bennet Junior High School' which 
formerly housed the Central Office.

Under the direction of our new Assis­
tant Superintendent for Curriculum and 
Instruction, Dr.i Alfred Tychsen^ begin­
nings have been made In evaluating and 
updating several curriculum areas. Dr. 
Tychsen has established a Curriculum 
Council composed of teachers and ad­
ministrators to advise him In setting the 
overall curriculum policy for the school 
system. Many teams of teachers were 
busy during summer months in writing 
updated curriculum guides. Teams of 
teachers have already made significant 
progress in elementary reading, high 
school language brts and In the total 
mathematica programs. » n

Besides the extensive renoyatldfis to 
the old Robertson building for the Cen­
tra.! O ff ic e , s e v e ra l s lg n lf lp a h t 
maintenance projects were completed. 
Manchester Green' School has been 
com pletely 'TO novated, with , a large 
amount of plastering work being'done 
and the entire Interior painted. The entire 
Green School has been carpeted. All of - 
this work, except for the carpeting, was 
done by our own maintenance men'and 
has made this old, school look great.- 
Under the dlrectlon'^of the Buildings'and 
Grounds Department Supervisor, Mr. 
Theodore Fairbanks, a new method of 
redoing gymnasium floors was tried at 
the Buckley and Verplanck Schools. A 
new product was obtained by Mr. Fair­
banks and used on these two floors so 
that they now have a finish that makes 
them look almost brand new. A great 
deal of money was saved by using this 
new method rather thap the old sanding

and scrubbing procedure. We. are very 
proud of the w ork done by. the 
fr\alntenance crew under the direction of 
Assistant Supervisor, Mr. Bill Dion, at 
Bentley School where an old cafeteria 
room has been remade into a llbrai^ 
media center. Again, all this work was 
done by pur own maintenance staff of 
carpentere, painters and electrlclans^AII 
furniture and shelving was construbted 
by our own staff and our own electricians 
installed the new lighting. Bentley now 
has a library facility that Its children can 
be thoroughly proud of. Not only wae a ' 
great savings realized to the town by 
using our own labor but this project Is 50 
per cent reimbursable from State Aid. 
Brick work has been done to the 
retaining wall at Bowers School and 
some additional brick work has been 
done at Waddell and Verplanck. I am 
very pleased to announce to the town 
that the final phase of work will be com­
pleted on the High School roof and this 
project will be done this year. We are In 
the process of Installing security alarm<> 
In some of. our schools In the hope that 
some of the vandalism that has been 
happening can be curtailed.

The past year at Manchester High 
School has boon a continuation of the 
open campus concept and of many of 
the activities, such as the musical perfor­
m ances,;, dra m a tic  p e rform a n ce s, 
athletic events, the COEP-sponsored 
“Career Day," the Guidance Seminars 
for Parents and seminar on the new 
Majority Law. The VIP (Vocational Infor­
mation Program) and the occupational 
video tapes have provided career Infor­
mation to some of the student body. 
Independent Study participation In­
creased to approximately 40 students. 
Some new courses were made available 
to students, such as Conversational 
Spanish, Recordkeeping, M aching 
Transcription, Office Machines; Powder 
Puff Auto Mechanics, Class Plano, and 
20th Century U.S. History. As a pilot 
project, the first half of Spanish II was 
offered during the second semester, to 
allow students who had had difficulty 
with Spanish II during the first semester 
to start over gain. During the second 
semester, a double period, once a week 
gym class was scheduled for juniors and 
seniors. The content of the course 
deviated frdm the traditional physical 
education program. There seem s' to - 
have been an increase in the number of 
opportunities for students to travel with 
various g ro u p s, m aking trip s  to

Switzerland. Spain, Hawaii, Canadfi, 
England, Germany and Jamaica.

The Student Council was replaced by the 
Student Assembly, which Is composed of 
voluriteers from the student body. A 
smaller Advisory Board, composed of̂  
faculty, administrator, and students, has' 
been In operation. The purpose of this 
group Is to discuss school affairs and 
policies to open the lines of communica­
tion between the groups.

For the first year, seniors who had com­
pleted graduation requirements by the 
end of the first semester were allowed to 
leave school. They will participate in all 
senior and graduation activities and 
receive their diplomas In June. Seventy- 
nine students In the class of 1973 chose 
this option. At the time:of their leaving in 
January, 62 per cent planned to enter the 
Armed Services,,attend college In either uu/f 
February or September, or had secured 
full-time employment. Twenty-three per... 
cent were seeking employment, and 15 
per cent had other plans or were un­
decided. Indications at this time are that 
a similar number, or more, will plan mid­
year graduation for next year. >

The Bennet Drama Club plans to es­
tablish a touring company and offer 
dramatizations of children's classics to 
several town elementary schools.

The last year has been a year where we 
have attempted to expand and Improve 
existing programs. We have added to 
our staff of psychological examiners and 
now  we e m p lo y  fo u r f u j i -t im e  
professionals for this important depart­
ment. They must examine all children 
who are placed In special education 
programs and they are available to assist 
the entire school system with children 
who have a ca d e m ic, learning or 
emotional problems.

We are pleased that we have! the facility 
such as this to assist us with en­
vironmental education. '

Last year a program was hold under the 
direction of Mr. Davis WIggIn, Director of 
Health and Physical Education, dealing 
with the very sensitive subject of 
venereal disease. Before this program 
was presented to the youngsters wo 
sought the advice of parents and the 
medical people In the community and we 
felt that this was a matter that was the 
responsibility of educators and that 
children must bo made aware of the 
dangers of venereal diseases. We are 
pleased to report that the program was 
presented to the school In a very 
p ro fe s s io n a l m a n n e r a nd v e ry  
successfully and that all the r^esponses 
that wo have received from parents and 
medical people in town have been most 
favorable. We are not shying away from 
new programs of a sensitive nature such 
as this but we fool that we need the com­
plete cooperation of all Involved before'V 
attempting such a presentation.

Finally, wo would mention a further 
expansion of our Learning Disability 
programs. Resource Rooms hayo boon 
set up In most of the elementary schools 
where a specialist is available to work 
with children either singly or In small 
groups when they have a learning 
problem. We now have classes for 
children with learning problems from 
Kindergarten through high school. We 
are pleased with the quality of staff that 
we have recruited for these classes and It 
is our sincere hope that we can assist all 
children to learn and assist them to over­
come what learning problems they have. 
In the year ahead we hope to continue to 
Improve our budgeting process and to 
upgrade all of our academic programs. 
We have the same concerns as anyone 
with inflation, with getting the most from 
funds provided by the town and In com­
municating not only with the people in 
town but also among ourselves.

We are very pleased at the expanded 
use of our Center for Environmental 
Learning at Oak (3rove and we commend 
the Director of the facility, Mr. Juan 
Sanchez, in the advances that his 
d e p a rtm e n t has m ade. Not only 

' Manchester 'students and teachers use 
this facility but ajso thoset^ from  
neighboring towns and even students 
from Eastern Connecticut State College.

It is the Intent of this Board of Education 
and A m i n i s t r a t l o n  to e s t a b l i s h  
procesures so that all teachers and sthff 
members have a voice iri the budgeting 
process and in curriculum changes.

changed radically. In conversations with 
older medical personnel, anecdotes of 
problems relating to compulsory vac­
cination for smallpox and diphtheria and 
whooping cough were recounted where 
townspeople were resistant and un­
cooperative in accepting these public 
health measures. Chlorinating public 
water supplies was also met by public 
criticism at the time of its inception. 
These regulations have eliminated many 
d ise a s e s  th a t w e re  c o m m o n  In 
Manchester fifty years ago. And now, 
recently, in the pa^t 10 years, com­
pulsory vaccination for poliomyelitis, 
ru be lla  and rubeola  have alm ost 
eliminated problems produced by.:these 
diseases.

O ne  other p reventive  m edicine  
endeavor received strenuous objection 
in recent years in Manchester and that 
was fluoridating public water supplies, 
This was voted down by local people l)ut 
was finally achieved by State law. 
However, this law applies only to the 
Town water, supply and not the water 
supplied to the people of the North End; 
thereby denying these people the 
beneficial dental effect of fluoridated 
water.

In the statistics of reported cases of 
communicable diseases, it should be 

.. noted that there is a creeping increase of 
venereal diseases. One avenue of attack

on this problem is through education. 
This area of communicable diseases Is 
becoming more apparent in the younger 
age group, so the education of this group 
would be the logical remedy for the 
eradication .of this problem. This would 
be best achieved through the school 
systeip. Agutin, there has beervsome mild 
objection to this approach. The Health 
Department does maintain a yehereal 
disease treatment facility, but it would be 
much better to prevent.than to treat VD.

Long range planning for the growth of 
M a n c h e s te r s h o u ld  in c lu d e  the 
desirability of extending sanitary sewers 
to all feasible areas. The installation of 
septic tank systems in a development, 
contrary to the recommendations of the 
Department of Health only a few years 
ago, has'already produced unhealthy 
conditions. ■ [ y

The Manchester Senior Citizens’ 
Center continues to set the pace with a 
wide variety of activities. Th e  Center now 
has 4.950 gold card members. The gold 
card is given to each hew member, 
courtesy of the Town of Manchester and 
aliows the holder a nominal discount on 
purchases in many local stores. This Is 
strictly voluntary on the merchants' part 
and very much appreciated by all the 
merribers.

A major achievement for the Seniors 
this year was the Initiation of the Meals 
Program. The program provides a hot 
meal for Seniors on Wednesdays and 
cold lunches, Monday, Thursday and 
Friday. An average of 34 people took ad­
vantage of the cold lunches and 74 for 
the hot meals. The cost of the, meals was 
minimal for the Seniors. This was partial­
ly due to a Federal Education grant for 
the mentally retarded. Under this grant 
the relarded would prepare and serve 
the meals at no cost to the Center. The 
Center looks forward to continuing and 
expanding this program.

This past year we were aple to acquire 
a Program Director through the EEA, 
who has Increased our activities greatly 
and has brought many new and exciting 
ideas to the Center. Some recent ac­
tivities have included dance lessons, new 
crafts, special nationality nights that In­
clude dinner and entertainment, and a 
Mothers' Day Tea.

. The seniors love to travel and had two 
exciting and enjoyable trips, group 
chartered their own airplane and were 
off to Hawaii.. A  second group spent a 
week at Wildwood Crest, Hew Jersey.

Through various fund-raising projects 
the members were able to purchase a 
number of useful Items for the Center, In­
cluding a new 23-Inch screen black and 
white television and a ceramic kiln.

A very happy note this past year was 
the active role cupId played. Three 
marriages took place In ohe month's 
timd at the Center. \  t

Many new activities arp^ planned for 
the coming year. Additional'classes In 
ceramics, square dancing, crafts, and 
dancing 'Will be offered; and to go along 
with the ballroom dancing program a 
square dancing program will be In­
troduced. Many trips are being talked 
about to such places as Pennsylvania 
Dutch Country, Montreal, Quebec, a boat 
cruise to the Vjrgin Islands, and a return 
trip to Wildwood Crest, New Jersey.

Youth Service 
Center ^

The Manchester Youth Service Center 
Is a department of the Manchester Board 
of Education.! Its primary function Is to 
deal with school attendance problems 
and to provide liaison between the Police 
Department and the school department!

In existence'since I960, the depart­
ment has two full time employees at pre- 
sent and a secretary. In February 1972 
the Connecticut Planning Committee on 
Criminal Administration saw fit to award 
a funding grant to the department from 
Law Enforcement Assistance Act monies 
to broaden the scope of service to youth. 
The grant was renewed and increased in 
amount In January 1973. This federal 
grant permitted the department to 
employ additional part-time staff'and to 
offer a variety of programs designed to 
assist youth who were to some degree In 
conflict with parents, school, or com­
munity.

The philosophy of the department is to 
find youth with problems through out­
reach, referrals, or walk-ln requests for 
assistance.

Presently the program ' provides 
counseling to students with attendance 
problems or other behavioral difficulties 
which may result in delinquent behavior 
patterns. Conferences are arranged with 
school personnel, parents, and agencies 
in On effort to find solutions to problems.

In the belief that problem solving in­
volves p ro v id in g  o p p o rtu n ity  for 
success, the department operates the 
following as programs for youth:
1. JO Y  —  tJob Opportunities for Youth 
—  A Job placement bank offering 
part-time work primarily.
2. The Network —  A  temporary 
shelter care program offering housing 
accommodations to youth out of their 
own home for valid reasons.
3. Court Outreach —  In conjunction 
with Circuit Court any youngster 
appearing in court may be referred to 
the Manchester Youth Service Center 
for counseling or other assistance in 
an effort to prevent the offender from 
acquiring a criminal record.
4. Manchester Youth Commission —
A bonafide 24 member division of the 
local Town government, this commis­
sion serves as an advisory body 
charged with Investigating youth 
matters and recommending actions 
designed to help young people.
5. Group Counseling —  One night per 
week a group made up of primarily 
Junior high age youth meets at the 
center to discuss problems and seek 
solutions.
6. Juvenile Court Outreach —  In con­
junction with the State of Connecticut 
Juvenile Court, efforts are made to 
assist the court in properly disposing 
of Juvenile cases.

A variety of other activities occur 
which involve the Manchester Youth Ser­
vice Center, ranging from participation in 
activities such as (SAM ) Summer Ac­
tivities for. M anchester Y o u th ,, to 
promoting drug education efforts and 
participation in local social service 
programs.

Welfare Social Services
T^e  Wptfare and Social Sarvlee Department not only provides financial support for 

n e e ^  rmidents, but provides (counseling either by e  social worker In the department or 
by rmerring the applicant to a more specialized agency or municipal facility. In addition 
mo department devotes much effort to finding employment for Its applicants either In a 
Tw n,departm ent or by a private firm. It Is fett that by providing these services a person 
will once again become a productive member of the community.

This year expenditures were lower due to the Institution of the "Flat Grant Plan.” This

For the year, the average monthly case load decreased approximately ten per cent 
over the preceding year. Prompt action In referring eligible cases for State Assistance 
and following up on this with the clients Involved, was a factor In the decrease of cases.

The Work Relief Program Included 38 men and woman working a total of 8,976V4 
<hours. Credit Is given at $1.85 per hour towards repayment of assistance-given.

Alcoholic cases continue to rise. We note a minimum of cases with drug problems. 
Cases with nervous disorders continue to Increase. All cases In these throe categories 
need constant help, and It Is difficult and time consuming working with them. As their 
actions affect not only themselves but their families as well. It is Important that wo give 
them, the time needed to help them.

Arrangements to send 28 children to Times FarrrTcamp were made. This Involved our 
Social Workers contacting families for'eligible campers, overseeing physicals, and 
seeing that the children wore all assembled for their departure. On their return, our 
workers mot the bus to see that all the children were home Safely. The camp sends a 
report on each child to our department. This is most Importarit as It contains Information 
which may be helpful to the parents as there could bo social problems not evident within 
the home which could be corrected with guidance.

Since the Director has been appointed Agent for the Elderly, we have noted a sizeable 
Increase In the number of Seniors looking to the department for counseling and direc­
tion. From December 1972 to June 1973, our reports to the State Department of Aging 
noted 827 requests for counseling.

The Director, as Agent for the Elderly, has served as a m ^ b e r  of the task force of the 
Capitol Region for Nutrition & Social Services for the Aging, and this program may soon 
be Implemented in Manchester.

Our, relationship with the State Welfare Office and othOr locSI agencies continues on a 
highly cooperative basis, thus enabling us to take care of those who need our help.

Crossroads
Crossroads Is new. Th is  Is the 

message being sent out to the people of 
Manchester. Although Crossroads has 
been in existence for over three years, 
the staff, in cooperation with the 
Manchester Drug Advisory Council 
(DAC), is now working to develop new 
and lasting approaches to drug abuse 
and prevention.

Crossroads functions as the operating 
arm of the DAC, a volunteer, non-profit 
organization composed of civic and 
business leaders in Manchester. In Its 
role, the Drug Advisory Council provides 
guidance, community support, and 
financial administration. The Drug Ad­
visory Council, and thus Crossroads, are 
funded by three primary sources; the 
Town of Manchester, local contributions, 
and the Connecticut Planning Com ­
mittee on Criminal Administration.

Presently operating at 33 Park Street 
in a house ow ned by St. M ary's  
Episcopal Church, Crossroads offers a 
wide range of services to those persons 
encountering the problems of drug 
abuse, individual and group counseling, 
crisis intervention, and family counseling 
are among the techniques applied by the 
staff. In addition. Crossroads offers its 
services to the local schools, courts, and 
police and has established an excellent 
referral program with these agencies. In­
formation and educational programs are 
available to any concerned groups or In­
dividuals. Crossroads has been able to 
establish working relationships with a 
great number of social service agencies 
throughout the area and state and Is able 
to call on these programs for support 
when unable to meet certain needs Itself.

What’s ahead for Crossroads? The 
emphasis in the coming year will be 
threefold. First, the groundwork must be 
laid so that a permanent, viable program 
^ 1  emerge. The use of drugs Is here to 
stay, and the need to deal with drug 
abuse Is also here to stay. Second, In­
creased community Involvement is es­
sential. Crossroads Is a local program 
trying to attack local problems. To do 
this more effectively, the community 
must help define these prbblem areas. 
Finally, the staff at Crossroads as well as 
the Manchester Drug Advisory Council' 
are Increasing their out-reach capability. 
The center cannot sit back and wait for 
people and situations. Rather, it Is Im­
portant that Crossroads enter the com­
munity, work with people of all ages end 
backgrounds, and make the services it 
offers available tb everyone.

Housing Authority
The Housing Authority continued to 

maintain the overall management and 
operation of the three low-rent elderly 
housing projects; Westhlll Garden, 
Westhill Gardens Addition, and Mayfair 
Gardens. This past year seventy-nine 
(7 9 ) In d iv id u a l a p p lic a n ts  w ere 
processed. The total number on the 
waiting list at the end of the reporting 
period were one hundred and twenty- 
one (121). Currently three hundred and 
twenty-six (326) people reside In the 
three housing projects.

In Decem ber 1972, the Housing 
^Authority contacted the Housing Bureau 

of the State Department of Community 
Affairs to request that the original 
application for a llocation. Rental 

. Housing for the Elderly (made In 1971) 
be increased from sixty-five (65) units to 
one hundred (100) units. In January 
1973, an application was forwarded to 
the Department of Housing and Urban 
Development for one-hundred (100) 
dwelling units for the elderly.

Working In cooperation with Mr. Nor­
man Fendell, Supervisor of Special 
Education for the Manchester Board of < 
Education, a program entitled "Services 
Unlimited” was developed for the elder­
ly. Under this program, yuthful special 
educaitoh students trained In the basic 
principles of house cleaning provide 
their services to the elderly at an 
extremely nominal fee. They w ork, In 
teams and are at all times on the job 
supervised by an adult and experienced 
supervisor.

i
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Personnel

The nM d for ah effective and highly 
technical personnel departtnent con­
tinues to Increase on the municipal 
g o v e rn m e n t  le v e l. In th is  a re a  
Manchester has been very progressive 
in developing new methods of attracting' 
well-trained and highly skilled personnel 
This past year two major projects were 
undertaken by the department to further 
increase the Tow n’s professional per­
sonnel approach.

In dn extended project conducted by 
the department, a comprehensive review 
of salary ranges for the administrative 
heads was made. Data from the study 
was subfnitted to the Mayor’s A d ­
ministrative Salary Review Committee. 
After careful evaluation of the Informa­
tion, formal recommendations were 
made to the Board of Directors.

A second area of study was as a result 
of a grant awarded to the Town through 
the Intergovernmental Personnel Act. 
The grant provides funding'to develop 
computer programs to analyze datd on 
personnel. Through the use of a variety 
of information such as age, sex, length of 
service, salary, step of wage grade, fami­
ly status, etc., fairly rapid projections can 
be made on the costs of changes in 
salary. Insurance, pension, or other 
fringe benefit coverage.. Information of 

\  this type is particularly useful for budget 
development and during negotiation with 
the unions. Much of the preliminary work 
has been completed on this program, 
which includes data for the Town of 
Glastonbury and Wethersfield as well as 
Manchester.'

Projects in the future will continue to 
explore, areas in 'which the computer 
facilities can be utilized and to insure that 
each department continues to be staffed 
with com petent and w e ll-tra in e d  
employees.

Emergency Employment Act
In the fall of 1971 federal funding was 

provided to hire 43 employees for the 
Tow n. Significant additional services 
were provided in Parks, Buildings, 
A s s e s s m e n t, W a te r and S e w e r, 
Engineering and Highway. Additional 
services were provided In Planning and 
Zoning, Police, Recreation, Senior 
Citizens, Personnel, Town Clerk, Collec­
tor of Revenue, and Data Processing.

This resulted iri a 10% Increase of the 
Town workforce. Gradually 20 of these 
employees were absorbed Into the per­
manent workforce replacing regular 
employees who retired or resigned. Of 
the total group hired under EEA seven 
resigned to accept permanent positions 
and three failed to qualify. The remaining . 
nineteen are scheduled for phase out 
prior to the end of June, 1974.

Registrar Of Voters
Two elections were hold this year, the 

presidential election November 7th and 
a, referendum on March 13th. Over 180 
people were Engaged to assist In con­
ducting these elections.

A number of special voter making 
sessions were held throughout the year 
at M anchester High School, East 
Catholic High School, Manchester Com ­
munity College, Senior Citizens’ Center,
SAM  rock festival and arts and crafts 
show, softball games, and the different W  
shopping centers. These sessions ended 
another 2,705 new voters to the list,^. 
giving the Town a total of 29,026 voters.

In May, a Town-wide canvass of voters 

was conducted under the supervision of 
the Registrars of Voters' to determine 
what corrections should be made in the 
lists . T w e n ty -f iv e  p e rs o n s  w e re  
employed to expedite the taking of the 
canvass. Those people who have moved ; 
out of Town were notified by mall that un­
less a request to remain on Manchester’s 
voter list is made, .their names will be 
removed.

A ccording to the United States 
Federal Court order, the Town has been 
redistricted into ton now voting districts. 
Letters were mailed to each voter Infor­
ming them of their now voting district 
and polling place.

Results of the landfill question are read off.

General Services

The Town Clerk’s Office, which Is responsible for organizing and administering elec­
tions, had two elections to consider this year. At the State Election held November 7, 
1972, four Capital Improvehnent Questions were voted. Voters rejected the proposed 
addition to both junior high schools In the amount of $6,800.00 and approved the con­
struction and reconstruction of highways, $536,000; the construction of sidewalks, 
$200,000; and renovations to the Cooper Treatment Plant, $550,000. At a Special 
Election held March 13, 1973, the voters ar^roved ah appropriation of $1,391,000 for 
the acquisition of Laurel Lake and Improvements thereon.

Several years ago the Town Clerk In an effort to maximize efficiency In the office com­
puterized alphabetically and chronologically an index to the land records from 1823 to 
1966. This past year the final stages of that Index were completed by adding the years 
1967 to 1973 to the index.

To  further facilitate the accessibility of the Board of Directors’ minutes and records, 
the Town Clerk as their record keeper, hopes at some future date to microfilm and set 
up a Master Index to all the Selectmen and Board of Director’s minutes.

l

Tlie General Services Department Is a- 
servlce function for all of the other Town 
Departments.

Approximately one million dollars In 
purchasing was processed through Its 
centralized purchasing function. Many 
savings are realized as the result of con­
solidating of purchases, competitive bla­
ding, annual purchasing contracts, and* 
equipment analysis. Manchester’s par­
ticipation in the C ap ito l Region 
Purchasing Council provided savings In 
excess of $10,000 on such items as gas­
oline, tires, anti-freeze, etc.

' A first for the Town of Manchester was 
the purchase of a bulldozer on a "Total 
Cost Bid,” resulting In savings In excess 
of $10,000. The Total cost bid, which has 
been succe ssfu lly  used by many 
governmental agencies, incorporates 
into the bid a guaranteed repair cost 
ceiling and a guaranteed repurchase 
price at the end of a given period of time. 
In this case five years. This type of bid­
ding allows for accurate budgeting for 
the costs of machine operation and 
d e p re c ia tio n  as o p p o s e d  to the 
m axim um  cost for operation and - 
depreciation which previously had to be 
budgeted.

The General Services Department has 
recently ‘become a member of the 
National Institute of Governm ental 
Purchasing, a non-profit organization 
designed to Improve the qwallty and In­
c re a s e  th e  p ro f e s s io n a lis m  of 
governmental purchasing. The Institute 
will provide the Town of Manchester with 
a variety of services, including periodic 
bulletins describing new purchasing 
techniques and a section for the 
purchasing agents to describe problems 
they are faced with In their own town or 
department.

Town Counsel
Prior to 1964 Town Counsels worked 

In their private law offices on Town^ 
business. Wjth Increased respon­
sibilities, an ofifice in the Town'Hall and 
secretarial help was given the Town 
Counsel In mld-1964. Since that date, the 
office Is open during regular business 
hours and all files and records are'^ept 
in the office.

• Beginning In 1966, the Town Counsel's 
. Office assumed the additional duties of 

updating the Tow n Charter -by Im­
plementing Charter'changes as they oc- 

ccur. The office prepares all new Or­
dinances and am endm ents to O r­
dinances and supplies copies of these 
for all outstanding copies of the Charter.

With the jnefeasing Interrelatlohship 
between Federal, State and local 
Governments and ' resulting Increase In 
work yplume, hiring of a full time Town 
Counsel will become necessary In-the 
future.

During the past year. In addition to 
\  continual formal and Informal advice to 

the various Town departments, this of­
fice handled tax a p pe a ls , zoning 
appeals, defective sidewalk and road 
cases, contract and labor disputes and a 
variety of other types of litigation.

This office handled 128 Cases during 
the year, of which 46 were settled, 28 ■ 
referred" to our Insurance carrier and 6 
denied, leaving 48 pending.

Major Highlights

Reduced, tax rate two mills to 46.68 mills 
tor the Town; 5.35 mills for the Fire 
Department Taxing District; and 8.0 mills 
for the Special Parking Authority Taxing 
District.

Interest on Temporarily Idle Town Funds 
reached a record of $174,419.85. 
Received first Federal Revenue Sharing 
allocations of $690,053. From these 
funds $18,184 was realized In Interest. 
These funds were used for capital Im­
provements and tax rate stabilization.

Treasurer
As stated In the Town Charter, "the 

Town Treasurer shall have all the powers 
and perform all the duties which are 
vested by statute In Town Treasurers. He 
shall have custody of and disburse all 
funds belonging to th ^ Town and shall 
deposit the same In such banks and trust 
companies as may be designated by the 
Board of Directors on the recommenda­
tion of the General Manager. He shall be 
the Treasurer of the Town Deposit Fund 
and shall have authority to Intrust funds 
and reinvest the same In securities legal 
for Investment of trust funds under the 
General Statutes.” In the 1972-73 fiscal 
year, the Treasurer’s Office yielded 
$174,419.85 In Interest on Investments of 
Idle General Fund monies and a grand 
total of $434,869.73 on all funds. *■

Thirty different cash accounts were 
maintained by this office, out of which a 
total of 13,659 payroll checks and 9,221 
vendor checks were processed. There 
was In addition 16 savings accounts 
being administered. Among the activities 
of the Treasurer wa^ a study of the 
Cem etery Tru s t Fund. This study 
resulted In the growth of the fund by ap­
proximately $100,000, along with an In­
come Increase of approximately $1,000.

During the year, the handling of pen- - 
slon deductions for 510 employees and 
p e nsion e rs  re ceiving  checks was 
transferred from a manual operation to 
an automated System. This h ^  resulted 
In saving man hours and lessening the 
possibility o f ‘posting errors. A second 
major Innovation In the Treasurer’s Of­
fice was the Initiation of competitive bid­
ding for certificate of deposit In- 

'vestments. By* using this method, the 
Toyvn has realized from approximately V* 
per cent to 1 Vi per cent more In interest.

A  request frqm the Treasurer’s Office 
to the Board of Directors In March of 
1973 for authorization to sell all stock 
and bonds jjeld by the Treasurer for the 
Levi Drake and Whiton Trust fun d s  In 
order to set up a fully managed fund was 
grantedTThls request was prompted by. 
the conclusion of a  study made by the 
Treasurer starting In the Fall of 1972. At 
that time, these funds, consisted of large 
stock holdings, with the certificates 
being held In a safe deposit box at the 
bank, and several savings accounts 
totaling over $70,000, wHh-the current 
yield based on market value being ap­
proximately 3 per cent. It felt that a 
better yield could be realized If this fund 
could be turned oyer to a bank for 
management. This was established with 
the anticipation of an Increase of over 30 

' per cent as compared to the previous 
method of handling these funds.

The Treasurer’s Office continues to 
look for new Innovations which will allow 
the Town to realize greater yield In Its in­
vestments, as well as to continue to 
cooperate In developing new methods of 
financial managerhent and control.

Coiiector Of Revenue
Manchester required records of Its 

financial transactions In 1823 and 
requires financial records now In the 
year of our Sesqulcentennlal. Many 
things have changed, however, including 
the volurne of records wo are required to" 
kee0 and the technology employed to 
keep them. The equipment used to 
record our transactions on paper has 
progressed from the pen and Inkwell, 
through many stages, all the way to 
modern data processing equipment.

Refinements and Improvements con­
tinue to be made In both our vendor pay­
ment and payroll procedures. Among 
this year’s changes are Im proved 
procedures for handling accounts 
payable at the end of the fiscal year and 
improvements In the payroll plan for U.S. 
Savings Bonds.

We continue to administer the Town’s 
Insurance program. All types of In­
surance Including employee plans, 
property, liability, and workmen’s com­
pensation are Included in our program. 
All forms except employee coverages 
are written for three-year terms. We have 
recently been Involved in developing In­
formation which was used to prepare 
specifications for bids for Insurance'" 
coverage for the next three- years.

A cco u n ting  and adm inistration 
procedures were developed this year for 
the new Federal Revenue Sharing 
Program. There are three stages In the 
administrative procedure. A  general 
revenue survey is made to determine 
how much funding the Town Is qualified 
to receive. This Is based on the per 
capita Income and the local tax effort 
that Is used to finance all but the 
educational operations In the communi­
ty. Once the community has been 
granted the funding, a planned use 
report for the entitlement period Is sub­
mitted. An actual use report Is submitted 
once each year to indicate the status of 
the fund on June 30. The department has 
been involved with other Federal and 
State programs, including the Connec­
ticut Planning Committee on Criminal 
Administration Programs, the Urban 
Systems Program, TO P IC S  Program, 
and the continuance of the Emergency 
Employment Act. Although the now 
procedures required by the government 
are quite different, the Controller’s Office 
has fo u n d  th e m  to be e q u a lly  
challenging.

A major project the Controller’s Office 
V will undertake In the new year is par­

ticipating in the development of a com­
puterized revenue reporting system. 
Work on this reporting system. Which 
has been needed for some time, began 
this spring. Since that time the Data 
Center, Treasurer, Collector of Revenue, 
and C o n tro lle r’s Office have been 
developing a program which will allow all 
revenue to be reported In a manner 
similar to the expenditure reports.

This year In an effort to allow the town 
report to be more meaningful and tfmely 
to the. residents of Manchester, it was [:•: 
decldednotto delay the printing In order 
to include the normally required portions >::: 
of the audit report, which Is due 
sometime at the end of the calendar ::;j; 
year.. Financial Information will be 
provided In a supplemental report sum - - 
marizing the results of the audit and In- ^  
eluding the Auditor’s opinion. Anyone' ^

The Collector of Revenue’s Office has 
l^een ^;undergolng m ajor changes 
throughout the year. Most noticeable to 
tho$e working In the Municipal Building 
is the addition of a hew outer office and 
redwood wall in the first floor lobby. A 
second major change is what Is hoped to 
be the completion of converting the 
manual operations In the Collector’s Of­
fice to an automated systern by the In­
stitution of a control systerh. At the end 
of the 1972 fiscal y e ^  the Auditors 
expressed much concern. as to the 
balance indicated by the Collector’s Of­
fice. A balanced accounting system is 
necessary In any business operation, 
and a need to Cchleve this _goal was 
reflected In the auditor’s comments and 
recommendations. Recommendations 
directed a^-meetlng this goal are now 
being Implemented by the department. 
New dajfy and bl-weekly control sheets 
have been instituted, which preliminary 
evaluations indicate will provide the 
necessary controls for a balanced ac­
counting system.

The amount and complexity of work in 
the Oollector’s Office has Increased sub­
stantially In the last few years particularly 
with the expanding use of elderly and 
veterans exemptions. Aware of the In- 
cr'eaising burden on the department, 
work In the future will concentrate on tax 
collections, the primary revenue source 
for the Town, and the collection of water 
and sewer bliis. This will enable the 
Collector to devote more time to the 
primary revenue source; taxes. Again 
this year as in past years, the department 
has maintained a^ 9  per cent collection 
rate, a higher th w  average rate for most 
communities, r  ^

The Collector of Revenue’s Office 
would like this year to add to the 
automated system a listing of all outstan-' 
ding taxes from the past five years. This 
Information will then be added to each 
bill dhabling the office to easily and 
quickly Identify all those persons with an 
outstanding tax debt.

Assessor
The total Not Taxable Grand List for 

1972 Is $266,943,032. Th is  figure 
represents the total assessed values 
after allowances for exemptions.

Over the past several years- the 
Assessment Department experienced 
difficulty maintaining the staff required to 
perform  the assessm ent function 
properly. Because the salary schedule 
for Assessment Aide positions was low, 
the vacancy rate In these positions was 
extremely high. This resulted In a'Tlirge 
turnover In Assessment Aides over the 
pasit years. Assessment Aides are now 
starting at more realistic salaries and are 
receiving formal training on an annual 
basis. The results of this recognition by 
the Board of Directors Is quite apparent 
In the improved assessment procedures.

Looking tow ard the future, the 
Assessor’s Office is about to begin a 
revaluation program. The Assessor 
recommended that the re-equallzatlon 
be commenced this year. This will allow 
it to be completed for the October 1, 
1976 Grand List as required by Connec- 

^tlcut Statutes. The need for an Im- 
^mediate re-equallzatlon was recently 
'shown In a study conducted by the 
Assessor’s Office, which indicated wide 
d e g re e s  of in -e q u a llty  betw e e n  
assessments as a direct result of high In­
flation. Unlike previous revaluations, this 
will not be a manual operation. Rather, 
the initial Information will be handled 
manually, but frorn that point on, all 
assessment procedures will be handled 
by computer. The Implementation of the 
computer system will allow assessments 
to be maintained at more current levels, 
thereby eliminating much of the cost for 
ten-year revaluations.

The Assessor’s stafr will complete a 
major portion of the project. An outside 
firm will only be employed to develop the 
highly sophisticated com puterized 
assessment system for the Town’s com­
puter. The use of the Assessor’s staff and 
Town’s corriputer will save the Town an 
estimated $55,000.
