David M. Barry, Manchester 
town counsel since November 
1971, has notified Democratic 
officials he isn’t available for 
reappointment — in order, to 
devote his time to a possible try 
next year at public office.

Barry sSid Wednesday, on his 
43rd birthday, “ There is a 
strong possibility I will be a 
candidate for some elective of­
fice in 1974 and I expect to 
devote considerable time to my 
possible candidacy before 
making a decision on running 
for a particular office.’’

Although he added, “ I will 
make my definite plans known 
early next year,’’it is believed 
by many political observers he 
is interested in the Democratic 
nomination for state senator in 

'the Fourth District. The incum­
bent is ' R epublican David 
Odegard, now serving his se­
cond term.

Barry preceded Odegard as 
state senator in the district and 
held the post for three terms. In 
June 1970, he passed up a try at 
a possible fourth consecutive 
term. He made an unsuccessful 
bid for the Democratic nomina­
tion for F irst D istrict con­
gressm en. The nomination 
went to then State Sen. Jay 
Jackson of West H artford. 
Barry considered contesting 
the nomination in a primary but 
ruled against it. However, 
Jackson was challenged in .a 
primary by William Cotter and 
lost to him. Cotter went on to 
become. U.S. representative.

B arry . served also as state 
rep resen ta tive ,. M anchester 
deputy mayor, member of the 
Board of Directors, and chair­
man of a Charter Revision 
Commission.

Democratic officials declined 
to say who will succeed Barry 
as Manchester town counsel.

Richard Clark, executive vice 
president of the chamber, said 
this morning the merchants’ 
comments were made in a 
chamber survey of merchants 
and property owners two weeks 
ago.

Clark said he and other 
chamber officers, as well as 
town officials, will meet with 
state transportation depart­
ment officials Nov. 14 in an 
attempt to obtain temporary 
restoration of the angle parking 
on Main St.

Much of the Main St. angle

McFall, D-Callf., predicted ac­
tio n  on th e  P r e s i d e n t ’s 
proposals 'before the December 

'recess. “If he wants a bill, we’ll 
give him a bill,” said Rep.

In his Wednesday night ad­
dress, Nixon accused Congress 
of failing to act on any of the 
energy measures he had sent to 
the Hill.

relaxation of clean-air stan­
dards, the tapping of naval 
petroleum reserves and giving 
the governm ent power to 
reduce speed limits nationwide 
and restrict working hours.

M acdona ld  sa id  N ixon 
already had the authority to do 
most of what he asked and ac­
cused the President of playing 
“an absolute shell game” in 
blaming Congress for inaction.

Sen. Lloyd M. Bentsen, D- 
Tex., said he and other oil-state 
senators oppose one presiden­
tial p iT ^ a l  that would allow 
the federal governm ent to 
regulate the intrastate produc­
tion and use of oil and gas.

Sen. Mike Gravel, D-Alaska, 
said the President’s message 
“ did not c o n ta in  enough 
specifics in dollars or programs 
to do the job. The $10 billion 
mentioned by the President is 
considerably less than we spent 
on Apollo and probably only 10 
per cent of what is actually 
needed,” he added.

T he U .S . C h a m b e r  of 
Commerce said Nixon “ has 
made a good—although belated 
— beginning in facing up to the 
energy shortage ,” and the

N a tio n a l A sso c ia tio n  of 
Manufacturers said it “ sup­
ports the general thrust" of the 
President’s message.

Nixon 
secretary for more than two 
decades, said that it took her 
nearly a month, working off and 
on. sometimes on weekends and 
far into the night, to type a 
rough transcript of seven con­
versations between President 
Nixon and Watergate figures.

Miss Woods said she first saw 
one pf the controversial tapes 
Sept. 29, 1973, when, at Nixon’s 
request, she began’ the task of 
transcrib ing  them a t the 
P re s id e n t 's  m ountain top  
retreat at Camp David, Md.

“I went up there to try to 
listen — 1 use that word ad­
visedly — to take down as much 
as possible of tlfe tapes that 
w ere  s u b p o e n a e d ,”  she 
testified at a hearing before 
U.S. District Court Judge John 
J. Sirica.

She said it was a difficult job 
and that despite working until 3 
a m. Sunday'm orning, and 
again all day Sunday after, 
arising at 6 a;ni., she was un­
able to complete a transcript of 
even one* conversation.

M anchester Com m unity 
College has been awarded a 
gtant of 13,884 by the Connec­
ticut Advisory (Committee on 
Emergency. Medical Services to 
conduct the planning, investiga­
tion and development work 
necessary to transfer training 
p rog ram s for em ergency 
m edical technicians from 
h o sp ita ls  to  com m unity  
colleges in Connecticut.

The project will seek the par­
ticipation of all 12 institutions 
in the state system of communi­
ty colleges in the establishment 
of networkof training sites. All 
colleges are in close proximity 
to hospital facilities which can 
be used in clinical training.

Emergency Medical Techni­
cian training is required of al\ 
ambulance drivers and is ad­
visable for anyone engaged in 
responding to em ergency 
situations, such as firemen and 
police. Until now, this training 
has been made available only 
by hospitals, but two sections of 
the basic  EMT-1 course 
presently are being given at 
M an ch este r C om m unity  
College. The purpose of the 
grant is to plan the extension of 
the courses to other community 
colleges as well as to integrate 
th em  in to  th e  c o lle g e  
curriculum so that colleges 
credits may be earned toward a 
degree.

The'present basic training 
courses will be evaluated so 
that the 81 hours of training for 
emergency medical technicians 
may be transform ed into 
semester hours in order to 
provide college credit. The pre­
sent training course would then 
be inco rp o ra ted  into the 
curricular offerings of the 
Mathematics, Science, and 
Health Service Division of 
M an ch este r C om m unity  
College and other community 
colleges in the state.

The advanced 480-hour 
emergency medical technician 
training course (EMT-2) can 
also be incorporated into the 
college’s curricular offering, 
and combined with the basic 
course, will provide the founda­
tion for a college-level cer­
tificate program in Emergency 
Medical Technology. Such a 
program could be expanded 
furteer, when appropriate, to a 
fu ll a s s o c ia te  d e g re e  
curriculum.

'The director of the project is 
Robert M. Dixon, coordinator 
of health services careers at 
MCC. He is responsible for 
overseeing the ^ork of the 
project and for submitting all 
findings and''reports to the 
Connecticuf^ Advisory Com­
mittee on Emergency Medical 
Seriesu.

He has an assistant, Bruce A. 
DeTora, administrative assis­
tant in the Division of Summer 
Session and Extension Serives 
at the college, who has specific 
responsibility as liaison with 
hospitals and other community 
colleges regarding the proposed 
take-over by the colleges of the 
EMT training programs. .

DevCo Hires LaBelle 
As Legal Consultant

The owner of a farmhouse in 
Coventry, and nine other per­
sons living there two years ago 
when Coventry Police con­
ducted a drug raid, filed suits 

“seeking a total of |2.5 million in 
U.S. District Court, yesterday.

The home on Rt. 31 is own^ 
by A lb e rt L in d say  of 
M43iche|ter and was occupied 
by several young people at the 
time of the Nov. 11, 1971 raid.

The suits charge that 10. 
Coventry law enforcement of­
ficers and a state narcotics 
agent ransacked the house in 
search nf drugs.

At the time of the raid, three 
persons were charged with 
possession/if marijuana and Uie 
charges were nolled later in 
Circuit Court 12, Manchester.

On Dec. 11, the Coventry 
Town Council voted to issue a 
formal reprimand to the police 
departm en t. This action 
followed a special meeting of 
the council which voted 6-1 to 
direct such action.
^The issuance of the repri­
mand by the then Town 
Manager Dennis Moore was 
“based on the lack of good judg­
ment regarding the manner in 
which the search was con­
ducted.”

The initial investigation of 
the alleged raid was ̂ started 
when r e s id e n ts  of the  
farmhouse charged that Coven­
try Police officers “smashed up •

their house” during the search 
for narcotics. The search netted 
about 3KX) worth of marijuana, 
police said at the time.

An investigation was con­
ducted by Moore and the town 
attorney, John Shea, which 
lasted from Nov. 22 to Dec. 8.

In the  report issued by 
Moore, he said that the house in 
queslibn Had been under obser­
vation for about 10 months by 
the State Police and the Capitol 
Region Crime Squad. “They 
had witnessed known-sellers of 
narcotics entering and leaving 
the premises,” Moore said.

Events leading to the raid in­
volved a search for a deer that 
had been killed by a car and the 
police had asked permission to 
search the Rt. 31 house for the 
animal. Moore said at that time 
th a t  th e  o f f ic e rs -  saw 
“ paraphernalia commonly 
employed in narcotics use.”

It was after that incident that 
police obtained a search 
warrant to conduct the drug 
ra id .  In th e  s u it  f ile d  
Wednesday, residents of the 
house charged that the police 
caused extensive property i 
damage.

At that time, residents of the 
house ca lled  new spaper 
photographers in to take pic­
tures the day following the raid, 
and it was in view of some of 
these pictureis that Moore 
changed his original opinion 
and called for a reprimand of

the Coventry Police' Depart­
ment.

The Civil Liberties Union was 
brought into the case when it 
questioned the impartiality of 
the local investigation and 
asked for a separate probe.

At the time, the police of­
ficers acknowledged toe fact to 
Moore that no atteitipt had been 
made to .re tu rn  the item s 
search^ to their proper place, 
and Moore suggest^ that a 
different course of action 
should be taken in toe event of 
other raids.

Moore recommended revi­
sion of police department 
procedures and suggested that 
the police chief be asked to 
make these procedures coin­
cide where practical, to the 
concept of leaving a room as 
nearly as possible, as it was 
found.

Moore, in defense of the oc­
cupants of the house, said, 
“Even toough a person has a 
record of criminal activity and 
even though strong indication 
exists that a crime has been 
committed, he still has rights.”

ordinances.

LaBelle said toe information 
is being gathered on a fact­
finding basis and that the 
report, when ready lo t presen­
tation, will be complete and 
will answer all questions.

Jaworski and the Plumbers

WASHINGTON -  Whether 
President Nixon achieves any 
long-range objective out of his 
O c t. 20 S a tu rd a y  n ig h t 
massacre may be answered in a 
critical decision awaiting Leoa 
Jaworski as the new special 
prosecutor: shall he press the 
investigation of the White 
House Plumbers unit begun by 
Archibald Cox?

The desires of the White 
House are unmistakable. It 
wants Jaworski to forget about 
the Plumbers, drop Cox’s un­
fu l f i l le d  d em an d s  fo r 
documents concerning the 
Plumbers and quickly get rid of 
the Kennedy Democrat still in 
charge of this investigation.

If Jaworski takes that course, 
the White House will in fact 
have the special prosecutor it 
wants. Beyond the Plumbers, 
Nixon lie u te n a n ts  w ant 
Jaworski to focus narrowly on 
the Watergate burglary and dis­
mantle Cox investigations into 
other matters. If that results in 
angry resignations by Cox’s 
task force chiefs, so much the 
better in the eyes of the White 
House. The ordeal of the 
massacre will not have been in 
vain.

Nothing has dismayed the 
White House more than the 
agressive investigation of the 
Plumbexs by the Cox task force 
under William H. Merrili, assis­
tant chief U.S. attorney in 
Detroit during the Kennedy and 
Johnson administrations, Nixon 
aides believe M errill’s in­
vestigation of the 1971 burglary 
of D an ie l E l l s b e r g ’s 
phychiatrist’s office intends to 
implicate Mr. Nixon himself. 
Indeed, the Merrill task force, 
interested in more than mere 
burglaries, wants to expose a 
p a t te r n  of i l l e g i t im a te  
governmental powers.

Understandly, then, Cox en­
countered special White House 
resistance against supplying 
documents about the Plumbers. 
As Cox testifiefi before the 
Senate Judiciary Committee, 
his requests on Aug. 23 for a 
long lis t of such papers 
( in c lu d in g  re c o rd s  of

Current

m y s te r io u s  P lu m b e rs  
assignments called “Special 
Project No. M-1” and “Project 
Odessa” ) were ignored.

Jaworski will be asked by 
Merrill to renew demands for 
these papers and subpoena 
them if necessary. The White 
House hopes he will refuse, 
leading to a public outburst by 
Merrill and either his resigna­
tion or dismissal. That, in turn, 
could start a chain reaction 
leading to the departure of Ck)x’ 
entire senior staff.

“Jaworski sure as hell has 
the right to bring his own team 
on," a presidential aide told us. 
O ther Nixon lieu ten an ts  
privately  reg re t th a t Mr. 
Nixon, having risked impeach­
ment by firing Cox, did not 
finish the job by getting rid of 
his task force chiefs too.

Accordingly, since Cox’s 
departure, the White House has 
laid the public re la tio n s  
groundwork for more dis­
missals or forced resignations, 
d e s c r ib in g  the  s p e c ia l  
prosecutor’s office as a hive of 
anit-Nixon partisans — par­
ticularly Plumbers investigator 
Merrill. A onetime Democratic 
candidate for Congress who 
was Michigan chairman of 
Citizens for Robert Kennedy in 
1968, Merrill is being painted as 
an implacable foe of the Presi­
dent.

But curtailing investigations 
not directly related to the 
Watergate burglary and dis­
posing of Cox’s holdovers would 
start a new storm in Congress 
and among the public. To 
counteract that, presidential 
aides,hope Jaworski will move 
quickly for grand jury action in 
the Watergate case itself.

Cheap Shots At Nixon

Mitchell, H.R. Haldeman, John 
D. Ehrlichman. The White 
House could argue that Leon 
Jaworski was cleaning up 
Watergate while Archie Cox 
had been fiddling around with 
irrelevancies in trying to bring 
down the President. Jaworski 
could then gently shut down in­
vestigations of the Plumbers 
campaign expenditures and 
perhaps the ITT affair and stop 
prying into Mr. Nixon’s per­
sonal finances.

Whereas Cox was named 
special prosecutor by then Atty. 
Gen. Elliot Richardson without 
prior White House approval, the 
President and his senior staff 
w ere deeply involved in 
Jaworski’s selection. They 
picked a Houston corporation 
lawyer of unquestioned integri­
ty but no tendency to to oppose 
the establishment.

“ Leon is im pressed by 
power,” says one prominent 
Texas Democrat allied with 
Jaworski in past campaigns. “I 
would think he will be terribly 
impressed by Mr. President in 
the Oval Office.” He and other 
Texans believe Jaworski would 
shrink from taking the Presi­
dent in to  co u rt to seek 
documents as Ck)x did or in 
pressing investigations that 
could personally embarrass 
Mr. Nixon.

But there is another aspect to 
Jaworski. He is a man of con­
siderable ego, fellow lawyers in 
Houston report, proud of his 
many civic endeavors. At age 
68, he will be sensitive to ac­
cusations of cover;up and Could 
conceivably come around to the 
investigative course taken by 
Cox. If so, the White House.will 
then have irrevocably lost all 
control of the W atergate 
prosecution.

WASHINGTON -  God knows 
In recent months Nixon has 
done little- to invite favorable 
comparison with a Lincoln, or 
even a Hoover, but there 'are 
enough legitimate issues at 
hand without resorting to cheap 
shots at the man.

I refer to the gambit much 
savored by certain fashionable 
prltlcs of poking fun at the 
President’s practice of wearing 
an American flag pin on his* 
lapel. The implication at once is 
that doing so is square and. In 
Nixon’s case, hypocritical. One 
half anticipates a petition for an 
injunction requring Nixon to 
cease and desist exhibiting the 
Stars and Stripes.

Well now. Even if Richard 
Njxon were convicted of 
stealing the Washington Monu­
ment, he would still be entitled 
to wear that lapel pin en route to 
the calaboose. Dispays of 
patriotism nriay be the last 
refuge of scoundrels but they 
are not yet against the law. A 
President may be permitted to 
claim that this Is as much his 
country as mine and thine, 
although mobs cry for his im­
peachment and his friends are 
disparaged for owning the 
wrong kind of yachts.

I expect those who chide 
Nixon for wearing his flag are 
merely seeking to belittle him 
as an old-fashioned River City 
yokel and thus unworthy of 
moving in chic society. After a 
lull, they are taking up agaiq 
the campaign of a few years 
back to persuade their social in­
feriors that flag waving is not 
only old hat but possibly a sub­
tle fot’m of subversion.

Yessiree Bob, subversion. 
The w ords f a s c i s t  and 
totalitarian creep into the con­
versation of Presidential critics 
on Sandburg’s little cat feet 
when they call attention to his 
lapel pin. Implicit in the 
murmer is that in the highest 
le v e ls  of th e  w o r ld ’s 
governments flag waving has 
always been a device of tyrants 
and would-be dictators. Watch 
that Nixon, My the murmers —

not because he would defy the 
courts or hire third-rate men, 
but because he wears a flag.
' It is another curious 
phenomenon to add to history’s 
collection. Harry Truman wore 
his Masonic pin and John 
Kennedy gave away thousands 
of PT boat tie clasps, but no one 
accused ’Trurtian of plotting to 
hand the nation over to his 
lodge brothers or complained 
that Kennedy was a ship- 
rattling  m ilita rist. Black 
Power’s upraised fist in some 
quarters is regarded as being as 
American as apple pie.

Millions of Americans wear 
emblems hailing the Ancient 
Order of Hibernians, the Sons of 
Italy, the English-speaking 
Union and the Polish National 
Alliance without risking indict­
ment for treason. But when in 
1968 the nation’s so-called 
hardhats stuck American Flags 
in their lapels they were 
denounced as vigilantes and 
worse. At that tim e, the 
hardhats’ chief sin seemed to 
be that they worked for a living.

Unfortunately for Nixon, the 
flag is ‘‘out” in the ideological 
haut nHmde of the far left and 
the Beautiful People. Teach the 
kids how to have meaningful 
sex lives in the second grade, 
but don’t let them salute the 
Stars and Stripes. Prayers are 
banned in the public schools, 
but not the obscene verses of 
the black poet Le Roi Jones. 
P rofessional civil righ ts  
lawyers hurry to the defense of 
those who burn, rip  and 
defecate on the flag, arguing 
that their clients are merely 
exercising their right of dis­
sent.

The flag defilers are dissen­
ting, ail right. They are saying 
the flag is unworthy of their 
reverence or respect if it is also 
the flag of politicians with 
whose views they disagree. To 
the dissenters, patriotism is 
possible only if an American 
happens to agree with the ad­
ministration in power. And God 
help a President if-he is also im­
peached for lacking “style.”

How To Survive The W inter

WASHINGTON -  The hair 
coats of woolly bears are 
denser than usual this year, a 
fact that alarms the Treasury 
Department’s Office of Energy 
and Natural Resources.

“The wooly bears, like the 
Farmers’ Almanac, are predic­
ting a very cold winter this 
year,” said William A. Johnson, 
who directs the Energy Office. 
“Unfortunately, the woolly 
bears are much better prepared 
for it than the United States is.” 

Johnson flatly predicts that a 
total cut-off o| Arab oil to the 
U.S., plus an extra cold winter, 
will result in the nation falling 
15 per cent short of the refined 
products needed for all uses, in­
cluding the heating of homes. 
An “average” winter, he adds, 
will result in a 12 per cent short­
fall.

“We face a crisis and we are 
not going to come out of it 
without serious consequences,” 
he continued in an interview. 
“Although some newspapers 
have incorrectly and irrespon­
sibly been saying that a cut-off 
of Arab oil will have minimal 
impact in thb United States, 
they are dead wrong.”

“The U.S. imports 1.1 million 
barrels of oil a day directly 
from Arab sources. That 
amounts to about 6 per cent of 
total consumption in this coun­
try.” However, as Johnson 
noted, another 1 million barrels 
a day of petroleum products 
originating in the Middle East 
comes into, the U.S. through 
third countries. Thus, 12 per 
cent of the U.S. supply, rather 
than the commonly quoted 6 per 
cent, is vulnerable to the whims 
of Arab products.

“Some of these third coun­
tries, such as Italy, Spain, and 
the Netherlands, have already 
curtailed petroleum exports to 
the United States,” Johnson 
explained. “If the Arab cut­
back sticks, other countries no 
doubt will follow suit. It is un­
realistic to believe they will let 
their bwn citizens freeze to 
keep Americans warm.

The energy official,,on the 
brighter side, said it "may be 
possible to avoid rationing 
refined produdts in the U.S. if 
citizens comply with conserva­
tion measures suggested by the 
administration.

Some of these measures, 
within the capacity of most 
Americans, include!

Add insulation to ceilings and 
wails and install storm win­

dows and doors, caulking, and 
weather stripping.

Properly maintain heating 
systems, remove dust from 
registers and ducts, replace and 
clean filte rs , and ad just, 
burners.

Open d r a p e s  a n d  V e n e t ia n
blinds on suqny days, and close 
them at night:

Install and use humidifiers. 
Lower thermostat settings at 
night and when buildings or 
rooms are unoccupied. .

Re-set therm ostats con­
trolling room temperature in 
homes by 3 degrees, have a car 
tune-up every six months, stop 
using hot water for iaundering, 
reduce c a r  speeds to a 
maximum 50 MPH, and join a. 
car pool.

Such Voluntary actions, 
coupled with similar conserva­
tion' measures by industry, 
could get the U.S. through the 
energy crunch in the short run 
— if enough citizens cooperate.

y

In the long run, pmjrcted 
energy shortages in th?" im­
mediate future signal that some 
extremely tough decisions are 
ahead for this country. Inter­
national politics and the beauty 
of the environment may soon 
pall as issues when Americans 
finally don’t have enough fuel to 
keep themselves warm.

Onenday 
screening aiso will be available 
at six neighborhood locations 
between Dec. 4 and Jan. 3.

Hie program “will allow us 
to gear up and get our personnel. 
and techniques ready for an 
^ ran  larger screening program 
due to get under way in the 
sp rang ,"  Guida said in a 
p rep a ]^  statement.

The two citizen groups have 
appealed to city officials to con­
duct citywide screening tests 
for cases of blood poisoning, 
which occurs most often in run­
down neighborhoods where 
small children eat chips of lead- 
baseid pdint^ or plaster.

State health officials have 
ac k n o w le d g e d  th a t  le a d  
poisoning is a widespread 
problem in all of Conilecticut's 
cities.

Killian Rules 
On Rate Hike 
For Hospitals

HARTFORD (AP) -  State 
Atty. Gen. Robert K. Killian 
ruled Wednesday that the state 
Hospital and'Health Care Com­
mission has the authority to 
order Connecticut hospitals, 
which boosted rates above the 6 
per cent level Oct. 1, to make 
refunds.

The ruling was one of several 
questions that the commission 
had requested Killian to make 
when several hospitals in the 
state defied the commission’s 
Oct. 6 suspension of all hikes.

Killian’s other rulings stated:
—That rate hikes of less than 

6 per cent may be ordered 
refunded at the commission’s 
discretion.

—That the commission can­
not approve rate' hikes above 6 
per cent prior to a public 
hearing.

—That the commission had no 
legal right to receive rate hike 
requests until Oct. 1.

At a hearing Wednesday, at- 
torney George Nichols of 
Bridgeport representing Stam­
ford Hospital, challenged the 
power of the commission to 
review rates at all. He said the 
federal Economic Stabilization 
Act pre-empted the powers of 
the commission.

Nichols claimed that the 
commission could not review 
increases over 6 per cent until 
January 1974.

In conjunction with the show, 
the Burrows Hill Schoolhouse 
and the Old Town Hall will be 
open to the public.

The schoolhouse, a charming 
exam ple of y e s te rd a y ’s 
educational facilities, is a red 
clapboard one-rpom school 
built very early in the 18th cen­
tury.

The original furnishings in­
clude the schoolmaster’s desk 
and a long slate blackboard 
situated in the front of the 
room. The students’ desks and 
long b e n c h - s e a t s  were  
me l lo wed by the many 
generations of Hebron chldren. 
The low wood-burning stove 
still stands in the center of the 
room.

The schoolhouse *was used 
continuously until the early 
twentieth century. It was then 
cared for by Edward Smith un- 
itl he tu rn^  over the keys to 
the Hebron Historical Society 
in 1971. The building was 
restored to its present form un­
der the expert guidance of Mr. 
and Mrs. Harold Brink of 
Brink’s Mill, Hebron.

The Old Town Hall, built in 
1838 as the meetinghouse for 
the Methodist Episcopal Socie­
ty, will be the setting for early

The building was purchased 
by the town in 1863 for $6^ and 
since that time it has served as 
a courtroom, polling place, 
ballrPom and Grange Hall.

It was last used by the town in 
1963 and in 1971 the deed was 
turned over to the Hebron 
Historical Society. Proceeds 
from the show will be used for 
continuation of the restoration > 
project on the building.

And in keeping withi the 
society’s aim to open the 
building as a museum to foster 
an interest in Hebron history 
and to acquaint the community 
with the lifestyle of earlier' 
generations a number of ar­
tisans will demonstrate early 
crafts.

Included in these crafts will 
be spinning and weaving, hand 
quilting, leaded glass designs, 
t a p e - w e a v in g  and black- 
smithing.

Among the quilts to be dis­
played are Mrs. Bemetta 
Temple’s Album Quilt, a copy 
of an 1824 quilt owned by the 
DAR in M ary la nd  and 
Baltimore Bride’s Quilt as well 
as several made by Mrs. Ethel 
Brehant including one with 
flower designs of the fifty 
states.

And perhaps the most famous 
“ One-Of-^-Kind” treasure, 
made in 1918 and auctioned off 
to raise funds to assist the 
American Red Cross during- 
World War I is a full-sized quilt 
made by the Amston School 
Red Cross Unit and frieijds,!

Known as a “Remembrance 
Quilt”', it features a centered 
two-foot size Red Cross sur­
rounded by squares containing 
610 names of Hebron and 
Amston residents hand-written 
in p e r m a n e n t  ink.  The 
townspeople donated a sum to 
have their names inscribed on a 
square..

According to a newspaper ar­
ticle of June 1, 1918 describing 
the auctioning off of the 
bedquilt, "after some fine 
speaking and singing by the 
children, the quilt was sold to 
Mrs. Gertufs Frese for twenty-, 
six dollars, making a total of 
$76 on the quilt.”

The article goes on to say that 
“quite a number of fine cakes 
and small articles were sold for 
twenty dollars and six cents and 
a pig, generously donated by 
Mr. Ams brought the sum of 
$23.50...A ball game between 
the«loqmer girls and the boys 
was enjoyfid and caused much 
merriment. The total receipts 
of the sale were one hundred 
and forteen dollars an^ ten 
cents, which has been turned in 
to the Red Cross.” .

The quilt has been presented 
to the Hebron Historical Socie­
ty by members of the Fress 
family with the stipulation that 
ownership of the quilt will not 
be changed withbut their con­
sent and secondly, that should 
the Hebron Historical Society

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
President Nixon has asked 
Congress to give him emergen­
cy power to ration gasoline and 
oii, cut working hours, reduce 
highway speed limits, put the 
nation on yeapround Daylight 
Saving Time and suspend an- 
tipoiiution programs.

In a nationwide broadcast 
outiining his energy proposais, 
Nixon set 1980 as a target date 
for the United States to achieve 
energy self-sufficiency. He 
ca lled  for re sea rch  and 
development programs rivaling 
the  a ll-o u t e f fo r ts  th a t 
developed the atomic bomb and 
put American astronauts on the 
moon.

The President also departed 
from his text to say. he had “no 
intention of walking away’’ 
from his office despite some 
demands that he resign.

With petroleum heading for
10 to W per cent shortages 
because of Arab oil cutoffs, 
Nixon warned that the nation 
faces “the most acute shor­
tages of energy since World 
War II.’’

Consumers of home heating
011 must get through the winter 
with only 85 per cent of the fuel 
they used last year, Nixon said.

Airline flights will be reduced 
10 per cent through federal 
allocation of jet fuel, Nixon 
added.

He said a “contingency plan” 
for gasoline ratiMiing was in 
preparation, but energy adviser 
John A. Love and an official 
fact sheet both said plans were 
being readied for the rationing 
of gasoline and heating oil.

Love said a decision on 
rationing must be made by 
December or January.

Gov. Robert B. Docking of 
Kansas, briefed with other 
governors by the President, 
said, “I wouldn’t be surprised 
to see rationing after the first 
of the year.”

Nixon said power plants now 
burning coal will be barred 
from switching to shortage- 
stricken oil or gas. Love said

this regulation wili be issu^ in. 
about 10 days.

Nixon also asked for legisla­
tion allowing him to order 
power plants to switch from 
petroleum back to coal if they 
can do it.

Home heating oil, jet fuel; 
diesel fuel, kerosene and 
propane gas already are under 
mandatory federal allocation 
controlling their distribution at 
the wholesale level.

Love said mandatory alloca­
tion would be extended soon to 
all petroleum products under 
existing presidential authority.

Nixon's actions and requests 
for new authority were brought 
on during recent weeks by the 
Middle East war and the Arab 
nations’ decision to cut off oil to 
friends of Israel.

Frank Wyman of Wyman’s 
Oil Co. does not anticipate any 
immediate emergencies. He 
said they have never let one of 
their customers down yet and 
they don’t intend to. He said 
that Exxon, their supplier, is 
one of the largest fuel oil dis­
tributors, “ten times larger 
than their nearest competitor,” 
and he is not worried.

Both oil d e a le rs  have 
suggested their customers 
adjust their thermostats to 
lower temperatures.

Fuel-Saving

In Congress
WASHINGTON (AP) — President Nixon has ordered 

fuel economies at the White House and has sent Congress 
his proposals to deal with an energy crisis he says is 
"closing upon us quickly."

In Congress, the Senate Interior Committee planned to 
begin voting today on a bill sponsored by Sen. Henry M. 
Jackson, D-Wash., which would give the President most of 
what he is asking.

standards.”

Northeast Rail Aid 
Bill Passes House

WASHINGTON (AP) -  A 
$1.4-bllUon aid package for the 
Rnancially troubled northeast 
railroads has won easy ap­
proval in the House and mov^ 
onto th e  S en a te  w here  
Commerce Committee Chair­
man Warren G. Magnuson, D- 
Wash., has promised speedy ac­
tion.

The a d m in is tra tio n  is 
expected to renew its efforts to 
change certain provisions in the 
bill, which S ecre tary  of 
Transportation Claude S. 
Brinegar claims could cost the 
government as nAuch as $4.4 
billion. Brinegar has said the 
bill is "not acceptable" in its 
present form, but he has 
declined to predict whether toe 
President would veto it.

The reorganization plan, 
passed Thursday by toe House, 
would affect train service in 16 
states as it attempted to con­

solidate toe Penn Central and 
five other bankrupt railroads 
into one money-making cor­
poration.

The corportation would be 
backed by $1 b illio n  in 
government-guaranteed loans 
funneled through the Federal 
National Railway Administra­
tion, a new agency that the bill 
would create.

The so-called Regional Rail 
Corporation would run a scaled- 
down System made igf of parts 
of the six financially troubled or 
bankrupt roads. Unprofitable 
branch lines and competing 
main lines would be d ropp^ 
leaving a rail network of ap­
proximately 19,(X)0 miles com­
pared, to the current 25,000 
'miles of financially exhausted 
track in the Northeast.

The 120,000 employes of toe 
six lines would be protected by 
a $250-milUon labor compensa­
tion package providing benefits

of up to $2,500 a month until age 
65 for a senior worker who loses 
his job.

Communities threatened with 
a loss of service under the new 
system would be eligible for a 
share of $50 million a year in 
federal operating subsidies to 
keep the tracks open.

The bill, autooretf by Reps. 
Brock Adams, D-Wash., and 
Dick Shoup, R-Mont, also would 
provide $85 million in operating 
assistance to the bankrupt 
railroads during toe interim 
planning period, which is 
expected to last about a year 
and a half.

In addition to toe Penn Cen­
tra l, the nation’s largest 
.railroad, the other financially 
troubled lines are the Central of 
New Jersey, the Boston and 
Maine, the Lehigh Valley, the 
R ead in g  and the  E r le -  
Lackawanna.

The text of the agreement, as 
given in Kissinger’s letter to 
Waldheim, included these 
points:

“ "Egypt and Israel agree to 
observe scrupulously the 
ceasefire called for by toe U.N. 
Security Council.

—"Both sides agree that dis­
cussions between them will 
begin immediately to settle toe 
question of the return to the 
Oct. 22 positions in the 
framework of agreement on the 
disengagement and separation 
of forces under the auspices of 
toe United Nations.

—‘‘The town of Suez will 
receive daily supplies of food, 
w ater and m edicine. All 
wounded civilians in toe town of 
Suez will be evacuated.

—"There shall be no impedi­
ment to the movement of non­

military supplies to the East' 
Bank.

—"The Israeli checkpoints on 
the Cairo-Suez road will be 
replaced by U.N. checkpoints. 
At. the Suez end of the road 
Israeli officers can participate 
with the U.N. to supervise the 
nonmilitary nature of the cargo 
at toe bank of the canal.

• —“ As soon a ; the U.N. 
checkpoints are established on 
the Cairo-Seuz road, there will 
be an exchange of all POWs, in­
cluding wounded.”

Kissinger, who helped work 
out the agreement during the 
last two weeks in talks with 
E ^ t ia n  and Israeli leaders, 
said the two countries had

agreed to sign the pact at a 
meeting on the Suez-Cairo road 
under .U.N. auspices on Satur­
day.

Kissinger’s aides had told 
reporters traveling with him 
that the new agreement , would 
open the way to full scale peace 
negotiations by the end of the 
year.

Conspirators Sentenced
WASHINGTON (AP) -  

W atergate conspirator E. 
Howard Hunt today was 
sentenced to a minimum of 2'h 
years in prison and a fined $10,- 
000 while five other of the con­
spirators received much lighter 
sentences.

The g o v e rn m e n t
recommended leniency in the 
cases of James W. McCord Jr. 
and four Miami men. McCord 
was the first of the Watergate 
c o n s p ira to r s  to  begin

c o o p e ra tin g  w ith  the 
government’s investigations 
into the scandal, and the four 
Miamians participated in the 
Watergate break-in out of a 
sense of misguided patriotism, 
the government said.

McCord, who has served 
several months in jail and is 
currently free on bail, was 
sentenced to a term of one t o  

five years on prison with no 
fine. U.S. District Court Judge 
Sirica said he has ten days to
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appeal his conviction and may 
remain free on bond for 15 days, 
or possibly longer if he does 
choose to appeal.

Bernard L. Barker, the 
Miami real estate man who 
re c ru ite d  th re e  C en tra l 
Intelligence Agency associates 
for the Watergate break-in, 
received the longer sentence of 
1 Vi to 6 years.

Oil industry spokesmen and a 
leading environmentalist in 
C o n g ress  sa id  N ix o n ’s 
recommendations, including 50- 
mile-an-hour speed limits and a 
temporary letup on antipollu­
tion laws, will not be enough.

"No amount of cheerleading 
w ill p rov ide an in s ta n t 
solution,” Rep. Morris K. 
Udall, D-Ariz., chairman of a 
House environment subcom­
mittee, said.

Udall called for immediate 
rationing and new taxes to 
reduce energy consumption.

In New York, a spokesman 
for the Sun Oil Co. said Nixon’s 
proposals "will still leave a 
shortage of a million barrels a 
day.”

Exxon President Clifton C. 
Garvin Jr. maintained that, 
even if Nixon’s proposals are 
all adopted, "There will still be 
a crunch. There’s no way to 
make up toe past month’s loss 
of petroleum.”

Nixon ordered an end to all- 
night floodlighting at the White 
House, therm ostats were 
turned down to 68 degrees in the 
executive mansion and heat and 
lighting in other federal 
buildings were curtailed in #  
drive by the government to 
reduce its own energy use. A 

spokesman said the presiden­
tial jet airplane will fly slower 
to save fuel.

The President’s message to 
Congress asking standby 
authority to impose fuel and 
g aso lin e  ra tio n in g  said  
petroleum supplies could fall as 
much as 17 per cent short of de­
mand this winter.

Nixon also asked Congress 
for authorization to cut goverji- 
ment and industry business 
hours, adjust air and other 
transportation schedules, 
licertse nuclear power plants 
for 18 months without publig 
hearings, establish year-round 
Daylight Saving 'Time and 
authorize fu|l pr^uction from 
government oil reserves.

"It is my hope that rationing 
of energy products will never 
be required,” toe President’s 
message said,, "but, if cir­
cumstances dictate it, there 
should be no impediment to 
swift action.” :

::a Coventry Man ŝ Taste 
In Cats Is King-Sized

Bob Forand of Coventry, a 
black belt karate expert, cer­
tainly doesn’t need a cougar to 
prolkit him. He just likes cats 
— the larger variety.

Forand, who runs toe Connec­
ticut Tae-Kwon-Do school at 
Manchester Green, is probably 
the only person in .Connecticut 
who owns a cougar.

“I like big cats,” Forand 
says, “ because of the ir 
strength, speed, balance, and 
grace.”

Ninja, his cougar, weighs 
about 90 pounds. Just a little 
more than a year old, she’s 
about the size of a large dog.

Although she’s still young. 
Ninja has already mastered 
several skills, Forand says. She 
can run about 50 miles an hour, 
is about five times as strong as 
a man, and can jump nearly 12 
feet in the air.

Forancl says Ninja isn’t really 
dangerous — unless you get on 
her wrong side. She’s been 
declawed, and Forand says that 
although one bite of her power­
ful jaws can chomp a man’s 
a rm  o ff, s h e ’s been 
domesticated and is more 
playful than anything else.

Forand bought Ninja for $650 
from the Seattle Zoo. He had to 
obtain town and state permits 
to keep the animal on his 60- 
acre property at Ndr.th Coven­
try. A veterinarian had to check 
her for diseases before she was 
brought from Washington to 
Cohn^tTcut.

A' cougar is essentially a 
large-scale housecat, Forand 
explains. The cougar has many, 
of toe same habits, and was 
housebroken in the usual 
manner — with a litter box.

But Ninja doesn’t eat canned 
cat food — She gobbles down 
two to three pounds of chicken 
dr horsemeat every day. It 
costs about three dollars a day, 
Forand says.

Forand, discussing why he 
wanted a cougar, mentions that 
he first wanted to have a

Forand says he’s planning to 
build a kennel somewhere and 
raise cougars as guard animals. 
He’s also working on a book 
about raising and training of 
cougars.

Forand and Ninja are in 
heavy demand to visit schools 
in toe Manchester area. This 
w eek , th ey  w ent to 
Manchester’s Illing Junior High 
School to educate and entertain

eighth graders who stayed at 
the school when other students 
went on an outdoor education 
field trip.

Ninja spent a large share of 
her time at Illing padding 
around toe classroom, checking 
uut its contents and the curious 
students. Forand cautioned his 
audience to avoid making 
“ sneaky” actions — Ninja ■

might have been upset — and to 
watch their hair — Ninja is 
teething and likes people’s hair.

The students emerged from 
the visit unscratched, but this 
reporter — who didn’t heed

dodge Ninja’s advances which, 
at one point, came a little too 
close.

Ninja is being trained as a 
guard animal, Forand says, ad­
mitting, however, that she’s 
m ore of a pet.

Ninja has 
already had one encounter with 
a would-be burglar.

Forand explains that she was 
left overnight in a local stord, 
and toe next morning a door 
window was founH broken and 
Ninja was inside, relaxing with 
her prize — part of a man’s 
shirt.
