SHELTON (AP) -  Eight- 
graders who refused to salute 
the U.S. Flag changed their 
minds, with one exception, 
after hearing a noted reading 
about patriotism, their teacher 
says.

Paul R. Hatje, a science 
teacher, said he stood alone 
r e c i t i n g  th g  p le d g e  of 
allegiance in his homeroom 
during the openirig weeks of the 
school year at Shelton High 
School.

After continued encourage­
ment, one boy among the 21 
pupils finally joined in, Hatje 
said. Days later «two others 
stood.

“I renlembered a book I had 
called ‘America in Verse’ and I 
took it to school hoping that it 
might help solve the problem,” 
said Hatje, who was a Marine 
a t the tim e of the Korean 
Conflict.

The students seemed recep­
tive  to ‘‘Our D ream ”  by 
Thoma'S Wolfe so Hatje read on, 
delivering several selections of 
writings by former President 
John F. Kennedy.

‘‘There wasn’t a stir or the 
slightest m urm ur so I kept 
going,” he said.

He concluded with part of 
W olfe’s ‘‘The P ro m ise  of 
America,”

‘‘So then, to every man his 
chance — to ev e ry  m an, 
regardless of his b ir th ,. his 
shining, golden opportunity— to 
every man the right to live, to 
work, to be himself, and to 
become w hatever this his 
manhood and his vision can 
combine to make him — this 
seeker, is the prom ise of 
America.”

Hatje said as he turned to 
recite the Pledge of Allegiance 
he realized that all except one 
of the students were standing 
with him.

. “I was very overwhelmed by 
the whole thing,” he recalled. 
“I really choked up.”

Reluctance among young peo­
ple to salute the flag seems to 
be ‘‘a hangover from Vietnam” 
and exists in most schools, he 
said.

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In Peking
PEKING (AP) — U.S. Secretary of State Henry A. 

Kissinger flew into mainland China today for “wide- 
ranging meietings” with Premier Chou En-lai about In­
dochina, the Middle East and possibly stronger business, 
scientific and cultural ties.

Foreign Minister Chi Peng- 
fel and Vice Minister Chiao 
Kuan-hua met Kissinger at the 
Chinese capital’s airport with 
diplomatic delegations from 
several nations.

“ Oh it’s nice to see you 
again,” Kissinger told Chiao, 
Whom he had seen recently at 
the United Nations in New 
York.

Kissinger’s sixth trip here 
was in stark contrast to July 
1971, when he faked a stomach 
ache in Pakistan and,-under the 
cover of darkness, flew secretly 
to the Chinese capital. That trip 
paved the way for President 
Nixwi’s visit to Peking last 
year.

Although not disclosing the 
agenda for the four-day visit, 
U.$. officials said Kissinger 
would take up with Chou the 
volatile situations in South Viet­
nam and Cambodia.

American intelligence of­
ficials repoi;|;. North Vietnam 
has moved more than 70,000 
fighting men, 400 tanks and 
more than 200 artillery pieces 
into the South since the cease­
fire 10 months ago.

In discussing the Middle East 
situation, Kissinger is attemp­
ting, sources say, to ease 
Chinese anxieties atraut recent 
U.S.-Soviet cooperation in that 
part of the world.

Trade and cultural-exchange 
issues were likely to be high on 
Kissinger’s Peking agenda, and 
so m e  o b s e r v e r s
have speculated that China 
may propose talks leading to 
the,  establishment • of 'formal 
diplomatic, relations between 
Washington and the People’s 
Republic.

But Chou repeatedly has in­
sisted that the U n it^  States 
must break relations with the 
Taiwan governm ent before 
Peking and Washington can 
enjoy normal diplomatic ties.

“ T h ere  a r e  no ho t a n ­
nouncements” planned during 
Kissinger’s visit to China, a 
U.S. official said shortly after 
the party arrived here. He said 
Kissinger most likely would not 
meet with Chairman Mao Tse- 
tung. .

But a similar caution was 
expressed in Cafro when, at the 
sam e tim e, K issinger was 
working out a Middle East 
peace agreement with Egyptian 
President Anwar Sadat.

China is the eighth stop on 
Kissinger’s nine-nation tour. 
The secretary of state, looking 
relaxed, said in a brief airport 
s ta te m e n t befo re  leaving 
Pakistan that the United States 
considers China “an essential 
component in the structure of 
peace....”

Kissinger on Friday night 
m et with P ak istan  P rim e 
Minister Zulfikar All Bhutto.

Kissinger ah^ Bhutto held 
th e ir  ta lk s  in Is lam ab ad , 
Pakistan’s diplomatic capital. 
They'were believed to have dis­
cussed Kissinger’s six-point 
Middle East peace plan and the 
secretary’s talks on Friday 
with the Shah of Iran, a  prin­
cipal recipient of U;S. anns and 
a close American ally.

In addition to Pakistan and 
Iran, Kisinger visited Morocco, 
Tunisia, Egypt, Jordan and 
Saudi Arabia before heading for 
Peking. His schedule calls for 
him to continue on to Tokyo 
after his talks in Peking.

The two combatants had been 
expected to meet today, but a 
hitch developed in the plan 
when Israel said Friday night it 
wanted “clarification” on some 
a s p e c ts  of the  six -p o in t 
proposal.

Ciiairo’s semiofficial Middle 
East News Agency said that 
Egypt has accepted the-^aeace 
accord, but it was not im­
mediately clear whether the 
Israelis and the Egyptians were 
ta lk in g  a b o u t id e n t ic a l  
agreements.

In Tel Aviv, the Israeli state 
radio said that the peace plan, 
worked ou t, through U.S. 
Secretary of State Henry A. 
Kissinger during his tour of the 
Middle East, would definitely 
not be signed by Israel today.

The radio broadcast made no 
com m ent about signing an 
agreement on Sunday, but said 
the Tel Aviv government was 
dissatisfied with some aspects 
of the proposal announced in 
W ashin^n on Friday.

“We want to sign,” said one 
Israeli official privately, “but 
we want to be certain we un­
derstand what it means.”

Building 
Poses Problem
MAYNARD, Mass. (AP) -  

New England Civil Defense 
director Allan R. Zenowitz has 
a problem. The only way he can 
follow P re s id e n t N ixon’s 
energy crisis to lower ther­
mostats is Jo turn up the air 
conditioner. i

Zenowitz’s headquarters are 
at the Federal Civil Defense 
Center here, a unique building 
that is built into a hill and is so 
well insulated that all that is 
needed to keep temperatures at 
70 degrees is body heat from the 
employes and heat from the 
electric lighting.

“We’re going to do our best to 
obey the President’s ‘order to 
lower the temperature to 68,” 
Zenowitz said. “I don’t think we 
can reduce our employes’ body 
heat, but at least we can turn 
out a few lights.”

Zenowitz also is trying to 
figure how to cut the amount of 
electricity needed to cool the 
five-year-old building.

“ I guess we have a unique 
energy problem here,” he said.

‘ "This place is So warm we have 
to cool it 10 months of the year, 
even in winter. We bum quite a 
lot of electricity to operate a 
cooling system...”

Fred Oleson, technical ser­
vices director for the center, 
h o p e s  b o d y - h e a te d ,  u n ­
derground structures like the 
center may be the answer to 
future energy crises.

“The idea is already catching 
on and we expect to get a lot of 
queries from energy^ungry In­
dustries, state agencies and 
municipalities.”

U.S. officials with Kissinger in 
Saudi Arabia said on Thursday 
that they understood the agree­
ment implied a lifting of the

blockade, but the Washington 
version said nothing about the 
matter..

Points covered by the agree­
ment, as it was announced in ■ 
W a sh in g to n , in c lu d e ;  
scrupulous observance of the 
U.N. imposed cease-fire and im­
mediate discussions between ' 
I s r a e l  and E g y p t on 
withdrawing forces to the Oct.
22 cease-fire lines.

It also called for the con­
tinued shipment of food, water 
and medicine to the city of Suez 
and to the encircled Egyptian 
3rd Army on the eastern bank of 
the Suez Canal; the establish- 
nvent of U.N. checkpoints on the 
C airo-Suez ro ad ; and an - 
exchange of prisoners of war as 
soon as the U.N. checkpoints 
are established.

Cairo’s version excluded 
provisions referring to the 3rd 
Army and the city of Suez. 
Egypt denies that the 3rd Army 
is encircled and has not con­
firmed some of Israel’s ad­
vances into Egyptian territory.

But the Egyptian version in­
c lu d ed  a p o in t th a t  the  
Washington version did not: a 
statement that “correct im­
plementation” Of Cairo’s other 
points is the first step toward 
implementing the U.N. Securi­
ty Council resolutions aimed at 
achieving peace in the Middle 
East.

The additional point ap­
parently referred to the U.N. 
call for Israel to pull back its 
troops to the Oct. 22 positions— 
a withdrawal that would free 
the 3rd Army — and to U.N. 
Resolution 242, which calls for 
Israel to evacuate conquered 
Arab territories.

Senate Pushes Laws 
To Conserve Energy

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
ru sh  to w a rd  p a s s a g e  of 
emergency e n e r^  legislation 
has slowed but a key legislator 
promises that “next week is 
energy week in the Senate.” 

Henry M. Jackson, chairman 
of the Interior Committee, said 
he expects his energy bill to 
reach the Senate floor on 
Wednesday, one day afte r 
scheduled votes on the Alaska 
pipeline and mandatory fuel 
allocation bills.

He made the statem ents 
Friday after consideration of 
his bill became bogged down in 
a s e r i e s  of t e c h n ic a l  
amendments offdhed by the 
Nixon administration, „

But, even with swift passage, 
winter could be nearly over 
before energy conservation 
measures take holdcompletely, 
an administration official said.

It would take “ three or four - 
months” to fully- implement 
fuel allocation and rationing 
plans, John'Shaeffer, assistant 

J o  White House energy adviser 
‘John A. Love, told the panel.

Jackson moved to kqep two 
key administration proposals— 
the waiving of clean air stan­
dards designed to protect public 
health  and safety  and the 
deregulation of the price of 
natural gas at the wellhead ^  
out of toe bill. Jackson said 
sim ilar proposals are being 
considered by toe Public Worto 
and Commerce committees.

However, Jackson insisted on , 
maintaining a controversiaL 
proposal to provide federal sub­
sidies for reduced transit fares. 
In toe past, the administration 
has threatened to veto bills that 
contain similar proposals.

In its present form, the bill 
would allow toe President to 
order such energy-saving steps 
as lowered therm osta ts  in 
public build ings, reduced 
speeds on toe nation’s highways 
and restricted'operating hours 
for commercial establishments 
and public services, including 
schools. The President could 
also move to increase fuel 
supplies by tapping naval 
p e tro le u m  r e s e r v e s  and

ordering oil and gaS-burning 
power plants to switch to coal.

cy plans for toe rationing of 
gasoline and other scarce fuels.

S u n d a y  is  V e te r a n s  D ay  in  
Connecticut. In M anchester, veteran 
groups will conduct cerem onies a t the 
t r a d i t io n a l  s i t e  a t  M a n c h e s te r  
M em orial Hospital.

Because the observance falls on 
Sunday, Monday will be observed as a 
holiday by s ta te  and town employes.

This year, for the firs t tim e in 
m any, no A m ericans a re  d irectly  in­
volved in hostile actions. While the 
headlines indicate a world yet fa r 
from  peace; the cease-fire in the 
M ideast and the one in Southeast Asia 
a re  hopes th a t perhaps in anotiier

year the re  m ay be a world free of 
open hostilities.

This year we think of our veterans 
in the light of th is hope, th a t reason 
ra th e r than m ight, will eventually 
prevail in the com m unity of m an and 
tha t the m en and women whom we 
honor for serv ices to the ir country 
w ill be re m e m b e re d  no t fo r the 
battles won the p ast but for giving us 
another chance to win a peace for all 
m ankind.

The lesson of V eterans Day 1973 is 
not w hat we have done to win w ars but 
w hat we m ust now be prepared  to do 
to win peace.

You Make The Difference
The energy conservation proposals 

presented  by national and s ta te  of­
ficials a re  in the m ain com mon sense 
and a re  only flawed in the sense they 
a re  for the m ost p a r t voluntary.

The effectiveness of “ m anaging” a 
shortage of fuel supplies rem ains to 
be seen since m uch of it can never 
be subjected to m andatory  controls.

G ranted, highway speed lim its can 
b e  e n fo rc e d . C o m m e rc ia l  an d  
business use of fuels can be m onitored 
and perhaps rationed.

But in the m ain, fuel conservation

will depend on voluntary cooperation 
of the people, who alone can control 
home therm osta ts , tune-up the ir ca rs 
m ore  freq u en tly , obey th e  speed 
lim its when the re  a re  no cops around, 
join c a r  pools, and voluntarily accept 
a  life sty le th a t could av e rt severe 
chills la te r  on by accepting a  slightly 
cooler hom e and working environ­
m ent now.

As Gov. Thom as M eskill h as pointed 
out, “ by paying attention  to  the sm all 
things, we can solve a big problem . 
You can m ake the d ifference.”

Charter Questions

The vote on the M anchester C harter 
Revision questions involved, for the 
m ost part, m inor changes and the 
su c c e ss  an d  fa i lu re  of sp e c if ic  
changes will not m ateria lly  affect 
tdwn operations for the m om ent.

The H erald had endorsed all the 
changes and naturally  had hoped all 
w o u ld  m e e t  w ith  v o te r  fa v o r . 
However, we a re  willing to  abide by 
the vo ters’ decisions.

We a re  aw are th a t perhaps each 
revision could have been m ore fully 
explained and yet, in the light of the 
m any hours of e ffo rt devoted to them  
by the C harter Review (Commission, 
we felt confidence in the soundness of 
the Com mission’s suggestions and 
w ere willing to accep t them .

A few of the changes defeated m ay 
presen t som e problem s, however.

The failure to approve creation  of a 
D epartm ent of F inance to consolidate 
town fiscal operations is con trary  to 
auditor recom m endations and, we 
still feel, would have helped m ake 
fiscal control over tax dollars m ore 
effective and perhaps save money for 
the taxpayers in the long run.

Another change which failed, and 
could becom e a  problem , is the one 
w h ic h  w o u ld  h a v e  p e r m i t t e d  
em ergency borrowing, a f te r  a  public 
hearing, up to  1 per cent of Uie town

budget.. We still feel th is would ^ v e  
been a prudent stand-by fiscal tool for 
the town d irec to rs  and adm inistration  
to  h a v e  to  m e e t  u n a n t ic ip a te d  
dem ands on town funds.

The revisions w ere the f irs t offered 
to  the vo ters in 10 years. P erh ap s th a t 
is too long a w ait for changes and the 
resu lt is too m any changes to subm it 
to the vo ters a t  one tim e.

As a  suggestion, perhaps the new 
Bbard of D irec to rs m ight consider a 
continu ing  c h a r te r  rev is ion  com ­
m itte e  to  w hich possib le c h a r te r  
changes, e ither from  citizens o r to 
bring the c h a rte r  into conform ity with 
changing s ta te  s ta tu tes, could be 
re ferred  for study and rbcom m enda-. 
tion. In this way, revisions, should 
they m e rit submission to the voters, 
could be subm itted  m ore often and by 
being few er in num ber a t  any one 
election would be b e tte r explained and 
understood by the voter.

Again, we feel the defeat of certa in  
m e asu res  w ill not h am p er town 
governm ent although we do think 
voter refusal to increase d irec to r 
expense allow ance is going to be dis­
couraging in a ttrac tin g  candidates 
who cannot afford too m uch out-of- 
pocket expenses in o rder to  perform  a 
public service.

What Is A Marriage?
\

NEW YORK -  What is a 
m arriage, to be worth the 
name? How much sexual love 
m u s t  I t have^  a n d  how  
exclusive? These questions 
have haunted us for centuries, 
and are now pointed up by 
severai recent bMks and plays.

Given what we learn about 
them in Nigel Nicolson’s “Por­
tra i t  of a M arriag e ,” his 
parents — Vita Sackville — 
West and Harold Nicolson — 
were a triumph of some kind. 
S he w as b e a u t i f u l ,  a c ­
complished, an aristocrat; he 
Was a diplomat and a writer. 
They lived on a big estate, knew 
everyone, did everything, had 
an elite circle of friends. Yet 
through their lives ran a sub­
terranean stream which their 
son has now disclosed in his 
book about the kind of marriage 
they had.

We would call it today an 
“open marriage,” a t once per­
missive and varietist. l ^ a t  
heterosexual interest it may 
have started with seemed to 
have subsided early. Vita fell 
precipitously in love with a 
beautiful, tumultuous woman— 
Violet Trefusis — and found 
herself in a firestorm of a les­
bian relationship which became 
the ^ e a t  romantic passion of 
her life. She set down the story 
of her affair and of her bisexual 
longings and adventures in a 
secret notebook which her son 
discovered after her death and 
has included in the book, as she 
doubtless meant someone to do. 
It is a deeply moving account, 
and the irony is-tha t it will 
doubtless survive in the history 
of the confessional literature of 
Eros long after the prolific and 
skillful writings of her husband 
have died, 4

Harold Nicolson had his own' 
homosexual affairs althou^  
probably not as intense. Yet in 
their own way Vita and Harold 
had a marriage. They had two 
sons, many friends, tended 
th e i l  g a rd e n  and 'c a s t l e

together. They developed a 
comradeship as many husbands 
and wives do when sexuality 
between them has either died 
down or was never really there. 
In som e w ays, i t  w as a  
marriage of true minds, and 
they did not admit into it the 
impediments that would have 
destroyed it.

In a more rational society. 
Vita would have married her 
love and Harold would have set 
up house with male friends, 
with our without marriage. But 
society is not rational in that 
sense. We have learned that 
marriage can have a variety of 
sexual and affectional bases, 
with shared ties that give both 
people the continuities all of us 
need. A too rational view of 
life’s intricate webbings rarely 
£ ^ s  to the root of man’s essen­
tial nature — or woman’s.

We have also been given 
another marriage account, in­
volving the theologian Paul 
Tillich. His wife, Hannah 
Tillich, has told the story of her 
own life and their life together 
in a spirited narrative— “From 
Tim6 to Time” — whose dis­
closures will prove wrenching 
to many. RoUo May’s short 
book on Tillich — “Paulus” — 
includes a chap ter on his 
sexuality, but has a juster 
perspective since it was not 
written by a mate who carries 
her own scars of marriage con­
flict.

If we had any notions that a 
theologian is without guilt or 
that a philosopher lives an un­
tormented life, these two books 
should dispel them. Those who 
knew the Tillichs knew that 
the irs  had been a storm y 
marriage, and that they had 
smoldering volcanoes within 
them.

Hollo May suggests th a t 
Tillich’s Kxual (or “ sensual” ) 
turbulence was another form of 
straining for the beyond, as 
with his theology. Certainly for

WASHINGTON -  Anent the 
so-called “energy shortage,” a 
co m m e n t by an  I ta l ia n  
d ip lo m a t on th e  v a rio u s  
political neuroses of his own 
country seems pertinent — and 
maybe frightening.

“You must understand, my 
dear fellow, that we Italians 
enjoy crises,” he remarked. 
“They are, as it were, the spice 
of lUdian life.”

This seems a bit hard on my 
friend’s countrymen, who are 
u su a lly  v ic tim s  of th e ir  
politicians’ ineptness rather 
than cheerleaders for anarchy. 
But his rem ark is relevant 
because it could be applied to 
m em bers of th a t club — 
Democrats and Republicans un­
ited — who for decades have 
operated if not owned outright 
our Federal government. They, 
too, appear to be more comfor­
table with, if they do not actual­
ly enjoy, succeeding crises. And 
they are given aid and comfort 
by those Nader-like citizens 
who can ^ a y s  find some 
r e a s o n  i ^  be a g a in s t  
goverm ental efforts to do 
anything.

Remember nuclear power? If 
not, it is understandable. 
Although the p rog ram  to 
generate electricity through 
nuclear energy has been under 
what the bureaucrats call 
"intensive development” for 
more than 25 years, it has 
produced only a mouse.

Specifically, the 39 nuclear 
power plants now in operation 
in the United States produce 
only slightly more than 5 per 
cent of the nation’s electricity. 
But even that teensy statistic is 
no comfort. Electricity ac­
counts for about a fifth of the 
country’s energy use, which 
means nuclear plants a re  
delivering only about 1 per cent 
of our energy needs in 1973.

Yet, the infuriating fact is 
that since World War II we the 
people have been warned by 
p rac tica lly  everybody but 
Martha Mitchell that we were 
running out of oil, coal, natural 
gas and kindling wood, and that 
unless something drastic were 
done we’d all become extinct— 
or at least a colony of Saudi 
Arabia.

Certainly there have been 
problems of surmount. Various 
officials concerned i?ith the 
“energy crisis” properly cite

chapter and verse. We had tH in­
sure the safety of our nucleal* 
power plants. We had to insure 
their efficiency so designing 
them  th a t they would be 
economically viable. We had to 
meet the valid demands of the 
environm entalists that the 
plants not add their bit to 
national pollution.

Given this situation, there 
was only one practical answer 
by succeeding administrations. 
'That was to give the develop- 
nnent of nuclear power the 
highest possible priority consis­
tent with other im portant 
needs. An awful lot of money 
needed to be spent.

That money wasn’t spent. 
While Defense spending soared 
past the $70 billion ntark, while 
the Vietnam war and special in­
terest programs drained the 
U.S. Treasury,, only $3.9 billion 
were spent on the development 
of nuclear power plants from 
fiscal 1953 through June 30, 
1973. True, the major problems 
were resolved to permit con­
struction of those 39 plants now 
in operation, but officials wryly 
admit that the U.S. would have 
tripled that number in business 
today had enough money and of­
ficial effort been requisitioned 
to put the program on a crash 
basis.

For example, a court decision 
in 1971 held up licensing of 
nuclear plants for more than a 
y ea r  b e fo re  s t r i c t e r  e n ­
vironmental safeguards were 
agreed upon. If that obstacle 
was hurdled at such a late date, 
it '6ould have been overcome 
much earlier had funds been 
available for crash studies and 
the hiring of more expertise bn 
the subject.

Officialdom now tells us that 
by 1980 about 150 nuclear power 
plants will be in operation. 
Those plants will generate 
between 130 and 150 million 
kilowatts out of an expected 
total kilowatt output of 600 
million, or about 7 per cent of 
the country’s energy demand 
from all sources. Some experts 
predict that this operation, 
along with increased supplies of 
coal, oil (from Alaska), gas and 
hydroelectric plant energy will 
make us independent of Arab 
oil.

Maybe, gentlemen, maybe. 
But even if you’re right, 1980 is 
still seven years in the future 
and that’s a long dme to live 
with a crisis a day.

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The Library of Congress is the national library for the United States. Its 
main purpose is to do research work for the merobers of Congress. It shares its 
collection with the public for research ptnrposes and hou^s both the adult and 
children’s collections. ‘

The National Library
Let’s celebrate Children’s Book Week by 

visiting the library that holds the world^ 
largest collection of children’s as well as 
adult books, the Library of Congress in 
Washington, D.C.

The Library of Congress collection is 
huge, be(^usie since 1870, publishers have had 
to deposit two copies of each book printed 
if they want it copyrighted. That means iiiey 
register the book so no one can print the 
same thing without their permission. Even 
before 1870, writers sent their boobs to the 
Library^

The Library’s collection has some 100,000 
children’s books in addition to thousands of 
magazines, periodicals and pamphlets. Chil­
dren’s films and records are stored in a spe­
cial section.

It also has a good collection of old and 
Tare children’s books.

Children’s books in foreign languages are 
included. The Library takes part in a book 
exchange program with other countries.

Your School Library
The average price of a children’s book to­

day is $4.37. With prices so high, libraries 
where you can borrow books are even more 
important.

The books in your school library were 
probably paid for by state, local and federsd 
funds. Federal funds are those raised by the 
U. S. government in Washington from the 
federal taxes people pay.

There has been a sudden “cutback” in the 
amount of money the federal government is 
giving libraries. A “cutback” means that the 
amount of money has been cut down or cut 
out.  ̂ f

Due to the cutback and the fact that li­
braries didn’t know exactly how much money 
to expect from federal funds, there will prol>- 
ably be fewer new books on your s<mool 
library shelf. There will be fewer new filun 
strips and other au^io visual materials. Pub­
lic libraries haVe also had to reduce the 
amount of money they spend on salaries, sa 
there will be fewer services offered.

With the help of her 
staff rad other experts, she makes out spedal bihliog- 
laphies (lists of suggested books) on certain subjects 
of mterest to children rad children’s librarians. Just re­
cently, the CMdren’s Book Section has published a 
booklet about good children’s books w r it ^  about the 
Revolutionary Period. '

Each year. Miss Haviland also helps make a list of 
the 200 childira’s books that experts consider to he the 
most outstanding pu h l^ ed  during the year.
