Seven months ago Carney 
en te red  the Buckingham 
Gardens Convalescent Home a 
blind man. He studied reading 
by braille before going to

Carney said he had to iearn to 

iive with his new handicap. He 
had to tap the table top for 
anything he wanted to pick up.

“I called'myself ‘Fingernail 
Sue’ and I never knew what I 
was getting my fingers into," 
he chuckled. At dinner, “Every 
mouthful was a surprise."

Carney, who was a truck 
d r iv e r  fo r 27 y e a r s  in 
Westchester County, N.Y., said 
his ears began to compensate 
for his useless eyes while he 
still lived in his hometown of 
Ossining, N.Y.

“I used to sit on my porch and 
the boys wouid go by and say 
;Hi Ted,!’ and I’d say ‘Hi’ back

^because I could tell who they 
were by the sound of their > 
voice.” ,

One doctor in Ossining told 
him he’d never see again and 
Carney said he knew he’d never 
be able to pay for medical 
treatment even if it would help 
him.

“ You can’t do anything

without those greenbacks,” he 
said. But he was wrong.

Once a t  B uck ingham  
Gardens, Mrs. Jean Liska, 
assistant director arranged for 
a consultation with a Danbury 
doctor. And Administrator 
Stanley Main assured the elder­
ly man thpt help was available 
even without money.

Now the bandages are off and 
his eyes are able to make out 
newspaper and magazine 
headlines.

Sleith Asks' TP A Take Ball
On Downtown Parking

The Mayor’s Downtown Ac­
tion Committee has been in­
volved in the downtown 
Manchester parking situation 
“more than it has a right to 
do,’’ committee chairman 
William Sleith said this mor­
ning, calling for increased work 
by the Town Parking Authority 
(TPA).

“We’ve been taking the ball 
away from those it really 
belongs to,” Sleith said, main­
taining that the responsibility 
for downtown parking lies with 
the TPA.

Sleith said the TPA is 
specifically responsible for 
policing and maintenance of 
off-street parking lots, a topic, 
which the Downtown Action 
Committee has discussed at 
length .several times.

It’s not the Downtown Action 
Committee’s job to go into 
detail on downtown parking

problems, Sleith said, but the 
committee does have a respon- 
sibdity to look at the-parking 
situation as part of over-all 
downtown revitalization.

At this morning’s committee 
meeting, Sleith called for TPA 
action on ’’policing” of down­
town parking facilities — in­
cluding on-street parking—and 
repaving of the Purnell Parking 
Lot, which the TPA leases.

Sleith said the Purnell lot, 
and parking spaces on Main St., 
should be better policed to in­
sure the facilities are available 
to downtown shoppers.

Many persons employed in 
the downtown area are using 
the public parking facilities, 
Sleith said, which are meant for 
shoppers. He mentioned that 
the Purnell lot costs the TPA 
about $18,000 a year — roughly 
$10 per month per patking 
space — and the spaces should 
be used by consumers, hot 
employes and tenants.

If Wednesday night’s public 
hearing on Manchester’s form 
of governm ent ind ica tes 
anything at all, it is that there 
appears to be no visable, vocal 
or viable opposition to the 
existing council-manager form 
of government.

The hearing was conducted 
by the 15-member Government 
Study Comtnittee (sometimes 
ca ll^  the Blue Ribbon Com­
mittee), with 12 members of 
the public in attendance, with 6 
of the 12 speaking for retention 
of the present form of govern­
ment and nobody speaking in 
opposition.

The hearing took exactly 30 
minutes and the committee’s 
discussion of its future plans 30 
minutes more. The committee 
decided to devote the first 30 
minutes of its Nov. 28 meeting 
to another public hearing, to 
give those unable to attend last 
night a chance to speak; to 
review  prin ted  m a te ria l 
relating to council-manager 
and strong-mayor forms of 
government; and to inyite 
experts on the subjects to speak 
at future meetings.

Among those being con­
sidered are Mayor Richard 
Blackstone of East Hartford,

and Clyde McKee of Trinity 
College, professor of political 
science. A suggestion for in­
viting Hartford Mayor George 
Athanson was rejected for the 
time being.

The com m ittee was ap­
pointed in August as a direct 
result of a 1,464-signature peti­
tion presented to the Board of 
Directors in March by the 
Manchester Property Owners 
Association. The petition asked 
for an “opinion referendum,” 
to permit the voters to express 
their views on what form of 
gov ern m en t is b est for 
Manchester.

Simultaneous with accepting 
the petition, the directors 
accepted the report of the 1972- 
73 Charter Revision Commis­
s io n , w hich  in c lu d e d  a 
recom m endation that the 
council-m anager form ' of 
government be retained for 
Manchester and which rejected 
an MPOA recommendation that 
it l̂ e changed to the strong- 
mayor form.

TTie six who spoke Wednesday 
night in favor of the existing 
form of government are: 
Robert Fuller, chairman of the 
board of Lydall Inc.; Francis 
Dellafera, administrator of 
C re s tf ie ld  C onvalescen t 
Hospital, a former town direc­

tor for six years, and a former 
chairman of the Republican 
Town Committee for over five 
years; Thomas Connors, assis­
tant director of the division of 
social science and public ser­
vice at Manchester Community 
College.

Also, Mrs. Eleanor Coltman, 
a member of the Manchester 
Board of Education and coor­
dinator of the public service 
careers program at MCC; 
Robert Stone, a Manchester 
builder, a former town director 
and a member of the 1972-73 
Charter Revision Commission; 
and Paul Willhide, personnel 
manager at Hamilton-Standard 
in Windsor Locks and an un­
successful candidate Nov. 6 for 
the Manchester'Board of Direc­
tors.

Fuller said, “Based on 20 
years experience dealing with 
it, I am strongly in favor of con­
tinuing the council-manager 
form of government.

To me, it is the 
best form of government, and it 
has proved itself.”

In an effort to resolve this 
question, an energy task force 
headed by the Office of 
Management and Budget has 
made recommendations on fuel 
taxes its first order of business.

would agree to a swap.

A rrangem ent’s for the 
prisoner swap were part of an 
a g re e m e n t co m p le ted  
Wednesday by Israeli Maj. Gen.

Rham Takes Steps 
 ̂ To Conserve Fuel

D u r i n g  r e g u l a r  s c h o o l  d a y s ,  
temperatures in classrooms at Rham High 
School and the Hebron and Andover 
elementary schools wilt be maintained no 
higher than 68 degrees during the current 
fuel shortage.

This action was taken following a recent 
meeting of the board of education with the 
superintendent of schools to discuss steps 
to Conserve hearing oilj electricity and 
gasoline.

Ih addition, furnaces will be shut down 
completely when weather permits and 
where possible, hot water to classrooms 
and lavatories and other areas will be shut 
off. The temperature of the hot water will 
be reduced as low as practicable.

A temperature lower than ,68 degrees 
will be maintained in corridors, cafeterias 
when not in use, gymnasiums and work 
rooms and classroom doors will be kept 
closed.

School staff have also been instructed to 
use curtains, drapes, shades and blinds to 
maximum advantage and to minimize the 
use of outside doors and to keep all win­
dows closed.

After-School
F o r  a f t e r - s c h o o l  h p u r s ,  t h e  

tem peratures will be lowered to 60 
degrees, and if this is not reasonable 
evening activities will be consolidated to 
certain areas of the buildings.

The staff has also been instructed to 
reduce building use in the evenings and to 
eliminate completely all activities if 
necessary to keep the regular school 
program in operation.

Weekends
During weekends and holidays the 

temperatures will be lowered probably to

55 degrees keeping in mind the fuel needed 
to reheat the building.

Outside group use of the building during 
these periods will be eliminated.

And finally, for prolonged vacation 
periods when the school is not in use the 
temperature will be lowered below the 55- 
degree mark.

G enera l
In general, the staff will institute a 

program of education for pupils to help 
them save fuel at home and to educate 
them to the realities of the energy shor­
tage.

Maintenance staff have also been in- 
structdd to check on insulation throughout 
the building and to install weather strip­
ping or insulation where needed.

Building lighting will be reduced to the 
extent possible with respect to turning off 
lights not in use for 30 minutes or longer 
and reducing wattage where educational 
programs hre not impaired or where safe­
ty is not Involved.

Oil burners will be checked and adjusted 
regularly to insure proper functioning 
even to the point of replacing oil burners, 
if necessary.

 ̂ With respect to gasoline for school- 
owned vehicles, all unnecessary travel 
will be eliminated, speed will be limited, 
all engines will be tuned up, proper tire in­
flation pressure will be maintained and 
bus stops will be consolidated where safe­
ty permits.

If the situation worsens, the schools will 
consider eliminating field trips!

Future
The administrations feel that schools 

can operate on regular schedules if the 
above steps are taken unless the crisis 
worsens forcing them to do otherwise. At 
that time, the boards will meet again to 
consider shortened sessions as a first solu­
tion and school closing as a last resort.

SACRAMENTO, Calif. (AP) 

— A member of California’s 
Franchise Tax Board, which 
administers the state's income 
tex pro^am , has called for an 
inquiry into President Nixon’s 
state income tax status.

The request for the study 
came from Democrat William 
M. Bennett, who said he wants 
to know if the President paid

state income taxes bn federally 
financed improvements to his 
estate at San Clemente "and if 
not, why not.”

He also has asked whether 
the President has owed or paid 
any income tax on capital gains 
from the sale of part of the 
California estate.

Bennett disclosed that he 
asked Franchise Tax Board

aides for the information and 
did not get it. He said he was 
told he could put the question on 
the agenda of the Dec. 11 
meeting.

State tax officials routinely 
refuse to give income tax infor­
mation to the public or to the 
news me d ia .  They have  
declined to say whether Nixon 
files state income tax returns in 
California.

Rationing of gasoline is all but a 

certainty. The only question that 
remains is when.

Already there has been expressed 
the “need" for an increased federal 
bureaucracy to handle the mechanics 
of rationing.

We d i s a g r e e  u n t i l  i t  i s  
demonstratively proven otherwise.

We concede the program has to be 
national in character in order to be 
effective in reducing the nation’s gas­
oline consumption. We concede too 
that it will need enforcement as well 
as administration.

But do we need a new horde of new 
bureaucrats to accomplish this?

We suggest that the federal govern­
ment draw up the rules, set Uie 
allocations, print the stamps, etc., but 
why not let the states administer it.

In Connecticut we think the logical 
state agency to administer and police 
a federal gasoline rationing program 
is the Department of Motor Vehicles. 
It, we think, has the organization to do 
the job with a minimuq:) need of hiring 
more people.

We think the issuing ofj rationing 
materials could be bandied the same 
way the department now handles 
driver licenses and auto registrations.

With its ready access to vehicle 
registration information, it could 
minimize false claims. In the case of

multiple-vehicle ownership by in­
dividuals or firms, it is in the best 
position to evaluate the needs for such 
transportation and allocate fuel ac­
cordingly.

Should it be necessary for the states 
to increase personnel in whatever 
agency is selected to administer the 
program, the federal government 
could reimburse those stales for those 
additional people and save money in 
the long run over the creation of a 
special agency with nothing else to do.

By staggering the rationing periods, 
the work could \)e interpersed over the 
year after the initial start up and 
could be done more fairly, efficiently 
and at a minimum of cost.

We don’t know if Gov. Meskill or the 
Motor Vehicle Department, wants to 
assume this responsibility or if there 
is another agency in the state which 
might be able to do the job better. But 
when gasoline rationing comes, and 
comq it will, we must all expect to 
make some sacrifices, both in and out 
of government.

Maybe our suggestion will not be 
deemed worth considering but for 
what its worth, we think the federal 
government too often in the past has 
neglected to use state resources 
because of self-interest in main­
taining or enlarging its bureaucracy. 
In these times of crisis this is a luxury 
we cannot and should not tolerate. ~

WASHINGTON -  Even his 
worst enemy — if he has one — 
wouldn’t call Rep. Gerry Ford a 
rat, but he has done nicely in 
preparing a life raft for use if 
Richard Nixon turns out to be 
skippering a sinking ship.

Indeed, Ford sounded more 
like a liberal Democrat than a 
b irth righ t m em ber of the 
Republican establishment in his 
testimony before the Senate 
Rules C om m ittee on his 
nom ination  to th e  Vice 
Presidency. He said things that 
must have caused the President 
to wonder why he picked such 
an independent son of a gun to 
fill the traditional role of yes- 
man. If confirmed, Ford could 
be hard to handle.

More than .anything else. 
Presidents seek unalloyed 
loyalty from those around 
them. Specifically, they don’t 
want anybody in their palace 
guard suggesting they lack ab­
solute rectitude. But there was 
ol’ Gerry Ford saying that 
although he was fully convinced 
Nixon was “completely In­
nocent” of wrongdoing in the 
Watergate scandal, “the public 
wants the President to prove 
that through documents and so 
forth.”

Nixon, said Ford, should 
produce whatever records and 
papers are reJquired to clear up 
responsibility for Watergate. 
Ford said he could understand 
why Atty. Gen. E llio t L. 
Richardson had felt forced to 
rekign rather than fire special 
prosecutor Archibald Cox, and 
added that he “ probablv” 
would have done the same.'*''

Was this really ol’ Gerry 
Ford, the go-along-to-get-along 
guy? “ I sw ear,’’ said one 
Republican Senator, “I thought 
I was listening to Archie Cox.”

lining. Loyal and highly 
respected Republicans such as 
Sens.

But I suggest there is more to 
it than that. I believe Ford was 
expressing some of his prin­
ciples. Critics have charged 
him with blind loyalty to the 
Nixon a d m in is tra tio n  on 
legislative matters. But those 
are political things. Watergate 
has to do with honesty, truth 
and openness in government — 
the old virtues, if you will. And 
on those issues Ford must be 
credited with standing up to be 
counted, however his position 
may pain his putative boss in 
the White House.

Forget Richard Nixon for a 
m om ent. ’U nder any ad ­
m inistration  it would be 
reassuring to hear a Vice 
Presidential nominee declare 
that he doesil’t believe a Presi­
dent can legally block a 
criminal prosecution involving 
himself, and adding “I don’t 
think the public would stand for 
it” if a President resigned and 
his successor sought to quash 
any criminal prosecutions of his 
predecessor. That statement 
answered the unspoken ques­
tion in Capitol Hill corridors of 
whether Ford had made a deal 
with Nixon to protect him 
against future legal harass­
ment, whether he resigned or 
served out his term.

Moreover, I read a little lec­
ture to Nixon in much of Ford’s 
testimony. When he told a 
questioner he thought a Presi­
dent should be “ tru thful, 
thoughtful, humble and able to 
exert, m oral and e th ica l 
leadership,” there was implicit 
in his words the criticism often 
leveled  a t Nixon by his 
l&tergate critics. When he said 
w n a te v e r  d o u b ts  ab o u t 
Watergate “must be cleared 
up,” he placed the burden of

doing so squarely on Nixon’s 
shoulders.

I suggest Gerry Ford has 
raised a political milestone. As 
the President’s own choice, he 
has dared to tell the citizenry 
that he rejects the way things 
have been done in the White 
House, and has called upon his 
patron to sweep up the litter.

WASHINGTON -  At the 
anguished moment of revela­
tion that two presidential tape 
recordings were missing, the 
White House secretly assured 
Senate Republican leaders that 
the non-missing March 21 tape 
would finally and fully reveal 
President Nixon’s innocence — 
a s tu n n in g  d is c lo s u re  
reassuring to friends but also 
the souree of new suspicion on 
Capitol HUl.

Reassurance was badly 
needed when Alexander Haig, 
White House chief of staff, 
travelled to Capitol Hill late in 
the afternoon of Oct; 31 for a 
private meeting with Senate 
Republican leaders (arranged by 
Sen. John Tower of Texas, 
chairman of the policy com­
m ittee). Just 30 minutes 
qprlier, the White House had 
reveal^ in federal court that it 
did not have two of the nine sub­
poenaed tapes. So, Haig was 
confronting angry Republican 
Senators, who now suspected. 
Mr. Nixon had finally destroyed 
himself.

But Haig quickly sought to 
reassurethem by declaring mat 
one of the seven existing tapes, 
the March 21 ’conversation 
between the President and then 
White House counsel John W. 
Dean III, proves Mr. Nixon’s in­
nocence (or, in Haig’s descrip­
tion, is •'exculpatory” ).

Haig then gave the Senators a ' 
synposis of the tape: Dean for 
the first time revealing to the 
President the full extent of the 
Watergate cover-up, a shocked 
President reacting in disap­
proval Hiis, said Haig, shows 
Dea'n lied in his Senate 
testimony both about the March 
21 meeting and his general ac­
cusations of Mr. Nixon’s com­

plicity in the Watergate cover- 
up.

Sen. Hugh Scott of Penn­
sylvania, the Republican floor 
leader who has devotedly sup­
ported the President and 
denounced Dean, breathed a 
sigh of relief. In general, the 
party leaders took at face value 
Haig’s assurances. But at least 
one Senator was skeptical, cor­
rectly forecasting even wider 
skepticism outside the ranks of 
Republican loyalists.

For one thing, Haig’s an­
nouncement conflicts with Mr. 
Nixon’s letter la:;t July 23 that 
"the tapes would not finally set­
tle the central issues” of 
Watergate. For another, the 
March 21 tape was one of those 
taken to his office at the 
President’s direction by then 
chief of staff H.R. Haldeman on 
April 15 Or 16.

The integrity of this tape is 
certain to. be attacked by the 
President’s critics. In the Nov. 
10 New Republic, investigative 
reporter Walter Pincus records 
his suspicion that “the tapes 
have bmn doctored” a)Ki calls 
fof an investigation. He asks 
whether parts of the conversa­
tion between the President, 
Haldeman and Dean'on the 
March 21 tape were actually 
lifted from the March 13 tape in 
order to contradict Dean’s 
claim of early Watergate war- ■ 
nigs to .the President.

Thus, while White HOuse 
reliance on the March 21 tape 
helped quell an incipient revolt 
of Senate Republican leaders, it 
also opens an ugly new dispute 
Over credibility and coyer-up.

In fact, Lilly said privately 
before he decided to take Cox’s 
offer of immunity that he was, 
afraid his testimony might in- ' 
advertently hurt his friend, 
Wilbur Mills.

A footnote; Legal reported 
contributions by the milk lobby 
are listed as $37,500 to Mills and 
$12,000 to Humphrey — a pit­
tance compared with the hun­
dreds of thousands contributed 
to Mr. Nixon. The prosecutors 
were questioning Lilly about 
a lleged  u n reported  con­
tributions, usCially masked as 
legal fees.

interviews of some Americans 
working in Saudi Arabia. Most,

.sion they were antagonistic to 
any cooperation between the 
United States and the State of 
Israel. One comment, however, 
stood out from the others and 
revealed either a lack of un­
derstanding or an intentional 
misrepresentation, calculated 
to arouse anti-Israeli senti­
ment. ’The man speaking to the 
reporter asked the following 
rhetorical question. What do we 
get from Israel anyway? 
Oranges?

Israel is the only country In 
the Middle East that has been 
unwaveringly committed to the 
United States and to the same 
democratic ideals embodied in 
Constitution. While the other 
countries in the world are 
falling all over each other in an 
effort to appease the Arab 
Governments because of the oil 
blackmail, the United States 
has stdod firm against the 
Soviet Union.

If Israeli ceases to exist, the 
United States, in order to pre­
vent the Soviet Union from 
gaining military and economic 
control in the Middle East, 
would have no choice but to 
commit its own forces to the 
area. Israel has never asked the 
United States for troops. If the 
United States is to remain the 
great country that it is, it can 
not be blackmailed by Arab oil.
I trust that the overwhelming 
majority of the American peo­
ple will not be confused by the 
issues. The stakes are not only 
the survival of a nation but the 
prestige of the United States. If 
we are to continue as a first

"The American consumer 
shouldn’t pay the price for the 
inadequacies of the Nixon Ad­
ministration,’’ he said.

Athanson added that the 
President should be the one to 
set an example for the nation by 
giving up his limousine.

NEW YORK (AP) -W ith  the 

fuel shortage and predictions of 
severe cold in the months 
ahead, here are some sicentific 
tips to winterize yourself for 
health and comfort.

—W ear loose c lo th in g , 
creating an insulating layer of 
a ir between the skin and 
clothes. Layers of clothing can 
be added oir rem oved as 
necessary. .

—For a bit of extra warmth, 
put your coat over a warm 
radiator before going outdoors.

This could help not because 
the coat is wanh, but because it 
is dry. It will ^ a k  up moisture 
from the outdpor air, and gain 
heat. This is reverse^evapora- 
tion. The coat won’t feel wet, 
because the moisture is taken 
up inside the fibers of cloth.

A'heavy suit and coat, well 
dried out, will generate as 
much heat in a short time this 
way as your body normally 
produces in an hour or two, by 
one estimate.

—Keep house temperature 
under 70. A good deal of 
research shows the 65 to 70 
range is best for a feeling of 
well-being.

—The recommended bedroom 
temperature is 50 to 65 degrees. 
In some tests, volunteers said 
they felt more refreshed after 
sleep in that range rather than 
warmer or colder rooms.

Skylab 3 ♦ 
Energy Needs 
Tremendous

SPACE CENTER, Houston 
(AP) — The launch of three 
Skylab 3 astronauts on Friday 
will consume great gulps of 
energy, space officials say.

The Saturn IB rocket will 
require 41,500 gallons of a 
kerosene-type fuel known as 
RPl, and toe second stage will 
bum 64,000 gallons of liquid 
hydrogen to boost the craft into 
orbit.

Once toe craft is launched 
from Cape Canaveral, Fla., 
Mission Control at the Johnson 
Space Center near Houston, 
Tex., takes over tracking 
Skylab.

The communications center 
with its sophisticated computer 
banks will operate around toe 
clock throughout the 85-day 
mission, using more than 2,000 
kilowatt hours of power each 
hour.

That’s equal to the average 
monthly power consumption for 
a three-b^room house. And for 
the total mission toe control 
center will use enough electrici­
ty to supply 2,00 homes for one 
month — or one home for more 
than 170 years.

Cost of the electricity is $312 
per day, or about $26,520 for toe 
full mission.

Space agency spokesmen say 
power cutbacks have been 

. made where possible but there 
is little that can be done. Most 
of the electricity is spent on air 
conditioning to keep the com­
puters from overheating.

Offshore 
Oil Reserve 
Untapped

Hempstead, N.Y. (AP) — A 
U.S. Interior Department of­
ficial says roughly half of toe 
nation’s untappii^ ojl resources 
may be discovered offshore un­
der toe Atlantic continental 
shelf.

Asst. S ec re ta ry  of 
Interior Steyen Wakefield 
reports that geologists are es­
pecially interested in the 
Georges Bank area, 90 miles 
southeast of Cape Cod, as well 
as the B altim ore Canyon 
Trough, about 100m iles east of 
Delaware Bay.

“The discovery of large 
- supplies of oil and gas in these 

areas, within 200 miles of toe 
prime energy markets of toe 
Northeast, would be a long step 
forward toward supply in­
dependence as it applies To this 
energy-short region,” said 
Wakefield.

Addressing a regional energy 
conference at Hofstra Universi­
ty, Wakefield citied views- by 
experts that “there is nearly as 
much oil and gas remaining to 
be found in the United States as 
has already been discovered.”

"R oughly half th is  un- 
discpver^ oil and gas is es-. 
timated to be on the continental 
shelf,” he said, adding that toe 
area “has barely been toughed 
by toe exploration activities of 

/  toe oil finders.”
Wakefield said Americans 

now face “an energy Pearl Har­
bor” that will require “scrim­
ping and scrounging to make do 
on a strict energy budget.”

Your dcin is 
drier, and more likely to itch in 
winter. Oil and sweat glands 
aire less active. One* skin 
specia list advises shorter 
baths, rinsing well to get rid of 
all the soap, patting the skin di7  
rather than rubbing, and using 
oils or creams if necessary.

—Good general health makes 
your body more ^efficient. 
Cheerfulness an4. relaxation 
promote health. ’Ilie snap of

winter can make yon feel 
spunk ier and even m ore 
aggressive, but remember it 
can do toe same to other people 
you live with or meet.

- ’The old idea that wet feet 
promote sniffly colds has fast 
been losing ^ u n d .  But wet 
feet In winter mean cold feet 
which can contribute to ac­
cidents. ’There’s less sense of 
foot position, and you’re more 
likely to stumble or slip on icy 
pavments.

-F o r  cold feet at.bedtime, 
try to relax so constructed 
blood vessels In the feel open up 
to normal size so feet warm up. 
Children usually don’t have any 
trouble.

A warm bath, or massaging 
toe tots, may also do toe war­
ming up.

Or 'you can put your cold feet 
up against a snugly warm and 
already snoozy bedmate.

Recently, we celebrated my 
oldest daughter’s twentieth 

''birthday. Grandma struggled in 
the l^ck door balancing two flat 
brown bags. I rushed over to 
help her. “What is it?” I asked. 
“ J u s t  p ie s ,"  she rep lied . 
Another brown bag produced a 
bottle of heavy cream. It had to 
be freshly whipped to put atop 
her apple dessert. When Grand­
ma puts cream  on top of 
anything, it is piled thick and 
swirled in peaks.

Hie dessert is called Yankee 
Doodle Apple Dessert. Mother 
clipped the recipe from  a 
magazine many years ago. She 
recalls that a man invented it. 
She likes to make it in the shape 
of a pie and cut it in wedges 
though it is good made in 
squares. ’The whipped cream is 
not necessary but certainly 
adds to its delectableness.

Grandm other Of 9
Works Lobster Traps

SOUTH THOMASTON, 
Maine (AP) — Elsie Ilvonen, a 
grandmother nine times over 
and one of Maine’s few full-time 
lo b ste rw o m en , says she 
believes In "Sisu.”

The Finnish word for in­
testinal fortitude, “Sisu” is the 
name of the lobster boat Elsie 
works with her husband, Carl, 
10 to 12 hours each day during 
lobstering season.

Elsie, around 50, has been 
Carl’s "stemm an” for the last 
nine years.

“Some days it’s like a vaca­
tion with pay because it’? so ' 
beautiful,!’ she said. “Other 
times, when it’s horrible, it’s 
hard work all day.”

"I don’t know what I’d rather 
do than lobster. It’s a good life 
and I’m glad I can share it with 
my husband.”

But the 5-fpot-4 seafarer says 
her days are busy.

“ We don’t s it  dowii all 
day...but time goes by last, 
because we are so busy all the 
time,” she said.

The traps are set two on a 
line. Carl picks up the buoy and 
runs the line through the 
hauling gear, then slides the 
main trap down a washboard to 
Elsie.

Each measures their own 
catch baits up,<-cleans the trap 
and p lu g s  th e  p o w e rfu l 
“crusher” claw on the lobsters.

Elsie said she started stalking 
the tasty crustacean about nine 
years ago in a 16-foot outboard 
boat. One of her daughters uses 
the same boat now when she 
goes lobstering after school and 
during summers.

The fisherwoman said she

John W. Barnum' Wednesday 
u rg e d  a s t r e a m l i n e d ,  
nationwide judicial method of 
dealing with traffic violation 
cases.

Barnuih spoke a t a sym­
posium on “effective highway 
safety adjudication” being con­
ducted by the University of 
Denver College of Law in 
cooperation with the National 
Highway Traffic Safety Ad­
ministration and the Transpor­
tation Department.

To sp e ^  court procedures in 
the handling of traffic violators, 
Barnum urged the processing of 
noncriminal traffic cases “by 
judicial officers who are not 
full-fledged judges.” He said 
‘the states face a tremendous 
challenge to develop traffic 
adjudication and driver im­
provem ent p rog ram s th a t 
reduce crashes.”

“Severe measures must be 
taken ,” Barnum said, “ to 
remove excessively negligent 
and habitual drinking drivers 
from the highways.” .

He noted that a number of 
states have "habitual offender” 
laws, which he lauded, but said 
" m a x i m u m  v i o l a t i o n  
deterrence is practical through 
speedy and inexpensive trials 
without jury or counsel.”

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) -  
The U nited S ta te s  codld 
b ecom e co m p le te ly  s e lf -  
sufficient in fuel for electrical 
needs by 1990 If 500 nuclear 
power plants were built, an 
atomic energy expert says.

Construction of these plants 
with 1,000 megawatt capacity 
each would more than double 
the nation’s current 400,000 
megawatt total of installed 
generating capacity, John W. 
Simpson, president of the 
American Nuciear Society 
claims.

Simpson, who also is presi­
dent of Westinghouse Cdrp.’  ̂
Power Systems Co., told a news 
conference at the society’s con­
vention that such a goal would 
require an investment of at 
least ^00 billion and a conunit- 
ment of national priorities 
equal to that given the moon 
landing.

Simpson said the Nixon ad­

ministration had failed to ap­
preciate fully the immediate 

 ̂ potential of nuclear power, 
which 'he called the fastest 
available means to realize the 
President’s goal of U.S. self- 
sufficiency in energy.

He suggested the United 
States should seek to Increase 
in s ta l^  generating capacity to 
800,00» megawatts by 1980, to 
1.2 million megawatts by 1985 
and to three million megawatts 
by 2,000.

Francis H. Horn, president of 
Albertus Magnus College, said 
Wednesday he would retire

^ a f te r  a tten d in g  s e v e ra l 
itieetings involving the DevCo’s 
Citizens Advisory Committee 
and repeatedly getting no 
satisfaction to questions, his 
negative attitude toward the en­
tire Hartford Process proposal 
remained unchanged.

In clarification of his stand, 
Curry stated: " I  don’t  argue 
with the right of any property 
owner to be able to build on land 
he owns, within the limits of 
what the town’s zoning laws 

^ allow for that land.”
. Curry is deeply involved with 

CPC in what Virginia Diehl,. 
: current chairman of the com­

mittee, says is “a fight with 
DevCo over the biggest issue to 
hit the Town of (Coventry since 
it incorporated in 1712; the 
issue of placing dwelling units 
for 20,000 people in Coventry.” 

Curry went on to say, “I ’m 
only a part-tiqie farmer by vir­
tue of the fact I raised my own

beef, lamb and chickens. I have 
moved twice in. the past 20 
years to retain the r i^ t  to raise 
m lly own farm animals; once 
from Mandhester to Bolton and 
once from Bolton to Coventry, 
and I strongly believe that I 
should not be forced to move 
again to retain this right.”

Curry stated, "P ro cess- 
DeyCo was well aware of the 
nature of the zoning-in the area 
in which they purchased land. If 
they want to build within the 
limits of what the RU-40’zoning 
for the area permits’ I can’t 
argue with their right to do

that. But if they bought this 
land assuming that they would 
be successful in exerting all 
kinds of pressure to change the 
zoning laws to fit their own 
desires then they are treading 
on the rights of the people of 
Coventry,” he continued.

Curry emphaeized, “They, 
like any other person.who wants 
to move, should have the right to

be mobile. But,, in exercising 
any freedom, one assumes an* 
accompanying responsibility.' 
The re sp o n sib ility  which 
Process-DevCo refuses to honor 
in this case is the one of not for­
cing others to change their way 
of living if they don’t want to, 
just because they have new 
neighbors.”

I

Curry said, “they will force 
changes to our lifestyle. Mr. 
Peter Libassi, the chairman 
of the board of H artford 
Process-DevCo, in a statement 
in an article which appeared, 
strangely enough, in the Boston 
Globe and the Philadelphia 
Enquirer, has gone on record as 
saying, "Die ducks have had it, 
with or without us.’ ”

Curry said, “If they are not 
willing to live within the pre­
sent lifestyle of the community 
and within the zoning laws that 
protect that lifestyle, then they 
should get out!”

Board of Health
The Board of Health voted un- 

amiously to endorse the resolu­
tion being sent to the Depart­
ment of Environmental Protec­
tion by the Town Council and 
the Planning and Zoning Com­
mission asking the department 
to defer taking any action on 
the town abatement order from 
the state.

The board also approved the 
guidelines recommended by 
DEP to correct pollution in the 
lake area.

The nation’s car buyers, used 

to riding in the roomy lap of 
luxury, are showing increased 
interest in small cars which sip 
gasoline instead of guzzling it.

A survey of auto dealers by 
The Associated Press shows 
that the rise In' gasoline prices 
and the possibility of rationing 
has brought a surge of inquiries 
about small cars and their 
economy.

“Thi  ̂ gasoline thing has got 
people scared to death,” says 
Danny Papernoster, a salesman 
at Dick Clifton Motors Inc., in 
Columbus, Ohio, a Fiat and 
American Motqrs Dealer.

Dealers say the situation has 
^ n  building for a year, with 
the result that the supply of 
small cars isn't keeping pace 
with the demand and that 
delivery waits are two months 
or more in many instances. In 
the week since President 
Nixon’s energy crisis message, 
interest in small cars has 
peaked.

“Even before the President 
spoke, we had peoplb who nor­
mally never think about a small 
car coming in to buy,” said P.J. 
Kaufman, who sells Jaguars, 
Triumphs, Volvos, Fiats and 
Toyotos In Thiensville, Wis. 
"They’re waiting in line — it’s 
almost like after World War 
If.”

Ed De Brecht of De Brecht 
Imports Ltd. in St. Louis says 
the price of a car is no object. 
‘The customers are looking for 
$5,000 imports as long as they 
get 30 miles per gallon ... We 
won’t take a 1972 or 1973 station 
wagon or other large car unless 
it is presold.”

John Christy, who sells Ford 
Pintos and M avericks in 
D etroit, said a custom er 
ordered a full-sized Ford on 
Saturday “and then he returned 
Monday and changed the order 
to a small car because he had 
been thinking about what the 
President said.”

In Marion, 111., Robert Cash, 
a sales manager for a Toyota 
d ea le rsh ip , said : "Som e 
customers want to trade a large 
car for two small ones. I don’t 
know what we’re going to do 
with the trade-ins. Some of 
them just a year old are priced 
$1,500 below the Blue Book and 
still they aren’t moving.”

Herschel Squires, sales 
m a n a g e r  for  F r i e n d l y  
Chevrolet Inc., in Springfield, 
III., said some car buyers 
looking for better gas mileage 
defeat the purpose by ordering 
all the options.

“Most-people come in saying 
they want economy, but they’re 
not willing to give up the 
luxuries,” he said. “They end 
up putting on options. About 90 
per cent of the Vegas we sell 
have air conditioning that 
reduces gas mileage about two 
to three miles a gallon.”

American Motors 
Profits Reported

DETROIT (AP) — American 
Motors Corp., the nation’s 
fourth-largest automaker, an- 
noudited Wednesday that it has 
completed its most profitable 
fiscal year in more than a 
decade.

The company claimed its best 
performance since 1960 for the 
12 months that ended Sept. 30 as 
it continued to rebound from 
the financial hardships of 4he 
last decade.

AMC said it earned $44.5 
million in the fiscal year on 
record sales of $1.7 billion. In 
the previous 12 months, the 
firm made $16.5 million on 
revenues of $1.4 billion.

AMC took advantage of past 
losses to claim tax credits 
totaling $41.5 million. That 
brings net earnings for the year 
to $66 million.

Other auto firms also have 
been issuing bright financial 
reports.

AMC officials said the firm’s 
earnings gains stemmed from 
the firm’s success in capturing 
an increased portion of the 
market for passenger cars and 
four-wheel-drive open vehicles.

AMC said prodnction losses 
due to shortages of materials 
and  g o v e r n m e n t  p r ic e  
restraints were limiting short­
term earnings.

AMC and  th e  o t h e r  
automakers have price in­
crease proposals pending 
before the Cost of Living Coun­
cil.

NEW YORK (AP) -  Stock 
market analysts are as divided 
as Washington officials on what 
to do about tjfe energy shortage, 
and the sinking feeling sets in 
that maybe there really isn’t 
much that can be done im­
mediately.

While Washington debates the 
question of higher taxes and 
prices versus rationing as the 
better of two dismal choices. 
Wall Street searches in vain for 
the positive side of the crisis.

It is naive to assume that 
stock promoters will ever be 
stymied about finding short­
term  purchase recommen­
dations, since their livlihood 
depends upon them, but they 
are now straining for choices.

The reason is that the full 
realization of what an energy 
shortage means is sweeping the 
nation like the w in te r ’s 
cold waves. But while the cold 
was predictable, a good many 
Wall Streeters failed to con­
sider the impact of a fuel shor­
tage.

Right up to the present, stock 
market letters have been filled

Industry

BOSTON (AP) -  A com­
prehensive energy manage­
ment program for business and 
industry is “a vital element” in 
meeting America’s current 
energy crisis, Connecticut Gov. 
Thomas J. Meskill said today.

In remarks prepared for ^ e  
New England Council meeting 
Meskill said business consumes 
nearly 70 per cent of all U.S. 
energy.

‘"rhus, it is clear to me that 
private business has the most at 
stake and . . . the greatest op­
portunity to help meet the 
challenge through energy con­
servation,” Meskill said.

He said energy management 
means using the same business 
techniques that are used in ad­
m inistration , finance and 
marketing. a“There are es­
timates that savings on the 
order of î O per cent in energy 
consumption can be realized in. 
a significant part of the in­
dustrial sector,” Meskill added.

He said technology could be 
applied to produce a more ef­
ficient use of energy.

He also said state govern­
m en t m u s t e x e rc is e  a 
leadership role in energy con­
servation.

Coal May Regain 
Fuel King Throne

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Coal, 
the dethroned king of energy, 
may regain soon Its former 
status as scientists explore new 
ways to utilize the nation’s 
most abundant fossil fuel.

More than $3 billion is 
expected to be spent on a crash 
c o a l r e s e a r c h  p ro g ra m  
designed to reduce the nation’s 
dependency on oil and natural 
gas.

Dr. Gorman Smith, director 
of the Atomic Energy Com­
mission’s energy reorganiza­
tion commission, said recently 
"the question ... is how coal is 

(to  increase its contribution to

our energy requirements ...” 
Smith, who is drafting a five- 

y e a r , $10-billion energy  
research program for Presi­
dent Nikon, predicts more than 
$3 billion of the total will be 
spent to find ways to substitute 
coal for oil and natural gas.

Some of the money already is 
flowing to researchers. George 
Fumich, acting director of ^ e  
Office of Coal Research, said 
the program “has become a 
national priority. After years 
on a starvation diet, we’re late­
ly being force fed.”

Coal declined as the nation’s 
p r im a ry  fu e l w ith  the  
availability of cheap natural

Lack Of Diesel Fuel 
May Slow Oil Drilling
BATON ROUGE, La. (AP) -  

’The lack of diesel oil threatens 
to force a shutdown of oil well 
drilling rigs.

"How ridiculous can you 
get?” groaned Gov. Edwin W. 
Edwards when he learned that 
many drilling rigs in Gulf Coast 
states were pinched by diesel 
allocations.

Fritz Spencer, Louisiana’s 
energy coordinator, said he has 
approved 16 emergency orders 
totalingi20,000 gallons of diesel 
fuel fon drilling rigs in the 
sta te . He said he had 14 
applications pending.

"We’ve got to find It for 
them,” he said. “We have to 
cover the drilling industry, if 
nothing else.”

In Shreveport, R ichard 
Fiigler, division manager of No­

ble Dflllihg Cbfp. of Oklahoma 
City, said rigs need up to 2,000 
gallons of diesel a day when 
drilling holes four miles deep in 
search of oil or gas.

“How the hell can we find it if 
we don’t have fuel to operate 
with?” he said. “We’re about to 
have a fit.”

J.M. Flennlken, owner of 
Petroleum Sales Co. in U ssier 
City, La., said his company 
supplies 14 drilling rigs and 
“we’ve got just enough fuel to 
last four or five days.”

“A lot of rigs used to run on 
butane gas. ’Then they couldn’t 
get butane. When they switched 
to diesel they jumped from the 
skiUet into the fire,” Flennlken 
said.

Spencer foresees a heap of 
emergency applications in the 
future.

gas and domestic and imported 
crude oil. ’The environmental 
crusade to clean the nation’s air 
also forced a cutback as 
utilities and industries switched 
from coal to cleaner burning 
fuels.

Research is expected to 
probe ways to make coal a 
cleaner fuel by reducing the 
amount of sulfur and fine soot 
particles that escape into the 
atmosphere when the substance 
is burned.

Scientists also will experi­
ment to find ways to convert 
coal into a liquid that can be 
substituted for fuel oil, a 
process that is the least ad­
vanced of all proposed reseEirch 
projects.

Mining techniques, both sur­
face and deep, will come under 
scrutiny.

“Surface mining techniques 
have to do with learning how to 
restore in acceptable ways the 
land after the (top soil) has 
been stripped back and you’ve 
gotten the coal,” said Smith.

New underground or deep 
mine techniques also rilusi be 
developed to carve out coal 
seams in the West that run up to 
hundreds of feet thick, far 
larger than in Eastern fields. 
Smith said.

The re s e a rc h  p ro g ram  
“ foresees some increase in 
strip mining of coal in the West 
accompanied by vigorous 
regulations on restoring the 
land to acceptable use where 
that’s gone on,” he said.

But he noted that “major 
amounts of coal are still going 
to have to come up from deep 
mining techniques simply 
because that’s where most of it 
is,” Smith stated.

writing you concerning my 
husband. He is 36 years old 
and has always been active 
in s p o r t s ,  p a r t i c u la r ly  
basketball.

He 
started a Jogging program 
and jogged two miles every 
day. In about five months he 
lost 20 pounds. He felt great.

Then he had an earache 
^and went to the doctor. While 

there, the doctor discovered 
he had high blood pressure. 
At that time it was 170 over 
100, A fter taking pills, it 
cam e down to 150 over 90. He 
was told to lose more weight 
and forget the Jogging. The 
ic^ging does not even tire 
him. Do you agree he should 
forget it? If he does, he will 
have trouble losing weight, 
and most likely will gain 
so ra e . W hy is J o g g in g  

[harmful?
DEAR READER -  It is 

pr'obably a good idea to take 
isever£(J Wood pressure read­
ings over several different 

[days before deciding what an 
elevated reading means in ah 
apparently healthy young 
man. If it is persistently ele­
vated, then most doctors 
would agree that it should be 
treated.

One of the best treatments 
in such cases is to get rid of 
any excess fat that can be 
eliminated. I’d also suggest 
limiting salt.

Exercise tends to cause the 
blood pressure to rise during 
the exercise effort. Your hus­
band’s doctor is concerned 
that the pressure may be too 
high as a combined result of 
the effort o f Jogging and his 
basic elevated pressure at 
rest. If he gets his weight 
down and his pressure is nor­
mal he may not object to your 
husband returning to sensible 
jogging. By that I mean a 
slow trot and not an effort to 
set any time marks. Men are 
bad about competing. They 
love to run faster than ihe 
next guy or, if nothing else, 
faster then they-did a week 
ago or a month ago. That is 
wnat causes the trouble. A 
vq r̂y slow comfortable jog is 
less likely to be harmful.- 

1 agree that the jogging is 
im portant to help control 
weight, but it seems to be out 
o f the question for the mo­
ment. Perhaps I could sug­
gest a compromise. A good 
two-mile walk a day will help 
your husband. And, if he has 
the time, a three-mile walk

NEW YOrik (AP) -  The 
estimated cost of renovating 
Yankee Stadium and up­
g r a d i n g  i t s  B r o n x  
neighborhood has more than 
doubled to a lm o s t  $50 
million and could go higher.

Only minutes after the City 
Planning Commission approved 
an additional 815.9 million for 
the project Wednesday, the 
commission chairman, John 
Zu()cottij announced- inclusion 
of 810 million more in the 
proposed 1974-75 capital budget, 
bringing the total estimated 
cost to 849.9 million.

When asked if the tab might 
go higher. City Budget Director 
David Grossman said, "If costs 
go up, obviously we would have 
to be asking for more.”

Yankee Stadium cost 82.5 
million to build 51 years ago. 
Last year. Mayor John V. Lind­
say said a total of 82 million 
would be needed to refurbish 
the stadium arid improve the^ 
neighborhood.

A request for an additional 
815.8 million was made last 
week and the commission 
Wednesday approved 815.9* 
million before the announce­
ment that 810 million inore 
would be ne^ed .

Grossman said the 810 million 
would be used in the stadium’s 
neighborhood to improve street 
a p p ro a c h e s ,  in s t a l l  new 
lighting, refurbish supway 
stations, perform landscaping 
and construct a footbridge 
linking a parking lot to the 
stadium plaza.

Lindsay’s original announce­

ment said the first 824 million 
estimate would have covered 
such work.

M ayor-elect Abraham D. 
Beame has said the stadium 
renovation and neighborhood 
changes would cost 853 million, 
and City Council President San­
ford Garelik had estimated 
more than 840 million would be 
needed. ^

The Retail Trade Commis­
sion of the Greater Manchester 
Chamber of Commerce has 
created a five-member “energy 
crisis task force" and has unof­
ficially decided to forego use of 
e le c tr ic i ty  in C h ris tm a s  
lighting displays. i

.R ic h a rd  G. C la rk , the 
C ham ber’s execu tive  vice 
president, said Thursday that 
members of the Retail Trade 
Commission informally decided 
that the usual Christoas dis­
plays on Main St. and a t other 
sh o p p in g  a r e a s  in tow n 
shouldn’t be lighted this year, 
to conserve power.

Clark Said a formal policy 
s ta te m e n t on C h ris tm a s  
lighting will be coming from 

Hhd^ Chamber soon.
It is expected, Clark said, 

that the holiday displays will be 
'  p la c e d  in  d o w n to w n  

Manchester as usual but they 
won’t be lit.

„ The Manchester Shopping 
Parkade holiday displays wiU 
also be put up as usual but will

not be lit, according to Michael 
Dworkin, p resident of the 
Parkade Merchants Associa­
tion.

The “ energy crisis  task 
force” named by the chamber’s 
R eta il Tradb Commission, 
Thursday consists of Edward 
Firestone of Pinewood Fur­
niture, Hubert Foster of Scher- 
tle Galleries, John Heino of 
Manufacturers Life Insurance 
Co., Frank Reagan of Radip 
Station WINF, and Werner 
Bloch of Davidson & Levanthal.

Tlie five-member ^ u p  was 
one of five /:om m ittees ap­
p o in ts  by the Retail Trade 
Commission, which conducted 
its organizational meeting to 
identify its goals,

The other committees ap­
p o in ts  were a  promotion com­
m ittee , consum er advisory 
committee, legislation position 
committee, and shoplifting and 
anti-crime committee.

Steele Seeks 
Emergency 
Fuel Action

WASHINGTON — U.S. Rep. Robert H. Steele,. R-Conn., 
c a l l s  on President Nixon tS a y  to take emergency 
m ksures to ayert the possibility of electrical blackouts in 
nine northeastern states this winter because of the 
extreme shortage of residual oil currently developing on 
the East Coast.

Steele said that the Northeas^t 
is far more dependent on oil to , 
generate electricity than are 
other regions of the country and 
therefore faces the dual threat 
of not only inadequate home 
heating oil, but also possible 
disruptions in, electrical ser­
vice.

Steele reported that elec­
trical generating plants in New 
York, Pennsylvania and New 
Jersey  depend on oil-fired 
generators 'for 37 per cent of 
output, while 70 per cent of New 
England’s electric power is 
generated at power stations 
using residual fuel oil. By com­
parison, 23 states in the central 
and southwestern parts of the 
country depend on oil for less 
than 3 per cent of the electricity 
they generate.

’The Connecticut Republican 
charged that Administration of­
ficials are not property gauging 
the reliability of oil supplies in 
the Northeast and the con­
sequences that shortages of 
fuels may have in combination.

“My biggest concern," Steele 
said, “ is what may happen 
when people who have run out 
Of home heating oil begin 
plugging in electric heaters and 
turning on their electric stoves 
and ranges to keep warm. ’The 
strain created by such an added 
burden  could  w e ll cause  
widespread |>ower reductions 
and blackouts.”

Steele called for an emergen­
cy plan to relieve the strain on

utility companies such as New 
York’s Consolidated Edison, 
which serves some 9 million 
people. According to Steele, 
Con Edison generates 84 per 
cent of its electricity with oil, 
most of which comes from the 
Mideast and North Africa and is 
therefore Vulnerable to the 
Arab oil boycott and production 
cutbacks. If the oil dealers who 
supply Con Ed can’t find other 
sources quickly, Steele said, the 
utility wiil be forced to start 
burning its reserve supply of 
oil, which would last for ̂  days 
at most. ,

Steele said that Con Ed can 
make up for some of the lost 
Arab oil by ob ta in ing  oil 
through the m andatory oil 
allocation program, but that the 
program will only partially 
make up for the shortages. He 
noted that Con Ed could also 
covert some of its operations to 

■ coal, but that conversion to coal 
will be an involved process 
which will not bring any relief 
In th e  s h o r t  te rm . The 

.Congressman said that current 
estimates'show that at best. 
Con Ed could convert only 16 
p e r  ce n t of i ts  o il-u sin g  
generators to coal over the next 
90 days. But, Steele said. Con 
Ed has no firm contracts for 
coal and even if it had such con­
tracts, coal cars and other 
equipment are in very short 
supply.

It didn’t appear likely that 
either Tine or St. Pierre would '  
be able to post the bond.

'Thursday. ’They were held over­
night, in lieu of 3100,000 bonds 
each , a t  the C onnecticut 
Correctional Center in Hart­
ford.

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP) -  Three rookie 

American astronauts sped into orbit today on the start of 
»man s longest planned space journey, an 84-day “holiday 
cruise” aboard the Skylab space station.

“This is really great,” flight commander Gerald P. Carr 
told Mission Control as the astronauts and their Apollo 
ferry ship rocketed into a successful orbit more than 100 
miles above the earth. “It’s smooth as glass.”

Yacavone Asks Special Session 
On Energy Issue

In the past several weeks, 
M anchester officials have 
signed bond-anticipation notes 
totaling 31,350,000, with 3800,000 
of the sum for Laurel Lake 
purchase and improvements 
and 3550,000 for Cooper Hill 
Treatment Pl&nt renovations.

In November 1972 the voters 
approved a 3550,000 bond issd’e 
for the Cooper Hill project and 
in March of this year they ap­
proved a 31,391,000 bond issue 
for Laurel Lake (3449,400 for its 
purchase and 3941,600 for im­
provements.

Last December town officials 
sold bond-anticipation notes in 
the amount of 3550,000 (for 
Cooper Hill) to the Hartford 
National Bank and Trust Co. at 
2.82 per cent annqal interest. 
The notes expired Nov. 15 
(Thursday) and were renewed. 
This time, Hartford National 
bought 3300,000 in notes at 4.76 
per ce^t interest; and United 
Bank & IVust bought 3200,000 at 
4.77 per cent and 350,000 a t 4.79 
per cent.

Thursday’s note-signing took 
place in two locations — the 
Municipal Building by Town 
Manager Robert Weiss, and in 
his 2Q3 Oak St. home by Town 
T re a s u re r  R oger N egro . 
Because Negro was home 
rec u p e ra tin g  from  a cold 
Thursday, the papers were 
brought to his home by Town 
Clerk Edward Tomkiel and 
Mrs. Holly Ripley, a para-legal 
a id e  re p re s e n tin g  Buj'ke 
Spellacy, the town’s bond 
counsel.

’The notes signed ’Thursday 
will expire Oct. 23,1974, to coin­
cide with the expiration date of 
the 38(XI,000 in notes for Laurel 
Lake.

TTie Laurel Lake notes were, 
signed several weeks ago by 
Negro and Mayor John ’Thomp­
son, in the Hartford office of 
the Connecticut Bank & Trust 
Co.

Of the 3 ^ ,0 0 a  total, 3500,000 
was purchased by the United

Bank and Trust Co., at 4.62 per 
cent interest; and 3300,000 by 
the Connecticut Bank and Trust 
Co., at 4.66 percent.

After utilizing 3449,400 of the 
sum for purchasing the Laurel 
Lake acreage from Robert C. 
Dennison and Wells C. Den­
nison, the town will have 3350,- • 
600 for developing the landfill 
area over the next two or three 
years. A second issue of bond- 
an tic ip a tio n  no tes, in the 
amount of 3591,000, will be 
m ade in several years, to 
provide funds for complete 
developm ent of the a rea  
through 1985.

The first stage of Jandfill 
developm ent will include 
relocating the brook now near 
the existing landfill, construc­
ting an access road, conducting 
a le a c h a te  s tu d y ,  an d  
landscaping the existing land­
fill.

which will span Thanksgiving, 
Christmas and New Year’s, the 
spacemen are to conduct exten­
sive studies of the sun, earth 
and man. They’ll also take an 
unprecedented look at the great 
comet Kohoutek, a visitor from 
outer space now streaking 
toward the sun.

Marine Lt. Col. Carr, 41; Air 
Force Lt. Col. William R. 
Pogue, 43, and solar physicist 
Dr. Edward G. Gibson, 37, 
began the final Skylab trip on 
the power of a Saturn IB rocket 
that thundered into a clear blue 
sky right on schedule at 9:01 
am . 'EST.

Ten minutes later they were 
in orbit and immediately began 
the 17,400-mile-an hour chase to 
track down the 85-ton Skylab, 
which is the size of a five-room 
house.

'The station passed over the 
Cape Canaveral area several 
minutes before launch. By the 
time the astronauts reach ^  or­
bit, it was over Yugoslavia.

With mission commander 
Carr at the controls, the Apollo 
was to be guided through a 
series of five rocket firings to 
g ra d u a lly  c lo se  th e  gap. 
Pocking was scheduled for 5:25 
p.m.

Thp flight, which Carr has 
dubb^ 'a  “holiday cruise,” will 
he the most rigorous ti^ t yet of 
man’s ability to withstand tlie 
physical and psychological 
stresses of long space travel. 
The medical results will have a 
bearing on whether astronauts 
one day will embark for other 
planets.

By studying the sun and 
earth, the astronauts hope to 
learn if space can be exploited 
for the benefit of mankind.

No one can p red ic t the 
benefits. But the thousands of 
photos and m iles of tape 
gathered by the first two Skylab 
crews and the data to be 
collected on this last mission 
could provide a valuable payoff 
in the years ahead.

The inform ation will be 
studied to determine if a space 
science can be developed for 
locating hidden oil and mineral 
r e s e r v e s ;  a s s e s s in g  
agricultural potential, arable 
land and diseased and healthy 
crops; es tim atin g  tim ber 
volume; mapping snow cover 
and assessing water runoff; 
charting air and water pollution 
and their sources; forecasting 
weather, and locating fishing 
grounds.

The solar data will help scien­
tists better understand the sun 
and how it affects the entire 
solar system. Solar flares spew 
large doses of radiation into 
space, influencing weather and 
distrupting communications on 
earth by creating magnetic 
storms.

An understanding of how the 
sun produces thermonuclear 
energy also could lead to a 
jjmitless, pollution-free power 
source on earth.

Tens of thousands of persons 
in the area watched the fiery 
departure of the last American 
manned space mission until a 
jo in t U .S .-R uss ian  flig h t 
scheduled in July 1975. Still, it 
was one of the smallest crowds 
to witness an astronaut launch 
here.

Included were the wives of 
th e  s p a c e m e n , s ix  C a rr  
children, four Gibson children 
and three Pogue children.

NEW YORK (AP) -  Wall 
Street is feeling a chill from the 
uncertainties surrounding the 
nation’̂  energy supplies.

The surfacing of the nation’s 
im m ediate energy worries 
within the past three weeks has 
been accompanied by one of the 
sharpest drops in stock market 
prices in recent memory. Since 
Oct. 29, the paper value of all 
stocks held has dropped an es­
timated 3100 billion, based on 
declines in the popular market 
indexes of between 9 and 12 per 
cent.

‘T’ve seen no times that quite 
compare with this,” said Lu- 
cien Hooper, a market analyst 
with W.E. Hutton & Co. who 
has spent 54 years on Wall 
Street.

In v e s tm e n t c o u n s e lo rs  
almost unanimously attribute- 
the selloff to energy uncertain­
ties. They say investors are 
frightened by the suggestion 
that a lack of e h e r^  supplies 
might deal a severe blow to 
economic activity and growth 
next year and possibly beyond.

’The Dow Jones average of 30 
industrial stocks, probpbly the

best known market average, 
has fallen more than 110 points, 
or close to 12 per cent, since 
Oct. 29. It closed Thursday at 
874.55, less than 25 points above 
the low it reached in August 
afte r an eight-irionth bear 
market. All but wiped out are 
the gains scored in an im­
pressive rally in September 
and October.

Analysts are divided whether 
the market has yet hit bottom 
and discounted the worst of all 
foreseen entfrgy problems. 
David Wendall of David L. Bab- 
son Associates in Boston said he 
viewed the current situation as 
a buying opportunely, even 
though he felt the magnitude of 
the energy crisis was being un­
derestimated.

“Without Arab oil w^have a 
potential fuel gap of 25 to 30 per 
cent next year, and perhaps 50 
per cent along the East Coast,” 
Wendall warned.

“ I think we should have been 
more alert to what.was going 
on,” said Hooper. “We had 
been assuming the crisis would 
not get too serious. Well it’s 
getting very serious. I don't 
.believe the market’s overdone 
its pessimism.’.'.

which is about the same rate of 
growth tha t has prevailed 
during the last 12 months of 
economic boom.

The Federal Reserve Board, 
which re leased  the index 
Thursday, said the largest gains 
were in production of consumer 
goods and business equipment.

One Treasury Department 
economist said the growth 
could be regarded as uncomfor­
tably large, especially since the 
administration has been predic­
ting slower economic growth 
after months of rapid advance.
' But the October inCraase ac­
tually was larger than the 0.5 
per celrt“growth in September. 
The over-ail index stood at 127.8 
of the 1967 average and 7.2 per 
cent above a year ago.

The Treasury economist 
noted that increased output was 
g e n e ra l th ro u g h o u t the  
economy, in̂  durable goods as 
well as nondurable goods.

Combined with other recent 
statistics showing a large drop 
in unemployment and a renewal 
of the upward pressure on in­
terest rates, t(fe production in­
dex may indicate that present 
measures designed to slow the 
economy are* not working suf­
ficiently, he said.

But the administration did 
have goo^ economic news 
Thursday when it reported a 
"32. 1-billion surplus in its 
balance of payments transac­
tions with foreign countries in 
the third quarter of the year.

It was the second straight 
quarterly  surplus and the 
biggest single quarterly surplus 
since the Commerce Depart­
m ent began keeping  the 
socalled official reserve tran- 

' sactions balance in 1960.
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
