Energy Management Program

Insurance Industry
To Promote 
Energy Saving

HARTFORD (AP) — The large Connecticut-based in­
surance industry announced plans Friday to cut back on its 
own power and fuel consumpHon and. to direct a campaign 
to encourage other businesses and individuals to do the 
same.

M a n c h e s te r  M e m o ria l 
Hospital (MMH) is starting to 
implement a year-round energy 
management program, conser-. 
ving power resources in heating 
and co o lin g  of h o sp ita l 
buildings, lighting, w ater 
heating, and the use of company 
vehicles.

The energy management 
program was developed by 
C!harles Crocini, the hospital’s 
chief engineer, in an eight-page 
list of energy-saving guidelines 
released Friday.

The guid elines include 
lowering of temperatures, tur­
ning off unnecessa^ lights, 
d rop p in g  h e a te d  w a te r  
temperatures, and driving com­
pany cars at speeds 10 miles an 
hour less than posted speed 
limits.

Several of the detailed 
recommendations made in the 
list, Crocini said, can be carried 
out with no additional invest­
ment in facilities, “but others 
must be evaluated with the per­

formance of an energy analysis 
or cost-benefit study.”

Crocini, in an introduction to 
the list of energy savers, said 
“development and adoption of a 
com p lete  and continuous 
energy management program” 
is “of paramount importance in 
any attem pt to conserve 
energy.”

Bert Dittus, MMH develop­
ment director, said Crocini’s 
list of recommendations will be 
distributed to every hospital 
employe. Employes, Dittus 
added, will be urged to practice 
energy saving measures off as 
well as on the job.

The e ig h t-p a g e  l is t  of 
guidelines includes:

• Lowering of thermostat 
tem peratu res in hospital 
buildings to 70 degrees, “or the 
lowest comfortable setting.”

Kennedy’s Son

WASHINGTON (AP) — Doctors amputated the right leg 

of 12-year-old Edward M. Kennedy J r . ,  son of the 
''Massachusetts senator, above the knee today in hopes of 

arresting bone cancer.

• Control of unnecessary 
opening of doors and windows 
to avoid introducing cold out­
door air.

• Checking of heating equip­
ment and building air leakage 
to minimize heat loss and 
maximize heating efficiency.

• Investigation of several 
m easures to save heating 
energy, such as possibility of 
adding building insulation, in­
stallation of better pipe and 
duct insulation, and replacing 
of pilot lights with automatic 
ignition.

• Higher thermostat settings 
— of 75 to 78 degrees — on air 
conditioning equipment used 
during warmer months. The list 
also contaihs several guidelines 
pertaining to saving fuel on air 
conditioning use; many of the 
suggestions are similar to the 
heating recommendations.

• Turning off lights during 
lunch periods, before and after 
working hours, and at othbr 
times when hospital areas are 
unoccupied. Crocini said this 
practice may reduce lamp life 
in some cases but energy 
savings will generally outweigh 
this disadvantage.

• Using outdoor lighting only 
for security and safety pur­
poses; no sign,or decorative 
lighting will be used.

• More e ffic ie n t use of 
existing lighting; selection of

electrical equipment, not only 
to conserve energy but to 
prolong life of the equipment.

• Restriction in use of com­
pany yehicles to essential use 
requ ire to maintain efficient 
operation of the hospital; 
pooling of hospital cars and 
pickup trucks.

• Driving hospital vehicles k  
speeds 10 miles an hour under 
the posted speed limit, even if 
the limits are 50 m.p.h.

• Enacting strict security 
regulations over hospital gas­
oline pumps.

• Establishm ent of good 
d riv in g  h a b i t s ;  p ro p e r  
maintenance of vehicle engines 
and tires.

The companies are among a 
developing group of private and 
public energy users responding 
to President Nixon’s and Gov. 
Thomas J .  Meskill’s urging that 
power and fuel consumption be 
reduced due to a fuel shortage.

' Under our laws a m an is entitled to 
his day in court and also entitled to 
adequate legal counsel.

In prac tice , however, the m a tte r  of 
a day in court has for the m ost p art 
been exercised but the question of 
adequate legal counsel is dubious.

Law yers cost money and w ealthy 
have no problem  in retain ing the best 
to presen t the ir cases in court.

The poor, however, have to rely  
upon court-appointed lawyers or in 
Connecticut, public defenders.

The chief public defender in the 
s ta te , Charles D. GiH, who works in 
the c irc u it cou rts , c la im s public 
defenders a re  overworked and “are 
forced to ac t like autom atons when 
dealing with human lives.”

Perhaps this is overstated  but we 
think he has a valid point in seeking a 
m axim um  annual caseload of 300 for 
public defenders instead of having to 
handle as m any as 10 cases a  day and 
up to 1,800 a year.

Anyone should be able to see th a t a 
public defender, working under such a 
burden, can hardly give each in­

d iv id u a l c a s e  “ a d e q u a te ”  le g a l 
counsel. --

Another valid critic ism  of the pre­
sen t system  is the appointm ent of 
public defenders by the court. I t has 
been suggested an independent com ­
mission be established to insure the 
p u b lic  d e fe n d e rs  w ith  m o re  in ­
dependence.

We a re  aw are  th a t increases in the 
nu m b er of public d efenders and 
elevating it to  a level on a p a r  with 
s ta te  prosecutors will cost money.

And we a re  aw are  th a t doing this 
will not en tirely  e lim inate the advan­
tage the rich  have in hiring the best 
legal counsel, available but we think 
the next G eneral Assembly should 
take a hard  look a t  the public defender 
system  so th a t those, who cannot af­
ford to h ire law yers, will be given 
m ore than token legal representation  
in our courts.

Our system  of ju stice  should strive  
for equal ju stice  for all and any effort 
m a d e  to  in s u re  m o re  a d e q u a te  
represen tation  before the b a r for the 
poor would be a step  in th a t direction.

They have therefore gone the route 
of urging resignation hoping th a t a 
public clam or m ight be aroused which 
would sway Mr. Nixon, a s  it indeed 
did affec t Mr. Johnson.

Mr. Nixon seem s to have put an  end

to th a t w ith his strong s ta tem en t tha t 
he does not intend to resign but ra th e r  
plans to continue working a t  h is job of 
th e  presidency.

The Constitution is very specific. 
“ The P residen t, Vice P resident, and 
all civil officers of the United S tates 
shall be rem oved from  office on im ­
peachm ent for, and conviction of, 
trea so n , b rib e ry , and o th e r high 
crim es and m isdem eanors.”

In Senator Aiken’s 32 years in the 
Senate he has seen a  lo t of crises, a  lot 
of politics, a lot of governm ent. He 
has laid it out very  stra igh t in this in­
stance.

The m ethod of rem oving a  P re s i­
d en t is prescribed, i t  should not be 
done in any of a  dozen devious ways. 
“ Im peach him , o r get off his back .”

The Energy Crisis

WASHINGTON -  No. other 
system so far devised can 
m a tc h  o r even a p p ro a ch  
capitalism in the production 
field, but the energy crisis 
reminds us again that free 
enterprise in a republican form 
of government is still plagued 
by conflicts of interest.

A C o n g re s s io n a l  s tu d y  
p rep a re d  for Sen. Henry 
Jackson, D-Wash., chairman of 
the Senate’s Permanent Sub­
committee on Investigations, 
blames both the White House 
and the oil industry for the pre­
sent fuel squeeze. For three 
years, says the study. President 
Nixon stalled on eliminating oil 
import quotas, while the in­
dustry sat on its hands.

The facts bear out this cen­
sure. As early as January of 
1970, the P re s id en t’s own 
C a b in e t  ta s k  f o r c e  
recommended that the quota 
system  be dropped. Seven 
months later, Nixon rejected a 
recommendation to substitute a 
tariff system for quotas, and 
did not end quotas until nearly 
three years after receiving the 
task force’s report. Oilmen, of 
course, were saying that reten­
tion of the quotas would en­
courage new domestic explora­
tion.

Meanwhile, the industry 
Ivaited to see which way Nixon 
would jump. Uncertainty made 
the major oil companies reluc­
tant to build new refineries. 
Indbed, no new refineries to 
produce gasoline and heating 
oils were built during any year

in the last four. Only one small 
capacity increase in refinery 
production — 590,000 barrels.a 
day — is scheduled for 1974.

That’s that. Indisputably, 
there’s enough blame to go 
around, and some of it is shared 
by those members of Congress 
of both parties who kept yelling 
about a coming energy shor­
tage, but coTifined their efforts 
to speech making. Besides, an 
affluent, warm'and automobile- 
mad populace couldn’t have 
cared less.

Unfortunately, the plain peo­
ple will suffer most from this 
universal neglect. For the most 
part, it is Main Street that will 
be hit hardest by the shortage 
of heating fuel and by what ad­
ministration officials say is the 
in e v ita b il i ty  of g aso lin e  
ra tio n in g . Som ehow , the  
wealthy, the powerful and the 
influential always manage to 
s u rv iv e  w ith  m in o r  in ­
convenience, if any.

We all drive too much. But 
when Interior Secretary Rogers 
C.B. Morton says .there’ll be 
mandatory gasoline rationing 
as early as January and that the 
White House is studying imposi­
tion of new Federal taxes on 
gasoline on those least able to 
bear it. Gasoline at $1 a gallon 
is a hardship for the blue-collar 

■ worker who needs his car to get 
to work, not for the citizen with 
a chauffeured limousine.

Most experts in government 
now admit we’ll be chronically 
shortof fuel fOr at least another 
five years, whether or not the 
Arabs drop their embargo. But 
a silver lining can be perceived 
by looking back to 1970.

In tha t year, the United 
States was still relatively self- 
sufficient in energy. That is to 
say, oil imports were less than 
half what they were earlier this 
year, before the Arab embargo. 
The country still has substan­
tial oil reserves whose recovery 
requires only improved drilling 
techniques, plus a branch new 
source on the Alaskan subconti­
nent.

For the past four years we 
used up our fuel without either 
developing new sources pr 
building new facilities needed 
to process what we had. Nixon’s 
$ 1 0 -b ill io n  “ P r o j e c t  
Independence” comes late but 
not rifecessarily too late. J >

Some, of that money will be 
spent to develop ways of getting 
at domestic coal reserves down 
to m ore than  a m ile un­
derground estim ated by the 
U.S. Bureau of Mines at more 
than three trillion tons, enough 

< to last 500 years even at in­
creased rates of consumption.- 
Some of that money will be 
spent to get at oil deep in the

ground, including what the in­
dustry says is two-thirds of the 
oil lying beneath Texas and 
Louisiana, and recovering oil 
Iqcked in the shale rock of the 
Rocky Mountains of Colorado, 
and Wyoming.

All this will take time, of 
course. But because a whole 
country has been sunk in 
apathy, that’s all we’ve go left.

Stand Up 
, And Be Counted

To the editor;
On Nov. 5, 1973, MAP 

Associates and Mr.; Arthur M. 
Fischer, Inc. of New York, 
m ade a p p lic a tio n  to  th e  
Manchester Zoning Board to 
change about 280 acres of land 
in the Buckland area from 
Rural Residential to Business I, 
Business III, Industrial, and 
CUD. They plan to build ap­
p r o x im a te ly  lilOO c o n ­
dominiums, several small in­
d u s tr ia l com plexes, a 1.1 
million square .foot shopping 
center, and a hotel with about 
400 units.

As I am a resident of this 
a r e a ,  th is  p ro p o sa l w ill 
probably affect me more than 
the majority of taxpayers in 
Manchester. However, I hope 
no resident of this town will 
brush  th is  proposal as ide  
because it’s  not in his own back 
yard. I wish each resident 
would take a good look at this 
attempt to change a part of the 
“city of village charm” into a 
business and shopping jungle.

The developer has indicated 
that the tax revenue accruing to 
the town from this plan will ap­
proach $800,000 per year, begin­
ning in 1985. (It will take from 
10 to 15 years to complete the 
development.) This is an es­
timate based on the assumption 
that every store, condominium 
and industrial facility is oc­
cupied. MAP Associates and 
Mr. Fischer .believe that these 
revenues would more than 
offset any additional expense 
incurred by the town. However, 
os a taxpayer I must ask the 
following questions:

1. What will be the cost of 
added police protection in the 
area to be developed? Who will 
pay for it?

2. Can the Eighth District 
F ire  D epartm ent handle a 
development of this size with 
their present equipment? If not. 
What will be the cost of ad­
ditional equipment or perhaps 
even a new fire house? Where 
will the money come from?

3. MAP Associates and Mr. 
F isch e r have ind icated  a 
relativeiy minor impact on the 
school sy stem . But since 
Buckland School is on the verge 
of closing now and can’t handle 
many more than 130 students 
anyway, where would even a 
“minor impact” of children be 
put in our school system? Who 
is going to pay for a new 
school?

It is my opinion that the 
solutions to the three aforemen­
tioned problems would eat up 
more than the revenue attained 
from this development and the 
remaining burden would be left 
to the taxpayer.

I think each taxpayer should 
personally take an Interest in 
this monstrous plan. Talk to 
your neighbors about i t  Find 
out what others think. Let your 
feelings be known. Our town 
planners a re  in terested  in 
taxpayers opinions ahd they 
won’t find out what they are un­
less we tell them.

This proposal comes up again 
kefore the Zoning Board on 
Dec. 3. Let’s all stand up and be 
counted.

Hypocrisy is that odious 
charge hurled against incon­
sistencies in those with whom 
we disagree. Young people ac­
cuse adults of it, while adults 
retort in kind. Thus the pop­
ular method of brushing off 
adversaries-find an incon­
sistency in him (and everyone 
has them), then brand him a 
hypocrite. Presto! His distur­
bing influence is laid to rest.

J e s u s  d id  c a s t i g a t e  
hypocrisy as fully as any sin 
(Matt.23). But inconsistency 
is not necessarily hypocrisy. 
One may see and advocate 
true principles, yet fail to live 
up to them; but only if he 
pretends that he does is he 
hypocritical. If one must 
abide by a principle perfectly 
b e f o r e  t e a c h i n g  i t ,  no 
challenging ideals may ever 
be promoted.

So the church is not 
museum of ‘saints’, by 
society of sinners, humble 
enough to admit their own in­
adequacy and to trust in 
Christ’s sufficiency.

Race for Male Runners Only
Should females be allowed to compete as legal con­

testants in the annual Five Mile Road Race in Manchester 
on Thanksgiving morning? Ever since pretty Julia Chase 
showed up a t the starting line in and was chased off 
the course the fairer set has soughtV ,break the barrier 
and join in the holiday tro t over paved reads.

The Amateur Athletic Union forbid com p^ition between 
m ales and females on the track scene. Two yealps ago the 
rule was relaxed and the green light was given by the-AAU. 
However, it 's  up to the sponsoring organization whetheb to 
allow men and women to compete in the same meet. '

Will Hadden, general chairman for the sponsoring 
Nutmeg Forest, Tail Cedars of Lebanon, said his decision 
was to keep the girls out as official entrants.

However, the women may compete, if they so desire, as 
unofficial entrants. That’s the way it will be Thursday 
morning for the 37th Five Miler which starts a t 10:30 on 
Main Street, opposite School Street.

Hadden has had a number of threats directed a t him, via 
phone, ietter and in person for the decision of the race 
sponsors.

The first three girls to ever run in the Turkey Day trot 
were Miss Chase, Diane Lechausse and Kris McKenzie. 
That was 12 years ago. Since that 1951 run, the number of 
young women has increased each year a t the starting line. 
I t’s expected that a t least 25 will be on hand Thursday mor­
ning.

Personally, and I have gone on record in print before on 
the m atter, I don’t see anything wrong with women com­
peting on the same day.

I would suggest that if the day comes when approval is 
given that a special race for women be staged, starting 
perhaps a half hour earlier than the men’s start. This 
would create more spectator interest, a t least at the star­
ting and finishing line where a bulk of the crowd con­
gregates.

Charlie Robbins, the practicing M.D., who will be com­
peting for the 28th tim e, and 22nd in succession 
■Thanksgiving, feels the women should be allowed to run 
here. Robbins is a veteran of nearly 40 years and holds a 
dozen^Btional long distance titles. For years he served 
with ^  AAU as the Long Distance Running Chairman in 
Connecticut.

If women were allowed, additional dressing quarters 
would be required and additional expenses would include 
prizes. As it stands now, the East Side Rec, which serves 
as race headquarters, is not big enough to m eet all the 
needs of staging a race the caliber of the Five Miler which 
has a t t r a c t^  nearly 600 entries at this writing.

The day will come when females are  allowed to run on 
Thanksgiving in Manchester — officially. Until such time 
as the Tall Cedars approve, the fairer sex will have to be 
classified as unofficial “also-rans.”

I The Indians of the Past
When the Europeans first discovered our 

'country, there were about 260 different In- 
. dian tribes—about a million people—speak- 
- ing more than 200 languages.
; Although they had different lifestyles, 

the Indians were alike in th a t they built their 
communities around their families. Each tribe 

 ̂ had very strong feelings about being a un ique. 
ai]̂ d separate people, for they were our coun­
try ’s first Americans.

Today’s Indians
In some ways, today’s 843,000 American 

Indians are as different from each other as 
they were hundreds of years ago.

Some live on isolated reservations or in 
rural areas, while others live in big cities.

Some speak a native language a t home, 
while others understand little or nothing of 
the Indian language.

Today, there are Indians living in every 
state. Some prefer to live in the lifestyle of the 
modem American, while others do not. Some
480.000 live on or near reservations, while
363.000 do not.

The Two Worlds
Many Indian children live in two worlds. 

They m ust learn to be comfortable in both. 
Some come from homes where a native lan­
guage is still spoken. They attend schools 
which have only Indian students. At school, 
most of them speak only English and learn 
subjects taught in most American schools. 
Indian children living in cities most of the 
year often return to their reservations for 
ceremonies and long summer visits.

Although the American Indians are dif- 
r ■ ferent from each other, most are interested in

upholding their traditions. Most continue to 
have a great respect for family life. They un- 

J i ■* derstand the imique part their people have

Few jobs are available to give them 
a chance at a standard of living as high as most other 
Americans. An important part of the plan of the Bureau 
of Indian Affairs is set up factories on reservations.

' About 5,500 Indians earn part or all of their in­
come from making art and craft products.

What is the Bureau o f Indian A ffairs ?
The Bureau of Indian Affairs is a U.S. government

The Thanksgiving Story 
in a Nutshell

The 90-foot long Mayflower, carrying 
102 people, sailed from England in Sep­
tember of 1620. The trip took 65 days.

It was held outside in 
October of 1621, and lasted for three days.
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The American Buffalo

The American buff^o is called a bison. At one time 
there were around 20 million in this country. However, 
by the late 1880’s only 550 were left. They were put 
under the protection of the government. Now there are 
around 10,000. Buffalos were killed for their skins and 
meat. When the Indians did not have-horses, they 
hunted them on foot. Thousands were killed by driving 
them over the side of cliffs. The buffalo eats grasses^and 
small plants.
