The Concerned Citizens of 

T o lland  County and co- 
chairman Donald Kingsley and 
Max Ferguson released some of 
the preliminary findings of the 
subcommittees working on the 
impact of the proposed com­
munity of 20,000 by Process- 
TDevCo in Coventry.

The Concerned Citizens is a 
nonprofit corporation con­
sisting of approximately 90 
members. The corporation is 
aministered by a board of direc­
tors and membership is open to 
residents of Tolland County.

All money collected in fiind 
raising must be used for the 
preservation  of the rural 
character of Tolland County. 
No members are elected town 
officials or connected with 
Hartford-Process or DevCo.

According to the corporation, 
“The cost of road building and 
m ass t r a n s i t  needed to 
transport eight to twelve 
thousands people with the rest 
of the present population of

Study Committee has a chance 
to come up with proposals to 
correct the problems in the lake 
area.

The Planning and Zoning 
Commission and the Board of 
Health have already passed this 
resolution.

There will be a report by the 
town m an ag er on lab o r 
negotiations with the office 
staffs at the Town Hall.

The council will also appoint 
a town attorney.

There will be the disposition 
of the Zabek Pumper which is 
being turned back to the town 
by th e  N o rth  C oven try  
Volunteer Fire Department.

There will also a monthly 
report from the Police Depart­
ment.

Coventry to their various places 
of business in the Greater H a l­
ford area is estim ated at 
$350,000,000.”

They went to say, "The 
ecological impact indicates the 
more presence of such a large 
m em b er of p eo p le  and 
automobiles would change the 
air quality to a large degree.”

The Concerned Citizens 
added, "The national energy 
crisis in wood, fuel, gas and 
electricity should prohibit the 
building of such a project now 
or in the near future. Such a 
moritorium on buildine was out 
into effect recently in Colorado 
Springs (Colo.) b^ause»of a 
lack of natural gas.”

According to the corporation, 
“An estimate on the sewer plan 
that would be necessary to 
cover both South and North 
Coventry is $38,000,000. By the 
time this project get under 
way, with the inflationary in­
crease in prices this estimate 
could conceivably 20 per Cent 
higher.”

According to the Concerned 
Citizens, “Concerning the use 
of water by this community, it 
would appear that there would 
be a need for two pumping 
stations, 24-inch pipe and a sea 
of ten water tanks on top of the 
proposed site. Since the nearest 
aquifer of any size is eight 
miles away in South Coventry, 
and we estimate the new com­
munity would need a potential 
of ten million gallons per day, 
this cost would skyrocket to 
$60,000,000.”

According to the corporation, 
these are just some of the 
results of the preliminary im­
pact studies. I'hey pian to 
devulge more results at their 
meeting on Tuesday at 8 p.m. at 
the Coventry High School. This

meeting is open to the public.
The Concerned Citizens is 

expecting to have Dr. Fred 
Doyie, a prominent pathologist, 
give a preliminary analysis of 
the proposed plans by DevCo 
for medical facilities for the 
proposed new community.

Ferguson said, “In reaction 
to those findings, it boils down 
to the questions we have asked 
from the very beginning: Who 
is going to pay for all these se^ 
vices in the Town of Coventry 
unless it’s the taxpayers?”

Kingsley said, “The whole 
concept is counter productive 
and creates, more problems 
than it answers. We hear a lot 
of talk, we see a lot of articles, 
but we don’t get any concrete 
answers to basic questions, as 
usual.”

Art Expert 
Murdered 
In Cairo

CAIRO (AP) — Egyptian 
police are investigating the 
stabbing death of a promihent 
American expqrt on ancient art 
who was found dead Ip his 
apartment here Wednesday.

The body of Dr. Edward L.B. 
Terrace, 37,. bore mutiple stab 
wounds of the neck, chest and 
abdomen, and was covered by a 
rug when found by his cook, 
police said.

He was apparently killed 
Tuesday night. Terrace lived 
a lone  in the  a p a r tm e n t 
overlooking the Nile. Friends 
said two cameras and money 
were found missing.

A recognized authority on 
Egyptian and ancient near 
E astern  a r t. T errace had 
worked here since 1971 as a 
p ro je o l d ire c to r  for the 
Princeton-based American 
Research Center. He was 
author of two books, “Painting 
of > le Middle Kingdom” and 
“ Art of the Ancient Near 
East,” and of numerous ar­
ticles.

U.S. officials said the body 
was being sent to Seattle, 
W ashf, w h e re  th e  a r t  
h is to r ia n ’s f a th e r ,  E .J .  
Terrace, lives.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Nixon administration officials 
say a curtailment of Sunday 
driving is being considereJ as 
one way to conserve fuel.

White House energy adviser 
John A. Love said Monday the 
adm inistration may soon 
require the closing of gasoline 
stations on Sundays.

His deputy, Charles DiBona, 
told a congressional joint 
economic committee that a ban 
on Sunday driving and dosing 
of public parks to automobiles 
are steps under consideration.

‘‘Knocking out Sunday 
driving is a real possibility,” 
said DiBona, the President’s 

■ special assistan t for fuel 
matters.

Asked about a ban on non-

essential Sunday driving. Love 
said, “I don’t think it is to be 
couched in terms of a ban” and 
then added that there may be an - 
announcement on “the closing 
of filling stations on Sunday 
across the nation.”

DiBona said a Sunday driving 
ban would save 660,000 barrels 
of gasoline a day. Some con­
sideration is being given to 
making the ban partial so peo­
ple could go to church, he said.

The administration is also 
considering instituting Sunday 
blue laws to close commercial 
stores and shortening store 
hours during the week, he said.

Meanwhile, the Senate passed 
and sent to the House emergen­
cy energy legislation that would 
give President Nixon the power 
*0 order gasoline rationing.

Officials Sworn In

Spirited Debate Opens 
New Directors’ Term

Mancjiester’s Board of Direc­
tors today has a chairman and a 
secretary, but it doesn’t have a 
deputy chairman — at least not 
before tonight.

Democrat John Thompson 
Monday night was elected to a 
second term  as chairman, 
which carries with it the 
ceremonial title of mayor of 
Manchester.

Democrat Phyllis Jackston 
was elected secretary. -

Both votes were unanimous 
d u rin g  th e  b o a rd ’s 
organizational meeting at Lin­
co ln  C e n te r  soon a f t e r  
swearing-in ceremonies were 
conduct^.

But the deputy chairmanship, 
or deputy mayor, post was left 
unfilled, pending a ruling by 
town counsel on a charter inter­
pretation raised by freshman 
GOP D ire c to r  H ille ry  
Gallagher.

As Dem ocrat John Tani 
sought to introduce the name of 
Pascal Prignano for deputy 
mayor, Gallagher interrupted 
with a question of propriety. He 
said that he interprets the 
charter to read that the election 
of a deputy chairm an is 
reserved only for instances 
when the chairman is in­
capacitated or unable to per­
form his duties, and that the 
election of that deputy chair­
man should be made at each in­
stance of inability to perform.

Democrat Tony Pietrantonio, 
after a brief exchange among 
Thompson, Tani and Gallagher, 
pointed out that it has become 
h istorical a t the board’s 
organizational meeting to name 
the deputy chairman.'But, he 
said, if there is question of 
propriety, he sees “no im­
mediate need to fill thaUpost

tonight, and we can ask the 
town counsel for an opinion 
Tuesday night.”

Pietrantonio put his words 
into a motion, which was 
seconded by Tani, and the vote 
was unanimous.

The Republican directors 
Monday night apparently began 
to keep a post-election promise 
to “become a vocal minority” 
for the next twb years.

When Tani proposed, and 
Pietrantonio seconded, a mo­
tion that the same rules for con­
duct of meetings be continued. 
Republican CarT Ziiftser took 
issue witti that section dealing 
with public discussion on issues 
either on the agenda or within 
the jurisdiction of the board.

Zinsser wanted to know if the 
rules limited the public to 
speaking only once during a

that the procedure the board 
had followed is to allow 
speakers five minutes on a sub­
ject. If a spokesman wanted to 
be heard on another subject 
later, it was allowed.

The rule, Thompson said, 
“doesn’t shut off debate; it 
gives more opportunity to 
speak.

Gallagher pressed the issue 
when he said, “The rights to 
speak are spelled out in the 
charter. I don’t think the board 
has the right to limit debate by 
invoking a nile.”

Tani told Zinsser that 
rules are the same ‘-‘that you 
worked under when you were on 
the board befoi;e.” 'Zinsser had 
served as an appointed metiiber 
of the board froni February to 
November in 1971 to fill a 
vacancy when then Director 
David Odegafd won the Fourth 
D istrict seat in the State 
Senate.

Tani said these really aren’t

ble guidelines, too, because 
often the speaker is allowed to 
go beyond the five minutes.

Monday night.

When Zinsser and Gallagher 
continued to press for delay in a 
decision on the rules, Thompson 
asked if that was a motion, and 
Gallagher said it was, with 
Zinsser seconding it. The vote 
was along party lines, 6-2 with 
Democrats defeating the mo­
tion.

Pietrantonio then moved for 
the question on adopting the 
rules, it was secondied by Tani, 

,l^ n d  the vote again was on party 
the^lines, 6-2.

Absent Monday night was Vi­
vian Ferguson, who is in 
England; a letter. expressing 
her regrets at being unable to 
attend was read earlier in the 
meeting. by Town Manager 
Robert Weiss.

Manchester Woman 
Stabbed To Death

Manchester Police today 
were interviewing persons in 
several towns in the investiga­
tion of the Monday slaying of 33- 
year-old Carolyn J. (ilayton of 
107 Oakland St., Police Chief 
James Reardon reported.

Mrs. Clayton, a mother of 
four children, was stabbed to 
death Monday afternoon, police 
said. Her body was found by 
police in a second-floor 
bedroom of her home at about 3

P o lice  D etec tive  Capt. 
Joseph Sartor said this morning 
initial investigation of the inci­
dent turned up “nothing.” He 
said most of the local detec­
tives were working on the case 
today.

Police were called to the 107

\  Oakland St. address Monday 
afternoon after receiving a call 
from a neighbor at 2:57 p.m., 
Reardon said. The unidentified 
caller reported a stabbing, he 
said.

Police said they found the vic­
tim had suffered repeated stab 
wounds in her side and back. 
They said a large kitchen knife 
was found imbedded in her 
back.

Mrs. Clayton was pronounced 
dead at the scene by Dr. Robert 
Keeney, assistant medical 
examiner. An autopsy per­
fo rm ed  a t  M a n c h e s te r  
Memorial Hospital determined 
that Mrs. Clayton died of multi­
ple stab wounds and that any 
one of the wounds could have 
killed her, police said.

Authorities said Mrs. Clayton 
and her husband, who wasn’t 

' identified, were separated. Her

four children, aged 3, 7, 8, and 
11, were staying with an uniden­
tified relative, police said.

Tornadoes 
Kill Five 
In Oklahoma

OKLAHOMA CITY, Okla. 
(AP) — A winter storm sent 
tornadoes hbpskotching across 
sections of Oklahoma, causing 
scattered damage and killing 
five persons, officials said. 
Three of the dead were infants.

All five deaths were reported 
in a two-county area around 
Oklahoma City, but another 50 
persons were reported injured 
from  the tW isters which 
touched down Monday after­
noon and Monday night in the 
central, north central and 
northwestern sections of the 
state.

The cold fron t said by 
weather forecasters to be 
responsible for the storms was 
situated in the northwestern 
area of the state, early today. 
The National Weather Service 
predicted it would bring one to 
three inches of snow to that sec­
tion today. .

Ospreys and other birds'of 
prey are strictly protected by 
law because they’re becoming 
rare, the society said.

“Too many sportsmen’are not 
familiar with the birds they set 
out to hunt,” added sodety 
Executive Director Marshal T. 
Case.

"There is no reason why 
responsible hunters cannot 
learn to recognize birds suf­
ficiently to prevent accidental 
killing of protected species."

Recommendations made by 
Richard Borden, Vernon’s 
director of administration, 
were approved unanimously by 
the Town Council Monday night 
and will hopefully dissipate a 
problem brought to light during 
election Campaigning.

And there have been small voices 
from all over New England raising 
the question of whether schools and 
homes, should be considered as top 
priorities for heating fuel in par­
ticular over business and industry 
w h ic h  e m p lo y s  th e  f a m i l y  
breadwinners, the guys who are  going 
to have to work to pay for the higher 
prices arising out of the crisis.

These, you’ll agree, will be tough 
d e c is io n s  to  m ak e  s in c e  v a lid  
argum ents can be made by almost 
every segment of our economy and 
society that it has a “ special need” or 
its services are  the most vital in 
keeping the country going.

So integrated is our whole social 
and economic structure to energy con­
sumption that it is going to require the 
wisdom of a Solomon to m ake fair 
decisions and the patience of a Job for 
m ost of us to accept and obey these 
decisions.

’The tim e is a t hand to prepare 
ourselves for these decisions. We 
should keep in mind that fm n g  the 

. blame for the energy shortage will not 
solve it and the real solutions are  
years away. In the m eantim e, we are 
all going to be asked to give up 
something, either in comfort or con­
venience, or both.

Any way you cut, slice or shave it, 
th e  o v e r - r i d in g  i s s u e  is  th e  
maintenance of our overall national 
e co n o m ic , so c ia l  and  c u l tu r a l  
strength.

A Hopeful Step
A long and'firm  step towards peace 

in the Middle E ast has been made in 
the six-point agreem ent which Dr. 
Henry Kissinger has transm itted to 
the UN after his intensive efforts with 
leaders of both sides in the conflict as 
well as other heads of state of in­
volved countries.

The first point, scrupulous obser­
vance of the term s of the October 22nd 
“cease-fire,” is the base o r -c o r ­
nerstone from which diplomatic ef­
forts can precede.

Humanitarian motives are  included 
in the six-point pact including un­
impeded delivery of survival supplies« 
to the Egyptian Third Army.

Terms of the agreement, leading 
towards full cessation of hostilities 
an d  th e  b e g in n in g  of s e r io u s  
negotiations towards a lasting calm, 
have been w orked  ou t by D r.

^K issinger in m eetings w ith Mrs. 
Golda Meir, Israel Prem ier, and with 
President Sadat of Egypt.

In addition to the principals of the 
two adversaries in the w ar the 
Secretary of State has m et with King 
Faisal of Saudi Arabia, the largest oil

pr6ducing nation of the Arab states, 
w hich is boyco tting  the U nited 
Nations and the Netherlands because 
of a sym pathetic  stqnd tow ards 
Israel. F aisa l had form erly  been 
friendly towards the United States.

It would be excessively optimistic 
to expect negotiations to go to w a rd  
w ith o u t f u r th e r  d i s a g r e e m e n t  
between Israel and the Arab nations 
on the term s of a final peace agree­
ment.

There will be much bargaining as to 
final lines of sovereignty including the 
new borders established after the 1967 
war.

It is, however, amazing that Dr.
• Kissinger has been able to accomplish 

so much in his whirlwind peace mis­
sion. He is deserv ing  of w orld 
gratitude for his efforts to cool’and 
perhaps finally work out a viable 
settlem ent of this smoldering trouble 
area.

N either Russia nor the United 
States, 4ior the whole world, for that 
m atter, can risk the continuance of an 
incendiary situation which can lead to 
confrontation of nuclear powers.

The present bus stop located 
at Stanley Street and Windsor 
Avenue is a definite traffic and 
safety hazard. Students still 
have to cross Rt. 83 or Windsor 
Avenue to board the bus to Ver­
non Middle School. Because 
some students take it upon 
themselves to cross before the 
bus arrives, it proves a definitb' 
hazard for both students and 
driver. We realize that a small 
minority of students have in the 
past been troublesome at this 
stop. But, these are not the ones 
that are punished. Often those 
that play the rules are the ones 
that are hurt. The people that 
do not have to cross Rt. 83 are 
protected by the bus lights 
when leaving the bus. But the 
ones most affected are the ones 
that have to cross the highway 
to be on the side of the road to 
board the bus.

We rea lize  th a t school 
schedules have to be made for 
themass system. But, we firm­
ly believe that exceptions 
should be made and a periodic 
check of routes for safety of 
students be held. We have 
experienced our own agony of a  
tragedy to our 151-year-dld 
daughter, Jan. 24, 1973, at this 
crossing. We do not presently 
have children boarding a bus at 
this stop. We are concerned 
about others.

Does Vernon intend to 
turn their backs and “ho hum” 
a situation? We have had tem­
porary measures in the past to 
correct these things but unfor­
tunately things have gone back 
to a period of crises. We hope 
that no parents in Vernon has to 
go through a period of utter hell 
because his child is laying un­
der the wheels of an auto, le s i 
we forget that the child may be 
yours.

It seems that some sort of 
review by an appointed official 
to travel these routes at peak 
loading and unloading times 
should be done. I realize that 
this may cause a problem but 
isn’t it worth it? In areas where 
there are large numbers of 
students loaded our unloaded 
lines referred to as zebra lines 
could be painted to make 
motorists aware of potential 
trouble %reas. Simply to put 
signs for motorists seems not 
enough. I also realize that not 
only the motorists be aware but 
the students also. It seems |hat 
maybe a few minptes devoted 
to proper conduct of simply 
obeying crossing laws in school 
could be given. No one wants to 
be the first to point a finger at a 
guilty party. For in fact, we are 
all guilty. God help us to do 
some little thing to correct a 
possible tragedy.

Board Meeting
To the editor:-

Manchester is considering 
the development of the Old 
Hartman tobacco lands in the 
following manner; 138 acres of 
condominiums, 38 acres in­
dustrial (could be factories), 81 
acres Business III Zone (850,000 
Sq. Ft. of shopping mall, over 
125 stores), 7 acres Business I 
Zone.

In regard to this, the Capitol 
Region Council of Government 
Planning Division, a state 
organization made up of well- 
qualified personnel, made the 
following recommandations:

"It is the recommendation of 
the Planning Division of the 
Capitol Region Council of 
Governments that the zone 
changes for the comprehensive 
urban development zone and 
the industrial zone be granted.

“It is the recommen^tion of 
the Planning and Division that 
the zone changes for Businesss 
III be denied on the basis that 
the change would penqit the 
development of substantdlly 
more commercial retail floor 
space than is required and 
would create insurmountable 
traffic congestion.

“1110 proposed chqpge of 92 
acres to Business III is clearly 
contrary to the standards 
recommended in the Regional 
Land Use Plan. Commercial 
development at that scale will 
severely impact existing qom- 
m e r c i a l  f a c i l i t i e s  in 
Manchester and the surroun­
ding areas in general. In addi­
tion, commercial development 
on such massive.scale will have 
a degrading effect on both the 
traffic and air quality con­
ditions within the area.”

In view of these expert 
opinions, how can Manchester 
even consider the acceptance of 
the plan as it stands now. Ad­
mittedly there are some good 
features to it but they are far 
outweighed by the tod. This 
affects all of Manchester 
residents.

A Ruddy Mouse

WASHINGTON -  Sometimes 
I think certain friends of both 
u l t r a - l i b e r a l  and u l t r a ­
conservative persuasion have 
gone bughouse. At dinners and 
cocktail routs, theiAdlai Steven­
son and John Birch people com­
pete for hot air time to decree 
that President^ Nixon was 
handed a rousing defeat when 
Congress forced the war 
powers bill into law over his 
veto.

The New Leftists are gleeful. 
-Those who would outlaw the 
wheel are outraged. Neither 
side knows what it’s talking 
about, and that’s putting it 
generously.

Richard Nixon was not and is 
not the issue,'except for the 
professional Nixon-haters on 
Capitol Ijill. The issue was, 
quite simply, the Constitution 
of the United States. Specifical­
ly, Ar ticle I, Section 8, 
Paragrahp 11, which states that 
Congress shall have power “To 
declare war, grant letters to 
marque and make rules concer­
ning captures of land and 
water.”

In his veto message, Nixon 
called the bill unconstitutional, 
â  charge that will not be 
recorded as one of his most 
lucid comments. "To declare 
war” means just that. But I 
suppose Nixon can be forgiven 
fo r  l a p s in g  in t o  the  
preposterous. After all, for 
months he has been preoc­
cupied with the principle of 
Executive privilege. Still, it 
was pretty silly of a President

who has spent most of his time 
in office denouncing an un­
popular Democratic war in 
Vietnam and finally getting 
U.S. troops out of it.

Since passage of the law over 
his veto had been inevitaUe for 
tome time, in Nixon’s place I’d 
have sloughed it off as a reac­
tion to the policies of his recent 
predecessors. It’s too tod. I'd 
have said, but you folks can 
blame Harry Truman, John 
Kennedy and Lyndon Jtonson. 
Truman got us into what he 
euphemistically called the 
Korean “police action,” and 
Kennedy and Johnson were the 
architects of the Vietnam mess. 
Only oT Ike, who never let his 
glands guide his hands, kept us 
out of military trouble.

Forgodsake, the ironies are 
countiess. The war powers bill 
was the child of New York’s 
liberal Sen. Jack Javits, who 
had defended, Truman’s move 
into Korea and, for a time, 
Kennedy’s and Johnson’s Viet­
nam policies — and is stiil a 
hawk on Israel. It was opposed 
by, among others, Texas’ Seri. 
John Tower, a conservative^. 
Republican, who joined Nixon 
in denouncing the Vietnam 
mess as “Lyndon Johnson’s 
War.”

Indeed, you can count on the 
fingers of one hand, the ultra­
liberals in Congress who would 
raise their voices in protest if 
Nixon ignored the law and dis­
patched troops to Israel. Even 
some conservative Republicans- 
WQuld go along, because Nixon 
is still their man and Israel is a 
domestic issue with, a bearing

on Congressionai politics.
In fact, the law is no resl 

protection against Nixon or his 
successor getting the U.S. in- 
vofved in the Israeli-Arab fuss. 
The President may still commit 
troops to foreign hostilities, so 
long as he reports to Congress 
within 48 hours thereafter and 
explains, the circumstances, 
authority and expected scope of 
his actions. Not until 60 days 
had passed would the President 
have to stop the hostilities, and 
that deadline could be extended 
by 30 days if he certified more 
time was necessary for safely 
withdrawing American forces.

That’s no ban on Presidential 
war-making. As Korea and 
Vietnam showed, once the- 
troops are in there it takes 
practicaliy a miracle from on 
high to get them out. True, the 
law provides that within the 60 
to 90 day period Congress could 
force immediate withdrawal by 
passing a concurrent resolu­
tion, not subject to Presidential 
veto. But Congress moves slow­
ly at best and by the time it 
could act an unscrupulous or 
even misguided President 
would have taken care to so in­
volve us that withdrawal would 
be impossible.

Bah! On this one. Congress 
labored and brought forth a rud­
dy mouse. Not only is it not a 
defeat for Richard Nixon, it is 
not that stern a reprimand to 
the shades of Truman, Kennedy 
and Johnson, Ail three could 
live with a la\f that so gingerly 
“ restores trie war-making 
powers of Congress.”

Master Plait Reviewed 
By Regional Council
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Vernon

(Herald Reporter)

Portions of the Master Plan 
for higher location in Connec­
ticut were reviewed at a 
meeting of the Regional Council 
of Manchester Community 
College Monday night on the 
MCC campus.

The parts of the plan ger­
mane to the cojnmunity college 
system were taken from a dralt 
of the over-all plan and 
reviewed by the council and 
standing committee chairnien.

The council voted to accepted 
the plan with the exception of 
the recommendation that tui­
tion fees be increased from $200 
per year to $300 per year in the 
1974-75 term.

While most of the meeting 
was devoted to routine reports, 
the council was informed the 
proposed two-year nursing 
education program had been 
approved with some conditions 
by the state’s nurse licensing 
board. ,

Dr. Frederick W. Lowe Jr., 
MCC president, said the con­
ditions were minor and he could 
not foresee these requests 
preventing the school from 
going ahead with the program 
next fall..

Under the program, MCC will 
offer, a two-year course which 
will enable students to qualify 
for tests which, if passed, will 
license them as registered 
nurses. It will be the first such 
program in the community 
college system.

Under arrangements with the 
U n iv e rsity  of H a rtfo rd , 
students can, if they desire, 
enroll there and work toward a 
baccalaureate degree in nur­
sing. As part of the over-all 
arrangement, the Hartford 
Hospital will discontinue its 
three-year nursing education 
program.

Without any solicitation. Dr. 
Lowe report^, the school now 
has 183 applications for the 30 
openings in the proposed course

and has hall more than 1,200 in­
quiries.

He also reported advance 
registration applications for the 
spring semester are well ahead 
of last year throughout the 
college curriculum in general.

A major concern of the coun­
cil was the fact that, fol the 
first time, liinited physical 
facilities may force the college 
to decline some applications. 
The matter will be reviewed by 
the' admissions and standards 
committee headed by Dr. 
Merrill RubinoW, but the con­
sensus of the council was to 
keep the college as open as 
possible.

Business Mirror InvestoFs Not D ism ayed

NEW YORK (AP) -  A little 
more than two weeks ago the 
New York Stock Exchange dis­
tributed to member firms the 
consensus view of 46 leading 
forecasters. Not one of them 
foresaw lower stock prices in 
1974.

Asked by the exchage’s own 
economist, William Freund, 
“What are your feelings about 
the direction of stock prices in 
1974?”  about.; 95 per cent 
responded that the market 
would rise, while 5 per cent said 
there’d be no change.

Since the survey results were 
released to member firm plan­

ning officers the market has, so 
to speak, run out of power. 
About two weeks later the Dow 
Jones industrial average was 
nearly 100 points lower and 
falling.

Such a broken-cable descent 
is enough to shake anyone, even 
some of the hardy forei^  in­
vestors who had been pouring 
their money into 4he market 
during September and October. 
A fall from that height doesn’t 
produce a bounce.

N evertheless, a random 
sampling of economists and 
market buffs of varying creden­
tials, some of whom might have 
been included in Freund’s sur­
vey, shows a rem arkable

degree of optimism, or maybe 
obstinacy.

While conceding the very 
rough estimate' that for each 
percentage of energy shortfall 
you can deduct 1 per cent or 
more from the Gross National 
Product, they generally main­
tained their confidence.

Some in fact were already 
looking over the valley to the 
peaks beyond, maintaining that 
the energy shortage would 
galvanize the nation, spur it to a 
renewed dedication, and cause 
the economy to shed some old 
angle irons.

Domestic energy will now be 
produced in quantity .rather 
than lying inert, said one.

Production will take equal 
billing with ecology, said 
another. Waste and inefficiency 
will be eliminated, said several.

One forecaster who conducts 
daily polls and who is still syn­
thesizing the results of inter­
views over the past few days 
went so far as to suggest the 
likelihood of a stock market 
boom beginning sometime in 
the next few months.

He maintained that in terms 
of mental attitude the America 
public h^s been in a recession 
for a month or so. He argued 
that when that point is reached, 
many people begin making 
their plans for the coming 
expansion.

Court Upholds 
Manslaughter 
Conviction ’

HARTFORD — The Connec­
t ic u t  S uprem e C ourt un­
animously upheld today the 
conviction of Anthony J. Bzdyra 
of Hartford for first degree 
manslaughter in the shooting of 
his brother.

Bzdyra was found guilty 
previously in Hartford Superior 
Court in the death of his 
brother, Chester, on April 20, 
1972.

Bzdyra, who claimed the 
shooting was an accident, 
appealed saying the court failed 
to prove beyond a reasonable 
doubt that he was guilty of 
criminal intent.

J u s t i c e  H e r b e r t  S. 
MacDonald, writing the court’s 
opinion, said intent must be in­
ferred from Bzdyra’s conduct 
and while no of his actions by 
themself proved his intent their 
cumulative effect did.

Ma cDo na l d ,  c i t in g  the  
Superior Court’s findings, noted 
that Bzdyra was carrying a 
shotgun prior to the shooting, 
that he called his brother into 
the bedroom of the residence 
where the shooting occurred 
and subsequently asked an oc­
cupant there for some shotgun 
shells, that a struggle between 
the two men appeared to have 
occurred, and that the victim 
appeared to have been shot 
from above while lying on a 
bed.

Cooks

On ‘Thanksgiving Day there 
a re  always th ree women 
working in my kitchen. My 
mother, my mother-in-law and 
me.

Things really hummed along 
smoothly. ’The kids watched my 
mother with wide eves as she 
sifted the flour, kneaded in the 
lard and rolled out perfect (no­
patch) pie crust on the first try. 
My mother was in her glory 
when the aroma of her special 
mincemeat began to permeate 
the kitchen.

All of her 
vegetables, even the potato, 
s ta rted  from a can or a 
package. But to each dish she 
added a flamboyant touch of 
her own; a pinch of herbs, a 
splash of wine or a dab of garlic 
butter.

Reaction 
To Crisis 
Assessed

NEW YORK (AP) -  The 
question no longer is whether or 
not there is an energy shortage. 
There is..’The controversy now, 
at least among economists, con« 
cerns our reaction to the shor­
tage.

The answer is a critical one 
because the assumption made 
dictates the action advocated.
It |s here that the pros, who 
generally agree that the coun­
try will soon be flirting with 
recession, go their separate 
ways.

Wal te r  Hel le r ,  fo rm er  
Kennedy a d m i n i s t r a t i o n  
economic adviser and now a 
Univers i ty of Minnesota 
professor, d isagrees with 
Treasury Secretary George P. 
Shultz, who believes the public 
is over-reacting.

“Over-reacting? Indeed not,” 
said Heller. “The energy shor­
tage could actually convert a 
mild economic expansion into 
something that looks like a 
recession.”

Milton Friedman of the 
University of Chicago, an ad­
vocate of free markets, a 
Republican and a forecaster of 
recession even before the 
Mideast oil embargo, believes 
the nation has “enormously 
exaggerated” the shortage.

Total crude oil consumption 
costs 340 billion a year,^ he 
explained. The anticipated 
shortfall of 10 per cent r^uces 
that by |4 billion, or just four- 
tenths of 1 per cent of the 
nation's gross national product.

And yet, he adds, “the stock 
m arket has been saying a 
reduction of four-tenths of 1 per 
cent over the next two or three 
years reduces the value of 
American enterprise by 1 per 
cent. It makes no sense.” 

F r i e d m a n  b e l i e v e s  
Washington has produced some 
of the exaggerated mood, 
‘̂ because of the silly, f^lish , 
arbitrary things the^hi con­
templating.” He referred to 
rationing, taxing and the like.

“Simply allow prices to rise. 
Getjy^shington off the back of 
the wonomy. A 10 to 15 per cent 
price rise will eliminate 
the shortage as a serious 
problem,” he said. It will, he 
said,  be an incent ive to 
produce, an incentive to con­
serve.

Paul Satiiuelson, the Nobel 
laureate at the Massachusetts 
Institute of Technology, main­
tains that if there is a shortage 
of energy its availability should 
be restricted, but not in ways 
that would reduce incentives.

One technique he believes 
should at least be considered^is 
ration tickets that could be sold 
legally in a “white” rather than 
black market. ’That is, an in­
dividual who chose not to pay 
high prices could sell his tickets 
to someone who urgently 
needed and was willing to pay 
for them.

He would consider combining 
this technique with price in­
creases for the producer and a 
retail tax, the proceeds going to 

public transit and research into 
the liquefication and gasifica­
tion of coal.

Leif 01sen,'vice president and 
economist of First National 
City Bank in New York, 
believes the si tuat ion is 
exaggerated, although he too 
foresees'a recession if the oil 
boycott continues more than six 
months.

It is a severe problem; he 
concedes, but he says some es­
timates of the consequences, , 
such as 8 per cent unemploy­
ment, “are just not real."

“In ordier to produce 8 per 
cent, unemployment in the se­
cond quarter of 1974,” he said, 
“you’d have to have an annual 
rate of decline of 14 to 18 per 
cent in the first two quarters.” 
Nothing like that has happened 
In decades. -

Albert Sindlinger, the con­
sumer opinion pollster, claims 
that despite what some ad­
ministration officials might 
believe, “the people are dis­
counting what they see in the 
press. People were prepared 
for this.”

Sindlinger’s continuous sur­
veys of consumer opinion sup­
port his present view. “ I 
expected the energy crisis 
would really depress consumer 
confidence,’V he said. “ I 
ekpected a fantastic decline,

. ^ut we got an increase.”

Custodian Alex Ferguson 
Doubles as Grid Coach

Visit Illing Junior High on E. Middle Tpke. and ask to see 

the' varsity head football coach and ^ e  answer might 
probably be this: He’s down the hall, the big fellow with 
the broom.

Alex Eerguson, the man who has turned the football 
program around at Illing, Is in a unique position.

He’s not a member of the faculty but a valued member of the 
custodial staff.

Illing High not only fashioned its first winning season ever on 
the gridiron this fall but the Rams also posted an undefeated and 
untied record and the climax to the slate came recenUy in a first 
win ever over arch-rival Rennet High. The latter decision 
clinched the mythical town junior high championship.

The cherished win over Rennet marked the second perfect 
coaching record that Ferguson enjoyed during the 1973 season. 
His Giants’ entry in the Manchester Midget Football League 
enjoyed a similar standard, posting an unblen^shed log.

Two undefeated teams in one season is a rare accomplishment.
Football has been in Ferguson’s blood for at least 40 years.
The successful mentor is a rough, tough looking individual, 

onbe described as ferocious as a b ^ r ,  but underneath there is a 
warmth and understanding, two plusses in his makeup as a coach.

For two decades, Ferguson was a fine tackle, a bruising 220- 
pounder when this was considered in the "big” category. He 
played with and against the best teams in New England.

Name the local team following World War II and you would find 
Ferguson playing tackle as a two-way performer. Clubs like the 
Legion, Silk City and Merchants boasted the talents of the home­
grown product who did not have the benefit of a college 
background. During the glory days of the Merchants, when the 
team ruled New England, and many imports wore the local 
colors, Ferguson was a regular. Later, when Father Time finally 
took its toll, Alex turned to coaching and assisted with the 
Merchants. '

Marines have always been known for their toughness and for 
three years during World War II,, Ferguson spent time with the 
corps, including South Pacific duty.

V^en independent ball died out and the midget program came 
on the scene, Ferguson was one of the original coaches, first as 
an assistant 19 years ago, and for the last dozen as head coach. 
Three times his Giants have copped the loop bunting.

That first championship with the Giants in 1957 was a big thrill 
but he admitted that the record compiled for his Illing squad this 
season had an extra special jneaning.

For several years, Dling teams were undermanned and found 
the winning road too hard to travel. Ferguson moved in as an 
assistant a year ago and things started to change. This fall he was 
elevated to the top coaching post. The rest is now history. The 
football picture at Illing is brighter than ever...and so are the 
floors that the football coach polishes every day.

“I t’s as if the Giants being down reflects on them. It used to 
bother me a lot, even though sometimes I don’t blame the fans. It 
certainly doesn’t encourage the players.”

Ann Herrmann, Don’s wife, said being a wife of a pro football 
player is not all glory.

“Everybody thinks ifi^ fun, fun, fun. But these guys bring home 
a lot of problems.

“He’s (her husband) quiet; he’s down in the dumps. If they 
knew what was wrong it would be different. Anybody can have a 
bad game but in a season like this players begin to doubt their 
own abilities.

“I wish the season would just hurry and be over now.”

Tax collections equalling 90.8 
per cent of 12-month estimates 
have been reported by Eighth 
District Tax (!!ollector ^ r y

“I was in the 
first grade right across the hall, 
and my teacher was Miss Nellie 
Lull.” Pointing out that he 
spoke of some 50 years ago, he 
said that it is significant that “ 
both of us are still alive.”

Miss Lull, who has been 
retired since 1954, lives at 32 
Huntington St.

Judge Rubinow briefly  
re c a lle d  the  h is to ry  of 
Manchester’s forms of govern­
ment, from the early landmark 
of incorporation in 1823 and its 
first town meeting, and the 
town meeting - selectmen form 
of government that remained 
without substan tia l basic 
modification until 1946, when 
the present charter and council- 
manager form of goverjunent 
was adopted.

“That charter recopizes that 
municipal corporations are cor­
porations in function as well as 
in name. Hence, the town’s 
government is deliberately set 
up along the same lines as 
private corporations.”

He lis ted  some of the 
^ob lem s in government, from 
a dispute over a boundary with 
East Hartford, the 19 years 
between 1860 when the question 
of a new town hall came up to 
1879 when $700 was authorized 
to purchase a building from the 
Congregational Church; and 
then 16 years later when $1,500 
was appropriate for a building 
having “a fire-proof vault and 
suitable protection for town 
records...” now the Hall of 
Records at Center Park.

Rubinow quoted from Dr. 
William Buckley’s book about 
Manchester and the controver­
sial subjects he reported from 
town government in olden days, 
the “aginners” who opposed 
building the Buckley Bridge, 
opposition to consolidation of 
the town’s school districts, and' 
o th e r  r e f e r e n c e s  to 
Manchester’s volitical history.

The familiar ring of those 
problems “reminds us that in­
deed, the past is prolope.”

Comparing those problems 
with those that will confront the 
board in the next two years,' 
Rubinow said that the problems 
it will face will be more 
technical and complicated, 
“and the administration of the 
affairs of this town can be 
expected to become increasing­
ly technical and complicated.” 
He said an important step 
forward in building a core of 
p ro fe s s io n a l ly  t r a in e d , 
experienced personal in public 
service was approval of the 
charter question pertaining to 
the m erit system of town 
employes.

The one point in his talk that 
d rew  a p p la u s e  w as h is

N r m  S ttg la ttJ i 
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reference to hi^ways, and hjs. 
“specific goal” for-the board - 
"that you will be able to say in 
1975 that... you were able to 
prevail upon the Department of 
Transportation to complete the 
connector between Spencer St. 
and 1-86.”

He c h a rg e d  the  board  
members to ‘“do your best” as 
you face the difficult problems 
that lie ahead. ^

WASHINGTON (AP) -  ’The 
Senate passed legislation Mon­
day establishing an Office of. 
Emergency Fuel Allocation.

The bill, introduced by Sen. 
Abrabam Riblcoff, D-Conn., is 
designed to insure that cities 
and towns get enough heating 
oil and gasoline to maintain es­
sential public services.

‘‘No matter what the reasons 
are for the present shortages, 
we sim ply cannot perm it 
schools and hospitals to go 
without heat, and ambulances 
and fire and police vehicles to 
have empty tanks,” Rlbicoff 
said.

In other energy-related ac­
tion, U.S. Rep. William R. 
Cotter, D-Conn., asked Interior 
Secretary Rogers Morton to 
provide a public accounting of 
oil companies’ profits.

“There is a great amount of 
public cynicism that oil com­
panies are' using oil shortages 
as a pretense for outright 
profiteeHng,” Cotter said.

“The record increases in the 
third-quarter earnings, lead by 
Gulf at 90.9 per cent and Exxon 
at 80.7 per cent, feed this 
widely-held suspicion.”

The First District lawmaker 
- said the public should know how

those profits are used and that 
Morton should ask the oil com- 
pahies to provide the data 
voluntarily.

If they fail to respond volun­
tarily, he added, “ the ad­
ministration and the Congress 
should work to make such 
reports mandatory by law.”

In New Haven, Conn., U.S. 
R ep. R obert N. G iaim o 
reiterated his position that the 
Nixon administration has not 
developed an energy policy and 
chargM that none of the steps 
President Nixon has suggested 
will have much, if any, impact

“1 talk to so many peo­
ple Who donT believe there’s a 
shortage,” he said.

“People just aren’t believing 
it,” Foster said.

'Ihe communications media

. ming the public about the 
energy crisis, Werner Bloch of

suggested.

Newspapers and broadcast 
outlets have already been 
taking the ball on reporting the 
energy crisis, Richard Clark, 
the Chamber’s executive vice 
president mentioned.

But several participants in 
th is  m orn ing’s Cham ber 
m eeting said government 

'predictions about shortages 
have been conflicting, and peo­
ple need to know just how much 
of a shortage is expected;

Allen Behnke of the Bantly 
Oil Co.; a fuel oil dealer, called 
for a public education program 
about how to save heating fuel, 
but he said fuel oil dealers don’t 
have all the facts and figures at 
this point.

‘‘Most dealers, including 
myself, are thorou'ghly con­
fused,” Behnke said.

Behnke, noting that bis office

He sajd there is a 
widespread misconception that 
high home temperatures are 
necessary if there are small 
children in a family, and that 
doctors could inform people 
that isn’t so.

R e p re se n ta tiv e  of two 
utilities — Frank Uvingston of 
Connecticut Natural Gas and 
Peter Curtin-of the Hartford 
Electric Light Co. — both said 
their firms are already under­
taking informational cam­
paigns.

Livingston said CNG is dis­
tributing pamphlets, detailing 
energy saving measures, to 
homeowners, and pamplets for 
business and industrial users of 
natural gas are being prepared.

Curtin said HELCO has 
phased oqTIts sales office and 
has creaM  an energy conser­
vation department, whose 
representatives have been con­
tacting large business and in­
dustrial electricity consumers.

"We have to go out and 
preach conservation,” Curtin 
emphasized.

TTie Cfiamber of Commerce is 
' considering a program to help 
inform its members of energy 
sa v in g  m e th o d s . C la rk  
suggested an energy crisis 
orientation meeting, with guest 
speakers, to which represen­
tatives of business and industry 
be invited to learn how to set up 
conservation programs in their 
firms.

Although food price increases 
have moderated, the price 
spurt in nonfood commodities 
and services appears to reflect 
an economy still gripped in in­
flation.

The consumer price index in 
October moved up to 136.6, 
meaning that it cost consumers 
$13.66 to purchase a variety of 
goods that cost $10 in the 1967 
base period.

The Labor Department also 
reported that real spendable 
earnings of American workers, 
which is the take-home pay 
after taxes, fell six-tenths of a 
per cent in October and was 3.3 
per cent below a, year ago.

East Coast 
Brownouts 
Forecast

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Interior Ifecretary Rogers C. B. 
Morton said today the eastern 
part of the nation may be 
heading for electrical power 
brownouts by December or 
January because of the fuel 
crisis.

A deputy assistant secretary 
of Interior, Eric Zausner, said 
an increasing shortage of 
residual oil will leave many 
power plants so short of fuel, 
especially on the East Coast, 
that consumption of electrical 
power must be reduced 10 to 20 
per cent.

Morton said such a reduction 
would be “a very difficult 
thing.”

But, he said, “ We may be in 
the brownout business if we 
don’t do it.”

Morton told newsmen at a 
Briefing that shortages of 
residual oil will begin hurting, 
particularly in power plants, by 
early December.

Shortage of distillate oils —
. primarily home-heating oil and 
' diesel and jet fuel—will hit late 
in January- and gasoline shor­
tages may begin showing up in * 
early or mid-February, Morton 
said. '

It 
now is up to 34. Robert Price, 
elected to the Board of Direc­
tors, and Mr^Carolyn Becker, 
elected to the Board of Educa­
tion, have resigned from the 
Conservation Commission. Carl 
Zinsser, elected to the Board of 
Directors, has resigned from 
the Human Relations Commis­
sion. Thomas Toomey, chair­
man of the Development Com­
mission, has resigned from that 
body: His unexpired term is to 
November 1977.

Stanley Jarvis, whose five- 
year term on the Development 
Commission expires this 
month, has declined reappoint­
ment. In a letter to ’Thompson, 
he cites personal reasons for his 
decision.
